The creative process of
attraction development

he world is overrun with
I theming. Themed bowling

alleys and themed skating
rinks. themed festivals and fairs. Gas
stations and convenience stores are
taking on themes. And of course,
themed restaurants and themed
shopping experiences dominate the
food service and retail landscape

The world has fallen in love with
theming. Theming is reached for as a
universal answer to all sorts of prob-
lems—market identity, attendance,
repeat visitation, per caps, and guest
experience to name a few. To many;, if
you don’t provide a themed
experience, vou might as well fold up
your tent and quietly steal away into
the mght.

But this article isn't discussing
why we are all theme-happy or what
happens when the entire world is
themed—which can't be too far away.
That would be another article. Here

| we will examine what the whale cre-

\at.ive process of theming is all about.
After all, everyone knows what them-
ing is, but the process of getting there
is perhaps less understood.

Writers believe that everything be-
gins with the story, and designers be-
lieve that everything begins with a
visual image. Planners, of course,
know that everything begins with a
plan, while marketers all know that

everything begins with an under-

standing of the guests' needs and the

guest experience. Really, no one has
a lock on the truth. Particularly
wheén it comes to developing &
themed attraction.

There is also a financial reality to
all of this. Frankly no one cares how
well a themed experience is conceived
and executed if it doesn't make
money, Which leads to two guestions,
which on the surface may seem very
unereative. What is the ROI? How
does this affect the P&L?

The fact of the matter is that the
creative development of a successful
themed attraction is a combination of
financial projections, audience analy-
gis, marketing research, writing,
planning, and design. The wise

'pwner or developer understands that

these must be kept in balance. Domi-
nation by any single discipline often
leads one down the path to disaster.

Let's assume (and this is a very
risky assumption) that the financial,
marketing, and operational aspects
are under control and in balance with
the creative process. Bear in mind
there can be as much creativity

involved in finance, marketing, and
pperations as there is in writing
and design.

The creative process can fit into
two broad categories: the visual and
the textual. Conventional wisdom
suggests that most experiences begin
with & story. That might be true, but
often that story or idea can be ex-

pressed in one simple sentence. Cer-
tainly Disney's Main Street is one of
the most successful experiences on
the planet. Yet the story behind it
was very basic: 19th century small-
town America was a relaxed, charm-
ing environment. Enjoy.

From that point on, visualization
largely took over. Now, of course,
there are probably numerous mini
stories along the way. The Drug Store
stary, the Arcade Story, the Empori-
um Story. And so it goes. A simple
hasic story perhaps took the lead, but
certainly it was given life by the visu-
al Although I wasn't there, I am sure
that there was a story board for Main
Street. And in those two simple
words: story and board may perhaps
lie the key to the ideal balance be-
tween the visual and the textual.
Boards aren't enough. Story isn't
enough. Combined you have an ap-
pealing story that is visualized in n.
dramatic and memorahle way.

Several years ago Rouse Wyatt
produced an attraction called Heart-
song for Dollyweod. This wide screen,
mixed-media environmental theater
had a very simple story. The music of
Delly Parton has been largely influ-
enced by the environment, family,
faith, and friends that shaped her
life. This story and its accompanying
music definitely led the design of the
theater, the film, the animation, the
live performers, and the special

effects in a much stronger way that

the “story” led the development of

main street. It is, frankly, a little
more complex story.

And here we come to one of the ba-
sics. The extent to which aither the
textual or the visual leads the devel-
opment of the attraction rests very
heavily with the audience point-of-
view and the audience length-of-stay.
In the case of Main Street, the point-
of-view is rather unfocused—the at-
traction is all around you. And you
may stay there a few moments, as
you walk down the street, or a few
hours. In the case of Heartsong the
point-of-view is very focused and the
length-of-stay is fixed at 15 minutes.
On Main Street you can deliver an
impression. In Heartsong you can
deliver a message.

In spite of the fact that our industry
acts as if themes were discovered in
the mid-1960s in Anaheim, there is re-
ally nothing new about themes at all.

Once Upon a Theme
Long before there were theme parks

there were themes. Shakespeare, like
authors before him, wrote his plays
arpund themes. In his works there
are themes based on love, themes
based on revenge, and themes based
on horror. But Shakespeare's audi-
ences didn't really care about the
themes. They wanted to see Romeo
fall in love with Juliet. They wanted
to see Hamlet go mad. They wanted
to see stories that grabbed their at-
tention and to which they could
relate. There is a big difference
between a theme and a story.
Michelangelo often painted to
themes depicting man's relationship
to his God. But his audiences want-
ed to see the ceiling of the Sistine
Chapel. They wanted to see God

bringing life to man in one of

the world's most beautiful and awe-
inspiring paintings. There is a
big difference between a theme and
a visualization.

An attraction basaed on the psycho-
logical conflict between two schizo-
phrenic personalities inhabiting the
same physiological being, might seem

to be a bit dry. And a dark ride that
featured bloody bodies, ghosts and
man-eating frogs might be a hit thin.
But, a well-produced attraction based
on the story of Dr. Jekyl and Mr.
Hyde and visualized appropriately
would no doubt have folks standing
in the queus for hours.

The theme doesn't make the at-
traction work, the realization of it (vi-
sual AND textual) does. I think one
of the reasons that many so called
themed attractions don't work is that
from a creative stand point the role of
the textual and the visual is not
properly understood. Sprinkling peri-
od architecture and graphics over a
facility does not a themed experience
make.

In spite of the fact that [ hate the
word theme and think it is over used,
it is the word with which we are
stuck. So let's continue, accepting the
fact that it is really the creative com-
bination of the visual and the textual
that makes for success, whether de-
livering an impression or a message.

Earlier I spoke of two important
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variables in creating a successful
themed attraction: audience point-of-
view and audience length-of-stay.
There is a third: audience familiarity,
Today many attractions, parks and
theme areas are hased on pre-exist-
ing intellectual property. And of
course traditionally they are based
on recognized folk lore and mytholo-
gY. For example: The LEGO theme
parks. The Top Gun coaster, the
Looney-Tunes playground, or the Old
West theme area. Clearly the audi-
ence’s familiarity with these subjects
strongly conditions the way in which
they are developed. The borrowed in-
terest from the original predispeses
the audience (positively or negative-
ly) toward the attraction. If you grew
up with LEGOs you are probahly pre-
disposed to love that park. If ¥ou
think Bugs is an obnoxious rabbit.
then sorry Warner Bros.

This brings up two important di-
rections in the creative development
of an attraction based on successful
pre-existing intellectual property. In
some instances the property is used

to literally translate to the attraction.
In other cases the property is used as
an inspiration for the attraction. The
Indiana Jones Adventure at Disney-
land is a translation from the movie.
Six Flags’ Looney Tunes Land was in-
spired by the cartoons,

Allow me to share in some detail
the process we followed recently in
developing an attraction that was in-
spired by pre-existing intellectual
property: A Day In The Park with
Barney'™ at Universal Studios Flori-
da. In many ways, it typifies what
feel is a creative approach to attrac-
tion development.

When the creative team met with
Cheryl Leach of The Lyons Group,
creators of Barney, there was no pre-
coneeived notion of what type of at-
traction this was to be: a film, ride, or
show. Of course there was the basic
Barney story. The team began talk-
ing about what Barney means to chil-
dren, what the objectives were of the
Lyons Group, and what sort of expe-
rience would mean the most to his
fans. We began by discussing what

Theming

children like to do most. When
are they the happiest? The team
began talking of kids EUing to a park
with their parents. Someone said:
What if they met Barney there?
How would he play with them? What
would the children and their
parents experience?

So, the attraction became a park
experience. A live show, beginning
with an imaginative pre-show with
Dr. Peek-A-Boo. A surprise discovery
of a magical part of the park. A mys-
tical appearance of Barney. A show
about friends, about loving yourself,
and about nature, Finally, a series of
interactive discovery elements where
children could play. There was an
idea, the beginnings of a story. The
team studied the practicalities of this
approach with some early plans and
cost studies. Then the writing and
design really began to focus

Of course many parks do not have
access to intellectual property, But
the creative process is still the same.
Also, in many cases the need for a
specific type of attraction (ride, show,
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simulator, film, waterpark, etc.) based on market-
ing realities or management intuition often dictate
the attraction. But the creative process is still the
same, Led either by an idea (*We could really used
a Fantasy theme area.”), or a piece of hardware
(“We've gotta have another coaster!”), the planners,
writers, designers, and operators should ideally
work as a team. [t is my firm belief that the most
suceessful attractions anvwhere in the world are
those which result from an integrated approach.
From the perspective of this article that means
both the textual and the visual,

Layered on top of all of this is the important
role of planning. Audience circulation, physical
spaces, operational considerations, additional rev-
anue generation, site use, and interaction with
other elements, all of these are key to the creative
development of a successful park or attraction.
The all important role that planning plays ig
propriately the subject of yet another article, .

Az I mentioned at the beginning of this arti-
cle, trulv enlightensd owners, developers, and
managers realize that no one has a lock on the
truth. Great textual or story ideas don't just
come from writers. Great visual ideas don't just
come from designers. Great master plans don't
just come from planners and landscape archi-
tects. Great marketing ideas don't just come
from agencies. Great financial plans don't just
eome from MBAs. And appropriate operational
solutions don't just come from operators. | think
realizing all of that is why 1 have enjoyed being
a part of a creative environment for more than a
quarter of a century. The creative process i8 8x-
citing when the disciplines, talent, and ideas are
varied. At our firm we are fortunate to have al-
most all disciplines equally represented.

And when the preconceptions, the prnl'es_-;!
training and the egos are put aside then
creative process works,

Instead of the world theme, we should use real-
ity. What I dislike about the word theme is its im-
plication that the process is simple. Pick a theme.
Slap it on. It will work.

[ don't think so. And while what I and many of
us do for a living is not brain surgery, it is a profes-
gion. No, that's absolutely wrong! It is a combina-
tion of professions which, when working property
together, produces parks and attractions that work
and of which we can be proud. w

The idea of presenting the Talmudic era visiting the school of Rav
Jeremiah’s 3" century and the Sanhedrin of 1% century both is vary
acceptable. On the other hand don’t expand it so mach. Two short
paragraph at Rav Jeremia’s Yeshiva is enough. I recommend one at the
opening and the other after Rabbi Joshua’s final declaration (as it 1 in the
text).

Because of sensitivity and the spirit of the text I do not recommend to
use such as the following expressions:

-“R. Eliezer... a tough man who didn’t like to be contradicted.....”

-“A child can understand it...”

~but this is playing games...”

All the debate on humility between Raban Gamaliel and R. Eliezer.
-“Show off”

-“Fools!”

- “I have had enough of you™

-“Make arguments not tricks Eliezer”

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They all shared the dilemma between the miracle as a religious
phenomenon and the logic frame of the Sanhedrin Halakhic discussions.

There is no need to interpretation of R. Eliezer to the miracles neither
introductions, Even in the written source is quite clear an we are going to
have even visual experience!
