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CUIDELINES FOR TOURISM STATISTICS

SUMMARY

I. Statistics of intermational tourism concern, in the
first place, the movement across frontiers of persons who
are defined in chapter Il as “visitors"—their numbers,
the nights they spend abroad, and their expenditure on
goods and services in the countrics visited, all of which
can be classified by country of residence and in various
other ways.

H. By and large, these statistics have grown up as a
by-product of administrative systems designed for other
purposes. The importance which tourism now representsin
terms of its contribution to the balance of payments as
well as to the economy in general, not only in a growing
number of developing countries but also in several
developed ones, justifies the progressive establishment
of a system of international tourism statistics that, while
existing in its own right, is appropriately related to
other economie, financial, social and demographic sta-
tistics, Hence, besides fitting tourism into a broader
scheme covering the total movement of persons across
fronticrs (l.e. including migrants and other persons not
defined as visitors), the system should seck to describe
the structure and flow of production (gross value and
value added) arising in the ¢ountry visited as a result of
the expenditure ol visitors {as well as of domestic tourists).
Consequently, it should also provide a variety of data
about the accommpdation and other establishments or
enterprises (eating and drinking places, travel agents,
transpart enterprises, eic.) which provide services to
visitors as well as to domestic tourists. The data can be
expressed both in terms of physical units (such as bed
capacity and its degree of utilization, labour [orce and
numbers emploved) and in monetary terms (for example,
the value of assets and of asset formation, turnover,
wage hill, ete,). A comprehensive system of tourism
statistics would thus serve the dual purpose of providing
data relating to both the demand and the supply side and
of furnishing a basis for measuring the various effects of
visitor expenditure on the balance of payments and on the
economy in general—including the effects on Income,
output and employment in different sectors.

I11. The Guidelines concentrate on a number of basic
series which all countries should be able to collect broadly
in accordunce with the definitions discussed in chapter I1,
since by and large they are the product of administrative
and other mecasures already in force and make few, if
any, additiopal demands on manpower or budgetary
resources, Emphasis is therefore placed on statistics (in
particular those which can be collected every month by
a full count) covering the number of visitors and visitor-
nights, the total of visitors' expenditure and the capacity
and rates of ocoupancy of accommaodation establishments.
(The recommended unit of measurement for the latter is
the bed rather than the room.) Other series are also

suggested which, while they cannot yet be gathered on a
world-wide basis, are already within the reach of a
number of countriecs. While the compilation of these
series would involve additional expenditure on account
of recourse to sample surveys and other inquiries, there
are many countries, including some developing ones,
where the importance of tourism to the economy justi-
fies the expenditure in order to procure a more com-
prehensive set of statistical data which are necessary to an
understanding of the place of tourism in the national
economy.

IV. Most information about visitors can be collected
either at the point of arrival or departure (frontier check
method) or at the hotel or ather place at which they stay.
Each method has its advantages and drawbacks in terms
of the ease of collection and of the type and coverage of
data obtainable. Together with estimates of receipts and
expenditure made on the basis of central bank returns or
in other ways (including sample surveys, as discussed in
chapter 111), they provide a comprehensive set of basic
data. However, as the total valume of tourist traffic grows
and frontier formalities are simplified, it becomes increas-
ingly difficult to obtain statistics at the frontier by an ex-
haustive count, even in countries which still require com-
pletion of an entry/exit card, Recourse to sampling and
other techniques that are less easily applied in developing
countries then becomes necessary. For this reason, and
also because it is the principal commercial sector that is con-
cerned almost exclusively with tourism, primary emphasis
is laid (for basic regular statistics) on the accommodation
unit as a source, Also, in the same way as for other
productive sectors of the economy, returns from the
establishments themselves can provide data on employ-
ment, turnover, investment and capital stock and other
aspects of the accommodation sector’s inputs and output.

V. It is recommended that as a general rule all per-
tinent data should be classified according to the visitor's
country of residence or, failing that, according to country
of nationality. The extent to which a classification can
be made according to characteristics of visitors other
than those listed below, or according to type and category
of accommodation, locality and region, elc. (cross-
classified according to country of residence), will depend
very much on the possibilities of mechanical processing
of the raw data. Much of this information, however,
while of interest to the compiling country, is not needed
for a minimum international system of tourism statistics.

VI. For statistics which are collected by means of a
full eount at the frontier the collection and publication
of the following basic data is recommended:

{a) Arrivals (or departures) of visitors
(&) Means of transport used
{¢) Purpose of visit.




VII. For statistics which can be collected regularly
from accommodation establishments, concerning both
persons using the sccommodation and the operation of
the establishments themselves, the collection and publi-
cation of the following basic data is recommended:

(@) Nights spent by visitors and residents
(6) Number of visitors
(¢) Capacity and rates of occupancy,

In order to oblain the number of visitors and the length
of their stay in the country, the hotel registration form
should include a question on whether the person is
registering for the first time during his present visit.

VIIL. Information about foreign exchange receipts
from tourism can be obtained through returns from the
banking system or by sampling of visitors. Expenditure
on international passenger fares should be excluded from
figures of visitor expenditure, and separate figures for
this item should be published where possible.

IX. Information about the average length of stay of
visitors can be derived from a full count at the frontier
but more conveniently from hotel returns (and should be
shown according to country of residence). For averages
derived from & full count at the frontier, excursionists and
other day visitors should be ignored. Long-staying visi-
tors can also be excluded if data are available in the
form of a frequency distribution, showing the proportion
of visitors staying for different periods, possibly cross-
classified according to other wisitor characteristics.
However, this generally necessitates special (sample) inqui-
ries, which need only be carried out occasionally,

X In ?um:rnl. the frequency of publication and the
degree of detail depend on the kind of information
sought, the method of collection used, and on the prac-
tical possibilities of the country concerned. As a minimum
it is desirable to have monthly data for the total number
of visitors, nights spent, and occupancy rates, while for
most other data (such as means of transport used,
purpose of visit, accommodation capacity and foreign
exchange receipts), annual data are normally sufficient.

SUMMARY OF DISCUSSIONS AND CONCLUSIONS

D.? = Economic Review of World Tourism

The general consensus was that it was a very useful
document and that the study should he continued. It was
recommended that thé Secretariat should make an effort to
publish it every year instead of every two years.

Some members considered that a clear distinctien
should be made hetween international tourism and domestic
tourism. The Chairman pointed cut that such a distine-
tion might prove artificial because in an area with small
countries, travellers cross frontlers more often than in
a country like the United States where 94 per cent of the
travellers are still domestic tourists even though they
may be travelling long distances. He alsc pointed out
that statistics and data on domestic tourism were not
available in the majority of countries. However, the
fteview has already two chapters on domestic tourism,
which could be made more elaborate.

R I
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Other suggestions for the consideration of the
authors of the Review were:

(1) There should be more precise definitions. For
example, it should be indicated whether hotel occupancy
was shown by rooms or beds. The recommendation was that
in future it should always be by rooms.

(2) Tourist arrival figures should be more clearly
defined and the sources of information should be shown in
the footnotes.

{3) The conditicns that Influence the development
of international tourism in each area and the way in
which internal economic conditions affect foreign travel
should be given more importance.

E.9 - Btudy on the Staggering of Holidays

After considerable discussion, it was recommended
that the study in its present form should bhe discontinued.
It was further recommended that, since it requires action
at a national or regional level, Regional Commissicons
should undertake this study if they so desire. The final
recommendation was that in order to focus attention on
the problem and to enlist the assistance of other agencles
such as labour unions,; industrial enterprises and acade-
mic institutions, the Secretariat should organize a semi-
nar on this subjoct within the pnert two years. It was
Further recommended that the theme of the seminar should
be "Seasonality of Tourism" and this should include the
subject of the staggering of holidays.

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D.20 - Use cf Computers in the Tourist and Hotel
Industries

An important suggestion made was that this study
should concentrate on the economic rather than technical
aspects of computers. For instance, what effect will the
use of computer reservations for airlines and hotels have
on the role of travel agents, wholesalors and hotel repre-
sentatives? What effect will it have on small hotels
which cannot bear the expenditure of a computer reserva=
tion system? Another comment was that the use of compu-
ters for providing documentation and data to the NTOs was
not adequately dealt with in the study.

The general opinion was that i1t was a useful study
and had provided an insight into the complexity of the
problem by coneldering the many-sided implications of the
use of computers. It was not recommended to repeat this
study.

P.30 = Study on the Impact of Air Fares on Tourist
Developmant

It was considered a very useful study. Considering
the complexity of this subject and the many-sided issues
involved, however, 1t was thought that for the time being
IVOTO sheould discontinue it. Many changes in alr fares
are likely to take place in the coming year and the ques=
tion whether a new study should be made can be reviewad
then, Meanwhile the Secretariat should keep the members
informed of studies which are being undertaken by ICAD,
CAB and other agenciles.

¢c.1 - pPilot Study on Long-Term Forecasting

Tha meeting took nete of this papar and agreed that it
was very useful. Unfortunately in the time availabla it was
not possible to discuss thas very detailed figures, which
raquire careful consideration.

The delegate of the USSR proposed that the paper might
be discussed fully at a semipar to be held if pasasible in
1972, The meeting fully supported this view and asked the
Sacretary-General teo make the nocessary arrangements in dus
gourse for such a seminar to bhe held. Various delegates
poeinted out the necessity of taklng into account some more
weighting factors, namely ecconomics.

The delegate of Canada felt that such a seminar should
alsoc consider the problem of labour in tourist services, Tha
significant growth in tourism during the last few years through-
ogut the world had created serinus problems in recrulting
labour and it was fclt that any forecasting of future demand
should not only ook at the numbar and expenditure of tourists

involved but what these figures mean in terms of providing
the nccessary labour.

It was agreed that the seminar should discuss each tourist
region separately. The paper nresented had broken dcown the
forecasts intc the main regions of tourism in the world hut
it was folt that more details for each region would ho helpful.

B.1 - Guidelines for tho Collection and Presentation of Travel
Statistics

The Commission thanked the Scecretariat for producing
this very helpful paper which updates a similar paper pra-
sented at the last General Assembly. The Secretariat drew
the members' attentlon to the paper recently published by the
unitad Naticms, entitled "Statistical Methods for Measuring
Tourism" and recommended that all members should obtain a
copy with a view te improving the collectien of their
statistics.

The delegate of Hungary pointed out that tourist arrival
figures in Eurcpe are misleading since they include many
visitors who are passing through eocuntries to reach anothex
destination. He thercfore felt that it would be useful if
generating countries would, where possible, rrovide figures
of their own naticnals travelling to other ccuntries. But

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the discusslion proved that such an ohjective is practically
unattainable.

The delegate of Singapore asked whether the problems of
collecting statistics could be discussed at the proposad
seminar to be held on forecasting. The meeting agreed unani-
mously that this should be dona and asked the Soccretary-
General to make the necessary arrangaments.

The meeting also took note of a suggestion in the paper
that a world data bank on tourism statistics should bhe set Up.
This was warmly applauded and the delegate from the United
Kingdom hoped that this could be set up in the new World
Tourism Organization.

B.4 - Definition of Guidelines for the Measurement of Tourist
Expenditure

The meeting agreed that the estimates made hy various
countries of tourist receipts leave much to be desired. The
delegate of Hungary raised the problem of measuring all sta-
tistics in dollars. He felt that this would create problems
this year in view of the floating of the US dollar. It was
felt, however, that the problem could not he soclved until
such time as another unit of world currency 1s estahlished
and that tourism receipts in the meantime should continue to

be quoted in dollars.

The delegate of the United Kingdom pointed out that each
country produces the statistics it is prepared to pay for 4in
the technical field. Sample surveys are the most accurate
method for mneasuring tourism flows and receipts but these
are exponsive. The lbank reporting method, which in Burope is
the mast widely used method is far more liable to error but
is much cheaper.

The Commission ajresd that there is still a long way to
go in improving tourist statistics.

P.l - Tourist Planning

This study was considered useful and a step towards the
formulation of uniform principles of tourism planning.

The opinion was expressed, however, that it was somewhat
general for a study of its kind and some aspects, such as the
soclial impact of tourism and physical planning, should be
investigated in greater detall. Developing countries should
take account of the distinction between short-term and long-
term planning; moreover, it would be useful to set up an ad

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hoc committee to imvestigate the problems peculiar to these
countries.

pD.4 - Pilot Study on the Relations between Infrastructure
Policies and Tourist Plant Development Policies

The meeting agreed that the development of tourism neces-
sitates a basic infrastructure but that its planning should be
integrated with the overall development policy.

1t was alsc emphasized that regional or local criteria
have to be adopted in order to maximize the effects of tourism
planning. This means that national targyets and priorities
must be fixed prior to the actual planning phase.

D.22 - Checklist of Factors Determining the selection of
Sites for Tourism Development

The maeting considered i1t was Very useful to make this
type of tourism resource quantification and recommended that
such studies should be continued.

It would be advisable tc work out a methodology for eva-
luating tourism resources.

D.6 - Study of Trends in the Development of the Accommodation

Sectorx

The meoting stressed the importance of accommodation
trends for the expansion of tourist supply.

Certain data contained in the document should be used
only with great circumspecticn, as they were incomplete or
not comparable. It was suggested that member countries should
supply the Secretary-General with additional data on
accommodations.

i1t was agreed that 4in future studies of this nature
should be more detailed and prepared in the 1ight of regional
factors by each Regional Commission.

p.2 - Study on the Potential International supply of Tcurism

Resources and Measures for their Protection and Developmént

Special attenticn was paid tc the utilization of tourism
resources in the various ccuntrieés and the attendant problems.

it was stressed that members should make every effort to
have their governments adopt measures for the conservation of
resources. This can only be achieved if resources are inven-
toried and a long-term utilization programme adopted.

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P,13 - Preliminary Study on the Role of Tourism as & Source
of Employment

The meeting agroed that this documont was highly topical
since tourism is a large source of direct employment in the
service industrics, and indirectly im other sectors through
tha multiplier uffect.

It was recocgnized that accurate stuldles on this subject
are fraught with difficultics owing to the lack of data, and
it was reccommended that IUOTO ghould ecllaborate with other
international crganizations, such as the International Labour
Otganisation, with a view to improving tho gquality cf this
information.

The meeting's attention wes called to the interest of a
Mexican study on the relations hetween investment and amploy-
mant ip various economic sectors, including tourism.

Among the variocus facets of tourism empioyment, mention
was made of vocational training as an approach to the creation
of new jobs, particularly in countries with a high lavel of
unemployment.

However, participating in spectator
sports;, a play eritic attending the theatre to publish his reactions, or
reading to prepare an article, are net forms of leisure-time activities.

195. As is noted above, in portraying the conditions of living in respect

of leisure, information is wanted on the commercial and non-profit services
that are available for leisure-time activities. A definition of these ser-
vices that is, on the whole, suitable is given in the categories listed below
from the classifications of household goods and services, of government pur-

poses and of private non-profit purposes in A System of National ﬂtcaunta.lﬁ
The definition also furnishes a useful description of leisure-time activities.

2. Sources of data

198. It 4s recognized that compiling the proposed series on the time avail-
able for vacations and other leisure and how it is used, is a difficult task
that has been undertaken in a few instances only. Two epproaches have been

used to make these estimates.

199. One approach consists of making estimates of available leisure in the
case of the economically active, students and the inactive, in particular,
housewives, as the difference between the total hours in a given period and
the estimated time that they spend in other activities, for example, work
and personal and family care in the case of the economically acti?&.zl! In
this approach, the estimates in respect of the time spent in other activities
are grounded in figures that vary considerably in reliability, for example
actual hours worked in non-agricultural and agricultural pursuits, normal

or actual hours of schooling and normal or estimated hours required for per-
sonal care and family care in the case of housewives and other individuals.

The estimates in the latter case have been based on very small-scale sample
ingquiries.

200. The other approach is to carry out household sample surveys in respect
of individuals use of time during given days, weeks, &1:.1:.1'-g This approach
yields direct estimates of the leisure time, as well as the time at work, for
schooling and for personal and family care, and data on the distribution of
leisure over various types of activities. Since information may also be
gathered on the personal attributes in these inquiries, the estimates in re-
spect of leisure and other activities may be classified and complled accord-

ing to socioc-economic status, age, sex, etc. The same means of gathering

data may be used in the case of vagations.

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201, The accuracy and reliability of the estimates made from the household
sample surveys depends on (i) the size and design of the sdmple and perhaps
more important (1i) on the way in which, and the care with which, the data
are gathered from respondents. Inducing and helping respondents to keep
careful records of how they spend their time during a given day or week and
spreading the sample over a random selection during the year of days of the
week or weeks in the various seasons of a year, should yield reliable esti-
mates, Requesting respondents to recall how they spent their time during .
given days or weeks, even if the period of recall is ghort, will tend to in-

crease the errors of response. Beeking information in respect of average .
days or weeks of each season of the year, or of the year as a whole, will

result in the collection of unreliable data. DProper household sample in-

quiries into time budgets are therefore time consuming and costly.

%. Bocial indicators

P02. The social indicators suggested in table 7 are designed to portray

trends in the available time for leisure and its use and how the conditions

of this aspect of living vary from one group of the population to another.

Beparate geries of indicators are suggested in respect of vacations and in

respect of other times of leisure. When Tigures of percentages will suffice,

absolute valuee are avoided in the series of indicators in order to improve .
the accuracy of the data. .

b

20%. 8ince the amount of vacation and other leisure will differ for the
economically active, students and the inactive living in urban and rural
areas, the relevant social indicators are proposed for each of these cate-
gories of the population. Beparate series are also suggested in respect of
persons of different national or ethnic and socio-economic background in
order to discern their differences in amount of leisure and groups of the
populaticn with too little leisure.
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204. In the case of the patterns in which leisure is used, the age and sex
of individuals and the kind of area in which they live are considered to be
the dominant factors in accounting for variation. Social indicators are
therefore s ggested on the percentars distribution of vacation and other
leisure time according to type of activity of these categories of the popula-
tion. Bo as to discern the effects of socio-economic class and national or
ethnic origin as such on the ways in which leisure is spent, the composition
of these groups is to be made comparable in respect of age and sex in com-
piling their percentage distributions of time for leisure according to the
type of activity engaged in.

€. Consumption expenditure on lelsure

1. Uses of the data

205, Data concerning the expenditures on the commercial and non-profit ser-
vices which cater to leisure-time activities furnish another vay of portray-
ing the amount of leigure and how it is uysed. These data also indicate the
leisure-time services that are aveailable and in the case of the commercial

services, the amount of use made of the services.

2. Scope and methods of collection in
comparison with time budgets

206. This approach to measuring leisure and its uses, yields less complete
information than time budgets since a number ol jeignre-time activities do
not involve institutionalized services and the outlays on consumption in re-
spect of non-profit public faclilities for leisure activities and the actual
use made of these services are not perfectly correlated. It should be em-
phasized that in order to have as full a picture ag is possible of the con-
sumption of leisure-time services, the concept of total consumption should
be used, that is the consumption expenditure of government and private non-
profit units on publie leisure-time services, as well as household purchases

fyrom commercial services, should be included in the data.
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207. On the other hand, the possibilities of compiling reliable data, at
least for the total population and urban and rural areas, are better in the
cage of consumption expenditure than in the case of time budgets since the
expenditure data may be collected directly from the commercial and non-
profit establishments, Data on the consumption expenditure of specific
groups of the population, for example persons ot various socio-economic
classes, do need to be gathered through hcusehold sample surveys. However,
it appears to be less difficult and costly to employ those surveys to gather
reliable figures in respect of expenditure on commercial leisure-time ser-
vises and of their use of the non-profit leisure-time services than to gather
useful data on their time budgets. In any case, countries have had far more
experience with consumption expenditure surveys than with time-budget in-
quiries. The value of purchases from commercial units or the number of
visits to non-profit facilities, such as museums, parks, libraries, are
ensier to recall, or to record. A longer span of recall or of record keep-
ing may also be used, which would require fewer visits. Unlike time budgets,
it will probably be necessary to use the household as the gtatistical unit
in gathering and compiling data on consumption expenditure.

3. TItems of data

208, BSo that the series on total consumption may serve as indicators of the
trends in the amounts of various leisure-time activities of the population
of the various leisure-time’services used, it is necessary to express the
data in constant prices on a per capita basis. Otherwise, changes in size
of the population and in the relative prices of leisure-time services will

markedly reduce the usefulness of the series for those purposes.

209. The compilation of the constant-price data in respect of household
outlays on profit-making services catering to leisure-time activities may be
based on the collection of comparable price series, or in some cases, quan-
tity series, weighted by the relevant base-period receipts. In the case of
the government and private non-profit services, the methods outlined earlier
in discussing the compilation of constant-price data in respect of medical

care and correctional institutions should be used.
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. Clasgifications and social indicators

210. It is proposed in table 7 that the series on consumption expenditure
should be classified according to fractile groups of household disposable
income, socio-economic classes and netional or ethnic groups, and urban and
rural areas because the relative level and the pattern of per capita total
consumption expenditure on leisure are likely to differ for these groups of
the population. These data should also be useful in identifying disadvan-
taged groups of the population in respect of what they can afford to spend
on leisure, in respect of what free public recreational and cultural ser-
vices are available and the quality of their leisure-time activities. 8o
that the data on their relative level of per capita total consumption and
on their distribution of these outlays according to type of leisure-time
activity may be clearly presented in social indicators, separate series are

suggested in respect of trends in the two topics.

D. Use and aveilability of leisure-time facilities

1. Use of the facilities

211. In addition to series on tobal consumption expenditure, as much data
as is feasible should be gathered in natural (physical) units of measure-
ment on the extent to which leisure-time facilities are used. In the case
of the non-profit facilities, in particular, these figures furnish more use-

ful data for certain purposes then do the figures of consumption expenditure.

212. BSeries of data are suggested in table 7 on admissions to facilities
for leisure-time mctivities, the time spent in listening to radio and watch-

ing television, and the circulations of newspapersand magazines and books.
The figures of admissions and circulation are most easily gathered from the
services themselves. In that case the data may be elassified according to

type of service and urban and rural areas only. In order to be able to
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classify these data according to the characteristics of the us. s, it would
be necessary to gather the information in sample houseshold surveys. In any
case, the data are needed for purposes of allocating the consumption expendi-
ture of government and private non-profit services in respect of leisure to
various groups of the population in making estimates of their total con-
gsumption expenditure. The figures in respect of time spent with radios ana

television would also come from household sample surveys.

2. Availability of facilities

21%. The extent to which facilities for leisure activities are available,

is of course an indicator of the opportunities to engage in these activities.
Information on the availability of facilities in relation to the potential
number of users is of interest in the case of government facilities for pur-
poses of evaluating and planning the public services. Indicators of avail-
ability are suggested in table 7 in respect of parks and similar open public
space, geats in places of entertainment and books in public libraries. These
