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Introduction

The district of Judea (Judah) is named
after the fourth son of Jacob (given to
him by Leah) and it was the possession
of the tribe of Judah, the largest of all the
Israelite tribes according to the census
taken in the desert. (Numbers 2:4, 26:22),
The boundaries of Judea are mentioned
in the book of Joshua: In the south: from
the extremity of the Dead Sea to the
Scorpions Ascent and on to Tzin, then
via the Arava and the Negev in a south-
westerly direction to Kadesh Barnea and
from there to the point where the “river
of Egypt” flows into the Mediterranean
Sea. In the east: along the Dead Sea to
the entrance of the Jordan River. In the
north: from this point to Beit Chogla and
Beit HaArava on the border between
Benjamin and Judea to Ma'aleh Adumim
just south of the Prat River and from
there in a south-westerly direction to the
Ben Hinom Valley south of Jerusalem.
The border continued on to the peak of
the hills at the edge of the Befaim Valley
{(possibly Abu Tor of today) and from
there it went on through Mei Naftoach
and Mt. Edron (perhaps the Kastel) to
Kiryat Yearim (Abu Gosh), Beit Shemesh
and Timna, from whence it continued in
the direction of Ekron and Yavnael to the
Mediterranean Sea (Joshua 15:1-1 2).

In the north the territory of Judea
bordered that of the tribe of Benjamin, in |
the north-west, with that of Dan and in
the south-west, with that of Simeon.
Eventually, the cities of Simeon were
attached to Judea. (Joshua 19:1 -9),
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Most of Judea was captured after
protracted battles during the age of the
Judges. The Philistine coast did not
belong to Judea during the First Temple
Period.
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Urban community located some 20
kilometers south of Jerusalem, close to
the Patriarchs Road and to Gush Etzion.

In Efrat there are 3,000 people, (500
families) and the majority of the
population is religious. 4,000 housing |
units are in the planning stage.

80 |
housing units in the earliest '
neighbourhoods are presently under |
construction. In the newest |
neighberhood 160 units, to be built by |
the Ministry of Building and Housing
through the Mishkanot company and
"Build Your Own Home", are under
construction.

Many educational institutions exist in
Efrat infant and day care centers,
kindergartens, a governmental religious
elementary school with an added
religious curriculum, a Hesder Yeshiva
(Yeshiva which combines religious
study with military service), and a
yeshiva high school — altogether some
740 students. In addition a community
center and the B'nai Akiva movement
are active,

Most of the residents work in Jerusalem
although a few are employed locally in
educational institutions, services, and
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works in the area where the industrial
Zone s to be built.
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Ultra-orthodox urban community in the |
process of establishment south-west of
Jerusalem on three hills which reach a |
height of 700 meters above sea level. |
Bounded by the Mevo Betar-Bethlehem |
road and the road that descends to '
Nachalin, alongside the Green Line.

The Ministry of Building and Housing is
planning to build 8,000 housing units in
Betar. The first 150 families moved in to
the permanent housing in the summer of |
1930. '

The main access to Betar is to be via the |'
Jerusalem-Gush Etzion road, however |
until itis paved, vehicles must use the
road from Tzur Hadassah and Southern
Jerusalem which is currently being |
widened and improved. ' |
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In 1980 the Government of Israel
decided to renew the Jewish community
in Hebron by developing the Jewish
courtyard in the old quarter of the city
and through the revival of a Jewish
presence in the vicinity of Beit Hadassah
House.

The activity was concentrated in 3
areas:

1) The area around Beit Hadassah and

| Beit Chasson was renovated. The

' Jewish courtyard, once the source of
Jewish life in Hebron, was also
renovated and its unique character
preserved: at its center stands the
Abraham the Patriarch Synagogue.

i 2) Beit Romano which had formerly
been the center of the Lubavichear
Hassidim in Hebron now became the
home of the “Shavei Hebron" Yeshiva
with its 120 students.

3) Atthe ancient Tel Hebron (Tel
Romeida), construction was renewed in
1984, 8 families reside there at present,
in provisional quarters.

| 350 Jews now live in the city of Hebron.
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| An infant care center, a kindergarten

and a Museum of the old Jewish
community in Hebron are located in the

city.

Mearby are several well-known tourist
sites, Ein Farah and Wadi Kelt, as well
as archaeological sites — Givat
HaTarurim, the Mishor Inn and the Water
Hole Monastery.

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Introduction

' The district stretches from Jerusalem in

the south to the Jezreel Valley in the
north, and from the coastal plain in the
west to the Jordan River in the east.

The region is composed of a hilly area
with widely contrasting scenery: broad
valleys and deep, narrow ravines,
steeply sloped mountains and rounded
hills. Most of the crests and ridges are
made up of plateaus on which
communities can be constructed and
which can be cultivated.

During most of the year, the region’s

| climate is comfortable (with the

exception of the mountain peaks which
are quite cold in winter, and the Jordan
Rift Valley which is hot in summer). Two
main roads cross the region from north
to south: the Patriarchs’ Road along the
crest of the mountains and the Rift
Valley Road which connects Jericho
and Beit Shean.

Samaria was the heart of the Land of
Israel for generations. Shechem, which
is situated in the center of the region, is
mentioned in the stories of the
Patriarchs (Genesis 12:6, Genesis 34).
Following the conquest of Canaan under
Joshua, Shechem became the main city

| in the tribal area of Ephraim. After the

| establishment of the Kingdom of Israel,
| the city Samaria became its capital. The
| Beit El Mountains belonged to the

Kingdom of Judah, Even after the
destruction of ancient Israel, Samaria,

| because of its comfortable living

| conditions, continued to be inhabited.
| Here the Samaritan settlement also
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developed. During the Arab and Turkish
rule, when the population in the Land of

| Israel was in decling, this area

continued to be settled to a greater
extent than the coastal plain or the
northern valleys. .

Samaria is one of the only areas in Eretz
Yisrael which modernization did not
touch. The region contains many Arab
villages in addition to Nature Reserves,
scenlc lookouts, and historic sites
daﬂng back as far as the Canaanite
Period.
