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GENERAL INFORMATION

Origins: The name “Ma‘aleh Adumim® is derived from
the Book of Joshua (Chapter 15, verses 6-18), in
which Ma‘aleh Adumim is described as a border area
between the tribes of Judah and Benjamin. The name
refers to the route leading from the Jordan Vallay
to Jerusalem, dominated by ‘“reddish hues® In jts
rock formations.

Establishment: After the Yom Kippur War, many
settlemment groupa were spontanecusly created in
Judea and Samaria, one of the most prominent being
the Ma'sleh Adumim settlement. Organized in
Jerusalem, its members spanned a wide socio-cultural
and political spectrum. The members worked
diligently towards the  establishment of a city in
Ma'aleh Adumim. As a result of thelr great efiort,
the Israeli government decided to allow the
astablishment of a ‘“residential camp" for workers in
the area, (known today as “Founders Hill"), and
hereon a Jewish  setlement developed in this
region.

Ma'aleh Adumim Municipality: Launched by 23
pioneer families on the seventh night of Chanukah,
1975, Ma'aleh Adumim became a local council in 1978,
As  a result, the settlement received official
recognition and now operates within the framework of
a municipality. The spiit and determination of
thesa first 23 families paved the way for thousands
of others who later followed in their footsteps.

Population: The population of Ma‘aleh Adurmim in 1992
l# numbered at approximately 15500, of which
approximately 7,000 are children and youth,
altending the many fine educational Institutions
in the city.

Housing: The nearly 1,000 new housing units
presently undergoing various stages of planning or
construction will enable an increase in  the
population of Ma'aleh Adumim within the next few
years to 20,000, According to the municipality's
projections, Ma'aleh Adumim's population is expected
eventually to exceed 50,000.

Boundaries: The area boundary of Ma'aleh Adumim
covers 50 sguare kllometers (31 square miles).
According to city plans, approximately 10,000
residenttal units will be constructed in the westemn
zone and 5,000 more residential units will be built
to the east of the city's industrial sector, in the
Tibek Kuteif area, The Industrial sector of Ma'aleh
Adumim covers an area of 7,750 dunams,

Archaeological sites: There are thres archasological
sites within the boundaries of Ma'aleh Adumim. They
are: The Martyrius Monastery (an  important
archasclogical site located within the heart of the
city), Han-El-Ahmar and Pundak Hashomroni Hatoy.
These areas could potentially be developed into
important tourist landmarks.

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Surrounding Landmarks: Ma'aleh Adumim Is
gsurrounded by unique panoramic views. The northern
and westen wviews are of the Jerusalem Hills,
outstanding among them Mt. Scopus and the Mount of
Olives. In the southern and eastern directions,
enchanting desert |andscapes are visible. From
Ma'aleh Adumim one is able to see beynod the Jordan
River to the mountains of Edom end Moab,

Altitude: The city area of Ma'sleh Adumim at jts
western boundary is situated 400-450 meters above
gea level. The industrial sector and the area to be
bullt to Hs east are situated 200-250 meters above
gaa |avel,

Climate: Situated geographically on the periphery of
the desert, Ma'aleh Adumim is cooled by regular
winds blowing between Jerusalem and the Dead Sea.
During summer months, it |s hot and dry during the
day and pleasantly cool st night. Ma'aleh Adumim’s
winters are not as cold as Jerusalem's. Annual
precipitation waries and ranges between 160
milimeters in the east and 400 milimeters in the
west,

Location: Ma‘aleh Adumim is located seven kilometers
{4.5 miles) east of Jerusalem.

This is geographically significant in that it makes
Ma'aleh Adumim a ceniral location linking the Jordan
Valley and Judean Desert to the nation's capital,
Jerusalem. Historically, foreign powers ruling the
area - from the Romans o the Jordanians - attempted
to secure this route and considered Ma'aleh Adumim
strategically crucial to  the defense of Jerusalem.

CHRONOLOGICAL HISTORY

1974 - The Ma'aleh Adumim Settlemnent's nucleus is
organized in Jerusalem, s members span the entire
political spectrum. They struggle to establish a
city in Ma'aleh Adumim. Through their perserverance
in exering pressure on government bodies, the
present Labor govenment of lsrael agrees to
establish an industrial sector in Mishor Adumim and
a nearby residential area for local workers. This is
just the beginning.

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Don’t Fence Me In

How the Govt’s “Separation”
Plan Affects Ma’ale Adumim

The timing couldn't have been more
appropriate for all the black humor ii
inspired. During Purim week, the
government's separation commiltee
presented Prime Minister Rabin with
a plan to separate the Israeli and Pal-
estinian populations. The proposal is
estimated to cost over NIS 400 mil-
lion in the first year alone. Mainte-
nance and operating costs bring the
total to over NIS 1 billion for the first
five years.

Police Minister Moshe Shahal, the
separation committee chairman, takes
his plan very seriously. The goal will
be to contol access to Israel with a
340 kilometer network of high-tech
electronic fences, jeep patrols, trac-
tor-mobiles, guard dogs and even two
helicopter units. The fence will
roughly follow the Green Line, with
the exception of a corridor from
Jerusalem to the Jordan valley. The
actual borders of this plan are un-
clear, but it appears that Adumim Bloc
communities are “inside” the corri-
dor. Security will be in the hands of
the police, and not the IDF, as it will

residents, many of whom see it as
establishing a Palestinian state in Judea
and Samaria by fait accompli. Mayor
Benny Kashriel says the Labor Gov-
ernment is acting even worse than the
British did, “Not even in the time of
the Mandate were Jerusalemites sub-
ject to the conditions of a prison camp,
such as this separation plan envisons.

The New Roundabout:
Guidelines on How to

Drive through It

At long last, a roundabout (traffic
circle) has been built at the intersec-
tion of Midbar YehudaHar Machvar
and Derech Kedem/Har Habayit
streets. Landscaping and lighting of
the roundabout should be completed
in the coming weeks.

In response to your requests, here
are guidelines on how to drive through
the traffic circle. First, know that the
right of way belongs to drivers al-
ready inside it. In other words if you
are in the roundabout, don't stop to
giveright of way to drivers coming in
from the right (as is required at most
other junctions). Drivers who are
entering the circle from one of the
four entrances must yield to drivers
coming from the left, from within the

| roundabout. Pedestrians are not per-

mitted to walk through the traffic
circle, nor are people permitted to sit
there.

Signs are posted prominently to
indicate these traffic guidelines, how-
ever, be extra cautious for the first
month or so until drivers get the hang
of it. Habits change slowly: I once
came face to face with a driver, who
in any case, turned left from Har
Habayit onto Midbar Yehuda!

Editor's Corner

Status of Women

Never were the different priorities of men and women more noticable.

I had the honor of being present in the Knesset plenem on International
Women's Day, March 8, for the debate on the status of women, While the
male MK's talked about “celebrating” Women's Day, their female colleagues
talked about “moral stock-taking.”

Worldwide, the situation is stark. MK Naomi Blumenthal (Likud) quoted
a UN statistic from its 1980 report which stated that “women make up 509
of the population, perform 2/3 of all work done in the world, and possess less
than 10% of its wealth or property.”

Israel still has a ways 1o go to raise awareness. Indeed only 19 MKs (15%)
showed up for the one-hour debate, a fact MK Dalia Itzik (Labor) said “is an
indication as (o how low a priority the issue 15."

The Knesset Committee for the Advancement of Women, chaired this year
by MK Blumenthal, is doing much to rectify the situation. In honor of the
recent Knesset debate, they published a booklet on the status of women in
Israel. Here are some interesting gems:

— Women have received only 41 out of 391 Israel Prizes (10.5%)

— Women hold only 11 seats in the Knesset, the same number as in the
First Knesset in 1948,

— Only 35 women hold executive positions in goverment owned compa-
nies, out of a total 1,800 (2%).

— In 1992, 27800 cxecutive business positions were held by women, only
20% of the total.

— One of the fastest growing areas of endeavor for women 15 operating
and/or managing a small business.

— There are half-a-million housewives in Israel who are not covered by
the National Insurance Institute. Men, on the other hand, are covered by the
NIT whether employed or not.

— One out of five women has been a victim ol violznce during her life.
There are 38,000 battered women in Israel. Sixteen women were killed by
their spouses in 1994,

— In the Arab sector, 80% of women are unemployed. Those 20% who
do have work earn much less than minimum wage.

— 27,600 single parent households are headed by women (August 1993),

One of the common threads running through most of the female MK's
speeches was the need to have more women in decision-making positions on
the national as well as local level, in womens organizations and pressure
groups.

Locally, Ma‘ale Adumim women have better status than in other places in
the country, according to Deputy Mayor Gabi Bar-Zackai. She claims that
there is less domestic violence here is less than in other parts of the country.
However, the deputy mayor would still like to see more women getting
involved in voluntary activities or decision-making groups.

Three weeks ago she called the first meeting of a forum called “Women
for Quality of Life in Ma'ale Adumim.” The goal of the forum is to increase
the number of women active in community life. Among the projects they
support are seminars for taachers to stress equality in education from the early
grades, aid to (amiles in need, and encouragement for placement of women
on decision-making bedies. Anyone wishing to join is urged 1o contact Deputy
Mayor Gabi Bar-Zackai at the Municipality.

Improving the status of women improves the quality of life for everyone.

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Pesach — A Time To
Strengthen Our Roots

Sitting around our Seder table, with
ourarray of delicacies, shmura matza,
wine and haggadah, we undergo an
intense experience. This ritual sensa-
tion has been repeated every year since
our Exodus from Egypt. Even so, each
year's seder is new and unique,

Pesach traditions — bumning of the
chametz and profuse readying of the
heart — all accompany the practical
preparations done by the whole fam-
ily; young and old participate in giv-
ing Pesach, the birthday of the Jewish
People, the most profound signifi-
cance of all Jewish holidays.

What is so special about Pesach?

The most probable explanation is
that Pesach is not only about our past
redemption and remembrance of the
Pesach miracle, it also involves hope
and expectations for our fuiure salva-
tion. For 2,000 years the Pesach seder
has symbolized Am Yisrael's yeaming
for Zion, rebuilding the Temple and
renewing Pesach sacrifices. Eliyahu's

Cup signifies the saying, “Next Yearin
Jerusalem” and was for many genera-
tions the national anthem of each and
every Jew.

Pesach centers around the family
— the child asks and the father an-
swers. The whole haggadah revolves
around the children: Ma Nishtana, the
afikoman and many of the seder's
other rituals are to encourage them to
ask questions, to arouse openness and
curiosity among the younger genera-
tion regarding our glorious past.

We have to allow them to peek
into the world of Tomah, the roots of
the Jewish people, each child at his
level of understanding. This is the
time for passing the tradition from
parent to child, for strengthening our
roots. This is a time to present our
nation's ID card. Today, when a large
part of our people have distanced
themselves from their Jewishness, it
is our obligation during Pesach to
clarify our Jewish identity and renew
our forefathers' traditions.

5th Successful Year of Project
“Mishloach Manof” in Mitzpe Nevo

Tragic Accident

A Shabbat visit 1o Ma'ale Adumim
turned to tragedy as a 3-year-old girl
was struck and killed by a car. The
accident occured on March 4 in the
Givat Megadim neighborhood. As the
Oshani family of Jerusalem was about
to cross the street, their little girl ran
ahead and was hit by a car, driven by
another Jerusalem resident. The child
sustained serious injuries and later
died in hospital.

Police chief Yitzhak Rahamim said
the incident is currently under inves-
tigation by the transport bureau. First
indications point to the driver, a po-
liceman, who was driving at an un-
safe speed, and the pedestrians who
were crossing the street in an unsafe
manner.

Tire Slashing

The police are looking into complaints
filed by two residents of Nahal Hever
who had their car tires slashed re-
cently. As of this writing, the police
do not have any leads as to who com-
mitted these acts. One of the resi-
dents, Dr. Yitzchak Slotki, said other
cars in the area have also had their
tires slashed.

260 Traffic Tickets
Issued

The local police force ticketed 260
drivers for driving code violations dur-
ing the past three weeks as pan of a
campaign to clamp down on speeding
and illegal passing on area roads. In
addition, sixty cars have been taken off
the street because of safety violations.

Must Someone Be Hurt

Before We Do Something?
A concerned citizen approached the

Connector with a picture of
two small dogs harrasing a boy
riding his bicycle on Rehov
HaMeizadim. (See page 14.)

This is not the first instance of dog
problems on this street. Upon check-
ing, the Connector found that com-
plaints against these two dogs have
been made at the police and at the
maintenance department. Shmulik
Amir, head of the maintenance de-
partment said he would do an exhaus-
tive check of any complaints.

The police said if a dog is running
loose and posing a danger, residents
may report it to the mainienance de-
partment, who will send the city vet-
erinarian to impound the dog. The
owner will be charged a fine.

Phoned to give a right of response,
the owner did not reply to the
Connector's questions.

Toy Shops Raided

The Ma'ale Adumim Police, in con-
junction with the IDF unit based in
Abu Dis and the Civil Administration
raided toy shops before Purim in an
effort 1o confiscate explosive pellets
(nefatzim). Police Chief Itzik
Rahamim urges residents not to buy
these illegal “toys”, which are ex-
tremely dangerous.

Avigail says the road chosen is flat, with almost no hills. A shorter 9
kilometer (5 mile) walk is also planned. This short route will be from the
infamous Beit Lid junction to Netanya. The organizers will have shuttle buses
available for those who can't make the full distance.

Many Knesset members, mayors, and former Prisoners of Zion have agreed
to participate. “Even if you don’t walk, you can sponsor a walker,” Avigail
says. Proceeds of the event will go to a number of children's charities
throughout Israel, including Laniado Hospital, the Golan Child Development
Center, the Jordan Valley School Library, the Hebron Youth Sports Center
and the Jerusalem Post's Toy Fund.

The Building Continues

On January 22, the Rabin povern-
ment established the Committee of
Ministers to control all construction
in Judea and Samaria (Yesha). In-
cluding such left-wing hardliners as
Shimon Peres, David Libai, and
Shulamit Aloni, it seemed certain that
the committee would put a freeze on
building in Ma’ale Adumim.

Residents feared that construction
would stop and the city would begin
to stagnate. Some worried that the
value of their property would drop.
Thankfully, these fears have proved
groundless. Following an intense
campaign of pressure from Ma'ale
Adumim lobbyists both here and
abroad, the Comminee has been un-
able to act against the city, Construc-
tion continues and housing prices have
actually gone up.

A total of 1,900 housing units are
planned for the new 06 neighborhood,
located to the southeast. One thou-
sand units of these will be built in
1995; 650 are already in the construc-
tion phase.

Ma'ale Adumim Mayor Benny
Kashriel initially refused permission

for the construction to begin. He knew
from bitter experience in the Givat
Megadim neighborhood that it takes
much longer to populate an area if
schools are not built at the same time
as apartments. The Housing Ministry
eventually agreed to his demands, and
authorized construction of a large
three-classroom daycare center and
two kindergartens.

Commenting on the construction,
Mayor Kashniel said, “This is a very
important precedent. It shows whai
constant lobbying can do and proves
that even the current left-wing gov-
ernment responds to pressure from
the Jewish people.” When asked if he
felt it was a success only for Ma'ale
Adumim and the communities of
Greater Jerusalem, or a victory in the
larger struggle over Yesha, the mayor
said the latter is definitely true. “What
happened here gives strength to all
the Jewish communities, whether they
are located in Judea, Samaria, or even
the Golan. We take seriously our re-
sponsibilities as the first Jewish city
in Yesha."

Civic Center/Shopping Mall
Tender Published
in Newspapers

At long last, afier many delays and obstacles, an invitation to submit tenders
on the Ma'ale Adumim civic center/shopping mall project was recently
published.

Ya'acov Efrati, the city’s man in charge of the project, says the shopping
mall will include underground parking and a commercial area of 7,000 square
meters (out of a total building space of approximately 12,000 square meters).
The civic center/shopping mall will be built on the plot of land bordering
Derech Midbar Yehuda and Har Habayit streets.

One of the conditions to be written in the contract is that the winning bidder
must agree 1o the strict time schedule Efrati is demanding. “From the time
permission is given, the contractor will have 24 months to finish the project,”
he says.

Contractors have until May 21 to submit their bids.

Ma’ale Adumim’s
7% Tax Allowance Extended

In January 1993, Ma'ale Adumim's 7% tax allowance was revoked by the
Sheves Commiitee, as part of the Rabin government's “new set of priorities.”
Through legal challanges in the courts and lobbying of the Knesset Finance
Committee, Ma'ale Adumim officials over the next two years were able to
secure temporary reprieves from the Sheves Committee's verdict.

In February 1995, the city's extensive lobbying paid off: The Finance
Committee decided to extend the 7% tax allowance for two full years, Mayor
Benny Kashriel says “there is a strong current of support for Ma'ale Adumim
in the Knesset. This extension just goes to show that it"s possible to achieve
a lot through lobbying.”

The industrial area of Mishor Adumim
has been the focus of interest recently
by business investors. At present, 20
new factories are waiting for the ar-
eas allocated them to be ready and
another 20 are in the site allocation
process.

The 40 new factories will join 100
already operating in the area.

Observers credit the new interest
in Mishor Adumim to a number of
factors:

— Proximity to Jerusalem and the
central region of the country;

— Lack of reasonably priced in-

dusirial space in these regions. Com-
pared to Atarot (130 dunams/32.5
acres), Mevasseret Zion (240/60),
Talpiot (140/35), Givat Shaul (65/16),
Har Hotzvim (90/22.5), and Pisgat
Zev (25/6.25), Mishor Adumim (4100
dunams/1025 acres) is enormous;

— An aggressive marketing sirat-
egy by the Ma'ale Adumim Munici-
pality;

— The new era of peace with Jor-
dan which finds Mishor Adumim iin
the unique position of being on the
direct overland route between Jerusa-
lem and Amman.

16-Year-Old Ma’ale Adumim
Swimmer Sets 2 New
Israeli Records

Lital Kashriel has kindled hopes fora
Ma'ale Adumim representative at the
1996 Olympics after an outstanding
performance at the recent Israel Na-
tional Championships.

Lital, who swims for Maccabi
Ma'ale Adumim, won three gold
medals in the 100 meter backstroke,
200 meter backstroke and 100 meter
butterfly, as well as two silver medals
in the 50 and 100 meter freestyle. Her
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time of 1:03.3 in the 100 meter but-
terfly was fast enough to break the
existing Israeli record. Lital also broke
the Israeli record for 16-17-year-olds
in the 100 meter backstroke with a
time of 1:05.7. Her father (yes, she is
related to the mayor) said “be sure to
write that I am her father and not the
other way around. She achieved these
accomplishments on her own,” said
Lital’s proud Dad.




Interview with Chana Falik

Miriam Yerushalmi:

Miriam Yerusalmi and her husband
David came on alivah from Califor-
nia in October 1991, arriving in
Ma'ale Adumim "straight from the
airport, " in Miriam's wards. This in-
terview took place on February 7 at
the Yerushalmi home on Rehov
HaGirit,

C: How did you get involved in
the Ma’ale Adumim community?

M: All of my life, my dream has
been to work with kids. When I made
aliyah, I fell in love with the Ma'ale
Adumim community. Then I noticed
that a lot of children were playing in
the streets, not really having anything
to do from the early afternoon until
late in the evening. School ends very
early and in most Israeli families both
parents work, often until 7 or 8 pm. I
started to think how I could help them.

C: Is this how your “home away
from home" program was born?

M: Yes. I ook advantage of the
vacant 3rd floor of our three-floor
house and began the program there
with 8-12 year old girls. We worked
on learning skills, behavior, health
and general family issues. It didn't
take long for the program to take off.
Many of the older children needed to
take care of their younger siblings. So
I got them involved too, and before
long, I was working with parents who
would come to ask for specific help
with a child or even between parents.
The whole point of the program is not
to instruct the children or the parents,
but to open their vistas by providing
a Jewish perspective for purposeful
life, a life of meaning, not just exist-
ence.

C: What is your educational
background?

M: 1 have a master’s degree in
psychology and family counseling;
I've worked in this field for some
time in the US. My emphasis, how-
ever, is not what is typically referred
to as psychological counseling or
social work, rather it is based upon
friendship and deeper meaning.

C: I am pleased to see you going
out of your way to integrate dis-
abled children in the program. How
did this come about.

M: I noticed that there was a great
need to work with the disabled, Down
Syndrome, and autistic children in the
community. These kids had no spe-
cialized programs within the commu-
nity. There were also immigrants and
disadvantaged children without the
social networks to integrate them into
Israeli community life. My goal is to
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Fulfilling Potential

bring all of these children together. I
want them to reach out to help them-
selves and their neighbors. By getting
involved in helping others, they are
learning that they can improve their
own lives.

C: You were doing this all by
yourself?

M: Yes, at first. Not too long after,
some of the mothers also began to get
involved. The first mother, Rachel
Fadida, volunteered almost every day
and she is now working full-time as
my top assistant. Other parents and
volunteers have also helped.

C: Eventually you decided that
you needed a bigger place, correct?

M: Yes. The number of children
mushroomed from 30-40 to between
100-150. 1 didn't want anybody to
have to leave because the next group
had to come in. In September 1994,
my hushand and I rented a duplex on
Rechov HaMetzadim as the new home
of “Machane Nefesh Bri'yah” (“Well-
Soul Clinic™). We would like the pro-
gram (o grow-even larger, We em-
phasize helping others as a way of
helping one's self. Judaism teaches
us that if you know only the aleph
beth and how to read, you are already
able to teach someone else.

C: | am impressed that you
haven’'t asked for any money from
the city, or the national government.
In fact you outright refuse to even
consider it. Why?

M: “Machane Nefesh Bri'yah”
wants to promote a healthy soul. This
is done by accepting one's responsi-
bilities, not by turning them over to
some collective institution. I hope the
children will learn by example not to
turn to bureaucrats or the government
for solutions.

C: Miriam, did you get any flack
from people, “who is this goody-
two-shoes? How can she do these
things?"

M: At first, some of the parents
wanted to be certain that [ was not
some kind of cult. It was very hard
for them to understand how or why I
was doing this for free. However, once
they saw with their own eyes what I
was doing they became great sup-
porters. My husband and I believe
that this effort is worthwhile and as
long as we are able to continue, we
shall.

C; “Machane Nefesh Bri’yah" is
also used as an extra-curricular ac-
tivity in the morning for schools.
What does this entail?

M: About two years ago, after a
number of teachers noticed some dras-
tic improvements in the children's be-
havior, several schools sent over rep-
resentatives to check out the program.
They liked what they saw, and we
began opening up the program for
schools to bring groups of children
over in the moming. We use drama
and play acting to help them deal
with the frustrations of the school
environment. Other programs devel-
oped from these. We now have siu-
dent volunteers from the girls Ulpana
working as group counselors and lead-
ers. This is what we mean by “devel-
oping a healthy soul.”

C: How many people do you have
on stafl now.

M: We have five paid staff and
about 10 volunteers. We are always
looking for more volunteers, espe-
cially to help with homework. One
thing we noticed about volunteering:
non-professionals are more willing to
volunteer than professionals.

C: Really, that's interesting.

M: Just recently we were teaching
the children the proverb that “you
should love your work but not love
the status.” There is a time for work,
but also a time to be at home and a
time to volunteer to help your com-
munity. Yolunteering is the responsi-
bility of each individual. One is not
exempt from the commandment by
paying taxes or expecting some gov-
ernment agency o take care of the
community's problems. We've seen
children blossom at “Machane Nefesh
Bn'yah." Street violence, inter-racial
and inter-cultural violence are down.
Children who have come as wild and
street-tough have changed to be sen-
sitive and non-aggressive. The amount
of verbal violence has dropped mark-
edly. “Machane Nefesh Bri'yah" has
made a difference, even if only in
some small way.

C: Thank you and good luck.
