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This today, I believe, is the seventh meeting of the Council since
the Sixth of January on the agenda item before us. We have met
virtually every day since Wednesday of last week to deliberate on

is Peing made here to create that impression, ho';evar false, and to
that end, apparently mobilization has been ordered within a certain
group of states to lend their support to ereating that artificial
impression. Thus, we have had here a Procession of states participating
in this debate. Let me just mention a few of them, Bulgaria, Mongolia,
Czechoslovakia, the Sovereign and inﬂepﬂndﬂnt Republic of the Ukraine,
the German Republic which for some reason calls itself democratic,

Eungéry, Poland, and I think I might add to ‘this category also the

equally democratic Republic of Afghanistan, There is one problem, though, ‘

dealing with this category, and that is the intriguing absence of the
Sovereign and Independent Republic of Byelorussia which sofar hasn't

made its appearance. But who knows what lies in store for us? - it may

still appear.

Some of us have had the feeling over the pést'fﬁw weeks that
there may be other international problems confrenting the international
community. This Coincil, it would seem, is not aware of their existence.
Not for the first time, there seems to be a certain c;vergence between the

real world and the world as experienced and viewed by this Council.
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Whatever doubts may have persisted in our minds with regard to the
priorities of the Council, - were certainly dispelled this afterncon
by the appearance of Poland. We have been looking forward very much
indeed to thi¥ s&tatement. ‘'Some of us weras hoping againgt hope that we
might find some enlightenment on some of the problems confronting us.

I know all these things happenéd a long time ago -
only 36 years ago or so, but still, they may be aom&whatlr-lavant. But
if he didn't see fit to enlighten us on them, I hope he will forgive me

if I take the liberty to do so,

So let me very briefly recapitulate some of those boundary problems.

In 1941, the Polish Government in Exile stated its demand for the

reestablishment of Poland after World War II within secura boundaries

it called, and I quote,

"To struggle for restoration to the motherland of Polish
Pomerania, Opole Silesia and East Prussia for free acceszs to
the 'sea, for Polish frontier posts on the Oder. Poland

never &gain will be threatened by Gexman invasion."”

opinion should be informed of the dirty, inhuman
and immoral crime which was comritted by a gang
of criminals of the Assad and Khomeini régimes, by
detonating and demolishing the Irag PEmbassy in
Beirut and due to which scores of innocent people
from the Embassy staff and others fell victim."

Who else rushed to Syria's support in this Council?

Libya, of course =-- another country extremely well qualified
to speak on matters of international aggression. But in this
particular case, Libya perhaps may be forgiven for it has
special links with Syria -~ a confederation or union.
Perhaps the Syrian representative could enlighﬁen us on the
current state of relations between the two cuuntfies. So it was

not unexpected and certainly not inappropriate for Libya
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to make an appearance here. I think it was also helpful,
because there are certain things which the Syrian Iepresantative
wishes to conceal from this Council, but his Libyan allies

have no such compunction. 8o let me quote to the Council

what Colonel Kaddafi, the level-headed ruler of Libya told

the National Council of Libya, last

week, on 5 January:

"The Saudls said that ths efemy must withdraw from
the occupied Arak territories. That is not the
problem. The problem is the ‘existence of the
enemy himself; the existence of the enemy itself
conflicts With that of the Arah nation. Either
we stay or Israel stays. Anyilhing else is
nonsense. The Arabs have the right to tell the.
whole world that the Zicnist entity constitutes
a danger to the Arab existence and therefore the
Arahs should fight it."

Now this in fact is the position of the Syrian
representative, just as it is of his ally Muammar Kaddafi,
even if here in the Sécurity Council hé tries, somewhat
unaucéessfully, to tone down from tima.ta time the thrust of

his argument.

The other escaped
by crossing the border inte Syria. Following the explosion,
the Syrian diplomat also left Amman for Syria.

all the restrictiors ‘'governing the use of any kind of military
or paramilitary forces in tns area. According to Burns, the i
Israelis had already, by 1957---a decade before thnisix-nuy Hare--
"exercised almost complete control over the major portion of
the demilitarized Zone, through their frontier police in the
area. Thl; w;: directly contrary to l:ticln V of the General
Armistice Agreenent.” i

Burns's successor, Gensral Von Rorn, who wrote in his book
"Soldiering for Peace"” that "it was ﬁnlikaly that (Syrian guns)
would ever have coma into action had it not been for Israeli
provocation,” gets more spacific. He says there was "constant
interference with Arab farmers who were turned away from cultivating
th,ir own land." Awmong the numerocus examples ha gives, reported
by his truce cbservers on ths scene, is this instance: "On
January 26 (1958) our cbserver saw an Israeli armored perscnnel
carrier (forbidden under the Armistice agreemant) turn farmers .

away from their fields." And on another cccasion, "shots wers

ACTIONS SUCH AS THESE. THE JERUSALEM LAW AND NOMW THE STEP
YOU HAVE THAKEN WITH RECARD TO THE GOLAMN HEIGHTS. CAUSE
CONSIDERABLE DIFFICULTY AND EMBARASSMENT TD CAMADA AS A
FIRM FRIEND AND SUPPORTER OF ISRREL.

AS YOU NELL KHOMW., CAMNADA HRS CIVEN ITS FULL BACKING TO THE
CAMP DAVID ACCORDS AMD HAS IN JUST THE PAST FEN DAYS
REITERATED THAT SUPPORT IN ITS RESPONSE TO VARIOUS UNGA
RESOLUTIONS. WE APPLAUD THE VISION OF ISRAEL IN GRASPING
THE OGPPORTUNITY TO MAKE PEACE MITH EGYPT. THE PERCE TREATY
APPEARS TO US TO BE AN ENLIGHTENED AND POSITIVE STEP
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TOMARD OVERALL PEARCE IN THE MIDDLE EAST. THUS, I CONFESS

GOHE PUZZLEMEHT AT THE SUGGESTION THAT YOU ARE TAKING

The Pleanry Meeting further condemned the action taken by Israel
on 14 December 1981 to impose its laws, jursidiction and administra-
tion on the occupied Syrian Golan Heights as an unesquivocal act of
aggression undev the provisions of article 39 of the United Nations
Charter as well as Resolution 3314 (XXIX) and, adccordingly, expressed
1ts firm conviction that the international community should immediately

apply the necessary sanctions in accordance with article 41 of the
Charter.

In this regard, the Non-Aligned Countries called on the Security
Council to take appropriate measures under Chapter VII of the Charter
to oblige Israel to restore all Syrian occupied territories to the

Dear Colleague,

I spent several weeks in hospital and therefore could
not answer your important communication soconer. Forgive me.

I read it with great attention but, respectfully, I beg
to differ with certain views you express. The European countries
cannot demand of us, in regard to their participation in the multi-
national force, to accept the Venice Declaration which speaks openly
of associating the PLO with the peace process. To put it very simply,
Mr. Prime Minister, we are not going to negotiate with that neo-Nazi
organization bent on the destruction of the State of Israel, nor shall
wve under any circumstances allow in Judea, Samaria and the Gaza District
a "Palestinian state" to be formed which would be a mortal danger to
Israel and become, in no time, a Soviet base in the heartland of the
Middle East. No nation on earth can ask us to acquiesce in endanger-
ing the lives of our children and grandchildren. We shall care for
them and protect their future; we shall allow no enemy to harm them.
Too much of our blood has been shed throughout the ages and, most of
all, in our own generation.

We stand, Mr. Prime Minister, by the Camp David Accords.
In this connection I would like to inform you that both issues to which
I have referred (participation of the PLO and the formation of a Pales-
tinian state) were raised at Camp David by President Sadat at the first
meeting held between President Carter, the President of Egypt and my-
self, President Sadat read to us a memorandum which spoke of the two
aforementioned issues and having finished I said on the spot: "Totally
unacceptable," After the meeting broke up late that night I stayed
for a while with President Carter and he told me as follows: "Mr. Prime
Minister, don't worry, the proposals made by President Sadat are not
only unacceptable to Israel; they are unacceptable to the United States
as well."

Subsequently, after further deliberations at Camp
David, the Egyptian paper was withdrawn and all the three delegations
bdgan working on a different basis that totally excluded the PLO.
Therefore, it is not a party to negotiations and is nowhere mentioned
in the Camp David Accords among the parties to be invited. Palestinian
Arabs (not the PLO) can, so it is stipulated, participate in either
the Jordanian or Egyptian delegation. Secondly, "self-determination"
or statehood (both terms having, actually, an identical meaning) are
not mentioned at all in the agreement. Instead, a plan was elaborated
for full autonomy for "the inhabitants of the West Bank and the Gaza
Strip"(or, as phrased in our language and agreed upon by the other
parties, "Judea, Samaria and the Gaza District").

Mr. Prime Minister, we are prepared to carry out that plan
of full autonomy to the letter as it was agreed upon at Camp David,
Therefore, whoever advocates participation of the PLO in the peace
process or the formation of a Palestinian state in Judea, Samaria
and the Gaza District, totally contradicts the Camp David agreement.
Our positive attitude is: let us carry out what was agreed upon
during the thirteen days and nights of the Camp David conference.

It is for the above reasons, Mr. Prime Minister, that we
could not accept the conditions of the European countries concerning
their participation in the multi-national force. The United States
and Israel decided on different conditions. Should the Europeans ac-
cept them we shall agree to their participation.

I wish your gréat country well, Mr. Prime Minister.

In our consideration of a possible Australian o
contribution, a principal concern from the outset has been the need to i
achieve a balanced, truly multi-national Force. The Government has
made this plain from the beginning.

The Government considered this matter in early October, f
at the time of discussions that then took place, it seemed that the most £
likely way to achieve a balanced Force would be for Canada and Britain to
participate in the Force, along with Australia, to join with the other i
countries which had already. indicated their willingness to participate. :
That is why the decision about Australian participation was made in :“
those terms, and why the United States was informed of our decision in i

those terms.

On 28 October, in answer to a Question in Parliament about
reports foreshadowing agreement by France, Britain, The Netherlands and
Italy to take part in the Peacekeeping Force, I said:

*Obviously that also will lead to a balanced Force.
We would obviously look at the matter on the merits to see which countries
are actually going to perform and to contribute. But I am making the
point that the participation of Canada is not the only way of achieving

that particular objective." Y

It has niow been announced that France, Britain, The oo
Netherlands and Italy intend to participate in the Peacekeeping Force,

The announcement to participate by these four countries |

meets the Commonwealth Government's requirements for a balanced multi- i
national Force, and makes it possible for Australia also to pacticipate, ¥

We have noted that the Egyptian Government has welcomed the European i




decision, and we look forward to the Israeli Government's doing likewise.
With difficulties unlikely to arise in respect of the other matters
mentioned in the statement of 22 October, the Government will be advising
the United States, Egypt and Israel of Australia's agreement to participate
in the Fprce,

We welcome the recent statement by the Prime Minister of
New Zealand concerning New Zealand's intentions,

The Government's decision of 12 October about Australian
participation included a number of other aspects which are important to
the full protection of Australia's independence and sovereignty,
Discussions are taking place in relation to these other matters and I am
confident that no obstacles will arise, In respect of our concern that
the Sinai Peacekeeping Force not be linked with the Rapid Deployment Force,
the United States Secretary of State has said that any contribution of a
United States contingent would be for the specific peacekeeping mission
provided for in the Peace Treaty between Egypt and Israel. As I said in
my statement to the Parliament on 22 October, the precise composition of
our contribution will be decided after discussions with other participants,
and also the duration of our participation has to be agreed, In due
course, after discussions with all relevant parties, an announcement will
be made giving the precise details of our commitment. The commitment
will, however, be consistent with that stated to the Parliament.

'The Government has made it plain that a solution to the
Palestinian issue is clearly central to the future stability and peace
of the Middle East. As I said in the statement of 22 October, the
Government is concerned that our participation in the Peacekeeping Force
would have the maximum possible influence in continuing and broadening
the peace process in the Middle East."

(Reflections on the Status of the Golan)

The Lebanon lies in ruins, dragged into a permanent civil war by PLO terrorists
from Jordan and uniformed invaders from Syria. The people of Afghanistan
struggle desperately to throw off the Soviet invader's yoke, their resistance .
voices still coming through with regular if feeble calls for help from "the
civilized world." The only workers' movement with any degree of freedom in the
Communist imperium - "Solidarity" in Poland - is being crushed by police state
measures.

and ramparts, part of the massive formation which extends thousands of miles
down to the Rand of South Africa, can appreciate the extraordinary bravery and
skill of those who captured them - nor appreciate the extraordinary relief felt
by those in the valley who could now farm without moving their families in and
out of underground shelters. Since then, too, the fields of the Golan Heights
have been productive, many of them producing two crops of wheat a year.

The Syrians, like the other defeated aggressors in the Six Day War, were saved
by combined Russian and American intervention from having to sit down at a post-
war conference table in 1967. They maintained a declaration of war against
Israel, and after Lebanon refused to join the Yom Kippur sneak attack on Israel
(1973) they joined other hostiles in plotting the destruction of the Lebanese
Republic. Not having to defend itself on the northern border was in 1973 a
great boon to Israel, resisting a surprise attack which during the first days

came dangerously close to success.

In 1973 it was clear that the Arab League was determined to close the ring

about Israel in preparation for another attack. The presence of many thousands
of PLO terrorists in the Lebanon, who had been driven out of Jordan for attemp-
ting to overthrow King Hussein, de-stabilized that society. The PLO again
created "a state within a state" - disloyal to their host country again, and
creating staging areas for terrorist raids into Israel. In 1976, the Syrians
moved in tens of thousands of occupation troops, which took over and ruled until
today a large part of the Lebanon. A few months ago the Syrians, who have
always claimed the Lebanon as part of "Greater Syria," moved into place Russian
supplied rockets aimed at the cities of Israel. Syria is tied to the USSR by a
firm military compact. Israel's plea for help from "friendly" countries in
getting the rocket displacements removed peacefully was ignored. Only a Christian
minority, greatly diminished by the recent slaughter or emigration of tens of
thousands, has continued a rearguard military defense against the PLO and Syrian

invaders of their homeland.

The fifth battle for Israel's survival would have come in the spring of 1977 -

except that President Sadat cancelled Egypt's declaration of war against Israel
and took the path of peace. Again the Arab League ring about Israel was broken,




and the Muslim crusaders vowed to pursue Sadat "to the ends of the earth and

ki1l him." This they have now done, and Israel's sacrifices for peace - very
substantial in the Camp David accords - have become riskier. The economic costs,
measured in inflation, have been very great; the military and political risks
have, with Sadat's assassination, become extremely dangerous.

A1l of this dangerous sequence has been viewed with sovereign calm by the pro-Arab
and appeasement experts in the U.S. State Department. And then, breaking solemn
promises made to our Israeli allies during the 1978 Saudi arms deals, the Reagan
administration forced through a massive new arms program (AWACs et alia) for

Saudi Arabja. United Israeli protests, representing every element in the country
except the Communists and their fellow-travelers, were ignored. It became clear
enough that Israel was on its own in planning for survival, in facing another
military attack being planned.

The action of the Israel government in regularizing the status of the Golan Heights
was initiated by the Prime Minister upon his release from the hospital, and passed
by the Knesset. A substantial section of the Labor deputies broke ranks and voted
with the government - a fact which in itself should convey a message to those
enjoying security in North America. The action is debated, for there are Israelis
1ike Abba Eban who argue publicly that the timing was off: Israel should have
waited for the day when the Syrian aggressors were willing to face the facts of’
1ife and sit down to negotiate. Gideon Hausner, expressing a more popular view,
has written in a public statement that the refusal of the Syrians to negotiate,
along with their continued declaration of war, had exhausted Israel's moral
obligation to wait indefinitely.

The timing, however, was expert, and again documents Mr. Begin's status as "the
most under-estimated statesman of the age." Iran, headed by a clerical fascist
regime, and Iragq, headed by an unpopular dictator, are locked in war. The USA

is engaged in a confrontation with the fascist dictator of Libya. The USSR is

bogged down in Afghanistan, and now has entered a precarious adventure in supp-
ressing the Polish people. The Syrians and Iraqis are at each others' throats,
with private armies fighting each other in the rubble of the Lebanon. The UN,

as witness the recent vote in support of the terrorist murderer Abu Eian, will

support any action to injure Israel: its votes on matters affecting Israel are

worthy only of the contempt of decent people.

My Dear Minister,

Thank you for your message of December 14, 1981 in
which you explain the reasons which led the Government of
Israel to propose to the Knesset that the law, jurisdiction
and administration of Israel be extended to the Golan
Heights.

Having reviewed your letter carefully, I regret to
have to say that the Canadian Government's perception does
not accord with yours. You put great stress on the security
considerations which impelled Israel to occupy the Golan
Heights and for retaining them still. Successive Canadian
Governments have recognized Israel's right to secure and
recognized frontiers and its right to live in peace with its
neighbours. We will continue to emphasize this fundamental
point but we are at a loss to see the security advantages
gained by the measures which the Knesset has just passed.

On the contrary, it seems to us that in the long run the
results of the Israeli Government's action will be increased
tension and less willingness on the part of others to
negotiate the kind of just, lasting and comprehensive peace
which you and we so ardently desire in the interests of
Israel's long-term security and well-being.

I note that the Permanent Representative of Israel
to the United Nations has stated publicly that the Israeli
action does not constitute annexation of the Golan Heights.
Your letter, however, refers to your government's perceived
need in present circumstances to define clearly what you
consider your border with Syria to be and provides no
indication of any distinction that will exist domestically,
either in law or administration, between the Golan Heights
and Israeli territory. Consequently, we find it very
difficult to contest the assumption that the Golan Law

amounts to an attempt by Israel, in effect, to extend its
sovereignty over the Golan Heights.

Canada strongly opposes any unilateral move which
would annex or have the effect of annexing the Golan Heights
or any part of it. We firmly support not only Security
Council Resolution 242, with its reference to "the inadmis-
sibility of the acquisition of territory by war", but also
the 1970 United Nations Declaration on Friendly Relations
which stipulates that "the territory of a State shall not be
the object of acquisition by another State resulting
from... the use of force."™ 1In our view, Israel's action is
directly contrary to that Declaration. We believe that the
extension of Israeli laws to the Golan Heights is contrary
to international law.

My government has always maintained that the
determination of the borders between Israel and its Arab
neighbours must be decided in negotiations between the
parties in accordance with the provisions of Security
Council Resolutions 242 and 338 and not by unilateral
action. Canada has opposed unilateral action directed
against Israel in the United Nations because it prejudges a
settlement and thus impedes the achievement of a solution of
the Middle East problem. In the same way, unilateral action
on the ground such as the step which Israel has just taken,
also impedes a settlement.

The importance of Security Council Resolution 242
and 338 lies in the balance of advantage and obligation
which they would impose on all the parties. Canada has
given its unqualified support to these resolutions and has
in its public and private contacts with the parties stressed
the importance we ascribe to the resolutions' being imple-
mented. We have brought our views to the attention, not
only of Israel, but also of the countries in the region
which have not accepted Israel. We are distressed at
Syria's refusal to negotiate. Yet, we have to note that it
is Israel and not its neighbours which at this moment has
taken an action exacerbating the situation and making peace
more difficult to achieve.

Unfortunately, the Golan Law is the latest in a
series of actions by Israel which the Canadian Government

views with the greatest concern. When we met at the United
Nations in New York last September, I expressed our view

that such actions as the continuing program of Israeli
settlements in the occupied territories and the large-scale

caed3




raids on Irag and Beirut this summer have all raised
tensions in the area and have made comprehensive peace more
elusive. Actions such as these, the Jerusalem Law and now
the step you have taken with regard to the Golan Heights,
cause considerable difficulty and embarassment to Canada as
a firm friend and supporter of Israel.

As you well know, Canada has given its full
backing to the Camp David accords and has in just the past
few days reiterated that support in its response to various
UNGA resolutions. We applaud the vision of Israel in
grasping the opportunity to make peace with Egypt. The
peace treaty appears to us to be an enlightened and positive
step toward overall peace in the Middle East. Thus, I con-
fess some puzzlement at the suggestion that you are taking
risks in your peace with Egypt and have to compensate
elsewhere. Our belief has been that peace with Egypt, in
its totality, represents a major advantage to Israel's
security and that, far from impelling you to take
compensatory measures elsewhere, it should give you added
confidence in seeking ways of finding peace with other
countries in the area.

I am not aware of the "repeated pronouncements
made in Europe and elsewhere"™ to which you refer toward the
end of your message. As far as Canada is concerned,
however, there has never been any question of Israel's being
"coerced" into withdrawal to its 1967 borders: we believe
that negotiation is the only way to establish the frontiers
and the relationships among the countries of the region but
we fail to understand why, on the basis of these
"pronouncements®™, you considered it necessary to take the
sort of action represented by the Golan bill.

I was pleased to note your affirmation of Israel's
irrevocable commitment to peace with your neighbours and to
fulfillment of the Camp David accords through negotiation
without conditions. In encouraging you to pursue this
path, the Canadian Government hopes that you will draw back
from the action which you have taken on Golan in order to
enlarge the prospects for attaining the goal of security and
peace in the Middle East.

The Prime Minister reported to the Cabinet on his talk with the United States
Ambassador in Israel in which the Foreign Minister and Defense Minister also
participated. The Prime Minister stated as follows in his talk with the
Ambassador:

During the last six months the U.S. Government "punished" Israel thrice. On

June 7 we destrayed the atomic bomb producing plant, Osirak, near Baghdad.

I do not want to come back to the question who gave us ultimately the inform-
ation that potentially that plant may have a capability of producing atomic
bombs. We didn"t have any doubt whatsoever about it. Therefore, our act of
deslrising the atomic reactor was to us an act of salvation; an act of national
self-defense in the highest sense of the term. We saved the lives of hundreds .
of thousands of our citizens, including tens of thousands of children. Never-
theless, you announced that you are "punishing" us and you breached a written

and signed contract which included delivery dates of F-16 aircarfts,

Not long passed and we, in self-defense, after there was a massacre among our
people - three men killed, one of them a survivor of Auschwitz, and 29 wounded -
bombed the headquarters of the PLO in Beirut. You have no moral right to lecture
us on civilian casualties. We have read the history of the Second World War

and we know what happened to civilians when you carried out military operations
against the enemy. We also read the history of the Vietnam War and your term,
"body counts."

We wrack our brains to avoid civilian casualties, but sometimes it is un-
avoidable as happened in the bombing of the PLO headquarters. We sometimes
put at risk the Tives of our soldiers in order to avoid civilian casualties.
Nevertheless, you "punished" us and you suspended the delivery of the F-15's,

A week ago, on the recommendation of the Government, the Knesset adopted by

a two-thirds overwhelming majority in all three readings, the Golan Law. And
again you declare that you are "punishing" Israel. What kind of talk is that,
"punishing” Israel? Are we a vassal state? A banana republic? Are we boys of
14-years old, that if they don't behave they have their knuckles smacked? 1
will tell you of whom this Government is composed. It is composed of men who
fought, risked their lives and suffered. You cannot and will not frighten us
with "punishments®™ and threats. Threats will fall on deaf ears. We are
willing only to hear reasoning. You have no right to "punish" Israel and I
protest the use of this term.

You announced that you are suspending the deliberations on the Memorandum of
Understanding on Strategic Cooperation and that your return to the talks that
were already fixed in advance would be resumed conditional on progress of the
Autonomy talks and the situation in Lebanon. You are trying to make Israel
hostage to the Memorandum of Understanding. I understand from that announcement
that the American Government renounces the Memorandum of Understanding. No
Sword of Damocles will be hung over our heads. We register the fact that you
have renounced the Memorandum of Understanding. The people of Israel have

lived for 3,700 years without a Memorandum of Understanding with America and
will continue to Tive without it for another 3,700 years. As we see it, by your
announcement, this is the renunciation of the Memorandum of Understanding.

We shall not agree that you demand of us to permit the Arabs of Jerusalem to
participate in the elections of the administrative council and to threaten us
that if we do not agree you will suspend the Memorandum of Understanding.

You have imposed upon us pecuniary sanctions and in the process you have broken
the word of the President. When the Secretary of State Haig was here he read
out from a paper the words of the President that the U.S. will buy from Israel

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military and other hardware for $200 million. Now you say, it will not be
s0. This is breaking the word of the President. Is this done? Is it
proper? You have cancelled another one hundred million dollars. What do
you want to do? Hit us in the pocket?

In 1946 there lived in this very house a British general whose name was

Barker. Today I live in this house. When we fought against him you called

us terrorists and we continued the fight. After we blew up his headquarters

in the sequestered part of the King David, Barker said: "You can punish

that race only by hitting at its pocket," and he issued an order to his British
troops that all the Jewish coffee-shops be out of bounds. To hit us in our ‘
pockets? That is the philosophy of Barker. Now I understand why the effort in
the Senate to achieve a majority for the arms deal with Saudi Arabia was
accompanied by an ugly anti-Semitic campaign. First there was a slogan: "Begin
or Reagan," the inference being that to oppose the deal with Saudi Arabia you
support a foreign Prime Minister and are disloyal to the President of the

United States, and thus such Senators as Jackson, Kennedy, Moynihan, Packwood
and, of course, Senator Boschwitz, are disloyal citizens. But then another
slogan was heard: "We will not allow the Jews to determine the foreign policy

of the United States." What is the meaning of this slogan? The Greek minority
in the United States did much to determine the resolution in the Senate for-
bidding the delivery of arms for Turkey after Turkey had invaded Cyprus. Nobody
will frighten the great and free Jewish community in the United States. Nobody E ]
will succeed in intimidating them by anti-Semitic propaganda. They will stand
by us; this is the land of their forefathers - they have the right and duty to
support it.

There are those who say that the law adopted by the Knesset has to be rescinded.
The word "rescind", is a concept from the time of the Inquisition. Our forefathers
went to the stake rather than rescind their faith. We are not going to the stake.
Thank God, we have enough strength to defend our independence and defend our
rights. If it would depend on me, I would say don't rescind the law. It depends
on the Knesset and it is my conviction that on this earth there is no man who can

influence the Knesset to annul the law which was adopted by a two-thirds
majority. Mr. Weinberger said, and later Mr. Haig, that the passage of the
law damages Resolution 242. One who says that has not read the resolution
or perhaps has forgot it or did not understand it. The soul of 242 is a
negotiation to determine secure and recognized boundaries. Syria declares
that it will not conduct negotiations with us, does not recognize us and will
not recognize us and, with that, deprived 242 of its very soul. How, then,
could we damage 2427 As for the future, please tell the Secretary of State
that the Golan Law shall remain in force.
