SIATEMENT ON_THE MIDDLE EAST

15 The Foreign Ministers of the Twelve had a thorough discussion
on the situation in the Occupied Territories and the Arab-Israeli
conflict. They expressed their profound concern at the deteriorating
conditions in the Occupied Territories.

2. The status quo in the Occupied Territories is not sustainable.
The Foreign Ministers again stressed their conviction that the only
solution is by means of a comprehensive, just and lasting political
settlement of the Arab-Israeli conflict, as proposed by the Twelve

in their 1980 Venice Declaration and their subsequent Declarations.

3. The Twelve reaffirm their strong support for an International
Feace Conference, under the auspices of the United Nations, in
accordance with their 23 February and 13 July 1987 Declarations, as
the suitable framework for the necessary negotiations between the
parties directly concerned. They took note of the wide support given
to such a Conference and urge all parties to work for agreement on the
convening of it as early as possible. The Twelve will continue to
play their full part in these efforts.

In that perspective they welcome all recent efforts to inject new
impetus in the search towards a negotiated settlement to the conflict.

4, Without prejudging future political solutions, the Twelve

remain determined to work towards improving the living conditions of
the inhabitants of the Occupied Territories. The Community is pur-
suing its own development programme for these Territories, has granted
additional humanitarian aid to their Palestinian population and is
determined to promote direct exports of agricultural and industrial
products from the Territories to the Community market.

5. The Twelve deplare the Israeli settlement policy in the
Cecupied Territories, and the diversion of resources to these illegal
settlements. They acknowledge the valuable work by UNRWA and ICRC in
favour of the Palestinian population in the Territories and expect
Israel to facilitate the task of those bodies.

The Ministers for Foreign Affairs approved the Seventh
Synthesis Report on the application of the Code of Conduct
by Community companies wWwith subsidiaries in South Africa.

The report covers the period from 1 July 1985 to 30 June
1986 and analyses responses of 265 companies with more than
105,000 black employees out of a total of 136,000,

This is the first report since the introduction of the
revised version of the Code of Conduct adopted in November

1985, The revision has placed an increased emphasis in
areas such as employee representation, education, training
and black career development. New sections regarding the

encouragement of black business and support for wider black
community projects have been introduced.

Much of the period under review Was marked by the imposition
of a state of emergency in South Africa, which affected the
freedom and effectiveness of trade unions, in particular due
to the detention of many of their leaders and members. At
the same time, the economic situation deteriorated with
inflation reaching higher rates and unemployment rising,
especially in the black community.

EEC-ISRAEL COOPERATION COUNCIL

The fifth meeting of the EEC-Israel Cooperation Council will

be held in Brussels on 27 January 1987. The Israeli delegation
Wwill be led by Mr SHIMON PERES, Deputy Prime Minister and
Foreign Minister.

The Commission will be represented by Mr Claude CHEYSSON,
Commissioner for Mediterranean policy. The business on

the agenda includes consideration of how the commercial,
economic and financial aspects of the cooperation agreement
are functioning.
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Israel was one of the first countries to request the establishment
of diplomatic relations with the Community in 1958. Contractual
ties were formed by a simple trade agreement signed in 1964,
followed by an initial-phase preferential trade agreement signed
in 1970,

Current relations between the Community and the State of Israel
are based on the agreement of 11 May 1975 entered into as part
of the overall Mediterranean approach. This agreement, based
on Article 113 of the Treaty, aims at progressively eliminating
the obstacles to substantially all the trade between the two
parties, in accordance with the provisions of GATT concerning
the establishment of free trade areas. The following measures
have been taken to achieve this objective.

- With regard to agriculture, the Community grants concessions
consisting of a reduction in customs duties on Israel's main
exports (i.e. fresh and tinned fruit and vegetables).

The Community in turn bemefits from Israeli concessions for
certain products.

- With regard to non-agricultural products, both sides are
progressively eliminating all tariffs and guantitative restrictions.
The Community abolished all such restrictions on 1 July 1977,
while Israel was authorized to retain customs duties on a
series of sensitive products (approximately 60% of its industrial
imports from the EEC) until 1 January 1985. In 1981, this
period was extended for 2 years and has recently been further
extended to 1 January 1989 following the conclusion of a
protocol amending the relevant provisions of the agreement.

The agreement provides for cooperation between the partners

only where this complements trade. An additional protocol

was therefore concluded in 1978 to provide a balance in our
relations with the Mediterranean countries. As in the agreements
entered into with the Maghreb and Mashrek countries in 1976

and 1977 respectively, the additional protocol aims at promoting
economic cooperation in industry, science, agriculture and

other fields. At the same time, a protocol establishing
financial cooperation was concluded, granting 30 million

ECU in EIB Loans under market conditions, without interest
rebate. A further financial protocol, raising this Limit

to 40 million ECU, was drawn up to cover the period from

1 November 1981 to 21 October 1986. Israel also receives

loans from the Community budget for financing cooperation

with certain countries, including Yugeslavia.

The EEC-Israel agreement contains a review clause which allows
its content to be improved. Two meetings, ohe in 1978 and

the other in 1983, were scheduled for this review. With

the exception of the above-mentioned amendments to the
timetable for phasing out Israeli customs duties on industrial
products, the Community has been unable to improve the content
of the agreement, as provided for in this clause, by granting
further agricultural concessions. In November 1986, Israel
and the Community signed protoccls adapting the agreement

to the sjtuation following enlargement.

Dear Mr President,

Please find herewith the report to the enlarged Bureau of the twelfth
meeting with the delegation from the Knesset, which took place in Jerusalem
from 13 to 18 December 1986 in a climate of friendship, sincerity and
esteem. The delegation from the European Parliament was received at the
highest level - by the President, Mr Chaim HERZOG, the Prime Minister,

Mr Itzhak SHAMIR, and the Foreign Minister, Mr Shimon PERES; the discussions
with the delegation from the Knesset were opened officially by the President
of the Knesset, Mr Shlomo HILLEL, and continued later under the co-chairmanship
of Mrs Ora NAMIR, Member of the Knesset. On a Large number of points, an
exchange of views took place with the participation of members of the
government, high-ranking civil servants or university professors. Without
Wishing to criticise the very high standard of these talks, members of the
European Parliament delegation would have Liked to hold discussions with
more Members of the Knesset, so as to strengthen the interparliamentary
rnature of the meeting.

During its stay in Jerusalem, the delegation was received by the Mayor of
the city, Mr Teddy KOLLEK, and met with the United Kingdom Ambassador,

H.E. Mr Clifford SQUIRE, who was representing the Presidency=-in=0ffice of
the Council, and the Adviser to the Commission of the European Communities,
Mr Paniel GIUGLARIS, for an information meeting. On the occasion of a
reception in Tel Aviv, the delegation as a whole met the ambassadors from
the countries of the Community in Israel.

Although economic questions were eclipsed on this occasion by the importance
of the political problems in the region, the economic situation in Israel
still remains the major concern for the political class in Israel. The
efforts of the previous government led by Mr Shimon PERES had achieved some
very spectacular results such as a reduction in the external debt and in
inflation but, of course, it remains to be seen whether the present
stability is sustainable. The visit took place at a time when a second

set of measures to consolidate the situation was under discussion.

As regards economic_and trade_relations between Israel and the European
Community, while Israel's fears regarding the consequences of the enlargement
of the Community seem to have been somewhat dispelled, our partners'

demands mainly regard conditions of fair competition and the specific nature
of these relations, particularly in the sector of cooperation. The country's
political situation justifies special treatment as regards loans and facilities
to develop financial and scientific cooperation. It was suggested that a
joint financing fund for Euro-Israeli projects, and an information centre

for industries on both sides be set up and the possibility of Israeli
participation in the ESPRIT, BRITE and EUREKA projects was mooted.

Trilateral cooperation, in particular in the Third World, was alsoc the
subject of an exchange of views. The question of the embargo against
Arab countries was raised as well as the general effectiveness of
economic sanctions.

A new aspect of relations between the European Communities was discussed
concerning cultural exchanges and exchanges of young people. While this
vital dimension in relations between the countries of the Community and
Israel no longer needs to be demonstrated, MPs on both sides deplored
the Lack of means provided for these exchanges, in particular by the
European Community, where the Council of Ministers is reticent about
increasing appropriations for this sector.

On a point of particular interest to the Israelis, the accession of the
Israeli national football team to UEFA, I undertook as vice-chairman of

the Committee on Youth and Culture, to lLook into the possibilities available
to Parliament of making favourable representations in this matter.

The situation of women in Israel was the subject of a long report by women
members of the Knesset, from which it appears that Israeli women are to
occupy an increasingly important place in the country's economy.

Besides these various questions, political problems ocbviously were the
centre of the discussions : the political situation in the region, the
situation in the territories administered by Israel, terrorism and Soviet
JEWS.

In Ju.y 1984, no one thought that a government known as the 'government

of national disunity, led by Mr PERES and composed of Labour and Likoud
ministers, including Mr SHAMIR, Minister for Foreign Affairs, had much
chance of surviving. A short time after the rotation which brought

Mr SHAMIR to the post of Prime Minister, members of the delegation were
able, during their talks with the main leaders of Israeli political Llife,
to note a certain consensus, indeed determination on the part of the
government to find economic stability and a solution of peace and security
for the country, with, at this level, a clear difference of emphasis
between the approaches of Mr SHAMIR and Mr PERES.

relations between Israel and its various neighbours : Egypt, Jordan,
Syria, Lebanon, and even Iran (the question of arms sales was raised).
Regarding a peaceful solution, two possibilities were envisaged; firstly,
the organization of an international conference with the need to define
Palestinian representation at this level (Mr PERES' position, as clearly
expressed at the United Nations) and, secondly, the opening of direct
negotiations with Israel's Arab neighbours without preconditons (the
solution favoured by Mr SHAMIR), although the former did not rule out the
latter. An appeal was launched to the European Community for it to make
stronger representations to the various Arab partners to negotiate with
Israel. Mr Shimon PERES also raised the problem of the economic situation
of Israel's neighbours and the need to improve the economic situation if
lasting peace was to be achieved. There too, the European Community will
have a role to play.

and is a major bone of contention between Israel and its Arab neighbours.
There is, however, not so much an increase in the number of settlements as
an increase in the population in the existing Israeli settlements.

Despite some errors committed in these territories and acknowledged by

the Israeli Government, the government's position is that it wants to
ensure safety for all those who live there regardless of nationality.
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MPs had an exchange of views on the laws in force in these territories
and on respect of human rights. They were also given a considerable
amount of information on the level of economic development in these
regions. These territories are administered (not occupied by Israel,

it was clearly stressed) in accordance Wwith the Fourth Geneva Convention
on civilian populations in time of war.

Europe : the various ideologies in whose name it is carried out, its sources
of financing and its objectives. Certain members wanted to see a revision
of the Vienna Convention on diplomatic immunity. The European Community

was accused of not being sufficiently vigilant in the fight against
terrorism.

the most moving moment of this interparliamentary meeting as it was
attended by the relations of Jews who have been refused the right to Leave
the country for years. The problem of Soviet Jews is currently the main
problem in relations between the Soviet Union and Israel. According to the
statements made by Israeli leaders and by relations during the working
meetings, Soviet legislation has tightened up as regards conditions

under which Soviet Jews are allowed to emigrate to Israel. The Living and work-
ing conditions of refuseniks in the Soviet Union are in flagrant
violation of human rights. A further appealwas made to the European
Parliament to act as it had done in the past through resolutions, so that
an elementary right, such as that of reuniting families, could be
respected. The European MPs undertoock to continue their action to ensure
that the Final Act of Helsinki was respected through direct contacts as
well as resolutions.

The twelfth interparliamentary meeting ended with a visit by the delegation
to the field and the Members of the European Parliament were able to see the
contrast between the amount of traffic over Allenby Bridge between Israel
and Jordan and the closed frontiers in the North with Syria and Lebanon.
AlLL Members were thus able to see for themselves the geographical dimension
of the State of Israel. The delegation also stopped at a kibbutz where

it had a long exchange of views with the leader of the kibbutz on this
original economic and social system, which played a primordial role in

the development of Israeli society. The delegation also visited a "new
town', which is a new form of urban development supported by private
companies.

This twlefth meeting was an undeniable success, having the great merit of
bringing a practical note to certain points in the discussion, in particular,
of course, the guestion of Soviet Jews; but, above all, the wisit to the
country made clear the vital necessity for Israel to reach a peaceful
solution with its Arab neighbours. Taking into account the size of the
country, one understands more clearly the importance 1t attaches to its
relations - be they economic, commercial or cultural - with the European
Community. The Prime Minister, Mr Itzhak SHAMIR, furthermore stressed
Europe's moral duty to the State of Israel and its sovereignty. I believe
this to be the profound conviction of each member of the delegation.

I would therefore recommend to the enlarged Bureau that the dialogue
between the European Parliament and the Knesset be continued regularly on
an annual basis, and that the next visit to the European Parliament be
envisaged during 1987 and, if possible, that there be an increase in the
number of contacts and invitations in addition to the annual meetings. A
strong desire was expressed to see young Israelis attend certain Community
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courses (for example the ECP programme), a suggestion which was very
favourably received by the Commissioner concerned.

INTRODUCTION

1. The Israeli economy is 2 mixed one, with a very strong degree of govern-
ment control over key sectors. Although the private sector contains the
areat majority of firms, the state owned sector comprises many of the
largest, in terms of output and emplgyment. Israel has alsoc had a strong
cooperative sector which included the kibbutz and moshav movements of
agricultural cooperative settlements, and the many firms owned by the
Histadrut's holding company, Hewvrat Haowdim. This secter is usually

managed on private sector lLines.
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The main origins of GDP (1986) are the commerce and service as well as
the industry and public construction sectors which contribute 32 X and

30 % to GOP. Transport and communication as well as the agricultural
sector contribute 14.4 % and 9.8 % to GDP. GDP per head is estimated
$4,600 in 1986 (1985: $4,850).

The economy has been dominated by the continuing and massive demands made
upon it by the constant need for heavy military expenditure = a require-
ment that goes back to the foundation of the state in 1948. The crushing
effect that this would have had upon the economy has been mitigated by
the continuing flow of funds into Israel from abroad - particularly from
the USA where both private and public sources of aid for military and
civilian expenditure have played a critical role in the survival of the
state and the expansion of its economy. In recent years the political
support offered to Israel by the USA has been expressed in ever growing
quantities of aidland by a willingness to consider formal Links between
the two countries to provide a free trade area, which came into effect in
September 1%85.

The balance of payments achieved again a surplus position in 1986
totalling $1.4 bn (1985: $1.1 bn - surplus for the first time in more
than 30 years). The rapid increase in reserves reflected the influx of
foreign currency attracted by high interest rates and was more than the
double of the amount originally given in the official forecasts of the

Treasury department.

Israel's extremely open economy, in which imports and exports together
exceed GDP, has a chronic trade deficit, amounting to $2.36 bn in 1986
(1985: $1.94 bn). The make up of Israeli exports and imports underlines
the developed nature of the economy, with industrial exports, particu-
Larly manufactured goods (31.5 X of total exports), far cutstripping any
other sector, except for the special case of diamonds (24.2 %). The
import side is characterised by production inputs (28.3 % of total
imports) followed by investment goods (17.3 X) stressing the diversifi-

cation of the economy.

In July 1985 an emergency programme wWas introduced aimed at haltiing the
hyperinflation that was threatening the continued functioning of the
economy. Within a few months, the monthly rate of inflation had been
reduced from 15-20 % to 1.5-2 X and the shekel frozen against the dollar
(since Auqust 1986, against a trade weighted basket of currencies). The
government's budget deficit was eliminated in the 1985/86 fiscal year,
and remained close to zero in the first half of the 1986/87 fiscal year
that began on April 1, 1986. This ended 14 years of steadily worsening
inflation and the devaluations that accompanied them, as well as
reversing years of government overspending, that had come to a peak in
the early 1980s. The relative stability achieved since July 1985 is seen
as the necessary precondition to an attempt to attack the underlyinag
structural faults that have been responsible for the slow qrowth in the
Israeli economy over the last decade and a half. The present government
is planning a series of reforms aimed at reducing the weight of govern—
ment involvement in the economy and thus allowing resources to be

redirected to the private sector.

The economic upswing that got under way in 1986 gathered speed in the
first half of 1987, to the surprise of the Treasury and Bank of Israel
officials, who now admit the GDP is expected to grow by 4-5 % (1985:

as far as employment is concerned, in 1985 the civilian Labour force
totalled 1,345,000 or 50.7 % of the population over 14 years. Unemploy=
ment declined from a record Level of 7.9 % 3in 1986 to 5.6 % in the second

gquarter of 1987.

Employment patterns are dominated by industry and the public sector. The
programme initiated in July 1985 sought to redirect employment from the
public to the private sector, and figures for 1986 indicated that there

had been some movement in that direction.

1985 the Economic Stabilisation Programme brought inflation under control
and implicated a freeze of prices as well as a sharp fall in real wages
in the first months after its introduction. However, by summer 1986 real
wages had regained their Llevels of the previous year. Nevertheless,
prices are at present rising at a much slower pace than expected. In May
1987 the consumer price index rose by 0.6 %, bringing the cumulative
increase to 7.5 % for the first 5 months of the year. This was consi-
derably below previous Treasury forecasts, which expected an inflation
rate of at least 10-12 % for the same period, due to the price shock
effected by January's 10 % devaluation of the shekel.

Though its importance is declining, the agricultural output still
accounted for 9.8 % of GDP in 1986. Citrus fruit is an extremely
important crop, bringing in nearly $200 mn a year in export earnings.
Emphasis is being placed also on the production of other cash crops, such
as cotton and grain, which all save foreign currency on imports, and on
sub-tropical fruits and vegetables and flowers for export. Cultivation is
based mainly in three zones - the northern coastal plains, the hills of
the interior and the Upper Jordan valley. About 22 % of Israel's lLand is
at present cultivated; an increase in this proportion can only be brought
about by more irrigation, as almost all usable Land is either already
cultivated or under pasture. 49.9 % of the cultivated area is already

irrigated.

Israeli agriculture has benefited from high capital inputs and careful
development, making full used of available technology over a long period.
Specialisation in certain profitable export crops has, in turn, generated
more funds for investment in agricultural production and processing, as
has the development of sophisticated marketing mechanisms. Access to

water, however, remains a crucial problem.

Strategic political considerations have increasingly made food sel f-
sufficiency a primary aim, rather than maximising financial returns. As a
result, cereal crops are considered to be important, although citrus is
still dominant and market gardening around urban concentrations plays a

significant role in agricultural activity.

Sea are important. There are deposits of low grade copper at Timna in
the Negev, but these hawe not been mined for serveral years because

current world copper prices make it unprofitable to do so.

in 1986 the manufacturing and construction industry (including
diamonds) represented 29.9 X of GDP. Industrial production grew in the
firet quarter of 1987 at a rate of 3 ¥ over the previous quarter, and
that was B % higher than in the first gquarter of 1986. The main area of
growth has been in export products. The sectors that have grown most

rapidly and consistently in recent years are the metallurgical
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industries and electronics, especially in the field of military

ownership of industry is devided between the government, the Histadrut
(trade union federation), and the private sector. Most big industrial
concerns, such as the Nesher cement and Shemen vegetable oil plants,
are owned either solely by the Histadrut through its industrial
conglomerate, Koor Industries, or in partnership with private
investors. The mining concerns are owned by the government or jointly
by the government and the Histadrut, while the private sector owns most
of the textile industry. Mergers are encourged between firms with a
view to improving competitiveness overseas. Many firms are seeking com-—
mercial link-ups or "knowhow" agreements with foreign companies,

form the main industrial centre, with almost half of the total number

Israel js almost totally dependent on imported fuel for its energy -
requirements, since domestic production of crude petroleum and natural
gas is negligible. In the years following the 1947 war, oilfields in
the occupied Sinaj peninsula were exploited, but the Last of these was
returned to Egypt in 1979, following the signing of the peace treaty.
Egypt now supplies oil under the terms of the treaty.

Israel has succeeded in significantly reducing its dependence on oil
for the production of electricity by switching to coal fired power
stations. It buys coal from Australia, South Africa and the UK and has
negotiated purchases from (olombia. 0il suppliers have also been
diversified. In recent years the bulk of Israel's supplies have come
from Mexico and Egypt.

Az far as transport is concernad, roads are the most important means of
transport, totalling 12,630 km in 1984. A major multi-lane highway runs
along the ceast, linking Tel Awviv and Haifa, and a similar highway
Links Tel Aviv and Jerusalem. In 1984 there were 536 km of state owned
rajlways Linking Jerusalem, Tel Aviv, Haifa and Beersheba. There js5 a
Long term plan to extend the Beersheba Line via the Dead Sea to Ejlat.
Total passenner traffic was 3,002,000 in 1984 while total freight
carried was 5,663,000 tons.

The main seaports are Haifa and Ashdod on the Mediterranean coast and
Eilat on the Red S5Sea.

Israel has one international airport, at Lydda, but special charter
fligths alsc use the airports at Jerusalem and Eiltat. EL AL, the
government owned national carrier, flew a total 34.3 mn km in 1984,

carrying 1,450,000 passengers on 9,646 international flight.

Tourism has always played a major role in the Israeli economy. Not only
has it capitalised on the intrinsic tourist interest of Jerusalem and
the surrounding area, which is a spiritual centre for three major
religions - Judaism, Christianity and Islam - but, in recent years,
Israel has alsp made considerable efforts to capture the secular
tourist market as well, with new tourist wvisits around Eilat and Taba
in addition to the more traditional tourist areas of the Mediterranean

coast.

In 1985 Israel earned $1.2 bn in tourist receipts, although expenditure
by Israeli tourists abroad, which totalled $550 mn, brought down net

receipts from tourism to $650 mn.

The breakdown of the arrivals statistics show that the main growth area
for Israeli tourism has been Western Europa, with the UK and West

Germany particularly strong.

The upswing in economic activity in the first half of the year led to a
rapid increase in the country's trade deficit. The gap between imports
and exports of goods totalled $1.6 bn in the first six months of the
year, compared with $1.1 bn in the same period in 1986: an increase of
44 %. The widening of the trade gap stemmed directly from the rapid
rise in imports, which started in 1986 and continued in the first
months of 1987. Imports totalled $5.5 bn between January and June,

41 bn more than in the same period the previous year: an increase of

23 X.

The main areas of export growth are the "low-tech" industries, espe-
cially textiles, clothing, and food. Indeed, textiles and clothing are
looking to pass the $500 mn mark in exports this year for the first
time, compared with approximately $450 mn in 1986. Nor is all of this
value growth attributable merely to currency movements, since volume is
up. In fact exports to the USA are growing strongly, probably under the
influence of the USA-Israel free trade agreement signed in September
1985.

Some 90 X of the goods imported represented production inputs and
capital goods. Imports of machinery, equipment and transport wvehicles

by domestic firms rose by some 40 X in the first six months of 1987
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compared with the first half of 1986. These imports, which reached an
unprecedented figure of $1 bn in six months, reflected the newfound
optimism in the business sector, which apparently expects the recovery
to be sustained. Imports of raw materials rose by some 17 ¥, to total
$4 bn. But the increase in imports was also brought about by a rise in
private consumption. Imports of consumer durable goods rose by 45 X to

a total of $630 mn in the first half of the year.

Israel's chronic balance of payments deficit has been covered in the
past mainly by capital transfers, both in the form of loans and,
increasingly in recent years, aid. Grants have come chiefly from
Diaspora Jewry, through organisations such as the United Jewish Appeal,
while the reparations agreement with the West German government was an
important sgurce in the 1950s and 1960s. Since 1974 the US government
has become by far the most important source of support, at first with

loans, but as the debt servicing on these became onerous the pattern
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has been to give the money as outright aid. Loans continue to be
received from sources such as the Israel Bonds organisation, the

Export=Import Bank and various commercial banks.

While the trade deficit increased, the country's foreian currency
reserves rose rapidly. By the end of June 1987 they totalled $4.6 bn, |
compared with $4.2 bn at the end of 1984 and $3.1 bn at the end of June

THE GENERAL FRAMEWORK OF EEC - ISRAEL RELATIONS AND THEIR HISTORY

-

Israel was one of the first countries to seek (in 1958) the
establishment of diplomatic relations with the Community. Contractual
Links were first established by the signing of a simple trade
agreement in 1964, followed in 1970 by a preferential trade agreement

which, however, was seen as only a first step.

Present relations between the Community and the State of Israel are based
on the agreement of 11 May 1975 which formed part of the Community's
wider Mediterranean policy. The aim of this agreement, based on

Article 113 of the Treaty, is the progressive elimination of barriers

to the bulk of the trade between the two parties, in accordance with

the provisions of GATT regarding the establishment of free-trade areas.

The intention was to achieve this aim by the following means:

- the Community agreed to lower customs duties on Israel's major
agricultural exports (in practice only fresh and tinned fruits and
vegetables), while Israel made concessions in regard to some

Community products;

- in the case of non-agricultural goods, the parties agreed a timetable
for the elimination of all tariff and guota barriers. ALL
such barriers operated by the Community were eliminated after
1 July 1977, while Israel was allowed to maintain customs
duties on a list of sensitive products (involving some 60% of its
industrial imports from the EEC) until 1 January 1985. This
deadline, initially extended by two years in 1981, was extended to

1 January 1989 following the signing of a protocol altering the

relevant provisions of the agreement. On this date, the free trade
area between the Community and Israel will, in relation to industrial

goods, therefore be complete.
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Under this agreement, cooperation is envisaged only as an

adjunct to trade. It was complemented in 1978 by an additional
protocol designed to ensure a balance in our relations with the
Mediterranean countries. As with the agreement signed with the
Maghreb and Mashreq countries in 1976 and 1977, the aim of the
additional protocol is to establish economic cooperation (industrial,
scientific, agricultural, etc.). A protocol providing for financial
cooperation was signed at the same time. It provides for loans by
the EIB, with an upper Limit of 30 million ECU, on market terms and
without interest rate subsidies. A new financial protocol raising
this Limit to 40 million ECU was signed for the period 1 November 1981
to 31 October 1986. A third financial protocol allowing for EIB
loans to a value of 63 million ECU was signed on 15 December 1987.
Since 1983, moreover, Israel has been eligible to benefit from the
Community's budget appropriations earmarked for cooperation with

a certain number of countries.

The agreement between the EEC and Israel contains a clause providing
for the reassessment of the agreement with a view to its improvement.
Two meetings (in 1978 and 1983) were fixed for this reassessment.
Apart from the changes, mentioned earlier, in the timetable for the
elimination of Israel's customs duties on industrial products, the
Community was unable to improve the agreement by making further

concessions on agricultural products.

TRADE BETWEEN THE FEC AND ISRAEL

g B Generq{_ﬁtiﬁq_ﬁrends

In the early years of operation of the agreement there was a
substantial reduction in Israel’'s trade deficit with the Community.
From 1980 onwards, this tendency was reversed: the trade balance
deteriorated progressively, until by 1983 it had exceeded a billion
dollars. This was primarily due to monetary factors, exacerbated
by the government's monetary policies (especially the overvaluation
of the shekel).
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In Late 1983 and 1984, the Israeli govermnment was forced to take
steps to halt the decline in the trade balance — a decline which

was affecting not only trade with the Community but also with the
rest of the world. As well as implementing monetary measures (in
particular the devaluation of the shekel), Israel resorted to
restrictions on imports: a 2% surcharge on all imports, a 15% import
deposit on some 300 products and a ban on the importation of

50 *Lluxury' products. These restrictions, which were world-wide,
were applied to the Community on the basis of the safeguard clauses

contained in the agreemznt.

It was because of Israel's difficulties that the Community agreed
in 1984 to postpone for two years (until 1 January 1989) the elimination
by Israel of its customs duties on industrial products exported by

the Community.

The steps taken by the Israel government led, from 1984 onwards, to
a reduction of Israel's trade deficit, a trend which was maintained
in 1985. In the Light of this improvement, some of the safeguard
measures referred to were dispensed with. In particular, the ban
on the import of 50 products was replaced by an import deposit,
which decreases each month and is to be finally eliminated by

1 February 1988.

From 1986 onwards, Israel's trade balance with the Community once
again worsened, reaching in 1987 a new record deficit of more than
3 billion dollars. It should however be stressed that the increase
in the deficit in 1987 was mainly due to a marked upturn in economic
activity reguiring increased imports of capital and semi-finished

goods, rather than the uncompetitiveness of Israeli exports.
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III.

The structure of Israel's exports

1srael was better placed than the other Mediterranean countries to

take advantage of the concessions granted by the Community osing to

its ability to diversify the pattern of its exports. This was made
possible by the progress achieved in industrializing the country.

As well as its traditional industries, such as textiles and the
processing of metals and diamonds, Israel has in recent years developed
industries based on advanced technology (electronics, information

technology, advanced chemical processes).

The result has been a significant increase in the proportion of
its overall exports to the Community accounted for by industrial 4

products (13.

As regards agriculture, while it is true that there has been a

fall in exports of certain traditional products such as citrus fruits,
there has on the other hand been an increase in exports of other
products (cut flowers, avocados, processed agricultural products,

etc.).

'Tamah® :

As regards the application of the trade provisions of the agreement, there

is currently a problem which is worth stressing, namely discriminatory

treatment as regards Israel's sales tax as between imported and home-produced ‘
goods. This discrimination, which is in contravention of the EEC-Israel

agreement, arises from the so-called 'tamah' method employed in levying

the tax on imported goods. The Commission was instructed lLast December

to request the Israelis to replace this method by one which would be

compatible with the agreement.

THE CONSEQUENCES OF THE ENLARGEMENT OF THE COMMUNITY

Over the lLast few years, relations between the Community and Israel have
been dominated by the problem of the a2ffect on Israeli agricultural

exports of the enlargement of the Community and, in particular, competition
from Spain for the Community market (fresh and tinned citrus fruits,

cut flowers, etc.).

on 30 March 1985, while the accession negotiations were being finalized,
the Council of the European Commnities adopted a declaration expressing its
commitment to maintaining and strengthening its preferential relationship
with non-Community Mediterranean countries. Following this

declaration, negotiations were held with these countries with a view

to determining what changes were required in the agreements.with the
Mediterranean countries in order to ensure the maintenance of their

traditional agricultural exports to the Community.

In the case of Israel, the additional protocol which emerged from’
these negotiations was signed on 15 December 1987. As in the case

of the other Mediterranean countries, it provides for the elimination
of the residual customs duties still being applied to the agricultural
products covered by the agreement With a view to achieving duty-.
free entry for Israel at the same time as for Spain and Portugal.

The Community also took account of the fact that Israel had been

able to develop certain agricultural exports after the entry into
effect of the 1975 agreement. For this reason, certain agricultural

products, such as cut flowers, were added to the agreement.

COOPERATION

Israel attaches a great importance to the section of the

agreement dealing with cooperation. As it has a technological lead

in certain industries and a considerable research capacity, it sees
cooperation as an aspect of jts relations wWwith the Community which
has a considerable future. Unfortunmately, in signing with Israel in
1978 an additional protocol which was intended to set such cooperation
in train in a number of areas, the Community did not make

appropriate financing available, despite the Commission's recommendation
that it should. The EIB loans granted under the first two financial
protocels (the third protocol has just been signed) were used by
Israel to support small and medium-sized industries. By their

very nature (the loans are given on normal market terms), they do

rot readily lend themselves to supporting genuine cooperation in

the fields of research, industry or agriculture.
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However, since 1983 the Commission has had financial means at

its disposal for cooperation activities with Israel thanks to

the introduction in the Community budget of two special items (990
and 7359) intended for such activities with a range of third
countries which are linked to the Community by a cooperation
agreement which does not itself provide for appropriate funding
(this is also the case with Yugoslavia, for example) .

The cooperation programme which has already been undertaken with
Israel (Community funding in 1987 amounted to some 2 million ECU)
gives a particularly good indication of the possibilities for

cooperation between the Community and Israel.

deploring the deaths of several Palestinians during the recent
demonstrations,

whereas BO% of Israelis approve of the present policy for maintaining
order on the West Bank and in the Gaza Strip,

having regard to the condemnation of this policy by the Security Council
of the United Nations,

having regard to the remonstrances made by the US State Department
to the Israeli Minister of Defence,

Whereas 700 000 Arabs are Israeli citizens and whereas 700 000
Palestinians Live on the West Bank and more than 500 000 in the
Gaza Strip,

stressing, nevertheless, that the Israeli reaction to the riots by
Palestinians is in no way comparable to the repression of the Palestinian

people by Arab governments, in which thousands died in Jordan, Syria and
Lebanon,

Invites all the parties to the dispute to enter into negotiations
aimed at putting an end to the demonstrations and repression and
preventing any further injuries and deaths;

Calls on the Arab states to recognize the State of Israel;

calls on Israel to recognize the need for the Palestinian people to
have a territory of their own,

Instructs its President to forward this resolution to the Council.

BEETHELL, The Lord (ED}.- Mr President, 1 sense an
atmosphere of general condemnation of the State of
Israel from all sides of this House. It is appropriate to
think for a moment of a number of aspects where the
balance should be redressed. It is surely bizarre that
the Palestinian refugee camps in Gaza and on the
West Bank still exist in such sordid conditions 40
years afler the State of Israel came into existence,
The inevitable conclusion must surely been drawn
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that there is a political reason for keeping these con
ditions in existence and that it would have been
possible to rehouse the Palestinians and improve
their conditions in the course of four decades. Why
this has not been done | leave the House to imag-
ine.

There can also be no doubt that while the initial
outbreak of violence more than a month ago was
spontaneous, as Mr Cheysson pointed out, it was
later inflamed and made worse by political and reli-
gious extremists in Gaza and the West Bank, When
judging the reaction of the Israeli authorities, harsh
and in some cases cruel though it was, we have to
bear in mind the fact that there was an uprising
against the authorities there. One cannot help won-
dering what would have happened if there had been
an outbreak of violence by Jewish demonstrators in
the streets of Baghdad or Damascus or Tripoli in
Libya. One can imagine what would have happened
to Jewish demonstrators had the boot been on the
other foot. Surely there would have been much
harsher repression in that case.

That being said, we have to accept what most speak-
ers have said. The methods used by the Israeli
defence forces were in excess what was needed. The
use of live ammunition, the beating up of demon-
strators, this is not what Israel was brought into exis-
tence to do. Mrs Veil expressed the sentiments of all
of us when she spoke most movingly of the destiny
of lsrael and the responsibility of Israel as a demo-
cratic state in that part of the world.

The solution is clear: there must an international
conference! Whether the present Israeli Prime Min-
ister and the present leader of the Palestine Libera-
tion organization can do this, I very much doubt. But
leaders on both sides must be found who have the
confidence of their peoples can and bring about an

end to this tragedy,

By an amazing coincidence, 26 June 1987 marked both the coming into force of the
United Nations Convention against torture and other cruel, inhuman or degrading
treatment or punishment, and the adoption by the Committee of Ministers of the Council
of Europe of a European Convention for the prevention of torture and inhuman or
degrading treatment or punishment. Was it really necessary to have a European
Convention in addition to the United Nations one? Surely Europe is less affected than
other regions by the abomination of torture? Francois de Vargas, General Secretary of
the Swiss Commitiee against Torture, who, together with the International Commission
of Jurists, proposed the European Convention, answers these questions.

The United Nations Convention against
torture which was adopted on 10
December 1984 and came into force on
26 June 1987 is a great step forward
compared with other conventions to
prevent torture, It will now be possible
to try people guilty of acts of torture in
any state which s a party to the
convention, if they are not extradited.

However, let us not delude ourselves: as
far as torture is concerned, international
control machinery is still weak.

Need for a preventative system

The European Convention which has
just been adopted is of a quite different
type. Based on the idea that it is not legal
standards but control machinery which
is lacking in existing human rights
conventions, the new convention does
not define torture or provide for
sanctions. Its sole aim is to establish a
committee responsible for visiting any
place of detention in the member states,
without necessarily having first received
a complaint about torture. The Commit-
tee, whose members will be independent,
will be able to send a delegation to
interview private persons deprived of
their liberty, and will be able to make to
the state party any recommendations it
considers necessary to increase the
protection of such persons against
torture and inhuman or degrading
treatment or punishment.

One man's idea

This convention would never have come
into being without the determined action
of one man: Jean-Jacques Gautier, a
Genevan banker and legal expert, who
died on | May 1987. In 1974, at the age
of 62, he retired from the private bank
where he was a director to devote
himself to the fight against torture,
which he saw as the most terrible
violation of human dignity. In his youth
he had believed that torture had been
eradicated from civilised nations, but
later he realised, particularly as the
result of the campaign launched by

Amnesty International in 1973, that this
evil was tending to become more wide-
spread, and the methods used more
sophisticated, Gautier proposed a
system: visits were to be extended to
anyone deprived of his freedom, includ-
ing people in police cells, barracks,
psychiatric hospitals etc. The states
accepting this system were to be bound
by a convention to which they could not
make any reservations. It would be
possible to make both routine and
urgent visits, without needing to give
any justification. Reports on visits
would be made in confidence to the state
in question, since it would serve no
useful purpose to make public accu-
sations against a government if it was
prepared to improve the situation.
However, in cases of noncooperation it
would be possible for the committee to
make a public statement.

on Lhe need for respect for human rights in the Baltic States

The European Parlfament,
