President Jimmy Carter

Mr. Carter said that the U.S. is following up on the
Camp David accords and that slow, steady prbgress is being made
in the current autonomy talks toward their May deadline. He has
good personal relations with both President Sadat of Egypt and
Prime Minister Begin of Israel and frequently speaks to them,
though no summit meeting is currently planned.

On the recent UN resolution, Mr. Carter said that in
a meeting with Secretary Vance on Friday morning, February 29, 1280,
he decided to abstain in the voting 1f references to Jerusalem and
the dismantlement of settlements were not removed. This had the
agreement of both Begin and Sadat. Vance told him Saturday morning
that the language had been deleted, and so the U.S5. voted in favor.
When he returned from Camp David and saw the full text, he decided
to issue his statement of Monday night, March 3. The problem had
been a breakdown in communications at the State Department. There
would be no mandatory dismantling of settlements. He said that
good U.S. relations with Israel and Egypt were the basis of the
peace process, and that the diminished threat to Israel from Egypt
achieved in the peace treaty allows for further progress toward
peace and the resolution of the Palestinian issue in the autonomy
negotiations.

Speaking as chairman of the delegation, Rabbi Arthur Schneier
told the President that the day's talks had been helpful, and there
had been an exchange of views, Ile welcomed the President's statement
on the UN vote, which had caused consternation among the delegation.
He asked what fail-safe measures would be taken in the future to
prevent another such problem, and pointed out that despite the
President's explanation, the damage had already been done and the
Security Council commission which was the subject of the resolution
will report back on September 1, 1980. He asked what the Administra-
tion would do then, and said there were several unsettling aspects
to the resolution, including the issue of dismantlement, and implied
changes in Resolution 242. He asked what the Administration will
do to offset the effects of this resolution. .
President Carter said that he had come to greet the delega-
tion, not to engage in a forum, but he would address himself to the
issue. The U.S. is adamantly opposed to Israeli settlements on the
West Bank, regarding them as illegal and as obstacles to peace,
which it will not condone or encourage. This stance predates both
himself and Begin, and U.S. policy has not changed. He noted that
settlements are often established at times of progress in negotia-
tions, and thus upset efforts to gain the participation of inhabi-
tants of the West Bank and Gaza. There are honest differences of
opinion within Israel and the United States on the settlements
issue, but he wants Israel to be at peace and secure. This is
evident in the text of the Camp David frameworks, which do allow
for Israeli redoubts in the West Bank to protect its security.
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The settlements issue is the most serious ebstacle to further
progress. The gquestion of Jerusalem is to be settled in nego-
tiations on the final status as provided for in the frameworks.
Mr. Carter said that a paragraph on Jerusalem negotiated at
Camp David was deleted from the final text at the mutual reguest
of Sadat and Begin. He concluded that he and Begin disagree pro-
foundly on the settlements issue, and that he has asked Begin,

—~" at Camp David and subseguently, for a moratorium on new settle-
ments while the talks are in progress.




Zbigniew Brzezinski, Assistant to the President for
National Security Affairs

Mr. Brzezinski said that the main foreign policy problenm
facing the U.S. in the 1980's is to construct a structure of
stability in the third central strategic zone. The first zone was
Western Europe, where in the 1940's and 1950's a structure of
stability was created based on NATO, and has remained in place.
The second zone wi the Far East, where the U.S fought two wars in
the 1950's and 196U's, ore of which it won and one it lost, but
where peace is row preserved by various security arrangements,
U.S. military bases, and the normalized U.S.-China relationship.
The third zone is the Middle East/Southwest Asia, where there is
no U.S. military pvesence and no internal cohesion, thus causing
volatility and vulnerability.

In this third area, the U.S. has working relations with
scane states - some are close (Israel, Eqgypt), some are more tacit
(Saudi Arabia, Jordan), and some will be distanced (Iran once the
hostages are released). Establishing a reqular security framework
in the region will be a long-range effort, of which the Israeli-Arab
peace process is a part. He stated that the Soviet invasion of
Afghanistan is not limited but strategic, and, although the motives
are not know, the consequences can be. The U.S5.S.R. is now bogged
down in internal Afghan affairs, but it can still intimidate
Pakistan and Iran. The U.S. must shore up Pakistan, and resolve
the hostage problem with Iran.

In response to questions Mr. Brzezinski said that the
strategic roles of Israel, Egypt and Saudi Arabia are interrelated.
Saudi oil is critical to the west, while Israel and Egypt keep the
U.5.85.R. out of the Eastern Mediterranean. (He also repeated the
position of the President and others on the UN vote). He said
the U.5. has an organic relationship with Israel and one is emerging
with Egypt; there is an economic relationship with Saudi Arabia;
none at all with Irag, although this may be changing; and a cool
relationship with Syria. Thus there is no simple basis for a
relationship between the U.S. and the region as there was in the
1940's with Western Europe, and no simple formula for security. .
The U.5. will direct its efforts at excluding Soviet military entry,
prevent Soviet political intimidation, and encouraging regional
reconciliation.

Mr. Brzezinski said there is no fundamental disagreement
between the U.S. and Israel on the West Bank. Camp David is a
shared approach to a process that will lead to the solution; the
final outcome is not known; Camp David is a shared point of
departure. On both sides a new consciousness has evolved: the
Arabs accept the reality of Israel, and Israel recognizes the
existence of the Palestinians. In addition to Egypt, Morocce,
Tunisia and Jordan have guietly supported peace in the past,
Before the May 26 deadline for the autonomy negotiations, the U.S.
expects .enough momentum to be created to validate the process,
though it does not know what will happen.,




General David C. Jones, Chairman of the Joint Chiefs of Staff

General Jones stated that the 1980's would be characterized
by instability, turmoil and assertive Soviet power; rising expecta-
tions that cannot be fulfilled due to limited resources and social
conflicts; the growing demand for energy which will be needed to
solve many global problems; instability in the oil-producing coun-
tries; and the growing Soviet capability and willingnes: to use
power.

The U.S.5.R. has serious economic, social, labor and
ethnic problems, and will turn to external solutions ior its
internal dilemmas. The U.S. must raise the cost of such actions.
The SALT debate in Congress brought out the deterioration in the
strategic balance. In the near future, the U.S.S.R. will exceed
the U.S. in most static numbers of military measurement, and may
take greater risks.

General Jones observed that while SALT II is in the U.S.
strategic interest and should be ratified, the U.S. still must "
increase its weaponry at all three levels: conventional, theater,
strategic. The problem is also one of readiness - the greatest
military problem is in the operations and maintenance area, although
recruiting and retention of personnel are also problems, Draft
registration would be useful in times of mobilization, and also to
send a signal to the U.S.S.R.

General Jones said there are now 75,000 Soviet troops in
Afghanistan and another 25,000 across the border. Soviet difficul-
ties are not long-term, nor are their strategic objectives limited
to that country. They would like to see a pro-Soviet Buluchistan
created in southern Pakistan, Afchanistan and Iran, providing a
warm-water port. He noted that it would be difficult for the U.S.S.E.
to invade Iran from Afghanistan or to drive from the Trans-Caucusus
to the Persian Gulf - though it would also be difficult for the U.S.
to prevent it. The problem for the U.S. is to increase its capabili-
ties in the area without a military presence that would destabilize
the region. .

In response to guestions, General Jones said there is
little likelihood that U.S. eguipment given to friendly regimes
could later be used against the U.S. by hostile successors.

Neither Iran nor Vietnam can make much use of the eguipment left
behind without U.S. support and supply. A treaty organiza-

tion in the Middle East is not likely in the near future, and
Israel is critical to U.S. interests there. Israel is now stronger
than it was in 1973, while its potential opponents in a war are
wveaker. He said there are few U.S. military personnel in Saudi
Arabia.




Harold Brown, Secretary of Defense

Mr. Brown observed that for 20 years U.S. defense spending
has either declined or remained constant, while Soviet spending has
more than doubled. Despite the American lead, the contributions of
our allies, and advantages in people and technology, the balance is
no longer comfortable. Given the annual 4% Soviet increase in real
defense spending, the U,S. will have to expand also. The U.S. needs
improvement ... airborne and cruise missiles, in ICBMs, and in sub-
marine-launched miss:iles - the three components of the strategic
nuclear force.

Mr. Brown noted that in Western Europe and in the Far East
the military/defense situations are stable, thanks to NATO, U.S.-
Japanese relations and parallel actions by the U.S. and China. In
the Soutwest Asia/Indian Ocean/Middle East region, which is vital
to global economic prosperity and political stability, the Soviet
threat is serious. U.S. interests in the region include access to
oil, resistance to Soviet expansion, political stability, Israeli
security and the Camp David peace process. The punitive measures
taken by the U.S. against the U.S.S.R. following the invasion of
Afghanistan were designed to show the price the U.S.S.R. will pay.
But measures must also be taken to improve U.S. military capability,
including draft registration, increased military spending, and
stronger forces and equipment in the Indian Ocean. In order to
remain a world power, the U.S. must engage in several long-term
endeavors: reconstructing the economy; reducing energy dependence;
enhancing military capability.

In response to questions, Mr. Brown said that the military
strength of a country and its friends can determine whether it is
attacked internally or externally - given a strong deterrent, the
U.S.5.R. would choose subversion over invasion. The U.S. can help
Yugoslavia remain independent and united to resist external encroach-
ment, but the U.S.S.R. may find groups within to divide it. Yugo-
slavia will need a good economic and political situation. The U.S.
can also give Saudi Arabia protection from an external threat, as
well as political advice and economic help, but too large a U.S.
presence could destabilize any country. He said that the U.S.
knows it can count on Israel for facilities in a crisis, and that
is why other countries seem to be getting more attention at present.
What the U.S. seeks in all other countries is access, not presence.




Harold H. Saunders, Assistant Secretary of State for Near Eastern
and South Asian Affairs

Mr. Saunders stated that the Middle East is a region
where there are more important U.S. interests than anywhere else
in the Third World, and that given its rapid pace of change,
instability there is inevitable. The Soviet threat to the region
takes a number of forms: most clearly defined as military aggres-
sion (as in the War of Attrition of 1970-71 and in Algnanistan
today), while others are more subtle (as in the sale and stock-
piling of arms in Libya, backing the South Yemeni invasion of
North Yemen, and support for radical movements such as the PLO).
The U.S. is now concentrating on preventing a Soviet position in
the Middle East that could lead to a U.S5.-U.S5.58.R. confrontation.
Thus the U.S5. has a greater reason than ever to resoclve the
Palestinian issue, and this is the goal of the Camp David peace process.

Mr., Saunders noted that Arab States now discuss the
Palestinian problem not only as a question of justice but also
as a matter of their own security, since the Palestinians are
central to many radical movements in the region. Until the U.S.
resolves the Palestinian problem satisfactorily, no other Arabs,
especially the Gulf States, can risk following Egypt into closer
security relationships with the U.S. He said that the Camp David
approach is still the way to move toward this.

On the guestion of the UN vote, Mr. Saunders pointed out
that such resolutions come up from time to time and the U.S5. must
respond as a UN member. The bottom line is that the U.S. disagrees
with Israel on the Settlements issue and will vote in favor of
resolutions in accord with U.S. policy - althouch this reseclution
goes beyond that policy as previously formulated and the U.S. should
have abstained.

In response to guestions, Mr. Saunders said that a
Palestinian state would not bring the danger of a Soviet invasion
a la Afghanistan because such a state would only result from the
Camp David process in which Israel, Egypt (and Jordan) would all
have a say as to the constraints on it. There would be no hostile
independent Palestinian government to give Moscow a pretext.
Regarding the efforts of Britain and others to modify the language
of Resolution 242 to incorporate Palestinian rights, the U.5. will
oppose any step at the UN or elsewhere that might impede the
current autonomy negotiations between Israel and Egypt in which
the U.S. is involved. Despite tactical shifts in response to
immediate problems, the U.S. remains fully committed to Camp David.
He noted that UN resolutions are the result of negotiations and so
are never perfect. The U.S. wanted all references to Jerusalem
and to the dismantlement ¢f settlements deleted from the resolution,
since such demands go beyond U.S. policy. The U.S5. continues to
support Israel, and Camp David, is opposed to settlements, and is
evolving a new relationship with Egypt which includes military aid
because the Egyptian army has deteriorated seriously since 1973.
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Nevertheless, the Egyptian army in the future will be smaller

than it was in 1973. On the settlements issue, Mr. Saunders
concluded that the U.S. does not dispute the right of Jews to

live on the West Bank, but rather the unilateral Israeli

settlement policy which the Arabs perceive as "ereeping annexation."
The Israeli policy is seen by the U.S. as an obstacle to peace.

The right of Jews to live on the West Bankshould be decided not
unilaterally but through negotiation.
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Hodding Carter III, Assistant Secretary of State for Public Affairs

Mr. Carter stated that Secretary of State Vance was taking
full responsibility for the communications. failure leading to the
U.5. vote in favor of the March 1 UN Security Council resclution
condemning Israeli settlements in .he occupied territories, because
President Carter's instructions to UN Ambassador McHenry were
transmitted tli-ough Vance. Mr. Carter said the vote was not
indicative of a change in U.S. policy in the Middle East, and pointed
out that while tactical approaches to immediate problems might seem
to change polity, in fact the Administration's policy has not changed
in three years. He suggested that continuous contact between the
State Department and the Jewish community could avert future mis-
understandings. He also referred the participants to Secretary Vance's
March 3 address to the Chicago Council on Foreign Relations for a
complete authoritative review of U.S. foreign policy.

In response to guestions, Mr. Carter said there was no
State Department policy on the Middle East contrary to that of the |
President, since the Department is an instrument of the President. .
Though there are people at State who might disagree, they are
professionals who would not subvert policy. The mistake on the UN
vote was a function of the President's need to delegate day-to-day
responsibilities for policy to large organizations. He referred
more substantive questions to others who would meet with the delega-
tion.
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Marshall Shulman, Special Advisor to the Secretary of State

Mr. Shulman addressed himself to the Soviet invasion
of Afghanistan. Prior to 1978, the U.S.5.R. had good relations
with and strong influence over the Afghan government. In April
1978, a coup was staged by Nur Muhammad Taraki with the support
of the army led by Hafizullah Amin. Both were communists and
wanted to move Afghanistan further into the Soviet orbit. The
Afghan communists then split, at which time a rival, Babrak Karmal,
fled to East Germany. Through 1978 and 1979 the situation
deteriorated. The ethnic and religious strains in Afghan society
also became inflamed, the army suffered mass desertions, and the
deserters gave their weapons to the insurgents. Soviet outposts
were attacked as well - 35 Russians were beheaded in Herat in
March 1979, their heads carried through the city on pikes. From
August to October 1979, Soviet military officers were in Afghanistan
studying ways to pacify the country. 1In Moscow in September, Taraki
and the Soviet leaders agreed that the troublesome Amin should be .
removed. The attempt ended in Taraki's death, and Amin became
Prime Minister.

According to Mr. Shulman, Moscow then feared that the
deteriocration of Afghanistan would continue under the unpopular
Amin, with the probable end result of an anti-Soviet Islamic regime
in Kabul. Not wanting a second militant Muslim country on their
border, the Soviet leaders prepared a series of military optiocns
ranging from Soviet advisers taking control of the Afghan army
to a full-scale invasion by ten Soviet divisions. They opted for
an intermediate choice, sending in 5-6 divisions to put down the
insurgency together with the Afghan army. Moscow also expected
an American military action against Iran in response to the U.S.
Embassy takeover which would serve as a screen for the Soviet
invasion.

Mr. Shulman noted that while the military operation
launched in late December 1979 went well, the political negotiations
with Amin, aimed at establishing a more popular regime in Kabul, .
were less successful. Finally, the Soviets overthrew and killed
Amin, and Karmal returned from exile to head the new government.

This seriously undermined the political legitimacy of Soviet involve-
ment. Prior to the invasion, the U.S. became aware of the military
build-up on the Soviet-Afghan border and expressed concern to Moscow,
but the U.S.S.R. evidently decided that since U.S.-U.S.S.R. rela-
tions were so bad already, they had less to lose ignoring the
American warning than they did allowing the Afghan situation to
continue as it was. They probably did not anticipate the severity

of the Third World reaction, however.

Mr. Shulman observed that the entire episode resulted )
from serious miscalculations in Moscow - including an underestimation

of the difficulty of the invasion itself. 1In subsequent months,
Afghanistan has continued to deteriorate, and the Karmal government
has been ineffectual. So long as there is no regime in place that
is acceptable to Moscow and which can survive on its own, the
Soviets cannot withdraw. In April 1980, when the snows melt, the
U.5.5.R. will face a decision: accept the situation and reduce its
presence, or send in twice as many troops to wipe out the insurgency.

e



Regarding U.S. actions against the U.S5.S.R. since the
invasion, Mr. Shulman said they were designed to inflict a cost
on Moscow for its operations and have already had an effect., With-
out grain and technology from the west, Moscow now has to alter
the new 5-year plan for its seriously weak economy. There is also
a greater truculence among the Soviet leaders, which is evidenced
by the internal crackdown that has effectively destroyed the
Soviet dissident movement. The effect on the succession is not
clzar, but given the increased truculence, combined with popular
neo-Stalinism in the U.S.8.R., the U.S. can expect a more auto-
cratic, less cooperative U.S.S.R. in the 1980's, and given the
breakdown of the SALT process, a more unstable and dangerous
nuclear balance. The effect on Soviet Jewish emigration is still
unclear, but not likely to be positive.

In response to guestions, Mr. Shulman said that
President Carter's statements regarding his change of opinion
about the Soviet leaders after Afghanistan should not be taken
literally, that he was not naive or misinformed, but rather out-
raged by Soviet disregard for U.S. and world opinion and by the .
damage inflicted on efforts to stabilize the military/strategic
relationship. The punishments have had an effect, symbolic in
the case of the Olympic boycott, economic in the case of the grain
and technology embargoes. He also noted that Moscow had miscal-
culated in the past - Berlin in 1948, Cuba in 1962 - but that
different groups in the Soviet government take different positions.
The current hardline policies are being made by the military and
the KGB - the Foreign Affairs Ministry has little input. He also
noted that in periods of hardline Soviet policy there is often an
increase in western cohesion. The Soviet leaders expected also
that the Afghan invasion would intimidate other Middle Eastern
countries. They were surprised especially by Arab hostility to
the action.
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Steven Cohen, Deputy Assistant Secretary for Human Rights and
Humanitarian Affairs

Mr. Cohen discussed the question'of human rights in
Argentina. Three years ago the country was torn by guerrilla
warfare by leftist and rightist groups, and a military junta took
power and wiped out 2,000-3,000 leftists. Broadening the defini-
tion of terrorists, the junta arrested, tortured and killed any-
where from 6,000-18,000 innocent people who were nonconformists
or anti-statists - including the entire psychoanalytical profession,
and some 500-1,000 children under the age of 16 who were killed
when their parents were arrested. A disproportionate number of
Jews were killed during this period, but they were represented
disproportionately in many of the suspect professions. There were
also blatant anti-semitic actions such as the bombing of synagogues
and the publication of Nazi literature.

Mr. Cohen observed that the reign of terror seems to have
subsided. The rate of disappearances is down from 200 a month to .
40-50, in part because the junta has run out of suspects. The
Jewish community no longer faces a physical threat to its existence,
but fear is so rampant that the desire to assimilate fully may leave
only 60-70,000 of the 400,000 Argentine Jews still identifiable as
Jews in the near future. They are also afraid to establish any links
to the outside - though this, rather than assimilation, is probably
their best protection.

In regard to "Madrid 1980" - the meeting to review
compliance with the Helsinki human rights agreements - Mr. Cohen
said that the U.S. will seek to get as specific as possible with
the U.S.S.R., though Washington's desire for a united front with
its allies may prevent more than the generalities that France and

others will prefer.

In response to guestions, Mr. Cohen said that Argentine
Jews are permitted to leave but do not want to because they enjoy
2 comfortable life there. Although the State Department has no
explicit policies regarding contacts between world Jewish bodies
and Argentine Jzwry, he personally would encourage such ties. He
21so noted that recent developments in Latin America, especially
in Brazil and Ecuador, indicate that the region is now moving in
a positive direction,




Stuart Eizenstadt, Assistant to the President for Domestic Affairs
and Pﬂlicx

Mr. Eizenstadt discussed the Administration's energy -
policies. 1In 1970 the U.S. paid $3 billion for imported oil; in p
1980 it will pay $80 billion, As a result of this increase, ;
capital spending has suffered, jobs have been exported, and infla-
tion has been driven up. The President has declared . .at the high
import mark should be the 1977 total of 8.5 million barrels per
day, and that this should be gradually reduced during the 19&0's
to 4.5-5 mbd. To achieve this goal, the Administration has
espoused a number of policies:

{4 Realistic world pricing - Energy prices should reflect
true cost and replacement value. Controls on domestic
prices are a disincentive to both production and con-
sumption, and an incentive to imported energy. The
Natural Gas Act of 1978 moves toward world pricing
through complete decontrol of domestic natural gas
prices by 1985. Using his executive authority, the
President has moved to decontrol oil by 1981.

- Encouraging production of existing fossil fuels -
Domestic production declined at an annual rate of 5%
during the 1970's (except when the Alaska fields came
on line). Decontrol of prices will keep production
constant and perhaps increase it.

5 Conservation incentives - Price decontrol, tax credits
for home weatherizing, the tax on the purchase of gas
guzzlers have led to energy conservation. In 1979,
there was an increase in the number of autos on the i
roads, yet gasoline consumption fell 5%, and in December
1979 gas use was 10% lower than in December 1978.

4. Rapid conversion of power facilities from oil to domestic
coal - The utility back-out bill, if passed by Congress,
will save one million barrels of oil per day in the 1980's.

-3 Development of renewable energy - The solar energy pro-
gram has been trebled, and the solar bank will increase
it further. The use of gasohol in the U.S. will guadruple
in 1980,

6. Nuclear energy - the U.S. must have it despite the risks,
and the recommendations of the Three-Mile Island
commission, when adopted, will make it safer. The U.S.
must license the 90 nuclear plants now being reviewed.

A nuclear waste disposal bill has been sent to Congress,
and nuclear fusion technology is coming in the 19B0's.
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7.  Synthetic fuels - The development of 'clean-burning
liquid gas from coal and oil shale is necessary as
the U.S. has a 300-year supply of coal and enough
oil shale to replace two Saudi Arabias. The program
will be financed by the windfall-profits tax when it
is passed, although Senator Dole has told the White
House to expect an extended debate in the Senate,
meaning a filibuster.

In response -o questions, Mr. Eizenstadt said the
Administration believes that coal can be burned within the require-
ments of the Clean Air Act using new technology, whether it is
so-called "clean" or "dirty" coal. While decontrol of domestic
energy prices will be inflationary in the short-term, dependence
on imported energy is the true engine of inflation, and reducing
that dependence is deflationary in the longer term. He noted that
in February there was a 109% increase in the price of o0il. The
U.S. can counter OPEC pricing policies only with an independent
energy policy. Iran showed OPEC that the west is so ill-prepared
for & shutdown that any declin: in production can push up the price.
There is no easy solution, military or otherwise, to OPEC. The
idea of a single U.S. Government agency to purchase foreign oil
has been rejected because direct negotiations between the U.s.
Government and the oil producers would politicize what is now
primarily a commercial activity. Grain cannot be used as a weapon
against OPEC either because the member countries generally have

small populations and could easily replace the little grain they
do purchase,

PRESIDENT COMMEMORATES MIDEAST PEACE TREATY

WASHINGTON -- PRESIDENT CARTER HELD A WHITE HOUSE CEREMONY
MARCH 23 TO COMMEMORATE THE FIRST ANNIVERSARY OF THE SIGNING
OF THE TREATY OF PEACE BETWEEN EGYPT AND ISRAEL. CARTER NOTED
THAT SINCE THE ACCORD WAS REACHED ON MARCH 26, 1979, ISRAEL HAS
RETURNED A LARGE PART OF THE SINAI TO EGYPT, AND EGYPT "HAS
ACCELERATED THE NORMALIZATION PROCESS EVEN FASTER THEN WE HAD
ENVISIONED A YEAR AGO'".

FOLLOWING IS THE FULL TEXT OF THE PRESIDENT'S REMARKS:

(BEGIN TEXT)

THIS IS ANOTHER FINE DAY. AMBASSADOR GHORBAL, AMBASSADOR
EVRON, FRIENDS OF MY COUNTRY AND OF ISRAEL AND OF EGYPT, IT IS
A PLEASURE TO HAVE YOU BACK WITH US.

A YEAR AGO, MANY OF YOU JOINED US HERE AT THE WHITE HOUSE
FOR A THRILLING MOMENT: THE SIGNING OF A PEACE TREATY BETWEEN
EGYPT AND ISRAEL. WE STOOD IN THE BRIGHT SPRING SUNSHINE.,
FILLED WITH A HOPE OF A NEW BEGINNING FOR A NATION WHICH I LOVE
HERE AND FOR TWO NATIONS IN A REGION WHICH HAVE LONG BEEN AT WAR.

TERRORISM.  WE ARE COMMITTED TO A JERUSALEM THAT WILL FOREVER
REMAIN UNDIVIDED WITH FREE ACCESS -——- (APPLAUSE) -- WITH FREE
ACCESS TO ALL FAITHS TO THE HOLY PLACES. NOTHING WILL DEFLECT
US FROM THESE FUNDAMENTAL PRINCIPLES AND COMMITMENTS WHICH I
HAVE JUST OUTLINED.

AS YOU ALL KNOW, ALSO, THE UNITED STATES HAS BROADENED AND
HAS DEEPENED ITS VALUABLE (RELATIONSHIP) WITH EGYPT -— THE LARGEST
AND THE MOST POWERFUL AND THE MOST INFLUENTIAL ARAB NATION ON
EARTH.  PRESIDENT SADAT, WITH HIS HEROISM, HAS BROUGHT ABOUT
PROFOUND CHANGES NOT ONLY IN THE REST OF THE WORLD, BUT IN EGYPT'S
OWN INTERNAL LIFE.  AND HE HAS MADE EGYPT A LEADER AMONG NATIONS
IN THE PURSUIT OF PEACE. WE SUPPORT EGYPT'S SECURITY AND ITS

"This ia the first time that the Palestinian Arabs have a chance of
gecuring something, of making some progress in their standing in this
country and in the region. For there is little they can gain from

the deelarations of Furopean statesmen, or from UN resolutions, or
from terrorist activities... Erperience shows that, by their extremist
behaviour, they have been wunable to achieve anything in practice.

The only eoncrete proposal that gives them a chance, today, to at-
tain a serious position and to play a role in determining that po-
sition in the region is the autonomy plam."”

The current negotiations on granting autonomy to the Palestinian Arab inhabitants
of Judea, Samaria and Gaza are the outcome of a negotiated agreement upon which
Israel, Egypt -the major state of the Arab world -and the United States came to
terms at Camp David. That framework package is the fruit of difficult negotiations
which lasted some ten months; it represents a triumph for compromise and illuminates
the one secure path through the conflicting concerns and interests which have pitted
the Arab world against Israel in five major wars; it rests upon Security Coun-
cil Resolutions 242 and 338.

As recognized both by the Armistice Accords of 1949 - which ended the War of Inde-
pendence of 1948 - and the Interim Accord of 1975 - which ended the Yom Kippur War
of 1973 - peace must, of necessity, be made by the same parties that had participated
in the fighting. Thus, in Israel's view, the major priority has always been the es-
tablishment of peace with any one of her neighbours so willing. Clearly the corol-
lary of that desire has been that the Arab states should forego their sworn inten-
tions to destroy Israel, and accept her as a sovereign and recognized neighbour.
It was on this basis that President Sadat came to Jerusalem in 1977, and that the

process which led to the Camp David Accords and the Israel-Egypt peace treaty started.

During his visit to Ismailia in December 1977, the Prime Minister of Israel proposed
that, in addition to peace between Israel and Egypt, the problem of the Palestinian
Arab inhabitants of Judea, Samaria and Gaza be considered for resolution, and the



idea of cutonomy was first brought up.

Israel's Proposal

Israel's proposal for a self-governing authority was presented in the absence of any
other acceptable formula for the resolution of a problem which had been created by

the Arab states.

It was a historic turning point for the Palestinian Arabs, since it offered them a
status and advantages which no one had hitherto proposed.

The autonomy agreement was intended as a practical solution to the status of the Pa-
lestinian Arabs. This solution would answer the needs of all parties concerned: Is-
rae1's need for security and defence in depth on her eastern border; the Egyptian
wish to adhere to the Arab cause; and last, but not least, the need of the Palestin-
ian Arabs to govern their own affairs.

The essence of the plan is simple. The Arab inhabitants will be allowed to fully
manage all those areas of legitimate internal administration, but matters which could
be detrimental to Israel would be excluded. Israel will retain those powers and
functions which are essential to her defence and security. Pending the initial
five-year period of autonomy, all options will remain open, and at that time the
claims of the parties will be negotiated. These negotiations"shall be based on all
the provisions and principles of UN Security Council Resolution 2425 and will "de-
termine the final status" of the areas. According to the Camp David Agreements, two
separate but related committees will convene, one consisting of Israel, Egypt, Jor-
dan and the elected representatives of the inhabitants of Judea, Samaria and the
Gaza district, to agree on the final status of these areas, and the second committee,
consisting of the representatives of Israel and Jordan and the inhabitants of the
areas,to negotiate the peace treaty between Israel and JOrdan.

The Past: Unaccepted Solutions

Israel's autonomy proposal was put forward following a long history of abortive pro-
posals which had been unacceptable to one or more of the parties.

s o

This solution was put forward following the 1967 war, by the recently founded terro-
rist organizations. Previous to that time, Judea and Samaria had been annexed by




.

Jordan in 1950 (With the exception of Great Britain and Pakistan, the entire interna-
tional community, including the countries of the Arab League, refused to recognize this
annexation.); the Gaza district had been ruled by Egypt. The inhabitants of Judea and
Samaria continued to hold Jordanian citizenship after 1967, and the proposal was pro-
moted in the main by Arab terrorist organizations based in Beirut. In this context it
is worth noting that within the historic area of Palestine, two states already exist, an
and that one of them, Jordan, is composed of an ethnic majority of Palestinians.

This proposal suggested, in effect, the creation of a second Palestinian Arab state,
that is, a twenty-third Arab state.

Such a solution cannot be acceptable to Israel under any circumstances. The establish-
ment of another Palestinian Arab state would create a political vacuum which would be
filled by the terrorist organizations; it would provide a strategic foothold for the
Soviet Union or its Cuban surrogates in this area, and would threaten the long-term
interests of the West and the very existence of Israel. President Carter has noted,
in this respect:

"I am opposed to an independent Palestinian state because in my own

Judgement and in the judgement of many leaders in the Middie East,

including Arab leaders, this would be a destabiliaing factor and
would not be in the US interest.”

(Statement at the White House,
25 February 1980)

No Arab leader has, in fact, requested the creation of such a state: .

b) Territorial Partition

—————————————————————

Previous governments of Israel have put forward proposals to partition Judea and
Samaria. In essence such proposals called for "secure and recognized boundaries,"
in place of the insecure lines of 1949, and the "withdrawal of the armed forces from
territories occupied in the recent conflict" (but not all the territories). Thus,
Israel would retain areas essential to her security, whilst the populated heartlands
of Judea and Samaria would be returned to the control of Jordan.

These proposals were consistently rejected by King Hussein of Jordan, who insisted
on the complete and unconditional evacuation of all the territories by Israel.
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One should note, in this context, that the great majority of Israelis reject a return

to the vulnerable 1967 borders. No other viable solution has ever been put forward

by any other party. The autonomy proposal is therefore the only solution which has

been agreed upon by an Arab state. It is a solution which has grown out of a long

and d1§{1cu1t prﬁses _Eijﬂfgutiatiuns and which represents, in fact, the second part

of the E;;Egiigﬁiéiiiﬂe&ty, based on these countries' acceptance of Resolution 242.
Moreover, it is a solution which is conditional upon the original terms of the same .|
resolution, calling for a peace "in which every state in the area can live in security."

It is in this spirit that Israel in the treaty with Egypt has made far-reaching ter-
ritorial sacrifices, and has opened the way to autonomy in Judea, Samaria and Gaza.

Egypt recognized the wisdom of the phased approach to the question of the
final status of the areas, and thus the Camp David accords were agreed upon.

Any change in these basic tenets would prejudge the final status of the areas and would
thus undermine the only agreed-upon solution. It would also destroy all possibility
of sound and constructive negotiations in the future.

Israel's security was a basic tenet of both Resolution 242 and the Camp David accords.
To negate that tenet would mean putting Israel's security in jeopardy, and would en-
danger the whole area.

A Mid-Way Point

The forthcoming visit of President Sadat and Prime Minister Begin to H&shingtun will
continue the process of negotiating "transitional arrangements" for Judea, Samaria
and Gaza. Israel can look back with a sense of accomplishment on the achievements of
the peace-building process thus far. For Israel this has been the realization of a
dream - the dream of peace. It is an achievement which Israel does not want to jeo-
pardize. That peace process can be brought to fruition only in an unfettered process
of negotiations free from outside pressure or interference, and based upon what has
been achieved thus far. Israel believes, therefore, that within the parameters de-
termined by the necessities of her security, and the continuous threat of Arab aggres-
sion from the east, it is possible to achieve full autonomy as agreed upon at Camp
David, and extend the benefits of peace to other elements in the Middle East who gen-
uinely desire them, above all to the Palestinian Arab inhabitants of Judea, Samaria
and Gaza.

When President Sadat visited Jerusalem in November 1977, a peace treaty between Egypt
and Israel was envisaged within the year. As matters turned out, it took 16 months to
complete the negotiations; that fact does not render the treaty that was ultimately
signed between the two countries less valid - or less of an historic achievement.

Similarly in the case of the autonomy talks, there is no call for a sense of impending
doom because the target date of May 26 is approaching and the possibility exists that
agreement will not have been reached by that time. With both sides determined - as
they have repeatedly stated they are - to bring these negotiations to a successful

conclusion as speedily as possible, agreement will surely be reached, before or after
May 26.

Israel's leaders, for their part, will certainly do everything within their capacity
to help extend the gains made so far in the peace process to the rest of this region
and its war-weary peoples.

This has thus delayed implementation of
the procedural understanding between us and the importance of which
you emphasized in your previous message of 19 March.

I agree to your suggestion regarding the establishment
of the Steering Committee to meet in Israel on Sunday, 23 March and
I have appointed Ambassador Ezgat Abdel Latif to represent me in
this Committee. As to the date of next week's Plenary, it is aareed
that it will be held on 25 March, at Alexandria.

Reference to your cable dated March 14, 1980

1. T wish first of all to stress that we are

determined to go ahead with the negotiations concerning
all aspects of the establishment of full autonomy in the
West Bank and CGaza, in order to achieve tangible results
before May 26.

2. In this regard, we are abiding both by the texts and spirit
of the Camp David Agreements, and by the procedural
understandings reached between us.

3. I wish therefore to draw your attention to the fact
that when in the last Accadia meeting, we discussed
the formation of working groups on ministerisl level,
we focused on the working group dealing with security
which your government has not yetagreed to establish
and which, in our copinion, would be a most positive
contribution towards helping overcome many of the
difficulties facing the negotiationms.

4. As to the two committees which we agreed to establish

in the Hague meeting, the economic and legal committees,

we have chosen to represent us in both very able and

senior ambassadors who will enjoy full powers to deal with

all matters entrusted to them. It was never our understanding,
nor the American understanding, that you had set as a pre-
condition that these committees be at ministerial level., In
fact, the Hague communique specifically mentioned high level
representation which does not necessarily mean ministerial
level., Furthermore, the ministers would not have found, due to
their many other obligations, enough time to spare for these
meetings which we want to be intensive.

5. I agree in principle with your proposals concerning

the program of the meetings, although it is my opinion that

it is not so much the frequency or length of the meetings,

but the political will to come to a satisfactory agreement,
which will determine the fate of our endeavors. I therefore
hope that your government will approach the next delicate phase
of the negotiations in the appropriate spirit so as to bring

Evron about the US draft on points of agreement in our
Cairo meeting. I must say that I think your points were
well taken but I would like to respond specifically to
each of them.

(1) You did make clear to me your concerns about the
formation of "groups'" which could lead to a PLO front
organization in the territories. I am equally concerned
by this danger. By the same token, however, we must ask
how we can structure free elections, to which we are both .
committed, without permitting some form of political
association. T am sure the working group will be engaged
in thinking creatively about this subject, and I look
forward to discussing it further with you when next we

meet.

(2) I agree that you used 'water' and "educational
material' as examples of areas, but not the only areas,
_where varying degrees of shared responsibility would be
needed.

(3) As for security, my recollection is that there

Dr. Khalil suggested that two proposals regarding election modalities be presented to
the forthcoming plenary meeting.

Firstly Dr. Khalil suggested that a discussion be entered into regarding the number of
persons on whe administrative council and on the number of voters in each constituency,
Or. Burg responded that he would want to avoid any inference or intimation of a
parliament or parliamentary-type body. Dr. Burg agreed, however, that the subject

be presented for discussion, and agreed that the subject might be transferred to the
working groups. .

Dr. Khalil raised the second proposal whereby he sought a means to guarantee freedom
of assembly and expression to those participating in the &#ections. Dr. Burg responded
that the Shaaka affair had made this issue a sensitive one and that timing was
important. Dr. Burg was of the opinion that two important issues were relevant in

this matter: that of security, and that of ensuring the appropriate atmosphere. Dr.
Burg recalled the conversation which he had had with Mr, Linowitz in Washington on

the subject.

The discession turned to the matter of powers and responsibilities.

Or. Khalil raised the issue of Palestinians, and asked what could be done regarding
their non=representatien in the negotiations.

The continuing discussion focussed on Dr. Burg's suqgestion of a ‘heew-tieped division
of the powers and responsibilities:
(a) those powers and responsibilities which could be transferred)
ﬁb} those items whre responsibility would have to be shared, such as water;
c) security issues. .

Dr. Burg was of the opinion that it was as yet premature for raising the security 1ssue.
Dr. Burg spoke of joint ventures such as in water affairs,
Dr. Khalil was opposed to the idea.

Dr. Khalil was of the opinion that certain issues could be postponed until Palestinians
Joined the negodtations. '

Dr. Linowitz noted that both parties agreed that there weee other things to be dealt
with at this stace,

Dr. Burg suggested that economic issues be discussed at working group level,

In reporting the discussion which had taken place, Mr. Linowitz noted that when Dr.

Khalil had asked what should be done about the Palestinians Dr. Burg had not answered
him,

Mr. Linowitz reported (during the plane Jodrney) that he had suggested that a second
working group on security be established. Mr. Kubersky noted that there was a distinction
in Canp David between internal and external security. Mr, Linowitz responded that Dr,

eel2



Khal1l had not mentioned this distinction. Dr. Burg noted that wsrael would not agree,
at this stage, to a working group on security.

Dr. Burg referred to the issue of the number of members (constituencies). In the car
journey to the airport Dr. Butros Ghali had stated that there should be 90 members of
the SGA (AC). He had said “we have been talking for six months and we have not seen
the release of prisoners”. Dr. Burg had told him that he (Burg) was not the address
for issues such as this.

Mr. Linowitz stated:

"We must see what was said, Dr, Khalil, as you noticed, 1s somewhat distracted. In

my private discussion with him earlier I said 1t was unfortunate that I will not be

present next week, He was distracted ... He thought that I would be there. He

apologised to me later for his misunderstanding. He asked me how my meeting in
qi¥ﬂerusalem had been., I replied that 1t had been very good. He noted that Sadat

was sick and that he had been out walking déspite the fact that he had a cold. 1

told him that ny talk with Begin had been fine. 1 said that there is something @

that he is concerned about: the pace of normalisation. Israel has done everything |

... the 011 ... and 1s not getting a response. Khalil got upset. He exclaimed

'What does he want? What can we do?' He got mad at me, I said that Begin had

said to me that I should tell $adat that he had waited for a letter, for a

response. He is waiting for nommalisation. I think he is under & lot of pressure.

When you, Dr. Burg, joined the meeting and started talking of the same thing,

Khalil looked at me and smiled."

Dr. Burg stated that Dr, Khalil might have thought that there had been collusion.

Mr. Linowitz reported that Dr. Khalil had said that progress at the next plenary
depended on commitment and that he (Linowitz) had suggested that in powers and
responsibilities an imaginative approach was needed. Dr. Khalil had agreed and

asked for Mr. Linowitz's suggestion. When Mr. Linowitz stated that some things could
be easily transferred, Dr. Khalil had retorted that "Camp David says all". Mr.
Linowitz had stated "I do not remember €amp David says ‘all'. You won't see that
word in Camp David. Negotiations must decide which powers and responsibilities ...
let us see if we can indicate which are easlly transferrable and negotiate the rest."

Mr. Linowitz stated that he thought that on powers and responsibilities Dr. Khalil .
understood that there would be a separate group on those powers and responsibilities
which Israel was willing to transfer., There would then be a groupoon those to be
discussed. There would then be security issues. Dr. Burg had stated that it was too
early for security discussions. Mr. Linowitz said that Pe had told Dr. Khalil that

he had said to President Carter that Dr. Burg was the only one ray of hope. Or,

Khalil had responded that he knew Dr. Burg well and that he was a fair man.

Mr. Linowitz sgpessed the need to put down something in writing which was mutually
agreed upon by Israel and the United States ... notes of the discussion. Mr. Linowitz
said that Ambassador Atherton could take &he agreed notes to Dr. Khalil. ODr, Burg
stated that he would first 11ke to see the notes. Dr. Burg further stated that Bbere
was a procedure whereby he would talk to Prime Minister Begin and to his ministerial
m1leagues, Dr. Burg stated that constitu#ncdées could not be discussed at next week's
plenary but could be sent back to the working groups. Mr. Linowitz staged that Dr.
Khalil had not disagreed with this procedure.

of the gross capital formation of the countries concerned. Egypt and

Israel's total investment in the coming decade is expected to amount to

about 16-12 billion dollars per year. Thus, the sum required by the prograr

would be about 3 billion dollars per year. In the initial stage of
planning and launching of projects, the expenditures would be relatively
small - about one billion dollars per year - and it
would Increase progressively to a cumulative total of seme $30 billion
by the end of the decaac. If and when other countries of the region join

the plan, the requisite funding would rise accordingly.

This is without question a huge outlay, but if used correctly it

promises an even bigger return to the Middle Fast and to the entire world,

The most suitable way of implementing this program is undoubtedly
cooperation,both between the countries of the region themselves and with
such industrial couniries as are ready to act for peace and stability in

this part of the wurld,
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Experience elsewhere shows that e method generally employed is
establishment of & regional framework for economic development, whether
in the form of a regional development bank or a special international
fund. It therefore seems advisable to follow this pattern. Implementation
of investments through such an institution would further contribute to

mutual understanding and strengthen the links between the countries of

the region,

This framework would in the first instance be established on a
non-sermanent basis for one decade. Later the member states could decide
whether to convert it into a permanent regional development bank. The
fund would participate in formulating developrent concepts and in
creating the economic conditions for ensuring the success of the invest-
ments. The scope of the fund's commitmente and its ongoing activity
would create the atmosphere of stability -needed for bringing the
development efforts to fruition, It would also encourage the flow of
capital as well as knowhow, skill and enterprise from a variety of
sources and thus, the constructive cooperation, in the.ﬁeace process, of
countries outside the region. Membership in the proposed body would be

]
open not only to countries of the region but to every country actively

seeking peace; as such, the fund would resemble many other international

bodies,

The required financial means could be raised from several sources.
Part could be soft ODA credits from the member states. They would not
have to pay their full subscription at once; part could be paid with the
establishment of the fund, accompanied by a commitment to increase their

participation in the tuture, Part of this commi tment could be the
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repaynents of Israel's and Egypt's defense liabilitiesin the coming

decade, to the U.S. and other member-states, These payments would be

made to the fund in local currency (Israeli and Egyptian pounds) and

would be usec for financing projects in these countries, The sums could,
in turn, constitute part of the participation of the countries lending

t e fund and would be recorded as loans to it. The fund could raise

audizional money by turning to world capital markets. The broader
the Fund's international base, the lower the probable price of capital

.btained in this fashion.

The financing of approved projects could be carried out in
several ways: the fund could supply long-term credits; we could also
conceive of cofinancing with international,state-owned and commercial
banks. The provision of credit for long periods would ease the terms of
the finance. Another possibility is direct investment in local i

enterprises, The fund could alse provide guarantees to local enter- i

prises wishing to raise capital abroad, which would lower the price of

the capital so mobilized,

It is essential that the fund's assistance be provided as long-
term so as to enable eccromic growth during the transition period from
war to peace, a period still characterised by high current defense
spending and inherited defense 1iabilities, both imposing a very heavy
burden. The projects to be financed should be selected according to
criteria of economic efficiency, with special emphasis on their

contribution to: (a) structural change necessary for the transition ¥

from 2 war to a peacetime economy and (b) strengthening of mutual
economic relations between the countries in the region, A positive decision

on the need for a o-oject would be followed by the issue of a tender




for its implementation.on which al] companies in member states would be

free 1. bid. The fund would follow the implementation of the project

closely,at all stages,and would release money as work progresses,

Estat’izhment of a working group

Avoexpert international working group should be formed in *he near

future to study the idea and recommend alternative proposals for the

fu!'s organization. This group should include experts from the

susiness nd financial communities as well as of the public sector,

The group should be appointed with the consent of interested governments but

not be under their jurisdiction, The group could begin functioning as

soon as possible and submit its recommendations to the governments

concerned within a few months,

With good will and cooperation by all the parties cancerned, the

fund could begin to operate within a year from today and so contribute °

to the strengthening of the peace process.

Thank you for your letter dated June 16, 1979, delivered’
: by Ambassador Samuel Lewis to the Prime Minister, the Foreign Minlster
S and myself in my vapacity as Chalrman of the Israel Delegation to the
Negotiations on the arrangements for providing Autonomy to the Arab
inhabitants of Judea, Samaria and the Gaza District.

In general terms, this reflects the statement I presented
to Ambassador Lewis on June 14, 1979 and which was transmitted to
you.

However, therc are some passages or expressions in
your letter to which the Government of Israel cannot agree because
they are inconsistent with the text of the Camp David Agreement:

Ly In the first sentence you refer to the "West Bank/
Gaza negotiations.” No such term is to be found
in the Camp David Agreement which stipulates clearly
> that the subject to be negotiated is providing full
i autonomy to the inhabitants of the areas concerned
{in Israel's terminology: Judea, Samaria ami the Gaza
Districl) .

B) In both documents mentioned above we quote literally
the last sentence of the joint letter addressed by
President A. Sadat and Prime Minister M. Begin to
President Jimmy Carter; certainly the noun derived
from the verb "to participate" is "participant".

c) On page 2 you write "Our purpose is to help the
parties spoecified In the Framework reach agreement
on a transitional regime on the West Bank and Gaza."

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Again, it Is my duty to stress that the words

'transitional regime" do not appear at all in the

Camp David Agreement. That international document

signed by President A, Sadat and Prime Minister M, .
Begin and by President Jimmy Carter as a witness

thereto stipulates: )

"When the self-governing authority

Bank and Gaza is estahlished and
Inaugurated, the transitional period
—r . of five years will begin, " '

I hope, Mr, Secretary, that we are all agreer'd that the
language of the Tamp David Agreement should not be altered.
