Each of you will have a faculty advisor who
best represents your background and program needs. The staff of the
program in International Agriculture will serve with your advisor to
coordinate both on and off campus activities.

The overall objective of the Humphrey Fellowship Program
administered at Cornmell by the International Agriculture Program is to
provide participants with the opportunity to enhance both their
theoretical knowledge and practical skills. A typical program would
ineclude academic coursework, participation in especially designed
seminars and workshops, meetings with appropriate persons in their field
of interest, and an internship experience in a private or public
organization. To be more specific, activities for Humphrey Fellows
include:

L Academic courses directly related to their professional needs
and field of interest. It is recommended that the academic
portion of your program be designed in a way to allow time
for non-academic/off-campus professional development
activities.

2. Fellows are required to enroll in IA 703 -- Seminar for
Specific Projects in Agricultural and Rural Development.
This seminar provides participants the opportunity to present
their specific projects. Also, it serves as a forum for
discussion of current issues in low-income agricultural and
rural development.

3. Fellows are expected to participate in a special weekly
seminar series. You will have the opportunity to give a l% -
2 hour presentation on your country, job responsibilities,
and on how you view the role of the Humphrey Program in
relation to your goals and objectives. (Please bring slides
and other supportive materials.) Guest speakers will be
invited in to give presentations on topics of common interest
to the group.

4. Fellows participate in two one-week workshops: in November,
the Washington meetings provide an introduction to U.S.
institutions, Federal agencies and international

organizations; in June, the Minnesota workshop offers a forum
for discussion of development problems and issues.

5. Special field trips are arranged that are of interest to all
Humphrey Fellows. Examples include a tour of farming
operations, visits to a variety of public and private
organizations and/or agencies.

b. Fellows are expected to take part in individual professional
development activities. These activities may include
internships with government agencies or private
organizations/corporations which permit first-hand experience
with other professionals. IIE provides each Fellow with
$1200 for such professional development activities.

T Fellows will have opportunities to give seminars to a variety
of audiences on and off campus.

Details about the nature and scope of your program will be worked out
during the first few weeks you are at Cornell.

You are undoubtedly anxious about many aspects of your personal
life in Ithaca including housing, meals, clothing, tramsportation,
social activities, etc. The enclosed brochure on pre-arrival
information for foreign students will provide you with some of this
information.

We have asked the Institute of International Education to advise
you to arrive in Ithaca no later than August 15 so you can make




arrangements for housing during your stay at Cornell, It is important
that you arrive in Ithaca early since the selection of of f-campus
housing is limited and student demand for it is very high. Although you
will be selecting and leasing your own housing, we will provide you with
some assistance about locations within walking distance of the campus,
approximate costs and leasing combinations.

It is very important for us to know the exact date and time you
will arrive in Ithaca so we may reserve temporary university housing for
you while you arrange for more permanent housing. 1f you intend to
bring your spouse and family, please inform us of this and the number of
your family members who will accompany you. Please advise us
immediately of your time and arrival date.

We will meet you at the airport in Ithaca if you send your arrival
time and date. I1f there is a transportation delay or other problems,
you may call me at my office (607) 256-3035, or home (607) 535-7646.

Upon arrival in Ithaca we will provide you with an orientation
program, including a campus tour, library tour, information on banking,
housing, mail delivery, bus schedules, registration procedures, and many
other items.

I1f you have any questions about the program or personal matters
that require an answer in advance of your arrival, please do not
hesitate to contact me. We look forward to having you at Cornell and
will expect to see you no later than August 15.

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‘Life in the West Bank has become almost unbearable’

During tha last academle year, | was act-
Ing president of Najuh NaUonal Unlversity,
the largest of the Lhree universities o the
West Bank. From experience, | can say that it
i Impassible W run @ Paleslinden university
undder Israell secupstion. Isracl's palleles In
the occupled lerrilories, especially with re-
gurd o schoois and universitles, have become
exceedingly oppressive. Generally, Wie In the
Wesl Hank has become almost unbearable,
parilculerly for the students who are con.
mantly subjected to harasament, including
arbillrary search and arrest, Imprisonment,
bealing, and sometimes even severe physlcal
abuse.

Al lhe university, 1 spent much of my time
trying W avold restrictlons Imposed by Lhe 15-
raell occupation nuthorities, We rejected
many of Lbese restrictions because they
would make the educational process guile
mesningless '

For example, they required the universi:
Hea to subinil the names of all students and
Tacully before school opened, and gave the
milltary suthoriiles the right to exclude stu-
dents and [acully members whom  they
deemed undesirable. They prohthited Arabs
from Jerusalem, Gaza, and Iscael to affilinle
with the universities as students or as facully.

Students and faculty who did not carry West
Bank identification cards were considered
forelgn and had to obtaln special permission
tram the lsruell suthorities who often did nod
pgrant thenmi.

Regulation 854 required Lthese Individuals
lo slgn statements that they did nol support
the PLA. Hecently, 12 faculty members at
Najah refused to sign the statements, and
they were deported to Jordan. [Now [srael re-
partedly has lifted Lhis specific requirement, |

Mosl of Najah's so-called foreign students
and laculty were aclually Palestinlun Arabs
whose famillies lived in the West Bank, Thoey
were West Hankers without IDs simply be-
cause they were nol In the srea in 1967, and
the lsraclis refused Lo recognize Lhem as resl-

dents. Sorne of the Individuals in this loreign

category were Israell Arabs, They had come
o the West Hank (o study or 1o Leach because
they had difficullles finding Jobs or allending
universities in Israel. Last year three of the
deans al Najah were Israeli Arabs. In fuct, no
less than one-thicd of Majah's facuity were in
this category of forelgners,

1 was refused a work penall. When my
three-month visa expired, [ had to leave toe
Wesl Bank and come back Lo get annther visa,
[ did this three times inone yoar. [ was deter-
mived to Kewep a low profile and not make un
{ssue of my partlcular situstion. 1 remem:

bered thal three yvears earlier, when I taught
al Birzeit University, I made an issue of &
simllar problem and was bealen by Isrneli
saidiers, along with another American, nght
In front of the military governor's office, The
experience taught me that Arab Americans n
the West Bank had very littie protection. This
Is why at Najah I tried to work guietly, think-
Ing that my work-was essential o the wellare
of the unlversily and Lhe people of the West
Bunk. I kepl out of politics as much 4
possible.

lean atlest Lo the nemerous hurdships and
Hiegal restrictions imposed or perpetrated by
the Israell authoritles. We could purchase no
book that was not approved by them, Many
periodicals, essentlal Lo our library, and
many books we needed in courses were de-
nled (o us, Even bogks wrillen by Jews, ke
Maxime Hodinson, were censored because
they were eritical of Israel.

In addition, we had Lo pay taxes on books,
bullding material, and lab equipment, Under
Inlernatlonal law these taxes were Wlegal be-
cause pre-occupatllon law  [Jordaniun)
exempted schools from the payment of Laxes.
Worse yel, Najah's. developmernl program
was in serlous Jeopardy because the authorl-
ties wouid not allow us W bulld an engineering
college and prevented us from building on &
now campus sile which we had purchased

earlier.

However, the most pressing problem was
& human onet. Perhaps over one-thicd of our
student body had becen In Israell jalls, which
students jokingly referred (o as ““The Hilton. '
Some of these students were routinely beaten
and hnd diffleulty finishing 8 semester’s
work. Al the end of the {irst sernester, Israclis
prevented students from coming Lo Lhe uni-
versily, One facully member had to glve five
finals Lo the same class hecause only a few
students could manage Lo show up each time,

But the worst that | witnessed occurred in
June, after the Lebanese Invasion. Seores of
Lsraell soldlers attacked the university using
real bullets, They had come to disperse a stu-
denl demonstration protesting the Invesion,
Elght students were Injured.

I see no reliefl for the people of Lhe West
Bank untll the Israelis are persuaded Lo get
out. As long as they think the ares balonygs to
them, they will nol hesitate lo make lfe un-
bearable for {ls Arub Inhabllants, However, It
might be helpful if the United States and other
natlons strongly protested Israell palicles and
actions thal are either Wegal or cruel, Silence
can never prevent humantrigedies, *

The Ministry of Foreign Affairs presents its compliments to the Embassy
of the United States of Ameriea and has the honour to refer to the Embassy's Note
no. 26 of May 20 1979, concerning the deportation of American citizens Michael

Urban Derrick and Karl Alexi Derrick from the Judea and Samaria Area,

At the request of the Ministry , the Israel Defence Forces, the Ministry
of the Interior and the Israel Police carried out a full and comprehensive

investigation into the case.

The presence of the Derrick brothers in the Area of Judea and Samaria
was In violation of the General Entry Permit (No. 5) (Israeli citizens and Foreign
citizens), 5730-1970, which in art. 2{6) thereof limits the presence in the Areas
for periods longer than 48 hours only to those holding valid permits, The Derrick
brothers held no such valid permit, a fact which in itself was punishable according
to art. 4 of the General Entry Permit by imprisonment of 2 years ind a fine of

IL 2000.

According to art. 3 of the above mentioned General Entry Permit, the
Military Commander may at any time at his sole discretion declare by order that
the General Permit is not to apply to a certain person, even if this person was not

violating the General Entry Permit.

In the case of the Derrick brothers the Military Commander was therefore
authorized to declare by order that they were not permitted to stay in the Area even
if they were not violating the General Entry Permit. In this case, however, the
Brothers had been violating art.

He explained that when he had notified his MilGov staff
officer that he had invited me to lunch, the officer had
told him that it was against the rules without prior
permission from the MFA. Abu Salim repeatedly stated
that this was the first time he had ever had to retract
an offer of hospitality. He had gone to the Military
Governor -- supported by the MilGov Arab Affairs Advisor --
but had been rebuffed by BG Kastel.

CONFIDENTIAL
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COMMENT: The story Ciechanover told the DCM on April 5
was very inaccurate. I contacted the Military Governor's
office on the basis of BG Kastel's personal approval.

When told by his aide that I had to work through the MIA,
I contacted the MFA. My meeting with Col. Benyamin was
arranged via the MFA. On February 28 I did not go to

the Governor's office; I never even entered the MilGov

Hq. I was met at the entrance of the compound by an IDF
officer who was expecting me -- by name. I was in contact
with what I thought were the appropriate GOI officials at
every step of the process and followed their instructions,
or so I thought. It appears that, to the contrary, the
MFA and the MilGov people were not on the same wave
length.

Immedliately after our meeting with Prime Minlster Begln on
Friday, April 14, I went fo the American Consulate in Jeru-
gsalem to investigate the incident which you raised with me
during that meeting. As you recall, it concerned one of our
Consular Officers, Mr. Edmund Hull, whc had visited a
settlement at Haris on April 6. o e

As I reported later 1n the same day to you by telephone, I

am gquite persuaded that the incident was more an innocent
misunderstanding than anything else. I discovered that

Mr. Hull had recorded a description of the events the follow-
ing day, April 7, and had reported it to his supervisor. A
copy Mr. Hull's report is enclosed. From hils account, it
seems clear that:

A) Mr. Hull made no effort to conceal his identity
in attempting tec enter the site, and his automeoblle
bore distinctive CC license plates;

B) He was granted access by the guard at the gate without
delay;

C) There were no signs identifying the settlement as a
military site, and Mr. Hull reads Hebrew. It 1is
also very clear, however, that Mr. Hull should have
identified himself immediauely as a Consular official
rather than walting to do so.

I am convinced that there was no intent on Mr. Hull's part
to violate any IDF regulations or to conceal his identity.
He has been instructed to ldentify himself immediately in
any such future encounters.

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The following is Mr. Hull's report on his trip to Haris on
April 6, dated April 7, 1978;:

:Ehilﬂ_:ngL%;ur of some West Bank settlements April 6, Irhad
slight confrontation and I want to take this opportunity

to record my version.

"At the new Gush Emunim settlement at Haris a good deal of
work in leveling the ground and laying pipe was underway.

I contlnued along the road tc the enclosed area where six
pre-fab units have been emplaced. There are no military
slgnposts, flags or military vehlcles at the site which 1is
usually the case at Gush settlements in military camps. There
was a rope across the road (as at Shilo, a non-military site)
and a man in army fatigues with no rank or unit insignias was
on guard with a weapon. When challenged, I replied that I
wanted to talk to the secretary of the settlement and was ’

waved through. I was driving my own car with CC license
plates.

"Upon arriving at the group of pre-fabs and,; getting out of -
my car, I was challenged again by a man who was dressed like
the guard in fatigues showing no rank or unit. (The man '
later identified himself as reserve Sgt. Israel Tzimrin,

ID no. 194650.) He asked me in English who I was and what I
was dolng. I replied that I worked for the American Consulate
and was Interested in the work going on. He asked for
identification, but--as I was uncertain what exactly his
authority was--I requested he identify himself first. He
refused, as did I. Then I asked if the site was a military
area. He sald yes, 1t was. I said i1t was not apparent. 1I
noted there were no military markings or military wvehilcles.

He sald he had come in his private car. He asked how I had
comé in. I said the man at the road had let me in. He

agaln asked for ID, I again asked for his. He then said I
could not leave and ordered me to step into a room for
detention. At this stage, I thought 1t best that the man '
know clearly with whom he was dealing. ,I produced my ID

which he took. He ordered two similarly-dressed men to

watch me so that I should not leave. He then went to a fileld
telephone and made an inquiry. The response took several
minutes. Then, somewhat chagrined, he said everything was

ok. 'You have caused me a lot of trouble,' he mumbled. We
exchanged names. I then again complained that there was
little that was military in their camp or appearance. He

sald they were only reservists. I then left.

"I believe my detention was unjustified because:

"l. The area was notclearly identified as a military area,

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I entered the area with the knowledge and permissiop
of the individual standing guard,

The man who detained me was not clearly a soldier in
the IDF on duty at the time, and

The man refused to identify himself before ordering
me detained.”
