Purpose oF THIS DOCUMENT

This document is a statement of general initial policy relating to Japan after
surrender. It has been approved by the President and distributed to the
Supreme Commander for the Allied Powers and to appropriate U.S. depart-
ments and agencies for their guidance. It does not deal with all matters relating
to the occupation of Japan requiring policy determinations. Such matters as
are not included or are not fully covered herein have been or will be dealt with
separately.

Part [—UrtimaTe OBjECTIVES

The ultimate objectives of the United States in regard to Japan, to which
policies in the initial period must conform, are:

(¢) To insure that Japan will not again become a menace to the United
States or to the peace and security of the world.

(b) To bring about the eventual establishment of a peaceful and responsible
government which will respect the rights of other states and will support the
objectives of the United States as reflected in the ideals and principles of the
Charter of the United Nations. The United States desires that this government
should conform as closely as may be to principles of demaocratic self-government
hut it is not the responsibility of the Allied Powers to impose upon Japan any
form of government not supported by the freely expressed will of the people.

Thesr ohjectives will he achieved by the following principal means:

(b) Japan will be completely disarmed and demilitarized. The authority of
the militarists and the influence of militarism will be totally climinated from her
political, economic, and social life. Institutions expressive of the spirit of
militarism and aggression will be vigorously suppressed.

{¢) The Japanese pcople shall be encouraged to develop a desire forindividual
liberties and respect for fundamental human rights, particularly the freedoms
of religion, assembly, speech, and the press. They shall also be encouraged to
form democratic and representative organizations.

{d) The Japanese people shall be afforded opportunity to develop for them-
selves an econoemy which will permit the peacetime requirements of the popula-
tion to be met.

Part II—ArvEp AUTHORITY
1. Military Occupation

There will be a military ¢ upation of the Japanese home islands to carry
into effect the surrender ter.© and further the achievement of the ultimate
ohjectives stated above. The cccupation shall have the character of an operation
in behalf of the principal Allied powers acting in the interests of the United
Mations at war with Japan. For that reason, participation of the forces of other
nations that have taken a leading part in the waragainst Japan will be welcomed
and expected. The oceupation forces will be under the command of a Supreme
Commander designated by the United States,

Although every effort will be made, by consultation and by constitution of
appropriate advisory bodies, to establish policies for the conduct of the occupa-
tion and control of Japan which will satisfir the principal Allied powers, in the
tvcnt’ur any differences of opinion among them, the policies of the United
States will govern.

2. Relationship to Fapanese Government

The authority of the Emperor and the Japanese Government will be subject
to the Supreme Commander, who will possess all powers necessary to effectuate
the surrender terms and to carry out the paolicies established for the conduct of
the occupation and the control of Japan.

In view of the present character of Japanese society and the desire of the
United States to attain its objectives with a minimum commitment of its forces
and resources, the Supreme Commander will exercise his authority through
Japanese governmental machinery and agencies, including the Emperor, to
the extent that this satisfactorily furthers United States objectives, The Japanese
Government will be permitted, under his instructions, to exercise the normal
powers of government in matters of domestic administration. This policy, how-
ever, will be subject to the right and duty of the Supreme Commander to re- |
fuire changes in governmental machinery or personnel or te act divect!,  'the
Emperor or other Japanese authority does not satisfactorily meet the require-
ments of the Supreme Commander in effectuating the surrender terms. This

(¢) The Allied Powers for their part recognize that Japan as a sovereign
nation possesses the inherent right of individual or collective self-defense
referred to in Article 51 of the Charter of the United Nations and that
Japan may voluntarily enter into collective security arrangements.

For the purposes of the present Treaty the Allied Powers shall be the
States at war with Japan, or any State which previously formed a part of
the territory of a State named in Article 23, provided that in each case the
State concerned has signed and ratified the Treaty. Subject to the provi-
sions of Article 21, the present Treaty shall not confer any. rights, titles
or benefits on any State which is not an Allied Power as hercin defined;
nor shall any right, title or interest of Japan be deemed to be diminished
or prejudiced by any provision of the Treaty in favor of a State which i
not an Allied Power as so defined.

ArTICLE 26

Japan will be prepared to conclude with any State which signed or
adhered to the United Nations Declaration of January 1, 1942, and which
is at war with Japan, or with any State which previously formed a part of
the territory of a State named in Article 23, which is not a signatory of the
present Treaty, a bilateral Treaty of Peace on the same or substantially the
same terms as are provided for in the present Treaty, but this obligation on

the part of Japan will expire three years after the first coming into force of

the present Treaty. Should Japan make a peace settlement or war claims
scttlement with any State granting that State greater advantages than those
provided by the present Treaty, those same advantages shall be extended
to the parties to the present Treaty.

Japan has signed a Treaty of Peace with the Allied Powers. On the
coming into force of that Treaty, Japan will not have the effective means
to exercise its inherert right of self-defense because it has been disarmed.

There is danger to Japan in this situation because irresponsible mili-
tarism has not yet been driven from the world. Therefore, Japan desires
a Security Treaty with the United States of America to come into force
simultancously with the Treaty of Peace between Japan and the United
States of America.

The Treaty of Peace recognizes that Japan as a sovereign nation has
the right to enter into collective security arrangements, and, further, the
Charter of the United Nations recognizes that all nations possess an in-
herent right of individual and collective self-defense.

In exercise of these rights, Japan desires, as a provisional arrangement
for its defense, that the United States of America should maintain armed
forces of its own in and about Japan so as to deter armed attack upon
Japan.

The United States of America, in the interest of peace and security,
is present]y willing to maintain certain of its armed forces in and about
Japan, in the expectation, however, that Japan will itself increasingly
assume responsibility for its own defense against direct and indirect
aggression, always avoiding any armament which could be an offensive
threat or serve other than to promote peace and security in accordance with
the purposes and principles of the United Nations Charter.

Accordingly, the two countries have agreed as follows:

Articie I

Japan grants, and the United States of America accepts the right, upon
the coming inte force of the Treaty of Peace and of this Treaty, to dispose
United States land, air and sea forces in and about Japan. Such forces
may be utilized to contribute to the maintenance of international peace
nd sccurity in the Far East and to the security of Japan against armed
