"Specifically, Iwish to request the Governments of Israel and the United Arah

2, A careful examination of the terms of Epyvit's Alde Mémoire of 15 February .
1971, leads to the conclusion that Egypt has nl complied with Ambassador Jarring's
request for its commitment as formulated by him on page 2 of his Aide Mfmoire
because it did not unrescerevedly assent Lo the exact lorms stipulated by him, 'As

will be gathered from the [ollowing analysis of Egypt's reply, it expressed its

conditions was unwarranted by the terms of Ambassador Jarring's request, -~
Consequently, Egypt’s reply must be considered as tantamount Lo a rejection

3. Egypt states on page J of its Aide MEmoire that "When Israel gives these

1. Inaccordance with his responsibilities under Security Council Resolution
242 (1967) of 22 November 1957, the Secretary-General has, from time to time,
submitted to the Seeurity Council Progress Reports on the activities of Ambassador
Gunnar Jarring, the Special Representative to the Middle East, in pursuit of his
mandate of promoting agreement and assisting efforts to achieve a peaceful and
accepted settlement of the Middle East situation.

2, On 13 December 1971, the General Assembly adopted Resolution 2779
PIXVI) on the situation in the Middle East,

By Paragraph 3 of that Besolution the Assembly requested the Secretary-General
to take (e nécessary measures to reactivate the mission of the Special Representative
and assist efforts to reach a peace agreement as envisaged in the Special Representative's

Alde-Memoire of 8 February 1971,

By Paragraph 8 the Becretary-General was requested to report to the Security
Council and to the General Assembly as appropriate on the progress made by the
Special Representative in the implementation of Security Council Resolution 242 (1967)
and of General Assembly Resgolution 27599 (3XVI),

4. Immediately after the adoption of the resolution Ambassador Jarring held
meetings with the Ministers for Foreign Affairs of Egypt and Israel who were still in
New York, and with the Permanent Representative of Jordan to the United Nations to
discuss arrangements for the reactivation of his mission. Further inconclusive

talks took place in New York fram 10 to 27 January 1972. From 25 to 31 January

Ambassador Jarring was in West Alrica at the invitation of President Senghor of

Senegal who had been the Chairman of the Group of Four African Heads of State which
had visited Egvpt and Israel towards the end of 1971, and also met with President Ould
Daddah of Mauritania who had been Chairman of the Committee of Ten to which the Group
of Four had reported,

4. After consulting further with me in Rome on 3 February Ambassador Jarring
visited Cairo where he met with the Minister for Foreign Affairs of Egypt on 1% and 20

and with the Israell authorities at his suggestion, on 25 February. After reporting to
me at Geneva on 27 February, Ambassador Jarring returned to New York where he
continued to see representatives of the parties until 24 Mareh.

Dr, Jarring stated that he invited Mr, Tekoah since he had said at the
last meeting that he wcvuid see him again following the conversation with
Foreign Minister Ghaleb of Egypt. There was nothing new in that conversation,
The position remains the same. Ghaleb said that he would prefer to have the
coenversations under Jarring's auspices on the same basis as previously, namely
they want to be sure that Israel intends to withdraw,

Tekoah observed that this meant that in Egypt's view the Assembly
regolution and the February memorandum should remain the basis of the
conversations.,

Jarring confirmed this, He asked Ghaleb directly about {t and understood
that it is possible to proceed by discussing everything in resolution 242, but
fundamentally their position remains the same, just as Israel's position remains
the same,

Tekoah interjected that this is true also of Jarring's position. Jarring
reacted in the affirmative, saying "I have explained already why". Jarring
then continued that he did not enter into details with Ghaleb but discussed the
matter in general terms, There was no use to try and foresee developments in

the Bituation. Itis too early to do it now. Ghaleb was not familiar with all

L




the developments, For instance, he had left Cairo hefore the Brezhniev cakle
conceming a Soviet=-Egyptian summit. There is, of course, the question of
a debate in the Assembly, continued Jarring, but it was not discussed with
Ghaleb,

Tekoah commented that it would appear that the Egyptians are still not
persuaded that public debates in the United Nations and resolutions do not help,

Jarring reacted that Ghaleb did not say that he wanted to avoid a debate

but it was clear that he wanted to find a way out of the (present) situation. The .
qguestion 1s on what basis, He and Ghaleb did not discuss the proximity talks

but it is known that even mer;: the ohstacle facing the Americans is the withdrawal
guestion. The gquestion is whether a formula could be found that the interim
arrangement is the first step to total withdrawal, The interim agreement was
mentioned only en passant. "They™ (he Egyptians), repeated Jarring, "keep

to resolution 242, If you can get together there {5 a willingness to do something,

Tekoah obzserved that Israel’'s position remaing the same, It is walid an..:].
correct, Moreover, we havae to ba alert to developments and the experience In
settling disputes in other parts of the world as well as to take Into consideration
the developments in our region. Unless we have serious negotiations there is little
hope for progress, That is why Prime Minister Meir has appealed to Egypt as she
did in her last statememnt inviting it tonegotiations,

Jarring sald the Egyptians do not accept it because it would mean that

they will have to cede territories. They are willing to discuss a peace agreement

or peace troaty on the basis of including everything but they do not want
to discuss the ceding of territories.

-.T-eknah remarked that this implies that they are not Interested in
negotiation since they refuse to discuss the principal question of determining
secure and recognized boundaries,

Jarring replied that they are willing to discuss security, to discuss

what security means regarding boundaries. Anyway, lsrael, continued Jarring,

will find it difficult in the modern world to establish the meaning of secure .
boundaries. This i5 the reallity.

Jarring then said he saw today the Jordanian Ambassador who was
leaving for Amman. There was nothing in particular in that conversation.

Tekoah referred to the question of the repart and Jarring said he knew
that Tekoah had discussed this question with the 8G. He has nothing to add to
what the SG had sald on this matter. When Tekoah cbserved that he understood
from his conversation with the 8G that there would be no report till the General
Assembly session, Jarring reacted that "it's better to say until the 3G returns ::T...
the beginning of September". Tekoah continued that as he had explained to
the 5G, even if there is a debate on the Middle East it would be Important to
consider carefully whether a report is necessary or whather its submission would
in fact be detrimental. Jarring said that this could depend on the nature of the
report.

Tekoah asked when would Jarring be leaving WNew York., Jarring replied
that he would remain here till the end of the weck and would leave for Bweden

on Saturday.




Tekoah asked whether the Secretariat would issue a statement to
the press on his departure and Jarring answered that there would be the
usual ::-ne and it will not contain any report-like sentence.

Tekoah then inquired whether Jarring had raised with Ghaleb the question
of priscners. Jarring sald he did not, explaining that the matter was discussed
in the 5G-Ghaleb conversation. He would raise the question when he finds the
appropriate psycheological moment., He will not forget it. In any case, the 535G
is dealing with it now,

Tekoah gave Jarring a copy of Forelgn Minister Eban's reply to a
question in the Knesset by Mr, Sh. Tamir on 4 Tuly 1972, which Jarring had
requested previously.

Jarring concluded the meeting saving that he would come to New York
at the beginning of the next Assembly. He added that he had not expected
during his present visit anything else than what has actually happened. He
considered that it was better to come here and review the situation now and

not on the eve of the Assembly when everybody is pressed for time,

Mr. Tekoah gave Jarring a copy of the statement delivered by Prime Minister Meir
in the Knesset on 26 Tuly 1972,

Jarring said he wanted to study Mrs. Meir's speech also with reference to
his mission.

Mr. Tekoah said that as Jarring himself had noted there was no change in
Israel's position, Mrs. Meir's statement enunciated Israel's policy in general
and made reference to the iﬂrring mission, The Prime Minister suggested to Egypt

to advance toward peace by seeking an overall settlement or through an interim

agreement, The door is now open and we hope that sooner or later the Egyptians
would agree to negotiate., The Prime Minister elaborates Israel's views on this in
the latter part of her speech, With regard to the mission, Ismel's position remains
| the same. It is stilnecessary to clarify the mandate, to affirm that it is based solely
on résolution 242 and that Jarring is guided and bound only by 242 and ag for the other
documents, the GA resolution and the memorandum of 8 Febmuary, he is not bound by
them or committed to them, We have been told officially, on behalf of the SG that
the Egyptians had informed him in Geneva that they were in favour of the mission on
the basis of the appropriate United Nations resolutions and the 8 February m&muran!n_
Jarring confirmed that he had been told the same -= resolutions, in plural, and
his paper. That is their position, he added. {He requested Mr. Tekoah to send him
the text of Mr, Eban's reply to a question in the Knecsset [ollowing the announcement
of his retum to New York.) Jarring continued that we know that he cannot change his
position. He cannot, in his capacity as a member of the Secretariat, disassociate

himself from the resolutlong, It Is tmpossible. The SG cannot do it, elther,
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Mr. Tekoah remarked that this was not impossible. Indeed it is possible
to make a declaration such as requested by us. He has no intention to enter into
thiz matter but it is possible to clarify that there is a difference between a General
Assembly resolution and the Council's resolution. The latter cannot be affected by
an Assembly resolution. Moreover, the same problem had arisen in 1971 after the
25th session of the Assembly and a way was found to resolve it by sending us a
letter. As far as the Pebruary memorandum is concemned, our views on it are wall known,
It will be recalled that on receiving it he had reacted that it was a deviation from the

mandate. It is one of several working papers which had appeared in the course of ﬂ‘

mission, Indeed, it is possible to clarify the question but it is of course up to
Jarring and the 3G to decide um&r‘wis& for reasons of their own.

Jarring noted that the resolution of the 25th session was a@dopted before his
memorandum and that while the latter was published, other working papers were not,
He is ready toc repeat that his mandate is 242 but Israel is asking him to add things
which are not possiblefirstly from the viewpeoint of his being a UN official and secondly,
because it would not help the case.

Mr, Tekoah miterated that the GA resolution was an extraneous document whlni
could not affect the mandate. As for the working paper, its publication does not
affect its status. In fact it 18 not the only document of the mission which has been
rendered public. In any case we were not the ones to circulate documents of the
mission. We have always supported the method of quiet diplomacy as he did. The
publication of the memorandum in a report to the Security Council was undoubted]y
a8 mistake which complicated tho situation. This s true with regard to the publication

of reports on the mission in gai is
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Yesterday, Mr. Tekoah continued, the UII'~! spokesman declared that Jarring
was preparing a repert (Jarring showed signs of surprise), Berendsen explained
that the spokeman said in reply to a question that Jarring was working on the first
draft of the report. Tc-t this Jarring reacted that “I must admit that the first draft
i prepared already."

Mr. Tekoah said that he wished to make several observations on the question
of reporting, There is no obligation he said to submit a report. There is ne need to do
it since there is no change in the situation. The publication of a report at this stage

would create a new impediment, Reports on the mission have in the past created ..

generally only difficulties.

Jarring intecrupted here to say that Tekoah himself had praised one of his
reports: the one in which he referred to the suggestion for meetings in Cyprus.

Mr. Tekoah pointed out that this was a brief factual report mentioning a specific
proposal while he was referring to reports which go in detail inte the substance of
the negotiations, describe the positions of the parties and give subjective marks for good
and bad behavicur, Such reports inevitably create difficultics. An example of this is

the report submitted on the eve of the last GA debate, If not for that repart there mi‘t

have been a possibility to overcome the obstacles that had arizen and to leave the
door open. One should examine the report in the light of later developments, Not

a single evaluation of the situation had proven comrect., In all frankness when we hear
that there is a first draft of a report we say here we go again, Reports have become
contestants of progress rather than gontributors to it, This is particularly true today.
If a raport is to be submitted now or in two months, the guestion must be asked why,

what for? It must beasked whelhor it will iy Or-harm.
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Jarring retorted: "“What do we do then to changalthe gituation 7"

Tekoah said that Mrs, Meir made suggestions in her statement. Jarring
interrupted saying: I know, direct talks.

Mr. Tekoah cnﬁtinued; that the Prime Minister has left the door open.

Mr. Jarring interjected that the Egyptians will not sit down with Israel,
If they do it will be on one condition and Israel knows what this condition is, namely
that they have an Israeli declaration on the Intent to withdraw.

Mr, Tekoah said that this would not mean agreement to negotiate but a demand

to preclude negotiations on the central issue. This is a prior condition that we acce;i

Egypt's terms, On the other hand we do not demand that _thﬂ Egyptians agree in advance
to our position. Howewver, we do not despair of their wisdom, The door remains open
for them, We are following developments in other parts of the world as well as in the
Middle East. Everywhere conflicts are being solved by direct contacts and talks which
would have been considered out of the question some time ago. We must also follow
developments in the area itself. Jarring asked if Tekcah had in mind the developments
in the last weaks,

Mr, Tekoah replied in the affirmative and continued that the Prime Minister 1&3
aside polemic issues such as the unpleasant remarks by Sadat about the Jewish people
and in fact called on Egypt to turn a new leaf, It is necessary to bear thisand possible
further developments in mind because one cannot work or speak in a vacuum,

JTarring sald he knew that very well, Although he did not know how many
Bovicts ;u'FEI'E leaving Egvpt, it Is important from I?]'.'-.]-;IE'E point of view that their
departure was lessening the possibilities that. hostilities would be resumed,

But it could be Lhe other way, as woll, There might be a change in relatices between

the states in the area and the super-powers and between the super-powers themselves,
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Mr. Tekoah said that on the guestion of E-upEr-*p.nwErs he had to recall
something he had told the 8G when they discussed the decision that Jarring should
visit New York again. As was exgainedto Waldheim we reqgret that we have not been
conzulted on this. We are a party to this precess of talks and there is & primary
need to consult with the parties on any new development. Had we been consulted
on the matter we would have stressed that when there is deadlock it is important
not to emphasize it and that the absence of action is preferable to action which
enhances frustration, While there had been no consultation with us, one or more

powers were in touch with the Secretary General and with you and expressed views .

which contributed to the decision to wisit New York agair:_t.

Jarring denied that in Geneva he had been in contact with anyone except
the SC. Sir Colin Crowe came to see him only a few minutes before he laft for
Sweden and that was already after the decision had been taken.

Mr. Tekoah continued that the UN spokesman has announced that members
of the Security Council would be seeing Jarring, The Egyptians are requesting
them to express support and some of them are trying to r:ﬂns:ult with Jarring on this

guestion. Thus we find curselves in a strange gituation. Parties to the mission are

laft out. On the other hand there are consultations with members of the Security
Council., In fact one does not know to whom one should be talking. This is cbviously
one of the Bictors which have made the procedures followed by the mission cumbersome
and unsuitable.

]‘ﬁrrlnq observed that he did not think the s iiu:;ti-nn was as entangled as
Takoah deﬁcrihed it. He knew about the request from Egypt to the Secretary General
regarding support for his misslon by Pormanent Membors ol the Security Councll,

He knew that the Egyptians were speaking about it with members of the Council and that

they wanted the revival of the four-five power talks and a declaration of support on
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their behalf. This is what they are driving at. Jamring's position is that he 15 not
taking part in the deliberations of the Four. He is seeing them one by one, He

came to review the situation by speaking to the Arabs and the Israelis. He feals

he should sec members of the Council becuase his mission is based on a Security
Council resclution. He will come again in another month when the Foreign Ministers
will be here. He knows that the Great Powers have their ideas, He knows Isracl is
working with the Americans, and that Rabin and Sisco are discussing the interim agree-
ment. The other day he re..ad that the French are trying to play a role in crystallizing

a European position. He is aware of all this from reading press reports. He mentioned

that according to the New York Times of 2 bugust (Gwatzman story) the efforts regarding
an interim agreement as well as his own efforts are stalled for the same reason - the
question of Israel's withdrawal., He feels sometimes that we should read his alde-
maemoire again. The deadlock has been there from the beginning and was not brought
about by him. The question of withdrawal is the key question., As early as December
1967 he asked Israel what are the secure and recognized borders. He can perhaps

find a partial reply to this gquestion in Mrs. Meir's and Mr: Eban's statements.

Mr., Tekoah declared that Jarring knew our position regarding this question,
namely that there should be agreement between the parties on secure and rec:c:-gnizEc:.
boundaries. One cannot preclude negotiations on this matter. This is exactly what
the February memorandum did and the result was the paralysis of the mission,

Jarring said he was thinking how to get out of it,

Tekoah observed that a report i5 not the answer,

Jarring commented that there will be a report of the 5SG, not his own. They

both think there sheould be a report, If there {5 no report there will be thoss who
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will ask for it. There is also a provision in the rasnluﬂun of last year about it.
Israel says it is not necessary but if member states request the SG cannot refuse.

Tekoah cbserved that even in such a case the 5G and Jarring have to weigh
the reques-t before decidinq whether to mepondto it. True Waldheim has to submit his
annual report, in which he may Include a short reference to Jarring's activities. He
could make it a factual report without going into the details. A special report
exclusively on the Jarring mission is a different matter.

In the past the Arabs and others had on several occasions requested that he

should submit a report to the Council but they abandoned their demand when Israa ] .

and Jarring were firm that this would be detrimental. The situation now is
much more complicated, If a report were submitted now an additional element of
paralysis would be introduced. There is no obligation and no need to submit such

a report at this stage,. If there is a debate on the Middle East in late November even
then it would be questionable whether a special report is justified unless there is

a change in the situation such ag the termination of the mission. One has to weigh
carefully the effect of a report on the situation, Ewven if it ils decided that it is un-

Jarring said that there is no intention to submit a report tomorrow, they are

avoidable, it shonld not be submitted before November,

just discussing it. The timing is left open, He agrees that it is better if a report
could be avoided. It could be avoided if there is a step forward.,

Tekoah asked whether a report was an answer to this desire,

Mr. Tekoah remarked that two years have elapsed since the establishment
of the cease-fire., It iz in the interest of peace which is dear to Jarring and to
Israel] that nothing be done that might upset the situation. We still Temember how
in the report submitted to the last G.A, the SG stated that unless something is
done quickly hostilities might resume. We hope that Waldheilm will not follow
his predecesscr in such negative and unfﬂundad'pmphesies.

Jarring said that at the time the report's analysis was correct. No one could

have predicted the present developments in Egy;l:nt, not even Israel with the bast .

intelligence services in the world.

Tekoah again suggested that Jarring examine the report in the light of later
developments. He will see in it what one should never put into a report.

Jarring reiterated that there was no final decision regarding the publication
of the report. But a request may come soon, He continued that he knew Isranl's
pceition in advance. He did not think there would be any change in the Egyptian
position either. He wanted to listen to Ghaleb, Then he would like to meet once
again with Tekoah. They could also discuss the report quastion., .

Tekoah inquired whether Jarring will stay fn New York until the end of
next week.

Jarring replied that if he has nothing to do after Friday 11/8 he will leave
then Mew York, If this i3 not the case, he will leave on the 15th, It could bea
question of &8 few days only since the EG is leaving for China on the 9th and the
Permanent Representatives are caqer to leave for their summer vacations,

Tekoah ralsed the question of the prisoners of war.

Jarring sald that he approached the problem carefully. He had brought

it up with Zayyat. He thought he had mentioned it to Tekoah. There was no
reaction., He would be the first to do something i{f he only could., He had never
forgotten it. He has to find the right psychological moment.

Tel-mah asked Tarring to raise the gquestion with Ghaleb,. This is our
request,

Jarring said he would see what could be done. He knows that Tekoah raised
it with the 5G,

Jarring remarked that he could not understand why the Egyptians were acting

in this matter as they are. He has never forgotten the problem, he stressed again . .

Tekoah inguired whether he will be meeting with Ghaleb on Sunday.

Jarring confirmed this adding that he is looking forward to seeing Tekoah once

again, If there 15 any news or development he will let Tekoah know.
