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The possibility should be examined whether or not an agreement
could be worked out almed at ensuring that the Gulf of Ellat could become a
"Zone of Peace" In which the four riparian States would undertake to maintaln
absolute freedom of passage In the Gull.

The introductlon of the MFC Into Zone C effectively neutralizes one
shore of the Gulf of Ellat and the stationing of a battallon ih Sharm el-Shelkh
ls designed to ensure freedom of passage through the Straits of Tiran in
accordance with Artlcle V of the Treaty of Peace.

Recognition of these principles by the other two riparian States, 1,e. -
Jordan and Saudi Arabla, would enhance not only these, but could eventually .
lead to a situation in which the four riparlan States would feel that a certaln .
mutually agreed limitation of armaments [n this area might become feasible.

In order to reach an eventual agreement on this, It might be conbldered
that the United States would attempt to obtaln Saudi and Jordanlan agresment to
the principle of freedom of passage In the Gulf of Ellat, Such agreement could
possibly be obtained in a bllateral exchange of letters between each of the four
@ untries and the U, 8,

Should such a move proye possible, which of course could only be
Inltiated by the U.S. , this could eventually lead to a more formal establishment
of a "Zone of Peace' In the Gulf, .

There can be little doubt that at the Inltial stages such arrangements .
would have to be Informal without losing sight of an evéntual formalization of
such agresments,

In consldering these Ideas, it might be wotthwhile not to lose sight of
the provisions of Artlcle 4/5 of Annex III to the Treaty of Peace.

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ANNEX A TO MFO OPERATIONAL CONCEPT

GEOGRAPHIC AREA AND CLIMATE IN ZONE C

1. Zone C cemprises 'a 375~kilometer strip of land along the
eastern side of the Sinai. The Morth is open, unstable sandy
terrain with wadies and plateaus. The middle to South has a
harrow coastal plain which widens to the South along the Gulf
of Aqaba and is bordered by steep mountains with deep, rock-
strewn wadies. The entire ‘area has poor cross-country traffic-
ability and a poorly marked, undeveloped road network causing
severe logistics problems. Vehicle damage, particularly to
tires, and inconsistent road surfaces may cause erratic resupply
schedules. Some elements will not be accessible by road. These
factons combine to result in a greater than normal dependence on
aerial resupply. This is especially true of resupply from North
to South. Dust and heat may cause increased equipment malfunetion,
more breakdowns and excessive wear requiring a higher than normal
stockage level of repair parts and more frequent preventive
maintenance. Dust storms lasting for days which preclude resupply
of any kind will demand a higher than normal level of basic and

nmurgenﬁy supplies at forward locations.
. eat contributes to accelerated food spoilage and increases

the incidence of disease, stressing the importance of hygiene and
préventive medicine, Low rainfall requires the supply system
to provide all water to sites other than the base camps. The
undeveloped natlire of the region requires the preponderance of

the Force to provide its own alectric power (fuel becomes a major
supply issue), medical treatment and communications. BRecause of
the isolated nature of most sites and the sensitive nature of

the mission, reliahle comminications are essential, This,
combined with the difficulty of communicating over mountainous
terrain, requires antenna towers and back-up communications
systems, The severe temperature fluctuation necessitates ‘a combi-
nation of hot and cold weather equipment. " The southern area has
the Strait of Tiran with two narrow, deep water channels which
must be under surveillance at all times. Because of periods of
dust and fog this requires a combination of patrol boats, aerial
observation, surveillance equiment and observation posts to
insure adequate mission accomplishment. : - F

SECRETARY HAIG: Good evening, ladies and gentlemen. I'm
very happy once again to welcome our distinguished foreign
minister from Israel, Mr. Shamir. We've had very extensive
discussions today, which I would call very constructive and
valuable. We touched upon the question of the European par=
ticipation in the MFO, the atrategic raelationship betwaen
Israel and the U.S., the situation in Labancn, and the
overall peace procesa itself. I, for one, found thase
exchanges to be both timely and extremely halpful. I'd
like now to turn the microphone over to our distinguished
guest for a few words of his own.

MR. SHAMIR: ILadies and gentlemen, it was a worthwhile and
important visit, and I am grateful to Secretary Haig for the
very fruitful discussions we had on a wide ranga of

problems -- general problems and bilateral problema. We
have discussed at length almost all the problems concerning
the relations between Israel and the United States, the
problems of Lebanon, the strategic cooperation, and other
problems, and we have discusaed in detail the problems of
the participation of varicus countries and the multinational
force.

"We all regard it as very mucgh. in the interest of Israel
herself, not to mention that of peace in the region, that the
Israelis should accept the participation by the Four in line
with their support for your request to us. We have attached
no political conditions, linkad_t-;ith Venice or otherwise, to

The Secretary also noted that the EC-4 had expressed the
view that they could not accept Israeli or U.S. conditions that .

would prevent them from referring to and pursuing their own
wider Middle East policy.

Lord Carrington requested the Sacretary to share the
relevant portions of this message Iwith Foreign Minister Shamir.

When delivering the message, UK Ambassador Henderson
Gtated that the message makes clear that there was no intent
in the EC statements to limit the functions of the MFO or
EC participation in the MFO to the Sinai proper. The EC
well recognizes that the MFO will ensure freedom of navigation
through the Straits and the Italians have been asked to

provide a coastal patrol unit for this purpose.

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This decision is a symbol of our determination to achieve a
comprehensive peace settlement following negotiations between the parties
which would bring justice for all the peoples and security for all the States
of the area. We welcomed the achievement of peace between Israel and
Egypt as a first step towards that goal. Similarly, we welcome the Israell
withdrawal from Sinai as the first step towards the realisation of the call
for withdrawal contained in Security Council Resolution 242, which specific-
ally declared inadmissible the acquisition of territory by war, and we believe
that the international community has a duty to play its part, as necessary ‘

and with the agreement of the parties concerned, in peace arrangements in .
the Middle East. We are ready to participate also in such arrangements in

the other territories currently occupied in the context of Israeli withdrawal.

We regard our support for the arrangements assoclated with the implement-

ation of the Egypt-Israel Peace Treaty as quite distinct from and independent

of the rest of the Camp David process.

In addition, we wish to express our firm support for the Egyptian |
Government and people and our belief in the need for stability and continuity
in Egypt. Cur decision to participate in the MFO follows from the policy, as
stated in the Declaration issued at Venice in June 1980 and in subsequent .

My last guestion. The announcement today by several European
countries that they're going to participate.Just wondering
what your reaction to that is and, secondly,whe:her we

have been officially invited yet to make a contribution.

First of all we are delighted that the four European countries
have decided to participate in the multilateral force. We
not only have not been formally invited but we have been
informed that our participation is not needed. I suspect
that many of the countries involved thought tha* we had
already borne guite a burden in peace-keeping over the years
and it won't have escaped your notice that tocav alsoc the
Security Council xtended for six months the manl!ate on the
Golan Heights for us....which includes Canadians. So this
is an indication of the contribution which we are already
making to peace in that region.

Who indicated to you that you wouldn't be needed?
The American Government.
Is that very recent? Just in *he last few days?

MO s (INAUDIBLE) . That had been as a result f some
informal discussions. There had been some general thought
among, well not only the United States, Egypt and Israel,
but also other countries such as European countries.

But in very informal conversations and we indicuated

in those that we were certainly prepared, if ne-essary, to
consider participating. But we were subsequentl!y informed
that that participation was not needed.

There was a statement in Fez by the President of

the Arab League, the Secretary General, warning the European
countries against participating because this could be taken
very badly by other Arab countries. Did we recoive any such
warnings from the Arab League?
