43. It sesms clear to me that none of the parties to thie hisloric and tragic
econflict can hope to attain its maximum demsnds if thore is to be & state of real
pesce in the region. In the changes of fortuna, the shifting balance of powar &nd

the inezcrable development of underlying trends in the Middle East, no party can
view the future with eguanimity, nor will the world escape the repercussions of

continuing viclence in this unique area.

&é, 1 belleve that the United Rations hag a epecisl obligation to make snother
determined effort to find the means by which we csn move forward to a negotiated
peace in the Middle East. We have the bssis for such @& peace in Security Council
remolutions 242 (1967) and 338 (1973). We have the experience of all the efforts
thet have been made from many quarters since 1946 to solve this prublem. Given the
proasing need for a more durable peace in the area, it should surely be pospible to
devise & negotiating process scceptable to all the parties concerned on the basis
of the two resplutions mentioned above, .

45. Earlier this year, both in the Middle East &nd elsewhere, I discussed with a
number of Covernments concerned the possibility of using the machinery of the
Becurity Council in a new way to work with the parties concerned on varicue azpects
of the Middle Fast problem and to distil from the various proposals and plans that
have beon put forward in recent years the common elements that could help to work
oul the basis of a negotiating structure. I believed that such & process, if it

46. As far &8 the proposs]l for a Middle Enst peace conference ie concerned, I
recell that the previous peace conference that met in December 1573, and of which
the hited States and the Soviet Union were co-chairmen, did in fact serve a useful

47. T think it is important to consider what a Middle East pesce conference could
now entail.

The Task quce on the Israel economy is
being organized for the purpose of assisting Igrael
in meeting the challenges of its current economic
crisis and of involving the American Jewish community
in efforts to assist Israel in developing its economic
. potential. 1Israel's grave economic problems derive
from the unremitting hostility of its Arab neighbors,
who have forced Israel into five wars, (not including
the war of attrition and various terrorist activities)
and who continue to threaten its existence. This’
hostility forces an unbearable military burden on
Israel, wherein more than 40% of its government budget
is claimed by military needs. 1Its able-bedied men

are required to give extensive time annually to
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military obligations, thereby interfering with econcmic
productivity, and where normal trade wiﬁh regional
partners is foreclosed to it. With respect to these
burdens the United States has shown a willingness

to provide economic and military assistance, but

has pointed out that assistance alone cannot solve
Israel's problems. They mus: be solved by Israel
itself, and by Israel's friends.

The objective of the Task Force is to mobil-
ize the Jewish community into action and to provide
opportunities for participation by Jewish organizations
and all interested persons and groups. We will make
no effort to reinvent the wheel and will cooperate
with other organizations and efforts. Instead, the
objective will be to attact and motivate all those
wishing to lend their efforts to this endeavor.

Initially, a Steering Committee will be
organized for the purpose of developing specific
plans and programs. After the Steering Committee
has reached preliminary decisions, a meeting of the
Task Force will be called for the purpose of its
organization and good planning. The Task Force itself
will consist of approximately 100 persons, but that

"y k -2-
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number can be increased as circumstances warrant.

It contemplated that the Task Force will be divided
into several large groupings. Initially such groupings
can consist of the following: the purpese of the

Tgnk Force is not to detract from existing arrangements,
guch as the efforts of the United Jewish Appeal, d
the sale of State of Israel bonds, or the activities

of philanthropic organizations. While the Task Force
hopes to be of assistance to Israel, it will deliver

no final report, and will not regard itself as another
organization in the estabiished structure. Rather,

it will concentrate on encouraging the development

of various committees and sub-groups, designed to
motivate economic activity which will assist in the
duvélapment of the Israel economy.

1. INVESTMENT

The investment group will consider such

areas as: (a) Portfolio investment in Israeli companies,

including investment in government-owned corporations
in Israel, private lsraeli corporations, study of
the securities markets in Israel and the evaluation

of the Tel-Aviv Stock Exchange, capital-raising programs,

etc.; (b) Direct investment in Israeli business.

This will involve such areas as the participation

-
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in the Israel economy of U.S. corporations or other
financial intercsts, purchasing plants or making
arrangements with existing buéinasn for joint ventures
and other activities. Opportunities for development

nf new industry, or the acquisition of Israeli companies
will be studied and encouraged; (c) Raising of capital
for Israeli companies, incluaing the opportunties

for a barriers to the sale of shares in the United

States, development of trading of Israeli securities

in U.S. markets, study uf.finanaial institutions,
pnrticularlytinveatmant banking and venture capital
efforts. This may also include the evaluation of
Israel as a potential financial center and an evaluation
of iarael capital marketq.

II. TRADE AND COMMERCE: This general category
will involve efforts to develop trade and commerce
with Israel and could include: (a) Efforts to develop
markets in the United States for Israel products,
including the sponsorship of trade fairs, marketing
consultation and advice, etec. (b) efforts to publicize
and exploit the opportunities presented by the Fr;e
Trade Zone legislation enacted in the United States

in 1984.

I1I. TOURISM: Tourism is perhaps the greatest

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opportunity for rapid development, since Israel already
has a significant infrastructure to accommodate large
numbers of tnurists: This Task Force will txy to

SPECIAL PROJECTS: This will involve a
variety of sub-groupings, seeking to take advantage

of special opportunities presented in Israel such

as: (a) the potentiality for development of science
and technology-based industries; (b) research and
development programs: (c) utilization of Israel's
gspecial capabilities in the academic and educational
fields; (d) outreach to other organizations, religious
groupings, etc. '
i GOVERNMENTAL POLICY: This might involve
examination of the Israeli bureaucracy including'
barriers to the development of business and financial
relationships. It will also involve examination

of U.S. governmental policies including the opportunities

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for special aid, incentives and policies, financial
incentives and other areas which might permit a growth

in economic development.

IV. METHOD OF OPERATION: The method of operation

will include thﬁ organization of committees of businessmen,
academics, experts and others who will take to study
and implement their assigned éreaa. In soO dﬁing
the relationship with the organized Jewish organizations
in the United States will provide a resource. Participating
organizations wiil make themselves and their supporters
available and hopefully w;ys will be found to encourage
participation. No effort is being made at this time
to define the modality of such participation. Instead
it is intended that creativity be employed for the
purpose of drawing into the program as many organ-
igations and interested individuals as possible.

It can be seen from the foregoing that
what is contemplated is the initiation of a process,
a consciousness of activity, and an effort to develop
motivation and initiative. Hopefully the process
will produce results. It may not. At least not 3
uniformly. There may be areas where great achievements
are attained, and others where there will be dis-
appointments. Nevertheless the hope is that

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by organizing the American/Jewish community in a
way that will permit the develnpment of programs,
could lead to favorable results in some areas.

Liaison has already been established with
the Department of State, and Secretary Shultz per-
sonally has expressed a desire to cocperate to the
maximum possible extent. We';g also bsen in touch
with the groups of economists advising the State
Department and have been assured int;rested coop-
eration. The gév&rnment of Israel has expressed
enthusiaam and is anxious'to establish full liaison
and interaction. Representative industrialists and
financiers in Israel and in the United States have
shown an enthusiasm for the project and are anxious
to establish contact. Their immediate task if of
course to complete our preliminary organization,
determine the identity of members of the Steering
Group, and hold our first meeting for ﬁhrpcses of
planning the initial meeting of the Task Force. -
The Task Force will identify individuals and organ-
izations desiring to participate and the first o@-
jective will be to divide the Task Force into suitable
sub-groupings so that activities can commence.

Dear Mr. Prime Minister:

Thank you for your letter of November 15, drawing
my attention to the current status of the negotiations
on the U.S.-1Israel Free Trade Area Agreement.

I have been following the negotiatioms with deep
interest. The negotiators have been exerting

every effort to come to just and equitable arrange-
ments on a wide variety of sensitive issues, and
considerable progress has already beém achieved.

I am confident that compromises are still possible,
if some additional flexibility is demonstrated on
both sides, and that the specific prablem of tariff
reductions on certain textile products can also be
satisfactorily resolved. Textiles, as you realize,
are an extremely sensitive area in the United States,
as in Israel, but we have come much too far in
negotiations, and are too close to achieving an
agreement, to let the few remaining olbstacles stand
in our way. You may be sure that I will continue to
monitor the developments very carefully.
