In response to your complaint to the Department nf State
in early September concerning the opening of an (sraeli
diplomatic pouch ¥ U.5. authorities in Miami, we asked the
U.S. Customs Service for a full investization. In doing so,
we noted that the Department of State is deeply concerned
when incidents of this nature occur, since diplomatic
pouches, properly identified as such, are inviolable and are
not to be opencd under any circumstancés. .

I an enclosing a copy of letter from Samuel H. Panks of
the U.S. Customs Service which responds to cur request. It
states that after a thorough investigation, the Customs
Services could not determine how tie pouch was opened, but
surmised that this was an inadvert act. Mr. Panks states
further that Customs has taken steps to correct its
procedures to prevent a recurrence of this error and offers
the apologies of the U.S. Customs Service.

The Denariment of State regrets that this incident

occurred. We are reassured that the U.S. Customs Service has

taken steps ro avoid such mishaps in the futvre.

This is in response to your letter dated September 3, 1986,
regarding the alleged opening of a diplematic pouch beloaging to
the government of Israel.

The Customs Sarvice does have jurisdiction ovaer any
shipments that ccme into the country whether in transit or
direct (19 USC 1467 aad 19 USC 1499). We very often exanine in
transit shipments for contraband. iWhen contratand is found in
~hese shiprents we have the same authority, under the above
statutas, to sa2ize it as if the shipment were destined to the
initei States. We acknowledge that this would not apply, as you
pointed out, to diplomatic pouches.

We have ictempted to determine which of our groups of
inspectors in Miami might have examined this pouch and then
sealed it with the red EXODUS tape. Unfortunately, all of the
enforcement teams, (Conctraband Enforcement, Forward in Bond and
EXODUS) use the red tape labeled "Opened by U.S. Customs for
export examination™. We can only surmise at this point that sthis ‘
was inadvertoently done by an inspector who dld not s2e the seal
and riovon before cpening the pouch. We have taken action to
have the correct policies and procedures reiterated to the
inepectional staff in Miami in an effort to preclude a
reoccurence of this error.

Pleaaze offer our sincere apologies to the Israeli government.

National Park Service. |In & letter dated September 5, 1986, to Israeli Consul
General and Minister of information for the Embassy of Israel, the Honorable
Asher Nalm, William Penn Mott, Jr., Director of the Natlonal Park Service noted
that such a commemorative monument lspeaks to the close relationship which exists
between our two nations end the foundatlons of government from which both nations
have arisen.

A committee has been established in Israel to develop 2 number of programs
honoring the U.5.

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man,'' =-- the Bible =~ is, in a sense, the Jewish legacy to western clvilization

whose ethical precepts and legal prototypes were realized most fully in the
democracy envisioned by America's Founding Fathers.

Israel recognizes and appreciates that the Constitution of the United States
represented both in Its time of origin and 1ts continulng impact today an
extraordinary example by .which & society becomes constituted as 2 functioning,
productive and morally just entity. Indeed, America has proven, even from its
pre-Constitutional period, to be a nation committed to the protection of freedom
of conscience; providing in the 17th century & haven for Catholics in Maryland,
for Quakers in Pennsylvania, and for Puritans in New England, and in the 20th
cantury, extending that concept of protective justice even beyond its borders
to supportive foreign relations with other nations, such as Israe), which perpetuate
the legacy of Constitutional America by providing a haven for those fleeing
persecution.

But there is an even richer, underlying connection between America and Israe!l
which points to the intersection of cultural values and parallel foundations of
social organization. For, in the fabric of both societies runs the thread of an
ancient and quintessentlal prototype for just government: the constituting
document of blblical law as epltomized In the Ter Commandments. At Sinai, a .
previously unstructured and disparate band of roving Israelites became coalesced
Into a society through the acceptance of e set of legal parameters In which social
etiquette was prescribed and individual power circumscribed. It is not incidental
that the U.5. Constitution == @& document of law which also constituted a new
society == presents In the body of Its text what a government must do to establish
a just soclety, yet itemizes in fts first ten amendments, the B71T of Rights, what a
government == a just power -- must not do to ensure the preservation of Justice
in s democratic community. Both the Ten Conmandments and the ten articles of
the Bill of Rights establish by negative authorization (i.e., "Thou shalt not...,"
“"Congress shall make no law...'") the boundaries of behavior, $0 that in the one
case, soclal action, and in the other, governmental action can be limited for
the benefit of the society as a whole.

While the coincidence of ten commandments and ten points in the Bill of
Rights provides a convenient parallel, the analogue is not really all that
arbitrary. For, as Professor Moshe Davis of the Hebrew University has stated,
Win the Amerlcan tradition, the Bible is the source of the common faith, &
cohesive force in national aspirations...the biblical heritage became indissoluble
from the American tradition." .

Indeed, for the Founding Fathers of America's young Republic, the
contemporary politlcal clrcumstances were viewed and interpreted -=- and not
least, justified -- withln the metaphor of the biblical Exodus. The oppression
and restrictions experienced by the Colonists were understood as the equal of
Egyptian slavery, with King George |11 as Pharaoh, the Atlantic Ocean 3 modern
equivalent of the Red Ses, and George Washington and John Adams the living
personifications of Moses and Joshua. Within such a worldview, it was hardly
incidenta! that Benjamin Frankiin, John Adams and Thomas Jefferson submitted
to the Continental Congress @es their preferred image for a national seal, a
deplction of the lsraelites' Exodus from Egypt, inscribed with Franklin's chosen
axiom, ""Rebellion to tyrants Is obedience to God."

In describing the design of the seal, Jefferson wrote: ''Pharaoh sitting in

an open charlot, a crown on his head and @ sword in his hand passing thro' the
divided waters of the Red Sea in pursuit of the Israelites; rays from a pillar

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of fire in the cloud, expressive of the divine presence, and command, reaching

to Moses who stands on the shore, and extending his hand over the sea, Causes

't to overwhelm Pharaoh.'  One could hardly imagine a more potent visual analogue
to the spirit of the American Revolutlon.

Even before the winds of Revolution stirred the consclence of colonial
Anerica, & love of Hebrew literature, & high regard for biblical texts and 2
penchant for a "living'' 01d Testament reality in the context of the New World
as a new ''Promised Land," characterized early colonial American life. Typical
of thls spirit, the Puritans, in thelr religious zealotry, preferred to read
the 01d Testament, not in the readily available English and Latin translations,
but rather In the original Hebrew so that as Governor William Bradford of
Plymouth Colony stated, one could "'see with his own eyes the ancient oracles
of God in their native beauty.' As early 2s 1642, in fact, the study of Hebrew
became a distinctive feature of the Harvard curriculum,

Throughout the colonial period, children's names tended to originate in
the O1d Testament, and many towns and place names throughout New England
underscore the prevalent notion of a new Promised Land by reflecting a biblical
origin. One need think only of Salem, Massachusetts or New Canaan, Connecticut
in thls regard, and one can trace the continuing influence of the biblical metaphor
of a new "Zion in America'' in such frontier settlements &s Elim, Nebraska, A, DOhio
and the utterly explicit, Zion, 11linois.

The legacy of New England Purltanism went beycnd an emphasis on Hebrew
language and the use of 01d Testament names for people and places. On the
eve of the Revolution, the Bible was the most widely read book in the Colonies,
and its texts and characters were used often as metaphors of contemporary
colonial experience and as analogous legitimations for perceived political
necessitles. As historian Jonathan D. Sarna has cbserved, ''in sermons,
broadsides and pamphlets, patriots drew on biblical proof-texts from Israelite
history to attack the principle of the divine right of kings, to justify
revolution against an unresponsive monarch, and to defend republicanism a&s
the preferred form of gnvernment...ﬂ? the end of the Revoluticnary peried,
the Purltans' self=-identification with the history and heroes of Biblical
lsrael and their sense of destiny &s God's covenantally chosen 'new lsrael’
had broadened to encompass the entire American nation. Many perceived the
newly emerging American Republic as heir to the providentially endowed
mission of ancient Israel, acting out its millenial rele In the world. This
outlook, merging national with religlous rhetoric, became the overarching
mot!f in America's national sel f-consciousness and the orienting myth of Its
civil religion.”

PROJECT PREMISE

Today, the modern State of lsrael wishes to acknowledge end to celebrate
the continuity of history and tradition by extending a commemorative salute
in the form of a sculptural monument to what Yale President Ezra Stiles referred
to in 1783 as '"God's American lsrael." For three centuries, Jews have
expressed gratitude to the United States of America for its pioneering comm| tment
to the establishment of a legislated mandate for freedom of religious practice
in a secular society. In the 18th century, the expression of this gratitude

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Washington's peers echoed thls philosophy of tolerance. John Adams .
wrote to Mordecal Manuel Noah, @ prominent Jewish statesman and diplomat
in New York, "'l wish your nation may be admitted to all the privileges of
citizenship in every country of the world. This country has done much.
| wish it may do more; and annul every narrow idea in religion, government
and commerce. Let the wits joke; the philosophers sneer! What then? |t
has pleased the Providence of the 'first cause,' the universal cause, that
Abraham should glve religion, not only to the Hebrews, but to Christians
and Mahometans.''

Thomas Jefferson, too, expressed similar sentiments in his own
correspondence with Noah, writing in 1818 that "your sect by 1te sufferings
has furnished a remarkable proof of the universal spirit of rellgious in=-
tolerance, inherent in every sect, disclaimed by all while feeble, and
practiced by all when in power. Qur laws _have applied the only antidote
to this vice, protecting our religlous, as they do our civil rights by
putting all on an equal footing. But more remains to be done.' Clearly,
the struggle for freedom of consclence was the struggle for American

Independence, and in the Jeffersonian vision of an independent United States, .
the guarantee of religious 1iberty was preeminent among the ideals of
democ racy.

Today, Israel recognizes that the changes wrought by the U.S. Constitution
were slgnificant not merely in fmerican history or for that matter in Amerlcan
Jewish history, but in modern Jewish history ltself. Never previously had a
major nation committed Itself so clearly and emphatically to democratic ldeals,
and to a legislated priority on religlous freedom and freedom of conscience.
Here, Jews could lTive as Jews and as Americans, contributing fully to the social,
polltical, cultural and economic fabric of the soclety. And, their commi tment
to the young nation was proven early. In the August 30, 1783 edition of the
South Carolina Gazette and General Advertiser, one reporter noted: "The Jews
have had a considerable share In our late revolution. They have behaved well
throughout. Let our government invite the Jews to our state and promise them
2 settlement in it, It will be & wise and politic stroke and give a place of
rest at last to the tribe of Israel.”

Jewish Americans have long been grateful for the haven proyided by America,
and have long recognlzed and applauded the historle democratic precedent established
by the Constitution, which gave Jews and all Americans not only a ''place of rest" .
but a land of opportunity. In 1876, fer instance, the B'nai B'rith, representing
the "lsraelites of America' gave a monument to the tpeople of the United States'
on the occasion of the Centennlal of American Independence. The marble statue,
carved by American Jewish sculptor Sir Hoses Ezekiel and erected in Philadelphia's
Falrmount Park, was entitled "Religlous Liberty," and depicted through neoclassical
allegory a female figure, garbed In greco=roman dress, ‘representing Liberty. Her
right hand was ralsed protectively over a youthful figure who symbol | zed "'Faith,"
and In whose hand was held aloft the inextinguishable flame of religion. To the
left of Liberty was the American eagle, crushing in Its talons the "serpent of
Intolerance." In Liberty's left hend, she clutched the scroll of the Constltution,
the instrument by which freedom of faith was legal ly guaranteed.
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This allegory, while potent in its symbolism, embodies the agesthetic

idiom of another era. But, whlle the form mlght seem putdated, the message
remalns ever relevant. [t s time that another monument be Erected1tﬂ
commemorate the extracrdinary historlcal impact of the Constitution's guar?ntee5
of religious freedom; guarantees which are perhaps more precious today ~- ih &N
era of religlous fanaticism abroad and a growing fundamentalism here In America
which, In defending its own prerogatives, frequently does so at the expense of

s other religlous denominations == than evern two hundred years agd.

CONCLUSION

Only thirty-eight years ago, another nation was born which also proved
to be a “place of rest' for the world's Jews., Established in the shadow of
the worst persecution and systematic genocide the world had ever witnessed,
the State of lsrael == like America before it -- opened its doors to the
oppressed and provided a haven in which Jews could llve as Jews, without
fear of persecution.

Israel today acknowledges with deep appreciation the commitment which
America has made to its ally, and recognizes the perpetuation of America's
founding vision In its steadfast defense of democracy both within and beyond
its own borders. America's protection of Israel's sovereignty and of Its
essential right of being has been critical to its survival as a productive
and contributing modern society. And, $0, it Is with gratitude, and in a
spirit of mutual respect, shared values, and a keen recognition of the precedent
set by the United States in 1787, that the State of Israel has proposed to
present America with a commemorative monument In observance of the Bicentennial
of the Constltution.

An expression of our times, this work will stand as a contemporary
affirmation of the commitment to freedom of conscience which informed and
indeed, which motivated, the actions of America's Founding Fathers. A gift
of Israel, it will underscore the legacy of that commitment which was first
echoed by France in the late 18th century, by other European nations well
Into the 19th century, and by the establishment of the State of Israel in
our own times. And, perhaps, more Importantly, such & work, while alluding
implicitly to American-lsraelli friendship, would explicitly convey the common
heritage of both countries in the bibliecal values which are at the root of
Judeo-Christian clvilization. Such a work would simultaneously teach and
reinforce the moral underpinings of American cultural life which characterized
this nation as |t undertook the courageous historical experiment in Democracy.

And, 1t would embody & fervent endorsement of the human Imperative to
remain ever vigilant in the protection and preservation of those liberties set
forth by the U.S. Constitution; standing long as a statement of support, respect
and eppreciation from one Promised Land to another.

Dear Mr. Alster:

During your visit to Washingtoo you asked for a written explauation as
to why the U.,5, Government recently proposed a new approach to building
and operating a relay station in lIsrael. Although we have had oanly a
short tLime to prepare this letter, we hope that the tollowing will be
nelpful to sou io explaiuing our position to your goverument.

We sincerely believe that a careful review of our aew approach will
reveal it to be more advantageous to both goveraments. The essential
obligations of tne U.S. Goveranment toward the Government of Israel
which were sn carefully worked out and iacluded in the initialled
usbrellas agreement could remaia iaract, with minimal amendments.
‘Furthermore, poteatial ecouomic benefits for Israel possibly could
expand, as we discussed. What also changes to the benefit of both
goveraments is that the burden of administering such a large project
will shitr from the Israeli zoveromeat to Israeli private eanterprise.

As will be iliustrated by specific exasples, the fundamental reason for
preferring the pew approach caan be stated simply. The previous
approach, whereby the Govermmeat of Israel through TOMEK would build
and operate the statiom pursuant to agreements with the U.5.
Govermsent, larkad the accountability requlired by the U.S5. funding
suthorities for a project of this magnltude and failed to provide the
minimum assurances needed to define and control costs. As vour
delegation reminded us, TOMER as a goveroument sutity could not accept
the controls built into tne rederal Acquisirion Regulations (FAR).

Yet, it is tiese principles wnhich fir and cootrol costs and ensure
accountabilicy. Amd, It is these procedures which make 1t possible for
us to galn appreval for the project from those who ultimately zake the
final policy and resource declsions.

Discussed below are sume comparisons between the previous and oew
approaches oo certaln specific i{ssues.

Under the previous approach, the USG paid all costs and asssumed all
risks. Yet, practically apeaking, it had little control over decisions
affecting costs and risks.

For example, advance funds, {ocluding a large 25 percent for
"contiugencles,” was Lo be deposited in a speclal account at The Bank
of lsrael. 1t was pot clear that the USG could audit this GOI bank
Account.

Under tnec new approach the USG has a rtight to awdit the books and bapk
records of the coatractor at any time. Also, all major aspects of
building the statlonm are subjeer te the general supervislon and
approvai by the USG contracting officer. Therefore, while the USC pays
all the costs, it also has the means by which to hold the contractor
completely accountable for performing under the contract.

&. I55LE: Local support costs

Tte new approacn changes nothing except allows for earlier definition
nf costs., This will assist the USC to define the overall costs of the
statfon anc to justify them to responsible budget officials withio the
Executive branch and the Copgress.

This program is being
undertaken under the zuspices of the Memorandum of Understanding
(MOU) between the Department of Health and Human Services of the
United States of fmerica ind the Ministry of Labor and Social
Affairs of the Stite of Israel Tor Cosperation in the Fields of
Social Services and Human Development.

Signed in January 1584 inboth countries, the MOU constitutes an
agreement between the United States &nd Israel to exchange
information and models on humin services delivery.

IV. The coordination of programs under the Memorandum of Understanding will be

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MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING BETWEEN THE
MINISTRY OF LABOUR AND SOCIAL AFFAIRS
AND THE
DEPARTMENT OF LABOR
OF THE
UNITED STATES OF AMERICA
FOR COOPERATION IN THE FIELD OF LABOR

The Ministry of Labour and Social Affairs of the State of Israel and the

Department of Labor of the United States of America,

Sharing a dedication to promoting the interests of the workers in the two

countries and to the ideals of a democratic society with equal opportunity for

all;

Acknowledging the close cooperative relationship which has existed between our

offices in earlier years, and

Desiring to:

promote cooperation between their staffs in the field of labor,
explore solutions to problems of mutual concern through collaborative
efforts, and

share and exchange information on the efficacy of programs and services,




Have agreed as follows:

1. To realize the benefits of cooperation pursuant to this Memorandum of
Understanding (hereinafter referred to as the Memorandum), the Ministry of
Labour and Social Affairs and the Department of Labor, hereinafter referred to
as the Parties, agree to exchange information and to develop other cooperative

activities as specified below, or as may be suwbsequently agreed upon.

2. Cooperative activities initiated under this Memorandum will be conducted on
the basis of equality, reciprocity, and mutual benefit. Such cooperation may
be 1implemented through: (a) exchange of delegations, professionals and
special ists, to include study visits; (b) exchange of information, standards,
regulations and procedures, to include publications and monographs; (c)
organization of Jjoint conferences, seminars, workshops and meetings; (d)
development of collaborative projects or demonstrations; (e) joint research

projects or (f) other forms of cooperation that may be agreed upon.

3. The financing of activities under this Memorandum shall be determined by
agreement and is suwbject to the availability of funds and personnel and to the
laws and regulations of the State of Israel and the United States of America.
The parties to the Memorandum will endeavour to achieve the establishment of a
bi-national foundation to serve as the basis for funding of joint activities
within the agreement.
4. The areas of cooperation will include the following:

a. Employment and training

b. Labor-management relations

c. Occupational safety and health

d. Research and statistics

e. Labor standards

f. Occupational rehabilitation




g. Women's affairs

h. Other areas as may be mutually agreed upon

5. Overall coordination shall rest on the Israeli side with the Department of
International Relations of the Ministry of Labour and Social Affairs and on
the U.S. side with the Bureau of International Affairs of the Department of
Labor. The representatives of these agencies will meet as necessary to review
the implementation of exchange and cooperation and to develop annual and
future programs within the framework of this basic agreement. Both sides will
designate coordinators for each cooperative activity that 1is undertaken.
Coordinators shall serve as the initial points of contact for developing joint
activities and responding to requests for information or exchange of

materials.

6. In addition to the exchange of information, technical discussions and
visits and joint projects between the two countries, it is also agreed that
there will be high-level meetings periodically between the two countries to
review the progress of the mutual programs and decide on additional

activities.

7. This Memorandun shall enter into force upon signature and shall remain in
force a period of five years. It may be amended or extended by the written
agreement of the Parties. Either Party may terminate this Memorandum after one

hundred and twenty days written notification of its intention to do so.

At times during the past two years, several Jewish leaders have

declared that the "special relationship" between the United States
and Israel has reached new heights. This perception was trumpeted

by the Washington Post in its latest exercise in anti-Israel reporting,

and to prove it cited Congressional opposition to the most recent
Saudi arms sale (a Presidential veto was almost overridden even though
there was no organized lobbying against it by American Jewish organi-
zations) .

While U.S.-Israel relations could certainly be worse than they

are, there are still a number of dark clouds threatening the relation- .

ship which should not be ignored. It has become axiomatic that
Israel is the only stable democracy in the Middle East and represents
a strategic asset to the United States. But we cannot ignore the
built-in limits of this "special relationship" or a number of existing
negative factors. The U.5. and Israel are separate countries with
unique interests that do not always coincide.

The current controversy over the Israeli-produced Lavi fighter-
bomber illustrates how differently the U.S. and Israel view Israel's

defense needs and military budget priorities. Israel is determined

to produce its own attack aircraft on the basis that militarily this
would be most suitable for Israel, and a boon to her economy and
technological base. Pentagon officials argue, however, that the
Lavi will cost more than Israel estimates - and they have encouraged
Israel to scrap the program and buy American-made planes with
Israeli avionics instead. This dispute is not only over cost
projections but highlights the antipathy felt for Israel by certain

Pentagon officials who have hindered closer U.S5. - Israel military
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cooperation every step of the way.

On the diplomatic front, the Reagan Administration, eager to court
favor with so-called Arab "moderates", continues to push for arms sales
to Arab countries that will erode Israel's technological advantage and
force her to allocate scarce resources to keep the edge. During his recent
visit to the Middle East, Vice President George Bush underscored this
policy with his public remark (in Jordan) that Congress had been wrong
to oppose the latest U.S. arms sale to Jordan.

The Administration has also not retreated from the Reagan Plan first

put forth in 1982. This plan for the future of the "West Bank" was flawed

then, and still is by prejudging the outcome of any direct negotiations .
between Israel, Jordan and Palestinian representatives.

Another political fact of life is the absence in the White House of
any significant Jewish imput on issues of concern to our community. The
post of Jewish liaison has been steadily downgraded to where it has even
less meaningful imput than at the time of the Bitburg incident.

The lessons to be learned from an objective appraisal of the actual
state of U.5. - Israel relations i: iﬁere is reason not to be too euphoric

but certainly not to despair. U.S. policy toward Israel has always been

and will continue to be a tug-of-war with a number of principal players - .

the White House, the Congress, the Jewish community, the State Department,
the Pentagon and the media.

If the American Jewish community is to play a constructive role in the
process, it must maintain its cohesion on Israel-related matters, deal in
reality rather than wishful thinking, and recognize that there are still
a lot of individuals and institutions that do not share our belief that a
secure Israel is in the best interests of the United States.

By endlessly repeating that things are better than ever, Jewish
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leadership might come to believe it and convince enough activists to be

less involved.

This will only make inevitable disappointments harder

to deal with effectively.
