Dear Mr. Minister:

I am glad to respond to your letter requesting a
statement of Americam policy with respect to the boy-

cott now being applied by certain Arab states against
Israel.

It is the policy of this government consistent
with its domestic legislation to take such steps as
it deems appropriate to

(a) discourage cooperation by U.S. corporations
with the boycott and

(b) discourage the practice of any form of
discrimination directly or indirectly
against Israel, Israeli corporations or
Israeli nationals.

As you know, the United States has in past years
taken a prominent stand in international organizations
and with friendly foreign governments in opposition to
restrictive and discriminatory practices in international
trade. We shall continue to press for acceptance of our

policy in international organizations and in our bilateral
relations with other governments.

Please be assured that I shall always be open to
receive from you any information you may have as to
specific instances of discrimination or boycott.

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While holding that the solution of the conflict requires an overall peace
agreement between Israel and each of its neighbouring Arab States, I realize that
this cannot be achieved without an interim agreement between Israel and Egypt to
operate uninterrupted for several years. The USG will therefore make every
possible effort to assist the creation and maintenance of an atmosphere in which

the Agreement will be observed without being subjected to pressures or deadlnes,

At the same time, the USG will continue to consider the problems of the
aforegaid overall plans, In doing so, the USG will consult Israel in advance of any
discussion with other States, and shall refrain from pursuing such plans if unsatis-
factory to Israel. Should discussions at Geneva or elsewhere lead to the advance~

ment of an overall plan, the USG shall exercise close cooperation with Israel.

AGREEMENT . BETWEEN THE USG AND THE GOI

The United States recognizes that the Israel-Egyptian Agreement of...
(date), entailing the withdrawal from vital areas in Sinai, constitutes an
act of great significance on Israel's part in the pursuit of final peace.

It elicits full US support which is expressed in this Agreement as follows :

(a) US Economic and Military Assistance

(1)

The USG will be fully responsive on an ongoing and long-term
basis to Israel's military equipment and other defense reguire-
ments as well as to Israel's economic aid needs. In this context
the USG will meet Israel's requests as outlined in the
Memorandum of ... (date). It will submit annually for approval

by the US Congress a request for military and economic assistance
in order to provide for Israel's economic and military needs.

The USG will grant Israel the amount of ... million dollars for
the construction of the new defense line made necessary by the
Interim Agreement.

(b) US Guarantee on 0il; Joint Stocking Project

Israel will seek to make its own independent arrangements for
0il supply to meet its requirements under the current market
prices. Should Israel be unable to obtain 0il from international
market sources to satisfy its needs, the USG will guarantee Israel
the supply and delivery of oil to meet all its requirements

under all contingencies. For this purpose the USG and the GOI

will have worked out agreed detailed arrangements. In submitting
to the US Congress the total Israeli economic aid package, the

USG will make prdvisiun for the net additional annual expenditure
to Israel required for oil supplies to replace the Abu Rodeis
production presently estimated at 400-450 million dollars annually.

The USG and the GOI agree on a joint project for the construction
and stocking of oil in Israel, bringing storage reserve capacity,
now standing at approximately six months, up to one-year needs.
The project will be implemented within 3-4 years. The USG agrees
to finance the construction of this project as well as the cost
of the additional oil reserve to be stored in the new facility.
Part of the facilities will be made available by the GOI to the
USG on terms to be mutually agreed upon. The construction,
operation and financing of the project will be the subject of
early and detailed talks between the two Governments.

The USG will not expect Israel to beain to implement the Interim
Agreement before Egypt fulfils its undertakines under the January
1974 Disengagement Agreement including its agreement to permit
passage of all Israeli cargoes to and from Israeli ports through
the Suez Canal.

The USG will make every possible effort to assist in the establish-
ment of an atmosphere in which the Agreement will be observed
without being subjected to pressures or deadlines.

The USG agrees with Israel that there is no place for an interim
agreement with Egypt beyond the present Agreement.

In case of an Egyptian violation of any of the provisions of the
Interim Agreement in all its parts, the USG will take, at the
request of the GOI, necessary measures in relation to Egypt in
order to ensure corrective action.

Should Israel have to take military action as a result of an
Egyptian violation of the Agreement or any of its attachments
the USG will lend Israel material and diplomatic support.

The USG will vote against any resolutuon in the Security
Council that has a bearing on the Interim Agreement and that
does not have the consent of Israel.

The USG will hold off pressures to bring about consideration of
proposals detrimental to the interests of Israel.

Should a world power threaten Israel's security or sovereignty
the US will lend Israel its full support and assistance.

The USG and the GOI will, at the earliest, conclude the contingency
plan for a military supply operation to Israel.

It is the USG's position that the Israel-Egyptian °

Agreement, its implementation, validity and duration are not
conditioned by any act or development in the relations between

the other Arab states and Israel. The USG has received an

Egyptian commitment to this effect which it hereby conveys to Israel.

The USG shares the Israeli position that negotiations with Jordan
will be directed towards an overall peace settlement once
conditions are conducive to such a negotiation. The USG agrees
with Israel that there is no place for an interim agreement

with Jordan. Any US initiative concerning Jordan will be fully
discussed and coordinated with the GOI well in advance.

Should negotiations between Israel and Syria on an interim
agreement develop, the USG accepts Israel's position that no
proposals will be made that go beyond what Prime Minister Rabin
outlined in his talks in Washington in June 1975 and what was
reiterated by Ambassador Dinitz in his oral clarification of ...

Should Syria initiate military or para-military action against
Israel or should Syria undertake or tolerate acts that might
threaten the ceasefire the USG will support Israel diplomatically.
This includes, inter alia, the infiltration of terrorists across
the Israel-Syria ceasefire lines and the stationing of terrorist
groups in frontal areas facing Israel.

The USG regards the Straits of Bab el Mandeb as an international
waterway and will act either individually or collectively to
secure Israel's right to free and unimpeded passage through
those Straits. The US will strongly sﬁppnrt free passage of
Israeli ships and cargoes through the Straits. In the event of
any interference with such passage, the US will consult with
Israel on how best to assure the maintenance and exercise of
such rights. The USG also recognizes Israel's right to freedom
of flights over the Red Sea and its approaches. It will support
strongly the exercise of that right.

The USG will take the necessary steps to ensure that corporations
controlled by US nationals do not cooperate with the Arab

boycott against Israel in any form whatsoever, nor practice

any form of discrimination direct or indirect against Israel,
Israel corporations or Israel nationals.

In connection with the Interim Agreement the USG considers all
the Egyptian commitments given in any form whatsoever, via
the USG or otherwise, as binding and irrevocable.

The USG has received assurances from Egypt which it hereby
conveys to the GOI that Egypt will not in any form participate
in hostilities in the event of a Syrian attack acainst Israel
or in the event of a war of attrition. Egypt has further

conveyed that its commitment to refrain from the threat or use
of force in accordance with Article II of the Egyptian-

Israeli Agreement, shall continue to remain binding not-
withstanding the outbreak of such hostilities or the commitment
of such acts by Syria.

Eqypt -has also conveyed that its commitment to refrain from the
threat or use of force shall continue to remain binding in the
event of counter-measures undertaken by Israel against terrorist
operations emanating from across any of Israel's frontiers.

The USG has received a commitment from Egypt, the text of which
it has conveyed to the GOI, that Egypt will consider the Agree-
ment as remaining binding regardless of any development at the
Geneva Peace Conference or elsewhere or at any stage of the

diplomatic process.

Egypt has conveyed its commitment via the USG that it will
request the annual renewal of the UNEF mandate by the Security
Council for at least two additional renewals after the first
annual mandate. Israel, too, has agreed to request such annual
renewals. The requests will be made by both parties one month
ahead of the expiration date of the mandate.

Should the Security Council fail to renew the mandate, Eaypt
and Israel will request the UN to maintain UNEF by mutual consent.

Egypt and Israel will then concert actively with the US to have
the General Assembly take appropriate action to bring about at
least two additional annual renewals after the first annual
mandate.

In the event that such General Assembly action does not prove
possible, Egypt and Israel will request an augmented UNTSO to
continue 1its supervisory responsibilities and will cooperate
with it in the framework of the joint Egyptian-Israeli commission.
Should the UN General Assembly fail to provide the necessary
funds, the USG will undertake to mobilize such funds.

The USG informs the GOI that Eaypt's undertakings to request
the renewal of UNEF's mandate for at least three years is in
addition to the implementation period which will be from the
signing of the Interim Agreement until the new redeployment
will have been completed.

The specific reference in paragraphs (5) and (6) to at least three
renewals of the UN mandate is not meant to detract from the
commitment in the Egyptian-Israeli Agreement, that the Agreement
will remain valid until superseded by another agreement. The USG
has received an assurance from Egypt, which it hereby conveys

to Israel, that this is the Egyptian position.

The USG has received commitments from Egypt, which it hereby
conveys to Israel, that UNEF will not be removed without the
consent of both parties. Removal, changes in UNEF's mandate

or in its modus operandi shall not be made except by mutual

consent.

It is the USG's position that should UNEF for any reason
whatsoever be withdrawn, the Agreement shall remain binding

in all its parts. Concerning the Buffer Zone between the forces
of Israel and Egypt in which UNEF will be stationed, the area
will continue to serve as a buffer zone separating between the
forces of the two sides with unchanged status. The arrangements
in the zone, such as those relating to the warning systems

of both sides, as well as the movement of Israeli and Egyptian
personnel in the zone will not be affected by the withdrawal of
UNEF.

The USG notes that Israel and Egypt have announced their agreement
to aerial reconnaissance missions to be carried out by the

US over the areas covered by the Interim Agreement at a frequency
of one mission every ten days or two weeks. The USG will make

the photographs available to both Israel and Egypt expeditiously.
The area to be photographed is defined on the attached map.

The USG hereby conveys to the GOI the Egyptian undertaking that
in its Government-controlled media and official pronouncements
it will not advocate war or the use of violence against Israel
and it will not call for the destruction of Israel or guestion
the legitimacy of its sovereign existence. The Interim Agree-
ment will be presented as a significant step towards eventual
reconciliation between the two countries and peoples.

The USG hereby conveys to the GOI Egypt's assurance that with
respect to its trade practices :

(a) Egypt will publicly announce that its policy, designed
to attract foreign investments and to increase its share
in international commerce, is based solely on business and
economic considerations on a non-discriminatory basis.

(b) In reply to inquiries from third-country companies concerning
its policies and practices, it will indicate that it does
not interfere in the relations of foreign companies
dealing with other countries. It will be understood, via
the USG, that the term ‘other countries' includes Israel
and the term 'foreign companies' includes companies engaged
in the exploration, production and marketing of oil.

(c) Egypt will not discriminate against foreign companies
on the grounds that they appear on a boycott or any other
discriminatory list directed against Israel.

(d) Ships flying foreign flags that have called on Israeli ports
shall not be subsequently prevented from calling on
Egyptian ports. Likewise, ships calling on Egyptian ports
first shall not be subsequently prevented from calling on
Israeli ports. The order of the call will be immaterial.

(e) The USG will inform inaquiring companies and shippers of the
arrangements as per (l2a), (12b), (12c) and (12d) and assure
them of the USG's confidence that Egypt will honor its
undertaking on this matter.

The USG hereby conveys to the GOI Egypt's assurance that in its
diplomatic practices it will :

(a) Refrain from all measures that might inhibit or obstruct
the maintaining or resumption of diplomatic relations
between Israel and any other state.

(b) Refrain from participating in or supporting any measures
intended to bar or restrict the participation of Israel,
Israeli nationals or delegations at the UN, in UN bodies
in international forums and events.

(c) If asked by states considering establishment or resumption
of diplomatic relations with Israel, Egypt will raise no
objections. On its part, the USG will lend its good offices
for the resumption of diplomatic relations between Israel
and states considering the resumption of diplomatic relations.

The USG informs Israel that Egypt has aareed that the Abu Rodies
or any other Sinai oil may be purchased by Israel through a
third-party company and transported directly at the present rate
of supply.

The USG informs Israel that in obligating itself that all
cargoes will be permitted to pass through the Suez Canal to

and from Israeli ports, Egypt clarifies that this also comprises
Israeli-owned cargoes and raw materials, including oil.

In connection with the Egyptian commitment to scrupulously observe
the ceasefire on land, sea and air, the USG conveys to the GOI

the Egyptian commitment not to interfere anywhere, directly or
indirectly, with Israeli and third-party shipping or flights

from and to Israel. This includes, in particular, the sea lanes
and air routes in and over the Mediterranean Sea, the Gulf of
Suez, the Red Sea, the Indian Ocean, the Persian Gulf and their
approaches.

The USG has received an assurance from Egypt which it hereby
conveys to the GOI, that Egypt will permit passage through the
Suez Canal and through Egyptian ports of seamen of Israeli
nationality whe are included among the general crew, when on
third-party vessels. The same will apply to Israeli nationals
in transit through the Canal on third-party vessels.

The USG informs the GOI that Egypt agrees that ships and aircraft
and their passengers and crews of either party in distress will
be given assistance by the other and be psrmitted to continue

on their route.

The USG conveys to the GOI the Egyptian commitment that Israeli
nationals on third-party vessels or carriers that land at
Egyptian airports and ports will be extended the same treatment
given to all other foreign nationals.

The USG informs Israel that Egypt agrees that the validity of its
undertakings to Israel conveyed to Israel by the USG, will

not be affected in case of their existence becoming public
knowledge. At the same time, the USG has conveyed to Egypt the
Israeli assurances to do its best to prevent public disclosure
of any of those undertakings.

The USG will pot put forward nor support at Geneva or elsewhere
any suggestion or proposal unsatisfactory to Israel.

The USG will undertake to seek full prior understanding with the
GOI concerning the modalities, nature and substance of an
overall peace settlement with each of the Arab states.

The Geneva Peace Conference will be reconvened at a time
coordinated between the US and Israel.

The US will continue to adhere to its policy not to recognize
the PLO, nor to negotiate with it directly or indirectly. The
US will prevent PLO representation or participation at the
Conference. The US will prevent participation of any other
additional states in the Conference without Israel's consent.

The US will act to ensure at the Conference that all the
negotiations will be on a bilateral basis. The US will oppose
multilateral negotiations, be they in the plenum or in committees.

The US has obtained Eqypt's agreement to adopt at Geneva
attitudes helpful towards the attainment of the objectives of
this document concerning the conduct of the Conference and
that notwithstanding any developments at the Conference, Egypt
will continue to fully implement all the provisions of its
Agreement with Israel and its commitments with the USG or otherwise.

The US will oppose any initiative to raise in the Security
Council issu included in the terms of reference of the
Geneva Peace Conference or to change resolutions 242 and 338.

LETTER FROM SECRETARY KISSINGER TO FOREIGN MINISTER ALLON

Dear Minister Allon,

In connection with the Interim Agreement between Israel and Egypt
the USG agrees to give to Israel the following assurances :

(a) It is the USG's position that the Israel-Egqypt Interim Agreement,
its implementation, validity and duration, are not conditioned by any act
or development in the relations between the other Arab states and Israel.

LETTER FROM PRESIDENT FORD TO PRIME MINISTER RABIN

Dear Mr, Prime Minister,

I wish to inform you that the US recognizes that the Israel-Egyptian
Interim Agreement entailing withdrawal from vital areas in Sinai constitutes
an act of great significance on Israel's part in the prsuit of final peace
and imposes additional heavy military and economic burdens on Israel.

I want to assure you that the US will be fully responsive on an
on-going and long-term basis to Israel's military equipment and other defense
requirements as well as to Israel's economic-aid needs, all of this in line
with the requests submitted by Israel and previous US Presidential under-
takings.

The US Administration will submit annually for approval by the US
Congress a request for military and economic assistance in order to provide
for Israel's economic and military needs.

AGREEMENT DBETWEEN THE USG AND THE GOI

The United States recognizes that the Israel Interim Agreement with Egypt,
entailing the withdrawal from highly important strateqic and economic assets
in Sinai, constitutes an act of great significance on Israel's part in the
pursuit of final peace. It elicits full U.S. support which is expressed in

(1) Retognizing the new aspects of the defense responsibilities of
the GOI following the signing of the interim aareement, the USG
will continue to make every effort to be fully responsive on an
on-going and long-~term basis to lsrael's military equipment
requirements and economic aid needs.

(2) The USG will guarantee that Israel will be supplied with the full |
quantities of oil necessary for its economy under all contincencies.
Israel on its part, will, to the best of its ability, seek to make
its own independent arrangements for the necessary additional oil
supplies. Assuming that the supply of oil from Iran and other sources
will continue unhampered, the USG will take upon itself to supply

the balance of Israel's o0il needs. For this purpose the USG and the
GOI will work out agreed detailed arrangements, In submitting to
Congress the total lsraeli economic aid package, the USG will take
into account the net additional expenditure regquired for oil supplies
presently estimated at 300 million dollars annually.

The U.S. informs Israel that it will atiempt to pursuade Syria
to comnit itself to an extension of the mancdate of UNDOF,

The USG has received assurances from Egypt which it has conveyed
to the GOI stating that fgypt will not initiate any military
action against Israel, nor will it participate or assist in

any military action between !srael and any other forces.

In connection with the interinm aareement the U.S. considers
all Egqyptian commitments given in any form whatsoever, via
the USG, as binding and irrevocable.

The USG cnnsiﬁeﬁs the Egyptian commitments undertaken in

the interim agreement, its attachments and the additional
assurances, to constitute an understanding that puts, in
effect, an end to the state of belligerency between Egypt and
Israel.

Regarding the Red Sea, the USG has received Foyptian assurances
that Egypt will not occupy or fortify any strategic locations
capable of interfering with the freadom of navigation.

The U.S. regards the Straits of Bab el-Mandeb as an international
waterway apd will support and join with others to secure general
recognitim of the right of free and innocent passage through those
Straits.

On the military side, the USG will continue to make clear to the
Soviets that it will not tolerate their conspiring in a threat
to Israel's security and existence.

The U.S. will use its influence to the best of its ability in
European capitals to assist Israel on such matters as :

(a) non-recognition and refusal of status of any kind to the PLO;
(b) the moderation and balance of European M.E. policies;

(c) EEC relations with Israel with a view to achieving associate

I want to inform you that the Government of the United
States has received from the Government of Egypt
assurances to the effect that, in connection with the
agreement on the disengagement of Egyptian and Israeli
forces, the Government of Egypt confirms that it regards
the Straits of Bah el-Mandeh as an international waterway
for ships of all flags and that it will not interfere with the
free passage of Israeli ships or cargoes.

Further assurances have been received from Egypt that
upon the opening of the Suez Canal, the principle of free
passage will likewise be observed and that principle will
be extended fo Israel when a final peace agreement has
been concluded between Egypt and Israel. As a first step,
all cargoes destined for and coming from Israel will be
permitted through the Canal from the time of its opening.

The Military Representatives of the Arab liepublic of kgypt and
of Israel, acting on behalf of their Governments, and with a view
to implementing paragraph 1 of the United Nations Security Council
resolution 338 (1973) and paragraph 1 of the United Nations Security
Council resolution 339 (1975), have agreed as follows:

A. Egypt and Israel agree to observe scrupulously the cease-
fire called for by the United Nations Security Council.

B. Both sides agree that discussions between them will begin
immediately to settle the question of the return to the
October 22 positions in the framework of agreement on the
disengagement and separation of forces under the auspices
of the United Nations.

C. The town of ouez will receive dally auppliea' of food, water
and medicine. All wounded civilians in the town of Suez
will be evacuated.

D. There shall be no impediment to the movement of non-military
supplies to the East Dank.

E. The Israeli checkpoints on the Cairo-suez road will be
replaced by United Nations checkpoints. At the Suez end
of the road, Israeli officers can participate with the
United Nations to supervise the non-military nature of the
cargo at the bank of the Canal.

F. As soon as the United Nations checkpoints are established
on the Gairo-juez road, there will be an axchanéa of all
prisoners of war including wounded.

(2) Termination of all claims or states of belligerency: and respect
for and acknowledgement of the sovereipnty, territorial integrity
and pelitical independence of every state in the area and their
right to live in peace within secure and recognized boundaries
free from threats or acts of force,
