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Preface

A Netherlands agricultural mission wisited the West Bank and Gaza in May 1987
on request of the Netherlands Government. The general objective of the mission
was to study the potential and possibilities for increasing exports of
agricultural products to Western European and Middle Eastern markets from
these territories. More iIn particular, the mission was asked to give practical
recommendations for improvement of both the physical and organizational
marketing infrastructure and identify related training requirements.

In sending this mission the Netherlands Government has honoured a request from
the government of the Kingdom of Jordan to study the set-up of a marketing
organization in the West Bank and Gaza in order to p*omote the export of
agricultural produce of these territories.

The mission also fits within the scope of the assistance programme of the
EBuropean Community, which includes a recent measure to grant preferential
access to agricultural produce coming from the West Bank and Gaza.

Sunmrary

On request of the Netherlands Government, a mission of agricultural experts
visited the West Bank and the Gaza Strip in order to study the potential for
increasing exports of agricultural productas from these territories and to
lock into the possibilities for the set-up of an export marketing
organization,

The mission identified important constraints in both production and marketing
of fruits and vegetables in the territories, the most important of which are
scarcity of fresh water, fragmentation of agricultural lands, declining export
markets and the lack of an adequate marketing infrastructure. These problems
are partly rooted in the complicated political situation of the reglon, and
partly in the general recession and/or war activities of the traditional
export destinations. As a result the incentives for innovative investments are
gradually diminishing, although the scarcity of water and land forced growers
of certain profitable products to invest in yield inereasing techniques. The
aggregate production remained more or less constant over the years, but
recently local surpluses are growing as a result of the declining exporta, to
an extent that it may soon affect production.

The mission wccncluded that the state of agriculture is well below
international standards, i.e. too low to compete effectively with other
countries In the region, but that the polential to grow quality products foo
export is promising due to rather favourable climatic conditions and wvivid
private initiative. This potential, however, can only be wused through
application of new production technelogy and improvement ¢f the organizational
and physical marketing infrastructure. At the same time new markets will have
to be developed and political cobstacles which stand in the way of an efficient
marketing should be remaved.

The mission recommended that as soon as possible a start should be made with
| the provi=zion of technical assistance and the setting up of a marketing
organization. This should provide sufficient cadre for the improvement of the
physical marketing infrastructure such as facilities for grading, packing,
cold storage and processing, At the same time negotiations should start aimed
at the removal of marketing obstacles, such as the transport problems to
| Jordan and the lack of transit facilities in Israel for direct export to
Eurcpe of produce from the territories.




1 Introduction; the mission's approach

The European Community has recently granted preferential access to
agricultural produce from the West Bank and the Gaza 3trip, two territories
which are at present under control of Israel. This measure follows similar
arrangments already in existence for countries in the Mediterranean region and
was generally welcomed. However, due to constraints of both an economic and
politieal nature, it is at present not possible for Palestinian producers in
the Wesat Bank and Gaza (hence forward called "the territories") to benefit
from the preferential treatment granted to them.

The mission's main task was to ldentify these constraints and to recommend as
to how the obstacles can be overcome in order to improve the export of
agricultural products from the territories. The misaion would have to
concentrate on the technical and practical side of the problems, including
those resulting from the political situation,

The mission has taken the political and economic reality as a starting point
for its assessment of the potential for an export oriented agriculture In the
territories., It has not limited its study to possible exports to Western
Europe only, which are at present very minimal, but also tried to identify
the causes of falling exports to the Arab world. The mission has therefore
held discussions with Jordanian authorities in Amman as well as with growers
and traders in the East Bank; with Israeli authorities in Tel Aviv as well as
in the territnries, and with Palestinian growers, traders and intellectuals,
agricultural oco-operatives as well as staff in Israsli and Jordanian servics
in the territories.

The mission has adopted a pragmatic approach, based on economic
econsiderations. Political aspects have only been dealt with if necessary from
an economic point of view.

The mission has spent considerable time cross-checking data and findings of
previous P}ssions' reports as well as several reports of scientifie
institutes ' *, These reports, combined with the mission's own observations,
form the background Ffor chapters 2 en 3, in which an analysis of the present
state of agriculture and export of agricultural produce is presented. The
conclusions and recommendations are presented in chapter 4.

2 The production of fruits and vegetables in the Weat Bank and Gaza

A great variety of fruits and vegetables is grown in both the West Bank and
Gaza, the composition of which can also be found in Israel and Jordan.

In this chapter a brief outline will be given of the fruit and wvegetable
sector of the territories inecluding, when relevant, the particular
difficulties encountered by growera and traders,

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2.1 West Bank vegetables

&rnunﬁ fifty percent of the West Bank area is somehow or another under Israeli
1. which has caused a sharp reduction of the area devoted to rainfed
tivation after 1967 to about one third of the 1964 level. The inevitable
decrease in rainfed agricultural production was mainly manifested in cereal
production which dropped roughly by 40 per cent (wheat and barley) despite
substantial yield increases since 1980,

The irrigated area however doubled to over 5,000 hectares and the use of drip
irrigation, new varieties, plastic muleh, fertilizer and agro-chemicals
increased productivity. Irrigated production of vegetables increased to an
average of 160,000 tons in recent years compared to only 30,000 tons in 1964,
The aggregate production thus remained fairly constant over the past decade,
around 200,000 tons, although the acreage decreased from some 27,000 hectares
in 1964 to appr. 14,000 hectares in 1982, Important bottlenecks that impede
expansion and intensification of irrigated areas are capital and water.

The price of fresh water is about twice as high as the price on the East
Bank. Deep drilling is only allowed for Israeli settlements causing increasing

1inity in the shallow tube wellsj particularly in the southern part of the

dan Valley. Some farmers mix brackish water with fresh water from springs
that were already in use before 1967. Time has come, particularly in the
Jordan Valley, for the farmers to drastically economize on water. The wvalley
is considerad a nstural hot house, but is certainly not a natural greenhcuse,
since the relative humidity dropz to 20 per cent or less. During winternights
temperatures often dr to 4 till 5 degrees centrigrade , which will damage
the products' quality.

It would therefore be logical to step up the use of plastic tumnels in order
to lncreaze ylelds, On tha East Bauk in Jﬂrdal the use of the walk-in type of
gnnelseis already widespread. This, however, uires credit facilities which
fPemely scarce. Farmers can only buy on credit from suppliers, borrow
n middle men or depead on their landlcrds. The recent re-cpening of the
Cairo-Amman Bank in the West Bank has so far brought no relief to the farmers
in this respeot,

The most important production areas for vegetables in the Weat Bank are the
Jordan valley (3,000 hectares), Jenin (5,000 hectares) and Tulkarm (2,200
hectares)}. The acreage in the Jordan Valley is fully irrigated and produces
about half of the total West Bank vegetable production. The areas with minor
production are the Central District, Nablus (Northern Distriet) and Hebron
(Southern District). The total production is appr. 200,000 tons of which the
Jordan valley produces appr. 100,000 tons, Jenin appr. 45,000 tons, Tulkarm
40,000 tons, Nablus 4,000 tons, the Central District 7,000 tons and Hebron
6,000 tons. f

In the Jordan valley tomatoes and eggplant account for appr. two thirds of the
total production. The remainder comprises squash, cucumbers, melons and
others. In the Jenin area, melons are most important (almost 50 per cent), the
rest being more or less divided over tomatoes, cucumbers, cauliflower and
cabbage, onions and to a lesser extent potatoes and squash.

In the Tulkarm area the products are in order of importance: potatoes,
tomatoes, eggplant, cucumbers, squash, onlons an melons. The order of products
as well as their production levels vary with prevailing price levels in local
and foreign markets.

2.2 West Bank fruits

More than half of the cultivated land in the West Bank is covered with
fruittrees, mainly olives, eitrus and grapes (almost 100,000 hectares). On a
much smaller scale a great variety of other fruit trees can be found such as:
almonds, plums, figs, apricots, appplea, peachea, pears and palms. Under
irrigation also bananas and guava are being grown.

Olive trees have been a dominant feature in this region for thousands of
years. After 1967 the planting of new olive trees increased aince local people
saw it @8 a means to avoid confiSéation of the'land. At present 4l percent of
all cultivated area is covered with olive trees and only restricted expansion
ias permitted. The price of olive and olive oll haa been decreasing for years
now and several olive groves are no longer profitable., Olive trees are mostly
planted in marginal areas, need little attention and water, but the production
fluctuates considerably with the rainfall.

Citrus trees are grown on the more fertile, irrigated lands in Tulkarm,
Jenin, Jordan Valley and Nablus. Their area has nearly doubled since 1966 to
appr. 2,500 hectares. The most productive district for ecitrus is Tulkarm,
adjacent to the fertile Israeli plains where citrus is belng grown on a very
large scale,

Grapes arz a typical Hebron product. The area pianted to grapes has decreased
in the past decade, but the productivity has increased. The most important
grape areas are Hebron and Bethlehem, accounting for appr. 80 percent of total
production (65,000 tons). ther Bxpansinn of grapev;nss with aarla varletias

ot mitted uithn&éﬁﬁae. F planting of ittrees that compete
¥ with Israel is generéily subject to licensing.

2,3 Gaza vegetables

Contrary to the West Bank, the vegetable growing areas in Gaza have somewhat
increased. Due to the natural dryness of the area the level of technology has
always been more advanced as compared to the West Bank. Almost the entire
vegetable area in Gaza is irrigated from a series of shallow tubewellsz. Some
3,000 hectares are devoted to vegetables with an average production of some
55,000 tons, the composition of which fluctuates substantially over the years.
Tomatoes and cucumbers, however, account together for half of the production,
the rest being made up by eggplants, squash, lettuce, potatoes, pears and
strawberries,

The production constraints are similar to the ones in the West Bank, though
the effect of fresh water scarcity is more striking in this arid region.



2.4 Gaza fruits

The Gaza Strip is predominantly a citrus growing area, despite the growing
importance of vegetables. The yields in ecitrus are high, much higher than in
the West Bank, mainly due to the faect that most groves are irrigated. The
12,000 hectares planted to fruit trees produce over 200,000 tons of fruits,
most of which is citrus (over 80 percent). Other fruits are: almonds, olives,
grapes, palms, guava, plums and figs.

w{“ﬁubﬂﬂe the Gaza Strip extract groundwater for

ise. ‘the settlements, W salinization of existing wells in
the Etrip, arly in Southern s. Virtually all fruits as well as
vagetablaa are grnwn under irrigation and the quality of water directly
affects the produce,

Restricted water supply and declining markets have drastically reduced the
area devoted to citrus from 25,000 hectares in 1979 to 6,500 hectares in

1987.

3 The marketing of fruits and vegetables in the Weat Bank and Ga=a

Until 1967 the territories used to have a longstanding export tradition. The
excellent climatic conditions enabled farmers to grow quality products for
export to and through Jordan and Lebanon and to have the edge on their
competitors in other countries. The export position deteriorated rapidly since
1967, to the extent that unmarketable surpluses are at present a real
\disinceutive to growers 1a the ares,
The main reason for this deterioration is a drop in demand from the
traditional export desatinations. This situation is being aggravated by the
present politieal situation in the territories which impedes growers to
maintain their competitiveness resulting in a further loss of markets. The
most problematie erops in this respect are tomato, eggplant, watermelon (in
lbuth West Bﬂ&k and Gaza), citrus (in Gaza), grapes (Hebron) and olive oil
{West Bank).

1 See also annex II, showing the calendar for export marketing in Western

Eurcpe as well as the prevailing minimum temperatures in the Jordan Valley.
One can thus derive that e.g. November - March would be the best period to
export to Weatern Eurcpe. It can also be seen that egg plant could be
exported in that period but that the harvesting of tomato and melon would
need to be advanced by using greenhouses,




3.1 Export markets

The traditional exportmarkets were Iran, Iraq, Syria, Lebanon, Saoudi-Arabia,
the Gulf States and Jordan. The war in Lebanon and between Iran and Iraq has
resulted In a complete standstill of their imports from Jordan and the
territories. Also Syria suffers from hard currency problems which led on the
one hand to an overall reduction in imports and on the other hand to a shift
of imports from Jordan and the territories to more competitive suppliers like
Turkey and Greece. Saoudi Arabia and the Gulf States are suffering from
recession and are reducing their imports. These states, moreover, are building
up their own horticultural sector with the help of subsidies to growers. For
the remaining import requirement Sacudi Arabia is increasingly importing from
more competitive suppliers (e.g. Spain). Another obstacle in this respect is
the Sacudi Arabian demand that all imported produce must be reloaded at the
border with Jordan into Saocudi trucks.

The most important market, however, remains Jordan. But Jordan itself not only
lost markets in the above mentioned countries (total export of vegetahles and
fruits dropped from 484,000 tons in 1985 to 390,000 tons in 1986), it has also
stimulated domestic production. The East Bank alone has some 1,000 hectares
of plastic tunnels and greenhouses compared to only 200 hectares in 1980. For
tomatoes Jordan has now announced a compulsive reduction in domestic
production to 230,000 tons (compared to 400,000 tons 10 years ago). It also
expects to be self sufficient in potatoes this year. The territories should,
to the maximum extent possible, monitor the developments in production and
marketing fp adjacent areas in order to adequately fill gaps that may have
been left,

The difficulties Jordan erncounters with respect to exports and increased local
production has led pthe Jordanian authorities to impose import regulations on
West Bank produce. The restriction is that only 50 percent of West Bank'|
produce can be transported into Jordan. In practice, however, this can be much'lll
less (e.g. tomatoes) or much more (bananas). '
Jordan djp)es not permit Gaza wvegetables to be imported and restricts froit!
imports. Jordan prefers West Bank citrus, most of which i3 marketed in
Jordan. Gaza, so far, exported 49,000 tons to Jordan in 1987 but is left with
more than 40,000 tons of the Valencia type orange not worth picking since
there 18 no market for these, nor are there facilities to process the
Valencias into juice,

Another, very modest, outlet is the export to Europe through AGREXCOD, the
Israeli Agricultural Export Corporation. These exports amount to a few
thousand tons only, but seem to be increasing for vegetables, particularly
strawberries. The Israeli authorities claim that growers in the territories do
not fully wusurp the opportunities to export through AGREXCO. They claim
moreover that, particularly West Bank growers, awalt opportunities in Jordan
or in the local market to make a higher price, which renders them rather
unreliable as export suppliers, Many Israell growers are disgruntled at the
Fact that they do not have any other outlet besides AGREXCO or the
Citrusboard. . produgers in the territories, however, are not convinced that

they are treal in the same way as Is 1i growers and prefer to sell against

a known price now rather than to export through AGREXCO with a few months
uncertainty as to what the earnings will be.

3.2 Quality of the produce

The farmers in the territories have always been able to keep up good quality
standards which gave them a good reputation in the area. The market for fruits
and vegetables, however, 1s highly demanding and competitive and the smallest
obstacle can damage succes in exports. g 1967 the territories found it
easingly difficult teo maintain ¢t eir standards, the more since
g:u-l;tural research and extension facllities are highly inadequate.,

In Gaza the problems have become most severe. Since water is very expenaive
and limited in supply, some farmers have stopped irrigation which leads to
rapid deterioration of the citrus groves. PBlanting of new fruittrees is
!irtually forbidden and trees in existing groves are lozing productivity after
15 years, which leads to a general loss of gquantity and guality. In the
absence of cooling or processing plants it is not possible to keep the
surpluses for other market opportunities. As a result it has become impossible
to compete with exporters in Turkey, Cyprus and Spain,

1967 Gaza produced a quality orange (Shamouti) w.h commanded a
ﬁ in the + Exports were effected to Western Europe and even to
‘Agapore and Penang, 1!%5 guality could compete with Israeli "Jaffa" produce,
1967 direct exports to Western Europe are prohibited. Exports to Eastern
Europe went down substantially because of transit problems. Also exporta to
Jordan are falling due to cumbrous trucking to Amman wvia the KQQEIHMﬂsein
e where the sllghtest interruption may keep the trucks for some hours,
hn&ﬂy up to a day or more, which affects the quality of the produce.

The Shamouti orange sells very well in Jordan and also the Israeli citrusboard
has bought lmportant quantities., But also here quality seems to deteriorate.
The Shamoutis for instance have this year been proceased into juice in Israel
while this variety is typlcally fit for fresh consumption.

As far as vegetables are concerned, some very sophisticated qualities are

being grown part of which have been sold to AGREXCO (in 1987 some 300 tons so

far of eggplant, tomatoes, squash and strawberries).

Bot uit and vegetable growers are having increasing problems to market

%r@_@e on the local market since there is a substantial inflow of
~produce. Exports into Israel are in principle forbidden, but some

products are ocecasionally allowed when licensed.

This combination of marketing and production problems is taking away the

incentive for farmers to grow export qualities.




In the West Bank growers encounter the same problems as the growers in the

#ﬁfrtp, though not so much for citrus. THe farmers in the West Bank are

also feeling the effect of a deteriorating quantitiy and quality of fresh

ﬁnr. «This is due to the fact that fresh water is extracted by Israell deep
be

s and local farmers are not allowed to drill new wells nor to deepen
( - g ones, The increasing salinity affecta the quality of production

particularlr in the southern Jordan Valley.

As mentioned before irrigated production has increased considerably in the
past 20 years, particularly vegetable production. Some high quality products
are still grown, mainly for export through Jordan and to AGREXCO. The lands,
however, are fragmentated which increases the cost of production.

The bulk of the surplus production is marketed to Jordan, where it mixes with
East Bank produce for further marketing.

The trafhsport by road to Jordan is cumbersome. Two bridges connect the East
and West Bank and only a limited number of pre 1967 trucks are allowed to
eross. For security reasons the trucks are stripped down to the bare
easentials to facilitate security checks on return of the trucks, which has to
be within 24 hours. The risk of delays during the crossing are high and the
produce | perishes very gquickly in the open trucks. The trucks have to return
Jempty and are held up for a considerable time to allow the required security
checks to take place.

Th&nflaw of Isreall produce also provides a disincentive to production of

ality produce. It was calenlated recently that some 5,000 tons of Israeli
e entered the territories in 1983/84 while only ¢ ,000 tons went from
- territories to Israel (partly smuggled). Exports from the territories to
| Jordan in that year amounted to 232,000 tons.

3.3 The physlcal marketing infraatructure

| The obatacles that have caused deterioration of quality have had also
conseguences for the physical marketing infrastructure; the loss of markets
have taken away the ingcentive to invest in storage, coldstores, packing and
grading stations, containers ete. These facilities, as well as a strong
quality consciousness on the part of the growers, are nowadays an absclute
neceasity for modern export marketing.

As far as adequate packing material 1is concerned, the territories,
particularly the West Bank, are experiencing problems due to the politiecal
situation. Packing is at present done with the use of inadequate wooden boxes,
In compliance with boycott regulations of the Arab League, Jordan doea not
allow the produce to be packed in cartons supplied by Israel. It only allows
a cardboard plant in the West Bank if the basic materials that have to be
imported through Israeali ports be accompanied with certificates of origin
stating that the materials originate outside of Israel.

The transportfacilities are, due to the political situation, highly
inadequate. The open trucks do not provide for sufficient protection, nor are
they sufficient in number. The unpredictable security measures and I1mport
pgﬁulaQians frustrate efficient planning of transport capaecity.
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3.4 The Jordanian Development Flan for the territoriea

At this point mention should be made of the Jordanian Development Plan for the
territoriea. This plan envisages to channel approximately 200 million US
dollars to the territories during a period of 5 years. The plan aims at
improvement of the general infrastructure, agricultural production, extension
and training, services and marketing facilities such as storage and transport
capacity. Jordan has invited bilateral and multilateral donors to pledge funds
for this plan, but so far donors appear to be reluctant and prefer to channel
the funds directly into the territories. This might endanger a well co-
ordinated development effort.

The mission also cbserved some reticence among Palestinians with regard to
the plan; doubts have been expressed about its effectiveness. The mission got
the impresasion that these doubts are partly the result of the rather low level
of functioning of the co-operatives which are to play a central role in the
execution of the plan; for that end a union of co-operatives is being
established, through which a strengthening of the marketing function is
envisaged. Others outright reject the plan c¢laiming that it will increase
dependency of the territories.

The mission is, of course, in no position to comment on intention or
composition of the plan. But, as far as marketing facilities are concerned, it
would like to stress that at least a minimum of organizational infrastructure
is considerd to Dbe absolutely necessary in order to co-ordinate all
development efforts and to guarantee adequate planning of the proposed
inveatnents.

3.5 The organizational marketing infrastructure

At present the organizatiosnal infrastructure is inadequate. In the absence of
a publie sector proper, the existing institutions are either linked to Jordan
(co-operatives) or to Israel (agricultural departments) and are therefore not
considered to be truly representative of Palestinian interests,

The present role of the co-operatives with respect to marketing is limited to
the 1ssue of exportlicences for Jordan, together with the required
ecertificates of origin, This task is being performed on the basis of an
elaborate administration of total production (acreage, yields, ete.).
Otherwise the agricultural co-operatives do not play an active role in
marketing.

Credit facilities for farmers are virtually absent. Agricultural research and
extension are functioning at a very low level., Some relief in this respect is
provided by international donor agencies and non governmental organizationa.
Some of these are working together with the co-operatives, also with respect
to the provision of technical services to farmers (supply of equipment).

y Conclusions and recommendations

The agricultural development problems of the territories are related with the
occupied status of the area, hence a political willingness is required of the
parties involved to remove the abstaale&ﬂﬁhnt hinder this development. The
problems, as mentioned in the previous chapters, will be summarized below,
followed by recommendations of a technical and economlc nature. These
recommendations are the minimum prerequisites for a viable export oriented
agricultural sector in the territories, taking the politiecal conatraints as
much as possible into account. Only if politieal measures are unavoidable with
respect to the soclution of problema, these will be duly indicated.

4.1 Conclusions

The present state of development and export potential for agricultural produce

can be deseribed by the following conclusions:

- The production of large quantities of quality fruita and particularly
vegetables is constrained by restricted water supply and fragmentation of
the land.

- These constraints have triggered off some important innovative developments
aimed, at saving water and inecreasing yields. These developments, however,
have been slow compared to Israel and Jordan, due to a virtual absence of
eredit Tacilities and adequate agricultural research and extension
facilities,

- Despite these e¢onstraints the territories have been able to, more or less,
maintain their level of production over the years,

- Marketing problems, however, caused a loss of loeal as well as foreign
markets, thus taking away incentiveas Ffor further investments in the
agricultural sector. The most important marketing problema are: losa of
purchasing power in some markets (Lebanon, Syria, Iran, Iraq); development
of (subsidized) horticulture in others (Saoudi Arabia, Gulf States, Jordan):
loss of markels to Turkey and Greece; prcblematic transport to and through
Jordan and TIsreal. An additional problem is the nett inflow of Israeli
produce which caused, in combination with the drop in exports, surpluses in
the local markets.

- These factors have retarded the agricultural development for years at a
stretch and as a result the present status of agriculture is relatively
low, too low to compete effectively with the other countries in the region.
The cost of production 1s high, due to the high price of water, 1land
fragmentation and relatively low yields, and qualities are not up teo
required export standards,

- Farmers have moreover concentrated on the production of eggplant and
tomatoes, two products which are slightly salt resistant but for which the
competition is stiff,

- Another reason for leosing foreign markets is the absence of an adequate
organizational and physieal (grading and packing) infrastructure for
export-marketing.

- There is a keen willingness and enterprising spirit from the part of
farmers, traders and landowners to invesat, to take risks and to experiment
with other varieties or growing technigques, should the main obatacles be
removed.
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- Although the state of agriculture in the territories is at present
insufficient to adequately serve export markets, the potential for future
developments is definitely present. In order to mobilize this potential, it
is first of all necessary to upgrade agricultural production and the
marketing infrastructure so as to restore domestie markets, markets lost to
competitors and to identify new markets.

The territories should first conecentrate on regaining the lost exportmarkets

qin the Arab countries in the region before trying to compete on the highly
competitive Western European market. Some countries have for the time being
to be ruled out because of war and/or economic problems: Lebanon, the
Syrian Arab Republie , Iraq and Iran. The countries of the Arab peninsula
are not very populous (some 30 million persons) hence winning back markets
from competitors in Turkey and Greece is a more immediate objective rather
than to count on the growth of these markets.

- For the time being, large donations are not considered useful since the
absorption capacity is still limited, which is partly due to the lack of an
adequate organizational set-up. Any techniecal and/or financial assistance
should be consldered carefully with respect to its effect on the marketing
capability of the regions.

-] The establishment of an efficient and independent marketing organization is

Jﬂnnaidered to be of vital importance to expansion of agricultural exports
from the territories.

Exports from the territories to European destinations ecan only be effected
efficiently if Israel is allowing the use of translt facilities of Israell
ports and airports.

2 Recommendaticons

The decision of the EC to grant preferential access to agricultural produce
from the territories is fully in line with the dezirs of Lthe Palestinians in
the territories to independently export fruits and vegetables to Europe,
preferably using their own brandname. The mission supports this objeetive. In
order to achieve it the mission considers it absolutely necessary that the
political obstacles preventing a direot tranaport through Israeli ports should
be removed. At the same time a strengthening and upgrading of export oriented
agriculture in the Wesat Bank and Gaza should be effectuated, Juat granting
preferential access to Palestinian products accompanied with certificates of
origin cannot serve as a panacea for restoring the competitive position of the
territories, nor doss it solve the political obatacles that are at present
preventing direct exports from the territories.

7The mission recommends the setting up of a marketing organization. The
mission developed a general idea as to how such an organization should look
like, and found widespread support for it in the territories, in Jordan and
even in Israel if it could be realised without coming into conflict with
security measures and commercial interests of Israel.
The marketing organization should operate under the broad guidance of a
governing board comprising representatives of a.o. co-operatives, agencies
and institutes involved in training, research and extension, ete. The
organization should maintain strong links with producera with respect to
planning and co-ordination of planting and harvesting of vegetable crops,
use of varieties and required standards. It should be ensured that the
provision of technical assistance and of physical facilities are geared
towards the requirementz of the market and thus will funetion in the
interest of the people in the territories.

&




The functions of such a marketing organization would be to find new markets
and assess their requirements, to buy produce from grading and packing
stations (against contfact prices according to a generally accepted aystem
of grades and standards), to negotiate and conclude contracts with foreign
buyers and to follow up on deliveries abroad. The organization should
complement and improve on existing marketing channels rather than frustrate
these. Maximum use should be made of existing facilities, such as the
administrative aystem of the co-operatives regarding the issue of
certificates of origin.

The set-up of the organization should allow for independent operation on a
commercial basis.

The general idea as to the set-up of a marketing organization, aa described
above, needs to be further worked out in consultation with all parties
concerned, Further attention needs also to be given to the question whether
one organization would be preferable or two separate organizations - one
for the West Bank and one for the Gaza Strip - need to be set up.

- The mission further recommends the provision of technical assistance at
farm level, linked with and complementary to existing activities of co-
operatives and agencies, This assistance should be geared towards
improvement of quality of the produce and quality-consciousness of the
farmers, introduction of new growing techniques and varieties, in
accordance with internmal and external market requirements.

With a view to the geographical proximity of the Israeli and Jordanian
growling areds, It is also important to ldeatify varcious crops, varielies
and/or times of harvest different from the adjacent areas so as to
guarantee a ready market for the produce. Annex VI gives a first indication
for the products grown at prasent.
The proposed assistance should consist of training courses abroad and on
the job training. Use should be made of the services of the co-operatives,
existing agricultural colleges, study groups and the various agencies that
are trying to fill the gap which resuited from the clesure of research
stations.

| A politieal obstacle in this respect could be the Israeli regulations

I stipulating that for certain crops licences are required for planting or

| re-planting. This applies mostly to competing crops such as eggplant,
tomatoes, eitrus, peaches and early grapea. It is the mission's
understanding that planting of ecrops subject to licence is negotiable in
case the products are grown for export purposes.

improved through the provision of facilities for grading, packing, cold
storage and processing (canned fruits and juices).

This would allow not only adequate handling and storage of produce for
export but it would also extend the marketing period for certain perishable
products, which will reduce price fluctuations.

The co-operatives ecould, in this respect, intensify their present role as
centre for the supply of equipment as well as credit institution in the
absence of banks, :

Although the mission eclearly conaiders direct involvement of existing
institutions useful, it would at the same time like to state that the
upgrading of marketing facilities should be co-ordinated within the context
of a marketing organization to be set up so as to ensure that these
fagilities are geared towards the requirements of the market.

- )The mission also recommends that the physical marketing infrastructure be
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-1 At the same time the mission recommends to start negotiations aimed at the
removal of political obstacles that are preventing an efficient marketing,
in order to allow growers and traders in the territories to benefit

J optimally from marketing opportunities. These negotiationas should be
conducted in a pragmatic way on the basis of economic arguments.

a8 Alleviaton of transportproblems te Jordan.

The present obatacles posed by security measures at the two bridges over
the Jordan river are in fact rendering fresh produce unfit for further
exportation., Relaxation of security measures and/or designing more
efficient ones would greatly benefit the exports of market ready fruits and
vegetables from the territories to Jordan and the Arab world.
Cne could think of a new special bridge with advanced security equipment,
that would allow the passage of refrigerated trucks. Another possibility .
could be the use of refrigerated containers (coming from Israel). This
would avoid the safety problem if the empty containers are not being
returned but forwarded through Aqaba.
Packing and grading on the East Bank is not considered a fair proposal
since the quality will certainly have deteriorated during transport in
open trucks, Only for e.g. potatoes, seeds and onions it might at this
moment be feasible to be transported by road teo Europe (Bulgarian
refrigerated trucks arrive weekly in Amman with meat), after being repacked
in Jordan.

‘ Jordan and the Arab League should relax in this respect the rather
stringent rules prohibiting produce imported in Isreali cartons or in

} packing material for which the basic material has been imported through
Isreall ports.

b Improvement of transport facilities through Israsl,

Export of westbound West Bank and Gaza produce can only be effected
efficiently through Isrsali ports and airports. Export through Ezypt (Port
Said) would be more expensive and building a new port in Gaza would, apart
from its economic feasibility, present no solution for the present. .

i The big stumbling block for (independent) exports through Israel is the
Isreali law that gives absolute monopolistie export rights to the
Citrusboard and AGREXCO, including for produce originating from the
territories, The main reasons for this are to achieve economies of acale”
and to protect brandname and quality (Jaffa-shamouti).

The mission, however, would propose to start negotiations aimed at
obtaining transit facilities through Israel for the independent marketing
organization(s) to be set up in the territories. This could be to the
mutual benefit of both parties. The mission does not support the idea of
direct and cpen competition of growers in the territories with AGREXCO and
the Citrusboard for their (West European) markets. They should rather aim
for complementarity and diversification of products and periods for which
the territories have a comparative advantage. In this respect the misaion
would advocate an improved transit handling by Izrael of non-competitive

(prnduca at present exported as genuine Gaza or West Bank products (e.g.

eitrus from Gaza to Eastern Europe).




The recommended actions will have to be carefully implemented in a well co-
ordinated fashion. Then only will they stand a chance to be successful in a
highly complicated environment. The mission considers these actions as
prerequisites for the development of a competitive exportmarketing to Western
Europe, but also for regaining domestic and foreign Arab markets,

Before these actions can be implemented, however, they need to be prepared in
more detail. The mission therefore recommends to send a follow-up mission to
the territories to work out the organizational set-up and to prepare a
concrete programme for technical assistance and the provision of physical
marketing facilities.

Based on 1984-1985 production levels, a list of exportable products has been
drawn up by the An - Najah National University in Nablus. Whenever possible,
guantitative indications as to how much can be exported are given, but in some
instances only qualitative estimates are possaible.

1 Olive oil

Olive output wvariea strongly from year to year, but averages approximately
50,000 tons. About B5 percent is used for oil extraction, yielding 10,000 tons
of oil, while the remainder of the crop is processed into pilckled olives.
Domestic oil consumption is approximately 8,000 tons, leaving a surplus of
2,000 tons for export to Jordan and storage by traders for bad seasona., Olive
pil is available in tins of all sizes throughout the year, although the
picking and pressing season runs from October till December. It is feared
that the rapid expansion of olive groves will increase surpluses and
negatively affect priceaﬁ

2 Citrus

The aggregate citrus output amounts to approximately 265,000 tons, two thirds
of which comes [rom Gaza. The breakdown 1s as follows: Shamouti (Jaffa)
oranges: 59,000 ton, Valencias: 128,000 tons, lemons: 30,000 tons, clementines
and mandarines: 30,000 tons and other eitrusproducts: 19,000 tons.

The rather sizable domestic market (30-50,000 tons) is deeclining due to
Israeli exports of citrus to the territories. Exports tec Jordan and beyond
amount on average to 120,000 tons; some 30,000 tons (usually) went to Eastern
Europe and Israell julce factories purchase 10 till 20,000 tons of low quality
Valencias, This leaves an annual surplus of 30,000 tons (for 1987 more than
40,000 tons). The prices made for ecitrus are low, often below cost price, and
the exportable surplus is therefore in principle much higher than 30,000 tons
provided a good price can be made. The time table for picking major citrua
fruits is as followas:

3 Strawberries

Strawberries are a relatively new crop, introduced in Northern Gaza in the
seventies, Some 1,500 tons are grown annually, 500 tons of which are sold
through the Beit Lahya co-operative to AGREXCO. Thus 1,000 tons are available
for export to new markets during the picking season running from November 15
Eill April 1.

4 Peppers

The production of peppers is limited due to the low demand. The potential is,
however, very big and substantial quantities could be produced throughout the
winterseason. The production amounts at present to 3,000 tons only.

5 Eggplant

The aggregate production amounts to 19,000 tons, 8,000 tons of which is
surplus, mostly produced in the Southern Jordan Valley in the period from
December 15 till April 30.

6 Plums

The aggregate plum production amounts to 20,000 tons, one third of which is
exported to Israel and Jordan. Most plums are grown in the hills of Hebron and
the most common varieties are: Santa Rosa, Ogden, Formoza and Beauty.

Some 5 till 8,000 tons| could easily be freed for export to new markets. The
season for picking runs from Juns 15 till July 20.

7 Melons

Relatively advanoced growlng techniques are used for the growing of melons,
total production of which is around 90,000 tons for watermelons and 15,000
tona for canteloupe. Some 30,000 tons are allowed into Jordan; the reat is
80ld locally at low prices,

The melons are harvested from May through August. The late varieties are grown
under rainfed conditions in the Jenin distriet, accounting for approximately
80 percent of the total output.

8 Tomatoes

Tomatoes are grown virtually all year round, though the bulk is produced
between November 20 and May 15. The Southern Jordan Valley and Gaza are the
main producing areas. Most tomatoes are of the beef type, but other varieties
could easily be grown. Total production amounts to 87,000 tons, 20,000 of
whieh is exported to Jordan,

9 Cucumbers

Total production amounts to 36,000 tons of which 16,000 tons in the West Bank
(consumed loeally) and 20,000 tons in Gaza (for export). Around 7,000 tons
could easily be freed in Gaza for export to new destinations. Cucumbers of the
"Dallila"™ type are available throughout the winter with a peak from February
15 £ill April 30.

10 Marrow

Some 17,000 tons of marrow are produced in the territories, half of which is
avallable for export to new markets,

11 Other products
A great variety of other products for which there is no local market, could be

grown on demand, e.g. by contract. Examples are iceberg lettuce, garlie,
celery and green beans; possibly also potatoes and onions.
