Governor Scranton has asked me to reply to your letter

concerning the United States Delegation's vote on the

United Nations General Assembly resolution which, inter

alia, endorsed the report of the Committee on the Exercise .
of the Inalienable Rights of the Palestinian People. The

United States did not vote in favor of this resolution as we
disagree with the recommendations contained in the report.

In his statement to the General Assembly, a copy of which I
am enclosing, Governor Scranton spoke of the serious flaws

in the Report which contribute to its "unbalanced" and "one-
sided" character., BAmong these flaws is the omission of any
recognition of the sovereignty of Israel. The report fails
to consider Security Council Resolutions 242 and 338 as the
established framework in which a just and equitable Middle
East peace be negotiated. The United States does not clspute
the considerable concern with which the report views the
legitimate aspirations and interests of the Palestinian
people. However, the United States continues to bclleve

that any Middle East peace settlement must encompass the
entire complex of issues in the Arab-Israeli dispute. We
continue to support Security Council Resolutions 242 and 338 .
as the best hope to achieve these goals.

That the legitimate aspirations and interests of the
Palestinian people must be taken into account in working out a
settlement in the Middle East, is an elementary truth. Without
doubt, this is one of the central issues that must be resolved .
in the negotiations to have a just and lasting peace, which is
what we all seek for the Middle East. The United States matches
commitment to such an outcome with any other country here
represented.

But the committee's report we are considering today is based
on this pramlse without consideration of other wvital and absolutel
essential issues; or i1f there was consideration given to these
issues, they are not represented in the report whatsoever.

I shall name but a few: There is no mention of the right
of an Isr el to exist in the Middle East. The need for the
Palestinians to accept the legitimacy and reality of the State
of Israel is utterly ignored. The maintenance of normal and
peaceful relations with Israel within the framework of an overall
peace settlement is not mentioned. Moreover, nowhere in the -y
recamnenaatibns_ib there the stipulation that the aArab states, as
"well as Israel, must join in ending the state of war and in arriving.

at a peaceful settlement in the area. Even theqe wa _examples

make clear the one-sidedness and lack of balance in the camittes's report.

There is one further, Verv basic flaw in the report. 1In
large measure the committee's recommendations prejudge the out-
come of negotiations -- negotiations that must take place between
the parties themselves in accordance with Security Council Resolu-
tions 242 and 338. Any lﬁﬁlJ idual or state involved in inter-
national negotiations is aware that no solution to this or any other

dispute can be imposed by this Assembly. Such an imposition
without agreement of the parties is obviously unfair in the
first place, but it is futile besides. It is senseless because
it will not work.

One recommendation in the report, that there be a complete
withdrawal by Israeli occupation forces "nc later than the
first of June 1977," utterly conflicts with Security Council
Resolutions 242 and 338, which call for negotiations between
the parties concerned for the purpose of settling all outstanding
problems. In short, this recommendation would have us circumvent
the framework of a negotiated settlement of the Arab-Israeli con-
flict as established by the U.N. itself.

The purpose of negotiation is to reconcile differences, to
balance the rights and interests of the parties invelved, and,
in this case, to do so within the framework which fully considers
the inhabitants of the region. Such negotiations cannot take
place in the General Assembly. .

I conclude from reading the report that the committee had
one intention ~-- to bring to the attention of the General
Assembly that the legitimate aspirations and interests of the
Palestinian people must be taken into account in working out a
settlement in the Middle East. With this conclusion, we agree.

But to draw from that premise a report which attempts to
impose a solution to the Arab-Israeli dispute by this Assembly,
utterly ignoring other basic issues in this dispute, a text
totally devoid of balance with conclusions that are unworkable
and recommendations which prejudge the outcome of negotiations --
frankly and bluntly that makes the United Nations look ridiculous.

Further, Mr. President, in this resoluticn we are also asked to vote

to extend the mandate of this committee. No constructive purpose
will be served by this action. The committee's work is finished.

It has produced a report setting forth the views and recommenda-
tions of the members of the committee. An extension of the .
committee's mandate will not contribute in any way whatsoever to

the work that lies ahead -- namely, negotiations among the parties
themselves.

We are also asked to refer this guestion once again to the
Security Council. The Council has already considered the
committee's report. Will a solution to the dispute be advanced

by another Security Council meeting on the subject? Of course
not.

So far the Council has considered the problems associated
with the occupied territories and the future of the Palestinian
people on five separate occasions this Year. Over and over
again the same speakers say the same things -- and none of this
excessive rhetoric advances the negotiations even by one step.

For all these reasons the United States will vote no on
the resolution before us as we did last June in the Security
Council on the Palestinian report.

I believe this body intends to be a responsible one. We
understand the motive behind this report, the deep feelings of
the members of the committee for the Palestinian people and
their long-standing sufferings in the Middle East. The vivid
image of one of those refugee camps lives with me always, as I
am sure it does with each and everyone of you who may have
visited them. All of us, I assume every single one of us here,
wants to resolve that problem for those pecple, for all the
people of the Middle East -- indeed, for the world, for peace
and for humanity.

Recently we have been reading and hearing about the possi-
bility of another effort for peace in the Middle East. I am
one of those who believes that such an opportunity exists. I
hope and pray it will be undertaken. For the General Assembly
cannot impose peace on the Middle East dispute. Lasting peace
can come only through negotiation by the parties directly
involved.

The talking should stop and the negotiating begin. The
framework for these negotiations exists =-- the framework
established by the United Nations. Diplomatic channels are
open. This Assembly should get on with its other work.

THE JORDANIAN YARMUK PROJECT

Deputy Prime Minister and Minister for Foreign Affairs
Allon, in his conversation with thes Secretary of State on
11 October 1976, mentioned Israel's concern with some of the
implications for lsrasl of the fNaquarin Dam Project.

The following are some brief remarks on this subject:

1) It should be szid from the outset that Israel
does not object, in principle, to the Jordanian
development project but, rather, it is concerned
at what such a project might msan to the water
supply of the region in general and to that of
Israel in particular.

2) The construction of tha Maquarin Dam would
affect the availability of water and thus
endanger Israel's entitlement to water as en-
visaged in ths Johnston Plan. It is entirely
likely that the River Jordan south of the Lake
of Galilee might disappear. It is also a
definite possibility that the water level of
the Dead Sea would be seriously affected so as
to turn its southern part into a salt desert
with all that this would imply for the existing
enterprises and plannsd projscts in that region
ef the country. The water supply of the Jordan
Valley could also be seriously affected.

3) Hence, such a project cannot be at the expensa
of either of ths parties and should not be on a
unilateral basis, An agreed development plan,
on tha other hand, would enable Israel, on its
part, not only to enjoy its right but to contribute
its share in the field of energy supply, exploita-
tion of the Dasad Sea resources, and in the areas
which such projects may embrace.

Tha question of wzster availability hzs always been
and continues to be =2 cardinal preoblem, as was dem-
onstrated, for example, during the long, drauwun out
negotiations leading to the Johnston Plan. It is

in our view definitely possible to coordinata
the Jordanian plans with those of Israel with
the view to arriving at 2 mutual understanding
and accommodation. Lacking such, a situation
might arise which could lead to cenfrontation
which israel, on its part, wants to avoid.

4) t is clear from the above that Jordan-Isr=eli
coordination on this projsct through discreet
contacts would bs the best way to proceed. The
goal of such contacts should be to arrive at
coordinated or integrated Isrsel-Jordan develop-
ment plans.

The AID has already indicated its intention to
consult Israel prior to any approval of U.S.
participation in the planning stage of the jtagquarin
Dam Project. Israsl in appreciating this will be

in a position to formulate its viesws after being
fully informed of details of the project. Such
information would enable us to examina theoroughly

the problems involved and, in case of nsed, make
alternative suggestions, bearing in mind the interests
of both parties and without harming Jordan's develop-
ment intentions.

It is in this light that our request to AID to
furnish us with the terms of reference of the
present study and the preliminary report prepared
on the Maguarin Dam Project should be viewed, We
would be grateful for this and, of course, the
final report, as well as any other relevant in-
formation which would enable Israel experts to
draw up specifics which would be useful in this
direction.

The United States has now deposited the instruments

of ratification for the Convention to prevent and
punish the acts of terrorism taking the form of crimes
. against persons and related extortion that are of -
international significance (0OAS Convention) and the
Convention on the Prevention and Punishment of Crimes
against Internationally Protected Persons, including
diplomatic agents (UN Convention). The O0AS Convention,
already in force, has as parties Mexico, Venezuela, .
Costa Rica, Dominican Republic and Nicaragua (which

is also party to U.N. Convention). It will enter

into force for United States upon deposit of instru-
ment of ratification with 0AS Secretary General.
Countries which have signed OAS Convention but not
ratified include Colombia, El Salvador, Honduras,
Jamaica, Panama, Trinidad and Obago and Uruguay.

The U.N. Convention will enter into force on the

thirtieth day following deposit of the twenty-second
instrument of ratification op accession. There are

four accessions and U.S. ratification will be the
fourteenth ratification, making a present total of
eighteen parties. Thus, only four additional ratifica-
tions or accessions are required to bring this important
convention into force. The following countries are
parties: Bulgaria, Byelo-Russian Republic, Canada,
Cyprus, Czechoslovakia » Denmark, Ecuador, Ghana y Hungary, .
Liberia, Mongolia, Nicaragua, Pakistan, Paraguay, Swedeny
Ukrainian Republic and Soviet Union. The following
countries have signed the convention but not yet ratified
it: Australia, Federal Republiec of Germany, Finland,
German Democratic Republic, Guatemala, Iceland, Italy,
Norway, Poland, Romania, Rwanda, Tunisia, United King-

dom and Yugoslavia.

Press speculation for several weeks centered on competing rumors that Mr, Blumen-
thal, the 50-year-old chairman and chief executive officer of the Bendix Corporation,
would f£fill a key post in the Carter administration, either as Secretary of Defense
or head of one of the other major agenciea.

Mr. Carter's announcement in Atlanta emphasized Mr. Blumenthal's experience as
the head of the U,S, negotiating team in the Kennedy ‘Round of trade negotiations
that took place in Geneva under the aegis of GATT (the General Agreement on Tariffs
and Trade) from 1963,to 1967. The President-elect described the Kennedy Round as
a major step forwardfin international relationships, and he particularly noted Ambas-
sador Blumenthal's success in negotiating an international cotton textiles agreement
that brought continuing expansion of world trade in a variety of fabrics exported
by developing countries witheut disrupting the economies of importing countries,

Informed sources have suggested that Mr, Blumenthal's detailed familiarity with
the issues and techniques involved in the &rcane world of international trade negot-
iations--and his high assessment of their place in international economic issues--
is likely to ensure that the Tokyo Round of trade negotiations now taking place in
Geneva will be given high priority by the Carter administration,

The Tokyo Round was formally launched in the fall of 1972 as an unprecedented
international assault on all barriers to international trade, including those that
impede agricultural trade and exports of special interest to developing countries.

Mr. Blumenthal, who was born in Germany in 1926, fled Hitler's persecution of
Jews with his parents and sister“in 1939, They spent the World War Two years in
Japanese-pecupied Shanghai--part of the time in & concentration camp, They were
released at the end of the war, but it was not until 1947 that Blumenthal was able

to emigrate to the United States,

To put himself through college, he worked as a janitor, truck driver, garbage-
mén, porter, and at other odd'jobs.

He graduated Phi Beta Kappa from the business school at the University of Cal-
ifornia at Berkeley, with @ major in international finance. After attaining his
Ph, D, at Princeton University, he pursued a short but distinguished teaching career
there before leaving to go into business in 1957 with Crown Cork Internatiomal, a
holding company that produced bottle caps and had several foreign subsidiaries.

Dear Mr. Secretary:

As a result of the recent hijackings of a Trans World Alrlines
jet aircraft by Croatian Nationalists from New York, and a KILM jet
from Nice, France by Palestinian terrorists, it is obvious that our
nation and the entire world must remain constantly alerted to and
prepared against the threat of air piracy and terrorism. As you know,
Israel has been the target of repeated acts of air terrorism which
have resulted in loss of life and property of citizens of all
nationalities, including Americans. In fact, the recent KLM hijackers
threatened to blow up their captured plane in mid-air if a number of
their terrorist colleagues were not released from prisons.

Because of my concern about this situation, I requested the
Government of the State of Israel to inform me whether it has existing
concerns with the safety of air Passengers who visit that country on
any United States air carriers. In response to this request I was
informed that Israel's Minister of Transportation, Mr. Gad Yaakohi, wrote
E0 you on July 6, 1976, following the hijacking of an Air Franre plane to
Uganda. He expressed to you his official concern with the refusal of
Trans World Airlines to reinstate the search of check baggage coming
from United States airports to Israel. You responded to him by letter of
August 2, 1976, stating as follows:

"0fficials of Trans World Airlines have been contacted with
respect to your request for the reinstitution of physical
inspection of passengers' checked bzggage destined for
Israel. TWA believes that the checked baggage of pPassengers
eénplaned in the United States for Tel Aviv does not present a
security risk and that routine inspection of that bagpage is
nOt necessary,... We believe there is merit to TWA's position
on this question, and in the absence of specific threat
information concerning enplanements in the United States on
TWA flights to Tel Aviv, we support that position,"




Your response to his letter concerns me greatly. In our volatile
times it must be the duty of the United States Government and
United States air carriers to spare neither time nor expense in taking
every conceivable action to avoid even the slightest possibility of
an air hijacking, explosion, or other tragedy involving United States
citizens. ' The infamous massacre at Lod airport in 1972 occurred
precisely because check baggage was not inspected at its take-off
point, allowing the Japanese terrorists involved to receive their
baggage at Lod, open it up, kill 22 innocent passengers and wound
many others.

Therefore, I urge you to reconsider and take the position that
the search of check baggage at United States airports with the Israel
destination be done. I do not intend to release this letter to the
public unless/until there occurs (God forbid) an incident that relates
to this problem. But I want to let you know that I do intend to
release it with the strongest of statements if our government's

position and that of our flag carriers to Israel do not take appropriate,

protective, preventative measures in this matter. We are not talking
about dollars, we are talking about lives...once bit is twlice shy.

White You have a time frame within which you are supposed to drill,
We are supposed to drill and in the contract as it was written in 1964, if I under=-
stand it, we were, are, to have drilled in that block by September 20th 1976.

White I do not personally have any word on that, no.
Cheslow Did the U. 5. State Department in fact advise you to continue your

drilling operations in those waters after the first incident ?

White I think probably the position of the U,S. State Department is some-
thing that should be answered by themnot by us.

Cheslow What I was wondering was not necessarily the position of the U.B.
State Department, but the extent to which Amoco did consult the State Department
before making certain moves .....

White The State Department have been kept fully informed of our actions

and they have known of our activities at all times.

Cheslow Has the State Department given you any indication of when you
might be able to resume drilling in those waters ?

White Again, I think that is a statement, question, that you should ask
the U.S. State Department.

Cheslow Was that contract ever renewed or how many years was that contract

supposed to be in force ?

White Well, this is still under the terms of the original contract. We have
a number of licensed areas, different licenses at different times covering different
licensed blocks. The one we are talking about is the 1964 contract.

Cheslow Are any of those other blocks perhaps disputed waters ?

White Certainly there are licensed blocks in the Eastern portion of the

Gulf of Suez, if that makes it disputed waters, yes. .
Cheslow Can you tell me perhaps just how rich is this oil field, how much

money are we talking about when we talk about these waters 7

White I don't think I can answer that really, We feel there is a good chance
the Ramadan Field extends to the East, we were looking at this as a development
well, despite the fact it is in a different block it is less than a mile from what we
consider to be the established or presently known productive areas of the Ramadan
Fields. We were approaching the well in block 304 simply as an extension of the
field, and just, stressing it in terms of how many dollars, how much oil, we don't
know; it is one of those things you simply have to drill the hole before you know
what's down there. .

The Yigal Allon statement should be responded to by the Arabs and he
expects it will be the second stage (that) is the stage of negotiations.
Once it has been decided who participates in the negotiations, the
third stage is the implementation of the settlement which will take

a long time. He distinguished -his own approach from that of Secretary
Kissinger. He described Kissinger's policy as one of small steps

to an indeterminate future, His (B's) policy is that the small steps
should be undertaken after the outlines of a comprehensive settlement
have been agreed upon. These small steps should include fail-safe
options to build mutual confidence.

He said that the Arab would was in the process of rennaisance and
modernization. America and Israel share an interest in seeing
to it that the Arab world does not become radicalized. He was critical
of US policy in its arms sales to the Arabs, which he described as
highly undiscerning. He said that giving Arab countries air-to-ground
missiles, was very misguided and that it was very unwise to give the
Saudis highly sophisticated arms subject to easy tranfer. On the
other hand, he said that Carter's statment that he would undertake a
counter embargo against any Arab oil embargo was credible only within
the context of Arab dependency on the US. Such a counter-embargo would
have a deterrent effect on an embargo because it would imperil

Arab stability and put the ruling elite in jeopardy.

On the West Bank, he said that he agreed with those Israleis who view
Israel's absorption of the West Bank as counter-productive and disruptive
of Israel society. He said he preferred a West Bank entity linked to
Jordan which he felt would be more stablethan a separate State.

Such an entity .should have a close economic relationship with Israel .
and should be demilitarized. In answer to a question on the role of

the UN, he said the moral basis for any role by the UN in settling the

ME dispute has been destroyed by the anti-Zionism resolution.

In answer to a question on Soviet Jewry, he said the USSR must clearly
understand that the US-Soviet relationship would be affected by what
happens in the human rights dimension including the Jewish dimension.

He said that the Helsinki Agreement gives the US the right to raise

the human rights question with the Soviets, but that this Administration
had been inadequate in demanding that the Russians comply with the
Helsinki Agreement. We have the right to raise it and we should.

-
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Brezinski said that the US position in the ME was not a partisan

issue. He said that the intimate US relationship with Israel was rooted
in three facts: ]) the role of a Jewish community whose deep concern
for Israel was both legitimate and important; 2) a shared sense among
the American people of a generalized, historic responsibility for the
destruction of European Jewry; 3) “the strategically complimentary
nature of the US-Israel relationships with both countries sharing a
mutual interest that the Soviet Union does not attain paramouncy in the
ME. He said that despite the intimacy of that relationship, differences
in tactics between the two parties and even friction, are occasionally
inevitable, but American credibility is damaged by saying one thing

to one country and another thing to another country. We have to say
the same thing to everybody. ’

Brezinski said he told Arab leaders that the US-Israel relationship
cannot be even-handed when compared to the US-Arab relationship and

that anyone who tells them that deceives them. He said the US-Israel
relationship is an intimate one, based on a spiritual and historic

legacy and nourished by the political strength of American Jews.

The Arab-US relationship is not. This qualitative discinction is a

fact of life that the Arab states must recognize and they must understand
that the US will not abandon Israel, because to do so would be a betrayal
of -ourselves. He said that the closeness of the US-Israel relationship
does not necessarily bar a better US-Arab relationship.

The Arab Boycott

An ever Increasing oumber of American business enterprises
is being caught up in the web of Arab boycott regulstions designed to
coerce them to cut or limit their ties with Israel. The resultant loss
of trade, Investment, etc. to both lsrael and the United States s
undembtedly considerable, though no exact figure can be put on it, as
the main damage consists In the deterrent effects of the boycott.

With due recognition and appreciation of the steps already taken
by the United States authorities to restrain certain boycott practices,
it Is evident that stronger measures are needed to solve the main .
problem, which ls that Arab States retain the freedom to dictate anti-
Ierael rules of behaviour to Amerlean enterprises, and that the latter

remain free to comply with guch rules.

Clearly, the United States is in a better position then sny other
country in the Free World to ploneer the measures needed to curb
effectively the Arab "secondary” boycott. Recognition of this fact,
however, should not preciude efforts to coordinate a common policy
against the boycott among & wider range of Industrial countries so as
to remove persieting fears that anti-boyeott action by one country may

result In a diverslon of trade In favour of another.

Both In Canada and in the European Economle Community
there have been manifestations of growing Aensitivity to the ihtrusion
of the Arab boycott on normal trade practices. Thus, the European
Community has insisted on the Inclusion of non~-discerimination clauses
in the agreements It recently signed with the Arab Maghreb States,

In Canadn, the boycott has, In recent months, been denounced in
exceptionally strong terms by the highest Jovernment authorities and
a special Cabinet discussion of the subject Is reportedly scheduled
for the near future.




There is, therefore, both need and room for a vigorous
initistive to be taken with the aim of reaching some sort of agreement
between the major industrlal Powers on the nature of the measures
to be adopted by them in order to eliminate compliance with the Arab
boycott as an element of competition between thelr respective enter-
prises. It is hoped that the United States, as the leading Power, will

bé willing to launch such an Initlative soon.
