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STATEMENT : MURPHY'S BACKROUND STATEMENT - NOVEMBER 26, 1984 M

An agreement has been reached which allows for resumption of diplomatic relations
between the U.S. and Iraq.

This agreement has concluded today between President Reagan and Deputy Prime
Minister and Foreign Minister of Iraq - Tariq Aziz, -———ea =— The two coun-
tries diplomatic missions are uprated as of this date from Incerest Sectlons

to Embassies and the Principle officers will hold the title of Charge de Afralrs

‘pending the appointment of Ambassadors. Ambassadors will be appointed as promptly

as possible under the nomination processes required within and between both co-
untries.

We have Assitant Secretary of State Murphy and he will give you the details of
today's meeting and other questions you might have on the agrecment. :

Murphy:

The official program started this morning with a meeting at 10:00 with Sec-
retary Shultz and to the White House for a meeting with the Vice President and .
they just concluded in the Oval Office with President Reagan. His program be-
yond this will be a working lunch with the Secretary which starts in a few minutes,
He will be paying courtesy calls later today on Secretary Weinberger and Bob Mc-
Farland. This afternoon will be the ceremony of flag-raising at the Iraql Embassy,
During his stay in Washington, which will continue until Thursday - Tariq Aziz
will be meeting with a number of representatives of think tanks such as the Carn-
agie Endowment, The American Enterprise, etc. He will have an cditorial breakfast
with the Washington Post and meetings on the hill have been scheduled: one with
Senator Boscbwitz and other Foreign Relations Committee members,He will also be
interviewed by Evans and Novak.

Let me just say a few words about the resumption of relations., We welcome the
resumption. It reflects the de facto normalization of the U.S.-Iraqi dialogue that
has developed gradually since relations were broken back in 1967. We established
our Interest Section in Baghdad back in 1972 under the protection of the Belgdium
Embassy and while it has been a 17-year break in formal relations, we have had
& dialogue which has gradually developed over the last several years, capped by the
meetings today. We think it is a positive development; it has been achieved by
patient efforts over a number of years. Its had the support and encouragement of a .
number of key congressman from both parties. Today's step reflects changes that
have already taken place in U.S,-Iraqi relations. I wouldn't read into it any pre-
dictions or major changes in our respective policies, It is a bilateral step that
doesn't impinge on our relations with other states in the area. It signals no change
from our neutrality in the Iraq-Iran war or U.S. reappraisal of Iraq's weight in re-
glonal balances. The latter is a fact that we have long recognized, It also has no
effect on our relations with Israel which continue to be stronger than ever. The
8tep recognizes the importance of our holding productive discussions with an important
state in the Middle East where the interests of the U.S. and the free world are sig-
nificant. It will reinforce our dialogue with Iraq at the policy level on che range
of issues affecting regional security, including those in which the views of Irag
and the U.S. may from time to time diverge. For its part, Iraq has publicly characterize
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its decision to re-establish relations with us as consistent with itrs desire to
balance its relations with the Soviet Union, We welcome and respect Irag's des-
ire to emphasize this independence from any outside domination. Resumption of

relations imply as no mutual endorsement by Lraq or the U.8. of the foreign or

domestic policies of the other, Rather, we have both recognized that a direct,
authoritative and candid dialogue 1s the best approach to managing our differ-

ences and where possible to resolve them amicably and constructively,

QUESTIONS & ANSWERS:

Q: This agreement represents an essential change in the U,S. position?

A:1 think there is no essential change. I think the fact is that the dialogue with
Iraq has developed very steadily. Its accelerated over the past couple of years

when the head of our Interest Section began to get access to more senior levels in .
the Iraqli government.There has been some congressional contact with Saddam Hussein.
and others traveling this year have met with the President with Tariq Aziz as For-
eign Minister with Deputy Prime Minister Ramadan whose in charge of the overall

charge of the economic development. I don't think you should see this as a major

step forward.

Q:Isn't this a matural outgrowth of gradually developing relations of our interests
in the Iraq-Iran war?

AiNaturally that has been one of our primary interests in relationships with Iray
but as I said, Iraq is a major state in the area, a major player in the regional
scene. Resuming relations is a bilateral issue and we think that our policy of
neutrality in the war which has been established since 1980 and continues to be

our .policy. It is the best way to get American interests secured which are the ear-
liest possibly peaceful settlement of the war; one that will preserve the integrity
and the sovereignty of both Iraq and Iran, I think it is misleading to see this as
a tilt towards Baghdad because of the fact that we are resuming relations.

Q:Did the President discuss the Iraq-Iran war and specifically did he discuss any-
thing about chemical warfare?

A:We have discussed chemical warfare during the Foreign Minister's visit, We have .
discussed the present situation of the war. We have an earnest intent to commit

the US to support any efforts towards a peaceful megotiated settlement to the war,
Q:What about any military arms supply to Iraq?

A:We have never sent arms to Irag and there is no prospect of our changing our policy
on arms supply. That policy was laid down at the outbreak of the war. In practical
terms, it applied heavily of course to Iran because we had supplied the Shah's mil-
itary establishment., We really never had been a supplier of Iraq. But I gather the
Iraqis have captured a fair number of American arms in the course of the war but

that is not our doing. As far as the economy is concerned, Iraq is presently the
Department of Agriculture's largest customer worldwide.
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Q:Are the Iraqis asking the US to stop the resupply of parts to Iran which appar-

ently were permissible under the hostage agreement. Also, are the Iragis askiug

the US as the Washington Post reports last summer, for reassurances that Israel
won't interrupt the new pipeline the Iraqis are tryimg to build through Jordan?
And, would the U.S. 1like the Iraqis to buy less arms through the Soviet Unlon.

Are these things likely to come out of this new agreement?

A:One of the principle interests that the Foreign Minister has and the government
of Iraq has is encouraging us for first of all, expressing appreclation for what
we have done to cut off limit the supply of amms to Iran coming Erom pre-war
sources. There is nothing we can do about the Soviets, Libyans, Syrians, etc. that
has gone on continuously and continues to go Co Iran. We have been extremely active
in cutting off where possible and when we hear of it in time and when we can per-
suade friends and allies arcund the world. This is something that cannot be solved.,
It is an ongoing process in the arms market that we have and will continue to move
on vigorously in the future. We affirmed our assistance in bringing the war to an
end through that means and that is certainly an interest of the Iraqis. On spare
parts for Iran - this has not been raised here — I think they are convinced on this .
that we are not supplying lethal equipment or spare parts for military arus and
weapon systems to the Iranians.

The pipeline through to Jordan is not being pursued very actively today. There
are two pipeline projects being undertaken by the Iragis. One is through Turkey,
which is a doubling of the present line and the other 1s what 1s called a spur line
from southern Iraq to connect with the Trans-Peninsula pipeline in Saudi Arabia.

A third project, which has been discussed, in which we got a preliminary commitment
of the Export-Import Bank to finance American materials with which they are not pur-
gujng at the moment. They are going to go ahead on the first two and I think they can
complete those largely within the coming year or early l98b. The Foreign Minister
made the point that we are the only country (Iraq) in the area that has adopted a
deliberate policy of involving its neighbors in its own economic development. In
this sense through construction of these alternate lines, it is putting its product
through Turkey through Saudi Arabla and its future economic welfare will depend on
close relationships and the stability and development of those other countries. I
think Iraq sees this project as in its interest in assiting its development of reg-
{ional stability. The reason why they are not pursuing the pipeline through Jordan
is possibly because of fear of Israel interrupting it,

Q:1s there some prospect of change of the military relationship between Irag and
the U.S. and if not - why is he seeing Secretary Weinberger? What effect, 1if any,
do you expect the resumption of relations between the U.S, and Iraq to have on the
overall Middle East situation? |
A:Our policy since the war started has been not to license direct or third country
transfers of US control defense articles either to Baghdad or to Iran. Resumption

of relations doesn't portend any change in our arms policies towards either Iraq or
Iran. He is calling on Secretary Weinberger as a courtesy visit appropriate between

= genior officials and he asked to call on Secretary Weinberger.
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Do not read in the Weinberger call a hint that there is going to be some surprising
new cooperation with Iraq in military planning.

The overall effect on the Middle East situation - we consider Iraq a significant,
major player in the Middle East. Its attention is focused first and foremost on its
conflict with Iran today. I can't tell you what in the overall situation - 1f you are
talking about the Arab-Israel situation - what their role is going to be. They do not
see themselves as a front-line state and that is a change from the history as late
as the 1970's. They see themselves as concerned — concerned about the Palestinian
future and some of the central issues - but I think you see an evolution in the Iragi
attitude. It is interested in being supported of moves such as the Jordanian resumpt-
ion of diplomatic relations with Cairo. It is supportive of the holding of the PLO
conference of the PNC in Jordan, I recall a statement which was publicized in the

" In considering proposed sales of sophisticated weapons to the Arab
countries, such as advanced fighter planes and missiles the U.S. also
should take into greater account whether the quality and quantities are
such that they might be ultimately used against Israel, thus prompting
Israel to buy more equipment as a precaution. A Major factor in Israeli
defense spending is its concern that the additional sophisticated Arab
equipment may inflict higher casualities on the smaller Israeli forces."

ISRAEL'S ECONOMIC CRISIS: EDITORIALS, PRESS COVERAGE, OPINIONS

This report will detail the way in which the New York City press
has covered Israel's economic crisis, focusing on the past three
months, August l5-November 15, 1984,

Three basic topics will be dealt with:

1) The opinions of how, if at all, Israel will be able to get out
of its economic straits.

2) U.S. aid to Israel; what the U.S. is and is not willing to do

for Israel and why.

3) The U.S.-Israel Free Trade Zone & Offset Program,
The newspapers covered are the New York Times, Wall Street Journal,

New York Post, Daily News and Newsday,

During this time period, Prime Minister Peres made his first official
visit to the United States as head of the government, The visit
generated a barrage of coverage and focused, at first, on Israel's
economy, It should be noted though, that Israel's economy has

generally been followed in the N.Y. press, but never with such

intensity.

By far, the most striking feature of the coverage has been the
editorial opinions expressed, across the board, that the U.S.

should not "bail Israel out," as P,M, Peres seemed to be requesting,

before, "Israel puts its own house in order." Even Israel's staunchest

supporters, the New York Post and the Wall Street Journal, espoused

this belief, Israel is seen, in the eyes of the N,Y, press,.as

being an irresponsible, socialist, welfare system that must change

ufor-its own good.

The Press Reports

Generally, the Wall Street Journal and the New York Times covered
the Israeli economy in relative depth, while the other papers

published wire service reports that were short and faetual,

The following is a list of just some of the adjectives used to
describe the Israeli economy : deteriorating, devastating, inflation-
bound, inflation-ridden, desperate, collapsing, decaying...

Often, Israel's economic plight was front page news, !llany anecdotal
stories appeared. Feron and Smith in the New York Times, and

Putka and Kessel in the Wall Street Journal, wrote about the bizarre
effects of the crisis: long lines in banks, money in tiles, Israeli

spending sprees, the above ground black-market.

~he fact that Israel is the largest recipient of US aid was mentioned
often, though without apparent malice, Serious problems of the
proposed U.S. aid increases were discussed. Administration aides
were quoted as wondering whether or not a new Congress, two years
before election time, would respond favorably to the expected requests
for increased aid, at a time when U,S, budget deficits were so high

and the need for domestic spending cuts became apparent.

The general feeling of reporters was that the Reagan administration
would consider any Israeli request for aid if Israel proves it

is imposing strict austerity measures., Gary Putka of the Wall Street
Journal wrote on 10/4, "In the end, few believe that the U.S., will

Another issue brought up was whether or not the U.S. should tie

aid with policy goals with respect to the Reagan peace plan,

The problem that austerity would bring to the country were also
discussed. The three main areas of concern are: 1) Israel's .
military needs, 2) Unemployment, 3) The effects austerity could have

on a potentially increasing volatile occupied population.

The Free Trade Zone bill was generally reported in a positive light,

"For many, lifting trade barriers is tantamount to giving away
American jobs." Long time allies of Israel, such as organized
labor were against the bill,

The feeling was the same for the Offset Program. Greenberger and

Seib reported in the Wall Street Journal that "The U.S, is



hestitant to allow offset programs grow too large because they represent
a transfer of American capital abroad." Yet, Weinbergers recent trip

to Israel, where the Offset Program was sealed, received favorable,

if somewhat muted coverage.

The U.S. needs a stable and secure Middle East. Yet new more than ever,
the Avab countries of the Middle East continue to show their iastability, as
we see turmoil and violence erupt again and again in the Arab world. In
Egypt, President Sadat has been assassinated. 1In Saudi Arabfa, fanacics
sought to bring down the govermment and stormed the mosques. AndIraq remains
at war with an Iran led by a dangerous and radical Islamic clerical dicrator-
ship. Lebanon is weak and divided, subject to violence from all sides, and
Libya and Syria continue to threaten their neighbors, failling to respect any
and all political boundaries.

In this context, we see clearly thact a strong Israel remains in the very
best interests of the United States. When governments change in Israzel, there
is no violence -- Israel is the only democracy in the Middle East. 1In all the
turmoil of the region, only Israel has been a solid and stakle ally of the
United States. : '

But there are some very real problems facing Istael today, aad Ffacing the
Uniced States;and its relacionship with Israel. The Camp David accords af
1978 were a ctremendous achievement, in which the United States took the main
role to make 2 real difference for peace in the region. But in the five years
since Camp David, lictle progress has followed the {nitial promise. Ronald
Regan put Middle East negotiations on his own back burner, and the Camp David
accords slowly fell away without solving crucial questions. such as the fucure
of the Wese Bank.

Instead of putting the pressure on Jordan to Join in the Camp David
accords, the Reagan administrarion has pressured Israel ro grant concessions
to those who refuse to negotiate directly with Israel for such concessions.
Israel icself remains willing to negotiate -- but there is no one for it to sir
down at the table to negotiate with. And no good has been done by putting

‘pressure on Israel to give when there is nothing it can receive in return.

Apart Irom the Reagan adminlstration's failuce to tollow up on the success
of Camp David, there have bSezn other signs of disappointment. Egypc has imple-
mented Camp David in an increasingly begrudging and limited maaner. Few
Egyptians have caken advancage of the loosened border between Israel and Egypt
to make the trip between the two countries. More significantly, Egypt has
vecalled its ambassador from Israel, seriously reducing diplomatic contact
between rhe two nations. And President Mubarak has been quoted as saying that
"Camp David is dead,” now that Israel has glven Egypt all of its land back.

Perhaps the most important result of Camp David for Israel today is
that its southern and westaern borders remain quiet and secure. Between
Egypt and Israel there is, if not as warm relations as we would like, at
least peace.

Israel's northern and eastern borders remain dangerously insecure,
and in this area the promise of Camp David remsins unfulfilled.

Despite the successes in removing the PLO from Beirut, Lebanon remains
today a divided country in which the Geymael government is-far from strong.

Over the long run, the United States must do everything it can te
reavaken the atmosphere of Camp David. Because there will be no solution
to the problems of the Middle East until Israel is at peace with all its
neighbors.

That peace is what ﬁnmp David nearly accomplished, Its significance,
even today, cannot be overemphasized.

First, Camp David ended a state of war between Israel and Egvpt, in
wvhich an Israeli and an Egyptian Prime Minister could actually embrace, and
a hostile border become a peaceful one.

Second, Camp David established noimalizad relations between two pacples
who had never before in modern history existed on equal and autonumous
grounds,. L .

Further, those problems that had seemed insurmountahle == Terasl's
security needs in the south, its troops in the §inai, Egypt's regquiremant
to gain back land lost in a militarv defeat, the problem of the Caza strip --
were negociated to the point where both countries found a solution they could
live with. Even today, with nd cooperarion on the part of any other Arab
country, and in the face of the. turmoil in botch counctries, these achievements

of the Camp David accords remain:' OFf all the work of the Carter Administracion,

this achievement must be counted as its most signi{ficant.

Finally, the Camp David aceords cried to deal with the problem of the
Palestinian Arabs who live on che West Bank, a population of one millien
people, many of whom have nevar accepted the events of 1946, lec ziare the

events of 1967, and who even today would like to see the State of Israel
descroyed.

Today, many Israelis as well as many friends of Israel wonder whether
Israel can assimilate the West Bank. They recognize that Israel must maintain
military concrol of the Westc Bank for its own security, but they fear that it
1s not good for Israel to maintain political control of a large minority group
that deces not want to be under Israel's political cencrol.

Camp David tried to ruﬁElva this problenm by establishing a five vear
Program uader which Israel owuld remian in miliciry contrel of the West Bank,
byt would permit the lpﬁil-gqnulﬁﬁin,rg deyelnp, theig owm goveypmentals |
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Unfnrtuna:¢1y. the Palestinians and the Jnr&anians became victinfzed
by consequences of their own rhetoric in rejecting Camp David. If they
had accepted its provisions in 1978, the initial five year period of control
by Israel, with the creation of Palestinian goveramental instirutions, would
now be completed, and the area would be moving towards increasing autonomy.

Instead, King Hussein never formally responded to Camp David, and the
PLO rejected it. As a result, Israel has continued to administer the area,
and more and more Jews have settled in the West Bank, making return of the
territory to the Arabs in any form increasingly unlikely.

There are many in Israel, as well as in this country, who sea the
settlements as incensifying che difficulty of negotiating a peace in the
region. I do not know what the best resolution of the settlement question
will be fore Israel. The question remains whecher Israel, as a Jewish state,
can remain in control of so many non-Jews in a conquered territory, a popula-
tion in which the PLO and terrorism and influence by Syriens and radical
Iranians have already done sc nuch harm. The question can only be answered
by Israel itself,and Israel may best be able to ansver the question by nego-
tiating the issue with Jordan.

It is imperative that the United States do all that is can to bring King
Hussein and Jordan into a dialoguc with Istael. Such talks are especially
imporcant, because failure to do so will in all likelihood result in the
Syrians continuing their infiltrarion of the PLO, and continued attempts to
establish a PLO-or Syrian-controlled Palestinian state in the West 3ank.

A Palestinian state in the Wést Bank must he strongly resiscted by this
country, as well as by Israel. The history of the PLO, and of Syria, cthe
inscability we see in cheir political Institutions daily, have demonstrated
beyond rebureal that an independent Palestinian state would be a threac not
merely to Israel's existence, but to the region and the world.

We have seen the Palescinians Eight among themselves when they do not
fight with Israelis, or Lebanese, or other Arabs. They were expelled from
Jordan because the PLO's leadership proved co be bloody and chreatening to
Jordan's political instituctions and ire people. They were expelled from
Beirut by Lebanese and Israsli troops for the same reasons. And now Yasser
Arafat and hLis troops have had to evacuate Tripolil while being fired on hy
their own comrades in the PLO, 1in a.schism that has Apparently been enginecrad
by the Syrians.

Wherever the PLO has been, we have seen blocdshed. We have seen
terrerism, and we have seen irresponsibility. I do not know for certain that
an independent Palestinian state on the West Bank would become a clieat of
Syria, or of the Sovier Union=-though I chink that is what would probably
happen. But I know that neither this enuatry, nor Ieracl, eve. wanis Lo DLe
in a position where it would have to sit hack and watch and wait and see.
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Because a separate and unstable Palestcinian state is an unaccpecable
result on the West Bank, we must do all we can to suppart Israel's
resistence to such a state, and to help lIsrael ultimately develop an
alternative. -

The alternatives available today are limited: Israel and Jordan are
the only states beside Syria that border the area; they are the states that
ultimately must work out a solutiom. It is in both their interests to work
out a2 solution in which the West Bank is protected from Syria. Jordan has
every bit as strong a reason as does Israel to oppose Syrian interests in
the Middle East. Syria has always been a dangersus nelghbor, ard a military |
strongman like Haddad is particularly threatening to a non-elected monarch
like Hussein. :

King Hussein was hesitant in following Anwar Sadat at the time of
Canp David, and never followed through on the opportunity given him thean.

With Sadat assassinated by right-wing Islamic zealors in his eountry, with .
Itanl inspired Islamic terrorism sprouting throughout the Middle East, Hussein

. is even less likely to make any move today that would be seen as pro-Israel or
pro-American. Yet the West Bank problem cannot be solved without Hussein
making a movement to negotiate with [srael.

Solving-the West Bank problem scems to be a vieisus eircle, but the
circle can be broken. It will be broken only by a lovering of tensions in
the region and stabilicy in Lebanon. Sueh stabilicy must be achieved, .
ultimately, by the actors in the region and hopefully By rhe Lebapnese them~
selves, rather than by Israel or Syria. An accord between Israel and Jordana
on the West Bank must follow up on Camp David.

We must continue to supportt:Israel through this process, economically
and milizarily as well as polirically. Neither Syria nor Jordan nor ths
Soviat Union must ever ‘he permitted to doubt this support for even an instant.
Beyond the tles of social and political brotherhood with Israael, the United
States needs Israel to remain a-friend and ally against the Instabiliries of
the Middle East which existed Sefore Israel came into existenmce, and which
continue to bedevil the world to this day. .

Istracl is a realicy that the Arabs must acecept, and learn to live with in
peace. Prohahly the most imporcant thing the United States can do for Israel
is to coavince the Arabs of that truth.

Jerusalem has long been a symbol of Israel, and the June war of 1957
eaded 1{ts history as a divided city. A bill to be considered by Congress over
the next session would have the Uaited States move its embassy in Isrsel to
Jerusalem.

Because Israell sovereignty over Jerusalem is an established fact, because
it is an achisvement that the Israell government will never zive back, I belisve

he movement of the United Statas enbassy to Jerusalem would send importanc
message to the Arabs that Israel is a realctiy, and that the United States will
support that realicy through thick and thin, oil crises or mo ofl crises.
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For this reason, I will 3upport as Senator legislation to move the
American euwbassy to Jerusalem, for the Middle East is one place where
symbolic acts are of speclal importance.

It is not merely uu;'HEEPﬂns, or our dollars that Israel requires.
It is our friendship, and our pride in being a friend of Israel. Too often
OUr country has bowed to Arab pressures in recent years apd appeared to make
Israel a second-class ally. A Jerusalem embassy would rebUt that appearance,
and how American to be Israel's true friend.
