ANNOUNCER: From our Newsroom in New York, this is the CBS MORNING
NEWS, with Hughes Rudd. And Bruce Morton in Washington,

RUDD: Secretary of State Henry Kissinger is due in Israel in a
few hours and there's some encouraging news awaiting him on the
ground., The Israeli Cabinet says it is united belind Kissinger's
step-by-step efforts to cool off Egypt and Israel. In this case,
the opposite of "step-by-step" is a full-scale meeting of all
parties in Geneva, and if this trip fails to convince the Israelis
and Egyptians that each side has to give a 1ittle, Kissinger says
he'll settle for Geneva, although he thinks a meeting like that
would produce more polemical bombast than practical results.

The basic problem is that Egypt wants Israel to pull back behind
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a couple of passes through the foothills in the desert of Sinai,
but Israel says she won't do that unless the Egyptians promise no
more war.

For more on the Kissinger trip, here's Bruce Morton in Washington.

BRUCE MORTON: Good morning, Hughes. The Secretary of State got

quite a send-off last night as he left for that new round of
negotiations. Despite the cold weather, President Ford, Vice President
Rockefeller and the rest of the Cabinet all went out to Andrews Air
Force Base to say goodbye and good luck. Mr. Ford told Kissinger,

you have my strong support and the support of 213-million Americans.
We look forward to the kind of success you have achieved in the past."

MARVIN KALB: Israel is Kissinger's firset stop, then four Arab
countries: Egypt, Syria, Jordon and Saudi Arabia.

The Secretary is planning a short trip this time - no back-and-forth
shuttle, no breakthroughs expected. In that case, why go?

The official explanation here is that the Secretary wants to get .
a personal feel for the outside limits of possible Egyptian and

Israell compromlse., Then after conferring next Sunday in Geneva

with Soviet Foreign Minister Gromyko, the Secretary will return to
Washington and figure cut whether a second-stage agreement in the

Sinal Desert 1s possible, His answer 1s probably going to be, yes,
because he's already planning another swing through the Middle East

next month. That one will be for the purpose of nailing down the

details of a deal, one that could then be ratified in a proper spirit

at the reconvened Geneva conference.

However, if it turns out that Kissinger finds both sides very rigid,
officials say he may not go back to the Middle East next month, and
may in fact give up his step-by-step approach to peace in the area,
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and dump the entire problem into the lap of the Geneva conference.

A deadlock is quickly assured there because the Arabs would naturally
raise the question of PFalestinmian representation. Israel has already
stated she will not negotiate with the Palestine Liberation Organization
until the PLO abandons its policy of seeking the elimination of

Israel,

This may all be scared tactics, part of Kissinger's strategy to
pressure both sides into making the compromises necessary for a
deal now. In dny case, this trip does seem criltically important
i£ terms of deciding whether another war in the Middle East and
another oil embargo can actually be held off.

MORTON: Secretary Kiesinger is not today's only high-leveled
traveler. President Ford will swear in James Lynn this morning
as head of the 0ffice of Management and Budget, and then leave
for Houston and Topeka, Kansas.

In two days of public and private meetings, speeches and talks
with Governors, Mr, Ford will be doing what he did last week in
Atlanta - selling his economic and energy programs,

We are prepared to explore other means and other forums if necessary in

order to make rapid progress.

KALB: Kissinger had hoped for a free evening, but Prime Minister Yitzhak
Rabin quickly invited him to what diplomats call "a working dinner".

Kissinger has a pretty gdod idea about the shape of a settlement, based on .
preliminary suggestlons from both Egypt and Israel. Rabin, fqr his part,

runs a split cabinet - he and Foreign Minister Allon favoring further

Israelil withdrawals in the Sinai, but only in exchange for political
concessions from Egypt; Defense Minister Peres, dubious about that, favors

a swift return to Geneva.

CRONKITE: In Jerusalem, Secretary of State Kissinger had a day-long meeting
with Israeli leaders, listening to their terms for a new partial Sinai
settlement with Egypt. Key to any agreement are the Israeli-held Mitla

and Glddi passes, captured in the '67 war. Israel is reluctant to give

them up without a major political concession from Egypt. Israel emphasized
this today in a press junket to the Sinai, and Marvin Kalb was there.

MARVIN KALB: To make its case that militarily these passes are critically
important, the Israell government helicoptered many of the reporters who
are covering this Kissinger trip to a mountain peak at the western end of
the Mitla pass, looking down at the Suez Canal and Egypt Jjust beyond.

The message was conveyed by a forty-year-old war hero, Brigadier General .
Jacob Evan [?]. The general had a pointer, a large map with strategic
points marked in English, and a military explanation for not giving up the
passes. In the last year or so, the Israelis have spent more than two-
hundred-and-fifty-million dollars fortifying a new line of defense
including the Mitla pass and the Giddi pass to the north.

During Kilssinger's talks in Jerusalem with Prime Minister Rabin and other
Israeli leaders - seven-and-a-half hours of talks - the secretary examined
every element of a possible agreement with Egypl, especially the strategilc
importance of the Sinal passes and the Abu Rudeis oll fields. Rabln
explained hils desire to end the state of belligerency between Egypt and
Israel, to turn a new leaf from war to peace. Kissinger, who leave for

Egypt tomorrow, is not sure President Sadat is ready to go that far, but
he is confident that Sadat wants a deal. %

The Secretary, at a dinner tonight, summarized the results.

HENRY KISSINGER [Secretary of State]: We will not knowingly sacrifice
Israel to the considerations of great power politics.

KAIB: Marvin Kalb, CBS News, Jerusalem.
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CRONKITE: In Egypt tonight, though - indications that President Sadat 1is
not ready to make the one concession Israel says is fundamental if it's to
