In recent days we have spoken a number of times on the

telephone. I would like to clarify certain issues in this letter.

Israel's position concerning Jerusalem was made clear
in the letter which Prime Minister Menachem Begin wrote to President
Jimmy Carter on September 17, 1978:

"Dear Mr. President,

I have the honor to inform you, Mr. President, that on

28 June 1967 - Israel's Parliament (the Knesset) promulgated
and adopted a law to the effect: "The Government is empowered
by a decree to apply the law, the jurisdiction and administration
of the state to any part of Eretz Israel (Land of Israel-Palestine),
as stated in that decree,"

On the basis of this law, the Government of Israel decreed in

July 1967 that Jerusalem is one city indivisible, the capital of the

State of Israel.

This is the Israeli Government's official and declared position.
The member's bill which was tabled "y M.K. Geulah Cohen and
which was forwarded to the legislating committee was a private bill of

Knesset Member Cohen who Is a member of an opposition faction.




Almost all Knesset Members from the opposit'on and from the coalltion
voted according to Knesset procedure after the preliminary réding to pass it
to the leglslative committee.

Attached hereto is chapter eight of the Knesset's Procedural
Rules. The Knesset is sovereign in matters of legislation and the Israeli
Government will not interfere in the legislative process.

I would like to call your attention to the fact that on
Ist April, 1980, the Egyptian Parliament passed a resolution concerning
Jerusalem, You are surely aware that this resolution is unacceptable
to Israel and contradicts our basic position. However, we understand
that the Egyptian Parliament is sovereign in its decision and Israel did
not request the Egyptian Government's intervention. It never occurred to
Israel to declare an interruption of the autonomy negotiations. We
would expect that the Egyptian Government would adopt a similar approach
to Israel concerning the formal conduct of the negotiations.

The Israeli Government is convinced that any delay in the

negotiating process is injurious to the cause of peace.

President: Here we meel again as old friends. The Prime Minister and I discussed several
matters very quickly wvhilst we were alone. 1 would like to say that many of you have

. contributed in an historic way to the advancement of peace on earth. 1 am grateful to you.
[ have already expressed my gratitude directly to Prime Minister Begin for all he has
done and 1 wish to express the same sentiment to you for the efforts you have made Lo advance
the peace, Much of my public life has been devoted to this cause. 1 will be leaving of fice
in a couple of months, Ihe new admistration will, I feel sure, be commitled to peace and
to our bilateral relations. [he Prime Minister and 1 reminded ourselves that the Camp
David accords and Wmsk the peace treaty are solemn commitments of the word of honour of
our nations. These agreements will be binding on the future governments of our countries.
he alternatives to this process on which we are embarked are not good. The intrusion of
other countries through a Geneva-like conference will not be beneficial and nor will be
any weakening of 24Z. In the bilateral relations between us there has been progress and

there is recognition in this country that our security is enhanced by a strong Israel.
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Public opinion polls in this country show recognition of the value of Israel to American
gecurity, The Prime Minister and I discussed the need to share our intelligence information

and also to work together to restrain the introduction of atomic weapons in the area through
Libya, Irag and Pakistan. When I meet with Governor Reagan next week | shall slress
this, 0On the matter of a summit meeting, we, the Prime Minister and I, left this in
a tentative state. The Prime Minister expressed willingness Lo join in such a meeting
if a decision is made to convene one. I must first talk to President Sadat and also to
Governor Reagan on this matter. We will proceed cautiously. Let me say that my over-
whelming sense, my feeling is an overwhelming sense of gratitude to you, Mr. Prime Minister,
a great leader.
