Since Arafat’s statements in Geneva on December 13-14,
aarafat and the PLO have signaled repeatedly that, despite
their milder rhetoric, their goal remains unchanged: the
liquidation of lsrael. The PLO views the "right of return”
as a key element in achieving this goal. Mest of the FLO
leadership in Tunis originally came from towns and wvillages
in areas of Israel within the pre=1967 lines: for them,
places in Judea-Samaria such as Nablus, Hebron, Ramallah, or
Jenin have marginal significance. Therefore, the FLO
continues to insist on the "right" to return to the area

Wwithin the pre-"67 lines,.

The "right of return" would enable hundreds of
thousands of Palestinians opposed to Israel’s very existence
to enter the country and overwhelm it from within., This is

what Arafat had 1in mind when he told Palestinians in the
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United Arab Emirates that a condition for PLO scceptance of
Security Council Resolution 242 is the “"right of return”
(Middle East Mews Agency, January S). Abu Ivad, #Arasfat’s
deputy and the PLO’s second-in—-command, told the Saudi
newspaper 0Oksaz (January 23) that the PLD does not accept
demands that it abolish the "right of return" and Article 19
of the FLO Covenant (the Article terms the establishment of
the State of Israel "entirely illegal, regardless of the

passage of time").

The PLO’s insistence on the "right of return" and 1its
purported recognition of Israel are incompatible and
mutually exclusive. Significantly, in his Geneva speech,

Arafat made one passing mention of recognizing Israel and

five separate references to the "right of return."

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The PLO's Phased Plan

It is widely assumed that the PLO has recognized
Israel, and that Yassir Arafat and his lieutenants have
abandoned their longstanding goal of destroying the Jewish
State. But have they? In countless statements, mostly in
the Arab press, PLO leaders repeatedly explain that the
PLO's latest initiative is a strategy to deceive the West
and to ligquidate Israel in stages. As Abu Iyad (Arafat's
deputy and the architect of the PLO's current strategy)
explains, the PLO has merely revived the "Phased Plan"

adopted by the PNC in Cairo in 1974.

The "Phased Plan" grew out of the Arab failure to
destroy Israel militarily in the 1973 Yom Kippur War. In
the wake of that failure, the PLO adopted a two-step
program: First, create a Palestinian state in any territory
vacated by Israel. Second, launch a military assault from

that state to destroy a shrunken and indefensible Israel.

Although the "Phased Plan" was formally adopted by the
PLO in 1974, it was often disputed within PLO ranks. This
dispute finally ended in the PNC conference in Algiers in
1988 when Arafat and Abu Iyad lined up the main PLO factions
behind the concept of the gradual destruction of Israel -
and the potent combination of diplomacy and thinly disguised

terrorism to achieve that purpose.




The "Phased Plan" as adopted by the Palestine National Council

in Cairo on June B, 1974

The PLO's "Phased Plan" is based on three principles:

(1) Establish a PLO state on any territory vacated by
Israel (Article 2).

(2) Use the PLO state as a base to continue the war
against Israel (Article 4).

{(3) Trigger a general war between Israel and the Arab

state to complete Israel's annihilation (Article 8).

Article 2 : "The PLO will struggle by all means, especially
the armed struggle, to liberate Palestinian land and establish
an _independent and fighting national authority on any part of
Palestinian land to be liberated."

Article 4 : "Any liberation that is achieved constitutes a
step to continue the PLO strategy for the establishment of

the Palestinian democratic state stipulated in previous
resolutions®™ [i.e., the PLO Charter, which calls for a PLO
state encompassing the territory of the present State of Israel
and Jordan].

Article 8 : "After its establishment, the Palestinian
National Authority will struggle for the unity of the
confrontation states in order to complete the liberation of
all Palestinian soil."

PLO LEADERS' STATEMENTS ON
ELTMINATING THE STATE OF ISRAEL

Farouk Kadoumi, head of the P.L.0. Political Department, in

Tokyo Shimbun on 8 November 1988: "The independence

declaration which is based on the UN General Assembly Resolution
181, is to define the identity of the Palestinian nation. However
this declaration does not mean the PLO's recognition of Israel’'s

right to exist.”

Abd Al-Rahim Ahmed, a senior member of the PLO's Executive
Committee and head of the Iraq-affiliated "Arab Liberation Front,"
in the UAE Al-Biyan , on 22 October 1988: "... U.N. [partition]
Resolution 181 [of 1947] tore away part of Palestine in order to
establish the ’'State of Israel’ ... The acceptance of the decision
to evacuate Israeli forces from the 1967 occupled Palestinian
territory is the peak, but not the end, of the ongoing struggle.
The Palestinians will continue to struggle until the whole of

Palestine will become the state of all the Palestinians...."

Ahmed Abd Al-Rahman, PLO spokesman and editor of 1its periodical

Filastin Al-Thawrah , emphasized in the 25 September 1988 issue

that the establishment of a Palestinian state in the territories

"does not contradict striving for the strategic and historic



objective, which is the 1liberation of Palestine and the

restoration of its Arab character in full."

Ahmad Sidki al-Dejani, a senior member of the Palestine MNational
Council (PNC) and an associate of Arafat, in the Jordanian Saut
Al-Shaab , on 14 September 1988: "The phenomenon of the wuprising
requires that we conclude from the Jihad [Holy War] against the
foreign invader that one must adhere to the legacy of our
forefathers. They fought at Hittin [the site of Saladin’'s victory
terminating the Crusaders' presence in the Holy Land], and
realized that one must be patient when fulfilling the religious
obligation of the Jihad ... The Zionist invaders have never
constituted a people. Jews are not a people. They adhere to a
religion and belong to many countries. They are citizens of their
countries, and have no historical connection to our homeland,
Palestine ... We should never accept the existence of a Jewish
people with a homeland of its own, because 1t contradicts the
facts. We must concentrate on defeating the military and religious
organizations, just as our forefathers defeated the Orders of the

Crusaders...."

Abu Iyad (Salah Khalaf), one of the leaders of the PLO and number
tvo in the FATAH hierarchy, in the Kuwaiti Al-Anba , 7 September
1988: "... We face a stage which requires a fundamental step
consistent with current developments -- the uprising, Jordanian

detachment from the West Bank and international detente.... In




view of these developments, we must propose a political initiative
vhich is not new in terms of the phased program nor in relation to
our political situation with the passage of 14 years [note: the
reference here is to the 1974 12th PNC which adopted the phased
program]. The initiative will provide a new instrument for moving
the phased program along. We need such an initiative in order to
demonstrate to our people that we are on the political map ... It
doesn’'t mean that we’ll have to tackle the National Charter and
the historical right. Doing that would mean ignoring our own
history... The Charter is of an historic nature, and we should
entrust it to coming generations. At this time we should concern
ourselves with the incremental solution .... We will have to step
up our efforts through a political initiative, which will respond
to the demands of the Palestinian people and accelerate the
convening of an international conference, without stopping -- but
rather, by intensifying -- the uprising ...

Articles of the Covenant |

Article Tt Talestine is the homeland of the Arab Palestinian people;
it is an indivisible part of the Arob homeland, and the Palestinian
people are an integral part of the Arab nation.

Article 2t Palestine, with the boundaries it had during the British
Mandate, 15 an indivisible territorial unit.

Article 3: The Palestinian people possess the legal right to their
homeland anid have the right to determine their destiny after
pchieving the liberation of their country in accordance with their
wishes and entirely of their own accord and will,

Article 4: The Palestinfan identity is a genuine, essential and
infserent characterlstie; it is transmitted from parénts to children.
The Zionist oceupation and the dispersal of the Palestinian Arab
people, through the disasters which befell them, do not make them
lose their Palestinian identity- and their membership of the Pales-
Hidan community, nor do they negate them.

Article 5: The Palestinians are those Arab nationals who, until
1947, normally resided in Palestine regardless of whether they were
evicted from it or have stayed there. Anyone born, after that date,
of a Palestinian father — whether inside Palestine or outside it — is
also a Palestinian.

Article 6: The Jews who had normally resided in Palestine until the

beginning of the Zionist invasion will be considered Palestinians.

Article 7: That there iz 2 Palestinian community*and that it has
material, spiritual and historical connections with Palestine are
indisputable facts, It is a national duty to bring up individual Pales-
tinigns in an Arab revolutionary manner, All means of information
and education must be adopted in order to acquaint the Palestinian
with his country in the most profound manner, both spiritual and
material, that iz possible. He must be prepared for the armed
struggle and ready to sacrifice his wealth and his life in order to
win back his homeland and bring about its liberation,

Article 8: The phase in their history, through which the Palestinian
people are now living, is that of national (warani) strupggle for the
liberation of Palestine, Thus the conflicts among the Palestinian
national forces are secondary, and should be ended for the sake of
the basic conflict that exists between the forces of Zionism and of
imperialism on the one hand, and the Palestinian Arab people on
the other. On this basis the Palestinian masses, regardless of
whether they are residing in the national homeland or in diaspora
(rmahafir) constitute — both their orpanization and the individuals
— one national front working for the retrieval of Palestine and its
liberation through armed struggle,

Article 9: Armed struggle is the only way to liberate Palestine.
Thus it is the overall strategy, not merely a tactical phase. The
Palestinian Arab people assert their absolute determination and
firm resolution to continue their armed strupgle and to work for an
armed popular revolution for the liberation of their country and
their return to it. They also assert their right to normal life in
Palestine and to exercise their right to self-determination and
i sovereignty over it.

Article 10: Commando acltion constitutes the nucleus of the
Palestinian popular liberation war. This requires its escalation,
comprehensiveness and mobilization of all the Palestinian popular
and educational efforts and their organization and involvement in
the armed Palestinian revolution. It also requires the achieving of
¢ unity for the national (watani) struggle among the different grou-

pings of the Palestinian peaple, and between the Palestinian people
" and the Arab masses so as to secure the continuation of the
| Tevolution, its escalation and victory.

Article 11: The Palestinians will have three mottoes: national
(waranivya) unity, national (gewmiyys) mobilization and libera-
tion.

Article 12: The Palestinian people believe in Arab unity. In order
ta contribute their share towards the attainment of that objective,
however, they must, at the present stage of their struggle, safeguard *
their Palestinian identity and develop their consciousness of that
identity, and oppose any plan that may dissolve or impair iL.

Article 13: Arab unity and the liberation of Palestine are two
complementary objectives, the attainment of either of which
facilitates the attainment of the other, Thus, Arab unity leads to
the liberation of Palestine; the liberation of Palestine leads to Arab
unity; and work towards the realization of one objective proceeds
side by side with work towards the realization of the other.

Article 14: The destiny of the Arab nation, and indeed Arab
exigtence itself, depends upon the destiny.of the Palestinian cause,
From® this interdependence springs the Arab nation’s pursuit of,
and striving for, the liberation of Palestine. The people of Palestine
play the role of the vanguard in the realization of this sacred .
national {gawmi) goal,

Article 15: The liberation of Palestine, from an Arab viewpoint, is
a national {gawm{) duty and it atlempts to repel the Zionist ands
imperialist apgression against the Arab homeland, and aims at the
elimination of Zionism in Palestine, Absolute responsibility for this
falls upon the Arab nation — peoplés and governments — with the
Arab people of Palestine in the vanguard,

Accordingly the Arab nation must mobilize all its military, human,
and moral and spiritual capabilities to participate actively with the
Palestinian people in the libeération of Palestine, Il must, particu-
larly in the phase of the armed Palestinian revolution, offer and
furnish the Palestinian people with all possible help, and material
and human support, and make available to them the means and
opportunities that will enable them to continue to carry out their
leading role im the armed revolution, until they liberate their
homeland.

Article 16: The liberation of Palestine, from a spiritual point of
view, will provide the Holy Land with an atmosphere of safety and
tranquility, which in tern will safeguard the country's religious
sanctuaries and guarantee freedom of worship and of visit to all,
without discrimination of race, colour, language, or religion.
Accordingly, the people of Palestine look to all spiritual forces in
the warld for suppaort,

Article 17: The liberation of Palestine, from a human point of
view, will restore to the Palestinian individual his dignity, pride and
freedom. Accordingly the Palestinian Arab people lock forward to
the support of all those who believe in the dignity of man and his
freedom in the world. ’

Article 18: The liberation of Palestine, from an international point
of view, is a defensive action necessitated by the demands of seli-




defence. Accordingly, the Polestinian peaple, desirous as they are
of the friendship of all peaple, look to freedom-laving, justice-
loving and peace-loving states for suppart in order to restore their
legitimate rights in Palestine, to re-establish peace and security in
the country, and to enable ils peaple to exercise national sove
ereipnty and freedom, -

Article 19: The partition of Palestine in 1947 and the estah-
lishment of the State of [sracl are entirely illegal, regardless of the
passage of time, because they were conirary to the will of ihe
Falestinian people and to theis natural right in their homelznd, and
incansistent with the principles embodied in the Charter of the
United MNations, particularly the right to sell-determination,

Article 20: The Balfour Declaration, the Mandate for Palestine and
everything that has been based upon them, are decmed null and
void, Claims of historical or religious ties of Jews with Palestine are
incompatible with the facts of history and the true conception of
what constitutes statehood, Judaism, being a relipion, is not an
independent nationality, Nor do Jews constilute 2 single nation
with an identity of its own; they are citizens of the states to which
they belong,

Article 213 The Arab Palestinian people, expressing themselves by
the armed Palestinian revolution, reject all solutions which are
substitutes for the total liberation of Palestine and reject all pro-
posals aiming at the liquidation of the Palestinian prablem, ar its
internationalization,

Article 22: Fionism is a political movement organically associated
with international imperialism and antaponistic to all action for
liberation and to progressive movements in the world, It is racist
and fanatic in its nature, aggressive, expansionist and colonial in its
aims, and fascist in its methods, Israel is the instrument of the
Lionist movement, and a geographical base for world imperialism
placed strategically in the midst of the Arab homeland to combat
the hopes of the Arab nation [or liberation, unity and progress,
Israel is a constant source of threat visg-vis peace in the Middle
East and the whole world, Since the liberation of Palestine will
destroy the Zipnist and imperialist presence and will contribute to
the establishmeht of peace in the Middle East, the Palestinian
people look for the support of all the progressive and peaceful
ferces and urge them all, irrespective of their affiliations and
beliels, te offer the Palestinian people all aid and support in their
just strupgle for the liberation of their homeland.

Artiele 23: The demands of security and peace, as well as the
demands of right and justice, require all states to consider Zionism
an illegitimate movement, fo outlaw its existence, and to ban its
aperations, in order that (riendly relations among peoples may be
preserved, and the loyalty of citizens to their respective homelands
safepuarded.

Article 24: The Palestinian people believe in the principles of
justice, freedom, sovereipnty, sell-determination, human dignity,
and in the right of all peoples (o exercise them.

Article 15: For the realization of the goals of this Charter and its
principles, the Palestinian Liberation Organization will perform its
role in the liberation of Palestine in accordance with the Cansti-
tution ol this Qrpanization,

Article 26: The Palestine Liberation Organization, representative of
the Palestinian revolutionary lorces, is responsble for the Pales-
tinian Arab people's movement in its strupgle — to retrieve ils
homeland, liberate and return to it and exercise the right to self-
determination in it — in all military, political and financial fields
and also for whatever may be required by the Palestinian case an
the inter-Arab and international levels.

Article 27: The Palestinian Liberatign Organization shall co-
operate with all Arab states, each accorBing to its poleatialities;
and will adopt a neutral policy among them in the light of the
requirements of the war of liberation; and on this basis it shall not
interfere in the internal affairs of any Aral State.

Article 38: The Palestinian Arab people assert the penuineness and
independence of their national {watanivia) revolution and reject
all forms of intervention, trusteeship and subsrdination.

Article 29: The Palestinian people possess the [undamental and
genuine Jegal right to-liberate and retrieve their homeland, The
'alestinian people determine their attitude towards all states and
forces on the basis of the stands they adopt vira-vis the Palestinian
case and the extent of the support they oiler to the Palestinian
revolution to fulfill the aims of the Palestinian peaple.

Article 30: Fighters and carriers of arms in the war of liberation are
the nucleus of the popular army which will be the protective force
for the gains of the Palestinian Arab people.

Article 31; The Organization shall have a flag, an oath of allegiance
and an anthem, All this shall be decided upon in dccordance with a
special regulation,

Article 32; Regilations-which shall be known as the Constitution
of the Valestine Liberation Organization, shall be annexed to this
Charter, It shall lay down the manner in which the Orpanization,
and its organs and institutions, shall be constituted; the respective

' competence of each; and the requirements of its obligations under

the Charter.

Article 33: This Charter shall not be amended save by (vote of) a
majority of two-thirds of the lotal membership of the National
Congress of the Palestine Liberation Organization (taken) at a
special session convened for that purpose.

1. PLO LEADER YASSER ARAFAT STATED IN A MESSAGE TO THE RESIDENTS OF

TERRITORIES ON "VOICE OF THE PLO" RADIO (BROADCAST FROM BAGHDAD,
15):

"WE ARE IN THE LAST QUARTER HOUR, WE ARE KNOCKING ON VICTORY'S
DOOR, VE ARE ON THE VERGE OF THE PALESTINIAN HOME. AN INTENSIFIED
STRUGGLE, AN ESCALATION OF THE UPRISING, CONTINUED MARTYRDOM, AND
AN EXPANSION OF THE CONFRONTATION WILL BRING OUR FINAL VICTORY
EVER CLOSER. WE HAIL YOU AND HAIL THE HEROIC UPRISING. REVOLUTION
UNTIL VICTORY!".

2. SAMIR GHOSHA, THE LEADER OF THE POPULAR STRUGGLE FRONT (ONE OF THE
FACTIONS WHICH PARTICIPATED IN THE ALGIERS PNC) MADE THE FOLLOWING
STATEMENTS IN AN INTERVIEW WITH "AL-QABAS" (KUWAIT, DEC. 15):

"THE STRUGGLE WITH THE ENEMY IS A STRUGGLE FOR SURVIVAL AND IT IS
THEREFORE CONTINUAL."

"THE DECLARATION OF THE PALESTINIAN STATE DOES NOT APPLY TO THE

HEIRARCHY STATED THE FOLLOVING IN AN ADDRESS BEFORE PALESTINIAN
TEACHERS ON DECEMBER 15TH IN KUWAIT ("AL-QABAS", KUWAIT, DEC.16):

"WE MUST CONCENTRATE ALL OUR THOUGHTS AND OUR-PLANS IN ORDER THAT
THE 'PALESTINIAN RIFLE' [I.E. THE ARMED STRUGGLE] WILL CONTINUE TO

[UN] SPEECH, WHICH TOLD THE WORLD THAT THE PALESTINIAN PEOPLE WANT
PEACE, BUT THEY DO NOT WANT A PEACE GIVEN BY THE GRACE OF THE
ZIONISTS AND THE AMERICANS."
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4. ABUL ABBAS, LEADER OF THE PALESTINE LIBERATION FRONT (PLF) AND
MEMBER OF THE PLO EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE, STATED THE FOLLOVING IN AN
INTERVIEW VITH "AL-WATTAN AL-ARABI" (LEBANON, PARIS, DEC.16):

ON THE ARMED STRUGGLE:

"WHOEVER THINKS THAT WE WILL ARRIVE AT AN INTERNATIONAL CONFERENCE

WITHOUT AN INTENSIVE AND CONTINUOUS STRUGGLE IS MISTAKEN. THE

PALESTINIAN DECISIONS DO NOT REQUIRE A CESSATION OF THE STRUGGLE.
- OUR STRUGGLE AGAINST THE ZIONIST ENEMY WILL CONTINUE UNTIL THE

ACHIEVEMENT OF OUR RIGHTS."

ON THE ACHILLE LAURO ATTACK:

"IT WASN'T US WHO CARRIED OUT THIS OPERATION, BUT THE AMERICANS,
THEY ARE THE ONES WHO MADE THIS THING UP, THE AMERICANS ARE TRYING
TO PLAY THE ROLE OF *COWBOY'. AMONG OUR PALESTINIAN OPERATIONS THE
ACHILLE LAURO OPERATION DOES NOT EXIST, WHAT EXISTS ARE YOUNG
FIGHTERS WHO GO OUT TO FALL AS MARTYRS OF THEIR HOMELAND."

5. ABU IYAD, THE DEPUTY TO ARAFAT, STATED THE FOLLOVING TO QATAR NEWS
AGENCY ON DECEMBER 17:

"IF PRESIDENT REAGAN THINKS THAT WE WILL CEASE OUR ATTACKS AGAINST
ISRAELI MILITARY TARGETS, I'LL TELL HIM TO HALT THE DIALOGUE RIGHT
NOV. ... NEITHER MILITARY ATTACKS NOR THE HEROIC INTIFADEH WILL
CEASE. ... WE VILL CONTINUE OUR STRUGGLE UNTIL THE PALESTINIAN
FLAG VAVES OVER JERUSALEM."

6. ABU-IYAD TOLD "AL-ANBAA" (KUWAIT, DEC. 1B):

"THERE IS NO ALTERNATIVE TO DEFENDING THE POLITICAL COMMUNIQUE
THROUGH POVERFUL ARMED ACTIVITY. ... THE ARMED STRUGGLE WILL NOT
STAND OUT FROM AMONG THE PAGES OF THE COMMUNIQUE, BUT WILL
ESCALATE AND GROW."

"AT FIRST, A SMALL STATE, AND WITH ALLAH'S HELP, IT WILL BE MADE
LARGE, AND EXPAND TO THE EAST, WEST, NORTH, AND SOUTH. ... I AM
INTERESTED IN THE LIBERATION OF PALESTINE, STEP BY STEP."

7. YASSER ARAFAT, SPEAKING WITH THE MIDDLE EAST NEWS AGENCY FOLLOVING
HIS MEETING WITH EGYPTIAN PRESIDENT MUBARAK ON DECEMBER 19, STATED:

"THE UPRISING WILL CONTINUE WAVE AFTER WAVE, UNTIL THE ISRAELI
OCCUPATION IS BROUGHT TO AN END, AND OUR FLAG FLIES OVER OUR
INDEPENDENT LAND."

8. SHEIKH ABD-EL HAMID SAYEKH, THE SPEAKER OF THE PNC (PALESTINE
NATIONAL COUNCIL) STATED THE FOLLOVING IN AN  INTERVIEW VITH
"AL-SIYASA" (KUWAIT, DEC. 21):

ON THE PLO AND THE ISLAMIC FUNDAMENTALIST MOVEMENT:

"THIS [ISLAMIC FUNDAMENTALIST] MOVEMENT ISSUED A DECLARATION WHICH
EXPRESSLY STATES THAT ITS AIM IS PALESTINE. VE [THE PLO] ARE ALSO
STRIVING FOR THE SAME OBJECTVE. ... THE LEADER OF THE MOSLEM
BROTHERHOOD IN EGYPT SAYS THAT EVEN IF THE PLO SUCCEEDS IN
ESTABLISHING A STATE IN THE WEST BANK AND THE GAZA STRIP, THIS
WOULD NOT PREVENT A CONTINUATION OF THE STRUGGLE UNTIL THE
LIBERATION OF ALL OF PALESTINE. I SAY THAT THIS IS WHAT MUST BE
THE GOAL FOR US ALL."

ON THE PHASED PROGRAM:

"WE MUST TAKE, AND CONTINUE TO ASK FOR MORE, YET, WITHOUT OFFERING
CONCESSIONS. WE WILL NOT OFFER CONCESSIONS. NEVERTHELESS, WE ARE
WORKING TO ACHIEVE WHAT IS POSSIBLE IN THE PRESENT PHASE, AND
NEXT, WE WILL DEMAND MORE."

9. BASSAM ABU-SHARIF, A SENIOR ADVISOR TO ARAFAT, TOLD SAUDI NEWS
AGENCY (DEC. 23):

"THE PALESTINIAN PEOPLE'S RESISTANCE TO THE OCCUPATION WILL
CONTINUE AND WILL INTENSIFY AS LONG AS THE ISRAELI OCCUPATION
FORCES REMAIN UPON THE PALESTINIAN SOIL. THE ONLY WAY TO DEAL WITH
ISRAELI STUBBORNESS IS THROUGH RESISTANCE TO THE OCCUPATION AND AN
ESCALATION OF THE UPRISING."

10. IN AN INTERVIEV WITH "AL-QABAS" (KUWAIT, DEC.23) YASSER ARAFAT
DENIED SURRENDERING TO AMERICAN PRE-CONDITIONS AND DEMANDS, STATING:

"IT WAS THE U.S. THAT CHANGED ITS POLICY, AND NOT THE PLO. ... WE
ARE OPPOSED TO A DEMILITARIZED PALESTINIAN STATE, UNLESS THE
ISRAELI ARMY VILL ALSO DISARM."

11. YASSER ARAFAT, SPEAKING ON "VOICE OF THE PLO" RADIO (BROADCAST
FROM BAGHDAD, DEC. 24) STATED:

"THE UNIQUE REVOLUTIONARY FIRE [OF THE UPRISING) WILL CONTINUE AND
WILL INTENSIFY UNTIL THE OCCUPATION IS REMOVED AND THE PALESTINIAN
FLAG WILL FLY OVER JERUSALEM."

12. SALIM ZAANOUN, THE DEPUTY SPEAKER OF THE PNC AND THE
REPRESENTATIVE OF ARAFAT'S FATAH ORGANIZATION IN THE GULF REGION
DECLARED ("AL-ANBAA", KUWAIT, DEC. 23):

"THE ARMED STRUGGLE MUST CONTINUE, EVERYWHERE, AGAINST THE ZIONIST

PLO: THE FIRST OF ITS KIND

On December 21, a Pan Am jumbo jet exploded in mid-air over Scotland,
resulting in the deaths of 275 people (all the passengers, the entire
crew, and people on the ground). At a press conference on December 28,
the British Department of Transport announced that it had
incontrovertible evidence that a bomb had caused the air disaster.
Civil aviation -- planes and airline terminals -- has often been the
target of terror organizations around the world. They have all learned .

from one source: the FPLO.

The PLO's War on Civil Aviation

PLO hijackings and bombings of planes, and gun-and-grenade attacks on
passengers have set the stage for the actions of other terror groups.
PLO "firsts" have included:
* the first hijacking by a terrorist organization -- El Al
flight to Algeria (July 1968);
* the first destruction of a plane in mid-air -- Swissair flight .
to Israel (February 1970);
* the first gun-and-grenade attack on airline passengers -- El
Al plane in Greece (December 1968);
From Israeli-related targets, the PLO moved to others around the
wvorld, such as:
* Lufthansa (February 1972) -- plane hijacked on flight from Far

East;
* JAL (July 1973) -- jumbo jet hijacked on flight from Parls to

Tokyo;
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* KLM (September 1976) -- plane hijacked on flight from Madrid

to Amsterdam;
* TWA (April 1986) -- explosion on board a flight from U.S. to
Egypt kills four people, including a mother and her infant

daughter who vere sucked out of the plane by the explosion.

Other PLO Terror Precedents

International terrorist organizations have learned from the PLO 1in
other areas as well. The PLO attack on the Israeli Olympic team in
Munich (September 1972) -- 11 Israeli athletes were taken hostage and
later murdered -- set the stage for later hostage-taking terror
operations which resulted in casualties. The PLO terrorist seizure of
the Israeli embassy in Bangkok (December 1972) was the first time that
an embassy was targeted for terrorism of that type. In these cases

too, Israell targets were followed by those of other countries, such

as:
* OPEC oil ministers conference (December 1975);
* embassy of Saudi Arabia hosting Western diplomats (Khartoum --
March 1973; the U.5. and Belgian ambassadors were killed), and
embassies of Japan (Kuwait -- February 1974) and Egypt (Ankara

-~ July 1979).

PLO terror operations have set precedents in other areas as well. The
attacks on a schorl bus from Moshav Avivim (May 1970), on high school
children visiting Ma'alot (May 1974), and on a children's dorm at
Kibbutz Misgav Am (April 1980) have made children a distinet target

for terrorism. Operations against buses and even against cruise ships,




the most famous example being the Achille Lauro (October 1985), have
extended the bounds of hijacking to other forms of transportation as

well.

International Terrorism and the PLD

The PLO has throughout the years developed links and cooperated, at
times very closely, with other terror organizations -- providing them
with funds, arms, training, and operational assistance. PLO terror
operations of the sixties and seventies served as models which were
emulated by such non-Arab groups as the Japanese Red Army, the
Baader-Meinhoff group, the Italian Red Brigades, the IRA, and others.
In some cases, terror operations were carrled out jointly, e.g. with

the Japanese Red Army and the Carlos network.

In the Middle East, Abu Nidal and others have wused terror methods
which they first learned from the PLO before breaking away to form
their own groups. Terror organizations, such as the Hizbollah and
Islamic Jihad, and terror operations supported by states such as
Libya, Syria, and Iran, have taken their cue from the PLO. Some of the
ways in which these groups have used the PLO as a role model have been
illustrated by such assaults on civil aviation as:
* the hijacking of a Kuwaiti plane en route from the UAE to
Pakistan (2 Americans killed; Hizbollah -- December 1984),
TVA flight B47 which was forced to land in Beirut (one

American killed; Hizbollah -- June 1985), and an Egyptian



plane which was brought to Malta (resulting in 66 killed and
30 injured; Abu Nidal -- November 1985);

* the massacre of innocent civilians at the airports in Rome and
Vienna (altogether, 16 killed and 149 injured; Abu Nidal --
December 1985);

* thwarted Syrian-backed attempts to smuggle explosives aboard
El Al planes and cause mid-air explosions (London --

April 1986; Madrid -- June 1986);

Other acts of terrorism copied from the PLO have included:

* the Iranian seizure of the U.S. Embassy in Teheran (November
1979);

* the massacre of 22 worshippers, wounding 5 others, at the
Naveh Shalom Synagogue in Istanbul (Abu Nidal -- September
1986).

* the seizure of a yacht in the Mediterranean (two young French
girls, six and seven-years-old, will reportedly be released
after a year in captivity, wvhile their pregnant mother and
five Belgians, including two teenagers, are still held

hostage; Abu Nidal -- November 1987).

In recent years, the PLO has not ended its own campaign of terror, but
has only redefined the direction, range, and tactical form of the
"armed struggle," which is another definition of terror and violence
sanctioned by the PLO. From earlier years to more recent attacks, PLO

violence shows that when it comes to terrorism, the PLO wrote the

book.

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THE CONTINUATION OF PLO TERRORISM:
ARAFAT THREATENS ELIAS FREIJ

Vhile Arafat and the PLO tell the West that they have
renounced terrorism, their statements in the Arab world
indicate othervise. One form of PLO terrorism was evident
recently vhen Arafat threatened to kill "any Palestinian
leader who suggests ending the intifada."™ Arafat issued his
wvarning after Bethlehem Mayor Elias Frelj had suggested a

year-long truce in the territories.

The PLO has often resorted to threats and, when
necessary, murder to impose its will on Palestinian leaders.
For example, Zafer al-Masri, the former mayor of Nablus, was
gunned down by the PLO on March 2, 1986. Many other local
figures have been murdered over the years for not having toed
the PLO line. The recent threats show that terror is still

the PLO's way of silencing dissenting volces.

The PLO is now claiming that Arafat did not make any
threats against Freij or other Palestinian leaders. The
enclosed quotes from three separate sources prove that he did
(a photocopy of the January 3 article of Al-Anba 1s also

attached).

UPDATE ON THE TERRITORIES - AFTER THE ALGIERS PNC

Having used the disturbances in the territories of Judea-Samaria and
Gaza to bolster its own international standing, and faced with the
rising expectations of the population for some major development, the
PLO decided to convene in MNovember an emergency session of the
Palestine National Council (PNC) in Algiers. The PLO factions at the
PNC session shelved their ideological and tactical differences,
without abandoning their overall strategic goals. Although the
resolutions adopted at the PNC were not only designed to make
political capital out of the disturbances in Judea-Samaria and Gaza,
but at the same time to intensify them, the situation there in recent
weeks has, nevertheless, been contained and there have been few large

scale demonstrations.

INTERFACTIONAL TENSIONS FOLLOVING THE PNC

Each of the various Palestinian groups in the territories has its own
interpretation of the PNC resolutions. The very act of defining aims
has already generated renewed friction between PLO supporters and

Islamic fundamentalists, and also among the PLO factions themselves:

* PLO vs. Fundamentalists - The PNC decisions have reawakened

the conflict between those supporting the PLO and those
affiliated with Islamic fundamentalist groups. This confict

initially surfaced last summer, but aftervards became dormant

G




for a time, pending the outcome of the Algiers meeting. The
current friction stems in part from the failure of the PNC to
characterize its objectives in Islamic fundamentalist terms.
Moreover, the fundamentalists view any decision short of total
conflict with Israel as unacceptable. Recent fundamentalist
flyers, for example, called for a protest strike on November 29,
the anniversary of UN Resolution 181 (Partition Plan of 1947).
This strike call, which was almost fully observed, contradicted
the instructions in a flyer issued by the PLO-affiliated "United

National Command."

* FATAH vs. the Fronts - Friction has also surfaced in the ranks

of the "United National Command” itself. Two separate versions
of Flyer no. 29 were distributed. One version, apparently put
out by supporters of the FATAH and the Palestinian Communist
Party, voiced its approval of the PNC decisions. It also
refrained from calling a protest strike on November 29 to mark
the adoption of the UN Partition Plan in 1947. The second
version, which seems to have been written by supporters of
George Habash's PFLP ("Popular Front for the Liberation of
Palestine") and Naif Hawatmeh's DFLP ("Democratic Front for the
Liberation of Palestine,") mentioned only the PNC's "Declaration
of a Palestinian State" and declared November 29 a day of
protest and strikes. Similarly, pro-Syrian PLO factions wvoiced

their opposition to the PNC resolutions.




THE OUTLOOK FOR THE FUTURE

The disturbances in Judea-Samaria and Gaza have lost much of the their
initial spontaneity. The signs of exhaustion and frustration exhibited
by the population on the one hand, and Israel's determination to
restore order on the other, have meant that the PLO has had to exert
greater efforts from without to whip up enthusiasm for the
continuation of the vioclence. PLO leaders, in emphasizing the militant
nature of the PNC resolutions have issued calls for stepping up the
violence in the territories and continuing the "armed struggle"

against Israel.

ISRAEL'S POLICY: STABILITY AND PEACE

Throughout the disturbances, Israel has taken all measures deemed
necessary to ensure stability and calm. These steps have been a
combination of vigorous action against violence and militants, and the
maintenance of essential services.

While Israel recognizes the right of Palestinians to participate in
the determination of the final status of Judea-Samaria and Gaza, this
must be done in the context of peace negotiations which would address
Israel’s needs and interests, above all those concerning security.
Moreover, in view of its ongoing acts of terrorism, and its refusal to
recognize Israel's right of exist, the PLO has disqualified itself
from participation in the peace process. However, in negotiations with
a Jordanian - Palestinian delegation, Israel believes that a mutually

acceptable mode of coexistence can be worked out.

Resolution 242 of 22 November 1967

The Security Council,

Expressing its continuing concern with the grave situation in the Middle East,
Emphasizing the inadmissibility of the acquisition of territory by war and the need to
work for a just and lasting peace in which every State in the area can live in security,
Emphasizifig furtherthat all Member States in their acceptanca of the Charter of the
United Mations have undertaken a commitment to act in accordance with Articlie 2 of

1. Affirmsthat the fulfilment of Charter principles requires the establishment of a just
and lasting peace in the Middle East which should include the application of both the
following principles:
(i) Withdrawal of Israeli armed forces from territories occupied in the recent
conflict;
(ii} Termination of all claims or states of belligerency and respect for and
acknowledgement of the sovereignty, territorial integrity and political indepen-
dence of every State in the area and their right to live in peace within secure and
recagnized boundaries free from threats or acts of force;

(o) For achieving a just settlement of the refuges problem;
{c) For guaranteeing the territorial inviolability and political independence of
