Statement by Ambassador Arthur J. Goldberg, United States
Representative to the United Nations, in Plenary Session,

In Explanation of Vote on the Resolution on Jerusalem,
July 14, 1967

Mr. President, the goal of the United States in the Middle East,
one we belleve shared by the great preponderance of the world
community, is a durable peace and enduring settlement. We
concelve of this goal as requiring throughout the area far more

than a return to the temporary and fragile truce which erupted
into tragic conflict on June 5.

We are convinced, both by loglc and the unforgettable experience
of a tragle history, that there can be progress toward the
durable peace in the entire area only if certain essential steps
are taken. One immediate, cbvious and gnperative step is the
disengagement of all forees and the withdrawal of Israeli forces
to their own territory. A second and equally immediate, obvious
and imperative step is the # termination of any claims to a

state of war or peiligerency on the part of Arab states in the
area.,

These two steps are essential to progress towards a durable
peace. They are equally essential 1f there is to be substance
and concrete meaning to the basic Charter right of every state
in the area, a right to whieh the United States remains firmly
committed, the right to have 1ts territoriasl integrity and

political independence respected by all and free from the threat
or use of force by all,

The United States stands ready to gilve its full support to
practical measures to help bring sbout these steps -- withdrawal

of forces and the termination of belligerent acts or claims
a8 B00n as possible.

But if our goal 1s a durable peace, it is imperative that there
be greater vision both from this organization and from the parties
themselves. Tt is imperative that all look beyond the immediate

causes and effects of the reeent conflict. Attention must also
be focused, and urgently;

== on reaching a just and permanent settlement of the
refugee problem, whirh has been sccentuated by recent events;

MORE
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-- on means to ensure respect for the right of every
member of the United Nations in the area to live in peace and
security as an independent national state;

== on arrangements so that respect for the territorial

integrity and political independence of all states in the area
is assured;

== On measures to ensure respect for the rights of all

nations to freedom of navigation and of innocent passage through
international waterways;

== on reaching agreement, both among those in the area
and those outside, that economic development and the improvement

of living standards should be given precedence over a wasteful
arms race in the area,

In each and every one of the separate but related
imperatives of peace, we recognize fully that agreement cannot
be imposed upon the parties from outside. At the same time,
we also believe that the machinery, experience and resources
of the United Nations can be of immeasurable help in mplementins.
agreements acceptable to the parties.

The offer of such assistance by this organization is
dictated not only by the roots of United Nations reponsibility
and involvement in the Middle East which have grown deep and
strong over two decades; it is also dicated by our common
determination, even duty, under the Charter to save succeeding
generations in the Middle East from the scourge of another war.

It is against the background of this overall policy that my
government has developed its attitudes toward the question of
Jerusalem -- and I wish to make that attitude very explicit:

The views of my Government on Jerusalem have been expressed by
the President of the United States and other high level officlals.

On June 28, the White House made the following statement:

"The President said on June 19 that in our view i
‘there must be adequate recognition of the special
interests of three great religions in the holy
places of Jerusalem,' On this principle he assumes
that before any unilateral action is taken on the
status of Jerusalem there will be appropriate
consultation with religious leaders and others who
are deeply concerned. Jerusalem is hely to
Christians, to Jews, and to Moslems. It is one of
the great continuing tragedies of history that a
city which is so much the center of man's highest
values has also been, over and over, a center of
conflict. Repeatedly the passionate beliefs of one
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element have led to exclusion or unfairness for
others. It has been so, unfortunately, in the last
20 years. Men of all religions will agree that we
must now do better. The world must find an answer
that 1s fair and recognized to be fair."

The second statement, released on the same day by the Department
of State, read:

"The hasty administrative action taken today cannot
be regarded as dete the future of the Holy
Places or the atatps of Jerusglem in relation to them,

"The United States has never recognized such
unilateral actions by any of the States in the area
as governing the international status of Jerusalen.

During my own statement to the General Assembly on July 3, I said
that the safeguarding of the Holy Places and freedom of access

to them for all should be internationally guaranteed and the
status of Jerusalem in relation to them should be decided not
unilaterally but in consultation with all concerned. These

statements represent the congidered and continuing policy of
the United States Government

-

With regard to the specific measures taken by the Government of
Israel on June 28, I wish to make 1t clear that the United
States does not accept or recognize these measures as altering
the status of Jerusalem. My Government does not recognize that
the administrative measures taken by the Government of Israel
on June 28 can be regarded as the last word on the matter,

and we regret that they were taken. We insist thet the measures
taken cannot be considered other than interim and provisional,
and not prejudging the final and permanent status of Jerusalem,
Unfortunately and regrettably the statements of the Government
of Israel on this matter have thus far, in our view, not
adequately deelt with this siltuation,

Many delegatlions are aware that we were prepared to vote for a
separate resolution on Jerusalem which would declare that the
Assembly would not accept any unilateral action as determining
the status of Jerusalem and calllng on the Government of Israel
to desist from any mction purporting to define permanently the
status of Jerusalem, However, the sponsors made clear then,

as was theilr right, that they preferred to proceed with their
own text in Document A/2253, and now with their resolution

in A/L. 528, Rev. 2. The latter draft does include

changes which we consgider represent a marked improvement over
the original version, particularly in that it no longer tends
to prejudge action in the Security Couneill. Nevertheless,
since the resolution just adopted expressly bullds on Resolution

2253, on which we abstained for reasons which we stated publicly,
consistent with that vote, we also abstained today. Even as
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revised, the resolution does not fully correspond tc our views,
particularly since it appears to accept by its call for recision
of measures that the administrative measures which were taken
constltute annexation of Jerusalem by Israel. and because we

do not believe the problem of Jerusalem can realistically be
solved apart from the other related aspects of Jerusalem and

of the Middle Eastern situation, Therefore, the United States
abstained.

We have of course recently expressed ourselves in a more formal
sense by voting for a resolution dealing with the question of
Jerusalem. This was the Latin American resolution contained
inDocument A/L. 523 Rev. 1,” which dealt with Jerusalem as one

gi Ehe elements involved in a peaceful settlement in the Middle
st.

It is in the treatment of one aspect of the problem of Jerusalem
as an isolated issue, separate from the other elements of
Jerusalem and of a peaceful settlement in the Middle East,

that we were unable to support Resolution 2253, Certainly,
Jerusalem, as has been pointed out universally, I think, by 3
every speaker, 1s an important issue and, in our opinion, one
which must necessarily be considered in the context of a
settlement of all the problems arising out of the recent

confliet. 1In Jerusalem there are transcendent spiritual
interests. But there are also other important issues. And we
believe that the most fruitful approach to a discussion of the
future of Jerusalem lies in dealing with the entire problem as

one aspect of the broader arrangements that must be made to
restore a just and durable peace in the area. And we belleve
consistent with the resolution we were ready to sponsor, that this
Assembly should have dealt with the problem by declaring itself
agalnat any unilateral change in the status of Jerusalem.

Mr. President; since we are spproeching the end of this session
on this lmportant subject, in which remakrs were made not relating
specifically to Jerusalem but ranging very broedly on other
subjects, I cannot let this occasion pass without reference to
some of the allegations made regarding my Government's role in
the recent confllict in the Middie East. The charges that the
United States instigated, encouraged or in any way participated
in this tragle struggle are too unfounded to dignify by
individual comment. I dealt with many of these falsehoods
explicitly In the Security Couneil and will not take the time
of the Assembly to go over the same ground here, I reaffirm

what I sald to the Security Couneil with respect to each and every
one of these charges.

I will merely say that one positive note in this session has
been the abandonment of the most vicious falsehood of all -- which
could have been productive of the most disastrous consequences --
that United States planes and mllitery personnel participated

in the war on the slde of Israel. Before the war broke out, we
sought to prevent 1t by 21l meens at our command., And once itHORE
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' began, we did everything in our power to bring it to an early
end. The record of our diplomacy is very clear in this matter,

despite comments which have been read from newspapere which

scarcely characterize that diplomacy. And the record of the

Security Council is plain and clear for everyocne to read as

to the actions we took, supported and initiated in the Security

Council to bring the conflict to an end.

There is one charge about our position to which I believe no
nation in this hall faithful to the Charter would feel any
necessity to plead. That 1s the charge that we support the
right of every sovereign state member of the United Nations
to an independent national existence, its right to live in a
spirit of peaceful coexistence and good neighborliness with
all in the area. That 1s a charge which the Charter of the
United Nations places on us all and which we should all
readlly accept and acknowledge.

Our view has remained steadfast -- before, during and now,
after the conflict. We extend the hand of friendship to all
states in the Middle East and express the fervent hope that
as time heals the scars of war we can soon again join our
common efforts in helping build a better, more enduring order
in every state and throughout the area, with peace, Justice,
security and liverty for all.

Mr. President, so much vituperation has taken place in this
Assembly, so unseemingly in a world forum, that I could not
help recalling today a statement made by my distinguished
predecessor who died twé years ago today in the cause of peace,

Adlal Stevenson. Adlai Stevenson,talking our beléved
Eleanor Roosevelt, sald, "She would rather dle than curse
the darkness." And I share that spirit. do not see that

anything is gained in the cause of peace in the Middle East by
the vituperation which has taken place, vituperation not only
against my country but agalnst other, smallcountries,
Vituperation which has no place in this forum.

The time has come -- indeed, the time is long overdue -- for
vituperation and bitterness to be tempered by sober realization
of the difflculties shead and the willingness to face them
squarely and to do something abtout them.

What 1s needed is the wisdom and statesmanship of all those
directly concerned.and the members of the United Nations so
that conditions of hate, too much ventilated in this hall, can
be eventually replaced by eanditions of good neighborliness.

What is needed above all in the area 1s a spirit of reconciliation
which will someday hopefully , make possible a peace of
reconciliation. I fervently hope that all in the area and all

in this hall will approseh the days ahead in this spirit.

My dear Mr. Prime Minister:

My letter of October 6, 1966 explained why we actively supported the
cause of lsrael and the Jew for over forty years and why we felt so
unwoerthy of the honors received at the hands of a people who had suffered
so much even from so-called Yhristians,

Little did I suspect that 1 would be calling upon you in behalf of a work
founded south of Bethlehem in the Valley of Baraka (2 Chronicles 20:26)
by a grand old man of world renown and authority on tuberculosis. Dr.
Thomas A, Lambie was a famous servant of native pecople in the Sudan and
sewapal other countries and the personal physician of Emporer Haile
Selasadie. At the reguest of the King he built a large hospital at

hddis Ababa, Bthiopia and was head of the Red Cross in that country.

I am certain that if Haile Selassie knew of the precaricus situation

of Mrs., Lambie who has continued her husband's fine work at the hospital
complex at Baraka (Berachah) Sanatorium, he would appeal to you for her
safety as well as her American-English staff., I do not fear for her
welfare in the hands of the Jewish Army, however, one of the buildings
is adjoining an Arab Palestine Refugee camp about two miles South of

the main Hospital. As I recall, the hospital has suffered in the past
at, the hands of natives. The main building of the Baraka Sanatorium
was completed about the time of my wisit in 1951.

The thousands of friends of Dr. and Mrs. Lambie including myself will
rest easy to know she is safe. Will you be so kind as to have someone
check on her welfare?

Copies of this letter are golng to General Yigael Yadin, to Hanan R. Yarden,
managing director, J.N.F,, Jerusalem who informed us under date of August
21, 1958 that two miles of trees and boulevard on the main highway to
Beersheba were to be planted in cur honor.

All America wishes Shalom to your brave scldiers and rejoices that the
holy places are now in your hands.

not to pursue the then-pending litigation against its corrupt officials,
Because such an arrangement would inure to the benefit of Chrysler, who
was taking steps to remove the corruption themselves, I agreed to acclept
this offer, PROVIDED the Court and stockholders were fully informed of the
corruption and my rezsons for not pursuing the litigation.

Briefly, George Love, Chairman of Chrysler, wanted to first know what the
attitude of the State of Israel would be towards the construction of such
a plant before making any public amnouncement. I therefore flew to Israel
with Mr. Ricklis and discusSed the matter with Teddy Kollek, presently
Mayor. of Jerusalem. A meeting with several members of the Israeli Govern=-
ment was arranged and Joe Boxenbaum, Chrysler's representative in Israel,
was selected to Immediately go to Detroit, and verify the foregoing and
explore Chrysler's intentions, which he did,

But, after the litigation waspdismissed, presumably in pursSuance £6 the
foregoing agreement, Chrysler reneged on its promises and undertakings, +

completely violated the conditions under which I agreed not to pursue the
litigation.
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This Chrysler double=-cross is reluctantly revealed for the first time.
There was no purpose in previously disclosing my shameful stupidity
in relying upon 'promises and assurances'. But the present dangers
of a "Kosygin-Johnson deal' are great. It may result in Israel being
induced to rely upon ''promises and assurances', only to lose at the
peace table what she so gloriously won on the fields of battle. If
Israel gives an inch of the territory now occupied by her she will be
raped and ravished. To be forewarned is to be forearmed.

LEGAL RIGHTS, Israel should immediately obtain from the Z.0.A. and
distribute to all U,N, delegates, copies of a legal Brief that was
prepared in 1947 under the authorship of Jacob Robinson & Benjamin Akzin.
Copies should also be given to Johnson, Rusk, McNamara, and all U.S. .
Senators and Representatives,

This Brief describes Israel's legal rights to the entire area formerly
called Palestine., This included both the Cis and Trans=-Jordan areas.

It was successfully referred to by Dr. Silver in his argument and
presentation to the U.N. in 1947. It also helped enlighten public opinion
and prevent the many misunderstandings resulting from misrepresentations
of Arabs at that time. Since Arabs are again repeating similar mis-
representations, distribution of this Brief may have similar successful
results, even though these questions are not presently involved. But
the fact that Arabs raise these confusing canards makes an appropriate
refutation and reply necessary, especially in view of the direction that
the 'Kosygin-Johnson deal' may take.

This extensive legal Brief explains Israel's legal rights in great detail.
It establishes that prior to 1922, Palestine, under the Mandate, consisged
of both Cis and Trans-Jordan areas; that Palestine was never at any t

in all history an independent Arab national state. It was at various times
a Jewish state, But Britain arbitrarily and illegally created and invented
a Trans-Jordan state after 1922 contrary to the Palestine Mandate.

I therefore fear that Kosygin or others will resort to and use similar
false promises and intrigues upon Israel during his negotiations with
President Johnson, especially if the firm of Sullivan & Cromwell advises
him in behalf of the Arabs.

Continued possession and administration by Israel of the areas now occupied
by her is the only real and practical assurance Israel can rely upon for
continued peace. Experience of the past establishes that she cannot rely
upon promises, tri-partite agreements, idle gestures or threats as a
substitute. '
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Tsrael established her right to determine the peace terms and her

own destiny by direct megotiations with the Arabs, If the Arabs

will not sit down and peacefully negotiate with Israel at arms-length
now, they certainly cannot be expected to maintain any respect for

peace terms imposed upon them by others. Promises by Kosygin or Johnson
to the contrary notwithstanding.

Arab refugees must not be returned to their previous frustrating existence.
Arab countriesnkhfuséﬁjtu admit or rehabilitate them and kept them in
concentration type of refugee camps at the expense primarily of the U.S.
Therefore, the only logical solution of this problem is for Israel to

make entire Sinai and Gaza areas a province of Israel with limited rep
resentation in Knesseth and political rights presently, but eventual
extension as conditions justify.

As part of the rehabilitation program, these refugees should be employed
in various development projects, viz: building roads; desalination,
irrigation and tree planting projects; implementation of Lowdermilk Plan ;
and widening, deepening and dredging of Jordan River; building of houses
and 0.R.T. type schools; building of Suez type canal from El Arish to
Elath, etc. The annual cost over the next 20 years will be less than
Israel hasspent in defending themselves against this potential danger

and what the U.S. has spent to keep them idling away in refugee camps.
Above all, it will rehabilitate these Arabs and restore their self-
respect, for which there is no prospect in returning them to their former
status quo'= which would only lead to another war.
