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ISRAEL REJECTS PEACE COMFEREWCE UNDER UN. AEGIS

IZVESTIA writes that Israeli Prime'Hinister Shamir, who paid an official visit

to the USA, flatly rejected the idea of convening a Middle East peace conference un-
der the aegis of the United Wations.

The majority of the Arab countries, the non-aligned movement, the Islamic confe-
rence and the Common farket, the commentary says, views this conference as the only
practical step to defuse the Middle East conflict. The conference §s supported, at
least in words, even by the USA and the Likud bloc partners in the [sraeli Govern-
ment with Foreign Minister Peres at the head.

The commentator comes to the conclusion that the {dea of the conference does not
sult the Israeli Prime Minister "because he ana the Likud bloc he heads continue to

set hupes on separate deals with Individual Arab states ( a method that has complete-
ly discredited itself), on diktat and the policy of annexing Arab lands."

“The head of the Israelj Government", the commentator goes on, "not only impedes
the efforts to defuse the Middle East conflict, but also puts forth absurd 'prelimi-
nary terms' for the U.S.S5.R. to take part in the efforts to settle the situation
in the region. He demanded that the U.S.S.R. should restore its diplomatic relations
With Israel and 'recognize the rights of Jews to emlgration'."

In the opinion of IZVESTIA's commentator Shamir cannot but understand the sense-
lessness of such terms and that the attempts of dictate to the great power what {t
should do and to interfere in its internal affairs can only ., complicate the

prospect of normalizing bilateral relations. But may be, the author concludes, it is
Just what the head of the Israeli Government fs striving for?

The commentator draws
atlention to the concern, expressed by the speakers at the conference, about the pre-
sent state of the world economic system. "In the 1980's", he urites, "it is characte-
rised by sluggish growth rates, skyrocketing foreign debts for many countries, espe-
clally the developing ones, the ups and downs of currency rates of exchange which
shutter the financial system, and the growing protectionism in trade. The internatio-
nalization of economic ties, the worlduide scientific and technological revolution,
common ecological dangers and grave economic and social problems, especially in the
develoning countries, point to the urgent need to ensure economic security for all
and to establish without delay a fair fnternational order."

The United States "supports legitimate Palestinian rights, but it
regrets this body's steps to institutionalize a une-sided Prerspective.

Such steps are sadly inconsistent with the effort to put forward the
United Mations as a sponsor of a conference to launch negotiations. "

Boeker also said that while the United States does not agree with
all the elements in the recent Arab Summit declaration "a constructive
step" is that it recognized there must be a negotiated, not military,
settlement of the Arab-Israeli conflict.

Following is the text of Bogker's remarks-

(Begin text) '

Mr. President, the United States Government persists in its
pPractical efforts to launch negotiations to settle the Arab-Israesli
conflict, including the Palestinian problem. The Secretary-General,
in his reports on bhis agenda item, assures us all that he will
maintain his special effort and continue to explore with the parties
ways or advancing the process, and that in this endeavor he will
continue to rely on the support of the Security Council.

The day when negotiations can begin has not yet arrived, but
constructive steps toward that goal continue to be taken. While we do
not agree with all its elements, the Summit Declaration of those Arab
leaders assembled in Amman last month is such a constructive step in
that it recognizes that there must be a negotiated settlement of the
Arab-Israeli conflict and that there is no military answer. These
Arab leaders supported an international Peace conference under the
auspices of the United Nations "to settle the Arab-Israeli conflict in
a peaceful, just and comprehensive manner" -- and thus implicitly
supported negotiations between Israel and its Arab neighbors. The
Government uf Israel has confirmed its willingness to enter into
negotiations with its Arab neighbors to settle the conflicts.

The United States Government does not rule out any avenue --
including an international conference -- for reaching the bilateral
negotiations ineluctably required to settle the protracted conflict
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and resolve 1ts complex issues, including the Palestinian problem in
all 1ts aspects. It will take flexibility, imagination and courage on
all sides to reach the negotiating table.

Lf negotiationz can be launched by way of an international
conterence, it will not be the conference described in the unbalanced
guidelines enumerated in United Mations General Assembly Resolution
3g/580. Ihese guidelines seall to impose a particular concept of a
solution, rather than to launch the parties in negotiating one. The
affort, as in L. 40, to tie successive General fAssembly resolutions
back to 38/58C reveals a one-sided approach which will not advance
prospecks for reaching an agreed formula for negotiations, and my
gaovernment can thus not support the resolution.

Thz solid basis for the United Mations efforts to resolve the
Arab-Israsli conflict rests on Security Council Resolution 242 and
338, which embody a principlod and even-handed approach to a
neaotiated peace. The General Assembly's annual succession of
resolutions on this same subject have not added to this solid base
They have rather eroded this base by weakening the principles and .
neglecting the need for an even—-handed approach. The three other
| resolutions on the Guestion of Palestine, L. 33-35, perpetuate bodies

and activities, criated by the General Assenbly, which are dedicated
to expounding only the Palestinian perspective. My governmeant
supports legitimate Palestinian rights, but it regrets this body's
steps to institutionalize a one-sided perspective. Such steps are
sadly i1nconsistent with the effort to put forward the United Mations
as a sponsor of a contersnce to launch negotiations. United Nations
auspices would have to be accepted by all sides, and these resalutions
do not help to achieve that goal. My delegation opposes these
resolutions in part because we do not wish to contribute to a COUrSeE_
which we are convinced diminishes the United Nations prospects for
helping to launch negotiations based on Security Council Resolutions
cide and 338. )

I was encouraged to hear the lIsraeli Representative, in his
statewnant on the Palestinian Guestion, urge the parties to "look upon
the Falestinian issue as a question to be solved in direct peace
negotiations on the basis of Resolutions 242 and 338, with or without
the assistance of others, based on mutual respect for the rights of .
lsraelis and fArabs alike." Going back to the basics of Resolutions
242 and 338 1s the proper way to proceed. These resolutions are the
most universally accepted basis for negotiations, and thus the best
hope for the United Nations to contribute to a comprehensive
settlement. This Assembly has not enhanced that hope by adopting
resclutions which purport to add new conditions for negotiations which
are not supported by both sides and are not universally accepted by
membenrs. This is not the way forward.

: The way forward is straight; but not easy. It is to try to find
- an agreed framework for launching negotiations on the basis of U.N.
Security Council Resolutions 242 and 338, to achieve a just, lasting
- - and comprehensive peace which resolves the Palestinian problem in all
| its aspects. My government will persist in its efforts to help the -
parties find a formula for such negotiations.

You represent groups that have a keen interest in the
discussions that will be taking place during bthe upcoming visit of
General Secretary Gorbachev. And I'm happy to have this opportunity
to confirm to you that, although we're making a serious effort to
improve relations between the Soviel Union and the United States, we
will not do it by compromising our national interests or diminishing
aur commitment to the universality of human rights.

Our dedication to liberty and justice for all is not negotiable,
not to this generationy or not to any generation of Americans. This
yvear we celebrate the 200th anniversary of the signing of cur
constitution, which,y, of course, contains not Jjust an organizational
skructure for the federal aovernment, but als=o the Bill of Rights.
The structure divides power so that no person or group can be so
powertul that they can trample on the rights of the people. And I
think it's interesting to note that the reason the Bill of Rights was
added to the document was that some believed the Constitution might
not have been ratified otherwise. Such was our forefathers' devotion
to liberty.

The United States declared its independence with a document that
proclaibned rights Eo be inalienable gifts from God, not jJust to those
who could make it to our shores but to all peopley, evervuhers. Ben
Franklin, tihe grand old man of the Hevolution, once said, "God, grant
that not only the love of liberty, bul a thorough knowledge of the
rights of man may pervade all the nations of the Earth, so that a
rhilosopher may set his foot anywhere on its surface and say, 'This is
my country.'"

Well, 200 years later, liberty has not spread as wide as Franklin
would have wished but consistent with his vision, is a spirit of
solidarity that exists between the free peoples of the world. HWe see
the violation of anvone's human rights, acts of repression or
brutality, as attacks on civilization itself. The United States,-as
the most powerful of the free nations, is looked to for leadership by
those who live in fresedom and as a mighty source of hope to those who
languish under tyranny. This is a weiahty responsibility that no
American, especially a president, can take lightly.

In my upcoming meetings, [ know that sitting next to me will be
unseen guestsy, men and women whose only hope is that they're not
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raragatten hare in bthe Wests Dissitdents who are inhumanely committed
to mental institutions, often subdued with mind-altering druagsy Soviet
Jews, Armenians, Germans, and others who have applied to emigrate and
have endured i1ncredible hardships as a resulty divided families and
spauses who are cruelly separated from btheir loved ones., Thease people
are not now, nor will they ever be, forgotten by our administration.

Weell, let wme assure you and, through you, all those whose cause
you champion, we deeply care aboul the well-being of these unseen
guests and their presence will be felt throughout my swnmit
discussions. The goal of this visit and any subsequent visits is not
simply arms recduction. Certainly, Lthat's one priority, vet it remains
on a par with solving certain bilateral issues, ending regional
conflicks and, of course, improving human rights,

It wasn't long ago that a story was making the rounds in the
Soviet underground about the dissident who was condemnaed by the Soviet

Judge to a Siberian work camp. "The sentence is too light, " the
dissident protested. "What do you mean?' asked the judge. "Well, if
America is so bady why don't vou send me there?”

serdouwsly though, much has been said about alasnost and reforms
in the Soviet Union. And there does sesm to have been mocest

pProgress.  Soviet officials not that long ago refused to discuss human
rights, claiming it was their internal affair. General Secretary
Gorbachey even told a French newsman shortly after the Geneva swmnit
that there were no political prisoners in the Soviet Union. Well,
today our discussions on this issue are wide-ranging and human rights
is accepted as an integral component of our bilateral discussions.

In the last two years we've witnessed a loosening of the garip.
Over 200 political prisoners have been released from the Gulag.
There's a higher rate of emiaration. Some long-divided families have
been reunited. There has even been a relaxing of some of the controls
on fresedom of evpression. Earlier this year, for example, there were
demonstrations in the Baltic nations on the anniversaries af the
Hitler-5talin pact and the day marking the beginning of the Soviet
occupation in 1940. The fact that these protests were rermitted at
all was heartening.

the free people of the West are watching to see if the emigration
doors, now cracked, will continue ko open. And inside we wait and
pray for believers -- people of every creed. All prisoners of faith
have not been released and clearly religious fresedom is still an
aspiration yet to be achieved.

We care about people whose human rights are violated and who are
abused or imprisoned in every country. We care of what they symbolize
and because they're human beings and we're outraged at the way they're
being treated.

George Bernard Shaw once wrote, "The worst sin towards our fellow
creatures is not to hate them, but to be indifferent to them:s That is
the essence of inhumanity." "Well, today, we're pleased with -any
releases, any unification of separated families, any lessening of the
iron grip on the treedoms of expression and religion. But we will not
be indifferent to those who are left behind and we will not be lulled
into ignoring the fact that the apparatus of the state repression
remains intact in the Soviet Union. 7The real joy will come, and trust
betwesen East and West will flourishy not only when prisoners are
released, but when the instruments of repression are dismantled and
repressive laws and practices are abolished.

Early in this century, President Teddy Roosevelt said, "...for
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the world has =et its face hopetully toward our democracyy and, O my
fellow citizens, each one of you carries on your shoulders not only
the burden of doing well for the sake of your own country, but the
burden of doing well and seeing that this nation does well Ffar the
sake of mankind...."

So, it's not Just up to any one government official. I1It's up to
all of us. f'd like to thank each of vyou for participating in this
discussion and the exchange of ideas with members of the
administration in preparation for the upcoming summit. We need vour
involvement, vour continued supports and yvyour stalwart commitment to
our country's i1deals.

(Transcript: NBC-TYV interview with Tom Brokaw)

{Following is a transcript of a television interview with Soviet
Communist Party General Secretary Gorbachev which was broadcast in the
United States on the NBC television network November 3¢. The
interviewsar was NBC broadcaster Tom Brokawy the transcript was
prepared by NBC. Gorbachev spoke through an interpreter.)

BROKAKW:,  Mr. General Secretary, your trip to the United States
is widely anticipated. #As General Secretary, do vou have a better
fezl for Americans now than you did when you were serving in other
posts in this country?

GORBACHEY: Well, you know,; Mr. Brokaw, I'll respond to that
questiony but I would like first of all, right at the outset, to avail
myself of this favorable opportunity, through NBC, and first of all to
say a few words of sincere areetings to all the television viewers who
are watching, listening to us, and to all the American people. I
would like to address them with words of sincere greetings from the
Soviet people.

Before responding directly to your question, let me say that this
year already, I have received about 80,000 letters from Americans.

And that is a third of all the foreign mail that has been coming into
the Central Committee of the Party. Ihe letters cover a broad ranae
of issues. There are letters from Congressmen, from business people.
There's been a lot of letters from -- coming in from scientists and
scholars, from people working in the field of culture, and very many
from young people. And you know -- and a lot in those letters have
stirred me. @And, you know, many of the thoughts of those letters are
similar. They revolve around several simple and yet very important
questions and problems which obviously are of concern to the American
preople. -

Mow, in those letters, I read about what -- that they're worried
about the situation in the worldy that there's a lot of tension, a lot
of alarm that regional conflicts are still ablaze, unabated. There is
a lot of concern -- and that, I guess, has -- takes first place -- a
lot of concern about the state of Soviet-@merican relations. and I
have felt in those letters and through those letters an immense desire
of the American people, a very strong desire to change the situation
in the world for the better, and of course, pride of place is taken by
the need for a change in relations between us, between the -- between
our peoples.

And these letters have given me a great deal, and have helped me
a great deal to help to understand the American people better. And
this certainly adds to the immense political information I receive
from -- through other channels, through my contacts with American
political figures at-all levels. And of course, I do now have a
better understanding,as 1 feel, of American society than I did before
I took up this Job. =

But you know what the important thing is, and I'd like to tell
you this, what the Americans say in their letters addressed to me and
to the government of the Soviet Union, to our people -- all this is
very close to heart and very easily understood by all of us, by Soviet
reople. And I see in this the emeragence of a new situation, and one
which makes it possible, perhaps even makes it incumbent upon the

It's a whole
conglomeration of over a hundred nations and nationalities, and just
try and imagine that behind us, behind every one of those peoples and
nationalities which now make up the Soviet Union, and next year, we
shall be celebrating -- we shall be marking the millenium of
Christianity in Russia, but even before that the Hievan-Russ existed
with a dynamically devaloping people, an original culture and wide
ties with European nations. Or take the -- take our -- the peoples of
the trans-Caucasia of Central Asia. Their history goes way back into
the depths of history. & unique history, an original history belonags
to the peoples of the Baltic region. But all the=e nations now make
up the Soviet Union.

There's a lot in our history that was not simple. There's a lot
of strugale. We had to fight back many invasions, starting from
Genghis Khan and Batu and others, in order to stand up for our
independence. And you know that led to a forging of national -
character, and our values were thus formed.

fill of these people valus their lanauage, their culture. They
are patriots. They have a feeling of dignity, and without all of that
-- you cannot understand us or our actions if you don't know that
history. We are dedicated to peace. And that -- you can travel far
and wide throughout the Soviet Union anywhere, and everywher2 you will
see and hear testimony of that.

fAnd that's why I say that my visit to -- that my visit next week
-- we regard as a very important phase in our relations. It will be
our third meeting with President Reagan, and we will be signing a
treaty on medium-range and shorter-range missiles. We will be
discussing other world problems. So on the whole we will have a lot
of things to talk about.

. @: And we have a lot to talk about during the course of this
hours Mr. General Secretary. Can we begin with some of those, now?
For example, there is anticipation about your visit to the United
States, and I think that there is general excitement about the signing
of the intermediate-range nuclear treaty. But there is apprehension
on the part of a lot of people that it will leave the Soviets in a
superior position in Europe. Are you prepared now to reduce the
number of men, tanks and attack helicopters that you have in Europe?

GORBACHEV., Well, firstly, the Americans and the Europeans and
the others should know that the Soviet Union has no intention
whatsoever of attacking anybody. That's number one. Second, there
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are realities which have taken shape within the framework of the two
opposing military blocs. There is a certain asymmetry, both in forces
and armaments, and we're prepared to address ourselves to that without
delay. We have made our Pproposals, and we are awaiting a more active
position, a more active response from MNATO. And therefore we are
prepared to deal in practical terms. We are ready to sit down at the
negotiating table and tackle these problems in practice.

G: But I think that NATO and the United States, especially,
would be encouraged if you unilaterally would rearrange your forces
into a more defensive position, rather than in an offensive position.

GORBACHEV: We have made known the content of our military
doctrine. It is a defensive one. and let me read (?) {(may mean
"repeat"), we are willing to sit down at the negotiating table, and
Just as we dealt with the medium-range and shorter-range missiles, to
tackle the question of conventional forces and conventional arms. We
will be acting in a constructive way .

G What are the chances, do you think, that by next summer that
¥you and Fresident Reagan can sign a treaty to reduce by half, 50
Percent, the long-range nuclear missiles, the really dangerous
missiles?

GORBACHEY: Well, I believe that in this matter, which really
does make up -- constitute the very core of Soviet-American relations,
there are real prospects ahead of us. I believe that it is -- it
would be hard perhaps at this very moment (to know) (?) how our talks
will go, and what result we will achieve as a result of an exchange of
views on this matter during the forthcoming visit in my talks with
President Reagan. But in any event we certainly have a laot to
discuss, and I would repeat what I've said previouslys We believe
that it is possible to do a lot of work with this present
administration so as to -- so that we could make headway on this major
direction in the area of arms control. We will act constructively,
and I guess the Americans and the world at large have convinced
themselves that we can and we are indeed acting constructively.

@' Your chief arms negotiator said the other day that he thought
there could be a 50-percent reduction in ICBM=s and that SDI, star
wars, would be a matter for the Gmerican reople to decide. Has SDI,
star wars, been slightly diminished in your judgment as a condition
for the reduction of ICBEMs?

GORBACHEV+. I believe that the question of 8DI is not a subject
for negotiations. We shall be talking about strategic offensive arms,
about levels and sub-levels, and we have =ome steps that we could take
to meet the American position halfway. And we've already taken some.
We shall be talking about the strict compliance with the ABM Treaty.
That's what we're going to talk about.

G Am I clear in understanding that you believe that vou can
reduce ICBMs, the long-range missiles, by 50 percent next summer and
that you would deal with SDI spparately?

GURBACHEV. We formulate our position in a very clearcut way. We
are prepared to accept a S0-percent reduction in the first stage, with
strict observance of the ABM Treaty. In that dearee that SDI does not
run counter to the ABM Treaty, let it -- let America act, let America
indulge in research. Insofar as SDI does not run counter to ABM, that
is not a subject for negotiations.

Q: Isn't the easiest way, Mr. General Secretary, to deal with
star wars, or SDI -- isn't the easiest way to eliminate the need for
SDI is just to eliminate the threat, to negotiate a great reduction in
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these long-range missiles first, and then you wouldn't have the
political will or the technical need for something like SDI?

GORBACHEV, MWell, that precisely is what I suggested to PFresident
Reagan in Reykjavik. And we were just about two paces away from
signing an agreement on that score, but SDI came, stood between us.

If we reduce our medium-range missiles, our shorter-range missiles,
and if we agree at the first stage to make 50-percent cuts in our
strategic offensive arms and then to go on and fully eliminate nuclear
weapons, then the question does arise, why, what is SpI for, and what
is the militarization of outer space for? You know, this is an
attempt, yet another illusion of the American defense planners throuah
a faith, as they think through some kind of technological superiority,
through the superiority, as they see it, in computers, somehow throuah
outer space to forge ahead to achieve superiority.

But look, but tell me, Mr. Brokaw, if you and I were to start
trying to count, how many attempts there were after the War on both
sides to try and forge ahead and to gain superiority? But nothing
came of it. We're simply wasting the funds of our people, and we are
creating a very acute situation in the world. Minety-five or == what
is it? -- ninety-five percent or so belong to the United States and
the Soviet Union. So what are we going to do now, take weapans into
outer space? That would certainly lead to a destabilization with
unforesesable consequences. Just think it over, how much time it took
to find criteria in order to compare the present nuclear capabilities
af the sides.

This is a very complex question, how to compare them, how to
assess those potentials, and yet we found, over a decade -- decades,
perhaps -- we found a way to do that. But if we come out -- go out
into outer space with our weapons, if we start having an arms race in
space, what will be the criteria there? There'll be a fever. Wheo
wins over whom? And what is more, what if some one side sees that
it's being overtaken? What happens then? That's my first question.
and then, secondly, if you lay all your stakes on technology, which
would -- which simply overrules the possibility of taking timely
political decisions, is a very dangerous game. And theny loaok, if our
peoples express that will, why should we take -- orient ourselves on
the will or the desires of Jjust one limited group or perhaps one
segment in this or that country? That is not democratic, surely. You
cannat impose the minority's will on the majority. Democracy is,
after all, the rule of the majority.

@: I would just like the record to show, howesver, Mr. General
Secretary, that there are a good many people in the United States who
believe that the Soviets, as well, are involved in efforts to
militarize space and to develop their own SDI program, and, while I
don't believe that we can resolve that here today, I think that we
ought to move on to new thinking, which is a subject that we'wve been
reading a great deal about in the Soviet Union. 1In your book
Perestroika, you say that new thinking means that security can no
longer be assured by military means. What better way to demonstrate
that than by getting the Soviet troops out of Afghanistan? Can you
tell us tonight when you are prepared to do that? -

GORBACHEV- Well, before I respond to that question let me just
react to your remark that the Soviet Union is engaged in things
similar to S8DI. Well, it's really hard to say what the Soviet Union
is not doing. Practically, the Soviet Union is doing all that the
United States is doingy and I guess we are engaged in research, basic
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research, which relates to these aspects which are covered by the SDI
of the United States. Hut we will not build an SDI, we will not
deploy SDI, and we call upon the United States to act likewise. If
the Americans fail to heed that call, we will find a response. It'll
be a hundred-ten or a hundred times cheaper. But then the guilt will
bey, the blame will be -- lie squarely with the Americans, with the
U.5. administration.

G: But that's the whole point. 8DI cannot be deployed probably
until the next century. There have already been cutbacks. Would the
thing to do to zend a signal to the American people would be to reduce
the long-range missiles, in the meantime? There have already been
delays and questions raised in the United States about the wisdom of
the Strategic Defense Initiative. It seems to me that you could move
that debate along much more rapidly by agreeing to reduce the
long-range missiles in the meantime, and still have time to respond if
you need to.

GORBACHEY: Yes, provided the ABM Treaty is intact. HNow, on
Afghanistan. This is our neighbor country. Given all the regimes, we
were always good neighbors. It is a state which was one of the first ;
to recognize Soviet power in Russia. There were kings and something . -
quite different. They had their ouwn Processes under way, and -- but
whatever happened there, we were always friends. 1In fact, that's the
way we try to build up relations with all of our neighbors. After the ]
well-known revolution in Afghanistan, where an attempt was made to
make some internal reforms and to bring that society out of its
ancient system -- but that was a purely domestic process, so a
different government came to rowery but at the same time certain
processes were building up connected with, first and foremost,
interference from outside, in order to undermine that new regime. And
they appealed to us, as to their neighbors, some say 11 times, others T 11
say 13 times. They appealed to us for help in that very difficult e o2
period. And at one of these very acute moments, when the situation
really grew very exacerbated -- became very exacerbated, at -- we met
the request of the Afghan government. And that has -- that does not
run counter to the United Mations Charter. And we did -- meeting
their desire, we introduced our limited Soviet contingent of troaps,
and we have never increased it. But we see that today that situation
does require some solutions. We are looking for ways to bring about
an earliest -- the prompt solution of that problem. And I believe .
that if the American administration really does sincerely want that
problem to be resolved, to be closed by political means, it could be
done very quickly.

G: What is very quickly, within three months, six months? |

GORBACHEVS I think we can talk with the President about that. '

Q: Will that be high on your agenda in Washington next week, the
withdrawal of troops from Afghanistan and the guarantee that the
government will not be a threat to the Soviet Lnion? '

GORBACHEV. Well, I guess we will talk about regional conflicts
in Central America; in southern Africa, in the Middle East, in the
Persian Gulf and in Afghanistan. 2

G: Are you prepared to support Cuba and Nicaragua at the same
level that you have been in the Ppast, Mr. General Secretary?

GORBACHEV., Well, we must not only suppart and maintain the
relations that we have with those statesy we must develop and improve
those relations. But I think I know that you meant something quite
different when you were asking that question.
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s Hore arms, more advisors to Cuba and to Micaragua.
GORBACHEV+ Well, I think that there's more talk about that in

order to keep up the tensions in the -- maintain the tensions in that
area, and the sxcuses for intervention. I have to smile when I hear
that the security of the United States is being threatened by the

Sandinista regime. That's not serious. It certainly is not serious.

This is the back yard of Latin America., where the peogple just can't --
couldn't live the way they did. it couldn't stand that dictatorship
any more, and it rose up against it. fnd we feel that -- we were
convinced that morally right are all those who supported that
indignation, the just indignation of those people and took power- into
their own hands. Why shouldn't this suit the administration of the
United States? I think now even in Congress they have understood that
—esurely the Americans understood that Nicaragua cannot threaten --
pose a threat to the United States.

@: PBut under new thinking, as you have defined it, wouldn't it
be time to reduce the military assistance to places like Nicaragua and
Cuba, and let those regimes begin to stand on their own?

GORBACHEY. Well, since you're -- you keep talking about the new
thinking, then let me give you a little -- let me teach you a little
lesson.

G: You're the teacher on new thinking.

GORBACHEY. I'm sure that you will have no complaints as to about
what I'm going to say. 1 believe the situation in the world is such
that it differs fundamentally from what it used to be, 30 or 40 years
ago, not to mention, let's say, 50 or 70 years ago. The empires are
all gone. They are no more. Ten dozens, sSCOres of nations have come
out and become there and are now developing independently.

and moreover, all of those nations want not only independence and
autonomy, but they want to live a better life. They want to live like
human beings. They need food. They need clothing. They need
medicines. @And now just try and imagine 2.5 billion people in Asia,
in Latin America, disposed of vast natural resources, vast manpower
resources, and yet they are in debt. They have a very low standard of
living. So then the question arises, Can this situation be left

without attention? It calls for -- it calls out for a =olution.
Or the ecology -- is that not a global problem? A struggle
against disease -- is that not a global problem? And what about

masterina the scientific and technological revolution? Can we resolve
all the problems there without cooperation? Is that not a global
problem?

If the Soviet Union has an interests, the United States has an
interest, and I -- so I guess the other countries and peaples also
take an interest in these matters. If, previously, international
relations were built upon the right of the strong, according to the
maxim "right is might," that won't work today. it's not appropriate.
We cannot -- however strong we might be, we cannot dictate our values
or impose our way of life upon others, impose upon others our choice.
It is up to them to decide. Unless we recognize the right of choice
and recognize the interest of every nation, nothing will come of
international relations. And those relations are today fraught with
serious explosions.

So that means that a new thinking presumes the need to respect
the choice of every nation. And we not only respect that choice, we
try morally and, where we believe it possible, economically and
militarily, in the defensively, to support that choice so that the
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nation -- people can defend what it has taken into its own hands. So

there, that's where you have to really -- by dint of join effort, you |

have to get to the bottom of things and you have to change your

approach. You cannot order the world around. Nothing will come of |

that. One; you have ta chanae your approach. |
4d: You know how important symbols are ink politics, Mr. General

Secretary. There is no uglier symbol in the world than the division
between East and West, the division between vour country and what the
West stands for, than the Berlin Wall. Why don't you use your
considerable influence with the East Germans just to have them take it
down? What purpose does it sSErve any more?

GORBACHEVY  You know, I think that's a very clear question. That
15 the sovereiagn right of a3 sovereign state, the German Democratic
Republic, to defend and protect its choice, and not to allow any
interference in its domestic affairs. Through West Berlin, a lot was
done which caused great harm, both rpolitical and economic, to that
country, to that people. So these are all realities which arose out
of concrete situations. I can say to you (what) I said once to a West g
German. He said to me, "Now, Mr. Gorbachev, Stalin used to say that =
Hitlers come and gao, but the German people, the German state remain.
But you have divided Germany into two states." So I said to him, .
"Well, all right, let's remember facts of history." and I reminded
him of those facts. (It) turned out that he knew them all, but it
also turned out that that division of Germany ran counter to the
agreements reached in Yalta and Potsdam. So the Wall appeared before
you think it did. It's another matter that it was made ocut of a
different material. But, as a result, what happens with what we have
right now today, those are realities, and you have to treat realities
as they require.

G: Well, I don't think that we're going to lower the Wall here s bl
this evening. But maybe we can do something about human rights. How et
can you persuade the world that there is new thinking and new |
sensitivity on the rart of the Soviet Union if you simply do not let
the people who live in this country come and go as they please without
risking their citizenship?

GORBACHEV: Mr. Brokaw, you will not be offended if I'm
forthright and say that I assume that I have a very educated man
sitting across the table from me, and a very well informed one. But Fr
now, when we come to so important a topic, you take only a speculative { ; |
aspect. I'm ready to talk about human rights with any representative _ .
of the United States -- with you, too naturally, if vou're ready. And
I can show you how things go in terms of human rights in this country
and in your country and in other parts of the world. We are in favor
of rights, in favor of the broad rights of the citizens. We're so
dedicated to this that that, in fact, was the purpose behind our
revolution. And you know what we did during the revolutiony we took
away the power from the landowners and the Tsar. That right we gave
back_to the people. We took away the factories, the plants and =

- pPrivate property, and we gave them to the people;, the working people.

And it was on that basis that we eliminated the exploitation of man by
man. We built up a planned economyy we guaranteed each individual the
right to work. We have no unemployed -- and look for how many years
-- for fifty-odd years, we have had no unemployed. There's free
education. And that is guaranteed by the state. Free medical care --
the society guarantees it. and the state largely has taken upon
itself care for the provision of homes to working people. Now, then,
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why -- and this is so interesting -- by its level of national i1ncome
this country is lower than the per capita income -- 1t 1s lower than
the United States. But in terms of social protectedness our society
is much higher than yours. @And now look, you were --= what year were
you born in?

G: I was barn in 1940, Mr. General Secretary. But I krow that
you know what I'm talking about.

GORBACHEY =~ Just a moment, Jjust a moment, Just a moment. Let me
tell you this. I will come to that. So, in 1744, Franklin Delano
Roosevelt introduced his Bill of Social and Economic Rights, believing
that there cannot be any real rights unless these problems are
resolved. That was a very interesting bill, but it has remained 1in
the Congressional archives from that day on.  Now, considering the
fact that America is being criticized for not recognizing social and
oconomic rights, that it is not siagning or ratifying international
covenants relating to that subject, the United States is being
criticized for that throughout the world. And, Mr. Heagan, this July
-— this last July Mr. Reagan introduced once again another version oaf i
that Bill of Social and Economic rights, although it's very different
from the one that Roosevelt had. énd -- but yet, 1 think there will
he a lot of water passing through the Mississippi and the Volaga before
the US Congresz and the administration recognize the American people's
right to their protection of their social and economic rights. But
all that has been guaranteed, in the Soviet Union.

fs reaard to the question that you touched upon, that isy exit,
entry, well, I understand the concern of the American side to some
extent, since that is a nation that was formed as a -- largely as a
result of emigration processes. #énd therefore our views are
different. But, you know, as is the case in the United States or in
Canada, they don't really want to allow into the United States people _ __
fram Mexico or from other countries, those who don't have the skills :
that are required. But as soon as in the 1970s there was especially a
big flow of those whu wanted to emigrate from the Soviet Uniony, there
was one highly placed representative of the administration who
declared that we've resolved the problems of mathematicians by 50
percent. The United States wants here through these channels making
this out to be -- making themselves out to be an active defender of
the riahts -- of human rights, to resolve their own praoblems, and what
they're organizing is a brain drain. And of course we're protecting
ourselves. That's number one.

Then, secondly, we will never accept a condition when the people
are being exhorted from outside to leave their country. fnd thirdly,
all these cases will become more and more clear. Thirdly and finally,
all the specific individual cases -- we consider them in a very
attentive and thorough manner, and this is very well knouwn by the
Conaress and by the President. And we will continue in a spirit of
humanness seek to resolve every individual case, but within the
framework of our own laws. And therefore you should not try and go
into another man's monastery with your own charter. We have our
state, we have our nation, democratic state which is based on the
constitution and our oun laws.

As for our good will, it is there. Family reunification -- we -
believe that to be a problem, and we shall do our best to have those
problems resolved. There may be other problems connected with
emigration. We shall always be very attentive in considering them.

But let us not inject any political speculation into this problem.

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4 But what do you think, HMr. General Secretary? Do you think
that the law moves too slowly in this country? What do you believe,
personally? What about those 4,000 Soviet Jews whose visas have been
delaved for a long time? Some of them are cancer victims who want to
leave the Soviet Union so they can be with their families in the
tlosing darvs. What do you think about them, just man to man?

GORBACHEY: I think that right now we have among those who have
not received permission only those who cannot leave because of state
security reasons. There are no other reasons, and we will continue to
act in that way.

@: Mr. General Secretary, I want to acsk you something about
rerestroika and the rearganization of your economy. There's no
greater need in the Soviet Union than in reorganizing how you produce
food in this country. This great power has to impart food. Two
rercent of your farms produce two-thirds of the fruit and one-third of
the milk and meat. Those two percent are the private plots. Are Yo
going to greatly expand the private holdings of farmland, and put it
more on an incentive basis?

GORBACHEY: This question is one that was posed by President
Reagan. Perhaps he may have asked you to ask me that gquestion, too.

G5 No, this information is widely available in dmerica to
Presidents and humble reporters alike.

GORBACHEY, Well, you know, let me say this. The food problem is
one that does exist in this country, and although we eat 3,300
calories per person per day, the question is one of the structure of
food intake. HNow, as to the fact that two percent of the individual
small holdings produce one-third of the output. Those two percent of
the individual households could not have done a thing for one reason.
They get their grain, theipr animals, technical assistance, expert
consultations, transport servicesy their seeds from the collective and
state farms. They are really integrated with the collective and state
farms. There is the practice of contracts. They sign contracts. A
collective farm, let'z say, and an individual holding -- usually they
are members of a state farm or a collective farm. And they
Participate in the process of increasing agricultural Production.

G Are you going to expand that?

GORBACHEV. In all of this there is one very interesting aspect.
We are right now on a long-term basis we're offering families and
aroups of people that they take a plat of land or, let's say,; hire
some means-of-production machinery and show what their initiative is
worth. And we have been able to combine the possibilities, the
capacities of the large-scale farms and the individual interests of
these small groups. Now, that is one thinag. That is an area where we
will lend further support to, and already this is yielding good
results, and we shall be supporting this. But this does not mean we
are rescinding the collective farm system. No,y this is a flexible
combination of the possibilities for the large-scale farms which
assumes a great deal upon its own shoulders and at the same time the
initiative, the interests, the personal and material interests of a
family or of a small group of persans that is to grow a certain cCrop
or to produce a certain amount of farm animals.

G: Are you going to allow individual enterprises to set prices?

. Are you going to allow unemployment to rise in this country? Are vou

going to run the risk of a recession and inflation as part of
Perestroika? That would be a fundamental overturning of the Soviet
way of having an economy.
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GORBACHEV: No, we will resolve this in the framework of
Spcialism and through our ouwn methods. MNow, if in the West, the
structural policy and modernization which accompanies it is carried or
is accompanied, rather, by a growing unemployment, we want to avoid
this, and this will be done in that very way. This aopens up —= such
opportunities are openaed by a planned system of economy. Already now
we are elaborating our plans for organizing new jobs in new
territories and in other spheres, especially in those spheres of
services and trade. And therefore on a planned basis we will transfer
some people with due assistance from the state, the systems needed to
retrain peopley and sort of remove them from one sphere to ancother.
and I believe this will be done in such a way as not to affect the
incomes of the working pegple. In other words, this adaptation of the
aconomy to the scientific and technological progress will be achieved
within the framework of Spcialist approaches, S0 as not to allow any
unemployment. That is our pivotal task.

3: fnd no other party beside the Communist Party in the
foreseeable future for the Soviet Union?

GORBACHEV: 1 see no need for any other party, and I think that
is the view of our society. fand today's changes which are taking
place and deep going changes embracing the sconomy, politics, the
sphere of democracy the spiritual sphere, the social sphere ——- all
this is taking place on the initiative of the Communist Party of the
Spviet Union. We have built up a new astmosphere in the country, an
atmosphere of glasnost, OpeEnNnNEsSSy and we have plans to go an maving
forward the process of democratization and glasnost. All this is
being done on the initiative of the CPsU, the Communist Party. The
Party has really attracted fire upon its own self, the fire of
criticism.

G: Well, let me bring you to that point. In your book, you say
that truth is the main thing. You quote Lenin as saying that there
should be more light. And vet when one of your colleagues on the
Central Committee, Boris valtsin, who was the Communist Party Chief in
Moscow, spoke out, his speech was not even published. And yet when he
was fired it was done in a very public fashion, and he was severely
criticized in a very public fashion, as well. To some American
observers, that did not represent glasnost at all. It had the echo of
Stalinism. Was that a mistake?

GORBACHEV+< Nao. Thers was no mistake. No. You know, we will
follow the path of perestroika firmly and consistently. We will
follow the path of democracy and refarms firmly and consistently. But
we will not Jjump over phases. We will not allow any adventurism. We
have studied well the experience of all other countries in that
respect and our experiences too. But we will not allow conservatism
to be rampant -- without allowing either adventurism and at the same
time resolutely combating conservatism. 6And we shall be very
thorouah, very careful. There iz a huge country behind uss a areat
people, too. We can't allow playing with pblitics -~ politicking.

And what happened with Yeltsin -- well, look, in fact it's a normal
process for any democracy. I don't want to count how many ministers
or secretaries were replaced even recently in the United States 1in
President Reagan's administration.

G: Yes, but when they're replaced they get to speak out about
why they were replaced. We get to hear from them.

GORBACHEY:, Well, you know, by the way, Comrade Yeltsin both had
the Plenary Meeting of the Central Committee spoke twices and he spoke
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at the Plenary Meeting of the City Party Committee. His speech was
published at the City Party Committes -- was published verbatim.
Yeltsin himsel £ posed the question of him being reliesved from his
Post. He raised that question. So pleass trust us to ressolve that
question. I'm sure there will be aother rroblems in Prerestroika. They
will have to be resolved. But let me assure you that we will continue
our line aimed at rerestroika. We will be insistent in Pursuing that
line.

Q: We have only a Few moments more, and I'd like to get to know
more about Mikhail Gorbachev, the man. vYou wrate recently that there
was a heated debate in this country about how to make it Ppossible for
women to return to a Purely womanly -- that women should be spending
more time at home, in the traditional role of mother and housemaker?

GORBACHEY: No. I think that a woman should take part in all
spheres in life, in all the Processes taking place in society, but
this must be done in such a way that the one should not Frejudice the
other. and all the more =0, we should think about how to help ogur
women to combine active Pparticipation in social, cultural Processes
with their duties, with their Predestinationy that is, as keeper of
the home fires of the family, guardian of the family. Strong family
means a strong society. So we will not restrict the Participation of
women in public affairs. We would rather help women 50 that it is
2asier for a woman to combine the functions of motherhood -- the role
of the mother and the role of an active citizen of the country.

QG We've all noticed the conspicuous presence of Mrs. Gorbachev
in your travels, Do vou go home in the evening and discuss with her
national policies, Political difficulties, and S0 on 1s this country?

GORBACHEY: We discuss everything.

@: Including Soviet affairs at the highest level?

GORBACHEV. I think that I have answered your question in totg. -
We discuss everything.

@: Where do you-learn about the United States? Do you read
American newspapers? Do you watch television Programs? Do vou have
special peaple who tell ¥You about what is happening in the United
States? How do ¥You satisfy vour curiosity about our country?

GORBACHEY, I have a lot of information that I have access to,
not only on the basis of the press but also throuah other channels,

We have many translations of Ppolitical, sociological, artistic
literature from the United States. So in this country anyone who is
interested in the United States has a areat many possibilities to aet
to know America.

G: Do you have favorite American books, for example, that you've
read in the past? Authors?

GORBACHEV. Well, I have to say that, of course, in my reading
first place belongs to Hussian and Soviet literature, but American
literature certainly enjoys agreat interest, great Popularity in this
country. If we were to start trying to compare the number of authors
that are read -- Russian, Soviet authors, and American authors in this
tountry, the figures would be enormous. Mostly I've read American
classics, but I know some of the modern wuriters, too. They are very
important writers, Only let the Americans not consider their
achievements to be the truth in the last instance. They will find
amongst us many people who would like to discuss s lot of problems, to
exchange views and discuss a lot of problems with them.

Q@ Do you follow the 1988 Presidential campaign in America
closely? Aand if vou do, who do you think will win, next fall? That's
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a gquestion that all Admericans are asking themselves.

GORBACHEY . You know we proceed from the assumption that we will
be working constructively with any administration, regardless of party
affiliation, whether Republican or Democratic or another party,
perhaps. We will cooperate, provided there is the appropriate desire
and effort on the other side. Az for the election campaign, I just
want to say that even after the campaign we will be prepared to
cooperate with whoever becones the successor to the present President.

Az for forecasts about who will win and who will becoms the next
President, I think that's an irresponsible task, an irresponsible
exercise. The Americans will come to the conclusion of who they need
besty and they'll do it themselves.

G: Finally,y Fr. General Secretary, very briefly, how do you want
to be remembered by dmericans 10 years from now, about the Gorbachev
era?

GORBACHEV . Welly, I don't want that in 10 years' time everything
should belong to only the memory. 1 think by that time there will
only be a real upsurge in what we have begun to develop today, so I
hope and believe that this will not simply be something belonging to
the old past. It will be part of the dynamic present. And it is for
the sake of that goal that together with my colleagues, together with
our working people, that I am today =-- that today we are all of us
seeking to do a lot, as much as we can. I think that today we are
sowing some good seeds, and they will yield, they will give off a good
vield in terms of results. If that were not so, it would be senseless
to do what we're trying to do right now, and doing =o with enthusiasm,
intensively, with a areat desire to change everything for the better
in the interests of Socialism, in the interests of the Soviet people.
and I believe that what is now happening in this country will be a
certain contribution to the progress of human civilization.

U.S. URGES HAITI TO PUNISH FERPETRATORS OF VIOLEMNCE (725) |

Washington -- In the wake of the violence that disrupted
elections in Haiti November 29, the Haitian government should arrest,
prosecute and punish the persons "who struck this blow against
democracy, " the State Department says.

Lepartment Spokesman Charles Redman stressed December 1 that it
1s "incumbent on the HMaitian government to take dramatic and credible
steps to demonstrate that it has the will and ability" to carry out
these measures.,

Speaking to reparters at his regular news briefing, Redman said,

"“The United States government calls on the Haitian government to act
to stop the violence and to restore confidence in its commitment to
the democratic process and its willingness and ability to conduct an
orderly and honest transfer of power to the freely elected
representatives of the Haitian people."

At the same time, the spokesman announced that the State
Department has issued a warning to American citizens to postpone
nonessential travel to Haiti until further notice due to the unsettled
conditions there. "Americans who must travel to Haiti should exercise
caution and immediately register upon arrival with the consular
section of the American Embassy," he said.

Hedman said he did not have any evidence concerning the identity
of those responsible for the election violence in Haiti. "The crucial |
factor...is the fact that this violence by whomever it was rerpetrated — --
was allowed to disrupt these elections and that the government did not
mount necessary security precautions, " the spokesman emphasized.

"It is the Haitian government that has the responsibility to do |
that," Redman added, noting that U.S. dissatisfaction with the way the {
government handled things was manifested in the suspension of certain [
categories of aid to the Caribbean country. !

"We remain deeply distressed and saddened by the events that
occurred there," Redman told questioners. "The will of the Haitian
people to establish democracy was thwarted by violence. The failure
of the Haitian government to protect innocent civilians attempting to
vote was extremely disappointing and the dismantling of the electoral
authority was unjustified."

The State Department spokesman said the suspended U.S5. aid
includes 30 million dollars in economic suppart funds and 1B milliaon
dollars in Public Law 480 Title Two funds. "We will also suspend 14
million dollars in development assistance which goes through the
government of Haiti," he added, noting that "this amounts to a total
of &2 million dollars in suspended U.S. funds,"” all of which had been
earmarked for 1988. =

Redman reiterated, however, that because "we do not wish to
. Punish Haiti's poor for the failure of the government to carry out

meaningful elections...we will continue our direct assistance to the
Haitian people through American and Haitian non-governmental
organizations." This amounts to 32 million dollars in continued U.S.
assistance in 1988 funds, he said.
