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Prime Minister Shamir's Address
at the Conference of the European Democratic Union
Paris, September 12, 1991

Mr. Chaicman,
Excellencies,
Distinguished Guests,
Ladies and Gentlemen,

It ig for pe & pleasure and a privilege to participate in this
gathering of leaders of democratic parties in Burope. We owe a debt of
gratitude to our gracious host, M. Jacques Chirac; as well as to those who
made this meeting and our participation in it possible.

Democracy has been a part of reality in Western Eurcpe for quite some
time. I imagine it is taken for granted by the great majority of the pecples
of this region. And now, Eastern Eurcpe is undergoing a change toward
democratic government, so that in the near future, there is every chance
that all the peoples of this continent will enjoy the blessings of freedom
from totalitarianism and respect for human rights. This is an historic turn
of events, at the end of a century that has witnessed the rise and fall of
the curses of Maziem and Faciem, that had cast their evil shadow over most
of Burope, and caused so much bloodshed and human suffering, especially to
the Jewish people.

Let me tell you why democracy means so much to us in Israel, and why
I am especially gratified at being with you fellow-democrats here today.
Together with you, we have zeen the fall of totalitarianism in stake after
state and the rise of freedom and democracy in their stead. We were elated
by these developments. Democracy has spread across Eastern Eurcpe into Asia;
it has struck roots in a good number of states in Latin America; it is on
the riee in Africa. Only in one region the winds of change were not felt at
all, where democracy is still totally absent. That region is the Middle
East.
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I am making special note of this fact because it has a direct bearing
on the topic of my address to you today. History has shown again and again
that a democratic government will always seek peaceful means of settling a
dispute; while a totalitarian government will not rule cubt war as an option.
Furthermore, there is a clear gulf in credibility and trustworthiness
between democratic and non-democratic regimes. This was strikingly
demonstrakted in the events surrcunding the recent Perslan Gulf war, when
pacts between states fell through, promises were broken, and commitments
were viclated.

It was not lost on ws, that although wirtually all the countries
cutside the Middle East condemned the Ivagi dictator™s invasion of Euwait,
Saddam Hussein was cheered and praised throughout many parts of the Arab
world. His promise to incinerate half of Iscmel did not elicit any censure
by Arab governments. On the contrary, it was applauded in the streets and ocn
the rooftops of many towns and villages.

In this kind of environment, Israel has had to fend for itself, to
defend its existence and integrity and, at the same time, to maintain and
fulfil unabated its search for peace. It is only logical that a nation that
is engrossed in gathering its scattered exiles and in rebuilding its ancient
homeland, would do everything in its power to prevent the waste, the misery
and the curse of war. But our dedication and eagerness for peace goes beyond
the promotion of our material needs. We are totally convinced that in a
context of peace, the Middle East could, in a short time, become a region of
economic prosperity and social progress, where everyone has a home and means
of livelihood, and where the blessings of rich natural rescurces are shared
by all. But unfortunately, what we are witnessing again and again are the
diversion of wealth for the acquisition of arms, the suffering and
desclation caused by incessant war, violence and terrorism, the rise of
fanatic religious movements, and the stranglehold of pan-Arabism, that
geverely constrains the freedom of action of individual Arab governments.




My Friends,

we must look reality in the face and cefuse to be baken in by sweet
words on peace uttered by dictators who live by the sword and whose
credibility is questionable. At the same time, we must nok, even £oar a
moment, give up hope or cease to work for the realization of our hopes and
pravers for reconciliation and for peace. Thiz is cur crede and it is on
this basis that we have forged our policy.

We are now on the threshold of a renewed attempt at launching a
ptocess that would lead to direct negotlations between Israel and each of
its immediate neighbours, as well as with the Palestinian Arabs who reside
in the territories administered by Israel. This attempk was initiated by the
United States, because our neighbours have refused to respond to our calls
to come and deal with vs directly, which iz the natural course, if one is
ready for reconciliation and peace. The American initiatiwve is based on
Israel’s peace proposal of May 1989, which, in turn, was founded on the Camp
David Accords, which provide, what we believe to be the only logical and
feasible framework for the solution of the Arab-Israel conflict,

Ladies and Gentlemen,

We are going into the peace process with open eyes and with hope in
our hearts. Without burdening you with too much detail, I would like to
ghare with you the main elements of our approach to the peace process and to
point out where our friends in Europe can play an important, helpful role.

- Since we are destined to live together, Arabs and Israelis mast also
learn to reason with each other. The negotiationse must therefore be
bilateral and direct.

- The danger of milltary confrontation and especially the use of weapons of
mass destruction must be addressed, reduced, and hopefully removed.




We mist create together a climate of mutual trust and confidence. In this
respect, the European experience at the Conference for Security and
Cooperation in Helsinki, should be emulated and applied to the conditions
in the Middle East.

The Palestinian dimension of the conflict, which the Arabs  have
constantly presented as the crux of the problem must ke solved on two
levels - political and human. On the political lewel, we shall present a
two—-skage proposal. The f£irst stage provides self-govenment for the
Palestinian Arabs residing in the Eerritories administered by Israel.
Tnree years after the establishment of the autonomy, the second@ stage
will come into effect, with the launching of negotiations on the
pecmanent status of those territories.

On the human level we have proposed the establishment of an intermational
fund, to finance the cehabilitation of the refugees by providing them
with housing and employment. The Palestinian Arabs have been the victims,
not only of circumstace, but of the Arab states. Since 1548 the Arab
states have left the Palestinian refugees to langquish in camps and did
not 1lift a finger to provide them a decent home and gainful employment.
This human problem should have long since been solved, irrespective of
the political issues irwvolved. The least responsible Eactor has been the
so-called PLO that pretends to represent the Palestinians, but in fact
has cynically and brutally exploited them, incikted them to wiolence and
caused them only frustration, disappointment and suffering. The latest
scandal is the wholesale expulsion of Palestinians from Kuwait, including
some who have lived there for three generations and ot a murmir of
protest was uttered by Arab governments.

With regard to the Arab states, we aim at concluding bilateral peace
treaties that will encompass normalization of relations, including mutual
diplomatic representation. Until this is achieved, we will propose that
both sides undertake not to break off the talks, that confidence building
measures be adopted, and that mutual cooperation in wvarious spheres be
discussed and implemented.




= Arab leaders are incessantly emphasizing the issue of territories above
everything else, citing W resolutions to support their positien. This
will undoubtedly be the most difficult and contentious issue in the peace
process, as Israel is convinced that it has a well=founded right to the
territories in questiocn. Our Arab neighbours are labouring under a
simplistic approach that the peace conference is a kind of tribunal or
executor, where UN resclutions would be automatically implemented. Such
an attitude would be an illusion. We do not oppose the raising of any
issue by our interlocutors. But they should understand thakt Ethis is a
process of negotiations between equals and that Israel will come to  the
table with its own position, its own interpretations and its own claims,
but with a sincere inkention to try to reach an agreemant.

= On the basis of these principles, we believe that progress toward a peace
settlement can be made. But there are no short cuts. There is a need for
much patience, for consistant effort, and to refrain from feeding
unwarranted expectations and expecting quick solutions.

OQur friends in Europe can play an important role in helping us
achieve progress in this all-important venture. In addition to supporting
direct negotiations, and helping in resettlement of refugees, Europe could
also assist in launching regional cooperative wentures, as well as
strengthening Israel's economic ties with the Eurcpsan community.

Israel's Arab neighbours know very well that we will never attack
them and, since the first day, we have responded only in self-defense. It is
therefore critical to the future security of the Hiddle East that states
outside the region refrain from pouring arms and military know-how inte the
cutstreched arms of Arab governments. Similarly, Arab ocil-producing states
should be encouraged to refrain from financing arms purchases by other Arab
states and supporting terrorist organizations.




Our fondest dream is to see one day the realizaiton of the kind of
lowering of barriers between states in the Hiddle East as that which exists
in the Eurcpean Commmity. Open borders, free exchange of people and goods,
access to seaports by inland countries, joint projects in ecology, tourism,
transportation, shared explolitation and conservation of water resources -
all of these and many more spheres of human endeavour, can bring about a new
climake in ocur troubled part of the world.

We must believe that thesze cbjectives are achievable. We will proposze
to our neighbours above everything else, let us solemnly decide to put a
total end to war, ko ban it az a means of achieving any purpose, and to
exclude it totally ac an option. We in Israel believe that wise, human
judgement will eventually prevail over prejudice, fanaticism and
belligerency. We are convinced that the natural longing of a mother £for
peace and prosperity for her children will triumph owver the barren
ideologies of hatred and vengeance. We will not tire in our efforts to point
out to our neighbours the blessings of peace and our eagerness to bring it
about, for their sake, for our sake and for the sake of our children. With
your support, and with God’s help, we shall hopefully reach this great
goal.

Cette guerre du Golfe a contraint un certain nombre de pays & ouvrir



les yeux. A travers le monde arabe, Saddam Hussein a été approuvé et
applaudi. Pas seulement par les organisations terroristes, les mémes qui
viennent dfapplaudir les putschistes de Moscou. Méme certains pays arabes
importants ont appaudi de dictateur irakien car ils ont en commun avec
Saddam Hussein un catalyseur puissant, qui annule leur divergences: le réve

A notre grand regret, cet aspect-l3 des choses, les capitales
ococidendales ne veulent pas le regarder en face, et se refusent & tirer
certaines legons @évidentes de la guerre du Golfe. D'aprds nous, la
principale, c'est que les pays arabes n'ont pas encore, dans leur ensemble,
accepté l'existence d'Israg&l, le dreit d’'Israél 3 l'existence. A travers le
monde arabe, la haine d"Isragl et du peuple juif souffle encore d*un souffle

dévastateur.

Une autre legon de la querre du Golfe, gqui n'est pas nouvelle mais
confirme le passé: la fiabilité des actuels régimes arabes laisse beaucoup 3
désirer.

Prime Minister Shamir's Address
at the Conference of the Burcpean Democratic Unicn

Paris, September 12, 1991

Mr. Chairman,
Excellencies,

Distinguished Guests,
Ladies and Gentlemen,

It is for me & pleasure and & privilege to participate in this
gathering of leaders of democratic parties in Eurcpe. We owe a debt of
gratitude to our gracious host, M. Japques Chirac, as well as to those who
made this meeting and our participation in it possible.

Democracy has been a part of reality in Western Europe for guite some
time. I imagine it is taken for granted by the great majority of the peoples
of this region. And now, Eastern Europe is undergoing a change toward
democratic government, so that in the near future, there 1is every chance
that all the peoples of this continent will enjoy the blessings of Efreedom
from totalitarianism and respect for human rights. This is an historic turn
of events, at the end of a century that has witnessed the rise and fall of
the curses of Mazism and Facism, that had cast their evil shadow ower most
of Europe, and caused so much bloodshed and human suffering, especially to
the Jewish people.

Let me tell you why democracy means so much to us in Israel, and why
I am especially gratified at being with you £ellow-democrats here today.
Tegether with you, we have seen the fall of totalitarianism in state after
state and the risze of freedom and democracy in their stead. We were elated
by these developments. Democracy has spread across Eastern Burope into Asia;
it has struck roots in a good number of states in Latin Bmerica; it is on
the rise in Africa. Only in one regien the winds of change were not felt at
all, where democracy is still totally absent. That region is the Middle
East.



I am making special note of this Eact because it has a direct bearing
cn the topic of my address to you today. History has shown again and again
that a democratic government will always seek peaceful means of settling a
dispute, while a totalitarian government will not rule out war as an option.
Furthermore, there is a clear gulf in credibility and trustworthiness
between democratic and non-democratic regimes. This was strikingly
demonstrated in the events surrcunding the recent Persian Gulf war, when
pacts between states fell through, promises were broken, and commitments
wera violated.

It was not lost on us, that althoush virktually all the countries
outside the Middle East condemned the Iragi dictator's invasion of Hwmait,
Saddam Hussein was cheered and praised throughout many pacts of the Arab
world. His promise to incinerate half of Israel did not elicit any censure
by Arab governments. On the contrary, it was applauded in the streets and on
the rooftops of many towns and villages,

In this kind of enviromment, Israel has had to fend for itself, to
deferd its existence and integrity and, at the same time, to maintain and
fulfil unabated its search for peace. It is conly logical that a nation that
is engrossed in gathering its scattered exiles and in rebuilding its ancient
hemeland, would do everything in its power to prevent the waste, the misery
and the curse of war. But our dedication and eagerness for peace goes beyond
the promotion of our material needs. We are totally convinced that in a
context of peace, the Middle East could, in a short time, become a region of
economic prosperity and social progress, where everyone has a home and means
of livelihood, and where the blessings of rich natural resources are shared
by all. But unfortunately, what we are witnessing again and again are the
diversion of wealth for the acguisition of arms, the suffering and
desolation caused by incessant war, vioclence and terrorism, the rige of
fanatic religious movements, and the stranglehold of pan-Arabism, that
severely constrains the freedom of action of individual Arab governments.




My Friends,

We must lock reality in the face and refuse to be taken in by sweet
words on peace uttered by dictators who live by the sword and whose
credibility is gquesticnable. AL the same time, we must nokt, even for a
moment, give up hope or cease to work for the realization of our hopes and
pravers for reconciliation and for peace. This is our credo and it is on
this basis that we have forged our policy.

We are now on the threshold of a renewed attempt akb launching a
process that would lead to direct negotiations between Israel and each of
its immediate neighbours, as well as with the Palestinian Arabs who reside
in the territories administered by Israel. This attempt was initiated by the
United States, because our neighbours have refused to respond to our calls
to come and deal with us directly, ich iz thes natural course, 1f one 1s
ready for reconciliation and peace. The Bmerican initiative is based on
Israel's peace proposal of May 1989, which, in turn, was founded on the Camp
David Accords, which provide, what we believe to be the only logical and
feasible framework for the solution of the Arak-Israel conflict.

Ladies and Gentlemen,

We are going into the peace process with open eyes and with hope in
cur hearts. Without burdening you with too much detail, I would like %o
share with you the main elements of our approach to the peace process and to
point out where our friends in Burope can play an important, helpful role.

- Since we are destined to live together, Arabs and Israelis must also
learn to reason with each other. The negotiations must therefore be
bilateral amnd direct.

- The danger of military confrontation and especially the use of weapons of
mass destruction must be addressed, reduced, and hopefully removed.




We pust create together a climate of mutual trust and confidence. In this
respact, the Buropsan experience at the Conference E£for Security and
Cooperation in Helsinki, should be emulated and applied to the conditions
in the Middle East.

The Palestinian dimengion of the conflict, which the Arabs  have
constantly presented as the crux of the problem must be solved on two
levels - political and human. On the political level, we shall present a
two—stage proposal. The first sktage provides self-govenment for the
Palestinian Arabs residing in the territories administered by Israel.
Three years after the establishment of the aukonomy, the second stage
will come into effect, with the launching of negotiations on the
permanent status of those territories.

On the human level we have proposed the establishment of an international
fund, te finance the rehabilitation of the refugees by providing them
with housing and employment. The Palestinian Arabs have been the wvictims,
not only of circumstace, but of the Arab states. 5Since 1948 the Arab
states have left the Palestinian refugees to languish in camps and did
not lift a finger to provide them a decent home and gainful employment.
This human problem should have long since been solved, irrespective of
the political issues involved. The least responsible factor has been the
so-called PLO that pretends to represent the Palestinians, but in fact
has cynically and brutally exploited them, incited them to wioclence and
caused them only frustration, disappointment and suffering. The latest
gcandal is the wholesale expulsion of Palestinians from Fuwait, including
some who have lived there for three generations and not a mucsir of
protest was uttered by Arab governments.

With regard to the Arab states, we aim at concluding bilateral peace
treaties that will encompass normalization of relations, including mutual
diplomatic representation. Until this is achieved, we will propose that
both sides undertake not to break off the talks, that confidence building

measures be adopted, and that mutual cooperation in wvarious spheres be
iscussed and implemented.



-~ Arab leaders are incessantly emphasizing the issue of territories above
everything else, citing N resolutions to support their position. This
will undoubtedly be the most difficult and contentious issue in the peace
process, as Israel is convinced that it has a well=founded right ko the
territories in guestion. OCur Arab neighbours are labouring under a
simplistic approach that the peace conference is a kind of tribunal or
executor, where UN resclutions would be automatically implemented. Such
an attitude would be an illusion. We do not oppose the raising of any
issue by our interlocutors. But they should understand that this is a
process of negotiations between eguals and that Iscael will come ko the
table with its own position, its own interpretations and its own claims,
but with a sincere intention o tey to reach an agreement.

= ©On the basis of these principles, we beliewe that progress toward a peace
settlement can be made. But there are no shorkt cuts. There iz a need for
much patience, for consistant effort, and to refrain from feeding
urnwarcanted expectations and expecting guick solutions.

OQur friends in Europe can play an important cole in helping us
achieve progress in this all-important venture. In addition to supporting
direct negotiations, and helping in resettlement of refugees, Eurcpe could
also assist in launching regional cooperative wventures, as well as
strengthening Israel’s economic ties with the Eurcpean community.

Israel's Arab neighbours know very well that we will never attack
them and, since the first day, we have responded only in self-defense. It iz
therefore critical to the future security of the Middle East that states
outside the region refrain from pouring arms and military know-how into the
outetreched arms of Arab governments. Similarly, Arab oil-producing states
should be encouraged to refrain from financing arms purchases by other Arab
states and supporting terrorist organizations.



Dur fondest dream is to ses one day the realizaiton of the kind of
lowering of barriers between states in the Middle East as that which exists
in the European Community. Open borders; free exchange of people and goods,
access to seaports by inland countries, joint projects in ecology, tourism,
transportation, shared exploitation and conservation of water resources -
all of these and mamy more spheres of human endsavour, can bring about a new
climate in our troubled parct of the world.

We must believe that these objectives are achievable. We will propose
to our neighbours above everything else, let us solemnly decide toc put a
total end to war, to bap it as a means of achieving any putpose, and to
exclude it totally as an option. We in Israel believe that wise, human
judgement will ewventually prevail over prejudice, fanaticism and
belligerency. We are convinced that the natural longing of a mother for
peace and prosperity for her children will triumph over the barren
idepologies of hatred and vengeance. We will pot tire in our efforts to point
out to our nelghbours the blessings of peace and our eagerness to bring it
about, for their sake, for our sake and for the sake of our children. With
your support, and with God’s help, we shall hopefully reach this great
goal .

The Party Leaders of the 29 member parties from 21 Eurcpean
countries met for their 14th conference on 11 to 13 September
1991. Also present at the meeting, which was hosted by Jacgues
Chirac, were a number of cbhservers and guests from like-minded
parties from all over the world.

Under the chairmanship of Dr. Alois Mock, Austrian Minister of
Foreign Affairs and EDU Chairman since 1979, the EDU Party
Leaders adopted the following declaration:

I. The End of Socialism

The events of the last three weaks have seen the death of
Socialism, finally buried in the place where it all began.

For the parties of the Centre Right this is a triumphant
moment. For years our opponents boasted of an unstoppable tide
towards Socialism. But in the end the only tide was towards
freedom, a tide that has brought the strongholds of the
Communist dictators in Furope crashing to the ground. The
future lies with us.

In the Soviet Union, the attempted coup presented the pacple
with a clear choice; either to return to the dark days of
tyranny, or to embark on a new path to freedom and prosperity.
We all know how they chose, and chose decisively. We pay
tribute to the courage of those who died and of all those who
risked their lives to presarve the Soviet Union's fragile
liberty. We pay tribute alse to the inspiring leadership of
President Yeltsin. It was his determination and bravery which
ensured the failure of the coup., His leadership will be
crucial in the coming months as he, his fellow republican
leaders and President Gorbachev chart the future of the Soviet
Unicn. We also express our admiratien for President Gorbachev
who showed enormous strength under considerabla duress and our
Pleasure that he is restored to office to continue the path of
reform.




Socialism is everywhere on the retreat. Nowhere has its demise
bean more spectacular than in the countries of Eastern apd
Central Europe or the Soviet Union. Elsewhers a quiet but
impressive revolution has been going on. Developing countries
now talk the language of tha social market economy and start
Lo practise the pelitics of democracy. And in wWestern Europe,
Socialist Governments find themselves adopting the econcomic
policies of the cantre-right.,

We rejoice in the onward march of freedom and democracy. We
welcome the converts to cur cause. The principles for which we
stand have been fully vindicated. In Europe, the years of
hostility and division - which communism caused - between East
and West are at an end. In the last decade of this tumul tuous
cantury, our European family is resuming the path to progress
and a brighter future. And beyond Eurcpe, the end of Socialism
means that we can loock forward to the advent of a more stable
and peaceful world in which more and more People enjoy the
fruits that democracy and social market economy can bring.

IT. Our Valuas

The 1920s will ba a period of unparalleled development in the
whole of Eurcpe. The era of collectivism and socialism is
over. The socialist experiment has left behind nothing but
poverty, social misery and environmental degradation with
which the new democratic leaders of Europe have to wrestle.

The Europe of the 19908 will ba underpinned by the principles
of the Paris Charta that was signed Novamber 21, 1990: Free
enterprisa. Free trade. Private property. Together these form
the bedrock of market economy. And they stake ocut the fault
line between our ideas and socialism.

Privatisation, deregqulation and freedom of choice will the
principles which guide the practical policy in tommorow's
Europe as today's. They will engender vitality and prosperity
in the West. It is the only possible path to Prosperity for
tha East.

It is the duty of EDU parties and likeminded parties to take
the lead in this historie task. our parties never had to
abandon their principles. They have stood the test of history.

The Western socialists and social democratic parties can only
play a retarding role. They can hinder and delay, but not stop
the search towards prosperity and freedom.

The soclial policy of socialist societies have proved dismal.
The old, the handicapped, the sick and the workers - they were
the real victims of socialism.




A sound social policy must be based in respect for the
individual and the family. The State should support and
anhance them, not to try to take their Place. By doing so the
task of the state will not hbe overburdened. Thus the State can
concentrate on those things that only the State can and must
perform.

The EDU will extend its activities to the emerging likeminded
parties of Central and Eastern Eurcpe, including the former
Soviet Union. By giving advice, sharing experience and
offering support from the Western countries we can contribute
to the necessary transformation in the East. The Eastern
parties can contribute with fresh ideas and new experience to
the dynamisme of the West. This mutual sharing of experience
will be one important source of inspiration for the 19%0's.

History shews that there always are risks of setbacks and
conflicts. Thus it is necessary to safeguard freedom and peace
through a realistic defence commitment and a formation of a
new European peace ocrder.

The EC is gradually being shaped as centerpiece of Europe. .
Thus, it is important that all Eurcopean countries should be

able eventually to become full members of the Community, if

they so wish.

III. Eastern Central and Eastern EBuropea

Evants in Eastern Central and Eastern Eurepe taking place over
the last two years, and particularly in the last four weeks in
the Soviet Union, clearly demonstrate that communism is
finally leaving history. It is exciting after inflicting
gigantic harm on humanity, impoverishing the lives of
genaraticons.

We strongly uphold the right of all peoples to self-
determination as a fundamental principle of international law.
The fight of peoples in Fastarn Central and Eastern Eurcpe
against communism, and their fight for national independence
greatly enrich European history. .

The desire for freedom cannot be shattered and strangled.
Hations suffering under the yoke of communism by rising
against the communist system also initiated their struggle for
liberation: In this historical Process to end socialism, the
struggle of democrats in today's Soviet Union joins a new
order.

1. The 'Soviet Union'

The transition of the Union of Saviet Socialist Republics to a
new and liberated union of frea republics was dramatically
accelerated by the failure of the communists' three-day coup
in August 1991.



We congratulate the Peoples of the Soviet Union on their
successful fight for democracy: we are glad te note that the
communist coup failed because of the pecple in the Soviet
Union and their democratic convicticns, which have already
taken a deep-rooted hold. The road to democracy and the rule
of law, the read to freedom can no longer be bleocked by the
forces of bondage exerted by the soclalist system. We hope
that by free and equal negotiations between all republics a
permanent new order of co-operatien can emerge in what was so
far the Soviet Union.

We support the process towards a new Union of Republics which
we look forward to welcoming to the global community of
democracies: democracy, protection of human rights,
fundamental freedoms, ethniec groups and minorities,
recognition of the right to self-determination, rule of law
and social eguity will make the new union an important force
for peacea in the world.

We happily take note of the restoration of the independence of
the three Baltic states and welcome them back to the community ()
of European nations.

We cheer the disintegration once and for all of the
instruments of the socialist system, such as the KGB, which
have brought so much suffering. We expect the authorities of
the new union te honour all outstanding international
agreaments and undertakings and to ensure that Soviat nuclear
weapons remain under strict central control and that the
responsibilities for them is net fragmented. We expect the
democratic successor of the Soviet Union to contribute their
initiatives to the establishment of a European peace order and
to accelerate measures leading to further disarmament,

The efforts required to establish an efficient social market
economy in the republics and in the new union must now ke madae
by the parliaments and governments of the union and republics
themselveas.,

We resolve to continue to provide assistance of a character .
which will support political and economic reform in the Soviet
Union, where we can be certain that sensible reforms are being
implemented or planned: we strongly support the 6 point plan
racently announced by Prime Minister Major as current
Chairman of the G7, and welcome the decisive role he has
played in coordinating the Western response.

As Party Leaders of those free parties in Europa that have
always resolutely opposed Socialism and were never led astray
by soclalist ideas, we recognise our special responsibility to
develop democratic parliaments and parties. Consequently, and
heeding the request of like-minded forces in today's Soviet
Union, we have decided to form an Action Committese for
Democracy: it will be a forum for all EDU parties to
coordinate their respective activities and assist emerging
like-minded political parties in the new unicn and the
republics in developing functioning demccracies: by



contributing facilities, other material support and
safegquarding their demccratic development.

The EDU Party Leaders will ensure that the parties associated
within the framework of the IDU will contribute ta the task as
wall.,

2. Estonia, Latvia, Lithuania

The EDU Party Leaders welcome the restored sovereign states of
Estonia, Latvia and Lithuania to Europe and will support
theire application for UN membership. They will contributa to
the political, economic and cultural reconstruction of these
traditional European cultural natiens, They expect Estonia,
Latvia and Lithuania to accede the Council of Eurcpe quickly
dnd thereby undertake the obligations for democracy and the
protection of ethnic groups and minorities.

i Albania, Bulgaria, Romania

We follow with great interest the Progress made towards
democracy in Albania and Bulgaria. We will send chserver .
delegations to monitor the elections in Bulgaria. This

elections are of utmost importance for the establishment of
democracy in that country.

The economic problems facing thesa coutries can only be solved
when a genuine democratic system provides legitimate
government endorsed by the people.

We urge Romania to take the first step towards demccracy by
holding free elections that are internationally monitored and
recognized.

4. Yugoslavia

The EDU Party Leaders condemn the ongoing civil war in
fugoslavia. It is their utmost cbjective to stop it
immediately. We therafore fully support the EC peace
conference. If the ceasefire is not observed, wa will ecall an
all CS5CE members to suspend all help and support to those
responsible. We will consider the international recognition of
Slovenia and Croatia if the ceasefire is not observed,

Following acceptance of the EC proposals of September 1, 13991
by all parties invelved in the conflict in Yugoslavia, the EDU
Party Leaders urgently call for an immediate end to violence
and bloodshed; demand that the Yugoslav army return
straightaway to their barracks and place itself again Eirmly
under political control.

We extend our unconditional support to the peace conference
convened by the Twelve and chaired by Lord Carrington. In
addition to representatives of the EC and the six republics
and two autonomous provinces of Yugoslavia, the conference
should also include countries bordering on Yugoslavia.




It must be the ocbjective of the peace confarence to find a
durable golution for the six republics and twe autonomous
provinces based on the freely expressed will of their pecples.

It will be of special importance to hold frees elections. They
have already been held in a majority of the republics, but not
at a federal level, in Kosovo and Vojvodina. The federal
governmant thus has no democratic legitimacy. The peace
process must include internationally monitored protection of
political, cultural, social and economic rights of ethnic
groups and minorities of today's ¥fugoslavia. In this respect
it is necessary to have immediate action in the autonomous
provinces of the Kosove and the Vojvodina, part of the
Republic of Serbia: restitution of pPelitical representation cn
the basis of frea elections, and of the social, economic and
cultural rights of the Albanian peopla in the Republic of
Serbia. In cooperation with other parties, the EDU will offer
its good offices to achieve participation of the Albanian
population in the impending elections in Kosovo under fair
conditions and international supervision.

IV. Building a New EBurope

We confirm ocur full support for the building of a new Europe
as envisaged by the Intergovernmental Conferences of the
European Community. In our Helsinki Declaration 1990 we have
already experienced the principles we follow in our political
action to contribute to a success of the said Conferences.
They should bring about a big leap to a more united,
poelitically effective naw Eurcpe, which is open to all
Eurcpean democracies which are able to meet the political and
aconomic obligations of full Community Membership.

We took note of interim reports established by our Committees
on Eurcpean Policies and on Security gquestions. Their work is
an important contribution to our political action.

In view of the ongoing negotiations on the various European
levels we have instructed these Committees to continue their
work on the basis of the principles we have adopted in
Helsinki last year, and to report on their work continuously.

V. Strengthening International Partnership

We emphasise our common commitment to strengthening the
international order. The Gulf Crisis showed that the United
Nations can act to restore international peace and security.
We want to use the end of Communism and the relaxation of
global tensions to build on this achievement - both in the
Middle East and throughout the world.

We are determined to work to strengthen the United Nations -
to enhance its ability to protect human rights, to maintain
peace and security and to deter aggression. We support a
reinforcement of the UN's peacekeeping role, and want the UN




to help avert future conflicts by making clear to potential
Aggressors the consequences of their actions.

The liberation of Kuwait has upheld the rule of law and
reaffirmed the support of the international community for the
peaceful resolution of disputes and proper respect for human
rights - principles which are essential to the conduct of
relations between civilised states. We expect that in those
countries supported by the United Nations special emphasis
should be placed on the importance of human rights as set out
in the United Natiens' Universal Declaration on Human Rights.
We support the maintenance of sanctions against Irag until all
relevant UN Security Council Resolutions have been fully
implemented. We assert that the Iragi people deserve the
opportunity to choose their leaders fairly, openly and
democratically.

We support the steps being taken to ensure that there ig no
repetition of the Iragl Government's agsault on the Kurdish
minority.

We strongly support US Secretary of State Baker's initiative
for a peace conference on tha Middle East and hope that the
Soviet Union will play its full part in helping that
Conference reach a successful conclusion. A just and lasting
peace between Israel and her Arab neighbours should bet based
on UN SCR 242 and 338,

We regard with satisfaction the prospects openead by the
rastoration of security in Lebanon. We urge all hostage-takers
and those with influence over them to ensure the immediate and
unconditional release of all hostages.

We strongly support the proposal of M. Jacgues Chirac,
Chairman of R.P.R., to establish a convention under the
auspices of the UN, to prevent further proliferation of
conventional high-tech weapons and sensitive technoleogies for
producing weapons of mass destruction and their carriers. We
equally support the G7 recommendations for an extension of the
principle of transparency to international transfers of
conventional weapons and associated military technology; a
strengthening of ths principle of consultation among leading
AIms exXporters with the aim of agreeing a common approach to
the guidelines which are applied in the transfer of
conventional weapons; and action to prevent the building up of
disproportionat arsenals. We support the G7 recommendations
with regard to non-preliferation of nuclear, biological and
chemical weapons and missile delivery systems. We also
strongly support the initiative by Prime Minister Major for a
UN register of conventional arms transfers.

Recent tragedies have highlighted the need to reinforce UM
disaster relief arrangements. We support propesals to improve
procedures for release of resources from within the UN system
and support from donor countries, the designation of a high-
level official responsibles for directing a prompt
international response to emergencies and more effective use




by the UN of its early warning capacity to alert the
international community to impending crises.

We condemn the brutal persecution of tha shiite, Kurdish,
Arab, Turkoman and Christian population of the northern
provinces of the Irag that amounted to a gross violation of
Human Rights.

We ask all our member parties to continue governmental and
private relief measures for the homeless and displaced members
of the Kurdish people: we recognize and commend the actions of
Turkey in coping with tha huge influx of Kurdish and other
northern Iragi refugees at very short notice. We request all
our members to strive for a definite solution of the problems
of these people which would ensure for them the full enjoyment
of their democratic rights and freedoms as enshrined in
relevant internaticnal treaties, agreements and other
pertinent documents.

Recognising our responsibility, we have decided to devote part

of our future work within EDU to help seek peacaful solutions ‘
in the Middle East. In this context, we discussed cur ideas

with Israeli Prime Minister Yitzhak Shamir, who was a guest at
the deliberations of the Party Leaders' Conference. We decided
that an EDU delegation would visit the leaders of the Arab

world in their region and organise a seminar on the subject in
Paris under the auspices of the Vice Chairman of the European
Democrat Union, M. Jacques Chirac, Chairman of R.P.R.

VI. Towards Freer Trade

It is essential that progress towards free trade throughout
the world be sustained. Trade is the lifeblood of the world
economy. Only free trade can provide the standard af living teo
which we aspire and relieve the plight of developing
countries. We are determined to resist protectionist pressures
both within Burope and beyond. It is crucial to the futura
Prospects of the world economy that the GATT Uruguay round
should succeed. Its failure would only lead to an outbreak of .
protectionism, a decline in trade and lost jobs. Trade wars
have all too often led to conflicts of a more grievous kind.
We welcome the personal commitment of the G7 lLeaders to the
success of the negotiations before the end of 1591 and their
readiness to intervene if differences remain to be resolved.

VII. Environmant

We are determined to meet the environmental challenges of our
time. Pollution is neo respecter of national or politiecal
boundaries. We confirm cur belief in sustainable development -
not a policy of no growth, but a policy of green growth.
Growth that furnishes the means to safeguard the planet in a
manner which itself respects the environment. This is the
essence of eco-social market eéconomy. We look forward to the
UN conference on Envireonment and Development next year. The
EDU will contribute along the lines of the report of our

Committee on Environment, chaired by the Finnish Environmental
Minister, Mrs. Sirpa Pietikainen.

We hope to reach agreement at the earliest opportunity on a
framework convention on climate change and on principles for
the management, conservation and sustainable development of
all types of forests, leading eventually to a framework
convention. In Eurcpe, we are acutely aware of the disastrous
environmental legacy of Communism. We are ready to assist the
new democracies as they begin te cleanse landscapes blighted
by years of economic mismanagement and blatant disregard for
the environment.
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
