There are continuing reports that the Administration plans to
recommend the sale of F-16 fighter aircraft, mobile HAWK ground-to-
air missiles or any other advanced weapons to Jordan, These reports
are of deep concern, and we believe that such sales would jeopardize
the security of lsrael. We have introduced a Senate Resglution
opposing such sales and reatfirming our nation's commiilment to ensure
that Israel’s military forces continue to maintain a qualitative
advantage in the Middle East,

Such a sale to Jordan would jeopardize the prospects for peace
in the Middle East., Jordan has opposed the Camp David peace process
and has joined forces with Irag, whose government is committed to the
destruction of Israel., This sale would violate clear restrictions
imposed in 1975 as well as your own long-standing personal pledge to
retain Israel's qualitative military edge in the Middle East,

It is wrong for Jordan to ask the United States to violate these
commitlments, We reject the implicit threat that Jordan may purchase
additional arms from the Soviet Union if the United States does not

supply them. Instead of succumbing to this pressure, the Administration

should pursue an active diplomatic strategy for enduring peace and
security in the Middle East,

We hope that you and your Administration will make clear that the
United States does not intend to pursue these arms sales with Jordan,
either now or in the future. OQur national interest in a secure Israel
and a stable peace in the Middle East clearly outweighs any purported
justification for such sales.

H.E. MR. HABIB: Mr, Prime Minister, today I will set the
the pace and we are not going to overtire you, please., I gave a full
| l report to the Foreign Minister this morning and 1 presume you have seen
| the record. If you wish, I will hit the high spots with you, and then
you ask me what you want. Is that all right? I will give you the high

spots and then I presume they have a good record of what little details

to fill in.
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From here I went to Damascus, then to Jordan, then to Saudi
Arabia. In Damascus, there was a little bit of a question as to whether
I was going to be received or was not going to be received, but in the
end I saw both the Foreign Minister for a couple of hours and then I
had almost three hours with Assad alone.

H.E. MR. BEGIN: With an interpretor?

MR. HABIB: Just an interpretor. He speaks quite a bit of
English; understands very well. Spoke quite a bit this time for the first
time. I was trying to do certain things, to underline certain things,
First of all, I wanted them to understand the terms of the cease fire inso-
far as we had gotten this word that the little incursion through Syria
and Jordan and what not was not necessarily a violation of the cease
fire, from their standpoint. So I explained to them the terms of the
cease fire in detail, as I had understood them, and at one point I said
to Khaddam, who questioned it a bit - the Foreign Minister; Assad did not
question my interpretations. Of course, he had the benefit of my earlier
discussion with the Foreign Minister. But Khaddam sort of raised some
questions about it, and I at one point said: I wrote them; 1 ought to
know what they mean, and this is reasonable and this is unreasonable.

MR. BEGIN: 1In judicial language it is authentic interpreta-
tion.

M. HABIB: Whatever it is, in the end, he accepted it,
Wouldn't you say, Morris? At least we made it clear that there would be
no more of that sort of thing or it would be taken as a violation and a
provocation. I explained to them also, so that there would be no mis-

take; I went over all the other considerations that we took into account




at the time of the cease fire, including - I specifically indicated -

the question of overflights not being covered, just to make sure. They
knew this from before but I just wanted to underline everything again

so that there should be no misunderstanding, and I talked to them about

the question of provocations, the general issues involved in your reaction.

I pointed out to him that there had been some violations,
There was no question of it. There might be some question as to the
exact nature of it in the Haddad area, that there had been some things
there that had been unknown, it was quite clear, but thats there was no
question that the commando raid was distinctly a violation, I gave them
an example: supposing the Israelis took a gun boat and went out to the
international waters and then came back in and bombed or shelled Danub,
and they would say they didn't come from Israel; they came from the inter-
national waters, that would be, in my opinion, a violation as much as
what you did.

MR. BEGIN: Good comparison.

MR. HABIB: And that, I think, was a sort of an example -

MR. BEGIN: Via Syria and Jordan.

MR. HABIB: It is the same sort of thing. I argued what was
reasonable and what was unreasonable, Now, I spent quite a bit of time
talking to Khaddam about the Lebanon, because I knew he was meeting the
next day with the PLO as well and with some Lebanese visitors. He has
been having Lebanese visitors. The Foreign Minister was over there, some
of the political leadership has been going and talking to them., And so

I spent quite a bit of time talking to him. The high points of what I
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made to him was (a) I talked to him about the impertance of the
presidential candidacy being!;Eceptable one, and I said bluntly to
him that if Syria sought to impose a presidential candidate on Leba-
non, that the elections would not succeed. You know, they play
games. He leans back and says something to the effect: we gre not
going to interfere in the electoral process, and the Lebanese will
decide themselves. Well, I had spoken to him about the importance of
the Syrian forces in Lebanon, so I simply said to him that 30,000
Syrian troops were quite an important - I don't know what phrase I
used - "could have a lot of pditical influence", and he smiled. He
knew what I meant, He would not respond to the question of the with-
drawal of Syrian forces at this time, He made the usual vague
remarks about their legality, the Arab League mandate and so on. But
when I talked to him about the question of reforming or reorganizing
the Arab Committee that dealt with the Lebanese problem, he didn't
reject it, although he didn't indicate great enthusiasm.

He did say to me, however, very significantly - and this was
his excuse - he said, Syria is not a party to the cease fire; however,
Syria supported the Arab League's approval of the cease fire, Assad
was much more direct.

MR. BEGIN: Did the Arab League as such?

MR. HABIB: It did; at one -

MR. DRAPER: He didn't say he supported; he welcomed,

MR. HABIB: Approval, welcoming, whatever it was, Assad was
more direct. Assad said, Syrfa supports the cease fire; no equivoca-
tion.

MR. BEGIN: Assad said so?



MR. HABIB: Directly to me. I said to them that I looked to
them to persuade the PLO to abide by the terms of the cease fire;
that they should use their influence to make sure the PLO understood
the danger if they were to violate the cease fire. I emphasized to
them that your ptience was not unlimited. 1 pointed out to them that
the thing had come very close to escalation on the basis of what the
PLO had done, and it was in their interests if they said they supported
the cease fire to persuade the PLO not to engage in any provocations.

Now, with Assad, I also covered a 1ittle bit the situation
inside Syria. As you know, Mr. Prime Minister, they have been accusing
us, the United States, of being a party to-

MR. BEGIN: The Muslem Brothers -

MR. HABIB: - events of the Muslem Brothers. So I stright-
forwardly raised that and told him, frankly, we were not a party and
he said something that they had evidence, and I said: what is your
evidence? So he proceeded to recite -

MR. BEGIN: I understand you this time asked Syria to provide
evidence. (Laughter)

MR. HABIB: Not in a court of law. I should have said: show
me, I am glad you can joke about it. I score one for you!

MR. BEGIN: In Newsweek it is publicized - such stupidity -
that the Secretary of State asked me not to use a subterfuge through
letting in a group of PLO men and then declare that this is a provoca-
tion. Imagine? So I denied it today. MNever such a demand was issued

and the Secretary threatened me with economic sanctions.




MR. HABIB: Which he never did.

MR. BEGIN: Never. To the contrary.

MR. LEWIS: That's a terrible story.

MR. BEGIN: It's stupid.

MR. HABIB: I talked to him about this problem, I said to him,
you know we are not involved. I said, why would we be involved in the
Muslem Brothers? I mean, we want another KHoumeini? He said, well,
a, our friends are involved and our friends could not be involved
without our permission and therefore we must be involved,

MR. BEGIN: Jordan?

MR. HABIB: He never named. But he meant, I could tell who he
meant, just from the context, Jordan, Iraq, you and the Phalange.

MR. BEGIN: We? Motlem Brothers? Sharpest enemy,

MR. HABIB: Your best friend! But, in any event, he said they
had captured American equipment and everybody knew that American equip-
ment wouldn't be transferred without the permission of the United
States; therefore, we must be, I said to him, you can buy that on the
Beirut market. You can buy it anywhere you want. With this American
equipment and he talked about the people who had been working with us,
whom he knew were involved; therefore, these individuals obviously were
getting their orders from the United States, Things like that. Some
of this stuff he has since said to the newspaper reporter of the
Bbserver but not all of it.

In the end we agreed to maintain the dialogue of agreement

that the cease fire was important to be maintained and implicitly




agreed that they would apeak to the PLO about the problem.

He indicated that they would continue, of course, their
military presence. I couldn't shake them on that. This time I was
a little more blunt with them bhan I had been in the past about the
importance of withdrawal from Lebanon. And I did it deliberately
because I intended to pursue it with the Saudis later, which I did do,
which I will tell you about.

MR. DRAPER: I think you may have left one impression. Mr.
Khaddam's understanding of the violation of the commando raid across
the Jordan River. He grumbled about it. He didn't exactly accept,

MR. HABIB: He grumbled. Assad didn't argue at all. Assad did
not argue. Khaddam is a more cotentious type, although, I mug¢ say,
they were nice. I told Khaddam, you have been so niee to me; something
must be wrong. Usually, he is a 1ittle acerbic, to say the least,

Jordan - it is not the same kind of discussion in Jordan., The
King is very anxious that the Lebanese situation should develop along
the lines that we wish. The King's total concern is quite obviously
on Syria. His ministers are the same way. I saw the foreign minister,
the prime minister, the kind, the king's brother, the chief-of-their
army, the commander-in-chief. They are all very much concerned about
Syria and the developments in Syria and what they see as Syria's
antagonism to Jordan. And also what they see as Syria's seeking to
dominate the Lebanon and, of course, Jordan, in their opinion,

A great deal of the discussion there was about what could be

done to contain Syria. I have no problem with them in terms that they




will do everything they can to prevent any infiltration from Jordan
to Israel. I discussed th with them in some detail, and they will
continue to exert a major effort to see to it that there is no infiltra-
tion across the Jordan and into Israel.

They told me that their principal concern is to watch that

northern border for many reasons, besides the reason of preventing

infiltration. We may help them out a 1ittle bit in that regard. We
have got to find ways to help them contain that infiltration. They

are worried about what Syria may be trying to do in the wake of these
riots and events in the north. The King agreed that he would use what-
ever influence he had through his own channels to the PLO, not to

make any provocations. He also agreed to speak to some of the Lebanese
elments with whom he has contact, some of them being Christians,

some of them being She'aites, in respect of the internal situation

in Lebanon.

Other than that, there was not much in my conversation. I
really stopped to see the King to make him feel that we are informing
him. It is not much that we ask from him,

In Riyadh, I saw Prince Fahad. I had more than two hours in
the usual late night meeting. They were very busy. He had all sorts of
visitors., It is, as | said to the foreign Minister, like Grand Central
Station. They had something like five or six presidents and prime
ministers and what have you there for the Iran-Iraq Peace Committee,
and, in any event, he drove in from the desert and we had a late night

meeting.




You will remember, I think, I said to you before I left, I
wanted to find out whether or not he was continuing to be engaged
with the Lebanese problem, because he had told me last summer that he
was not in it for the short-run but for the long-run; that his
objectives were the same as ours and that he would persist, that he
would not just go in and out. So I reminded him of that and he
assured me more than ever that he would play, seek to play, a role
in the Lebanese situation, in the context of (a) getting the Syrian
withdrawal, because we spoke specifically about withdrawal, and (b)
in the context of the presidential elections and the political process
to see what could be done to assist that process to take place in a
reasonable and fair way this year,

Now, my conversations with him really are very sensitive
because, as I said to the Foreign Minister, these scort of things really
have to stay between us, because if I violate, if the word gets out
of what he talks to me about, it becomes very, very impossible for me
to work, So I must ask our colleagues here, on stuff, particularly
Wwith Prince Fahad, it is very sensitive.

He told me that he was going to invite down the Prime Minister
who is a Suni and the leaders -

MR. BEGIN: Of Lebanon?

MR. HABIB: Lebanon - and the leaders of the various political
communities in Lebanon, to come to Saudi Arabia to talk to them about
the importance -

MR. BEGIN: Including a man l1ike Bashir?




.

MR. HABIB: Including Bashir and Waleed, Christians, Moslems
and government leaders, all. This is something that he and I talked
about last fall and I asked him why he had not proceeded and he said
he would do it and he was going to tart with the Prime Minister very
soon, and that he didn't think the time had been right to do it
previously but now, as they are getting closer to the electoral
period, he thought it was the right time to do it, and he would do so.

Now, all of those pecple in Lebanon had asked me at various
times to help them develop contact with the Saudis. I have the
feeling some of them wantf;gzey. some of them want for whatever pur-
poses. But I think it would be a useful thing to counterbalance the
Syrians.

MR. BEGIN: Why doesn't he invite President Sarkis?

MR. HABIB: That was discussed last year by me. Let me say
this: that he mentioned President Sarkis and he mentioned him favor-
ably, as a good man, and he did say in fact at one state, he said
something to the effect that it would be a good thing if the Lebanese
constitutional situation were such that Sarkis could continue. So
that remains always, that issue of the continuation of Sarkis that
we have talked about now since last year; that is, in my conversations
with the Foreign Minister and his people and once or twice with you,
We have always talked about that as a possible selution, if nothing
else succeeded in terms of a solution of presidental choice. As
you know, I have talked about that -

(Minister Sharon and entourage joined the meeting.)



MR, HABIB: Sarkis had asked me to inform the Saudis of his
very bad financial situation., Sarkis had described his financial
situation as bankruptcy.

MR. BEGIN: Of Lebanaon?

MR. HABIB: Lebanon, because of his inability to collect
duties and taxes by virtue-of the administrative breakdown. And so I
did. I described it to him. Draper thinks I was very blunt about this.
I think I.was subtle. My subtlety come from this: I described the
siutation as Sarkis had described it to me, and then I reminded Prince
Fahad that last year he had provided at one instance a very substantial
sum to help the Lebanese government financially in terms of their oil
purchases. 1 think at that time it was $120 million, and he looked at
me and said: Well, I gave them another $100 million besides. And so
I told him again about their problems. I didn't say that Sarkis had
asked me to ask him for some money, but it is quite obvious that Sarkis
wanted me to bring this problem to his attention for the obvious reasons,
and he said he would look into it, that he was very anxious to support
the central authority in Lebanon.

He talked about the withdrawal of Syrian forces. We agreed
that it was essential the Syrian forces should withdraw from Lebanon.
We talked about the possibility of beginning it in certain critical
places; that the Syrians should begin withdrawing in certain critical
places, and he used the expression that it would be possible, he hoped,
to heve this begin gradually; the withdrawal should begin gradually,

I told him of my concern, thatwith 30,000 Syrian troops in

Lebanon, it was gcing to be very difficult to restore anything like a



kind of political process. If we were both agreed that the central
authority, central government, should have its authority restores, it
was very difficult to think of that with 30,000 troops there.

He never - this is a characteristic of these fellows, of the
Saudis, they never, they are always a little bit slow in what they !
want. Everything is supposed to take time for some reason or other; ‘
even things that can be done quickly always take time, and 1 don't
think he likes to commit himself to any deadlines or any time frame,
On the other hand, he says the right things about the directions in
which he thinks things can and should work. We left it in terms of
Syrian withdrawal, that he agreed, but he described it as probably some-
thing that could begin a gradual process, whatever that means.

MR. SHARON: Syrian withdrawal, the Syrians agreed?

MR. HABIB: Prince Fazhad. This is with the Saudis., About the
Syrians, 1 already told the Prime Minister.

MR. SHARON: 1I'm sorry, I came late.

MR. HABIB: 1 discussed the Syrians and I told the Prime
Minister that the answer I got from the Syrians is that they are
legally there and they keep the factions from fighting with each other,
The same reasons I got every time. So from the Syrians I didn't get
@ny such response of the kind that I got from the Sudis, none at all,
The people who are interested in theSyrian withdrawal at the present
time are not the Syrians; the Lebanese, the Jordanians, the Saudis,
Wwe and you, but not the Syrians.

MB. DRAPER: And maybe the Kuwaiti parliament.



MR, HABIBE: Which just turned down paying them their money,
which is almost irrelevant,

MR. LEWIS: Too bad we can'l do it democractically, We could
outvote them! (Laughter)

MR. HABIB: In any event, my discussion with the Saudis on
this, 1 thought was a good one. He told me that on the cease fire{ﬁgat
was seeing Arafat the next day. Arafat was in Riyadh when I was there.
He is very good. He never goes through this game of suggesting that we
should talk to the Palestinians or anything, He doesnit play that game,
but he told me he would see Arafat the next day, and I read in the news-
paper that he did see Arafat and that he would stress the 1mpurtaﬁce
of the PLC not taking provocative action., He did mention something
about, but only in passing and not very seriously, that thee were
elements in the PLO, the radical elements, who sometimes might try to
do something just to create problems, but he didn't stress that. He
said he would speak to Arafat and that he agreed with me politically
that the cease fire should be maintained, and we went over the defini-
tion, which was easier with him because he remembered the terms. He
didn't argue at all, at all, when I reminded him that it included such
things as the commando raid. He asked me, specifically, why you had
gotten very excited recently, that is, Israel, and I said to him, you
know, the commando raid was the spark, but that this has been building
up for some time in Israel, which feels -

MR. SHAROM: Today we had an explosion in Kfar Saba, close to
where the Ambassador lives.

MR. LEWIS: Any casualties?




MR. SHARON: No, but a real explesion.

(General discussion)

MR. HABIB: In any event, I said to the Foreign Minister
today that I think at this stage we have a common agreement, at least
among the people who seem to have a substantial degree of influence,
that the cessation of hostilities should be maintained. I think they
understand the dangers much better than previously on the basis of my
painting for them the picture of what escalation could mean. I think
they understand the terms of the agreement much better. I think they
understood them before but now they understand that this business of
what they consider to be ocutside the terms, that is not across the
immediate border, was still a violation of the @mreement.

I think also that as we get closer to the electoral process,
we are going to find more and more of an attempt at trying to reach
a compromise so as to by-pass the possibility of an outright Syrian
puppet being placed in Lebanon. I think we have re-engaged the Saudis
in that process. What will come of the Saudis being re-engaged, I just
don't know. A1l I know is that he agreed to talk to Arafat about the
business of violations and he agreed to meet with each Christian and
non-Christian member of the Lebanese political community, inwdte them
to Saudi Arabia.

MR. BEGIN: Thank you very much, Ambassador Habib. Your report
was?very instructive. I learned much from it. If you put in the

hands of Assad and the Foreign Minister of Syria and Prince Fahad,

your interpretation, my interpretation, our interpretation, to the



effect that any incursion into Israel territory on any sector, from
any direction, on any border is a violation of the cessation of
hotilities agreement, this, of course, is important, but decisive

is the acceptance of this interpretation, which is the truthful one,
by the man in charge of the PLO. Until this very day, it seems that
Mr. Arafat himself and his henchmen think differently.

FR. HABIB: That's right.

MR. BEGIN: Mr, Arafat declared several times during the last
fortnight, let me say, that he is obliged only to withhold fire -

MR, HABIB: Across the border -

M. BEGIN: - from southern Lebanon into northern Israel, but
he is entitled to fight Israel, as he put it, on any other sector and
also within what he terms occupied territories and in Israel itself.
Time and again he said so. If he accepts what you told me was im-
pressed by you uponAssad, Khaddam and Fahad, then the cessation of
hostilities will go on for an indefinite period, because we are not
going to viclate.

MR. HABIB: I forgot one important thing, very important, In
my talking with Fahad, when he asked me why you had, you know, gotten
so excited about thet border raid, and I explained to him that that
was a violation of the terms of the cessation of hostilities, I added
a sentence. I said to him: I want you to understand that Prime Minister
Eegin has said to me that Israel will not be the first to violate the
cease fire.

MR. BEGIN: Absolutely,



MR. HABIB: And he learned forward like that (indicating)
and he said, He said that to you? 1 said, the Prime Minister said
it to me personally, and I accept that Israel will not be the first
to violate the cease fire. Didn't you think his reaction was a little
more extraordinary? (Referring to Mr. Draper) He usually - Yesterday
the Defence Mnister said it. I don't think anyhndyfgz?g that to him
before. I saw it on television.

MR. BEGIN: I say again, you should try, even from Washington,
to find cut whether this interpretation, namely from no direction, on
no border, on no sector, must there be any incursion into Israeli
territory is accepted by the PLO. Because it it is not accepted, then
the agreement with Fahad and Assad, although positive, is not decisive.
We would Tike to know whether this is a fact. That is the first ques-
tion I would like to raise with you.

MR. HABIB: Let me take that one first. I asked him to give
me word of what went on in the conversations with Arafat after he had
it through our ambassador. I have not yet received -

M. BEGIN: Therefore, I say. You go tomorrow to the United
States.

MR. HABIB: 1If I don't hear from him in the next few days,

I have already alerted our ambassador in Riyadh and I said, you will
get in touch and raise the question with him, so we will see.

MR BEGIN: The second question I have to you is as follows:

We actually accept a weakness in our position. For instance, the
Defence Minister said yesterday on ABC, as I told you during our last

conversation: clear provocaticn. If Jews in our country are killed, it




is a clear provocation. Br_zezinski jumped at him half-an-hour later.

MR. HABIB: Br.zezinski is an ass. On the record, Br zezinski
is an ass. He is trying to get his name back in public. He'd love
to get his name back. He wants to be Tike Henry Kissinger. Henry
Kissinger goes to the hospital and everyone in the world gets excited.
Br_zesinski jumps off the 101st floor and he would get two lines in the
trust ads in some proviedal newspaper. I don't take Mr, Br_ zezinski
seriously and, for God's sake, I hope you don't.

MR. BEGIN: I know he doesn't represent the views of the
government of the United States and he didn't give me when he was
representing the U.S. government any reason to mourn that he doesn't
any more.

MR. HABIB: Mr. Br zezinski never understood anything about
the Middle East, and I'm sure he didn't understand what the Defence
Minister was saying.

MR. BEGIN: Still, what 1 want to tell you, we accept this
weakness in our position. 1In other words, what do we expect if we
have to move our army in order to smash the PLO and get rid of a
permanent threat? We wait until our people get killed. There is some
unfairness in this position, because why should our people get killed?
This is a permanent threat, and, therefore, I want to know from you,
Ambassador Habib, is it so, that is our impression, that the U.S.
public opinion is now influenced time and again by a certain atmosphere
created by perhaps some briefings, perhaps by the newspapers, by the

electronic media, etc., namely, that in fact the United States 1s
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interested in keeping the PLO as a force in the Lebanon, because -
meantime the Secretary of State gave evidence after you left Israel
to the Congressional Committee and contradicted Mr. Fisher. He said,
yes, there were additional weapons shipped to the PLO either from the
Soviet Union or Libya or from Syria. As you see, Mr, Fisher, the
spokesman, said something which was in contradiction to what at the
time the Secretary of State already said., So now he duly disavowed,
I'm sorry he had to, but he said s¢. So what is the PLO? It is a
Soviet agency, armed by the Soviet Union, trainec by the Soviet Union,
on Soviet territory, armed by two Soviet satellites, in fact, Libya
and Syria, and &@ permanet threat to Israel and Israel's security and
the 1lives of Israeli citizens. What can be the interest of the
United States, for God's sake, all the time to create an impression
that we are the culprits, we want to just invade Lebanon? We don't
want to invade Lebanon. We want to get rid of that threat.

You know, without any comparison, it reminds us of what we
did to the atomic bomb producing plant near Bagdad. Some people said
tc me - I think it was Senator Percy - but you attacked Irgqi terri-
tory. I said, no, Senator, we didn't attack Iraqi territory. We
attacked specifically that plant because it threatened the lives of
our children. The same would apply te PLO. If they hadn't entered
Lebanon, we wouldn't have invadec the territory of Lebanon; we
wouldn't have been interested in putting an end to this permanent
threat.

So I would like to ask you, if you can answer me today, is it
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so that the United States are interested in keeping a great armored

force by the PLO, being supplied all the time by the Soviet Union

and the satellites and threatening all the time our people, our citizens
with either killing or maiming?

MR, HABIB: You know that is not the way we look at it at all,
Let me give you my views and then Sam and my colleagues can give you
their views. Jutt let me say a few things. I think it is fairly
generally true at the present time in the United States, there is a
certain degree of revulsion by the use of substantial force in many
circumstances. I think it accounts for example for the reluctance
of the American public to support even the modest activity that the
President has proposed that we take in Central America. This is a
fact. You can say this is a heritage from the Vietnam War. I think it
is something bepnd that. 1 think the mood in the country as I have
sensed it in going around the country is that confrontations should be
negotiated. Confrontations should be worked out in some peaceful way
that avoid the escalation into major military conflagrations. This is
the modd in America. I think it is fairly strongly held.

Secondly, I think that in the case of the Israeli-lLebanese
situation, the case fire, the cessation of hostilities that was achieved
last summer was very widely applauded as a good sign thet people were
going to stop killing each other when there really was no purpose to
jt. Just the stopping of killing; even with purpose, people object
to killing but when it seems to go on as a thing of attrition, then

they react negatively.



So then, along comes what they considered to be a series of
tough, I dont want to say bellicose, but the kind of statements that
could be attributed to certain Israeli spokesmen. MNow, you can say
that is nothing compared to the acts of terrorism which are much more
damaging to human life and to peace, but, nevertheless, it may be that
you are judged on a different standard because you are a democratic
country, you are an ally, you are someone to whom we have a close
affinity. And there is a relationship. So many of the attitudes that
we reserve for our own government, in my opinion, our people also
reserve for an allied government like yourself; the people that we are
close to.

A1l of this put together leads to that one little period
there to where the press - and then you've got to take the press into
account - begins to pick at events, statements, things and they begin
to generate a certain degree of this, what you would call criticism
without foundation.

MR. BEGIN: The Defernce Minister was interrogated on ABC in
the sharpest form, and again and again: are you going to enter Lebanon?

MR. HABIB: I want to give that as an example. He had George

and Sam Donaldson. I know these guys. They were rude

MR. SHARON: The man who really asked all the was

Erinkley.
iR. LEWIS: Donaldson kept saying: answer, answer.
MR. HABIB: Answer my question! These fellows are getting
a 1ittle arrogant over there. Of course, I must say, you ought to be

used to it because your press corps is as lively and wile as our press



corps. I am not going to justify the way they behaved. They
didn't give you enough of a chance. They interrupted you. It was as
if they were trying to find something that you were saying that they
could then twist. Just as I said to Sam and Morris, after 1 heard
about Br zezinski, I said to them, in my opinion, Br_zezinski had
decided ahead of time what he wanted to say and it was irrelevant
what the Minister of Defence said; Br_zeminski was going to say what
he wanted to say, because he knew that's what would get him attention.

MR. DRAPER: Donaldson is not allowed in the President's office.

MR. HABIB: Donaldson is one of those gquys who is really a
needler. I said to you earlier about the attitude of the press as a
factor. Sam, do you differ in any way that there is any inclination
by which what we are trying to do is preserve the PLO as against -

MR. LEWIS: Absolutely not. But I think, look, Phil, you put
it very well; let me just add this. Clearly, the United States does
not want to see the PLO built up as a military force. The President's
views of the PLC are on the record many times and privately to you as
well. But the United States also doesn't want to see a war break
out in Lebancn and hopes very much -

MR. BEGIN: We do not.

MR, LEWIS: - that nothing will happen to produce that war and
really sees such terrible consequences for you and for us, over the
region as a whole, stemming from a major outbreak that there is a
great preoccupation with the issue. So, therefore, the build up, we
certainly don't Tike it. If there is anything we could do to stop it,

we would stop it. We don't want to see anything but non-military



and the Secretary of State, that we form a Joint small committee to
consider a contingency plan in case such a danger again arises, because
the Syrian army attacked them time and again with tanks, with heavy
guns, artillery, even with helicopters, as we know, and it may be
repeated, perhaps before the elections for the president, during,
after, nobody can know.

MR. HABIB: I think that is a good idea.

MR. BEGIN: They always face this danger. We want to be swre
they will not be annihilated. This is our duty as Jews, as human
beings. There is no political interest in it. Of course, we are
interested that they are I¥ing and continuing to be a factor in the
Lebanese situation, especially in connection with our northern border,
We want the Lebanese -Israel border to be quiet and peaceful as it was
for more than 20 years, but I must tell you, I from time to time meet
Bashir. I make no secret of it. It takes my heard as a human being
and as a man who knows what is destruction of his pecple, when he
tells me from time to time: you should know that we may face an
onslaught by a Syrian modern army, equipped with all the sophisticated
weapons. And, of course, they have weapons. We supplied them with them.
We supplied them weapons for nearly §120 million, and we didn't get a
penny from them. We were promised $5 million. I don't know whether
they will pay, and in our country, $120 million is a lot of maney,
and they have the weapons to defend themselves. But they are not
enough, facing a modern, regular army. They can be destroyed,

So perhaps you put it before the President. I wouldn't ask




you to give me now a reply, that we have kind of a joint committee
of three and three people. And that we should watch the situation,
lest some danger arises again. Then perhaps we shall act together,
instead of creating misunderstandings. Let us reason together
specifically about that danger.

M. HABIB: Let me say two things in reply, First of all, 1
think it is a good idea and I think it ought to be an extension of our
regular discussions that we have been trying to have on events in
Lebanon.

Secondly, however, I would say something that is very impor-
tant, that Israel sbould be very careful what it says publicly and its
declarations of willingness to do things or what id does or doesn't do
with the Maronites at this time. The reason I say that -

M. BEGIN: I want to tell you, I had a serious discussion with
President Mittewrand. I even inserted the following sentence. I said,
Mr. President, I know that you know, but you know that I know, that in
the 19th century all the influence of France in the Levant was based
on the Mar _onite ethnical group, religious group, and why should they
be left in the lurch.. And he accepted that as a serious statement, I
told him, we cannot tolerate the annihilation of such a group, as Jews
Wr0 know what it means. We cannot. He accepted it. And perhaps France
may be in the future interested, and it would be better for the
historians and for all of us if they are, I don't know yet what will
be the ultimate reply. There was a leak of that statement 1 made, We
didn't publish it.

MR. HABIB: That is what concerned me, I will tell you why it



concerned me. It creates unnecessary problems for the Maronites in
Lebanon itself. So it is better if this sort of thing not become a
public declaration.

Could you tell me a little bit more? The Foreign Mnister
told me some of the things that he knew about the discussion about
Lebanon with the French. Could you tell me a 1ittle more because I am
going to stop in Paris?

M, BEGIN: We explained to him the situztion in Lebanon and
explained to him that there is a weakness in our position. We expect
some of our people to get killed and then we shall enter Lebanon., I
said, we would, if our people get killed, enter Lebanon in order to
smash the PLO, not in order to conquer territory. We would leave
Lebancn of course after.

He didn't say anything against it, and then I made a suggestion
that they are interested in the situation of the Mironites and the
Ehristians. So Mitterand said that they are interested, but whether
there will be practical results, we cannot yet say, but we shall also
consult each other, and our Foreign Minister will be in the next two
moenths in Peris. He will consult Mr. Cheysson and also the President,
who will, of course, receive him. So if we get them interested, it will
be a positive step.

Now, I would like that we cooperate on that, that in any case
when Bashir comes to me again, I could tell him, listen, my friend,
don't you worry about your existence. It is assured, because the

Americans are interested in your continued existence and we shall
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reason together what should be done in case of a direct danger,

MR. HABIB: My view, 2s I said, I favor this idea, but obvious-
ly I will report your suggestion to the President, and if they say,
okay, then you will be hearing from Sam and the others. But I want
gou to know my personal view. My personal view is to favor such kind
of coordination,.

MR. BEGIN: The ultimate question I weuld like teo put is in
connection with the missiles in the Baka'a.

MR. HABIB: Provided we keep it absolutely cuiet. If that sort
of thing, if our coordination on a third country gets out -

MR. BEGIN: Completely secret. The last question, on the
missiles. I read the report by our Foreign Minister of your conversa-
tion with him several months ago and there you told the Foreign Minister
that Assad told you: Well, I have the missiles there in the Baka'a of
Lebanon, but what can I do; Mr. Begin time and again says that if I do
not remove them, he will remove them and that puts me in a difficult
situation. I can't from the point of view of Syrian prestige,

Then I said to my friend, Yitzhak (Shamir), I will keep for
the next few menths silent about it, I didn't say a word. [ kept my
mouth shut. So where is the removal or Assad's acceptance tc remove
the missiles? I didn't say one word for the hst three months and
intentionally.

MR. LEWIS: I reminded Phil of that before he came to see you
the first time.

MR. HABIB: I said to him, Sam, that's fine. Let's wait and see,

and I miht say, ves, you haven't said anything, but the subject keeps



popping up. I am always reminded of how I have been a failure. The
Israel press reminds me regularly. They write editorials saying that
I am a failure; I haven't got the missiles out.

MR. BEGIN: Neot in our opinion,

MR. HABIB: I don't mind.

MR. EEGIN: The press attacks me more violently than you,

NR. HABIB: 1 told you something also at that time when I
said to you that he said to me that he can't do it because you are
always calling for it; I said to you that he had suggested that maybe
I could persuade you to get up and say you couldn't care less about
the missiles, they were unimportant, they have been overtaken by events
and the hell with you. They don't bother you at all, Ke once said to
me, could I get MR, Begin to say that, and 1 said that to you, that
he told me that. But cbviously you are not going to say any such thing,

Each time I go there, I guarantee I mention the missiles, I
never forget it, because if I don't mention them you will be angry
with me. So I always mention, but I must be very honest with you: this
time I was much more concerned on getting clear the definition of the
cease fire which is a much more dangerous problem, I thought, and I
devoted, I concentrated my attention on getting them to understand
that there was a line that was very dangerous, that they had to under-
stand this. I think I mentioned that. So 1 mentioned the missiles but
I didn't make a big issue of it this time. I mentioned 1t{§:egrince
fahad but, you know, Fr. Prime Minister, a little benefit is sometimes
better than trying to go for everything and getting nothing. I was

worried that they were going to play games with that cessation of
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hostilities by, as you said, choosing to define it in some narrow way
which I knew would lead to an escalation because of what you had told
mne .

MR. BEGIN: I want your promise that next time you will bring
it up -

MR. HABIB: Pake it even stronger. And you will not say any-
thing for another two months.

MR. BEGIN: I wouldn't say two months, but I can wait a few
weeks, Not more.

MR. HRBIB: Can I say one more thing because I really feel that
the Minister of Defence was not treated fairly in that episode, but, on
the other hand, I don't think it was a failure. It was not a failure.
It was a very important thing that he did, and 1 am not going to use
the word "evidence"; I am going to say that that kind of a statement
is once again a vreiteration of Israel's dedicatien to peace and
desire for peace. So whatever EBrice or Donaldson or anyone else makes
of that, I consider what the Defence Minister did a success and very
well done, I might say.

MR. SHARON: Mr., Habib, we heard sc many things from you., It
is hard to digest all this goocd news that you brought from the Arab
world.

MR. HABIB: Good and bad.

MR. SHARON: You know, sitting here - I have to apologize
for coming late because we had Egyptian guests today and it was a very
nice meeting and it took many hours.

MR. BEGIN: General Ali left Israel almady?




~aly o

M. SHARON: Sitting here, I felt a 1ittle bit 1ike a child
that the parents think that he doesn't know what is going on and,
you know, you are telling, you are talking, and it is very nice. As
I said already many times, I was so touched by the mood of Prince
Fahad when he heard what the Prime Minister said.

MB. HABIB He believes it.

MR. SHARON: I am sure that's what happened. So long as he
still can, he moved his own head, why not. But, you know, sitting here
and listening today, it is like Prince Fahad had influence over the
Syrians like, I would say, if we would be asked to interfre and ask
the Chinese to do something in Vietnam. It is the same. It is exactly
the same.

M. HABIB: You are wrong.

MR. SHARCON: It's good, because it helps. If you talk to the
Saudis and they want to think about it, because it's something new.
they heard something new, what the Prime Minister's said. The Prime
Minister said it so many times, and I believe that Prince Fahad does
listen to the radio or television and I am sure that he had some chances
to hear what our Prime Minister said. So I cannot accept that, I think
it's nice,

MR. HABIB: Wait a minute. It is not only Fahad's influence
over Syria. Fahad's influence over the PLO is much more substantial,
as you know, because he provides them a substantial amount of money.

MR. SHARON: He provides them with quite a number of jeeps in
order to make it easier for them to reach the target.

(The Prime Minister left the room briefly.)



MR. SHARON: Without the Prime Finister here, it's easier,

I'11 take advantage of the fact and tell you what I think about it,
Look, please don't try to tell us that the Saudis cen do anything about
the terrorists. Please do not, because we will not accept, We will

hear it. You are our gueét.

MR. HABIB: We differ.

MR. SHARON: Yes. You are not facing these explosives. You are
not facing terrorists.

MR. HABIB: We face the consequences.

MR. SHARON: I was very much touched by the feelings in the
United States, not only, as you said, in the administration, but
generally in the United States that people do not like to see major-
scale activities. You know now in lama, 4,000 civilians killed,
massacred. I am sure you know everything, I believe that everything
we know you know, but take alse into consideration that what you know,
we also know.

MR, HABIB: You want to know something, Fahad gave me the same
figure. He spoke about Hama and he told me about 4,000,

MR. SHARON: I'm speaking about the American people, That's
what worries me. You said that in the United States, not only the
administration, but the people do not like it. I understand that. Who
wants to see people killed and full-scale wars going on? Who wants
that? Has anything been said about bhe massacre there in Hama?
Anybody say anything about that?

MR. HABIB: It's in the American press and media.




MR. SHARON: Have you been talking now to the Syrian President
Assad?

M. HABIB: Did I discuss the Hama thing with him? Yes.

MR. SHARON: Have you brought to him, I would say, your feeling
about that, your terrible feelings, deep terrible feelings about the

massacre?

GEN. SAGI: That would be the end of the conversation, They
tried to do it once with the ambassador.

FR. SHARON: We know our neighbors, believe me, and, believe
me, we know how to deal with our neighbors. What is frightening to
us is not our neighbors but our friends, and I would like really to
ask you a few questions. And I really want to ask you: did you really
demand from the Syrians to withdraw from Lebanon? Did you tell them
that your main purpose is to see -

M. HABIB: I didn't say it's my main purpose, I said the
Syrian forces should lTeave Lebanon, yes. Yes, and I spoke about it
to the Jordanians add I spoke about it to the Saudis. You should know
that in each case I spoke about the importance of the withdrawal of
Syrian forces from Lebanon. I answered your question. What is the next
QUESTion?

Mk. SHARON: I want to know, do the Syrians know that they
are going to be omitted from the 1ist of countries that are going,

that are participating or supporting terrorism?

MR. HABIB: I don't know who makes that decision in Washington.

I don't have anything to do with that, I'11 have to ask Mr, Draper.
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MR. DRAPER: The Syrians will remain on the list of countries
that support terrorism.

MR. HABIB: The answer - Mr., Draper, who doss that sort of
thing,- says, no. No.

MR. SHARON: I want to correct the gquestion. Do the Syrians
know that they are still on the 1ist, but some arrangements were made
in order to enable them to purchase American equipment, though, I
would say, of civilian version, like airplanes and so on, of civilian
version? Do they know already that the Syrians, I would say, so far
from terrorism, from killing, from murdering, do they already know this
message coming from Washington that they are allowed now, though still
being on the 1ist, which makes it much hards. So the Iraqis, though
they are so active in terrorism, most recently, and we can give you
the list of the recent events that were done by terrorists supported
by Iraq directly. There is a very interesting list of things like
that, that really happened recently, but you omitted them from the
l1ist, so there is nothing to do, because they are now hoping that. they
will change their ways add it is a kind of encouragement, But Syria
was not omitted from the 1ist. I really want to know, do they know
that they got, they are privileged to purchase this egquipment though
being on the list, and that the United States, though knowing that
Syria is behind murder, massacre, occupation, of another country,
which is, I would say, the most active Soviet satellite in this area.
Do they know that they are already free to purchase American equipment?

MR. HABIB: Do you know anything? I don't know.




MR. DRAPER: We do not allow any purchases by Syria of military
equipment.

M. SHARON: Not military, but C-130, a civilian version.

MR. DRAPER: We have sold civil aircraft to Syria, but not the
civilian version of C-130.

MR. SHARON: You are selling now. That's the new thing taken,
new steps.

MR. DRAPER: [L-1700,

MR. SHARON: That is a change now recently., It took place
recently because Syria is so cooperating! They took the missiles from
Lebanon back to Syria.

MR. HABIB: I don't know whether they are buying the L-100 or
not.

ME. SHARON: They were allowed,

MR. HABIB: Were they authorized?

MR. DRAPER: No.

FR. HABIB: He says the answer is no.

MR. SHARON: Not the C-130, but other equipment, Do the Syrians
know, though the missiles are there, the troops have not yet started
this, I would say, step-by-step gradual withdrawal that all of us are
hoping, expecting and dreaming about for such a laong period, and
though that never happened, suddenly they get -

MR. HABIB: I don't know that they are getting anything,

MR. SHARON: They are not getting. They can buy. There were
some changes. Do you know that there waee changes? M. Draper -

MR. HABIB: If he doesn't know, who the hell? Do you know?

MR. DRAPER: There's no change in the sales to Syria. What




has happened, in our government, in this administration, there is a
school of thought that we should not deny civil aircraft sales for
political reasons,

MR. HABIB: You say that that has not been accepted as policy?

MR. DRAPER: Not necessarily to do with Syria, but a debtte -

MR. SHARON: In this list, can Syria purchase now equipment
which is not a military version equipment.

MR. DRAPER: Mr, Minister, we have a law also that was passed
two years ago, I believe, by Congresswoman Fenwick. It's called the
Fenwick. It requires us to consult in any possible sale of civilian
equipment to countries such as Syria which could have seme military
implications, and we must satisfy the Congress,

MR. HABIB: Has any request been made to sell such equipment
to Syria?

MR. SHARON: I would like to read to you from our material:
The beginning of this month, ¢f March, the administration announced
that they decided to make it easier, to facilitate, the sale of
civilian airplanes to Syria and to the Republic of Southern Yemen,
and so on and so on.

MR. HABIBE: Let's get the answer and we will give it to you
through Sam.

MR. SHARON: Today is the 8th. I ask you that only because it
happened just before or the first day when you left, and I wanted to
know in your visit to Syria, if they felt already that it is easier
for them now to go teward America to solve the problem,

MR. HABIE: The subject was mwer directly or indirectly




addreseed. It wasn't even hinted. I don't know anything about it,
but we will find out and answer you.

MR. BROWN: Dean Fisher, March 4, Department of State press
briefing: "I have a statement to give you on the decision regarding
civil afrcraft controls in Syria and South Yemen. As you are aware,
the Secretary of Commerce, following consultation with the Secretary
1f State has notified the Congress of a number of changes in the
annual determination required by the Export Administration Act of
1970. One of those determinations concern the controls to be applied
for sale of aircraft to scheduled civil airlines in Syria and the
People's Republic of Yemen, South Yemen, for which assurances against
military use have been received. This determination while it eliminates
controls on such sales based on terrorism criteria, in no way alters
existing controls on such sales based on national security criteria.
There are no pending applications for the approval of aircraft sales
to civil airlines in either Syria or South Yemen. If any such applica-
tions were to be received, they would continue to be reviewed carefully
in the light of national security criteria and if found to be contrary
to our national security interests would be denied.

"Amorg the elements that would enter into our review wauld be
the receipt and credibility of assurances from the importer that any
aircraft sold would not be used for military purposes. This determina-
tion does not constitute either a softening of the administration's
fight against terrorism or a gesture towards Syria or Scuth Yemen. OQOur

concern with terrorism remains unabated. It simply reflectsa review
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of 7 control and corresponds to foreign policy goals and

the resulting finding that there is no link between international
terrorism and the sale of civil aircraft to legitimate civil indepen-
dent users.

MR. HABIEB: That's obviously what you are referring to, Arik,
that must be what you are referring to.

MR. SHARON: I think the fact that Syria knows that you are
satisfied with them, that the American administration is satisfied
with them, and they know, believe me they know that the American
administration is satisfied with them.

MR. HABIB: Not on the basis of the discussion I had with
them.

MR. SHARON: CGenerally speaking.

MR. HABIB: I had a very difficult conversation,

MR. SHARON: They were told that you are - not your personally,
I speak about the administration is satisfied with the Syrians,

MR. HABIB: I don't know who could have said that to them.

MR. SHARON: I hope that one day I will tell you,

MR. HABIB: There's not been a senior American who's gotten
to Syria. You mean Charles Percy, who's been there? [ said it? 1
didn't say it.

MR. SHARON: I believe that what I know, gou know, and what
you know, we know .

MR. LEWIS: That formulation doesn't solve these conversations.

MR. SHARON: Mr. Ambassador, I never gave any remarks to you

on what you say; please don't gve any remarks to me on what I say.
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MR. HABIB: Why not?

MR. SHARON: You can say, that's right or not. You can say,
look, we don't want to answer, but what you said, that that way or
another way.

FR. LEWIS: When you say something and you don't give us any
sopurce, we can't discuss.

MR. SHARON: We are not children,

MR. LEWIS: Neither are we, Mr, Defence Minister,

MR. HABIB: Who said that we said -

MR. SHARON: When you go, you will find there, among the papers,
believe me.

MR. HABIB: I can't believe that anybody would have been
satisfied with the Syhian administration. I just went there and said
the opposite. Draper said it's just the opposite. I just went there
and said the opposite of that, and now you tell me something. I can
assure you, what I told the Prime Minister, and you didn't hear it,

Mr. Miniser, but I had a rather heated discussion with them on our
dissatisfaction with certain things that they have been doing, and

now you tell me somebody told them that they are satisfied. I wish you'd
tell us the source.

MR. SHAMIR: I want to add something. After our meeting, I
met today a group of Socialist members of the European Perliament. They
are coming now from a visit in Egypt, in Syria, in Lebanon, Saudi
Arabis. Some of them are not very friendly towards us, But they told
me that their clear impression is that Syria is now engaged in prepara-
tions for a war with us; against us., It is not information. It is an

impression. But they told me, and I think it is important.



MR. BEGIN: Very important piece of information.

MR. SHAMIR: Europeans; French, Belgian, Dutch., It is a
mixed group. "

MR. HABIB: I think I/1iké Gen. Sagi's impression.

MR. SHARON: Two points I1'd like to raise, maybe three, First
of all, I don't understand how do you think what is going to be the
way to prevent what you call a Syrian puppet to be elected as the
next President in Lebanon? Who will be involved in these activities?
Prince Fahad? King Hussein?

MR. HABIB: I think a lot of Lebanese are going to be involved,
Bashir and others that I may see. I think the Suni Moslems are opposed.
Bashir will be opposed. The She'a will ke opposed to it. I am going to
be in Lebanon tomorrow. I am going to have meetings with every political
tendency in Lebanon.

MR. BEGIN: You will meet Bashir?

MR. HABIB: Bashir, his father, his brother, meet the Suni
leaders, meet the She'a leaders. I have a schedule, I don't know how I
am going to get the strength to go through for 24 hours, but I am going
to do it. I am going to see them all. You know damn well that I am
not interested in any way helping the establishment of a Syrian puppet
in Lebanon.

Secondly, I responded to the Prime Minister a while ago,
personally, not yet officially, on his idea that we should consult
on what goes on in Syria,

The most successful thing to make sure they don't get a

syrian puppet, the Lebanese don't want it; not only the Christians



don't want it; the other Lebanese.

MR. SHARON: How can the Lebanese 1ike something or dislike
when they are under Syrian occupation?

MR. HABIB: . . . what I told them. I said to them, the
answer is that you have to begin to build some kind of back-fire
ggainst that. You have to use our influence, your influence, the
French influence, the Saudi influence. I don't concede the territory
to the Syrians. I will make you a wager -

MR, SHARON: They are there.

MR, HABIB: If we all work hard on this, there will not be a
Syrian puppet.

MR. SHARON: We will work hard,

MR. HABIB: Because I will tell you something, and I told this
to the Syrians, that if they try to impcse a Syrian puppet president,
there will be no elections; that's my belief, They cannot do it.

KR. SHARON: Mr. Ambassador Habib, we heard a few days ago
from, I think, the assistant to the deputy secretary, talking about
technical violations.

MR. HABIB: Come on, forget atout that; ignore it,

MR. SHARON: What is technical?

MR. HABIB: Leave out the word "technical®. 1 told the Prime
Minister.

MR. BEGIN: The incursion from Jordan is a viclation.

MR. HABIB:: I didn't equivocate with any of it, I guarantee.

MR. SHAROM: I would like tc try to answer this question, you




asked of our American guests., I would like to try and answer why I
believe, why I think, the United States does not want that we will
take steps against the terrorists in Lebanon. I think that if, again
I am talking only my -

MR. HABIB: Your analysis.

MR. SHARON: I think that if the United States was really sure
that this action would have been directed only against the terrorists,
I don't think they would mind it so much, But I think what bothers
them - we are also bothered by that - is the fact that it is very hard,
I would say, to really destroy the terrorist organizations in Lebanon
without the danger of being involved in a war, I would say a limited
war, but we don't know; it may develop to an overall war with Syria.

I believe that is the main reason, because my feeling, when I see all
the steps taken by the American administration towards Syria, I have
the feeling that the U.S. will not 1ike that the Syrians will be
involved in any war, and we also don't 1like it. We would like to avoid
it.

MR. BEGIN: Legitimate preoccupation.

MR. SHARON: I am not blaming anyone, Tht's what I think, If
it would have been done; if it could be directed only against the
terrorists, I den't think we would have gotten so many warnings again
and again about that, because the fear is that that will develop into
a large scale military operation, where the Syrians are going to be
involved and I believe defeated, no doubt about that, and from many

reasons, and I can find many reasons for that, but we would not like

that that would happen.



MR. HABIB: We always said that we thought that the escalation
would go and could go into a major conflagration and that would be in
nobody's interest at this time. We never concealed that point of view.

MR. SHARON: 1 talked today with some other friends, whose
names I wouldn't Tike to mention. And you know, discussing terrorists,
Lebanon and so on, they understand that if Jews, if a Jew will he
killed here, Israel is free to act against the terrorist organizations,
That is their feeling. If they do that, that is their feeling,

The last point: the Prime Minister has suggested that we will
have a committee that will discuss tegether. I think it is a good idea.

MR. HABIB: I said that that is something that I would report
to the President.

MR. BEGIN: We are eagerly expecting the reply.

MR. HABIB: You shall get an answer. We might prefer to do it
informally. In my opinion, we already have the beginning of that
kind of consultation. If you want to expand it a 1ittle bit, I would
have personally no objection. Maybe our people want to stand back. Mayb e
they don't want to get too involved. You made a suggestion, I will
report.

MR. SHARON: What I would like to advocate; I'd like to tell
you what I am going to advocate to the Prime Minister. Of course, in
Israel, you may advocate and it might not be accepted, but I will try,
That cur hands should not be tied; not, I would say, until we will get
an answer besause we don't know when we will get an answer. Second,
our hands should not be tied if, for instance, you will think that we

should not do something and we will think that it is crucial to act,



and that is what I am going to suggest, not to keep our hands tied.
MR. HABIB: If you expect me, a lonely visitor, to give you
the carte blanche to do anything without any American opinion, I am
the last man in the world to do it, but I would suggest to you, because,
you know, everything is a matter of degree, end I have @said before, to
all of you, in perfect honest y that I would hope that the cease fire
will hold, that there will be a cemplete and total cessation of hostili-
. ties from Israel and to Israel.
MR, SHARON: What is from Israel? We are not doing anything.
MR. HABIB: The understanding goes in both directions. You
always have to define it that way.
MR. SHARON: They are doing something every day,
MR. HABIBE: You say they are doing it every day =
MR. SHARON: Today they did. They put an explosives in one of
our towns.. That's what they did today.
MR. HABIB: You know exactly how that was done, by whom and
. eerything else?
MR. SHARON: A1l the instructions, all the coordination of
terrorist activity.
MR. HABIB: We have nc defined every action that happens every-
where in the world as a viclation of the cease fire, and I told that
to the Prime Minister, and I am not going to alter my interpretation
of the cease fire. I have interpreted it exactly the same in every
instance.
MR. SHARON: We will regard every Jew - 1 think I made a

mistake yesterday in saying that if a Jew will be killed, Why should he



be killed? What if he is going to be wounded, he will lose his leg or
two legs, then we cannot do it?

MR, HABIB: Don't put me in a position of supporting a terrorist
action, please.

MR. SHARON: You must understand that we will regard every
hostile activity as a cessation, as a violation.

MR. HABIB: I will not accept that.

. MR. SHARON: We have our right.

MR, HABIB: That's not the definition that the Prime Minister
end I agreed. You can't change the rules of the cease fire in the
middle of it. When you approached me a couple of weeks ago and said that
the commando raid across was a violation, I greed with you, But you will
recall, Mr. Prime Minister, at one time you said: what if a synagogue
is bombed in Vienna, from your standpoint, the order, that is a viola-
tion.

MR. BEGIN: I said we didn't give license to kill Jews in

.Eurnpe.

MR. HABIE: And I said to you, Mr. Prime Minister, in any
reasonable definition of the agreement with respect to the cessation
uf?husti11ties in the north does not cover that contingency. You said,
neﬁartheless, and 1 said to you, in all honesty - you remember that -
we had a difference of opinion and we agreed that we had a difference
of opinien. Now, we had no difference of opinion on that commando
raid last week. The only difference of opinien on the commando raid
Was with the other side. They thought that was not a violation, and I

said to them in plain, simple English, it is, and it is because I defined
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the cease fire as follows. You accepted it as follows, and althouagh
it is not a signed, written agreement, everybody understood it., YOu
have now violated it. CLCon't do it again. It is understood that that
is a viclation. And I believe that they nov understand that that is
a serious violation. There is no question about that, in my mind.

MR. SHARON: In the past, Mr, Rmhassador, when Jews were killed
in Europe by Arab terrorists, and all that is initiated, planned,
directed, motivated from Lebanon, we had the freedom to defend our
people. We had the freedom to take actions and we did, as a matter of
fact. Now, what happened? We signed an agreement and we found our-
selves that in this agreement, that we by our signature, we are giving
a shelter to murderers.

MR. HABIE: You huve not signed any agreement.

MR. SHARON: That we don't accept.

MR. HABIB: You have not signed any agreement. You have never
accepted that, You have never accepted that; never signed any agreement,
There are limits clearly established in the agreement itself,

MR. SHARON: We will make that case.

MR. HABIB: My suggestion to you would be to the maximum
extent accept the value of the cessation of hostilities that was achieved
last year. It is important. As the Prime Minister and I have talked
about, and you heard me, Mr. Minister, in my opinion the fact that
there has not been one single shell coming across that border and
hit some innocent Israeliin a kibbutz or a community in the north is

to me a great accomplishment. Now, thee are still dangers., There are




still hostilities, but in any event, there has not been a hostile
military action across that border and we are going to see to it, if
we can there will be no hostile military actions around it, over it,
through some devious interpretation of the agreement, because they can
make devious interpretations of the agreement. 1 said to one of them
who challenged my intrepretation, 1 said, I wrote the terms of the
agreement. I know what they mean, so he shut up.

MR. BEGIN: A1l right, now, Mr. Ambassador, we have to wind
up our discussions. We shall be expecting your reply.

MR. HABIB: About the other proposal?

MR. BEGIN: The commission.

MR. HABIB: Let's not call it a joint commission,

iR. BEGIN: What's wrong with it?

MR. HABIB: For one thing, you ca-1 a joint commission and -

MR. BEGIN: A legitimate name.

MR. HABIB: Let's call it that 1 am going to suggest to the
Presidett what you have suggested., If we come back with some kind of
informal, consultative mechanism to deal with problems, I would frankly
prefer it to a joint commission. What I recommend to the President is
my business. What you suggested 1 recommend is5s your business, I will
report what you said faithfully, [ might recommend some modification
of it, whet I would ccnsider an improvement. He may not take my
recommendation. He may like your proposal better. Very honestly, I
never conceal anything from you, I wouldn't favor a joint commission,
and I will tell you why, because it would, I think, be a negative

factor in terms of achieving the objectives we have in the internal
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Lebanese situation. That if we just had among ourselves some under-
standing of what we would do under certain circumstances, -

MR. BEEGIN: Ambassador Habib, you are a free agent

MR. HABIB: It will have the same objective,

MR. BEGIN: I understood you half-an-hour ago that you support
the very idea of consulting each other in order to prepare contingency
plans, lest the danger arises of the Christians facing annihilation.

M. HABIB: I would favor that, Exactly what the mechanism will
be -

MR. BEGIN: I want the essence. But now I want to remind you,
in winding up the discussion, that we will be eagerly expecting the
reply from the Secretary of State or if the President is kind enough to
write to me about it, I will be grateful,

MR. HABIB: I will be in Washington next weekend. I will, of
carse, report,

MR. BEGIN: Other problems we voiced, we clarified. There is
now no doubt, if there are no incursions from any border, direction or
sector, we shall not enter Lebanon. You may assure the President and
the Secretary of State about it. If there are, we will consider such
a possibility. If attacked, in clear provocation, we sha]l defend
ourselves, not from the existing lines, but through the border. Our
purpose then would be not to stay in Lebanon, conquer land of land, but
to smash the terrorists and go back home, That would be our purpose.

Only if attacked in clear provocation, as we agreed with the Secretary
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of State to write to the President, after he wrote to o fn the wake
of my conversation with Senator Percy that I said on a significant
scale. I didn't say "significant". That would be left to an interpre-
tation whether five Jews killed is significant, or 20 killed is
significant. Absolutely impossible. So we changed, with the Secretary,
"in clear provocation!. He accepted it. Then he said, but he thinks
it should be internationally recognized as a provocation, and then
our Minister, Nechushtan, sdd, well, let's go perhaps to the Ceneral
Aseembly of the UN and seek the international recognition. The
Secretary laughed, I understand. That is the same Assembly which
just recommended that we should be boycotted,

Thank you very much.

MR. HABIB: I hope we haven't tired you.

For too many years, the podium of the United Nations has been employed
by a large number of member-nations to hurl invectives against democratic pro-
Western States while the oppression of the people in aggression-torn countries

such as Afghanistan, Poland, and Vietnam is ignored.

No nation has been a more frequent victim of this shameful double-standard
than Israel. From the infamous resolution of 1975 equating Zionism with racism,
to the February 5, 1982 pronouncement that Israel ""is not a peace-loving member
State and that it has not carried out its obligations under the Cahrter", the
members of the General Assembly have strained the fabric of honour and respect-
ability that once was associated with that institution.

The United States may have contributed in part to this continuing degrad-
ation of the Cla rter by falling to protest vigorously enough -- or to act with
gufficient resolution —- in the face of such hypocrisy.

Now there is reason to fear that an effort may be underway to suspend
Israel's participation in the General Assembly in various specialized agencies

of the United Nations, or otherwise to diminish Israel's rights in these bodies,

in plain contravention of their Charter and Statutes, and of the principles upon
which the United Nations was founded.,

We believe that the U. S, response to such moves must be set forth
clearly, in advance of any overt move against Israel, so that member-nations

fully understand the implications of their contemplated illegal act.

We will, therefore, be introducing the attached sense of the Congress

resolution, which provides that if the General Assembly, any UN Specialized
Agency or International Institution illegally acts to suspen::i, expel or in any other

manner abridge the rights and privileges of membership of any democratic
nation, the Government of the United States should suspend its ‘participat.i.un in
the General Assembly, or in the Agency or institution concerned, and withhold

its assessed contribution to it until such time as the illegal act is rectified.

We urge you to join us in ca-sponsprlné this important resolution.

Although
this modification was discussed in prior briefings of members of
Congress, and is referred to on page 10 of Enclosure 2, it was
inadvertently omitted from Enclosure 1.

Prime Minister, the Minister of Foreiqgn Affairs, and I had a brief
meeting with the Minister of Defence. So that | did not meet any of
the political figures at this time, but the President of Lebanon asked
me to hold off on that, so I will probably meet them when T 70 back on
a last visit on this tour. .

hos, with respect to the cease fire: from the Lebanese government
standnnint, they den't fire. They don't have their fingers on any
triggers. YOu ¥tnow that, and they know that vou know that. They know
exactly the sentiments which 1 have expressed to them in the past, that
what you want is a peaceful border; you want peace.

BEGIN: T would stress that the PLO in communiques time and
again repeat that what it undertook is not to attack Israel targets
from southern Lebanon but that it can carry out all the hostile acts
on all other sectors, on all other boraers, from all other directions,
ete: (And They do.

ie rovered. Now, what he says or what he doesn't say -

P BEGIN: 1 have tao draw vour attention to the fact that
whereas we wrote intentionally - we were not born yesterday, either
gs us - at targets in Israel and at taraets in Lebanon and whereas it
ic not written at targets in northern Israel or at targets in southern
Lebanon, it is ner se understood that it means Lebanon and it means
Israel.

MR. HABIB: You remember the incident we hat a day or two after
the cease fire when you picked up a cammando in Jordan? Remember you
gave us a report that a commando was at a certain spot in Jordan a
I stopped it? So that in itself was a clear reconnition that that was
not to occur. Remember that? It happened.

MR. BEGIN: 1 want you to now make sure that this is the under-
standing of the guvernment you renresent.

MR. HABID: Mo difference between us.

MR. BEGIN: It is not a personal agreement. I gave the apnroval

of this cdocument on behalf of the novernment of Israel. You did on






behalf of the President, didn't you?

M. HABIB: Yes.

MR. BEGIN: That should be estabdished as a2 fact. This is the
proper interpretation.

Mow, the spokesman at the State Department made the
follosing statement, which I will read out to you. Because our Am-
bassador, Prof. Arens, made a statement to the effect that if those
breaches go on, there may come a time when Israel will not be able to
sit by idly and tolerate those attacks or breaches of the aqreemen‘
the reaction by the spokesman, Mr. -

MR. BAR-0ON: 1[It was Dean Fisher.

MR. BEGIHN: - by the spokesman of the State Department was
as follosws: "Violence from any gquarter can anly exascerbate the
Arab-Israel conflict and perpetuate the differences by all concerned
in that troubled part of the world., The United States cannot condane
violent attempts to solve political problems of any kind. History
has proved time and time again that violence begets violence and no
solution can be found to armed attacks in the Middle East. Ambassador
Habib is in the area no# on his mission to try to help strengthen .
the cessation of hostility agreement..." What is that statement,
Ambassador Habib? If I should be compldely frank, I should say it is
a preposterous statement. To put us on a par with the PL0O and call
our self-defence violence is absolutely intolerable. I will read it
again: "Violence from anv quarter." It means that whatever Prof.
Arens said would mean that if we defend ourselves throunh a counter-

attack on the terrorists of the PLO , that would be an act of






violence which the 1.5. cannot condone and that history has nroven
time and again that violence begets violence.

MR. LEWIS: May I clarify the record, Mr. Prime Minister, please?

MR. BEGIN: Please do.

MR. LEWIS: The resnonse which you read was a reponse to the
folleving question: "The Israeli Ambassador is quoted today in the
papers as suqaesting that Israel will be forced to take pre-emptive
strikes against neighboring Arab countries....”

ME. BEGIN: I am sure Prof. Arens didn't use the word "pre- .
emptive".

MR. LEWIS: "...because of American arms deliveries to those

countries. Do vou have any response to that?" And the answer was to
that question,
Mp . BEGIN: Sam, I assure you that Misha did not use the
word "pre-emptive" attack. 1 didn't read his statement yet. I take
the risk to tell you. T don't even imagine; it doesn't occur to me
that a man like Misha Arens would use the words “"pre-emptive attack"s
absolutely impossible. But I will check it, of course. The Fureﬁqn.
| Minister will check it. Just a moment, one sentence. Again, 1 say,
in this position, what is it? Again, between us, we live under a
nermanent threat of violence. You told me in July, you. take a serious
viedw if heavy weapons come into the PLO. I have news for you, my
dear friend: since you were here, the PLO got 300 more artillery

pieces.

GENERAL SAGI: It is all over 300 guns and 200 mortars.







MR. BEGIN: And it was 200 quns at the time.

GENERAL SAGI: And the meaningful additional guns are especially
the 130 mm, which is a medium gqun, long-range.

MR. BEGIN: A perfect Soviet qun with a range of 37 kms., In
other words, that gqun from Lebanon can hit everv point in the C-1i’ee,
Then, when you were here, they had 30 or 40 tanks of type T-34,
ghsolete. Now they have betyeen 6070 and the T-54 amonn them. Then,
of course, thev have additional missiles, the katusha missiles,

40 missiles on a truck, which is movable and therefore disappears..
In other words, when I go to bed at night, T have my private problems;

1 have a great national nroblem #ith the Rafijah area and the southern
Sinai, as vou can see. We shall solve the problem, but may I say, %t

jc not easy for me, especially. And I said time and again to Sam,
hecause he was nerturbed last week that we try to avoid our commit-
ments. I told him, no, ve shall not; we shall not shed blood and there-
fore we did what we did in order to prevent shedding blood.

MR. HABIB: Sam has explained to me the difficult position you

| are in. At least he's qgiven me some understanding. .

! MR. BEGIN: These are traumatic days. I am an old man nov. I

don't remember more traumatic days in my life. We shall overcome,
but when I g0 to bed, to sleep, around midniaht, the first thought
is: what is going to happen tonight from Lebanon. One nfght, or one
hour, thevy can open up with those 600 guns or pieces of artillery;
400 quns, 200 mortars, with the katushas, with the tanks and kill

in a fey minutes scores of our people in Hahariya, in Kirvat Shmona,

in Metulla, in the Kibbutzim, etc. What are we going to do then?







As 1 forewarned the Secretary of State: we shall enter Lebanon
and smash them. But here is the weakness of our position. Then I ask
myself, as a democratically elected Prime Minister of this country,
is it moral that I should wait until tens of our people are killed
if I can smash the enemy before he kills tens of our peonle, men,
domen and children? Why do we acouiesce in this weakness? It is a
weakness of our position, because we don't want war.

FR. HABIZ: That's the strenagth of your position.

MR. BEGIN: If we enter Lebanon, we will smash them, but perhaps
Syria will say that they have to defend the "Palestinian rw:ﬂutimr.
And then perhaps if Syria joins somebodv else can join, and you can
never tell what the conflagration will turn to be. Therefore, I
exnlained to the Secretary: I tald the Secretarv théere were two
bombs in Petach Tikva. We dismantied them. One was dismantled by a
policeman who was slightly injured. The other didn't exnlode. Al]
right, we continued #ith our normal 1ife. But if those bombs had
killed ten of our people and injured 30, we would have entered
Lebanon., The same would have applied to the supermarket in Jerusalem
with ane bomb, which again we dismantled. Yesterday there was a hm.
nlanted at Yazur, Givat Shiva, just near Tel Aviv. That bomb could
have killed scores of people near Tel Aviv, on the outskirts of Tel
Aviv. We dismantled it, but it could have killed many neople.

Now, you understand our position. We live under a permanent
threat of bloodshed. We accept such a horrible position of worry,

every day and every night, every minute, and yet your spokesman







speaks about violence to be perpetrated by Israel. It is a preposter-
ous statement, !Mr. Ambassador.

MR, HABIB: Let me say a few things -

“MR. DEGIM: And I would 1ike the President to read mv words,
not only the Secretary.

MR. HARIG: Let me aay a few things. First of all, I think Sam
pointed it out that it was a different kind of a question that was
being asked. 1t is a different question altogether. Let me say a few
other things. First of all, you #ill recall that I always said and ()
always claimed that every nation has a right to defend its citizens,
That ic a mark of pure sovereiqnty. Nobody expects that you won't.

I want to say one additional thing, however. I recall so vividly last
summer hoa you used to say to me when there was shelling at Kirvat
Shmona, when you had shelling on Nahariva, when you had neonle living
in the shelters, 1 remember most vividly one day when you said to

me, I got terrible news and you told me about a 6f-year oH man #ho

was a survivor of Aushwitz - you remember the day - and a 15 year old
boy, and you said to me, The man survived Aushwitz and l1nok what .
happened! 1 don't forget those things, but I can say this to you:

for almost eiaht months now, look at how much better it has been. Yes,
there have been some incidents, we will call them. 1 am avare:
whether it's 60 or 50 or 40 and in the Hadad area. I am aware of
attemnts at infiltration, a commando group. Gut look what value we
achieved nut of the cessation of hostilities along the border in

terme of the very lives that you constantly reminded me, day after







day. You pointed out these incidents to me and vou said you couldn't
stand it any lonjer. I understood that. 1 worked as hard as I did in
terms of tne cessation of hostilities in order that that should cease.
Remember, 1 kent saving, we want to return the Lebanese border to
the wav it was when there were no incidents coming from there across
that border. There's been a substantial measure of success in that
regard.,

Now, my viewpoint is, it should be strengthened and preserved. ‘
I do not argue tnat Israel doesn't have a right to protect tne lives
of its citizens. That would be ridiculous for me to sav. The srmkes.’n
isn't arguing that.

FR. BECIN: The spokesman puts us on a nar with the PLD.

MR, HADIB: The guestion had nothing to do with the PLO action. A m
I riakt, Sam?

M. BEGIN: "Violence on both sides".

'R. LEWIS: The angwer was directed to a ouestion of whether Israel
has a right to strike neighboring Arab countries because of American
arms deliveries to those countries.

IR. HAEIB: The cuestion was whether we deliver arms to Jurdar.

MR. LEWIS: That may have been a provocative question by a
journalist. There were several press stories which were written about
statements he made, which produced this question. He said something

Eyven moving in, we shall have casualties. I don't have any illusions.
They have good arms and when arms shoot they kill people. MWe have the
petter armyv. We shall smash them into pieces.

BEGI®: Including the Syrians, the Syrian army in Lebanon,
but it's war. T i1l tell you a human thought. I had a broken leg
and I 1ied in haspital for six or seven weeks.

He is a
friend of Israel tono; just a fine human being., And T will ask him this
nuestion. MNow, why shouldn't we, France and Israel and the United
States sit together and work out a continnency plan in order to save
the Christian population if and when they face the ‘danﬂer of hefnq.
annihilated, instead of that, we all the time hear only warnings that
Wwe shouldn't move, ! The result or the conclusion is, for my
colleaques and myself: Centlemen, vou have to wait until an X number of
Joews are killed. Then iF vou move, well, we may understand; we may nol.

It is, in my
opinion, one of the most foolish formulations ever issued 2v a human
being. What do you mean pre-emptive? If vou attack, there's no more
pre-emptive; there's war.

MR. BEGIN: I will write to the President.

1In
other words, in a few years, we shall pay the whole amount of $200
million; we shall owe you %300 million.

MR. LEWIS: Then credits are not useful to vou? Is that what you
are saying?

MR. BEGIN: Did I say so? What a wonderful, alert mind vou hav.
Sam. I said it is not useful? [ explained to you the real position.
Everybody will tell you so in Israel. You sugngest to us a loan. We
are very grateful, but it is still a loan. It doesn't solve our problems.
