INTERVIEW WITH:
NABEEL SHAATH, PLO ADVISDE

BRYANT GUMBEL: As the Bush administration continues to sharpen
its focus on Middle East policy, key Palestinian players are mapping
out theilr otrategy for participation in negotiations that they hope
will determine their future. Three days of intensive discussions on
those negotiationa will begin today in Washington at the national
convention of the Arab-American Anti=Discriminaltion Committees.

A prominent member of the PLO was recently granted a visa to
attend that meeting. He is Nabeel Shaath, Yassir Arafat’s chief
advisor in Cairo. And he's in our Washington bureau this morning.
Mr. SBhaath, good morning.

M. SHAATH: Good morning.
ME. GEUMBEL:  Your visit comes on the heels of those by Hosni
Mubarak and Yitzhak Shamir. Do you find any positive signs in their

meetings in Washington?

M. SHAATH: 1 do see many positive signs coaming out of this
administration. 1 see agreement with us on ending occupation, on
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eavhanging land Tor pesace, on acoepting «©4: as the basic guideline
for any negoltiasted setilement in the future. | see we are coming
closer .

M. GUMBEL: But no specifics from the meeting, no encouraging
signs from the Israell side?

MR, SHAATH: Well, I see some encouraging signs, veary limited
Lhough, becauses —-

ME. SHAATHE Like the willingness to accept the outcome of any
elections, including electing PLO people in the Dccupied
Tervritories. Like a hint at the possibility of their willingness to
discuss final -- that is, the end solutions that is the end result
of the peace pryocess.

But, aside that there is a lot of negativism. On one hand,
they say, "We don't want any preconditions.” 0On the other, they
say, "No to the PLO. No to a Palestinian state. No to a return of
land. RNo to ending of cccupation.” I think there is still a long
way to go with the lesroelis.

MR. GUMBEL: As 1 think you know, the Israelis have launched a
drive to muster international support for Mr. Shamir's proposal for
those elections in the Dccupied Territories. What do you see as the
consequences af Lthat?

ME. SHAATH: I feel elections are very important, particularly
to the Palestinian pecple who have been denied the right to elect
anybody representing them truly., But, elections have to be made
within the context of a free pecople on its free will, without the
inter ference of occupation, without the heavy hand of security
forces shooting at people just because they raise their flags. I
think we have to look at elections &8s part of a process with a clear
sight of what the end result i1s. We have to accept each other,
levaelis and Palestinians. We have to move to a negotiated
settlement. We have to accept the idea that the Palestinian state
and lsrael should live side by side and should respect cach other's
cecurity.

ME. GUMBREL: Just yvesterday, Mr. Shamir sald that!s
Unrealistic.

ME. GHAATH: Well, what looks unrealistic now might be
realistic in the future if we insist on real peace, a comprehensive
and lasting pesce.
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MEz.  GELIMEBEL® What ot your own international effortes? For e
months now, we've heard of the possibility that Yassir Arafat will
soon meet with Fresident Mitterrand of France, And now we're
hearing that there are actual talks toward arranging a date. What
car you tell ua?

ME. SHAATH: Yes, Mr. Mitterrand has invited Mr. Arafat to the
Elysee Falace in Faris to discuss the peace process. And it most
probably is going to take place next May. There will be other
visits to lmportant European heads of state. And we are also
meeting with leraelis of the peace camp in varieties of places.
Wetve just had a meeting here in New York last month.

MR. GUMBEL:  But, in terms of PLD credibility, that meeting
that you say will now happen in May, what do you see? Do you see
that as a big hreakthrough?

ME. GHAATH:  Well, I think it's an important breakthrough.
Europe is an important partner for peace. Europe is an important
ally of the United Btates. And Europe has done ite best to help and
protect lsrael. 1 think Europe's credibility is very high. and
Europe now is moving to complete its sort of mission by helping
create a Palestinian state and establishing peace in the region. 1
think Europe should be taken seriously.

M. EUMBEL: As I believe you koow, in a raid today, lsraeli
border police are said to have killed at least five Falestinians and
wounded at least twelve others. Do you in any way see that related
to any diplomatic efforts taking place?

ME. 8HAATH: I think besides the "Peace Now" movement in Israel
there is a "Peace Never" movement, a movement within the pgover nment
of Israel that is Lrying Lo escalate things and to make the peace
process abort at a very early stage and turning it just into
palliatives instead of a real answer, a real peace that would last
in the region.

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ISRAEL’S PEACE INITIATIVE

Prime Minister Shamir's visit to the United States (April 4-14) and
his discussions with President Bush and Secretary of State Baker have
opened a new opportunity for advancing the peace process between
Israel and its Arab neighbors. Speaking on the White House lawn on
April 6 after his talks with the President, Prime Minister Shamir
publicly presented his 4-point peace initiative for which the Bush

Administration has expressed support.

The peace initiative focuses on the following key elements:
* The Camp David partners' reaffirmation of their commitment to
the Accords and peace;
* Negotiations and cooperation with the Arab countries;
* A multinational effort to solve the Arab refugee problem;
* Free democratic elections in Judea-Samaria and the Gaza

District as a stepping-stone to peace.

The Four Points -- as Presented by Prime Minister Shamir

1) Reaffirmed Commitment to the Camp David Accords.
", ..we propose an effort to make the existing peace between Israel and
Egypt, based on the Camp David Accords, a cornerstone for expanding

peace in the region. We call upon the three signatories of the Camp



e
David Accords, at this 10th anniversary of the Treaty of Peace, to

reaffirm indeed their dedication to the Accords.”

2) Negotiations for Peace with the Arab Countries.

"...we call upon the United States and Egypt to make it clear to the
Arab governments that they must abandon  their  heostility and
belligerency towards Israel. They must replace political warfare and

economic boycotts with negotiations and cooperation."

3) A Solution to the Arab Refugee Problem.

"...we call for a multinational effort, under the leadership of the
U.S. and with substantial Israeli participation, to finally solve the
Arab refugee problem, perpetuated by Arab governments, while Israel
absorbs hundreds of thousands of Jewish refugees from Arab countries.
All these refugees should have decent housing and live in dignity.
This process does not have to await a political solution or to

substitute for it."

4) Free Democratic Elections in Judea-Samaria and the Gaza Distriet.

"...in order to launch a political negotiating process, we propose
free democratic elections, free from an atmosphere of PLO violence,
terror and intimidation, among the Palestinian Arabs of Judea, Samaria
and Gaza. Their purpose is to produce a delegation to negotiate an
interim period of a self-governing administration. The shape of

modalities and participation in the elections will have to be



o

discussed. The interim phase is to provide a vital test of coexistence
and cooperation. It will be followed by negotiations for a permanent
agreement. All proposed options will be examined during  these

negotiations."

Steps Towards Elections in the Territories

The details of the Prime Minister's proposal to hold elections among
the Palestinian Arabs of the territories have still to be developed
and elaborated: a working group within the Israel Government will be
established, further discussions will be held with the United States,
and agreement will be sought with the Palestinian Arabs of the

territories.

The favorable U.S. response to the proposal 1is highly encouraging.
Moreover, the Palestinian Arabs in Judea-Samaria and the Gaza District
have shown some signs of interest in the possibility of elections,
notwithstanding the negative reaction by Arafat and other leading
figures in the PLO. The PLO’s attitude shows that it 1is interested
only in imposing its own will on the Palestinian Arab residents of the
territories, and not in giving them the opportunity to express

themselves in a manner which would serve their own interests.

Israel is hopeful that the Palestinian Arabs in Judea-Samaria and the
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Gaza District will grasp the opportunity offered them. FLO
intimidation and violence should be recognized for the anti-peace and
anti-democratic danger that it is. The PLO's aim is to obstruct and
undermine, not to build. The Palestinian Arabs should be given full

encouragement to withstand such pressures.

The Prime Minister's Proposals in the Broader Context

The Government of Israel will make every effort to achieve peace
through direct negotiations with its Arab neighbors, including the
Palestinian Arabs of Judea-Samaria and the Gaza Distriect. Elections in
the territories and an interim phase are not an end in themselves, but
a stepping-stone on the way to a finmal settlement which would be
mutually acceptable to both sides, thus ensuring a genuine and lasting

peace.

Israel recognizes that countries must take risks for peace. So Israel
did. This was demonstrated by the sacrifices made by Israel within the
framework of the Camp David Accords and the Treaty of Peace with
Egypt. However, Israel cannot be expected to take steps that would
endanger its security and very existence. With the exception of Egypt,
the main threat faced by Israel remains the Arab states which reject
Israel’s right to exist. In an interview in Time magazine on

April 3, Syria's President Assad made his intentions vis-a-vis Israel

quite clear when he said, "The Israelis are an alien people with
another heritage and another history. They are antagonistic to this
area." 5yria and other Arab countries have amassed enormous quantities
of sophisticated conventional arms, as well as chemical weapons the
likes of which Iraq and Libya have already used against innocent
civilians. Israel must contend with the reality of a region where
extremism and militant fundamentalism 1is prevalent. A Palestinian
state between Israel and Jordan would add to the danger, for in
keeping with the PLO’s "Phased Program" doctrine, its ultimate purpose

would be to trigger a general war against Israel.

For movement towards peace, Israel needs bona fide peace partners. The
involvement of both Jordan and the Palestinian Arabs of Judea-Samaria
and the Gaza District in negotiations must be an integral part of the
peace process for it to succeed. Israel believes that a mutually
acceptable peace settlement is possible, and that a process of
dialogue, negotiations, and movement towards coexistence will ensure
this. Although much attention has focused on the subject of elections
in the territories, it should be stressed that the Prime Minister’s
initiative contains FOUR points, all essential to the promotion of the
peace process. Prime Minister Shamir’s &-point initiative creates a

new opportunity for progress.

Mr. Chairman, Ladies and Gentlemen,

I would like to thank you for the invitation to speak before
you today. This is a difficult time for Israel, and we count on
people like you, whose interest in the affairs of the world is
informed by a historical perspective, to give a fair hearing to
our point of view.

Your country and mine are allies. Like all alliances, ours is
based on shared interests. Our agreements on Strategic
Cooperation and Free-Trade-Areas benefit both countries. Your
assistance helps us continue as a democratic vanguard in the
Middle East. And together we have prevented developments which
could have spelled cdisaster. We shall never forget the role the
U.S5. has played in our history. Our friendship 1is a fundamental
fact of 1life for  us. After my talks with President Bush,
Secretary Baker and other members of the new administration, I am
convinced that our alliance will continue to thrive.




But our two nations share more than interests. We share the
values and ideals of Western civilization. We share
Judeo-Christian morality; we share a dedication to truth and
justice, And, as democracies, we have an abiding respect for
public opinion and the general will. But we both know from bitter
experience that non-democratic regimes can manipulate public
opinion in dangerous ways. The bloodiest wars of this century
were preceded by peace offensives. It would be tragic for both
our countries if we allowed propaganda to defeat the prospects of
real peace. These prospects exist. Peace can be achieved. But
only if we look at the situation realistically. Only if we do not
permit words and images to obscure facts.

The basic fact of Israel's history is that from the day we
declared our independence 41 years ago we have ceaselessly,
tirelessly and persistently tried to bring our Arab neighbors -
singly or together - to the conference table, Only after 30 years
of these efforts, in which the wars waged against us were almost
ceaseless, did one great Arab leader, President Sadat of Egypt,

accept our invitation. He came to Jerusalem, and we started to
talk.

There were no pre-conditions to our talks then. Neither side
had guarantees for the outcome. We simply sat down and talked.
Directly. Honestly. Frankly. That is the way, the only way,
people can settle their differences. The talks were not easy.
They were not smooth. They often threatened to break down. But
we persisted. And for the sake of peace we made concessions -
unprecedented, painful concessions. And we achieved peace.

Then, as now, nothing motivated us more urgently, nothing
inspired us more forcefully, than the prospect of bringing our
children home from the bunkers of war to the benches of learning.
We want to see our children with microscopes and computers, with
books and violins. We want to meet our Arab neighbors on the
football field, not on the battlefield. We want to trade know-how
and goods with them, not bullets and missiles.



When President Sadat spoke in the White House ceremony marking
the signing of the peace treaty ten years ago, he talked about
turnind swords into ploughshares. It was the Hebrew prophet
Isaiah who first said those words, in Jerusalem, 2500 years ago.
We have been expressing this hope in our prayers ever since. And
we will approach any talks with other Arab heads of governments in
the same spirit. I am sure that if any one of them will come to
us, or inwvite us to come to him, we shall have fruitful
negotiations, and we shall have peace.

But we are told that all we need to do to achieve a final
peace settlement is to negotiate, not with the Arab states still
at war with us, but with the PLO. We are asked "What can be
harmful in talking to them?" We are told, "You make peace with
your enemy, not with vyour friend." Let me tell you, ladies and
gentlemen: I would sit with anyone if I thought for one minute
that it would bring a just and lasting peace to our country and to
our region. I would do so today, this hour, this very minute.
But I know, and everyone who is familiar with our region should
know, that negotiations with the PLO will not bring peace. They
are a sure prescription for war. And while I shall do anything I
can for peace, I shall not lend myself to moves which will make
another war inevitable.

It should be self-evident that talking with the PLO is wrong.
The PLO is not only a terrorist organization. It is the parent,
the trainer, the supporter and the inspirer of internatiocnal
terrorism. It is the originator of air hijackings, of wanton
attacks on school buses, of taking pride in atrocities. It has
committed some of the most horrible crimes since World War II.
The PLO is not a liberation organigation intended to free
occupied territories. It was formed before these territories were
occupied, for the express purpose of destroying Israel. Its
Charter, which the PLO leaders have repeatedly and adamantly
refused to change, specifically calls for the destruction of
Israel. The claims that it has changed are mocked every day by



their deeds. Despite all their public pronouncements, they are
continuing, even now, to send terrorists to kill civilians and
take hostages.

In the West, some of the PLO leaders talk about a Palestinian
state coexisting with Israel. This kind of talk is sweet to
Western ears. We are all so eager to have peace that we can
easily be seduced by it. But among themselves they make no bones
about their intentions. BHaving failed to defeat Israel through
war, boycott and terror, they are now determined to implement the
plan of phases, which they first developed in 1974. It consists
of three stages: First establish a PLO state in any territory
vacated by 1Israel; then use it as a base for continued armed
struggle; then trigger a war between the Arab states and a small
more vulnerable Israel to complete its annihilation. Talking to
the PLO after they have declared these intentions can only
legitimate the establishment of a Palestinian state bent on
Israel's destruction. Both the U.S. Government and the Israel
Government agree that such a state will pose a mortal danger not
only to Israel, but to Jordan as well.

Qur belief that talking to the PLO is a formula for war does
not mean that we do not wish to negotiate with the Arab
inhabitants of Judea, Samaria and Gaza. Obviously, they must be
represented in any talks which determine their future. We cannot,
nor do we want to, choose their leadership for them. We are told
that the Palestinian Arabs want the PLO to represent them. But
the PLO was never elected by anyone. It was formed not by the
Palestinian Arabs but by Arab governments of other countries as a
spearhead in the war against Israel. We know that there are other
Palestinian Arabs, respected leaders in their communities, who
would talk with us, and with whom we can reach an accommodation.
But the minute they express a desire to do so, their lives are
threatened. Of the 2880 sericus incidents since the beginning of
the riots in December 1987, 960 - one third - were attacks against
Arabs. The PLO managed to murder 26 Arabs, injure 63 and kidnap



others. The PLO leader himself has said he would shoot anyone who
would enter talks with us. If the world truly wants peace in the
Middle East it should not ignore and discourage reasonable people.
It should help us assure their safety. It will be tragic if these
potential negotiating partners are forced to conclude that
terrorism pays, that leaders who choose moderation and
accommodation are doomed and that the international community will
continue to support those who wish to silence them.

Many say we have made a mistake in not recognizing the
ferocity of Palestinian nationalism. Undoubtedly, we made
mistakes. Every nation does. But the reason Israel has survived,
the reason it is strong and secure now, is that we never made the
cardinal mistake of forgetting where we are, of ignoring the
nature of the region in which we 1live. We need neither the
Rushdie affair, nor the crash of the Pan Am flight 103 over
Scotland, nor the daily carnage in Lebanon to remind us.

We 1live in an area littered with discarded agreements. We
live in & region in which fanaticism rules, in which war is a
permanent condition, 1in which terrorism is endemic, in which
assassination is rampant, in which breaking agreements is a way of
life, and in which the only democratic country is ours.

We cannot, we dare not, forget this. Nor can we forget that
the conflict is not merely between us and the Palestinian Arabs.
Arrayed against us are staggering forces. ©Syria alone can field
over seven hundred thousand soldiers, more than 4000 tanks and 650
fighter planes. Now it is negotiating another huge shipment of
Soviet arms, including the most modern attack planes. 1Iraq has 45
divisions under arms, 6000 tanks and 700 fighters. Libya has
bombers which can be refuelled in the air and and reach Israel.
All these countries have medium-range surface-to-surface missiles,
which can easily reach our cities, and they all have chemical
warfare capability. These formidable forces belong to countries
committed to the annihilation of Israel. If we relinguish the
mountain range which dominates the population centers of our



country, to the PLO, all these forces will have access to the very
heart of our State. I cannot believe that anyone of you would
expect to survive in a country whose width at its center is equal
to the distance between downtown Chicago and Highland Park, and
whose neighbors are Arafat, Habash, Gibril and Abu Nidal backed by
forces as large as those of NATO.

Our choice is not between territory and peace. This is a
bogus slogan, a deception. Giving up territory in Judea, Samaria
and Gaza will assure war. When we believed relinquishing
territory could bring peace, as in the case of the Sinai, we gave
it up. It constituted 90% of the land we took in the defensive
war of 1967. But in Judea, Samaria and Gaza there is no desert
separating the Arab and Jewish populations. The choice is simple:
Either we find a way to live together in peace and security, or we
continue with endless, useless bloodshed. We do not like the
status quo. We don't like putting down riots. We do not want to
run the lives of other people. And we believe in
self-determination and nationhood for all. But we are alsc aware
of the fact that the Palestinian Arabs have a state of their own,
in three fourths of what used to be the British mandate of
Palestine. It is now known as the Kingdom of Jordan. The
national aspirations of the Palestinian Arabs west of the Jordan
River have always been expressed within the framework of that
state. Ultimately, we hope the co-existence and cooperation which
will prevail between Palestinian Arabs and Israelis will make
borders less important, just as they are becoming less important
in Europe.

Until then we propose an autonomy plan based on the only
successful agreement achieved in this area. The agreement to
which the United States, Egypt and Israel are signatories: the
Camp David Accords. This agreement provides for an interim
period, a time in which the Arab inhabitants of Judea, Samaria and
Gaza will enjoy full autonomy. After which the question of
sovereignty will be determined by the Palestinian Arabs, Egypt and



curselves. To tell us now that this ten-year-old agreement is no
longer valid, that it is dead because of changed circumstances, is

to tell wus that we can never put our faith in any agreement at
all.

In our discussions with the Administration, we said that

- We do not want our soldiers in the Arab towns and villages.
We do not want to maintain detention camps. We do not want
to expel anyone. We do not want to run anybody's life.
The measures we tock were in response to viclence. As soon
as the riots and manifestations of violence subside, the
Bteps we have taken will no longer be necessary.

- We are ready to embark immediately on peace talks. For
that purpose, we are ready to hold elections in the
administered territories that will produce a democratically
chosen representative leadership of the Palestinians.

- As soon as representatives are elected, we propose to
discuss with them, together with Egypt and Jordan, interim
arrangements for the Arab population in the administered
territories. During the interim stage, modalities and
institutions will be set up that will enable the
Palestinian population to run its own affairs through its
own elected representatives.

- After a testing period of some vears, negotiations will be
held between 1Israel and the Palestinian representatives -
together with Jordan and Egypt - to decide on the permanent
status of the areas in guestion. At that point all claims
and all options will be discussed without preconditions.

- We will call on the original signatories to the Camp David
Accords to reconvene in order to review the situation and
discuss means of advancing the peace process. The Arab
states which still maintain a state of war with Israel, and



practise such belligerent acts as encouraging boycott and
political warfare, must move toward ending belligerency and
adopting measures of coexistence.

= The Palestinian Arab refugees must be resettled and
provided with decent housing. An international conference
should be convened to permanently resolve this problem.

We believe the complexity and inherent danger in the Arab
Israeli conflict are such that no easy, quick sclutions are
possible. The status quo may be intclerable, but we must not,
dare not, allow its pressures to catapult us into a far more
dangerous situation. We must keep in mind the lessons of Lebanon
and Iran, where what seemed intclerable yesterday is minor indeed
compared with the enormity of today.

We believe our proposals are reasonable. They are a
democratic solution. They will safeguard Israel's security and
give maximum self-rule to the Palestinian Arabs. I believe a
joint effort by the U.S. and Israel, based on these proposals,
can bring a just and lasting peace to our region.



Mr. Chairman, Dear Friends,

It always gives me much pleasure and satisfaction to meet young
leaders in our country, or in the Jewish communities that I wvisit
abroad. You represent the future, continuity, the hope. . . .
perhaps more than you realize.

I bring you greetings from Eretz Israel and from Yerushalayim,
the nations's capital, the heart and soul of the entire Jewish
people, which was reunited and will never be divided again.

I believe that, in each and everyone of you, there is a
reservoir of idealism, of belief in our people's just cause; of
faith in its destiny. I fervently hope that you share the same
idealism that motivates our young generation in Israel, who have

the great responsibility for the defence and the integrity of our
State.

I bring you greetings from your counterparts, the young men
and women of Israel, who are building the 1land, developing the
nation, enhancing our education, our science and technology,
expanding our industry and our flourishing agriculture. Like
their grandfathers and fathers before them. they have the
privilege and the duty to protect the borders of the country, to
deter aggressors, and to defend our citizens.

We do not have a large permanent army like other nations in
our area. Our army is the people of 1Israel - our sons and
daughters. The Israeli soldiers that now confront terror attacks,
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petrcl bombs, rocks and violent demonstrations were raised on our
values and the values of our forefathers. They are the same boys
who defended us in five wars that were forced upon us and they
have always behaved according to the criteria and values that are
sacred to the Jewish people. The fighters at Entebbe, who risked
their lives in the brilliant rescue operation, are the same
soldiers who now patrol the streets of Nablus and Gaza in very
difficult conditions of danger and provocaticn.

I have seen them in action, and have spoken with them in the
field. With wvery few exceptions, they all understand that,
although they are trained to defend the country from outside
aggression, the wvioclence from inside 1is no less a threat to our
security. They appreciate that failure to contain the violent
attacks on them and on israeli citizens in those areas now, would
expose the citizens in the Galil, the Sharon and the Negev to
attack and acts of terror tomorrow.

In the forty vyears of our Statehood, the Arabs have used
different forms of warfare against us. They launched five major
wars - and they were defeated. They embarked on murder and
terrorism against our people in Israel and abroad. They have
conducted an economic boycott against Israel. They tried any
number of political devices at the United Nations. But they have
failed to break us or bend us. Now, they are in a state of
euphoria because they believe they have succeeded to besmirch our
image, to distance us from our supporters in the West and to
mobilize international support against us by using the Palestinian
weapon.

They have identified a soft spot in our defenses - one which
is typical of democratic societies. i1t is our system of
government, our free media and our reluctance to use massive force
to put down riots. Conseguently they have developed the use of
Homeini-type violent riots, involving women and children. This is
not a civil rights demonstration. This is not passgive resistance.
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This is wviclent rioting with the object of damaging our image and
causing us to submit to terror. We cannot afford to permit them

to come away with any gains. If we do, we will be encouraging
political blackmail and further vioclence.

The second, and more long-range danger combines political and
strategic factors. I would even go so far as to characterize it
as a mortal danger to our existence. To-day an immense effort is
being made to force is to relinquish territories under out
control, to push us back to the vulnerable and indefensible
pre-1967 1lines and to establish a Palestinian state on that
territory. The area in question is pathetically small. In
American terms, it barely covers the metropolitan area of any of
your larger cities. It cannot constitute a state by any
criterion. It cannot, in itself, solve the refugee problems. But
it can serve as a base against Israel; a base for terror attacks,
a launching-pad for a military onslaught at a later stage.

We have not invented this scenario because of a paranoia. The
Arabs themselves, and the PLO have very explicitly articulated
this design. They have said very clearly that pushing Israel back
to the pre-1967 lines and establishing a Palestinian state on that
land, would be the beginning of the end of Israel.

Well, my friends, we are not about to cooperate in the
preparation for our own destruction. This is why we are totally
opposed to the creation of a second Palestinian state, in addition
to the existing Palestinian Arab state, known as the kingdom of
Jordan, whose population is almost entirely Palestinian.

The third danger is the significant increase in the quantities
of weapons that our neighbours have acquired. We have faced large
arsenals in the hands of our enemies before, and always succeeded
to balance them by our qualitative edge and by the motivation of
our fighters. But, the other side is now acquiring the most
sophisticated and advanced arms in vast guantities.
Paradoxically, many countries in the East and in the West that are
pressing us to make concessions for peace are selling immense
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quantities of military equipment to Arab states, including those
known to have radical policies and extreme positions against
Israel. 1In addition, there is a growing tendency in our region to
prepare and deploy chemical weapons and poison gas. After Irag's
success in the recent war, due to their wuse of gas and missile
attacks on the cities of Iran, a number of Arab states around us
are making efforts to deploy medium-range missiles, and to develop
their capacity to manufacture chemical warheads for them.

In the face of these dangers, Israel remains firm, its
dedication to peace unwavering, its readiness to negotiate with
its neighbours constant, its determination to deter its enemies
unshaken and its commitment to freedom and the defense of human
rights total.

Nothing could be more outrageous than the slander that Israel
does not want peace. We offered peace from the first day of our
independence, and even before. Peace is an integral part of our
people's character and tradition. We pray for peace three times
every day. The Torah speaks frequently to our people of the need
to "seek out and pursue peace.

And, my friends, our record speaks for itself. Two weeks ago
we marked the tenth anniversary of the signing of the Peace Treaty
between Israel and Egypt. That was the first - and so far, still,
the only - breakthrough in the one hundred-year conflict between
the Arabs and the Jewish people. We made great sacrifices in that
peace arrangement. We paid a high price. And we fulfilled all
our commitments to the letter. But no two situations are the
same, and the arrangements we could make with Egypt cannot be
applied to other areas - especially to those areas that are an
integral part of Eretz Israel.

Within Israel there are deep differences of opinion on many
guestions. This is natural in our society, in our system of
government and in Jewish tradition. But we have succeeded in
forming a Government of National Unity that achieved agreement on
a number of essentials. OQur Government is wunited in its
opposition to the creation of a Palestinian-Arab state west of the
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River Jordan. It would be a strategic threat to our existence; a
major destabilizing factor and a mortal danger to the kingdom of
Jordan. Between the Mediterranean and the Iragi-Jordanian desert,
there is room for two states - one the Jewish State of Israel and
the other, the Palestinian-Jordanian State.

I have just come from Washington where we have had
constructive and fruitful exchanges with President Bush, Secretary
of State Baker and their colleagues. We are agreed that the
United States and Israel - two allies in democracy and in striving
for peace - must continue to work closely together until we reach
our common goals. We do not see eye to eye on each and every
issue. But this is guite normal. For us, these issues are vital,
they are guestions of existence. We dare not take risks that may
endanger our security and future. But there is between us and
Washington a wide basis of agreement on which we can proceed so as
to move the peace process forward.

We have proposed a four point initiative:

First, we propose an effort to make the existing peace between
Israel and Egypt, based on the Camp David Accords, a cornerstone
for expanding peace in the region. We call wupon the three
signatories of the Camp David Accords, at this 10th anniversary of
the Treaty of Peace, to reaffirm indeed their dedication to the
accords.

Second, we call upon the United States and Egypt to make it
clear to the Arab Governments that they must abandon their
hostility and belligerency towards Israel. They must replace
political warfare and economic boycott with negotiations and
cooperation.

Third, we call for a multi-national effort under the
leadership of the United States, and with substantial Israeli
participation, to finally solve the Arab refugee problem,



perpetuated by Arab Governments while Israel absorbed hundreds of
thousands of Jewish refugees from Arab countries. All these
refugees should have decent housing and 1live in dignity. This
process does not have to await a political seolution or to
substitute for it.

Fourth, in order to launch a political negotiating process we
propose free democratic elections, free from an atmosphere of PLO
violence, terror and intimidation among the Palestinian Arabs of
Judea, Samaria and Gaza. The purpose 1is to produce a delegation
to negotiate an interim period of a self governing
administration. The shape, modalities, and participation in the
elections will have to be discussed. The interim phase will
provide a vital test of coexistence and cooperation. It will be
followed by negotiations for a permanent agreement. All proposed
options will be examined during these negotiations

My friends, a great change has taken place in the life of the
Jewish people during the last forty years. We are no longer the
objects of history, the victims of autocratic rulers in one
country or another. 1In Eretz Israel we have become the masters of
our own destiny. We are stronger than at any time before. We
feel that we have fulfilled a commitment that was passed on from
generation tc generation - a pledge never to forget Eretz Israel,
never to forget Yerushalayim. There, we feel we are compensating
for the sufferings, the oppression, the hopelessness of so many
centuries of exile. There we walk on the ground that was hallowed
by the Prophets and Kings of Israel and Judea. It is a feeling
that almost defies human description, because it reflects an
experience that is unigue and unprecedented in human history.

I wish that young Jews from all over the world - and
especially from the United States - would come to Eretz Israel in
large numbers and make it their home; contribute their knowledge;
their experience; their skills and their many qualities that will
enrich the 1life of the nation and make it stronger. In the
process the olim themselves will be enriched and uplifted.
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In spite of the dangers that lie ahead, we are confident of
the future. We have faced bigger tests and succeeded. Today we
have the power to defend ocur existence and security by force, but
we prefer to apply the power of peace and co-existence to secure
that objective.

The need of the hour is for unity - unity inside Israel and
unity of the Jewish people together with Israel. We learn from
History that when we are divided, we are vulnerable. When we are
united, the Jewish people 1is unbeatable and unbreakable. We
firmly believe that with God's help and with our people united
behind us we have the sources of strength that will bring us
closer to the fulfilment of our cherished goals of peace and
security for Am Israel and Eretz Israel.
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Mr. Chairman, My Brothers and Sisters, Ladies and Gentlemen, Dear Friends,

I am delighted to see such a large gathering of leaders and
representatives of the Jewish Communities from the Mid-West. We
are meeting only a few weeks after the extraordinary Conference on
Jewish Solidarity in Yerushalayim, in which some of you
participated. I must say, at once, that the Conference gave us
all a great uplift, great encouragement and strength. It gave us
the feeling that our people are together, our people are
concerned, our people are responding to the call of Israel. We
stand together now, and we shall stand together in the future.

We left Yerushalayim only a few nights ago. I bring you
greetings from the magnificent city that was our nation's capital
in the times of Kind David, as it is again now. In days like
these it is good to remember that Jerusalem has been the capital
of the Jewish people; the object of our prayers; the centre of our
thoughts and the symbol of our yearning for 3000 years. It was
occupied by others during many of those years, but it never served
as another nation's capital.
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Many tend to forget now that for the first nineteen years of
the State of Israel, the city was divided. We could not worship
at the 'Hestern Wall and, many a time, we could not cross the
street in our part of the city without risking a sniper's bullet
from the Wall of the 0ld City.

We shall never allow this to happen again. The City will stay
united, it will stay open. It will stay under Israel's
sovereignty, and it will continue to be the capital of Israel
forever.

My friends, the formation of the Government of National Unity
in Israel was not an easy task. My main reason for bringing it
into being was the imperative need for unity. We need a strong
government that enjoys the support of the great majority of the
people of Israel. We need to project an image of a unified
nation, with a coherent policy, striving for clear and attainable
goals.

I must also admit that I was concerned about voices that came
to us from the Jewish street - as the saying goes - in the
Diaspora; about the confusion and occasional lack of understanding
of the policy and actions of the Government of Israel. If there
are doubts and guestions among our own people, it is easy for
others to criticize and attack us. Our enemies exploit this.

A strange situation has developed. Everyone knows that in the
Arab-Israel conflict we are the side that was striving for peace
from the first minute. We offered to negotiate peace with out
neighbours from the cutset and we reiterated our call time and
again. The reason is obvious and I need not explain it to you.
Ours is a people that despises war and violence. For us life is
sacred. Yet our adversaries have succeeded to twist the picture
and instil doubts regarding our commitment to peace. Again and
again, Israel 1is being portrayed as the Goliath, the oppressor,
and the Palestinian Arabs as the little David.
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Our sons are the Israeli soldiers who now confront terror
attacks, petrol bombs, rocks and violent demonstrations. They
were educated on our values and the values of our forefathers.
They are the same boys who defended us in five wars that were
forced upon us. In all those wars they behaved according to the
values that are sacred to the Jewish people. The fighters at
Entebbe, who risked their lives in the brilliant rescue operation,
are the same soldiers who now patrol the streets of Nablus and
Gaza in very difficult conditions of danger and provocations. We
were proud of them then; we are proud of them now.

I have seen them in action, and have spoken with them in the
field. With very few exceptions, they all understand that although
they are trained to defend the country from outside aggression,
the vioclence from inside is no less of a threat to our security.
They know that failure to contain the violent attacks in those
areas now would expose our citizens in the Galil, the Sharon and
the Negev to attack and terror LOmOrroOw.

Although we are all anxious for peace; although we 1long for
peace and co-existence with our neighbours, we will not permit
those who practice violence, and those who direct and incite them,
to reach the conclusion that they can force Israel to bend and
surrender to their demands.

These violent acts, and the distorted image they create, are
intended to put us on the defensive, isolate us and force us to
make concessions we cannot make. Wwe shall not allow this to
happen.

There is an extensive propaganda effort to paint the Middle
East conflict as a struggle between Israel and the Palestinians,
not between us and the Arab states. All the five wars since the
establishment of our State were fought by the armies of the Arab
states. Even today there are Arab leaders who openly call for a
military confrontation with Israel. Recently, Iran joined their
ranks. Therefore, whatever arrangements we shall make in the
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future, we must first be absolutely convinced that the total
conflict is resolved and that the threat to our security and
existence is removed. The resclution of the Palestinian issue
will not in itself bring an end to the conflict. The Palestinian
problem is not the cause of the Arab Israeli ceonflict. It is a
result of it. There will be peace only when we reach a
comprehensive peace with our neighbours that will terminate the
state of war once and for all.

Ladies and Gentlemen, exactly ten years after our peace treaty
with Egypt, we still have no indication that the other Arab states
are ready to come to terms with our existence and to reach an
accommodation with us.

In the case of Egypt, we took considerable risks for peace.
We cannot take similar risks on our other fronts. The strategic
dangers and vulnerability on our eastern borders cannot be
compared with the situation in the south. There is no Sinai
desert separating us. No security zone is possible between Tel
Aviv and Jerusalem and Judea and Samaria.

There is a determined attempt to push Israel back to the 18967
lines in order to re-establish a strategic foothold west of the
river Jordan and divide Jerusalem again. Virtually all the Arab
leaders have, at one point, assured western leaders that they
oppose the creation of a Palestinian state. Yet, in practice,
through their massive support of the PLO, they have promoted a PLO
Palestinian state mobilized support for it from the Soviet bloc

and Europe. Now they are +trying to draw the United States into
this effort.

But our government is united in its opposition to the creation
of a Palestinian Arab state west of the River Jordan. It would be
a threat to our existence: a major destabilizing factor and a
mortal danger to the Kingdom of Jordan. We oppose negotiations
with the PLO, because they will, inevitably, lead to a state west
of the Jordan River. Between the Mediterranean and the
Iragi-Jordanian desert, there is room for two states - one, the
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Jewish State of Israel, and the other, the Palestinian-Jordanian
state.

I am encouraged by President Bush's understanding of our
position and his expressions of friendship. We are proud toc be
regarded a friend and ally of the United States and are conscious
of the responsibility this imposes on us. &Allies have a broad
base of agreement. The United States is the only international
factor that can play a real role in the Middle East peace process.
We are willing and ready to cooperate with the President and the
Administration in the search for Peace. '

Cur talks with President Bush, Vice President Quail and
Secretary of State Baker were frank, friendly and fruitful.
We agreed that the U.S. and Israel must work together, that the
status quo is not to anybody's advantage, that peace negotiations
must be launched as soon as possible and that the violence must
stop in order to open the road to negotiations without the threat
of riots and terror attacks.

We have proposed elections to choose a Palestinian
representation to discuss an interim period of self-government.
It will allow a maximum degree of self-rule that is consistent
with our security. The modalities of such an arrangement will be
a subject for negotiations between Israel, the Arab governments
and representatives of the Palestinian Arabs. Subsequently, after
the interim arrangements have been successfully tested, the second
stage of negotiations will be held so as to determine the
permanent status of the areas in guestion. At those negotiations,
all options and claims will be examined without preconditions.

My friends, the State of Israel is the national homeland of
the Jewish people. It was established, and it exists, for the
benefit of the entire Jewish people. Therefore, we in Israel are
always concerned with the physical and spiritual welfare of all
Jews in the Diaspora - wherever they are. We note every
development.
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Last year there was a positive change in the Soviet attitude
to the emigration of Jews, and to the return of Soviet Jews to
their roots. We expect the emigration of Jews from the Soviet
Union to continue in relatively large numbers. We are deeply
disappointed that the majority of those leaving the Soviet Union
choose to emigrate to other countries. We believe with every
fibre of our being that the historic role of Israel is to gather
in the exiles and to fulfil the vision of Shivat Zion, the Return
to Zion.

It is very painful for us to see Jews move from one Diaspora
to another in this era of our renewed Indebendence and Sovereignty.

We do not want to blame anyone for this development. Without
doubt, we ourselves are not doing enough to prevent the process.
However, I ask all of you to evaluate this problem and assess it
in the context of Jewish history. We all carry a responsibility
towards the next generations, towards the State of Israel, and the
survival of the Jewish people.

We are also deeply concerned with the remnants of Jewish
communities in lands of distress, and we do our utmest to save
them and to ease their burdens and their suffering. We have to
broadcast far and wide that the Jewish people and the State of
Israel will not rest as long as a Jew, anywhere, is subject to
persecution because he is a Jew. We shall not be silent until
every Jew is permitted to leave that country and to return to his
homeland. I refer specifically to our brethren in Iran, Syria,
Ethiopia and Yemen.

Ladies and Gentlemen, since the formation of the broadly-based
Government, the divisions within our people over the guestion
known as "Who Is A Jew?" have subsided. We saw and heard the
anguish among our brothers and sisters in the Diaspora communities
caused by this problem. It is no longer on our agenda, but the
problem has not been permanently resolved. When I presented the
Unity Government to the Enesset, I called on the leaders of all
Jewish communities to find a formula that would be acceptable to



the wvarious religious streams. I now repeat this call for
cooperation and consultation on your part. We shall continue our
own efforts. No good purpose will be served by ventilating this
sensitive issue in public at this stage.

I have great confidence in the capacity of the Jewish people.
I am convinced that we have the means, the spiritual forces and
the physical strength to overcome the problems and dangers we are
facing. I know, of course, that there are different opinions
among us. The variety of thought was - and remains - a basic
element in the character and the tradition of the Jewish people.
Throughout our history debate and dialogue gave us strength and
assured progress.

Thank God, Israel has a responsible democratically elected
Government. Our freedom of expression and self-criticism are
matched by very few states in the world. Therefore, we have the
right to request from our brothers and sisters to respect and
honour the will of the people of Israel as represented and
fulfilled by the appropriate instruments of the State.

Let us work together to deepen Jewish consciousness in all the
communities of the Diaspora; let us enrich the feeling of
solidarity among the Jewish people. Let us consolidate the ties
and the contacts between the Jewish people and the State of
Israel.

In spite of dangers that lie ahead, we are confident of the
future. We have faced bigger tests and survived. Today, we can
rely on our power to defend our existence and security. But we
prefer to apply the power of peace and coexistence to secure our
future. Unity inside 1Israel, and unity of the Jewish people with
Israel will provide us with the strength that will bring us closer
to the fulfilment of our cherished goals: peace and security for
Am Israel and Eretz Israel.

In that Declaration, the President of
Nicaragua, Daniel Ortaga Saavedra, announced a serles of measures, including the
amendment of the electoral laws and the laws regulating freedom of expression,
information and public opinion, as well as the opening of an initisl four-month
period for the preparatlion, organization and mobilization of parties amnd,
immediately after that perled, a further six-month peried of political activity at
the end of which elactions would be held for the offices of President,
Vica-Prasident and representatives to the National Assembly, municipalities snd the
Central Americsn Parliament. The elections would be held no later than
25 February 1990, unless the Government and opposition political parties decided,
by mutual consent, that they should be held at another date.

The Declaration mlso stated that internmational observers, 1n particular the
representatives of the Secretary-General of the United Nations and the Becretary
General of the Orgenization of Americen States, would be invited to be present in
all electoral districts during the two stages mentioned, in order to "verify that
the electoral process is genuine".

Mr. Chairman, Ladies and Gentlemen,

I appreciate this opportunity to address an audience, whose
interest in world affairs is guided by historical perspective. MWe
have always believed that the better informed the audience, the

pasier it is to present our case.

Yesterday and today we held talks with President Bush,
Secretary Baker and other members of the new administration. The
talks were held im a friendly atmosphere, as befits relations ¢

between allies.

We are agreed that to produce positive results the United
States and Israel must work in close coordination. There is
little chance of any progress toward peace negotiations and toward
the resplution of the Arab-Israel conflict unless there is an
understanding between Israel and the United States. Since the
Grab side continues to reject direct talks with Israel, the United
States -- which enjoys the trust and confidence of most Arab
States —— can play a useful role in paving the way for

negotiations.



We made absolutely clear that we oppose any kind of talks with
the PLO. We explained in detail the reasons for our stance an

this issu=, and I shall expand on them further on.

Our two governments are agreed that

—— the status guo is not desirable and not satisfactory. Noma

of us wants to see it continued.

-— peace is our common objective. If the sides to the
conflict make a determined and sincere effort to bring it
about it will be achieved. It is not Israel -- and never
was Israel -—- that needed to be convinced of the wvital

necessity and blessings of peace.

—— the violence, riots and terror attacks must end 1if a
setting conducive to negotiations, accommodation and peace
is to be established. We stressed that if the leaders and
inciters of the violence believe they can gain

politically, the chances for an agreement will disappear.

—— negotiations must be held as soOn as
possible. The participants could be Egypt,

Jordan, the Palestinian Arabs and Israel.

—— the Palestinian representatives to the talks could either
be appointed by agreement or chosen through a process of
elections. Israel has an open mind on this issue and is

willing to consider and apply any warkable formula.

—= progress toward a solution can be achieved by a two-stage
approach. The general objective is to enable the
Palestinian Arabs in the areas to gradually run their

affairs.

Since the Administration is in the process of consultation
with all the governments connected with this issue, our two
governments have decided to maintain close contact with a view to
reaching joint operative conclusions as soon as the present stage

of preparation is concluded.

== 0On United States-Israel bilateral issues, we discussed the
status of our strategic cooperation which both sides
consider satisfactory. The economic situation in Israel
and the United States aid; the guestion of Soviet
emigration; the alarming escalation of missiles and
chemical weapons; and the situation of Jewish communities

in distress, especially in Syria.

I would now like to give you our assessment of the present
situation in our area. Most of these points were raised by us
during our talks in Washington. I believe it is necessary to
present them because the barrage of daily news in recent months

has obscured many of them.



One. Since the establishment of the State in 194B we have
lived with the reality of conflict and war between us and the
Grab states. No one is more sick and tired of this conflict than

wWe are.

Two. With the exception of Egypt, the entire Arab world
continues to wage political, economic and propaganda warfare
against us and supports terrorist organizations that attack us.
1n recent years the conflict has been portrayed as a conflict
between us and the Palestinian Arabs. This perception is
reinforced daily by pictures of confrontations between Israelis
soldiers and Palestinian rioters. But no cserious student of the
region can believe that 1if the Palestinians gain a state in
Judea, Samaria and Gaza, the hostility of Syria, Libya, Ilrag,
Iran and their respective terrorist proxies will cease. Nor that
they would then promptly disarm and stop threatening Israel. The
simple truth is that the FPalestinian problem is not the cause of

the Arab-Ilsraeli conflict but = result of it.

Three. Both the Kingdom of Jordan and Israel are parts of
what used to be the British mandate of Palestine. A third
Palestinian state would reduce Israel to strategic vulnerability.
Israel‘s entire territory covers just less than one fifth of one
percent of the combined territory of the Arab states. The area
of Judea, Samaria and Gaza is 2200 square miles, the size of a
county in the U.S. 1t cannot be, nor is it intended to be, a
normal state. It can only be a convenient launching pad for

terrorist attacks against the centre of our country. Without



Judea and Samaria, Israel at its most densely populated center is
as wide &s the distance between the White House and National

Airport.

Four. There is no one ]I would refuse to negotiate with if 1
thought it would bring peace. But I believe negotiating with the
PLO will reward international terrorism, increase wviolence in the
world, bring about a PLO state on the outskirts of Tel Aviv and

the center of Jerusalem, and pose a mortal danger to Israel.

Five. The Arab inhabitants of Judea, Samaria and Gaza don't

want us in the areas. We cannot risk the life of our country by

leaving. The slogan "territories for peace" is éikg . The
choice is not between Israel keeping the territories or risking
war. The opposite is true. If we leave, there will almost
certainly be war. But we do not want to rum the lives of the
inhabitanmts. We want them to have self-rule. We want them to be
able to express their national aspirations through the
Palestinian state on the east bank of the Jordan. And above all,
we want to end the hostility and bloodshed by negotiating with a
leadership they elect to represent themselves, not with a

terrorist organization based in Tunisia.

Six. Our image has been tarnished. Our enemies are
delighted, and our friends suffer, at the sight of our soldiers
subduing civilians with force. We know that the TV pictures
don't convey the whole truth. They don’'t show the rocks that

kill, the petrol bombs that burn and the iron pipes that maim.

of not participating in the riots. They do not count the ﬁéﬁ e
S T .
Arabs murdered for advocating moderation, nor do they tell about
the reign of terror which prevents the end of vioclence. But even
though we know all that, we also suffer when we see what our

soldiers have to do. No one is more eager to see an end to this

confrontation than Israel.

Many say we made serious mistakes in handling riots. I have
no doubt that like all nations we, too, have made mistakes. But
the reason Israel is alive today is that we never made the
cardinal mistake of forgetting where we live. To the West, our
conduct seems tough. But one of the reasons the riots continue
is that in our neighborhood we are considered soft. The rioters
know the limits imposed by our democratic values. Similar riots
were subdued practically overnight by our neighbors, using
measures we would not and could not consider using. Recently
even a democratic country put down riots with the kind of
ruthlessness we have never used. We hope we can conwvince the
Falestinian Arabs that they camn achieve much through negotiations
and nothing through wviolence. But we are not going to risk our

existence for the sake of good press.

Seven. PLO terrorism has not abated. We have absolute proof
that terrorist groups, under Arafat's control and others,
continue engaging in terror attacks. Their incursions are
intended to take hostages and kill civilians. Fortunately, most

of them hawve been caught by the Israeli army. The PLO leaders



have made no secret of their intention to use any territory they
might acquire to launch terrorist attacks against Israel and to
trigger an all-out Arab Israeli war. Nor have they renounced
their charter which calls for Israel’'s destruction. Clearly they

are not fit partners for negotiation.

Eight. The arms race in the Middle East is continuing. The
Arab countriese are acquiring vast guantities of sophisticated
arms. The S5oviet Union has concluded another large arms deal
with Syria. Libya's air force is now capable of reaching Israel.
Most of the Arab countries around us possess medium range ground
to ground missiles and chemical warfare capabilities. The Arabs
buy from the Soviet Union, Europe and the United States. The
fact that they can buy arms that are identical to those used by
the Israeli army threatens to reduce our gualitative advantage.
The armies and weapons arrayed against Israel today are more

threatening than ever.

Nine. Syria'e ambition to dominate the region and ite dreams
of "Greater Syria" have not abated. The media have not found the
fighting in Beirut important news, but what is going on there 1is

mass slaughter.

Finally, let me stress that no one is more interested than we
are in achiewving peace in the Middle East. Ten wears ago, on
signing the Peace Treaty with us, President Sadat spoke of

turning swords into ploughshares. He was guoting the Hebrew



Frophet Isaiah, who first said those words in Jerusalem 2500
years ago. We have been expressing this hope in our prayers ever

since.

We know there are no gquick fixes for the Middle East

conflict. We believe our plan is reasonable and fair. It
rejects the PLO-terrorist inspired solution. It advocates a
democratic solution. It is based on the Camp David accords and
the Egypt-Israel Peace Treaty signed ten years ago almost to the
day. We believe in honoring a contract. We believe the other
signatories should honor it too. If this contract is declared
dead ten years after its birth, and after we made enormous
sacrifices for it, there is no use asking us to put our faith in

other contracts.

But we believe we can expand on this Treaty, in its spirit.
We propose that for the first time in their history the
Falestinians of Judea, Samaria and Gaza hold elections to choose
their representatives for negotiations with us on interim
arrangements. By doing so they will be the only Arabs in the
Middle East, except Israeli Arab citizens, who will participate

in a8 true democratic election.

But to have free elections, people must be free to express
their opinions without fear of terror and assassination. Over
the past year, the PLO has murdered dozens of Palestinian Arabs
who expressed independent wviews. Clearly a first reguirement for

free elections is an atmosphere free of violence and terror.



The free nations of the world have a clear choice. They can
promete the PLD campaign for & PLO-dominated etate, and ensure

deterieratien te tyranny and war,

Let me remind all those who worry about human rights that the
PLD once ruled a mini-state in Lebanon where no human rights
existed at all. For this reason, and to secure our very
existence, Israel will resist this course. But the free nations
have another option. They can support a realistic and positive
proposal to achieve co-existence between Israel, the Arab states

and the Palestinian Arabs.

We share with the free nations a fervent desire to change the
status guo. But we hope they realize that as in the case of

Iran, a reckless rush to change can bring disaster.

Our proposals for a settlement will be futile unless the Arab
states around us also embark on the road to peace. They must
renounce belligerency and advocate a peaceful solution. They
must stop obijecting to the resettling of the Arab refugees. They

must stop the arms race.

The intermnational community can help by supporting the
resettlement of the refugees. Their situation is intolerable.
But to shed tears over their fate while vetoing Israeli projects
of resettlement neither improves their lot nor contributes to the

relaxation of tensions.

Our proposals will safeguard Israel’'s security and give
maximum self-rule to the Palestinian Arabs.
