I can no longer be patient and procrastinate. Ever since
I received my first issue of TIME, I have been wanting to
terminate my subscription, and to write youa letter of expla-
nation.

Your magazine's coverage of the Middle East has not
been objective and unbiased. Every article on the Middle
East has made my heart race with anger. The articles seemed
more like editorials written by reporters under the influence
of petrodollars, Arab propagandists, or even Palestinian
guerrillas,

After the first flagrantly anti-Israel article I told
myself to have patience. But then came the next, and the
next, and the next. T considered ending my subscription
many weeks ago, but I then decided that it might be useful
for me to monitor the propaganda that is being spoonfed to
millions of people who subscribe to TIME. But after reading
the assessment of Menachem Begin's first year in office by
TIME's Jerusalem bureau chief, Donald Neff, (July 3) I decided
that I don't want to let my money support this anti-Israel and
anti-Jewish magazine.

How could every TIME article present only blatantly negative 3
and one-sided statements against Israel? How could Neff say,
"More than any other man, Begin has set back the chances for
peace in the Middle East," when Beginwas the first leader in
the Middle East who boosted the chances for peace by inviting
an "enemy" leader to come to his country. In fact, TIME
displayed its one-sidedness when it made Anwar Sadat Man of
the Year and gave him all the credit, when Menachem Begin
should have at least received half. Neff did not have one
neutral, let alone positive, statement about Menachem Begin
in his assessment of Begin's first year in office. Begin
was described as "a man totally insensitive to any problems
beyond those of Jewish Israel...repeating to the point of
boredom his odd fact and fiction liteny of Jewish biblical
and legal rights....his blend of self righteous arrogance."
Neff, desperately wanting to support his view even resorted
to heresey, "... Owen almost certainly did say 'I can't




stand that man!"

Yet Neff's essay, in my opfhion. was one of the least
objectionable when compared to all the other anti-Israel
articles that I've read in TIME (e.g., your June 19 article
on the West Bank conflict was an outrageously biased and
distorted account of the conflict).

Please cancel my subscription of TIME immediately and
refund any money due me for the future issues.

I will still be monitoring TIME. If there is no immediate
change toward objective reporting I will start and support a
vigorous anti-TIME campaign. I will urge all my friends and
acquantances to cancel their subscriptions and to subscribe
to NEWSWEEK instead.

The Israeli annexation of the plateau is sheared off by the

Golan Heights — a 458 square
mile area that overlooks the
Galilee — has produced the
predictable reactions, including,
I'm sorry to say, hypocritical
howls from the Reagan Ad-
ministration.

If you want to maintain any
illusions about the righteousness
- of U.S. foreign policy, I advise
you not to study the Middle East.
Once you do, you will see time
and again, in administration
after administration, intellectual
dishonesty and moral cowardice.
The Golan business is no excep-
tion.

Syria went to war when the
State of Israel was established in
1948 and it has remained in a
state of war since. Israelis had
hoped, naively it turns out, that
Arabs would sit down at the
peace table and negotiate a
settlement. At that time, Israel
did not occupy the Golan Heights
or the West Bank or East
Jerusalem or Gaza.

Oddly enough, when those
areas were under Arab control,
there was no talk about
establishing a Palestinian state
or even Palestinian autonomy.
There was only talk about de-
stroying what was then Israel.

The Golan, where the Syrian
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Jordan Rift, is like a mountain
looking down the throat of the
valley below. I have been on the
Golan and waled in the Syrian
trenches. From 1949 to 1967 — 18
long years — the Syrian Army on
an almost daily basis lobbed
artillery shells from the Golan
onto the Jewish farms and
villages below. A whole genera-
tion of Israeli children grew up in
bomb shelters. Those who sur-
vived. :

In 1967, as Egypt and Syria and
the other Arab nations prepared
to launch what they thought
would be the final assault against
Israel which then was only 11
miles wide at some points, Syria
broadcast in Hebrew such civi-
lized messages as: “‘Attention,
Jew mothers. Prepare to die. The
victorious. Arab armies will stuff
your dead babies back up your
wombs."'

In 1967, neither the United
Nations nor the United States
was concerned enough about
‘‘preserving the peace process'
to put any pressure on the Arab
states which were clearly ?re-
paring to attack. Apparently it is
okay if the Arabs choose to
change the situation unilaterally.
It was not okay, however, with
the Israelis who, seeing the rest

7’ ;
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of the world turn its back,
decided to do what they had to do
to survive. They hit first and in
six days, destroyed the Arab
armies and captured the West
Bank, Gaza, the Sinai and the
Golan

That was 14 years ago and
except for Egypt, no Arab nation
including Syria has been willing
to even discuss the possibility of
peace with Israel. Eight years
ago, the Syrians and Egyptians
launched another war” against
Israel.

In all this time, our State
Department has never railed
against Arab intransigence. Just
the other day, Hafez Assad, the
dictator of Syria, publicly in-
sulted and rebuked the United
States and declared Syria would
never negotiate peace with
Israel” ... not even in 100 years."

Secretary of Defense Caspar
Weinberger didn't go on national
television to criticize Syria. But
he gets up early in the morning
to rebuke Israel. The Israelils
have been waiting for 14 years
for the Syrians to negotiate the
Golan. 1 guess they got tired of
waiting, and 1 don’t blame them.

Now they are accused of
threatening the peace. What a
load of nonsense. 1f our pro-Arab
State Department had ever put

.—"_—_ |
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pressure on the Arabs to make
peace, a lot of dead people might
still be alive, but God forbid that
we offend an oil sheik and
endanger Aramco's oil coh-
cessions. Besides, the Israelis
being a proud, stiff-necked peo-
ple, don't blow in the ears of
limp-wrist diplomats the way the
Arabs do.

Weinberger used to w for
the Bechtel Corp., hich
practically built Saudi bia
and still has enormOUsly

lucrative contracts there. He is
hardly an objective observer of
Middle Eastern affairs, but you
would think somebody, some-
where in the Reagan Ad-
ministration would show a little
honesty and moral courage.

There is a movie zoing around that everyone should see.

Itis about a nuclear war, about what it would be like if a one-
megaton warhead detonated in the sky over San Francisco.
Those who speak in the movie are not politicians or peace ac-
tivists. The filming was done at a conference of medical doc-
tors held last year in San Francisco at which a group of their ;
nymber called Physicians for Social Responsibility described : !
in the calm, unemotional language of their profession what a -
nuclear war would really be like. Here is a sample from one of
these experts, H. Jack Geiger, M.D., professor of cum.mumty
medicine at the City College of New York:

*It is 3 o'clock in the afternoon and the weapon explodes
7,000 feet above downtown San Francisco. The shock wave
and 500-mile-per-hour winds obliterate every structure within
1.5 miles of ground zero. All human beings within that radius
are instantly vaporized or killed by third-degree burns. People
up to 35 miles away — in San Jose to the south, in Marin Coun- |
ty to the north — are permanently blinded by the fireball. As |
the shock wave moves outward, air rushes in to fill the vauum,
giving birth to a firestorm eight miles wide u.u;h temperatures
as high as 1,472 degrees Fahrenheit. :

- When it is over there are 780,000 dead and more than
380,000 wounded. Nearly all of the wounded will be, dead
within hours or days because of their injuries, because of radia-
tion, because there is little or no safe food and water,.and
because there are at most 2,000 doctors and 2,000 hospital
beds to handle them. Those who live will think the dead are the
lucky ones.”

That description is based on the information available about
a one-megaton weapon. YWhen calculating the destruction that
a full-scale US-Soviet nuclear war might cause multiply the

< results by 20,000.

Ban the Bomb -- Let’s Start in California

By HAROLD WILLENS

*“The people in the long run are going to do more to
promote peace than our government. Indeed, I think that the
people want peace so much that one of these days government
better get out of their way and let them have it."" Spoken by
Dwight D. Eisenhower, a Republican President who was also
a great general, these words have never had as much urgency
as they have today. We ourselves must demand an end to the
nuclear arms race,

And we can start right here in California, with a baliot
initiative that calls for an immediate, verifiable halt to all
futher testing, production and deployment of nuclear weapons
by both the United States and the Soviet Union. [ts objective
closely resembles the one expoused by President Reagan last
June 16, when he said, “'I would like to enter into regotiations
leading to a definite verifiable reduction in strategic nuclear
weapons.”  As to the Soviets, they have publicly urged this
kind of measure since 1976. Let's see if they mean what they
say. .

We who support the initiative and hope to gualify it for
the ballot next November do not assume that its passage

_would prevent nuclear annihilation. We do, however, see it as

-

a first step in reducing that risk.

Several years ago, a California ballot iniative, Proposi-
tion 13, sparked the so-called taxpayers' revolt that spread
rapidly across the nation. This new initiative could trigger a
movement to press for preventive solutions to the one
potentially terminal problem of our time. The socio-political
histoty of our country shows that innovations leading to
significant change never come from Washington. The federal
government simply validates what citizen pressure demands.

This campaign can vonvert misinformation into aware-
ness, apathy into concern.  Scientists with impeccable
credentials would have the chance to communicate to millions
the awesome reality of the thermonuclear threat and help us
understand what Albert Einstein meant when he said that the
unicashing of the atom had change evervthing except our way
of thinking,

The growing danger of nuclear war is our No. | problem.
Our No. 2 problem is that not enough people are paying
attention to the No. | problem. California’s *‘Bilateral
Nuclear Weapons Frecze Inititative' offers an unparalled
opportunity to do something about both problems,

For 35 years we have been both uninformed and
misinformed about the most compelling reality of our time:
the fact that the bombs of August, 1945, changed forever all
pre-existing assumptions about war as an instrument of
national policy. That reality is made painfully plain by these
facts:

-In one millionth of one second, one thermonuclear
weapon can release more destructive energy than the
combination of all the weapons used throughout history.

-The largest nuclear weapon ever tested released energy
approximately 4,000 times greater than the bomb that leveled
Hiroshima, and there is theoretically no limit to the yeild that
may be obtained.

We must find language that reminds us by its use that war
with nuclear **weapons’ is a prescription for international
suicide, language that makes a sharp distinction between all
pre-nuclear means of destruction and the mutual annihilation
systems that now dangle, like a universal Sword of Damocles,
over everyone on Eanth. We need new words that speak to the
fact that all of humanity and all of the biosphere are now
susceptible to extinction,

To end the nuclear arms race before it puts an end to the
human race, we must also free this issue from the political and
ideological baggage with which it has become burdened. The
more warheads there are, the greater the chance they will be
used, whether by accident or intent. The need to stop and
reverse the nuclear arms race should be as divorced from
political concerns as the search for a eure for cancer.,

Proponents of the Bilateral Nuclear Weapons Freeze
Initiative are not taking a stand on nuclear power. They are
dealing only with nuclear devices designed exclusively for
destruction (of which there are now about 30,000 in the
combined U.5. and Soviet arsenals). They would like to create
a wave of national support to help Reagan reach historic
heights by being the first President to halt the nuclear arms
race. They realize that, although a people’s referendum would
carry no legal force, it could have a tremendous political
effect.

Indeed, this campaign stands a chance of becoming the
most significant political effort of 1982. It also offers an
opportunity for satisfying political involvement - especially
since a massive citizen effort must be launched to cbtain
500,000 signatures to qualify it for the November ballot,

In the words of Roger Fisher, professor of law at Harvard
University:

“There is no one | know who has a professional license in
the skills of reducing the risk of nuclear war. Fortunately,
however, no professional license is required. And we
Americans have the ability, as well as the special
responsibility, to prevent life on Eanh from being snuffed
Qur,

"'8o, if you share these concerns, get invelved. 1 see no
reason to be gloomy about trying to save the world., There is
maore exhilaration, more challange, more zest in this than in
any routing job, People have struggled all their lives to clear
10 acres of ground or simply to maintain themselves and their
family. Look at the opportunity we have-the opportunity to
improve the chance of human survival.""

This is what the Bilateral Nuclear Weapons Freeze
Initiative is all about. A viciory in the nation's largest state
could become a vote heard round the world-and even a
hinge-peint in the history of our time.

As an American Jew, I must tell you that I was outraged by the state-
ment you delivered to our Ambassador on December 20th and the subse-
quent statements by Defense Minister Sharon. BSetting aside, for the
moment, the merits or demerits of your action in annexing the Golan
Heights, for a leader of a country to issue a statement as vou did to a
country like the United States is ridiculous. To state as you did,

"No one will frighten the large and free Jewish community of the United
States. No one will succeed in deterring them with anti-Semitic propa-
ganda. They will stand by our side. This is the land of their fore-
fathers, and they have a right and a duty to support it.", is an insult
to American Jews who, contrary to your statement, owe their allegiance
to this country to which we are citizens, and while many of us feel a
strong, emotional tie to Israel and support Israel in many ways, includ-
ing financially (as 1 have for twenty-five years), I am sure many of us
resent being told what our "duty" is in terms of support towards
Israel.

v,
It would do you well to review the history of Israel, of which yvou have

more than passing familiarity, and remember the fact that Israel's coming
into existence was in large part because of U.S. support, its continued .
existence through the many wars in which you have had to be involved
owes much to support given to it by the U.S. (you may reread Golda
Meir's memoirs in terms of the debt she stated Israel owes Nixon) and
the continuing immense financial support given by America, both directly
and indirectly to Israel, are all testimony to the commitment the U.S.
has made to your Nation. I know, as an example, of no country to
which the number of "charitable donations" have been made on a tax
deductible basis as they have been to Israel. I, as an example, like
many American Jews, have been a contributor through the years to the
Jewish United Fund which, as it is tax deduectible, means that that is
still a further subsidy our country is giving yours and as such, we are
certainly not entitled to the type of language you used in your
December 20th statement.

Setting aside the merits of Israel's ultimately ending up with the Golan,
most political observers question strongly the logic of having annexed it
when you are occupying it now and have for the last fourteen years. I
believe you owe Ambassador Lewis, the United States, and specifically,
American Jews whose allegiance to their own country wvou put in question,
an apology.

Cne can also assume
that the United Nations will declare, again belatedly, nflll and void Syria's occu=
pation (with its 30,000 troops) of Lebanon and will glve Syria 2 weeks to leave
