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Arme Transfers to Saudi Arabia

The Administration has sent a notification to the Congress of
proposed arms transfers to Saudi Arabia totaling approximately
$7.5 billion, It has committed itealf to send a second package,
valued at approximately $12.5 billion, to the Congress early next
year, The Congress will have to evaluate the security, foraign
policy, and sconomie¢ implicetions of the sales.

-- Becurity: The Saudis have mads major arms purchases in the
past to provide for thair own defense. In the current crisis,
they have aleso provided the U.8. with both logistical and
financial support. They recognize however, that they will have to
increase further the size and quality of their own forces. The
size of the proposed purchases reflect this desire, Obviously the
larger and more proficient the Saudi armed forees, the lower the
demands will be on the U.8, for assistance in the future,

~- Magnitude of Package: $20 billion is a sizeable sum,
However, Eﬁree factors tend to exaggerate the size of Saudi
weapons purchased, First, the size of Saudi Arabile, roughly equal
to the U.S. East of the Missisgsippl, requires wide dispersion of
defensive weapons systems. Second, the distence of Saudi Arabia
from the U.8., and its limited industrial infrastructure, require
that it purchase large amount of spare parts and U.S., industry
support for its systems., Third, the Arms Export Control Act
requires that considerable equipment and support related to
transportation, communication, testing, maintenance and training
must be notified to the Congress, even though such goods and
services are not themselves waapons systems.

-- Urgency of Reguirement: The initial package genserally
involves equipnent which can be made available to the Saudis
immediately or within a few months, mostly from U.8. military
inventories or current production. There is a tendency of eritics
te note that much modern eguipment cannot be delivered in under
three years, and henca they always argue that thece is no urgency
in sending a request. Thus the rationale for splitting the total
package into two parte. However, if a request is delayed six
months, that simply means tha product cannot be deliverad for
three and = half years., Insofar as such egquipment means less
regquirament for American troops, advocates of delaying sales ara
defacte advocating longer term Amsrican commitmenkts of troops and
equipment,

-= U,8, Logistics: The current involvement of U.5. forces has
made clear the advantage to the U.8. of the Saudis having U.S.
equipment in inventory. Where their equipment and ours were
gimilar or identical, 1U.8. forces were able to obtain considerable
logistical support for our own equipment when it arrived. Whan
thig was not the case, the U.5, had to bring inc¢reased supplies
and manpowar to support our sguipment.
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-- Economic Impact: The current increased offshore U.5,
military activity, and increased oil prices, will both tend to
worsen the U.S, balance of payments., On the cother hand, the
proposed sale will help offset thosge negative impacts, In fagk,
ag Saudi Arabia increages production, its revenues will increase
by $2-3 billion a month, much of which will be used to offset U.S.
defense expenditures in Saudi Arabia, and to pay for defense
purchases from the U.5, As much of the increased Saudi revenue
will come from Western Europe and the Far East, those countriss
will indirectly be paying for both U.S, presénce in the Gulf and
for the Saudi purchases of U,8, defense products,

-~ Defense Industrial Bage: The declining U.S5. defense budget
will result in reduced employment, research and development in
high technology industries, increased unit prices for equipment
purchased in lower quantities by DPOD, and an overall contraction
in the number of companies available for defense production in
case of an emergency. The sales to Saudi Arabia can help offset
reduced domestic purchases, and hence =low each of the above
trends. The employment value of the immediate package can be
estimated at over 250,000 man ysarg of werk (assuming equipment
taken from inventory is replaced) and for the full $20 billion,
zppraximutaly 700,000 man yeoars of employment over the naxt half

acade.

== Future Sales: Much of the mador equipment envieioned in
the above sale will be in inventory for over two decades, This
assures additional sales related to training, servicing, upgrades,
and replacements. The total dollar value and jobs implications of
the sale over the lifetime of the eguipment is likely to be two to
three times the value of the package currently being notified.

-- U.S. Influence: The magnitude of the sales, if approvaed,
guarantees that the U.S. will be the dominant supplier of defense
equipment to Saudi Arabia over the rest of the century, The close
ties to our military and industry that this implies also agsures
that U.S5. influence will remain strong in the Kingdom.

- raeld Eecurit%: Like its response to Israel’'s equipment
requireﬁgnts in 1973, the U.S8, response to the Iragi threatp
againgt Saudi Arabia in 1990 demonstrates that the U,.8, can
continue to be called upon to aid all the friends in the Middle
East to deter aggression and defend their territorial integrity,
The reliance on the U.S5., the chief supplier of Saudi weapons
systems guaranteee that the U.5. will continue to have major
influence on all of the moderate Gulf States. Finally, the
positive impact on the U.S8. defense industrial base from the sale
will enhance the ability of the U,8. to be in a position to aid
other allies should the need arise at a later date.

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CONGRESSMEN URGE DIPLOMATIC SOLUTION TO GULF CRISIS

(Text: Statement signed by 81 House members)

Washington -— Eighty-one members of the House of
Fepresentatives wrote to President Bush October 246 expressing
their concern about what they termed the Yoffensive posture® ot
U.5. +orces in the Arabian peninsula.

The |legisiators delivered the letter to the president through
Speaker Thomas Foley Jjust hours betore the House adjourned for
the 1990 session. The Ietter expressed concern about reports
that U.S5. armed forces facing lragi troops in the sul+t region
have "shitted trom a detensive posture to an otfensive posture
and that war may be imminent.”

"We are emphatically opposed to any offensive military actian:”
the members’ !etter said. We believe the U.N.-sponsored
embargo must be given every opportunity to work.®

The members said that it all peacetul methods tails then the
president should ask Congress tor a declaration of war as
required under the U.S. Constitution. With Conaress in

adjournment, they said: *the administration may attempt an
‘endrun? around the Constitution.®

“We demand that the administration not undertake any oftfensive
military action without the ful| deliberation and declaration
required by the Constitution:” said the letter.

STATEMENT OF CONCERN

Octabpr 24: 1970

We: as Members ot Congress: express our grave concern about the
possibility ot war in the Middle East.

FKecent reports and brietines indicate that the United States
has shitted from a detensive to an offensive posture and that
war may be imminent. We believe that the consequences would bs
catastrophic == resulting in the massive loss at |ives;
includina 10,000 to 50,000 Americans. This would not be a #low
intensity contlict.” This could anly be described as war. Under
the U.5. Constitutions only the Congress can declare war.

We are emphat cally opposed to any offensive military action.
We believe the U.N.-sponsored embargo must be sgiven EVErY
gppOrtunity to work and that all multinatiaonal: nan—-military

means of resolving the situation must be pursuved. 1+, atter all



peacetul means to resolve the contlict are exhausted: and the
Fresident believes that military action is warranted:; then
under Article [: Section 8 of the Constitutions he must seek a
declaration ot war trom the Congress.

Given that Congress is about to adiourns possibly until next
year: we are gravely concerned that the Adwministration may
attempt an end-run around the Constitution. We understand a
mechanism is being established by which a tew Members of
Congress will be monitoaring the situation. This group should
not be seen as a surrogate for the entire body ot Consress, We
tirmly believe that consulting with this group in no way
replaces the President’s Constitutional obligation to seek a

declaration of war betore undertaking any offensive military
action. UWe demand that the Administration not undertake any
ottensive military action without the +ull deliberation and

declaration required by the Constitution.

THE invasion of Kuwait hkas brought to the fore the question of
| inkage between the Israeli-Palestinian issue and paolitical
currents ot the Persian Gult region.

Saddam Hussein has stated that anvy resolution ot the Kuwait
issue must be in parallel with an Israeli withdrawal 4rom the
West Bank and Gaza. Other Arabs complain ot a “double
standard” by pointing to the gquick reaction of the United

States and the United Nations Security Council ta the invasian
ot Kuwait in contrast to vears of unimplemented Security
Council resolutions relating to Palestine.

Israelis insist that Baghdad'’s action is in no way comparable
to the ogccupation ot the West Bank and Gazai the latter
resulted fram an attack on Israel by Arab countries.

At the same time: howewver the Kuwait issue is resolwved: the
guestiaon of relations with lsrael and the future of
Palestinians remains a destabilizing factor in the region.

This is nathing new. The conflict between Arab and Jew in the
tormer Palestine mandate has been |inked to wider resional
issues and to the position of the United States in the area for
tive decadesi it is likely to remain so.

That |inkase exists: first: at the historical level. In
seeking to create opposition to the presence ot forces of the
U.S. and other Western powers in the Gult: Saddam Hussein has
exploited deep-seated teelings of humiliation and trustration
throughout the Arab world. In this view: widely held by Arabs:
centuries of perceived domination by putside powers: whether
lurks: British: Fremch: or American: has been capped by the
ultimate insult of the establishment of 8 Jewish state on Arab
land. &1lthough the concept may be regarded in the West as
t+artetcked and unjustitied, deep in emotions of many Arabs is
the hope a reincarnation of Saladiny the Muslim |eader who

captured Jerusalem from the Crusaders in 1187. The visign of
Saddam Hussein as a strong |esaders however ruthless; revives
this haope.

The relationship between the tuture of the Gult and the
Palestinian guestion exists: also: at the political level.

Fear ot the power ot the dispersed Palestinians and of
terrorism executed in the name of their cause has:y in the past:s
led traditional regimes in the Arabian peninsula to restrict
cooperation with the United States because ot its
identitication with Israel. They have paid substantial sums to
Palestinian movements and have tried to avoid actions that
would create threats to their stability., Until the lragi
invasion of Kuwaits Saudi Arabia and the Gult states resisted
gtters of open security cooperation with Washkinoton.

The support given by the Palestine Liberation Organization to
Irag in the present crisis has been deeply presented by the
Arab states of the Gult: but that resentment will not end the
invalvement ot Palestinians in the politics ot the region.

Finally:, U.S. paolicies ot the |last five decades have recognized

this link. In an early ettart to establish a relationship with
Saudi Arabia; president Franklin Roosevelt: in his meeting with
King Abdul Aziz in 1945:; stated: “Your Majesty will recall that

on previous occasions | communicated to you the attitude at the
dmer ican Government toward Palestine and made clear our desire
that no decision be taken with respect to the basic situatian
in that country without full consultation with both Arabs and
Jeuws .

Today: although Waskington continues to resist tying the issue
of Kuwait with that ot the Palestinians, the U.S. cannot deny
linkage it it is to hold together the tragile coalition of
current Arab support for U.S. deplovments. President Bush
acknowledged in his United MNations General Assembly speech aon
October 1 thats; orece the Kuwait issue was resolwved: other
issues in the region == including the Palestinian issue ==
could be addressed.

The current crisis in the region il |lustrates once more that the
Middle East is & mosaic of inter-|linked problemsy whether thew
involve Irags lrans Saudi Arabia: Lebanon: Syria: Israel;
Jordan: Egvpt: or the Palestinians. Efforts to isolate parts
of the mosaic may be possible for short periodss: but:
ultimately: those who would bring stability to the region must
logk at the whale.

GUILF, EAST EUROPE CHANGES CALLED GLOBAL PROBLEMS
{(Text: Speech by CIA director Webster 10/25/90)

Washington -- Two current political dramas, the Persian Gulf
crisis and the re-entry f Eastern Europe into the world SCONOmy s
will affect not just those regions but the entire international
comnunity, says William Webster, director of U.S. Central
Intelligence Agency.

The gulf has already forced a “reshaping of Ppolicies and
relationships both in and out of the Arab world, " the CIA director

told the National Council of World Affairs Organizations October
25.

"The direction of changs i=s not yet i2leary™ he said, but
longstanding regional issues will exert great pressure for change.

"There is no doubt the sanctions are beginning to take a toll;"
Webhster said. "They have cut off %98 percent of Irag's exports of
oily and most of its imports -- perhaps as much as 90 rercent, and
they have forced the government to take steps to restructure its

economic program in order to feed its people and meet the needs of
the military."

Webster, however, cast a warning on possible consequences of the
sanctions. Saddam Hussein has been to "absorb a certain amount of
economic punishment, just as Noriega did,* he noted, but Hussein
"has warned that he may take military action if he feels
threatened by the sanctions.

"We cannot predict how long the crisis will last or how it will

end," he said. "But events in the region will continue to have a
major influence on nations throughout the world."

Following is the text of Webster's remarks, as prepared for
delivery:

Two vears ago I spoke to 3 world affairs group and said that T had
not known a time when o much was happening —- simul taneously --
in 2ll parlts of the world., We wers then tracking the
proliferation of missiles and weapons of mass destruction and
keeping watch on Soviet forces in Afohanistan. We had not vet
witnessed the evenls of Tiananmen Souare.,

I now look back on that period as a time when things were indeed
coming to the surface. OQur political sensors were accurate, but
no one then knew that what we were experiencing were the first
tremors of seismic political change.

Today international attention is focused on tuwo regions of the
world that have been profoundly changed by the svents of the past
vear. In Eastern Europe, the political map has been redraun --
and is still changing -- as nations begin to carry out painful
economic reforms and struggle for the political consensus that
will move them forward.

And in the Middle Fast. nations are firvming alliances on the basis of
their support for, or opposition to, Saddam Hussein's invasion of
Kuwait. Those opposing Saddam are par! of an international effort to
contain the crisis and reject Saddam's current control of one-fifth of
the world's strategic oil reserves.

The sheear magnitude of bhe drisie is compelling. The international
community views Saddam's actions as more than blatant aggression
against a smaller neighbor. He is asserting control over a resource
critically important to many nations. Protecting the ability to secure
fair access to strategic resources is, for those who need them, a clear
priority.

Yaet for many Arab nations, this is only the first volley. Domestic and
foreign politics are closely intertwined, and this crisis illuminates
issues that have long troubled nations of the region. The crisis in
thie Gulf is forcing an avamination of what political,, economic, and
social change will come. and whether it will bring =tabilitv to the
region. In places as far-Tlung as Algeria, Sudan, and the West Bank
the voices of the Arab street are getting louder.

It is on just such complex issues as our responsibility in the Gulf

that our leaders must formulate policy and make decisions. @And it i=

on just such issues that American intelligence will advise the policy
community. Today I would like to talk with you about some of the
critical issues that are recasting the political future of the Middle
East. Then, I would like to look at what has been accomplished and

what lies ahead for Eastern Europe one year after the fall of coammunism.

The international condemnation of the invasion of Kuwait was swift.

The United Malions passed five resolutions in the space of a month

condemning the invasion. Saudi Arabisz and the Sulf states, as well as
aT1
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Egypty Syria, and Morocco, joined in opposing Saddam. And President
Bush made it clear that he intends for the United States to stay the

course in the Gulf wuntil Saddam Hussein leaves Kuwait and Saudi Arabia
is seCure.

The invasion forced a resvaluation of the forces at Saddam's disposal
== his willingness to use weapons of mass destructiony his ties to
terrorist groups, his appeal to Arab and Muslim solidarity, and his
rlaying upon regional economic frustration in shorty, a reevaluation
of the very real threat he reprecents. To counter those forces,
nations throughout the world joined in an embargo against Irag to
reinforce its isolatiocn i the world community. And American
intelligenes Yas plaved a major role in monitoring the effectiveness of
those sanctions.

There is no doubt the sanctions are beginning to take a toll. They
have cut off 98 percent of Irag's exports of oil, and most of its
imports —- perhaps as much as 90 percent, and they have forced the
government to take steps to restructure ilts economic program in order
tao feed its people and mest the needs of the military. He is able to
absorh a cerlain amount of sconomic punishment, just as Noriega did,
but he has warned thal he may take military action if he feels
threatensd by the sancbions.

We cannot predict how long the crisis will last or bow it will end.
But events in the region will continue to have a major influence on
nations througheout the warld., A& number of forces are operating in the

Middle East besides a military squaring off, and these are growing in
vigsibhility and imporbancs as a resalt of Saddam Hussein's moves.

For example, over the past 17 months, From the time that Eaypt was
readmitted into the AGrab Leagues, we have observed new tensions between
and among the leading Arab governments as their political relationships
and alliances changea.

And quite apart from the Gulf crisis, the Arab nations have been facing
a number of social and economic issues owhich have over the past few
dicades grown increasingly serious. Tn the past, Arab countries
attempted to divide their responsibilities betwsen managing critical
resources -- food, waters and oil -- and containing non-Arab states,
principally Tsrasl. Checkbhook diplomacy grew out of this arrangement,
but it failed to alleviate the severe sconomic conditions in many of
the Arab states. In faclk, the Iragi invasion of Huwait revealed the
deep anger and resentment among some Arab populations toward this tiny
but wealthy Gulf state -- resaontment bhat Saddam has inflamed and
pxploited.

fis alarming as the increased social tension in the region, is the
spiralling buildup of lethal weapons. A more deadly competition for
regional heagemony has as its tools weapons of mass destruction and
terrorism. And, with a military of a million men, chemical weapons,
and a history of terrorist ties, Saddam Hussein saw an opportunity to
chal lenage the status quo.

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One thing we are sure oft The crisis has forced a reshaping of
rolicies and relationships both in and out of the Arab world. While
the direction of change is not yet clear, the longstanding issues of
Islamic fundamentalism, unegqual distribuotion of wealth, and a growing
sentiment for areater political expression will exert pressure to
idalermine that direction.

Let me turn now to another region that has captured international
attention as it undergoes fundamental change, the East European nations
are navigating a new course. They have pushed off from the shore, but
have not yet reached the point where the other hank is clearly in sight.

Today, we see in a number of nations a struggle for identity. for
autonomy at local levels, and for o change in the distribution of power
and wealth. There iz no single blusprint for the future. Each country
1= pursuing changes That reflect its culture and traditions, the

strength of its leaders, and the desire of its people to turn from the
past.

Thetre is much to applaud in the change=s that occurred in a single year
in Central and Easztern Europe. The changes can be seen in the
developing market sconomiss, in garowing nunbers of private enterprises
and joint ventures, and in the political debate heard on street corners
and in legizlature=s. Laws are being written, and constitutions
cewei b ety o guarantes frese «lections and to establish the new
structures of government. Over the past 18 months, democratic
elections have been held in East Europesn countries for the first time
in more than four decadss,

There has been great progress in these first stages of establishing
more democratic forms of government and market economies. But forging
national consensus has become much more difficult. In some placess
there have been dizcussions of whether it is possible at all.

Resurging rivalries among ethnicsy nationalists, and other groups are
hindering progress in specific reforms. In Yugoslavia, failure to
reach compromise on a political structure is threatening the
Federation. Already he Republic of Slovenia has moved to annul
federal laws and take contraol of the armed forces pof its territory. In
the federal assemblyy a discussion of what the next Yugoslavia might
look like is high on the agenda.

In all of these nations, leaders are learning the difficulty of
maintaining a cohesive government when there are so many different

forces at play. Chief among these is the critical need for economic
reform.

Layoaffs and rising prices make it even more difficult for people to
agree. In Poland, unemployment has risen to a total of more than
200,000 -- up tenfold since last December -- and a first round of
bBankruptcies has begun. The other northern nations are also beainning
to implement tough measures that will have egqually serious results.  In
the Balkans, economic programs have been slow to take shape.

oT1
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Whatever the state of their seconomies, 211 the nations that are members
of the Council for Mutual Economic Assistance, or CEMA, will be forced
to make a crucial adjusimant with the shift in January to hard currency
trade. Reshaping trade rules to market prices and currencies will have
a major impact on the region, and some nations are seeking barter
agreements and other wayes to sase the pain of the transition. One
nation that has asked for international assistance is Bulgaria, which
will be hardest hit. With little hard currency and few goods that will
compete in a hard currency market, Bulgaria will be hard-pressed to
make the change.

This move comes at a Lime when Eastern Europe is already hurting from a
reduction in Soviet oil supplies; made worse by reducticons from the
Persian Gulf. The Balkans, especially, face a very tough winter as the
shortage of energy comes hard on the heels of this summer's drought.

One cannot underestimate the sconomic hardships ahsad. But it is worth
recalling that just one yvear ago, the Berlin wall was still in place,
East Germans were flesing West through Hungary and Czechoslovakia, and
Vaclav Havel was being taken to prison.

Revolution in Fastern Ewope came quickly, but that is the nature of
revolution. To remove the gigantic statue of Lenin in downtown
Bucharest took only three davs. Removing the communist structures of
the Ceausescu regims will take longer.

fAnd it is worth recalling that, while the changes will be painful, they
will move Eastern Europe closer to political and economic integration
with the rest of Europe and the rest of the world.

Success will be determined partly by the degree to which other nations
are able and willing Lo help. President Bush last week uraed the
international community to help these countries, hurt by the loss of
export markets and rising onergy costs at a time when they can least
afford it.

The recognition that cur sconomiess have becoms increasingly
interdependent marks a turning point in our understanding of both
national and international security.

Understanding regional and alobal trends and their implications for our
nation is the job of intelligence, reporting on instability worldwide,
whether that instability is caused by blatant aggression or is the
result of changing internal forces, will also remain the task of
intelligence.

Intelligence will continue o track the transnational issuss of weapons
proliferation, terrorism, and narcotics,. A&nd intelligence will
continue to advise on the wmilitary; palitical, and sconomic forces
abiroad which affect our nation.

This morning T have spoken aboal btwe cegions of the world which have
undergome dramatic change in the past year. What has occurred in baoth
regions -- democratic chavgs in Eastern Europe and international
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support in opposing the invasion of Huwait -- would have been
impossible without the changes in the relationship between the United
Gtates and the Soviet Union, without the continued vigilance of the

past decade, and without the strength of an international community of
nations.

We are all of us standing at the threshold of 3 new 2ra. We bring with
us the knowledge of past eventsy of wars, aggression, influence, and
poweri of technology advances that have changed cur communication and

changad the nature of cenflict. We bring with us a determination to
safeguard the future.

In the months ahead, as we continue to monitor the situation in the
Gulf and as we watch the nations of Eastern Europe re-enter the world
tonomyy those in intelligence will have an unparalleled privileoey

advising our policymakers in time of unprecedented change and
unprecedented opportunity.

MS. MCCARTHY: SOME PEOPLE HAVE TALKED ABOUT LINKING, YOU ENOW,

VICTIMS OUR CONDOLENCES AND PRAYERS. ALL AMERICANS SHARE WITH ME THE
FIRM CONVICTION THAT FURTHER HATRED AND KILLING WILL ONLY MAKE MORE
DIFFICULT THE RECONCILIATION BETWEEN YOUR COUNTRY AND ITS NEIGHEORS
THAT WE ALL WANT TO SEE EVOLVE.

I WANTED TO RESPOND QUICKLY TO YOUR LETTER, GIVEN THE IMPORTANCE

OF THE MATTER YOU RAISED AND MY FIRM CONVICTION THAT WE OUGHT TO DO
EVERYTHING POSSIBLE TO AVOID A SITUATION THAT COULD DAMAGE INTERESTS
IMPORTANT TO EACH OF US. THE RECENT TRAGEDY HAS DEEPENED MY CONCERHN.
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THE UNITED STATES VOTED FOR UN SECURITY COUNCIL RESOLUTION 672
BECAUSE WE THOUGHT IT IMPORTANT TO BE ON RECORD OPPOSING WHAT WE
BELIEVE WAS UNACCEPTABLE BEHAVIOR BY ISRAELI SECURITY FORCES.
ALTHOUGH WE WOULD HAVE PREFERRED DIFFERENT LANGUAGE IN SOME
INSTANCES, WE CONCLUDED THAT THE FINAL VERSION OF THE TEXT WAS
ACCEPTABLE AND CERTAINLY PREFERABLE TO AN ALTERNATIVE BEING PROMOTED
BY THE PLO.

OUR POSITION IN THE SECURITY COUNCIL WAS MOTIVATED BY A GENUINE
CONCERN OVER WHAT HAD TAKEN PLACE AND THE DESIRE TO SEE SUCH
OCCURRENCES AVOIDED IN THE FUTURE. OUR POSITION WOULD HAVE BEEN THE
SAME HAD THERE NOT BEEN THE IRAQI INVASION OF KUWAIT. LET ME ADD THAT
OUR SUPPORT FOR THIS RESOLUTION IMPLIED NO CRITICISM OF ISRAEL'S
POLICY GOVERNING ACCESS TO THE HOLY PLACES, WHICH HAS BEEN
PRAISEWORTHY; NOR WAS OUR VOTE IN ANY WAY INTENDED TO SLIGHT THE HARM

STONES. THERE ARE AND CAN BE NO EXCUSES FOR THAT.

MUCH OF YOUR LETTER FOCUSES UPON JERUSALEM ITSELF. I AM WELL
AWARE OF YOUR POSITION ON THE SUBJECT. I WOULD EXPECT THAT YOU ARE NO
LESS AWARE OF POSITIONS HELD BY THE UNITED STATES SINCE 1967,
INCLUDING THAT JERUSALEM SHOULD NEVER BE DIVIDED AGAIN, THAT IT 8
SHOULD REMAIN UNITED, AND THAT ITS FINAL STATUS SHOULD BE DETERMIN
BY NEGOTIATIONS.

I ALSO EXPECT THAT WE ARE NOT GOING TO BE ABLE TO ELIMINATE AT
PRESENT ANY DIFFERENCES BETWEEN US ON THE FINAL STATUS OF JERUSALEM.
THIS SAID, IT IS NOT ESSENTIAL THAT WE DO SO NOW, BECAUSE, AS OUR
POSITION STATES, JERUSALEM'S FUTURE IS A MATTER FOR NEGOTIATION.

I WOULD HOPE, HOWEVER, THAT YOU WOULD NOT ALLOW SUCH LONG TERM
CONCERNS TO INTERFERE WITH THE MORE CIRCUMSCRIBED MATTER AT HAND,
NAMELY, THE SECURITY COUNCIL'S CALL FOR THE SECRETARY GENERAL TO
DISPATCH AN ENVOY TO INVESTIGATE AND REPORT ON THE EVENTS OF OCTOBER
8. I WOULD GO SO FAR AS TO EXPRESS MY HOPE THAT YOUR GOVERNMENT WOULD
ACTUALLY COOPERATE WITH THIS MISSION. ISRAEL'S LONG AND
DISTINGUISHED RECORD IN COMPLYING WITH THE RULE OF LAW, AS WELL AS
THE INVESTIGATION YOUR OWN GOVERNMENT HAS COMMISSIONED INTO THE
EVENTS OF OCTOBER B, SHOULD BE BROUGHT TO BEAR SO THAT THE MISSION
RECEIVES A FULL AND ACCURATE ACCOUNT OF WHAT TRANSPIRED, IN ORDER

THE PRESIDENT DEPLORES THE TRAGIC KILLING OF THREE ISRAELI
CITIZENS IN WEST JERUSALEM YESTERDAY. THE PRESIDENT OFFERS HIS
CONDOLENCES TO THE FAMILIES OF THE VICTIMS. THESE KILLINGS MAKE IT
ALL THE MORE IMPERATIVE THAT THE CYCLE OF VIOLENCE BE ENDED. WE
URGE ALL PARTIES TO ACT TO REINFORCE PEACE AND CALM IN THE REGION.

SIMILARLY, ANOTHER TRAGEDY IS THE ASSASSINATION OF DANY CHAMOUN

AND HIS FAMILY IN LEBANON, AND WE'VE REITERATED OUR CALL FOR ALL
LEBANESE TO UNITE BEHIND THE GOVERNMENT OF PRESIDENT HRAWI. AS WE
HAVE SAID, IT IS NOW TIME FOR NATIONAL RECONCILIATION IN LEBANON AND

MERCHANT VESSEL AL-BAHAR AL-ARABI WAS BOARDED BY A MULTINATIONAL

PARTY CONSISTING OF 15 PERSONNEL FROM THE AUSTRALIAN FRIGATE

ADELAIDE AND 11 PERSONNEL FROM THE FRIGATE USS REASONER. NO SHOTS

WERE FIRED. THE BOARDING PARTY IS CURRENTLY ON THAT SHIP, AND

DECISIONS ARE ESSENTIALLY TO -- WHETHER OR NOT TO CONVINCE THEM TO

TURN THE SHIP AWAY OR TO -- WHETHER IT WILL BE TAKEN TO A FRIENDLY
PORT. IN ANY CASE, THAT EPISODE IS STILL IN PROGRESS,

Q ARE YOU CONFIRMING THERE IS CONTRABAND ON IT?

MR. FITZWATER: WE BELIEVE THERE WAS. THERE WAS STEEL AND

PLYWOOD ON IT. THAT WAS THE PURPOSE OF THE BOARDING. IN VIOLATION
OF THE EMBARGO.

Q WHERE'D IT COME FROM?

MR. FITZWATER: I DON'T KNOW THAT WE HAVE -- LET'S SEE. IT
CAME FROM IRAQ AND WAS GOING TO YEMEN, WAS ITS DESTINATION.
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Q MARLIN, THERE WERE RUMORS IN THE OIL MARKETS TODAY THAT

SOME IRAQI TROOFPS HAD BEEN WITHDRAWN FROM KUWAIT AND WERE NOW

IRAQ-AMERICAN FRIENDSHIP FOUNDATION SAYS AMERICANS ARE -- THERE
WILL BE SOME AMERICANS COMING OUT OF IRAQ.

MR. FITZWATER: WE DON'T HAVE INDEPENDENT CONFIRMATION OF THAT,

WE CERTAINLY HOPE IT'S CORRECT. WE HAVE HAD AMERICANS AND OTHERS

THAT HAVE BEEN ALLOWED TO LEAVE; PLANE FLIGHTS COMING OUT ON A

SPORADIC BASIS OVER THE LAST SEVERAL WEEKS. SOME BRITISH CITIZENS

HAVE BEEN PROMISED RELEASE. AS YOU KNOW, THE SOVIETS WON RELEASE OF .
SOME OF THEIR CITIZENS. SO WE CERTAINLY HOPE IT'S THE CASE, BUT I

DON'T BELIEVE WE HAVE CONFIRMATION OF THAT AT THIS POINT.

Q ARE WE MAKING ARRANGEMENTS, CHARTERING A PLANE?

MR. FITZWATER: WE'LL DO WHATEVER IS NECESSARY BUT --

Q THAT'S NOT UNDERWAY, YET?

MR. FITZWATER: I DON'T BELIEVE SO.

Q DO -- WHAT IS THE RESPONSE TO THE SAUDI DEFENSE MINISTER
SAYING THAT TERRITORIAL CONCESSIONS SHOULD BE MADE BY IRAQ -- OR
COULD BE -- COULD BE MADE BY KUWAIT TO IRAQ?

MR. FITZWATER: WE HAD THE VISIT OF MR. PRIMAKOV, OF COURSE,
BEUT HE HAD NOTHING -- NO OTHER PROPOSALS, NO.

Q AND NO -- NO TALKS ON THAT SUBJECT ON A POSITION, A
REVISED POSITION?

Q MARLIN, HAS THE PRESIDENT READ THE CONSTITUTION ON THE
