consistent not only with Security Council resolutions but
also with our obligations to the American privete community
who, along with other foreign nationals, have been deprived
of the freedom to leave and return to their home .
countries. We will continue to insist that the Iragi
occupation suthorities accept responsibility for the

protection of Americvan citizens and accord them their basic
rights. We will algo insist that American diplomats in

Kuwait continue to receive the full protection which their
statug accoxds them under international law.

Amcricon eitizens should ba assured thalt we plan to have
sufficient diplomatic staff at the embassy in Ruwait to

look after their safety and welfare, which remains our

highest priority. They will serve our community to the

best of thair ability. Citizens should also know that the
United States Covernment will continue to work with others

to insist on the full implementation of U,N. Becurity

Council Resolution 664 which demands that Irag permit and
facilitate the departure of all foreigners from Kuwait and

Irag, as well as inmediate and continuing consular access

ON SEVERAL OCCASIONS SINCE THE IRAQI INVASION AND
SUBSEQUENT OCCUPATION OF KUWAIT, THE PRESIDENT HAS
STATED PUBLICLY HIS INTEREST IN THE WELL-BEING OF
AMERICAN CITIZENS AND ALL FOREIGN NATIONALS IN BOTH IRAQ
AND KUWAIT. THE PRESIDENT THUS VIEWS YESTERDAY'S
STATEMENT BY THE SPEAKER OF IRAQ'S NATIONAL ASSEMBLY,
THAT IRAQ WILL "PLAY HOST TO THE CITIZENS OF THESE
AGGRESSIVE NATIONS AS LONG AS IRAQ REMAINS THREATENED
WITH AN AGGRESSIVE WAR,'" TO BE TOTALLY UNACCEPTAELE. HE
IS DEEPLY TROUBLED BY THE INDICATION THAT IRAQI
AUTHORITIES INTEND TO RELOCATE THESE INDIVIDUALS WITHIN
IRAQ AGAINST THEIR WILL. THE PRESIDENT IS ALSO DEEPLY
CONCERNED ABOUT TODAY'S ANNOUNCEMENT BY THE GOVERNMENT
OF IRAQ THAT FOREIGN NATIONALS MAY NOT HAVE ACCESS TO
ADEQUATE QUANTITIES OF FOOD. THE USE OF INNOCENT
CIVILIANS AS PAWNS TO PROMOTE WHAT IRAQ SEES TO BE ITS
SELF-INTEREST IS CONTRARY TO INTERNATIONAL LAW AND
INDEED TO ALL ACCEPTED NORMS OF INTERNATIONAL CONDUCT.
WE URGE THAT IRAQ IMMEDIATELY RECONSIDER ITS REFUSAL TO
ALLOW ANY FOREIGN NATIONAL DESIRING TO LEAVE, TO DO SO
WITHOUT DELAY OR CONDITION. WE WOULD ALSO HOPE THAT IRAQ
WOULD TAKE NOTE OF YESTERDAY'S STATEMENT BY THE EUNF
SECURITY COUNCIL PRESIDENT EXPRESSING THE COUNCIL'S
CONCERN AND ANXIETY OVER THE SITUATION OF FOREIGN
NATIONALS IN IRAQ AND KUWAIT, AND CALLING UPON THE
SECRETARY GENERAL TO TAKE ALL APPROPRIATE STEPS. THE
UNITED STATES INTENDS TO CONSULT WITH OTHER GOVERNMENTS,
WITH CITIZENS BEING HELD IN IRAQ AND KUWAIT, TO
DETERMINE WHAT ADDITIONAL MEASURES OUGHT TO BE TAKEN.
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—— The United States is concerned that Irag or terrorist
groups friendly to it could try to use terrorism in
response to the international pressure now being exerted
to win Irag’s withdrawal from Kuwait and the '‘restoration
of Kuwait’s legitimate government to power.

-- We call to your attention the 8 August statement
attributed to the Palestine Liberation Front (PLF)
threatening "U.S. and colonial interests once a foreign
soldier sets foot on Arab soil."

-- The PLF is headquartered in Baghdad and receives
significant support from Iraq. The PLF, with considerable
Libyan support, was responsible for the May 30 terrorist
assault aimed at a Tel Aviv beach. The PLF also conducted
the 1985 attack on the cruise ship Achille Lauro. We
believe the PLF is capable of further terrorism now and
take the threat seriously.

-- More broadly, we are concerned by Irag’s past record of
using terrorism agalnst foes at home and abroad and recent
signs that it has renewed ties with such terrorists as Abu

Nidal.

-- As you may remember, in the 1970’s Iraq used terrorism
to intimidate moderate Arab states and moderate elements
of the PLO. 1In the 1970’s and early 1980‘s, Iraq also had
strong ties to the Abu Nidal organization ANO, the Popular
Front for the Liberation of Palestine--Special Command,
and the May 15 Organization whose master bombmaker Abu
Ibrahim still lives in Irag. In addition, Iraq used its
own intelligence and security services to carry out
terrorist operations. Irag’s involvement in this type of
activity declined during the war with Iran as Irag sought
to rally international support to its cause.

—- In recent months, however, we have recelved an
increasing number of reports that Iraq has been renewing
its ties to these organizations and perhaps others in what
could well be an effort to expand its arsenal of potential
weapons. These reports coincided with increasingly
bellicose rhetoric and actions by Irag.

-— We also note that both the ANO and PLF receive
significant support from Libya as well as Iragqg and that
relations between these two countries have improved in
recent months. Indeed, Libyan support was indispensable
for the May 30 PLF raid on Israel and some, as yet
unconfirmed, reports suggest that Libya and Iraq may have
agreed on the expanded ANO presence in Irag.. We are thus
also concerned about potential Libyan support for new
terrorist actions.

—— We would like to hear your views on this threat and how
we can cooperate to meet it. We want to cooperate with
you closely in tracking any possible terrorist actions and
preventing them.

-—- We all need to get the word to Irag and others who may
be sympathetic to Irag’s cause that any terrorist actions
atfied at those who are applying the United Nations
sanctions or helping to stop further Iragi aggression will
receive a firm international response.

PEESIDENT BUSH: EXCUSE THE SLIGHT DELAY ON THE TIMING.

I'VE JUST -- ON THE PHONE WITH MR. EMANDELAF, LET ME --
LET ME JUST SAY I HAVE A STATEMENT HERE ON THE --
(GENERAL LAUGHTER) -- IT'S THAT KIND OF WORLD, I'LL TELL
YOou.

Q WHAT DID YOU TALK ABOUT?

PRESIDENT BUSH: AND WITH YOUR FOREBEARANCE, I'LL MAKE A
STATEMENT HERE AT THE BEGINNING. BEAR WITH ME, IT MAY BE
A TAD LONGER THAN WE'RE USED TO IN THIS PRESS ROOM, BUT
I WANT TO GET IN FOCUS THE QUESTION OF THE BUDGET,

I KNOW THAT THE FOCUS OF THE MEDIA ATTENTION TODAY, AND
UNDERSTANDABLY, IS ON A CRISIS 6,000 MILES AWAY. BUT
THERE'S ANOTHER IMPORTANT, WELL KNOWN, LONG STANDING

MOST EFFECTIVE. BUT THAT, WHAT YOU SAID THERE, IS NOT
THE POLICY OF THE UNITED STATES.

Q WELL, SIR, MAY I ASK, DO YOU CONSIDER IN ANY WAY --
THERE WERE REPORTS OUT OF THE UN THAT THERE IS SOME
CRITICISM THAT YOU HAVE ACTED UNILATERALLY AND PERHAFS
OUTSIDE YOUR LEGAL AUTHORITY IN THE DE FACTO BLOCKADE
THAT'S GOING ON. DO YOU CONSIDER THAT YOU'VE HAD YOUR
HAND SLAPPED, OR DO YOU THINK --

ALL. I THINK IT'S IMPORTANT THAT OTHERS JOIN IN AND DO
THEIR PART, WHICH MOST OF THEM ARE DOING IN THEIR
DETERMINATION TO SEE THAT COMMERCE DOES NOT CONTINUE.

YEAH, JOHN?

Q MR. PRESIDENT, GIVEN THE STAGGERING -- GIVEN THE
STAGGERING NUMBER IN THE DEFICIT AND THE COST OF THE
MILITARY OPERATION IN THE GULF AND IN ESAUDI ARABIAF,
DOESN'T IT MAKE SENSE THAT SOME OF THE CDUHTRIES THAT
ARE RELIANT ON US WILL PAY SOME OF THE COST? I'M

VISIT. WHEN IT WAS FIRST ANNOUNCED, THERE WAS THIS

CASUALLY. HE'S GETTING IN HERE ABOUT 1:00 IN THE MORNING |

PRESIDENT BUSH: ONE, HE MENTIONED NO LETTER TO (SIC) i

A meeting was held between Joshusz Gilder, Principal Deputy
Assistant Secretary of State for Human Rights and Humanitarian
Affairs ("Gilder"), Margaret Skobie [sp?], Political Officer,
United States Consulate Jerusalem ("Skobie"), L. Marc Zell,
International Relations Task Force ("Zell") and Bob Lang, IRTF
("Lang") on 9 August 1990 at 5:30 p.m. at Gilder's suite in the
Jerusalem Hilton Hotel. The meeting lasted approximately 1.5
hours.

As explained below, the meeting represents & major -break-
through in relations between the Jewish commuriities of Judea,
Samaria & Gaza and the human r'ghts reporting agencles of the U.S.
State Department. Maximum effort should be made to preserve this
important channel of commnunication and to provide accurate
information to State Department cfflcials prior to the deadline for
publication of the 1990 Human Righta Report.

Background to the Meeting

The meeting had been arranged at the initiative cf the Task
Force as follows. After consultation with the Deputy Forelgn
Minister, a letter was prepared to the FM's Director of the
International Organizations Division, Binyamin Oron, asking that
the reqguest for a meeting be forwarded to the appropriate U.S.
authorities. Although the regquest was apparently delayed
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unexpectedly at the FM, it appears to have been delivered to the
U.S. embassy in Tel Aviv, It is not clear whether Assistant
Secretary Schifter ever received 1it.

Not having heard of the American's response te the request,
Zell telephoned Schifter directly at his hotel in Tel Aviv and left
a message. Schifter returned the call and spoke with Zell for
about half an hour. During this conversation, Zell asked Schifter
about Consul General Wilcox's statement that the human rights of
Jews living in Judea, Samaria and Gaza are of no conseguence to the
State Department in 1light of the US Government's policy against
Jewish "settlements" in the region. Schifter was guick to disavow
this statement and emphasized that this was not the poliecy of the
U.S. State Department or the U.S. Government. Zall then suggestad
that in light of this it would be useful for us to meet to discuss
human rights reporting practices in JS8G, from the standpoint of
Jewish residents. Schifter was &menable to this suggestion and
indicated that he or Gilder would be in touch with the Task Force
on this.

Later on in the week Zell spoke with Schifter again on the
same subject and met briefly with him at which timea it was agreed
that a more comprehensive meeting would be arranged with Gilder.
This meeting is the subject of the present Memorandum

One further point of a preliminary nature: on the date of the
meeting, Zell received a telephone call from Skoble confirming the
meeting. In this conversation Skobie purported to instruct Zell
that he slone would be authorized to meet with Gilder. No other
members of the Task Force would be permitted to attend. After
consultation with other members of the Task Force, It was agreed
that we would bring as many participants to the meeting as the
State Department was bringing.

Immediately before the meeting on 9 August, Skobie met Zell
to escort him to Gilder's suite. Zell ingquired whether Skobie was
attending. She answered affirmatively at which point Zell advised
her that Lang would be attending as note-teker. Skobie resisted,
but Zell heid firm. Ultimately, Lang was permitted to attend.
Judging from Gilder's reaction to the whole guestion, it would
appear that the initiative to restrict attendance at the meeting
was that of the Consulate and not of Assistant Secretary Schifter
or his deputy.

Summary of August 9 Meeting

At the outset of the meeting Gilder was presented with a six-
page memorandum of talking peoints prepared by IRTF. A copy of this
memorandum ia attached.

It was agreed that the mesting would be "off the record” and
that no disclosure of its substance would be made to the press.
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Zell advised Gilder that the stipulation on disclosure did not
prohibit discussion of the meeting with other members of the Task
Force and the Council.

He ocopceded that zoports sybmittan apout humsn Tighis
practices in J8& sl alsawhare in the world werc far from being
peifect. He atated that he would be happy to recelve information
about suchh practices fiom the Tesk Force cither dirgetiy to his
office or through the Consulate.

Gilder siated ithat unliks some gountriss in the world (e.q.
Irag) where information on human rights practices was almost
impossible to gather, in J5G there is an abundance of information.
He admitted that his bureau has not done an adequate job in sifting
through this information and separating out materisls designed to
further a disinformation objective on the part of certain human
rights organizations.

Addressing & point made by Skobie and earlier by Consul
General Wilcox to the effect that the State Department, being a
government agency, was empowesred to deal only with human rights
practices of other governments, he stated that it is the policy of
his office to deal with non-governmental organizations as well as
individuals. Gilder cited the example of the FMLN in El Salvador,
saying that the State Department is concerned with humen rights
vioclations both by the official government of that country as well
as the rebel forces. In his view, the U.8. strives to show the
whole picture when deallng with human rights and in this regard is
prepared to accept and consider all relevant information.

On the point of governmental involvement, Zell explained that
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in the case of JSG the wholesale killing of Arabs by hit sgquads was
being directed in most cases by a (terrorist) organization, the
PLO, that had diplomatic representation in most capitals of the
world., Zell cited two recent interviews with PLO head, Yasser
hrafat, in which Arafst explained how his organization reviews the
files of Arab residents being considered for execution. Gilder
requested coples of the Arabic language articles cited by Zell.

LOCATE AND FORWARD THE FOLLOWING ARTICLES:
Al-Rail (Jordan)--10 October 1989
Al-Mussawar (Egypt)--19 January 1990

Gilder noted that his office's 1989 Report on Human Rights
Practices (the "1989 Report") published in February 1990, did make
mention of the fact that many of the intra-Arab killings had been
carried out at the direction of the "Unified Command," but that no

connection was made between the Command and the PLO. CGilder said
that it was understocd that references to the Command referred to
the PLO and not to smaller, local groups. He agreed that this

point should be clarified.

The Tesk Force then reguested information as to the proper
procedures to be used in transmitting human rights information to
the State Department from our sources. Gllder stated that Skobie
was the appropriate address in Isvael as she 1is responsible for
writing the section in the 1990 report on human rights practices
in JSG. He specifically reguested (to ths obvious dismay of
Skobie) that we send copiles of all such information directly to his
office in Washington, as well,

The Task Force then raised the guestion of the reliability of
the traditional human rights sources used by the State Department
in the past. Gilder admitted that these organizations (e.g. Al
Hag, Betzelem, International Data Base, etc.) have a political line
and are not truly objective observers. Skobie commented that
traditionally only organizations with a liberal orientation (read:
"l1eft wing"), have shown an interest in human rights issues. Zell
explained that ocur community also has a Keen interest in thesse
issues both from the perspective of Jews whose human rights have
been violated as well as our Arab neighbors whose lives have been
cut short by the PLO hit squads. The neme of the Uvdah Center for
Facts and Information was specifically mentioned as one useful
channel for such data. Zell suggested that the role of the Human
Rights and Humanitarian Affalre Bureau and 1ts local reporters is
to filter the information they receive and to discipline reporting
organizations into providing trustworthy  data and not
disinformation. Gilder agreed and stated that one of the ways in
which his office attempts to obtain the most accurate picture is
through a process he called "triangulation" which involves checking
reported violations through several sources. Zell pointed out that
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this technigue was useful only so long as the corroborating sources
are truly independent of one another. Unfortunately, Zell stated,
ofttimes confirmation is sought from organizations that utilize the
same field sources and reports, Cillder acknowledged the problem.

Skobie emphasized that her office uges all avallable sources,
Lang answered that in the 23 July meeting with Wilcox, he refused
to verify or collect information from scurces within our community,
saying that the Consulate already had enough such information.
Gilder reiterated his desire to receive information from our
sources. Lang relterated the Task Force's reqguest that the
Consulate refer to our sources in gathering information for the
1990 and subsequent reports. Gilder agreed with this suggestion
and communicated his thoughts in this regard to an obviously
uncomfortable Skobie.

The conversation then turned to a discussion of some of the
gspecific points raised with regard to the 1989 Report. Of
considerable interest to Gilder and Skoble was the Task Force's
critique of the Report's section on discriminatory application of
law to residents of JSG. The Report had stated that Israel applied
Israelil law to Jewish settlers and "military occupation law” to
Arabs in the areas--the implication being that Israell residents
ware unfairly benefitted.

The Task Force explained that all residents of the areas,
Jewish and Arab are subject to military occupation law. The
militery government has decreed that Israell lsw apply in certain
situations to Israelis, but this was not always & benefit to the
Jewish residents in comparison with their Arab neighbors. The
example of Israeli bullding and planning laws and regulations was
clted as one axamnple. Another instance where the military
government has not sean €£it to apply Israell law to Israell
residents ls in the area of municipal government, where even to
this day, many Israell residents of the areas are denied the right
to wvote for regional and local governments, even though their
Jewish and Arab counterparts across the "Green Line" enjoy such
rights.

Skobie then inguired sarcastically, whether the Task Forcs was
agking the Stete Department to cite Jewish claims of human right
abuses on the part of the Israell Government! Zell responded by
saying that in the Task Force's view the entire question of
"discriminatory" application of law was not properly a question of
human rights practices and thus did not belong in the Report.
However, 1f the decision had been made to include thies discussion,
the issue had to be accurately portrayed. The application of law
in JS8G is s highly complex question that entaills benefits and
burdens to Arabs and Jews alike. Zell explained that the obvious
way to cure the "problem" was to apply Israeli law to sll residents
of JSG without distinction. The Task Force would favor such a
solution, although, Zell added, he doubted whether the State
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Department would really support such a general extension of Iaraeli
law in the region!

The discussion then turned to the problem envisioned by Skobie
from the standpoint of the Consulate reporting human rights
violations against Jewish populations in J8G due to the stated US
policy that Jewish "settlements" are "an obstacle to peace” and
that Jews ought not to be living in JSG. Gilder was quick to
intoryong, otsting that Ris atites wee pitemndine #n deai with
human rights practices apart from the debate over politiecal
solutions. He eamphasized that his office was concerned with
reaching out to all possible scurces gp ag to develop tha bast and

clearest picture about the human rights situation in the areas.

Gilder then added thet he was cpen toc any idcas the Task Force
might have in improving the human rights situation in JSG and
generally in improving the quality of 1ife of all residents. The
Task Force stated that this precise issue had been ralsed in the
meeting with Consul General Wilcox. At that time the Task Force
had contended that the U.8. use its good offices in helping the
residents of the areas reestablish grass roots ties between the
communities (e.g. joint projects for medical services) in order to
reduce tension and violence and bulld confidence and trust on both
sides. It was on the basis of scuch contacts, the Task Force had
argued, that a political soluticon might be possible in the long
term, It was stressed that improving human rights of all residents
of the areas would create a better atmosphere for cooperation.
Consul General Wilcox had flatly rejected this approach, saying
that only through e negotiated political settlement would the
communities be able to reach a modus wvivendi.

Gilder obviously disagreed with the Wilcox approach, saying
that increased cooperation between people on the ground could be
a positive step in improving living standards and human rights for
all concerned, thereby Iimproving the conditions for a peace
settlement. Agreeing, Zell noted that it was not in the hands of
local residents, Jew or Arab, to negotiate a political settlement;
that is the task of the Israeli government and leaders of the Arab
community as a whole. We can, however, cooperate to reduce the
level of violence and increase the level of mutual assistance to
upgrade the quality of life for all resident of JSG. Gilder closed
the meeting by repeating that his office would welcome any
information, the Task Force could supply with regard to human
rights.

BACKZROUND I The Council of Jewlsh Communities 1e the elected
representative of the some 160 towns and villages [approximately
100,000 residents] located in Judea, Samaria and Gaza. The
International Relations Task Force is the officially designated arm
of the Council charged with the responsibility of communicating the
mission and policy of the Council and its members to foreign
governments, international agencies, press and the public abroad.
The Task Force reports directly to the Chalrman and Executive
Director of the Council.

This Memorandum focusses on State Department information
gathering and reporting in the area of human rights practices in
Judea, Samaria and Gazs from the point of view of the Jewish
residents of these areas.

1} U.S. GCovernment Policy on the Human Rights of Jews
residing in Judea, Samaria and Gaza.

a. Did the Consul General correctly represent the policy
of the United States Government when he asserted (Meeting
with Philip Wilcox, 23 July 1990) that Jews residing in
Judea, Samaria and Gaza do riot enjoy  basic,
internationally recognized human rights due to the fact
that Jewish communities in the areas are considered by
the U.§5. as "obstacles to peace?”

Sources for Btate Department Human Rights Reporting in

Judea, EBamaria and Gaza.

a. According the Consul General's letter to the Task
Force of 6 August 1990, +the Consulate gathers
"information from all credible sources, both Jewish and
Arab." Yet at the meeting with Mr. Wilcox on 23 July,
he acknowledged that information is not sought from
Jewlsh residents of the areas, thelr representatives or
thelr informaticn centers. Furthermore, the Consul
expressly declined our offer Lo provide data through the
Uvdah Information Center or the Council of Jewish
Communities. The Consul further refused our suggestion
that allegations of human rights violaticons by Jewish
residents of the areas be verified as a routine practice
with such sources.

Your Burcau's goal of promoting fair objactiva and
accurate reporting of human rights practices in the area
obligates the State Department teo gather and verify data

Do you agree?
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b. The "credible" Jewish and Arab sources referred to
by Consul General Wilcox in his letter of 6 August 1990,
include primarily Betzelem, Al Hag, the Palestine Human
Rights Information Center, and the International Data

Base for Palestine Human Rights. These organizations
have a well-known political position and consequently are
not objective observers, Rather they are "advocacy

groups” with a political program. Information provided
by such groups must be c¢losely scrutinized for bilias and
inaccuracy. Moreover, the forsgoing Arab human rights
crganizaetions are connected to non-Jewish human rights
groups in an informal network that includes: Betzelem,
Physicians for Human Rights, Save the Children Federation
{Swedish section), Rabbinic Human Rights Watch, Near East
Council of Churches, Annesty International, Oxfam, Middle
East Human Rights Watch and ANERA.!

C. The above-mentiocned sgurces for State Department
human rights reporting rely principally on the same field
reporters and conseguently frequently pass on each
other's information without independent wverification.
In cases where one organization's credibility is
impeached, reference ls usually made to one or more of
the other above-named sources for verification. Example:
two members of the Belzelem board of directors have
admitted that much of that organization's data is
recaived from Al Hag or the latter's informants; this
information is redisseminated "as ig" without
verification or corroboration.

a) Reporting of Human Rights Viclations within the Arab
Community.

a. Your Bureau's 1989 Human Rights Report contained a
significant amount of information concerning violence
committed by Arabs against other Arabs in a nationalist
context [1989 Report at p. 1434]. Still, the character
of this viclence is not asccurately described (nature of
the killings, torture, mutilations, public humiliation,
etc.). Moreover, +the Report fails to mention any
connection between these killings and directives from the
PLO exacutive and other outside nationalist
organizations. [See, e.g., Al Mussawar, 19 January
1990). Thus, the impression is created that such murders
are spontaneous expressions of popular will rather than
axtra-judicial killings sanctioned by "official" bodies.

Funding tor the 1988 and 1583 Al HaQ and the 1989 Save the Children end Betzelem
ceports woe providsd by the Ford Foundaticn, which had previcusly suppacted Heron Banveniati’'s Weat
Sank Dala Base Project until Mr. Benvenisti declared publicly thst Isrssl's “graeping annexation”®
of Judea, Gamaria and Gaza had become an frreversible fact.

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b. No mention is made in the 1989 Human Rights Report
about the exploitation of Arab women and children as

instruments in violent nationalist demenstrations against
Israali authorities.

¢. The 1989 Report does not attempt to deal with the
effects of intra-Arab terror on freedom of expression,
freedom of religion, freedom of association, etc. No
mention i1s made of the systematic desecration of
Christian cemeteries or the intimidation of Christien
Arab residents of the areas, Nor does the Report
critically examine the activities of dissidents within
the Arab community who are the objects of the internal
repression,

Misleading and Tnaccurate Observations Regarding Jewish

Residents of Judea, Samaria & Caza in the 1989 Report.

The 1989 Report makes several references to alleged
discriminatory practices as bhetween Jewish and Arab
residents of Judea, Samaris and Gaza. In most cases
these comparisons are either misleading or inaccurate.
For example:

a. [Page 1442]: "Israell settlers in the occupied
territories are subject to Ilasraelil law, while
Palestinians live undsr military occupation
law...Palestinians are treated less fairly than Israell
settlers on a broad range of 1issues...." Both Israeli
and Arab resldents of Judea, Samaria and CGaza are subject
to military occupation law. By order of the Military
Governor, Israeli law has been made applicable to Israell
residents in many areas. This has advantages as well as
disadvantages. Thus, Israeli residents are subject to
the full range of Israell income, value-added and excise
taxes without excepticn, while Arab residents are not so
encumbered. Israelli residents are subject to the

antimiated. overlv burdensome buillding and planning
regime and bureaucracy, WNile NO S1lMliar I'éslialiils appiy

to Arab communities in the areas. By Israeli law, Jews
are forbidden to engage in private land transactions in
Judea, Samaria and Gaza [restrictions that are rigidly
enforced], while no similar limitations apply to Arab
residents of the areas.

b. Allaged discrimination in the area of residency
restrictions is not fully explained: while there are
limitations on Arab reslidentg of Judea, Samaria and Gaza
residing in pre~-1967 Israel, Jewigsh residents of the
areas, unlike their Arab neighbors are forbidden by
Israeli and Jordanian law from travelling across the

Jordan River bridges to Jordan. Similar disparities in
treatment apply to the sale of crops and goods.

¢. The alleged disparity in treatment between Jewish and
Arab residents of Lhe areas for security wviclations ig
not accurately characterized. Jewish residents have beesn
subjected to confusing srray of rules and regulations
concerning their right to use force in cases of self-
defense. While granted the right 1n many instances to
carry firearms, they ere vigorously prosecuted for using
same in cases where hodlly harm ensues. Arab residents
convicted of merlous terrorist offenszes are freguently
released after serving a fraction of thelr prison term.
[1985 Jibril release].

d. Land restrictionsz: "Israel continue to place land
under 1ts control for military purposes, roads,
settlements and other purposes which restrict use by
Palestinians and discriminate in favor of Israell
settlers against Falestinians.” with few exceptions,
land dedicated for public and military use in Judea,
Samaria and Gaza is public and not private land. Where
private land is taken, it must be done by due process
accompanied by the payment of falr compensation. Since
a 1978 ruling by the Israeli Supreme Court, no private
land may be taken for purposes of establishing a civilian
settlement in the abzence of security reasons. As &
conseguence there was no private land taken in 1989 for
purposes of establishing or expanding a single civillan
Israell settlement. Furthermore, even the use of public
land for this purpose 1is subjected to the strictest
scrutiny by the Minlstry of Justice and has been severely
restricted since 1984 for political and fiscal reasons.
Invariably, public land that meets Justice Ministry
criteria for use by eclvilian settlements 1is located in
non-agricultural areas, never used by local Arabs for any
purpose including grazing of livestock. Finally, Arabs
continue to occupy large tracts of Jewish owned land for
which no compensation has ever been or is now being paid.
[E.g., Dehaisha refugee camp, south of Bethlehem].

a. Currency rastrictions: "Israel limits the funds
vigitors or residents may bring 1into the occupled
territories for Palesgtinian use to about $300 per person
per month unliess Israelil authorities grant permission in
advance. There are no limits on funds for Israeli
gettlers.” 'This statement ie patently misleading. The
Report fails to mention the fact all Israelis are subject
to a rigidly enforced currency control law that forbids
residents from holding foreign currency or other foreign
assets unless exempted by the Bank of Israel. Arab
residents of the areas are not subject to these

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limitations and are permitted to hold and exchange
Jordanian currancy. Morecover, Arab residants, unliks
their Israeli counterparts, are permitted to trade and
travel freely from Judea, Samaria and Gaza to Jordan and
thence to other destinations in the Arab world.
Limitations on the importation of foreign currency from
Jordan into Judea, Samaria and Gaza were imposed when it
was discovered that private persons were being
gystematically exploited by the PLO and other foreign
terrorist organizations to import funds for their
adherents in the areas.

f. The 1989 Report makes no mention of destruction of
Jewish crops and property {other than vehicles) in Judea,
Samarla and Gaza by Arab In Judea, Samaria and Gaza,

g. In restricting its focus to human rights wviolations
in Judea, Samarila and Gaza, the Report fails to recognize
the close connection between Intifada-viclence and human
rights violations committed by Arab residents of Judea,
Samaria and Gaze within pre-1967 Israel for nationalist
reasons. [E.g., the killing of 16 passengers on Bus No.
405, July, 1989; the kidnapping and murder of Israeli
children and youths, 1989, stc.].

In our judgement there has been an improvement 1in
recent months in the ongoing liaison process between
the Israel authorities and the U.s. Embassy. 1In
August 1989 following discussions with the Embassy, a
Speclal 1liaison bureau was established by the
Interior Ministry at Ben-Gurion Airport to facilitate
"“on the spot" resolution of such problems as arise. .
Moreover, an understanding was reached that even 1in

cases where the border control authorities have
reason to doubt the bona fide 1intentions of a U.s.
tourist, his passport will not pe withheld. '

Problems relating to the treatment of foreign
nationals, including U.S. citigens in the territories
and on arrival and departure at the alrport and
Allenby Bridge, have been accorded Special attention.
Where there have been difficulties, every effort has
been made to deal with them promptly.

2. Permit us to dddress the general pnintE raised in the
U.5. paper,
a) Failure to notify the Consulate or Embassy of

the detention of an American citizen:

Clear instructions have been 1ssued requiring
that uv.s. consular officers be notified
1mmed1ate1y, whenever a U.s, Citieen is detained
and so requests, In many cases consular officers
are informed at the initiative of the Israel
authorities, even where no such request has been
made,

There can be, however, objective difficulties in
ensuring prompt notification, Some of the
non-Israeli nationals arrested in the
territories are- dual nationals holding U.s,.
citieenship. The U.S. Citizenship of a detained
Person 1s often not known at the time of arrest
and he may not ldentify himself as such,
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Yet it should be noted that families of
detainees are alvays informed of the arrest and
that they wusually advise consular officers
(without necessarily informing the Israel
authorities that the detainee is a u.s.
citieen).

b) Denial of the right of . detainees to
communicate with U.S. consular officers during
the interrogation period: Delays in consular

access:

A person detained on regular criminal charges is
granted prompt access to a lawyer, as determined
by law, and in the case of a foreign national,
access to his consul.

However, as 1s the case 1in many countries,
access may be deferred 1in exceptional cases
(generally of a security nature) where the needs
of the investigation so require. -.Nevertheless,
in such circumstances either ICRC
representatives or consular officers are g¢iven
access not later than 14 days following the
detention 1in accordance with principles set
forth in an agreement between Israel and the
ICRC.

c) Trials of youths over the age of twelve as
adults:

Children under the age of 12 are not detained or
prosecuted. Youths between the ages of 12 and 15
inclusive are neither detained nor prosecuted,
other than in exceptional circumstances.

In practice, the authorities are often more
lenient in dealing with minors than the law
permits. I.D.F. legal advisers are consulted
whenever a youth wunder 14 1s arrested and
charged with a criminal act. In those
exceptional cases where youths are detained,
they are held separately from adults, and if
brought to trial are subject to a more limited
punishment. No youths under the age of 17 may be
held in administrative detention.

d) Lack of translators for detained U.S. citizens
who do not speak Hebrew:

Interrogation of a detainee is always conducted
in a language in which he 1s conversant.
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While prosecution proceedings are conducted in
Hebrew, Arabic translators are alwvays made
avallable to the accused. Although there is no
framework for specifically English translators,
on those few occasions where such a translator
1s necessary (i.e. the accused does not
understand Arabic or Hebrew), translation 1is
provided on an ad hoc basis. Often the Judge
or a lawyer acts as the English translator 1in
these circumstances.

a) Prolonged questioning and searches (including
body searches) by security personnel on
departure or arrival:

Entry into Israel and the territories at border
points (including ailrports) | poses special
security problems because of the unique
terrorist threat facing Israel. Some travellers
can be members of terrorist organiszations or
acting on their behalf. They may also be used
unwittingly by such groups as couriers or even
operators. Foreigners, in particular, have been
S0 employed, because of the "sense of immunity"
that a“foreign passport imparts. The foreigners
in question may be residents of the territories
or of Arab states, or persons who frequently
travel to and from Arab states. Hence, very
careful security screening is essential and it
is done for the safety of those innocent
travellers questioned no 1less "than for the
safety of other persons.

Israel also takes seriously the problem of
narcotics and like other countries cannot be
oblivious to this threat at border points.

The security measures are not directed agalnst
any specific population group. The extent of the
screening 1s determined by a variety of
indicators as appropriate, including time, place
and point of origin. Generally, it can be stated
that body searches are very uncommon at the
airport. However, an exceptional situation
exists at the Allenby Bridge, which despite
inherent threats has been steadfastly kept open
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since 1967. The fact that persons enter from
countries, including Jordan, which claim to be
in a state of belligerency with Israel, and that
they are more often than not nationals of these
countries, necessitates much more rigorous
screening. An "Arab surname" is not in itself
the basis for a body (or “strip") search.
Wherever such searches are conducted, security
personnel are instructed to undertake them with

IS5 RIGHT AND CONDEMN WHAT IS WRONG.

HE STRESSED THAT THE DEPLOYMENT OF US AIR AND LAND
MILITARY TO SAUDI ARABIA WAS PURELY FOR DEFENSIVE
REASONS.,

BUSH GAVE SEVERAL REASONS WHY THE US HAD TO SEND TROOPS:
1. SADDAM HUSSEIN'S AGGRESSION CAME AFTER HE ASSURED

PRESIDENT BUSH: IN THE LIFE OF A NATION WE'RE CALLED
UPON TO DEFINE WHO WE ARE AND WHAT WE BELIEVE. SOMETIMES
THESE CHOICES ARE NOT EASY. BUT TODAY AS PRESIDENT I ASK
FOR YOUR SUPPORT IN A DECISION I'VE MADE TO STAND UP FOR

AT MY DIRECTION, ELEMENTS OF THE 82ZND AIRBORNE

SECOND, KUWAIT'S LEGITIMATE GOVERNMENT MUST BE RESTORED
TO REPLACE THE PUPPET REGIME.

AND THIRD, MY ADMINISTRATION, AS HAS BEEN THE CASE WITH
EVERY PRESIDENT FROM PRESIDENT ROOSEVELT TO PRESIDENT
REAGAN, IS COMMITTED TO THE SECURITY AND STABILITY OF
THE EPERSIAN GULFF.

AND FOURTH, I AM DETERMINED TO PROTECT THE LIVES OF
AMERICAN CITIZENS ABROAD.

IMMEDIATELY AFTER THE IRAQI INVASION, I ORDERED AN
EMBARGO OF ALL TRADE WITH IRAQ, AND TOGETHER WITH MANY
OTHER NATIONS, ANNOUNCED SANCTIONS THAT BOTH FROZE ALL
IRAQI ASSETS IN THIS COUNTRY AND PROTECTED KUWAIT'S
ASSETS. THE STAKES ARE HIGH. IRAQ IS ALREADY A RICH AND
POWERFUL COUNTRY THAT POSSESSES THE WORLD'S SECOND
LARGEST RESERVES OF EOILF AND OVER A MILLION MEN UNDER
ARMS. IT'S THE FOURTH LARGEST MILITARY IN THE WORLD.

OUR COUNTRY NOW IMPORTS NEARLY HALF THE OIL IT CONSUMES,
AND COULD FACE A MAJOR THREAT TO ITS ECONOMIC

MIDDLE EAST PROBLEM. IT IS THE WORLD'S PROBLEM. AND
THAT'S WHY, SOON AFTER THE IRAQI INVASION, THE EUNITED
NATIONSF SECURITY COUNCIL, WITHOUT DISSENT, CONDEMNED
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IRAQ, CALLING FOR THE IMMEDIATE AND UNCONDITIONAL
WITHDRAWAL OF ITS TROOPS FROM KUWAIT.

THE ARAB WORLD, THROUGH BOTH THE ARAB LEAGUE AND THE
GULF COOPERATION COUNCIL, COURAGEOUSLY ANNOUNCED ITS
OPPOSITION TO IRAQI AGGRESSION. EJAPANF, THE UNITED
KINGDOM AND FRANCE AND OTHER GOVERNMENTS AROUND THE
WORLD HAVE IMPOSED SEVERE SANCTIONS. THE E SOVIET

UNIONF AND CHINA ENDED ALL ARMS SALES TO IRAQ. AND

THIS PAST MONDAY, THE UNITED NATIONS SECURITY COUNCIL
APPROVED, FOR THE FIRST TIME IN 23 YEARS, MANDATORY
SANCTIONS UNDER CHAPTER 7 OF THE UNITED NATIONS CHARTER.
THESE SANCTIONS NOW ENSHRINED IN INTERNATIONAL LAW,

HAVE THE POTENTIAL TO DENY IRAQ THE FRUITS OF AGGRESSION
WHILE SHARPLY LIMITING ITS ABILITY TO EITHER IMPORT OR
EXPORT ANYTHING OF VALUE, ESPECIALLY OIL. I PLEDGE HERE
TODAY THAT THE UNITED STATES WILL DO ITS PART TQ SEE
THAT THESE SANCTIONS ARE EFFECTIVE AND TO INDUCE IRAQ TO
WITHDRAW WITHOUT DELAY FROM KUWAIT.

BUT WE MUST RECOGNIZE THAT IRAQ MAY NOT STOP USING FORCE
TO ADVANCE ITS AMBITIONS. IRAQ HAS MASSED AN ENORMOUS
WAR MACHINE ON THE ESAUDIF BORDER CAPABLE OF INITIATING
HOSTILITIES WITH LITTLE OR NO ADDITIONAL PREPARATION.
GIVEN THE IRAQI GOVERNMENT'S HISTORY OF AGGRESSION
AGAINST ITS OWN CITIZENS AS WELL AS ITS NEIGHBORS, TO
ASSUME IRAD WILL NOT ATTACK AGAIN WOULD BE UNWISE AND
UNREALISTIC.

AND THEREFORE, AFTER CONSULTING WITH KING EFAHDF, I SENT
SECRETARY OF DEFENSE DICK ECHENEYF TO DISCUSS
COOPERATIVE MEASURES WE COULD TAKE. FOLLOWING THOSE
MEETINGS, THE SAUDI GOVERNMENT REQUESTED OUR HELP. AND I
RESPONDED TO THAT REQUEST BY ORDERING US EAIRF AND
EGROUNDF FORCES TO DEPLOY TO THE KINGDOM OF SAUDI
ARABIA. LET ME BE CLEAR, THE SOVEREIGN INDEPENDENCE OF
SAUDI ARABIA IS5 OF VITAL INTEREST TO THE UNITED STATES.

THIS DECISION, WHICH I SHARED WITH THE CONGRESSIONAL
LEADERSHIP, GROWS OUT OF THE LONGSTANDING FRIENDSHIP AND
SECURITY RELATIONSHIP BETWEEN THE UNITED STATES AND
SAUDI ARABIA. US FORCES WILL WORK TOGETHER WITH THOSE OF
SAUDI ARABIA AND OTHER NATIONS TO PRESERVE THE INTEGRITY
OF SAUDI ARABIA AND TO DETER FURTHER IRAQI AGGRESSION.

THROUGH THEIR PRESENCE, AS WELL AS THROUGH TRAINING AND
EXERCISES, THESE MULTINATIONAL FORCES WILL ENHANCE THE
OVERALL CAPABILITY OF SAUDI ARMED FORCES TO DEFEND THE
KINGDOM.

I WANT TO BE CLEAR ABOUT WHAT WE ARE DOING AND WHY.
AMERICA DOES NOT SEEK CONFLICT, NOR DO WE SEEK TO CHART
THE DESTINY OF OTHER NATIONS. BUT AMERICA WILL STAND BY
HER FRIEND. THE MISSION OF OUR TROOPS IS WHOLLY
DEFENSIVE. HOPEFULLLY, THEY WILL NOT BE NEEDED LONG.
THEY WILL NOT INITIATE HOSTILITIES, BUT THEY WILL DEFEND
THEMSELVES, THE KINGDOM OF SAUDI ARAEIA AND OTHER
FRIENDS IN THE EPERSIAN GULFF.

WE ARE WORKING AROUND THE CLOCK TO DETER IRAQI
AGGRESSION AND TO ENFORCE UN SANCTIONS. I'M CONTINUING
MY CONVERSATIONS WITH WORLD LEADERS. SECRETARY OF



DEFENSE CHENEY HAS JUST RETURNED FROM VALUABLE
CONSULTATIONS WITH PRESIDENT MUBARAK OF EEGYFTF AND KING
HASSAN OF MOROCCO.

ESECRETARY OF STATEF BAKER HAS CONSULTED WITH HIS
COUNTERPARTS IN MANY NATIONS, INCLUDING THE SOVIET
UNION, AND TODAY HE HEADS FOR EUROPE TO CONSULT WITH
PRESIDENT OQZAL OF ETURKEYF, A STAUNCH FRIEND OF THE

STANDING UP FOR OUR PRINCIPLES WILL NOT COME EASY. IT

ASKING NO MORE OF ANYONE THAN OF THE BRAVE YOUNG MEN AND

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Text of Bush's address on U.S. troops inaSaudi Arabia
WASHINGTON (UPI) _ Text of President Bush's Wednesday morning
address to the nation on his decision to send troops to Saudi Arabia:

In the life of a nation, we're called upon to define who we are and
what we believe. Sometimes these choices are not easy. Today, as
president, I ask for your support in the decision I have made to stand
up for what is right and condemn what is wrong, all in the cause of
peace.

At my direction, elements of the 82nd Airborne Division, as well as
key units of the United States Air Force are arriving today to take up
defensive positions in Saudi Arabia. I took this action to assist the
Saudi Arabian government in the defense of its homeland. No one commits
America's armed forces to a dangerous mission lightly. But after,
perhaps unparalleled international consultation, and exhausting every
alternative, it became necessary to take this action. Let me tell you
why .

Less than a week ago in the early morning hours of Aug. 2, Iraqi
armed forces, without provocation or warning, invaded a peaceful Kuwait.
Facing negligible resistance from its much smaller neighbor, Iraq's
tanks stormed in blitzkrieg fashion in a few short hours. With more than .
100,000 troops along with tanks, artillery and surface-to-surface
missiles, Iraq now occupies Kuwait. This aggression came just hours
after Saddam Hussein specifically assured numerouus countries in the
area that there would be no invaison. There is no justification
whatsoever for this outrageous and brutal act of aggression.

A puppet regime, imposed from the outside, is unacceptable. The
acquisition of territory by force is unacceptable. No one, friend or
foe, should doubt our desire for peace and no one should underestimate
our determination to confront aggression.

Four simple principles guide our policy.

First, we seek the immediate, unconditional and complete withdrawal
of all Iragi forces form Kuwait.

Second, Kuwait's legitimate government must be restored to replace
the puppet regime.

And third, my administration, as has been the case with every
president, from President Roosevelt to President Reagan, is commited to
the security and stability of the Persian Gulf.

And fourth, I am determined to protect the lives of American .
citizens abroad.

Immediately after the Iraqi invasion, I ordered an embargo of all
trade with Irag. And together with many other nations, announced
sanctions that both froze all Iragi assets in this country and protected
Kuwait's assets.

The stakes are high. Irag is already a rich and powerful country
that possesses the world's second largest reserves of oil and over a
million men under arms. The fourth largest military in the world. Our
country now imports nearly have the oil it consumes and could face a
major threat to its economic independence., Much of the world is even
more dependent on imported oil and is even more vulnerable to Iragi
threats.

We succeeded in the struggle for freedom in Europe because we and
our allies remained stalwart. Keeping the peace in the Middle East will
require no less. We are beginning a new era. This new era can be full of
promise, an age of freedom, a time of peace for all peoples. But if
history teaches us anything, it is that we must resist aggression or it
will destroy our freedoms. Appeasement does not work.

As was the case in the 1930s, we see in Saddam Hussein an
aggressive dictator threatening his neighbors. Only 14 days ago, Saddam
Hussein promised his friends he would not invade Kuwait. And four days
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ago he promised the world he would withdraw. And twice we have seen what
his promises mean: his promises mean nothing.

In the last few days, I've spoken with political leaders from the
Middle East, Europe, Asia, the Americas and I met with Prime Minister
Thatcher, Prime Minister Mulroney and NATO general secretary Woerner.
and all agree that Iragq cannot be allowed to benefit from its invasion
of Kuwait. We agree that this is not an American problem, or a European
problem or a Middle East problem. It is the world's problem. And that's
why, soon after the Iragi invasion, the United Nations Security Council,
without dissent, condemned Irag, calling for the immediate and
unconditional withdrawal of all of its troops from Kuwait.

The Arab world, tarough both the Arab League and the Gulf
Cooperation Council, courageously announced its opposition to Iraqi
aggression. Japan, the United Kingdom and France and other governments
around the world have imposed severe sanctions. The Soviet Union and
China ended all arms sales to Irag. And this past Monday, the United
Nations Security Council approved, for the first time in 23 years,
mandatory sanctions under Chapter 7 of the United Nations Charter.

These sanctions now enshrined in international law, have the
potential to deny Irag the fruits of aggression while sharply limiting
its ability to either import or export anything of wvalue, especially
0il. I pledge here today that the United States will do its part to see
that these sanctions are effective and to induce Irag to withdraw
without delay from Kuwait.

But we must recognize that Irag may not stop using force to advance
its ambitions. Irag has massed an enormous war machine on the Saudi
border capable of initiating hostilities with little or no additional
preparation. Given the Iraqgi government's history of aggression against
its own citizens as well as its neighbors, to assume Iragq will not
attack again would be unwise and unrealistic.

And therefore, after consulting with King Fahd, I sent Secretary of
Defense Dick Cheney to discuss cooperative measures we could take.
Following those meetings, the Saudi government requested our help. And I
responded to that request by ordering U.S. air and ground forces to
deploy to the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia. Let me be clear, the sovereign
independence of Saudi Arabia is of wvital interest to the United States.

This decision, which I shared with the congressional leadership,
grows out of the longstanding friendship and security relationship
between the United States and Saudi Arabia. U.S. forces will work
together with those of Saudi Arabia and other nations to preserve the
integrity of Saudi Arabia and to deter further Iragi aggression.

Through their presence, as well as through training and exercises,
these multinational forces will enhance the overall capability of Saudi
armed forces to defend the Kingdom.

I want to be clear about what we are doing and why. America does
not seek conflict, nor do we seek to chart the destiny of other nations.
But America will stand by her friend. The mission of our troops is
wholly defensive. Hopefullly, they will not be needed long. They will
not initiate hostilities, but they will defend themselves, the Kingdom
of Saudi Arabia and other friends in the Persian Gulf.

We are working around the clock to deter Iragi aggression and to
enforce U.N. sanctions. I'm continuing my conversations with world
leaders. Secretary of Defense Cheney has just returned from valuable
consultations with President Mubarak of Egypt and King Hassan of
Morocco.

Secretary of State Baker has consulted with his counterparts in
many nations, including the Soviet Union, and today he heads for Europe
to consult with President Ozal of Turkey, a staunch friend of the United
States. And he'll then consult with the NATO foreign ministers. I will
ask oil producing nations to do what they can to increase production in
order toc minimize any impact that oil flow reductions will have on the
world economy. And I will explore whether we and our allies should draw
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down our strategic petroleum reserves.

Conservation measures can also help. Americans everywhere must do
their part.

And one more thing. I'm asking the o0il companies to do their fair
share. They should show restraint and not abuse today's uncertainties to
raise prices.

Standing up for our principles will not come easy. It may take time
and possibly cost a great deal. But we are asking no more of anyone than
of the brave young men and women of our armed forces and their families.
And I ask that in the churches around the country prayers be said for
those who are committed to protect and defend America's interests.

Standing up for our principles is an American tradition. As it has
s0 many times before, it may take time and tremendous effort, but most
of all, it will take unity of purpose. As I have witnessed throughout my
life in both war and peace, America has never wavered when her purpose
is driven by principle. And on this August day, at home and abroad, I
know she will do no less.
