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larael is an open and democratic society which permits easy
acceas to a large number of Jjournalists and foreign observers.
This openness allows the most detailed scruntiny of events in the

Territories, leading to extensive preas coverage., and
unfortunately, occasional genaatianalist reporta, including scme
of extra-judicial executions which, while groundless and

unsubstantiated have received scme media coverage. Regrettably,
Amnesty International has chosen to repeat these allegations.

Execution of suspects is strictly forbidden by Israeli Law and by
the principles of International Law according to which the Israel
Defence Forces operate in the Administrared Territories. There
is no unit in the IDF which is authorized to act, or which acts,
against the well-kncwn rules for cpening fire, which are grounded

‘in the Law. Every case of death resulting from a military

operation is investigated by the Military Police. Results of the
investigation are handed over to the Military Advocate General’s
office and may lead to prosecution if any infringement of the law
is established.

Every complaint containing an allegation of extra-judicial
exacution, however far fetched, is thoroughly investigated by the
relevant authorities. Any decision of the military Advocate
General is subject to review by the Supreme Court.

Amnesty’s complaint that investigations, generally take a long
time. is difficult to understand. Due process of law requires
that investigations of this nature be careful and therefore,
necessarily slow.

When the report stops using generalizations and refers to
specifics, it makes several errors of fact. For example, the-

.report claims that only four scldiers have been convictad =since

the beginning of the uprising. The actual number is 61 convicted
of whom 46 have been sentenced to various terms of imprisonment.
Another example i= Amnesty’s reference to 70 deaths caused by
tear-gas, a claim that has been amply and repeatedly refuted by
medical evidence.

lsrael Forces in the Territoriea are facing gangs of masked
vouths who are charged with enforcing by viclent means, the
compliance by the local population to the directives of the
uprising’s leadership and who have brutally nurdered more than
130 arab residents this past year.

.
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The IDF has devoted enormous efforts to stop these killings.
These efforts have-resulted in sevaral succeasful operations in
the past few months that have broken up the worst and most
vioclent of these gangs. Amnesty International itaelf, in its
communigue of 14 November 1989, MDE 15/WU 11/89, which is
paraphrased in the present report, has recognized the duty and
respon=ability of the Iaraeli Authorities on the matter.

Recently, controversy has arisen in the media regarding the use by the Israel
Defense Forces (IDF) of tear-gas as one means of controlling violent rioting by
residents of the Administered Areas. This controversy has been fueled by an
Amnesty International (Al) publication alleging deliberate misuse of tear-gas and
relating that "local medical personnel have reported that since December 1987 more

than 40 people have died following tear-gas inhalation.” Understandably, the Justice

Ministry takes these accusations most seriously. Our review of the matter has
revealed the following:

Al's report and the media coverage are replete with errors, unfounded medical
assumptions and erroneous mpdicu-legal evaluations of injuries that resulted from
confrontations between the security forces and mobs of rioters.

Politically motivated Arab "local medical personnnel” and local residents appear to
be the source of false claims regarding the use and effects of tear-gas employed by
‘the IDF.,

-Also culpable, however, is Al for repeating without confirmation these false
-allegations. Moreover, Al apparently failed to examine the body of medical
literature and experience of police forces around the world regarding tear-gas,
which would have discredited many of the claims made in its report.

Among the many factual and medical errors reported by Al are the following:

1. Contrary to Al's claims, tear-gas is not used
indiscriminately. The IDF Chief of Staff has
issued clear orders forbidding soldiers from
deliberately harming local Arabs, whether by
using tear-gas or other means. One directive states
"that the use of force is aimed at the need to
achieve the task in hand in accordance with the
law and IDF orders, from which it is forbidden to
deviate. In no drcumstances is it permitted to
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use force as a means of punishment.” Also, "it
is permissible to use force, as required, ina
violent incident, in order to disperse a violent
riot or in order Lo overcom~ opposilion to a
lawful arrest or while in pursuit of rioters and
suspects provided that this is during the time
when, and at the place where the riot takes
place.” This directive further states: "it is
forbidden to use force afler the task in hand has
been dealt with, as for example after the riot has
been dispersed or after a person is taken into
custody and does not put up any resistance.”

These directives apply also to the use of tear-gas.

Nor is tear-gas fired into homes, mosques,

schools, etc., except in an effort to break up

rioting or force rioters out of structures where

they have hidden after.attacking IDF soldiers or
civilians. Significantly, soldiers are specifically
forbidden to use tear-gas in places where those
present cannot quickly exit. They are also forbidden
to aim tear-gas directly at rioters and may fire it only

over their heads.

These directives, which are the subject of regular
review by the Judge Advocate General of the IDF
as well as the Ministry of Justice, have been
brought to the attention of all IDF units. those who
violate these standards are court-martialled or

disciplined.

In one case, the body of Muhammad Juma, age 68,
was brought into Shifa Hospital by his family.
They alleged he had died of tear-gas inhalation
after soldiers had used it to force a youth, who
was evading arrest, out of Juma's house. The Arab
doctor who examined the body determined that death
wag caused by a cerebral/cardio-vascular accident
(most likely a brain hemorrhage) and informed the
family that the death was from natural causes and
that no autopsy was required. Irrespective of the
doctor's diagnosis, that death was not caused by

tear-gas, the matter resulted in subjecting a
soldier to disciplinary trial for having disobeyed
regulations in the use of tear-gas.

According to an exhaustive study made by the noted
expert Dr. Maurice Rogev, when he served as the
Director of the Isracl National Institute of Legal
Medicine at Abu Kabir, Al's usc of un

reports of “deaths caused by Lear-gas’ runs
contrary to accepted medical practice. The
following three forms of evidence would be
necessary to support any conclusion that death

was caused by tear-gas:

a. clinical symptoms indicating that tear-gas
poisoning occurred after the inhalation of the

substance;

b. autopsy results confirming the absence of
other causes of death; and

¢. analytical findings confirming the presence of
a "noxious thing" or poison.

In pone of the seven casés described by Al were
these requirements satisfied for the reasons

described below.

Al's complaint that no autopsy reports were made
available to the families of the deceased is technically
correct. Under instructions issued by the Ministry of
Health and Israeli Police in 1986, autopsy reports on
bodies, whether Arab or Jew, Israeli citizen or regident
of the administered areas, can only be sent to the area
police investigation unit that, because of suspicion that
the cause of death was not natural, ordered the post
mortem. Although autopsy reports are not automatically
sent to the family of the dpceased, they may receive a copy
of the report by applying to the investigating police or
military police unit, or from the Civil Administration.

Few autopsies of Arabs alleged to have died from tear-
gas have been carried out because of the widespread
practice by friends and relatives of snatching 'the bodies
of persons killed during the disturbances, significantly
hampering the efforts of the Institute of Legal Medicine
at Abu Kabir. The snatchingbodies are often paraded

through the streets to incite others to violence before being
buried privately. Pre-existing chronic lung or heart
disease may be aggravated by exposure to tear-gas and the
individual in question may even develop life-threatening
clinical symptoms. However, the absence of autopsy results

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in six of the seven cascs referred to by Al prevented ascertaining
whether such chronic conditions were present. Indeed, in these
six cases (Amal Abdul Wahad Qasisa, Wijan Faris, Fatima
Saliman, Juma' Ibrahim Al Tukhi, Naina Muhammed Abdul

Aziz Adi, and ‘Muhammad Samhan) the bodies were kidnapped

before an autopsy could be performed.

1n one recent incident in which an autopsy was
performed, the results were quite revealing.

On October 27, 1988, on the front page of the
Jerusalem Post, the following headline appeared:
“Three-Year-Old Khan-Yunis Girl Dies After
Inhaling Tear-Gas, Family Says". The autopsy
revealed that the girl, who suffered from Downs
Syndrome and had a congenital heart defect, died
of advanced pneumonia.

The truth did not receive headline treatment.

During the time period in question, when in fact

only one type, CS, was being used, Al claimed
that the IDF used two types of tear-gas in the
administered areas. This is incorrect, The one and
only type of tear-gas used by the IDF is CS. This
type of tear-gas is the most accepted means of

riot control worldwide.

According to the above mentioned study made by

Dr. Rogev, there are no confirmed reports of human
deaths caused by CS tear-gas in the medical liter-
ature. The two medical articles footnoted in
the Al report indicate the possibility of isolated

deaths in cases of persons exposed to high
concentrations of CN gas (or CN together with

small amounts of CS), typically in closed rooms.

In these cases, death occurred a minimum of 8 and

as long as 48 hours after exposure. By contrast,

each of the deaths described in the Al report occurred

i after exposure. This

discrepancy further discredits the unsubstantial claims
made in Amnesty's report that the deaths in the seven
cases were causged by tear-gas.

Since its invention in 1928, CS tear-gas has been
very widely used by police and military forces
throughout the world. It is, for example, in
regular use in the United States, France, and
England. Were deaths even an occasional
result of its use, this would have been
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well documented in the medical literature.
Moreover, lsracli soldiers are routinely exposed
to CS tear-gas in closed rooms, both during basic
training to test their abil*ty to handle the
subgtance and while on duty.

8. Al's reportage implicating tear-gas as a possible
cause for other medical symptoms such as
respiratory distress and diarrhea are not
supported by‘the requisite clinical, toxicological
and bacteriological evidence. Moreover, the acute
stress which the participants in street violence
stimulate in themselves (and in their neighbors)
could precipitate breathing and diarrheal
reactions. In addition, gastro-intestinal and
respiratory infections are commonplace due to the
inadequate sanitary and/or ventilation conditions
of many of the localities in which tear-gas has
been used. Careful scientific studies must be
made to isolate the effects of the tear-gas from
other factors. Al has not attempted to exercise

such care.

9. The Ministry of Health distributed to the
directors of public health institutions and all
hospitals in the administered areas directives
concerning the appropriate treatment of tear-
gas exposure. This information has also been
distributed to all hospital Emergency Rooms in the

areas.

In conclusion, it should be noted that although the deaths reported by

Amnesty International were improperly attributed to the effects of tear-gas
sure, no method of riot control is completely without risk. For this

reason, the IDF, in cooperation with medical experts, has sought to restrict 2

the use of even this non-lethal substance to instances where failure to use it

might result in more fatalities or injuries due to the continued street
violence. The use of tear-gas by trained personnel in accordance with Army

regulations, is an essential tool in the preservation of public order as
well as an effective means in the dispersion of rioters.

- We are pleased that the European Parliament used its
prerogatives to increase to 6 mecu the figure for direct aid
to the OTs in the 1990 budget. The Strasbourg Summit
committed us to doubling this aid in the period 1990-1992,
We shall press ahead on all aspects of the aid dossier - aid
through UNRWA; direct aid for economic and esocial
development with the emphasis, in the latter case, on health
and education; direct preferential access to the Community
market for Palestinian produce.

- Indications that the Israeli authorities may take a less
negative attitude than in the past on some of these issues
are welcome,

- Persistent uncertainties are, however, a problem. We shall
continue to press for an automatic exemption from taxation
of equipment for development projects and for the smooth
implementation of the arrangements on direct access for
Palestinian produce to our markets. We cannot accept that
those who themselves benefit from preferential arrangements
with the Community should prevent others from enjoying
similar benefits.

- One item of legislation currently before the Knesset - a
draft law on the control of financial flows to NGos - causes
particular concern. We fear that, if passed, it would pose
additional and all but insurmountable obstacles to the
transfer of funds particularly for loans to productive
operations in the agricultural and industrial sectors in the
OTs. As any transfer of funds to the OTs already requires
authorisation from the occupying authorities, the adoption
of more restrictive measures will not be understood by the
Twelve. In view of the concrete implications of this matter
for the welfare of the Palestinian population which the
Twelve are committed to promote and defend, I ask you
earnestly to reconsider.

4. Euro Arab Dialogue

~ The exchenge of views on the Arab-Israeli conflict between
European and Arab Ministers was notable for the moderation
and realism shown on all sides. The support given by the
Arab Summit in Casablanca to the PNC decisions of November,
1988, implying recognition of Israel’s right to exist and
renunciation of terrorism was borne out. There are, in my
view, no negative implications for the efforts underway to
launch an Israeli-Palestinian dialogue.

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I. EUROPEAN POLITICAL CO-OPERATION

1. The European Council discusssd the following subjects of political
co-operation:

(a) Central and Eastern Europe;

{b) Middle Epst;

(c) Lebanon;

(d) Euro-Arab Conference)

(e) Southern Africa;

(f) Ethiopiay

(g) Chile;

(h) Central America.
It approved the statements set forth below.
2. Cyprus

The European Council expressed its deep concern that the tragie dlvigion of
Cyprus, a country belonging to the European family, remains unchanged despita the
renawed efforts over 15 months by the Secretary-General of the United Mations.

It also reiterated its appeal to all parties to tco-operats with
Mr, Pérez de Cuéllar and his representative on the spot s0 as to overcome the
obstacles to the pursuit of dialogue. It asked them not to miss this opportunity

for a just and lasting settlement that will safeguard the unity, independencea,

sovereignty and territorial integrity of Cyprus in accordance with the relevant
rasolutions of the United Nations.

3.  Human rights
The European Council took note of the report of the Political Committae

summing up the activity of the Twelve in the field of human rights in the course of
1989. 1In this connection, it approved the text of a press ralease,

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II. STATEMENT OM CENTRAL AND EASTERN EUROPE

Each day change is asserting itself more strongly in Central and Eastern
Burope. Everywhere a powerful aspiration towards freedom, democracy, respect of
human rights, prosperity, social justice and peace is being expressed. The people
are clearly showing their will to take their own destiny in hand and to choose the
path of their development. BSuch a profound and rapid development would not have
been possible without the policy of openness and reform led by Mr. Gorbachev,

Expressing the feelings of the people of the whols Community, we are deeply
gladdened by the changes taking place., These ars historic eveants and no doubt the
most important since the Second World War. The success of a strong and dynamic
European Community, the vitality of the Confarence on Security and Co-operation in
Burope (CSCE) process and stability in the area of security, in which the Unlted
States of America and Canada participate, have contributed greatly to them,

These changes give reason to hope that the division in Burope can be overcome
in accordance with the alms of the Helsinki Final Act, which seeks, through a
global and balanced approach and on the basis of a sat of principles that retain
their full value, to establish new relations between Europesn countries, whether in
the arsa of sacurity, ecomomic and technical co-operation, or the human dimension.

We sesk the strengthening of the state of peace in Europe, in which the Garman
peopls will regain its unity through free self-determination. This process should
take place peacefully and democratically, in full reapect of the relevant
agraeements and treatles aad of all the principles defined by thes Helalnkl Final
Act, in B comtext of dialogus snd East-West co-oparation. It also has to be placed
in the perspective of Eurcpean integration.

Already the hopes that we expressed a year ago in the Rhodes Declaration have
begun to take shape. The progress recorded in the negotiatlions on conventional and
chemical disarmament, the greater freedom of movement of persons and ideas, the
greater assurance of respect of human rights and fusndamental freedoms, and the
different agreements concluded between the Community, and certain of these
countries sra substantially changing the climate of relations in Europe.

The Buropean Couacil is convinced, in the present circumstances, that everyone
must demonstrate, more than aver, » sensa of responsibility. The changes and
transitions that are necessary must mot take place to the detriment of the
stability of Europe, but rather must contribute to strengthenming it.

Par from wanting to derive unilateral advantages from the present situation,
the Community and its member States mean to give their support to the countriaes
which have embarked upon the road to democratic change. Thay deplore all the more
that in certaln countries this process is still hindered.

The Community and its member States are fully comsclous of the common
responsibility which devolves oo them in this decisive phase in the history of :
Burope. They are preparsd to develop with the Unlon of Soviet Socialist Republics
and the othar countries of Central and Eastern Europe, and with Yugoslavia, in so

Klli
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far as they are committed to this path, closer and more substantive relations based
upon an intensification of political dislogue and increased co-operation in all
areas. The Community has in particular decidad to support the economic refarms
undertaken in these countries by contributing - in collaboration with its Western
partners - to the establishment of healthy and prosperous economies within tha
framework of appropriate structuras.

The European Councll has drawn up conclusions that illustrate this intention.

Por the future and la accordance with the developments taking place, the
Community ls willing to implement atill closer forms of co-operation with these
countries,

At this time of profound and rapid change, the Community is and must remain a
point of reference and influence. It remains the corner-stone of & new Eurocpean
architecturs and, in itas willingness to openness, a mooring for a future Eurcpean
egquilibrium, This equilibrium will bs =still better ensured by a parallel
development of the role of the Council of Eurcpe, the European Free-Trade
Association (EFTA) and the CSCE process.

Construction of the Community must therefore go forward: the building of
European Union will permit the further development of a range of effective and
harmonious relations with the other countries of Europe.

III. BSTATEMENT ON THE MIDDLE EAST

The European Council wishes once more to stress the overriding need to find a
political settlement to the Arab-Israeli conflict. In this regard, it recalls that
the position of the Twelve is defined in the Madrid Daclaration of 27 June 1080.

In all of its elements, this declaration remains fully valid,

It is in this spirit and with the guarantees specified in the Madrid
Declaration that the Twelve supported the proposal for elections in the Occupied
Territories, considered as a step in a process towards an overall settlement.
Eimilarly, they encourage efforts that seek to establish dialogue between the
parties directly concerned. They recall the efforts that they themselves take to
this end, while respecting the principles which guide their search for a
settlement. An illustration is the recent mission carrled out by the Ministerial
Trﬂiiﬂi

Beriously concerned by viclations of human rights in the Occupied Territories
and recalling the need for the occupying Power to observe strictly its obligations
under the fourth Gemeva Convention to which it has notably not conformed in such
basic areas as educatlon and health. the Buropean Councll deplores the continuocus
daterioration of the situation in the Occupiad Territories, which seriously affects
the living conditions of the people, compromises in & lasting fashion the future of
Palestinian soclety and prevents the economic and social development of the
Tarritories.

riil
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The Community and its mamber EStates are determined to increase substantially
their aid to the inhabitants of these Territories, Within the framework of the new
1990/1992 triennial convention, the Community will continue with and increase its
aid to Palestinians through the United Nations Relief and Works Agency for
Palestine Esfugees ian the Near Bast (UNRWA), which has amounted to mors than
388 million ECUs minca 1971. It wishes to see the activities of UNRWA carried out
without hindrance., During the same period, the Buropsan Council astablishes az an
objective the doubling of the Community's direct aid which, since 1081, has
amounted to 23 million ECUs. The Community thus intends to contribute to the
sconomic and social developmant of the Occupied Territories and, by its efforts in
the area of health and education, as well as by support for local Palestinian
institutions, to help to preserve the common future of the Palestinian people.

IV. BTATEMENT ON LEBANON

Deeply concerned at the recent developments in Lasbanon that have produced a
further threat to the presarvation of the country's unity, the Europsan Council
reaffirms its commitment to the implementation of the Taif Agreements. It
expresses its conviction that, in the present circumstapces, there is no
alternative to the process of national reconciliation and peace envisaged under
those Agreements.

The European Council therefore calls on all parties concerned to lend their
support to these objectives, im such a way that they are furthered through dialogue
and consultation to the exclusion of any recourse to violeant means, the upholding
of the cease-fire being a main priority.

The European Council expresses its support for the conmatitutional order in
Lebanon embodied by the President of the Republic and the Government appointed by
him, so that in accordance with the aspirations of the whole populatiocn, the
soveraignty, independence, unity and territorial integrity of Lebanon can be
restored. This process implies the withdrawal of all foreign armed presence, so
that the Labanase people will be fully masters in their own house. The Council
recalls the very positlve role played by the United Nations Interim Force in
Lebanon (UNIFIL).

V, BSTATEMENT ON THE BURO-ARAB CONFERENCE

The European Council expresses ita desire to make closer the tier that unite
the Twelve to the Arab world from one side of the Mediterranean to the other. It
is in this spirit that a Confersnce has been organised, which will meet in Paris on
21 and 22 December, whose purpose will be to give a new impetus to the Euro-Arab
dlalogue in order to strengthen and develop their co-opsration.

VI. DECLARATION BY THE TWELVE ON SOUTHERN AFRICA

Southern Africa has, for a year, been the scene of developments of such
importance as to demand consistently the attention of the Twelve.
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The most obvious of these concerns Namibia. Almost a year ago the sigunature
of the Wew York Agreements opensd the way for implementation of Security Counecil
resolution 435 (1978) as the Twelve have constantly wished. Up to now, the
transitional process has unfolded in a satisfactory manner and the Twelve wish, on
this occasion, to express their appreciation of the vital role played by the
Becretary-General of the United Nations and his Special Representative for
Kamibia. The first valid and free elections have permitted the appointment of a
Comstitusnt Assembly that truly reflects the wishes of the Namibian people. The
foundations of the new State are taking shaps befora our eyes.

The needs for an independent Namibiam will be significant., The Community and
its member States ars already prepared to contribute to meeting these through
sppropriate aid programmes. This effort will be in addition to the assistance
envigaged by all of the mambar States on a bilateral level. Namibia will also be
welcomed into the new Lomé Convention as soon as it expresses a wish to join it,
The Troika has already made known this position to the represantatives of the
African, Caribbean and Pacific (ACP) States at their recent ministerial meeting to
discuss southern Africa.

A measure of progress has also been achieved in the process of national
reconciliation in Angola and Moszambique. A favourable international climate has
been availed of with courage and determination on the part of those with authority
in these two States in order to make significant advances on the road to peacs,

The recent mision of the Troika of political directors to Angola brought cut the
real will of the leaders of this country to put an end to the conflict which has
for too many years encumbered the ecomomic development and well-being of its people,

The Community and its member States are resolved to match thess developments
by efforts to aid the reconstruction and devalopment of both these countries.

Finally, in South Africa, President De Klerk's accession to power has been
followed by several actas of clemency and a degree of freedom of sxpression which
the Twalve have welcomed. These measuresa, howaver, are still insufficient with
respsct to the immense task posed by the dismantlement of Apartheid. The objective
of the Twelve remains the achievement through peaceful means of a democratic and
multi-racial system in South Africa. Ia this regard, they support any process
which can lead rapidly to the cessation of viclence on all sides and to a dialogue
between the parties. Only broad-based negotiations bringing together the true
leaders of the different constituent parts of the Bouth African people can result
in a lasting settlement. In thips respect, the Conference for a Democratic Future,
held at Johaonesburg from 9 to 12 Decembar, is a step in the right direction.

In this context, the Community and its membar Etates hava recalled thelr
support for the programme of positive measuras intended to halp the victims of
apartheid. With a view to preparing for the developments which are ineacapable in
South Africa, this programme will be strengthened over the next two years by
granting new acholarships for study in Europe and in multi-racial South African
univeraities, The purpose of this action ia to facilitats exchanges between the
different communities, while allowing their least privileged members to attain a
better level of education and thus to contribute to the training of the skilled

fl!l
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personnel of which a multi-racial Bouth Africa will have crucial need in the medium
term.

The Cemmunity and its membsr States have, moraover, decided to maintain the
pressure that they exert on the Bouth African authoritles in order to promete the
profound and irreversible changes which they have repeatedly stood for and to
reconsider it when there is clear evidence that these changes have been obtainsd.

A new Bouth Africa, free from racial discrimination, in which all South
Africans can live in peace and harmony and enjoy equal rights, is not a Utopian
ideal. 1Its achievement will also be of vital importance to the peace, stability,
security and aconomic development of the whole region and will allow South Africa
once more to find its proper place withian the international community.

VII. ETATEMENT ON ETHIOPIA

The European Councll welcomes the steps undertaken to advance towards
negotiated solutions, and expresses its conviction that only the conclusion of a
political agreement between all parties will enable the confllet to be brought to
an end. They call upon the parties concerned to pursue nagotiations so as to
achieve as soon as possible a settlement acceptable to all, in a spirit of national
reconciliation.

The Buropean Counci] expresses its deep concara at the gravity of the food
shortage which affects the northern regions - in Erythraea and Tigré ian
particular - and threatens the 1life of millions of parsons.

It affirms the determination of the Buropean Community and itas member States
to come to the assistance of the populations whe are victima of famine. It urges
all parties concerned, in collaboration with the agencies of the United Nations,
the World Food Programme, the International Committse of the Red Cross, and othaer
non-governmental organizations, not to obstruct but on the contrary to facilitate
the delivery and distribution of humanitarian assistance and emergency aid in the
afflicted areas.

VIII. GSTATEMENT ON THE EVE QF GENERAL ELECTIONS IN CHILE,
14 DECEMBER 1089

The Buropean Ceuneil, which has eonstantly sxpressed lts wish for the
re-establishment of freedom in Chile, views the situation in that country with hope.

The results of the plebiscite of 5 October 1988 ghowed clearly the will of its
pacple to put an end to the 16 years of the military régime and to renew its
democratic traditions.

The Eurcpean Council today welcomes the prospescts offered by the forthcoming
presidential and legislative elections at the end of a process which should finally
permit a return to a State founded on law,

f'il
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The Community and its member States have already provided the Chilean people
with mssistance in various sectors., The Buropean Council reiterates its intention
to contribute to the economic and social development of a democratic Chile., In
particular within the framework of a future co-operation agresment between the
Community and that country.

IX., BTATEMENT ON CENTRAL AMERICA

The Eurcpean Council, concerned at the renewal of tensions in Central America
and particularly at the recent explosion of violence in Bl Ealvador, considers that
a peaceful golution in accordance with tha aspirations of the peoples of the raglon
can only come through dialogue, the safeguarding of human rights and respect for
democracy. In this spirit, they call upon all parties in the region to strive for
a resumption of the regional peace process based on the Esqulpulas Agreements.

X. PRESS ETATEMENT ON THE ACTIVITY OF THE TWELVE IN THE FIELD
OF HUMAN RIGHTS

Co-operation in the field of human rights, which led earlier, in 1086, to a
ministerial declaration and, ian 1987, to the getting up of a spacial working group
in accordance with tho wishas of the European Parliament, has developad further in
1989.

This has been A year of contrasts in human rights, marked by progress,
particularly in soma Eastern European countries, but also by disappointed hopes and
the continuation of disturbing sltuations. Confronted with such events, the Twelve
have made their voice heard. The interventions they have made in international
forums (CSCE and the United Nations, where, for the first time last February, the
Twelve made a jolnt lnterventiocn in the debate of the Commission on Human Rights),
together with the positions they have adopted in the form of declarations, give
witnsss to their will to react to such situations regardless of the continent in
which they might occur. In certain cases (Islamic Republic of Iran, Romania,
China, Panama), the measures taken have been made publiec.

The question of humazn rights has become an important slement in the dialogue
and co-opaeration enterad into with the developing countries. Respect of human
rights is essential to lasting developments,

Actions in the field of human rights have also been carried out by way of
numerous démarches made during the year to several Govermments, most often through
the Ambassador of the Presidency or Heads of Mission forming the "Troika"., Por
roasons of efficacy, most of these démarches have remained confidential. Tha
purpose of some of them has been to protect or save perscas who were wvictima of
arbitrary treatment or racial discriminatiom, in particular apartheid. Others have
marked the concarn of members of the European Community with regard to certaln
particularly serious attacks on human rights (summary executions, torture,
arbitrary arrests ...).

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The adoption in 1968 within the CSCE framework of a special procedure that
both enables attention to be drawn to situations where human rights in Eurcpe are
not being respected and contributes to their resolution through dialogue bstween
States has also led the Twelve to act jointly., Thus the Presidency, making use of
this procedure, has intervensed on a number of occasions in 1989 in four countries
of Eastern Europe.

Co-ordination betwesen member countries of the Community is accompanisd by and
reliss increasingly upon enhanced on-the-spot co-operation between their Missions
in countries where fundamental freedoms ars violated.

Particular attention has been paid to questions and resolutions of the
European Parliasment concerning human rights,

All in all, the actions undertaken by the Community and its member States in

1989 in the area of human rights have marked a mew stage in their common commitmant
to the respect of human rights.

Prime Minister Yitzhak Shamir today (Monday), 9.1.88, met with Eurcopean
Parliament Speaker Lord Henry Plumb. Lord Plum stated during the meeting
that EC institutions are prepared to help in the attainment of peace in the
Middle Esst, and the prime minister replied that to date these institutions
have maintained a consistently pro-Palestinian stand, and that it is
therefore difficult to see how they will be able to play an active role in
seeking pemsce in the region. The prime minister said, however, that Israel
is very interested in preserving its good relations with all European
countrien, regardless of the differences of opinion which exist in various
spheres. Lord Plumb informed Mr. Shamir that he is traveling to Jordan,
and the prime minister asked that he tell King Hussein that Israel
maintains good intentions vis-a-vis Jordan, and that it wants the latter to
play an active role in the peace process.

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PRIME MINISTER’S REMARKS TO THE DELEGATION OF THE EUROPEAN PARLIAMENT
JERUSALEM, JANUARY 10, 1988

Mr. President, Mr. Chairman, Members of the Delegation,
Ladies and Gentlemen,

I welcome you to Jerusalem and to our EKnesset for this annual
dialogue between parliamentarians of the European Community and the State of
Israel. We value such an exchange of views and assessments because
understanding is half the way to agreement.

We have recently established a government of national wunity in
Israel. It represents the national consensus on basic policy issues and
demonstrates the unity of our people on the important questions of security
and peace. We are united in our faith in the justice of our cause. We are
unanimous in our devotion to the ideals and principles of democracy. And we

are totally united in our quest for peace.

Since the establishment of our State, we have had to live with the
reality of the existence of a conflict between us and the Arab countries
around us. It is the combined power of the Arab world that attempted to
overcome us militarily several times in our short history. And it is the
totality of the Arab world - except for Egypt - that continues to wage
political, economic and propaganda warfare against us and supports the
terrorist organizations’ attacks against us. Only recently has the conflict
been portrayed as one between us and the Palestinian Arabs. But this is a
misperception of the reality which is deliberately encouraged by our

detractors.

In reality the heart of the conflict is a dispute on the ownership
over this land. It is a dispute between the Jewish people and the Arabs. The
Arab states and governments tried again and again to settle the issue by
military means. Between the wars, they applied pressure on us by various
means. They adopted, armed and trained Palestinian Arabs to mount terrorist
attacks on our people. They failed every time and we had to pay a heavy
price in human lives and in diverting a huge portion of our national

resources to the defense of our State.
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In their incessant warfare against us, the Arab states shifted
tactics several times, to suit the needs of the hour. Their latest approach
is to push the Palestinian line, to present the issue as between a minor
Palestinian factor that is fighting for a minimal demand of
self-determination, against a considerably stronger and aggressive Israel.
We have no doubt whatsoever in our minds that although the tactics may
change, the goals remain the same. The Arab world continues to reject the
reality of Israel in their midst and the PLO is a spearhead of the

continuing fight against our existence.

Now there are two ways of solving the conflict, either by force or
by negotiation and accommodation. Since the beginning, we have opted for
negotiations and offered them incessantly to our neighbours. Egypt was the
first Arab state to respond to our call and the Camp David Accords were a
great and worthy attempt at achieving a peace that would put an end to the
conflict in all sectors and aspects. We demonstrated - again by paying a
heavy price and undertaking considerable risk - that we are for peace and
coexistence with our Arab neighbours.

Unfortunately, the Camp David Accords were not implemented fully and
comprehensively. They were obstructed by a formidable combination of forces
that continue to deny the acceptance of Israel. Regrettably, this negative
approach was supported by factors outside our region, including European

governments.

Today we are witnessing a determined effort by our adversaries to
destroy the chances of achieving a solution along the 1lines of the Camp
David Accords by pushing the PLO to the fore and by advancing the demand for
a Palestinian state. Such a state in whatever territory west of the River
Jordan can have only one purpose — to serve as a PLO base against us in
accordance with the stage-by-stage strategy which was openly espoused by the
PLO. We will not lend a hand to such a design and we will not prejudice our
security by agreeing to indefensible borders.



=

The only normal and acceptable way to agreement and peace is through
direct negotiations. Fortunately, we are all witnesses to-day to progress in
solving several conflicts in various regions of the world by direct
negotiations between the parties directly concerned. Such negotiations can
be launched under the auspices of the great powers or the United Nations,

providing they refrain from any involvement in the substance of the talks.

In this regard, we have had a positive experience with the U.5. The
American government played a useful role at Camp David, which was founded on
the trust and credibility that the U.S. enjoyed on the part of the two
partners to the negotiations. The European Community has adopted positions
on the substantive issues of the conflict in a manner which is lacking in
balance, by supporting the PLO and accepting the concept of a Palestinian

state.

The Soviet Union has expressed a desire to play a role in the peace
process. We have told the Soviet government that it cannot play any useful
role before it resumes diplomatic relations with Israel and conducts a
normal dialogue with us. Clearly, a resumption of normal relations with
Israel by those countries that broke them off will contribute to an
atmosphere that is conducive to peace negotiations.

Let me conclude by welcoming you again to Jerusalem. I hope your
stay will enrich your understanding of the issues and our concerns, and that
your visit will contribute further to the friendship between Israel and the
European Community.
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Haunting memories of 1980 Venice Declaration

New European initiative
evokes concern in J’lem

The European Community's deci-

sion to launch a Middle East diplo-:

matic initiative has begun to evoke
haunting memories in Jerusalem of
the 1980 Venice Declaration and of
that statement’s ruinous effects on
Israeli-European relations.

Understandably, this mood is en-
tirely at variance with Europeans’
views. They feel that recent devel-
opments in the territories and the
start of the U.S.-PLO dialogue tes-
tify to the foresight and the practi-
cality of the Venice Declaration. It
called for PLO “association” in
pe-ce talks and for recognition of
the Palestinian right to self-
determination.

Tust as in the months following
the Venice statement, Israel now

anticipates, with no degree of enthu-

siasm, visits by a series of EC emis-
saries and “fact-finding missions.”
French Foreign Minister Roland
Dumas, slated to be EC chairman in
six months’ time is expected on Jan-
wary 21. His Spanish counterpart
and current EC chairman, Francisco
Fernando Ordonez, will follow
closely, and a full-fledged EC mis-
sion, including senior Greek,
French and Spanish representatives,

is due at the beginning of next
month. .
Analysts in Jerusalem believe that

the EC is trying to jockey for posi-
tion before the next U.S. adminis-
tration gets its Middle East act to-
%sther. Recent rumblings from
ashington, Moscow and Jerusa-
lem of “‘superpower auspices” for
ce talks, an idea which would
inevitably leave Europe out in the
cold, have created some nervous-
ness in European capitals, most no-
tably in Paris. '

The main focus of the new inita-
tive, as stated by Ordonez in Paris
on Monday, is thus a bid to convene
a full-fledged international confer-
ence, sponsored by all five members
of the UN Security Council.

Foreign Minister Moshe Arens

* yesterday fired the first public shot
against the EC initiative. He told a

Jerusalem press conference that “it
would be better if, prior to under-
taking any kind of initiative, the
members of the European Commu-
nity were to consult with us. [
think,” he went on, “there is proba-
bly no reason why European coun-
tries should not listen with consider-
able attention to our opinions, to
our feelings, to our evaluation of the
situation.”

The substance of Arens’s reaction
was the same as that to the EC
initiatives eight years ago. = -

The tone, however, has ch d.
Then-premier Menachem Begin’s fi-
ery rhetoric and penchant for World
War I1 analogies led the cabinet to
describe the Venice Declaration as a
“Munich-like surrender to tyranni-
cal extortion.” An EC mission
which came to Israel in 1981 was
greeted by a Foreign Ministry re-
minder of the “rivers of Jewish
blood” which were “spilled in
Europe.™ '

The 1980 Declaration and Israeh
responses to EC visitors and state-
ments was a constant source of ten-
sion in relations with European
countries, and contributed to the
EC-imposed sanctions after the,
Lebanon War.. I ‘

Extraneous developments, how-
ever, especially the Gulf War and
the Soviet invasion of Afghanistan,
soon diverted European attention.
In 1986, U.S. diplomatic initiatives,
the decline in the status of the PLO,
and Shimon Peres' active courting
of European leaders brought the EC.
to declare that there is no longer
room for an independent European
initiative. The tide seems to have
turned once again. Especially un-
welcome here is the current “Medi-
terranean coalition’ comprising
France, Spain and Greece who
share a Middle East consensus.

Officials are especially concerned
about the damage which might be
caused by a diplomatic fallout to the
Isracli desire to make economic
preparations for the 1992 EC union,
a target figuring significantly in the
new economic plan unveiled this
week. —

[}

The focus of an EC initiative, one
official said yesterday, is likely to be
“pro-Arab, pro-PLO, pro-self-de-
termination, pro-international con-
ference, pro-withdrawal from the
territories.” In this reading, the EC
feels that now that the PLO “obsta-
cle” has been removed, it can itself
be expected to progress from the
earlier 1980 vagueness of “PLO as-
sociation™ to full PLO participation,
and from undefined “self-determi-
nation" to a fully-fledged Palestin-
ian state.

In Paris next week, Arens will be
able to hear directly from French
leaders about their intentions. In his
scheduled meeting with U.S. Secre-
tary of State George Shultz, he is
expected to protest against the UjS.-
PLO dialogue and, at the sime
time, to implore the outgoing secre-
tary to get Europe off its high horse.

There is not much confidence
here that this will in fact happen.
One high-ranking official comment-
ed yesterday that given the EC's
fervour to get involved, “it’s going
to take several sub-zero blasts of
water even to get them to consider
cooling down.”

David Horowitz adds from Lon-
don:

British Foreign Secretary Sir
Geoffrey Howe yesterday insisted
that Israel “really must grasp the
opportunities” for negotiation of-
fered by the PLO’s new “moderate”
stance, Interviewed in Kuwait on
the second day of a nine-day tour of
six Gulf states, Howe said it was
time for Israel to issue a “matching
response’ to _FFmg;m;s on the Pales-
tinian side. *Time is not on the side
of those who want to stay away from
the negotiating table,” he said.

The foreign secretary, who later
flew on to Saudi Arabia, said he was
“doing everything I can to urge con-
tinued moderation and restraint on
the Palestinian side.” At the same
time, he would be pressing, patient-
ly and tenaciously, for Israel to
moderate its stand. :

Although. PLO leader Yasser
Arafat is also in Saudi Arabia, it is
understood that Howe is unlikely to
meet with him.

LONDON - Greece is today expect-
ed to win European Community ap-
proval for its proposal that a team of
three EC foreign ministers be ap-
pointed to tour the Middle East,
holding talks with leaders of the
PLO, lsrael and other interested
partics, in an effort to hasten the
convening of an international

conference.

The Greeks first raised the pro-
posal at the EC summit in Rhodes
earlier this month, but it was reject-
ed — by Britain among others - singe
it was felt that the PLC had not yet
gone far enough to justify high-level
contacts with the Community.

Whitzhall officials this weekend,
by contrast, said there were now no
British objections to the establish-

The pro-
pasal is likely to be approved at the
EC's council meeting in Brussels
taday,

Britain is still opposed, however,
to a Greek proposal to invite PLO
leader Yasser Arafat to address the
Community — but this stems more
from procedural than ideological
objections.

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In the spirit of their statement of 21 November 1988, the Twelve welcome the
decision of the United States Governmment to initiate s substantive dielogue with
the PLO, following the confirmation of the acceptance by the latter of United
Nations Becurity Council resolutions 242 (1967) and 338 (1973) and of the right of
Israel to exist, and its explicit renunciation of terrorism.

The Twelve believe that this dialogue opens positive perspectives for the
peace process in the Middle East and that it should lead to the beginning of
negotiations between the parties directly concerned in the framework of an
International Peace Conference, under the auspices of the United Nations, which
they have referred to in previous declarations.

They urge all the parties to respond to the new situation and take the
necessary steps for such 2 Conference to be convened and direct negotiations
initinted within its framework.
