REPORT OF THE SECRETARY-GENERAL ON THE UNITED WATIOHS

INTERIM FORCE IN LEBANOR

{for the period 10 April=17 June 1986)

Introduction

1. In its resolution 583 (1BBE6) of 18 April 1986, the Security Council decided to
extend the mandate of the United Netions Interim Force in Lebanon (UNIFIL) for a
further interim pecicd of three months, wntil 19 July 198€. The Council also
reiterated its strong support for the garritorial integrity, soverelgnty and
independence of Lebanon within its internationally recognized boundaries)
re-emphasized the terms of reference and general guidelines of tha Force as stated
in the report of the Becretary-Ceneral of 19 March 1978, approved by resolution

476 {1978}y oslled wpon a1l parties concerned to co-operate fully with the Force
for the full implementation of its mandates; and reiterated that UNIFIL shoula [ully
implement its mandate as defined in resolutions 425 (1978) and 426 (1978) and all
other ralevant resolutions. The Council requested the Secretary-General to

continue consultations with the Government of Lehanon and other
concernad on the implementation of the resolution and to report
19 June 1986.

In addition to the above personnel, UNIFIL vas assisted by 77 military observers .
from the United Nations Truce Supervision Organization (UNTSO). These unarmed
observers are organized as Observer Group Lebanon (OGL) and are under the
operational control of the Commander of UNIFIL.

3. Lieutenant-General William Callaghan, who had commanded UNIPIL since

February 1981, relinquished his command on 7 May 1986. The Deputy Force Commander .
Brigadier-General Jean Pons, was in charge of the Force until 1 June when
Major-General Gustav HEgglund assumed command (see 5718032 and 5/18033).

4. The deployment of UNIFIL as of June 1986 is shown on the annexed map. The
military observers of UNTSO continued to man the five observation posts along the
Lebanese side of the Israel-Lebanon armistice demarcation line. They also
maintained a team at Tyre and another at Chateau de Beaufort, while the team at
Metulla was withdrawn since there wag no longer any operational need for it. In
addition, the military observers operated seven mobile teams within the UNIFIL srea
of deployment.

5. The Lebanesge internal security forces continued to co-operate with UNIFIL in .
raintaining order in its area of deployment and assisted it in special

investigations of mutual concern, The Lebanese army unit serving with UNIPIL

maintained a strength of about 100 all ranks. One part of the unit wvas stationed

in Tyre and the other part was deployed in the UNIFIL area and attached to

different battalions.

§. Az before, logistic support for UNIFIL was provided by the French logistic
battalion (comprising a supply company, & transport company, a maintepance company
a combat engineer company, a defence company, a movement-control unit and & pnctn17
unitl, the Norwegian maintenance unit (second-line workshop), the Ghanalan engineer
unit {construction), the Swedish medical company and the Italian helicopter unit.
Because of continuing difficulties in transporting goods from Beirut to the UNIFIL
area, much of UNIFIL's supplies had to be shipped through Tel Aviv and Haifa, but
as many supplies as possible, particularly fresh rations, petroleum produvcts and

" other commodities, were procured from Lebanese sources.

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7. The Italian helicopter unit continued to provide logistic support to UNIFIL as
well as humanitarian assistance to the civilian population. On 20 May 1988, a
UNIFIL helicopter was hit by one rifle round fired by an unidentified person
north-east of Tyre. The round damaged a fuel tank, and the helicopter had to make
an emergency landing at the French battalion headquartere near Ma'rakah.
Fortunately there were no casvalties.

B. In ;ﬂdltinm to its other tasks, the French engineer company demolished
11 roadside bombs, 20 Katyusha rockete and a number of other explosives discovered
by UNIFIL patrols or local inhabitants.

9. On 14 April 1986, the Permanent Representative of France informed me that his
Government had decided to withdraw the French logistic battalion and to offer in

its place a second infantry battalion. I expressed gratitude for the offer of a .
second infantry bsttalion but explained to the Permanent Representative of France |
that there was no operational regquirement for such a battalion at the present stage |
and that, given the need to replace the FPrench logistic personnel, its acceptance '
would entail additional expenditures. Following further consultations with the

United Nations, France decided to withdraw only the supply, transport and engineer

companies (less the bomb disposal element) from the French logistic battalion, a

total of 3134 men. The French Government expressed the wigh that their withdrawal

chould be completed by the beginning of October 1986, assuming that the Security

Council decided to. extend UNIFPIL beyond 1% July 1986. I am undertaking the

neceesary consultations to obtain replacements for the French personnel and I am

doing everything possible to ensure that the hand-over is completed in &ccordance

with the timetable dezired by the French Government,

10. During the period under review, three members of the Force lost their lives;

ane French scldier was killed in a traffic accident, while two soldiers, one

¥orweglan and one Finn died from natural causes. Since the establishment of

UNIFIL, 124 members of the Force have diedjy 47 of them as a result of firing and

mine explosione, 57 in accidents and 20 from other causes. GSome 164 have been

wounded in arwed clashes, shellings and mine explosions, .

1l. The discipline and bearing of the members of UNIFIL, as well as of the UNTEO

military observers assigned to the Force, have been of a high order, reflecting
credit on themselves, their commanders and their counctries.

Eituation in the UNIFIL area

12, 1srael has continued to maintain in southern Lebanon a “security zone® which
is manned by the so-called "South Lebanon Army™ (SLA) with the assistance of
elements of the Tsrael Defence Forces (IDF). The boundaries of the "security zone®
have remained the same as described in my previous report on UNIPIL (see §/17965,
para. 12). 1In the area where the “security zone" overlaps the UNIFIL area, IDF

and SLA maintained durins the reporting period 18 positions, which are marked in
ted on the map annexed to this report. This total includes three IDF positions in
the extreme eastern part of the Norweglan battalion gector which were 1nadverttntly
omitted from the last report (S/17965).

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13. The UNIPIL area outgide the "security 2one" remained generally quiet. Within
the "security zone®, however, the situvation continued to ba tense although in
certain sreas there was a decline in the level of violence by comparison with the
previous reporting period. Armed resistance groups launched frequent attacks
againet IDP and SLA personnel and positions, using small arms, rocket-propelled
—Brenadd®, Tookels and BOrtars—=% woll<o sotdzide. Horbhe .. NTFIT. recorded 24 guch |
attacks in April, 22 in May and 15 in the first half of June 1986. There were also
reported attacks in those parts of the "security zone® outside the UNIFIL area.

14. 1OF and SLA personnel fired frequently from their positions in the "security
zone”. In a number of cases fire was directed at civilians travelling along roads
or working in fielde. On 10 May, IDF in their position overlooking the Akiya
bridge fired two tank rounds at two pedestrians on the road te Frun, killing one
and wounding the athesr, Mn 11 May a farmer was killed by small arms fired from an
IDF position north-west of Shama. On 9 June, nine tank rounds were fired from the
IDF position porth-west of Shama, killing a man and two girle who were walking at a
distance of about 1,500 metres from the IDF position. Three more civilians were
wounded in the same incident.

15. A majeor trouble spot was the SLA position morth-east of Yatar. Becasuse of
frequent firing from this position, villagerse travelling to and from Yatar could
move only under UNIFIL escort, and farmers were often harassed when working in the
fields. One woman wag wounded on 21 April and another on 24 May. On 25 May, the
SLA fired eight tank rounds from that position towards Yatar and Kafraj one man was
killed in the mosque st Yatar and six others wounded. On 15 June, three wore
civiliane were wounded in Harie and Haddathah. The SLA position near Yatar was
atcacked by e«iwed elemencs on 12 ciramions Jdus ling Lhe reporting pericd and on

14 and 15 June roadside bombs &nplsdsd sa the track leading to the position. The
latter explosion killed one member of BLA and wounded three others.

16, UNIFIL continued its efforts to control movement by armed persons in its area

of deployment and to prevent such persone from entering it. The population in the

area has by and large co-operated with the Porce in carrying out its tasks, .
However, on 24 May, armed elements attacked a UNIPIL night patrel travellinmg in &n
armoured personnel carrier between Abbasiyah and Dayr Qanun An Nahr. The wehicle

was hit by numerous rounds but no one was hurt.

17. UNIFIL also continued ils efforts to contain SLA activities in its area of

' deployment.’' During the reporting period, attempts by SLA personnel to enter the
UNIFIL area decreased, except in the Kafra-Yatar area, where SLA pnr!ﬁmnel tried on
several occasions to force their way through UNIFIL checkpolnts on their way to and
from the position referred to in paragraph 15. There were freguent incidents of
firing close to UNIFIL positions and vehicles by SLA, more than half of them by
personnel manning the position near Yatar. This harassment continued despite all
Uiited Nations demands of the Israeli authorities to have it stopped.

18, UNIFIL continued to co-operate with the Lebanese authorities, as well as

the United Nations Relief and Works Agency for Palestine Refugees in the Near
+East (UNRWA), the United Wations Children's Fund (UNICEF) and the International
Committee of the Red Cross (ICRC) in extending assistance to the local population.

in same locations, UNIPIL escorted farmere so they ‘could tend their fields without
being fired at from nearby "security sone® positions. Many Lebanese were treated
at UNIPIL medicel centres, in addition to members of the Porce. The Swedieh staff
at the UNIFIL bospitel at Nagoura performed 94 surgical operationt and treated some
2,000 patients, including 178 in-patienta.

19. During the pericd under review, the Lommander ©f UNIFIL and nis civilian ana

military staff maintained contact with the Government of Lebanon and the Lebanese
Tegional authorities. They also maintained contact with the Israeli authorities on i

matterz pertaining to the functioning of the Force.

20. Mr. Marrack Goulding, Under-Secretary-General for Special Political Affaire,
visited the eres twice, in April and May/June, and held discussions with governaent
leaders and senior officiale in Lebanon and Israel, &5 well &2 with other

interested parties.

Observations

21. 1In its resolution 583 (19E6) of 1B April 1986, the Security Council requested
mée to "continue consultations with the Government of Lebanon and other parties

directly coucerned on the implementation of the present resoclution and to report to
the Council DY 1¥ June ivoe".

22. Developments on the ground since resclution 583 (1986) was adopted are
described in paragraphs 12 to 1€ above. Two months is a rather short peripd in
which to identify clear trends; in come parts of UNIFIL's area and the “gecurity
zone® maintained by Israel there has been & decline in the number of wviclent
incidents; in othere the level of hostilities has remained the same or increased.
But what remaine clear is that the continuing presence of IDF in sopthern Lebanon, .
gquite spart from being contrary to resclution 425 (1978) and many other decisions
of the Security Council, i not an answer to the problem of internaticnal peace and
security in the area. On the contrary it escalates the level of violence.
Aecording to IDP figures, issued on 9 June, there have in the past 12 monthe been
over 1,100 attacks against IDF and its BLA allies in Lebanonjy over 500 rocket
attacks have been lsunched, of which 46 reached Iecrael) and nuberous attempts were
made to infiltrate intoc Israel and 3 of these sucteeded in reaching the
international frontier. These figures confirm the judgement, expressed in my
report of 9 April 1986 (5/17965) and in earlier reports, that Israel's continuing
military presence in southern Lebanon is self-defeating and that the right way to
restore internstional peace and security is for IDF to withdraw from Lebanon and
for UNIFIL to be allowed to carry out its mandate in sccordance with resolution -
425 (1978). :

23. At the Council’s 26Blst meeting on 18 April, members expressed very clearly be
their inszistence that progrese should be resumed towards full ipplementation of
resolution 425 (1978). The same view is taken by the troop-contributing countries,
whose worries on this and other ecores were discussed in paragraph 47 of my last i
report (5/17965%). I have accordingly in the last twoc months redoubled my efforts

to achieve progress in the direction desired. As part of thege efforts I twice

!l'l'i
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sent Mr. Marrack Goulding, Under-Secretary-General for Special Political Affairs,

and Mr. Jean-Claude Aimé, Director in the Office of the Under-Secretaries-General '
for Special Political Affairs, ou miesions to the area, from 25 April to 1 May and
again from 25 May to 3 June. They had several rounds of discussions with -
government leaders in Tsrael and Lebanon and alsc visited the Syrian Arah Republic
during their second mission. Their Instructions were, first, to convey to the
Covernment of Israel the insistent wish of the Security Council -~ a wigh which in =
resclution 583 (1986) had for the first time been expressed unanimously = that
resolution 425 (1978) be implemented without further delay) and secondly, to
explore with those Governments how in practice progress could be made towards that
end.

24. The Lebanese avthorities said that they continuved to attach great importance
tr the implarsntation of remolution 428 [1078) and to the maintenance of UMIPIL.
They insisted that Ierael withdraw its remsining forces immediately, that it t
abandon its "security zone™ and that SLA be disbanded. They stated that the
provisions of the General Armistice Agreement of 1949 provided adeguate means to
encure security between Israel and Lebinon. They added that those forces in .
Lebanon which were combating Israel's continuing military presence there would have
achieved their objective once that presence was ended and that they strongly
opposed a return to the situation that had existed in the area before 1982. The
Syrisn authorities told Mr. Goulding and Mr. Aimé that they supported this latter -
view.

25%. The Iereeli suthorities, for their part, reaffirmed thet it was not their
intention to maintain & military presence in Lebanon indefinitely, that they had no
territorial designs in Lebanon and that their only concern was the security of
porthern Israel. In their view, UNIFIL under ite present mandate did not have the
rapahility o preavent hockile activities againet northern Ysracl and, given the
present difficulties in the way of the effective re-establishment of the Lebanese
Government's authority in the southern part of the country, 'the Government of

Israel had no alternative but to make its own arrangements for the security of i
northern Israel by means of the "security 2zone® and its allianceé with the “South
Lebanon Army®". In these circumstances they were not prepared to allow UNIFIL to - -
deploy to the border. Israell Ministers nevertheless expressed & willingness to
consider alternative arrangemants 1f these would be at least as effective as the - -
"security zone® in protecting northern Israel from attack. They -‘also said that
activity by IDF north of the international frontier would be reduced in response to
any reduction in hostile activities against Israel. They cited as an example of i
that policy a recent reduction in IDF operations into the westdrn part of the
"security zone".

26. It will be clear to members of the Council that the positions of the parties =
are far apart. The Lebanese avthorities demand the immedjate withdrawal of Israeli
forces in accordance with Security Council resoclution 425 (1978} and state that
thereafter they would not pernit a return to the sitoation which existed before
1982 when Lebanese territory was used for attacke againet Israel. Israsl on the
other hand demands a cessation of attacks against ite forces in Lebanon before it
will withdraw them. There are alsoc wide divergenees of view between all concerned
about what would happen to the "South Lebanon Acmy® after Israeli withdrawal, ‘The

}-I'
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task of trying to bridge this very wide gap between the parties is further _
complicated by the tragic difficulties through which Lebanon ls currently passing
and by the declared intention of some armed groups operating im Lebanon to use
Lebanese tercitory as a base for pursuing hostilities against Israel itself.

27. I therefore have to report frankly to the Council my assessment that the :

. prospects for rapid progress towarde implementation of resolution 425 (1878) are

| not good, However, 1 believe that it is ecsential for the intermaticnal community

to continve the effort to put into effect the solution which the SBecurity Council

. adopted in 1978, The three elements in UNIFIL's mandate - the withdrawal of
Israeli forcee, the restoration of international peace and security, the return of
the Lebancce Cruarnment's offsctive suthority in the ares — are 80 phvicusly in the
interests of both countries that all concerned should continue to work for @
solution on that bagis, UNIFIL will be an essential part of any such solution.
Mesnwhile, moreover, it continues to be a critical force for stability in socuethern
Lebanon, where it is seen as a symbol of the legqitimacy of the Lehanese .
Covernment. Tf it were to be withdrawn, a vacuum would be created and the ensuing
competition to £ill that vacuum would inevitably lead to uncontrolled violence,
with great detriment to the welfare of the civilian inhabitants.

28. As a result of the consultations held during the last two months with the
Governments of Lebanon and Israel, I have come tO the conclusion, subjevt o The
Council's deciding to renew UNIFIL's mandate, that the United Nations should pursue
a process of negotistion with each of the two Governments concerned in order to
establish agreement with them on practical measures for UNIFIL to fulfil ite
mandate.

29, 1 believe that this is a realistic approach which offers the best prospect of
achieving full implementation ef resolution 425 (1978). But in the complex
situation that exists today in southern Lebanon, progress will not be rapid or
easy. There will be a need for sustained effort by the United Nations and for the
full co-operation of all the parties concerned, as well as the full confidence and
backing of the Security Council and the troop-contributing countries. These remain
the essential conditions for UNIFIL to be able to fulfil its mandate and achieve
the obiectives set by the Council in 197B. - -

40, 1 shall make a further report to the Council in mid-July in order te brimg
members up to date on developtents relating to UNIFIL before -the Council] considere
whether to extend the Force's mandate beyond 19 July 1%86. The Lebanese; Government
has informed me that {t will ask for its renewal for six months. The position.of
the Lebanege Government and the conelderations I have just outlined seem to me
powerful reasons for extending UNIFIL's mandate for a further period of =six
monthe. I ghall make my final recommendation on this matter in my further report .
to the Council in July 1986.

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INTRODUCTION

1. This report describes the activities of the United Watlons Disengagenent
cbsecver Force (UNDOP) for the period 14 Fovember 1985 to 14 May 1986, [ts purpose
is to provide the Security Council with an account of the activities of UNDOF in
pursuance of the mandate entrusted to it by the Council in resolution 350 (1974) of
31 May 1974 and extended by subasquent resolutiona, most racently by resolution

576 (1985) of 21 November 1985.

I. COMPOSITION AWND DEFLOYMENT OF THE FORCE

This has been facilitated by the close contact maintained by the
Force Commander and his staff with the military liaiscn staffs of Israsl and the
Byrian Arab Republic,

B, Freedom of movedant

14. The Protocol to the Agreement on Disengagement providea for all contingents to
operate with the freedom of movement that {s necessary for their mission; however,
the problem of restrictions on the freedom of movement still exists, The
Soesetary-fansral will continue to axert all possible efforts to correct this
situation.

€. Maintenance of the cease-fire .

15. UNDOF continues to supervise the cbsesrvance of the cease-fice between Israsl
and the Syrian Arab Fepublic. The ceasa-fire has been maintained during the period
under review. No complaints concerning the UNDOF area of opercation have been
lodged by eitner pacty ir thio rofpect.

D. EuErviilm of the gv_queunt en Disengagement with regard to
the areas of separation and limitation

16. UNDOF continues to suparvise the area of separation to ensure, in accordapce
with its mandate, that there are no military forces within it. This 18 carrled out
by weans of static positions and cbservation posts, which are manned 24 hours a
day, and by foot and mcbhile patrols operating at {rregular intervals on
predetermined routes by day and night. In addition, temporary outposts ate i
satablished and patrols are conducted from time to time to perform specific gacxs,
Under a programme undertaken by the Byrian auythoritians (see s/17177, para. 17,
civilians have continued to return to the area of separation. UNDOP has adjusted
its operations accordingly so as to carry out effectively its supervisory tasks .
under the Agreement on pisengagemant.

17. In accordance with the terms of the Agreement on Disengagement, UNDOF
continues to conduct fortnightly inspections of agmament .and forces in the area of
ilimitation. These inspections are carried out with the assistance of liaison
officers from the parties, who accoapany the inspectlon teams. UNDOF also lends
its assistance and good offices on request from the pacties. In carcylng out its
rasks, UNDOP has continued to receive the co—operation of both parties, although
cestrictions on movement and inspection are placed on {ts teams in certain areas by
both sides, and there has been an increase in such restrictions in recent weekb.
UNDOF has continued to geak the lifting of thaae restrictions po as to guarantee
its freedom of accesa to all locations on both sides.

18. The safety of Syrian shepherds who graze thelir flocks cloae to and west of
line A (sea map) continues to be of concern to UHDOF. The Lntensified patcolling
of new mine-clearad patrol paths and, [rom time to time, the establishment of
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atanding patrols in thase arsas have helpad to prevent incidents. The grazing
sacur ity fence in the socuthetn part of tha area of 8epAration hag continued to be

sffective in 'réduc_-inq the nuaber of incidanta. MNew patrol paths along the A-line
acre under construction in tha area of separation.

E. Mines

19. Mines continue to pose a threat to members of the Porce and to the growing
population in the area of separation. The Force ia continuing its efforts, in
consultation with the parties, to make the area of opaeration safe from mines.
During the period under review, four Polish mine—clearing teams clearad 18,795
Bquar= Eetred Of patrol tracks and other roads and 5,900 sguare metres at positions
and consfruction aites, They found and destroyed 6 anti-tank aines,

33 anti-pérsonnel mines, 22 artillery shells, 1 cluster bomb, 2 flare mines, 4
mottar rounds, 3 hand-grenades and 4 anti-tank rounds,

20. During the reporting perind, UNDOP assisted the Internaticnal Committee of the
Red Cross (ICRC) with facllities for handing over parcels and mail and for the
passage of persons and pecmonal effects across the area of separation,

IV. FINANCIAL ASPECTS

21. By its resolution 40/%9 A of 2 Deceaber 1985, the General Asseably,

intec alia, suthocized the Secretary-General to enter {nto commitments for UNDOP ak
a rate not to exceed $3,047,000 gross ($2,989,083 net) per month for the period
from 1 June to 30 November 1986, inclusive. This Suthorization was contingent upon
tha Security Council deciding to continue the FPorce beyond tha Perlod of six months
authorized under Llts resolution 576 11985) of 21 November 1985. Thectefore, should
the Securlty Council renew the UNDOF mandate beyond 31 May 1986, the costa to the
United Rations of maintaining the Porce up to 30 November 1986 will be within the
coaaitaent suthority provided by the Genaral Asseably in its resolution 40/59 a,
assuming continuance of kthe Force's existing strength and responsibilitiea.

Appropr late financial proviaion will need to ba made by the General Asgenbly at its
forty-firat massion in respect of pariods after 10 Hovember 1986, should the
Security Council decide to extend the mandate of the Force beyond that date.

V. IMPLEMENTATION OF SECURITY COUNCIL RESOLUTION 338 (1973)

22. 1In deciding, in its remolution 576 (1385), to renew the mandate of ONDOP for a
further paciod of six monthe, the Sacurity Council also called upon the parties
concerned to [mplement {mmediately ita cesolution 338 (1973), and requested the
Secretary-General to submit, at the end of the perlod, a report on the developmenta
in the situstion and the meaasures taken to implement that resolution.

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23, The aearch for & peaceful smettlement in the Middle Past and, in patticular,
tha sfforts undartaken at various levels to ilmpléedent Cecsurlty Council resolution
338 (1973) have been daalt with in the Sacretary-Gensral's ceport on the altuation
in the Niddle Bast (A/40/779-5/17581), submitted in pursuance of Ganeral Asseably
rasclution 39/146 A of 14 December 1584. The Secretacy—Gaeneral has continued to
mairtain contacts on the matter with the parties and interssted Governmants.

VI. OBSERVATIONS

24. The United Nations Disangagement Observer Force, which was established in
May 1974 to supervime the cease-fire called for by the Security Council and the
Agresment on Disengagement between Israeli and Sycian forces of 31 May 1974, has
continued to pecform its functions effectively, with the co-operatlon of the
parties., During the period under ceview, tha situation in the Iarasl-Syria sector
has resained guist and thare hava been no serious incidentsa.

25, Daspite the present quiet in the Israsl-Syria sector, the situation in the
Middle Past ss & whole continues to be potentially dangerous and is likely to
remain so, unlass and until a ccmprehensive settlement covering all aspects of the
Middle East problem can be reached. I continue to hope that detarained efforta
will ba made by all concecned to tackle the problem in all its aspects, with s view
to arriving at & just and durable peace mettlement, am callad for by the Secutity
Council in its resolution 338 (1973).

26. 1In the prevailing circumstances, I consider the continued presence of UNMDOF in
the area to D@ essential. 1 thecefors recommand that the Sacurity fnuncil extend

the mandates of the Force for a further period of eix montha, until
30 November 1986. The Governmant Of the Syrilan Arao mapuuiic nas ylyeo LL3 233ent

to the proposad extension., The Governmant of Iarael has slso axpreasesd its
agraamankt.

27. 1In concluding the present cepott, I wish to exprass my appreciation to tha
Govarnmenta contributing troops to UNDOF and to thosa which provide UNTSO military
obaervars asaigned to the Porca, 1 take thia opportunity to pay tribute to
Major-General Gustav HEgglund, Comsander of the Force, to the officera and men of
the Force, to its civilian stsff and to the UNTSO military obsarvera asaigned to
ONDOF. They hava performed with exemplary efficiency and davotion to duty the
{mpoctant tasks assigned to them by the Becurity Council. As the Council knows,
General Rigglund will relinquieh his command on 31 May 1986 to assume the poat of
Commandsr of the United Wations Interim Porce in Lebanon, The United Natlona owes
him a deep debt of gratitude for the outstanding services he haa cendered while

AMB., NETANYAHU: I tell you, frankly, I don't seg what the
killing of the British policewoman by GQaddafi when he goes after his
dissenters around the world has to do with the Palestinian probliem
nor with the hit list that the Egyptians recently uncovered, which
included everyone from Francois Mitterrand to the |eaders of India.
We didn't even merity in Qaddafi's nit list, even amn honorable
mention.

The point is, of course, all terrorists have grievances, but not
all grievances have terrorists and the reason that scme terrorists
resort to this type of a crime is because they have disposition
toward unbridled viclence and this is exactly the situation we have
with Oaddafi. Now what are we going to do — these people who blow
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up our planesS: who massacre our children, whe bomb our airports? We
have to decide when we're going to stop this wor ld that the Gaddafis
and the Khomeinis and the Arafats are trying to foist on us. And I
would say that what has happened here today could be the beginning of

MRE. RATHER: We want to join now, ask toc join in our
conversation, Benjamin Netanyahu, who is the Israeli ambassador to
the United Nations here in New York. Good evening, Mr. Ambassador.
Thank you for being with us. Will this stop terrorism?

— ANMB. NETANYAMU: 1 thinmk 18711 heip: I don't think you stop
terrorism with a one-shot solution. It's going to involve a
succession of blows and counter-blows, and maybe some casualties
along the way. But over the long run, these bully regimes like
Qaddafi have to understand that the victims of his assaults and hi
killers will simply not sit back and take it, and I think that this
is an important step in that direction.

MR. RATHER: And what about the theory that as much as we'd like
it to be an important step in that direction, that in fact what wve're
doing is hitting at a shadow with a club, and that it really can't do
anything to stop terrorism and may increase it?

Proportion of terrorism that we see today, international terrorism,
is based on activities launched by regimes, by states |ike Qaddafi —
Qaddafi, Syria, Iran and a handful of others. Now toc the extent that
these regimes understand that you will take action, they willi begin
to rethink their activity. And I may add also that these regimes in
the Middle East worship power. If they think they can get away with
it, if they appear strong, if they are confronted by a repeated
refusal to punish them, they get stronger, @mcre encouraged to conduct
further terrorism. That’s why I think that there may have been a
turning of the corner here today, and it's certainly an important
event.
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MF. RATHER: You're aware that others think it's a turning of
the corner,; but in the other direction; that this may lead to
increased pressure, perhaps destabilization on Egypts Chad, the
Sudan,; Morocco. Do you agree?

&

AMB. NETANYAHU: . No, I do not. I think that there’'s a lot of
rhetoric in the Middle East. You might aven_hpar of candnmngtxan by
some of these countries for the American action. But in thf;f heart
of hearts, many of these regimes secretly would welcome activities to
weaken Raddafi. After all, many of them have been the targets of
Qaddafi's secret terrorist war. I think that over the long run
there's a race between the radical, fanatical terrorist regimes in
the Middle East and the less radical ones. To the ?Itiﬂt that the
radicals and the terrorists are weakened, the position of everyone is

fmproved.

MR. RATHER: Do you think this has hel ped Qaddafi's standing
among other Arabs?

AMB. NETANYAHU: No, I don't think so. I think that there's a
lot of bluster, a lot of rhetoric, a lot of bravado. When Raddafi is
exposed, as he was today, I think for the first time to be militarily
vulnerable, to have a preponderant opponent who can strike him at
willy, I think it begins to propagate a crack.
