THE COMMUNITY AND ITS MEMBER STATES HAVE CONSISTENTLY FOLLOWED
DEVELOPMENTS IN SOUTH AFRICA WITH THE GREATEST ATTENTION AND
HAVE GIVEN A FAVOURABLE RECEPTION TO THE INITIATIVES WHICH HAVE
BEEN TAKEN TO BRING ABOUT THE ABOLITION OF APARTHEID AND THE
ESTABLISHMENT OF A UNITED, NON-RACIAL, AND DEMOCRATIC SQUTH
AFRICA. THEY HAVE ALREADY EXPRESSED APPROVAL OF THE RESULTS

OF THE TALKS BETWEEN THE COVERNMENT AND THE ANC, IN PARTICULAR
THOSE OF THE PRETORIA MEETING IN AUGUST WHICH OPENED THE WAY
TO THE NEGOTIATION OF A NEW CONSTITUTION.

THEY DEPLORE THE PHASE OF SERIOUS VIOLENCE THROUGH WHICH WOUTH
AFRICA IS5 PASSING WHICH MAY ENDANGER THESE DEVELOPMENTS. THEY
WELCOME, HOWEVER, FURTHER INDICATIONS SERVING TO CONFIRM THAT

THE DELEGATION WAS LED BY ITS CHAIRMAN RENZ0O IMBENI (GUE- I)

AND INCLUDED 1ST VICE-CHAIRMAN TOVE NIELSEN (LDR- DK), ROGER
BARTON (SOC- UK), CARMAN DIEZ DE RIVERA ICAZA (SOC-E ),LISSY
GRONER (S0C-D) SYLVIE MAYER(CG-F) DEREK PARG (ED-UK) AND MARIJKE
VAN HEMELDONCK(SOC-B) AS WELL AS THE INTERPARLIAMENTARY DIALOGUE
WITH MEMBERS OF THE KNESSET, THE VISIT WAS THE OCCASION OF A
SERIES OF TOP-LEVEL MEETINGS WITH THE PRIME MINISTER AND VARIOUS
MINISTERS. THE DELEGATION ALSO MET THE LEADER OF THE OFPOSITION
SIMON PERES.

IN THE COURSE OF THESE MEETINGS, THE THREE PRINCIPAL POINTS

GULF, AND DECLARED THAT THE SHAMIR PLAN REPRESENTED THE ONLY
BASIS FOR A PRACTICAL COMPROMISE WITH THE PALESTINIANS.

MR PERES DIFFERED FROM THIS GENERALLY- EXPRESSED VIEW,

WITH HIS WILLINGNESS TO ACCEPT THE BAKER PLAN.

THE EP DELEGATION FELT THAT THE ISRAELIS WERE EXCERSSIVELY CONCERNED

LAID OUT BY ITS FEDERAL NATURE TO THIS END WE SUGGEST THE FOLLOWING
PROPOSALS I. AS REGARDS THE COMPETENCES OF THE UNION AND THE
COMMUNITY WE PROPOSE THAT THEY BE DEEPENED AND ENLARGED PARTICULARY
CONCEENING THE ENVIRONMENT, HEALTH SOCIAL POLICY ENERGY RESEARCH AND
TECHNOLOGY CONSUMER PROTECTION.

CERTAIN ISSUES THAT ARE CURRENTLY HANDLED IN AN INTERGOVERNMENTAL
CONTEXTCOULD ENTER THE SCOPE OF THE UNION: IMMIGRATIION VISA POLICY
RIGHT OF ASYLUM ,ANTIDRUG ACTION MEASURES TO FIGHT INTERNATIONAL
ORGANIZED CRIME.CONSIDERATION COULD BE GIVEN TO SETTING UP A COUNCIL
OF INTERIOR AND JUSTICE MINISTERS.

THE WNEW TREATY COULD INCLUDE A NEW PROVISION ALLOWING THE TRANSFER
TO THE UNION OF NEW POWERS TO TAKE ACTION ON A DECISION BY THE

EUROPEAN COUNCIL BY MEANS OF A CLEARLY MAJORITY VOTE IN THE
PARLIAMENT.

2. OUR PROPOSALS ON DEMOCRATIC LEGITIMACY FOCUS ON THE FOLLOWING
POINTS:

EUROPEAN CITIZENSHIP: THE TREATY SHOULD DEFINE THE FOUNDATIONS AND
CONDITIONS FOR ESTABLISHING TRUE EUROPEAN CITIZENSHIP TAKING INTO
CONSIDERATION THE PROPOSALS MADE BY THE SPANISH GOVERNMENT.

THE POWERS OF THE PARLIAMENT CURRENT PROCEDURES COULD BE
STRENGTHENED IN THE DIRECTION OF CO DECISION-MAKING FOR THE EUROPEAN
PARLIAMENT FOR ACTS THAT ARE TRULY LEGISLATIVE IN NATURE TAKING INTO
ACCOUNT THE STUDY UNDERWAY IN THE EUROPEAN PARLIAMENT.
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THE APPOINTMENT OF THE PRESIDENT DESIGNATED BY THE EUROPEAN COUNCIL
THEN IN A LATER STAGE THAT OF THE ENTIRE COMMISSION OF THE EUROPEAN
COMMUNITIES, WOULD BE CONFIRMED BY THE PARLIAMENT BY MEANS OF
MAJORITY VOTING BY ITS MEMBERS.

EUROPE MONDAY/TUESDAY 10/11 DECEMBER 1990 NO 5388 (NEW SERIES) THE
CONFERENCE SHOULD REVIEW HOW THE NATIONAL PARLIAMENTS COULD BE
INVOLVED MOEE CLOSELY IN THE UNION AND HOW REGIONS COQULD BE
EMPOWERED TO PRESENT THEIR POINTS OF VIEWS ON THE ESSENTIAL ISSUES
CONCERNING THEM.

3. WE PROPOSE IN ORDER TO SAFEGUARD THE UNION'S EFFECTIVENESS THAT
IN AGREEMENT WITH THE SOLIMN STUTTGART DECLARATION THE ROLE AND THE
MISSIONS OF THE EUROPEAN COUNCIL THE COUNCIL MEETING AT THE HIGHEST
LEVEL AND PERMANENT IN NATURE BE CONFIEMED AND ENLARGED.

THE COUNCIL ARBITREATES GUARANTEES AND PROMOTES THE COHERENT
DEVELOPMENT OF INTEGRATION ON THE WAY TO EUROPEAN UNION. IT DECIDES
WHICH NEW AREAS OF COOPERATION SHOULD BE OPENED AND DECIDES THE
ORIENTATIONS AND THE ESSENTIAL GUIDELINES IN THE MAIN FIELDS OF
ACTICN OF THE UNION. IN PARTICULAR IN THE AREA QF COMMON FOREIGHN AND
SECURITY POLICY

WITHIN THE COUNCIL VOTING AT QUALIFIED MAJORITY SHOULD BE THE RULE
FOR COMMUNITY MATTERS EXCEPTIONS TO THIS RULE SHOULD ONLY APPLY TO A
RESTRICTED NUMBER OF SECTORS AND CASES LISTED IN THE TREATY.

4. A5 REGARDS THE COMMON FOREIGN AND SECURITY POLICY ITS VOCATION
WOULD IN FACT BE TO ENCOMPASS ALL AREAS.ITS OBJECTIVE WOQULD BE TO
PRESENT THE ESSENTIAL INTERESTS AND THE COMMON VALUES OF THE UNION
AND ITS MEMBER STATES TO STRENGTHEN THEIR SECURITY TO PROMOTE
COCPERATION WITH THE OTHER STATES AND TO CONTRIBUTE TO PEACE AND

WE SUGGEST THAT THE EUROPEAN COUNCIL SHOULD DEFINE THE PRIORITY
AREAS OF COMMON ACTION FOR EXAMPLE RELATIONS WITH THE USSR AND THE
COUNTRIES FROM CENTRAL AND EASTERN EUROPE THE IMPLEMENTATION OF THE
CONCLUSIONS OF THE SUMMIT OF THE 34 AND THE FOLLOW-UP OF THE CSCE
PROCESS THE DISARMAMENT MNEGOTIATIONS RELATIONS WITH MEDITERRANEAN
MEDITERCOASTAL COUNTRIES...FOREIGN POLICY WILL THUS BE ABRLE TO MOVE
TOWARDS A TRUE COMMON FOREIGN POLICY.

DEVELOPMENT POLICY SHOULD ALSO BE A PART OF THE UNION. MOREOVER
POLITICAL UNION SHOULD INCLUDE A TRUE COMMON SECURITY POLICY WHICH
WOULD IN TUEN LEAD TO A COMMON DEDENCE,

WE PROPOSE THAT THE CONFERENCE SHOULD REVIEW HOW THE WEU AND
POLITICAL UNION MIGHT EXTABLISH A CLEAR ORGANIC RELATIONSHIP AND HOW
THEREFORE THE WEU, WITH INCREASED OPERATIONAL CAPACITIES MIGHT IN
TIME BECOME PART OF POLITICAL UNION AND ELABORATE, ON THE LATTER'S
BEHALF A COMMON SECURITY POLICY.

THE LINKS BETWEEN THE WEU AND THE COMMUNITY MEMBERSTATES WHICH ARE
NOT MEMBERS OF THIS ORGANISATION COULD BE GRADUALLY STRENGTHENED
COOPERATION BETWEEN THE WEU AND THE EUROPEAN STATES BELONGING TO
THE ATLANTIC ALLIANCE BUTTO THE EEC WOULD ALSO BE ENHANCED.

THE DECISIONS OF THE INTERGOVERNMENTAL CONFERENCE SHOULD RESPECT
THE COMMITMENTS MADE TO THE ALLIES OF THE ATLANTIC ALLIANCE AS WELL
AS THE SPECIFICITIES OF THE DEFENCE POLICY OF EACH MEMEER STATE.

WE ARE CONVINCED THAT THE ATLANTIC ALLIANCE AS A WHOLE WILL BE
STRENGTHENED BY THE INCREASED ROLE AND RESPONSIBILITY OF THE
EUROPEANS AND BY THE ESTABLISHMENT WITHIN NATO OF A EUROPEAN PILLAR.

THE DUTCH FORIGN MINISTER MR. HANS VAN DEN BROED CALLED THE CONTENTS
OF THE LETTER A MATTER FOR CONCERN, AND CONFIRMED THAT HE OPFOSES
ANY STRENGTHENING OF THE EUROPEAN COUNCIL'S ROLE FOR HIM THE
STRENGTHENING OF THE ROLE OF THE EUROPEAN COUNCIL BY ITSELF DOES NOT
AMOUNT TO A PROOF OF DEMOCRATISATION OF THE EUROPEAN INSTITUTIONS.
THIS DEMOCRATISATION IS THE CONDITION PUT BY THE NETHERLANDS FOR ANY

The Europeen Counsil expresees its desp concern at the continuing deadleak in
the Qulf criels, with the pers!istent viplatien of international lagality by Irag,
end in particular the prolonged and destructive occupation of Kuwait, the
oppression and deportation of it populmtion, the helding of foreign hostages ana
the repeated violations of econventions yoverning diplomatic relations, Bueh acts
cannot be tolerated. The European Community and its menber States attach the

pessible, thus bringing about the full restoration of the soverelgncy,
independence, unity snd territorial Integrity of a Lebanon free of all foreign
troops. The European Council calls upon all parties in Lebanen to take part in
this process end to co-opsrate with a view to the immediate restoration of
conditions preventing the recurrence of such violence, The Europsan Community snd
its member States will continue to support that process fully and stand ready to
perticipate In the reconstructlion of the country.

The Europedn Council reaffirms its long-stending commitment to a just solution
to the other problems of the region and the determination of the Community and its
member States Lo spare no efforts to that end.

In this context, it intends to work for a comprehensive, just and lasting
esttliement of the Arab-Israeli conflict and the Palestinien problem in conformity
with the relevent resclutlons of the United Mations Becurlty Council and the
principles set out by the Community in its previcus declarstions. To this end, it
repeats once agaln its support for the principle of the convening, at an
appropriate time, of an Iinternational peace confarence.

The lack of any progress in the search for a peaceful settlement of the

The Ministers of Foreign Affairs of the nine countries
of the Western Mediterranean, together with the Minister of
Foreign Affairs of Malta, an assnéiat?d country, met in Rome on
10 October 1990 at the invitation of the Italian Government.

This first meeting of the countries of Southern Eurcpe
and of the Member countries of the AMU is the end result of
intense, lenghty consultations.

They decided to set up a framework for regional co-
operation in the Western Mediterranean with a view to
strengthening the 1links between the %Ytwo . shores of the
Mediterranean. :

This new framework for co-cperation is intended to step
up political dialogque and consultations and to undertake joint
efforts to promote economic, cultural and sncial development in
the Western Mediterranean.

In this spirit they adopted a declaration on dialogue
and co-operation in the Western Mediterranean, which will serve
as their reference framework and platform for action
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DECLARATION OF THE NINE
ON DIALOGUE AND CO-OPERATION IN THE WESTERN MEDITERRANEAN

The Ministers of Foreign Affairs of Algeria, Spain,
France, Italy, the Libyan Arab Jamahiriya, Marocco, Mauritania,
portugal and Tunisia and the Minister of Foreign Affairs of
Malta, an associated country, met in Rome on 10 October 1990 at
the invitation of the Italian Government. The meeting of the
Foreign Ministers was preceded by a preparatory meeting of
cenior civil servants on 8 October.

1. The Ministers of Foreign Affairs of the Member States of
the AMU and of the four EC Member States and of Malta welcomed
the holding of this first meeting, which is the end result of
intense consultations. They consider that the positive changes
which have occurred in Europe and the Maghreb have contributed
directly to the success of their joint efforts. They consider
that it is of great importance to turn to account the
possibilities afforded by the new regional context in the
Western Mediterranean in order to step up their efforts to set
up a framework for dialogue and co-operation on a lasting
basis.

2 The Ministers expressed their countries’ attachment to
the principles of the comprehensive and indivisible nature of
cecurity in the Mediterranean and agreed to set their action in
the framework of the promotion of peace and co-operation
throughout the region.

They consider that the issue of -security in the
Mediterranean must be viewed in the “broader context of
international security and that it is closely linked to that of
the region as a whole. The Mediterranean countries should in
their view benefit from the favourable prospects for security
and co-operation which are developing in Europe. .

. The Ministers of Foreign Affairs took due account of the
characteristics and specific features of the Western
Mediterranean and decided to turn them to account to make that
region an area of peace, co-operation and stability. They are
convinced that the resulting benefits in terms of political
stability and economic, social and cultural progress ‘for each
country and for the subregion of the Western Mediterranean as a
whole will contribute towards transforming the Mediterranean
into an area of peace and co-operation. ‘:: .’

4. They etressed that the processes of - integration between
the Twelve in Europe and within the AMU are factors likely to
contribute towards reducing tension, improving good neighbourly
relations and fostering economic, social and cultural progress.
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5 They noted that these processes of the Twelve hold great
potential for strengthening the co-operation 1linking the
countries in the Western Mediterranean on the one hand and the
AMU and the EC on the other. From this viewpoint they were of
the opinion that the dialogue and co-operation they contemplate
in their subregion are likely to strengthen though not supplant
future EC-AMU relations and the Euro-Arab dialogue.

6. The Ministers considered that the ©present major
disparities in levels of development between the northern and
southern shores of the Mediterranean, including the Western
Mediterranean, introduced imbalances fraught with grave danger
for the stability and well-being of the whole region. In this
respect they showed great determination to foster regional
solidarity with a view to eliminating these disparities in
development. The Ministers expressed their conviction that such
regional solidarity will prevent the region from becoming a
backwater. To that end they will take care to ensure that the
processes of integration and co-operation set in motion in
Europe go hand in hand with parallel, similar efforts in the
field of co-operation directed at the Mediterranean region. In
thic connection they considered that such solidarity could be
achieved on the basis of a stable core in the Western
Mediterranean.

7 3P From this viewpoint, they expressed their conviction that
if such solidarity is to be effective, it will reguire adequate
means and instruments for dialogue and co-operation.

B. On the basis of these shared convictions, the Ministers
of Foreign Affairs of the participating countries:

- are agreed to set up an appropriate framework to further
political dialogue and consultations and to make a joint
effort to encourage economic, cultural and social
development in the Western Mediterranean. That framework is
intended to maintain the momentum of constant dialogue at
foreign minister level. The Ministers will meet once a Yyear
and as the need arises to exchange views on matters of
common interest in particular relating to the region. The
chairmanship of the ministerial meetings will rotate between
the countries according to alphabetical order. Working
parties with the participation of Kalta will be set up by a
mechanism for co-ordination among the Nine to prepare co-
operation measures in areas of common interest;

- stress that the process of dialogue, .consultations and co-
operation which they are setting -in’ motion will be
comprehensive in nature and cover political, security,
economic, cultural, human and ecological aspects;

- agree that economic co-operation should be based on the
concept - of- -partnership’ arid should complement rather than
supplant bilateral co-cperation and co-cperation in the
framework of the EC and of the relations to be established
between the EC and the AMU.

Such co-operation will entail:
A) adopting specific Mediterranean programmes and projects;

B) fostering economic development and dialogue on cultural,
pelitical and security matters between the said countries;

C) exchanges of views and information 1likely to 1lead to
concerted policies and programmes in order to ensure
greater consistency and effectiveness;

9. Mediterranean co-operation will invelve  the active
participation of wundertakings, the two sides of industry,
private investors, regional and local authorities and cultural
establishments while the Governments will undertake to create a
favourable political climate and to stimulate the interest of
the economic, cultural and scientific circles concerned. Co-
operation between the Parliaments of the countries involved
could also be contemplated and encouraged.

10. The nine Mediterranean countries have decided to foster
dialogue and consultations with a view to contributing towards
the eolution of political and security issues of mutual
interest. They have also decided to develop co-operation with
each other on a balanced, mutually advantageous basis in the
following priority fields: Tk

A) Economy

- promotion of trade (including co-operation regarding
standards for products and certification systems)

- industrial relations

- partnership and investments

- energy

- transport

- agriculture and self-sufficiency in food

- tourism and craft trades

- technology transfer

B) Human resources:

- social affairs and in partlcular 1mmigrat10n
- education and training '
- scientific research

- communications
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- cultural affairs and- the safeguarding of the cultural
heritage
- gporting activities

C) Natural resources:

- the environment (and .in particular the combating of
pollution, decertification and natural scourges)

- civil defence

- the preservation and safeguarding of fishery resources.

11. To that end, the Ministries agree to make use of the

. possibilities afforded by regional co-operation by adopting the
following specific programmes and projects:

A) The creation of a Mediterranean data bank linking the nine

countries and permitting exchanges and the communication of
information in all areas of common " interest and in
particular in the field of industry and commerce;

B) Closer co-operation in the social and human fields:

- measures for enhanced knowledge and understanding of and
respect for the peoples and cultures on the two shores of
the Mediterranean;

- the study of migration issues with a view to encouraging the
cearch for mutually acceptable solutions in the relevant
areas, in particular as regards 1living, residence and
working conditions and conditions relating to.the movement
of persons;

c) The development of regional eolidarity by means of joint
management of  natural equilibria .in  the Western
‘Mediterranean. w omi

12. In the same spirit, the Ministers agree to:

A) encourage the establishment of a multilateral financial
institution with Mediterranean scOpe;

B) encourage the search for cuitable solutions to the problems
stemming from the foreign debt of the Maghreb countries and
the ‘guest, within the relevant frameworks, for mechanisms
to solve this problem by promoting job creation, taking
account of the various recent measuresj '

C) encourage, by means of suitable 1legal frameworks and
financial institutions, the execution of projects in the
Maghreb countries (promotion of partnership,
cubcontracting, technology transfer, etc.):

D) step up dialeogue and cultural, scientific- and technical co-
operation between the countries of Southern Europe and of
the Maghreb by Mediterranean action programmes permitting
the development of co-operation between universities and



scientific, . . cultural. and educational institutions
(management training, encouragement of ~exchanges between
young people and the safeguarding and restoring of the
cultural heritage). .

13. The Ministers consider that the actual initiation of such
a process of regional co-operation will be a further mark of
southern Europe’s interest in the Maghreb without such co-
operation taking the form of meetings or mechanisms for
preliminary negotiation. Such co-operation will also provide an

1. THE COUNCIL CONFIREMD THE NEED-PARTICULARYLY IN THE PRESENT
SITUATION IN THE REGION OF THE MEDITERRANEAN AND THE MIDDLE EAST
TO EXFEDITE THE CUEEENT DISCUSSIONS ON COMMISSION PROPOSALS

FOR STEFPING UP THE COMMUNITY MEDITERRANEAN POLICY.

THE COMMUNITY AND ITS MEMBER STATES ALSO RESOLVED TO GIVE THEIR
SUFPFPORT TO THE PREPARATION OF A REGIONAL CO-QOPERATION POLICY

AIMED AT MAKING A CONSTRUCTIVE CONTREIBUTION TO THE SOLUTION

OF THEE STRUCTURAL PROBLEMS AFFECTING THE MEDITERRANEAN AND

THE MIDDLE EAST FROM THE POINT OF VIEW OF THAT REGIONS STABILIT

AND ECONOMIC AND SOCIAL WELL-BEING.THIS ACTION,IN THE CURRENT
CIRCUMSTANCES ,WILL BE SUBJECT TO FULL COMPLIANCE BY THE COUNTRIES

CONCERNED WITH THE SECURITY COUNCIL RESOLUTIONS ADOPTED AGAINST

THE BACEKGROUND OF THE GULF CRISI.

2.WITH THIS IN MIND THE COUNCIL HELD A DISCUSSION WITH A VIEW

TO ESTABLISHING, IN A GENERAL CONTEXT,GUIDELINES FOR THE POINTS

ON WHICH IT APPEARED DESIRABLE TO CONCENTRATE WORK IN THE IMMEDIATE
FUTURE.

3.THE COUNCIL NOTED IN A POSITIVE SPIRIT THE DIRECTIVES SUBMITTED
BY THE COMMISSION FOR THE OPENING OF NEGOTIATIONS FOR THE RENEWAL
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OF THE FINANCIAL PROTOCOLS WITH THE COUNTRIES OF THE SOUTHERN
AND EASTERN MEDITERRANEAN.IT WOULD PRESS ON WITH THE EXAMINATION
OF THOSE DIRECTIVES WITH A VIEW TO ADOPTING THEM AS SOON AS
POSSIBLE,

4 . THE COUNCIL AGREED IN PRINCIPLE ON STRONG COMMUNITY SOPPORT
FOR ECONOMIC REFORM IN THESE COUNTRIES IN CONCERTATION ALSO
WITH THE BRETTON WOODS INSTITUTIONS.

5.THE COUNCIL WOULD GIVE PRACTICAL CONSIDERATION TO THE PRINCIPLE
OF HORIZONATAL FINANCIAL COOPERATION, PARTICULARYLY IN THE AREAS

OF REGIONAL COOPERATION, INDUSTRIAL COOPERATION AND THE ENVIRONMENT.
MENTION WAS MADE OF THE IMPORTANCE WHICH SHOULD BE ATTACHED TO

THE IMPLEMENTING PROCEDURS AND ARRANGEMENTS FOR ACCESS TO THE
BENEFITS OF SUCH COOPERATION.

6.THE COUNCIL NOTED THAT THE COMMISSION WOULD BE SUBMITTING A
STUDY OF THE DESIRABILITY OF ESTABLISHING A FINANCIAL INSTITUTION
FOR THE MEDITERRANEAN COUNTRIES,AND WOULD MOVE SWIFTLY TO EXAMINE
THE MATTER.

7.THE COUNCIL FINALLY EMPHASIZED THE IMPORTANCE OF EXPANDING
TRADE IN THE EEGION AND WITH THE COMMUNITY AS A FACTOR WHICH
COULD HELP TO RESOLVE THE ECONCMIC AND SOCIAL PROBLEEMS.

8.THE COUNCIL INSTRUCTED COREPER TO PRESS ON WITH EXAMINING THE

COMMISSION COMMUNICATION, ALSO IN LIGHT OF THE ANALYSES BY COUNTRY
WHICH THE COMMISSION WOULD SHORTLY BE SUBMITTING'.
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DECLARATION ON THE CRISIS IN THE GULF.

THE EUROPEAN COMMUNITY AND ITS MEMBER STATES REITERATE THEIR
UTTER CONDEMNATION OF THE POLICY OF BRUTAL AGGRESSION OF THE

IRAQI GOVERNMENT, THE INCREASING PERSECUTION OF THE CITIZENS
OF KOWAIT AS WELL AS OF THE FOREIGN NATIONALS IN THAT COUNTRY
AND IN IRAQ,THE TAKING OF HOSTAGES AND THE UNACCEPTABLE VIOLATION
OF DIPLOMATIC PREMISES IN KOWAIT,THEY WELCOME THE UNANIMOUS
ADOPTION BY THE SECURITY COUNCIL OF RESOLUTION 667, UNANIMOUS
ADOPTION BY THE SECURITY COUNCIL OF RESOLUTION 667, CONDEMNING
IRAQ FOR ITS ACTIONS WHICH CONSTITUTE A FLAGRANT VIOLATION OF

INTERNATIONAL LAW AND CONFRONTING THIS COUNTRY WITH ITS
RESPONSIBLITIES.

THE COMMUNITY AND ITS MEMBER STATES ALREADY STATED CLEARLY THAT
THEY CONSIDER ALL ACTS PERPETRATED AGAINST ONS OF MCRE

AMONG THEM AS COMMITTED AGAINST ALL. IN RESPONSE TO NEW VERYGRAVE
0 ILLEGAL ACTS AGAINST THEIR EMBASSIES IN KUWAIT, AND TAKING

INTO ACCOUNT THE MEASURES ALREADY TAKEN BY SOME MEMBER STATES
THEY HAVE DECIDED OF ONE ACCORD TO EXPEL THE MILITARY PERSONNEL
ATTACHED TO THE IRAQI EMBASSIES AND TO LIMIT THE FREEDOM OF
MOVEMENT OF THE OTHER MEMEBERS OF THEIR STAFF.

IN THE SAME SPIRIT OF SOLIDARITY THEY AGREED THAT THEIR EMBASSIES
IN KUWAIT WILL TAKE CHARGE COLLECTIVELY OF THE RESPONSIBILITIES
IN PARTICULAR THOSE CONCERNING THE PROTECTION OF NATIONALS
OF THOSE EMEASSIES OF WHICH THE PERSONNEL IS FORCED TO LEAVE
KUWQIT AS THE CONSEQUENCE OF ILLEGAL ACTIONS OF THE IRAQI AOUTHORITI
ES. SINCE THE WITHDRAWAL OF PERSOHNHNEL HAS ONLY BEEN BROUGHT
ABOUT BY THE MATERIAL IMPOSSIBILITY OF STAYING ON, THE EMBASSIES
ARE CONSIDERED TO REMAIN OPEN.

TEH COMMUNITY AND ITS MEMBER STATES CONSIDER INDISPENSABLE THAT
THE EMEARGO DECIDED UPON BY THE UN LEADS THE GOVERNMENT AT PRESENT
IN PLACE IN BAGHADAD TO REALISE THE SUICIDAL CHARACTER OF ITS
BEHAVIOUR TOWARDS THE INTERNATIONAL COMMUNITY. TO THIS END, THEY
REAFFIRM THEIR COMMITMENT TO PUT INTO OPERATION, FOR THEIR PART
ALL NECESSARY MEASURES IN ORDER TO ENFORCE THE EMBARGO IN ALL

ITS FORMS AND TO CONSULT WITH EACH OTHER ACTIVELY IN ORDER TO
FACILITATE THEINTRODUCTION OF MEASURES TO MONITOR THE EMBARGO
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AND TO REINFORCE THE SANCTIONS AGAINST IRAQ WITHIN THE COMPETENT
INSTITURIONS.

IN THIS PERSPECTIVE THEY RENEW THEIR URGENT APPEAL TO ALL STATES
TO APPLY STRICLTLY, ANDMAKE THEIR NATIONALS APPLY STRICTLY
THE RESOLUTIONS OF THE SECURITY COUNCIL. TO THIS END THEY AGREED
TOMAKE DIPLOMATIC DEMARCHES VIS-A-VIS THOSE COUNTRIES SUSPECTED
OF NOT RESPECTING THE EMBARGO IN ORDER TO MAKE THEM JOIN THE
INTERNATIONAL ACTION DECIDED UPON BY THE UN AND TO ENVISAGE,
IF NEEDED, THE INTRODUCTION OF APPROPRIATE MEASURES-ECONOMIC
AND OTHERS- IN CONFORMITY WITH THE UN SECURITY COUNCIL RESQLUTIONS
AGAINST STATES NOT RESPECTING THE EMBARGO.

IN LINE WITH THEIR DECISIONS TAKEN AT THE EXTRAORDINARY
MINISTERIAL MEETING OF 7 SEPTEMBER IN ROME, AND IN THE SPIRIT
OF ARTICLE 50 OF THE UN CHARTER, THE COMMUNITY AND ITS MEMBER
STATES REAFFIEM THEIR COMMITMENT TO PROVIDE SUBSTANTIAL SHORT
TERM ECONOMIC ASSISTANCE TO THE COUNTRES MOST SERIQUSLY
AFFECTED BY THE STRICY IMPLEMENTATION OF THE EMBARGO AND NOTABLY
EGYPT, JORDAN AND TURKEY. THE COMMUNITY IS DETERMINED TO ASSIST
THESE COUNTRIES IN THE SACRIFICES IMPOSE ON THEM BY THE PRESENT
INTERNATIONAL CRISIS. THE COMMUNITY WELCOME THE SUBSTANTIAL
NATIONAL CONTRIBUTIONS ALREADY ANNOUNCED BY SOME MEMBER STATES
AND NOTES THE INTENTION OF OTHER MEMBER STATES TO ANNOUNCE THEIR
CONTRIEUTIONS SHORTLY. THE ECONOMIC ASSISTANCE FPROPOSALS SUBMITTED
BY THE COMMISSION ( 1.5 BILLION ECU) WILL BE EXAMINED AS A
MATTER OF URGENCY. IN THIS CONNECTION THE COMMISSION WILL PROVIDE
AN UPDATED ASSESSMENT OF THE NEEDS OF THE COUNTRIES CONCERNED
THE CONTRIBUTIONS ALREADY ANNOUNCED BY OTHER COUNTRIES AND
INTERNATIONAL INSTUTUTIONS, AS WELL AS THE NATIONAL CONTRIBUTIONS
OF MEMBER STATES. THE COUNCIL WILL ADOPT ITS FINAL DECISION
BEEFORE THE END OF SEPTEMEER.

AT THE SAME TIME THE COMMUNITY AND ITS MEMBER STATES COMMIT

THE EUROPEAN COMMUNITY AND ITS MEMBER STATES REITERATE THEIR
UTTER CONDEMNATION OF THE POLICY OF BRUTAL AGGRESSION OF THE

IRAQI GOVERNMENT, THE INCREASING PERSECUTION OF THE CITIZENS
OF KOWAIT AS WELL AS OF THE FOREIGN NATIONALS IN THAT COUNTRY
AND IN IRAQ,THE TAKING OF HOSTAGES AND THE UNACCEPTABLE VIOLATION
OF DIPLOMATIC PREMISES IN KOWAIT,THEY WELCOME THE UNANIMOUS
ADOPTICN BY THE SECURITY COUNCIL OF RESOLUTION 667,UNANIMOUS
ADOPTION BY THE SECURITY COUNCIL OF RESOLUTION 667, CONDEMNING

IN THE SAME SPIRIT OF SOLIDARITY THEY AGREED THAT THEIR EMBASSIES

IN PARTICULAR THOSE CONCERNING THE PROTECTION OF NATIONALS
OF THOSE EMBASSIES OF WHICH THE PERSONNEL IS FORCED TO LEAVE

E5. SINCE THE WITHDRAWAL OF PERSONNEL HAS ONLY BEEN BROUGHT
ABQUT BY THE MATERIAL IMPOSSIBILITY OF STAYING ON, THE EMBASSIES
ARE CONSIDERED TO REMAIN OPEN.

TEH COMMUNITY AND ITS MEMBER STATES CONSIDER INDISPENSABLE THAT
THE EMBARGO DECIDED UPON BY THE UN LEADS THE GOVERNMENT AT PRESENT
IN PLACE IN BAGHADAD TO REALISE THE SUICIDAL CHARACTER OF ITS
BEHAVIOUR TOWARDS THE INTERNATIONAL COMMUNITY. TO THIS END, THEY
REAFFIRM THEIR COMMITMENT TO PUT INTO OPERATION, FOR THEIR PART
ALL. NECESSARY MEASURES IN ORDER TO ENFORCE THE EMBARGO IN ALL

ITS FORMS AND TO CONSULT WITH EACH OTHER ACTIVELY IN ORDER TO
FACILITATE THEINTRODUCTION OF MEASURES TO MONITOR THE EMBARGO
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AND TO REINFORCE THE SANCTIONS AGAINST IRAQ WITHIN THE COMPETENT
INSTITURIONS.

IN THIS PERSPECTIVE THEY RENEW THEIR URGENT APPEAL TO ALL STATES
TO APPLY STRICLTLY, ANDMAKE THEIR NATIONALS APPLY STRICTLY

THE RESOLUTIONS OF THE SECURITY COUNCIL. TO THIS END THEY AGREED
TOMAKE DIPLOMATIC DEMARCHES VIS-A-VIS THOSE COUNTRIES SUSPECTED
OF NOT RESPECTING THE EMBARGO IN ORDER TO MAKE THEM JOIN THE
INTERNATIONAL ACTION DECIDED UPON BY THE UN AND TOQO ENVISAGE,

IF NEEDED, THE INTRODUCTION OF APPROPRIATE MEASURES-ECONOMIC

AND OTHERS- IN CONFORMITY WITH THE UN SECURITY COUNCIL RESOLUTIONS
AGAINST STATES NOT RESPECTING THE EMBARGO.

IN LINE WITH THEIR DECISIONS TAKEN AT THE EXTRAORDINARY
MINISTERIAL MEETING OF 7 SEPFTEMBER IN ROME, AND IN THE SPIRIT
OF ARTICLE 50 OF THE UN CHARTER, THE COMMUNITY AND ITS MEMBER
STATES REAFFIRM THEIR COMMITMENT TO PROVIDE SUBSTANTIAL SHORT
TERM ECONOMIC ASSISTANCE TO THE COUNTRES MOST SERIOUSLY
AFFECTED BY THE STRICY IMPLEMENTATION OF THE EMBARGO AND NOTARBLY
EGYPT, JORDAN AND TURKEY. THE COMMUNITY IS DETERMINED TQ ASSIST
THESE COUNTRIES IN THE SACRIFICES IMPOSE ON THEM BY THE PRESENT
INTERNATIONAL CRISIS. THE COMMUNITY WELCOME THE SUBSTANTIAL
NATIONAL CONTRIBUTIONS ALREADY ANNOUNCED BY SOME MEMBER STATES
AND NOTES THE INTENTION OF OTHER MEMBER STATES TO ANNOUNCE THEIR
CONTRIBUTIONS SHORTLY. THE ECONOMIC ASSISTANCE PROPOSALS SUBMITTED
BY THE COMMISSION ( 1.5 BILLION ECU) WILL BE EXAMINED AS A
MATTER OF URGENCY. IN THIS CONNECTION THE COMMISSION WILL PROVIDE
AN UPDATED ASSESSMENT OF THE NEEDS OF THE COUNTRIES CONCERNED

THE CONTRIBUTIONS ALREADY ANNOUNCED BY OTHER COUNTRIES AND
INTERNATIONAL INSTUTUTIONS, AS WELL AS THE NATIONAL CONTRIBUTIONS
OF MEMBER STATES. THE COUNCIL WILL ADOPT ITS FINAL DECISICN
BEFORE THE END OF SEPTEMBER.

AT THE SAME TIME THE COMMUNITY AND ITS MEMBER STATES COMMIT
