TO THE JEWISH COMMUNITY RELATIONS COUNCIL OF NEW YORK

FEBRUARY B, 1987

Thank you for your kind intreduction.

I am honored that you have chosen me to receive the .
Henry Jackson Leadership Award. I am particularly pleased

that Mrs., Jackson was able to attend this meeting.

Mrs. Jackson, 1 salute you in his memory! Let me also
commend the Community Relations Council of Mew York for
naming their award in his honor. You could not have found a
more deserving individual for this honor than Senator

Jackson.

I had the privilege of serving in the Onited States
Senate with Henry Jackson. He always stood for the highest
principles and ideals. In addition, Scoop Jackson was one
of the most courageous fighters for what he believed were

the best interests of this nation.



I also regarded him az a valued friend. His photograph
hangs in my office. T wish I had asked him to autegraph it
during his life, During my early years in the Senate, Scoop
was always able to help me and share the wisdom he gained

from his many years of service to the United States.

Let me share just one example of this with you.

In 1981, the Administration decided to sell AWACS and
other offensive egquipment to S5audi Arabia. My heart, head,
and soul told me this sale was wrong, but T was surprised to

see how controversial this action was within Alabama.

I discussed this dilemma with Senator Jackson and he
reminded me that while some Alabama businesses may have
dealings with Saudi Arabia, the actual AWACS planes were
built by Boeing in his state. He emphasized the importance
of remaining true to convictions and principles. I believe
this is an important example of courage and a lesson that

has proven useful to me in the Senate and in life.

I am now éngaged in another controversy that has
implications for our relaticons with Israel. I was recently
appointed as a member of the Senate Select Committee

investigating the Iran-Contra affair.




S8ince reports of U.5. sales of arms to Iran, and
subsequent accounts of the diversion of funds to the
Nicaraguan opposition were first made public, there has been
a storm of conflicting statements, troublesome allegations,
and missing facts. At times, it seems that no one knows
exactly what events occurred, by whom they were authorized,
or what scope they encompassed. This uncertainty has
already bred a deep distrust, a doubt, and a mystery which
could erode the confidence which every citizen holds in our

government, and in our system,

I believe that the goal of all Congressional
investigations of this matter should be bipartisan, fair and
not vindictive. They should not be pursued in a manner to
try to get somecne or to protect someone. BRather, they
should strive to uncover the facts and report these findings
to the American people., Find and report the truth. Only in

this way can we put this matter behind us and concentrate on

the pressing issues that face our nation.

There has been some talk of the Israeli involvement in
these activities. There even appears to be an effort, by
some, to blame Israel or to throw a major share of the
responsibility upon Israel. As I approach this question, I
am impressed by the comments of Secretary of State Ceorge
Shultz. In testimony before Congress, he stated that "the

United States has to take the full responsibility for our



actions...any decision was our decision; we should not try

and blame it on any other country.”

Quite apart from whatever domestic ramifications the
Iran-Contra affair may have for Americans, it also has
strategic implications for the Middle East and the role of
the United States as a superpower. At least one factor
remains clear and unchanged--the special relationship
between the United States and Israel is strong and durable
enough to overcome this issue! Nothing has happened to
alter the basic fact that our two countries share similar

geals, challenges, and threats!

The most obvious threat now faced by both nations is,
unfortunately, the scourge of international terrorism. Let
us not forget that it was the effects of terrorism by
fanatics in the Middle East that led to the Iran-Contra
affair. Let us also not forget that the same forces which
attack innocent Israelis around the world have attacked the
American Marine barracks in Beirut and have resorted to

taking American hostages.

Terrorism has consumed the American psyche., Israelis
are also obviously concerned and active in countering its
evils. But, what I find fascinating about the Israeli
response is that Israel can still maintain its open,

pluralistic and free society despite the daily threats.




When I was in Israel, I marveled at the emphasis that
continues to be placed upon c¢ivil liberties and the rights
of the individual. As I walked through the streets of
Jerusalem, I could not help but wonder how Americans would
react if their sworn enemies were but a few short miles
away, with hostile missiles and jets only minutes from
downtown Jerusalem. I wondered how Americans would react if
there were agitators within the United States who actively
denounced the existence of the state while receiving aid and
sustenance from neighboring states. 1 believe that Israel's
great commitment to the gualities of liberty and perscnal

freedom are an example to the entire world,

In fact, I believe that the bedrock of our profound
friendship with Israel lies in cur shared commitment to
Democracy--the unfailing belief in individual liberties,
freedom, justice, human rights and the rule of law, A
mentality which respects the dignity of human beings and the
right to live is not new to the inhabitants of Israel. For
Israel is a state born of the ashes of the holocaust. That
ig just another reason for the shared Israeli and American

concern for the plight of the Soviet Jews.

Our congressional attempts to spotlight the plight of
Soviet Jews have been somewhat successful. At the urging of

Congress, the Reagan Administration pursued the subject of




Soviet Jewry at both recent summits and has added the issue
te the agenda for the Geneva Talks. Despite some
indications of easing up in the Soviet Union, I remain

alarmed at the current trends.

During the last years of the Decade of 1970, 50,000
Soviet Jews were allowed to emigrate to the west. However,
in each of the last two yvears the number has been under
1,000. PFurthermore, I am concerned that the recent Soviet
release of a list of defined guidelines governing the
emigration procedure is merely a public relations ploy
designed by Secretary Gorbachev to enhance the reputation of
his government. In sum, I believe that now is the time to
redouble our efforts and commitment to this worthy cause--to
do less is to imply that our own freedom has a lesser

meaning.

Israel is a very, very young democracy--only
thirty-nine years old. In its short history, it has been
faced with many challenges, and many problems. However,
Israel is remarkably similar to the way America was in its
early years. When our forefathers sailed to America, they
soaght refuge from the evils of tyranny. They sought the
freedom to affirm their own religious beliefs. Many in
young America had experienced oppression and religious

persecution. In this new world, they found a promised land




in which they could worship as their consciences and beliefs

dictated.

Likewise, Israel, today, is a sanctuary of hope,
liberty, and freedom for a people who have been oppressed
because of their faith. We, in America, see a kindred
spirit and a shared bond in the struggle for freedom. We,
as Americans, stand shoulder to shoulder with a young
Israeli nation. To those of the Jewish faith who have
suffered oppression, we say there iz a land which will

provide relief from years of misery and hardship.

The c¢ommon bond shared by Israelis and Americans is
evident in the words of the Israeli National Anthem. It
expresses a hope for freedom, and the dream of the promised
land. It affirms Israel as a land of happiness for a people

of faith.

"So long as still within our breasts
The Jewish heart beats true

Eo long as still towards the East,

To Zion, loocks the Jew,

Eo long our hopes are not yvet lost--
Two-thousand years we cherished them--
To live in freedom in the Land

0f Zion and Jerusalem."®




It is true that the people of Israel are daily
confronted by a slew of cowardly, heinous crimes committed
by terrorists and crazed religious zealots., Yekb, when the
United States had seen but thirty-six vears, our forefathers
were similarly confronted by acts which would surely
approach terrorism today. American citizens had been seized
on the high seas and imprisoned. Neighboring Indian tribes,
stirred up by fanatical agitators, butchered American
settlers. TIn 1812, our vouong nation was embroiled in a

bitter war with its then constant enemy, the perpetrator of .

these--the king of England. In the midst of battle, Francis
Scott Key penned the words of our National Anthem, The Star
Spangled Banner, which gave encouragement to Americans as

they were, again, inveolved in a struggle for liberty.

The last stanza of Key's words expresses a remarkable
similarity and likeness to the sentiments felt in Israel
today, and to lines of Hatikvah, the Israeli National
Anthem. It alsc identifies the gualities which bond our

natione together. Those words are: .

Oh! thus be it ever when freemen shall stand

Between their loved home and the war's desolation,

Blest with wict'ry and peace, may the
Heav'n-rescued land

Praise the Pow'r that hath made and preserved us

Dear Yitzhak,

As you know, the Iran arms sales affair has aroused deep
concern in the United States and abroad. For this reason,
President Reagan has given the very highest prieority to
determining all of the facts so that necessary actions may be
taken under U.S. law and that the rumors, speculation and
public concern these events have provoked can be put to rest,

Az evidence of his concern, the President has invited the
appointment of Judge Lawrence E, Walsh, a distinguished jurist,
as independent counsel to investigate all possible violations
of U.S. laws in this affair, and has assured his complete

' cooperation with this investigation. The President has also .
created a special review board, chaired by former Senater John
Tower, to study the NSC and make recommendations for improving
its functicns.

In addition, bipartisan select committees have been appointed
by both the Senate and the House of Representatives to carry
out full investigations of the Iran arms sales and use of funds
from these sales to support the Wicaraguan Resistance,

The President has asked all elements of the U.S5. Government to
give fullest cooperation to these investigations. We are all
working together to support these efforts, and we need your
governmenkt's help.

As we have stressed in public, responsibility for U.5. arms
sales to Iran is ours alone. We have no intention of shifting
responsibility to Israel. HNevertheless, because Israelti
officials and citizens were involved in zome of khese avenks, .
the Independent Counsel, the Congressional Select Committees,
and the President's Review Board believe that to carry out
their mandates, they must cbtain information from the Israelis
who were invelved. Judge Walsh, Senators Inouye and Rudman and
Congressmen Hamilton and Cheney, and Senator Tower have
therefore asked me to appeal to you for your Government's
cooperation with their respective investigations. I know that
Ambassador Pickering has discussed our need for your
Government's help, and I am grateful for your willingnesa, in
principle,; to cooperate,

We understand your Governmenkt's reluctance to permit interviews
of Israeli officials and citizens. However, Judge Walsh, the
leaders of the Congressional Committees and Senator Towear have

asked me to stress the importance of interviews to the success
of their efforts.

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Theg have also asked me to reassure you that they would work

with your Government in a way that respects your concerns and
is consistent with our especially close and friendly

relations. They stressed that their purpose is not to find
fault with the lIsraeli Government, but to obtain all the facts
80 that U.S5. laws can be enforeced and we can avoid such mishaps
in the future,

The Independent Counsel and the Congressional Committees
request, as a first step, that your Government make available
certain documents that would allew them to focus on and refine
more specifically subseguent requests for coocperation,
including interviews. Staff members of these investigations
would be willing, if you agree, to meet with members of your
staff during your forthcoming visit, to discuss interviews they
hope to conduct later.

In the meantime, the President's Special Review Board will be
ocbliged to complete its report by mid-February, long before tl-.
Independent Counsel and Congressicnal investigations finish
their work. Senator Tower has therefote asked me if it would

be possible for his board to hold interviews with David Eimche
and Amiram Nir within the next week, concerning Israeli

contacts with the NSC staff. The Board is only seeking
information to help it make recommendations to the President to
improve the operations of the NSC.

Yitzhak, I hope it will be possible for your Government ta
respond positively to these requests. We need your help, and
both our Governments have an interest in prompt resolution of
this controversy so that we can devote our full attention to
other more impertant issues in our relationship. The President
and I are both looking forward to seeing you and discussing
these issues during your visit to Washington.

Thie spirit of inguiry and
thie free Flom of information uhich characterize the West will
ineyitably permit technoloay and inmovation e flourish ioc a greater
degres than 1t will 1o a closed society. fhe Lnated Ghates and 1t=

s1lies endoy an intrinsic advantage not anly io the creation, but in
the practical exploitation of advanced technologias. LCompeTitive,
fres-antorprise societies consistently out-rerform central ly gplamnmed
sconomies in fostering innovation, srowth, and the application of new
technolocy to a wide varisety of {ields.

Technology arfects our national securaity 10 tTwn ways. Farst, the
. Hility to sxploit -and adapt technology contributes to the overall
pranamic health of the Lnited States and itas al lies. which 1= a key

element of national power. Second. the exploitation of a
tochnoloaical advantans directly enhances defenss. Precisiaon awided
mun:tions, for example, elp offset the Large Soviet edae in tanh
forces. Stealth techrology helps counter the massive Soviek

investment in air defense. Advances in anti-fubmarinsg warraire
technologies and in subimaringe guieting hellE presaryE2 mart Lumnes
superiority despite the Soviet Navy's numerical advantaues. Ferhaps

most signitficantly, the UW.S. edas in computer technology and sof tware
fFas military relevance across the entire spectrum of warfars.

The Sovists are:, of courses conscious of the Western
technological advantage and have undertaken a massive effort o
acquire and exploit Western technolegy. Thus a vital element of our
defense policy 15 to control technology tranafer and protect
clasmsified information melating to military technolonies. With Ehis
in mind, e have undartaken a major effort to enhance our Mational
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Counter-intelligence and Security Countermeasures plans and
capabilities, as= I outlined in my November 1934 report to Congress.

Competitive Strategies: Competitive strategies are aimed at
syploiting our technological advantages in thoushtful and systematic
ways to cause the Soviets to compete less efficiently or less
effectively in areas of military application. Such strategies seek to
make portions of the tremendous Saoviet military machine obsclete and
force the Soviets to divert resources in ways they may not prefer, and
in a manner that may not necessarily threaten our own Torces. Low
ohservable (stealth? technology, for example, can render much of the
Soviet investment in air defense obsolete and reauires the Soviets to
divert resources from offensive forces to defensivae forces. The
contribution which new technoloaies can make to our competitive
strategiee ig an explicit consideration in making defense procurement
decisions.

Alliances: & third area of U.S5. strepgth and Soviet weakness is
alliance relationships. While the Soviet LInian prasides over an
emplre that has =een several armed rebellions in the past 40 y2ars,
the United States i=s the leader of a voluntary coalition of sdqual
nations. UWU.S. allie=, particularly gur HATI partners, contribute a
major share of the West's total military strensth. Recognizing this

combribution. our defense policy is based on the fundamental premise
tHat we will not sesk to offuset Soyiet pouwssr abones but in cong uriz e
with our allies throushout the alohe: on s Basia of sauitable

burdensharing.

MOGLMTERSNCE OF A STRATEGLC BETERREMT

CGaterrence iz the mast fondamental @lement or our defensae policy
and thae corperstaons of aur alliance relationshaps. Deterrence must
not only preavent conventional and nuwslear attack on the United States.
But must extend such protection to our allies. [Deterrence can bEst be
achiaved if pur defense posture makes ‘the assessient of war oubcome by
the Soviets, or any other adversary, so dangerous and uncertain as tao
remove any possible incentive Tor initiating conflict. Oeterrence
depends bolh on nuclesar and conventional capabilities, and on evidence
of a strong will to use military Torce, i1if necessary, Lo defend our
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vital interests.

LRrile deterrence reguires capabilities across the entire spectrum
of conflict, its ezsential Ffoundation is provided by our strateqic
nuclear forces and the doctrine which supports them. Nuclear
deterrence,. like any form of deterrence, requires us to consider not
what would deter us, but what would deter the Soviets, whose
perceptions of the world and valus system are substantially different
from our own. Since we can never be entirely certain of Soviet
perceptions, 1t 1s of the utmost importance that the effectivensss of
our strategic capabilities -- and our will to use them; iT necessary
== neyar be in doubt.

In the interest of ensuring deterrence, the Lnlted States
maintains diversified strategic forces bo hedge against a disarming
fFirst strike, complicate Saoviet attack plansg, and guard against
technological surprize which might threaten one element of our
strategic forces. To this end, we maintain a wariely af basing modes,
Launch plabttorme: and atbtach yehiclesy achiseving diversity Throush a
triad of SLEMw, ICBMs and bombers.

Fimallvys the nitsd Stales also requires sufticirent residual
capability to provide leverage rfor iarly oar termination. and to svoid
CoEerclion in oa post-contlict world. For this reasons we maintain a
nuclear ress2rve Torce as an integral eart of our strategic Torces. e
also malntaln Contindity of Government programs as an essential
glemant of deterrence to assure the Soviets they cannot escaps
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retaliation by a guick, “decapitating" attack aimed at incapacitating
U.5. political and mil:tary leadership.

These capabilities do not imply the United States seeks to fisht
a nuclear @ar. I have repsatedly emphasized that a nuclear war cannot
be worn and must never be fought. But we seek to deter an adversary
with a very different strategic outlook from our ocum == an outlook
yhich places great stress on nuclear warfighting capability. It is
pasantial the Savists understand that they cannot gain their
asbiectives through nuclear warfare under any conceivabile
circumstances. To achieve this we must ensure that they clearly
perceive tHat the United States has the capsbility to respond
appropridtely to any Soviet attempt to wage & nuclear war, and Ehat wa
have the means tao da this in ways which will defeat Soviet military
obijectives without necessarily trigaering & massive nuclear exchanae.

Strategic Defongest: Our policy of Fflexible response and
deterrance through the threat of offensive retaliation has preserved
the sseurity of the United States and ite allies for decades. At the
same Ebime, the Sowiel strategic force buildup has threatsned the
Ffoundation om which deterrence has long reasted. Looking to the
Future, the U5, Strategic Defense Initiative offers an opportunity to
shift debterrence to 4 cafer and more stable basis through greastar
raliance on sitratealic defenses. Such defenzes, which thresten no ones
could substanktial ly enhance detsrrence by inJdecting grast
uncertainties into Soviet estimates af their ability Lo achisve thear
pasential military objectives in a first strike. "Lesk proaf”
defenses would nok bhe reguired tnadtially in order to deny the Soviselbs
ronfidence thalt they could achieve mesninatul military acals.  Even
less than perfect defeonses could significantly increass ptability by
gliminating plausible incentives for a Soviet First stroike: in
Judging the suitability of systems for possible deplorment. ue will
conbinuge o Be auided by the criteria of milatary affectivensss,
survivabiliby, and cost-effectivensss at the margin,

By reducing the pilitary value of ballistic misegyles, and
ultimately rendering Lthem obsoleter skrategic defenses would alao
provide incentives for Soviet acceptance of significant arbs reduction
sgrcements. In e world with fewer ballistic missiles. however, Soviet
incentives o cheat would be greater. Strategic defensez can
effectively negate these incentives by eliminating the milikary
utility of covertly stockpiled missiles. Ihus, they offer thae
prospect of a safer. mare stable world ain which deep reductions in
strateglic offanmivye arms are both negatiable and anforceable.

Tn =short:s the pureuit of strateare defenses has the potential fo .
bring about the wmost sianificant change in WU.5. Mational SsEcarity
Stirategy since the amd of World War II. By allowing us to move away
From raliance on the bhreat of massive destrucltion to deter
aoaressicn, stratesic defenses would change the antire LS, -Boviast
strateqgic relationship 1n a positive way, increaming the satetr and
aecurity of the peaples of both nations and their allies. He wall

cafntinue to try Lo persuade the Soviets to Join with us in wording out
a stable transition to this sensible and attainable acal.

U.5%. Strategic Modernization Frograms Continuina U.o. strsdbesiic
modernization is essential to assure reliable deterrences snhsance
gtability, and provide motivation for the Soviets to neaotiate broad,
deep, equitable and verifiable reductions in strategic offensive arms.

While we are Firmly committed to using arms control as one component
of our policy for enhancing U.S. and allied securitys 1t would be
exceptionally dangerous to anticipate success in arms cankrol.
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Indeed, neglecting strategic modernization in erpectation of arms
reduction aagreements would have the perverse effect of decreasing the
likelihood of such agreements by reducing one of the principal Soviet
incentives to aargement.

History shows that & cdemonstrated will to maintain a8 military
balance with the Soviet= and not allow them ta gain a significant
strategic advantage is an essential foundation for sericus arms
control negotiations. It was U.5. action to rectify imbalances which
brought the Soviets to consider the major force reductions discussed
at Ferkiavik. Even if we are successful in achieving the agreasments
we sepk. however; the United States will continue to requirs
madernizeds mission-effective; and survivable nuclsar forces to
provide deterrence, promote stability, and hedoge against Soviet
cheating or abrogation during the transition o new, lower fTorce
levels.

For their part, the Boviets continue to invest heavily in
strategic modernization,. with ‘emphasis on accurate, fast-flvinag
ballistic miasiles which can destroy hard Ltaraets. Their goal has
beens, and remains, attainment of an effective disarming first-strike
capabtlity. They have always souwght to enhance their ICBM
survivability through sila hardenina. Recently they have also souaht
to dor =0 threough mobility, including continued deployment of the
road-moabile S5-2%; and preparation for deplayment of the rail-based
S5-A-od.

Ihis approach hazs proven at least partially successful for Lhe
Eoviets an the past. The armms contral saresments of the 1970s laraely
legitimized the planned Soviet strateqgic buildup:. while constraining
ourr @ force modernization by reducsing publ ie suppart for essential
Sstrategic programs. [rypical of the defects of the pasit was the SALT
IT Treaty of 1979, a fundamentally fFlawsd agreemert which was nevear
ratified. Unequal and unveritiable in amportant provisionss 1t was
inimical to the security interssts or the United States and 1ts
gdgllien,; and to the stability of the l.5.-Saviet strategic
relationship.
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Imperfect as these earlier arms conktrol aareements were, their
faults have been compounded by the Soviets' failure to abide by key
provisions: —-— a failure which persists today. They encrypt telemetry
associated with ballistic missile testing in a manner which impedes
verification, They bave deployed a probibited zecond new type of
ICEM. the S55-25, and eiceeded the numerical limit on strategic nuclear
delivery wehicles. The Soviets have also wviolated the SALT I Interim
goreement of 19727 and with respect to the ABM Treaty. as noted
sarlier, the Krasnorarsk radar remains a clear viglation,.

As a result of baoth U.5. concerns with the SALT structure and the
poor Soviet compliance record, I determined in May 19846 that, in the
future, the United States would base decizions reaarding its strategic
force structure on the nature and magnitude of the threat posed by
Caviet stratesic forges: and not on standards contained in a flawed,
unratified: and grpired treaty which has been repeatedly violated by
the Soviet Umion. At the same time I indicated that == assuming no
significant change in the threat we face =~ the LUnited Stated will not
deploy more strategic nuclear delivery vehiclez, or more strategic
ballistic missile warheads, than doss the Soviet Undion. Thus, while
ensuring an adeguate strategic deterrents the Unlted States will
continue Lo @xercize the utmost restealnts in order to foster the
necessary abtmoephersz tor obtaining Soviset agresment tio significant
reductions.

In all of these areas we consider effective verification to be
equally as important as specific negotiated limitss they should be
negotiated concurrgntly. We cannot accept obligations that limit our
military programs unless we can @7fectively verify Soviet compliance
with those same obligations. This is particularly important in light
of the continuing pattern of Soviet violations documented in the
several reports which I have submitted to the Congress an Soviet
non-compl 1ance.

Substantial progress toward the achievement of U.S5. arms control
goals was made at the October 19846 mesting in Iceland between General
Bpcretary Gorbachev and myselt. At that moeting we agreed on the
autlines of a 50 percent reduction in strategic offensive forces and a
dramatic global reduction in IMF misgiles. In the near-term. our
primary focus will be to work toward agresment in these areas.
Consistent with our pricrity on radically reducing tha moat

J.5. Matiomal Security Strategr is built on the concepts of forward
defense and alliance solidarity. Consistent with this strategry, ae
maintain larae, foresard deplovred forces at sea and on the territory of
our MATY and &Asian sllies 1in timse of peace. The aoversll size and
capabilities of U.5. armed services are beavily influenced by the nesd
to maintain such presence, which 1s gssential to deter aggression.

The most demanding threat with which those forces must bhe
prepared to deal iss of courses the Soviet threat. Soviet forces may
always outnumber our own == 2ven when allied forces are thrown into
the balance. For this reason: we must give the most careful attention
io maintaining our forces' gualitative superiority at the lavel
necessary to accomplish their deterrent and warfighting missions.

deterring the Warsam Pact threat. In pursuance of this policy. the
ﬂtllian:e decided 1n October 1983 bto reduce the number of warheads in
Europs by 1,400, in addition to the ;000 warhead reduction completed
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in 1980. These reductions, taken independently of any arms control
agreement, will reduce MATO's nuclear stockpile in Europe to the
lowest level in over 20 years. This makes it essential that the
remaining stockpile be survivable, responsive, and erfective.

Deterrence of Chemical Warfarse: While neither NATO nor the
Untted States sesks to maktch the Soviets weapon for weapon, deterrence
would be weakened 1if the Soviets were allowed to Field a capability
uhich was completely ummatched by a countervailing MNOTO capability.
This premise, which underlies NATO's decision to modernize ite theater
nuclear forces, is egually relevant to our own determination o
modernize U.S. chemical weapons capability throush develosmant of
moderns safe, binary munitions. This modernization will provide us
the capability to deter Soviet first use of chemical weapons. In the
abgsence of such capability, we will remain dependent on an aging
=stockpile of unitary chemical weapons 1ll-suited to modern delivery
system=, and alliance nuclear capabilities, to deter =uch Soviet use
-= an obviously undesirable and risk-prone situation.

The Scope and Intensity of Conflictt Our strategy recoanlzies
that the Soviet Unions together with allied forcesy 1= capable of
gimul tanesous agaression in more than one region of the world. Should
agoression occur in sevieral regions simultaneously, U.5. military
responses would be governed by eiisting commitmants, aeneral strateaic
priorities, the specific circumstances at hand: and the availability

of foarces. This capability to respond would be enhanced by the
Fleribility we bave butlt inte our forces: including ous capsbilities
far slobal strategic mobrlity and powsr projection. 'is capability

to respond effectively in distant theaters reduces the risk that we
will swver have to mest such attacks.
If we must respond to such an attack, our overall cbhoective would

e to terminates the war as soon as possible, at the lowsst ievel of
violence consistent with the restoration of peace on terms Tavorable
bo the United States and its allies. Should our initial stiempts to
defeat aggression Tails howevers WoS. sbtrategy provides for the

fleyvible and sutftficient application of force for as long as combat
continues to ensure that no area af vital interest is lost. Should
escalation oocur, despite our best efforks o contain the intensity of
the conflicts ws would attempt to employ our Foroes n a manner which
would discourade Further escalation while achigving ocur natiohal
cohjectives.

Thus, our strategy recoanizes that a variety of factors would
SFfect the nature:; locations. and intensity of Oure millltary acbios 1n
a rconflict with the Soviet Union.

Soviet domination of the Eurasian land massy and finally, they provide
an immediately available capability to deal with lesser military
contingencies.

Although the Soviet Union represents the arsatest threat to the
nited States and its alliess as mentioned earlier, it is not the only
thraeat. Forward deploved forces can also discourage local aggression
contribute to regional stability. and serve as visible symbols of U.5.
will and capability to protect 1ts interests. For military
continggncigs not involving the Soviet Unians however:; the Linited
States looks primarily to the.nations involved to provide for their
own defense.,

Direct involvement of U.S. military forces is a last resort, to
be undertaken only when clear political shisctives have been
stablishedy our political will 18 Slesrs and appropriate military
capabilities are available. If U.S. combat forces are committedds the
United Btates would meck bto limit the scope and ievel of the gonflict,
avolid the involvement of the Scoviet Union, and achieve W.S. objectivieds
a5 quickly as pomdgible.

In the past six vyears we have made substantial progress in
imeroy it tlhe capabilibty of our Forwsrd deployved Fforces o prateact
.5 interests, esxecute our Mational Stratesy. and support a2lliances
commi tmanlbs.  He remain firmly committed to continued improvemsnt
our deplorveil capabilities in support of our Forwasrd-cdefanso.
alliance-bazgd strategy. The following paragraphs will discuss

selected capabilities which providd essential Ffoundations for that
strategy.

molidarity. Rapaid reinforcement of MATO during times of tension: Vo
example, 1s critical to effective deterrence.
The Soviets have a natural gecgraphic advantage with respect o

countries on the Eurasian rimy and arowing capability to launch

imul taneous offensives in Eurcps, Southwest Asia and the Far Esst.
Larltaslicing on wnterior lines o communicatian: they can redeplor and
rEsuEPly forces oaver a brosd geoaraphic range. Recpnl Soviet erTorts
have siqnificantly improved military access, by rail and rosd; bo
strategically important areas along the UBSR's southern frontiers.

ur globsl support and mability capabilities: including 3irlifs.

sealifts and prepositioning are therefore sssenbial o allow us o
meet military challenges around the periphery of the Eurasian
continents which remains the primery focus of Soviol orpsnsionist
interests. Prepositioning ashore or at sea can sharply redoce gup
response times. Mirlitty the guickest and most flexible of oup
mobility assets, would deliver initial reinforcements tn most
contingenciesi: but sealift will inevitably carry the bulk af our
reinforcement and resupply material, as it ha=s in pant =rises. To
reduce response times, the United States combines prepositioning with
a1rlitt and sealift in an integrated fashion. Mobility capabilities
are espaCially critical to our strategiss for dealing with
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contingencigs in Southwest Asia, where e have no military bases or
paernanently stabtioned miliktary forces.

Consistent with our alliance approach to security, U.S. allies
make critical contributions to the effectivensss of our mobility
rapabilities. Mot only do our allies contribute airfield and port
facilitie=, they also augment our airlift and provide the bulk of our
spalift capability. Finally, allied cooperation is an ocbvious
prersquisite for prepositionino.

When this decadse began. ues faced oevers difficulties in moving
large forces gutckly 2nough to deter Soviet aggression:, deployving
forces to twa or more theaters simultaneously, or moving material
effectively into less-developsd regions. 5Since 1781, with the support
af Congress, we have made areat progress in redressing these
deficienciesy adding substantially to our airlift and sealilft
capability and prepositioning additional large quantities of material
gbroad. Mot all of our sobhijsctives have been accompl ished, hooever.

In rarticular, the ﬁmntinuingtdEtllnE af the U.S. merchant marins and
J.5.-flag commercial shipping assets is a matter of concern. Thia
problem is. compounded by the decline of the W.S.-Tlag Tleet which

results in a reduction of the ssagoing workforce to man all our

1,5%,.~-Flag vessels —— as uwell as ships of the Ready Reserve Force, the
Matitanal Defenss Heserve F lest and any efrectiwve LS. cEntrol led ships
which might nesd recrewing. The lack of merchant mariners in the near
tberm could impeds our ability adesuately to project and sustawn forces .
by strategic wealift.

Maintenance of an Adequats Logistics Baze: To maintain & strong
conventional deterrent it is vital that we provide adequate lagistic
supeort for W5, forces. A rocoust logisftics infrastructures

ztrendthens deterrence by demonslbrating our preparalbions Tof
hostilitiss at #ny lewel of intensiky, and for the length or time
necossary to defend U.S. intergsts. Adeguate, sustained support helps
Fatise the nouclear thresholds strengthens deterrences and improves
prospects for carly success in contliict. Adyversaries muersl mok
conc luds that oS, and a1lied capabalities would erode o f confronced
with a comples or prolongsed military Campalgn.

Lk have made substantial progress over the past siz vears n
pmpproving our military logistics basze, and in the process proviced

=Eronaser support for our detercence strategy. WHith the support or
Congress, we wi kil segk continusdd improvement in this unolamorous, Dol
pscantial compenent of military power. Concurrently, we wall continue

to emphasize o our allies the imeportance of improving the logistics
bEse of their oon forces to ensure that Eh@ir endurance in combat will .
b paraliel to that of our Torces.

Maintenance of ddieguate etive Forcest Support of our
converntionsl deterrent redquires that se maintain bBalancend and
affertive activa forces sufficient in quality and guantity to wmake our
Mational Military Strategy credible. In the context of our alliance
ralationships, deterring ands 1f mnecessary, defeating bhe Soviet
thesat reauires 3 carefully structured mix of U.S5. and alliecd land and
epa-bawed Forces capable of erecuting the adaresd stretear untal
reinforces from The respecklive countries' mobilization bases. In tha
case of MATO., the proxtmity or major Warsaw Pact ground, air and naval
Farces ta Alliance territory: the speed with which modern contlict can
unfald, the Pact's significant numerical advantages, and the Soviets'
strong doctrinal emphasis on =zurprise; all argue for substantial,
qualitatively advanced. and Flexible U.S. and allied conventional
forces.
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The land-based forces of the United States and its allies would
have primary responsibility for blunting a Soviet attack and defending
allied territorys while simultaneously disrupting and destrorving the
follow—on forces which Soviet strategy relies on to exploit any
initial successes. U.S5. and allied ground forces, supported by
tactical air power, require the capability to halt a Pact attack and
restora the integrity of Alliance territory if NATO political and
military objectives are to be achieved. Absent such capability.e
Alliance strategy becomes heavily desendent on the threat of resorting
to nuclear wsapons to achieve essential deterrence and wartightinag
obijectives.

For decades 1t has been a fundamental U.5. obhaective to reduce
the risk of nuclear warfare by maintaining the nuclear threshold at a
high level. Achievement of this goal reguires that, wherever wa
confrant Soviet forces, the forces of the United States and 1ts allies
have the capability o achiewve their missions wmith conventional arms.
In the rcage of our land-based Forces committed to Europs: this

Ez=enltial to our wartime strategy, maritime superiority playa
eaqually vital roles in peacetime. HMobile maritime forces, 2asily
deployed in time of crisis, are a traditional symbol of our nation's
will and capability to defend-its vital i1nterests. They have proven
s B an indispensabhle tool of crisis management Tor every WU.5.
president since the end of World War II. FinallyY, by permitting the
rapid apelication ar U.E. power; maritime supseriority contributes to
regional stability, whether in the Indian Dcean, Central AmErica, bhe
Middle East., or other argeas of strategsic concern.

battle aroup Mavy. MWith conbtinued strong conaressignal supparkt, the
programs of this administration should ensurse our eeseobtlal maritime
zuperiority tfor the remaindsEe of this century.

Maintenance of Effective RAeserve Forces and Mational Mobalization

Base: The affective mobilization of manpower and industrial resources
in the event of conflict would provide essential support for our
military capabilities. With appridximately 4 percent or GHP devaoted to
defenus, our peacetime economy focuses on the needs of the caviliamn
marketplacE: ot on the nation's defsnae requirements. ke rely on the
inherent =ize and strength of the U.S. sconomy as our ultimate line of
derenses tapping inko civilian production to a greater or lezier
artent only as the silkuation may rEguire.

s a resulbs we rEgulirse an ability to surge our i1ndustrial base
ko produce the additional wartime materiel nepded sluring conflict.
fhea haealth af Ehe industrial base, therefores bhas clear military and
strategic significance. @Accordingly. the U.8. sovermment continues to

proviate int biatives wphich suppart improvements in induastrial
productrvity and wmodernization.

#dditiomal lyy through i1ts procurement procedures. bhe soverimant .
caske to provide tncentives for increased proguctiviby s dinprovesd
manufacturing technologies, and to increase U.5. competlbivensss in
thea tnternational marketplacte.

To complement our andustrial] mobilization progoramss the United
States has maintained for over 30 years a stockpile program to ensurs
a supply of critical raw materials to support defense and sssential
civilian needs durFing an SMEraEncy . It 1s ampoartant that we conlioge
to modernize our sbtockpile program to keep pace with current
requiraments, changss in industrisl capacity and new manutacturing and
techralogical developments. Since fundamental disagresments on
stockpile policies exist with the Conaress, ue must rensw efforts to
resolve our differences and develop realistic goals and policies which
will produce a modernized stoekpile for the future.

On the manpower sides, the Total Force policy established in the
garly 1970s places i1ncreased responsibilities on the reserve compaonent
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of U.S. forces. Today,; Tully S0 percent of the combat units for land
warfare are in reserve componegnts. Reserve units perform impartant
missions and support functions on & daily basis. Their priority for
manning:, training; and squipment modecrnization 1s not bassed on ther
pescetime status as forces 'ifn reserve.” but on the basis of the:ir
dirgct integration into the nation's operstional plans and missions.
In many casess the sequence of deplovyment in the event of conflict
would place reserve component uanits side-by-side, and sometimes ahead
af active duty forces.

To mazimize the cost aeffectivensss of the Total Force policy: we
must continue to balance the combat and support aelsments af our acbive
and reserve force structure, their costs, and attendant levels of
risk. While there are speciftic mission areas 1n which the role of
reserve components can be expanded,y we must exercise care to avoid
making demands on our personnel that would Fundamentally alter the
nature of service in the regerves. Our peRacetime operaticonal temeo,

Development and execution of a sound Mational Security Strategy
roquires effective intelligence capabilitiss to provide thoroush and
sccurate apprecirations of actual or potential threats to our national
soacurity. Early warning of develompments which could place at risk key
.5, interests is vital if we are to employ the relevant elements of
natignal power in a timely way, and deal with threats before they
bhecome: unmanageEable, or entail the risk of major conflict.

Our deterrence strategy relies heavily on reliable intelligence
concerning potential adversaries' strategies, forces, doctring,
stronaths,; weakneszes,; and probable courses of action. Int=lligence
zleo provides essential insights into hows we are viewssed by those
advarsaries.  On apepreciation of ftheir perceptions of our
capabilities, poliftical will,: national intereslts, and Likely reaction
to hostile provocation: provides an important measurs of tha
T Foc tivenass of our deterrence. Intelligetice alen improvsas bur
b1 lity to detpoct wiolations of armms control sgresments and potential
teschnological bBreakthroughs which could adversely affect the strength
or our strategic or conventional deterrents.

conflick in the Third World can pose seriopus threats to LB,
security interests. Low Intensity Conflicts, which take place at
Ievels below conventional war but above the routine, peaceful
competition among states, can be particularly troublesome. They often
involve a protracted strugole of competing principles and 1deologies.

Low Intensity Conflicts may be waged by a combination of mEang:
=
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including the use of political, economic, informational, and military
instruments. They are often localizeds but can have significant
regional and global security implications.

Major causes of Low Intensity Conflict are instability and lack
of political and economic development in the Third World (thoush Low
Intensity Conflict can occur in areas outside the Third Horld as
welly., Theszs conditions provide fertile ground for unrest and for
groups and nations wishing to exploit unrest for their cwn PUTPOSEs.
THe resulting conflicts are of concern to the United States whaen they
assaulk U.S. national interests and the security, values: nr political
Foundations of the United States, nour friends, and allie=. Low
Intensity Conflict can gradually isolate the United States, its
allies: and majcor trading partners from the Third World and from each
other. This izolation can be manifest in economic, political, and
military terms.

MNevertheless,
our foreign assistance programs do not receive the support they
desgrve from the Congress. In the last few years, administration
foreign operalions budget requests have been severely cut by the
Conaress. Glthough all programs must bear the burden of reducing the
budast deficit, the cuts in foreign assistance have often been arossly
disproportionate when compared with other programs. :

This 1= penny wise and pound Ffoolish. ke cannot dismiss fareian
assistance as a "give-away® program that wastes money which could
better be spent on Americans. In bthe first placer such a
characterization is factually wrong. PFMuch of the money we spend in
faresian assisbance programs goes to purchase goods and services
produced here in the United States.
