REPORT OF THE SECRETARY-GENERAL ON THE UNITED NATIONS
INTERIM FORCE IN LEBANON

1. The present repoct is submitted in pursuance of Security Council resolution .
587 {(1986) of 23 Septembar 1386, which requested the Secretary—General to cteport to
the Council within 21 days on its applicastion.

Incidents

2. During the period covered by this report (18 September-13 October 1986), there
has been a macrked reduction in attacks against the United Hations Intecim Force in
Lebanen (UNIFIL). Tiiece were three such attacks, all of which occurred during the
first 10 days of that peariod, The first sttack took place in the morning of 19
September when & rocket was fired at a French position at Dirdghaya, wounding five
French soldiecrs, one of tham seriously. On 23 September, four rockets were fired
at the Prench pasition at Ma'rakahy one of them hit the dining hall but caused no
casualties. On 28 Septamber, a wirs-controlled roadside bomb was exploded on the
road north of Aytit as a Pranch logistie convoy was passing by) two soldiercs
recaived minor injuries and their truck was damaged. It was not possible to
confirm the identity of the attackers in any of the above incidents. BSince

28 Saptember, thera have béean no attacks Againat UNIPIL persconnal.

3. UNIPIL has raported three serious incidents affecting the local population in
ita area during the reporting pecicd. On 20 September, the Koran school in
S5iddiain was hit by three rocketa fired by unknown persons) 10 villagers wete
injured and treated in tha Tyre hospital. On 26 September the Taraal Defence
Focrces (IDP) and the so-callad "South Lebanon Army®™ (SLA) carrled out a asarch
cperation in Yatar and demolished four houseas) the next day they shellad the
village with mortar fire frem theic nearby position, killing & girl and injuring
thrae others. On 28 Septembaer, Acrmed alaments attacked an SLA position at Markabe,
following which IDP/SLA personnel, supported by tanks and helicopter gunships,
carried ocut a search operation in Tallusah and shelled the wvillagea of Majdal 511m
and Qabrikha. MNearby at Thamiriyah, a ¢ivilian car was destroyed by a missile
fired from a helicopter, killing two of the passengers and injucing two others,
UNIPIL haes protested to the Iaraeli authorities the search opecations and the
shelling of Lebanese villages. Information svallable to UNIFIL indicatea that a
number of aimilar serlous incidenta took place betwean armed alements and IDF/SLA
pecsonnel in the "security wone® cutside the UNIPIL aceas.

further masasucres nesded to enhance the sscurity of UNIFIL pecrsonnel. 1n this
context, I dispatched my Militacy Adviser, Brigadisr-Gensral Timothy Dibuama, ko
Hacoura to discuss with the Force Coemander implementation of the measures
described in parsgraphs 16 and 17 of my report of 18 September 1986 (8/18348) and
to examine with him the furthar measures that could be taken if additional
resourcas warw available.

(. puring the reporting period, the Force Crmmandar has concentrated his -!!m,
on implemsntation of the mezsuresa described in paragraphs 16 and 17 of that repockt,
and in particulacr the crash programas for additional reinforced shelters and the
ispcovement of the physical defences of all positiona. All materisls that were
already in store have been used and additional materials have been ocrdered to the
valus of approximately #$1.5 million, this baing the limit of the resources
curcantly available for redeployment on a priority baaiwm, Msarwhile, units ace
cartying out such improvement as they can on a self-help basis.

7. In order to implement the programme for the consolidation of the FPorce's
deploymant, the Force Commander has identified 49 positions (out of a total of 169
permanent positions) that are vulnerable and/oc of limited operational value in
pressnt circumstances. Those located in the French battalion sector have already
been closed, The othars are being closed as =oon as possible,

8. The Porce has rafined ita precautlons agalnat attacks and further measures ace
being taken, sgain within available resources, to secure the acreas sucrounding
UNIPIL positions, Procedures at roadblocks ace being revised to improve security.
Liailson at the local lavel is being intensified to ensute underatanding of UNIP
role and to avoid incidents. : "

9., Patrolling procedures have also bean ravised and additional measures have been
takan to secure rosds used by the Force and, In particular, to guard againat
coadside bombs. Maximum ues is made of arsoured vehicles for the protection of
troops when they are on patrol or eacorting logistic convoys. In the lattec
connaction, tha Force Ccmsander has decided to deploy a compoalite mechanized
company, consisting of Finnish, Ghanailan and Irish troops, esast of Qana, the site
of Fiii battalion headquacters, in a location with good road links to all sectors
in the westarn part of UNIFIL's area of deployment. This unit will in futuce secve
as the force mobile resacve and will be available for cguick deployment to any
trouble spota., It will aleo escort supply convoya aa needed and carpy out mobile
patrols in the Fijlsn and Nepalase sectors as these two battalions are not equipped
with armoured vehiclas,

10. Redeployment of the French infantry battalion was complated on 26 September.
A 1ittle mors than half of tha battalion is now stationed In Hagoura, It has taken
over ceaponsibility for the sacurity of the Force headguarters compound, which also

fli‘-
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includes the logistic component, the helicopter wing and the madical company,
theraby releasing a company of the Ghanaian battalion and the eacort coapany of the
Franch logistic battalion, which was not replaced when that battalion was rotated
sarly in the current momth. The remainder of the French infantry battalion is ¢
deployed in the Jwayya acea. Nepalesa troops have taken over positions in the
western pact of the former French sector and GChanaian and Finnish troops in the
central and esastern pacts cespactively.

11, The steps that tha Force Commande: has taken to improve UNIFIL's security
since mid-August have revealed that a major bottle—neck is the availability of
anginsering secvices. I am mococdimgly asking esach of tha seven esynbrisa Fhak
_contribute infantry battalions to include in thelc battalions, with effect from the
aext rotation, an engineer platoon of specialized tradesmen. This will not involve
any net increase in the size of the Force, as the angineer platoon will be absorbed
by each battalion through internal reorganization.

12. All the above measur2a can be taken within the resources at pcesent available
to the Force. Bowever, Lf we acre to achieve a battar lavel of protection for the
troopa and if the Porce is to cacry out fully the consolidation and rationalization
of its deploymsnt, sdditional funds will be required. I inatgucted the Force
Commander, in consultation with sy Military Advissr, to study this matter in
detail, bearing in =ind that every possible sffort should be made to hold
additional expenditure to the minimum neceasary and to redoce substantially the
praliminacy estimate of $30 million in my last report.

13, Caneral Hagglund is convinced that the provision of addivicnal armoured cars
would do most to enhanca the protection of UNIPIL personnel on mobile duties. He
accordingly recommends the acquisition of 29 such vehiclea. 1In addition, he thinks
that 3 new pasiticns should be opened, 14 further positions reinforced (in addition
to those in the crash programae) and one battalion headquarters relocatad.

General Hagglund has submitted to me a detailed plan that would involve capital
expandituras totalling about $10.5 aillion as followsi

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14. T endorse General HAagglund's recommendations, which I feel are an appropriate
ceaponse to UNIPIL's security cequirements in the prasant clircumstances. The
astisated cost of $10.5 million ia a non-recurrent expenditure. If the Security
Council has no objection, I shall maesk the approval of the Genecral Assembly for the
necessary budgetary appropriations during its current session.

15. In addition to measures to improve the phyaical security of UNIFIL peracnnel,
[I have pursued sfforts at the diplomatic level to get the attacks stopped. It has
5till proved {mspossible to establish with cectainty the identity or political
affiliation of those responsible for the attacks, though it has been widely alleqed
that Eh the work of armed elements be i to the organization known
as Hesbollah., In recent waeks, I have had the opportunity to dlscusa UNIPIL with
senior representatives of the Lebanede Government and a wide range of other
intetested Governments, including the Feceign Ministers of the Islamic Republic o
Iran and the Syrian Arab Republic, Both ministers expcessed concern and stated
their readiness to use their good offices to ilmprove the security of UNIFIL
pecsonnel.

16. Operative paragraph 8 of resolution 587 (1986) requested me to make the
necassary arrangements for the deployment of UNIFIL to the southern border of
Labanon and soleanly called upon all the parties concerned to co—-cperate in the
achievement of that objective.

17. As I have repeatedly stated in the past, UNIPIL, like all Unitsd Nations
perace-keaping operations, is not an enforcement action and geguirea the
co—cperation of the partiesa to fulfil its mandate. An essential condition for the
deploymant of UNIFIL to the intecnational border 1is the agreement of the Iaraell
Covernment to withdraw ita forces from Lebaness tercitory and ko abandon the
concept of the so—called "security scne®. Following the adoption of Security
Council resolution 587 (1386), discussiond were resumed with the Israeli ; .
authocities i{n & fucther attempt to achiave the above objective,

18. The Iscaell authorities reaffirmed that Tarsel had no territorial ambitions in
Labanon, Iarael's only objective {n Lebanon was to protect northarn larael againat
attacks launched from Lebanon, Until Lebanon could produce an effective Government
with which Israel could agree on permanent security arrangesents, Israel would
continue to work with any Lebanese pacrty genuinely interested in preventing
'mwm The Israeli authorities
racognized that UNIPIL had tried to assist in bringing stability to the area and
that it had pecrformed a usaful role. Peace-kzeping forces, in their view, were
most effective when they sacved as buffers betwean two States that shared a
commit=ent to pacify thelr common border. But this was not the case with Lahanon
and peace-keepacrs could not be asked to combat "terrorista®. That rola must be
left to the Governments and pecple in the acea of turmoil. TIscael, they said,
would continue to co—cperate with UNIPIL but would maintain the secucity
acrangements 1t found necessary to defend its northern border.

They again
stated that If such a withdrawal wers achiaved they would ensure that thers would
be no return to the sitvation that had existed in southern Lebanon befors 1982.

I neverthaless attach importance to the security
Eeasuces that are already under implementation and to the additional measurass

described ahove. I have, furthermorae, instructed the Force Commander to examine, .
on & continuing basis, any possibilities therw may be for further varying the size’

and deployment of the Force's contingents, Lf this would enhance their security

withocut impalicing the Porce's efficiency.

I have
been haartaned by the steadfastness of their commitmant to UN_FIL deapite its
inability to cacry out its mandate to the full and despite the dangers and the
financial problems it faces. I again pay unatinted tribute to them.

security of that country's citizens, who continuve to be subjected to the most
cffensive and distasteful practices at the hands both of the Iaraeli occupation
irsy and of the so-called "Lahad™ client forces, which corry out the orders of the
lsraeli enamy and subscribe to its aims and purponss, :

The difficulties currently beinc Faced by the international forcee in southern
Lsbanon are a resvlt of the continued presence of the occupliers and their refosal
to isplement Security Council resoiution 425 (1978). The forces are thus prevented
from performing their role and carrying out the task which they came to fulfil,
namely, that of brincina about a complete Israsli withdreawal from Lebanon.

The varicus fraaile excuses advanced by Ierael in an attempt to justify its
extended occupsation, its prevention of the international forces from the fulfilment
of their task and its persistent refusal to implesent Security Council resoclutions
detract from the respect and credibility sccorded to the Council and iwpair its
effectiveness. This is not consistent with your wiskes or your inclinations, and
the Lebanese Governmsent therefore calls once again on the Council as a whole and on
those of its members who believe in the riahts of peoples, the preservation of
those rights and the maintenance of their sovereignty, independence and the
security of their citizens to take the necessary measures, by means of a collective
decision, o ensure the safety of the international forces.

‘The Lebanese Government understands the concern of participating States for
the safety of their units and the security of their saldliern, and for the safety
and security of all the international forces, This safety can be ensured only by
msans of &4 comolete Isrseli withdrawal. The Secretary-General,

M:. Pérez de Cuéllar, addressed this subject in his Repoct on the work of the
D:aanization bv calling for respect for Security Council resoclutions and action
t>wards their implesentstion.

The Lsbaness Governmsent is convinced that no State member Of the Security
Council i wnaware of its responsibility with reasard to the current acts of
acaression, practices and threats smanating from the Israeli occupiers which
thresten southern Lebanon. The latter continuve to extend their occupstion and to
#vance fragile excuses in order to svoid implementation of the wishes of the
Security Cooncil, as set forth in its soccessive resclutions. The Government fears
‘that it is the intention of certain elements to obliqe the international forces to
withdraw. This would creats a vacuvus in the reagion which would lead, as stated in
the Report of the Secretary-General, to threats which could not be accepted or
permitted by anyone.

As the record clearly shows, we are
prepared to make considerable sacrifice for the sake of
Lebanon's sovereignty, unity and independence. In
addition to our coﬁsiatent and firm support for UNIPIL,
our own forces, with those of France, have given their

lives in Beirut for the same objective.

Unfortunately, the draft resolution before us will not
support that objective. This resolution calls on the
Secretary General "to make the necessary arrangments for

deployment of the Force to the southern border of

i
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Lebanon®. By focussing exclusively on redeployment of the
Force, this resolution ignores the critical factor that
has prevented the fulfillment of UHIF;L‘B mandate: the
abzence of agreement among the parties concerned on
security arrangements that would protect their respective

interests.

Mr. President, our position is clear: lasting peace
and stability in South Lebanon can come only through
agreed-on security measures that ensure both the safety
and well being of the people of South Lebanon and of
Israelis who live near the Lebanese border and who have
also been victims of violence and terror originating in
South Lebanon. Such measures must be agreed on by the
parties concerned; they are not in the power of the
Secretary General to impose. It is neither realistic nor
responsible to demand this, and doing so will only
increase the level of friction and mistrust that has been

an obstacle to fulfillment of UNIFIL's mandate,

The situation in South Lebanon is fraught with
danger. The United States believes that the status guo is
unsatisfactory for Lebanese and Israelis alike and for
UNIPIL., To deal with this situation, a renewed effort is

needed to achieve agreed-on security arrangements that

/
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protect the interests of all concerned. If the Council

wishes to act, it should address itself to this task.

The question that must be faced is, what action can be
taken in these next weaks. We agree wWwith the view
expressed here yesterday that the attacks against UNIPIL
would not cease if its area of deployment were changed,
These attacks occur because of the absence of adequate
Government of Lebanon authority.in the area where UNIFIL

is already deployed.

The problem in short is that the Government of Lebanon
is not able to exercise its authority over the territory
from which the attacks againskt UNIFIL are being launched.
If this énuncil in its deliberations is to do anything
useful, this lack of effective authority in the area where
UNIFIL already exists is the first - not the last -
guestion to be addressed. Indeed one of the mission's of
UNIFIL as spelled out in previous resolutions of this
Council is to assist the Government of Lebanon in
restoring its authority over its territory. If this
problem can be solved, the remaining problems ﬁll but
solve themselves. If this problem cannot be solved in a
short time frame, attention must then be directed to
ameliorating the dangers to UNIFIL that flow from the lack

We must alsoc reserve our position on what we and this
Council should do when we have recaiveﬁ the report, a -
report which must focus on all aspects of the problem. It
is incumbent upon us all to put this time to good use. We

Mr. President, I wish to be completely clear: we
support UNIFIL. We respect and admire the troop
contributors, which includes some of our clogest allies.

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The Security Council is now debating the future of UNIFIL in

light of the secrstary—ceneral:s report. I regret to say that

this report is unbalanced and distorts the true picture of the
present situation in South Lebanon. It also suffers from a major
omission: It does not fully present Israel's position and our

' assessment of the situation in South Lebanon, which we have stated.
repeatedly both in private and in public. This is in contrast to
paragraph 21 in the report which quotes Syria as blaming Israel for
the current problems. Naturally, we have a different view of who

15 to blame. If for no reason other than simple fairness, this

view should have been presented as well.

Now what is the thrust of the report? Essentially it says
this: UNIFIL is attacked because Israel maintains a sSecurity zone
along its border with Lebanon., 1If Israel were to dismantle the
security zone, and UNIFIL were to deploy down to the international .

border, the attacks would stop or would be significantly curbed,

Let us examine these assumptions. What is the source

of the present crisis in which UNIFIL finds itself? where are most
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of the recent attacks against it coming from? Who is behind them? We
know where they are not coming from. They are not coming from
moderate Shiites in South Lebanon. Overwhelmingly they

originate from one source =-- the Shiite terror organization know

as Hezbollah.

And who stands behind thies so called "Party of God," this
organization whose name we first heard when it boasted .
of its responsbility for murdering American and French
peacekeepers ; = . 1in Beirut, for bombing the American
embassy, and kidnapping and executing the innocent naticnals of
half a a dozen countries? Do I really have to spell it out? Does
anyone here have any doubts as to who finances, organizes, equips,
inspires, and motivates this group? The address is in Teheran.

But this is not the only address. There is another one, nearer to
us. Thal second address is in the Muhajerin Presidential Palace

in Damascus. .

How was this perniciocus offspring of the Khomeni revolution
introduced into Lebanon in the first place? The import of

Hezbollah into the Bekaa Valley was a co-production of Iran and
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Syria. Hezbollah's first mission was to act as a sub-contractor
for Syria's strategic aims in Lebanon. All of us remember its
barbaric attacks againét the multinational peacekeepers, as the
spearhead of the Syrian effort to é&xpell this force from Lebanon.

Iran of rcourse was an enthusiastic partner to this perfidy.

But Hezbollah also has had a wider and longer-range mission --.
to turn Lebanon into a Khomeini-style "Islamic Republic.”®
One of Hezbollah's leaders, Sheik Mchammed Yazkar, put it
succinctly (in Baalbek on 2 September 1986): "The only decision we
respect are those of the sword and blood. We will creaﬁe a new
Islamic Lebanon. We believe only in the leadership of Khomeini

and we will carry out all his commande.”™

For this to happen, the first, the central, position that must
be dominated is naturally Beirut. But here the objectives of
Teheran and Damascus began to clash with one another. The .
presence of Hezbollah in and around Beirut became too close for
Damascus' comfort. This was one of the reasons why Syria felt

compelled to reintroduce its soldiers into the Lebanese capital.

Thus Hezbollah shifted its attacks to the South, particularly

Wnile Hesbullah ATLACKS the WesTeIn presence as a whule, il
has targeted the French more thar others. Iran, after all, feels
it has many axes to grind, not all of them relating to Lebanon.
When it comes to the broader animosity to France, Hezbollah's

clergy fully conforms to Iran's policy. Wattan al Arabi of 22

August, 1986 guotes two of Hezbollah's leading clergymen, Sheikh
Hassan Trad and Sheik Nasserallhah, who call for "revenge" agains!..
France and who cite special religious dispensations permiting the
killing of Frenchmen at every opportunity. The French of course

are the largest contingent in UNIFIL. By attacking them,

Hezbollah intends
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to bring about the the complete collapse of the force and secure
its predominance in the South. The central point is this: UNIFIL's

precise deployment is absolutely irrelevant to this objective.

Anyone who claims otherwise is‘either misinformed or has an

ulterior motive.

But in addition to the expulsion of Westerners, Hezbollah |
pursues another mission in South Lebanon. It views the area as a .
forward base for carrying out a Holy War against the very |
existence of Israel. Sheik Fadlallah, a leading figure in
Hezbollah said it very clearly (An Nahar 4 July) "We are not
fighting Ierasl kecauso it ecoupics the Oouth of Lebanon, Lul
because it occupies Palestine and presents a danger to Islam and

Arabdom,"™

In this, Hezbollah elimates any conflict between Iran and
Syria. B8yria has & long tradition of waging war by proxy -- for .
example, by using, terrorists based in Lebanon to strike at
Syria's enemies worldwide. South Lebanon is for Syria

a primary staging area for proxy attacks against Israel.
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Now in thisg context, how does Hezbollah percieve UN forces?
Very clearly, it sees UNIFIL as an obstacle to its campaign
against Israel It is another force that stands in the way of
direct attacks against the no;th'df’rsrael. The leaders of
Hezbollah say this openly. A few weeks ago they assembled in
Baalbek (28 August) =-- significantly, with the attendance of

Iran's ambassador to Syria -- and issued the following declaration'

"We categorically reject the structure of Resolution 425 by the
Security Council, It gives the right of security arrangements to
the Zionist enemy. We shall fight UNIFIL, which blocks our

military effort against Israel."

What better evidence can demonstrate the true goals of
Hezbollah? Can anyone sericusly argue that UNFIL's precise
deployment makes the slightest difference to these people? well
actually, 1 would. Hezbollah totally rejects Resolution 425 .
because it sees UNIFIL as a defender of Israel. It is guite
obvious how Hezbollah would regard UNIFIL if it deployed directly
along Israel's northern border, as suggested 15 the

Secretary-General's report and the resolution before this Council?
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It would intensify its assault, The attacks against UNIFIL will

not decrease. If anything, they will dramatically increase.

In other words, it is not 'the security zone which has caused
the attacks against UNIFIL, and it is not the deployment of the
force southwards to the border that will prevent them,

But what will be the other consequences of following the .
recommendations in the Secretary-General's report and the draft
resolution before us? What would happen if the present

arrangement in the security zone were to be abandoned?

We already know the answer: More hostilities, more
bloodshed, more suffering on both sides of the border. The basic
problem in Lebanon has always been the absence of a central
authority able to prevent lawlessness and terror. This terror
spilled over from the horrific civil war in Beirut in 1975-76 to .
South Lebanon, preceding the eatablilshmant. of UNIFIL by years.
In fact, it was the accumulation of attacks against Israel that

compelled us to act in South Lebanon in 1978 indcr-:ler to roll back

We did, and UNIFIL was estab]isﬂad;‘Thé terrorists led by the PLO
quickly returned, this time in much greater force. Without a
Lebanese government to speak of, and unhampered by UNIFIL, despite
‘its best intentions -- and I may add despite its sacrifice--the

terrorists quickly built up a massive and independent terrorist basce

They launched relentless attacks against Israel by land, by
sea, even by air. By 1982, Israel's citizens along the nhrthern
border could no longer pursue even a semblance of what anyone here
would call a normal 1ife. Children could not attend schools,
entire families were literally forced underground, into shelters.
No government could tolerate this. Israel had to act. We
destroyed the terrorist infrastructure and, in accordance with a
government decision of January 19B5, we withdrew our forces from .

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UNIFIL IN CRISIS: REALITY VS WISHFUL THINKING

Text of Address by Ambassador Benyamin Netanyahu,
Permanent Representative of Israel at the United Nations,
before the Security Council,

22 September 1986



The Security Council is now debating the future of UNIFIL in 1light of the
Secretary-General's report. I regret to say that this report is unbalanced
and distorts the true picture of the present situation in southern Lebanon.
It also suffers from a major omission: It does not fully present Israel's
position and our assessment of the situation in southern Lebanon, which we
have stated repeatedly both in private and in public. This is in contrast to
Paragraph 21 in the report which quotes Syria as blaming Israel for the cur-
rent problems. Naturally, we have a different view of who is to blame. If
for no reason other than simple fairness, this view should have been presen-
ted as well.

Now what is the thrust of the report? Essentially, it says this: UNIFIL is
being attacked because Israel maintains a security =zone along its border
with Lebanon. If Israel were to dismantle the security zone, and UNIFIL were
to deploy down to the international border, the attacks would stop or would
be significantly curbed. ;

Source of Crisis

Let us examine these assumptions. What is the source of the present crisis
in which UNIFIL finds itself? Where are most of the recent attacks against
it coming from? Who is behind them? We know where they are not coming from.
They are not coming from moderate Shiites in southern Lebanon. Overwhelming-
ly, they originate from one source - the Shiite terror organization known as
Hizballah.

And who stands behind this so-called "Party of God," this organization whose
name we first heard when it boasted of its responsibility for murdering
American and French peacekeepers in Beirut, for bombing the American em-
bassy, and kidnapping and executing the innocent nationals of half a dozen
countries? Do I really have to spell it out? Does anyone here have any
doubts as to who finances, organizes, equips, inspires and motivates this
group? The address is Teheran. But this is not the only address. There is
another one, nearer to us. That second address is in the Muhajerin Presi-
dential Palace in Damascus.

How was this pernicious offspring of the Khomeini revolution introduced into
Lebanon in the first place? The import of Hizballah into the Bekaa Valley
was a co-production of Iran and Syria. Hizballah's first mission was to act
as a sub-contractor for Syria's strategic aims in Lebanon. All of us remem-
ber its barbaric attacks against the multinational peacekeepers, as the
spearhead of the Syrian effort to expel this force from Lebanon., Iran of
course was an enthusiastic partner to this perfidy.

But Hizballah also has had a wider and longer-range mission - to turn Leba-
pon into a Khomeini-style "Islamic Republic." One of Hizballah's leaders,
Sheikh Mohammed Yazkar, put it succinctly (in Baalbek on 2 September 1986):

"The only decisions we respect are those of the sword and blood.
We will create a new Islamic lebanon. We believe only in the lead-

ership of Khomeini, and we wilT carry out all his commands,"



Against France - and the West

For this to happen, the first, the central, position that must be dominated
is, naturally, Beirut. But here the objectives of Teheran and Damacus began
to clash with one another. The presence of Hizballah in and around Beirut
became too close for Damascus' comfort. This was one of the resons why Syria
felt compelled to reintroduce its soldiers into the Lebanese capital.

What, then, to do with Hizballah? The solution was simple: to divert Hizbal-
lah efforts, attention and energies to an arena in Lebanon where the inter-
ests of Iran and Syria do not so readily clash - southern Lebanon.

Thus Hizballah shifted its attacks to the south, particularly against
UNIFIL. This is perfectly in line with Khomeini's policy of driving out from
Lebanon all "alien" forces, meaning Western forces, as a prelude to the es—
tablishment of an Islamic republic.

While Hizballah has been attacking the Western presence as a whole, it has
targeted the French more than others. Iran, after all, feels it has many
axes to grind, not all of them relating to Lebanon. When it comes to the
broader animosity to France, Hizballah's clergy fully conforms to Iran's po-
licy. Wattan al-Arabi of 22 August 1986 quotes two of Hizballah's leading
clergymen, Sheikh Hassan Trad and Sheikh Nasserallhah, who call for '"re-
venge" against France and who cite special relgious dispensations permitting
the killing of Frenchmen at every opportunity. The French, of course, are
the largest contingent in UNIFIL. By attacking them, Hizballah intends to
bring about the total collapse of the force and secure its own predominance
in the south, The central point is this: UNIFIL's precise deployment is ab-
solutely irrelevant to this objective. Anyone who claims otherwise is either
misinformed or has an ulterior motive.

'Holy War' Against Israel

But, in addition to the expulsion of Westerners, Hizballah pursues another
mission in southern Lebanon. It views the area as a forward base for
carrying out a "Holy War" against the very existence of Israel. Sheikh
Fadlallah, a leading figure in Hizballah, said it very clearly ( An-Nahar,
4 July):

"We are not fighting Israel because it occupies the south of Leba-
non, but because it occupies Palestine and presents a danger to
Islam and Arabdom." '

Hizballah thus eliminates any conflict between Iran and Syria, Syria has a
long tradition of waging war by proxy + for example, by using terrorists
based in Lebanon to strike at Syria's enemies worldwide. Southern Lebanon
is, for Syria, a primary staging area for proxy attacks against Israel, Now
in this context, how does Hizballah perceive UN forces? Very clearly, it
sees UNIFIL as an obstacle to its campaign against Israel, It is another
force that stands in the way of direct attacks against the north of Israel.
The leaders of Hizballah say this openly. A few weeks ago they assembled in
Baalbek (28 August) - significantly, with the attendance of Iran's ambas-
sador to Syria - and issued the following declaration:



"We categorically reject the structure of Resolution 425 by the
Security Council. It gives the right of security arrangements to
the Zionist enemy. We shall fight UNIFIL, which blocks our mili-
tary effort against Israel."

What better evidence can demonstrate the true goals of Hizballah? Can anyone
seriously argue that UNIFIL's precise deployment makes the slightest differ-
ence to these people? Well, actually I would. Hizballah totally rejects Re-
solution 425 because it sees UNIFIL as a defender of Israel. It is quite ob-
vious how Hizballah would regard UNIFIL if it deployed directly along
Israel's northern border, as suggested in the Secretary-General's report and
the resolution before this Council. It would intensify its assault. The at-
tacks against UNIFIL would not decrease. If anything, they would dramati-
cally increase,

In other words, it is not the security zone which has caused the attacks
against UNIFIL, and it is not the deployment of the force southwards to the
border that will prevent them.

But what will be the other consequences of following the recommendations in
the Secretary-General's report and the draft resolution before us? What
would happen if the present arrangement in the security zone were to be
abandoned?

Absence of Central Authority

We already know the answer: more hostilities, more bloodshed, more suffering
on both sides of the border. The basic problem in Lebanon has always been
the absence of a central authority able to prevent lawlessness and terror.
This terror spilled over from the horrific civil war in Beirut in 1975-76 to
southern Lebanon, preceding the establishment of UNIFIL by years. In fact,
it was the accumulation of attacks against Israel that compelled us to act
in southern Lebanon in 1978 in order to roll back the terrorist wave.

This Council then requested that Israel withdraw its forces. We did, and
UNIFIL was established. The terrorists, led by the PLO, quickly returned,
this time in much greater force. Without a Lebanese government to speak of,
and unhampered by UNIFIL, despite its best intentions - and, I may add,
despite its sacrifices - the terrorists quickly built up a massive and
independent terrorist base.

They launched relentless attacks against Israel by land, by sea, even by
air. By 1982, Israel's citizens along the northern border could no longer
pursue even a semblance of what anyone here would call a normal 1life.
Children could not attend schools, entire families were literally forced
underground, into shelters. No government could tolerate this. Israel had to
act. We destroyed the terrorist infrastructure and, in accordance with a
government decision of January 1985, we withdrew our forces from Lebanon and
set up the existing security arrangements.

The effect of these arrangements has been relative peace along the interna—
tional border. I do pot mean only the Israeli side of the border, where nor-
mal life has been resumed, I mean also the Lebanese side of the border,
Southern Lebanon is now the safest place in Lebanon for the Lebanese. This




summer, 30,000 people from the north, many of them Shiites, came to spend
the summer months in its relative tranquillity.

An Expriment That Failed

Still, this Council and the Secretariat have been pressing us to abandon the
measure that guarantee all this. They said, take a risk, a small risk. Try
it in a limited area, and let us see what happens, We agreed.

In July 1985, we agreed that UNIFIL would assume control in the area of
three villages in the security zone - Jmei-Jmei, Majdal Sulum and Shakra. We
had one basic condition: that UNIFIL see to it that this area would not be-
come a launching ground for attacks against us. Reprettably, this condition
was not fulfilled: The Shakra triangle has become the most active base for
terrorist attacks against Israel. It has seen a sharp rise in rocket—firing
and ground attacks: This is what we can look forward to, were we to follow
the present recommendations. The entire area along Israel's border would
quickly fill up with Hizballah and, more than likely, PLO. Southern Lebanon
and northern Israel would again face an intolerable situation. A terrible
violence would once again be unleashed.

Israel will not lend its hand to such a calamity. We will continue to do
what is necessary to protect the lives and safety of our citizens. That is
out goal, our only goal, vis-a-vis Lebanon. And we shall continue to work
with any party in Lebanon genuinely interested in securing peace in this
area.

UNIFIL has tried to assist in this objective. It has suffered painful casu-
alties in the process. Although we did not request UNIFIL's establishment,
everyone in Israel shares the grief of the bereaved families and their go-
vernments. We cannot and must not, however, expect UNIFIL to defend Israel.
This was never and cannot be UNIFIL's purpose.

The Facts on the Ground

The decision regarding UNIFIL's future, therefore, does not rest with us. It
is clearly the responsibility of the Security Council. But as it debates
this question, the Council should not be deflected by abstract proposals,
however politically convenient they may be. It must be guided by reality, by
the facts on the ground as they really are.

Fear of continued terrorism must not cloud our judgment nor split our ranks.
Hizballah should be placed in the dock. Is Israel responsible for the
present resurgence of violence in southern Lebanon? Those who authored the
Secretary-General's report know better, as do members of this Council. And
many freely admit to it in private.

Hizballah and its Syrian and Iranian patrons deserve unambiguous and unqua-
lified condemnation. Blaming Israel instead, asking it to dismantle the only
viable defence against these fanatic killers, would be more than an injus-
tice: It would be cowering before terrorism and insuring its expansion.

SPECIAL REPORT OF THE SECRETARY-GENERAL ON THE
+ UNITED MATIONS INTERIM FORCE IN LEBANON

Introduction

1. Rs 8 result of a series of serious incidents in mid-Auaust in the area of
deployment in southern Lebanon of the United Nations Interim Force in Lebanon
(UNIFIL), T decided to send to the ares a mission of inquiry under the direction of
Mr. Marrack Gouldina, Under-Secretary-General for Special Political Affairs, to
consider, in Co-operation with the Commander of UNIFIL and in consultation with the
Lebanese Governsent, measures to be taken to i{mprove the security of UNIFIL
personnel. The mission was also to consult with the parties on how progress could
be made towards the implementation of resolution 425 (1978). Following a
particularly serious incident on 4 September, in which three French soldiers were
killed by a remote—controlled bomb, 1 broucht forward the departure of the mission
which left that day for the area.

2. At the Security Council's meeting on 5 September, the President made a
statement on behalf of the members of the Council on this subject. After
expressing their sorrow and indignation at the attacke against scifiiers of UNIFIL,
Lne mewmDers Of the securaity Councll, given the worsenina of the situation in the
UNIFIL area, consldered it essential to adopt with all urgency measures aimed at
the effective reinforcement of the security of the members of the Force and
requested the Secretary-General to undertake all necessary steps to that effect.
The members of the Security Council also expressed their appreciation to the
Secretary-General for his immediate dispatch of a mission led by the Under-
Secretary-General, which was to carry cut, in consultation with the Lebanese
Government, an in-depth examination of the measures to be taken to enable UNIFIL to
carry out its mandate as laid down in Security Council resolution 425 (1978),
effectively in the necessary conditions of security. They invited the Secretarv-
General to submit to the Security Council, as #oon ae possible, the report which he
would prepare following the mission. Thev also unanimously expressed their
confidence in the Becretary-General and the Commander of the Force in the current
difficult circumstances.

3. Mr. Goulding, who visited the area from 5 to 15 September and held extensive
discussions with the Force Commander and his staff and with the various parties
concerned, has now submitted to me his findings and recommendations. The present

Recent incidents

-
4. Recent weeke have witnessed a dangerously high level of vioclence in UNIFIL's
area of deployment.

5. Late on 11 August, two men, one of them a local leader of the Amal movement in
southern Lebanon, were shot by a sentry of the French contingent in a2 confrontation
at a UNIFIL checkpoint near the village of Abbasiyah, in the French battalion's
sector of ONIFIL. Regrettably, both men died shortly afterwards. It was reported
to the Porce Comwander that the sentry had been threatened and had acted in self-
defence. Later the same night, memberg of Amal and other armed elements attacked
rine different Prench battalion positions as well as the UNIPIL transit base at
Tvre. These attacks, in which light machine cuns, small arms and rocket-propelled
grenades were used, were particularly intense in and around™Ma'raksh, where the
French battalion has its headquarters. This initial and intense round of attacks
ended in the early afternoon of the-following day, 12 August, but UNIFIL positions
continued to come under sporadic at¥ack& until 22 August, not only in the French
gector, but also in the sectors entrusted to Fiji, Pinland, Ireland and MNepal. A
total of 17 French scldiers were wounded during these attacks.

6. On 21 August, in an apparently unconnected “but very grave incident, an Irish
lieutenant was killed by a remote-controlled roadside bomb while leading a patrol
in the southern part of the Irish sector.

T After 22 Auvgust, there was a period of comparative calm during which UNIFIL
rade strenuous efforts, with the co-operation of the Lebanese authorities and
leaders of the Amal wovement, to reduce tension and re-establish calm in the area.
Despite those efforts, however, another serious incident occurred on 4 September
when three men of the French contingent were killed by a remote—controlled bomb
near the village of Jwayya in the French battalion sector. The bomb was detonated
deliberately against five members of the French contingent who were on a morning
road-running exercise.

8. On 5 September, a detachment of sowme 30 Israeli soldiers carried ocut a
helicopter raid in the village of Zibagin in the Nepalese battalion sector. UNIFIL
immediately dispatched two mobile teams to the village sand the Force Commander
strongly protested against this incurston tQ the Israeli authorities. An Isrseli
soldier was killed during the raid and four Lebanese villagers were abducted bv the
Israelis.

9, In the early hours of 11 September, an unidentified group of armed elements
raided a "South Lebanon Army®™ (SLA) position near the willage of Kafra in the
Nepalese battalion sector. Two SELA personnel were killed and three others wounded,
and an armoured personnel carrier belonaing to SLA was captured. Three of the
attackers were killed, Following this incident, four SLA positions in the
"security zone® maintained by Israel in southern Lebanon fired on the villages of
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Yatar, Kafra, Haris and Haddathah in the UNIFIL area, using mortars, tanks and
artillery. One UNIFIL position was hit and five Nepalese soldiers were injured,
one seriously.

10. On 13 Bept-nhifr an armoured patrol of the French battalion was attacked with

a remote—controlled roadside bomb near the village of Baflivah in the French
battalion sector. e French socldier was killed and three wounded, one seriously.

-

Assesement of the security of UNIFIL Egrsunne]

11. As indicated above, the first part of the task entrusted to the mission I
dispatched to the area on 4 Septewber was to assess the threat to the securitv of
UNIFIL personnel and to agree with the Force Commander on immediste practical
measures to protect UNIPIL againet that threat.

12. The mission has reported to me that many of the dangere to which UNIFIL
personnel are currently exposed result from a discrepancy between its terms of
reference and the situation on the ground. The Council will recall that the
Force's terms of reference include the requirement that it “"use its best efforts to
prevent the recurrence of fighting and to ensure that its area of operation is not
utilized for hostile activities of any kind* (5/12611, para. 2 (d)). This
reguirement was based on the assumption that Israel would withdraw its forces and
that UNIFIL would operate with the full co-operation of all the parties concerned.
Unfortunately Israel's refusal to withdraw its forces has invalidated that
assumption ever since UNIFIL came into beina, despite constant efforts to brine
about such a withdrawal. The Force has in the meunghme. in accordance with its
mandate, sought to maintain a dearee of peace and security in southern Lebanon bv
controlling movement of armed personnel and weapons and munitions into and through
its ares of deplovment and by disposina of any mines or roadside bombs it
discovers.

13. 1In recent months Israel's continuipa occupation and the behaviour of its
allies in SLA have increasinaly provoked armed resistance by varlous groups in
southern Lebanon., UNIFIL's activities, in execution of its mandate, have in these
circumstances brought a arowing risk of confrontation between it and the armed
aroups which wish to attack the Israeli Defence Forces (IDF) and SLA. 1In previous
reports to the Council I have described incidents to which such confrontations have
given rise, e.a. those involving the French and the Ghanaian battalions earlier
this vear (5/17965, paras. 28 and 30). The incident in the French battalion sector
on 11 August and its aftermath was a particularly serious example of this kind of
confrontation. Equally serious was the murder of the Irish officer on 21 Audgust.
This is reported to have been the work of armed elements who resénted the Trish
battalion's dismantlina of roadside bombs aimedeacainst SLA.

14. A new and very @isturbing development in recent weeks has been the series of
premeditated attacks acainst the French contingent. The initial incident of

11 August was, after sowe days, defused in the normal way throuah contacts between
the command of UNIFIL and leaders of the Amal movement. However, after the
incident had been resolved to the satisfaction of the latter, sporadic attacks
continued scainst French positions and these were followed by the remote-controlled
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roadside bombs exploded esgainst French personnel on 4 and 13 September. WNo
organization or individual has claimed responsibility for theee crimes and the
mission was unable to establish whether they represented a continuing reaction to
the incident of 11 August or whether they were the work of an armed group opposed

‘either to French participation in UNIFIL or to UNIFIL as a whole and to resolutlon

425 (1978). Many ¢f those whom the mission consulted on this queation in the area
speculated that the attacks wmight be directed against UNIFIL as a whole and could
be linked to certain recent statements criticizino resclution 425 (1978)3 but no
firm evidence was produced to corroborate this.

15. A further sougca of fnnqtl to UNIFIL personnel lies in the intensifving
conflict between YDF/SLA and armed qroupe attackina the "security zone™. As
previously reported, that zone overlaps a sizeable part of UNIFIL's area of
deployment, indTodino the whole of the Norwecian sector, wore than half of the
Finnish sector and the southern parts of the Irish and Nepalese sectors. Attacks
by armed groups against the "security zone" almost always result in retaliatory
action by IDF and SLA. This often includes indiecriminate shelling of villacges
near where the stteck has occurred. UNIPIL personnel risk being caught in such
retaliatory fice, s happened to the Nepalese position on 11 September.

» Security measures

16. ﬁf-'l.‘tl.' the initial clashes in mid-August, the Force Commander took various
measures to improve the security of his troops, especially those of the French
contingent. After the murder of the Irish officer on 21 August, he was instructed
by Headgquarters to alert all units to the possibility that that attack might
portend a general campaion sgainst UNIFIL and to take the necessary precautions.
Further measures were implemented following the mission's discussions with the
Force Commander and his staff. These measures included:

{a) A crash programme to provide reinforced shelters for those positions
which did not already have them and to accelerate an existing programme to improve
the phyeical defences of all positions;

(b) The closure of certain vulnerable and exposed positions and redeployment
of their personnel to strenathen the remaining positionsj

{c) Fresh instructions to all units to take special precautions against
possible attacks on their positions)

(d) MAdditional instructions relating to duty travel in the area of deplovyment
and restrictions on wovement of personnel for r:crautlnnal purposes.

17. More recently, on the recommendation of General H3oglund and the wission, I
have authorized certain redeployments within the UNIFIL area of deployment to
improve the security of the French contingent. In summary these are:

(a) Redeployment of about half the French battalion to UNIFIL headquarters at
Nagoura to act as the Force's wobile reserve;

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(b} Concentration of the remainder of the French battalion in and around
Jwayya, where it will, inter alia, provide protection for the French enaineer

company)

(c) T:I.'I::Ifl!r to the Finnish and Ghanaian battalions of certain positione in
the eastern part of the present French sector)
-

{d) Deploywent of a reinforced Nepalese company to take over positions in the
western part of the existing French sector. .

18. It has to be recognized, however, that UNIFIL is widelv dispersed in some 214
positions throughout socuthern Lebanon and that security measures of the kind

descr ibed above can provide only partial protection against determined attacks.

The mission uraed all concerned within the area both to make every effort to
identify and apprehend those responsible for the recent premeditated attacks
against UNIFIL personnel and to intervene with those who might have influence with
those responsible in order to get the attacks stopped. All the leaders to whom the
mission =spcke condemned these attacks and undertook to wake every effort to ensure
that there waz no repetition.

-

= . Poeition of the parties

19. The second part of the task entrusted to the mission was to pursue
consultations with the parties on how progress could be made towards the
implesentation of resolution 425 (1978).

20, In Lebanon, all the leaders to whom the mission spoke expressed unequivocal
support for the continued presence of UNIFIL and for urgsent implementation of .
resoclution 425 (1978). Many public statements were made in this sense while the
mission was in Lebanon and subseguently, and rallies in support of UNIFIL have been
held in southern Lebanon. The Lebanese leaders Insisted on the need for Israel to
withdraw its forces and dismantle the "security zone™ if the present deterioration

of the situation in southern Lebanon was to be arrested. They dlso urged that the
Security Council should sssume its responsibilities in thst regard. The mission
suggested that, if the Lebanese leaders succeeded in their current efforts at

national reconciliation, the Lebanese Government might wish to deploy a smail unit

of the mwwwmwr deployment as
a first step towards the return of its effective avthority in the srea. This

suggestion was noted, although concern was expressed at the risk that Lebaness
units deployed in the south might be attacked by IDF or its allies, as had happened
at Kaouksbs in 1978 (see §/12845, paras. #9-51).

21. Syrian Government also expressed unequiveocal support for resolution

425 (1978) and for UNIFIL. Syrian leaders attributed the blame for the current
state of affairs to Israel's refusal to withdraw its forces. They too urged that
the Security Council should assume its responsibilities in this matter. They
repeated their support for the position of those in Lebanon who hisd expressed their
detersination that, if Isreel withdrew its forces and dismantled the "securitv
zone®, there should be no return to the situation thet had existed in the area
before 1982,

Phiis 4
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22. The Government of Israel reaffirmed the position it hes previously
compunicated to the United Nations. The Israeli authorities said that the only
reason for their continuinag military presence in Lebanon was to ensure the security
of northern Israsel and that thev had no wish for their forces to remain in Lebanon
indefinitely. However, in the prevailing circumstancee in Lebanon, thev felt that
they had no alternptive but to maintain the “security zone®, including SLA. They
said that they did not want UNIFIL to be withdrawn but that they were not prepared
to take any risks with their security in order to keep it in place. They gave no
indication that there would be any early chanage in Israel's position or that they
would withdraw their forces from all Lebanese territory in accordance with
resolution 425 (1978).

Observations

23. It has been suggested that, given UNIFIL's inability to fulfil its mandate as
oriainally conceived, changes should be wmade in that mandate and/or in the means
provided to the Force to carry it out. The mission discussed this guestion with
the Force Commander of UNIFIL, and I have aiven careful thought te the auestion of
whether T should recommend any such changes to the Security Council.

24. It has to be remembered that as a peace-keepina operstion UNIFIL cannot use
force except in self-defence and is not therefore in a position to enforce the
s:ecuri*t}' Council's will. Like all peace-keeping operations, its effectiveness
depends on the voluntary co-operation and corsent of the parties to the conflict -
and of the troop contributing Governments, the importance of whose role cannot be
overemphasized. If the necessary co-operation is pot forthcoming from the parties
to the conflict, the Council could in theory revise the Force's mandate or terms of
raference in a manner that would win the co-operation of all. 1In practice,
however, the possibilities are very limited. As regards the mandate, i.e. the
provisions of resolution 425 (1978), that resolution has heen repeatedly reaffirmed
by the Security Council and its provisions remain of fundamental importance to the
Government of Lebanon. As regards the Force's terms of reference, as set out in
the then Secretary-General's report which was approved by the Security Council in
its resoclution 426 (1978), I have considered various possibilities. One would be
to require the Force to control the movement of heavy weapons only, i.e. artillery
and armour. This might reduce the risks of confrontation with armed elements but
it would areatly reduce the Force's ability to exercise some control over the level
of hostilities in its area of deployment. The same objection would apply to
another possibility, namely that the Force should be converted into an observer
group. A third possibility would be to revise the Force's area of operation in
order to eliminate the overlap betwein it and the "security zone".  This would
involve a major contraction of UNIPIL's area, includina completé withdrawal from
the Norwegian battalion sector and would run-&ounter to the thrust of resolution
425 (1978), thus making it unaccepta®le to 'many, includina the Lebanese
authorities. Nor would it seem likelv to reduce the risk of UNIFIL casualties; all
but one of those described in pa:aqri;ha 5 it 10 above occurred outside the
*securitv zone®. 1 conclude, therefore, tlat changes in UNIFIL's mandate or terms
of reference would be unlikely to taimi.lve t:i'p:munt difficulties.

25. As regards the means available tg the *’urce, T believe that useful changes

i_'..
¢
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could be made, on the sssumption that the Council decides to maintain the Porce in
exigtence snd that the necessary resources can be made available. The Force
Commander has advised me that manv of UNIFIL's checkpoints and positions, having
been established some vears aao and in different circumstances, are now of limited
operational value and in sowe cases difficult to defend. He has therefore
recommended that UNIFIL's deployment be consclidated by havina fewer, stroncer and
better located positions, in accordance with the Force's existina operational
situation. General BSgolund has further recommended various measures (in addition
to the urgent measuree described in para. 16 above) to strengthen the defences of
UNIFIL'e positions. He aleo recommends that the two battalions which do not at
present have armoured personnel carriers should be supplied with such vehicles in
order to give them better protection while on the move.

26. As reaards armament, General HEgolund takes the view that, aiven the Force's
need for the co-oparation and consent of the local population, it should not be
provided with wespons heavier than it has at present. We believes that UNIFIL'S
tactical concept should be to avoid violence by being able to deploy superior force
guickly if threatened. Increased holdinas of armoured vehicles will provide the
desired mobility, .flexibility and protection. 1In addition, General HEaalund
recommends that the armament available to his Porce should be revised to ensure
greater sccuracy of fire and to keep casualties to the winimum in any
confrontations that msay occur.

27. 1 believe that these recommendations respond well to the situation in which
UNIFIL L1MGS 1t8€i[l. OOwevel Lhe pleiidinsdcy escisale of Lhelr cost is in the
reqion of $30 willion, and it would be essential that extra finance ehould be
provided so that they could be implemented without further detriment to the already
reduced reimbursement that the troop contributinag couhtries receive from the United
Hations.

26. To suwm up, UNIFIL faces a major crisis. The recent viclent incidents have
brought to a head difficulties which from the beginnina have been inherent in its
gituation because of the failure of various of the parties at various times to give
it the full co-operation the Security Council assumed it would have when gettina it
up. 1In particular, Israel's refusal to withdraw completely from territory occupied
durina its invasion in Lebanon in 1982 has led to steadily arowina military
activity against IDP end SLA. 1In spite of the international community's desire,
expressed unanimously in resclution 586 (1986), that UNIFIL should be permitted to
implement its mandate, it has not so far proved possible to persuade Israel to
withdraw. 1In these circumstances it has been impossible for UNIFIL tc prevent its
area of deployment from being used for hostile activities and some parts of that
area have become the scene of almost continuous hostilities, with the conseguent
dangers to the Force's personnel described above.

29, T share the view that this is an intolerabl® situation for a United Nations
peace-keeping force, and it is not surprising that the guestion has been whether it
is still justifiable to keep in being a force which costs the international
compunity some $140 million per annum and, after eight-and-a-half vears, is still
prevented from carrying out the task it was originally given. 1In successive
reports to the Council, especially since the "security zone" was set up early last
vear, 1 have repeatedly expressed the gravest concern that the situation of UNIFIL

;l-l
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would become untenable unless early progress was made towards implementation of
resolution 425 (1978). Recent events have shown, alas, that those concerns were
Justified.

30. But, uncomfortable and dangerous though its position may be, ONIFIL
nevertheless continues to make an important contribution to such peace and
stability ss exists in southern Lebanon. If it were withdrawn, there would, I
batiss - aPBe8 o1 BBBS 0K cANETRA E0akion L Restilities Batveen IBT/Ska85¢ theeome
cases, to attack Israel iteself. The mission was left in no doubt by the Israeli
authorities that in that event Israel's reaction would be very smevere and expansion
of the "security zone"™ would not be excluded. There would thus be a grave risk of
the conflict spreading. The wain sufferers would be the civilian population of
southern Lebanon who would again be forced to flee their homes and abandon their
land to the combatants.

3l, PFor these reasons I cannot recommend that the Council decide to withdraw the
Force. At the pame time, I am very conscicus of the sacrifices which the troop-
contributing countries are being asked to make. Their contribution is bevond
praise, and the whole membership of the United Nations is in their debt. Thev have
all along been worried, as have I, about the security of their personnel, about the
non-implementation of the mandate and about the increasing financial burden they
have to bear because of the failure of some Member States to pay their assessed
ehare of UNIFIL's costs. ' On all three counts the present cotlook is grim. 1f the
Council is to continue to ask those Governments to put the lives of their nationals
at risk in the dangerous situation now existing in southern Lebanon, I believe that
they must be given reason to hope that their sacrifites have not been in vain and
that & solution to this long-standing problem i= in sight, that their soldiers must
be able to operate in conditions of reasonable security and, finally, that thev
sust be reimbursed at the rates laid down by the General Assembly.

32. The solution liesa in complete withdrawal of TIsraelil forces from Lebanese
tercritory and the deployment of UNIFIL to the international frontier where it can
play the role originally assiaoned to it of restoring internstional peace and
security. I and my staff have done everythino in our power to brino about that
result. I regret to have to report to the Council that our efforte have not
succeeded. 1 believe that the only hope of proaress now lieg in a determined
effort by the Becurity Council itself.

33. I accordingly recommend that the members of the Council, both collectively and
individually, should take urgent action to unblock the present impasse and make
siubstantial progress towards ieplementation of resolution 425 (1978), which will be
the best way of improving the mecurity eof the personnel of UNIFIL: If such
progress is not achieved soon, T believe that the Council may be compelled to give
serious consideration to withdrawal of the Force, despite the verv damaging
consequences that could result.

2, The total strength of UNIFIL, its composition and the deployment of kthe
various contingents are the same as 1lndicated in my itepoce of 19 June LDEE

Situation in the UNIFIL area

3. The situation in the UNIFIL area of operation has also remained essentially
unchanged since my last report (see 5/18164, paras. 12-18). Tenasion persisted in
the "security sone" maintained by israel in southern Lsbanon as Lebanese resiatance
groups continued their attacks against personnel and positions of the Israel
Defence Forces (IDF) and the =South Lebanon Army" (BLA). UNIFIL recorded 27 such
attacke since mid-June. There were also reports of attacks in those parts of the
ssecurity zone® where UNIFIL is not fully deployed, In ita area, UNIFIL has
continued its efforts to prevent incidents and reduce the level of violence and to
afford protection and humanitarian assistance to the eivilian inhabitants.

4. The BLA position east of Yatar remained a major trouble spot and wag attacked

five times during the period by armed elements. Firing from the position
repeatedly forced the closure of the East-West road through Haris, which i8 an

important line of communication for UNIFIL.

5, ' In the early hours of 21 June, an unidentified person fired a single round at
a Nepalese sentry in DUNIFIL post 5-12A in Yatar (see map at the end of §/18164).
The sentry was sericusly wounded in the chest. On 23 June, two military observers

injuries when their vehicle set off a mine on the track leading to the ELA position
east of Yatar.

6. During the night of 9-10 July, there was a serious incident outside the UNIFIL
area of deployment, but in the vicinity of the UNIFIL headquarters at Nagoura. An
exchange of fire took place near the border crossing at Rosh Haniqra, invelving an
Israeli patrol boat, IDF personnel stationed on shore and a group of armed
infiltrators reported to have come ashore in a rubber dinghy. It was reported that
four of the infiltrators had been killed, one had been captured and one was missing
and thought to have drowned. Reporte further indicate that 2 members of IDF had
been killed and 13 others wounded.

Financial aspects

7. By section IV of ite resoclution 40/246 A of 18 December 1985, the General
Assembly auvthorized the Secretary-General to enter into commitments for UNIFIL at a
rate not to exceed $11,957,500 gross ($11,762,500 net) per month for the period
from 19 April to 18 December 1986 inclusive, should the Security Council decide to
continue the Force beyond the period of six months authorized under its resolution
575 (1985), subject to obtaining the prior concurrence of the Advisory Committee on
Administrative and Budgetary Questions for the actual level of commitments to be
entered into for each mandate period that might be approved subseguent to

19 April 1986. BShould the Council decide to extend UNIFIL beyond its current
mandate period, the costa to the United Nations for maintaining the Porce during
the extension period up to and including 18 December 1986 would be within the
commitment authorized by the Assembly in its resolution 40/246 A, assuming
continuance of the Force's existing strength and responsibilities,

8. In the event the mandate is extended beyond 18 December 1986, the
Secretary-General will report to the Advisory Committee and to the General Assembly
during its forty-first session on the additional requirements needed for
maintaining the Force beyond 1B December 1986.

Observations

9. My views remain as expressed in the concluding section of my report of
17 June 1986 (5/1Bl164, paras. 21-30).

10. In a letter dated 7 July (5/18202), the Permanent Representative of Lebanon to
the Dnited Nations conveyed to me his Government's regquest that the mandate of
UNIFIL be extended for a further period of six months. The Permanent
Representative underlined in his letter his Government's conviction that DHIFILr
symbolizing the will of the international community, remained an indispensable
factor for stability in southern Lebanon. As I stated in my. last report i
(5/18164, para. 27), I share that view. I continue to believe that the
international community must maintain the effort to put into effect the solution
decided upon by the Security Council in its resclution 425 (1978). UNIFIL is wital

to that solution.

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11, I therefore recommend that the Security Council ghould extend the Porce's
mandate and that the period for such extension should be six months, that is, until
19 January 1987. In making the latter recommendation, I have taken account not
enly of the clearly supeassed wish of the Lebanese Government, but alsc of the
administrative difficulties that result from a mandate period of less than six
months.

12. 1In recommending a further extension of UNIFIL, I must once again draw the
Security Oouncil's attention to the financial difficulties faced by the Force.
ThHere i8, ag at the beginning of July 1586, an accumulated shortfall in the UNIFIL
Special Account of some $251 million. As a result, the Organization is falling far
behind in reimbursements to the troop—contributing countries for the expenses they
have incurred in providing troops, egquipment and supplies to the Force. I am
extremely concerned about this state of affairs, not only because it places an
increasingly unfair and heavy burden on the troop-contributing countries,
particularly on the less wealthy ones, but also because, if not remedied in time,
it could jeopardize the functioning of this important operation and, indeed, its
very existence. I therefore strongly appeal to all Member States to pay their
assessments without delay. I would like also to appeal to the Governments ©f the
more developed countries to consider making available, as a practical measure,
voluntary contributions to the UNIFIL Suspense Account, to be used to reduce the
arrears due to the troop-contributing countries.

13. 1In concluding thie report, I wish to express my deep appreciation to the
troop-contributing countries for their generous and steadfast support of the
Fforce. T also wish to pay tribute to the Commander of UNIFIL,

Major=-General Guastav HEgglund, and his staff, civilian and military, and to the
officers and men of UNIFIL, as well as to the UNTSO military observera assigned to
the area. They have performed their difficult tasks with exemplary dedication and
courage,

Declaration adopted at The Hague on 27 June 1986 by the Foreign
. Ministers of the Twelve on the situatien in Lebanon

The 12 Ministers for Foreign Affairs are deeply concerned about the situation
in Lebanon, which, after so many years of confrontation, continues to deteriorate,
particularly as a result of the continuing escalstion of violence involving the
civilian populations at Beirut, especially the Palestinians in refugee camps, and
leading to heavy loss of 1ife and property on all sides. They endorse the recent
appeals by the Security Council and the Secretary-General of the United Wations to
all parties concerned to exercise restraint, to make efforts to end the present

‘bloodched and to facilitate the work of relief organizations such as the

International Committee of the Red Cross (ICRC) and the United Natione Relief and
Works Agency for Palestine Refugees in the Near East (UNRWA). The Twelve reaffirm
that the sovereignty, unity, irdependence and territorial integrity of Lebanon must
be respected.
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
