STATEMENT BY THE PRESS BECRETARY

The President wishes to extend his sympathies to the familles of

the Palestinian workers who loet thelr lives in the tragic

killings in Israel on Sunday, May 20. The President is also

deeply troubled by the viclent aftermath to these deaths. .
Besides expressing condolences to the families of all theose whe

have lost their lives amidst the subsequent violenca, the

Prasident calls upon the Israeli security forces as well as

others to act with maximum restraint. Additional bloodshed and

loss of 1ife will only compound the tragedy.

It is not enough, however, to deplore what has happened and to
call for restraint. It is essential to address the political

continue and poseibly grow so long as there is an absence of a
promising peace process that neurishes hope ameng Israelis and

The United States remains committed to promoting such a political
process. We believe that the initiative of the Government of
Israel, which the United States has been trying to implement,
offers the best path to a nagotiating process that would protect
Ierael's security, further the legitimate political rights of
Palestinians, and bring about a broader reconciliation betwesn
the state of Iarael and its Arab naighbors, We looK forward to
the quick emergence of an Israell government that is capable of
making deciasions on issues of peace and is committed just as we
are to moving ahead on the peace Process.

The term "humen rights" has traditionally been applied to
describe the limitations which, as Thomas Jefferson put it, the
laws of nature and of nature's God impose upon governments in
dealing with their own citizens. The State Department's Human
Rights Bureau's wWork consequently focuses primarily on the
issues posed by the absence of democratic rule and eivil
liberties in a country at peace. Much of our attention is .
devoted to one-party states in which a dictatorial government,
lacking a popular mandate, prohibits peaceful expression of
dissent in speech or writing, represses religion, and otherwise

prohibits its own citizens from exercising fundamental freedoms.
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Military occupation is by definition non-democratic and,
therefore, poses different issues. These arise principally
under the Hague and Geneva Conventions, which spell out
internationally-recognized standards governing the conduct of
occupation forces. Questions raised about the conduct of the
Israeli authorities, primarily the military forces, in the

Occupied Territories, relate to these Conventions.

These questions and allegations of actions in contravention
of the internationally—:ecognized standards have existed since .
1967 and have multiplied since pDecember 1987, Since December
1987, the Occupied Territories have been engulfed by a wave of
unrest which has been described as the Palestinian uprising or
intifada, an effort supported by broad sectors of the
palestinian population of the Territories. The Israeli
authorities have sought to end this uprising. The human rights
problems to which I have referred largely involve the measures

taken by the Israeli Defense Forces in trying to suppress

unresi. .

As part of the intifada, a loose association of young
Palestinians, whose activities are fregquently directed by the
leadership of the uprising known as the UNLU, has taken control

of the streets in the towns and villages. Occasionally they
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have attacked Israeli vehicles on the main highways. When ”-\\
tsraeli army patrols appear in these towns and villages, they
are greeted with a haill of rocks and occasionally Molotov

cocktails.

The nature of the response of the Israell Defense Forces,
including the use of live fire, which has resulted in civilian
deaths, and the more recent killings of Palestinlans by
fellow-Palestinians, are among the most serious human rights
concerns regarding the Occupied Territories. Details regarding .
this subject are fully set forth in our Country Repérts on
Human Rights Practices for 1989, which was delivered to the
Congress about three months ago, was the subject of the hearing
of February 22, and was fully covered in the media. Most of
the conditions there described have remained unchanged and

continue to be of great concern to the United States.

There has, however, been one significant change since the
end of 1989. The number of Palestinians killed in altercations .
with the Israeli Defense Forces has SO far this year decreased
sharply. That number was about 30 per month in 1988, about 25
per month in 1989 and has during the first four months of 1990
been under 10 per month. There appears also to have been A

significant decrease in the number of Palestinians injured in

EMND
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clashes with the IDF, This decrease in fatalities and injuries
may partly reflect reduced IDF patrolling in the Occupied

Territories,

At the same time, intra-Palestinian violence remained
constant. The number of Palestinians killed in 1990 in
intra-Palestinian violence is now egqual to the number killed by

the IDF ducring the same period.

As 1 said earlier, the problems described in our human
rights reports are a great concern to us. This means that we
have used available opportunities to discuss the matters at
jssue with the appropriate Israeli authorities and will
continue to do so, in an effort to find resolutions to the
problems we have identified. In recent times we have seen some
problems resolved which once seemed inlractable. In this case
we shall seck amelioration of conditions wherever we can., We
must recognize, however, the ultimate answer to the problems
which are the subject of this hearing is peace which can only

be attained by negotiations among Lhe parties involved.

REF. HAMILTON: The Subcommittees on Europe and the Middle
East, and on CHuman RightsF and Internaticnal Organizations meet in
open session to discuss recent developments in the EWest BankF and
EGazaF. The Chair especially appreciates the leadership of Chairman .
Yatron in melping wrganize and to hold this hearing.

The Subcommittee on Europe and the Middle East has held several
hear ings over the last two years in which developments in the West
Bank and Gaza have been discussed., This hearing provides a chance
to examine issues there in more detail. Tt is the Chair's
intention that this hearing be part of a series of hearings that
will focus more attention on human and political rights in the
EMiddle EastF. Recent hearings on ElragF and on EEQyptF paid attention to
these lssuws. (Olher hearings devoted to these issues will follow.

Of particular interest to the subcommittees today will be
recent developments in the West Bank and Gaza and in the uprising
Now in its 28th month; trends in EArabF-Israeli and Arab-Arab violence
in the Occupied Territories; a review of some Israeli methods of
punishment, i1ncluding deportations, datentions, curtailment of
movement and communications; United States policy toward the West
Bank and Gaza; the status of school and university closures in tHe .
West Bank and Gaza, a review of the economic situation in the West
Bank and @aza; and implications of ESoviet Jewish immigrationF for the
situation in the West Bank and Gaza.

flr. Chairman, ] will affirm strenucusly that ihis hearing is
not == certainly not designed to be a sweeping indictment of EluwraeliF
hehavior with regard to West Bank and the Gaza EFalestiniansF. There
are many aspects of Iwrael’s governments which are falr and humane.
EFreedom of religionF, a fundamental concern in that area, 1s largely
unfettered. The press, while somewhat constrained, does succeed 1In
reflecting a broad range of views and attitudes. But while Israel
hWas behaved commendably in these matters, there continues Lo be «
very real concern in the United States and the world cammunity about
many of lsrael’s activities. BSome have already been mentioned.

1 would add my particular concern with regard Lo the children
af Palestine., I'm not talking about rock-throwing teenagers, but rather
children who are much younger. Many of these children have been swept up
by events that they only vaguely wnderstand, and disturbing numbers have
found themselves detained. 1 fear that security forces, in thelr desire
to maintain order, mistake the natural play of children for
something more malevolent. and this is a traoedy.

X
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I also tind Israwl's treatment of the Palestinian system of
gducation to be guite troubling., Palestinian people have always
placed a high priority on literacy and higher sducation. Education
is pivetal to their society. Yet for twe years the university
system has been closed by order of lsraeli authorities. Elementary
and secondary schoals have been cleosed, opened, and clogsed again.
Alternative education in the home has been banned.

Mr. Chairman, it would aeem that there is sone truth to the
leavawli claim that schools have been deed as vehicles to advance
vioclence., bt that is hardly surprising. By their very nature,
schools and univercitiecs pnoourage students to gquestion authority,
and Lhat has happened arosund the world.,  And it io abaclutely ne
Justi fication for denying the rights of basic education of children.

While Iorawl i and will ramain our closest ally in the region,
we cannot turnm a blind eye to the continued violence that we see in
the Docupied Territories. It is cleasr bhat Iwsrael's efforts Lo
maintain aorder have not suceoeded,

Today's witnesuses may provide some insights inte why that iw
the case, and hopefully what the United States can do to encourage
positive movemant., I look forward to hearing what our witnesses
have to say and to the discussion.

First of all, I want
to commena you Tor convening this hearing Jointly with the
Subcommittee on Human Righto and International Organizations. )

This 18 the second hearing that the Human Rights Subcommittee
has had relative to the uprisings in bhe West Bank and the Gaza.
The examination of the viclence which is ongoing in the territories,
the foreeus which are instigating i€, and the methods employed by
leraell authorities to contain Falestinian unrest, will no doubt
raiee some very perplexing and serious concerns.  However, 1t is
because the United States and Israel share a strong bond,
based on democratic principles and Ehuman rightsf, that this hearing
shiould prove helpful in assessing cuwrroent developments 10 the West
Bank and Gaza.

Clearly, the threat posed Lo Isyael's security by radical Arab
states, all of which have deplaorable human rights recards, and
Falestiniam vialence within the Territories has prompted Israel to
impose securlty measures which have stretched its ability to fully
meet humanitarian standards,

There are, neverthelezs, very serious guestions concernino
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the EState Department’sF human rights report and documentation
provided by human rights arganizations, allegations of house
demoliticons, shooting fatalities, prolonged administrative
detentions and beatings of detainees clearly indicate that the
method employed - methods employed by Israeli security forces to
contain Falestinian unrest are not working.

Today’s hearing should provide us with important insights into
the extent to which lerasli practices in the Tarritories meet )
internationally recognized human rights criteria and how EUS palicyF
should respond to these developments,

REF. WAYNE OWENS (D-UT): Mr. Chairman, these two subcommittees
meaet jointly totay to hear testimony on recent developments in Gaza
and the West Hank. Many of the issues that we will discums have
been addressed in other hearings, but the specific dynamics of the
Falestinian uprising and the Israeli response have never been
isclated and dealt with in depth. These are issues about which I
personally feel very deeply, and | commend Chairman Hamilton and
Chairman Yatron for giving us this important cmppertunity today.

Before delving inlo human rights concerns in the Territories, I
think it is important to keep twao things in mind, First the
problems in the West Bank and Gaza are the product of an immensely
complex pelitical conflict involving not only Palestiniane and
lsraelis but the surrounding Arab states as well, )

CONTINUED
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To bBlame ElsraelF for occuping the EWest BankF and EGazaF Btrip 1s to
ignare a history of armed EArabF aggression and the events of the 1967

War. If one thing's become clear since the intifada began in

December 1987, it is that these problems can only be solved as part .
af a comprehensive political settlement. It is incumbent on all

sides, not only Ilsrael, to move forward toward this end. The United

States must play the major facilitating role in the process. and in

that matter, I give ESecretary of StateF ERakerF high marks for ftrying.

Second, it is important to keep in mind that Israel's EhumanF
E rightsF record in the territories in no way compares with that of
some other countries in the region which are party to the brosder
cenflict. I need not remind my colleagues that the ElragiF govarnmaent
killed over B,000 of its own Kurdish citizens two years ago with
Echemical weaponsF. Nor do I need to recount ESyria’sF systemabtic
slaughter of 15,000 of ite own pecple in the 13682 Hama reval .
Perapective is impartant here.

So, as we raise human rights issues in the territories, which
wae must do candidly and cpenly, we do so recognizing lsrael as the
only democracy in the EMiddle EantF, a country which holds itself to a
highery wstandard. ) .

Thiw having been said, I think it is our responsibility 4o
explore those issues as honestly and as thoroughly as possible.
Since December 19687, ! have made more than a half dozen visits to
the West Bank and Gaza as a member af these two subcommittees.
During that time 1 have witnessed an escalating cycle of violence
which is dangerously polarizing the Israeli and EFalestinianF
communities and diminishing the prospects for a political setilement
that will permit both peoples to live together peacefully in that
crowded land.

On my most recent visit in February, I moticed a sharp 1no @ase
in the number of Palestinians killed by Falestinians and a mar ked
decling in the number of those killed by Israel: Defense Forces. In
a May 4th article in the New York Times, Jogl Brinkley wrote that
the number of Falestinians shot and killed by Israelis has fallen by
more than half over the last four months., I ask unanimous consent
that thie article be printed inteo the hearing record following my
remarks.,
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REF, HAMILTON: Without objection, so ordered.

EEF, OWENS: Since January, in fact, more Palestinians have
been killed by other Falestinians than by lzraeli forces. Overall,

the total number of deaths related to the uprising have tropped 61
percent fraom the first four months of 1988 and 48 percent from the
first four months of 1983, This is a trend which sugpgests that the
intifada is entering & new, perhaps less violent phase. But it
would be a mistake ta believe that the uprising is controlled or
that Palestinian resistance will seize before a political settlement
ig reached.

Nevertheless, human rights vioclations in the administration of
Israel's wccupied territories remain a source of special concern to
this committee, to Congress and to lsrael's friends everywhere,
Those policies to which the United States most strenucusly objects
== administrative detention, deportations and the demolition and
se@aling of houses == continue to this day. Nat only are these
grievous abuses of internationally recognized human rights, they
serve to promote violence and strengthen the resolve and assist in
the political organization of the uprising. Though theoretically
governed by strict rules of engagement, the IDF, in many cases,
disregarded its guidelines by indiccrimately firing plastic, rubber
and high velocity melal bullets. I have personally seen five young
men in Jerusalem's Mekosset (ph) Hospital brain dead from rubber
bullets still lodged in btheir heasads.

Human rights groups such as EAmnestyF International have
documented numerous instances af beatings and i1l treatment of
EprisonersF and the potentially lethal misuse of tear gas within
confined spaces., Recognizing the difficulties faced by lsraeli
authorities administering the terrvitories, the United States
government views these as violations of internationally
recognized human rights and we, on this Committee in good cans:iénce
nan recognize them as nothing leus.

And while human rights icoues are inextricably linked to the
broader palitical conflict, we must emphasize thamse human rights
abuses on a separate level as problems which can Mr. Gilman.

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area by the ebbing tides of the fortunes of war of the Arab Btales
which attacked israel. We won't talk about all of The Lthings that
haven't been done for the Palestinians Ly their eternal brothers,
all of the other Arab States in the region., We will once again
document what are the supposed human rights violations by Israel.

Let’s do it. The only thing is, for once maybe we ought to

put all of what we do in context. What Mr. Owens == much of what Mr.

Owans said is true. The statistics he gave are actusl statiselics.
It’s Jjust that he didn't go far enough. We need to understand the
context in which all of this is happening.

When the Syrians murdered 185 [thousandl to 20,000 of their own
pesple, there hadn’t been in that area in Hama a 40=-year history of
violence. People hadn't revolted before. When a few years ago, the

Algerians machinpe-gunned somewhere between 700 and 1,000 of their

own people during the food rights —— a year, a year and a half apa,

THE PRESIDENT: Let me just open with a statement, and
then be glad to take some guestions.

The revolutionary changes transforming Europe are moving
us from the post-war era to a new era in history beyend containment.
The reveolutions of '"89, 198%, that have brought democracy to Eastern
Eurcpae, the prospect of German unification, and my hope for rapid
conclusion of a CFE agreement bring us close to a peaceful and more
stable Europe, whole and free.

And I'll be speaking tomorrow at commencement ceremcnies
in oklahoma State University about my conception of America's place
in the new Eurcpe. And I want to use this press conference today as
an opportunity to highlight for you a few of the ideas I plan to
discuss at greater length tomorrow.

We've arrived at this historic point by maintaining a
strong partnership with our Eurcpean allies. NATO will remain vital
to America's place in Europe. It is a proven structure upeon which to
base our security and from which to promote a stable, cooperative
European order.

The Alliance is now ready to take on new challenges.  And
in order to set a new Western strategy for these times and after
consulting personally with my allied colleagues, a consultation
completed by Secretary Baker in Brussels today, I'm calling for a
HATO summit in early summer -- late June or early July, probably.

The fundamental purpose of this summit should be to launch a
wide-ranging NATO strategy review for the transformed Eurcpe of the
1990s.

To provide direction for this I suggest that this summit
should address first, the future political missicn of the Alliance,
reaffirming its crucial role in managing and stabilizing the
transformation of Europe.

Second, the Alliance's conventional defenses for the
future and next steps for conventional arms control. While we're
still in a period of transition, as Soviet forces leave Eastern
Europe and our arms control works move forward, we need to develop a
new strategy for the pericd ahead.

and, third, the role of U.S. nuclear forces in Eurcpe.
As democracy comes to Eastern Europe and Soviet troops return home,
there is less need for nuclear systems of the shortest range. And in
response to these new conditions I've decided to terminate the
follow-on to Lance program and cancel any further modernization of
U.S. nuclear artillery shells deployed in Europe. The NATO summit
should agree on broad objectives for future negotiations between the
United States and the Soviet Union on the current short-range nuclear
missile forces in Europe, which should begin shortly after a CFE
treaty has been signed.

Fourth, the future of the Conference on Security and
Cooperation in Europe -- CSCE -- to give it and especially its
Eastern European member states a more active part in shaping Eurcpe's
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. future. The CSCE can halp to build free societies and provide a
forum for political dialogue in a united Europe. My allied
colleagues and I should agree to take up these ideas at the CSCE
summit this fall, to be held around the slgning of a CFE treaty.

3 The future of the United States cannot be separated from
the future of Europe. And so along with our allies, we must prepare
for the magnificent opportunities that lie ahead. In these times of
uncertainty and hope, NATO will continue to be wvital to America's
place in Eurcpe and a bulwark of democratic values and security.

So this is what I'll be talking about tomorrow. And it
has been discussed by Jim Baker with our allies in Brussels yesterday
and today.

T don't know who has the first guestion but -- Helen.

Q Mr. President, you said that things were moving on
the hostage front. Can I ask you'what are the prospects of getting
all the hostages out? They may scmetimes feel like sacrificlal lambs
as the U.5. stands and waits. What goodwill gesture do you have in
mind to facilitate this and expedite their release?

THE PRESIDENT: I would have in mind any gesture that
wouldn't be perceived as negotiating for the release of hostages. We
have a policy; I'm going to stay with that policy.

But let me give you an example, Helen. One of the things
that the Iranians are interested in is the fate of, I believe it was
four Iranians that were taken I think back in '82. Now, if there's
some way that we can go back and get any infermation that would
relieve the anxieties of the loved cnes of those four people, we
ought to do that. And it is our view, and I've sald this, made this
clear that it is the best information we have that these people are
not alive.

But just as we'd like a full accounting for Higgins, our
hercic Marine that apparently has been killed, I can understand the
Iranians wanting a full accounting, even though they know we have
nothing to do with this. So here's an area where they have said
they'd like some information, and if we can get it, I think we ought
to get it. And we're trying. So if that is goodwill, so be it. I
hope it is. That's the way I would intend it. And there may be
other things we can do. But, leck, I understand the anxiaty of the
hostage families. And I can understand the broken hearts, and that's
why I'm not going to shift and act like everything is normal.

Q Well, what are you really doing now te --

THE PRESIDENT: I've just given you one example. And if
there are others, why --

Q And are you passing this word to Iran and also in
terms of the frozen assets and --

THE PRESIDENT: Yes -- wall, that's been going on, as you
know -- scme discussion on frozen assets. Abe Sofaer has been over
there. So =- and if they view that as goodwill, fine. I mean, that
—- and if that can continue now in some way, fine. But that wve've
already discussed in open -- and I'm not sure they would view that as

enough, you know.
Q Does it lock brighter, though?

THE PRESIDENT: There's a third fellow-on here. I don't
know Helen, and it's an awful good guestion. Look, I have tried very
hard not to raise the hopes of the hostage families only to have them
dashed. And there's a certain cruelty in this process when you flash
a picture of a person that's held hostage and then another person
appears in freedom. I welcome the release of Polhill and Reed. But
I can't rejoice and say that my heart is full of great goodwill as
long as six others are held hostage.
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Q Mr. President, within the last two weeks, you've
been considering penalties against Moscow for its treatment of
Lithuania. Now, however, you're liberalizing sales of computers and

-+ other high technclogy to Moscow. Senator D'Amato, among others, says
.that now is not the time to be nice to the Soviet Union. Why have
‘you decided on this course of reward rather than punishment?

THE PRESIDENT: Well, I don't consider the COCOM
reevaluation a policy of reward. 1I'll have to discuss that with al
D'Amato to see that he understands the facts, Because what we're
doing is putting up tighter walls around needed items that are in the
national security interest. And then where there aren't =-- when the
other items that are not on the list for pure national security now,
they're going to come off.

And I don't view this as giving something to the Soviets
at all. So we just have a difference of opinion with the good
Senator. =

Q To follow up on Lithuania. Do you endorse the idea
from West Germany and Britain that Lithuania suspend some of laws
pertaining to independence?

THE FRESIDENT: I think thie is a matter that Landsbergis
spoke to yesterday and indicated some flexibility there, And
whatever will facilitate dialegue is goocd. And he has seen some
merit in what was suggested by Mitterrand and Kohl, and I think that
is very, very positive and let's hope it goes forward.

Q Mr. President, on hostages, didn't the ceremony as
welcome that you gave Mr. Polhill here the other night and his access
to you to pass a message supposedly from his captors send a signal to
terrorists that the best way to communicate with the President of the
United States is to capture an American and give him a message? And
second, didn't the welcome given Polhill suggest that even citizens
who discbey their governments warnings and then are captured,
something their government's trying to prevent, can then be treated
as herces even by the President?

THE FRESIDENT: Both of these considerations worry me,
Brit, to be very honest with you. And I must say I enjoyed this
meeting with this highly civil human being whe has a marvelous sense
of humor in spite of his captivity, and I'm delighted. But what
happened on that one was, wa hadn't planned a great public ceremony
of this nature. What happened to thga == timing was such that Mr.
Reed came out, there was keen interest in having a response to the
President, and so we accommodated this interest, understandable
interest, by having a press conference. So it got -- it wasn't timed
to make a high visibility reception of Polhill.

The other thing is, he did have a message for me. And
I've said I'm going to go the extra mile. I am not going to leave
any stone unturned. And he brought it. He asked that it be kept
confidential, and it will. And I think that == I don't think that
part of it is bad. I think that part shows that the message -- I
don't worry so much of the message. What I do worry about is if
anybody perceives that we're putting a higher price on some human
heing by all of this.

So I was troubled by what you said. But I sorted it out
and did my best.

Q What about the message, sir? Can you tell us
without laying it out in detail whether it taught you anything new
about the situation over there? .

THE PRESIDENT: No, it did not teach me anything new
about it. But it was the capsule -- putting it all in cne capsule
that was very interesting. And I will share it discreetly with key
members of our National Security Council and intelligence community.
But I must not viclate his regquest that the message be confidential.
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Q Mr., President, back to Europe for a minutes. Your
actions speak to a policy of helping Gorbachev even though your own
Defense Secretary says he's probably not going to succeed. I guess
-- and I think this is a question a lot of Americans would like to

-hear you answer -- why have you decided on Gorbachev over speaking
‘out for American principle?

THE PRESIDENT: I don't think I have, Lesley.

Q Well, what about Lithuanian independence over
Gorbachev?

THE PRESIDENT: I don't think that's the choice. I don't
think that's the choice. And let me repeat here -- if anybody has
any doubt about where their President stands -- of course, we favor
self-determination. I don't think that's new -- my saying that. And
of course, we favor democracy and freedom. There's a lot at stake in
all of this, and there's a lot ---there's complications in all of
this. Poland, Eastern Europe -- I want those troops out. And I want
to sea the firming up of the democracies in Eastern Eurcpe. And I
want to see us keep thie process going forward. So ocur foreign
policy is not based on just Mr. Gorbachev. Now, if the man has done
something good and surprised everybody in this room, including me,
about the acceptance of freedom and democracy in Eastern Europe --
and he has -- give credit for that.

But on Lithuania, there's an enormously complicated
problem. And I must say I'm looking forward to vieiting with the
Prime Minister in a little bit -- of Lithuania. But I must convince
the Lithuanian Americans that my desire for their freedom and their
self-determination is just as strong as anybody else's. And I also
must convince those here and around the world that we want to see the
peaceful evolution that's taking place towards democracy continue.

So when Terry asked his guestion about dialogue, that ie our policy.
And I'm delighted to see that Landsbergis now feels there may be some
merits in this policy.

But, Lesley, we can't place this on a
you-have-to-choose-between-Gorbachev-or-Landsbergis. That's not the
poelicy of the United States government, nor should it ba.

Q Well, a follow-up. The May Day parade. Mr.
Gorbachev was heckled. Your Defense Secretary says he doesn't think
that Mr. Gorbachev can succeed with his reforms. Do you?

THE PRESIDENT: The May Day parade? He ought to come
join some of the parades I go to around here. This goes for your
horse, too. I mean, you ought to see some of the expression of --
{laughter) -- look, that's the fruits of democracy. He's just
learning. He's just learning. So I wouldn't read too much into
that. Yes, there's some discontent. A lot of it relates to the
economy. And some of it relates by Lithuanians inside the Soviet
Unien to the handling of Lithuania.

There's a good side to all of this. I sometimes ask
myself it that's true, but it is. Because that's the way fledgling
democracies are beginning to work, and that's the way our system has
worked. And I don't suppose if everybody -- anytime anyone points to
a demonstration that gets rambunctious in the United States and
points to -- that means instability in the United States system,
there's got to be something crazy. Because that isn't the way it
works.

Q You seem to be getting serious about the budget now.
You invited congressional leaders to the White House Sunday night teo
talk about the budget. No one in Congrese believes your budget .
projections partly because interest rates have risen since you
announced your budget. Should you revise your budget projections?
And when you talk to Mitchell and Foley, is everything on the table?
Everything negotiable, including taxes?
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; THE PRESIDENT: In the first place, yes, we've bean a
little off on interest rates. But I will say that we've been very
close to right on growth in the GNP. PBut I think we're required by
law to come up with a new forecast later on this Year.

- But, leck, here's what we need to do. He sent a budget
Up and, okay, so nobedy was too enthusiastic about it. Neither --
nobody's very enthusiastic about the Senate budget. Nobeody's very
enthusiastic about tha House budget, in my view -- really
enthusiastic.

So what we have to do is start talking process and how we
g2 forward. And I'm not going to sit here and do nothing. So that
process has worked. It was supposed -- Congress was supposed to have
moved by April lst, and they didn't. Now, there seems to be more
acticn, so it seemed to me like a good time to sit down and talk
process. And then if we -- see where we go now.,

Q You didn't say you were going to talk taxes. And
beyond that --

THE PRESIDENT: I didn't say we were going to talk any
substance. Thie meeting that you've referred to is to sit down and
meet with four leaders. Oddly, it worked out very nicely, because I
wanted to invite them all to come to a presidential lecture series on
Teddy Roosevelt on Sunday, and afterward we'll get together and
discuss something a little more complicated.

Q I haven't heard any "read my lips" -- are taxes --

THE PRESIDENT: No, you haven't heard it, because I'm
geing to sit down and talk to them about what T said I was goeing te
talk about.

Q Can I follow en the budget?

THE PRESIDENT: Nice try, though, John. I'm not saying
== we're not into a negotiation. We're talking process. oOne problenm
about having that all ocut ie, pecple are going to understandably want
to knew all these conditions and preconditions. But we're not there.
What we are at is, we've got to move forward, and I've got to find a
way to do that.

Q Can I follow on the budget, Mr. President? 1t
appears now the administration has acknowledged what your FDIC
Chairman, Bill Seidman, had been saying all along, which is that the
savings and lean bailout is going te be a lot mere expensive than you
initially anticipated. Why, then, are you so anxious to see him
leave, and hew are ¥ou going to accommodate his increased costs at a
time of fiscal constraint?

THE PRESIDENT: Hey, listen == I haven't told you I'm
anxious to see Bill Seidman leave.

Q Aren't you saying that You wouldn't be unhappy to
see him leave?

THE PRESIDENT: Bill Seidman asked to sEee me a while
back, came to see me. Said he was not going to fulfill the rest of
his term, and we discussed that. He asked to see me to tell me that.
Today, he called me with the name of a Buccessor that he
enthusiastically supports. And he's done a good job. We have a
significant project that he's in the middle of handling -- we call it
the June 30th Project == to get a lot more done with a lot of these
savings and loan in a short period of time. He's agreed to
enthusiastically tackle that, .

And he also said, look, I understand if you might want te
PUut your own person in there. But it's hie initiative with me. And
today, he suggested the name of a Bill Tayler who we're very high on
to take over his responsibilities, &g it's one where everyone wants
to have winners and losers, and I don't think there are any. I think
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Seidman has conducted himself with extraordinary grace and great
ability. I've known him for years, worked with him way back when.

Q Mr. President, the costs. How to deal with the
increased costs of the bail-out.
! THE PRESIDENT: We'va got to work with the Congress on
how to deal with the cost. And right now, there's a significant
review going forward to see what the costs are. The figures change
all the time on you.

Q Mr. President, you talked a minute ago about
fledgling democracies in Eastern Europe. Has your administration
given any thought to a full-sale reevaluation of America's foreign
aid reguirements now that the Warsaw Pact is collapsing? And two,
what's your response to those who say that we ought to take some
money from the military and spend it on foreign ald for these
fledgling democracies?

THE PRESIDENT: My response to the latter part is,
everybody wants to take money from defense to do something else. And
the Defense Secretary and I want to provide adequately for the
defense in a changing world. And I think Dick Cheney's done a good
job up there trying to hold the line against a Congress that says
anytime there's a need for anything, please take it out of Defense.
and so we're in a problem of my trying to hold the line, ably
supported by and, in some instances, led by Dick Cheney, who's up
there really fighting this battle.

What was the first part, excuse me?

Q About a full-scale review of America's foreign aid
requirements. Are you interested in doing one of those or not?

THE PRESIDENT: Well, I'd be interested in a full-scale

review. I mean, we've heard a lot of -- a lot of our percentage of
aid goes to a handful of countries. And here we have a man coming in
here today -- the Prime Minister of Jamaica, Mr. Manley -- who has

just done a first-class job in trying to move Jamaica forward in
many, many ways. And I salute him for that. But his aid was a small
amount and I believe it's been just lined out because of insufficient
resources or failure to reallocata.

I've suggested that the President be given a
discretionary fund out of all this foreign aid sc we can accommodate
a person that is trying to take his small country and firm up its
democracy. So I think a review of the nature you're talking about
might be helpful, but I remember my days in Congress -- foreign aid
doesn't have the constituency ocut there that domestic programs do.

Q Mr. President, have you done an analysis of the
these hostage releases, such that you conclude whether or not this is
the beginning of a process that's likely to lead to all the releases?
and what is the United States doing behind the scenes that might have
contributed to these releases? We know you're talking to third -- to
Iran through third countries, but can you give us sort of a status --

THE PRESIDENT: I can't say that our actions facilitated
the release of Reed and Polhill. I hope that the affirmation and
reaffirmation of our policy might have contributed to it, but there
was no behind-the-scenes negotiations that will come out that show
that we pulled this off. I wish I could -- I was going to say, I
wish I could say that was true, but it would have to be true within
these confines I've spelled out here earlier on. But we will
continue to stay with the policy, trying to show goodwill where we
can do it without violating the policy.

Q Then have you concluded, sir, whether this is the
beginning of a process of ==

THE PRESIDENT: The intelligence community's looking at
that right now. The debrief of Reed and the debrief of Polhill might
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contribute tg that., But yoyu CAn rest assured that I have asked for
that answer -- will this lead to -- inavitably to the release of
others, put 1 Can't say that I've gotten any feeling that this
Process is destined to go forward in 8 short peripg of time. 1 wigpy
it wasg different, I s0 wish it were different,

being overthrown -- the Soviet Army troops were mobilized. 1e ir
Your assessment that he has cope that close to facing a Coup of soma
t¥pe within the Soviet Union?

. THE PRESIDENT: I was net advised of that by the

Well, beyond that, sir, is there at any pedint, in
any sense -- ag we've heard You say many times, you wane Gorbachevy
and bPerestrojikatp Burvive -- that-you are structuring Yeur program tog
assist him ip aAny way, shape, or form? That that's why you're toeing
this very difficult line between Lithuania and Moscow?

And so I would Eay I salute the man for what he has done.
I think he's under extracrdinary Pressure at hope, Particularly gp
the economy, ang I do, from time to time, worry about 8 takeover that
will set back the whole Process. But I have ne avidence to support
the thesis -- the incident or the time frame that You asked about,

Q Or any other?
THE PRESIDENT: 0r in any tima frame, vyes.

¥ear in your policies that have improved the situation there after a
Year of Erying to head off Eeveram Banctions and keep the rhetorie
down?

THE PRESIDENT: Well, several things. T've already
mentioned them, and 1'g repeat -- Fulbright ang Feace Corps and Some
of these matters, But I'm disappointed, I've said that publicly
before, and 1 ap. Because I woulg like to think there would be a
more vigorous response. I was Pleased that they lifted martial law
in Tibet the other day,

So there are some things that are happening that are
going in the right direction, But overall, I'm disappointed. And

have ng feeling that I took the wrong path, 1 mean, we diq, by
executive action, everything that the Congress would have done by
legislative action -- everything. And se there wasn't+ any
substantive difference with the Congress on this.

And so == leok, 1'11 BXPress a certain disappointment
because I'dq like to see more action, more things happen that realily
move the whole Process forward,

Q Do you have anything in ming other than eXpressing
disappointment to move things along?
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THE PRESIDENT: We've got ecme diplomacy in mind.

. Q Do you think that your propesal of nuclear weapons
in Eurcpe will be enough for the Soviet Union to accept a reunified
Germany within NATO?

F

THE PRESIDENT: Our poliecy on what?

Q Your change on nuclear weapons in Europe -- will
that give you --

THE PRESIDENT: You mean on the Lance follow-on?

0 Will that be enough for the Soviet Union to accept a
reunified Germany?

THE PFRESIDENT: I think they're going to accept it,
because that's the right thing te have happen. And I want to sea
that determined by the Alliance and keep the solid Alliance positiecn.
And T want to see the Seviets understand that it is in their interest
for a U.S. presence, in their interest for an expanded NATO, in their
interest a united Germany to be inside that expanded NATO.

We got to get back to some of these backbenchers or I'm
going to catch it. You can hear the enthusiasm for that.

Q Mr, President, the Soviets seem to be backpedaling
in both START on the Cruise missiles and some of the things we think
they agreed to on troop levels on CFE. Are you concerned about this?
And what's your assessment now of the prospects for both a START
treaty and a CFE treaty this year?

THE PRESIDENT: We're going to have to hustle. We're
going to have to hustle and they're going to have to come forward.
But I don't want to say we're not going to get a CFE agreement, and I
don't want to say we're not going teo get the principles of a START
agreement locked in. And that's what I'd like to see happen. And
the summit that's coming up serves as some incentive for that te take
place.

Q Were you concerned that they've reneged on some
things the United States thought they agreed to, and does that
suggest Mr. Gorbachev's not living up to his commitment to move =-

THE PRESIDENT: It suggests a lot of things. When you
analyze the Soviet Union very carefully -- some things that are guite
disturbing if, indeed, they stay in a position where they back off.
But let's hope that that can all be resolved. But if you analyze
carefully that they pull back on that, then you've got to say, why is
that happening? What what's the military saying who are most
affected by decisicns of that nature? This is a matter of soms
concern.

Q Mr. Fresident, on drugs, have you changed, or are
you contemplating a change in your gtated administration policy which
forbids active operational involvement of U.S. military forces in
foreign countries?

THE PRESIDENT: I'm not sure I understand what you're --
what policy that involves active military? I want our military to be
involved in interdiction. And they are involved in interdiction and
they're doing a good job in that.

Q Will they be, or have they been involved in specific
operational missione, such as searching for drug cartel leaders?

THE PRESIDENT: Inside Colombia? Be more specific,
please, and I'll try to help you.

Q Much talk about Gacha. Were they involved in the
Gacha =--
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i THE PRESIDENT: MNo. U.s, troops in colombia? No.
That's the answer. Next, De you have a follow-up?

Q I have an unrelated follew.
THE PRESIDENT: No, unrelated follow-ons are not fair.

Q Mr. President, on the hostages, you have frequently
pressed the kidnappers to release them. You have urged Iran and
Syria to do whatever they can to releases them. One of the Iraniang!’
demands, or the kidnappers' demands is the release of the 400 Shiites
and Sheik Obeid that the Israelis hold. You have not pressed the
Israelis to do Eomething to facilitate a resclution of that problem.
I'd like to ask you why not, and why the Arab nations should not see
it as a double standard?

THE PRESIDENT: I've stated my position =- that hostage
holding is unproductive towards any facilitation of political change
== facilitating politiecal change.: And I'11 repeat it again. I want
to see all hostages released. There are some, cbviously, in all
countries -- Muslim countries. In Israel, there's definitional
Problems there. But the United States is opposed to taking hostages,

Q Why is there a definitional problem?

THE PRESIDENT: Because some people view people that they
hold as having broken their laws, and some don't. And it's net for
the U.S5. to make these determinations. It is for the United states
to say we cppose taking of hostages and holding pecple against their
will just for some -- to effect some kind of political change.

Q Mr. President, You raised the gquestion a moment ago
about what is it that the Soviet military is saying in the apparent
backing off. What do You think that they are saying, and do you
believe that your announcement today about missiles in Eurcpe will
change the Soviet military's attitude towards the negotiations that
are currently going on?

THE PRESIDENT: No, I'm not doing these things to effect
== just to put at ease the Soviet military at all. We're doing this
because we feel that it's in the Alliance's interest and in the
interest of world peace. But I must tell you, I sometimes do wo
about the military resurgence of some kind inside the Soviet Union,
0f course, I wWorry about that.

Q Mr. President, the legislature of Latvia meets today
to consider its independence. Would You advise them to be less
confrontational in their approach than Lithuania was?

THE PRESIDENT: I have no advice for them whatever. I
can identify with their aspirations for freedom. I have noted that
there's some nuances of difference in the way they are approaching
the matter. But that is a matter for them to work out. And the
answer is dialogue -- some would say negotiations; call it what you
will -- talking to each other to facilitate self-determination and
independence. And that's the way they ought to do it. And T get the
feeling that that's what they're about,

Q Mr. President, with this call for dialogue and with
this step of meeting with the Prime Minister of Lithuania later
teday, do you see yourself assuming some sort of a mediation role
between Vilnius and Moscow?

THE PRESIDENT: If there was a role for the United
States. And I've thought about that. I've talked to Brent and
Secretary Baker about this. And if there wae a constructive role for
the United States, of course, we should fulfill that role. But
there's not. And I don't sme that emerging for a lot of different
reasons. But if somebody said you can facilitate that through being
a negotiator, which is just hard for me to conceive given the
realities in the world, of course, we'd be interested in doing that,
But I don't think that's a reality,.

MORE
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Q A follow-up, sir. Do you find yourself in an
unusual or odd diplomatic position in referring to this woman as the
Prime Minister? Marlin Fitzwater has told us that you will address

- her as Prime Minister; but yet, you do not recognize her as the Prime
-Minister of an independent country.

THE PRESIDENT: HNo, I don't find myself in a dilemma
there.

Q Mr. President, a small group of students at
Wellesley have objected to Mrs. Bush's --

THE PRESIDENT: Yes, Ellen! (Laughter.)

Q Mr. President, do you believe that there is any
merit to their argument that Mrs. Bush's accomplishments are largely
related teo her marriage to yourself? (Laughter.) And secondly --

THE FRESIDENT: I can't have any argument with that.
(Laughter.)

Q Cooh ==
Q We've got a lead. (Laughter.)
Q == by their hesitation to have her speak to them?

THE PFRESIDENT: Yes. And Mrs. Bush herself has put it
that her ability to serve as, I think, a terribly effective point of
light stems from the fact that she's married to the FPresident of the
United States. But I think that these young women can have a lot to
learn from Barbara Bush, and from her unselfishness, and her advocacy
of literacy, and of being a good mother, and a lot of other things.

And I think they'll
learn a lot from her. And she wants to go, and she's not concerned
by it at all., But she herself said, look, I know why I'm privileged
to be able to serve in this visible fashion. She's not trying to be
something she's not. The American people love her because she's
something she is, and stands for something.

So I have no cbjection. As Bar sald yesterday, she isn't .

Q Mr. President, do you think that the relations with
Mexico have been damaged by the Machain case? And can the United
States pay bounty to foreigners to abduct pecple in other countries?

THE PRESIDENT: The United States has had a system of --
official system of rewards. Remember the time of Noriega and stuff
there were some rewards out. But I hope the relations haven't been
damaged. The Vice President, incidentally, did a very good job in
explaining the policy to President Salinas himself. Our Attorney
General has worked very closely with the Mexicans. We have had
superb cooperation from Mexice in fighting drugs -- outstanding. And
go I salute them. But yes, there was some misunderstanding here, and
I have told our key people eliminate the misunderstanding. We don't
want misunderstanding with Mexico; we don't need it. We need
continued cooperation and we're getting continued --

Q But in the future, are they going teo continue going
into Mexico -- the agents of the United States? .

THE PRESIDENT: That's a matter for Mexico to decide.
aAnd if Mexico wanted to have some people work with out people here
and that could help the fight against narcotics, I would be very open
to that, if it fit into our fight against drugs.

I've got time for two more. One in the middle, and then
Sarah, you get the last one.

Q Mr. President, if Bill Seidman has done such an
outstanding job at the FDIC in overseeing the savings and loan

THE PRESIDENT: Because I think that his decieion was a
. perscnal one and he's entitled to make it, and that's why. And I
-Support it, and I salute him again.

Q He didn't bring bad news about what the cost of that
bailout might be, did he?

THE PRESIDENT: Listen, if all the peocple who brought bad
news in here were asked te do scmething else, it would be a little
lonely. Mo, that's not the reason for this at all. I would ask you
that you talk to Bill about it.

THE FRESIDENT: This is the last one. You've been a very
good sport. 4

Q Sir, thank you. I want to know if you are going to
ask permission from Congress to send U.S. troops inteo Peru and take
$35 millien of our much-needed money right now and build a military
installation down there for us to train their troops to fight drug
cartels?

THE PRESIDENT: To send U.S. troops in there to do that?

Q Are you going to ask Congress for permission to de
that?

THE PRESIDENT: I have not considered asking Congress for
that. But if Peru -- if there's some training role that will
facilitate the fight against drugs, I would be willing to consider
it. But I have no intention of asking Congress at this moment for
anything of that nature,

Q Do you feel now that you have the authority to send
== to build thie installation which has been reported that you were
planning to build down there in Peru?

THE PRESIDENT: Just a minute. I need expert advice on
this. Your talking about building a facility? What facility? What
facility are we talking about? We'll have to get back to you.
(Laughter.) See the kind of advice I'm getting here. {Laughter.)
Ho, really, I'm sorry. I just don't know about any facility. But I
do know that the concept of training is a very valid concept. I
don't think it requires approval from the U.S. Congress. But if the
law requires me to ask, if we do something that's going to require
that along the lines here, then I'd would ask. We're not trying to
get around Congress; we work very cocperatively with them.

I have to go.
Q One more.

THE PRESIDENT: HNo, I have to -- all right, one more. HNo
not you.

Q Earlier you dropped a hint about the United States
helping cbtain the release of some Iranian hostages. Who has got
them, and how can you help?

THE PRESIDENT: These were diplomats -- these were four
Iranian diplomats that were taken in Lebanon in 1982. And the
Iranians don't feel that they've had a full accounting of these
pecple. In fact, I think they still hope that those people are
alive. The best information we have as an outside party to all of
this is that they are not still alive,

But my point is, if Iran feels that way and the families
of these four pecple feel that way, this is something where we should
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use every asset we have to disburse the lack of information, to bring
them the facts if we can. See, this is something they feel strongly
about. They've mentioned it to us several different times. And
here's something we can do without there being any -- vioclating our
policy. 1It's something I'd like to do. And I think they would

-L_cansider this a gesture of goodwill.

So we're trying very hard. Again, I wish I felt that
the answer we gave them would be different than the one -- bacause
there's a human equation there. There is some suffering here on

families in Iran. So it's =--

Q Are you doing something, though, in this specific
case?

THE FRESIDENT: What?

Q You've spoken about the things that you could do.
Are you doing scmething in this case?

THE PRESIDENT: Yes, we're trying to find -- it's very
hard to do.

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Post-war America was ready for peace and prosperity. But while
the free world was recovering, the nations of Eastern Europe weras
being "consolidated" behind an Iren Curtain. So began four
decades of division in Eurcpe -- and 40 long years of suspicion
between superpowers,

Today, you also graduate at the end of an era aof conflict == but

a contest of a different kind -- a cold and abstract war of words
and walls. Wow Eurcpe, and the world, have entered a new era --

the Age of Freedom.

I hope you'll forgive me if T use this great forum, at your great
University, to handle a subject of a very serious natura.

I'11 be reflecting on the power and potential of democratic
change in each of the commencement addresses I make this year.
I begin today with America‘s place in the new Europe.

A few of you may be wondering what a continent 4000 miles away
has to do with you. Throughout our history, great upheavals in
Europe have forced the American people to respond, to make deep
judgments about the part we should play in European affairs.

This has been true from the time of the French Revolution and the
wars which followed it, to World War I and the flawed peace which
ended it, to the Second World War and the creation of the postwar
order. I believe that, now, we are poised at another such momeant
-- a critical time in our strategic relationship with our
neighbors across the Atlantic.

Many of the graduates of America‘’s class of 191& may have
wondered why the faraway war making headlines in their newspapers
would have anything to do with them. They might have agreed with
President Wilson, who that year sald "we are not interested" in
the causes of the war, in "the obscure foundations from which its
stupendous flood has burst forth."™ But a yYear later those
classmates, and their country, were swept up in the torrent,
carrying them teo the horror of the trenches in France.

fet after the war, we again turned away from active involvement
in European affairs. Instead, we sponsored a treaty to outlaw
war and then, as the cutlaws gained strength, the United States
passed new neutrality laws. Another generation of Americans sat
in the bright sun of commencement ceremonies at colleges across
the country, thinking war in Eurocpe would pass them by. But when
war came, they paid an awful price for America‘'s isolation.
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When that war ended, those students no longer gquestioned our role
in the future of Europe. They no longer asked what Europe had to
do with them, because they knew the answer everything.

About a year ago, in Germany, I defined the kind of Europe our
country is committed to: A peaceful, stable Eurcpe -- a Eurcope
whole and free. Today that goal is within our reach.

We are entering a new Age of Freedom in a time of uncertainty,
but great hope. Emerging democracies in Eastern Europe are going
through soccial, political, and economic transformations shaking
loose stagnant, centralized bureaucracies that have smothered
initiative for generations.

In this time of transition, moving away from the postwar era and
beyond containment, we cannot know what choices the pecple of
Eastern Eurcpe Wwill make for their future. The process of change
in the Soviet Union is also still unfinished. It will be crucial
to see, for example, whether Moscow chooses coercion or peaceful
dialegue in responding te the aspirations of the Lithuanian
people, and nationalities within the Soviet Union. The only
noble answer lies in a dialogue that results in unencumbered
self-determination for Lithuania,

Fresident Gorbachev has made profound progress in his country.
Reforms so fundamental that the clock cannot be turned back. Yet
neither can we turn the cleock ahead, to know for sure what kind
of country the Scviet Union will be in years to come.

For the sake of the future we ..are with Europe, our peolicies and
Presence must be appropriate for this period of transition --
with a constancy and reliability that will reassure our friends,
both old and new.

My Eurcpean colleagues want the United States to be a part of
Europe’s future. I believe they are right. The United States
should remain a European power in the broadest sense --
politically, militarily, and economically. And as part of our
global responsibilities the foundation for America‘s peaceful
engagement in Europe has been, and will continue to be, NATO.

Recognizing in peace what we had learned from war, we joined with
the free nations of Eurcpe to form an Atlantic Community, an
enduring pelitical compact. Our engagement in Eurcpe has meant
that the Europeans accept America as part of their continent’s
future, taking our interests intoc account across the board. oOur
commitment is not just in defense; it must be a well-balanced mix
of involvement in all dimensions of European affairs.

Because of our political commitment to peace in Europe, there
hasn’'t been a war on that continent in 45 years. This "long
peace" should be viewed through the long lens of history: Europe
has now experienced the longest uninterrupted period of
international peace in the recorded history of that continent.
The Alliance is now ready to build on that historic achievement
and define its objectives for the next century. So the Alliance
must join together to craft a new Western strategy for new and
changing times.

Having consulted intensively with Prime Minister Thatcher in
Bermuda, President Mitterrand in Florida, Chanceller Kohl at camp
David, and by telephone or cable with HATO Secretary General
Woerner and all of my other Allied colleagues, I am calling for
an early Summit meeting of all NATO leaders. Margaret Thatcher,
one of freedom’s greatest champions of the last decade, told me
that while NATO has been fantastically successful, we should be
ready now to face new challenges. The time is right for the
Alliance to act.

The fundamental bPurpocse of this Summit should be to launch a
widE*ranginq NATO Strategqy Review for the transformed Europe of
the 19%0's, 7o my MNATO celleagues, I Suggest that ocur Summit
direct this Reviaw by addressing four critical points:

One, the political role NATO can Play in the new Eurape.

Two, the conventional forces thae Alliance will need in the time
ahead, and MATOD+s goals for conventional arms control.

Three, the role of nuclear wWeapons based in Europa =-- apd Western
objectives in new nuclear arms control negotiations betwean the
U.5. and the Soviet Unien.

Four, strenqthening the Conference on Security and Cooperaticn in
Europe -- the cscp -- toe reinferce MATO and help protect
democratic values, in a Eurcpe whole and free,

The first task the NATO Summit should consider is the future
Pelitical mission of the Alliance. as military threats fade, the
political dimension of HATO's work -=- always there but seldom
noticed -- becomes more prominent. So at the HATO Summit we
should lock for ways to help our German friends sustain freedom
and achieva unity =-- something which we and our Allies have
Supported for over 40 Years. And we should reaffirm the
importance of keeping a united Germany a full member of NATO.

The Alliance needs to fing ways to work more closely with a
vigoreus Eurcpean Community that is rightly asserting its own
distinct views, And in Eastern Europe, governments once our
adversaries are now our pPartners in building a new continent. so
Ye must alse talk about how to encourage further peaceful
democratic changa in Eastern Europe and in the Soviet Union.

But even as NATO gives more emphasis to its political mission,
its guarantee aof European security must remain firm. our enemy
today is uncertainty, and instability. Sso the Alliance will need
to maintain a sound, collective military structure with forces in
the field, backed by larger forces that can be called upon in a
crisis.

Which brings me to the second task for the HATO Summit -- a
review of how the Alliance should Plan its conventional defenses.
While we need to fecognize that it will take some time before the
Soviet military presence is gone from Eastern Europe -- and
before the major reductions contemplated by both sides can be
implemented -- we need to develop our strategy for that world
now.

Cbviously, Soviet actions will be critical. Yet even after all
the planned reductions in its forces are complete, even if our
current arms control Proposals are agreed to and implemented, the
Soviet military will still field forces dwarfing those of any
other single Eurcpean State -- armed with thousands of nuclear
weapons. Militarily significant U.S. forces must remain on the
other side of the Atlantie for as long as our Allies want and
need them. These forces demonstrata, as no words can, the
enduring political compact that binds Americarsg fate with
Europe’s democracizs.

If the Soviet withdrawal continues and our arms centrol efforts
are successful, we must Flan for a different kind of military
Presence focused le=s on the danger of an immediate cutbreak of
WAr. We must promote long-term stability and prevent crises from
escalating by relying on reduced forces that show our capability
== and readiness -- tg respond to whatever may arisae.
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The Conventional Forces in Europe Treaty, we have proposed, would
be the most ambitisus conventional arms control agreement ever
concluded. We must finish the work on this treaty scon, and plan
to sign it at a CSCE Summit this fall. But at the HATO Summit we
need to lock further ahead, preparing for follow-on negotiations
after the conclusion of a CFE treaty. The NATO Summit should
develop the Alliance's objectives for these talks.

Third, the HMATO Summit should also assess the future of U.S.
nuclear forces in Eurcpe. As democracy bleooms in Eastern Europe,
as Soviet troops return home and tanks are dismantled, there is
less need for nuclear systems of the shortest range, The HATOD
Summit should accelerate ongoing work within the Alliance to
determine the minimum number and types of weapons that will be
neaded to deter war -- credibly and effectively.

In light of these new political conditions, and the limited range
and flexibility of short-range nuclear missile forces based in
Europe, I've reviewed our plan to produce and deploy newer, more
modern, short-range nuclear missiles to replace the Lance system
now in Europe. We’wve almost finished the research and
development work for these new missiles. But I've decided, after
consulting with our Allies, to terminate the Follow-On To Lance
program. I have also decided to cancel any further medernization
of U.5. nuclear artillery shells depleyed in Europe.

There are still short-range U.5. -- and many more Soviet --
nuclear missile systems deployed in Europe. We're prepared to
negotiate the reduction of these forces as well, in a new set of
arms control talks. At the NATO Summit, I will urge my
colleagues to agree on the broad objectives for these future
U.5.-Soviet negotiations and begin preparations within the
Alliance for these talks. I would alse like to suggest that
these new U.5.-Soviet arms contrel talks begin shortly after a
CFE treaty on conventional forces has been signed.

In taking these steps, the United States is not going to allew
Eurcpe to become "safe for conventional war." There are faw
lessons so clear in history as this: ©Only the combination of
conventional forces and nuclear forces have ensured peace in
Europe.

But every aspect of America’s engagement in Eurcpe --military,
poelitical, and economic -- must be complementary. And one place
where they all come together is in the Conference on Security and
Cooperation in Europe -- an organization of 35 states of Europe
and North America. The CSCE is already a beacon for human rights
and individual freedoms. MNow, it must take on a breoader role.

So the fourth task for a NATO Summit i= to reach common Allied
objectives for the future of the CSCE. It can help the
victorious forces of democracy in Eastern Europe secure their
revolutions, and -- as they join the commonwealth of free nations
-- be assured a voice in the new Europa,

The CSCE should coffer new guidelines for building free sccietles
-- including setting standards for truly free elections, adepting
measures to strengthen the rule of law, and pointing the way in
the needed but palnful trancitizn froz c=ntralized, command
economies to free markets.
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The CSCE can also provide a forum for political dialegue in a
more united Europe. I agree with those who have called for
regular consultations among senior representatives of the CSCE
countries. We should consider whether new CSCE mechanisms can
help mediate and settle disputes in Europe. I believe my Allied
celleagues and I should agree to take up these new ideas at a
CSCE Summit later this year, in conjunction with the signing of a
CFE treaty.

In Eastern Eurocpe, in this hemisphere, the triumph of democracy
has cast its warm light on the face of the world like a
miraculous dawn. But the cutcome of this struggle for freedom is
not ordained, and it will not be the work of miracles.

ARll of you who graduate here today are part of a historic
decision for America’s engagement in the future of Eurocpe. I am
convinced that our werk to protect freedom, to build free
societies, will safeguard cur own peace, and prosperity.

The security of Eurcpe and the world has become very complex in
this century. But America’s commitment to stability and peace is
profoundly clear. 1Its motivation derives from the strength of
our forefathers -- from the blood of those who have died for
freedom -- and for the sake of all who would live in peace.

Every voice, every heart's commitment to freedom, is important.
There’'s a stery, about a man trylng to convince his son that in
the struggle for freedom, every volce counts.

They stood in a valley, watching the snow fall on a distant
mountain. "Tell me the weight of a snowflake," the man said.

"Almost nothing," answered the boy.

A5 the snow swirled around them, up on the mountain they saw an
avalanche whose thunder shook the earth. "Do you know which
snowflake caused that?" the old man asked. "I don't," answered
the boy.

"Maybe," said the man, "like the last snowflake that moves a
mountain in the struggle for freedom, a single voice makes a
world of difference.™

America‘’s mission in Europe, like millicns of individual
decisions made for freedom, can make a world of difference.

The cry for freedom -- in Eastern Europe, in South Africa, in
this hemisphere -- was heard arocund the world in the Revolution
eof '89. Today, in this new Age of Freedom, add your voice to the
thundering chorus.
