"The possibility of & victory by the rehel forces only adds to the imperative for prompt
action. Bucked as they are by Libya and Iraq, the rebel groups ane unlikely to be sympathetic and
allow the continued emigration of these beleaguered people.

The Housze ot Representatives Ethics Committee recommended July Z0 that
the tull House reprimand Democratic Congressman SBarney Frank +or
misusing his intluence as a member ot Congress.

Pane! members concluded that Frank helped tix numerous Washington
parking tickets charged to his car while it was beina driven by a male
prostitute with whom Frank acknowledged having a homosexual

relationship. They also concluded that the congressman wrote
misleading memoranda to Virginia state officials in order to intluence
the state’s handlina of the prostitute’s criminal probation. The man.
Stephen Gobie:s is a convict in Virginia,

Committee Chairman Julian Dixon said that Frank’s artivities violated
4 House rule that members shall conduct themselves "at all times in a
manner which shall|l retlect ereditably on the House of
Fepresentatives.” Activities need not be criminal in nature to
vialate that rule.

In Frank’s case: the panel has recommended a regrimands which is a
verbal or written admonishment by the full chamber. The House could
also censure Frank: a more sEvEere penalty: or euven expel him froam
Congress.

The Frank matter is likely to come to the House +loor before Congress
recesses August &. A Senate ethics probe asainst Republican Senator
Dave Ourenberser resulted in @ committee sugoestion t0 the tull Senate
July 17 that the senator be similarly admonished tor tinancial
misconduct .

That matter is aleo likely to be taken up on the 4loor before FECEGS .
In addition: elements ot the Durenberger probe have been referred to
the Juatice Department and the Federal Elections Commiss{on for
PpoOssible criminmal investigation.

Each chamber of Congress sets its own rules of conduct and may impOose
any penalty on members for failure to abide by thew: up toa and
including expulsion. However: no judieial attalnder may be imposed on
any member by his colleagues without due process af law.

The trip we undertook is part of a wider study The Washinglon Institute is
sponsoring. We have formed The Institute's Strategic Smdy Group, a group of
strategic and Middle East experts under the leadership of Senator Sam Nunn,
Congressman Les Aspin, Senator Daniel Inouye, Senator William Cohen,
Ambassador Jeane Kirkpatrick, Alexander Haig, Donald Rumsfeld, Walter
Mondale, Ambassador Sam Lewis and Bud McFarlane. Under their leadership,
we are examining the impact of the end of the Cold War on American interests
and strategy in the Middle East

As part of that effort a subgroup went to the region to talk to the political and
military leadership about their perceptions of the impact of the end of the Cold
War. In this group was Geoffrey Kemp, Senior Fellow of the Carnegie
Endowment; Zal Khalilzad, Senior Rescarcher at the Rand Corporation; Seth
Carus, from the Naval War College; Ambassador Sam Lewis, from the U.S.
Institute of Peace; Barry Rubin, from The Washington Institute and Marvin
Feuerwerger and mysell, the conveners of the study group.

We went to Egypt, Jordan and Isracl. We had hoped to go to Baghdad.
Unfortunately, the timing was not convenient for the Iraqis but we are hopeful
that we will be able to go both there and to Damascus on a scparate study trip
before our report comes out at the end of the year.

Four Conclusions

I will talk about the general impact on the region of the end of the Cold War,
particularly 1ts impact on the peace process. Let me begin by telegraphing my
four main conclusions, The first is that the talk of war in the region over the last
few weeks—in particular, since the collapse of the peace process—is much
exaggerated.

Secondly, talk of trouble in Jordan, which is something that people who
focus on Jordan in the policymaking community here have been concerned
about in recent months, is also much exaggerated. That concern is based on a
fundamental misunderstanding of King Hussein’s strategy of survival.

Thirdly, that the new right-wing government in Israel is a government that
will, in fact, surprise with its pragmatic approach to the various contentious
issucs that the United States is concerned about.

However, the fourth conclusion is that the chances for a meaningful
breakthrough in the peace process have dimmed considerably, and that we are
now entering a period of "no war-no peace.” The comparison should not be
with the escalation to war in the days of May and June 1967, but rather with a
period of no warno peace in the Arab-lsraeli arena between 1970 and 1973, But




just as that period of no war-no peace resulted in the major conflagration of the
1973 war, 1t is fair to say that within the region, there are a number of
disturbing u'cnds—partitu.{aﬂy the advent of an arms race in unconventional
weapons—that over time are producing a drift to war.

The Demise of Soviel Power

Why have we heard so much talk of war in recent days? The reason for that
is generated precisely by the end of the Cold War. The collapse of the Soviet
Union as a major imperial power has resonated in the Middle East in ways
which have created great concern, fear, anger and even frustration in the Arab
world.

The loss of the Soviet Union as patron to some Arab states and the PLO and
as a counter to the United States [or many of the other Arab leaders has led 1o
contradictory concerns. America's friends in the region fear the United States
will now disengage since there no longer is the Soviet threat to generate
American engagement. The United States, with other priorities, particularly in
Europe, will simply leave the arena and return to an isolationist stance in its
atiitude to the Middle East.

There is a contradictory fear, mostly on the part of Arab leaders who oppose
the United States: that the United States will, instead of disengaging from the
region, impose a pax Americana on the region, using Israel as its local proxy to
counter the regional radicals.

These fears are compounded by a post-Cold War sense of loss, of weakness,
and a sense on the part of the Arab “Ceausescus™ that they will be next. There is
also anger that Israel is benefitting from the end of the Cold War, partly because
of Soviet Jewish emigration, partly because of the loss of Soviet backing for
Isracl's adversarics in the region, and partly because of Isracl's new relations
with Eastern Europe. There is, again, a fear that Tsrael will no longer be
pressured to seek peace and that it will become the unchallenged regional
supcrpower. This has been compounded in Arab minds by the collapse of the
PCace process.

It has also been compounded by independent or indigenous developments
that are separate from the end of the Cold War but which add to this sensc of
weakness, failure and frustration. The most visible of these is obviously the
challenge to failing secular regimes from Islamic fundamentalism. We see
Islamic victories wherever there are slight democratic openings in the Arab
world. It 1s fair to say that the secular regimes are on the defensive, particularly
in Egypt and Jordan, against fundamentalism.

Economic Crises
This problem is compounded by a sociocconomic crisis in much of the

region: mounting foreign debts, economic recession, depressed oil prices and
moribund infrastructure. For years we have been talking about the



demographic problem in the region. In the next 20 years the populaton of the
Middle East will double; sixty percent will be under the age of 20 by the end ol
the century. We are witnessing the rise of a new and very large generation
who have grown up at a different stage of modernization than their elders, with
much less respect for the ruling institutions. What this basically means is that
“the street"—as in Eastern Europe—is becoming far more important and far
more militant in the Arab world.

There are also growing water shortages and widespread inefliciency in the
use of resources in the region. We have been 1alking about this for years but we
are now beginning 1o see the impact of the rends in the region.

To the extent that the Arabs cling to the hope of an oil bonanza by the mid to
late 1990s, it s tempered by their [ailure to unite in any meaningful economic
union. The fact 15 that the Gull Cooperation Council—the Arab oil powers—are
going their own way and acting toward the oil poor in the region more like
bankers than philanthropists. There is also the fear that the region is going to be
left behind by European economic integration.

War Talk

To deal with some of these problems means keeping the United Statcs
engaged in the region. In an effort to do so, the Arabs are using the fear of war
as a substitute for the fear of the Soviet Union as a way to keep the United States
focused on pressuring Israel to give up the territories, which is seen as a
panacea for all the ills the Arabs face.

To understand the effectiveness for the Arabs of the Soviet Union as a
counter 1o the United States we only have to cast our minds back 1o the Kuwain
refllagging episode. It worked very effectively in getting the United States to do
something that it was not otherwise prepared to do. The fear that somchow
Kuwait would enter the Soviet embrace was something that really did get the
attention of decision makers in Washington. But now the Arab states no longer
have that threat available to them.

They had raised to an art form the idea of playing the superpowers off
against each other. For them this is a new world in which they need a
substitute, and their substitute is, for the time being, fear of war and talk of war,
as a way of keeping the United States engaged. Lo and behold, it wends to work.
The administration believes we cannot afford to disengage because
disengagement will lead to deterioration and to war, and that is bad for
American interests.

Winners and Losers

Those who are making the most of this war talk are those who benefit most
from it—Iraq and Jordan. Iraq, of course, emerged victorious from the conflict
with Iran. It has a powerful army, loads of oil, and it is building an impressive
strategic force. It has economic problems for the time being, but this does not




seem to deter it from pursuing a very ambitious stralegic weapons program.
Saddam Husscin is using this kind of interregnum, this vacuum, to posture as
leader of the Arab world in a way that resonates with the Arab “street.”

He provides an antidote to their humiliation. He is the onc who is standing
up to the United States and Israel while the other regimes look weak and
impotent by comparison, This serves very well to legitimize him in the Arab
world as a leader, and he may, in fact, see himsell .as- Nasser's successor,
However, neither the Egyptians nor the Jordanians take seriously this posturing
on his part in terms of his pretensions to Arab leadership. They regard those
pretensions with disdain.

Egypt, of course, should be a beneficiary of the end of the Cold War because
it had exited the Cold War in the 19705 and is on the winning side. But Egypt's
role is that of a bridge to the United States and Israel. We found a continued
commitment to that role on the part of Egypt. However, the bridge is seriously
weakened because of the polarization in the region. Iraq is posturing in a
belligerent way and at the moment Egypt only has a stalled peace process to
point to as its alternative, a process in which Egypt has invested greatly with
little return. Egypt now finds itself in a rather embarrassing position.

Egypt's way is simply not as credible at the moment as it used to be and, as it
discovered at the Baghdad summit, it is difficult to find an effective means of
countering Iraq in this kind of environment. Although we have heard a lot of
reports of Egypt’s moderating role, the reality is, if you look at the Arab summit
communique, it is quite barsh in its ant-American rhetoric and in it hardline
resolutions. But, Egypt remains committed in every way to is relationship with
the United States and to pursuing the peace process. They are, in a sense, the
alchemists of the Arab world, taking whatever they can get in the peace process
and trying to turn it into gold. But they now find it very difficult in a post-Cold
War cnvironment to consolidate an Arab bloc behind those policies.

Syria and the PLO

synia 15 obviously the big loser in this situation and is looking around for
some kind of new direction. It is not clear at all that Syria has changed its
strategy. You will not hear from Egypt or Jordan, let alone Israel, that Assad is
now a man of peace. But there is a real sense that a different tunc is coming

The PLO is seen by Jordan and Egypt as weak and geting weaker. It is
moving its headquarters and obviously its meetings more and more to
Baghdad. One interesting note is that Abu Abbas is financed by Irag and this is
a factor in Arafat's refusal 1o condemn him. But all of this suggests that the PLO
is heading toward a harder line—an escalation of the intifadak if it can and a
return to armed struggle rather than diplomacy.



On the other hand, Arafat will try 1o avoid 1otal dependence on Iraq because
the PLO 15 aware of the kind of constraints that Saddam Hussein will exercise
on it. Essentially, Arafat wall try to play Cairo off against Baghdad. Unlike the
Arab states which no longer have the superpowers to play off against cach
other, Arafat doecs have, in this new environment of competition between Cairo
and Baghdad, an ability to play them off against each other.

The fordaniagn Strategy

Jordan's policies are misundersiood. It is the classic weak state seeking
shelter and it has found it in three ways. First, through an Iragi umbrella
which serves the purpose of deterring Syria and Israel. It also gives Jordan a
new role which they play with relish: to civilize Saddam, 1o act as the bridge
between Saddam and other Arabs—parucularly the Gull states—and Saddam
and the West, to explain his policies o those who would listen and o wry w0
moderate them Lo the extent that a weak state in Jordan's position can,

Secondly, and perhaps most importantly (because it runs counter to all the
reporting we have scen here), Jordan has found shelter in portraying itsell as
the front line against a war government in Isracl. In their private conversations
with us, the Jordanians made it clear that this is a threat used for the purposes of
loosening the purse strings of their Gulf patrons on the one hand and, on the
other hand, providing them with some cover from the Islamic fundamentalisis’
challenge that they face within Jordan. After all, if the king is lacking in
money, does not have oil and faces a serious threat from the Zionist enemy, he
cannot be all bad. This is a policy which they feel has worked well for them, It
succecded at Baghdad where Jordan received a reported 35600 million in
pledges. And they feel that it is working with the fundamentalists at home as
well.

Thirdly, the Jordanians have found shelter in the new relationship with the
PLO. They have struck a bargain whereby Jordan will leave the PLO 1o operate
on the West Bank, the PLO will leave Jordan to operate on the East Bank and in
return for Jordanian disengagement from the West Bank the PLO is now
opening offices in Amman,

There are, however, three dangers in this sirategy and the Jordanians are
certainly aware of them. The first is that they will be unable to resist Iraq's
designs, that the Iraqis will use Jordan as their “killing fields.” That is the fear
the Jordanians have. They insist that no Iraqi troops will be allowed on
Jordanian territory and the king has said that publicly. But, again, a word of




caution: Jordan is a weak state; Iraq is much stronger. One does not know how
long the king is going to be able to control this game.

The second danger is that Jordan will be unable to control FLO activity based
out of Jordan. The king and his advisors made clear that Jordan plays a very
important role in policing the border with Isracl and they insist that they will
continue to do so. Again, it is not clear how long they will be able to keep
control of this sitwation, but they certainly seem confident at the moment.

The third danger is that the regime will be unable to control the
fundamentalist challenge inside Jordan. This is the most pressing issue for
them. They have had long experience handling the PLO and undermining it
covertly. They have had some expenience in playing the inter-Arab game with
the Syrians and the Iragis. But dealing with the fundamentalist challenge is
something that they have much greater difficulty with and they are on the
defensive in that regard and feel they do not really have a very ellective
strategy for dealing with them.

Israel’s Gains

Let me turn finally wo Israel. I will stress one very [undamental point: Israel
faces a post-Cold War bonanza in terms of Soviet Jews. The estimate of one
million Soviet Jews leaving the Soviet Union is considered very conservative by
Natan Sharansky. He gives a very compelling argument that it could well be
maore like two million and obviously the vast majority of them will come to
Israel.

That has dawned on the new Isracli government as its first priority.
Absorbing Soviet Jews, as the guidelines of the government have indicated, is
the number one concern. It represents the potental of a political bonanza if the
government handles it successfully and, in Likud's strategic vision, a major
shift in the balance of power in the region in Israel’s favor.

On the other hand, the Likud 1s aware now and seems very sensitive to the
fact that this could be jeopardized, leading 1o a remendous political defeat for
the party and for Israel. For that reason, with that priority, they are concerned to
quiet things down on every possible front. That explains Sharon's statement
about Soviet Jews only being settled inside the green line. But there are a whole
lot of other areas in which this government is moving in order to defuse the
talk of war, to defuse the sense of instability, 1o defuse the sense of confrontation
either with the Soviet Union, the United States or the Palestinians.

You see signals going on, clear, specific signals to the Iraqis, through the
Egyptians that “we are not interested in attacking you;” to the Jordanians that
“we want you in place, we want you stable, we appreciate you, we know what
you are doing and we want you to continue there, we have no intentions to
create a Palesunian state in Jordan;” to the Soviet Union in terms of Shamir's
leter explaining how Soviet Jewry is going to be handled and 1o the United
States in terms of Shamir's letter 1o President Bush.



Much has been made of the fact that Shamir said “no”™ to Bush on the
particular conditions of the Baker Plan. But what Shamir's letter also referred to
was 2 willingness, a desire, to take the President’s concerns about West Bank
settlements into account. I believe that there will be no new settlements.
However, the question of thickening of existing settlements is still something
they are considering.

But in general, this is a government that is going to seck to avoid any kind
of tensions or confrontations on controversial issues. Even though they may
have an ideological commitment to those issues, they are prepared for the tme
being to defer them. Now, again, just as in the Jordanian case, they may not be
able to resist their instincts, but certainly one gets the impression that that is the
way they are going.

Implications for the Peace Process

What this means in terms of the peace process is both good news and bad
news. The good news is that Moshe Arens as defense minister clearly wants to
avoid any kind of explosion in the territories. That is the sine qua non of this
whole policy. He parucularly wants to avoid it because he is now defensc
minister and he will get blamed by Ariel Sharon and others if the infifadah
blows up. S0 he is engaged in an effort w relieve the tension there, to undertake
unilateral confidence-building measures on the assumption that the
Palestinians will reciprocate these measures.

What we are going back to is the kind of ideas that were around beflore the
Shamir inidative came up, of confidence-building measures in the territories
undertaken by the Israclis as a way of defusing the infifadah. On the one side,
they will keep military control, but on the other side they will provide some
relief in the areas that the Palestinians care about such as social services, the
economy, universities and so on,

It is in a sensc the politics of gestures all around. That is the good news. The
bad news is in terms of the Baker Plan as proposed to the Israelis in the period
before the collapse of the government last February and March. It is unlikely
that that particular plan, posed in that particular way, is going to be acceptable 1o
this particular government. They see it—the Prime Minister in particular sees
it—as an effort to meet the PLOs concerns, to get Isracl into negotations with
the PLO in a way that would lead to the giving up of territory and to
Jeopardizing Isracl’s claim to a united Jerusalem. It is hard to see any way in
which this government, constituted as it is with so many pcople that were
opposed o the Baker Plan, is going 10 go ahead,

On the ather hand, they want to avoid a confrontation with the United States.
That 15 very imporiant to this government and they will seek ways of doing it
by trying to go along with what they can accept. That is precisely why you get
that Shamir response: "yes" to Palestinians on a name-by-name basis, but *no”
to the kind of conditions that Baker is trying to lay down.




There is little prospect for any kind of breakthrough on the peace process
given where the PLO is headed and given the nature of this government in
Isracl. Nevertheless, there are ways in which it is possible, at least in this no
war-no peace situation, to keep the process moving inch-by-inch in a positive
direction if the United States remains engaged.

GEOFFREY KEMP — “THE DRIFT TOWARD WaAR AND PROSPECTS FOR ARMS
COoNTROL"

There are two trends in the region which are linked. One is the “war
process” which includes increasing war preparedness and a growing risk of
escalation. The second trend is the new interest in arms control as a possible
tool for defusing some of the rhetoric and real dangers that exist if the war
Process continues.

This has to be looked at against a broader backdrop, not just one that deals
with the politics of the region, but against a rapidly changing international
setting. We found in each country an awareness that there were startling
changes occurring throughout the international community, not just in the
context of U.5.-Soviet relations but virtually everywhere else as well.

The emergence of new economic blocs and the possibility that Europe and
Japan will be more important in the future are factors which will influence the
way both the Arabs and Israclis perceive their role in the world in upcoming
years. In Israel particularly, the concern expressed by a lot of individuals,
especially those involved in the high tech business, is that their relations with
Europe are going to be much more important in the future.

The Prospect of War

Everywhere you go in the Middle East you hear talk of war. For the last two
and a half years there has been this rather ominous trend concerning the
proliferation of certain types of weapons. That these weapons—in particular,
chemical weapons and missiles—have already been used in the region and are
still being used in Afghanistan, suggests that they could indeed be used in the
[uture. Add to this new concern about proliferation the [act that there are two
weak governments in Islamabad and Delhi toying for the first time with the

ossibility of using nuclear weapons, and it is not oo difficult to sce why the
ear of nuclear confrontation in the Middle East has reached new heights.

A whole series of cvents have scrved to add to regional tensions. Saddam
Hussein's speech April 1 had, for the first time, very offensive overtones.
Perhaps this was because the speech came on the heels of the assassination of
Gerald Bull in Belgium, the so-called “spy case™ in Baghdad and the British-



American sting operation against lraii import practices. Looking at these
various events in the context of the breakdown in the peace process, an increase
in PLO terrorism and the emergence of what is seen as a war cabinet in
Jerusalem—and the fear that this cabinet could expel Arabs from the West Bank
to make way for Soviet immigrants—and one can easily sce that some very
dangerous things are happening in the Middle East.

I would like 10 examine these dangers in two contexis. First, some-examples
of how, within months, there could be incidents that may not lead to outright
war but certainly to the use of force. And then, some of the longer-term
problems and what the situation will look like three, four or five years from
now if weapons procurement continues and some of the new technologics are
developed.

Weak Regimes

For the short term, no one believes that any of the governments in the
region are deliberately going to start a war, Every government—including to
some extent Iraq—is weak, and their policies and postures have to be seen from
the perspective of acting out of weakness rather than strength. It is precisely in
this contexi that things like surpnse deployments of missiles in western Irag,
training flights by Jordan and Iraq down the Jordan Valley, accidents at
missile plants or acts of terrorism could, in and of themselves, trigger
something far worse. The fear on the part of Jordan and Iraq is that this may be
a window of opportunity for Isracl to take advantage of its strategic superiority.
The concern is that Isracl will try to take out as many of Iraq's new facilities as
it can on the expectation that if it does not do it now, it will be much more
difficult five years from now when Iraq may have a nuclear weapon.

There is the parallel fear that Saddam Hussein, having extended his
protective umbrella over the entire Arab world, will come into confliet with
Israel. What if Israel retaliates against Libya after finding Gadaifi's fingerprints
on some PLO terrorist operation? Would Hussein retaliate? Would he delegate
authority to lower level officers in the fear that Isracl was going o strike first? It
15 exactly this type of scenario that people talk about and use 1o make the case for
putting mechanisms in place to aveid a war or an accident by
misunderstanding.

Arms Sales

In the long term, the trend is toward modernizing and upgrading existing
forces and developing missile programs, chemical programs and nuclear
programs. There is a view that the drawdown in demand in the West and the
Soviet Union for advanced weaponry is going to leave a lot of surplus capacity
in both the West and East, and that the Middle East is one of the few remaining
markets where you can still make quite a lot of money selling arms.

Sowviet arms, it is suspected, will be more easily obtained by those countries
that can pay for them. The Soviets are no longer going to hand out frechics to




the Syrians, but if the Syrians can find the money to buy MiG-29s, why not?
We were told that the Soviets have already entered into negotiatuons with Iran to
upgrade the Iranian military over the next five years and that the Soviets are
quite willing to sell Irag sophisticated systems such as the Sukhoi-29 and the
MiG-31. In short, the Soviets are still in the arms business, even though there
may be a debate in the Soviet Union about its wisdom.

The United States will-also have incentives to sell arms, particularly since
the region remains of great strategic importance and since the United States
will be reducing some, if not all, its forces there in the future. The case for
having strong fricnds and allies in the region is as persuasive as cver. The
Europeans and to a lesser extent countries in Latin America, China and so on,
also have greal incentives 1o provide weaponry (o the region,

If you look ai this against a backdrop of a continuing focus on weapons of
mass destruction in Irag and Israel and the continued build-up of regular armed
forces, it 15 not oo difficult to think of scveral scenarios which could, at some
point, lead to a very serious threat of war.

First there is the question of whether the developments in the arms race
itself could lead to some form of confrontation. Here you get into that age-old
debate about timing. The Israelis fear that over the long run Irag may well
establish a very formidable technological industrial base. We found very liule
encouragement that this could be stopped. It might be slowed down, but Imq has
developed a very sophisticated procurement base and it is able to purchasc on
the open market the technologies that are necessary to develop the high tech it
needs to develop weapons.

One factor that everyone agreed on is that in the future the access to skilled
p:?l;rﬁlt, particularly from East Europe and the Soviet Union, may be a new twist
¢ whole question of technology know-how transfer. There are going 1o be
many engineers from East Europe and the Soviet Union, perhaps out of work,
who might well be tempted to work for real money in a sunny part of the
world. This, of course, is what Western engineers have been doing for years.
There is no reason why one's colleagues in the East should not deo the samc
thing.

An Easterm Front

In this context, 1t is casy to sce why the Iragis believe they are vulnerable at a
timc when we know they are going ahead with their procurement capabilities.
This gets one into the debate about Jordanian cooperation with Iraq. Is this a
defensive move in order to give Iraq early warning of an Israeli attack? Or, seen
from the Israeh point of view, 15 this the precursor for an eastern front?

In Israel therc is now a great deal of talk within the army about the
possibilitics of an castern [ront, meaning the coordination of military activities
by Jordan, Iraq and Syria at some point in the future against Israel's eastern
borders. While there is a lot of interest and a lot of work being done on this

possibility, no one really believes this will happen in the near term, in part
because of the continued rivalry, if not antagonism, between Syria and Irag.
Without that rapprochement the scenaries about an eastern front are far less
plausible, though they have to be taken seriously.

Arms Control

The ronic result of all this alk—about wars of accident, the potential eastern
front and preemptive action against Irag—is that in Egypt, Jordan and Israel we
found much more discussion of the prospects for arms control as a way of
dealing with this set of issues. You can go through a whole checklist of cynical
explanations as to why the term “arms control” has suddenly become
fashionable in the Middle East. Indeed, there are some good political reasons
why it 15 taking place. But it is fair to say that there is a very real fear of some of
the scenarios | have just outlined and a real desire on the part of Egypt, Jordan
and Israel to try to And ways to prevent these accidents or these trends from
reaching their horrific conclusions,

One reason there is talk of arms control now in the region is because
everyone else is talking about it. The superpowers are talking about it, it is high
on the agenda of Easti-West negotiations and we are expecting more arms
control agreements this year. The question quite naturally is being addressed
in Europe. Why not in other conflict regions? The United Nations is taking
arms control more seriously than it has done for a long tme. Think tanks are
also on the arms control bandwagon as well.

In the multinational fora one sees the chemical weapons convention at
Geneva reaching new accords all the time; the Non-Proliferation Treaty
Review Committee is coming up this summer and the Missile Technology
Control Regime is pointing to successes in the past vear (like putting curhs on
the spread of the Condor Missile and getting the Soviets to accept, in principle,
its guidelines). All of these developments suggest that there is a bandwagon
cffect. Arms control is now a fashionable thing to wlk about.

There are also some very specific reasons why the Arab countries have
been very eager to define the term “arms control” to include all weapons of
mass destruction in the region. This, of course, is seen by some as a ploy to get
Iraq off the hook. When the Paris talks on chemical warfare were held in
January 1989, one of the ways of defusing the criticism of Iraq was 1 talk very
specifically about punting all weapons on the agenda including, of course,
Israel’s nuclear weapon. Wherever you go, at least in Egypt and Jordan, you
cannol cven open your mouth to mention arms control without them saying,
"Fine, But now let us agree that nuclear weapons will be on the mble.”

This poscs problems for the Israelis, who for vears have been extremely
reluctant to even discuss their nuclear weapons program and yet at the same
time are very concerned about the spread of chemical weapons and missiles,
They know that sooner or later they may have to deal with the spread of
nuclear weapons to the Arab countries,
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One of the ways that the Israelis are talking now about arms control, a way
that embraces all weapons of mass destruction, is to go back to the formula that
they have had on the table for ten years. The formula is based on the model of
the Treaty of Tlatclolco, the Latin American nuclear arms control agreement,
which essentially says that the regional powers will sit down and negotiate
amongst themselves restrictions on nuclear weapons.

This would be significant in the Middle East because it means Israel would
be sitting down and dealing directly with its Arab partners, including Irag,
Jordan, Syria and Saudi Arabia as well as Egypt. The cynics could say, “That is
s0 far away, it is never going to happen. Israel is never going to put its nuclear
weapons on the table until there is a peace process. This arms control talk is
merely a smokescreen.” By and large, most 1ie:-f_'r]:nh: agree that any hope of
getting a comprehensive package that puts all these items together and reaches
any conclusions is indeed pie in the sky. It is simply not going to happen.

But there is consensus in all three countries that “red hnes” and “hotlines”
and mechanisms to defuse the types of mistakes that were alluded to earlier are
not only needed, they are plausible. The Egyptians, in particular, are very
anxious to talk about ways 1o establish communications between Irag and Isracl.
There is talk in Israel about the need for a hotline. Knowing what the other side
15 doing in a moment of confusion would certainly be beneficial. Whether it
could be called arms control is another matter.

The second point is that everyvone in the region agrees that if you ever have
serious peace talks, then indeed arms control in one form or another—even
broadly defined—becomes an essential part of the negotiations. In Israel in
particular, it is emphasized that if one talks about the so-called “inner security
problem” (Israel’s relationship with the Palestinians, what to do with the West
Bank) and the “outer security problem” (Jordan and the countries beyond),
then there is clearly a linkage between the two and there can be no overall
settlement unless the arms dimension of Israel's relations with its Arab
neighbors are part of the process. Only then could one come to long-term
discussions about nuclear weapons. The impression one gets is that the Israelis
are not about to give up the jewel in the crown for anything less than a real

peace.

The problems, of course, in discussing arms control in the Middle East,
unlike in Europe, the United States or Russia, is that there are siull so many
fundamental asymmetries. There is no resolution to the basic territorial
disputes 5o to try to use the language and the processes we have all gotien used
e in discussing East-West arms control becomes somewhat ridiculous.
Furthermore, none of the countries appreciate the many nuances of language
and terminology that we have all gotten used to over the years in
distinguishing between arms control and disarmament, between arms control
to reduce the risks of war and arms control to reduce forces and expenditures. In
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the absence of peace and in the current mood of paranoia and suspicion, some
would argue that, indeed, arms control as a concept interferes with security.

Looking fo the Future

The rhetoric of war 18 much worse in the region than the reality of war.
Accidenis can happen, have happened, could happen again tomorrow and we
must search for ways to avoid them. In the long run-in the absence of a peace
process, there are some extremely ominous trends both in terms of high tech
weapons of mass destruction and basic improvements in ground force structure,
Against this background there are some extremely large question marks about
the future strategic environment.

The one question no one can answer 15 what 18 the future of Iran? Some say
that if Iran eventually gets its act together, reintegrates back into the West and
begins 1o rearm at a faster rate, it could curb Saddam Hussein. Similarly, no one
can predict what is going to happen in Syria. There has been talk about
bringing Syma into the peace process. The impression is that Hahz al-Assad is
not pleased that Saddam Hussein is offering him a security umbrella.
Rapprochement between Syria and Iraq is a long way off, but it could happen
very quickly under certain circumstances.

In simplistic terms the linkage between the peace process and the war
process is as strong as ever. We may not be heading for confrontation in the
next twelve months, but beyond that 1 would be a litde pessimistic.

MARVIN FEUERWERGER — “STRATEGIC COOPERATION AND [SRAELI
DOMESTIC POLITICS"”

For most Middle Easterners, the United States remains a relevant player.
Owr friends in the Middle East continue to desire a U.5. presence similar to or
perhaps greater than what 1t was in the past, as well as continued military
cooperaton with the United States in a range ol areas,

In Egypt, they have no pohitical problem with a continuing U5, presence as
long as the United States does not seck bases there. Some people sce the ULS,
presence in the Mediterranean and the Gulf as an essental balancing element
to help preserve order in the region.

Egyptians indicate that they would be concerned if they perceived the
United States was about 1o disengage from the region. Indeed, they feel that an
isolationist trend in the United States could put Egypt in an awkward position.
At the same time, senior Egyptians realize that it will be difficult for the United
States to preserve the kind of presence we have had in the region as we reduce
our forces and our force posture more generally.
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Another challenge to the U.5. presence—a challenge which the Egyptians
recognize—is the position taken by Iraqg. While Egyptians umiformly agree that
the U.S. presence in the Gull was welcomed by Gulf states, they feel that if this
becomes a high-profile political confrontation between the United States and
Irag, the Gulf states will end up siding with Iraq.

In Jordan we heard continued support for the American role in the Gulf and
a determination on the part of Jordan 1o continue playing its own role in that
arcna. Jordanians depicted themselves as complementing the United States in
strengthening moderation in the Gulf area. They pointed to the numbers of
Jordanian trainers that are present in the Gulf and the military exchanges that
have taken place with the Gulf states for the last few decades.

The [srash Fiew

In Israel, there is continued swrong support for America's presence in the
region and a desire to foster strategic cooperation with the United States. From
the Israch perspective and from the perspective of Americans in Israel, strategic
cooperation has been a success story for both the United States and Isracl. It has
fulfilled its principal objectives by deterring aggression and building the tools
for U.5.-Isracl military cooperation in a vanety of arcas ranging from medical
support to military operations.

Both the Israelis and the Americans see a number of areas of real utility in
the cooperation. First, they point to excellent training opportunities for U.S.
military forces present in the region. Second, they depict Isracl as a country
particularly receptive 1o port visits and other such support for American military
personnel. In recent years, tens of thousands of American military have visited
Israel and they continue to do so. Third, the Israclis pointed to excellent
opportunitics for defense industnal cooperation between the United States and
Isracl.

Currently, the U.5. Armed Forces has approximately $1.3 billion under
contract in Israel and we heard more and more about joint teaming between
American and Israeli companies hinding ways to cooperate in order to better
compete for shrinking arms markets. Finally, we heard that Isracl would
continue to be a good support location for potential operadons, although it was
difficult for anybody to define precisely what the threats might be that would
create the need for U.S. military action in the near term. One person, looking at
the overall relationship, characterized it as a low-cost insurance policy for the
United States.

The Arrow Program
Israclis in the military, the delense establishment and in the political realm
continue to support research and development on the Arrow program, which

they view as potentally beneficial both to Israel and the United States. One of
the things that Israeli planners are currently examining is the possibility for a
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transportable system, one that could be put into trucks and presumably used by
a country wherever it might have to go.

The Arrow is talked about as a much lower costing system than the $3 10 §84
billion system talked about in the United States. By contrast with what may
have been the case several years ago, there is now great support across the board
for the concept of the Arrow and for the development of the program. OF course,
the main 1ssue continues o be funding.

Soviet Jewry

For Israclis, Soviet Jewish immigration is seen as the principal dividend of
the end of the Cold War. It is a truly major strategic development. Most Israclis
are talking about the arrival of about one milhon Soviet Jews over the next five
years. They anticipate on the order of 110,000 to 120,000 in 1990, and upwards of
200,000 next year. One estimaie is that up to two million Jews might want to
leave the Soviet Union, spurred by the growth of anti-Semitism in the Soviet
Union, which is dehnitely pushing Jews out. The only question is how fast
they will leave and where they will go.

There has occurred a growth in the statistical number of Jews in the Soviet
Union from what was thought to be about two million a few years ago, w0
figures on the order of three and a half million today. This growth is basically
in people who had previously hidden their Judaism and now are rediscovering
it as it becomes possible to emigrate. The fact is that nobody really knows how
many Jews there are in the Soviet Union, but it is clear that the numbers are
much greater than were previously thought.

The importance of the issue of Soviet Jewry for Israclis cannot be
overestimated and it s indicated by the willingness in the Likud and parties of
the right to subordinate certain critical principles to the pressing need to ensure
the armival of Soviet Jews. Thus, in recent weeks, we have seen the statements of
Ariel Sharon and Yuval Neeman concerning the fact that Isracl will not direct
Soviel Jews to the West Bank and Gaza.

Of course, the question on the mind of every Israeli politician is which way
these new immigrants are going Lo vole. While it is hard to be certain, one
thing everyone agrees with is the fact that these people are not socialists and
they will undoubtedly be studying how well the government meets their
needs. Likud understands that woday it has the leading role in the government
and that success in the absorption of the Soviet Jews will redound to their credit.
Failure may lead them to pay a price that they will not recover from for a long
tme.

Two principal problems exist in the absorption process. The first is housing,
which can be solved by money. Untl very recently there has been liule
progress in building new housing, but during our visit we heard about plans for
housing mortgages and absorption in a number of cites.
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The more difficult problem will be the creation of jobs in an Israeli
economy which has been stagnant for the last several years, with an
unemployment rate approaching ten percent. This is an issue that will grip the
Israeli body politic, one for which there is no solution in the near term.

How will Soviet Jews relate to the peace process? No one can really know,
One person we spoke with said they might be very pragmatic, but they would
view the PLO as they would view gangs sponsored by the KGB. They will not
have a positive attitude toward the authornitarian regimes which they see in the
Arab world.

The Labor Showdoemn

Finally, I will turn to the issue of Israeli domestic politics and touch on that
only very briefly. While Shimon Peres may succeed in the near term in
surviving as leader of the Labor party, it is very possible that he will be removed
and that Yirzhak Rabin will replace him before the next election. However,
without speculating too much about internal struggles in the Labor Party, when
we look at the broader picture it is important to stress that whether or not Peres or
Rabin or some other leader is in charge of Labor, it is unlikely that it is going to
be a strong, coherent opposition capable of bringing down the current Israeh
government.

Although the current coaliion has its fragilities, it is more likely to fall over
issucs like pork, anngraph}' and fraud than it is over the issue of the peace
process. Each of the parties to the coalition has a strong interest in the
maintenance of that coalition. It will take the steps necessary to preserve that
coaliion in the near term; thus, the kind of statements we saw from Sharon and
Neeman on emigration. Each of the parties, when faced with this kind of a
conflict, at least in the near term, will try to find a way to amehorate that
conflict and preserve the coalition.

While this government may fall over a variety of unpredictable domestic
issues, the US. government should not expect the near-term failure of this
coalition. Instead, it should expect to have to deal with it on issues of war and
peace until elections in 1992,
