THE MOMENT BEFORE: THE HUSH WHEN THE HANDS OF THE CLOCK SEEM TO BE
SPINNING FORWARD, WHEN TIME IS RUNNING OUT AND IN ANOTHER HOUR,
ANOTHER MINUTE, “HE INFERNO WILL ERUPT.

IN THAT MOMENT OF GREAT TENSION JUST BEFORE THE FINGER PULLS THE
TRIGGER, JUST BEFORE THE FUSE BEGINS TO BURN; IN THE TERRIBLE QUIET
OF THAT MOMENT, THFRE'S STILL TIME TO WONDER, ALONE: IS IT REALLY
IMPERATIVE TO ACT? IS THERE NO OTHER CHOICE? NO OTHER WAY?

AND THEN THE ORDER IS GIVEN, AND THE INFERNO BEGINS.

LEADERS. BUT THERE IS ONE UNIVERSAL MESSAGE WHICH CAN EMBRACE THE

DECLARATION IN COMMEMORATION OF THE FIFTIETH ANNIVERSARY OF THE END

1. WE, THE REPRESENTATIVES OF THE STATES MEMBERS OF THE UNITED
NATIONS, HAVE GATHERED AT A SOLEMN MEETING OF THE FIFTIETH
ANNIVERSARY SESSION OF THE UNITED NATIONS GENERAL ASSEMBLY TO
COMMEMORATE THE FIFTIETH ANNIVERSARY OF THE END OF THE SECOND WORLD
WAR, WHICH BROUGHT UNTOLD SUFFERING AND RAVAGES TO MANKIND.

PEOPLE'S COMMEMORATION OF THE VICTIMS OF THE SECOND WORLD WAR, WE
BOW OUR HEADS BEFORE THE TENS OF MILLIONS WHO PERISHED IN THEIR
TOWNS AND VILLAGES OR ON THE BATTLEFIELDS, OR BECAME VICTIMS OF
GENOCIDE IN THE DEATH CAMPS, AND REMEMBER WITH GRATITUDE THOSE WHO

On these points, I think we are all in agree-
ment.

There is no need for me to trace the work
of ihis session of ths General Assembly on the
difficult question now confronting us. This work,
as well as the preparatory steps taken earlier by
the United Nations, is well known to all dele-
gations. The United States delegation has never
argued or contended that the plan for the future
government of Palestine as presented in the re-
port now before the General Assembly is perfect
in every detail. However, that plan offers, in
the view of the United States delegation, the
best practical present opportunity and possibility
of obtaining, in a future forcsecable to us now,

The proposal of partition with economic
union which we are considering is genuinely a
United Nations plan, It has been evolved as a
result of a special session of the United Nations
and the work of a United Nation Jpecial Com-
mittee, in addition to the work of the present
cssion of the General Assembly.

I would invite the attention of all delegations
to the extent to which this plan utilizes the
machinery of the United Nations.

of the Palestine problem.

Much has been said during the course of these
debates oa the desirability and necessity of pre-
senting to the General Assembly a plan which
would command the agreement of both the
principal protagonists in this situation. I think
there is no celegation here which does not know
that no plan has ever been presented, cither to
this Assembly or to the mandatory Government
during its long years of tenure, or in any other
place, which would meet with the acceptance of
both the Arabs and the Jews. No such plan
has ever been presented, and I do not believe
that any such plan will ever be presented. If we
are to cffect through the United Nations a solu-
tion of this problem, it cannot be done without
the use of the knife. Neither the Jews nor the
Arabs will ever be complctely satisfied with any-
thing we do, and it is just as well to bear that
in mind,

I now turn to certain specific aspects of the
draft resolution. A good deal of discussion has
taken place concerning the legal aspects of the
plan put forward in this resolution. My delega-
tion, on several occasions, has expressed its con-
viction that the action contemplated here falls
properly within the scope of the Charter and
within the powers and respunsibilities of the
organs of the United Nations. The General
Assembly has, in our view, the undoubted
authority under Article 10 to discuss and make
recommendations regarding any subject within
the scope of the Charter, and under Article 14
to recommend measures for the peaceful ad-
justment of any situation which the General
Assembly deems likely to impair the general
welfare or friendly relatiors among nations,

The General Assembly is here confronted with
a problem which is clearly within the scope of
the Charter. Palestine is 2 mandated territory.
The problem is international, not domestic; that
it is a situation “likely to impair the general
welfare or friendly relations among nations”
cannot be questioned. The General Assembly
may make any recommendations with respect
to this question which it deems just and equit-
able, and in accordance with the principles and
purposes of the Charter.

We believe that the resolution now before
the General Assembly meets these qualifications.
With respect to the Commission contemplated
by this resolution, no one can question the
authority of the General Assembly to establish
subsidiary bodies under the provisions of Article
22. The principal lcgal objection which has been
offered to the resolution is that the Commission

is empowered to take certain administrative steps

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Power to the people of Palestine. In view of the
nature of these administrative functions, I do
not belicve that we can seriously question this
temporary and transitory assistance which would
be extanded to the non-self-governing peoples
of territories which will become two States, in
their ciforts to establish themselves as free and
independent members of the family of nations.

To what I have said on this subject, I should
simply like to add the suggestion that there is no
direct precedent in internatioral law for the
problem with which the General Assembly is
now confronted. The announced intention of the
mandatory Power to relinquish its mandate over
Palestine at an carly date and to withdraw its
administration and armed forces from that coun-
trv. and its refusal to. assist in the implementa.
tion of any plan which does not meet the im-
possible condition of agreement by both partics,
have placed upon the Unite.! Natjons a very
heavy moral responsibility. )

Palestine, as a territory under mandate, is
not a State. It is not an international person,
but is in a sense a ward of the international
community. In the circumstances now prevail-
ing, the General Assembly of the United Nations
it the effective voice of the international com-
munity in determining the new forms and struc-
twres of government which should prevail in
Palestine when the Mandate is terminated. The
reccommendations of the General Assembly are
not to the Commission; they are to the Member
States of the United Nations.

There is another vital aspect of the plan to
which I should like to call the attention of
the General Assembly. I refer to the definite
possibilities which it contains for common action
m the cconomic field. Who can now tell
whether such common action may not lead in
the forcseeable future to common action in the
political, social, cultural and educational fields
as well? The United Nations Special Committee
on Paicstine recommended a new political con-
cept in this economic union, The United States
delegation helicves that the provisions which the
Ad lIoc Committee inserted in the plan of parti-
tion have strengthened and made more effective
this concept of economic union.

Although both the Arab and the Jewish
States have heen given a separate political ex-
stence within clearly defined boundaries, it is
our hope that these boundaries will be as freely
crossed as the boundaries which separate the
individual states within the United States, and
will be as friendly as the boundary which runs
for thrce thousand miles between Canada and
the United States. <

It is the belief of my delegation that the City
of Jerusalem, under its special regime as en-
visaged in this plan, and in view of its inevitable

It is now the social, cultural and educational
centre of Palestine, and may well become the
cconomic and political centre of that country as
well, Tt is one hope that the peoples of Palestine
—and here we refer to all of the peoples of
Palestine, both Arabs and Jews alike—will, in
the cloquent and statesmanlike words of the
representative of Pakistan, “settle down not only
to peaceful and secure lives, but progressively
richer Jives, and make their contribution not
only to their pwn welfare and prosperity but to
the peace, welfare and prosperity of the rest of
the world, which does recognize and admire the
genius of the Jewish race, the genius of the Arab
race and the grear contributions which each of
them in the past has made toward knowledge,
progress and welfare.™™

It is the sincere belicf of the United States
delegation that the partition plan recommended
by the Ad Hoc Committce on the Palestinian
Qucstion, with all its imperfections admitted,
provides for the people of Palestine in that land
the best practicablc means at the present time
by which thesc high objectives may be obtained.

Mr. Cromyko (Union of Soviet Socialist Re-
publics)  (translated from Russian): The
Union of Soviet Socialist Republics, as everyone
knows, has had no direct maotenal or other in-
terests in Palestine; 1t s interested in the ques-
tion of Palestine because it is a Member of the
United Nauons and hecanse it is a great Power
that bears, jusy as do athier great Powers, a
special responsibility for the maintenance of in-
ternational peace. Theee facts determine the
stand taken by the Government of the USSR
on the question of Palestine. The views of the
delegation of the USSR have already bheen ex-
pressed fully enough au the special sexsion of the
General Arsembly, in May 1917, as well as in
the course of the debates during the present
session, [ shall not, therefore, repeat what has
already been stated earlier by the USSR dcelega-
tion when the question of the future of Palestine
was being considered. But I believe that a fow
additional remarks will not be useless, in view
of the fact that tue Genceral Assembly at this or
a {ollowing mecting will have to takc a momen-
tous decision that will decide the future of Pales-

<dne. It is natural, therefore, for cvery delegation
) ery

1o regard it . . duty not only to take up a
definite pc ~ton by voting for a particular pro-
posal but also to give rcasons for the stand it
takes.

When the question of the uture of Palestine
was undcr discussion at tne special session of
the General Assembly, the Government of the
USSR pointed to the two most acceptable solu-
tions of this question. The first was the creation
of a single democratic Arab-Jewish State in
which Arabs and Jews v-ould enjoy equal rights.
In case that solution were to prove unworkable
because of Arab and Jewish insistence that, in
view of the deterioration in Arab-Jewish re-
Iations, they would be unable to live together,
the Government of the USSR through its -.cle-
gation at the Assembly, pomted to the second
solution, which was to partition Palestine into
two free, independent and democratic States—
an Arab and a Jewith one.

Thie special session of the General Assembly,
as you know, set up a Special Committee on
Palestine which carcfully studied the question

We now
know that not only did the Special Committee
which studied the problem of the future of Pal-
estine accept the alternative of partition, but
that this proposal gained the support of an over-
whelming majority of the other delegations rep-
resented in the General Assembly. The over-
whelming majority of Member States of the
United Nations reached the ;ame conclusion as
had been reached by the USSR Government
after a comprehensive study of the question how
the problem of the future of Palestine should
be resolved.

~We may ask why it is that the overwhelming
majority of the declegations represented in the
General Assembly adepted this solution and not
another. The only explanation that can be given
is that all the alternative solutions of the Pal-
estinian problem were found to be unworkable
and impractical. In stating this, I have in mind
the project of creating a single independent
Arab-Jewish State with equal rights for Arabs
and Jews. The experience gained from the study
of the Palestinian question, incCuding the ex-
perience of the Special Committee, has shown
that Jews and Arabs in Palestine do not wish
or are unable to Live together, The logical con-
clusion followed that, if these two les that
nhabit Palestine, both of which have deeply
rooted historical ties with the land, cannot live
together within the boundaries of a sngle State,
there is no alternative but to create, in place
of one country, two States—an Arab and a
Jewish one. It is, in the view of our delegation,
the only workable solution. :

_'The opponents of the partition of Palestine

States usually point to the fact that this decision
would, as they allege, be directed against the
Arabs, against the Arab population in Palestine
and against the Arab States in general.' This
pownt of vicw is, for reasons that will be readily
understood, particularly emphasized by the dele-
gatons of the Arab countries. %m the USSR
delegation cannot concur in this view. Neither
the proposal to partition Palestine into two
separate, independent States nor the decision
of the Ad Hoc Committee that was created at
that session and which approved the proposal
which is now under discussion, is directed against
the Arabs.

["The representatives of the Arab States claim
that the partition of Palestine would be an his-
toric injustice. But this view of the case s un-
acceptable, if only hecause, after all, the Jewish
people has been closely Jinked with Palcstine
for a considerable period in history. Apart
that, we must not overlaok—and the USSR
delepation drew attention to this circumstance
originally at the special sesion of the General
Assembly—we must not overlook the position in
which the Jewish people found themselves as 2
result of the recent world war. I shall not re-
peat what the USSR delepation said on this
point at the special session of the General As-
sembly. However, it may not be amiss to remind
my listeners again that, as a result of the war
which was unleashed by Hitlerite Germany, the
Jews, as a people, have suffered more than any
other people. You know that there was not a
single country in Westerr Europe which suc-
ceeded in adequately protecting the interests of
the Jewish people against the arbitrary acts and
violence of the Hitlerites.

In connexion with the proposal to partition
Palestine, the re tatives of some Arab
States referred to the USSR and attempt-d to
cast aspersions on the foreign policy of its Gov-
ernment. In particular, the representative of
Lebanon twice exercised his ingenuity on the
subject. I have already pointed out that the
proposal to divide Palestine into two separate
independent States, and the position which the
USSR has taken in this matter, are not directed
agaimttheAnba,andthat,inourpm{onnd
conviction, such a solution of this question ]
in keeping with the basic national interests not
only of the Jews but also of the Arabs.

The Government and :he peoples of the USSR
have entertained and still entertain a fecling of
pathy for the national aspirations of the na-
tiors of the Arab East. The USSP’s attitude
towards the efforts of these peoples to rid them-
selves of the last fetters of colonial dependence i
one of understanding and sympathy, Therefore,
we do not identify with the vital national in-
terests of the Arabs the clurusy statements made
by some of the representatives of Arab States
about the foreign policy of the USSR in connex-
jon with the question of the future of Palestine.
We draw a distinction between such statements,
which were obviously made under the stress of
fleeting emotions, and the basic and permanent
interests of the Arab people. The USSK delega-

creation, is a policy of friendship and scif-deter
mination of the peoples. That is why all the
nationalitics that inhabit the USSR represent a
single united family that has survived desperate
trials during the war years in its fight against the
most powerful and most dangerous enemy that 2
peace-loving people has ever met.

The solution of the Palestine problem based
on a partition of Palestine into two separte states
will be of profound historical significance, be-
cause this decision will mect the legitimate de-
mands of the Jewish people, hundreds of thou-
sands of whom, as you know, are still without a
country, without homes, having found temporary
shelter only in special camps in some westemn
European countries. I shall not speak of the
conditions in whick these people are living; these
conditions are well knewn. Quite a lot has been
said on this subject by representatives who share
the USSR delegation’s puint of view in this mat-
ter, and which support the plan for partitioniag
Palestine into two States.

\Thc Assembly is making 2 determined effort to
find the most equitable, most practical, most
workable and at the same time the most radical
solution to the Palestine problem. ] In doing so,
the Assembly bases itself on certain irrefutable
facts which led to the Palestinian question being
raised in the United Nations. What are these
facts? Fact number one is that the mandate
systera has been fonnd wanting. I shall say more:
the mandate system has failed, That the man-
date system has failed we know even from the
statements of the United Kingdom representa-
tives. These statements were made at the special
session as well as at the present session of the As-
sembly. It was just because the system of govern-
ing Palestine by mandate had failed, had proved
inadequate,“that the United Kingdom Govern-
ment turned to the United Nations for help. The
United Kingdom asked the Asembiy to take
the appropriate Gecision and thus to undertake
itself the settlement of the problem of the future
of Palestine.

Fact number two: the United Kingdom Gov-
emment, having turned to the United Nations,
stated that it could not be responsible for im-
plementing all the measures which will have to
be put into effect in Palestine in connexion with
2 possible decision of the General Assembl;,. fn
5o doing, the United Kisigdom Government has
recognized that the General Assembly can, by
virtue of the rights and powers conferrec upon it
by the Charter, assume responsibility for settling
the question of the future of Pzlestine,

The USSR delegation considers it advic~ble,
nevertheless, to draw the Assembly’s attention to
the fact that up to row the Assembly has not
been getting from the United Kingdom the kind
of support which we have the right to expedt. On
the one hand, the United Kingdom Government
has applied to the Assembly for help in settling

At the special scssion of the General Assembly,
the United Kingdom representative, on the one
hand, declared that the United Kingdom pre-
pared to implement the United Nations decis-
ions, provided that the responsibility for the ac-
tion that would possibly have to be taken did
not rest with the United Kingdom alone.

By this declaration, the United Kingdom dele-
gation made it unequivocally clear to the other
States that it was prepared to co-operate with
the United Nations in the solution of this prob-
lem.

On the other hand, however, at that same
special session, the United Kingdom representa-
tive stated that his Government was prepared to
give effect to the relevant decisions of the Gen-
eral Assembly only if the Arabe and Jews agreed
on some kind of a solution of the problem. It
will be clear to evervone that these two state-
ments contradict each other. If the first state-
ment shows the readiness of the United King-
dom to co-operate with the United Nation in this
matter, the second statement shows that the
United Kingdom Government may disregard the
Assembly’s decision.

Similar reservations have been made by the
United Kingdom representative during the pres-
ent session. We have heard, today, Sir Alexander
Cadogan’s statement on this matter., He repeated
in a slightly modified form the idea that the
United Kingdom was prepared to implement the
Assembly’s decision provided the Jews and the
Arabs came to an agrcement. But we all imow
that the Arabs and the Jews have failed to reach
an agreement. The discussion of this problem at
the present session shows that an agreement be-
tween them is impossible. There scems to be no
prospect of any such agreement being reached
between Arabs and Jews.

This is the opinion not only of the USSR
delegation but of all those delegations that have
come to the conclusion that a definitive decision
on this question must be reached during the
present session. '

All these reservations by the United Kingdom
delegation show tha: the United Kingdom has
no real desire, even now, to co-operate fully
with the United Nations in solving this problem.
While the vast majority of the delegations repre-
sented at the General Assembly were in favour
of reaching forthwith a definite decision on the
question of the future of Palestine, in favour of
partitioning Palestine into two State, ihe United
Kingdom Government declares that it will com-
ply with the Assembly decision only when the
Jews and the Arabs agree between themselves.

In the course of the first session in which the
question of the future of Palestine first arose, it
was still possible, at Jcast to understand the reser-
vations made by the United Kingdom delegation.
But now, after the views of the overwhelming
majority of the United Nations Members have
become clear, the lodging of such reservations
s tantamount to stating in advance that the
United Kingdom does not consider itself bound
by any solution the General Assembly may adopt.

The USSR delegation cannot share this view.
We have a right to expect the co-operation of the
United Kingdom in this matter. We have a right
to expect that, should the Assembly adopt a cer-
tain recommendation, the United Kingdom will
take that recomniendation into account, especi-
ally since the present regime in Palestine is hated
equally by both Arab and Jew. You all know
what the attitude towarda that regime is, erpeci-
ally on the part of the Jews.

I think I should also mention yet another
aspect.

From the very outsct of these discussions, a
number of delegations, mainly the delegations
of Arab States, have tried to convince us that
this question was ostensibly not within the com-
petence of the United Naticns. In so ciaiming
they were unable, as might have been
to adduce any convincing arguments apart from
various general and unfounced statements aad
dedlarations.

The General Assembly, as well as the United
Nations as a whole, not only has a right to con~
sider this matter, but in view of the situation
that has arisen in Palestine, it is bound to take
the requisite decision. In the view of the USSR
delegation, the plan for the solution of the Pales-
tinian problem which has been drawn up by the
Ad Hoc Committec, and according to which the
Practical impiem=ntation of the measures neces-
sary to give it effect rests with the Security Coun-
<il, is in full accord with the interest of main-
taming and strengthening international peace
and with the interest of increasing co-operation
between States, It is precisely for this reason that
the USSR d+lrgation supports the recommenda-
uon to partition Palestine.

The USSR delegation, unlike some other dele-
gations, has from the outset taken a clear-cut,

Mr. Gromyxo (Union of Soviet Socialist Re-
publics) (translated from Russian): The
Union of Sovict Socialist Republics, as everyone
knows, has had no direct material or other in-
terests in Palestine; it is interested in the ques-
tion of Palestine because it is a Member of the
United Nations and because it is a great Power
that bears, just as do other great Powers, a
special responsibility for the maintenance of in-
ternational pcace. These facts dctcrmine the
stand taken by thc Government of the USSR
on the qucstion of Palestine, The views of the
delegation of the USSR have alrecady been ex-
pressed fully enough at the special session of the
General Assembly, in May 1947, as well as in
the course of the dcbates during the present
session. I shall not, thereforc, repeat what has
already been stated earlier by the USSR dclega-
tion when the question of the future of Palestine
was being considered. But I belicve that a few
additional remarks will not be usecless, in view
of thc fact that the Gencral Assembly at this or
a following meeting will have to take 2 momen-
tous decision that will decide the future of Pales-
tine. It is natural, therefore, for every dclegation
to regard it as a duty not only to take up a
definitc position by voting for a particular pro-
posal but also to give rcasons for the stand it
takes.

When the question of the future. of Palestine
was under discussion at the special session of
the Gencral Assembly, the Government of the
USSR pointed to the two most acceptable solu-
tions of this question. The first was the creation
of a single democratic Arab-Jewish State in
which Arabs and Jews would enjoy cqual rights.
In case that solution were to prove unworkable
because of Arab and Jewish insistence that, in
view of the deterioration in Arab-Jewish rc-
lations, they would be unable to live together,
the Government of the USSR through its dele-
gation at thc Assembly, pointed to the second
solution, which was to partition Pzlcstine into
two free, independent and democratic Statcs—
an Arab and a Jewish one. .

) “The special session of the General Assembly,

as you know, set up a Spceial Committec on
Palestine which carefully studied the question
of Palestine in order to find the most acceptable
solution. After the work of this Committec had
been completed, we were gratificd to find that

The USSR dclegation, thereforc, could not
but support this alternative which was rccom-
mended by the Special Committee. We now
know that not only did the Special Committee
which studied the problem of the future of Pal-
estine accept the alternative of partition, but
that this proposal gained the support of an over-
whelming majarity of the other delcgations rep-
resented in the General Assembly. The over-
whelming majority of Member States of the
United Nations reached the same conclusion as
had been reached by the USSR Government
after a comprehensive study of the question how
the problem of the future of Palestine should
be resolved.

We may ask why it is that the overwhelming
majority of the delegations represented in the
General Assembly adopted this solution and not

. another. The only explanation that can be given
is that all the altcrnative solutions of the Pal-
estinian problem were found to be unworkable
and impractical. In stating this, I have in mind
the project of crcating a single independent
Arab-Jewish State with equal rights for Arabs
and Jews. The experience gained from the study
of the Palcstinian question, including the ex-
perience of the Special Committee, has shown
that Jews and Arabs in Palestine do not wish
or are unable to live together. The logical con-
clusion followed that, if these two peoples that
inhabit Palestine, both of which have deeply
rootcd historical ties with the Jand, cannot live
together within the boundaries of a single State,
there is no alternative but to create, in place
of onc country, two States—an Arab and a
Jewish one. It is, in the view of our delegation,
the only workable solution.

I bave already pointcd out that the
proposal to divide Palestine into two separate
indepcndent States, and the position which the
USSR has taken in this matter, arc not directed
against the Arabs, and that, in our profound
conviction, such a solution of this question is
in keeping with the basic national interests not
only of the Jews but also of the Arabs.

The Government and the peoples of the USSR
have cntertained and still entertain a feeling of
sympathy for the national aspirations of thc na-
tions of the Arab East. The USSR’s attitude
towards the efforts of these pcoples to rid them-
sclves of the last fetters of colonial dependence is
one of understanding and sympathy. Thercfore,
we do not identify with the vital national in-
terests of the Arabs the clumsy statemcnts made

" by some of the representatives of Arab States
about the foreign policy of the USSR in connex-
ion with the question of the futurc of Palestine.
We draw a distinction between such statements,
which were obviously made under the stress of
fleeting emotions, and the basic and permanent
interests of the Arab peoplc. The USSR delega-

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the national self-determination of peoples. The
policy of the USSR in the sphere of Nationality
problems, which has been pursued ever since Its
creation, is 2 policy of friendship and self-deter-
mination of the peoples. That is why 2ll the
pationalities that inhabit the USSR represent 2
single united family that has survived desperate
trials during the war years in its fight against the
most powerful and most dangerous coemy thata
peace-loving people has ever met.

The solution of the Palestine problem based
on a partition of Palestine into two scparte states
" will be of profound historical significanec, be-
cause this decision will meet the legitimatc de-
mands of the Jewish pcople, hundreds of thou-
sands of whom, as you know, are still without 2
country, without homes, having found temporary
shelter only in special camps in some western
Europcan countries. I shall not speak of the
conditions in which these people are living; thesc
conditions are well known. Quite a lot has been
said on this subject by representatives who share
the USSR delegation’s point of view in this mat-
ter, and which support the plan for partitioning
Palestine into two States.

The Assembly is making a determined effort to
find the most equitable, most practical, most
workable and at the same time the most radical
solution to the Palestine problem. In doing so,
the Assembly bascs itself on certain irrcfutable
facts which led to the Palestinian question being
raised in the Unitcd Nations. What arc these
facts? Fact number one is that the mandate
system has been found wanting. I shall say morc:
the mandate system has failed. That the man-
date system has failed wc know even {from the
statements of the United Kingdom representa-
tives. These statements were made at the special
session as well as at the present session of the As-
sembly. It was just becausc the system of govern-
ing Palestine by mandate had failed, had proved
inadequate, that the United Kingdom Govern-
ment turned to the United Nations for help. The
United Kingdom asked the Assembly to take
the appropriate decision and thus to undertake
itself the settlement of the problem of the future
of Palestine. :

Fact number two: the United Kingdom Gov-
ernment, having turned to the Unitcd Nations,
stated that it could not be responsible for im-
plementing all the measures which will have to
be put into effcct in Palestine in connexion with
a possible decision of thc General Assembly. In
so doing, the United Kingdom Government has
recognized that the General Assembly can, by
virtue of the rights and powers conferred upon it
by the Charter, assume responsibility for settling
the question of the future of Palestine.

The USSR dclegation considers it advisable,
neverthcless, to draw the Assembly’s attention to
the fact that up to now the Assembly has not
been getting from the United Kingdom the kind
of support which we have the right to expect. On
the one hand, the United Kingdom Government
has applied to thc Assembly for help in settling
the qucstion of the future of Palestine; on the
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peuples 2 disposer d’cux-mémes. En matiére de
nationalités, PURSS a poursuivi, ds sa création,.

of the Assembly, has entered so many reserva-‘

tions that willy-nilly one asks oncsclf whether the
United Kingdom is really anxious to have the
Palestinian problem settled through the United
Nations. :

At the special session of the General Assembly,
the United Kingdom represcntative, on the one
hand, dcclared that the United Kingdom pre-
pared to implement the United Nations decis-
lons, provided that the responsibility for the ac-
tion that would possibly have to be taken did
not rest with the United Kingdom alone.

By this declaration, the United Kingdom dele-
gation made it unequivocally clcar to the other
Statcs that it was preparcd to co-operate with
the United Nations in the solution of this prob-
lem.

On the other hand, however, at that same
special session, the United Kingdom representa-
tive stated that his Government was prepared to
give effect to the relevant decisions of the Gen-
eral Assembly only if the Arabs and Jews agreed
on some kind of a solution of the problem. It
will be clear to everyonc that these two state-
ments contradict each other. If the first state-
ment shows the readiness of the United King-
dom to co-operate with the United Nation in this
matter, the second statemcnt shows: that the
United Kingdom Government may disrcgard the

- Asscmbly’s decision.

Similar reservations have been made by the
United Kingdom representative during the pres-
ent scssion. We have heard, today, Sir Alexander
Cadogan’s statement on this matter. He repeated
in a slightly modificd form the idea that the
United Kingdom was prepared to implement the
Assembly’s decision provided the Jews and the
Arabs came to an agreement. But we all know
that the Arabs and the Jews have failed to reach
an agreement. The discussion of this problem at
the present session shows that an agrecmcent be-
tween them is impossible. There seems to be no
prospect of any such agreement being reached
between Arabs and Jews.

This is the opinion not only of the USSR
delegation but of all those delegations that have
come to the conclusion that a definitive decision
on this question must be reached during the
present scssion.

All these reservations by the United Kingdom
delegation show that the United Kingdom has
no real desire, even now, to co-operate fully
with the United Nations in solving this problem.
While the vast majority of the delegations reprc-
sented at the General Assembly were in favour
of reaching forthwith a definite decision on the
question of the future of Palestine, in favour of
partitioning Palestine into two States, the Unitcd
Kingdom Government declares that it will com-
ply with the Asserably decision only when the
Jews and the Arabs agree between themselves, I
repeat that to put forward such a stipulation js
almost tantamount to burying this decision even

In the course of the first session in which the
question of the future of Palestine first arose, it
was still possible, at least to understand the reser-
vations made by the United Kingdom dclegation.
But now, after the views of the overwhelming
majority of the United Nations Members have
become clear, the lodging of such reservations
is tantamount to stating in advance that the
United Kingdom does not consider itself bound
by any solution the General Assembly may adopt.

The USSR delegation cannot share this view.
We have a right to expect the co-operation of the
United Kingdom in this matter. We have a right
to expeet that, should the Assembly adopt a cer-
tain recommendation, the United Kingdom will
take that recommendation into account, espcci-
ally since the present regime in Palestine is hated
equally by both Arab and Jew. You all know
what the attitude towards that regime is, especi-
ally on the part of the Jews.

I think I should also mention yct another
aspect.

From the very outset of these discussions, a
number of delegations, mainly the delegations
of Arab States, have tried to convince us that
this question was ostensibly not within the com-
petence of the United Nations. In so claiming
they were unable, as might have been expected,
to adduce any convincing arguments apart from
various general and unfounded statements and
declarations.

The General Assembly, as well as the United
Nations as a whole, not only has a right to con-
sider this matter, but in view of the situation
that bas arisen in Palestine, it is bound to take

" the requisite decision. In the view of the USSR

delegation, the plan for the solution of the Pales-
tinian problem which has bcen drawn up by the

. Ad Hoc Committee, and according to which the

practical implementation of the measures neces-
sary to give it effect rests with the Security Coun-
cil, is in full accord with the interest of main-
taining and strengthening international peace
and with the interest of increasing co-operation
between States. It is precisely for this reason that
the USSR dclegation supports the recommenda-
tion to partition Palestine.

The USSR delcgation, unlike some other dcle-
gations, has from the outset taken a clear-cut,
definite and unequivocal stand in this matter. It
is consistently maintaining this stand. It has no
intention of mancuvering and manipulating
votes as unfortunately is done at the Assembly,
especially in connexion with the consideration of
the Palestinian question.

As I have already informed the Ad Hoc
Committee, my .Government has conscquently
decided to lay down the mandate and intends
to complete the withdrawal of British forces
from. Palestine by .1 August 1948. By so doing,
it will make way for a United Nations autbority,
should the General Assembly decide to establish
such an authority, and it will naturally not ob-
struct the carrying out of any decision which the
General Assembly may take. -

The mandatory Power has placed its know-
ledge and experience at the disposal, first, of the
TUnited Nations Special Committee on Palestine
and, subsequently, at the disposal of the General
Assembly. 1 can assure the General Assembly
that, if the present draft resolution (documcnt
A/516) is adopted, my Government will loyally
accept it in so far as its tcrms do mnot conflict
with the conditions laid down in the Colonial
Secretary’s speech of 26 September 1947" and
in subsequent statements made by my delcga-
tion. Unfortunately, it appears that those state-
ments were not accepted at their face value by
all delegations, I'am, therefore, instructed to
repeat explicitly that the United Kingdom

Government cannot allow its troops and ad--

ministration to be used in order to enforce
decisions which are not accepted by both parties

in Palestine. My Government has given long

and anxious consideration to this decision, and

it has, therefore, felt bound to take this final

opportunity of making clear that it fully endorses
what has consistently been said here by my
delegation. . ’

The Pgesment: 1 call upon-the representa-
tive of the United States of America.

Mr. Jounson (United States of Amcrica):
In the consideration of the Palestine problem,
the attention which it has becen necessary 1O
devote to 2 number of points of difference has’
sometimes obscured the many other points on
which we are in agreement. Somec of those
points of agreement may be found in the unani-
mous recommendations ‘of the report of the
United Nations Special ‘Committce on Palestine.
In effect, we have become united on certain
‘common purposes with respect to the future of
Palestine. :

Chief among these are the following: The
Mandate for Palestine should be terminated at
.the earliest practical date. Independence should
be attained in Palestine at the earliest practicable
date. The sacred character of the Holy Places

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should be recognized and protected. The funda-
mental law of thc new governmental institutions
which are to succeed the mandatory regime
should contain specific provisions, under the
guarantee of the United Nations, rclating to
human rights and fundamental frecedoms and
the rights of minorities. Finally, the cconomic
unity of Palestine should be preserved and Pal-

estine should be devcloped in accordance with |
* the intcrests of all its inhabitants.

On these points, I think we arc all in agree-
ment. We now havg before us the report of the
Ad Hoc Committee on Palestine (document
A/516), which is designed to carry out these
common purposcs and to assist the people of
Palestinc in attaining their indepcndence.

"There is no need for me to trace the work
of this session of the General Assembly on the
difficult question now confronting us. This work,
as well as the preparatory steps taken carlicr by
the United Nations; is well known to all dele-
gations. The United Statcs delegation has never
argucd or contended that the plan for the futurc
government of Palestine as presented in the re-
port now before the General Assembly is perfect
in cvery detail. However, that plan oflers, in
the view of the United States dclegation, the
best practical present opportunity and possibility
of obtaining, in a futurc foreseeable (o us now,
a peaccful settlement in Palestine.

The proposal of partition with economic
union” which we are considering is genuinely a
United Nations plan. It has been evolved as 2
result of a special session of the Unitcd Nations
and the work of a United Nations Spccial Com-
mittee, in addition to the work of the present
session of the General Assembly.

T would invite the attention of all dclcgations
to the extent to which this plan. utilizes the
machinery of the United Nations. I{ this resolu-
tion (document A/516, page 1) is adopted, the
Gencral Assembly will have drawn up the funda-
mental recommendations upon which the plan
is based and will dcsignate the special Com-
mission which is to play an important-and vital
role in carrying them out. The General Assembly
will reccive, jointly with the Security Council,
the final rcport of the Commission. If the plan
is. approved, the Trustecship Council, now in
scssion, will be able to begin at once its task of
preparing the statute of the City of Jerusalen.
The Economic and Social Council, for its part,
will at an ecarly datc mame the three United
Nations members of the Joint Economic Board
contemplated in the plan. The Security Council
will be called upon to take such stcps as may
be necessary on its part to carry out the recom-
mendations, and in addition will excrcise with
respect to Palestne thc duties and functions
incumbent upon it under the Charter and which
may be neccssary for the maintenance of inter-
national peacc and sccurity.

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With the co-operation of these main organs
of the United Nations, and with similar co-
operation on the part of the Members of the
United Nations and ‘the peoples of Palestine,
the plan for the futurc government of Palestinc
recommended in the report now before the Gen-
cral Assembly will, in thc judgment of the
United States delcgation, bring about a solution
of the Palestine problem.

"Much has been said during the course of these
debates on the desirability and necessity of pre-
senting to the General Assembly a plan which
would command the agrecment of both the
principal protagonists in this situation. I think
there is no delegation here which does not know
that no plan has ever been presented, either to
this Assembly or to the mandatory Government
during its long years of tenure, or in any other
place, which would meet with the acceptance of
both the Arabs and the Jews. No such plan
has cver been presented, and I do not believe
that any such plan will ever be presented. If we
arc to cffect through the United Nations a solu-
tion of this problem, it cannot be done without
the use of the knife. Neither the Jews nor the
Arabs will ever be completely satisfied with any-
thing we do, and it is just as well to bear that
in mind.

I now turn to certain specific aspects of the
draft resolution. A good deal of discussion has
taken place concerning the legal aspects of the
plan put forward in this resolution. My delega-
tion, on several occasions, has expressed its con-
viction that the action contemplated here falls
properly within the scope of the Charter and
within the powers and responsibilities of the
organs of thc United Nations. The General
Assembly has, in out view, thc undoubted
authority under Article 10 to discuss and make
recommendations regarding any subject within
the scope of the Charter, and under Article 14
to recommend measurcs for the peaccful ad-
justment of any situation which the General
Assembly deems likely to impair the gencral
welfare or friendly relations among natians.

The General Assembly js here confronted with
a problem which is clearly within the scope of
the Charter. Palestine is a mandated territory.
The problem is international, not domestic; that
it is a situation “likely to impair the general
welfare or friendly relations among nations”
cannot be questioned. The General Assembly
may make any recommendations with respect
to this question which it deems just and equit-
able, and in accordance with the principles and

purposes of the Charter.

We belicve that the resolution now before
the Gencral Astembly meets these qualifications.
With respect to the Commission contemplated
by this resolution, no one can question the

authority of the General Assembly to cstablish’

subsidiary bodies under the provisions of Article
22. The principal legal objection which has been
offered to the resolution is that the Commission
is empowered to take certain administrative steps

In view of the
nature of these administrative functions, I do

not - belicve that we can seriously question this

temporary and transitory assistancc which would
be cxtended to the non-sclf-governing peoples
of territories which will become two States, in
their efforts to cstablish themselves as free and
independent members of the family of nations.

To what I have said on this subjcct, I should
simply like to add the suggestion that there is no
direct precedent in international law for the
problem with which thc General Assembly is
now confronted. The announced intention of the
mandatory Power to relinquish its mandate over
Palestine at an carly datc and to withdraw its
administration and armncd forces from that coun-
try, and its refusal to assist in the implementa-
tion of any plan which docs not meet the im-
possible condition of agrecment by both parties,
have placed upon the United Nations a very
hcavy moral responsibility.

Palcstine, as a territory under mandate, is
not a Statc. It is not an international person,
but is in a scnse a ward of the intcrnational
community. In the circumstances now prevail-
ing, the General Assembly of the United Nations
is the effective voice of the intcrnational com-
munity in deterniining the ncw forms and struc-
tures of government which should prevail in
Palestine when the Mandate is terminatcd. The
recommendations of the General Asscmbly are
not to the Commission; they are to the Mcmber
States of thc United Nations.

There is another vital aspect of the plan to
which I should likc to call the attention of
the General Asscmbly. I refer to the dcfinite
possibilitics which it contains for common action
in the economic ficld. Who can now tcll

whether such common action may not lead in
. the foresecable futurc to common action in the
_.rpolitical, social, cultural and educational ficlds

as well? The United Nations Special Committee
on Palcstine recommended a ncw political con-
cept in this cconomic union. The Unitcd States
delegation belicves that the provisions which the
Ad Hoc Committee insertcd in the plan of parti-
tion have strengthened and made more cffective
this concept of economic union.

Although both the Arab and the Jewish
States have been given a separate political cx-
istence within clearly defined boundaries, it is
our hope that these boundarics will be as freely
crosscd as the boundaries which separatc the
individual states within thc United States, and
will be as friendly as the boundary which runs
for three thousand miles between Canada and
the United States. '

It is the belief of my delegation that the City
of Jerusalem, under its special regime as en-
visaged in this plan, and in view of its incvitable
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administratives pour transférer lcs fonctions et
les organismes du gouvernement de la Puissance
mandataire au peuple de Palestine.

representative of Pakistan, “scttlc down not only
to peaccful and sccure lives, but progressively
richer lives, and make their contribution not
only to their own welfare and prosperity but to
the peace, welfare and prosperity of the rest of
the world, which does recognize and admire the
genius of the Jewish race, the genius of the Arab
race and the great contributions which each of
them in the past has made toward knowledge,
progress and welfare.””?

It is the sincere belicf of the United States
delcgation that the partition plan recommended
by the Ad Hoc Committee on the Palestinian
Question, with all its imperfections admitted,
provides for the people of Palestine in that land
the best practicable means at the present time

Lby which these high objectives may be obtained.

The PRESENT: I call upon the representa-
tive of Iran.

Mr. AoL (Iran) (translated [rom French):
Mr. President, Gentlemen: You have sometimes
been accused in this hall of having contravened
the principles of the Charter of the United

Nations, You protested. You, rebutted the’

charges brought against ccrtain Committees of
the Assembly and against the Gencral Assembly
itself. You succeeded in your task, for the breach
with which these organs were charged was not
a breach. Today the case is different. A draft
resolution hags been submitted for your approval
which eannot be reconciled with the principles
which we have all accepted and which we have
solemnly bound oursclves to respect.

What is this proposal? It is proposcd arbi-
trarily, without taking account of the wishes
of the majority of its inhabitants, to partition
a country into two different States, an Arab
State and a Jewish State, that is to say, into
two States which, as I said in the Ad Hoc Com-
mittee on the Palestinian Question, will not be
viable, but will probably be still-born.

The solution proposed to you has no founda-
tion in law. Ity value from this point of view
is, so slight, so insignificant, that it has been
questioned even by certain members of the Sub-
Committee who helped to formulate it.

BACKGROUND

The United Jewish Appeal is holding its International Leadership
Reunion (ILR) event from October 22-25, 1995 in Washington, D.C.
The ILR is comprised of approximately 250 prestigious leaders from
around the world who donate at least $250,000 a year to the UJA. or
Keren Hayesod; two-thirds of these leaders live in the United States.

This year, the UJA will raise almost $750 million. Approximately
30% will be distributed through the UJA for humanitarian needs in
Israel and to assist Jewish communities in Europe, Asia and the
Middle East. The balance will be used in the U.S. for local needs such
as elder care, family counseling, recreational and vocational services.

Three prints will
be within one frame from the September 27, 1995 West Bank
accords signing in the East Room of The White House (the first
shows Rabin and Arafat signing with Hussein, Mubarak and Clinton
