I wish to make two unrelated suggesticns to :
irst, to the extent that the Government of Israel can take .
any steps to effecztuate my suggestion,; [ reguest that the Lovern-
ment proclaim a new date for observance of the wmurder of Jewsn by
the Mazis. The present date of the 2Z7th day of Nissan has no
historical significance whatsoever in depicting the horror of
what the Nazis did to us. The date I suggest is lHovember Itn,
the annivepsary of the infamous Kristallnacht in 1938 in Germany.

This date is significant because it clearly
shicwed that the Nazis were waging war not mevely against Jews as
human beingt but also against Judaism as a relipion. All too
often in remembrances of the Holocaust this vital element ef a |
llazi war against Judaism is either ignored cr relegated to very
slirht discussiocn. The true h@rror of the Holocaust is the
duality of the Nazi efforts to exterminate Jews and to extirpate
cur religicn. Pecause of the macs burnings of synapomues, Scrolls
of *he Torah, and holy bocks, the Nazis shewed their true intention
to destrov us and our faith. I submit that there i= ne other date
which can adequately memorialize this immense tragedy.

4 second suggestion is that Israel must devote
more attention at the hiphest levels of the Government to the
presentation of Israel's position in the forum of world public
opinien. I do not minimize either the dedication or the wisdom
of Israel's manv diplomats and other representatives., However,

it i5 quite clear, especially here in the United States, that
the Arabs have pained enormously in the battle for the minds of
+he people. 1 realize that you and your cabinet ministers bear

very heawy responsibilities and that you funetion under great
pressures. 1t is possible, therefore, that yeu may have failed
to re-evaluate completely the effectiveness of Israel's public
relations efforts, especially here in the United States,

Dear Sirs:

Our congregation has just completed a very exciting experiment
which we are anxious to share with you, one we hope might be
developed into a comprehensive model for future ecumencial ventures.

During Lhe month of January, we were most fortunate to sponsor a

unique and special visit from Yaakov Pnini. Mr. Pnini,during his
stay in Phoenix, made a dramatic and profound impact on beth the

Jewish and Christian religious community, as well as the academic
and social communities.

He arrived in Phoenix on January 9 and in the succeeding three
weeks reached literally thousands of people through small group
dialogue sessions, Jewish and Christian youth and adult classes,

| a college class, through the radio and newspaper media, and many
small social group encounters. His frank, yet low key approach to
issues was well received by all with whom he came in contact. His
concern to build and strengthen the partnership between Jews of
the Diaspora and Israel is apparent. As is his desire, too, for
greater understanding between Jew and non-Jew.

We feel there were two key factors in the success of Yaakov's visit.

The first was that he imaged himself simply as an Israeli who cares,
and not as spokesman for any group or institution. He had a definite
point of view on issues and did not hesitate to speak openly about
those views when asked. But he made it clear that these were HIS
views and not an official statement of any other group or person

than himself. There was something uniquely refreshing about a
willingness to take responsibility for a point of view that was his
own.

In terms of his initial contact with people, we felt it was helpful

that what he had to share was not precluded by any "official
representative" title. It automatically eliminated roadblocks for

people who might be wondering if his views were his own or if

he was saying what he was expected to say. People needed only
to be with him a short time to sense his authenticity. What
happened, of course, was that his commitment to breaking down
barriers through dialogue was immediately apparent. This
commitment allowed genuine communication between himself and the
group to proceed in a creative, dynamic way. And that was
extremely important.

For the most part, people know what is happening in the Mid-east
only to the extent (and in the manner)that the media chooses to
inform them. Their contact with one individual Israeli helped

them experience in an intensely personal way the tears, the
laughter, the pain, the joy that real people everywhere experience.
This feeling can never be conveyed through news stories, or
official government pronouncements. People everywhere have the

same desire to live lives that are meaningful, that count for
something. Yaakov's "unofficial" visit reinforced the understanding
that the struggle after humanness is a universal struggle.

The second factor in the success of Yaakov's visit ties in closely
with the first. From our perspective, the future of ecumenism is
dependent upon the "grass roots" approach. The journey toward
greater understanding begins with people where they are. The

lives of many people in Phoenix have been enriched by their contact
with Yaakov in a way that years of study, or structured Jewish/
Christian groups alone could not effect. These methods of
continuing dialogue are important aids. But the outcome of our
experiment with Yaakov further reinforces our belief that real
understanding, real commitment to the cause of global humanness
must emanate from a one-on-one approach. And if the impact of

one "unofficial representative" could produce such a positive
response from one community, the same thing could happen with other
Israeli representatives in other communities.

Needless to say, we are most enthusiastic about our liaison with
Yaakov Pnini. And we are concerned that his wvisit not become an
end in itself. We are following up on our experiment in several
ways :

1) By sharing our insights and impressions with you and with the
American Jewish Committee in New York in the hope that you too might
follow up on what has begun.

2) We have had dozens of requests for literature which Yaakov
brought with him to Phoenix. We are writing to Los Angeles in an
attempt to secure additional copies of this material.
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3) We are enabling a continuing dialogue group of those in the
Jewish and Christian community who were in one of Yaakov's groups
here in Phoenix. Many people indicated an interest in this type
of extension. Yaakov will explore the possibility of a
complementary group in Jerusalem with whom we can be in regular
contact. Details need to be worked out, but we may use the same
study sources to begin with, later on exchanging tapes and other
ideas. Our dialogue group will be meeting for the first time in
the next couple of weeks.

4) We have a sizeable group of people at Shadow Rock who are
interaested in making a trip to Israel. This obvicusly will not
occur overnight. An educational process must begin as we formulate
the plan for how this can happen. But there is genuine interest in
such a possibility. We are following up on this immediately by
determining the numbers we need for the trip, precise costs involved,
etc. Once we know what in fact is involved, then we will proceed
with the long range plan for getting our group to Israel.

We began this letter by indicating that we were anxious to share with
you our insights and impressions on Yaakov's visit. It was a
learning process for all of us. We felt our efforts were well worth
the time put into setting up his schedule. It was a concentrated
Schedule; our concern for him was to touch upon as broad a spectrum
of the community as possible. We feel that the variety of events
allowed this to happen. Financially we were able to cover all
expenses. That, too, took some planning and work on our part. It
was a simple decisional matter - we wanted Yaakov to be with us.
That meant we had to work on scheduling and finances, which we did.
And through the efforts of a lot of people, it all came together!

We hope the sharing of our own enthusiastic response to the
experiment just finished (really just begun) will be helpful for
you. We are committed to a continuation of what has begun. If
the base can be broadened to include other Israelis in other
communities, so much the better.

Flease know that we would be happy to remain in contact with you,
especially if our own experience can be of any further help to
anyone in setting up a similar event.

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Ex-Military Officers
Found Highly Paid

WASHINGTON (AP) — House investiga-
tors say 161 retired military officers now
holding civilian government jobs pet more
government money than the $66,000 salary of
the Cahinet members for whom they wiork.

A House Civil Service subtommittes is-
sued the fipure in a report on “‘double dip-
ping,"” the practice of military personnel
retiring after 20 or more years of service and
then taking civilian jobs with the govern-
ment.

The report said present restrictions on
double dipping are largely ineffective and
recommended they be overhauled.

“Many former high ranking retired offi-
cers employed in full-time federal positions
receive inordinately high tofal compensation
{military retired pay plus civilian salary),”
the report said.

It said these include 24 retired generals,
admirals, colonels and Navy captains who
received more than $50,000. Another 15 re-
ceived more than the 75,000 salary of Viee
President Walter F. Mondale, and an addi-
tional 122 received more than Cabinet mem-
hers.

The report said 141,000 military retirees
earning $958 million per year in pensions are
taking home a second government check
through a civilian job. This means that about
one ot of every seven military retirees is a
civilian government worker.

More than half of the ‘‘double dippers” —
78,124 — are employed by the Defense De-
parfment, which also supervised their mili-
tary service.

The report noted that double dipping is
increasing.

“During the 3E-month period from April
1972 to June 1975, the number of military
retirees employed as civilians by the federal
government increased 26 percent,”'it said.

During the same period, the number of
military retirees working for the Defense De-
partment went up 33 percent despite an over-
all reduction in civilian employees working
for the Pentagon.

“Az long as retirement is required or
permitted after only 20 years, relatively
young retirees will enter the labor market,™
the report said.

Congress in 1964 enacted a Dual Compen-
sation Act to reduce the retired pay of some
military retirees who take new government
jobs. Howewver, the law applies only to regu-
lar officers and not to those classified as re-
serve officers or to enlisted persomnel. The
report said few retirees working for the gov-
ernment are covered by the law and that
only about 3.6 percent have their retirement
pay reduced as a result of the 1964 law.

The report said the law should be chang-
ed to make all refired military personnel
subject to the same formula for reductions in
pensions when working for the government.

The Commission on Military Compensa-
tion, established by President Carter last
yvear, also is studying dual compensation as
part of an over-all look at military pay and
benefits.

A preliminary report of the commission
in March suggested combining the military
and civilian retirement systems so that no
one could collect two checks from the gov-
ernment at the same time. The commission’s
final report is expected this month,

Doctor’s Murder Trial
Entering Its 7th Week

NACKENSACKE (APY — The Bergen
County murder trial of Dr. Mario Jascale-
vich, the Dr. X accused of killing five hospi-
tal patients 12 years ago, was to enter its
seventh week here today.

County Assistant Prosecutor Sybil Moses
was expected to call Mrs. Irene Nelson, a
nurse who worked at Riverdell Hospital in
Oradell at the time of the mysterious deaths
in 1965 and 1966.

Former hospital chief of surgery Jascale-
vich, of Englewood Cliffs, is accused of mur-
dering the patients with the potentially lethal
muscle relaxant curare in an effort to dis-
credit surgeons the prosecution contends
were usurping his power and influence.

If convicted on all five murder counts,
Jascalevich faces a possible five consecutive
life prizon terms.

The defense claims that the same sur-
geons have sought to frame Jascalevich to

cover up their own incompetence, which the
defense claims led to high mortality rates at
the hospital.

The case was reopened in 1976 by the
Bergen County prosecotor after a New York
Times investigation raised questions about
the 1966 probe of the deaths, which did not
result in prosecution.

The progress of the trial, which is expect-
ed to last several months, was delayed some-
what last week while Arnold considered an
unusual prosecution motion that he disquali-
fy himsell becanse of bias and incompetence.

Arnold refused to step down and the case
proceeded toward what is expected to be ifs
key issue — the presence or absence of cu-
rare in the tissues of the deceased.

Last week's festimony was complicated
by missing evidence and legal wrangling
over testimony contradicted by statements of
now-deceased persons during the 1966 investi-
gation.

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AN ISRAELI GOVERNMENT under
Lahour leadership would have no dif-
ficulty in declaring that the Security
Council's Resolution 242, including
its withdrawal clause, appliea to
Judes, Bamaria and Gaza, as well as
to other ssctors.

But an Israel
government that was willlng te
return the majority of the Weat Bank
and Gaza Arabs, and thelr
territories, to Jordanlan rule would
have a totelly different stance In
world opinlen and In the negotiating
process from that in which our pre-
sent leadership has confined |tself.

Arah governments have falaely in-
terpreted the resolution as requiring
the evacuation of “'all the
territorien'” occupled in the 1967 war.
Those of us who were involved In the
diplomatic history of the resolution
know that this is not true. The facts
have been sel out In many
statements and documents, In-
cluding a rarely quoted passage by
George Brown, who was the foreign
gecretary In the government that
presented the United Kingdom text
for the unanlmous endorsement of
the Security Council:

It [the resolution] does not call

for lsraell withdrawal from ‘the’
territories recently occupled, nor
does It use the word ‘all.” Tt would

have been Impaosaible to get the
Besolution through If either of those
waords had been included, but It doea
set out the lines on which
negotiations for a settlement must
take place. Each side must be
prepared to give up something; the
Resolution doesn't atiempt to say
precisely what, because that 1s what
negotiationa for a peace ireaty must
be ghout.” (*'In My Way," Memoirs

of Lord Gerl!Fﬁ; Brown. Gollancz,
London, 1871, p. 233.)

In August, 1870, the Israel govern-
ment gave clarity to its interpreta-
tion of 242 in the Jordanian-
Palestinian context. It presented a
memorandum to Jordan, through
the UN representative, Ambassador
Gunnar Jarring, calllng for dia-
cussions on *‘a binding and contrac-
tual peace agreement’” based on 243,
that would include "withdrawal of
Israell armed forces from territories
occupied in the 1887 conflict to
secure, recognized and agreed boun-
daries to he determined in the peace
agraement,'’

This text was elaborated by Moshe
Davan, the then defence minister,
and myself, with the full assent of
the Natlonal Rellgious Party
ministers. The intention to offer this
formula to Jordan and, separately,
te Egypt, had been adopted by the
cabinet on August 4, 1870, as part of
Ite acceptance of the U8, peace In-
itiative. It was confirmed by the
Knesset the next day.

Mr, Menahem Begin, in explaining
on the same day his resignation from
the cabinet, told the Knesset that the
cabinet's declsion to carry out
Resolution 242 meant that Israel had
committed [tself to the transfer of
most of the administered territories
in Judea and SBamaria to Jordan un-
der o peace agreement. ( Divrei
Haknesset, August 4, 1970.)

Mr., Begin's disgquiet at the
government's action was perhaps
understandable, even though its con-
seguences were unhappy.

For most of the past decade Israsll
polioy has been anchored in the idea
of o peace treaty under which sub-
stantlal arcas west of the Jordan
River would be transferred to Jor-
dan after territorial changes easen-
tlal for Israel's security were made.

Dead Sea chlorine production

Jerusalem Poai Reporter
SDOM. — A new chlorine produc-
tion facility s being put into regular
operation this week &t the Dead Sea
Warks after a smooth aix-month run-
in period. The plant will eliminate
the costly tranaport of salt from the
Dead Sea to Acre, where It wis used
to produce llquid chlorine, and then

shipped back here.

The chlorine produced here will be
used In the productlon of bromine —
& mainstay of the Dead Sea Group's
exports. Plant manager Daniel
Yakir told The Post recently that he
expects the new plant to produce 100
tona of chlorine a day — some 28,000
tons In the upcoming fiscal year,
which will make possibie the produc-
tion of 46,000 tons of bromine. This is
valued on the world market at about
$40m.

The new plant produces chlorine
with the help of & serlea of large
metal diaphragm cells, where
purified brine la separated by elec-
trolysis into its component parts. A
chlorine gas s released in the

process, and is then dried and cooled
to create o Hguld,

In addition, Yakir says that about
112 tona of caustic soda will be
produced every day and utilized in
the production of magnesin at the
Negev Periclase factory.

Also given off In the procesas will be
some three tons of hydrogen per day
which will be used at the Bromine
Compounds plant in Beersheba and
s & fuel for the Dead Sea Workns
electricity generator.

Yakir predicted that the on-the-
spot production of large amounts of
chlorine at the Dead Sea will allow
the expansion of the bromine opera-
tion by about 50 per cent évery year,
Renovations are now procesding on
the bromine facllity which will raise
its production this year from 40,000
tons to 80,000 tons.

The new plant, which employs
about 70 people, was constructed at a
cost of TLAT0m, with $8m. belng pald
out in forelgn eurrency for planning,
technology and equipment. The
plant was finlshed In September —
on time and within lis cost estimates.

Dear S5ir:

The ability of we Jews to analyze and pick apart an issue or
problem is, at its best the source of our genius --- and at its
worst, the source of our most critical failures, particularly in
the conduct of our relations with others.

I1f we Jews do not constructively harness our great gift of
analytical prowess, it will, for sure (to coin a phrase), consume
us, as an uncontrolled fire,

We publicly flagellate ourselves and the cause of Israel by
picking apart every picayune act, or failure to act, be Begin and
other Israeli leaders and attempt to prove thereby that had they
only done this or that, or not done this or that, how much better
the world would love us, and how we would already be engulfed in
the blessings of peace, and how much finer Israel's "image" would
be vis a vis her Arab enemies,

The whole future of Israel always seems to hang on whether
or not an Israeli leader burped or smiled at one fleeting moment
in the 30 years of our existence as a nation, and by so doing
passed up the "golden opportunity" for true peace. Yet Sadat
breaks wind, but does he even say "pardon me'", or does anyone
blame this Arab for fouling the negotiating air? Of course not,
We Jews, in fact, are blamed for giving him gas pains! Naturally.
(And sadly, we masochistically participate in this blaming orgy.)
Even as we are engulfed by the stench Sadat deposited in our
midst, it is we who are expected to apologize for the foulness of
the air. As Jimmy Carter announced to the world, Sadat is "the
world's foremost peacemaker'". What else?

Meanwhile, all our Arab enemies conduct themselves in the
most grotesque of ways and the world (the U. $. included) chastises
them not at all, or at best, in a most tender, deferential and
understanding manner. Why is it that the Arabs have no image
problem? Are they really more intelligent than we are? For sure,
we are at least equal to them in our ability to articulate a point.

We expound ad infinitum about how much better things would be
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for our public relations if we only would, for example, make better
information which supports the Israelie view available to the
world's news media. Your Jerusalem Post correspondent, to make
this point, gives as an example the very intelligent postulations
contained in an address by Chaim Herzog, concerning the U. 5. -
Panama Canal issue and the Sudanese settlers on lLgyptian territory.
However, your correspondent and others like her are naive or blind,
or both, in their simplistic conclusions. I saw not at all where
these remarks by Herzog were given wide currency via the U, 5. news
media. And that is the point,

The realistic facts are that there is little in the way of
the Arab-Israeli dispute that is fairly presented, fairly analyzed
or fairly interpreted in the bulk of the U. 5. news media, and,

I suspect, in the bulk of the world news media as well, And we
should not forget the very important fact that it was essentially
no different during much of the times of our pre-Begin Teaders.
What good is an intelligent presentation by any spokesman for the
Israeli view, if his presentation is not reported, is unfairly re-
ported, incompletely reported or reported next to the underwear
advertisements on page 28 of a 40-page newspaper?

For example, I have been reading the Los ANgeles Times since
the State. of Israel was about one year old. The Los Angeles Times
is located in a city with the second largest Jewish population in
the U. 5. Yet, did this condition in any way sensitize the only
major paper in this city to deal fairly with Israeli-Arab news?
Well, at no time during this 29-year period do I recall them having
one correspondent assigned to Israel who displayed a real sensi-
tivity to the Israeli concerns, let alone display an affection
for the country to which they were assigned. And in fact, in most
instances their correspondent showed unmistakeable pro-Arab bias
and anti-Israel hostility. The one exception in 29 years is their
present correspondent, Dial! Torgerson. And by calling him an
"exception" I do not mean that he displays any great affection
for the Israeli cause snly that compared to those who pre-
ceded him in the assignment, he has displayed no overt hostilirty
towards Israel, And he has, on cccasion, written an article which
was a fair representation of the concerns of the Israeli people
and her leaders. Although he has also written his fair share of
articles which concerned themselves with only the negative sides
of Israeli life and very few articles which shawed the accomplish-
ments, the wonders and beauty of Israel and her people. And I sus-
pect that the only reason the Los Angeles Times has finally, after
29 years, assipned an essentially benign reportér to Israel was
due to the vigorous interest displayed by the L. A. Jewish com-
munity which so belatedly impressed the L, A. Times management
that they do have a duty to be fair and honest

Still, the current Washington correspondent for the L., A,
[imes has lied and has otherwise incorrectly presented facts to

Dear Mr Briszinsky,

I take the liberty to send you this letter from
the Holy Land where presently 1 am a temporary resident. I would
like to mention that on June 3, 1977, 1 sent a letter to the great
President Carter. In that letter I reminded the President that
we had been introduced eight years ago in Plains, Georgia. I
also suggested to the President that he continue the foreign policies
of the late President John F. Kennedy regarding the many serious
problems in different countries of the world.

The problems of the Middle East must be resolved
not only between Jews and Arabs - as you may have imagined. Rather,
these problems must be resolved between the United States' government
and Russia, becuuse Russia is the one country that has been guilty of
all the world's troubles since World War II,

In your several speeches you have sugpgested that

Israel must return the territories occupied since 1967. Mr Briszinsky
if you think these territories should belong only to the Arabs (or
so-called "Palestinian Arabs") this is a biyg mistake.

Israel needs American support morally and

materially but even the United States needs Israecl. We have v

kept the Suez Canal for ten years not merely for our own interests
but primarily for the United States' strategy and policy.

Please take into consideration my advice to be
more reasonable - both you and your U.N.Ambassador, Mr.Andrew Young -
because the Arab boycott and the Arab petrodollar must not constrain
the United States' foreign policy. Furthermore, in time, the
President and Congress of the United States must tell the Fussians
to stop forever all this propaganda and assistance to the Arabs and
to the peoples of many other countries in Africa, Asia and Europe.
Russia must also give freedom to all the European territorics
occupied since World War I1.

President Carter has asked me to thank you for the
June 3 letter you sent in care of Mr. Jody Powell,

As you know, the President many times has reiterated
his belief that a just and lasting peace in the Middle
East can be achieved only by mutual agreement between
the parties.

The United States has no "plan" for resolution of
controversial issues, which will have to be resolved
through negotiations. The President's expression of
views is intended only to define more sharply the
nature of the issues to be resolved, not to prejudge
the final resolution.

The United States is very much aware of Isracl's need
for genuine security, which ecan be truly assured only
in the context of full peace and normalization of
relations,

For that reason we have strongly supported Israel's

view that a peace settlement must include major concrete
steps by the Arab states to demonstrate the full ac-
ceptance of Israel's legitimacy and right to exist in
peace. At the same time, we are aware of Israel's
legitimate defense needs and will continue to be respon-
sive to Israeli requests for military and economic
assistance.

With respect to the suggestion that the United States
move its Embassy in Tel Aviv to Jerusalem, our long-

standing position, and that of most other niations, is
that the final status of the city of Jerusalem can be
resolved only within the framework of a comprehensive
peace settlement between Israel and its neighbors.

Although the United States as a practical matter deals
with Israeli governmental authorities in the western
portion of the city, we believe that we should take no
actions, such as the establishment of an embassy there,
that might prejudice the conclusion of an agreement
between Israel and the Arab parties on this highly sen-
sitive question.

First of all, let me congratulate you on your
successful journey toc the United States. May
you continue to have success in your mission
for peace.

| am very grateful to you for resolving the
problem arising from the plan to create two
sources of hasbara in lIsrael thus meeting the
wishes of our American Jewish leadership, as

it was expressed by me jn my earlier letter

and again in London. It is important for us to

maintain a single line of communication lest
hopeless confusion ensue.

Our earlier communications do not import - and

| mentioned it in passing in my earlier letter -

that the present efforts in this realm are ade-
quate. This effort requires strengthening for
greater effectiveness both qualitatively and
gquantitatively. We have read here that the
budget of the Foreign Ministry has been cut
substantially and that, in consequence, the
amounts available for hasbara have suffered a
serious diminution thus in an even

resulting
greater weakening of the hasbara effort at the
time when it needs more strengthening.

One other matter requires emphasis in this con-
nection: so much of the impact on the public
attitude here in America - both Jewish and
especially general - depends not on what we say
here but on what takes place in Israel. The
proper coordination of the news events in lsrael

and the sensitive worldwide public presentation
of policy decisions which are taken there must
receive the most careful and professional atten-
tion, even as does the care and feeding of the
world media representatives who are stationed in
Israel. From our perspective it almost appears
that no central coordination is effected in

this realm and it would be well if highly skilled
professional personnel were to be given such an
assignment.

Let me congratulate you once again on your success-
ful visit to America. As always, it was a joy to

have you in our midst.

EVENTS

The membership recruitment drive, or Mifkad -- the Hebrew word for census,
closed officially on October 7 having enrolled 893,000 adult Jews, eligi-
ble to vote in the elections for the 29th World Zionist Congress, which
will cpen in Jerusalem on February 20. Our highly successful campaigmn,
conducted by each constituent organization under the aegis of the AZF Area
Elections Committee, boasted a net increase of 200,000 American Zienists
since the last drive in 1971.

On October 17 the AZF Zionist Academic Council, together with Dor Hemshech,
honored Israeli author Hillel Halkin for his recently published book,
Letters To An American Jewish Friend. Halkin, an American who himself
made allyah some years ago, argues convincingly for aliyah as an imperative
for anyone seriously committed to Jewish survival,

Gathering at the Hadassah Building in Manhattan on November 6, Board mem-
bers heard a number of distinguished guests speak to the semi-annual meet-
ing of the AZF National Board. Yosef Neville Lamdan, Counsellor to the
Israel Mission to the United Nations; Shmuel Katz, Advisor to Prime Minister
Begin; and Ken Wollack, Legislative Director of the American-Israel Public
Affairs Committee (AIPAC) all spoke from their particular perspectives on
"The Middle East: New Developments -- The United Nations, Jerusalem, and
Washington." At the afterncon session, participants directed their atten-
tion toward internal AZF business, and preparations for the 29th Zionist
Congress.

Father John T. Pawlikowski was the honored guest at a reception sponsored
by the AZF Inter-Religious Committee on November 10. Over 50 prominent
Christian and Jewish lay and religious leaders attended the reception for
Father Pawlikowski, Chairman of the Historical and Doctrinal Studies Dept.
and Associate Professor at the Chicago Theological Institute, whose book
Sinai and Calvary: A Meeting of Two Peoples was recently published.
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An Aliyah Conference for working adults over the age of 50 was held on
November 13 under the co-sponsorship of AZF and NAAM (North American Aliyah
iovement) . Because the conference was such a success drawing over 200
participants, AZF and NAAN have decided to organize a series of such meet-
ings for New York area residents interested in retirement in Israel.

The weekend of November 18-19 was declared Zionist Shabbat by the AZF, which
called on rabbis throughout the United States and Canada to deliver their
sermons on Zionism and its relevance in America today. A Zionist Shabbat
Program Guide, which consisted of a 16-page ocutline plus supporting materi-
als, was sent out to rabbis who reguested it. We are gratified to report
that over 1200 kits were mailed out, including those to over 350 rabbis.
November was selected for this special Shabbat because of the month's sig-
nificance in the sweep of modern Jewish history: On November 2, 1917 the
Balfour Declaration was issued; on November 10, 1975 the U.N. passed the
notorious resoclution equating Zionism and racism; and on November 29, 1947
the U.N. voted to partition Palestine thereby creating the Jewish State.

1, Press, Radio and T.V. Coverage

The Trust decided at the outset to concentrate on

inviting feature writers and special interest writers to
Israel in order to broaden public knowledge of developments
within Israel.
