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Once again the Security Council is selectively convened to
attack a legitimate act of self-defense by Israel. The allegation
against us is that we engaged in an aggressive act against another
country. Nothing could be a greater preversion of the truth. If
anything can be defined as aggression, it is the actions taken
against us. If anything can be defined as self-defense, it is the

action taken by us.

What are the facts? For the past year, the PLO headquarters
in Tunisia has initiated, planned, organized and launched hundreds
of terrorist attacks against Israel, against Israeli targets

outside Israel, and against Jews everywhere.

These attacks included several seaborne assaults, fortunately
intercepted by our forces, aimed explicitly at the mass murder of
civilians. Only the most irresponsible and cynical would
consider the planning of such crimes less heinous because they
failed. But they didn't always fail. In the last year, more than
600 such attacks have killed or severely wounded more than 75
Israeli civilians--schoolchildren, teachers, commuters, shoppers,

tourists.

There is something common to all these civilian victims. Not
only were they obviously innocent, non-combatants under any
definition. They alsc had no involvement whatsocever with any
military activity, nor were they near any military targets. They

were not the incidental and regrettable civilian casualties of




military actions. They themselves were the intended targets, the
designated victims of the PLO. Because the aim of the PLO is
identical to its methods-- murder, deliberate and systematic
murder of Israelis and Jews, and ultimately murder of the Jewish

State itself.

The most recent murders, and I stress merely the most recent, .
were the savage early morning slaughter of three defenseless
people, a woman and two men, vacationing on a boat at the marina in
Larnaca. Like other such "heroic actions"™, to use PLO language,
this one was carried out by the "elite" unit of the PLO, which

tells us something about the PLO's idea of excellence.

Sensing that even the tolerance of a cynical world has
its limits, the PLO first denied culpability of the murders and
then switched to the preposturous allegation that the middle-aged .
tourists were spies. The butchery at Larnaca was perpetrated by
"Force 17", Yassir Arafat's personal bodyguard unit. These are the
same people who attempted to carry out the mass murder from the
boats we intercepted a few weeks ago, as well as many of the other
attacks which I have cited. And these are the very people who

occupied the PLO headquarters in Tunisia,

There has seldom been a more focused, more limited, more
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surgical strike aimed at the culprits, and at the culprits alone.
Israel's forces took special care to pinpoint the target -- three
buildings that housed the PLO headquarters, Any civilian
casualties were wholly inadvertent and unintentional, and the
result of the deliberate PLO tactic (well-established in Beirut,
Tripoli, and elsewhere) of planting its bases among civilians.
Civilians, let us remember, are the key to the PLO's strategy.

They kill civilians and they hide behind them.

As for the assertions that this was an unprovoked attack on a
country not actively at war with Israel: Every state has a
responsibility to prevent armed attacks from its territory,
especially terrorist attacks against civilians. Which country
would tolerate repeated attacks against its citizens by terrorists
openly headquartered, organized, trained and launched from another
country? Uganda after the Entebbe rescue claimed it didn't know
of the terrorists designs. Lebanon claimed that it was too weak to
do anything about them. But Tunisia knew, and it was strong
enough to stop them. It knowingly harbored the PLO and allowed it
complete freedom in planning, training, organizing and launching
murderous attacks from its soil. While the PLO's poison has
contaminated many countries, the head of the PLO serpent is in

Tunisia.

Under no circumstances can Israel accept the notion that
bases and headquarters of terrorist killers should enjoy immunity

anywhere, anytime. It was against them that our action was




-l

directed, not against their host country. Nevertheless, the host

country does bear considerable responsibility.

What is this responsibility and what is its relationship to
the question of sovereignty? We cannot be confused or deflected
by an absolutist definition of sovereignty. Sovereignty has its
limits, and these are set by the responsibilities which
sovereignty entails. Chief among these is preventing a sovereign
territory from being used as a launching ground for acts of

aggression against another country.

In the landmark arbitration between Great Britain and Spain

in 1925, Judge Huber said this:

"At a certain point the interest of a State in exercising

protection over its nationals and their property can take

precedence over territorial sovereignty, despite the absence of any
conventional provisions. This right of intervention has been

claimed by all States.”"

Since then this principle has been reaffirmed repeatedly.
Indeed scores of member-states in this body, many in this chamber
today, have claimed this right. And those who have not, reserve

the privilege to do so in the future. The only reservation on the
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right of such intervention is whether other remedies are
available. In this case, none existed. On the contrary, Tunisia
did not show an inkling of the desire or the intention to prevent
the PLO from planning and initiating terrorist activities from its

soil.

And where was the censure of the international community when

the PLO launched its seaborne killers and its murderers throughout
the world? Was there a word, even a whisper, of condemnation, let
alone a suggestion of action against the PLO, after the killings
at Larnaca? Faced with this stunning indifference from the
international community, Israel had to act. And it acted, as is
its right and its obligation, to protect its citizens. No other

responsible country would act differently.

Our operation against the PLO headquarters should be viewed

for what it is: One action in our larger, continuing struggle
against international terrorism and its core--the PLO. The PLO

has nurtured, trained, armed, and financed terror groups on every

continent and from every political complexion. The only requirement
is that these partners in crime share the PLO's savage impulses. |
In Larnaca, for example, one of the apprehended killers who shot |
Mrs. Esther Palzur in the back of the head, is a British neo-Nazi. f
And though the PLO had lost its all-important terrorist empire in f
Lebanon, it established a new extra-territorial base in Tunisia, [

from which it sought to continue, presumably at a safe distance,

its campaign of global terror.



This cannot be. Terrorism unchallenged and unopposed breeds
further terrorism; for the success of terrorists in one part of
the world encourages terrorists everywhere. Like cancer,
terrorism spreads throughout the international body; one cell
multiplies into many others. By now, everyone can see how far the
disease has spread. Even the sponsors and defenders of terror are
not immune. Internatioanl terrorism, patented and perfected and

propagated by the PLO, has become the modern plague. It is not,

it never was, merely Israel's problem. It strikes at FKorean
Ministers; it blows up Indian aircraft; it kidnaps French and
American (and now even Soviet) diplomats; it burns uncontrollably ,
throughout the Middle East; it bombs the streets of Europe; it |
wreaks havoc in the capitals of Latin America. It is a disease

that must be arrested, and soon, before in engulfs us all. |

I1f, finally, on its fortieth anniversary the United Nations

were truly committed to act effectively against international
terrorism, it would, before all else, rid itself of the ‘
contaminating presence of the PLO, the arch-terrorists of our

time. And if the Security Council were to faithfully adhere to

its true purposes, it would convene to find ways and means of
combatting this major threat to the international order, rather |

than condemning one of the few countries which has acted, boldly |
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and resolutely and responsibly, to defend itself against the /

scourge of modern terror.
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With few exceptions, the countries that are represented in
this chamber compromise essentially two categories inm connection
with the issue under discussion. They are either the victims of
terrorism or its backers and promoters. Yesterday I sddressed some
of my remarks to the states of the first category, the victims.,
Today I would like to say a few things to the sponsors and

| supporters. We have listened to some of them just now, around

this very table.

We have heard, for example, from Syria, the butcher of
| Lebsnon, & country which systematically practices terrorism,
including such Syrian specialties as car bombs and assasinations
from Tripoli to Sidon. Syria has also recently acquired a wholly
owned né&ﬁdinry of the PLO; And, we may recall, it was Syria which

imported the Iranian Hizbolla into Lebanon in the firast place,

We have heard from the Soviet Union, whose prese has been
unleasshed to pour a torrent of abuse againet Israel, accusing us
(as did the Soviet representatives yesterday) of “state sponsored
terrorism . The Soviets know whereof they speak when they discuss
this subject. They have unstintingly supported terrorist groups
| around the world, going as far as training terrorists in special
camps in the Soviet Union itself. The Soviet ettitude toward

indiscriminate violence is well evidenced in the bombings -- not,
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mind you, surgical strikes against military targets --- but carpet

bombings of entire villages in the Pangshir Valley in Afghanistan.

But when talking sbout the Soviet Union today I must note that

at this very moment, perhaps only for & brief moment, the Soviet

Union happens to belomg to both categories. It is now both victim
and backer. Having nurtured the serpent of terror for sc lomng,
the Soviet Union discovered that it ?E?unt fully domesticated it,
a8 can be seen in the recent kidnappings and murder of Soviet

diplomats in Lebanon by groups whom the Boviets have uncritically

supported in this forum and elsewhere,

And what about Cuba? Its export of sugar and cigars has long

ago been exceeded by Cuba's primciple export, terror and

subversion throughout Latin America. Cuba's terror hussiniea is .
so successful, in fact, that it is flourishing mot just in one,

but in both hemispheres,.

And what shall we say about Libya, preposterous Libya, which

sends assljﬁnation teams to kill the leaders of s0 many nations
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bere, which shoots unarmed civilians from its own embassy in
London, which hatches the maddest terrorist plots imaginable.
Well, perhaps the only thing to say is a word of caution to those
vho have been offered Libya's “brotherly assistance , as the
Liby;fn representative called it. Judging from the “assistance
Libya has given to Chad, to Egypt &nd to the Sudan my only advife

r y
is*Brother, beware.

We are used to the techniques resorted to by these countries
of esccusing others of their own practices. But let me say that for
Israel, which remains unshakeably commited to the fight againmst

terrorism, the condemnation of such regimes is & badge of honor.

Let me now come back to the other countriee, those who are on

the receiving end of terrorism. We had expected, perhaps from an

human
incurable faith in logic and decency, that the victims of

A

terrorism would be the first to spplaud the defenmsive action taken
by Israel against the nerve center of world terrorism and
indiscriminate murder. Instead, we listened with amazement to the
incredible criticism, and even denunciation, of Israel's actiom by

those who should know better--woree, those who do know better. We

had hoped that the pressures exercised by the Arab countries and
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other accomplices and apologiste of terror would not, for once, be
the predominant consideration, at least not in this case. I say
“in this case” because as surely as day follows night it is clear
that our action was pinpointed against the terrorists themselves
and the extraterritorial base from which they operated, not
againet the host country whatever its responsibility. The false
sssertion that we somehow violated the sovereignty of a state

would appear even more ludicrous bhere than in the case of Entebbe.

Since when did the rights of sovereignty include the right to
shelter professional murderers whose web of terror covers the
world? Consider the pirstes who in the 19th century ravaged the
Hediterrn;ean from Cyprus to Gibralter and took refuge on this
very coast of North Africa: Did they enjoy immunity? Or are we
going back to distant times when there wae no vestige of

international order?

Terrorism, like piracy, can enjoy no political immunity, no
military protection, no legal privileges. The only conmection it

has to sovereignty is the obligation of the sovereign to exclude
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it from its domein. To assert that the victims of terror should

be handcuffed so that they may be prevented from defending
themselves, so that the terrorists roam free and unpunished, is to
invite the rule of lawlessness and savagery. The civilized world

will commit & terrible error if it will play politics with this

issue. For what is at stake here are the very foundstions of

society and the future of freedom inm the world,
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1 want to say a few words about the two basic arguments
that have been raised against Israeli actions taken against the
PLO headquarters in Tunisia.

A. Violation of territorial sovereignty.
B. Disproportionality of response.

As for the violation of sovereignty, we have said this
before and it cannot be overlooked--that the PLO got in .
Tunisia an extra-territorial base from which they conducted
their terrorist operations. We have struck only at this base,
and at no other facility, buildings, or area.

But apart from this, a country cannot claim the protection
of sovereignity when it knowingly offers a piece of its territory
for terrorist activity against other nations. And this is precisely
what happened here. Tunisia knew very well what was going on in
this extra-territorial base--the planning that took place here,
the missions that were launched from it, and the purposes of
those missions--repeated armed attacks against my Country and
innocent civilians around the world. Tunisia actually provided
a base for murderous activity against another state, and in fact .
the nationals of many states who were the objects and victims
ef this terrorist organization., The protection of sovereignty
cannot be claimed by any government when it makes available
such facilities, especially against the state that must protect
itself. To claim otherwise is to make a travesty of the simplest
logic. Everyone here knows that any different conclusion would
be absurd. They would never agree to live with it if it would
apply to them




The second claim relates to proportionality: What are we
discussing here? A vendetta, a calculus of a life for a life?
1f this were the case, we should tally the thousands of innocent
people who fell victim to the attacks of these ruthless killers.
But this is not the issue. We are not dealing here merely with
punishing the offenders, We are concerned with the prevention of
future crimes. And we aim to weaken and destroy the nerve center

of world terror.

If this center continues to operate, without suffering any .
hinderance or encountering any opposition, it will spread its
tentacles further and further, No one should delude himself:

No place on earth will be immune from its attacks. So if the
question of proportionality is raised, we must take into account
not only the thousands who have already fallen victim, but also
the many more thousands who will fall if this nerve center of
terror is allowed to operate undisturbed.

But let me now pose a simple cuestion: Whom are you trying
to defend here? Cold blooded killers of little children, of women,
of old men, of innocent travelers, tourists, bystanders, nationals
of other countries who have nothing to do with the issue that .
these terrorists profess to fight for? These creatures who are
divested of any morality, of any law, of any sense of justice and
mercy--these, these are you defending? For these you're making
such a furor? And against those who suffered from their atrocities?

Or perhaps you think it's an accident that one of the killers
in Larnaca was a British Neo-Nazi? That the most ferverent
foreign recruits in the PLO camps in Lebanon were German Neo-Nazis?
That Yasir Arafat's "model", as he put it, is Haj Amin El-Husseini,
who was Hitler's ally in the Middle East? Do you think it is
an accident that they work hand-in-hand with Idi Amin, whose idol
was also Hitler? Don't you see that all these people are inspired
by the same philosophy that throws morality into the gutter?
It is EEEEE people that you are defending?



Don't allow civilized people everywhere to cry out:
"Shame! Shame on such perversion!"

Don't allow them to feel that the noble trust once
placed in this body has been, once again, betrayed.

Mr. President,

The passage of this resolution would constitute a |
victory for terrorism, But it would be a new, pernicious
gain because terrorism and political intimidation would come
to command the deliberations of this Council.

This indeed, will be a turning point, a profound setback,
in the war against terrorism--the propagation of the crippling
notion that the victim cannot defend himself, and that
terrcrists deserve sanctuary. Many nations who have supported
this resolution for short-sighted expediency will soon suffer
its unavoidable consequences. We in Israel shall never accept

LETTER DATED 1 OCTOBER 1985 PROM THE PERMAMENT REPRESENTATIVE .

On inetructions from my Government, I heve the honour te infore you of the
follovwing.

On Tueeday, 1 October 1985, eix Jaraeli military alrcraft flying from the eant
at 8 low sltitude penetrated Tunisian sirspace end, =t 10,07 a.w»., bombed the
civilien locality at Borj—Cedris called Hammarm-Plage, eftuszted in the southern
suburbe of Tunig, dropping five (5) delayed-action bombs weighing 1,000 pounds each.

This operation, for which Israel has officially claimed responsibllity, has
regulted in the lose of many humsn lives, with the toll now standips at more than
50 dead and nearly 100 wounded, while the search goes on for those still buried
Feneath the rubbleé, —In addition it has caused meterial damage and destruction un &
wide scale.

Contrary to what lsraeli officiala are claiming, the place chogen 2% the .
tarcet for this cowardly attack i= mituated in an exclusively residential urban
arez which traditionally has been home to Tunisian families and & emzll number of
Palestinien civilians who had to flee frok Lebanon following the invasion of that
country by the Israeli army.

This totally unjustifizble Isrzeli raid constitutes & blatent act of
aggression against Tunisia's territorial integrity,. sovereignty and independence,
and & flagrant vioclation of the rules and norms of international lav and of the
principles embodied in the Charter of the United Ratione. ;

The Tunisian Government requests an ismediate meeting of the Council eo that
the letter way consider the situation resulting from Ierael'se agqression and take
such steps as ére reguired by the situvation.

In that connection, the Tunigian Government calls upon the Council to condemn

thie deliberate act of aggreseion in the strongest terms, to recuire those

Mr. Preeldent,

At the outset, I would like to congratulate you on your
election to the zugust position of the Preeidency of the 40th
General Aesembly. 1 am convinced that your wealth of diplomatic
experience and proven skills will contribute to the enrichment of

the delibereations during this epecial session.

¥r, President, we commemorate, this year, the 40th

anniversary of the United Nations, which was established with many

hopee and expectations in the aftermath of & world distraught by

death, destruction and the plunder of war.

Like many other peoples, but significantly different from
them, the Jewish people underwent an otrdeal which will leave its
eternal mark not only in the long anneles of its history, but also
in ite deeper spiritual and peychological experience. This was,
of course, the horrendous Holocaust, which was wrought upon us by
Nazism and anti-Semitiem. It is for this rezson that the
emergence of the United Netions provided a source of inepiration

and light for ve at the end of a very dark era in our history.

Indeed, what could be more stirring than the unequivecal

declarations of principle appearing in the openinc of the U.H.

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Charter, such ae:

"We the people of the United Nations determined to save succeeding
generatione from the scourge of war ...”"

and the czll,

*To practise tolerance and live together in peace with one znothet
at good neighbours ..."

To my great regret, however, Kr. President, thies organizztion has

had & pert in shattering these aspirations and noble ideals. .

The elander of anti-Semitiem has aleo been propagated in the
guise of anti-Zionism. In this context, we sadly note the tenth
annivereary of the passing of the infamous General Assembly
resolution falsely equating the Jewish National Liberation
Movement —— Zionism =- with an outragecus phenomenon totally ezlien
to the moet fundamental and spiritual values of the Jewieh
heritage. This resolution 3379 of 10 October 1975 will be
remembered in the history of the United Natione as a terrible blot .
on ite records, and a discredit to the organization and to those

irreeponsible members who supported it.

Other international forume have also been exploited for the
purpose of propaganda and politicel warfazre against Israel,

distorting their rezl purposes for which they were established,
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It would therefore be appropriste &né timely to strive for whet I
vould call *pelitical diearmament” in these bodier, in order to
guérantee thet they mazintain their integrity and credibility in

the exercise of their legitimate functions,

Ierzel wee established in 1948 against the background of a
U.N. resolution calling for the establishment of = Jewish state in
Felectine. The U.N., however, did nothing to implement ite
resclution and the State of Ierael came into being through the
will, the toil and the sacrifice of its people. WNor, I might add,
did the U.N. alleviate the immense threats and dangers that Ierael

had to face since its establishment.

Mr. Preeident, eince the founding of the State, we have made
every possible effort towards the achievement of peace and the
normaligation of relations with our neighbours. Peace for us,
Er., President, ie a natural and integral part of our national
heritage, The Jewieh people are a small, democratic and free
people, striving to rebuild their renewed nationhood in their
encient homelend. We cherieh pesce &nd we teach its bleseings to
our children, Indeed, after a prolonged period of strife and
- hostility forced on us by our neighboure, we found a way to build

a bridge of peace with one of our Arab neighbours.

Egypt and Ierael have demonstrated clearly that face-to-face
negotiations and direct dialogue, are the most constructive end

‘beneficial ways of achieving peace. Thie was brought sbout oh the
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bagis of the Camp David Accords, which established 2 just and
effective framework for conflict settlement. 1It ie for thir

reason that Israzel is eo insietent on epplying this framework to

' the further extension of the peace process. We hope that in the

near future we will be &ble to negotiste with Jordan, our

neighbour to the East. It ie crucial, Kr. President, that the
peace treaty with Egypt should not remazin the sole exznmple of
peace with our neighbours, &nd therefore we earnestly eeck to

widen and deepen that peace, by extending the procese to include

the rest of our Argb neighbours,

¥r. President, it ie from this rostrum that I once again urge
Eing Rugsein of Jordan to enter into direct negotiations with
Israel - not in some vague, deflecting international forum, but in
direct, bllateral discussiong. An international conference ig 2
means of evading direct negotiations. It will be a stage for
hostile and extreme propagenda and will not serve the ceuse of
peace. Our aim ghould be the achievement of & bilaterally
negotiated peace treaty between our countriee., There is no change
in our deep commitment to the Camp David Accorde, and we stand
ready, therefore, to meet a Jordanlan delegation, which may
include Arab Palestinians from Judea, Bzmaria and Gaza, or other

hrab Pealestinians to be mutuzlly agreed vpon.
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lerael firmly believes that there ie no way to the €olution
of the problems of our region except through negotietions e&nd
bPeece, 1If King Bugcein hee finally decided te offer his hond in
ptace, let him act the wey the late PresidGent Eadat did, BEe
ghould not drown the queet for peace in o sez of conditions that
nullify any chance of peace, conditione pueh ag &n internationa)
conference and the participetion of terrorist organitations in the
Pe&ce process, I ghould also like to vrge King Fuesein, at this
11th hour, to free himself from the clutches of the FLO
terrorists. King Hussein hae been caught up in these clutches
before, and it geems that he has failed to learn from hie own
experience. Only after freeing himeelf from hie dangerous
asecciation with the PLO terrorists will it be pPossible to achieve
Progreege toward peace between Israel and Jordan. Indeed, the
Tecent merked increase in terror attacks againet Isrselis stemg
among other things from Hussein's partnership with the pLO,
Jordan cannot extend the olive-branch of peace on the one hand and
play host to terror at the Bame time. The two are motually

exclusive.

Our poeition in this regard is clear and decicive. We are
firmly against eny contacte or dealings with terroriets or their
Teépresentatives - and, in this cage, with an organization vhoge
declared purpose ie the liquidation of Israel., pLO leaders have
been intimzting that they are engaged in the Political process
towards peace. BHowever, they have been waging c¢ruel and murderous

terrorist activity all along., According to their declared
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progrem, political action and terroriet ectivities ghould go hand
in hend until they achieve their goal, the elimination of Isracl,
We¢ are not ready to negotiate with terror. There is no plece for
its self-proclaimed representatives at a table where peace,
Eecurity and tranguillity are to be negotiated. rcknowledging
this organization would be tenteamount to legitimizing terror, ang

ehould be rejected by all those who value peace.

To protect our people and territory from terror, we were
obliged to act against the PLO terrorist infrastructure in

Lebanon, which posed an intolerable threat to our people in the
Galilee region.

Keanwhile, terror continues to wreak hevoc in Lebanon. the
latest outrage was the kidnapping of four Soviet diplomate in
Beirut, Kidnapping and the holding of hostages for ransom is only
one of the manifestations of international terroriem, whose

linchpin is the PLO, which we must fight and stamp out.

The removal of the various thrests from Israel's northern
border continuer to be an importent priority for uvs. We will do
all in our power to defend and protect the population of the
North., This objective has become no less importent in the wake of

the withdrawal of the Israel Defence Porces from Lebanon in
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accordance with the decision of the Government of Israel nf.li
January 1985,

Yepterday Israel took action against terror bases, this time
in Tunieia. Israel's air force acted against the terrorists only
atter it became evident that the terroriets were mounting attacks
from Tunis with impunity. Only last week, PLO terrorists, uho_
were directed and commanded from Tunis, attacked an Iesraeli boat
in Larnaca, Cyprue, and murdered three Israeli civilians in cold
blood. 1In iecent months, these headquarters were responsible for
a number of seaborne attempts against our people, which were
prevented by Israel's navy. We had no intention of attacking
Tunieia although thie country has permitted terrorist bases to
exigt on its soll, We acted against wurderous criminals in order

to prevent the continuation of their criminal acts.

The1D.H. has been sadly remiss in meeting the challenge of
international and PLO terror. It could and should have come nuﬁ
resolutely against this evil phenomenon of our time and placed it
outside the pale of civilization. Instead, it has equivocated,
and worse, legitimized terror in terms that provided encouragement
to the terrorists and thelr supporters. :

I regret to state that in spite of numerous outrages and

continuing attacks by PLO terrorists this issue has never been

a. After the return of the prisoners, 4 Israel Defence Forces (IDF)
MIAs remain from the Lebanon War.

b.  Those missinn soldiers are from two different events.

€. 3 MIAs are crew members of two tanks, who have been missing since
11.6.,1982 from the Sultan Ya'akub battle. These are:
1

1. Staff Serneant Zvi Feldman
2. Sergeant ZTecharia Baumel
3. Sergeant Yehuda Katz

d. A Druze soldier - Sergeant Samir As'ad, also missing, is held by
the Democratic Front.

DETAILS OF THE EVENTS

e. Sultan-Ya'akub Battle:
On 11.6.,1982, during the morning hours, battles took place between
the Syrian Army and our forces near the Sultan Ya'akub village in
the Bek'a in Lebanon.

Two tanks, among others, took part in the battles and were hit,
and the MIAs were amona their fighters.

1. Tank 817638 - .» in which fought the late Lt. 7ohar Lifshitz -
the tank commander, and gunner, Sat. Katz Yehuda (missing).
During the battle, the tank was hit twice: first,it was hit
and the tank commander, the late Lt. Zohar Lifshitz, was killed.
His body was buried in the Jewish Cemetery in Damascus on 4.7.1982
and his coffin was returned to Israel in June 1984.

which the tank took fire, there were enemy forces close to the
tank, which, according to various reports, approached the tank.

On Fridey, 11.6.1982, when the cease-fire entered into force, the
tank remained in the area under Syrian control.

The tank was seen towed by the Syrians from the location where
it was hit. .

The second tank, commanded by Staff Sgt. Hezi Shai, also fought

in the Sultan Ya'akub area. This tank was hit and a1l the members
of its crew escaped and lay down close to the main road, near the
location where the tank was hit.

Two members of this tank crew were taken prisoners: Staff Sgt. Hezi
Shai was taken prisoner by the Jibril forces and was returned to
Israel in May 1985, and Staff Sgt. Ariel Liberman, captured by

the Syrians, was returned to Israel in June 1984.

According to evidences of the crew members who returned from
captivity, the two MIAs (Feldman Zvi and Baumel Zecharia) had
remained on site, near the main road south of the Baider el Adas
junction, It is impossible that they had not been seen and taken .
by enemy forces - terrorists or Syrian soldiers - which moved

on the main road.

The Druze Missing Soldier - Sergeéant Samir As'ad

Sergeant Samir As'ad was kidnapped from his unit base in Sidon in

April 1983.

Only about one year later, in April 1984, did the Hawatmeh “"Democratic
Front" declare that Samir was a prisoner in {its hands, At that time,
a video film was taken, including an interview with Samir As'ad.

In June 1984, the "Democratic Front" informed that Samir As'ad was killed
in an air raid of the IAF planes on the "Rabbit Island"near Tripoli,
Lebanon.

‘The Hawatmeh organization has forwarded through the ICRC pictures

of a body, claiming that the latter was the body of Samir As'ad. These
pictures have not been positively identified as being Tinked to the
missing soldier.

Today, after considerable efforts have been made, we have no doubt
that the MIAs are in the hands of Syria or of another force under
Syrian contrel.

This conclusion proceeds from the evidences and information in our :
possession.

We consider Syria as being responsible for the fate of the MIAs as
the battle area was - and sti11 1s - under its control.

. One cannot ignore the method used by the terrorist organizations,

which concealed the fact that they had IDF soldiers in their hands
for long periods of time, months and years (see the cases of Hezi
Shal and Samir As'ad).

Until now, the attempts and efforts to receive from Syria clear and
unequivocal answers utterly failed.

Qur requests:

a. Every effort should be made to enable the examination of the
burnt tank Number 817688-X .

b. Clear answers should be required from the Syrians in connection .
with the fate of the MIAs (in spite of the laconic answers in
the past, that they know nothing on the subject).

d. A professional patholegical examination should be allowed of the
body held by Hawatmeh - the picture of which had been forwarded
by the ICRC . Should it be identified as that of Samir As'ad,
efforts should be made for its return.

Considering the indescribable suffering of the families for the
past three years, a special emphasis should be placed on the painful
human problem.

Such evacuation
may not involve the displacement of protected
persons outside the bounds of the occupied
territory except when for material reasons it
is impossible to avoid such displacement.”

Such a displacement was necessary in the case of a
number of Lebanese detained in Ansar who participated in acte
of viclence against the IDF in Lebanon. ( Their original
detention by the IDF is rmitted under Article 78 of the .
Fourth Geneva Convention). In the procese of the IDF's
3 withdrawal from Southern Lebanon the conditions prevailing
there necessitated the temporary tranaefer of these detainees
to Israel.

Since this transfer, several hundred have been released
to their homes and the remaining detainees will be released
as soon ag& the conditions in Southern Lebanon will enable the -
IDF to do so, This is also in full accordance with Article
49, paragraph 2: “Persons thus evacuated shall be transferred
back to their homes as BooOn &8 hostilities in the area in
guestion have ceased."
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israel has thus acted in full accord with the Fourth
Geneva Convention and accepted international practice.

I have the honour to reguest that this letter be
circulated as a document of the General Assembly, under item
38 of the preliminary 1ist, and of the Security Council.
