The following statewent was made by the Spokeswan for SBecretary-General
Javier Perexz de Cuellar:

The Secretary—General has been kept informed by General Callaghan,
Commander of the United Mations Interim Force in Lebanon (UNIFIL), of the
recent developments in south Lebanon. The Secretary—General is very conceraed
about the increase in violence in the area, He particularly deplores the
shelling of Yatar on 20 June by elewents of the "South Lebanon Army", which
resulted in the death of two innocent civilians and the wounding of several
others, as well as the displacement of more than 2,000 local inhabitants
fearing for their safety, UNIFPIL has been trying to alleviate the plight of
these displaced persons by providing humanitarian assistance.

The Becretary-Ceneral feels strongly that urgent steps should be taken to
enable the inhabitante to return to their homes as soon as possible and to
enjoy the safety and gecurity to which they are entitled. On humanitarian
grounds, he therefore appeals to the parties involved to observe a cessation
of hostilities which would also help in creating the conditions in which
URIFIL can function effectively. The Secretary—General considers it essential
to reach soon a situation in which normal conditions can be progressively
restored and international peace and security assured in wccordance with the
full implementaction of Security Council resolution 425 (1978).

"The abduction of 24 members of the United Natfons Interim
Force in Lebanon (UNIFIL) by the illegal South Lebanon Army is an
indication that Israel's withdrawal from south Lebanon is a sham.

“Israel is perpetuating its occupation through its proxies
and is seeking to establish a 'right' to invade again and prevent
Lebanon from exercising its authority and prerogatives of its
soveraignty in south Lebanon. ¢

"Tha continued presence of Israel's mercenaries, led by so-
called Israeli 'advisers,' constitutes a serious threat to peace,
a dangerous violation of the sovereignty of Lebanon and a
prescription for sustained instability.

UNITED NATIONS DAYLY PRESE BRIEFING

Franjois Giuliani anncunced at tolay's United Nctione moon brisfing thet
informution had just been received from Major-General William Callaghan,
Comuander of the United Nations Interim Torce in Lebanon (UNIFIL) of two
separate incidents whezeby 24 soldiers of the Finnish contingent in UNIFIL had
been held by the South Lebanese Army (SLA). The first incident involved five
soldiers, and the second, 19.

ihe news, Mr. Giuliani went on, had been received with “great emotior and
shock" en the thirty-eighth floor. The Secretary-General had interruvted his
sppoiniments and wes having & series of crisis meetings on the situvation. The
Secretary-Generzl had been in touch by telephone with Benjamin Netanychu,
Permanent Representative of Israel to the United Betione, to ask for the
assistance of the Government of Israel in the matter. The Ambassador had
undertaken to help, and was contacting the Israeli Minister of Defence,
Mr. Rabin, who was currently in New York. ° .

Continulng, Mr. Ciuliany said cthat Jesn Claude Aime, (from the Office of
Under-Secretary-General for Special Political Affairs Urquhart), who was
currently in Jerusalem, had also been in touch with Isrseli officials. There
were also coutacts with the Finnish Mission. The Secretary-General was making

every effort possible to obtain the immediate release of the soldiers, he
added. 24

Mr. Giuliani said that the total number of soldiers mow being deteined
wes 23 @s the Commanding Officer of the group in Al Kantarsh, who was among
the five held in the first incidenz, had been released in order to inform the
United Nations Command of the situation. The other 19 had been held while
travelling to their headquarters from Metullah.

A map showing where the incidents had taken place would be posted on the
third floor, he added.

Respondiug to questions, Mr. Giuliani said it was much too soon to BaY
whether the Security Council would mect. The situation was being considered
on the thirty-eighth floor with "extreme seriousness" and every effort was .
being devoted to try to obtain the releasc of those men.

The first five soldiers had been scized in Al Kentarah, he said in answver
to a question.

Asked whether the BLA was asking for the release of its men captured by
the Awal Shiites, Mr. Giuliani said that was the information he had.

Responding to further guestions, Mr. Giuliani ssid that he was waiting
for additional detailed information. However, he believed that the 19 had

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been travelling back in a bus to their headquarters from leave in Israel when
the bus had been stopped and they were detained. He Zid not know where the
soldiers were being held.

In answer to further questions, Mr. Ciuvliani ssid that the SLA was
sesking the release of some of ites wembers who were being detained by the Amal
militie and had threatened to kill the detained Pinnish soldiers if their
denends were not met. Contacts were also being made in Beirut with Rabih
Berri, leader of the Amal militia. Mr, Giuliani reminded correspondents that
the incidents had just happened and the gsirvation was fluid. General
Calleghen was under instruction to do wvhatever possible to seek the release of
the UNIFIL soldiers. -

In sanswer to a question as to why the Jsraeli Covernment hed been
contacted, Mr. Giuliani said that it wes mo secret rhat the Iesraeli Government
had some influence over the SLA.

Asked whether security measures were being takenm to protect other members
of UNIFIL, Mr. Ciulisui said members of UNIFIL were already acting under some
smount of security measures. But their role was to be active in the field and
pot to protect or "hide" themselvcs io buildings.

Responding to & question on the situation in Beirut, Mhr. Giuliani seid
that information had alsoc been received that Rohert Callsgher, representative
of the United Nations Relief and Works Agency for Palestine Refugees in the
Mear East (UNRWA) there, accompznied by the Austrisn Ambassador, had been
surrounded by militiamen demanding the relesse of their comrades who had been
detaived by the Palestinians, The inrident occurred wher Mr. Gallagher and
the Amhasssdor were going to deliver food to a Palestinian camp which was
under seiga.

[Following the briefing, Mr. Civliani srnounced that the URRWA
representative and the hustrian Ambassador had been released.)

Ask=d whetlLer the Secretary-General was aware of prees reports that the
Nordic countries would withdraw from UNIFIL in October, Mr. Ciuliani said it
was no secret that there was a great deal of concern in many of the countries
that contributed troops to UNIFIL thet the Force was not fulfilling its
mandate and was under great security problems as indicated by the recent
incidents, but he was not aware that the United Mations had been officially
informed of withdrawzl plams.

Asked what eteps were being rakem by UNIFIL countries with the lsraeli
Govermment, Mr. Giuliani said that the incidents had just happened. However,

he would keep correspondents informed of further developments in the course of

Responding to further questions, Mr. Ciulieni sa2id he did not yet have
the name of the released Commanding Officer, but would try to get it. He
reiterated that the Commanding Officer had been releazed by those who were
detsining the group so that he could bring to the United Nations Command the
conditions of the SLA for the relesse of the Fionish soldiers.

A Global Attack on Terror g

The controversy over the United
States’ alleged involvement with anti-
terrorist fighters in Lebanon has re-
vived the question of how best to com-
bat international terrorism. It is a so-

reminder of the West's failure

late in the face of terrorism, and they
have been quite unable 1o arrive at a
collective response. [t has even been
that terrorism, like pov-
erty, is a fact of life. The most we can
hope, some say, is to keep it within
“manageable” proportions.

But the truth is that much can be
done to thwart and even eliminate in-
ternational terrorism. To begin with,
we must recognize that it is seldom
the work of individuals or groups, but
rather, mainly, a form of warfare
used by antidemocratic states,
particularty of the Soviet bloc and the
Middle East. In a sense, of course,
this aggravsatzs the problem, but it
also makes it easier to attack it, for
governments, unlike criminal bands,
are generally susceptible
calculation of costs and benefits.

Once this is understood, the democ-
racies can begin to act effectively and
in concert in three broad areas.
First, diplomacy. The abuse of dip-
lomatic privileges has turned West-
ern Europe and other parts of the

world into a playing field for terror-
ists. Weapons, passports, money and
safe houses are made available toter-
rorists by people hiding behind the
diplomatic immunity of Syria, Iran,
Libya and several Soviet bloc states,
among others. When irrefutable proof
links particular embassies to acts of
terrorism, these fortresses of terror
should simply be shut down.

Second, economic measures. Most
of the states responsible for terrorism
desperately need Western goods,
weapons and credit. Such benefits
should be denied. The democracies
should neither buy oil from Libya nor
sell weapons to Southern ‘Yemen.
Planes used to ferry terrorists and
their weapons must not be allowed to
land in the West. If the democracies
were (o use but a fraction of their eco-
nomic clout, states sponsoring terror-
ism would have to rethink their ac-
tivities — and quickly.

Third, the military option. Coordi-
nation among the democracies for
military and intelligence purposes is
both possible and necessary, espe-
clally in emergenciss involving hos-
tages. The rescue operation at En-
tebbe, Uganda, would, for example,
have been impossible if Israeli planes
had been unable to refuel in a friendly
African country. Arrangements for
such coordination should be formal-
ized in advance among any democra-
cies wishing to join. In concert, they
could deny terrorists the certain mili-
tary immunity they now so often
enjoy. Of course, military action is
not always feasible or appropriate,
but the more credible it were, the less
often it would have to be considered.

What has inhibited the collective
action required for these antiterrorist
efforts? One impediment has been
avarice. Another is timidity — refus-
ing to support an ally victimized by
terrorists for fear of provoking their
wrath upon oneself. Still another is a
paralyzing preoccupation with the
sovereignty of even those regimes
that routinely violate the sovereign
rights of others. None of these obsta-
cles will easily disappear. But once a
comman policy began to emerge, it
would in itself encourage, and shame,
many democracies to comply.

Over a long, dark decade, [sraelis
were the primary target of terrorism,
and we bore much of the burden of re-
sisting it. In case after painful case,
Israel showed that it was possible to
fight back. Italy, West Germany,
Britain and others soon did the same
but almost always limited their re-
sponses to cases involving their own.
citizens on their own soil.

For some time now, the United
States has been seeking to mount a
broader effort, a truly international
response. It has itself forfeited hun-
dreds of millions of dollars in trade
with Libya and has interceded with
gther democracies to prevent mili-
tary sales to Syria. It has also
promoted  several international
agreements on erTorism.

But if this effort is to succeed, it
must have the determined and sus-
tained cooperation of other demo-
cratic governments. Confusion, vacil-
lation and disunity facilitated the rise
of terrorism. Common resolve will in-
sure its ultimate defeat. O

The Ministers for Foreign Affairs of the Ten continue tc maintain a close

En lntttilt in developments in the Middle East. They welcomed recent moves towards a

reactivation of - the process of negotiations in the search for a salution ko the
Arab-Israeli conflict, notably the Jordan/Palestinian agreement reached on
11 Pebruary at the initistive of King Hussein which contained a commitment to
negotiations for peace in agcordance with United Nations resolutions, including the
resolutions of the Becurity Council. In the view of the Ten this represents a .
‘constructive step forward. They also welcomed the ideas put forward by the
President of luypt.

The Ten conaider that these important initilrives reflect a desire for
movement towards a peaceful solution. This dese:ves encouragement and a positive

responge,

They confirm their convietion that the achievement of a juest and lasting
sclution calls for the participation and the active support of all the partiea
concegrned. The Ten consider that no effort should be gpared to maintain and
strengthen the presant movement in the peace process and to facilitate a dialogue
batween all the parties to the conflict.

The Ten reconfirm their willingness to contribute to a comprehensive, just and
peaceful settlement of the Middle East guestion on the basis of the principles
which they have stated many times in the past and to which they continue to adhere.

In particular, they recall the rights of all States in the region, including
israel, to existence and security, and the right of the Palestinian people to
self-determination, with all that this implies.

At
the same tiwe, 1DF adopted severe countermeasures affecting large scgments of
the population in the south. In addition, Israeli forces carricd out
increasingly frequent cordon-zrd-soarch operations in villages in the URIFIL
arca.

It believed those
objectives could be achieved either by agreement with the lebanese authoritics
or, fziling that, by unilateral security arrangements made by Icrael,

Isrsel's preference was for the first alternative, but since the breakdown of
the Haquora talke, the latter approach was being actively considered.

Tie Secretary-General S&ys 1t 15 alsp essertial to csteblish, under the
authority of the Security Council, conditions in which UNITIL cen {unction
eflectively in co-operation with the Lecanese authoritics and Army. He
further states: "The most important elements invoived are the clear
uncerstanding that no armed military or earamilitary personnel ot any kind can
be allowed to operate ir the arza, other than tue Lebanese Atmy and ULIFIL,
and that all parties and elements publicly declare their support fo- andg
co-operation with the Lebanese authorities and UNIFIL."

Turning to the financisl dit{iculties faced by the Force, the

In view of recent developments in southern Lebanon, the member states
participating in UNIFIL deem it appropriate to express to you their deep concern
at these events, which not only have made it even more difficult for UNIFIL to
fulfil its mandate, but which also pose serious security risks to the members of
the Force. This element of risk is causing increasing concern in their eountries

For more than two years now, UNIFIL has carried out interim tasks entrusted to
it by the Security Council following the lsraeli invasion of Lebanon. This had
become necessary because UNIFIL was unable to carry out the original mandate,
given to it by the Security Council in its resolution 425 of 1878, which decided
to establish the Force "for the purpose of confirming the withdrawal of the
Israeli Forces, restoring international peace and security and assisting the
Guﬂ:nmtnt of Lebanon in ensuring the return of its effective authority in the
Area”.

In spite of the difficult circumstances under which UNIFIL has been forced to
operate during these past few years, the troopcontributing countries are
convinced that UNIFIL has had a stabilizing effect on the situation in southern
Lebanon. Moreover, the Force has been able to play a useful humanitarian role,
and its presence symbolises the will of the international community to restore
international peace and security and to reestablish Lebanese authority in the
area in accordance with the relevant resolutions of the Security Council.

U.5. VETOES 'ONE-SIDED' RESOLUTION CONDEMNING ISRAEL (1,030)
(Text: Hirkpatrick statement to U.N. Security Council)

United Mations -- The UW.5. Ambassador to the United Mations, Jeane
Kirkpatrick, cast a veto March 12 against a U.N. Security Council
resolution condemning Israeli actions in southern Lebanon.

She said the one-sided draft resolution did not accord Israel fair
treatment nor address "the realities of Lebanon" and thus "will not
end the agony" in southern Lebanon.

Following is the text of Hirkpatrick's statement:®

(begin text)

The United States regrets that it is confronted here in this
Council with a resolution which it cannot support. My country is, in ‘
fact, deeply committed to peace for the people of Lebanon and
sovereignty for the govermnment of Lebanon. The United States would
greatly prefer to join in & consensus resolution which commits this .
body to a sincere effort to deal with the problems of Lebanony while
respecting the rights of all member states of the United Nations. UWe
would have been happy to Jjoin in negotiations to the end of achieving
such a consensus resolution and, in a spirit of good faith and good
will, to have worked to find a formulation that addresses the needs of
Lebanon and the possibilities for peace.

Indeed, the United States is still ready to join in a statement
that reflects the dismay of the Council concerning the escalation of
violence in Lebanon, expresses our deepest sympathy to victims of that
violencey urges restraint on all partiesy, calls on all parties to
implement recommendations contained in the Secretary-General's Report,
affirms the application of the Fourth Geneva Convention to the
occupied areas of Lebanony reaffirms our commitment and that of all
members to the full restoration of Lebanon's sovereignty,
independence; territorial integrity and unity. We also would be happy
to join in any action by the Council which took account of the threats
of violence aimed at these deliberative processes.

Unfortunately, the government of Lebanon was uninterested in an .
approach which would have had the support of all members of this
Council and, instead, came to the Council with a resolution it
declined to modify in any way. We regret that the government of
Lebanon declined to discuss the text. We regret that the government
of Lebanon presented an unbalanced resolution in the first place.

The United State=s government has worked long, hard and very
sincerely to assist in securing the withdrawal of all foreign forces
from Lebanon. We support the Secretary-General's Report. We support
the Nagura talks for an orderly withdrawal of Israeli forces. The
United States government worked hard and in good faith to create
conditions that will restore full sovereignty to the government of
Lebanon and the control of all of Lebanon's territory to the people of
Lebanon.

Qur efforts, alas, have met no success, =o far. The tragic crcle
of violence in Lebanon continues. Peace has not been brought to
Lebanon because too many parties in and around Lebanon have preferred
conquest to peace. Foreian troops and foreign groups in Lebanon join
warring, indigenous factions in drenching that tragic land in blood.
There is a cycle of violence in Lebanon; and that fact in the world is

naot altered by its denial in this Council.

The United States believes that this resolution does not accord
Israel fair treatment. We believe this debate has not accorded Israel
fair treatment. We believe it has not respected the realities of
Lebanon. We are disturbed that the lack of fairness apparently does
not embarrass many members of this Council. The fact is that members
of the United Mations have a habit in this body of accusing Israel of
the most extraordinary crimes.

It has not been very long since a long list of speakers accused the
government of Israel of poisoning thousands of Arab schoolgirls. But
investigation by international health authorities found no evidence of
that poisoning. On another occasion the government of Israel was
accused of the wanton murder of refugees in Ein-el-Hilweh. But
objective investigation established that no murder had taken place. 1
cite these examples not to exculpate Israel of any wrongdaina, but to
point to the profound and persistent hostility to Israel which is
repeatedly manifested in this body. That hostility, which singles out
the state of Israel, is manifest even when this body confronts
violence done to Israsl. That hostility unfortunately leads, 1
believe, to unbalanced decisions, unbalanced resclutions.

The resolution we have considered today is such an unbalanced
resolution. We believe that it applies double standardsd indeed, we
believe that double standards have dominated the deliberations: as we
believe that doublespeak was the lingua franca of much of this debate.

We note that the representative of Vietnam, whose 200,000 troops
wreak war on the people of Cambodia, is concerned about the presence
of foreign troops in Lebanon. We note that Cuba, who has foreign
troops stationed in a dozen countries in the world, is concerned about
the violation of the sovereignty of Lebanon. We note that the PLO
condemns violence hero -- Israeli violence, of course. We note that
it was Syria who assured us of how happy Lebanon is to have Syrian
troops in Lebanon.

The United States ardently supports the withdrawal of all Israeli
troops from Lebanon. We have worked to that end, we will do so in the
future. The United States sincerely supported Resolutions 508 and
509 and we sincerely supported, then and now, the withdrawal of all
foreign troops from Lebanon and the enjoyment of full sovereignty by
Lebanon. The United S5tates opposed Israel's entering Lebanon in the
beginning. We fully support the applicability to Lebanon occupied
territories of the Fourth Geneva Convention. But, we cannot acquiesce
in this resolution because we do not believe an unbalanced resolution
will end the agony of Lebanon.

The United States believes it is not too late for the Security
Council to reaffirm its commitments to peace in Lebanon. We believe
it is not too late for the Security Council to engage in a serious
search for constructive means to that end. In the meanwhile, the
United States will vote against the resolution.

1. The Co-ordinsting Bureau of Non-aligned fountries held an urgent session in
New York on 6 March 1985 to consider tha situvation in the aress occupled by Isrsel
in southern Lebanon, the western Bekaa and the Rashays district. The Bureau heard
a statement by the Permanent Representative of Lebanon to the United Hations,

H.E. Mr. Rschid Pakhoury, concerning the latest Israell oparstions and abusive
practices against the civilian population in the Lebanese territories occupled by
Israsl. The Bureau expressed its grave CcOncern st the detariorating situation
which threatens pssace and security in the arsa as 3 result of these Israel:

2. The Bureau recalled the relevant provisions of the Universal Declarstion of
Husan Rights and stressed the humanitarian principles of the Pourth Geneva
Convention of 12 August 1949 and the obligations arising from the regulations
snnexed to the Hague Convention of 1907. The Bureau condemnéd the Israeli
practices and measures against the civilian population in southecrn Labanon, the
westarn Bekas and the Rashaya disteict which sre in violation of the rules and
principles of international law, in particular the provisione of the Geusve
Convention of 12 August 1949.

3. The Buresu recalled the Declaration adopted by the Seventh Conference of n..
of State or Government of Non-aligned Countries held in New Delhi in March 1983.

It reaffirmed the cosmuniqué adopted by the Meeting of Ministers and Heads of
Delegstion of Non-aligned Countries in New York in October 1984. The Buresu called
on ths Security Council urgently to implement the Security Council resolutions on
Lebanon, particulsrly resolutions 425 (1978), 508 {1982) and 509 (1982}, to ensure
Isrsel's immediate snd unconditional withdrawal froa the Lebaneae tecritories to
the internationally recognized borders. The Bureau reiterated its support for
Lebanon's sovereignty, independence, territorial integrity and unity.

4. The Bureau expressed its support for the efforts of the Governsent of Lebsnon
to extend its avthority over all of its territory and to its determination to
restore peace and order in the areas to be gvacuated by Iarael and to ensure the
safety and security of the civilian populations in those areas, including the
Palestinian refugees in the camps.

5. The Bureau affirmed that the provisions of the Pourth Geneva Convention

of 1949 applied to the territories occupied by Iasrsel in southern Lebsnon, the
western Bakas snd the Rashavs district snd that the occupying Powar is duty bou
to respect and uphold the provisions of the said Convention and of other norms
internationsl law. 1t demanded that Israel, the ooccupying Power, desist forthwi
from its illegal and abusive practices against the civilian population in theae
areas in violation of the Fourth Geneva Convention of 1949 and other norms of
international lsw and immediately lift all restrictions and obstacles to the
restoration of norsal conditions in the areas under its occupation.

At 7.30 a.m. on Saturday, 2 March 1985, Israeli forces took it upon
themaelves to surround and storm the village of Maarakah (located south of thes
litani River in the wviginiky af tha tewn of Tyra). MWare thanm 800 Tersali
soldiers and over 50 armoured vehicles (tanks, personnel carriers and two
bulldoaers) took part in the operation, after which 350 citizens were locked
up at the village school after being interrogated; 17 of them were later taken

Away to an unknown destination. In addition, omne vehicle and four houses were
totally destroyed.

] Before leaving the village of Maarakah, the Israeli forces also planted

mines and explosives at the village mosgue (Husseynieh) apd blew it up when
villagers were gathered there at midday on Monday, 4 March 1985. It is

estimated that as many as 200 people were inside the mosque when it was blown .
Up. According to preliminary reports on this massacre which have reached us,

at least 15 were killed, another 45 wounded, dozens are still trapped amid the
tubble, and rescue operations are continuing.

¥+ The Israeli forces prevented ambulances and other emergency vehicles from
—entecing the village; they suprrounded the hospital in the village of Jebel

Aamel, the village closest to Maarakah, and fired shots in the air to
terrorize the people and prevent the wounded from being taken to the hospital.

The Lebanese Government, which has consistently warned the international
cosmunity about Israsl’'s constant and perpetual abusive practices in southern
Lebanon, the western Sakaa and the Rashaya district, condemns this new massacre,
this criminal act perpetrated at Maarakah by the Israeli forces. It is not yet
possible to determine fully the sad toll in terms of the number of victims. The
Lebaness Government reiterates its call and appeal for the condamnation of Israel's
abusive operations and practices, and for an immediate end to thass operations and
practices in the occupied Lebanese territories.
