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Israel Confirms Aide
Was North’s Contact

It Denies He Knew Money Was for Contras

JERUSALEM, Dec. 3—The man
who served as Lt, Col, Oliver L,
North's leraeli counterpart in the
secret dealing with [ran to ex-
change American arms for U.S.
hostages has become the weakest
link in lsrael's chain of deniability
about the funneling of profits from
the sales to the contra rebels of
Nicaragua.

Amiram Nir, a former television
journalist who serves as counter-
terrorism adviser to Prime Minister
Yitzhak Shamir, had a close working
relationship with North over a 27-
month period, according to in-
lormed sources here,

The sources said Nir was brought
into the arms deal late last vear at
the behest of North and his boss;
Vice Adm. John M. Poindexter,
then national security adviser, and

worked closely with North on at.
least four shipments of arms to
Tehran. But the same sources de-

nied Nir knew that money from the
sales was destined for the contras,

The lsraeli governmient today
confirmed that Nir was a contact of
North but denied that the fired Na-
tional Security Council staff aide
ever informed Nir of the contra
connection,

The government's statement fol-
lowed a Washington-datelined re-
port in The Jerusalem Post that
North has told Justice Department
investigators that he did tell Nir
that-a secret Swiss bank account
into which lsrael deposited the Iran-
ian arms sale profits was controlled
by contra leaders. There was no
confirmation in Washington of the
report.

“From what Lt. Col. Nocth trid
Mr. Nir, the latter could not have
gathered that the funds which the
Iranian representative transferred
to the American account, or part of
them, were destined for the con-
tras,” the statement said.

‘:II indeed Lt. Col, North told this
to investigators of the Department
of Justice, then it must be stated
that there is no foundation whatso-
ever to this report,” the statement
added,

. A spokesman for Shamir also (le-
mied today that lsrael's ambassador
to the United Nations, Benjamin
Netanyahu, had ever suggested that

Israel should become involved in
aiding the contras. Local news re-
ports, corroborated by an Israeli
official, had said vesterday that Ne-
tanyahu made such suggestions
several times,

But the focus of questlons and
doubts about Israel’s involvement
has come to rest primarily upon
Nir, a well-connected and ambitious
J6-year-old who with North's help
pushed his way into the [ran deal by
forcing out two politically powerful
Istaeli arms dealers and the For-
eign Ministry’s senior civil servant,
Nir then took over lsrael’s role in
the affair, meeting with [ranian
middlemen in London and Switzer-
land and reportedly even accompa-
nying North and former national
security adviser Robert C. MeFar-
lane on an unsuccessful trip to Teh-

“ ran last May, sources said.

They said Nir won high praisa
from lsraeli leadecrs for his role in
the arms exchanges. When Shamir
became prime minister in October,
he agreed to keep Nir on for several
monihe as counterterroriem adviser

even though Nir was a political ap-
pointee of former prime minister
Shimon Peres, under whose pre-
maership the exchanges began.

Mt now some [scaeli officinls
contend Nir should be helil respon-
sible for not steering clear of an
arcangement that threatens [srael’s
cherished good relations  with
Washington.

“Look, he should be in trouble
Rither way," said one source, "If he
didn't know where the money was
going, he should have, And if he did
knuw,l he should have alerted his
superiors 80 that they could steer
clear of it."

Nir, a former paratrooper, is said
by friends and former collengues to
have cultivated an image of a tough
military veteran. Some were under
the imprgisian he had lost an eye in
combat in the 1973 Arab-lsraeli
war, but other friends say it was
lost as the result of a road accident.

“He's not exactly an Ollie North,”
said 8 journalist who knows Nir
well. “But he's the kind of guy who
would admire North and find a com-
mon language with him."

Nir became defense correspon-
dent for [sraeli television, where he
tleveloped a reputation as a hard-
hitting iournalist who took on con-
troversial subjects such as military

did send a personal message of thanks to
Shimon Peres, then Israel's prime minis-
ter, for his help in the hostage release.

Governmment Takes Over

In Jate 1385, the U.S. asked that the
private arms dealers be replaced by Is-
* Taell officials, to raise the arms program
to what one Israeli calls an *‘institutional-
ized, government-to-government level.”

Their place was taken by 36year-old
Amiram Nir, a former think-tank aca-
demic who is the prime minister’s special
adviser on terrorism.

More arms were sent in early 1956 and
this fall. But Israelis insist that estimates
of the amount of arms shipped are wildly
exaggerated One Israell who was involved
estimates that the total market value of
the arms sent in Jate 1885 and 1986 was
$25 million 1o $30 million, and that Iran
paid $2 million to $12 million above that in

We may not like the current Iranian regime, and I've said we
don't.

Khomeini will pass from the scene. A successor regime will
take powver. And we must be positioned to serve America’s interests,
and indeed, the-interests of the entire free world.

But let me add something very important., In spite of our
bitter feelings toward Iran's leadership;, we would have tried %o
begin a dialogue with Iran, whether we had hostages in Lebanon or
not. In fact, for three years prior to the first hostage
kidnarpings,. this. administration attempted to find reliable,
hopefolly moderate, Iranian channels, through which to conduct a
responsible dialogue.

And more recently, we've been receiving intelligence that
pragmatic elements within Iran were beginning to appreciate certain
sobering realities. To the east, in Afghanistan, we estimate
115,000 Soviet troops are committing atrocities on Iran’'s Islamic
brothers. To the north, 26 Soviet divisions, right there on Iran's
border, fur whalever ovpportunities might arise. To the west, Iran
is engaged in a war of unbelievably horrible human dimensions, the
war with Irag. Twelve-year—-old kids, l4-year-old kids, pressed into
service, and then ground up in combat.

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and at home, Iran is teetering on the economic brink right
there in its own front yard —— 40 percent unemployment rate., Many
Iranian leaders understand that their own survival, and certainly
the rebuilding of their economy, may depend on normalizing ties with
their neighbors and with the Western world. -

And so we, for our reasons, and certain elements 1in Iran, for
their reasons, in spite of this mutual hatred, began a tentative,
probing dialogue, which brings us to another guestion. How can the
United States government have a policy against countries sending
arms to Iran, and then turn around, and 1tself, send arms? I

understand —— I know the American pecple simply don't understand
this. #&nd when we started talking to the Iranians, both sides were
deeply suspicious of each other -- and remain so, I might say.

Those Iranians who were taking enormous personal risks by just
talking to us felt that they needed a signal that their risks were
worth 1t. And we were told the signal that they required, and we
gave them that signal by selling a limited amount of arms, about
one-tenth of one percent of the arms that have been supplied by
other countries.

And likewise, we need procf of Iranian seriousness. ke
required signs of a cessation of Iranian use of terrorism, and help
in gaining the release of our hostages in Lebanon. And we did see
certain positive sians, we have seen them. They opposed, for
example, the Pan American hijacking in Karachij and immediately
after, they denied landing rights. They nmier ceded with the THA
hi iackers an Beirut. &nd of course, three hostages, once in Lebanon
by the Islamic Jihad, are today with their families here 1n the

United States of America.

And 1 -- perhaps President Ford would agree with this = but
when you are gresident, any American held captive against his will
anywhere in the world 1is like your own son or daughter. 1 know
that's the way our President feels about it. But you mus remain
true to your principles, and I can tell you that the Fresident is
absolutely convinced that he did not swap arms for hostages. And
still the gquestions remains of how the administration could viclate
its own policy of not selling arms to Iran. Simple human hope
explains 1t perhaps better than anything else. The President hoped
that we could open a channel that would serve the interests of the
United Statcs and of our allies in a variety of ways. Call it
leadership.

Dn Wednesday, he created a
bipartisan commission, three outstanding indiwviduals, to review the
role of the NSC staff and make recommendations for the future. And
just yesterday, he moved to appoint, have the court appoint an
independent counsel, to insure a full accounting for any possible
wrongdoing.

The President pledged full cooperation with the United States
Congress, urging it to consolidate and expedite its ingquiry. He
yesterday, also, named Frank Carlucci, a seasoned professional with
broad experience, so well known to many people here, to serve as his
national security advisor.

Mow, this is fast action in anybody's book. And these are
actions I fully support, and which 1 believe the American people
will judge commendable. And the President has moved swiftly,
strongly. But let me add this: 1 am convinced that he wvill take
whatever additional steps may be necessary to get things back on
track, and get our foreign policy moving forward.

As the elected representatives of all the people, the president
and the vice president, he and I have a duty to preserve the public
trust, and uphold the laws of this country. And we take that duty
very, very seriously.

South African and Iranian planes have landed at about the
same time. The authorities of the Khomeini regime and
officials at Tehran's Mehrapad Airport were fully
informed about the landing times beforehand.
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e Three Israeli airline companies—El Al, Cal
Cargo Airlines and Sun d'Or—have continu-
ously shipped to Frankfurt weapons pur-
chased by the Khomeini regime. El Al mainly
uses planes with registration numbers as
follows:

- 4X-AXD
_Pilate no: 747-C
- 4X-AXC
Plate no: 747-C
-4X-AX1
Plate no: 747-C

A notable point is that the numbers on all
Isracli planes start with 4X, and this remains
unchanged even if the aircraft is painted in a
different color and bears the flag of a different
airline. For example, the registration number
of one jet (4X-AXZ) remained unchanged even
when it was hired by Colombia last year and
carried the flag of the Colombian airlines,
Avianca. ;

In addition to the above three planes, El Al
has also allocated three Boeing 707 cargo
planes tocarry arms for the regime. These bear
the following registration numbers:

- 4X-ATX
Plate no: B-707-C
- 4X-ATY
Plate no: B-707-C
- 4X-ATD
Plate no: B-707-C

An El Al Boeing 767 cargo plane, 4X-EAC,
also carries arms for the regime, as do two
Boeing 747 cargo planes, registered as 4X-
AXH (Plate no: B-747-C) and 4X-AXF (Plate
no: B-747-C), owned by Cal Cargo Airlines, a
private Isracli company.

A 707 cargo plane 4X-ATR (Plate no:
B-707-C) owned by the Israeli airline com-
pany, Sun d'Or, is also used for this purpose.

It should be noted that the above are not the
only Israeli aircraft involved in the operation,
but that other Israeli cargo planes are also
constantly in use.

e The Khomeini regime uses all its passenger
anu cargo flights, including Iran Air Boe...g
707 and 747 cargo planes and 747 passenger
jets, for caring arms and other purchases.
Among these are two 707's and two 747
owned by Iran Air, plus twe Air Force 747%
which were converted into cargo planes for
carrying weapons after being damaged by Iraqi
air raids on Iranian airports in 1980.
Itisintercsting that two Iranian planes—one

.cargo plane and one passenger jet—arrive at

Frankfurt to meet each arms-laden Israeli air-
craft. Thisisto avoid any delay in the continu-
ous flow of arms for the war fronts should the
cargo plane fail to arrive on time. The airliner
would immediately take the maximum volume
of arms it can carry.

o [t has been arranged for the Israeli and Iran-
ian aircraft to arrive simultaneously at Frank-
furt Airport in order to minimize the time
taken for the consignment to be Icaded onto
the Iranian plane.

The flights take place regularly on Mondays
and Wednesdays each week. But on many
occasions the two regimes have arranged addi-
tional flights on Fridays and Saturdays too.

It often happens that the planes arrive within
half an hour of each other. A brief look at the
daily schedule of flights to Frankfurt Airport
reveals how Iranian and Isracli planes have
been arranged to arrive simultaneously. This is
shown, for instance, by the schedule for Wed-
nesday April 18, 1984, which includes the armi-
val time of a South African Airways jet laden
with arms for lran.
large military crates built of wood and metal,
e Special precautions overcome the fears of
Iranian authorities over the exposure of their
activities. Investigations and the repons
received have revealed that the Iranian and
Israeliaircraft are parked ina very remote part
of the airport: zone BS, Gate 43 and zone B4S,
Gate 30 where the public cannot see them.

The planes are usually parked close together
behind tall buildings or reinforced concrete
walls. The consignments are then transferred
from one plane to the other while most pas-
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sengers at Frankfurt Airport remain ignorant
about the matter (photographs 1 and 2). Pho-
tograph 3 shows the Iranian and Isracli planes
parked right heside cach other while arms are
being transferred to the Iranian plane.

e Immediately after the planes have parked ina
remote part of the airport, cargo wagons (pho-
tograph 4) transfer the arms to the Iran Air
plane. Investigations and obscrvations have
shown that most of the consignments airlifted
by Israel contain weapons and ammunition
ordered by the Guards Corps.

The Isracli planes leave the airport once
loading is completed, whereas the Iranian
planes usually have to fly out according to
schedule the next day.

e Throughout the war, the Khomeini regime
has received all kinds of arms and spare parts
from an Israeli company called Motorla,

which also used to supply the Shah's regime. .

Among other equipment, the company has
sold Iran spares for Bell helicopters, F4, F5
and F14 warplanes, Hawk, Sparrow and
Sidewinder missiles, and also spares for radio
equipment used by the Guards Corps and the

armed forces. o

Chicago. The planes usually load'in these cities

and then fly to Amsterdam and Frankfurt. On
thei. arrival from the U.S., these aircraft have

often transferred their load to an Iranian plane™

e Iran also secretly purchases arms from South
Africa. The stage is once again Frankfurt Air-
port and the same mechanism is used.

On Wednesday, April 18, 1984, for example,
an Iran Air Boeing 747 was loaded with arms
carried byan El Al plane (4X-EAA), flight 842,
and by a South African Airways (5.A.A.) 747
cargo plane. The latter came to park beside an
Iran Air plane and then transferred its load—

especially for carrying arms, measuring 6 ft. by
3ft. by 3.

® On Friday April 20, 194, 2 747 plane belong-
ing to the Flying Tigers Airlines, transferred
some of its cargo to an Iran Air 747 cargo
plane, flight 4704.

Carlucci is a longtime close as-
sociate of Defense Secretary Cas-
par W, Weinberger, having served
as deputy director of the Office of
Management and Budget and un-
dersecretary of health, education
and welfare (HEW) under Weinber-
ger in the Nixon administration and,
at Weinberger's insistence, as his
deputy secretary for the first two
years of the Reagan administration.

A former U.S. ambassador to
Portugal who began his long and
varied government Service as a ca-
reer Foreign Service officer 30
years ago, Carlucci also has been on
good terms with Secretary of State
George P. Shultz, who recruited
him to lead a study on U.S, foreign
aid in 1983 after Carlucci left the
Pentagon.

Shultz has put out feelers to re-
cruit Carlucci for senior full-time
diplomatic jobs in recent months to
no avall, according to State Depart-
ment insiders,

Carlucci, a deputy director of
central’ intelligence in the Carter
adminigtration, is intimately famil-
lar with mtelligence operations and
is reported to be highly acceptable
to Willlam J. Casey, director of the
Central Intelligence Agency.

At age 56, Carlucci has had more
experiencé across a broader spec-
trum of top government jobs than
almost anyone on the Washington
scene, In addition to being a career
diplomat and ambassaor and holding
the No. 2 jobs at the OMB, HEW,
CIA and Defense Department, he
was director of operations and
eventually chief of the Office of
Economic Opportunity, the domes-
tic poverty program, under Pres-
ident Richard M. Nixon.

Remterpretatlon of ABM Treaty Hit |

. Sen. Levin Calls V:ew ‘Fatai{y Flawed’; State Dept. Defends It

The Reagan administration’s con-
troversial reinterpretation of the
1972 Antiballistic Missile (ABM)
treaty, allowing unfettered testing
and development of exotic missile-
defense technologies, was attacked
as “fatally flawed” yesterday by a
Senate Armed Services Committee
member who has read the classified
treaty-negotiating history.

In a strongly worded letter to
Secretary of State George P,
Shultz, Sen. Carl Levin (D-Mich.)
said that, “based on my review” of
relevant treaty documents sub-
mitted to Congress by the admin-
istration, the reinterpretation is
. “incorrect” and "fatally flawed” be-
| cause key U.S. negotiators were
- never consulted.

The reinterpretation, conducted
last year by State Department legal
adviser Abraham Sofaer, effectively
eliminated all legal constraints on
development and testing of such ex-
otic technologies as lasers and par-
ticle beams under the Strategic De-
fense [nitiative, or “Star Wars" pro-
gram.

The official U.S. position had
been that the treaty constrained
such tests and, to date, the admin-
istration has continued to abide by
the constraints in what officials de-
scribe as a bow to domestic and for-
eign critics of the reinterpretation,

Nonetheless, the issue has be-
come an impoctant sticking point in
U.S.-Soviet arms negotiations in
Geneva because the administration
has been unwilling to commit itself
to the constraints for a definite pe-
riod. As a result, several senators
demanded last summer to see the
documents on which the reinter-
pretation was based,

Levin, first to speak publicly
about the documents, charged that

Sofaer deliberately manipulated the

negotiating record “so as to permit”
sophisticated tests of new missile-
defense technologies.

“In my view . . . Sofaer had an ax
to grind and, after he sharpened it,
he buried that ax in the back of the
ADBM treaty,” Levin said.

Levin also said “evidence of So-
faer’s selective reading of the
record is all too abundant and his
intent to minimize or suppress facts
which contradict his reading of the
treaty is all too apparent.”

In particular, he said, Sofaer had
"set out to point out ambiguities” in
the negotiating record and “to create
ambiguities where none existed.”

Some of these ambiguities would
have been resolved, Levin said, if
Sofaer had met with Gerard Smith,
chief U.S. arms negotiator at the
time; John Rhinelander, legal advis-
er to the U.5. delegation; Gen. Roy-
al Allison, the Joint Chiefs of Staff
delegate; Sidney Graybeal, chair-
man of a key delegation subcommit-
tee, or Raymond Garthoff, another
delegate.

Levin said hia conversations with
these delegates, and close reading
of their memoranduma about con-
versations with key Soviet officials,.
“clearly indicate that both America
and the Soviet Union understood”
that the treaty constrained tests of
exotic missile-defense

Previously, Sofaer acknowledged
that most of the U.S. negotiators
took this view at the time, although
one member—Paul H. Nitze—had
since changed his mind, But Sofaer
also said the Soviets had failed to
signal their assent and that, as a
result, “we cannot properly be said
to be bound by such a commit-
ment.”

[n a written response to Levin's
letter, the State Department yes-
terday charged that Levin had “dis-
torted . . . Sofaer’s statements and
work” and said the legal review had
been undertaken “not to justify SDI
testing and development but in re-
spanse to legitimate concerns re-
garding Soviet activities, differ-
ences of views between administra-
tion departments and the need to
develop a coherent view of per-
mitted activities,”

The State Department also noted
that Sofaner “"was assigned the task
of analyzing a written record. He
was, moreover, fully familiar with
the views of all the persons men-
tioned by Sen. Levin, having read
their writings and having appeared
with some of them at congresaional
hearings and public debates.”

Levin said, however, that some of
the documents “need the explana-
tion of people who were there” be-
fore they can be [ully understood,
and he called for appointment of “an
independent panel” to hear testimo-
ny from the negotiators and “to stu-
dy the entire complex of issues
raised by the new interpretation.”

The State Department responded
that “any outside study of the ADM
treaty is unnecessary.”
