Geneva -- The admission of the Palestine Liberation Organization
(PLO)y or the self-declared "State of Palestine,” to any U.MN. agency
would mean the withdrawal of both U.5. regular budget funding and U.5S.
voluntary contributions to the organization in guestion, the U.S5.
Mission to the United Mations in Geneva said April 29.

The point was made in a mission "clarification” statement issued in
response to guestions about whetheEr valuntary contributions also would
be withdrawn 1T the PLO's obhserver status were upgraded to that of a
full member-state.

"The United States is required by law to withhold all funding --
assessed and voluntary contributions -——- to any United Nations agency
that enhances the status of the PLOy such as accepting it as a full
members ¥ the U.5. Miscion statement said.

The statement pointed out that two =separate provisions of U.5. law
call for a cutoff of both assessed and voluntary contributions to any
U.MN.=affi1liated organizations that admit the PLO to full membership*®

The PLO guestion is expected to come up during the annuwal session of
member-cstates af the World Health Organization (WHD) -- the WHorld
Health Assembly -=- which will be meeting in Geneva May 7-19. Last
vyear, the assembly adopted a resolution asking the WHD Director
General to sxaminge the legal and other complexities aof the PLO
application and report back to the 1990 Warld Health As=embly.

The United States does not recoanize the self=declared *State of
Palestine" because 1t 1= not a state within the commonly accepted
international law definition,. including eontrol of recoanized
territory.

We've sesn also
the problems in Hungary, and although we are very pleased with our
government’s response to that, there are still problems as it
relates to the Hungarian issue on flights.

FPRIME MIHISTER THATCHER: Yes, we discuseed the situation
in Bouth Afriea and the situvation on sanctions. 1 described my point
of view ko tha Fresident, which Is that, insofar ms wa ares bound by
law on sanctions -- for sxzanple, through the United Hations, =-- alag
orders which we have made bto our Parliament in agresment with the
European Community or the Commonwealth == those stand. But I took
the view that as President de Klerk had I thought been very bold and
coursgeous in the things that he ls now doing, he should have some
sncouragemant, and ths veluntary sanctlons which are not subject to
orders should, tharafore, be taken off. HAnd that's why we took off
the voluntary ban on investmant.

; Q Frime Minister, did you discuss Secretary Baker's
call for a more formal kreaty relationship between the USA and the
European Community?

FRIME MIMISTER THATCHER: Well, we didn't discuss the
flret packt of your guestlon. The second, we did speak about, and I
hmd huplﬂ I had made It clear In my opening statement. T am v8ry,
very much I faver of fncreased dislogue and an increased close
celationship between both eides of the Atlantlic Communlby.

Therefore, giving an lncreased political role to HATO
mesta very much with my approvel, because I think the center of
freedom and the defense of freedom la the Whole Atlanktic Communlty.

FRIME MWINISTER THATCHER: We're just not lecturing

1 would any
thers are mome very difficult problems facing him, and I would may
that, in listening wvery carefully to the Prime Minlster and then
giving her my views, I think we are very close together in teres of
our assssamant of what the problemas 1ﬂl¥h. the Soviet Unlon right
now, ba they economic or be they —- as they relate to the Baltic
Gtatem, other ethnic problems. The problems are enormous. And I

ithout sacrificing East-West relations? Is Lithuania being

macrificed to better relations or maintalning relations with the
Boviekta?

THE PREEIDENT: I don't think mo. I'm troubled by ik.
And we've made our position very clear to Mr. Gorbachev. But I know
there's a great desire on the part of Americans ko know what we might
do, what can be done, what can the Presldent of tha United Statem do
to force change upon somebody -— and it's pot that clear.

Firet, I want to say that the cooperation
between the Unlted Eingdom and the United States has been good in
trying to track down the culprits, those that were gullty.

Becondly,; we were called upon by two grieving pacents,
Hr. Bert Ammerman, and I don't know Dr. Swire, of Bromsgrove,
England, who obvicusmly have muffered and been hurt by the lose of
loved ones. And they ssked us at the conclusion of the talks to put
cut a joint communigue condemning the terrorlst attack on 103 and a
ctanewad jolnt svewal ko bring the perpektratocs and Ehelc sponsocing
natlons to justlce -- puttlng tercorists on notice, et cetecs. OF

course we're glad to do that. I am. I just hope that we can bring to
justice khoss that caused this ack.

Certalnly, when we are msked to apeak out againmt
terroriem; I think the record of the Unlted Eingdom and the cecord of
the OUnited States are very clear. But I don't think 1t hurts to
celterate our convictlon that these dastardly tercocist acks musk
Etop. Bo we've formed a8 commission, and I know great inguicy has
gone on ln the U.K., Prime Hinlster Thatcher showing her own special
brand of congecn by being at the slte, st cekera.

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THE FRESIDENT: Well, it's besn & grest pleasure having
President Mltterrand as our guest hers at Eey Largo, after his
splendid troplcal hospltality ae Bt. Martin in December. And our
nettings, starting last May at Eennebunkport, have been Invaluable In
ensuring close French-American cooperation durlng this period of
historic change in Europs.

President Mitterrand and I spent most of our time today
dimcussing the profound and encouraging transforsation of Buropw, and
we reviewed the esnormcus advances tovards demcoracy and sooncmic
reform which have occurred In Eastern Europe since we met in Paris in
J“l}'-l-

In addition to the economic and political reforms maving
forward In Pastern Burops, we discussed the welcozs prospect of a
unified Germany. This fulfillment of the natural mspiration of the
German pecple ie a goal which both France and the United States have
supported for over two generatiens. Pregident Mitterrand and I both
belleve that a united Germany should remain a full member of HATD, Bg
called for by Chanceller Echl. All of our allles and seversl Pastacn
Buropean counttisn share this view as well, '

In this context, we aleo look forward to the continuation
of the two=plus-four talks on the external apopocts of the
establishment of Germany uniky. Theee talks will focus on bringing
to an end the special four-power rights and responsibilities for
Berlin and Germany az & whole. And we agreed that a united GeEmany
should have full control over all of Lea territory without any new
discriminatory consktraints on German savecelgnty.

In discuseing the evolution of European mecurity, the
French President and I spoke abouk the key role the Morth Atlantile
Rlllance has played in making possible the positive changes of the
past year. The Alllance must resmain vigorous In thig eritical perlod
of transition. I told the President that the U.5. will retaln
militarily elgnificant nucloar and convertional forcas in Wemtern
Europe as long as our allles desire our presence as part of a common
secucity effort, and he indicated strong Franch support for the
sontinued U.8. presence.

We alpo diccussed the progress of the Puropean Coamanity
towarde lncreased integration, and f repeated the unequivecal support
Eor Europemn unity that I'd exprossed last Hay when we were together
up thers at Boston Unbveralty, wWe agresd that as the EC evolves,
closer U.8.-EC linkage and more effoctive channels fob dlalegue wiil
ke required. We bokh believe that as the divislon of Burope gives
wey to a new era of reconclliatlon we muet strengthen the CECE
procoss In ways that can snhance mutuasl confidenes and peaceful
coopscation in Europe.

We also had a thorough digcusslon about she sltustion In
the Soviet Unlon and Lithuania. And we share a convletion that this
lssue must be dealt with through dialogue mo that the Lithuanian
people's righta &0 aélf-determination can be realized. We're deeply

disturbod by recent Boviet statemsnts and activities regarding '
Lithoanis which will clearly not improve the atmosphere. And I told
President Mitterrand that the 0.5, is ooneidering sppropriate
meapures to be taken in light of Boviet actions.

The third postulate is that, well; ag everyone knows or
at lenst should know, France has a specific defense policy which she
flrmly intends to retain. And this is not, in any way, contrary to
the interssts of her allies, as this bas Besn shown aver the last
guarter of a century.

Row, sscomdly, the new situation —— and thls im prett
obvioue te averyone —- a new situstion im amerging In Burcpe. An
Eirst, Central and Bastern Eurcpe is moving towards democracy. And
these gountries sre also moving towards thelr integration, they'ce
aspiring towards integration withinm the sconocmles of the rest of the
continent. ;

How, I feel, and I have sald that that part of Burape,
1ika the other part of Burope -- it would be natural for it. It is,
in fact, in its calling to move towards a confederal type of
structure, comprlielng the Buropean countries that wou have &
rapragantative system of inetitubions.

There would be nothing against the idea, I would say,
very much on the contrary, of having agresments batwsen such &
confederation and the United Etates of America. As to the Buropean
Communlty, it will, Iin fack, lncresee [ts movemant bowvards
Integration in the Eleld of monetary affairs, forelgn policy, and
pacority.

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change the basie eloments of the situation, I wonld afd alee that we

bope thet the talks on strategio disarsament will be brought to
frultion.

In view of this situstion In Burope, which is at & stats
of avolution, what should the Alllance do? The first thing im ko
Esintain it cohesion. And in ehis reppeck, lt'e necessary to
feassert the need for the presence of Unlted Btates forces In Burops. .

Secondly, support must be given to the vnification, the
Precess of unlficatien of Germany, while at the same time taking ints
Aeeount the security lnterssks of the Boviet Union, which must never
be lost wight of. And, of course, I'm refercing ko the presence
within the Allisnce of unified Germany.

BEill on Ehe guestlon af what should the Alllance do?
The second answer lo to make sure that one excludes from its purview
o aspesk of securlty celated ko the squilibriom of Europe.

Thirdly, to facilitate and verlf Frogress tovards
disarmament verification amchg allies through consultations which are
always nESEGEATY .

Fourthly, to sesk out areas of complemantarity with the
other parties within which the allies find themselves together in
Furops. And I would mention the CBCE and ths Fur an Economlo
Communlity. And I would add a vary important additional note onm this:
to prepare the Buropeans with the idea of playing an increased cole
In working for their own defonse.

Eo on this basle, Prance ig epared to participate in a
comnon reflection on how to adapt the h1{§1ﬂ¢t ko meet the
requirenents of the nev times ahead. And with that in mind, I
cuggented to Fresldent Push, and he agreed, that we propose to oor
4llies to hold a summit of the Alllance before the and of the year,

And lastly, & few brief remarks. Let's take thas Dnited
States and the Purepean Economic Community == we're no lenger
specifically within the Alliance ss such ¥et. How, there should be
greater coordination {n terms of actlon betwesn the Onited Brakes and
the Buropean Economic Community becauss economic cooparation ig koo
piecameal, I would say, and political cooparation i perbaps atill a
bit too informal.

Ancther remark on the CECE. T have eaphaslized Ehe
importance of this 35-membar body In the naw European context. The
poating of the 35 heads of stats and government In erder to conwider
8 conventlonal disarmament agreement resched emong the 23 would make
it possible to consider the futurs of cooperation and security Im
Europe. And wa must always remsmber that the CSCE is, and has been
in the past, the only plaoe whers all Europsan countries can mest.
knd in this ceapeot, t foreign ministers have begun working on the
agenda of this future gpummit of the Cocp,

On Germany, I would repeat what Premident Bush has mmlds
flest, concecning the legltimate right == and this has been menticoned
several tires In FPrance =- the legitimate right for the Cermans to
achieve the unlty of their two states.

Ard in order to conaslder the consnquences of thie unity,
the work of the four-plus-twoe must continue. And the problem of
borders dealt within this framework should be able to be solved Fully
end onow and for all.

Flrat, thers c=an b& po
question of placing any restrictions, any conditions on the
fundamental right of the Jews from the Boviet Onion to move sbout
frealy wherever they please. To place conditions on Ehelr
destination and to ask the Boviet Unlon to sort people out on the
basim of such erlterls is something that ls unacceptable —— and this
I have stated recently.

How, a® to the settlsmente thazselves, reanmoning is
very oleple. That whatever the origin of the Israslls ars, wvhether
they are from the countey Lteelf or from outside, it ig not vige to
Bultiply such settlements because they glve rise to & elimate of
uncartainty and lack of mecurity which {s not conduocive to the
general process of peconciliation.

THE FREEIDENT: Bhe amked both. Let me just say qululll;
ouf policy hag not changed. We feel the Baker plan,; which originally
wap thought up by Mr. Shamlr, fo the right way to go to get
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discusslons going and to taks the £izest major step towards peace.
And we salute — I mgres with my friend, the President of France, of
the constructive role being played by President Mubarak.

But it
wag at the regquest of the democratie Foroces In Chile that we kept our
sxbassy open bacause it was a useful point of transit for the
protection and the assistance of the people who were working in the
renlstanoe., Bo le's always a very difficult question.

And as far as Iran is concerned, we have dlplomatic
relations with Iren and Libya, and once one has such relations, like
many otherz, I think It's probably s good jdea ta Ery to uss thoms
relations in order to get the counktry concerned, to try to help ko
get the celeasw of tha hostages.

A® to the responsibllity, perhaps, of thoee countries in
thé sarlier taking of the hostages, thers I cannot say. I would add,
howsver; that most Western counktries do business wikth theas countriss
and often on a large scale with big companlies based in the area, and
in thoee countries. 5o it's wecy Aifficult to draw the line and Eay
thin should be sllowed and this should not bs allowad.

At any rate, what im clear is that is any country that
would be Alrectly involved in hostage taking or that would be a cleac
accomplice in hostage taking should be sat pitaida the pals of the
civilized world ocommunitby.

THE PRESIBENT: As you know, we have a different
pituation In terms of relations with Iran and Libya. 5o let me just
take thiz opportunity to repeat what I said when I firat became
President; Goodwill begets goodwill.

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-=- During U.S5.-Soviet Ministerial in Washington, April 4-6,
Secretary Baker and Foreign Minister Shevardnadze discussed
Middle East Peace Process and Israeli-Soviet relations.
Working group, co-chaired by Kelly/Ross and Polyakov, alsc
met for one hour on this subject April 5.

-— In general, the Soviets brought nothing new te this
Ministerial, focusing instead on the need to see what kind
of Israeli government emerges and what that government’s
attitude will be toward the peace process.

—— The Secretary did propose to Shevardnadze that the
Soviets seek assurances from Israel regarding resettlement
of Soviet Jews in the occupied territories as a means to
initiate direct Moscow/Tel Aviv flights; Shevardnadze
agreed to consider the issue.

PEACE PROCESS

=- SBhevardnadze told the Secretary that the Soviet Union
supported Palestinian-Israeli dialogue. He noted the PLO
had been ready to compromise and had accepted the formulas
proposed by the U.5.

-— For its part, the Soviet Union was ready to participate
in the dialogue and move along the path of normalizing
relations with Israel. However, the Government crisis in
Israel had intervened, and the Soviets hoped that the
coalition crisis would not scuttle the peace process.

== Shevardnadze proposed that the U.S5. and Soviet Union
participate jointly in a dialogue in order to bring about
negotiations within the framework of the five permanent
members of the Security Council, and the two sides should
ask the Secretary General to appeint a special
representative. Shevardnadze said it was important that
the U.S. and Soviet Unien interact constructively.

-= The Secretary noted that this was a sensitive time in
Israel and that we all need to await tha results of the
coalition-building process in order to decide how and when
to approach the peace process and Israeli-Palestinian
dialogue.

-- The Secretary told Shevardnadze that this was not an
appropriate time to consider activity by the five permanent
representatives or an international conference. He made
clear that we had brought the process to a point where
progress on the electicn dialogue was possible and we
should not be diverting attention away from that. Indeed,
he said any such effort would be counterproductive.

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~=- After some give and take, Shevardnadze said that the
Soviet proposal could wait.

-- In the experts group, Ross reviewed where things stood
in the peace process, noting that gaps had been narrowed on
four key issues: composition of delegations, agenda,
involvemant of outside parties, and announcements.

-- Ross said we hoped to move gquitkly, once an Israelil
government emerges, to a trilateral and a dialogue which
should begin with opening statements and then focus on
elections. Discussions on elections would address three
issues: defusing tension and creating a climate for
elections; working out the ground rules, including the
political rights that must be a part of any free an fair
election campaign; the relationship between elections and
the negotiations that follow.

-= In tha Ministerial, Shevardnadze told the Secretary that
Israeli policy in the cccupied territories was an attempt
to thwart the peace process.

== The Soviets had raised in the UNSC the guestion of
Israeli illegal actions. The Soviets proposed to get
Israel to abstain from steps that would worsen the
situation. In this respect, Shevardnadze proposed that the
U.S. and Soviet Union agree on UNSC action against the
resettlement of emigrants in the territories, a free choice
for emigrants on where they would live, and no direct air
link between Moscow and Tel Awviv.

-= The Secretary sald he was disappointed in the Soviet
stance and expressed the hope that direct flights could
start. He said that if the Soviet concern focusad on the
cccuplied territories, perhaps the Soviets could eliecit from
Israel assurances so that direct flights could begin. We
favored direct flights and felt the Soviets should talk to
the Israelis about their concerns.

-- Shevardnadze agreed that in purely financial/eccnomic
terms direct flights made sense. He said that if the GOI
provided guarantees against resettlement of emigrants in
the territories and complied with them, the Soviet Union
would look at direct flights.

== In the experts group Ross explained the significance of
the fact that the Israeli coalition crisis had resulted
from a debate over peace process issues.

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Twenty years ago todsy, the Treaty on the Non-Prollferatlon of Fuclesr Weapons
extered Inte force. One hundred snd forty States have joined the Treaty makiag 1t
the most widely accepted marms control instrument in history. The Treaty oa ths
Hon-Proliferation of Wuclear Weapons represents the primary lagal barrier to
ouclear proliferation sod thus constitutes a principal fousdation of internstisnsl
security, Later this year, the pérties to the Treaky will convene the Fourth
Review Copference of the Treaty. Ip the context of this review, I resfflrm the
deatermination of the United Gtates to carry out its treaty commitmests and to work
to apsure its continumnce in the interest of world peace and BBCULLiLY.

The Treaty on the Non-Proliferation of Wuclear Wespons has besn not only a
glgnificant arms control instrument, it has alss facilitated insternatioanl
.co-oparation in a wide varlety of peaceful uses of atomic ensrgy under the
International Atomic Energy Agency. These applications have included using nuclear
tachiology to improve health condirions, ms well as to inocrease agricultural
output, electric power generation mnd induptrisal capablilities., Tho Unlted Geakbss
will continue to play a lesding role in nuclear eo-oporation pursuant to the Treaty.

Our long-standing commitment to serisus arms control negotlations has helped
to bring forth A number of important ares control agrasments, lscluding the
Intermediaste Huclear Forces Tresty. concluded in 1987. At this VErYy Moment wa Are

making significant strides towards goncluding far-reaching arms control agreements
in the suclear and conventional mrams.

It is essential in these times of great change and great promise, amd of major
progrose in arms control, that Che community of nations work togsthar aves more
diligently to prevest nuclear proliferation, which poses oune of the greatest riaks
te the survival of mankind. I urge all States that are nat party to the Treaty on

BAKER* DEMOCRACY IS & PRACTICAL TOOL OF DIPLCHMALY
{Text" speach to Dallas world affairs groupl

Washington -- Secretary of State Baker said March 30 that
*democracy 1s a practical tool of diplomacy® which the United States
will use to promote peaceful global change aimed at building a newly
cdemocratic international society.

In remarks prepared for delivery before the World A&fFfairs Council
in Dallas, Texas, Baker said there is no substitute for American
leadership at a time when dictatorships of the left and right are
being swept away and new democracies are being born.

Following is the text of Baker's address®

{BEGIN TEXT?!

It is a privilege and an honor to address the World Affairs
Council here in Dallas. This group is part of many such councils,
e=stablished throughout the United States with a great purpo=e* to
inform and to debate. In our rapidly changing world, that can be a
tall order. Yet democracy here and elsevhere ultimately depends upon
an informed citizenryy citizens able to ponder and then help set the
couras of international affairs.

Todays T would like to talk about our waorld, how we understand
ity and what we are doing to promote our ideals and our interests.

BEYOND COMTAIMMENT LIES DEMOCRACY

When the president took office a little over a year agoy he
talked about a new breeze blowing for freedom. That breeze has become
a gale-force wind. Around the world, the old dictatorships of left
and right have been swept away, and the people have been heard. Their
wants are basic® freedom to think, freedom to speak, freedom to
worahip, freedom to work. and all of their freedoms are bound up 1n
the call for democracy: the fresdom to choose one's own government.

Le have all been surprised at how quickly the long=cherished
democratic ideal has been translated into the reality aof fres and fair
plectiong. Ever since World War II; dem-ratic walues have baen
shadowed by the threat of totalitarian aggression. Now, as the threat
iz reduced and the shadow recedes, those values are bright and shining
and out 1n the opMeen.

Already a areat, new debate -- actually a great; old debate --

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has broken out:; an argument as old &= our Republic, Now that the
advarsaries of dempcracy are weaker, some savy we should retire;
mission accomelished, to tend to our problems at home. I am not among
them. In the new world struggling to be born, like the old world now
rapidly passing away, there is no substitute for American leadership.

Let me put it this way*® Beyond containment lies democracy. The
time of sweeping away the ald dictators is passing faste the time of
bBuilding up the npew democracies has arrived. That is why President
Bush has defined our new mission to be the promotion and consolidation
of democracy. It is a task that fulfilles both American ideals and
AeTrican interests.

I would like to make five observations about both democracy and a
democratic foreign policy.

HWHAT DEMOCRACY MEANS TODMY* ROLE OF THE IHDIVIDLAL

The first is that democracy means individual rights and
individual responsibilities. With all the talk about changing
systems, architectures, processes, and structures, it would be sasy to
overlook the individual. But the essence of democracy is to treat the
individual 's rights and responsibilities as two sides of the same coin
af freedom. Just as the individual human being has ideal aspirations,
he ar she also has limits and imperfections. So the process of
democracy, as President Havel af Crechoslovakia recently pointed out,
15 an endless Journey in pursdit of our ideals —- a Jjourney spurred on
by the reality that life is not always as just as we might want it to
be.

In ancient times, searching for a perfect order; the philosopher
Flato wanted rule by the elite he called Guardians, a group specially
trained in wisdom who could decide public issues and guard morality
accarding to strict ideals. Democracy has a place for wisdom and a
place for idealsy but that place is in the hearts and minds and moral
character of the ordinary people. We -- gll of us -—- are the
Guardians of demoCracy. "Trust the people” is the motto of democracys
and "ue the people" live by that motto. Democracy is the aristocracy
of individual eicellencey and individual rights remain the basis of
our apgproach to would-be democracies.

DEMOCRSCY AND POLITICAL LESITIMACY

My second obssrvation about dembcracy 1s that it offers a uniqus
political legitimacy. Democracy's reliance upon the individual is
reciprocated by the individual 's consent to Ehe rule of democratic
government. That governmment is therefore considered legitimate in the
most bamic political sense -- both lawful and proper.

Unlike many other forms of government, democracy does not rely on
a one~time grant of consent. Consent is reaffirmed through regular,
fair, and free elections -=- the "tickelt" for the democratic Jjourney.

A democratic society is also characterized by the rule of law and by
tolerance of diversity, a tolerance that protects individual rights
from abuse, whether from an arbifrary minority or a8 tyrannical
majority. Majority rule must uphold minority rights.

Thaeres iz another aspect to democracy of which we should be awars*®

its capacity for self-correction.

ke know that all too aften the i1deal of democracy is not found in
daily reality. OFften in our own country's histary, the practice of
pubhlic life has been at sharp variance with our own standards. Yet
the reality is that in a democracy, the road to progress is never
permanently closed. There is a self-reneuwal, a self-corrective
element in the democratic process which allows us to overcome blunders
and corract the courss,

OT3
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Because democracy enjovs such renswable legitimacy, it can
operate not only to ensure domestic progress but also to encourage
international harmany. Free peoples cherishing democratic values are
unlikely to go to war with one another.

DEMOCRACY DOES MOT STAND ALONE

My third ocbservation is that democracy does not stand alone.
Geometry teaches us that the triangle is the most solid configuration.
The political geometry of successful democracy should teach us that a
free society must be upheld by sconomic progress and basic security.
War and poverty are the gareat opponents of democratic rules,
democratic tolerance, and individual rights,

Many of the recent democratic revolutions in Europe began when
people understood at least that economic progress depended on fresdom
in the workplace and freedom to own property -- and that such freedom
in turn depended upon a aovernment responsive to the people. Dogmas,
attempting to eliminate the entreprensurial spirit while commanding
the production of wealth, produced neither bread nor freedom.

We must therefore build up the economic and security aspects of
thee new democracies even as the political base iz put into place. A
people with hope for a better life, at peace with themselves and their
neighbors, is a people for whom democracy will be not just a temporary
syperiment but a permanent course. A strategy of simply applauding
elections and then hoping for the best ignores the painful lessons of
the past. Only a strategy that buttresses democracy with economic
reforms and greater international security can give us the strength
for the tough transitions that will transform the revolutions af 1989
inta the democracies of the ninsties.

FOREIGM POLICY AND DEMOCRATIC VALLES

My fourth observation is that American foreign policy abroad
must reflect democratic values. This may seem all too cbvious. Yet,
thers are those who would have America, in the name of its ideals.
iealate itself From a world too often hostile to democracy. And there
are others who argues for a realpalitik that has a place only for
peanemic or military or political interests and leaves our values at
home .

We can recognize in this dualism a little bit of ourselves. How
often do we strive for the ideal only to fall short? How frequently
do we conclude after some self-serving action that maybe it was not
the entirely right thing to do?

As individuals, we succeed when we use each side of our nature to
halp the other, when we do things in this world not for salfish
reasons or because we are satisfied with the status quo but in order
to change it; guided by our ideals.

In my view, we must adopt the same approach to our foreign
policy. fMmerica’'s ideals are the conscience of our actions. Dur
pouer is the instrument to turn those ideals into reality. Our
foreign policys, our understanding of other nations, is the blusprint
for the job.

A= we enter a new era of democracy, the old arguments of i1dealism
versus realism must be replaced by idealism plus realism. If we do
not understand this, then we shall rigk the loss of enduring public
support for our policies. I think history illustrates amply that the
american people will not support far long a4 policy that viclates their
cense of humane values, no matter how it is justified as being in the
national interest. I am equally convinced that fAmericans will reject
a paolicy based primarily on moral exhortation which 19NOres our Pouser
to act. As we applaud the new trends toward democracy, we fesl 9531-
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But those trends are opportunities and challenges, not permanent
facts. HWe have Lo do more than feel good; we must do good.

DEMOCRACY A5 DIPLOMACY

My fifth observation is that a policy of democracy is a "foarce
multiplier*® a potent instrument for rallying international action.
A policy that draws upon our domestic values and enjoys the support of
the AmeErican people avtomatically makes our influence mare effective.
But a policy centered on democracy is alsc a "force multiplier” in
that we can use it to engage our friends and allies behind a mutual
purpose. It can give hope to those people s5till suffering under
dictatorahips.

It would seem to be common sense for the United States to lead
alliances of free-market democracies in Asia, Europe, and the Americas
in support of democracy and economic liberty., We can use Our cCommon
values to pool our strength, advancing everyone's interests in a free
and peaceful world. That is what we have tried to do in organizing
assistance to the countries of Central and Eastern Europe. There are
also in Central America, wa have durged our friends and allies to
calibrate their actions along a democratic standard; not just their
immediate geppolitical interests narrowly understood. We have done so
bacause we believe that democracy and the national nterests of the
demacracies reinforce each other.

Still, the fact is that some people don't sees it that way. Some
people prefer 8 time when the United States had to do it all alone.
Others seem to believe that if we are not the biggest contributors, if
we do not micro-manage every aid programy; then somehow America is no
longer a leader.

Obviously, that i= not our view. Let me tell vou why.,

The 1%740s were a great time for American leadership. We had
unsurpassed resources and a world in ruins, and we rose to the
chal lenge. We helped to put our allies on their feet and to turn our
formear adversaries into friends. Mow, thanks to these successtul
palicies, carried out by administration of both parties; we have lots
of help in dealing with the world's problems. To work with our allies
i=m not a =i1gn of American weakness, it i= a proof of our strength.

And that strenath should be guided by a wisdom attuned to our times,
Just as the Americans of 4% years ago used both brain and brawn to
deal with wvery different circumstances. MWe can lead today even more
effectively than we did then because democracy is on the march.

COHSE MO. 1+ CENTRAL AMERICA

Theze aobservations about democracy and our foreign policy are
not speculative. They are rather guide-posts for practice, and they
have plarvred a major part both in our thinking and in some of our
recent foreign policy achievements.

I would cite as the first example recent events in Central
Armerica. When the president took office,; U.5. policy toward that
important reaion -- our own neighborbood -- was in trouble. It was
the most divisive issue we faced. Congress and the Executive branch
had failed to reach any lasting agreement on how to approach the
problem, or for that matter, even how to define it. The &merican
people were divided,; too, an almost certain recipe for failure.

The only way out of this tangles was to return to American
principles. Early last reary; the president decided to define
demaracy as the regional objective and elections as the means to
achieve that result. In sach casey this turned the focus where it
belonged. In Micaragua, the Sandinista's conduct of their own society
-- an outpost of oppression in a region of democracies -- bhecame the

oT3
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central issue, not the Nicaraguan resistance. In FPanama, General
Moriega's= brutal rejection of a free election verdict stripped him of
his claim to legitimate rule and began the difficult trek toward
Panamanian democracy. enother free slection in El Salvador, conducted
despite violence, gave President Christiani the popular mandate to
pursue a negotiated settlement to the war and a chance to demonstrate
a serious appraach o human rights.

fn emphasis on democracy enabled us to cut the Gordian knot that
prevented bipartizanship. On March 24, 19689, a Bipartisan Accord was
signed at the White House, #nabling Republicans and Demaocrats to jJoin
argpund a common purpose. OQutside of Washington, the American people
couled be rallied in support. The United States was heard at last to
be speaking with one voice. Directly as a result, the Congress voted
humanitarian aid for the Resistance through February 28, 1990.

We then took the hipartisan emphasis on democracy and approached
the Contral Smerican countries. The Esquipulas Agresement sspressed
their wish for peace,; democracy, and the end of support for bloody
revolutions in other countries. What was lacking was an effective
mechanism to turn the wish into reality. Then, at Tesoro Beach, the
Central American presidents agreed on a joint plan to be developed
within 90 days to demobilize the Resistance, and it was widely
interpreted as a defeat for the U.S. at the time. But the other side
of the joint plan was a requirement that the Sandinista government
hold internationally supervissd slections a rear earlier than
scheduled -- February 25 1990.

This provision helped us to persuade our European allies that
they should condition their economic aid to Nicaragua on the holding
of free and fair elections. They did. In April of 17989, a donors
conference for Nicaragua was sponsored by Sweden. President Ortega
later admitted that he received only a small fraction of what he had
hoped to gat bhefore elections.

Finally, we were able to use all of these developments together
to take a more effective approach to the Soviet Union. We had the
force multiplier of democracy to present the Soviets with a arowing
international consensus on elections. We could and did argue that i1f
Moscow's aid were seen to be sabotaging legitimate governments --
whether a freely elected democracy in El Salvador or the elections
process in Micaragua -- there would be strong repercussions an cverall
U.5.-Soviet relations. And we were able to contrast the Soviet
feeding of conflict with their evident desire for a more cooperative
relationship in dealing with regional problems. As a result even
befare the elections, Moscow publicly agreed to respect both the
electoral process and 1te oubcome.

We were prepared to make sure that the elections were as clean --
as free and fair -- as possible. Congress supported the president’'s
request for money to support election activities, which enabled us to
flood Micaragua with international observers., The National Endowment
for Democracy also contributed funds shared by the Nicaraguan parties.

e considered that sseential because it enabled the Democratic
opposition, UND, to compete on at least the minimal level against a
Sandinista party utilizing the resources of the entire state.

Finally, we protested vigorouszly and pointed out clearly every
instance of unfair and arbitrary procedure. Democracy, we felt, was a
fact-growina plant if only the =sunshine of publicity could expose
those who would Kill it at the root. The pressure was on the
SQandini=tas to play it straiaht.
I recite all of theze facts because I believe they set a EDHtE;ti
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4 climate that was most conducive to democracy in Micaragua through
the voting itself. The individual Micaraguan -- the individual upon
whiom democrabtic hopes depended -- knew that he or she was not alone,
voting in a free and fair election was not a desperate, lonely act but
a step toward a better future.

Mow thal a dempbcratic government bas been elected in Micaraguay
we know that Micaragua's recovery from years of civil war and the
blight of Marxist economics will be costly and painful. There and in
Panamay we must help to turn the new hopes into the reality of
progress. That is why the president has proposed a new 800 million
dollar Fund for Democracy -- our part of a multilateral effort to put
our neighbors back on their feet. This is not charity. It is an
investment in the democratic values we share with our neighbors. For
we have a broad vista —-- stretching from Guatemala to Panama == of new
possibilities for democratization; demilitarization, and development
which offars a bright future for all the peoples of the region. With
gur help and the help of other democracies, it can and will be done.

CASE MD. 2+ CEMTRAL anD EASTERM ELUROFE

My second siample of how a democratic foreign policy works
concerns Central and Eastern Europe. Freed of fear and Flercely
detarmined to recover their dignity and their hopes, the
long-suffering peoples of those lands behind the Iron Curtain finally
pulled it down.

Last December, not long after the Berlin wall was breached, I
vicited that divided city. I took a good look through a newly
chiselled hole in that ugly wall and what I saw was a great city
striving to be reborn. And beyond it, ald nations were alive with new
hope. All of that was captured by the simple word "democracy .

While in Praguz, a month ago, I talked about the consolidation of
democracy throughout the region. It was important for the peoples of
Central and Eastern Europe to know that the challenges they faced were
not theirs alone. We, too, have a challenge. We are admired for our
democratic values and for the succesas of our economic system. People
logk to us for help -- nat charity -- but the hele that allows
sel f-help. Training, advice, and sharing our experience counts for
more than monegy. We must be prepared to give 1t.

Our program of cooperation and assistance concentrates on three
areas, not all of them economic. First, we will press the concept of
fres and regular elections. The president has proposed that this be
sdopted as= a program by the 35 Mation Conference on European Security
and Cooperation (CSCE). We have also offered and are sending election
ahservers as each Central and Eastern European country takes its first
democratic steps. The objective here is to make democracy the
legitimizing principle for all of Europe.

Secondy, we are working with our allies and the Soviet Union to
reduce the arms and the armies facing each other in Europe.

Third, we are extending economic support for the painful
transition to free market szystems. This will be a very difficult task
in spcieties just now beginning to dismantle Marxist-Leninist economic
syatems and often lacking the basics of a free market. UWe believe,
however, that the United States, our allies in Europe and Japan, and
international econamic institutions can work together successfully to
help these countries achieve the progress so long denied them. The
purpose aof all of these efforts should be to provide a healthy
envirornment for the real motivator of long-lasting growth -- vigorous
private sector investment and development.

We are tving to our assistance to our valuss and showing how our
or3



values can be of assistance. Our support iz to be measured by a
single test* whether it advances democracy and economic liberty.

I would add here a word sbout our policy of democracy and its
impact on the Saviet Union. We have an interest in perestroika which
goes beyond geopolitics. IF perestroiks results in a more democratic
and open Soviet society, with individual rights and economic ProgressSe
then the impact on Boviet foreign policy for the long run will be
highly beneficial. Democracy in the Soviet Union is, in my view, the
best guarantee of a constructive Soviel approach to international
prob ]l emns .

CASE NO. 3* BREAHING NMEW GROLIND

The third and final case T would cite of democracy 1n action 1
call "breaking new graund." It has been my argument throughout this
speech that democracy serves both American ideals and American
interests. Furthermore, democracy is a practical tool of diplomacy,
not the only tooly but a particularly wvaluable one with which to rally
support both here and abroad for our foreign policy.

Democracy speaks to universal aspirations -- to use those famous
old American words, “regardless of race, creed or colar." I reject
and T hope fmerica always rejects the view that democracy is for
cartain societies but has no place in Africa or Asia or South America,
ar even in the Middle East. I say instead, remember the motto, "trust
the people.”

Becaus® we trust the peopley not only here or in Europe, or in
Central America but everywhere, we are using democracy and elections
as valuable tools in helping to end regional conflicts and to bring
about national reconciliation. Let me cite briefly a few examples®

In Mamibia, whose independence celebrations I just attended, free
and fair elections were a key element in the settlement that freed
Africa's last colony, ended a civil war, and launched a new government
with a democratic constitution. We believe that free and fair
elections can play a similar role in promoting national reconciliation
in Angoala and South AfFrica.

In the Arab-Israzli conflict,; we see elections in the occupied
territories as a catalyst to bring about a constructive
Israeli-Palestinian dialogue which could lead to the peace both
peEoples so badly need.

and in Cambodia, the five permanent members of the Security
Council see a free and fair election as the best way to resolve at
last the disputed government of that tortured land, giving the
Cambodian people their long overdue chance to choose their own
leaders.

CORCL LIS TOM

Let me conclude with Ehis thought. When 1 studied classics in
college, I found to my surprigse that most of the ancient philosorhers
feared democracy. Thosse who study the 18th century arguments over our
Constitutions will also encounter this fear. It was a lingering
suspicion that the individual would be corrupted, that the ordinary
man or woman was simply not up to the task of self government.

Dur Founding Fathers overcame that fear and left to us a legacy
of confidence in the citizen that constitutes our greatest political
and moral strenath. Our foreign policy has been at its best when it
drew from that strength and made of our country a great force for good
in the world. MNow, after hard years of defending democratic values,
our ariginal confidence has been renewsd.

Ordinary people are truly the heroes of our time. Ordinary
people brake through the Wall. Ordinary peaple turned out the

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dictatars. Ordinary pecple voted for democracy in Central America.

A= once our founding fathers drew upon confidence in the citizens
to build a new democratic asociety, mo now our foreign policy must
build wupon that same confidence to build a newly democratic

international society. That is our opportunity and our challenge.

We are writing to request a full Senate Armed Services
Ccmmittas hearing for the purpose of examining the growing
problem of tactical ballistic missils proliferation in the
Kiddle East as well as Department of Cafense (DoD) sfforts to
counter this alarming threat.

In light of the rnfarti from today’s Washington Post and
Waghington Times revealling the aborted plot of the Izragi

government to obtain 40 nuclear weapon triggering devices from

the United Btates through Great Britain and Baih ad’'s

accelerated program to Iincresse both the lethality and the

range of lts Intermediate Range Ballistic Miseiles (IRBMs), we
baellieve that the Committee should uzﬁlnrn with DoD tha currant

V.6, programe for both controlling the spread of IREM

technologles to hostile Middle Bastern states and hslping cus .
regional alllep defend themsslves against such weapons.

We would expect the appropriate executive officials to
provide a full assessment of tha pffansive tactical balliatic
missile threat poged by powers in the Middle East unfriendly to
Amarica and Ilts allise. The Committes would also benefit from
a discuesicn of the full range of policles, procedures, and
international ¢ooperation measures avallable to the U.B. to
more effectively prevent the spread of ballistic technologies
in this volatile area of the world.

Finally, we would expect an acoounting of the progress of
the Antl-Tectlecal Ballistic Missile (ATEM) program dointl
operated by the United States and the Governmant of Ysraasl.

If fully funded, the ATEM initiative would produce
hyper-velocity eysteme capable of shooting down both short- and
medium-range tactical ballistic miesilas of the type now
deployed or under development by Irag.

DaD ested 85.2 million in the Strategic Defanee
Initlative Organization's Theatre Mlesile Defense account for
FY31 to complete the first phase of the ATEM program, which -
required a U,B.-Israell government-toe~government Memorandum of - :
Agreement (MOA) to implemsnt. This June, the firet flight-of o
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the ATBM medium-range Arrzow defensive missile will oceour, and
the three regulxed Phase I interception tests of this systam
will be done by April 1551,

The Defense Department, however, should reporzt to the
committee on its follow-on plans and timetable with regard to
negotiating an ATEM Fhase II MOA with the Israelis to develcp,
demenatrats, and test several new technologies necessary for
the fielding of & comprehensive Anti-Tactical Balliatic Migeile
Eyeten.

The stratsgic, political, and economic significance of the
Hiddla East for U.8. national securlty make it incumbent on the
United States to possess adeguate rascurces for deterring the
further develepment and use of highly destructive ballistie
missiles == particularly those aguipped with chemical or
nuclear warheads -- by parties hﬂltETﬁ to Amerlcan interssts
and those @f cur ellies. =

Teraal in particuler is clearly at risk of suffering the
mont devastating attack from irresponsible and hostile
naighbors within the regicon. The urgency of developing an
adsquate defense can hardly be overstated as demonstrated by
evente being repcrted in current press coverage.
