on Co-operation in the Fields of Culture, Education

and Science
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The Government of the State of Israel and the
Government of the Hellenic Republic ("hereafter the
Contracting Parties"}),

Guided by the desire to further develop and strengthen
the friendly relations which exist between the two
countries,

Wishing to promote the long-standing co-operation
between themselves in the fields of culture, education
and science, and

Therefore believing that by so doing shall contribute
to the better understanding between the peoples of
Greece and Israel,

Have agreed as follows:
MRRTICLE 1

The Contracting Parties shall encourage the
development of interest in the cultural heritage
and a wider knowledge of the cultural achievements
of each other's country.

To this end, the Contracting Parties shall
encourage and facilitate, on the basis of mutual
benefit, exchanges and co-operation between the
two countries in the fields of arts, culture,
education, humanities, literature and sciences and
provide appropriate opportunlties for contacts and
joint activities between the organizations,
institutions and persons active in these fields.

The Contracting Parties shall encourage the
competent bodies and institutions of their
respective countries to consider activities that
may include among others:

1. The exchange of exhibitions and other displays
of a cultural, educational and documentary
nature;

2. The translation and publication of artistic,
literary and scientific work produced in the
other country;

3. The presentation of plays and musical
compositions of the other country;

4. The distribution and screening of feature,
documentary and educational films of the other
country as well as the promotion of other
mutually beneficial activities in the fields
of cinematography, radic and television;
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5. The appearances of artistic groups and
individual artists;

6. The exchange of representatives in the fields
of architecture, literature, music, palnting,
sculpture, theatre and other areas of the
arts;

7. Co-operation in fields of common interest
among universities and other institutions of
higher learning, learned societies and
cultural organizations;

8. The exchange of books, text-books, periodicals
and other documentary material;

9. Co-operation in the organization of joint
research, conferences and symposiaj

10. The exchange of university students,
post-graduates, instructors, lecturers,
scholars, researchers, professors as well as
other specialists in education and other
fields;

11. The exchange of scholarships for university or
post-graduate studies in institutions of
higher education;

12. The exchange of wvisits to archives, libraries,
and museums;

13. Cooperation and exchange of information in
the field of archeology.

ARRTICLE 2

The Contracting Parties shall encourage and
facilitate, on the basis of mutual benefit,
exchanges and co-operation din the fields of
theoretical and applied science and provide
appropriate opportunities for contacts between
scientific institutions and organizations,
research institutes, universities as well as other
institutions of higher education, scholars,
researchers and speclalists of the two countries.
They shall also encourage joint activities in
specialized areas and topics of common interest.

In order to develop and  expand scientific
co-operation, the  Contracting Parties shall
facilitate, inter alia:

1. WVisits, study-trips and consultations of
researchers, scientists and other specialists;
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2., Joint elaboration and implementation of
research programs and projects and exchange of
the results thereof;

3. oOrganization of joint courses, conferences and
symposia;

4, Exchange of audio wvisual material of a
scientific nature;

5, Organization of scientifie exhibitions and
displays;

6. Exchange of scientific documentation and
information;

7. Exchange of scientific literature, pericdicals
and other publications.

ARTICLE 3

The Contracting Parties shall encourage co-ogperation
between the news agencies, press organizations, radie
and television institutions of the two countries,
direct contacts between publishers of newspapers and
periodicals as well as the exchange of journalists,
press correspondents and broadcasters.

RRTICLE 4

The Contracting Parties shall encourage co-operation
between their respective sport authorities. Details
shall be decided upon through direct contacts between
the above-mentioned authorities.

The Contracting Parties shall encourage co-operation
between their youth orgainzations and institutions in
cultural and social activities.

BRRTICLE 5

A joint Greek-Israeli Committee, the members of which
ghall be appointed by the two Governments, shall meet
alternatively in Athens and in Jerusalem, in
priciple, once every three (3) years, the date of the
meetings to be fixed through diplomatic channels.

The Committee shall consider matters relating to the
application of the Agreement. It shall draw up a
working programme and set the financial and
administrative reguirements for carrying out the
exchanges envisaged by this Agreement.

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ARTICLE &

Within the terms of the laws and regulations in force
in its territory each Contracting Party shall grant
to the other, every reasonable facility for the
entry, stay and departure of persons, and for the
importation of the material and equipment necessary
for ecarrying out the programmes or exchanges which
may be established in accordance with this
Agreement.

ARTICLE 7

This Agreement shall enter into force after the
Contracting Parties have notified each other, in
writing, +through diplomatic channels, that the
constitutional requirements for the entry into force
of this Agreement have been complied with.

RRTICLE 8
This Agreement is concluded for an indefinite peried.
It may be modified or amended by mutual consent in
accordance with the procedure detalled in Article 7.
It may be terminated after prior notification
submitted by either of the Contracting Parties
through the diplomatic channels.

In 8 meeting today between Prime Minister Yitzhak Shamir and Greek Foreign
Minister Andonis Samaras, who is the first Greek foreign minister to pay an
official visit to Israel, the Prime Minister said: We do not request
substantial sponsorship for our talks with the Arabs, rather formal
sponsorship for the opening session only. Negotiations between us and the
Arabs must be open and direct and we have no need for mediators. The Prime
Minister expressed doubts about European participation in negotiations and
expressed hope that Eurppe would improve its relations with Israel.

The visiting minieter said that Europe was turning from an economic
community into a political community and that it desires balanced relations
with the Middle East. Mr, Shamir said that for some repason, Europe has
sympathy for the PLO and it must understand that PLO participation in
negotiations will ruin any process. The PLO is not interested in peace
with us, but peace without us, and this, the Prime Minister said, it will
not achieve,

At the end of the meeting, the Prime Minister and the Greek minister agreed
that there is room for improvement in economic relations between the two
countries and made note of the improvement that can already be felt. The
Greek minister expressed hope that Greece would be able to be of assistance
in furthering peace in the regionm.

Former Premier and PASOK leader
Andreas Papandreou has disclosed
that he was threatened by an Arab
country representative that if Greece
fully recognised the state of Israel with-
out extending a similar status to the Pa-
lestinian state, the Arab and- Islamic
countries would recognise the breaka-
way Turkish Cypriot "state” in the occu-
picd northern part of Cyprus.

Mr. Papandreou made the disclosure
at a three-day- megting of Greece's
three main leaders with President
Christos Sartzetakis on MNovember 17
before they decided to back an all-
party governmen: under Prime Mini-
ster Xenophon Zolotas to rule the coun-
try until new elections in April,

According to the 271-page minutes of
the meeting, which were released yes-
terday, Mr. Papandreou revealed that a
representative of the Arab countries
visited him on the night of his cam-
paign speech in Thessaloniki and “told
me that if we recognise Israel without
recognising the PLO, that is, the Pales-
tinian state, then the Arab and Islamic
countries will recognise the Turkish Cy-
priot ‘state’.

“This was a friendly threat, not a threat
in the sense that they consider me as
an opponent, but in the sense that such
a move would be unavoidable,” Mr. Pa-
pandreou sajd at the meeting. He de-
clined to give the name of the Arab
representative because he said the call
was “informal and | committed myself
not to name him”,

Defending his party's line for de jure
recognition of the lsraeli state, New

Democracy (ND) leader Constantine

Mitsotakis said he did not believe the

Arabs would make such a2 move.

"l had several.contacts with many Ar-
abs and [ know their views. The Arabs
have accepted the recognition of the Is-
raeli state,” Mr. Mitsotakis said.

Mr. Papandreou, whose socialist gov-
ernment maintained close relations
with the Arab world during its eight-
wear rule until its electoral defeat last
June, said at this point: "You are aware

Mr. Mitsotakis replied that he did, too,
and cited the example of Spain which
has fully recognised lsrael, saying: "Are
we capitis diminutio?”

At another point in the minutes, Alli-
ance of Left and Progress leader Hari-
laos Florakis was quoted as saying he
was not going to "topple the (Zolotas)
government” on the question of the
U5, military bases in Greece.

Mr. Florakis reiterated his party’s
stand on the removal of the bases, say-
ing he would not assume the responsi-
bility for what the all-party government
did. The 1983 bases agreement expired
last December 21, after which the Uni
ed States has 17 months (until Ma.
1990) to dismantle the bases.

Mr. Mitsotakis proposed a six-month
"freeze” on the bases issue, while Mr,
Papandreou agreed at the end of the
three<day meeting that the bases prob-
lem would be dealt with by the Zolotas
all-party government "in due course”,
although in the first day of the meeting
he had made a counter-proposal for a
12-month freeze on the bases issue.

Mr. Mitsotakis also said: "We have no
reason to create a crisis at this moment
in Greek-U.5. relations. Now that the
Americans are making it up with the
Soviets, we have no reason to start hos-
tilities with the Americans.”

read in Parliament on July 6, 1989

Colleagues,

Since a few days ago, something has
changed in Greece: the Greek people,
after the tension of a tough and parti-
cularly long election campaign, after
the uncertainty created by many days
of discussions and consultations for the
formation of a new government, now
witness with relief that our political life
has been finally put on course, that the
hour of the catharsis of the Greek poli-
tical drama has arrived.

A period that heaped many hardships
and problems wupon the country has
come to an end. Today there is a new
beginning.

The main reason the Greek people
feel hope once again and look forward
to the future with optimism is the histo-
ric agreement between New Democra-
cy and the Coalition of the Left and
Progress that led to the formation of a
new government.

For the first time in Greek history
there is a government based on forces
that had been divided by so many
things in the past, These same forces

have different ideological and political
orientations but come together today
through the common goal of catharsis,
transparency and the restoration of the
prestige and smooth functioning of the
institutions of democracy.

This agreement will influence the po-
litical developments in public life and
the future of the country for many
years. This is why my responsibilities as
Prime Minister are especially great,
despite the fact that | am heading an
interim goverment of a limited dura-
tion, which has specific goals.

And my responsibilities become even
greater because | have been called
upon to realise a political conception
whose achievement was possible only
thanks to the courage, boldness and
the self-denial of the political leaders
who led us to this historic moment.

After this agreement no one can ever
separate the Greek people by dividing
lines, or by exploiting passions and pre-
judices that are rooted in historical
events of past decades.

Mo one will be able to choose tension,
monologue and fanatacism, over dialo-

gue on real problems the solution of
which the future of our country de-
pends on.

No one will be able to sacrifice natio-
nal unanimity for petty party benefits
and interests.

From now on, those who enter politics
on the basis of the past, belong to the
past.

At some point, the history of the civil
war will have to close definitively.
PASOK took certain steps forward, on
the road that Mr. Karamanlis had ope-
ned up, with the recogniition of the
Communist movement. The recogni-
tion of universal resistance by the first
Papandreou government was a further
step. It remained unfinished however. |
think the moment has come to finally
close this chapter of history definitively
so that it will no longer constitute a
source of division and bitterness but a
lesson of national unanimity.

Compelled by this high conviction,
my goverment has the honour of pro-
posing that:

a. the Minister of Justice submit wi-

b. all the wings of Parliament under-
take, given that my government does
not have the necessary credits, the obli-
gation to satisfy all rational demands of
all resistance organisations without dis-
criminating amongst them, when a go-
verment emerges in the new elections.

I am certain that Parliament will ac-
cept both recommendations and we
will be able to announce with pride,
that the project of national reconcilia-
tion that inspires us is not only words
but deeds - and the foundation of a new
trust and solidarity.

Colleagues,
The government that was formed last
Sunday and asks today for the confi-
dence of Parliament was, and still in-
tends to be, based on the broadest pos-
sible consensus of the political world.

Its formation confirms that the diffe-
rences in ideology and policies do not
stop Greek political parties from dis-
cussing and agreeing on issues that
concern the restoration of the opera-
tion of democracy, catharsis and the re-
construction of the institutions,

With its project it will seek the con-
sensus of the all the Greek people be-
cause its specific mission and the com-

“mon popular desire for catharsis |

permits it to address everyone and ex-
press the healthy forces of the nation,
independent of ideology and political
positions,

Catharsis is the main reason for the
formation of this government.

The leadership of the party which is
responsible, through its management,
for the crisis and the decay of recent
years, did not have the courage to as-
sume its responsibilities and after
trying to cover-up the scandals, it pre-
sents itself today secking to claim the
flag of catharsis. I would like to hope
that it realises , even at this last mo-
ment, that it cannut deceive the people.
But its sincerity will be seen from its
productive contribution to the effort to
reach the irreproachable outcome of
the project that we have undertaken. |
hope it will do this with the calmness,
sincerity and prudence that is dictated
by all of us.

For the political forces that support
the new government,catharsis is the
necessary prerequisite to rid the coun-
try of the heavy climate of disintegra-
tion and corruption of recent years so
that we can finally move forward.

We all know very well that if catharsis
does not go ahead, the Greek people
would lose their trust in the political

world,

And the slogan that "everyone is the
same” that the guilty and their accom-
plices skillfully conveyed to public opi-
nion would have poisoned our political
life for a long time.

The new government has not come ta
take revenge nor to cover up. It is here
to reform - with everyone's help - our
political and social atmosphere. And
that is why it addresses everyone and
needs the support and eriticism of eve-
ryone in order to prepare for the next
steps, far from any divisive or revan-
chist climate.

With catharsis, which the new govern-
ment undertook as an obligation of ho-
nour and is determined to implement
without deviations or negligence, the
Greek people will regain their trust in
the political system.,

At the same time, however - and this is
the most important - Greek society will
show everyone that it has values which
it respects.

For us, catharsis will not end with the
attribution of criminal and political res-
ponsibilities but in the creation of new
institutions and a new way of governing
that will prevent the recurrence of such
scandals,

Colleagues,

Five days ago we took over the gover-
ning of the country. Before I inform the
body on the situation that the new go-
vernment inherited, I would like to say
a few words on how we took over:

Personally, I took over as Prime Mi-
nister from nobody. I did not receive
any telephone call from the outgoing
Prime Minister, not one paper, not one
file.

No minister of the government that
lost the elections - with the honourable
exception of Mr. Haralambopoulos -
had the rudimentary democratic sensi-
tivity to hand over in person his minis-
try and brief the new ministers.

The first thing that we "received” from
the previous government was the arro-
gance of power and its anti-democratic
mentality and these will be the first
things that will change.

Because we, as political persons, as
servants of the people, are obliged to
serve the people and nothing is our
property.

We are simple managers who must
hand over our management in accor-
dance with the will of the people.

That someone accept that he has lost
is not only a rudimentary indication of
decency— it shows at the same time the
degree of respect the politicians have
for the popular sovereignty that is the
foundation of our democracy.

| Colleagues,

The economic situation that the pre-
sent government inherited is known to
everyone and is summed up in the
dogma on which the previous govern-
ment based its election campaign: the
famous: "Tsovolas give it all”. And
Mr. Tsovolas gave it all in fact , the re-
sult being that the deficit of the overall
state budget exceeded 750 billion dr in
the first half of this year, and the esti-
mations are that for the entire year it
will approach 1900 billion dr., overshoo-
ting the inititial budget forecast by 36
percent.

In the health sector, we inherited hos-
pitals with fewer beds and more cots,

In education, at all, there are dead-
locks, and studies that lead young
people to unemployment and degrees
that bear no relation to jobs that exist
or can be created.

In agriculture, after an orgy of pre-
election abuse of the state, party coo-
peratives and EC funds, the deceptions
have been uncovered. Funds for early
pensions have not been provided for
the farmers who before the clections
had filled out applications for pensions.

At the same time, the issue of the
huge debts of the cooperatives (over
300 billion), that are due to a great de-
gree, to the scandals and mismanage-

_ment, remains unsolved,

Environmental probIems-- of the
‘nefos’(smog), the destruction of fo-
rests, the pollution of coasts— are more
threatening than ever before. While
public administration, paralysed by the
poison of partisanship, deals with even
everyday matters with difficulty and
huffing and puffing .

In the sensitive area of public order
and citizens' security, the increase in
crime, violence and the dramatic ag-
gravation of the drug problem, espe-
cially harms the less- privileged areas
of the urban centres.

Finally, the international prestige of
our country has been handed over to us
dishonoured by unheard-of scandals
which the previous government unfor-
tunately "exported” abroad.

Colleagues,
Many of the problems that | mentio-
ned earlier are long-term and the new
government will not by its nature, be
the one to deal with them— not only be-
cause its mission is specific and its time
in power limited, but due to the fact
that it is a government that came about
by a process of joint consent. This go-
vernment does not belong to one party
and will not implement the policies of
one party.

It will provide, however, answers to all
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urgent prablems and seek through dia-
logue the best solution for each case, a
solution that will have broadest pos-
sible popular consensus.

Cur goal is to fulfill, in the best way,
our clear and specific mission so that
once the procedure of catharis is set in
maotion, the road to honest and free
elections will be opened.

The Greek people - relieved of the an-
guish of the scandals and its distrust of
the political world - will then be able to
decide,*&ee and informed, which forces
it wishes to rule them and on the basis
of which programmes,

What now, in detail, are the goals
and priorities of the new government?

Qur first goal is the systematic investi-
gation of the scandals,

Especially; those where there is any
suspicion of ministers being respon-
sible, because only this Parliament can
bring the accountable ministers to jus-
tice. Investigation, administrative and
judicial, will move ahead in accordance
with the established procedures with
sobriety, speed and consistency. The
judges themselves will be called upon
to do their duty freely and indepen-
dently and decide in accordance with
their conscience.

At the same time, we will seek the in-
stitutional safeguarding of transparen-
_eyonalllevels, . .. ... ...

Parliament must exercise real contro
of the public sector of the economy in
state supplies and army spending. Only
in this way will cases, of excesses and
the abuse of the public purse and the
citizens’ trust be reduced to a mini-
mum.

Our second basic goal is the de-
politicising of the state and the return
of meritocracy in the greater public
sector. The decisions taken after the re-
signation of the previous former chief
of the National Defence General Staff
are characteristic of the political will of
this new government. The chief of the
Army General Staff, Mr. Vellidis was
promoted, as he merited, to chief of the
MNational Defence General Staff and
Mr. Veryvakis to Chief of the Army Ge-
neral Staff (GES). The fact that the new
chief of the GES has a close family con-
nection to the minister of the previous
goverment did not influence this deci-
sion. On the contrary, the criteria that
prevailed for the promotion of Mr. Ve-
ryvakis to GES chief, were his capabili-
ty, his ethics and his dignity.

The political will of the government
for the abolition of all discrimination on
the basis of anyone's political beliefs is
not to be compromised and it is self-

evident that this concerns, most of all

Ahe supporters of those parties whose
leadership excluded themselves from
the broader consensus which consti-
tutes the political base of our govern-
ment. We know that the arbitrariness
of the recent years and the unbridled
partisanship that dominated public ad-
ministration laid the groundwork for
tensions, frictions and impulsive reac-
tions. We will not tolerate these just be-
cause they might also come from sup-
porters of the parties who back the
povernment--just as we will not allow
any government or cival servant to ex-
press the arrogance or abuse of power.

Every citizen will therefore be able to
feel , act and express himself freely, wi-
thout the servitude of party dependen-
cies, without discriminations and wi-
thout the fear that the state will be
exclusively in the service of the party
that governs.

Cur third goal is the operation of state
radio and television as a free medium
of communication, free from govern-
ment or party influences.

The upgrading of the role of respon-
sible journalists will entail the esta-
blishment and observance of specific
rules of a journalistic code of ethics and
the supervision of these ethics by a par-
liamentary inter-party committee,

This round of initial actions will be

- completed-by the setting of new-regula-

tions for the state media that will en-
sure that the media is unbiased, with all
sides to any issue being presented.

In this way, the constitutional com-
mand for objective information on
equal terms, and the quality entertain-
ment that the social task of the state
media demands, will be fulfilled, as well
as the cultural development of the
country.

Our intention is to lay, as of today, the
foundations for a new, for our country,
spring time of the mass media, a blos-
soming of freedom, of quality, of edu-
cation, in intellectual contribution, clo-
sing finally the long chapter of
government tutelage, ensuring that the
free state television and radio will be
handed over to the most competent to
accomplish its great project: to the
press and to the intellectuals,

Our fourth basic goal is to prepare the
next elections so as not to repeat the
deplorable incidents and despicable
acts committed in the June 18 elections

where in hundreds of cases there were

no court representatives and superviso-
ry committees, where in many polling
stations there were no envelopes and
many times not even ballot papers.

We will also take care that in the next
elections there will be no recurrence of
the unacceptable delay and the mis-

takes im the publication of the election
results.

At tihe same time, the new govern-
ment wwill aim for the next elections to
be conducted calmly and in a civilised
mannes, with televised demogratic dia-
logue axs the main medium of campai-
gning, wwithout the degradation shabbi-
ness off the "plastic” rallies. Our goal is
to_comyplete all this in three months, so
that it will be possible to proceed to
new elexctions right away.

Finally, with regard to the specific is-
sues of government policy, | will speak
along ggeneral lines and a more detai-
led pressentation, when necessary,will
be givemn by the competent ministers.

Durimg its term of office, the govern-
ment wsill handle the foreign policy sec-
tor witi the particular cautiousness dic-
tated bry the defence of the country's
security, the national priorities and all
its intessests in general. Greece is ready
to coogperate with every state that
wishes %o maintain and develop friend-
ly relatdions with it, and in advancing
internattional cooperation. Particularly
we hawae in mind the European Com-
munity ®0 which we belong.

In thiis context, Greece will be ready
to réspeand in a positive spirit to every
occurresace aimed at the development
of friemsdly and good-neighbourly rela-

~tions werith-all countries-in’ the region —

and cosmtribute to the consolidation of
peace amsd security in our sensitive geo-
graphical area.

In pasrticular, as regards our neigh-
bour Twarkey, we wish to maintain du-
ring thi= period a climate of relations
that willl allow the holding of a serious
dialogues in the near future, so that the
two peagples may be able to live under
conditioms of peace, friendship and co-
operatiam. We would like to believe
that this spirit will prevail also on the
other sicie.

So far as the national issue of Cyprus
is concemned, [ would like to make it
clear that the Greek government will
continues its undivided support for the
Cyprus government in the active and,
absolutedly well-intended effort being
made by President Vassiliou to find a
just and wiable solution to the Cyprus
probler within the framework of the
U.N. reseslutions. In this sense, we sup-
port the WL.N. Secretary General's ini-
tiative, wrhich, however, should have a
speedy eutcome and bear specific re-
sults. Wee truly believe that at a time
when a spirit of conciliation prevails on
a world =scale, and difficult internatio-
nal probllems are being resolved one
after anather, it is high time for settle-
ment of the 15-year-old drama of the

In our bilateral relations with the Uni-
ted States, we will make every endea-
vour as is natural, for these relations to
move on the level dictated by the tradi-
tional friendship of the two countries
and peoples, in accordance with their
mutual interest and taking into consi-
deration our country’s security,

It is self-evident that a serious issue
such as that of the American bases in
Greece, which is still being negatiated -
- without any talks being held at this
moment — cannot but await its settle-
ment by the government that will
emerge from the next popular verdict.
This applies also to certain other pen-
ding issues in this bilateral sector.

Moreover, 1 propose to Parliament
the setting up of an informal commit-
tee with the participation of representa-
tives from all parties, which will outline
its views to the government on national
issues which the government intends to
handle.

We would like to believe that with a
-serious and consistent handling of fo-
reign affairs during the next three
months, the present government will
ensure for its successor the prérequi—
sites for constructive initiatives in ser-
ving our national interests.

At the same time, the new govern-
ment will support the task of the Armed
Forces and ¥eep them away from party
interventions. The same applies also
for the sensitive sector of Public Order,
where there will be an end to persecu-
tions of trade tinionists and the free
functioning of professional unions wi-
thin the existing constitutional frame-
work

In the economy, the first concern will
be to take stock of the present situation
and fully inform the national represen-
tation of the people, the Parliament,of
the real state of the economy and the
problems that we inherited.

For the-time being, from the figures
that have been gathered, the following
is the case:

- The deficit situation in the manage-
ment of public finance has substantial-
ly deteripated.

- The gap between the supply of insuf-
ficient funds and the growing demand
for the operation of the economy has
widened, resulting in the boosting of
the inflationary processes.

- Besides inflation on the domestic
level of prices, the external balance is
also worsening. This is due to the wea-
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kening of the stabilizing factors of the
balance of payments where some de-
ceptive improvements appeared but
were linked exclusively to exceptional
factors and mainly to the significant in-
crease in EC financial support.

- a serious deterioration of the econo-
my from the structural point of view.
Besides the disorganisation of the pu-
blic sector, it is noted that the country is
over-indebted without there being any
substantive development.

Even if the new government has limi-
ted capabilities due to its nature, it will
make every effort to stop the dowghill
course of the Greek economy--
beginning with a necessary manage-
ment of public finances by avoiding
waste and normalising the flow of pu-
blic revenues so as to diminish the defi-
cits as much as possible. At the same
time, a prudent monetary and ex-
change policy will be effected in order
to contain inflationary pressures and
protect revenues. The government is
committed to ensuring the workers'
real income and discussing with them
any problems or issues that arise in a
spirit of understanding and coopera-
tion. :

With regard to the issue of personnel
working in the public sector, we state
categorically that we do not intend to

- -undertake any staff dismissals or new

hirings in the public sector in general.
And any

selections we make will be based only
on merit and not on political opinions
held.

As regards the immediate problems
that concern our farmers, we will
handle in the best way possible the
payment of early pensions that was cut
off, as | mention before, due to the lack
of funds. In addition, resources will be
pumped from the Community for the
payment of compensations the farmers
are entitled to,

We will place primary importance on
education. The need for a new course is
obvious. The government, as you un-
derstand, will not implement the edu-
cation policies of the political forces
that support it. What we will do is take
a series of serious actions aimed at
consolidating a spirit of national coope-
ration and mobilising all the forces for
the smoother operation of the educa-
tional system. So that when new acade-
mic year opens, we will have ensured
fully staffed schools and schools books

ready to be distributed so that the tea-
ching institutions can function at a to-
lerable level.

In the sector of justice we will seek to
strengthen substantially the personal
and professional independence of the
judges.

Impartial judicial decision must be
the product of scientific knowledge and
the correct application of the Law so
that the judge does not fear the conse-
quences but also in order that he does
not hope for any favouritism as a result
of any decision he makes.

Cur first and immediate action is the
abolition of the legal codes which are in
effect today and the enactment of new
legal codes that will form a new network
of institutions that will put into practice
the personal and professional indepen-
dence of the officers of justice.

We will deal with, within the time
available , the problems of lawyers and
judicial clerks, making use of the ratio-
nal proposals of the trade union organi-
sations of the workers themselves in
the area of justice.

An independent and harmoniously”
operating Justice is the government's
focal interest. We will take measures
for the improvement of the conditions
of administering justice.

Qur chief concern is the strengthe-

‘ning of the-independence and freedom

of judiciary handling the issue of ca-
tharsis.

Sincerity will be the distinguishing
characteristic of the relations between
new government and the citizens. On
this basis we will ask for the mobilisa-
tion of all the healthy forces of the na-*
tion, independent of political position,
to support us in the project of catharsis
and the expansion of the function of
the institutions of the Republic.

A government, moreover, that ex-
presses and seeks national reconcilia-
tion, cannot but be a government open
to all. Everyone must have their place
in our society and everyone is called
upon to contribute to the building of a
new Greece, with a different spirit and
different outlooks.

We are aware of the difficulties. But,
with everyone's support, every Greek
woman and Greek man, the prospects
for a better tomorrow can, and must be
created. It was finally time to turn a
new page in the political history of the
country.

Prime Minister Tzannis Tzannetakis

The government of Tzannis Tzannetakis was sworn-in on July
2 in the presence of President Christos Sartzetakis with the sole
purpose of cleaning up scandals from the previous government
and to lead the nation to free and democratic elections in Oc-
tober.

Prime Minister Tzannetakis received the full support of New
Democracy party leader Constantine Mitsotakis and the leaders
of the Leftist Coalition and Progress Harilaos Florakis and
Leonidas Kyrkos.

Mr. Mitsotakis and his New Democracy partywon the elections
on June 18 gathering 449 of the popular vote with PASOK
second with 39% of the votes and the Coalition of the Left and
Progress a distant third with 1355 of the votes.

Mr. Tzannetakis said he was honoured that Mr. Mitsotakis had
recommended him to serve as Prime Minister of the interim
government until new elections are held in three months time.

This was the first time in Greek history that right and left wing
political parties cooperated in forming a government,

GOALS OF B.LO.

At the brink of the 21st century technology is expanding the horizons
of understanding and is widening the spectrum of thought not only to include
the cosmos but also to reveal the infinite beauty of the microcosmos and the
macrocosmos, However, rapid technological advances have created a decline in
values and a feeling of uncertainty. This anxiety is justified, since
technology has progressed at a geometne rate, whereas social structure and
legislation have been unable to evolve at the same pace. Technology offers
the innumerable goods of modern society and ameliorates the conditions of
life. However, most people foresee dim prospects for the future. This wave
of pessimism and fearful approach to life need to be reversed. Bios (life)
may act as a lever to lift the spint of people throughout the world. The
respect for bios may serve as a catalyst and allow the incorporation of new
values, so that man feels that technology is being hamessed for his
wellbeing.

Greece is proposed as the
ideal meeting place for people from all specialties to meet and  assess
progress and values Scientists, academicians and philosophers as well as
every individual may bequeath their thoughts to a "Bank of Ideas".

- the sensitisation of public opinion towards the ramifications of the
biological sciences, and the impact this progress ‘'may have on other
fields of study (bio-diplomacy, bio-law,  bio-economics,  biv-art,
bio-literature, bio-environment, etc.)

- development of curriculum materials for elementary, middle and higher
levels ol education. Universities and colleges are being encouraged (o
review their curncula and include Biopolitics in the study of  theology,
law, political science, the arts, business, economics, ete.  since.  Lhese
ficlds are directly related o biological sciences.

RECOMMENDATIONS

In exploiting the natural environment on an ever-increasing  scale, mankind
has created a serious imbalance in the world's ecosystems.

- promote and initiale awareness and a deep sense of responsibility by
all peoples of the dangers arising from actual or possible direct
interventions of man into his own and all other forms of
bio-psychological  substance by means of genetic  and  other
medico-biological processes;

- promote and initiale regional cooperation for the development of  the
bio-environment and its protection against  technically  avoidable
pollution among all relevant organisations and groups, including
recording and publicising channels of information 'feedback’.

- promote and initiale efforts aimed al minimising resource  depletion
as well as exploiting the use of re-cycled matenals of all forms for the
protection of the bio-environment.

- promote and initiate the wide spread  collection and Mow of information
and data relevant 1o the protection and development of  the
bio-envirpnment, in both specialist institutions and the public media;

- promole and initiate the incorporation of environmental education
programs in national educational systems; and finally proposes for
consideration:
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- the need for a Universal Declaration in the light of previous UN - and
UNEP declarations on the Environment, comparable to the Declaration of
Human Rights or other intemationally agreed conventions.

- the need for the working out of rules and  laws to  facilitate  the
imposition of legal and moral sanctions on states and  organisations
failing to protect the biv-environment.

Participants in this conference express their deep gratitude o the
organizers and supporters of -the conference held in Gréece, which is
recommended as the wdeal meeting place for people from all specialties to
assess progress and values.
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RESOLUTIONS

Al the end of the Second BLO. International Conference, held in Athens.
October 1988, the following resolutions were accepted unanimously by the
participants, who rededicated themselves to the task of achieving the basic
goals of BLO. as enunciated at its inauguration in 1985, All participants
stressed the need that a scientific technological expertise be created to
deal with the increasing moral and material complexities created by
bio-research, and proposed the recommendations, as stated below.

RECOMMENDATIONS

As mankind enters the next millennium, the issue of bios will grow in
complexity. More than just the protection and promotion of bios in all its
varied manifestations, mankind will have to confront fundamental moral,
legal and political dilemmas consequent on cumulative advancements made in
bio-research. These scientific and technological breakthroughs could be
life-enhancing or life-threatening depending on mankind's  ability to
understand its various implications, as well as the readiness to preseve the
common good. The urgent task ahead is to create an informed public regarding
the challenge and promise for bios in the next millennium, so as to achieve
both moral and mental preparedness in facing the uncertainties ahead. In
this connection BLO. recommends:
- that an integrated and systemic approach be adopted to solve
problems associated with bios and its promotion
- that vanous and concerted efforts be made to  review, reconsider
and re-evaluate the current bases of human action and behaviour, in
particular, the logic underlying economic behaviour to achieve a
balanced non-exploitative condition conducive to the promotion of bios
- that further and more comprehensive efforts be made to enhance the
physical conditions promoting bios, among them, the control and
reduction of chemical and toxic substances in the air

the protection of the natural envionment such as tropical
forests, the conservation of soils, and greater rationalisation in
land utilisation including urban planning and development - to ensure
a clear and healthy atmosphere, an International Commission on
Atmospheric  Pollution, pursuant 0 a4 UN  General Assenfibly
Resolution on Atmospheric Pollution in 1989, should be established
to propose and enact inlernational legislation in cases where bios
is threatened

that non-sustainable activities should become uneconomic.This will
require interventions in various forms such as prohibiting the use of
toxic substances, imposing high standards in the supply of utilities
such as water, and the initiation of taxes 1o render resource
consumption and pollution less profitable than resource conservation

that appropnate information be disseminated to the public
concerning the linkage between product consumption and the destruction
of the environment, so as to stress the environmertal cost involved.
In this regard, a fund should be initiated to solve the problems
created by environmental degradation
that dependency on non-renewable resources be gradually removed in
order to achieve a sustainable world economy. Steps that could be
undertaken include: diversifying resource use; optimising resource use
in _particular in regard to natural regeneration; and providing
assistance  to  affected economies to achieve transition to a
sustainable economy

that legal solutions proposed should both promote research and
development in bio-research without harming at the same time the
legitimate interests of the public at large - as such intellectual
creativity should be afforded adequate legal protection nationally and
intermationally that more intensive efforts be made to redirect
budgetary priorities, in particular, those relating to military  and
security maltersso as to meet the more urgent needs of bios and its
maintenance.

o
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Given these urgent and fundamental concerns BLO. advocates the following
programme of action by encouraging:

- design, construct and implement an all embracing educational
strategy both (o create consciousness regarding bios, as well as o
provide feasible follow-up action plans for the achievement of BLO.
objectives

- design, construct and implement a comprehensive syllabus on  BIOS
in all its ramifications for schools, colleges and universities

- mobilise all media resources, including the use  of  satellite
communication Lo inform, educate and sensitise the public at large
regarding BIOS and its future

- mobilising the expertise and energies of  scholars,  professionals
and creative artists to give purpose and direction in the promotion
of BIOS

- encourage educational institutions to  initiate  programs  of
teaching and rescarch relating to BIOS

- promoting cultural development and exchange Lo enhance both human
understanding and the promotion of BIOS -

- develop and disseminate a bibliography on writings pertaining  to
BIOS, including literary writings in the form of  novels,
short-stories, poetry and philosophical tracts

Efforts in promoting bios through education should remove ignorance and
fear, give hope and add new moral-ethical boundaries capable of sustaining
and promoting BIOS in the next millennium.

Sfes-
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"Bios" has evolved in hundreds of mulbons of years. I we consider the
evolution of "bios" as a twentyfour hour day, the appearance of human beings
is realized during the last few minutes. Let us hope that our presence  wall
not lead to midnight, but to the dawn of hope, since technology offers the
expansion of human potential. A new vision is required for the next
millennium, which represents only a few seconds in terms of bios' evolution.
We possess the knowledge Lo provide abundant nourishment to all the children
of the world and heal our planet from the wounds to the bio-environment. We
possess satellites that may be used for immediate information and education
of the public on problems concerning "bios".

In conclusion, one realizes that man possesses the option  for
alternative futures. The rapid rate of technological advancement  provides
the ascending ladder of knowledge and the linking bridge between the present
and the future. Biopolitics may serve as an ideal pathway leading to the
fulfillment of peace and the revelation of harmony.

Mr=. President, Dr. Arvanitis, dear colleagues and guests,

1 feel specially priviledged to be among this most
honourable gathering, where scholars. academicians, public
figures, scientists, senior civil servants and diplomats convene
to discuss one of the most important and ctrucial isgsues facing
modern civilization: The protection, maintenance and cultivation
of our environment. This—in order to ensure the well-being,

development and progress of mankind at present and in the future.

In a commentry on Ecclesiastes, Chapter 7, 28, is written:
"When the Holy one ... created the first Man he took him and
warned him  about all the trees of the garden of Edem saying:
"See my works, how beautiful and perfect they are, and all X
created for vou. Beware lest you spoil and destroy my world.

For it you spoil it., there is ne one to repair it for you."

Indesed, a heavy responsibility lies on the shoulders of all
citizens of the world, but specially on its intellectual,
scientific, political and international leadership to ensure that
the world we live in and were priviledged to bhe brought into.
will be Jept and preserved, to the best of our ability for the

=ake of all its population az well as for the generations to

COme .
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It is in this light that I all-heartedly congratulate the
Fresident of Biopolitics International Orgamnizations, Dr. Agni
Arvanitis, Tor her blessed idinitiative, inexhausible efforts.
dedication and bevond alls: vision and determination in

establishing and activating this remarkable Organization, and for

her endeavours in stimulating so many influential, scholarly and

professional personalities, to get involved in meeting the

meaningful challenge ahead of us in this significant domaine.

The subject which we deal with, environment, touches on the

very essentials and fundamental ingredients which are wvital for

our existence and survival: the air we breath, the water we
drink, the food we eat, the land we live on and the natural
treasures, forests, lakes and seas that provide us with

ecological balance, protects and hosts the birds and wild

animals.

And vet, despite of this reality, unfortunately, the
awareness of keeping and protecting all these elements essential
for the very existence, benefit, advantage and well-being of
civilization is not deep ernough among the ordinary citizens as
well as policy makers, public leadership and the molders of

public opinion.

Sometimes it cseems as if the well~-known impulse of self-
destruction and short-sightedness, as well as ignorance and
greed, is motivating the human race in mishandling the wvaluable
treasures, riches &nd assets of the environment which it has

inherited for its own benefit and for society.

b
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Instead of protecting the environment, maintaning its beauty
and safeguarding the very components which are vital to healthy,
creative and happy development of civilization - they Mt e
damaged, destroyed and endangered by indifference, lack of
understanding and brutality. There i=s also the misconception and
wrong ressoning  that oversensitivity towards and protection of
the environment might geopardize technological and industrial
development as well as modern wurbanization, thereby hindering the
Fise of the standard of living as well as jeopardizing

scientific,: technoligical and industrial accomplishments.

These miconducts and misconceptions should be totally

rejected.

The first prereqguisite for working, acting and safeguarding
our environment and its dingredients is the raising of the
standard and broadening the basis of consciousness among the rank
and file as well as the influential and leading elements in

spciety, members of the legislature, scientists, atrchitects,

builders, Mayors and Ministers. They should realize that the
protection and maintencance of the environment are basically not
opposed to economical and industrial development and

construction.

On the contrary, the guality of life depends eventually, in
the long run, on the state of the environment and its components:
on the guality of air we breath, on the cleanliness of water we
drink, on the state of the land we live on and on the natural

treasures = the forests, the beaches, the mountains and the seas,
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that provide the human race with the possibility of relaxation,
meditation and enjoyment, which are so important for the
individual generally. and in the light of the pressures, worries
and tension he finds himself today in the technological era — in

particular.

It iz +true, that s=since the "International Stockholm
Conference on Human Environment" held in 1973, internatiomal as
well as public opinion and BGovernments became more aware of the
ctying need to protect the environment. Some Governments and
Parliaments, including in my country, took practical measures to
institutionalize this care for the protection of the environment
by introducing legislation on the issue and forming voluntary and
semi-governmental organizations to tackle the problems and the

challenges of the environment.

However, these measures, which have been taken in some
countries, are not enough. There is a pressing need to introduce
the nature and significance as well as the problems and

challenges of the Environment as an integral part of the formal
curricula  in  the educational system — elementary and secondary

schools, colleges. universities and adult education frameworks.

This—in order to make a5 many citizens as possible aware of
the environment and understand its importance for the future and

at present.

Besides literature, history, religion, science, arts and
natural studies - there is definitely a Jjustified place for
studies of the problems of the environment. It should be

4
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stressed and reminded that human behavicur on the land, in the
forest, along the beaches and in the sea has direct impact on the

ecosystem.

Efforts should be made to enlighten the vounger generation
that by wrong doing and misbehaviour, environment ingredients
might be speiled tTo the extent that will cause irreversable

damage .

The efforts to enlighten the population on the subject
should obviously focus particularly in the mass media and
specially presented vigorously, systematically and continously on
the television screnes which are so infuential by special

programs adapted to the various ages.

Enlightment, information and education on behalf and about
the environment are bound to produce positive results in  the

immediate, medium and long ranges.

Dbviously, it is advisable and useful, as is the case in
some countries including the one I represent, to initiate and
form voluntary organizations which will inspire and stimulate the
understanding of and love for Nature and its treasures, help
protect the evonironment and animals and encourage and stimulate
hikes, visit and Journeys to raise the degree of and

indentification with the protection of the environment.

But Environment should not be protected solely by good will
and voluntary act and by those who care. It has, as is the case

in some countries, to be tackled by legislation, laws and bylaws

o
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of the central and municipal authorities and by the system of
awards on the one hand — and penalties on the other hand, which

will show the concern of society for the environment.

The prevention of air-pollution by the inspection and
direction of public and private transporation. the location of
heavy industries, substitution of fuel by solar and other sources
of energy, which do not cause pollution, the prevention of marine
pellution, the tackling of toxic substances and its proper
disposition, the prevention of soil erosion, the protection of
the forests (that unfortunately have become recently in various
countries, including mine, wvictims and targets of violent and
terrorists groups who have burnt millions of trees as a part of
their terrorist activities)-all these should be institutionalized

by legislation.

Obviously, in order to achieve the wvital balance,
harmonization and collaboration between industrial, economic and
urban development and environment protection, the need is to
institutionalize cooperation betwen the representatives of all
branches of society concerned: technological, environmental,
ecaonomic, industrial — in all hierarchical levels. They should
be activated on local, regional and national basis, for the
planning and execution of economic and industrial development,

in a way which will not hamper neither geopardize the

environment.

Environmental considerations should be reflected constantly

in the decision making bodies: in the Municipalities, FRegional
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and central Governments, when dealing with schemes of industrial
and wrban development, construction of roads and highwayse - as
has been sometimes the case in highly industrial countries in

Evrope and the U.5.8.

In my country a special Ministry of Environment has recently
been established, initiating, coordinating and inspecting
environmental protection and oversighting the activities of all
other branches of the Government, dealing with the problems of

environment.

It de in this context that the emergence and formation in
some industrialized countries of parties and lists, which ran on
one—-issue ticket of the protection of the envirorment, should be
mentionead. Such parties were established as "Environment
Lobbies" and manifest the genuine worry, sensitivity and care for
the environment and the desire to exercise pressure in Parliament

and on the Bovernments to preserve and maintain the environment,

Howewver, it should be stressed that it i1is desirable,
possilbe and even essential to involve the general public and all
circles of society, disregarding political, party and social
affiliations, in the strugole to protect the environment. This
is a challenge which is not exclusive of one segment or trend in

society, but is a common denominastor of all the buman race.

The caring for the environment and its protection calls not
merely for educational, national, legislative and politicsl

actions, but also for internstional cooperation. The world is
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shrinking and the protectionof the &arth, the high seas, the air
snd the water is interdependent: one nation being influenced by
what is happening in its neighbourhood. There is a growing need
that seErious research regarding the environment and its
protection will be shared by the International Community, for the
benefit of all NMations. The waealthier industrial nations should
not take advantage of the poorer in their efforts to ensure their
own clean and healthy environmental conditions, the disposition
of the toxic substances and the fuel transportation, which leads

one bhillion gallons of oil daily all over the world.

An international effort should be made to avoid oil spills,
the kind that was dramatized in Alasca recently and might recccur

in the future.

Obviously, international cooperation on environment which
should reflect the united endeovers of the whole world on  this
common 1s5Ue, is challenged by the UN through the LIk

Environmental Frogramme.

It was proposed recently, duripg the last meeting of this
orgahization in Nairobi, which met at the begining of June 1989,
and which was attended by representives of seventy countries,
that a high level Ecological Security Council will be established
in the UM, and that a center will be built to provide emergency
assistance during environmental catastrophies. It was also
recommended to use sattelites more often to monitor environmental
developments and to form a special committee of arbitration to

settle international envirornmental disputes. It was B ET
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suggested that highly industrial countries will help Third World
countries, short of means and fipnancies, to carry out projects to

protect their environment.

One s=suggestion proposes that this assistance will be given
by the developped countries at the expense of cuts in  their

military budgets.

All these recommentations show the growing and expanding
awareness in the world to the struggle for the protection of the
gnvironment, which should be continued and intensified, as this

is a common challenge for the totality of the bhuman race.

Ancient Athens is known for its contribution to modern
civilization: Democracy, oratory, theatre, esthetics and creative

arts were promoted in past times in this city, while at the same

time in my country, my forefathers, simultaneously, spread the

concepts through the prophets and the Bible of Monotheisms seocial

justice and international peace.

I therefore feel specially priviledged and honoured to be
hera in Athens,. in this conference. It is natural that after the
contributions made in past times in Athens, Dr. Arvanitis is
presenting here and at present another contribution, which is
important for civilization as a whole. But thie time there is a
small difference ("Vive la petite difference"). While during the
Athenian democracy the voice of the women was not heard, today
and now this movement of the Biopolitics International
Organization has been established and activated by & woman. This

indicates the importance and weight of women 1in society in
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general and in Greece in particular. It proves that the gentle
gender has become really an egual part pf ouwur environment,

working for the environment and society.

Let us hope that this gathering, of the Riopolitics
International Organization under the leadership of Dr. Atrvanitis,
will constitute yvet another milestone in the contineous efforts
for the protection of world's environment which when being
safeguarded, will be matched by creative action to fill +thas
environment of ouwrs with positive wvirtues, aspirations and

contents and promote progress, prosperity and peace.

Israel Day marked
at Agrotica fair

Israel was one of the six countries that participated in the
Agrotica 89 Fair in Thessaloniki last month next to France, Italy,
Denmark, Austria and Hungary.

In the Israeli pavilion, the Ambassador of the Israeli

Diplomatic Representation to Athens Moshe Gilboa hested
Commerce Minister Nikos Akritidis and Agriculture Under-
secretary A. Pitsioris who were given explanations from the Am-
bassador and the Israeli team on some sophisticated instruments
like irregation systems exhibited among the 10 firms taking part
in the pavilion.

The Day of Israel was marked on February 6 in the fair and
Ambassador Gilboa gave a press conference where he referred
to the commercial and economic relations between Greece and
[srael.

During the last two years, he said, the volume of the trade be-
tween the two countries has increased by 115%. In 1986, the
volume was 22 billion drachmas. In 1987 it was doubled and the
amount was 22 billion drachmas while in 1988 the increase was
15% and reached the level of 27.5 billion drachmas.

As a result of the increase, more than doubling the exports to
Israel, Greece nominated a special commercial attache in its
Diplomatic Representation in Athens. Ambassador Gilboa
pointed out that trade relations have increased not only in num-
bers but also in quality and quantity of goods that are exported
to each other and he stressed that the two economies are coms
plementary and not competitive. '

Further to these exchanges, on January 31 a cultural and scien-
tific agreement was signed between the two countries. This
agreement provides mutual programs in archeology, exhibitions,
arts, mass media, translation of literature, etc, -

In the sphere of professionals, Israel was visited by Greek ex-
perts of marinas. Four Greeks are currently being trained in Is-
rael: Dr. Urania Vourka in bone marrow transplants, which is a
specialty of Israel in Hadassah, two Greek experts in breeding of
sheeps and goats and one in meteorology.

Ambassador Gilboa expressed his deep appreciation in out-

soing President of the Thessaloniki International Fair Mr. Dol-
mas and met with the new President Antonis Kourtis and
expressed the hope for future cooperation.

The Day of Israel was marked with a reception in honor of the

Together with the changes in the state sector of the
economy, new incentives for development are given to the
sectors of cooperative and private economy, the rights of
which are brought into line with those of the state sector.

k11l these changes are established through the necessary
legal enactments. Laws have been passed, and are already
being implemented, governing state companies, co-operatives
and others, in which the principles of the economic changes
are specified.

However, the reazlisation of the economic reforms has,
a5 would be expected, encountered considerable difficulties.
You see, it is not only that all mutual relaztions are
radically changing in the economic system. In fact, our
beliefs as a whole are completely changing; beliefs that
have been shaped over decades and have turned into rather
rigid stereotypes. We are sweeping aside inertiz and old
habits., We do not, however, have sufficient experience or
the necessary executive personnel and we have no* yet
learned to think and work in a new way.

The present ccndition is complicated by problems in the
econory. It is obvious that these did not occur over night,
but are the conseguences of negative trends in the country's
econory for soms years now.



Besides the problems stemming from the past, there are
other factors affecting the economic situation of the
country. The loss of profits linked to the world-wide drop
in the prices of products traditionally exported by the USSR
is heavy, especially in the field of energy. The Chernobyl
accident cost over 8 billion roubles. Additional
'substantial funds are necessary to deal with the
Conseguences of the Armenian earthguakes. .

During the course of perestroika we were obliged to
make decisions on issues which had not been anticipated in
the plans. For the development of health and education and
for the expansion of housing constructien, alone, subsidies
ammounting to 18 billion roubles were allocated. The result
was that the state budget of the USSR for the year 1989
showed a deficit reaching 35 billion roubles

Stabilizing the flow of money, balancing monetary
income and expenditure of the population and strengthening
the rouble are just some of the acute problems of today and
the near future.

The reform of the credit system will support the
economic recovery of the people's economy and assist in
balancing the budget.

At the same time, of course, we shall have to
investigate the potential and prospects of economic reform
when taking into account such fundamental factors as the
widespread natural resources available to the Soviet Union,
the advanced economic, scientific and technical base and the
high degree of specialisation of the work force, etc. 1In
other words, we should bear in mind that a reorganization of
an immense economic mechanism is taking place.

During the course of reform, it became gquite clear that
a modern economy can not grow in isolation from new trends
in the international division of labour and when separated
from the currency exchange system of the world economy.

An absolutely necessary element for reform is the
alignment of domestic and international prices. The
achievement of this alignment is closely linked to the
determination of the real value of the rouble, to its
convertibility. Today, the specification ¢f & ssries of
measures has begun for the purpose of intrcducing partial
gradual convertibility of the rouble.

R first step was taken with the implemsntztion of a
mutual convertibility agreement of nationel currencies with
some of the COMECZON countries to facilitate immsdiate

contacts and other forms of cooperation.

The Soviet economy, as a whole, is increz
up towards the outside world. And this is one
essential elementes of our economic reform.

The creaticn of a more intensive, more oode-n
international econeomic and trade cooperaticn is & cocrmponent
element, as well, of the positive changes taXinz place today



in Europe. The importance, in this case, of the restoration
of official relations last year between the EEC and COMECON,
as well as between the USSR and the EEC, is great; something
in which Greece greatly assisted. Today, both sides are
actively preparing themselves for the formulation of an
agreement for broad cooperation between the Soviet Union and
the EEC. As we see it, we will scon be able to start
pfficial talks in this direction.

Such a development is necessary in order to help
overcome the economic, technological, political, military,
ideclogical and intellectual division of Europe. These
changes have already started to favourably affect the
political and economic climate in Eurcope; they assist in the
establishment of the new political thought on East-West
relations. They, simultanecusly, constitute a measure for
the development of a Pan-European process of detente and of
broader multilaterzl cooperation.

It is natural that the steps taken in this case will
have to be mutual. However, this is clearly evident in
those agreements which were accomplished in the Vienna
meeting of the member countries of the Conference for
Security and Cooperation in Europe.

From the first of January 1989, the gradual
implementation of a series of measures has started aiming at
a swift duty free regulation of foreign economic relations.
Within this timeframe, detailed legislation will be
investigated concerning shareholding companies, the rules of
competition, support of consumer interests, the economic
activities of Soviet companies and organisations abroad, as
well as other issues.

From 1 January 1991, a new foreign exchange rate will
be used for the evaluation of foreign economic ventures.

One of the main points of the decree is that from 1
April 1989, any production unit, providing products or
services, will have the right to export autonomously to the
foreign market, provided there is demand from foreign buyers
for its products.

If up until April there had been fewer than 500
corporations, acssociations and organisations that had the
right to autonomously export to the foreign market, after
April, according to a rough estimation, they reached 20-22
thousand.

From 1 April of this year, products and other assets
crossing state borders of the USSR will have to be declared
and the bill of lading will have to be presented to the
customs authorities. The data included in these documents
are basic for state statistics on foreign economic activity.

In special cases, guotas may be applied and production
may be stopped. These quotas may be applied by special
state bodies in the form of limits on the guantity and
prices of exports and imports.

Al]l agreements, within the context of these guotas,
will have to have a special license. The determination of
these quotas does not include the import of goods for the
depreciation of soviet credit in the units created within
the USS5R.

The creation c¢i a more intensive, mere mecdsern
internztionzl econczic and trade cooperatien is & cosponent
elexent, as well, cf the positive changes zaxing place today



in Europe. The importance, in this case, of the restoration
of official relations last year between the EEC and COMECON,
as well as between the USSR and the EEC, is great; something
in which Greece greatly assisted. Today, both sides are
actively preparing themselves for the formulation of an
agreement for broad cooperation between the Soviet Union and
the EEC. As we see it, we will soon be able to start
official talks in this direction.

Such a development is necessary in order to help
overcome the economic, technological, political, military,
ideological and intellectual division of Europe. These
changes have already started to favourably affect the
political and econcmic climate in Europe; they assist in the
establishment of the new political thought on East-West
relations. They, simultanecusly, constitute a measure for
the development of a Pan-European process of detente and of
broader multilateral cooperation.

It is natural that the steps taken in this case will
have to be mutual. However, this is clearly evident in
those agreements which were accomplished in the Vienna
meeting of the member countries of the Conference for
Security and Cooperation in Europe.

At the same time, and we should be clear on this, many
obstacles exist, iwmpsding these mutual steps on the part of
the West: they are credit restrictions and sale of
technology, the grim, well-known COCOM lists, that are
justified under to the so called "Soviet threazt", the
numerous customs obstacles, protectionism.

In our view, such an approach is unfounges
under the present circumstances, with the Sovie
striving to put into force new political though
foreign peolicy including the military sector.
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The measures, annocunced during the Ul Gz
cn 7 December 1928E, are already being taken <o
USSR armed forces unilaterally by 500,000, za=23,
next two years, to reduce the volume of conven<i

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This will result in the reduction of Scviet armed forces by
50 thousand troops and 5 thousand tanks located in these
countries. Simultaneously, the number of troops in the
European section of the USSR will be reduced, resulting in a
total reduction of armed forces of 10 thousand tanks, 8.5
thousand artillery and 300 military aircraft. Reductions
will also take place in the Asian section of the USSR and
the Soviet troops in Mongolia.

Despite these major initiatives of the Scviet Union,
the appropriate response from the major NATO powers, and
primarily the United States, is not forthcoming.

The Soviet Union has also embarked on a serious
demilitarisation of its economy. We consider that the
transformation of military production into peacful
production is a realistic step we intend to take. 1In
particular, over the next 8 years, 200 research centres and
250 enterprises in military production will turn to the
preduction of broad consumer goods.

In a few words, the USSR is steadily following the path
towards the elimination of its own "domestic CG"G?": that
is, bridging the gap between military and civilian
preoduction and changing over towards the needs of sccial
policy.

Now then, how is economic reform reflected in the
foreign relations of the USSR?

First of all, the Soviet Government is tzking spscific
steps to substantially liberalize the regulaticns of foreicn
economic relations. On 2 December 1988, the Mirict=rial
Council of the USSH passed the Decree "For the further
cevelopment of foreign economic activit} of stats, co-
operative and otner social enterprises, associazticns ané
orcanizations.

From the first of January 1989, the gradual
implementation of a series of measures has started aiming at
a swift duty free regulation of foreign economic relations.
Within this timeframe, detailed legislation will be
investigated concerning shareholding companies, the rules of
competition, support of consumer interests, the economic
activities of Soviet companies and organisations abroad, as
well as other issues.

From 1 January 1991, a new foreign exchange rate will
be used for the evaluation of foreign economic ventures.

Cne of the main points of the decree is that from 1
April 1989, any production unit, providing products or
services, will have the right to export autoneomously to the
foreign market, provided there is demand from foreign buyers
for its products.

If up until April there had been fewer than 500
corporations, associations and organisations that had the
right to autonomously export to the foreign market, after
April, according to a rough estimation, they reached 20-22
thousand. In the next few years their number will reach 100
thousand.

Creater attention is given to joint ventures. O0OFf
course, this sort of cooperation does not forbié other fornms
of international economic cocperation; indees, it is
expected to supplement and enrich them.

On 7 March of this year, a Decree was passed

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This new Decree provides for the registr
those who are participating in foreign ecconox
either with the Ministry of Foreign Economic
throuch its local rspresentatives.
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From 1 April of this year, products and other assets
crossing state borders of the USSR will have to be declared
and the bill of lading will have to be presented to the
customs authorities. The data included in these documents
are basic for state statistics on foreign economic activity.

In special cases, quotas may be applied and production
may be stopped. These quotas may be applied by special
state bodies in the form of limits on the quantity and
prices of exports and impcrts.

Al]l agreements, within the context of these quotas,
will have to have a special license. The determination of
these guotas does not include the import of goods for the
depreciation of soviet credit in the units created within
the USSR. These guotas do not concern the export of joint
ventures, and of international enterprises created within
the USSR as well as the imports they realize for their own
needs.

As far as the situation with joint ventures is
concerned, we already have concrete results. Over 200 such
ventures have been set up in our country. Besides the
socialist countries, we also have participation from West
Germany, France, Switzerland, USA, Italy, Finland and many
other countries.

In Mzrch this year & Gelegation from an Zm=rican Trade
Consortium, created in the USA by some large compeanies
(Chevron, A-B-C, Eastman Kodak, Johnson & Johnson and
others), visited Moscow to develop trade economic relations
with the USSR. A general trade agreement was sicned in the
order of 10 billion dollzrs. Representatives from more than
300 Eritish corporations visited Moscow this ipril to study
the prospects of cooperation with Soviet organisations.
Grea< interest is shown by entrepreneurial circles fro: West
Germany &nd Italy.

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the traditional forms of trade, technical assistance and
participation in implementing industrial plants. Trade flow
between our countries mainly concerns raw materials.

Production cooperatives and joint ventures, both in
Greece and in the USSR, are at the initial stage.

Today, we can mention but a few examples of joint
activities. The joint venture TECHNICO is ready to operate,
and ALUMCOC and BELARUS-HELLAS are getting ready to operate.
The possibilities of expanding direct economic relaticns
between Greece and the Southern regions of the USSR are
cbvious. To date, they remain unexpleoited. This was
reconfirmed at the March Greek-Soviet symposium in Athens on
new forms of cooperation and joint ventures. #Zs the number
of these ventures increases, so also will the interest of
entrepreneurs from both sides to find ways to estzblish
entrepreneurial relations. Furthermore, the prospects for
the creation of bilateral, mutually beneficial new forms of
cooperation will become clearer. We would 1like this feeling
of dissatisfaction which consumes entrepreneures from both
the USSR and Greece to be replaced by realistic optimism, as
new horizons are opening up, unheard of before, for the
promotion and realisation of new ideas of mutual interest,
for the benefit of both countries, for the benefit of the
worlé.

The Diplomatic Representative of Israel, Ambassador Moshe Gilboa
gave a press—-conference about the 5Sth continuous participation of
Israel in the S5th AGROTICA, in the Congress Hall of HELEXPO. Nine
Israeli firms participate this year in the AGROTICA. Two of them
for the first time plus the Export Institute of Israel, which

exhibits general agricultural goods and offers agricultural
SErvices.

Mr. Gilboa said that these firms represent the sophisticated
agri-mechanical production in wvarious spheres, which are
important both for the individual farmer and the collective
farming. There are industries established and developed in
Kibbutzim (cooperative settlemets) owned by the Communities,
industries in development towns which are encouraged by the
government and the private enterprises together.

Mr Gilboa said also "In 1948 when the state of Israel was
established ., ?5% of the its exports were agricultural products.
Today, 954 of Israel’'s 10 billion dollar exports are industrial
products and only 5% agricultural. This despite the fact that the
agricultural production presents nowadays bigger wvariety and
increase that reached last vyear the amount of 400 million
dollars. The "AGROTICA'B%" is being held at the time that the
trade relations between Greece and Israel and they have reached a
very high point, augmenied from 70 million daollars in 1984, to
about 173 million dollars by the end of 1988, meaning that the
volume of commerce 1iIs now twice and half mare thanm two years
ago.

Premier's televised message to the people

Prime Minister Andrecas Papadar-
cou yesterday accused foreign and
local conspirators of trying to un-
dermine him and his ruling social-
ist government.

In a nationwide televised message
Mr. l"apandreou said "the centre of
this conspiracy was TIME maga-
zine" which, he said, "represents
the American Establishment.

"Mow we know which forces are
behind the conspiracy against the
government and Andreas Papandre-
ou,"” he said.

MePapandreow said }
night that he would suil
against the magazine which pub-
lished an eight-page interview
with runaway banker-publisher
George Koskotas, Mr, Koskotas al-
leged that the premier had au-
thorised him to embezzle large |
amounts of public funds deposited
by state-run companies at the Bank
of Crete, then owned by Mr. Kosko-
tas, for payoffs to Mr. Papandreou
and government officials.

The Prime Minister described the
interview with Mr. Koskotas,
whom he described as a "Trojan
Horse", as the beginning of an at-
tack against himself, the country
and his Panhellenic Sacialist
Movement (PASOK). "This at-
tack,” he said, " will continue until
the June 18 general elections with
the final target of returning to the
country a regime of "subjugation and
dependence”.

The Premier described the conspir-
acy as unprecedented and said that
he felt the need to communicate
with the Greek people because it
was the first time in his political
career that "his moral values were
being questioned”.

"I would like to make it clear that
I bear no trace of the mud being
slung at me. It does not touch me
since [ have as a shield my 30-year
political career,” he said.

Mr. Papandreou cited the
"freedom that exists in Greece to-
day”, the freedom of expression in
the press and the radio and said
this tnesdom would be extended o |

- He accused the Right of using the

political scandal "as its only
weapon” and secking  allies in for-
cign decision-making centres.

The Prime Minister expressed sur-
prise that the leadership of the
traditional Left had forgotten the
réle played by foreign powers in
Greece.

Koskotas" and demanding his res-
ignation.

any practical difficulties that may
be faced in the initial implementa-
tion® of these three freedoms, but
whatever the arrangements, they
must not be such as to frustrate or
negate the principles involved,
overtly or in spirit.

On the question of guarantees, the
document says the Cyprus Republic,
as a sovercign independent state,
member of the U.N., can only have
guarantees which will be in accor-
dance with the UN. Charter.

Any guarantee given should be
multilateral and no guarantor
should have unilateral rights of in-
tervention. The Greek Cypriot side
believes that the best guarantee
would be one by the Security Coun-
cil, the document states. Its scope
should be in the independence, ter-
ritorial integrity, sovereignty and
constitutional order of the federal
republic.

The document also has chapters on
the territorial and constitutional
issues. It says a proper investiga-
tion of the territorial issue is vital
to reaching overall agrecment and,
should agreement be forthcoming on
this, it would facilitate agreement
on many other issues.

The document notes that the ques-

tion of resettlement of Varosha re-
quires immediate consideration.
Varosha, or Famagusta, on the east
coast, remains a deserted city since
its seizure by Turkish invasion
troops in August 1974, [ts resettle-
ment was made a priority issue un-
der the 1979 high-level agreement,
but the Turks have not yet allowed
its inhabitants to return to their
homes under U.N. supervisio.
The document then sets out a pack-
age of political, social and econom-
ic arrangements that are considered
most suitable to meet the interests
and concerns of both communities.

It states that the Republic will be
federally organised, with substan-
tial powers being reserved to the
constituent provinces, insuring that
matters of religion, education and
culture will be matters for each
community.

The Federal Republic of Cyprus
will be composed of two regions or

provinces, with two official lan-
guages (Greek and Turkish). At the
federal level, there will be equita-
ble bicommunal participation in all
government organs -- legislative,
exccutive, administrative and judi-
cial.

The Federal Constitution will be
the supreme law of the Republic,
and there will be a constitutional
prohibition of the total or partial
union of Cyprus with any other
country or of separatist indepen-
dence or secession.

The document says each communi-
ty will administer a province,
which will have equal status vis-
a-vis the other province.

The territorial arrangements of
the federal republic should be equi-
tably drawn, in a way that would
enable a considerable proportion of
Greek Cypriot refugees to return to
their homes under Greek Cypriot
administration. The Turkish Cy-
priots will constitute a majority in
their province.

The provincial governments will
have extensive administrative and
judicial competance to provide for
the development of the province,
the welfare of its population, its
education and the preservation of
its culture.

Dealing with the federal execu-
tive, the paper says there will be a
President and a Vice-President, one
of whom will be a Greek Cypriot
and the other a Turkish Cypriot. It

then gives two options on their |

clection.

The President may either be cho- |
sen by voters of the Greek Cypriot |
community and the Vice President |
by the Turkish Cypriot voters, or
the President may be elected by
universal suffrage on a common roll,
and any citizen may stand as candi-
date.

There will be a Council of Mini-

sters (Cabinet) composed of ten

members, seven Greek Cyprmt and
three Turkish Cypriot. An impor-

tant Ministry will be allocated to a |

Turkish Cypriot.

There will be a bi-cameral federal
legislature. The Lower House will
reflect the equality of citizens and
will legislate on all federal mat-

ters, while the Ulpppre 08 L

reflect the equal status of the prov-
inces and will have competence in
major federal matters.

The powers and functions of the
federal organs should ensure the
unity of the country and promote
cooperation throughout the Repub-
lic. The provinces should have such
powers as to enhance the feeling of
security of the citizens, providing
for provincial justice and policing,

The Federal Supreme Court will be
equally composed on a bicommunal
basis, when deciding any federal
matter. Each province will have its
own administration of justice sys-
tem.

Dealing with economic issues, the
document says a solution should en-
hance the welfare of the Cypriot
people, and prove especially ad-
vantageous to Turkish Cypriots.

Government action should aim at
promoting economic development
with the aim or reducing dispari-
ties and machinery will be set up to
ensure balanced development of all
areas and equal opportunitics for
all.

There will be one currency man-
aged by the central bank, the impo-
sition of customs duties will be the
exclusive responsibility of the fed-
eral government, but the provincial

Community and the member states
will have to contribute more ac-
tively in maintaining international
peace and security and solving in-
ternational conflicts, in accordance
with UN principles,” Mr. Papan-
dreou said.

The Community's intention of pro-
moting its relations with Eastern
Europe both in the economic and po-
litical sectors was also reaffirmed
in the text, the Prime Minister
said.

“Finally, we underscore our inten-
tion to strengthen our soplidarity

Further development

The second text adopted by the 12,
he said, was the conclusions of the
European Council, "which reflected

the extremely fruitful discussions |

we had on the further development
of the Community.”

"I would like to emphasise that
the discussions of the European
Council had a strong political
character without being restricted
to routine issues. It is one of the few
times the European Community
lived up to its high-level political
role, offering the opportunity to
the political leadership of Europe
to have an in-depth discussion on
European prospects,” the Prime
Minister said.

The conclusions dealt with the im-
plementation of the internal mar-
ket and emphasised both the
progress and backlog that exists in
this area, he said.

With regard to the social dimen-
sion - the single social space -
which was a Greek initiative, he
said the texts adopted underlindd
that progress in the internal mar-
ket must go hand in hand with

progress in the social sector and the |

sector of cohesion.
The provisions that were adopted
constituted another contribution im
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the process for building the single
social space and went much further
than the decisions up till now, the
Prime Minister said, adding:

"With the text that we adopted,

we propose concrete measures in the |

area of health and security cf
workers, in the dialogue of the so-
cial partners, in social rights, voca-
tipnal training, etc.”

The text of conclusions also em-

| phasised the need to come to grips

with international environmental
problems, called on the competent
Ministers to adopt measures con-
cerning transportation infrastruc-
ture by the end of the year and to
examine a long-term programime in
this sector, and called on the Euro-
pean Commission to deal with the
special problems faced by the is-
lands.

With regard to the audio-visual
media, the text adopted stressed
the Community's intention to de-
velop its capacity in this sector and
take into censideration the rele-
vant French proposals.

Joint declaration
stipulates Community's
international role

The Europe of 1992 will be a
partner and not a "fortress Europe”,
the leaders of the 12 European
Community (EC) member states de-
clared in a joint statement on the
Community's international role at
the end of the two-day summit.

Contained in the joint declaration
are the positions of the 12 on the
Community’s economic and trade
relations with the rest of the world
and its international political re-
lations in the contemporary world.

The 12 reaffirmed that the EEC
would continue to work closely
with the U.5. to maintain and
deepen the solid and comprehen-
sive transatlantic “relationship.
Also, they reaffirmed the Commu-
nity's willingness to further eco-
nomic relations and cooperation
with the European members of the
COMECON.

The EEC leaders declared that
the 12 would contribute to the im-
provement of the economic and so-
cial conditions in the lesser-
developed countries, and were de-
termined to play an active role in
preserving international peace and
security and in the solution of re-
gional conflicts,

tions, the 12 will strive to achieve:

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The declaration

The declaration reads as follows:

1. Reaffirming its commitment to
achieve concrete progress towards
European unity on the basis of the
Single European Act,

- determined to strengthen and ex-
pand the role of the European Com-
munity and its member states on the
international political and econom-

ic stage, in cooperation with all |

other states and appropriate organ-
isations,

- and aware that the completion of

the internal market in 1992, which
is already inspiring a new dynam-
ism in the Community's economic
life, will equally affect the Com-
munity’'s political and economic
role in the world,
The European Council reaffirms
that the Single Market will be of
benefit to Community and non-
Community countries alike by cn-
suring continuing economic growth.
The internal market will not close
in on itself. 1992 Europe will be a
partner and not a "fortress Europe”.
The internal market will be a deci-
sive factor contributing to grealer
liberalisation in international
trade on the basis of the GATT
principles of reciprocal and mutual-
ly advantageous arrangements. The
Community will continue to partici-
pate actively in the GATT Uruguay
Round, committed as it is to
strengthen the multilateral trading
system. It will also continue to pur-
sue, with the U.5., Japan and the
other OECD partners, policies de-
signed to promote sustainable non-
inflationary growth in the world
economy.

2. The Community and its member
states will continue to work closely
and cooperatively with the United
States to maintain and deepen the
solid and comprehensive transat-
lantic relationship. Closer politi-
cal and economic relations with Ja-
pan and the other industrialised
countries will also be developed. In
particular, the Community wishes
to strengthen and to expand rela-
tions with EFTA countries and all

other European nations which
share the same ideals and objec-
tives. Open and constructive dia-
logue and cooperation will be ac-
tively pursued with other countries
or regional groups of the Middle
East, and the Mediterranean, Afri-
ca, the Caribbean, the Pacific,
Asia and Latin America, with spe-
cial emphasis on interregional
cooperation.

3. The European Council empha-
sises the need to improve social and
economic conditions in  less-
developed countries and to promote
structural adjustment, both through
trade and aid.

It looks forward to the suc-
cessful conclusion of the negotia
tions for the renewal of the Con-
vention between the European
Community and its 66 African, Ca-
ribbean and Pacific partners during
the coming year.

These positions
were indeed included in a set of pro-
posals which he submitted without
warning to the last tripartite meet-
ing in New York. The Greek-
Cypriot side, on the other hand,
despite these unfavourable circum-
stances, has embarked on the dia-
logue extremely well disposed to-
wards finding a solution. It has, of
course, already made substantial
concessions to the Turkish-Cypriot
side and its sole aim is the restora-
tion of a genuinely independent and

However, the reality in
Cyprus today and the unacceptable
attitudes of Mr Denktash are very
far from reflecting either the spirit
of these principles or our common
concern to protect a country which
manifestly looks towards Europe
but is occupied by another country
which is linked by association
with, and is a prospective member
of, the European Communities,

In conclusion, | think that it is im-
perative to persuade Turkey that

| the only viable and lasting solution

to the problem is to bring about a
genuinely independent and united
Republic of Cyprus, and not a Cy-
prus as conceived by Mr Denktash,
which is partitioned and under
military occupation.

This message must be understood
by the Turkish side, and I therefore
would ask for your support to this
end in order that the rule of law

and not the rule of might should
once again prevail in Cyprus.

Delors:
"Europe in action"

European Coinmission President
Jacques Delors said the Rhodes
summit was a European Council
meeting for a "Europe in action”.

Speaking at the press conference
after Mr. Papandreou, Mr. Delors
referred to the results of the Greek
presidency up till now and said it
was the first time the Community
budget had been adopted without
dramatic obstacles or delays.

He said important directives were
adopted within the framework of
the internal market programme and
noted the positive role played by

Under the Greek presidency,
progress had also been made with
regard to the Community's interna-
tional relations (the opening of ne-
gotiations with the African, Pacif-
ic and Caribbean countries and
progress in talks with the East Eu-
ropean trade bloc COMECON).
