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STATEMENT OF MADELEINE ALBRIGHT, US AMBASSADOR TO THE UN, TO
THE UNITED NATIONS SECURITY COUNCIL SUNDAY, JUNE 27, 1993
APPROX. 5:15 PM EDT

AMBASSADOR ALBRIGHT: MR. PRESIDENT, I COME TO THE COUNCIL
TODAY TO BRIEF YOU ON A GRAVE AND URGENT MATTER, AN ATTEMPT
TO MURDER A PRESIDENT OF THE UNITED STATES BY THE
INTELLIGENCE SERVICE OF THE GOVERNMENT OF IRAQ, A MEMBER OF
THE UNITED NATIONS. EVEN BY THE STANDARDS OF AN IRAQI REGIME
KNOWN FOR ITS BRUTALITY AGAINST ITS NEIGHBORS AND ITS OWN
PEOPLE, THIS IS AN OUTRAGE.

THE ATTEMPT AGAINST PRESIDENT GEORGE BUSH'S LIFE DURING HIS
VISIT TO KUWAIT LAST APRIL WAS AN ATTACK ON THE UNITED STATES
OF AMERICA. I AM NOT ASKING THE COUNCIL FOR ANY ACTION, BUT
IN OUR JUDGMENT, EVERY MEMBER HERE TODAY WOULD REGARD AN
ASSASSINATION ATTEMPT AGAINST ITS FORMER HEAD OF STATE AS AN
ATTACK AGAINST ITSELF AND WOULD REACT.

LET ME BEGIN BY REVIEWING THE EVENTS IN QUESTION. ON APRIL
14, 1993, WHILE PRESIDENT BUSH WAS BEGINNING A THREE DAY
VISIT TO KUWAIT CITY, KUWAITI AUTHORITIES THWARTED A
TERRORIST PLOT, SEIZING A POWERFUL CAR BOMB AND OTHER
EXPLOSIVES AND ARRESTING 16 SUSPECTS. THE RINGLEADERS OF THIS
PLOT WERE TWO IRAQI NATIONALS.

OVER THE NEXT TWO MONTHS AMERICAN LAW ENFORCEMENT, FORENSIC
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AND INTELLIGENCE PROFESSIONALS CONDUCTED A METICULOUS AND
EXHAUSTIVE INVESTIGATION OF THIS INCIDENT. THEY CONDUCTED
DETAILED FORENSIC EXAMINATIONS OF THE BOMBS AND DEVICES.
THROUGH THE COOPERATION OF THE KUWAITI GOVERNMENT, THEY HAD
INDEPENDENT ACCESS TO ALL OF THE SUSPECTS IN THE CASE. THEY
INTERVIEWED ALL INVOLVED, SEVERAL TIMES. THE PROCESS TOOK
TIME. THERE WAS NO RUSH TO JUDGMENT.

BASED UPON THAT INVESTIGATION THE UNITED STATES DEPARTMENT OF
JUSTICE AND THE CENTRAL INTELLIGENCE AGENCY HAVE CONCLUDED
THAT IRAQ PLANNED, EQUIPPED AND LAUNCHED THE TERRORIST
OPERATION THAT THREATENED THE LIFE OF AN AMERICAN PRESIDENT.
FURTHER, IT IS THE FIRM JUDGMENT OF THE UNITED STATES
INTELLIGENCE COMMUNITY, BASED ON ALL THE SOURCES OF EVIDENCE
AVAILABLE TO IT, THAT THIS ASSASSINATION PLOT WAS DIRECTED
AND PURSUED BY THE IRAQI INTELLIGENCE SERVICE, AN ARM OF THE
GOVERNMENT OF SADDAM HUSSEIN.

THE EVIDENCE THAT SUPPORTS THESE CONCLUSIONS INCLUDES
FORENSIC DATA, INTERVIEWS WITH THE SUSPECTS AND OTHER
INTELLIGENCE. THE PHYSICAL EVIDENCE IS MOST IMPRESSIVE AND I
WILL TAKE SOME TIME TO DESCRIBE IT TO YOU.

A CAR BOMB HIDDEN IN A TOYOTA LANDCRUISER WAS SMUGGLED ACROSS
THE IRAQ-KUWAIT BORER BY THE SUSPECTS DURING THE NIGHT OF
APRIL 13, 1993. THIS BOMB AND THE OTHER EXPLOSIVES THAT WERE
SEIZED BY THE KUWAITI AUTHORITIES HAVE BEEN DIRECTLY EXAMINED
BY FBI FORENSIC EXPERTS. IN THEIR JUDGMENT, KEY COMPONENTS,
INCLUDING THE REMOTE CONTROLLED FIRING DEVICE, THE PLASTIC
EXPLOSIVES, THE BLASTING CAP, THE INTEGRATED CIRCUITRY AND
THE WIRING WERE BUILT BY THE SAME PERSON OR PERSONS WHO BUILT
BOMBS PREVIOUSLY RECOVERED FROM THE IRAQIS. CERTAIN ASPECTS
OF THESE DEVICES HAVE BEEN FOUND ONLY IN DEVICES LINKED TO
TIRAQ AND NOT IN DEVICES USED BY ANY OTHER TERRORIST GROUPS.

SIMILARLY, THE OTHER EXPLOSIVES SEIZED IN THE PLOT INCLUDING
SO CALLED CUBE BOMBS, CONTAINED COMPONENTS BUILT BY THE SAME
PERSON OR PERSONS WHO BUILT SIMILAR DEVICES RECOVERED IN THE
PAST FROM THE IRAQI INTELLIGENCE SERVICE.

LET ME SHOW YOU SOME PHOTOGRAPHS THAT DEMONSTRATE THE
IDENTICAL NATURE OF THE EVIDENCE SEIZED IN KUWAIT WITH PHOTOS
OF IRAQI DEVICES FOUND ELSEWHERE. THE FIRST PHOTO IS OF THE
VEHICLE OF A TOYOTA LANDCRUISER THAT WAS TURNED INTO A CAR
BOMB BY CONCEALING APPROXIMATELY 80 KILOGRAMS OF EXPLOSIVES
IN THE VEHICLE'S BODY PANELS.

THE SECOND PHOTO SHOWS THE CONCEALED WIRING THAT WAS PART OF
THE BOMB. THIS IS A SOPHISTICATED DEVICE, POSSESSING
DEVASTATING POWER. IT WAS WELL HIDDEN IN THE VEHICLE AND
CONSTRUCTED TO ALLOW DETONATION BY REMOTE CONTROL, BY A
TIMER, OR MANUALLY. THE FORENSIC EXPERTS HAVE CONCLUDED THAT
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THIS BOMB HAD A LETHAL RADIUS OF 400 YARDS. IT WOULD KILL
PEOPLE OCCUPYING A FOUR-SQUARE BLOCK AREA. HUNDREDS OF
INNOCENT PEOPLE WOULD HAVE DIED.

THE THIRD SET OF PHOTOS SHOWS THAT THE FRONT OF THE RADIO-
CONTROLLED FIRING SYSTEM FOUND IN KUWAIT, AND ABOVE IT THE
FRONT OF ANOTHER DEVICE RECOVERED FROM AN EARLIER TERRORIST
BOMB KNOWN TO BE OF IRAQI ORIGIN. EVEN AN UNTRAINED EYE CAN
SEE THAT THESE ARE IDENTICAL EXCEPT FOR THE SERIAL NUMBERS.

NEXT, WE HAVE A SIMILAR COMPARISON OF THE INSIDES OF THE TWO
FIRING DEVICES. THE BOTTOM PHOTO IS OF THE DEVICE FOUND IN
KUWAIT. AS YOU CAN SEE, THE SELECTION OF THE COMPONENTS AND
THE CONSTRUCTION TECHNIQUES IN THE TWO DEVICES, INCLUDING
SOLDERING, THE USE OF CONNECTORS, AND THE WIRING TECHNIQUES,
ARE ALSO IDENTICAL.

THE FIFTH SET OF PHOTOS SHOWS A COMPARISON OF THE UNDERSIDE
OF THE TWO FIRING DEVICES. AGAIN, YOU CAN SEE THE OBVIOUS
SIMILARITY OF THE CIRCUIT BOARDS.

FINALLY, THE LAST PHOTOGRAPH SHOWS THE SMALLER CUBE BOMBS
THAT WERE ALSO SEIZED BY THE KUWAITIS. THE CUBE BOMBS
CONTAINED THE SAME TYPE OF INTEGRATED CIRCUITRY THAT WAS
FOUND IN EARLIER KNOWN IRAQI TERRORIST DEVICES.

IN ADDITION TO THIS GRAPHIC EVIDENCE, WE HAVE THE RESULTS OF
THE INTERROGATIONS OF THE SUSPECTS. THE FBI CONDUCTED
EXTENSIVE INTERVIEWS OF ALL 16 SUSPECTS NOW ON TRIAL IN
KUWAIT. THE TWO MAIN SUSPECTS ARE IRAQI NATIONALS. THEY TOLD
THE FBI THAT THEY HAD BEEN RECRUITED AND RECEIVED ORDERS IN
BASRA, IRAQ, FROM INDIVIDUALS ASSOCIATED WITH THE IRAQI
INTELLIGENCE SERVICE.

THEY SAID THE IRAQIS PROVIDED THEM WITH A CAR BOMB AND OTHER
EXPLOSIVE DEVICES ON APRIL 10, 1993. ONE OF THE SUSPECTS SAID
THAT HE WAS RECRUITED FOR THE SPECIFIC PURPOSE OF
ASSASSINATING PRESIDENT BUSH. THE OTHER MAIN SUSPECT TOLD THE
FBI THAT HE WAS INSTRUCTED TO GUIDE THE FIRST SUSPECT AND THE
CAR BOMB TO KUWAIT UNIVERSITY, WHERE PRESIDENT BUSH AND THE
EMIR OF KUWAIT WERE SCHEDULED TO APPEAR, AND TO PLANT SMALLER
EXPLOSIVES ELSEWHERE IN KUWAIT.

DURING AN IMMEDIATELY AFTER THE PERSIAN GULF WAR, THE SADDAM
HUSSEIN GOVERNMENT, THROUGH ITS CONTROLLED MEDIA, INDICATED
THAT IRAQ WOULD HUNT DOWN AND PUNISH PRESIDENT BUSH, EVEN
AFTER HE LEFT OFFICE. SINCE THEN, VARIOUS CLASSIFIED
INTELLIGENCE SOURCES SUPPORT THE CONCLUSION OF OUR
INVESTIGATION THAT THE IRAQI GOVERNMENT ORDERED THIS
TERRORIST ATTACK AGAINST PRESIDENT BUSH.

FROM ALL THE EVIDENCE AVAILABLE TO OUR INTELLIGENCE
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COMMUNITY, WE ARE THEREFORE HIGHLY CONFIDENT THAT THE IRAQI
GOVERNMENT, AT ITS HIGHEST LEVELS, DIRECTED ITS INTELLIGENCE
SERVICES TO CARRY OUT AN ASSASSINATION ATTEMPT AGAINST
PRESIDENT BUSH.

AS PRESIDENT CLINTON INDICATED LAST NIGHT, THIS WAS A DIRECT
ATTACK ON THE UNITED STATES, AN ATTACK THAT REQUIRED A DIRECT
UNITED STATES RESPONSE.

CONSEQUENTLY, PRESIDENT CLINTON YESTERDAY INSTRUCTED THE
UNITED STATES ARMED FORCES TO CARRY OUT A MILITARY OPERATION
AGAINST THE HEADQUARTERS OF THE IRAQI INTELLIGENCE SERVICE IN
BAGHDAD. WE RESPONDED DIRECTLY AS WE ARE ENTITLED TO DO UNDER
ARTICLE 51 OF THE UNITED NATIONS CHARTER, WHICH PROVIDES FOR
THE EXERCISE OF SELF DEFENSE IN SUCH CASES.

MR. PRESIDENT, OUR RESPONSE HAS BEEN PROPORTIONAL AND AIMED
AT A TARGET DIRECTLY LINKED TO THE OPERATION AGAINST
PRESIDENT BUSH. IT WAS DESIGNED TO DAMAGE THE TERRORIST
INFRASTRUCTURE OF THE IRAQI REGIME, REDUCE ITS ABILITY TO
PROMOTE TERRORISM, AND DETER FURTHER ACTS OF AGGRESSION
AGAINST THE UNITED STATES.

LET ME SAY A WORD ABOUT THE IRAQI INTELLIGENCE APPARATUS. TO
SURVIVE IN POWER, THE IRAQI REGIME DEPENDS UPON THE FEAR
CREATED BY ITS INTELLIGENCE INFRASTRUCTURE. RENOWNED FOR ITS
BRUTALITY, THE IRAQI INTELLIGENCE SERVICE, THE LARGEST PART
OF THIS INFRASTRUCTURE, HAS RESPONSIBILITY FOR INVESTIGATING
AND ACTING AGAINST ANY SUSPECTED DISLOYALTY TO SADDAM
HUSSEIN. IT IS ALSO RESPONSIBLE FOR CONDUCTING TERRORISM
ABROAD AS IT TRIED TO DO IN THIS CASE, AND FOR DIRECTING
TERROR AGAINST SADDAM'S OPPONENTS AT HOME.

WE ARE ALL AWARE OF THE MANY ACTS OF TERROR CARRIED OUT BY
THE IRAQI INTELLIGENCE SERVICE AGAINST UNITED NATIONS RELIEF
CONVOYS IN NORTHERN IRAQ, AND ON UNITED NATIONS PERSONNEL AND
HUMANITARIAN AID WORKERS IN IRAQ. THIS IRAQI INTELLIGENCE
SERVICE HAS ALSO CARRIED OUT ASSASSINATIONS OF IRAQIS SEEKING
TO ESCAPE SADDAM'S DICTATORSHIP, INCLUDING A COLD BLOODED
MURDER IN AMMAN, JORDAN, LAST YEAR.

THE IRAQI INTELLIGENCE SERVICE HAS BEEN A MAJOR PARTICIPANT
IN THE PERPETRATION OF SADDAM'S WAR CRIMES DURING THE
OCCUPATION OF KUWAIT AND THE REGIME'S CRIMES AGAINST HUMANITY
AT HOME.

THE IRAQI INTELLIGENCE SERVICE HEADQUARTERS BUILDING THAT WAS
THE TARGET OF LAST NIGHT'S ATTACK, IS THE NERVE CENTER OF THE
IRAQI INTELLIGENCE SERVICE, THE HUB FOR ALL ITS ACTIVITIES.

MR. PRESIDENT, LET ME STRESS ONE POINT IN PARTICULAR. OUR
ACTION IS NOT DIRECTED AGAINST THE IRAQI PEOPLE. FOR FAR T00
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LONG, THEY HAVE SUFFERED UNDER THE YOKE OF TYRANNICAL
REPRESSION OF SADDAM HUSSEIN'S REGIME. THE UNITED STATES
LOOKS FORWARD TO THE DAY WHEN THAT CRIMINAL REGIME IS NO
LONGER ABLE TO OPPRESS THE IRAQI PEOPLE, AND THE IRAQI NATION
CAN TAKE ITS RIGHTFUL PLACE AGAIN AMONG THE FAMILY OF
NATIONS.

LET ME ALSO SAY THIS. WE REGRET THE LOSS OF CIVILIAN LIFE.
HOWEVER, ONE SHOULD KEEP IN MIND THAT HAD THE IRAQI ATTEMPT
IN KUWAIT SUCCEEDED, HUNDREDS OF CIVILIANS COULD HAVE DIED. ‘

THE SPECIFIC INCIDENT WAS BETWEEN IRAQ AND THE UNITED STATES |
DIRECTLY, WHICH IS WHY WE ACTED ALONE. ONLY THE UNITED STATES ‘
FORCES WERE INVOLVED. OUR MILITARY ACTION YESTERDAY WAS AIMED |
SPECIFICALLY AT THE INSTRUMENTS OF TERROR THAT MOUNTED THE

CAMPAIGN AGAINST PRESIDENT BUSH.

NEVERTHELESS, ALTHOUGH WE TOOK ACTION UNDER ARTICLE 51 OF THE
UNITED NATIONS CHARTER, THERE IS A BROADER CONTEXT OF WHICH
MEMBERS OF THE SECURITY COUNCIL ARE ONLY TOO WELL AWARE.

SINCE ITS INVASION OF KUWAIT ON AUGUST 2, 1990, IRAQ HAS
REPEATEDLY AND CONSISTENTLY REFUSED TO COMPLY WITH THE
RESOLUTIONS OF THIS COUNCIL. ONLY A FEW DAYS AGO THE COUNCIL
FOUND IRAQ AGAIN TO BE IN MATERIAL BREACH OF UNITED NATIONS
SECURITY COUNCIL RESOLUTION 687.

THE IRAQI REGIME TODAY REFUSES TO MEET THE REQUIREMENTS OF
THE UNITED NATIONS SPECIAL COMMISSION ON A RANGE OF MATTERS
RELATING TO THE DESTRUCTION OF WEAPONS OF MASS DESTRUCTION,
AND BALLISTIC MISSILE PROGRAMS.

THE IRAQI REGIME REFUSES TO ACCEPT UNITED NATIONS SECURITY
COUNCIL RESOLUTION 715, WHICH MANDATES LONG-TERM MONITORING
OF THESE WEAPONS PROGRAMS.

THE IRAQI REGIME REJECTS THE DELINEATION OF THE KUWAIT-IRAQ
BOUNDARY.

THE IRAQI REGIME CONTINUES TO REPRESS ITS OWN PEOPLE IN
VIOLATION OF UNITED NATIONS SECURITY COUNCIL RESOLUTION 688,

| INSTEAD CHOOSING TO IMPOSE A POLICY OF ECONOMIC DEPRIVATION
AND EVEN BLOCKADE ON SOME OF ITS CITIZENS.

AND THE IRAQI REGIME REFUSES TO ACCEPT UNITED NATIONS
SECURITY COUNCIL RESOLUTIONS 706 AND 712, WHICH WOULD ALLOW
IRAQ TO SELL OIL TO MEET THE NEEDS OF ITS OWN CITIZENS; A
MONUMENTAL ACT OF ABUSE AND DISREGARD OF THE SUFFERING OF THE
IRAQI PEOPLE.

MY GOVERNMENT'S POLICY REMAINS CONSTANT. WE INSIST ON FULL
IRAQI COMPLIANCE WITH ALL THE UNITED NATIONS RESOLUTIONS.
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THROUGH A POLICY OF FIRMNESS AND CONSISTENCY, INCLUDING
READINESS TO USE FORCE IF NECESSARY, THE INTERNATIONAL
COMMUNITY MUST FRUSTRATE IRAQ'S EFFORTS TO IGNORE THE WILL OF
THE COUNCIL.

THE INTERNATIONAL COMMUNITY HAS SPOKEN WITH ONE VOICE IN
INSISTING THAT IRAQ ABIDE BY THE PRINCIPLES OF THE UNITED
NATIONS CHARTER. WE (IGNORE ?) A CRIME OF THIS MAGNITUDE AT
OUR COLLECTIVE PERIL AS MEMBERS OF AN INTERNATIONAL SOCIETY
THAT SEEKS TO UPHOLD THE RULE OF LAW.

WHILE THE INCIDENT WE ARE DISCUSSING TODAY IS AN ISSUE
BETWEEN IRAQ AND THE UNITED STATES, IT SHOULD LEAD ALL

MS. MYERS: US LAW REQUIRES THAT VIOLATORS BE PUNISHED, THAT
THERE BE SANCTIONS.

Q EVEN IF THEY HAVEN'T SIGNED ON TO IT?

MS. MYERS: US LAW REQUIRES IT, AND WE'RE CERTAINLY GOING TO
ABIDE BY US LAW.

Q DOES THE UNITED STATES GOVERNMENT HOLD THE RUSSIAN
GOVERNMENT RESPONSIBLE FOR THESE WEAPONS SALES?

MS. MYERS: WELL, WE'RE DISCUSSING IT WITH THEM.

Q OR IS IT ONLY TO --

MS. MYERS: WE TAKE IT VERY SERIOUSLY. I THINK PRESIDENT
CLINTON HAS COMMUNICATED HIS CONCERNS TO PRESIDENT YELTSIN,

IT'S BEEN COMMUNICATED AT A NUMBER OF LEVELS, AND WE'RE GOING
TO CONTINUE TO PUSH FOR ENFORCEMENT.

Q LET ME TRY LINKAGE IN A DIFFERENT WAY.




MS. MYERS: (CHUCKLES) -- YOU'RE NOT GOING TO GET ME TO SAY
IT,-80 ~-

Q I'LL TRY ONE -- I'LL TRY IN A DIFFERENT WAY. TO THE EXTENT
THAT THERE IS DIFFICULTY MAKING PROGRESS ON THE WEAPONS
ISSUE, WOULD THAT REDUCE THE US GOVERNMENT'S INTEREST IN,
ENTHUSIASM FOR, LOBBYING FOR AID TO RUSSIA?

MS. MYERS: I WILL -- AT THE RISK OF SOUNDING REDUNDANT, LET
ME SAY THAT WE'RE GOING TO CONTINUE TO MOVE FORWARD ON
RUSSIAN AID, WE'RE GOING TO CONTINUE TO -- WE LOOK FORWARD TO
HAVING -- TO MEETING WITH PRESIDENT YELTSIN TO DISCUSS A
NUMBER OF ISSUES, AND WE'LL CONTINUE TO MAKE IT VERY CLEAR
THAT WE WILL NOT TOLERATE VIOLATIONS OF THE MISSILE
TECHNOLOGY CONTROL REGIME.

Q DO YOU THINK YOU'LL END UP MOVING MORE SLOWLY ON AID IF
YOU'RE FORCED TO MOVE MORE SLOWLY ON WEAPONS?

MS. MYERS: I -- THAT'S HYPOTHETICAL.

Q DEE DEE, BACK ON NEW YORK, DO YOU HAVE A SENSE THAT THIS
CROWD HAS NOW BEEN ROLLED UP, OR ARE THERE MORE PEOPLE OUT
THERE THAT ARE STILL POSING A THREAT TO --

MS. MYERS: I JUST CAN'T COMMENT BEYOND -- YOU'LL HAVE TO WAIT
POR THE PRESS CONFERENCE AT 2:00 P.M., AFTER THE PRELIMINARY
COURT APPEARANCE.

Q DID THE PRESIDENT HAVE A REACTION TO THE ARRESTS (IN NEW
YORK ?) THIS MORNING?

MS. MYERS: NOT YET.

Q DEE DEE, ARE THERE ADDITIONAL PRECAUTIONS THAT THE
PRESIDENT NOW NEEDS TO TAKE IN LIGHT OF EVIDENCE THAT THIS
CROWD IS STILL ACTIVE?

MS. MYERS: YEAH. NO, I JUST DON'T HAVE ANYTHING ELSE TO ADD
TO THAT TILL LATER.

Q ANY CHANGES IN SECURITY HERE, DEE DEE?

MS. MYERS: NOT THAT I KNOW OF.

Q DEE DEE, SENATOR D'AMATO SAID A FEW HOURS AGO THAT HE HAD
HEARD ABOUT THIS QUITE A FEW DAYS AGO AND THAT HE HAD EXTRA
PROTECTION -- (OFF MIKE) --

MS. MYERS: AGAIN, I JUST CAN'T COMMENT ON THE SPECIFIC
DETAILS. THERE WILL BE A PRESS CONFERENCE AT 2:00, AND WE'LL
GO FROM THERE.

Q IS THE PRESIDENT GOING TO ANNOUNCE HIS DECISION ON NUCLEAR
TESTING TOMORROW?

MS. MYERS: I DON'T BELIEVE THAT IT WILL HAPPEN TOMORROW.

KATIE COURIC: AS WE'VE BEEN REPORTiING, THE FBI HAS MADE A MAJOR
ARREST, AN ARREST SOURCES SAY MAY BE THE BIGGEST IN ITS HISTORY.
THEY'VE TAKEN INTO CUSTODY AT LEAST EIGHT MEN THEY SAY PLOTTED TO
BOMB SEVERAL SITES IN NEW YORK AS WELL AS KILL FOUR WORLD LEADERS,

CAPITOL HILL.

SENATOR, GOOD MORNING.
SEN. D'AMATO: GOOD MORNING, KATIE.

MS. COURIC: WHAT CAN YOU TELL US ABOUT THIS INVESTIGATION? ANY
DETAILS?




SEN. D'AMATO: WELL, KATIE, I FOUND OUT ABOUT IT MAY 1ST WHEN THE
INTELLIGENCE PEOPLE WERE TOLD BY THE FBI ABOUT THIS POSSIBLE PLOT.
THEY TOLD ME THEY WERE MONITORING THE SITUATION CAREFULLY. THEY KEPT
-- THEY DID A GREAT JOB. THESE PEOPLE WERE SERIOUS. THEY'RE
EXTREMISTS. I'D SAY THEY'RE WACKY BECAUSE THEY'RE NOT GOING TO DETER
THE UNITED STATES FROM UNDERTAKING ITS POLICIES. THEY'RE NOT GOING TO
SHAPE THEM BY THESE KINDS OF ACTIVITIES. BUT I THINK THAT THEY'RE
VERY CLOSELY SUPERVISED AND I THINK THERE ARE MORE CELLS. THIS IS NOT

JOB.

MS. COURIC: YOU'VE KNOWN ABOUT THIS, SENATOR, THEN, FOR ALMOST TWO
MONTHS. HOW UNNERVING WAS THAT?

SEN. D'AMATO: I'LL TELL YOU WHAT WAS UNNERVING. IT WAS 1:38 EXACTLY
IN THE MORNING WHEN MY TELEPHONE RANG, AND THE SECURITY PEOPLE TOLD
ME THAT THE FBI DIRECTOR INSISTED THAT I BE ADVISED THAT THERE WAS
THIS PLOT. THAT WAS A LITTLE BIT UNNERVING AT 1:38 IN THE MORNING. I
SAID, "WHAT DO YOU WANT ME TO DO NOW?" BUT THE FACT IS, THEY REALLY
DID A GREAT JOB AND THEY MONITORED THIS SITUATION CLOSELY AND ASSURED
MY SECURITY PEOPLE THAT THEY FELT THAT THEY DID HAVE A HANDLE ON IT.
AND INDEED, THE ARREST OF THE SUSPECTS EARLY IN THE MORNING YESTERDAY
OR TODAY DEMONSTRATES THAT THEY DID.

MS. COURIC: SO YOU HAD ADDITIONAL SECURITY, SENATOR, DURING THIS =
TIME? e

SEN. D'AMATO: YES, ADDITIONAL SECURITY. PROCEDURES WERE UNDERTAKEN BY \
OUR LOCAL DETECTIVES, AND SOME OF MY ACTIVITIES WERE CURTAILED, NOT -
TO MAKE IT IMPOSSIBLE FOR THEM TO PROVIDE THE KIND OF SECURITY. YOU

DON'T WANT TO BE MARCHING AROUND IN PARADES AND YOU BECOME AN OBVIOUS
TARGET.

MS. COURIC: WHY DO YOU THINK YOU AND THE OTHERS WERE TARGETS?

SEN. D'AMATO: I THINK PROBABLY BECAUSE OF MY OUTSPOKENNESS, MY
CALLING FOR THE DEATH PENALTY FOR THOSE WHO USE TERRORIST METHODS AND
BRING ABOUT THE DEATH OF OTHERS, THE FACT THAT I CALLED FOR SHEIKH
RAHMAN FROM JERSEY CITY TO BE INCARCERATED PENDING HIS APPEAL. I
MEAN, HERE HE IS. HE CAME IN ILLEGALLY. THE COURTS HAVE FOUND, KATIE,
THAT HE CAME IN HERE ILLEGALLY AND HE'S STILL ROMPING AROUND. THAT'S
NONSENSE. HE SHOULD BE INCARCERATED AND WE SHOULD GIVE HIM A QUICK
HEARING AND BOOT HIM OUT. HE HAS ABUSED HIS RIGHTS OF THIS COUNTRY,
CAME IN ILLEGALLY INITIALLY. AND I HAVE CALLED FOR REFORM OF OUR
IMMIGRATION POLICY. SO I THINK THAT'S DISTRESSED SOME OF HIS
FOLLOWERS. AND YOU'LL PROBABLY FIND THAT THESE FELLOWS ARE KIND OF
ASSOCIATED WITH THE SHEIKH.

MS. COURIC: RIGHT. IN FACT, THEY HAVE SAID THAT THEY ARE ASSOCIATED
WITH THE SHEIKH, BUT THERE'S NO CONNECTION BETWEEN THEM AND THE MEN
WHO WERE ARRESTED FOR THE WORLD TRADE CENTER BOMBING.

SEN. D'AMATO: YEAH, HE JUST PREACHES BROTHERLY LOVE AND PEOPLE BECOME
TARGETS.

MS. COURIC: WHY DO YOU THINK BOUTROS-GHALI AND HOSNI MUBARAK WERE
ALSO TARGETS?

SEN. D'AMATO: WELL, THEY'VE BEEN AFTER MUBARAK. THESE ARE EXTREMISTS,
FUNDAMENTALISTS. AND ANYONE WHO STAYS IN THEIR WAY, THEY WANT TO
BRING ABOUT A CLERICAL KIND OF OPERATION, THE SAME KIND OF THING THAT
YOU'VE SEEN IN IRAN. AND I HAVE NO DOUBT THAT IN THE FUTURE, MAYBE




NOT DIRECTLY WITH THIS CASE, THAT THERE WILL BE SPELLED OUT A
CLEAR-CUT LINK BETWEEN THE IRANIANS WHO WILL FUND THIS KIND OF
TERRORISM AND THIS KIND OF CELL. THERE ARE MANY CELLS THAT THE
IRANIANS ARE FUNDING, AND THEY USE THESE GROUPS. AND IT GETS VERY
DIFFICULT TO TIE IT BACK BECAUSE SOME ARE EGYPTIAN, SOME ARE
PALESTINIAN, SOME ARE -- ONE IS A US CITIZEN HIMSELF. SO YOU'LL FIND
THAT THIS IS A NEW KIND OF WARFARE. IT'S HARD TO TRACE IT BACK TO THE
COUNTRY THAT IS SPONSORING IT.

MS. COURIC: MM-HMM.

SEN. D'AMATO: BUT EVENTUALLY I THINK YOU WILL SEE THAT THOSE LINKS
ARE CLEARLY ESTABLISHED.

MS. COURIC: THE TIMING OF THIS LATEST ACTIVITY WAS SUPPOSEDLY TO --
WELL, THEY WANTED IT TO TAKE PLACE BEFORE THE TRIALS OF THE WORLD
TRADE CENTER BOMBERS. IS THAT YOUR UNDERSTANDING?

SEN. D'AMATO: YES, THAT'S WHAT I'VE BEEN GIVEN TO EXPLAIN. I THINK
LATER ON THIS AFTERNOON THE FBI WILL BE HOLDING A BRIEFING ON THIS
AND EXPOUND ON IT FURTHER.

MS. COURIC: MM-HMM.

SEN. D'AMATO: BUT THAT'S WHAT I'VE BEEN TOLD.

MS. COURIC: THE FACT, SENATOR, THAT THERE ARE STILL PEOPLE OUT THERE
APPARENTLY AND MORE ARRESTS ARE TO COME, ARE YOU GOING TO MAINTAIN
THIS LEVEL OF SECURITY FOR YOURSELF?

SEN. D'AMATO: WELL, I'M GOING TO BE GUIDED BY WHAT THE SECURITY
PEOPLE TELL ME, WHAT THEY FEEL IS AN APPROPRIATE LEVEL. WE'RE NOT
GOING TO OVERDO IT. WE'VE TAKEN SOME PRECAUTIONS NOT TO, FOR EXAMPLE,
PUBLISH SCHEDULES IN ADVANCE, ONLY TO LET THOSE PEOPLE THAT WE MUST
KNOW. AND I'M PRETTY -- I DON'T KNOW WHERE I'M GOING TO BE TONIGHT.

MS. COURIC: ALL RIGHT. SENATOR ALFONSE D'AMATO, NICE TO SEE YOU
HAVEN'T LOST YOUR SENSE OF HUMOR THROUGH ALL THIS. THANKS SO MUCH FOR
TALKING WITH US.

RAYMOND KELLY (NEW YORK CITY POLICE COMMISSIONER): -- THE US
ATTORNEYS OF THE SOUTHERN DISTRICT OF NEW YORK; JAMES ESPOSITO,
SPECIAL AGENT IN CHARGE OF THE NEWARK OFFICE OF THE FBI; DEPUTY MAYOR
FRITZ ALEXANDER; CHARLES KNOX OF THE PORT AUTHORITY POLICE; BILL
SLATTERY OF INS; CHIEF MICHAEL CONNOR (SP) OF THE TRANSIT POLICE; AND
OUR CHIEF OF PATROL, MARIO SOLVAGI (PH).

EARLY THIS MORNING THE JOINT TERRORIST TASK FORCE, MADE UP OF AGENTS
AND POLICE FROM BOTH THE FBI AND THE NYPD AND OTHER AGENCIES,
ARRESTED EIGHT PEOPLE WHO ARE NOW ACCUSED OF CONSPIRING TO BLOW UP
LOCATIONS IN NEW YORK CITY, INCLUDING THE UNITED NATIONS
HEADQUARTERS, 26 FEDERAL PLAZA, WHERE THE FBI IS LOCATED, AND ONE OR
MORE TUNNELS LEADING FROM NEW YORK TO NEW JERSEY.
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THIS WAS AN EXTRAORDINARY OPERATION CARRIED OFF WITH PRECISION TIMING

BY AN ELITE GROUP OF LAW ENFORCEMENT OFFICIALS AS A RESULT OF CAREFUL

PLANNING AND OUTSTANDING INVESTIGATIVE WORK. WHAT MAKES THIS GROUP. SO
UNIQUE IS THE FACT THAT THEY HAVE BEEN WORKING TOGETHER FOR OVER 13
YEARS. SO WHEN A MAJOR EVENT OF SUCH PROPORTION SUCH AS THE TRADE
CENTER BOMBING OCCURS, THE JOINT TERRORIST TASK FORCE IS READY. I
COMMEND THEM AND THE OTHER LAW ENFORCEMENT OFFICIALS GATHERED HERE
TODAY.

AND NOW I'M GOING TO TURN THE FLOOR OVER TO OUR US ATTORNEY, MARY JO

WHITE, TO MAKE A STATEMENT. JAMES FOX, ASSISTANT DIRECTOR OF THE FBI,
WILL MAKE A STATEMENT, FOLLOWED BY MAYOR DINKINS, AND THEN WE'LL OPEN
IT UP TO QUESTIONS.

MS. WHITE?

MARY JO WHITE (US ATTORNEY): AS THE POLICE COMMISSIONER HAS SAID, WE
HAVE TODAY ARRESTED AND CHARGED EIGHT DEFENDANTS WITH CONSPIRACY AND
THE ATTEMPTED BOMBING OF THE UNITED NATIONS, 26 FEDERAL PLAZA, AND
THE LINCOLN AND HOLLAND TUNNELS. IF CONVICTED OF THE CHARGES IN THESE
PRESENT COMPLAINTS, THESE DEFENDANTS FACE A MAXIMUM JAIL TERM OF 15
YEARS IN JAIL. WE ANTICIPATE FILING FURTHER CHARGES IN THE FUTURE
WHICH WILL INCREASE THE MAXIMUM EXPOSURE.

THE LEADER OF THESE TERRORISTS, AS REFLECTED IN THE COMPLAINT FILED
TODAY, HAS SAID, "WE CAN GET YOU ANYTIME." LAW ENFORCEMENT'S ANSWER
IS, "NO, YOU CANNOT." THE MESSAGE THAT THESE ARRESTS AND PROSECUTIONS
SHOULD SEND IS THAT WE WILL NOT BE DRIVEN FROM OUR COMMUNITY. WE WILL
NOT LIVE IN FEAR. AND WE WILL NOT PERMIT THE LIKES OF THESE
DEFENDANTS TO TERRORIZE OUR CITY.

THE DEFENDANTS WILL BE ARRAIGNED TODAY IN FEDERAL COURT IN MANHATTAN,
COURTROOM 506, BEGINNING AT APPROXIMATELY 3:00 THIS AFTERNOON. I'VE
BEEN ASKED ALSO, ON BEHALF OF THE GROUP, TO SAY THAT BECAUSE THIS IS
AN ONGOING INVESTIGATION AND PROSECUTION THAT THERE WILL BE NO
FURTHER PUBLIC COMMENT ON THIS MATTER AFTER TODAY'S PRESS CONFERENCE.

NOW I'LL TURN IT OVER TO JIM FOX OF THE FBI TO DESCRIBE THE
PARTICULARS OF THE CHARGES AND THE ARRESTS TODAY AND LAST EVENING.

JAMES FOX (FBI/NEW YORK): AS MARY JO SAID, THERE WILL BE NO FURTHER
PUBLIC COMMENT ON THIS. SO THANK YOU FOR COMING AND HAVE A GOOD DAY.
(SCATTERED LAUGHTER.) THEY WERE LISTENING.

I THINK YOU'RE AWARE WE EXECUTED A NUMBER OF ARRESTS AND SEARCH
WARRANTS STARTING LATE LAST NIGHT, CONTINUING THROUGH THE EARLY
MORNING HOURS OF THIS MORNING. WE'VE ARRESTED EIGHT INDIVIDUALS IN
THE NEW YORK CITY AREA. THEIR NAMES HAVE BEEN MADE OR WILL BE MADE
AVAILABLE TO YOU. THEY'VE BEEN CHARGED WITH CONSPIRACY TO BOMB AND
ATTEMPTED BOMBING.

DURING THE MONTHS OF MAY AND JUNE OF THIS YEAR, THEY COMMITTED A
SERIES OF OVERT ACTS IN FURTHERANCE OF THIS CRIME. THESE ACTS INCLUDE
DISCUSSING FOUR TARGET SITES. THE TARGET SITES WERE THE LINCOLN
TUNNEL, THE HOLLAND TUNNEL, THE UNITED NATIONS, THE FEDERAL BUILDING
AT 26 FEDERAL PLAZA WHICH HOUSES THE FBI. THEY INCLUDED PHYSICAL
SURVEILLANCE AND RECONNAISSANCE OF THESE TARGETS. THEY INCLUDED
ACQUIRING A SAFEHOUSE WHICH TN THE LAST FEW DAYS ULTIMATELY BECAME A
BOMB FACTORY. THEY INCLUDED ACQUIRING, TAKING STEPS TO ACQUIRE CARS
INTO WHICH THE BOMB WOULD BE LOADED AND DRIVEN INTO THE GARAGE OF THE
BUILDING TO BE DESTROYED, INCLUDED ACQUIRING GUNS, INCLUDING
ACQUIRING A DETONATOR.
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THIS CASE WAS A SERIOUS ENOUGH INVESTIGATION AT THIS POINT, AND THEN
IT TOOK ON A CERTAIN AIR OF URGENCY AS SEVERAL OF THE PRINCIPALS
BEGAN TO MAKE PLANS TO LEAVE THE UNITED STATES. THEY STARTED TO
ACTUALLY PHYSICALLY ACQUIRE THE INGREDIENTS NECESSARY FOR THIS BOMB,
THE INGREDIENTS BEING BASICALLY FERTILIZER, FUEL OIL AND 55-GALLON
BARRELS. THEY BEGAN TO MIX THIS SO-CALLED WITCH'S BREW, BASICALLY THE
SAME COMPONENTS THAT HAD BEEN USED IN PAST BOMBINGS, INCLUDING THE
WORLD TRADE CENTER BOMBING.

AT THIS POINT, THE PUBLIC SAFETY FACTOR BECAME THE OVERRIDING
CONSIDERATION AND WE DECIDED WE HAD TO ACT IN THE EARLY HOURS THIS
MORNING. AT ABOUT 1:30 A.M. THIS MORNING, SWAT TEAMS ENTERED THE BOMB
FACTORY IN JAMAICA QUEENS AND EXECUTED FIVE ARREST WARRANTS THERE.
THERE WAS NO RESISTANCE, NO REAL INCIDENTS. ONE NINE-MILLIMETER
SEMIAUTOMATIC PISTOL WAS RECOVERED.

AS WE ENTERED THE BOMB FACTORY, THE FIVE SUBJECTS WERE ACTUALLY
MIXING THE WITCH'S BREW. WE ENTERED SO FAST, SOME OF THE SUBJECTS
SAID THEY DIDN'T REALIZE STRANGERS WERE IN THE BOMB FACTORY UNTIL
THEY HAD THE HANDCUFFS BEING PUT ON THEM. OUR AGENTS, AS THEY ROLLED
UP THE DOORS TO ENTER THE BOMB FACTORY, SAID THE SMELL OF FUMES FROM
THE MIXTURE WAS ALMOST OVERPOWERING. THEY WERE MIXING THE CONCOCTION
IN FIVE LARGE 55-GALLON DRUMS.

WHAT WE HOPED TO DO BY ACTING SO RESOLUTELY AND SO SWIFTLY IN THIS
CASE WAS TO DETER ANYONE ELSE WHO MIGHT BE TEMPTED TO ATTEMPT ACTS OF
TERRORISM IN NEW YORK CITY AND THE UNITED STATES. THE MESSAGE HERE, I
THINK, IS CLEAR. VERY FEW PEOPLE CAN WREAK GREAT HAVOC, BUT THESE
PEOPLE ARE GOING TO DO MANY YEARS OF HARD TIME. THE DIRECTOR OF THE
FBI INFORMED ME THIS MORNING, AND AS HE HAS DONE SO OFTEN RECENTLY,
CONGRATULATED THE TASK FORCE -- AND THAT'S THE POLICE DEPARTMENT, THE
FBI, THE TRANSIT AUTHORITY AND SOON THE PORT AUTHORITY -- FOR THE
TREMENDOUS WORK DONE IN THIS INVESTIGATION.

THANK YOU.

MAYOR DAVID DINKINS: I'M PLEASED TO JOIN THIS DISTINGUISHED AND
TALENTED GROUP OF LAW ENFORCEMENT AND CRIMINAL JUSTICE OFFICIALS AT
THIS ANNOUNCEMENT OF THE ARREST EARLY THIS MORNING OF EIGHT
INDIVIDUALS WHO ALLEGEDLY WERE PLOTTING TERRORIST BOMB ATTACKS. I
CANNOT COMPLIMENT THEM ENOUGH. I SAID TO THOSE WHO ARE HERE ON THIS
STAGE PRIVATELY HOW PROUD I AM OF THEM ALL AND HOW PLEASED I AM AT
THIS ACTION.

THIS CITY STILL BEARS THE SCARS OF THE TERRIBLE AND TRAGIC BOMBING OF
THE WORLD TRADE CENTER IN FEBRUARY. THE FAMILIES OF THOSE INNOCENT
PEOPLE KILLED STILL MOURN THE LOSS OF THEIR LOVED ONES. MEN AND WOMEN
WHO WORK IN THE WORLD TRADE CENTER MUST CONFRONT THEIR APPREHENSION
EVERY DAY AS THEY RETURN TO WORK. CONSTRUCTION STILL GOES ON TO
REPAIR ALL THE DAMAGE TO THAT WORLD-FAMOUS NEW YORK LOCATION.

THE HEINOUS CRIME WAS FRIGHTENING AND CHILLING NOT ONLY FOR THE
NUMBER OF LIVES IT COST AND THE DAMAGE IT CAUSED, BUT ALSO FOR THE
ATTACKERS' ANONYMITY AND THEIR CALLOUS INDIFFERENCE TO THE IDENTITIES
OF THE INEVITABLE VICTIMS OF THE CRIMES. IT JUST DIDN'T MATTER TO
THEM WHO OR HOW MANY WERE HURT OR KILLED. THEY WERE JUST TO BE PART
OF THE TERRORIST MESSAGE TO THE SURVIVORS AND TO ALL THE REST OF US,
NOT JUST HERE IN NEW YORK, BUT THROUGHOUT OUR NATION. WHY? BECAUSE A
TERRORIST'S MOST POTENT WEAPON IS NOT A BULLET OR A BAZOOKA OR A
BOMB. IT IS FEAR. AND IT IS THAT WEAPON WHICH WE ALL, BUT
PARTICULARLY WE PUBLIC OFFICIALS, MUST DO OUR UTMOST TO COMBAT.

WITH THE ANNOUNCEMENT OF TODAY'S ARRESTS, AS WITH THE EARLIER
IDENTIFICATION AND ARRESTS OF THOSE ALLEGED TO HAVE BOMBED THE WORLD
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TRADE CENTER, WE HAVE TAKEN A SIGNIFICANT STEP IN DEPRIVING THESE
TERRORISTS OF THEIR ANONYMITY AND THEIR MOST CHERISHED WEAPON, FEAR.
WE HAVE BEGUN TO REVEAL THE FACE OF OUR ATTACKER.

TERRORISM IS A DESTRUCTIVE, INSIDIOUS AND COWARDLY ENTERPRISE. BY ITS
VERY NATURE, BY ITS VERY THREAT, IT CAN CAUSE FEAR AND ALTER OUR
SOCIETY AND CIVIC LIFE, IF WE PERMIT IT. WE MUST, ALL OF US, STAND
TOGETHER IN RESISTING IT. WE CAN TAKE HEART THAT IN THE BATTLE
AGAINST THIS REPUGNANT NEMESIS, NO NATION AND NO REGION OF THIS
NATION HAS GREATER OR BETTER LAW ENFORCEMENT AND EMERGENCY SERVICE
RESOURCES OR MORE COMPETENT, MORE COMMITTED OR BRAVER LAW ENFORCEMENT

PERSONNEL.

I COMMEND IN PARTICULAR THE OFFICERS, SUPERVISORS AND COMMANDERS OF
THE JOINT TERRORIST TASK FORCE WHO EFFECTED TODAY'S ARRESTS.
ESTABLISHED 13 YEARS AGO AND COMPOSED OF OFFICERS AND INVESTIGATORS
FROM NEW YORK'S FINEST AND FEDERAL AGENTS, TTS ACTIONS MAY HAVE SAVED
THE LIVES OF COUNTLESS NEW YORKERS AND OTHERS. AND I APPLAUD THE
EFFORTS OF THE OTHER INVOLVED LAW ENFORCEMENT PERSONNEL, INCLUDING
THE MEN AND WOMEN OF THE NEW YORK CITY POLICE DEPARTMENT, THE FEDERAL
BUREAU OF INVESTIGATION, THE OFFICE OF THE US ATTORNEY FOR THE
SOUTHERN DISTRICT.

BEFORE I LEAVE THIS LECTURN, I MUST TOUCH ON ONE LAST MATTER. THOUGH
THE PEOPLE ARRESTED FOR OR CHARGED WITH THESE CRIMES MAY BE FROM A
PARTICULAR COMMUNITY OR MAY SHARE A PARTICULAR FAITH OR MAY COME TO
OUR SHORES FROM A PARTICULAR REGION OF THE WORLD, WE MUST REMEMBER
THAT THESE ARE INDIVIDUALS ACTING ON THEIR OWN OR IN CONCERT AMONG
OTHER CRIMINAL COLLABORATORS. NO RIGHT-THINKING NEW YORKER, ANGERED
OR FRIGHTENED AS HE OR SHE MAY BE BY THE CRIMES OF WHICH THESE
INDIVIDUALS ARE ACCUSED, SHOULD PROJECT HIS OR HER OUTRAGE ONTO THE
WHOLE OF THE COMMUNITY FROM WHICH THESE INDIVIDUALS COME.

IN A WORLD WRACKED BY CASUAL CRUELTY AND VIOLENCE, OFTEN DELIVERED
FOR MOTIVES THAT ARE OBTUSE OR OPAQUE, WE CAN ILL AFFORD ANY
ADDITIONAL HATRED. SUCH FEELINGS WOULD BE ESPECIALLY EGREGIOUS AND
THE CIRCUMSTANCES ILLOGICAL AND NONSENSICAL AS IMPUTING THE BLAME FOR
THE ACTIONS OF A FEW INDIVIDUALS TO THE COMMUNITY FROM WHENCE THEY
COME.

Q WHAT ABOUT -- IN THE COMPLAINT, IT ALSO SAYS THAT THE ALLEGED

RINGLEADER PLAYED A ROLE IN A TEST BOMBING PRIOR TO THE 26TH -- THE
FEBRUARY BOMBING OF THE WORLD TRADE CENTER. CAN YOU TELL US MORE
ABOUT WHAT ROLE THEY MAY HAVE PLAYED IN THE BOMBING AND WHY -- AND

ARE THEY GOING TO BE SUBSEQUENTLY CHARGED AND BROUGHT IN WITH THE
OTHER SUSPECTS IN THE TRADE BOMBING?

MR. FOX: SOUNDS LIKE A QUESTION FOR THE US ATTORNEY.
Q MARY JO WHITE?

AS YOU DID IN THE WORLD TRADE CENTER BOMBING, WITH THESE ALLEGED
TERRORISTS HERE?

MR. FOX: AT THIS TIME WE HAVE NO PLANS TO ARREST THE SHEIKH. AND ANY
FURTHER COMMENTS YOU WOULD WANT TO MAKE, MARY JO?

Q WAS THERE ANY FOREIGN INVOLVEMENT HERE, AS WAS ALLEGED IN THE WORLD
TRADE CENTER BOMBING? YOU SAID THAT ONE OF THE RINGLEADERS WAS MAKING
PLANS TO LEAVE THE UNITED STATES. THE COMPLAINT MENTIONS THAT HE WAS
PREPARING TO ARRANGE PASSPORTS AND EXIT OUT OF THE COUNTRY. TO WHERE,
AND UNDER WHAT FLAG WERE THESE PASSPORTS?

MR. FOX: THAT'S ALL WE WOULD STATE AT THIS TIME. AND WE HAVE NO
INDICATION OF FOREIGN INVOLVEMENT AT THIS TIME.

Q (OFF MIKE.)

Q DO YOU KNOW WHO SAID, "WE CAN GET YOU ANYTIME"? COULD YOU REVEAL
THE IDENTITY? AND MAYBE, MARY JO WHITE, YOU CAN REVEAL THE IDENTITY
OF WHO SAID THAT.

MR. FOX: FRANKLY, I DON'T REMEMBER.

Q WHO --

MR. FOX: SADIQ ALT.

Q IS HE THE RINGLEADER? IS HE CONSIDERED THE RINGLEADER?

MR. FOX: HE'S CERTAINLY A PRINCIPAL PARTICIPANT.

Q MR. FOX, WERE ANY --

Q (INAUDIBLE.)

Q ARE THEY CONNECTED TO THE SUDANESE THAT WERE ARRESTED IN JERSEY

Q AND OF THE FIVE -- WAIT -- OF THE FIVE, HOW MANY ARE SUDANESE, DID
YOU SAY?

Q IS THIS A GAME OR A NEWS CONFERENCE?

MR. : THEY'RE ALL SUDANESE.

Q THEY'RE ALL SUDANESE.

Q AND OF THE OTHERS?

MR. : STATUS UNKNOWN.

Q YOU TALKED ABOUT THE WITCH'S BREW, AND WHEN YOU WALKED IN THEY WERE
STILL MIXING THIS WITCH'S BREW. DO YOU KNOW HOW FAR AWAY THEY WERE

Q WAS THAT CONFIDENTIAL INFORMANT IN PLACE PRIOR TO THE WORLD TRADE
CENTER BOMBING? AND HAS HE ASSISTED IN THAT INVESTIGATION IN ANY WAY?

MR. FOX: NO COMMENT ON THAT.
Q MR. FOX, IS THERE ANY INDICATION --

Q (OFF MIKE) -- SADIQ ALI OR ANY OF THESE OTHER PEOPLE AND THE UNITED
NATIONS? IS HE A UN EMPLOYEE? HE MADE A STATEMENT THAT HE COULD GET A
CAR PAST SECURITY. HOW WAS HE GOING TO DO THAT?

MR. FOX: NO COMMENT ON THAT.

Q COMMISSIONER KELLY, WHEN YOU LOOK AT SOMETHING LIKE THIS AND YOU'VE
GOT PEOPLE TARGETING THE HOLLAND TUNNEL, LINCOLN TUNNEL, UNITED
NATIONS, THE FEDERAL PLAZA AS WELL, AS THE CHIEF OF POLICE, WHAT DOES
THIS SAY TO YOU ABOUT WHAT A GROUP LIKE THIS IS TRYING TO DO THAT
ALBEIT MIGHT LIVE IN JERSEY CITY, BE PLACED IN JERSEY CITY, IT'S

DISBANDED IT? DO YOU HAVE ANY IDEA HOW LARGE IT IS? CAN YOU TALK
ABOUT IT ALL, WHAT REMAINS OF IT?

MR. KELLY: NO, I DON'T THINK IT'S APPROPRIATE FOR ME TO TALK ABOUT
THAT. I THINK WE REALLY NEED TO STICK TO THE COMPLAINT.

Q MR. FOX, COULD YOU ADDRESS IT?

MR. FOX: NO.

Q YOU DON'T WANT TO?

Q COMMISSIONER KELLY OR --

Q (OFF MIKE) -- OR LINKED TO ANY GROUP IN THE SUDAN OR ELSEWHERE OR

ANY KNOWN ASSOCIATIONS BETWEEN THESE ALLEGED TERRORISTS AND THOSE WHO
HAVE ALREADY BEEN ARRESTED IN THE WORLD TRADE CENTER CASE. WERE THEY

Q YES, BUT DID THEY -- IT SAYS THAT THEY WERE INVOLVED IN A PRE-
FEBRUARY 26 TEST EXPLOSION. WERE THEY INVOLVED, CAN WE ASSUME FROM-
THAT, WITH SOME OF THOSE WHO ARE NOW SUSPECTS IN THE WORLD TRADE
CENTER BOMBING?

Q MR. ESPOSITO --

Q (OFF MIKE) -- ARRESTING AND BRINGING THESE PEOPLE TO JUSTICE; IN
OTHER WORDS, NOT FOREIGN INVOLVEMENT WITH THE BOMBING BUT FOREIGN
ASSISTANCE WITH YOUR OFFICE AND WITH THE FBI IN BRINGING THESE PEOPLE
TO JUSTICE?

MR. KELLY: I HAVE NO KNOWLEDGE OF THAT.

Q MR. ESPOSITO, OUR REPORTER IN JERSEY CITY TELLS US THAT A SEARCH
WARRANT HAS JUST BEEN EXECUTED AND THAT THERE ARE LAW ENFORCEMENT
OFFICIALS INSIDE SHEIKH RACHMAN'S APARTMENT. CAN YOU CONFIRM THAT?
MR. ESPOSITO: I'LL CONFIRM THAT WE MADE ONE ARREST IN JERSEY CITY
THIS MORNING AT 4:45 A.M. WE HAVE EXECUTED ONE SEARCH WARRANT. THE
SECOND ONE IS NOT COMPLETED. AND UNTIL THOSE ARE RETURNED, I CAN'T
COMMENT SPECIFICALLY WHERE THEY ARE OTHER THAN TO CONFIRM TO YOU THAT
THEY ARE IN THE JERSEY CITY AREA.

Q CAN WE -- IS IT CORRECT, MR. ESPOSITO, THEN, THAT ONE OF THE SEARCH
WARRANTS ISSUED WAS FOR THE PREMISES OF SHEIKH RACHMAN?

MR. ESPOSITO: NO, I CAN'T CONFIRM THAT AT THIS TIME. AS I SAID, ONE
OF THE TWO SEARCHES THAT WE ARE DOING IN NEW JERSEY IS STILL ONGOING.
NEITHER ONE HAS BEEN RETURNED YET.

Q MR. ESPOSITO, ARE YOU SAYING THAT IT'S ONGOING --

MR. ESPOSITO: NO, THAT WAS -- THE ARREST WAS ONE OF THE EIGHT.

HANDLING. THE STATE DEPARTMENT DID NOT HAVE ANY DIRECT ROLE IN THE

ISSUES THAT WILL ALLOW FOR A RESCHEDULING OF PRIME MINISTER
CHERNOMYRDIN'S VISIT.

Q MIKE, (IS WEAPONS PROLIFERATION ?) ONE OF THOSE OUTSTANDING ISSUES?
MR. MCCURRY: I BELIEVE SO, YES.

Q WHO TOOK THE INITIATIVE ON THAT? WAS THAT THE RUSSIANS OR THE US OR
WAS IT A MUTUAL AGREEMENT TO POSTPONE THE VISIT?

MR. MCCURRY: IT WAS A MUTUAL AGREEMENT OF BOTH THE RUSSIANS AND THE
UNITED STATES. I THINK THIS SUBJECT HAS BEEN MUCH UNDER DISCUSSION IN
RECENT DAYS. I THINK AS YOU KNOW, THE DEPUTY PRIME MINISTER, SHOKHIN,
WAS HERE DISCUSSING SEVERAL ISSUES PRINCIPALLY RELATING TO
PROLIFERATION EARLIER IN THE WEEK, AND THOSE IMPORTANT DISCUSSIONS
WILL CONTINUE.

Q SHOKHIN LEFT PREMATURELY. DO YOU KNOW WHY?

MR. MCCURRY: I'M NOT AWARE THAT HE LEFT PREMATURELY. I THINK HE
RETURNED -- HIS INTENT WAS TO RETURN TO MOSCOW AND CONSULT WITH THE
PRIME MINISTER, SINCE HE WAS HERE, IN A SENSE, IN PREPARATION OF THE
PRIME MINISTER'S PLANNED VISIT.

Q MIKE, WHAT SPECIFICALLY DOES THE ADMINISTRATION WANT RUSSIA TO DO
ON PROLIFERATION? CAN YOU GIVE ANY MORE DETAILS OF THAT?

MR. MCCURRY: WELL, AS SPECIFIC AS I THINK I'D WANT TO BE IS THAT WE
WANT RUSSIA TO FULLY ADHERE TO THE GUIDELINES IN THE MISSILE
TECHNOLOGY CONTROL REGIME.

Q YEAH. BACK TO NEW YORK, IF THE EVIDENCE IN THESE NEWEST ARRESTS,

COMBINED WITH THE WORLD TRADE CENTER BOMBING ARRESTS, INDICATES ANY
LINK, PERHAPS IN FUNDING, TO ANY FOREIGN COUNTRY, AS I BELIEVE HAS

BEEN ALLEGED, SAY, WITH IRAN, WOULD THE UNITED STATES CONSIDER ANY

FORM OF RETALIATION SUCH AS MILITARY RETALIATION?

MR. MCCURRY: WELL, THAT'S A -- IT'S A WILDLY HYPOTHETICAL QUESTION
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THAT I REALLY WOULDN'T WANT TO GET INTO AT THIS POINT. THIS IS
CLEARLY A LAW ENFORCEMENT MATTER AT THIS PCINT. THERE WILL BE FURTHER
ADJUDICATION, AND THAT'S NOT SOMETHING THAT I'D CARE TO SPECULATE ON.

Q WHAT DO YOU KNOW ABOUT THE VISA STATUS OF THE PEOPLE ARRESTED?

MR. MCCURRY: I -- THESE INDIVIDUALS WERE JUST ARRESTED EARLIER TODAY.
I DON'T BELIEVE THEY'VE EVEN BEEN ARRAIGNED YET, SO I DON'T HAVE ANY
INFORMATION ON THEIR VISA STATUS.

Q WHAT IS THE -- I'M SORRY, DO YOU WANT TO --

Q THANK YOU. YEAH. ARE WE CONCERNED ABOUT THE RISE OF DOMESTIC
TERRORISM, PARTICULARLY WITH A LINK TO, SAY, ISLAMIC FUNDAMENTALISM?

MR. MCCURRY: WE ARE BOTH CONCERNED AND VERY TROUBLED BY ALL ACTS OF
TERRORISM AROUND THE WORLD, BOTH DOMESTIC AND FOREIGN, A SUBJECT THAT
WE HAVE MORE THAN ENOUGH REASON TO ADDRESS TODAY. I THINK THAT'S ONE
REASON WHY THE UNITED STATES VERY METICULOUSLY RECORDS THE STATUS OF
TERRORIST ACTIVITIES AROUND THE WORLD, AS WE DO ANNUALLY IN OUR
TERRORISM REPORT. AND IT'S ONE REASON WHY THIS HAS BEEN A SUBJECT OF
ONGOING INTEREST BY OUR GOVERNMENT AND HARD WORK. I WOULDN'T -- YOU
KNOW, I THINK THE SPECIFIC CONNECTIONS TO EXTREMIST GROUPS ARE
COVERED PRETTY ADEQUATELY IN OUR TERRORISM REPORT ITSELF.

Q GO BACK TO IRAN-IRAQ JUST FOR A SECOND TO CROSS A "T" HERE. YOU
SAID YOU WERE UNAWARE OF ANY IRAQI MOVEMENTS SPECIFICALLY TARGETED
AGAINST IRAN. WHAT ABOUT THE OTHER SIDE OF THE BORDER? ANY
INFORMATION ON IRANIAN TROOP MOVEMENTS?

MR. MCCURRY: NO. I DON'T HAVE ANYTHING FURTHER ON THAT.

Q ANOTHER SUBJECT, ABOUT AZERBAIJAN. SEVERAL WIRE REPORTS THERE
MENTION ABOUT THE RUSSIAN CONNECTION WITH THE REBEL LEADERS, MR.
HUSEYNOV, WHICH THEY ARE TO SHARE QUARTERS WITH BASED IN WESTERN
AZERBAIJAN AND THEY ARE BUYING THE RUSSIAN WEAPONS. AND ALSO
YESTERDAY, MR. -- THE RUSSIAN FOREIGN MINISTER, MR. ANDREI KOZYREV,
HE DOESN'T MAKE ANY COMMENT ABOUT -- CONDEMNATION OF THE REBELLION
AGAINST THE ELECTED PRESIDENT OF AZERBAIJAN. DO YOU HAVE ANY
REACTION? DO YOU HAVE ANY POINT OF VIEW?

MR. MCCURRY: I DON'T -- I DON'T HAVE ANYTHING BEYOND THE COMMENTS
THAT WE HAVE MADE HERE BEFORE REFLECTING OUR SUPPORT FOR THE
DEMOCRATICALLY ELECTED GOVERNMENT OF PRESIDENT ELCIBEY. I WAS NOT
AWARE OF THOSE COMMENTS OR APPARENTLY LACK OF COMMENTS BY MINISTER
KOZYREV, BUT WE WILL LOOK INTO THOSE.

Q QUICK. ON IRAQ.
MR. MCCURRY: ON IRAQ.

Q IRAQ CONTINUES TO THWART UN INSPECTIONS. SPECIFICALLY, THEY ARE NOT
ALLOWING THE INSTALLATION OF TV MONITORS. BOUTROS-GHALI MET WITH
TARIQ AZIZ ABOUT THIS, APPARENTLY TO ABSOLUTELY NO AVAIL. WHAT IS THE
NEXT STEP THAT SHOULD BE TAKEN?

MR. MCCURRY: WELL, I THINK THE NEXT STEP -- I DON'T HAVE ANYTHING
SPECIFIC ON THAT, BUT I BELIEVE THE NEXT STEP IS GOING TO BE A REVIEW
OF EXACTLY THESE QUESTIONS BY THE SANCTIONS COMMITTEE AT THE UNITED
NATIONS. AND IT'S OBVIOUSLY A MATTER OF CONTINUING CONCERN TO THE
UNITED STATES.

OUR STRONG DESIRE TO SEE FULL COMPLIANCE WITH THE RELEVANT SECURITY
COUNCIL RESOLUTIONS IS WELL KNOWN. THAT'S A POSITION THAT WE HAVE




PRESSED BOTH AT THE UNITED NATIONS AND ELSEWHERE AND IT'S A SUBJECT
THAT WE RAISE OFTEN. I THINK THE SECRETARY INDICATED HE'S RAISING
THAT WITH THE KING OF JORDAN JUST NOW. BUT I -- I THINK THE NEXT STEP
SPECIFICALLY ON THAT QUESTION IS ONE THAT WILL BE DIRECTED TO THE
SANCTIONS COMMITTEE AT THE UNITED NATIONS.

Q THANKS.

SENATOR ALFONSE D'AMATO (R-NY) WASHINGTON, DC THURSDAY, JUNE 24, 1993

SEN. D'AMATO: (AVAILABLE AUDIO BEGINS IN PROGRESS) -- WHO HAS NOT
DIMINISHED OR DETERRED FROM SPEAKING OUT ON WHAT I KNOW TO BE THE
TRUTH.

Q SENATOR D'AMATO, WHAT WOULD YOU LIKE TO SEE THAT AS? BEYOND A CIVIL
TRIAL, AS FAR AS ANY SORT OF NATIONAL RESPONSE OR INTERNATIONAL
RESPONSE IS CONCERNED, WHAT DO YOU -- WHAT WOULD YOU LIKE?

SEN. D'AMATO: WELL, FIRST OF ALL, I THINK THAT WE MUST CLEAR UP THE
PRESENT LAW, WHICH REALLY MAKES IT DIFFICULT, IF NOT IMPOSSIBLE, TO
HAVE THE DEATH PENALTY FOR TERRORIST BOMBERS. THAT'S SOMETHING THAT
SENATOR STEVENS AND I WORKING ON. I'M GOING TO CONTINUE TO PUSH THAT.
SECOND -- BECAUSE, IFERRORISTS DO UNDERTAKE THIS -- AND WE SAW FIVE
PEOPLE, SIX PEOPLE KILLED IN THE WORLD TRADE CENTER -- CERTAINLY THEY
SHOULD UNDERSTAND THAT THEY'RE GOING TO PAY WITH THEIR LIFE.




SECONDLY, AS IT RELATES TO OUR INTERNATIONAL EFFORTS AT CURBING
TERRORISM, I THINK WE HAVE TO BE MORE VIGILANT IN TRACING BACK WHICH
NATIONS ARE SPONSORING THIS. WE HAVE A NEW KIND OF WARFARE. IT'S

Q ARE YOU TALKING ABOUT A MILITARY STRIKE?

SEN. D'AMATO: WELL, IF WE CAN ESTABLISH, AND IF WE DO ESTABLISH, THAT
THESE KINDS OF ACTIVITIES ARE BEING FUNDED BY A PARTICULAR
GOVERNMENT, THEN WE HAVE AN OBLIGATION TO PROTECT OUR PEOPLE AND WE
HAVE AN OBLIGATION TO MAKE IT KNOWN TO THESE GROUPS THAT WE'RE GOING
TO HOLD THEM RESPONSIBLE AND THAT WE WILL DO WHATEVER IS NECESSARY.
SO --

Q INCLUDING A STRIKE?
SEN. D'AMATO: INCLUDE A STRIKE, SURE.

Q HAS THE FBI GIVEN YOU ANY INDICATION THAT THEY HAVE GOTTEN EVERYONE
INVOLVED WITH THIS HERE, THIS MORNING --

SEN. D'AMATO: THEY'RE GOING TO HOLD A DETAILED BRIEFING THIS
AFTERNOON, SO I'M NOT GOING TO TRY TO COMMENT, BECAUSE I MAY SAY ONE
THING AND LEARN THAT THERE WAS SOMETHING THAT THEY HAVE NOT BRIEFED
ME ON. BUT APPARENTLY THE EIGHT WHO WERE REALLY INVOLVED IN THIS WERE
ALL ARRESTED. THERE MAY BE SOME OTHERS. I THINK THERE MAY BE. I DON'T
THINK IT'S ALL OF THE PARTICIPANTS.

Q ARE YOU GOING TO CONTINUE YOUR INCREASED SECURITY FOR YOURSELF AND
YOUR FAMILY?

SEN. D'AMATO: WELL, UNTIL WE'RE ADVISED THAT WE CAN DO OTHERWISE. I
DON'T TRY TO MANAGE THAT TO BE VERY HONEST WITH YOU. THEY MANAGE
IT. I LET THEM DO IT. THEY DO A GOOD JOB. SOMETIMES I DON'T LIKE
BEING RESTRICTED AS MUCH AS THEY -- SOMETIMES I DUCK THE
RESTRICTIONS. BUT WE'RE GOING TO CONTINUE TO BE VIGILANT, BUT I'M
GOING TO CONTINUE TO BE OUTSPOKEN, AND I CERTAINLY FEEL GRATIFIED
THAT THE FBI'S DONE A MAGNIFICENT JOB, AND THEY REALLY HAVE.

Q WHEN YOU GOT THE CALL MAY 1ST, I THINK IT WAS YOU SAID, FROM
INTELLIGENCE TELLING YOU THAT WERE ON THIS HIT LIST OF SORTS, DID
THEY GIVE YOU ANY SPECIFICS AS TO WHO IT WAS? DID THEY JUST SAY THEY
WERE OUT TO GET YOU?

SEN. D'AMATO: NO. BUT I THINK MY SUSPICIONS HAVE BEEN CONFIRMED. I
MEAN, I RECOGNIZED THAT THERE WERE CERTAIN PEOPLE. FOR EXAMPLE, THE

THOROUGHNESS, YOU WOULD HAVE FOUND THAT THERE WAS A CELL OPERATING
AND THAT THIS WAS NOT JUST ONE INDIVIDUAL, NOSAIR, WHO, WHILE NOT
CONVICTED OF THE ACTUAL ASSASSINATION, WAS CONVICTED ON GUN CHARGES,
ET CETERA. HE DIDN'T DO THAT ALONE. AND NOW WE FIND HIS COUSIN
ARRESTED AND OTHERS OF HIS FRIENDS ARRESTED IN THE WORLD TRADE CENTER
BOMBING.




AND SO, WHEN I WAS INITIALLY ADVISED OF THIS, THERE WAS NO DOUBT IN
MY MIND THAT IT EMANATED FROM THE SAME GROUP AND THAT THEY WERE
REALLY RESPONSIBLE. NOW I THINK WE'LL FIND OUT WITH MORE DEFINITENESS
THAT IT WAS THAT GROUP.

Q AND WHEN YOU WERE ALSO NOTIFIED WITH THAT PHONE CALL ON MAY 1ST .
FROM INTELLIGENCE, DID THEY ALSO TELL YOU THAT THERE WAS TALK ABOUT A
BOMBING OF THE TUNNEL IN NEW YORK AND OTHER LOCATIONS?

SEN. D'AMATO: NO. THEY WERE NOT SPECIFIC. THEY SHOULDN'T BE. BUT THEY

REAL THREAT OUT THERE AND YOU'VE GOT PEOPLE WHO HAVE ALREADY -- OR
UNDER THE NAME OF THE CAUSES OTHERS, HAVE UNDERTAKEN SIMILAR ACTIONS

OFFICIALS, SENATORS AND SOME NOT SENATORS. THERE'S NO DOUBT IN MIND

MR. MCCURRY: TO MY KNOWLEDGE HE HAS NOT MET WITH ANY OF THE L7

DELEGATIONS, NO.
Q (WILL HE MEET THEM TODAY, OR ?) -- ?
MR. MCCURRY: NOT -- NOT TO MY KNOWLEDGE.

Q MIKE, ONE OTHER QUESTION ON THAT. WHY IS HE SO CONFIDENT THAT
THERE'S GOING TO BE PROGRESS IN THIS ROUND?

MR. MCCURRY: I THINK THAT'S THE SECRETARY'S ASSESSMENT, GIVEN THE
REPORTS THAT HE GETS ON THE NEGOTIATIONS, GIVEN SOME OF THE
CONVERSATIONS THAT HE'S HAD, GIVEN HIS OWN UNDERSTANDING OF WHERE THE

Q CAN YOU ADD ANYTHING MORE TO WHAT THE SECRETARY SAID THIS MORNING

MR. MCCURRY: YEAH, I DO HAVE A LITTLE BIT MORE FOR YOU IN THAT -- ON
THAT.

THIS CONCERNS A REPORT THAT I THINK SOME -- SOME OF YOU MAY SEEN
ABOUT A SHIPMENT OF AMMONIUM PERCHLORATE FROM RUSSIA THAT HAD BEEN
IMPOUNDED BY THE GOVERNMENT OF UKRAINE. THAT SHIPMENT -- OUR
UNDERSTANDING IS THAT SHIPMENT WAS DESTINED FOR LIBYA. IT WAS
INTENDED FOR USE IN THE LIBYAN MISSILE PROGRAM. ALTHOUGH AMMONIUM
PERCHLORATE MAY BE TRANSSHIPPED AT SOME INTERMEDIATE POINT, LIBYA WAS
CLEARLY THE -- ACTUALLY THE INTENDED RECIPIENT.

WE'VE DISCUSSED THIS SHIPMENT WITH RUSSIAN GOVERNMENT QFFICIALS ON A
NUMBER OF OCCASIONS BOTH BEFORE AND AFTER THE SHIPMENT WAS
TRANSFERRED TO UKRAINE. THE UNITED STATES WELCOMES THE UKRAINIAN

ISRAEL'S STRATEGY FOR SECURITY AND PEACE WASHINGTON INSTITUTE
FOR NEAR EAST POLICY WASHINGTON, DC / THURSDAY, JUNE 17, 1993

GEN. SNEH: GOOD AFTERNOON.

UNDER THE TITLE OF "ISRAEL'S STRATEGY FOR SECURITY AND PEACE," I




WOULD TRY TO EXPLAIN SOME OF THE DIFFICULTIES THAT WE FACE NOW
IN THE PEACE PROCESS IN THE ISRAELI-SYRIAN TRACK AS WELL AS IN
THE ISRAELI-PALESTINIAN TRACK.

TO UNDERSTAND THE COMPLEXITY OF OUR NEGOTTATIONS WITH SYRIA, ONE
HAS TO UNDERSTAND THAT THERE IS A BASIC STRATEGIC IMBALANCE
BETWEEN ISRAEL AND THE ARAB WORLD. WE ARE A SMALL COUNTIRY, WE
ARE OUTNUMBERED, WE ARE DIFFERENT, AND ONE WHO KNOWS THE
GEOGRAPHY OF ISRAEL KNOWS HOW VULNERABLE WE ARE BECAUSE MAYBE 70
PERCENT OF OUR POPULATICN IS CONCENTRATED IN A QUITE NARROW
STRIP ALONG THE MEDITERRANEAN COAST.

TO RECTIFY THIS IMBALANCE, TO CORRECT IT, WE NEED TWO MAIN
ELEMENTS: PERMANENT MILITARY SUPERIORITY, AND DEFENDABLE
BORDERS. BY HAVING THE TECHNOLOGICAL AND MILITARY SUPERTORITY
AND BY KEEPING DEFENDABLE BORDERS, WE MAY COMPENSATE OURSELF AND
MAINTAIN A BALANCE, A STRATEGIC BALANCE BETWEEN US AND OUR
NEIGHBORS.

IF ONE LOOKS AT THE MAP OF THE GOLAN, HE EASILY DISCOVERS THAT
EVEN A PARTTAL ISRAELI WITHDRAWAL IN THE GOLAN HEIGHTS MEANS TO
RELINQUISH SOME VERY IMPORTANT STRATEGIC ASSETS, TO HAND THEM
OVER TO THE SYRIANS. IF WE GIVE UP STRATEGIC ASSETS, ISRAEL
SHOULD BE RECIPROCATED, EITHER IT SHOULD BE PAID, TO SAY IT
QUITE BLUNTLY, IN STRATEGIC CURRENCY. ISRAEL SHOULD BE
COMPENSATED ON THESE CONCESSIONS BY CURRENCY WHICH, AGAIN,
RECTIFIES THE STRATEGIC IMBALANCE (OR ?) TO KEEP THAT THIS
BALANCE WILL NOT BE CHANGED AT OUR DISADVANTAGE.

NORMALIZATION IS NOT ENOUGH. I WANT TO MAKE IT VERY, VERY CLEAR.
DATLY EL AL FLIGHTS TO DAMASCUS, IT HELPS NORMALIZATION BUT IT
IS NOT A STRATEG RTO HAVE AN OPEN BORDER WITH ISRAEL. DOESN'T IT
MEAN INEVITABLY VERY PROFOUND DEMOCRATTZATION OF THE SYRIAN
SOCIETY, WHICH I DOUBT IF HE CAN AFFORD?

WRCURRENCY, AS ITEMS WHICH, IF ISRAEL ACCEPTS, MAY BE, MAY BE A
REASONABLE TRADE-OFF WITH SYRIA, THERE ARE SOME ISSUES. I WILL
GIVE TWO EXAMPLES. THE STRUCTURE AND THE DEPLOYMENT OF THE
SYRTAN ARMY, THAT'S AN ISSUE. WHY? BECAUSE ACCORDING TO THE
STRUCTURE AND THE DEPLOYMENT OF THE SYRIAN ARMY, WE MAY KNOW IF
SYRTA IS CAPABLE TO WAGE A SURPRISE ATTACK ON ISRAEL OR NOT.
WHAT IS THE RATIO INSIDE THE SYRIAN ARMY BETWEEN RESERVE UNITS
AND REGULAR UNITS? OF COURSE, THE DEPLOYMENT. HOW FAR FROM THE
GOLAN? IS IT JUST AROUND DAMASCUS OR SOMEWHERE ELSE?

THE LONG-RANGE DELIVERY SYSTEMS OF SYRTIA IS THAT NOW, AS YOU
KNOW, SYRTA HAS THE CAPACITY TO PRODUCE IN SYRTA LONG-RANGE
BALLISTIC MISSILES HOW (MUCH) FARTHER WILL SYRIA DEVELOP ITS
CAPACITY? THIS IS A MAJOR STRATEGIC ISSUE. HOW SYRIA IS GOING TO
BEHAVE IN LEBANON? ARE THEY GOING TO CONTINUE TO ENCOURAGE SOME
OF THE SHIITE GROUPS THERE? ANOTHER QUESTION WHICH IS RELATED TO
LEBANON BUT NOT ONLY TO LEBANON, WILL SYRTA CONTINUE ITS
ALLTIANCE WITH IRAN?

THIS IS A MAJOR STRATEGIC ISSUE.

SATTSFACTORY ANSWERS ON THESE QUESTIONS, AND SOME MORE QUESTIONS
WHICH I DIDN'T MENTION, ARE NECESSARY FOR US TO KNOW IF WE ARE
ABLE TO PAY TO SYRTA IN VITAL STRATEGIC ASSETS. SO FAR, AS FAR
AS T KNOW, THERE IS NO SYRTAN READINESS TO TALK TO US IN THOSE
TERMS. MAYBE IT'S OUR MISTAKE THAT WE SPEAK ALL THE TIME ABOUT
NORMALTZATTON, ABOUT OPEN BORDERS, TRADE, TOURISM, AND SO FORTH.
BUT EVEN TO THESE PARAMETERS OF NORMALIZATION THEY REFUSE TO
REFER.




SO AS ILONG AS ISRAEL DOESN'T HAVE SATISFACTORY ANSWER TO THOSE
DISTURBING QUESTIONS, I THINK IT WILL BE VERY, VERY DIFFICULT TO
DISCUSS TERRITORIAL CONCESSIONS IN THE GOLAN HEIGHTS. AND THIS
IS WHAT STANDS, I BELIEVE SO, BETWEEN WHAT OUR PRIME MINISTER
SATD: TELL ME, WHICH KIND OF PEACE ARE WE GOING TO HAVE AND THEN
I WILL TELL YOU HOW DEEP OUR WITHDRAWAL MAY BE.

A FEW WORDS ABOUT THE ISRAELI-PALESTINIAN TRACK. IF WE SPEAK
ABOUT STRATEGIC GOALS, ABOUT LONG-RUN OBJECTIVES, I MAY DEFINE
OUR OBJECTIVE IN THE NEGOTTATION WITH THE PALESTINIANS
"HISTORICAL RECONCILIATION" -- NO LESS THAN THIS. HISTORICAL
RECONCILIATION. WHY? BECAUSE THE HISTORY OF THE CONFLICT IS TOO
LONG AND THE LAND IS TOO SMALL TO CONTINUE AND MATINTAIN THIS
SORT OF SMOLDERING CONFLICT. THE TWO PEOPLES CAN'T AFFORD
ANOTHER 100 YEARS OF VIOLENCE AND OONFRONTATION.

THIS IS EXACTLY THE REASON WHY THERE ARE -- (BRIEF AUDIO BREAK)
-- TO LIVE SIDE BY SIDE PEACEFULLY, TO COOPERATE ON ECONOMIC
ISSUES. ONLY THEN WE WILL BE ABLE TO DISCUSS WITHOUT EMOTIONS,
WITHOUT FEARS, WITH LESS SUSPICIONS QN SOME OF THE ACUTE
PROBLEMS .

IT'S VERY IMPORTANT TO UNDERSTAND IT BECAUSE NOW THERE ARE SOME
IDEAS OR ATTEMPTS TO MAKE SOME SHORTCUTS, AND THOSE SHORTCUTS
ARE VERY DANGEROUS. WE CAN'T AFFORD A FATLED EXPERIMENT, AND I
SPEAK ABOUT IDEAS LIKE JERICHO AND SOME OTHER SORTS OF --
(INAUDIBLE) -- IDEAS THAT PEOPLE HERE AND THERE SPEAK ABOUT.
THEY BELIEVE THAT THEY ARE CREATIVE, BUT THEY ARE DESTRUCTIVE.

THE ATTITUDE OF THIS -- THE NEW GOVERNMENT IN ISRAEL IS
DIFFERENT THAN THE ATTITUDE OF THE PREVIOUS GOVERNMENT, NOT ONLY
ABOUT THE PRINCIPLES, BUT ALSO IN THE WAY WE TRY TO CONDUCT THE
NEGOTTIATIONS. IT'S NOT A SECRET THAT WE ARE DISAPPCINTED. IF
SOMEONE A YEAR AGO WOULD TELL ME THAT TODAY IN JUNE '93 THERE IS
NOT A SINGLE JOINT PAPER SIGNED, LET ALONE THAT THE SELF-
GOVERNMENT IS NOT IMPLEMENTED YET, I -- MAYBE I DIDN'T REFER HIM
TO A PSYCHIATRIST, BUT I WOULD CONSIDER HIM AS A CLINICAL CASE
OF PATHOLOGICAL PESSIMISM -- IF IT WAS A YEAR AGO.

WHAT CHANGE -- HOW DID WE CHANGE THE ATTITUDE OF THE -- OF THE
ISRAEL GOVERNMENT, OF COURSE, OF THE ISRAELI DELEGATION TO THE
TALKS? AND ALIOW ME TO ELABORATE CN THIS. I HOPE IT WILL NOT BE
BORING THOUGH IT'S A LONG LIST OF ITEMS.

AT FIRST, WE OFFERED A MODEL OF SELF-GOVERNMENT WITH VERY CLEAR
TERRTTORTAL DIMENSION WHILE THE PREVIOUS GOVERNMENT SPOKE ABOUT
FUNCTIONAL MODEL, AND WE SPEAK ABOUT SELF-GOVERNMENT WITH VERY,
VERY CLEAR AND BROAD TERRITORTAL DIMENSION. AT THE OUTSET WE
HAVE MADE VERY, VERY CLEAR THAT WE ACCEPT A TIGHT LINKAGE
BETWEEN THE TWO PHASES OF THE NEGOTTIATION, AND QUITE RECENTLY WE
REITERATED THAT WE CONSIDER THE PERMANENT ARRANGEMENT AS AN
IMPLEMENTATION OF UN SECURITY COUNCIL RESOLUTICON 242.

WE SUGGESTED, UNLIKE THE PREVIOUS GOVERNMENT, THAT THE
PALESTINIAN EXECUTIVE COUNCIL WILL RUN THE INTERIM
SELF-GOVERNMENT AUTHORITY, AND WE OFFERED A NUMBER OF MEMBERS
WHICH IS DOUBLED THAN THE PREVIOUS GOVERNMENT OFFERED. WE
OFFERED TO THE PALESTINIANS THE AUTHORITY OF SECONDARY
LEGISLATION WITH AN OPTION TO AMEND THE PRIMARY LEGISLATION IN
AGREED FORM, IN AGREED WAY. TWICE DURING THE NEGOTIATICN, THE
ISRAELI DELEGATION SUBMITTED DETATLED PAPER ON THE PRINCIPLES OF
HANDING OVER THE AUTHORITIES FROM THE CIVIL ADMINISTRATION OF
THE TERRITORIES TO THE PALESTINIANS IN ALL SPHERES OF LIFE. WE
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OFFERED TO THE DELEGATION THE DATA THAT THE CIVIL ADMINISTRATION
HAVE CONCERNING VARIOUS ISSUES, VARIOUS SPHERES OF LIFE,
INCLUDING THE SENSITIVE ISSUE OF WATER, THE ISSUE WHICH IS A
CONCERN AND VERY SENSITIVE.

ABOUT THE ELECTIONS, INSTEAD OF MUNICIPAL ELECTIONS OFFERED BY
THE SHAMIR GOVERNMENT, WE FAVOR GENERAL NATTCONAL ELECTION. AND
WE ACCEPTED THE IDEA OF AGREED SUPERVISION.

IN THIS YEAR DURING THE MULTILATERAL TALKS, PALESTINIAN EXPERTS,
SPECIALISTS FROM THE PALESTINIAN DIASPORA, WERE INVOLVED
ACTIVELY IN THE TALKS, SOMETHING WHICH THE PREVIOUS GOVERNMENT
FLATLY REJECTED.

AND NOW, WE SUGGEST WHAT WE CALL EARLY EMPOWERMENT TO THE
PALESTINIANS, WHICH PRACTICALLY MEANS TO HAND THEM OVER PART, AN
IMPORTANT AND LARGE PART, OF THE CIVIL ADMINISTRATION FUNCTIONS
BEFORE THE ENTIRE NEGOTTATIONS ARE COMPLETED. NOT ONLY TO HAND
THEM OVER, BUT TO FUNNEL THEM AS PART OF THE BUDGET OF THE CIVIL
ADMINISTRATION AT THEIR DISPOSAL.

AS YOU KNOW, THERE IS PROGRESS SO FAR, BUT WITH NO PROPORTION TO
OUR EXPECTATIONS. WE, MAYBE NATVELY, WE BELIEVED THAT THE
PALESTINIANS WOULD ADOPT THE APPROACH OF THE ZIONIST MOVEMENT
PRIOR TO THE ESTABLISHMENT OF THE JEWISH STATE. IF SOMETHING IS
GIVEN TO YOU, TAKE IT. NEVER TURN DOWN WHEN SOMETHING IS GIVEN
TO YOU. ONLY THANKS TO THIS APPROACH, WE SUCCEEDED, I BELIEVE,
TO BUILD IN '48 THE JEWISH STATE.

AFTER SAYING ALL THIS, WHY WE SHOULD REMAIN OPTIMISTS?

BOTH SIDES, THE PALESTINIAN SIDE AND THE ISRAELI SIDE, ARE
COMMITTED -- SO FAR; I HOPE THAT THE PALESTINIAN SIDE WILL
REMATN COMMITTED -- TO THIS PRINCIPLE OF -- TO THE MECHANISM OF
(THE PHASIC ?) PEACE PROCESS, INTERTIM ARRANGEMENT FOR A
TRANSITIONAL PERIOD AND THEN PERMANENT AGREEMENT. BOTH SIDES
AGREE THAT THE ISRAELI-PALESTINIAN COMPROMISE WILL BE BASED ON
SEPARATION OR DISENGAGEMENT -- SEPARATION, I THINK IT'S A BETTER
TERM -- OF THE ISRAELI AND THE PALESTINIAN COMMUNITY, BUT WITH
VERY ACTIVE ECONOMIC INTEGRATICN.

AND -- MAYBE THIS IS THE MOST IMPORTANT -- THAT THE PRINCIPLE OF
THE COMPROMISE IS PARTITION OF TERRITORY AND NOT SHARING OF
GOVERNMENT. BECAUSE, AS YOU KNOW, WHEN PEOPLES WHO LIVE QN ONE
PIECE OF LAND WANT TO MAKE A COMPROMISE, THEY CAN DO IT EITHER
BY SHARING THE GOVERNMENT OR BY SHARING THE TERRITORY. SINCE THE
EXAMPLES OF SHARING THE GOVERNMENT ARE NOT VERY ROSY, LIKE OUR
NEIGHBOR STATE, LEBANON, WE ARE VERY STRONGLY IN FAVOR OF
SHARING THE TERRITORY, AND I BELIEVE, THOUGH I SHOULD BE MORE
CAUTIOUS -- BUT I HOPE THAT, BY THE END OF THIS CALENDAR YEAR,
BY THE END OF '93, WE WILL HAVE AN ISRAELI-PALESTINIAN AGREEMENT
THAT WILL BE IMPLEMENTED IN THIS PERIOD OF TIME.

SEC. ASPIN: THANK YOU VERY MUCH, MR. CHAIRMAN AND DISTINGUISHED ‘
MEMBERS OF THE DEFENSE BASE CLOSURE AND REALIGNMENT COMMISSION.




I AM JOINED TODAY AT THIS HEARING BY CHATRMAN POWELL AND THE
JOINT CHIEFS. WE HAVE GENERAL SULLIVAN, WE HAVE ADMIRAL KELSO,
WE HAVE GENERAL MUNDY AND WE HAVE GENERAL MCPEAK. I HAVE AN
OPENING STATEMENT AND SO DOES COLIN POWELL, AND THEN SO DOES
GENERAL SULLIVAN, AND I THINK WE WOULD KEEP IT TO THAT ALTHOUGH
ALL OF US ARE HERE TO ANSWER QUESTIONS DURING THE QUESTION AND
ANSWER PERICD.

SINCE I LAST HAD THE OPPORTUNITY TO VISIT WITH YOU, WE HAVE BEEN
BOTH ENGAGED IN IMPORTANT EFFORTS THAT HAVE FAR-REACHING
CONSEQUENCES FOR OUR NATION'S MILITARY AND ECONOMIC SECURITY.
THE COMMISSION HAS BEEN BUSY EVALUATING THE DEPARTMENT'S BASE
CLOSURE PROPOSALS. YOU'VE BEEN LISTENING TO THE COMMUNITIES AND
LOOKING AT THE VARIOUS SETS OF ALTERNATIVES THAT THE STAFF HAS
PREPARED, KNOWING FULL WELL THAT WHATEVER THE OUTCOME, IT WILL
CAUSE REAL SUFFERING TO REAL PEOPLE. YOU ARE TO BE APPLAUDED FOR
YOUR EFFORTS TO PROMOTE THE FATRNESS AND OBJECTIVITY OF THE BASE
CLOSURE PROCESS. THE EVEN-HANDED WAY IN WHICH YOU CONDUCT YOUR
BUSINESS HAS AS MUCH TO DO WITH THE SUCCESS OF BASE CLOSURES AS
ANYTHING ELSE, AND I REALLY DO BELIEVE THAT THAT IS KEY TO THE
WHOLE THING AND YOU'RE ALL TO BE CONGRATULATED FOR THE
EXTRAORDINARILY GOOD WORK YOU'VE BEEN DOING.

WE AT THE DEPARTMENT OF DEFENSE HAVE ALSO HAD A FULL PLATE OVER
THE PAST THREE MONTHS. WE'RE MOVING TOWARD THE COMPLETION OF THE
BOTTOM-UP REVIEW WHICH WILL SET THE STAGE FOR THE FUTURE
DEFENSES OF AMERICA IN THE POST-COLD-WAR WORLD. IN ADDITION, WE
HAVE INITTATED A COMPREHENSIVE EFFORT TO SPEED UP EVERY PHASE COF
THE BASE CLOSURE PROCESS WITH A FOCUS ON PRODUCTIVE COMMUNITY
RE-USE. THIS IS IMPORTANT BECAUSE, AS THOSE OF YOU OGN THE
COMMISSION WHO HAVE SERVED IN CONGRESS AS I HAVE KNOW, THE
CONSTANT SOURCE OF COMPLAINTS THAT THE PROBLEM WITH THE
BASE-CLOSING EFFORT IS THAT ONCE THE DECISION HAS BEEN MADE TO
CLOSE THE BASES, THERE SEEMS TO BE INTERMINABLE DELAY IN GETTING
THESE BASES OUT THERE INTO AND MAKING THEM AVATLABLE FOR SOME
ALTERNATIVE USE.

OCOMMUNITIES FIGHT TO THE LAST TO SAVE THEIR BASE, BUT ONCE THEY
HAVE MENTALLY ADJUSTED TO THE FACT THAT THE MILITARY IS LEAVING
A PARTICULAR BASE, THEY WANT TO GET QN WITH IT, AND THEY WANT A
BRAND NEW START AND THEY WANT TO THEN GET GOING. AND ALL TOO
OFTEN, IN THE FIRST COUPLE OF ROUNDS OF BASE CLOSURES, WE HAVE
CLOSED THE BASE OR AT LEAST ANNOUNCED THE CLOSURE, BEGAN THE
MOVING OF THE FACILITIES, BUT THE PEOPLE WHO WANT TO DEVELOP
ALTERNATIVES CANNOT GET AT THE BASES BECAUSE OF VARIOUS LEGAL
THINGS AND OTHERS THAT I'M GOING TO TALK ABOUT.

THE ONGOING EFFORTS TOWARDS -- DIRECTLY AFFECT THE COMMUNITY --
THE IMPORTANT WORK OF THIS COMMISSION. I APPRECIATE THE
OPPORTUNITY TO MEET WITH YOU AND TO DISCUSS THESE AND OTHER
RELATED ISSUES BEFORE YOU BEGIN YOUR FINAL DELIBERATIONS.

I'D LIKE TO ACTUALLY CENTER MY COMMENTS AROUND FOUR KEY POINTS.
FIRST POINT: MY RECOMMENDATIONS TO THE COMMISSION, WHICH I
SUBMITTED TO ALL OF YOU -- SUBMITTED ON MARCH 12, 1993, WERE
BASED ON A RIGOROUS ANALYTICAL PROCESS. AFTER LISTENING TO THE
ARGUMENTS, I BELIEVE THAT MY ORIGINAL RECOMMENDATIONS ARE STILL
CORRECT. THEY REPRESENT THE RIGHT MIX OF BASES BOTH TO CLOSE AND
TO KEEP OPEN. I BELIEVE THERE IS LITTLE ROOM FOR THE COMMISSION
FINDING OF SUBSTANTTAL DEVIATION.

SECOND: AS THE LAW STATES, IF YOU DECIDE TO CHANGE THE
RECOMMENDATICNS, YOU MUST APPLY THE SAME CRITERIA AND FORCE
STRUCTURE PLAN THAT WE DID. I URGE YOU TO APPLY THESE PRESCRIBED




CRITERIA AND FORCE LEVELS RIGOROUSLY IN ORDER TO WITHSTAND ANY
POSSIBLE COURT CHALLENGES. OTHERWISE, IT WILL BE THE COURTS WHO
WILL DECIDE WHETHER THE COMMISSION DEVIATED SUBSTANTIALLY.

THIRD POINT, WE CAN'T YET BE SURE WHICH ADDITIONAL BASES SHOULD
BE CLOSED. WE ALL KNOW THAT MORE BASES WILL BE CLOSED IN 1995.
WE'RE -- WE'RE DOWNSIZING THE FORCES, THE -- THE '90-'93 BASE
CLOSURE LIST LAGS BEHIND EVEN THE BASE FORCE STRUCTURE. WE'RE
GOING TO BE CHANGING THE BASE FORCE STRUCTURE, SO WE'RE LOOKING
OUT TO ANOTHER BASE CLOSING LIST IN 1995. THE PROBLEM IS, IS
THAT AS OF RIGHT NOW, WE DON'T KNOW WHICH WILL BE THE RIGHT ONES
TO DO -- TO CLOSE UNTIL WE'VE HAD OUR CHANCE TO DO THE BOTTOM-UP
REVIEW THAT ALL OF THE GENTLEMEN SITTING AT THIS TABLE THAT YOU
SEE BEFORE YOU ARE INVOLVED WITH.

WE'RE HAVING -- WE HAVE REGULAR MEETINGS. WE HAVE REGULAR
MEETINGS EVERY SATURDAY TO GO OVER THE PROCESS OF THIS BOTTOM-UP
REVIEW. CERTAINLY WITHIN -- BY THE END OF THIS SUMMER WE WILL
HAVE DONE THE WORK OF THE BOTTOM-UP REVIEW, BUT THEY -- THEN
THAT NEEDS TO BE TRANSLATED INTO WHAT KIND OF A BASE STRUCTURE
BY EACH OF THE SERVICES. AND WHAT I'M ARGUING IS WE KNOW THE
BASE FORCES WILL BE LOWER THAN THEY ARE NOW, BUT WE FRANKLY AT
THIS POINT CANNOT TELL YOU WHICH BASES WILL BE CLOSED OR WHICH
ONES WE WOULD RECOMMEND TO CLOSED BECAUSE WE DON'T KNOW HOW --
WHERE WE'RE -- FIRST OF ALL, EXACTLY WHERE WE'RE GOING WITH THE
BOTTOM-UP REVIEW, AND SECONDLY, HOW THAT MIGHT TRANSLATE IN EACH
OF THE INDIVIDUAL SERVICES.

FOURTH POINT IS WE CAN'T OVERLOAD THE SYSTEM. IN THE PAST, WE'VE
HAD A POOR TRACK RECORD HELPING COMMUNITIES RE-USE BASES. WE
NEED TO BE FAIR TO COMMUNITIES BY ENSURING THAT RESOURCES WERE
AVATTLABLE TO CLOSE THE BASES RIGHT.

SO LET ME EXPAND ON EACH OF THOSE FOUR POINTS AND THEN YIELD TO
MY COLLEAGUES HERE.

THE MILITARY DEPARTMENTS AND DEFENSE AGENCIES HAVE SPENT ALMOST
A YEAR GATHERING INFORMATION AND ANALYZING THEIR BASE STRUCTURES
AND MAKING TOUGH DECISIONS. SO I'D LIKE TO EMPHASIZE THE
INTEGRITY OF THAT PROCESS. THIS IS POINT NUMBER ONE, THAT THE
PROCESS THAT PRODUCED THE BASE CLOSURE LIST THAT YOU HAVE BEFORE
YOU IS VERY SOUND.

MILITARY DEPARTMENTS' AND DEFENSE AGENCIES' ANALYSIS WERE
FOUNDED ON THE PRESCRIBED 1993 FORCE STRUCTURE PLAN AND THE
APPROVED SELECTION CRITERTA. THEY HAVE COLLECTED AND USED DATA
WHICH HAS BEEN SCRUTINIZED BY THEIR INTERNAL AUDIT AGENCIES AND
BY THE GENERAL ACCOUNTING OFFICE AND CERTIFIED TO THE
COMMISSION. THEY HAVE LOOKED FOR EXCESS CAPACITY AND APPLIED
THEIR MILITARY JUDGMENT TO RANK BASES IN EACH CATEGORY FOR
MILITARY VALUE. THEY HAVE CALCULATED THE COSTS AND SAVINGS OF
NUMEROUS ALTERNATIVES, CONSIDERED THE ECONOMIC AND ENVIRONMENTAL
IMPACTS OF EACH ALTERNATIVE AND THE ABILITY OF COMMITTEES TO
SUPPORT DOD'S FORCES AND MISSIONS.

THE RESULTING RECOMMENDATIONS WERE FORWARD TO ME -- FORWARDED TO
ME ONLY AFTER THE SERVICE CHIEFS AND SERVICE SECRETARIES DECIDED
THAT THEY REPRESENTED THE RIGHT CHOICES. CHAIRMAN POWELL
CONCURRED THAT -- THAT THE CLOSING -- THE LIST OF BASES WOULD
HAVE NO SIGNIFICANT OPERATIONAL IMPACT ON OUR FORCES AROUND THE
WORLD.

SECOND, ASSESSING THE CUMULATIVE IMPACT. MY ROLE IN THIS PROCESS
WAS TO INTEGRATE THE RECOMMENDATIONS TO ENSURE THAT DOD-WIDE




THEY REPRESENTED THE RIGHT CHOICES AND DID NOT RESULT IN UNDUE
CUMULATIVE IMPACT ON ANY GEOGRAPHIC REGION. I COMMITTED TO THAT
POINT DURING MY CONFIRMATION. I WAS ASKED THAT AND SPECIFICALLY
MADE THAT COMMITMENT DURING MY CONFIRMATION THAT I WOULD LOOK AT
CUMULATIVE IMPACT AS PART OF THE PROCESS OF OVERSEEING THE
SERVICE RECOMMENDATIONS. I BELIEVE EACH OF YOU ALSO MADE THAT --
DID THE SAME THING.

THE BASIC THING -- THE CUMULATIVE IMPACT CAME IN TWO FORMS; ONE,
WHEN YOU COMPARED THE LIST FROM THE VARIOUS SERVICES, THE
SERVICES PUT THEIR OWN LIST TOGETHER, AND YOU OVERLAID THE
SERVICES TOGETHER YOU MAY FIND THAT ONE REGICN WAS PARTICULARLY
HARD HIT. OR YOU MAY FIND THAT OVER TIME -- THE OTHER WAY IN
WHICH CUMULATIVE IMPACT COULD HAVE AN IMPACT IS OVER TIME; IF
THE SAME REGION OF THE COUNTRY WERE HIT PRETTY HARD IN PREVIOUS
CLOSINGS, THE '88 CLOSING AND THE '91 CLOSING, YOU MIGHT WANT TO

TAKE A LOOK AT IT IN TERMS OF THE '93 CLOSING TO MAKE SURE THAT
YOU DON'T GO BACK AND HIT THEM AGAIN WITH EACH ROUND OF
CLOSINGS.

I OONSIDERED THE CUMULATIVE IMPACT ON EACH REGION AND EACH CITY
AND DECIDED THAT NORTHERN CALIFORNIA, AND PARTICULARLY
SACRAMENTO, WOULD HAVE BEEN ESPECIALLY HARD HIT IF THE MCCLELLAN
ATR FORCE BASE WAS NOT REMOVED FROM THE AIR FORCE LIST. THIS, I
BELIEVE, REMAINS THE RIGHT DECISION.

THE METHOD OF DETERMINING CUMULATIVE IMPACT HAS BEEN CRITICIZED,
BUT NO ONE HAS OFFERED AN ALTERNATIVE APPROACH. \.{
/

AFTER CAREFUL CONSIDERATION, I ALSO, FIRST OF ALL, REMOVED THE q
DEFENSE LANGUAGE INSTITUTE RECOMMENDATION FROM THE ARMY LIST. I

WAS CONCERNED ABOUT THE IMPACT OF MOVING AND CONTRACTING OUT

THIS CRITICAL FUNCTION AND WHAT (EFFECT) THAT WOULD HAVE ON OUR

INTELLIGENCE GATHERING CAPABILITIES. I ALSO BELIEVE THAT REMATNS

THE RIGHT CHOICE.

AND SECONDLY, WE REJECTED AS BAD POLICY THE SITE SELECTION
PROCESS FOR THE DEFENSE FINANCE AND ACCOUNT SERVICE KNOWN AS
OPPORTUNITY FOR ECONOMIC GROWTH. I ALSO BELIEVE THAT REMAINS THE
RIGHT DECISICN. DOD HAS BEGUN A NEW SITE SELECTION PROCESS THAT
DOES NOT ASK LOCAL COMMUNITIES TO PAY FOR DEFENSE REQUIREMENTS
AND DOES NOT INVOLVE BASE CLOSURES AT THIS TIME.

SINCE MARCH, THE DEPARTMENT HAS BEEN FOLLOWING THE COMMISSION'S
HEARINGS. WE HAVE LISTENED TO LOCAL COMMUNITY PRESENTATIONS,
DOUBLE- CHECKED OUR DATA AND OUR ANALYSIS AS A RESULT, AS
VARIOUS POINTS WERE MADE OR CLAIMS WERE MADE AS WE WERE GOING
ALONG. WE HAVE RESPONDED TO NUMEROUS REQUESTS FROM THE
COMMISSION FOR ALTERNATIVE ANALYSIS. NOTHING I HAVE HEARD CAUSES
ME TO CHANGE MY BASIC RECOMMENDATICN.

THE GENERAL ACCOUNTING OFFICE HAS COMPLETED THEIR LEGALLY
MANDATED REVIEW OF OUR WORK AND HAS VALIDATED THE SELECTION
PROCESS. THE GAO NOT ONLY FOUND THE DOD PROCESS TO BE GENERALLY
SOUND, THEY ALSO FOUND THE RESULTING RECOMMENDATIONS TO BE
GENERALLY SOUND.

IN SHORT, I BELIEVE YOU WILL FIND -- YOU WILL AGREE THAT THERE'S
LITTLE BASIS TO SUGGEST THAT DOD DEVIATED SUBSTANTIALLY FROM THE
PRESCRIBED 1993 FORCE STRUCTURE PLAN AND THE APPROVED FINAL
SELECTION CRITERIA. AND AS WE WILL BE DISCUSSING LATER, THIS
POINT OF SUBSTANTIAL DEVIATION FROM THE PRESCRIBED FORCE
STRUCTURE PLAN IS KEY TO THE WORK THAT THE COMMISSION DOES.




CRITERIA WITH MILITARY VALUE GIVEN PRIORITY CONSIDERATICN. AS WE
DRAW DOWN THE FORCE AND CLOSE UNNEEDED BASES, WE MUST MAXIMIZE
THE MILITARY CAPABILITY OF THAT SMALLER FORCE. THAT MEANS THE
BASES WHICH REMAIN MUST BE THE RIGHT BASES TO MEET THE
OPERATIONAL REQUIREMENTS OF THAT FORCE.

WE ARE CONCERNED THAT SIGNIFICANT COMMISSION SUBSTITUTIONS COULD
HARM OUR MILITARY CAPABILITIES EITHER BY CLOSING HIGHER VALUE
BASES OR BY DIMINISHING OUR ABILITY TO OPERATE. MILITARY
CAPABILITY CAN BE DRAMATICALLY AFFECTED IF THE MIX OF BASES TO
BE CLOSED CHANGES. THE SERVICES' MILITARY JUDGMENT PLAYED A KEY
ROLE IN ASSURING THAT OUR CAPABILITIES WOULD NOT BE DIMINISHED
AS A RESULT OF THE RECOMMENDED CLOSURES. COMMISSION SUBSTITUTES
OOULD PUT OUR MILITARY CAPABILITY AT RISK. OUR RECOMMENDATIONS
ARE THE RIGHT MIX OF CLOSING AND RECEIVING BASES; TAKEN
TOGETHER, THEY MAKE UP AN INTEGRATED PACKAGE.

THE COMMISSION PLAYS A CRITICAL ROLE IN THIS PROCESS. YOU MUST
RECOMMEND A PACKAGE TO THE PRESIDENT THAT HE CAN APPROVE AND
THAT CONGRESS CAN ACCEPT. YOUR RECOMMENDATIONS, AND THE PROCESS
AND ANALYSIS YOU USED TO REACH THEM MUST ALSO BE ABLE TO
WITHSTAND COURT CHALLENGES. THE STATUTE SPECIFICALLY SAYS THAT
TO MAKE A CHANGE THE COMMISSION HAS THE HEAVY BURDEN OF
DEMONSTRATING THAT THE DOD SUBSTANTTALLY DEVIATED FROM THE
PRESCRIBED FORCE STRUCTURE PLAN AND THE APPROVED FINAL SELECTION
CRITERIA DEVELOPED AS PART OF THE LEGALLY MANDATED STEPS OF THE
BASE CLOSURE PROCESS. THAT'S AN IMPORTANT POINT. FATLURE BY THE
COMMISSION TO MEET THIS HEAVY BURDEN INVITES COURT CHALLENGES.
IN OTHER WORDS, WHAT IT SAYS IS THAT THE COMMISSION HAS TO
DEMONSTRATE THAT THE DOD SUBSTANTTALLY DEVIATED FROM THE
PRESCRIBED FORCE STRUCTURE PLAN AND THE APPROVED FINAL SELECTICN
CRITERIA WHICH ARE DEVELOPED AS PART OF THE LEGALLY MANDATED
STEPS OF THE BASE CLOSURE PROCESS.

AS WE HAVE SEEN IN SPECTER V. GARRETT IN PHILADELPHIA, THE
COOURTS ARE CLAIMING THE RIGHT TO JUDICIAL REVIEW OF BASE CLOSURE
DECISIONS, AND THE COURTS WILL DEMAND DOCUMENTATION. IN SHORT, A
PROCESS THAT RESULTS IN YEARS OF LITIGATION WILL NOT ACCOMPLISH
OUR PURPOSES.

THE BASE CLOSURE PROCESS IS ALSO FOUNDED ON A PRESCRIBED FORCE
STRUCTURE PLAN. IT IS IMPORTANT TO ENSURE BALANCE BETWEEN THE
1993 PLANNED FORCES AND THE BASE STRUCTURE. THE LIST I HAVE
SUBMITTED IS IN BALANCE. YOU AND I KNOW THERE ARE MORE FORCE
STRUCTURE REDUCTIONS TO COME. NO QUESTION. BUT WE CAN'T BE
CERTAIN OF THE RIGHT BASES AT THIS POINT TO REDUCE.

WE AND CONGRESS, MEANING THE PENTAGON AND CONGRESS, MUST AGREE
QN THE EXACT MIX AND SIZE OF THE FORCE. WE'RE UNDERGOING THIS
PROCESS. IT'S GOING TO TAKE A WHILE TO WORK IT THROUGH. IT'S
GOING TO TAKE A WHILE FOR CONGRESS TO DIGEST IT. IT'S GOING TO
BE A WHILE BEFORE WE KNOW FOR SURE THAT THIS IS THE DIRECTION
THAT OUR FORCE STRUCTURE IS GOING TO TAKE. TO CLOSE BASES NOW IN
ANTICIPATION OF THOSE DECISIONS, I THINK WOULD BE VERY RISKY.
WHAT WE NEED TO DO IS WAIT FOR THE CLOSING OF THOSE BASES THAT
ARE ASSOCTATED WITH THE FORCE STRUCTURE REDUCTIONS THAT ARE
BEING UNDER CONSIDERATION NOW. WE HAVE TO -- WE REALLY OUGHT TO
WATT TILL THE 1995 BASE CLOSURE LIST.

THE FUTURE IS UNCERTAIN. WE'RE TAKING A BOTTOM-UP REVIEW OF THE
ENTIRE DEFENSE DEPARTMENT, BUT WE DON'T HAVE ALL THE ANSWERS YET
QN HOW WE PLAN TO, FIRST OF ALL, MEET THE NEW GLOBAL DANGERS;
SECOND, DEPLOY THE FORCES OVERSEAS; THIRD, REDUCE THE FORCES




BEYOND THE 1993 FORCE STRUCTURE PLAN PROVIDED TO THE COMMISSION;
AND, FINALLY, FINALIZE OUR INDUSTRIAL BASE POLICY TO BALANCE OUR
REQUIREMENTS FOR IN-HOUSE MAINTENANCE CAPABILITY AND OUR NEED TO
KEEP CERTAIN SEGMENTS OF THE COMMERCIAL PRODUCTION BASE WARM.

FINALLY, ANOTHER POINT. DOD IS UNDERTAKING A CONCERTED EFFORT
HERE TO IMPROVE OUR BASE CLOSURE IMPLEMENTATION RECORD. OUR GOAL
IS TO PROMOTE TIMELY, PRODUCTIVE RE-USE OF BASE CLOSING ASSETS.
NO ISSUE CREATES MORE FRUSTRATION AND ANXTETY THAN THE ONE I
MENTIONED EARLIER, WHICH IS THAT WE CLOSE A BASE, BUT THEN THE
PEOPLE WHO WANT TO REFOCUS THOSE ASSETS TOWARDS DEVELOPING AND
ATTRACTING NEW JOBS CAN'T GET THEIR HANDS ON THE ASSETS, THAT
THERE'S SO MANY DELAYS, THAT THERE'S SO MUCH PAPERWORK, THERE'S
SO MUCH RED TAPE, THAT THE THING JUST DRAGS ON AND DRAGS ON AND
DRAGS ON.

I THINK THE RECORD IS PRETTY CLEAR THAT ONCE A BASE ACTUALLY

DOES CLOSE AND GET FOCUSED ON NEW USE DEVELOPED INTO SOME

ALTERNATIVE, IN ALMOST EVERY CASE THE JOBS THAT ARE ATTRACTED

ARE MORE THERE -- THEY END UP WITH MORE JOBS IN THAT COMMUNITY

THAN THE BASE PROVIDED, BUT SOMETIMES IT'S A LONG TIME TO GET

FROM WHERE THE BASE IS TO WHERE THIS NEW SITUATION IS, AND IT'S

MADE EVEN LONGER BY THE DRAG-OUT OF THIS PROCESS. (o/

CLOSING BASES HAS BEEN CUMBERSOME AND SLOW. THERE ARE LITERALLY Q(
THOUSANDS QOF SEPARATE ACTIONS, AND ALL TOO OFTEN THESE ACTIONS

HAVE NOT BEEN DONE CONCURRENTLY. OF THE 42 MAJOR BASES APPROVED

FOR CLOSURE IN THE TWO PREVIOUS ROUNDS, THE 1988 ROUND AND THE

1991 ROUND, ONLY 13 HAVE ACTUALLY BEEN CLOSED. ONLY 13 BASES OUT

OF 42 FROM THE FIRST -- THESE ARE THE MAJOR BASES, OF COURSE --

THE 42 MAJOR BASES IN THE FIRST ROUNDS. WE HAVE EXPERTENCED

PROBLEMS INVOLVED IN PLANNING ASSISTANCE, ENVIRONMENTAL

ASSESSMENTS AND CLEANUP, PROPERTY TRANSFERS, INTERACTIONS WITH

COMMUNITIES, AND INTEGRATING FEDERAL ASSISTANCE.

IN THE PAST, PLANNING ASSISTANCE DID NOT RECEIVE THE PROPER
MANAGEMENT EMPHASIS, AND GRANTS WERE TOO MEAGER. IT TOOK TOO
IONG TO BEGIN ENVIRONMENTAL ASSESSMENTS, AND STEPS WERE DONE
SEQUENTIALLY. CLEANUP WAS, THEREFORE, DELAYED. THE PROPERTY
DISPOSAL PROCESS WAS FAR TOO SLOW, AGAIN WITH STEPS ACCOMPLISHED
SEQUENTTALLY. IT DID NOT FULLY TAKE INTO CONSIDERATION LOCAL
COMMUNITY NEEDS AND WAS FURTHER COMPLICATED BY CONTRADICTORY
LEGAL REQUIREMENTS. INTERACTION WITH COMMUNITIES WAS FRAGMENTED.
FOLKS DIDN'T KNOW WHO TO TALK TO. AND FINALLY, FEDERAL
ASSISTANCE ITSELF WAS UNCOORDINATED.

WHAT WE ARE DOING IN THE PENTAGON IS UNDERTAKING A MAJOR, MAJOR
EFFORT TO RESOLVE THESE PROBLEMS, BUT UNTIL THOSE SOLUTIONS ARE
IMPLEMENTED, WE CAN'T OVERLOAD THE SYSTEM WITH ANY MORE CLOSURES
THAN WE ARE HERE RECOMMENDING. WE DON'T HAVE THE RESOURCES TO DO
MUCH MORE AND TO BE FAIR TO THE COMMUNITIES.

SO AGAIN, THE FIRST POINT ON WHY YOU OUGHT TO BE VERY CAREFUL
ABOUT REALLY ADDING TO THE CLOSURE LIST AT THIS TIME IS THAT,
NUMBER ONE, WE DON'T KNOW YET WHERE WE'RE GOING WITH THE
BOTTOM-UP REVIEW, BUT WE WILL HAVE BY 1995. SECONDLY, WE ARE
GOING TO TRY AND REALLY ESTABLISH A PROCESS BY WHICH BASES THAT
ARE BEING CLOSED HAVE SOME HELP, AND THAT MEANS FINANCIAL HELP,
THAT MEANS PEOPLE THEY CAN TALK TO. THIS IS A HIGH PRIORITY
COMING OUT OF THE WHITE HOUSE. BILL CLINTON HAS LIVED THROUGH
THIS PROBLEM AS A GOVERNOR OF ARKANSAS AND UNDERSTANDS THE
FRUSTRATION WHEN A BASE GETS CLOSED AND NOTHING HAPPENS, AND,
MAN, HE WANTS TO DO SOMETHING ABOUT IT.
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SO THERE'S INTERAGENCY TASK FORCES. WHEN A BASE GETS NOTIFIED --
OR WHEN IT GOES THROUGH THE PROCESS, WHEN YOUR RECOMMENDATION TO
THE PRESIDENT IS APPROVED BY THE PRESIDENT AND APPROVED BY THE
VOTES IN CONGRESS -- IN OTHER WORDS, WHEN THIS PROCESS ENDS --
THERE WILL BE -- WANT TO HAVE IMMEDIATELY PEOPLE AVAILABLE, A
SINGLE POINT OF CONTACT IN THE FEDERAL GOVERNMENOME HELP FOR
THEM TO KNOW HOW TO GET ORGANIZED, SOME SEED MONEY AVAILABLE TO
THEM IMMEDIATELY TO GET GOING.

WE CAN MAKE A BIG DIFFERENCE, AND IN PARTICULAR, IF YOU CAN DO A
1OT OF THESE THINGS CONCURRENTLY INSTEAD OF SEQUENTIALLY, YOU
CAN SPEED UP THE PROCESS. WE'RE LOOKING AT A BIG WAY TO SPEED UP
THE PROCESS, BUT YOU ARE GOING TO GIVE US A LIST OF NEW BASES TO
BE CLOSED, SO WE'RE GOING TO HAVE TO DEAL WITH THOSE, PLUS YOU
CAN'T JUST DEAL WITH THE NEW BASES IN 1993 AND SAY WE'RE NOT
GOING TO PROVIDE THE SAME SERVICE FOR THE BASES CLOSED IN 1988
AND 1991. SO, WE'RE UNDER BIG STRAIN AT THIS POINT TO ADD
CAPABILITY TO BE ABLE TO DEAL WITH THESE BASES, THE PAST BASES
AND THE NEW BASE CLOSINGS. IF YOU ADD DRAMATICALLY TO THE LIST,
YOU'RE REALLY GOING TO COMPLICATE OUR PROBLEM BY OVERLOADING OUR
SYSTEM.

TWO ARGUMENTS, THEN, FOR NOT ADDING APPRECIABLY. I'M NOT SAYING
IF YOU DON'T ADD A BASE OR TWO AROUND THE EDGE. I'M NOT ARGUING
THAT. I AM ARGUING AGAINST A MASSIVE INCREASE IN THE NUMBER OF

BASES BEING CLOSED BEYOND THE LIST THAT WE WERE TALKING ABOUT --
THAT WE SENT TO YOU IN MARCH.

WE STILL MUST CLOSE UNNEEDED BASES. WE HAVE TO BEGIN SAVING
BUDGET DOLLARS EARLY, WHILE ALWAYS KEEPING IN MIND OUR NEED TO
SUPPORT THE READINESS OF THE FORCE. CLOSING THE RIGHT NUMBER OF
BASES ALLOWS DOD TO DO THE RIGHT THING IN DEFENSE, MATNTAIN THE
QUALITY OF OUR PEOPLE, AND MAINTAIN THE TECHNOLOGICAL EDGE OF
THEIR WEAPONS. CLOSING BASES SUPPORTS MILITARY EFFECTIVENESS BY
ALLOWING DOD TO SPEND MONEY ON THE READINESS OF THE FORCES,
WHICH IS REALLY WHAT YOU'VE GOT TO DO. I MEAN, YOU REALLY WANT
TO SPEND THE MONEY THERE, OF ALL PLACES. NOT CLOSING ENOUGH
BASES DIMINISHES OUR CAPABILITY AND COULD CONTRIBUTE TO A HOLLOW
FORCE. NOT CLOSING ENOUGH BASES WOULD PUSH NECESSARY DECISIONS
INTO THE 1995 PROCESS, POTENTIALLY OVERLOADING IT.

I URGE THE COMMISSION TO MAKE THE TOUGH, YET ABSOLUTELY
NECESSARY, DECISIONS TO SUPPORT OUR MILITARY CAPABILITY BY
CLOSING THE BASES THAT WE'VE RECOMMENDED.

MR. CHAIRMAN AND MEMBERS OF THE COMMISSION, I RKNOW YOU AGREE
WITH ME THAT CLOSING THE RIGHT BASES IS ABSOLUTELY CRITICAL TO
OUR NATIONAL SECURITY. YOU HAVE A HEAVY BURDEN AND A THANKLESS
TASK, YET I KNOW THAT YOU ARE UP TO THE CHALLENGE. I'VE SEEN IT
IN MANY HEARINGS AND THE REPORTS COMING IN AROUND THE COUNTRY.
DOD HAS IMPROVED ITS SELECTION PROCESS A GREAT DEAL FROM 1991.
WE LEARNED FROM THE PAST, WE'RE PROUD OF THAT, OF THOSE
IMPROVEMENTS, AND WE BELIEVE OUR PROCESS HAS PRODUCED THE RIGHT
ANSWERS. THE GAO AGREES.

YOU HAVE PLACED UNDER CONSIDERATION MORE BASES THAN I ORIGINALLY
RECOMMENDED, AND I KNOW YOU HAD TO DO THAT IN ORDER TO FULLY
EVALUATE THE RECOMMENDATIONS AND TO GIVE THE COMMUNITIES IN
THOSE PLACES -- THAT IF YOU MAKE SOME SUBSTITUTIONS OR SOME
ADDITIONS, THEY HAVE TO HAVE AMPLE WARNING AND NOTTFICATION SO
THAT THEY CAN BE PREPARED AND PRESENT THEIR ARGUMENTS TO YOU. I
UNDERSTAND THE PROCESS.

I AM OONFIDENT THAT AFTER ANALYZING THOSE ALTERNATIVES, YOU WILL



END UP AGREEING THAT THE -- THAT MY LIST -- ESSENTIALLY MY LIST
DESERVES YOUR SUPPORT, FOR THERE IS LITTLE BASIS FOR A
COMMISSION FINDING THAT DOD DEVIATED SUBSTANTIALLY FROM THE
FORCE STRUCTURE PLAN IN THE FINAL CRITERTA.

TO SUM UP, CLOSING THE WRONG BASES COULD IMPATIR OUR FURE
READINESS AND MILITARY CAPABILITY. CLOSING TOO MANY BASES COULD
OVERLOAD THE SYSTEM AND UNDERMINE OUR ABILITY TO PICK THE RIGHT
BASES. USING THE DOD LIST AVOIDS BOTH PROBLEMS AND GETS BASES
CLOSED.

SO BASICALLY, MR. CHAIRMAN, THE POINT I'M TRYING TO MAKE HERE IS
THAT SUBSTANTTAL DEVIATION IS AN IMPORTANT TEST, AND TO BE
CAREFUL ABOUT THAT -- THAT -- THAT PART OF THE LAW BECAUSE WE --
WE MAY END UP IN THE COURT ON -- ON THESE ISSUES.

SECONDLY, THAT -- THAT I BELIEVE THAT THE BASE CLOSURE LIST THAT

WE SENT UP IS ESSENTIALLY RIGHT. I WOULDN'T RULE OUT SOME Cg,
ADDITIONS AND SUBTRACTIONS FROM IT AT THE MARGIN, BUT I WOULD et
ARGUE STRENUOUSLY AGAINST A DRAMATIC CUT IN THAT NUMBER OF BASES
THAT ARE TO BE CLOSED, AND I WOULD ALSO ARGUE AGAINST A DRAMATIC
INCREASE IN THE NUMBER OF BASES TO BE CLOSED, THOSE BEING -- THE
REASONS FOR -- FOR THE LATTER NOT BEING IN FAVOR OF CLOSING
DRAMATICALLY MORE BASES IS THAT WE DON'T KNOW WHERE WE'RE GOING
WITH THE BOTTOM-UP REVIEW, AND I HOPE YOU DON'T OVERLOAD OUR NEW
SYSTEM WHERE WE'RE REALLY GOING TO MAKE AN HONEST EFFORT TO HELP
THE COMMUNITIES WHERE THE BASE CLOSURES TAKE PLACE.

THANK YOU, MR. CHATIRMAN, AND LET ME NOW REFER TO MY COLLEAGUE,
COLIN POWELL, AND THEN TO GENERAL SULLIVAN.

JIM COURTER: OKAY. COLIN POWELL.

GEN. POWELL: THANK YOU, MR. SECRETARY. THANK YOU, CHATIRMAN
COURTER AND MEMBERS OF THE COMMISSION, FOR THE OPPORTUNITY TO
PRESENT AGAIN MY MILITARY ADVICE AND JUDGMENT ON AN ISSUE AS
IMPORTANT TO OUR NATIONAL DEFENSE AS OUR BASE STRUCTURE. LET ME
ALSO SAY THAT ON BEHALF OF THE JOINT CHIEFS OF STAFF, I WANT TO
THANK ALL THE MEMBERS OF THE COMMISSION FOR THE HARD WORK YOU'VE
PUT INTO THIS VERY, VERY IMPORTANT EFFORT. TRULY IT IS A
VALUABLE SERVICE TO THE DEPARTMENT OF DEFENSE AND TO THE NATION.

I WANT TO REVIEW HOW THE DEPARTMENT OF DEFENSE DEVELOPED ITS
BASE CLOSURE RECOMMENDATICONS, ESPECTALLY TO FOCUS ON MY ROLE AS
CHATIRMAN OF THE JOINT CHIEFS OF STAFF IN ASSESSING THE
OPERATIONAL IMPACT OF THOSE RECOMMENDATIONS.

AS YOU KNOW, SECRETARY ASPIN BUILT HIS MARCH, 1993
RECOMMENDATIONS FOR CLOSURE OR REALIGNMENT USING ANALYSES
PROVIDED BY THE SERVICES. THE SERVICES OWN THE BASES, AND THEY
HAVE A THOROUGH UNDERSTANDING OF THE OPERATING COSTS AND
OPERATIONAL BENEFITS OF EACH OF THEIR BASES.

KNOWING THE COSTS AND BENEFITS, THE SERVICES USED DETAILED
CRITERIA TO COMPUTE MILITARY VALUE AND TO ANALYZE THEIR BASE
STRUCTURES. USING THE RESULTS OF THIS COMPREHENSIVE ANALYSIS,
THE MILITARY DEPARTMENTS THEN NOMINATED BASES TO SECRETARY ASPIN
FOR CLOSURE. SECRETARY ASPIN INTEGRATED THE SERVICES' SUBMISSION
TO FORM A COHERENT CLOSURE PLAN, A PLAN FOR THE ENTIRE
DEPARTMENT. THIS PLAN IS A VERY AGGRESSIVE EFFORT TO CUT OUR
INFRASTRUCTURE, OUR OVERHEAD, WHILE PRESERVING THE READINESS OF
OUR ARMED FORCES.

MR. COURTER, I KNOW YOU WILL REMEMBER THAT ON ALMOST EVERY
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PREVIOUS OCCASION THAT I'VE APPEARED BEFORE THIS COMMISSION AND
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EARLTER COMMISSIONS, I'VE MADE THE POINT THAT WE HAVE A NEAR
IRRATIONAL BASE STRUCTURE SYSTEM, WHICH IS A COMBINATION OF
POST-CIVIL WAR BASES, SPANISH-AMERICAN WAR BASES, WORLD WAR I,
WORLD WAR II, AND AS PART OF OUR ENTIRE REALIGNMENT IN THE
AFTERMATH OF THE COLD WAR, WE HAVE TO BRING SOME RATIONALITY TO
OUR OVERALL BASE STRUCTURE.

AS CHATRMAN OF THE JOINT CHIEFS OF STAFF, IT IS MY ROLE TO
REVIEW AND CERTIFY TO THE SECRETARY OF DEFENSE AND TO THE
PRESIDENT THE OPERATIONAL ACCEPTABILITY OF PROPOSED CLOSURES AND
REALIGNMENTS, THE ENTIRE PACKAGE. MY RESPONSIBILITY IS TO
DETERMINE IF WE CAN STILL SUCCESSFULLY CARRY OUT OUR NATTONAL
MILITARY STRATEGY IF WE CLOSE OR REALIGN CERTAIN FACILITIES
WHILE LEAVING OTHERS OPEN. I PROVIDED THAT CERTIFICATION TO THE
SECRETARY OF DEFENSE AND TO THE PRESIDENT, AND IN MARCH I
STRONGLY RECOMMENDED THAT YOU ADOPT SECRETARY ASPIN'S PROPOSAL
IN ITS ENTIRETY.

MY SUPPORT FOR THE PROPOSAL DID NOT COME EASILY. BEFORE THE LIST
WAS PRESENTED TO YOU, I HAD THE OPPORTUNITY TO REVIEW THE LIST
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AS A WHOLE. WE WANTED TO ENSURE THAT THE RECOMMENDATIONS
ACCURATELY CONSIDERED THE UNIFIED COMMANDERS' OPERATICNAL NEEDS,
AND I ASKED ALL OF OUR COMBATANT COMMANDERS TO PARTICIPATE IN
THAT REVIEW.

WE LOOKED AT THE INTEGRATED SERVICE RECOMMENDATIONS FROM A JOINT
WAR- FIGHTING PERSPECTIVE. WOULD THE AIR FORCE STILL HAVE AIR
BASES AVAILABLE NEARBY TO DEPLOY TROOPS FROM POSTS WHERE THE
ARMY INTENDED TO MAINTAIN TROOPS? WOULD NAVAL BASES STILL ALLOW
US TO CARRY OUT FORWARD-PRESENCE MISSIONS THAT RELY INCREASINGLY
QN DEPLOYMENTS BY MARITIME FORCES STATIONED ON THE EAST AND WEST
COASTS OF THE UNITED STATES? WOULD OUR BASE STRUCTURE ALLOW US
TO TRAIN AND FIGHT JOINTLY, MAKING THE MOST EFFECTIVE USE OF OUR
SMALLER FORCE STRUCTURE?

AS A RESULT OF THAT REVIEW, I DETERMINED THE PROPOSED LIST TO BE
OPERATIONALLY ACCEPTABLE AND CERTIFIED IT TO THE SECRETARY. OUR
MEN AND WOMEN IN UNIFORM WILL STILL BE ABLE TO ACCOMPLISH THEIR
MILITARY MISSIONS WHENEVER CALLED UPON TO DO SO.

IN THE WEEKS SINCE OUR PROPOSAL WAS SUBMITTED, A GREAT NUMBER OF
BASES HAVE BEEN ADDED FOR CONSIDERATION AS ALTERNATIVES TO OR
SUBTRACTIONS FROM THE SECRETARY'S LIST. AND AS THE LIST OF
POTENTTAL BASE CLOSURES AND REALIGNMENTS GROWS, IT BEGINS TO
IOSE THE UNDERLYING COHERENCE AND LOGIC THAT WE ORIGINALLY BUILT
INTO IT.

I UNDERSTAND AND APPRECIATE THE CONCERNS OF ALL WHO HAVE URGED
CHANGING THE LIST TO KEEP THEIR BASE OPEN. AND I AM NOT
UNMINDFUL OF THE IMPACT THAT OUR BASE CLOSURES HAVE ON
COMMUNITIES THROUGHOUT THE NATION. THE NATION'S ARMED FORCES
COULD NOT HAVE ENJOYED SUCH SUCCESS IN RECENT YEARS WITHOUT THE
GRASSROOTS SUPPORT AND OUTRIGHT AFFECTION OF THE SMALL TOWNS AND
COMMUNITIES THAT ADJOIN AND EMBRACE OUR BASES AND OUR MILITARY
FAMITTES. NEVERTHELESS, THERE ARE FISCAL AND STRATEGIC
IMPERATIVES THAT ARE EVEN MORE IMPORTANT TO OUR MILITARY
READINESS THAN OUR DESIRE TO KEEP THIS OR THAT PARTICULAR BASE
CPEN.

SO, YOU SHOULD CONSIDER VERY CAREFULLY ANY TENDENCY TO BYPASS
THE SYSTEMATIC PROCESS THAT GENERATED THE DEPARTMENT'S
RECOMMENDATIONS. IF WE DISMEMBER THIS LIST, I DO NOT THINK THERE
IS ENOUGH TIME REMAINING FOR ME AS CHATIRMAN TO THOROUGHLY ASSESS
AN ALTERNATIVE SOLUTION AS A PACKAGE AND CERTIFY ITS OPERATIONAL
COHERENCE AND ACCEPTABILITY TO THE SECRETARY AND TO THE
PRESIDENT BEFORE HE HAS TO MAKE HIS DECISION. IF THE PRESIDENT
WERE UNABLE TO ACCEPT AN ALTERNATIVE RECOMMENDATION BECAUSE I
OOULDN'T CERTIFY IT TO HIM, I THINK THE RESULT WOULD BE
EXTREMELY HARMFUL TO OUR OVERALL MILITARY POSTURE.

THIS ROUND OF BASE CLOSURES IS AN INTEGRAL PART OF OUR STRATEGY

TO BRING OUR BASE STRUCTURE IN LINE WITH OUR FORCE STRUCTURE.
FATLURE OF THE 1993 BASE CLOSURE AND REALIGNMENT PROCESS WOULD
HAVE VERY, VERY SERIOUS, IF NOT DISASTROUS, BUDGET CONSEQUENCES
BECAUSE THE DEPARTMENT HAS ALREADY ASSUMED IN THE FUTURE YEARS'
DEFENSE PROGRAM THAT 1993 CLOSURES WOULD SAVE DOLLAR 5 BILLION. WE
CAN'T AFFORD TO LOSE THE OPPORTUNITY PRESENTED BY THE PROCESS IN
1993.

MANY OF THE ALTERNATIVES WHICH HAVE BEEN PLACED ON THE TABLE NO
DOUBT HAVE GREAT MERIT. MANY WERE CONSIDERED BY THE SERVICES
DURING THIS CYCLE AND ARE LIKELY TO APPEAR AGAIN FOR
CONSIDERATION BY THE 1995 COMMISSICN.




AS YOU COMPLETE YOUR DELIBERATIONS ON THIS BASE CLOSURE CYCLE, I
ASK THAT YOU JUDGE ONLY WHETHER WE HAVE DEVIATED FROM OUR
ESTABLISHED FORCE STRUCTURE PLAN AND SELECTION CRITERIA. AS YOU
KNOW, WE ARE LEGALLY BOUND TO BASE OUR ULTIMATE RECOMMENDATIONS
TO THE PRESIDENT ON THE FORCE STRUCTURE PLAN APPROVED BY THE
FORMER SECRETARY OF DEFENSE LAST JANUARY. AND MAY I ALSO
ENCOURAGE YOU NOT TO MAKE CHANGES AT THIS LATE DATE THAT WOULD
CAST DOUBT ON THE BALANCE AND OPERATIONAL ACCEPTABILITY OF THE
PACKAGE THAT WILL BE PLACED BEFORE THE PRESIDENT.

THANK YOU, MR. CHATRMAN.
MR. COURTER: THANK YOU VERY MUCH, GENERAL. APPRECIATE IT.
GENERAL SULLIVAN.

GEN. SULLIVAN: MR. CHATIRMAN, I APPRECIATE THE OPPORTUNITY TO SAY
A FEW WORDS.

LET ME JUST PICK UP WHERE THE CHAIRMAN LEFT AND THE SECRETARY OF
DEFENSE AND SAY THAT THESE DAYS IN THE DEPARTMENT OF THE ARMY,
WE FIND OURSELVES BALANCING READINESS REQUIREMENTS WITH
OPERATIONAL COMMITMENTS -- OPERATIONAL COMMITMENTS, AS YOU KNOW,
ARE GOING UP -- ALSO CHANGE, SIGNIFICANT CHANGE, WHICH I'LL
SPEAK ABOUT IN A MINUTE; QUALITY OF LIFE DEMANDS; AND THE
EVER-PRESENT NEED TO MODERNIZE THE FORCE. THIS, AS YOU KNOW, IS
A BALANCING ACT OF SOME COMPLEXTTY.

BASE REALIGNMENT AND CLOSURE IS BUT ONE OF MANY ACTIONS ONGOING
TO EITHER AVOID COST, SAVE MONEY, OR PROVIDE MONEY FOR
HIGHER-PRIORITY ACTIVITIES. IF A BASE CLOSURE DOES NOT SAVE
MONEY AND ULTIMATELY IMPROVE READINESS, I FRANKLY DO NOT FIND IT
ATTRACTIVE.

I SUPPORT THE ORIGINAL DEPARTMENT OF DEFENSE LIST. ADD-ONS, IN
THE CASE OF THE ARMY, COST MONEY AND INCREASE THE AMOUNT OF
CHANGE AT A TIME OF SIGNIFICANT CHANGE. I FEEL STRONGLY THAT
ADD-ONS TO THE ORIGINAL LIST WILL IMPATR READINESS TODAY AND
TOMORROW AND REDUCE ARMY CAPABILITIES.

THE FACTS OF THE LAST FOUR YEARS IN THE CASE OF THE ARMY ARE
VERY CLEAR. THE UNITED STATES ARMY HAS CHANGED PROFOUNDLY.
CHANGE, AS YOU KNOW, IS NOT WITHOUT COST, COST AT A TIME OF
RAPIDLY RECLINING RESOURCES. LOOKING AT BRAC HOLISTICALLY AS ONE
OF MANY ACTIONS ONGOING, I SEE IT AS A READINESS ISSUE, WHETHER
OR NOT THE ARMY CAN RESPOND TO THE NATION'S NEEDS.

BRAC IS JUST ONE OF A SWEEPING AND FUNDAMENTAL PROCESS OF

CHANGE. THE DECLINERS IN THE ARMY ARE SIGNIFICANT. THE ARMY

BUDGET I AM DEFENDING THIS YEAR IS DOLLAR 60.7 BILLION. THAT IS A ILOT
OF MONEY, BUT IT IS DOWN FROM THE PROGRAMMED AMOUNT OF JUST

UNDER DOLLAR 100 BILLION IN 1989. THAT'S ALMOST 40 CENTS OFF EVERY
DOLLAR.

THE STRENGTH OF THE UNITED STATES ARMY TODAY IS 580,000. THAT'S
DOWN FROM 780,000 IN 1989. WE HAVE TAKEN 260,000 PEOPLE OUT OF
THE ARMY; THAT'S IN UNIFORM AND CIVILIAN EMPLOYEES.

THE NUMBER OF DIVISIONS IN THE ARMY IS DOWN TO 12 FROM 18.

OVERSEAS, WE HAVE CLOSED 321 INSTALLATICNS AND 60 HAVE BEEN
CLOSED IN THE CONTINENTAL UNITED STATES. THAT'S 30 PERCENT
OVERSEAS -- I'M SORRY, 60 PERCENT OVERSEAS AND 30 PERCENT IN THE
CONTINENTAL UNITED STATES.
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ENVIRONMENTAL COSTS. AT A TIME OF DECLINING DOLLARS,
ENVIRONMENTAL COSTS HAVE INCREASED FOUR-FOLD FROM 1989, FROM
DOLLAR 402 MILLION TO DOLLAR 1.6 BILLION.

MUCH OF WHAT I AM TALKING ABOUT HERE IS OUTSIDE OF THE PURVIEW

OF BRAC, COSTS BORNE BY THE UNITED STATES ARMY TO CHANGE.
UPFRONT IN EUROPE, IT HAS COST ME DOLLAR 340 MILLION OUT OF THE ARMY
OPERATIONS AND MAINTENANCE ACCOUNTS.

UNREALIZED SAVINGS, TO THE SECRETARY OF DEFENSE'S POINT --

BECAUSE OF CONGRESSIONALLY MANDATED ACTIONS, I LOST DOLLAR 871
MILLION: FT. MEADE, TO THE DEPARTMENT COF THE INTERIOR, DOLLAR 447
MILLION; CAMERON STATION, DOLLAR 142 MILLION; HAMILTON ARMY ATR
FIELD, DOLLAR 52 MILLION FOR WETLANDS, AND HOUSING, DOLLAR 41
MILLION, WHICH WENT TO THE HOMELESS. THE ADD-ONS THAT ARE ON THE
LIST, HAVE BEEN ADDED TO THE LIST, WILL COST THE UNITED STATES ARMY
-- COULD COST THE UNITED STATES ARMY DOLLAR 1.4 BILLION JUST TO
COMPLETE THE ACTIONS ASSOCIATED WITH THE ADD-CNS. FRANKLY, MR.
CHAIRMAN, I'M CONSUMING MYSELF. SOON I WILL NOT BE ABLE TO TRAIN,
PROCURE OR OPERATE. I'LL BE PAYING, FEEDING, AND MOVING. ADD-ONS MUST
MAKE FINANCIAL SENSE. I MUST SAVE MONEY AND ROLL THAT MONEY BACK INTO
READINESS. WHERE'S THE SAVINGS? IF THERE IS NO NEAR-TERM

SAVINGS, IT DOESN'T IMPROVE THE READINESS OF THE FORCE.

FOR INSTANCE, IF I HAD TO STAND UP A HEADQUARTERS TO CONTROL THE
UNITED STATES ARMY IN THE CONTINENTAL UNITED STATES, I'D PUT IT
IN ATLANTA, GEORGIA. THE BULK OF THE UNITED STATES ARMY IS

WITHIN ONE DAY OF DRIVING OF ATLANTA. MOVING THE HEADQUARTERS AT
THIS TIME OF PROFOUND CHANGE DOES NOT MAKE FINANCIAL OR COMMAND
AND CONTROL SENSE. IT MUST PASS THE READINESS CRITERTA FOR IT TO
MAKE SENSE, AND AT A TIME OF DECLINING DOLLARS, ALMOST 40 CENTS
OFF EVERY DOLLAR, PROFOUND PHYSICAL CHANGE AS WELL AS DOCTRINAL
CHANGE AND STRATEGIC CHANGE, I AM HARD PRESSED TO JUSTIFY

WALKING AWAY FROM THE ORIGINAL DEPARTMENT OF DEFENSE LIST.

THANK YOU VERY MUCH FOR TAKING YOUR TIME TO LISTEN TO MY
PRESENTATION.

MR. COURTER: THANK YOU VERY MUCH, GENERAL.

SEC. ASPIN: MR. CHATRMAN, LET ME ALSO JUST AT THIS TIME
INTRODUCE THE OTHER MEMBERS COF THE PANEL HERE WHO ARE NOT AT
THIS TIME GOING TO MAKE OPENING STATEMENTS BUT WHO ARE AVAILABLE
FOR QUESTIONS. WE HAVE FRANK KELSO FROM THE NAVY, TONY MCPEAK
FROM THE ATIR FORCE, AND CARL MUNDY FROM THE MARINE CORPS. AND AT
THIS POINT, MR. CHAIRMAN, WE'RE AVATLABLE TO WHATEVER QUESTICNS
YOU HAVE.

MR. COURTER: THANK YOU VERY MUCH, MR. SECRETARY, AND GENERAL
COLIN POWELL AND SERVICE CHIEFS, WE APPRECIATE YOUR COMING HERE,
AND I'M SURE THERE'S GOING TO BE SOME QUESTIONS. LET ME JUST
MAKE SOME OBSERVATIONS AND THEN I'LL CALL FOR COMMISSIONERS TO
COME FORWARD WITH THEIR QUESTIONS.

FIRST OF ALL, QUESTIONS HAVE BEEN RATISED WITH RESPECT TO THE
ROBUST NATURE OF OUR REVIEW LIST, OUR POTENTTAL ADD-ON LIST. MR.

SECRETARY, YOU WERE FOLLOWING THE PROCESS IN 1991, AND I
HAPPENED TO BE PART OF THAT COMMISSION IN '91 AND THAT
COMMISSION FELT THE SAME WAY IN '91 AS WE DO IN '93: IN ORDER

FOR US TO PROPERLY ASSESS THE CORRECINESS OF THE DECISIONS MADE
BY THE FORMER SECRETARY OF DEFENSE AND THE PRESENT SECRETARY OF
DEFENSE AND THE CHATRMAN OF THE JOINT CHIEFS AND OTHERS, THAT WE
HAVE TO COMPARE LIKE FACILITIES, MILITARY BASES WITH SIMILAR




FUNCTIONS, IN ORDER FOR US TO BE CONFIDENT THAT WE EXAMINE THEM

OBJECTIVELY.

SO, THAT LIST WAS NOT MEANT TO SCARE THE SECRETARY OF DEFENSE OR
THE CHAIRMAN OF THE JOINT CHIEFS BUT WAS THERE IN ORDER FOR US
TO BE FAIR TO THOSE COMMUNITIES THAT FOUND THEMSELVES ON YOUR
LIST.

AND MANY OF THE SUGGESTIONS WITH REGARD TO THOSE BASES ON OUR
REVIEW LIST WERE MADE BY COMMUNITIES THAT SATD THAT THEY FELT
THAT THEY WERE NOT COMPARED PROPERLY WITH OTHERS ON YOUR LIST.

AND MY SENSE IS THAT THE '95 -- AND INDEED I HOPE THERE IS ONE
BECAUSE WE ALL KNOW THE FORCE STRUCTURE IS STILL COMING DOWN
SIGNIFICANTLY -- MY SENSE IS THE '95 COMMISSION WILL DO THE SAME
THINGS. AND THEREFORE, WE KNOW WHAT WE DID, WE THOUGHT IT WAS
REASONABLE AND APPROPRIATE, AND I THINK PEOPLE, IF THEY WOULD
STEP BACK AND EXAMINE IT, AND IF BASICALLY THERE WERE IN OUR
SHOES, THEY WOULD IN ESSENCE DO THE SAME THING.

WE ALSO, AS THIS COMMISSION, ARE WELL AWARE OF THE STANDARD, AND
THERE IS, AS YOU STATED, A PRESUMPTICN OF CORRECTNESS, OF
DEFENSIBILITY IN THE LIST THAT WAS PROVIDED TO US BY YOURSELF.

WE KNOW THAT THERE IS A BURDEN, AND IT'S NOT A LIGHT BURDEN, BUT
A RELATIVELY HEAVY ONE THAT WE HAVE TO OVERCOME IN ORDER TO
CHANGE THE LIST THAT WAS GIVEN TO US BY THE SECRETARY OF
DEFENSE. AND WE KNOW WHAT THOSE TESTS ARE -- THE FORCE STRUCTURE
AND THE FINAL CRITERIA, AND THERE'S GOT TO BE SUBSTANTIAL
DEVIATION. WE'RE WELL AWARE OF THE FACT THAT THE LEGISLATION
SAYS SUBSTANTTAL AND NOT JUST SOME OR MINIMAL. AND WE'RE WELL
AWARE OF THAT, AND THIS COMMISSION WILL MAKE AND RENDER ITS
FINAL JUDGEMENTS USING AND EXERCISING OUR OWN INDEPENDENT
ANALYSTS, BUT WELL AWARE OF THE STANDARDS THAT THE TEST APPLIES
TO OUR WORK.

WITH RESPECT TO LITIGATION, WE EXPECT, AS WE DID IN 1991, THAT
THERE WILL BE LITIGATION, IRRESPECTIVE OF HOW PERFECT WE ARE AND
HOW PERFECT YOUR LIST IS. ALL WE WANT TO MAKE SURE IS THAT THIS
PROCESS FOLLOWED THE REQUIREMENTS, AND THAT ALL COMMUNITIES WERE
GIVEN AN OPPORTUNITY TO PRESENT THEIR BEST CASE, AND THAT OUR
DECISION WAS BASED ON THE MOST ACCURATE INFORMATION WE POSSIBLE
COULD HAVE, AND THAT'S ONE OF THE REASONS WE WENT AROUND AND SAW
80 BASES THROUGHOUT THE UNITED STATES. WE DIDN'T DO IT FOR
EXERCISE. I CAN THINK OF MORE PLEASANT WAYS OF GETTING EXERCISE.
BUT WE DID IT TO MAKE SURE THAT THE INFORMATION WAS CORRECT.

WE'RE ALSO WELL AWARE OF THE FACT THAT, FROM THE STANDPOINT OF
OPERATIONAL READINESS AND MISSION NEEDS AND REQUIREMENTS, THAT
THAT WHICH WE DO IS GOING TO AFFECT THAT, NOT ONLY IN 1993 AND 4
AND 5, BUT FOR THE NEXT MANY, MANY YEARS, AND THEREFORE, WE KNOW
THAT WE HAVE A VERY HEAVY RESPONSIBILITY NOT TO NEGATIVELY
IMPACT ON THOSE REQUIREMENTS.

WE ALSO KNOW, ON THE OTHER HAND, THAT THE DEPARTMENT OF DEFENSE
IS NOT A JOBS PROGRAM, AS FRANKLY SOME MEMBERS OF CONGRESS WOULD
LIKE TO HAVE IT BE AT THE PRESENT TIME. WE HAVE BEEN URGED BY
TMPORTANT MEMBERS WHO SPOKE ARTICULATELY THAT BECAUSE OF THE
RECESSION THAT WE CAN ILL AFFORD TO CLOSE ANY BASE AND THAT WE
SHOULD WAIT FOR MORE ROBUST ECONOMIC TIMES. THAT WOULD BE THE
WORST THING WE COULD DO, AND THAT WOULD LEAVE YOU SPENDING MONEY
QN KEEPING THE LIGHTS OPEN, AND MAINTAINING BASES, AND
SQUANDERING MONEY THAT COULD OTHERWISE BE USED FOR THE MISSION
THAT YOU HAVE, AND WE'RE WELL AWARE OF THAT.




WITH THAT PREAMBLE, PLEASE KNOW THAT WE APPRECIATE THE WORDS. WE
UNDERSTOOD THAT YOU WANTED TO DEFEND YOUR WORK PRODUCT, YOU
BELTEVE DEEPLY IN IT. YOUR WORDS ARE TAKEN VERY SERIOUSLY, AND
IN A VERY SHORT PERIOD OF TIME THIS COMMISSION WILL START
EXERCISING THE OBLIGATIONS AND RESPONSIBILITIES THAT CONGRESS
AND THE PRESIDENT GAVE IT.

WITH THAT, I ASK COMMISSIONERS FOR QUESTION. I'LL CALL QN
COMMISSIONER H.T. JOHNSON FOR ANY QUESTIONS AT THE PRESENT TIME.

GEN. JOHNSON: MR. SECRETARY, WHEN WE LAST MET IN MARCH, YOU
MENTIONED CONCERN ABOUT INTERSERVICING MAINTENANCE TYPE, AND
ALSO THE PUBLIC-PRIVATE SECTOR. WE VISITED A LARGE PORTION OF
THE DEPARTMENT OF DEFENSE'S CAPABILITY --

SEC. ASPIN: YOU'RE TALKING ABOUT THE DEPOTS NOW?
GEN. JOHNSON: YES, SIR, DEPOTS, SHIPYARDS, AND SO FORTH.

WE VISITED A LARGE PORTION OF THOSE, AND WE FOUND EXACTLY WHAT
YOU KNEW WE WOULD FIND -- THIS GREAT INTEREST IN COMPETING FOR
MORE BUSINESS WITHIN THE SERVICE.

WE HAVE NOT FOUND THE EMPHASIS ON INTERSERVICING, AND WE'RE
GREATLY CONCERNED ABOUT THE PRIVATE-PUBLIC. THE NAVY HAS WORKED
VERY HARD TO HAVE BY LAW 60 PERCENT HAS TO BE DONE PUBLICLY.
THEY REQUIRE 30 PERCENT BE DONE IN THE PRIVATE, AND THAT 10
PERCENT CAN GO EITHER WAY. THE OTHER SERVICES JUST HAVE THE
60-40. MY QUESTION IS, DO YOU PLAN TO DO A STUDY LOOKING AT
ENFORCING INTERSERVICING? IT SEEMS TO HAVE TO COME ALMOST FROM
YOUR OR GENERAL POWELL'S OFFICE.

SEC. ASPIN: YEAH. LET -- LET -- LET ME ANSWER IT, AND THEN LET
ME ASK CHATRMAN POWELL TO MAKE SOME COMMENTS.

BUT THE ANSWER IS YES. I MEAN, IT'S QUITE CLEAR THAT WE'RE GOING
TO HAVE TO THINK OF A LOT OF MORE OF THESE KIND OF THINGS AS
BEING JOINTLY -- DONE JOINTLY. WE'RE GOING TO NEED SOME PUSH.
WE'RE GOING TO HAVE TO DO SOME KIND OF A STUDY. WE'RE -- WE ARE
IN THE PROCESS OF DOING IN -- IN OUR BOTTOM-UP REVIEW A LITTLE
MORE FUNDAMENTAL WORK IN TERMS OF LOOKING AT THE SIZE OF THE
FORCE STRUCTURE AND SOME OF THE MAJOR MODERNIZATION DECISIONS
NOW, BUT THERE'S NO QUESTION WE HAVE TO GET TO THAT QUESTION AND
GET TO IT FAIRLY SOON.

CALIN?

GEN. POWELL: I CERTAINLY AGREE WITH THE SECRETARY. AND YOU KNOW,
GENERAL JOHNSON, 'IHEROLESANDMSSICNSREPORI‘THATISUBMI’ITED
rrO'I‘HESECREIARYAND'ID’I’I-IE(XI\JGRESSEARLIER'I‘HISYEARMADETHE

AND WE NEEDED TO BRING THAT CAPACITY DOWN TO THE NEW
REQUIREMENT. AND WHEN WE GOT THE CAPACITY AND REQUIREMENT
GENERALLY IN BALANCE, WE HAD TO TAKE A LOOK AS TO -- AS TO THE
PKIPERME‘I'HODOFMANAGD\EIT WHETHER WE CAN HAVE EACH SERVICE
TRYING TO PROTECT ITS OWN PART OF IT OR WHETHER WE FORCE FROM
THESECREFARYSIEVELAGREATEREMPHASISCNDQ’IERSERVICEACPIQ\I
MARE THE PROPER BALANCE BETWEEN PUBLIC AND PRIVATE, AND WE ALSO
CONSIDERED OPTIONS. (I\IETHATWASMENI’IQ\IEDB\I’I‘HEROLESAI\D
MISSIONS REPORT WAS ACTUALLY FORMING A JOINT COMMAND OF SOME
KIND OR A JOINT AGENCY OF SOME KIND THAT WOULD REMOVE THAT --
PART OF THAT RESPONSIBILITY FROM THE INDIVIDUAL SERVICES.
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AS YOU CAN IMAGINE, THIS IS AN ENORMOUSLY COMPLEX AND

CONTROVERSIAL ISSUE, BUT IT IS ONE THAT, AS THE SECRETARY
MENTIONED, WE ARE LOOKING AT IN THE DEPARTMENT.

MR. JOHNSON: THANK YOU, SIR.
MR. COURTER: COMMISSIONER REBECCA COX.

REBECCA COX: SORRY. JUST TO FOLLOW UP ON INTERSERVICING, BECAUSE
I THINK IT IS OF SOME INTEREST TO ALL OF US QN THE COMMISSION, I
UNDERSTAND YOU SAY YOU'RE LOOKING AT INTERSERVICING AND PERHAPS
EVEN A JOINT COMMAND. I THINK FROM OUR STANDPOINT WE'RE LOOKING
AT AN ENORMOUS EXCESS CAPACITY IN A NUMBER OF THESE DEPOTS, AND
WE'RE A LITTLE FRUSTRATED THAT IF WE DON'T ACT ON SOME OF THAT
EXCESS CAPACITY THIS TIME THAT WE'LL JUST BE ANOTHER TWO YEARS,
FOUR YEARS, OR WHATEVER BEHIND. DO YOU HAVE A TIMEFRAME ON
LOOKING AT INTERSERVICING? IS THAT SOMETHING THAT IN THE NEXT
BRAC WOULD BE DONE, OR DO WE THINK THIS IS A LONG-TERM PROJECT
AND SHOULD MAYBE WE JUST BE LOOKING AT DOING SOMETHING FROM BRAC
WITHOUT THAT?

GEN. POWELL: WE -- WE ARE LOOKING AT IT NOW. I MEAN, IT IS PART
OF THE -- THE SECRETARY'S BOTTOM-UP REVIEW. I CANNOT GIVE YOU A
SPECIFIC DATE TODAY WHEN WE WILL BE THROUGH WITH OUR

DELIBERATIONS AND BE PREPARED TO COME FORWARD WITH A SOLUTION.

MS. COX: BUT YOU WOULD EXPECT A DECISION OUT OF THE BOTTOM-UP
REVIEW, OR JUST -- THAT WOULD BEGIN THE PROCESS?

SEC. ASPIN: YEAH, THERE'S TWO PARTS OF THIS. ONE IS THE
BOTTOM-UP REVIEW --

MS. COX: RIGHT.

SEC. ASPIN: -- AND THEN THE ROLES AND MISSIONS. AND THEY'RE --
THEY BOTH PLAY A PART OF THIS. BUT, I MEAN, THE ANSWER TO YOUR
QUESTION IS WE WOULD HAVE -- WE -- WE WILL NOT HAVE SOMETHING
BEFORE YOU HAVE TO DECIDE ON JULY 1ST. WE WILL CERTAINLY HAVE
SOMETHING BEFORE THE NEXT ROUND CF BASE CLOSURES BY 1995. I -- I
CAN'T GIVE YOU THE EXACT DATE THAT WE WOULD BE ABLE TO ANSWER,
BECAUSE YOU'RE RIGHT -- YOU'RE RAISING THE RIGHTS QUESTIONS, AND
WE KNOW THAT. AND IT -- IT -- IT'S -- YOU KNOW, WE JUST NEED TO
GO THROUGH SOME FIRST STEPS FIRST TO DECIDE -- IN OTHER WORDS,
YOU START WITH THE FORCE STRUCTURE AND THEN THAT SHOULD LEAD YOU
TO QUESTIONS ABOUT THE DEPOT STRUCTURE, AND THEN YOU GET TO THE
QUESTIONS OF, ALL RIGHT, IF WE'VE GOT THIS KIND OF A DEPOT
REQUIREMENT, LET'S COMPARE IT WITH WHAT WE'VE GOT AND LET'S
COMPARE WITH HOW MUCH EXCESS CAPACITY WE'VE GOT, AND THEN HOW DO
YOU DO IT BETWEEN THE SERVICES.

MS. OOX: RIGHT. WELL, LET ME ASK JUST FROM OUR STANDPOINT, THEN,
MAYBE FOR SOME ADVICE. WE'RE LOOKING AT A LOT OF EXCESS
CAPACITY. OGN THE OTHER HAND --

SEC. ASPIN: YOU'RE TALKING ABOUT THE DEPOTS, NOW.

MS. COX: RIGHT, ON THE DEPOTS. AND OBVIOUSLY, WE THINK, I THINK
INTERSERVICING MAKES A LOT OF SENSE, BUT THAT'S A DECISION WE
HOPE THE DEFENSE DEPARTMENT WILL MAKE. AS WE GO THROUGH IT,
SHOULD WE BE LOOKING AT CUTTING OUT A LITTLE BIT MORE EXCESS
CAPACITY THAN PERHAPS YOU ALL HAVE RECOMMENDED, OR DOES THAT
HURT YOUR FLEXTIBILITY FOR INTERSERVICING TWO YEARS FROM NOW
BECAUSE PERHAPS WE'VE CUT THE DEPOT THAT WOULD HAVE BEEN THE
EXACT RIGHT ONE? IS THERE AN ANSWER TO THAT? PROBABLY NOT.
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GEN. POWELL: ITISVERYHARD,ANDTHEREAHNIT'SSOVERY, VERY
DIFFICULT, COMMISSIONER COX, IS -- AND THE CHIEFS MAY WANT TO
JUMP IN BECAUSE THEY OWN THESE FACILITIES, BUT THE FACILITIES
GREWSERVICEBYSERVICE,WEAPQ‘ISYSTEMBYWEAPCNSYSTEM,
INDIVIDUAL SERVICE, QOLD WAR ASSUMPTIONS WITH RESPECT TO WHAT
KIND OF DEPOT STRUCTURE THEY NEEDED. SO WHEN YOU LOOK AT THAT
NOW AND SAY, WELL, LET'S DO INTERSERVICING OR LET'S SLICE OUT 20
PERCENT, YOU CAN'T SLICE IT OUT QUITE THAT EASILY. IT'S A VERY
CCNE'USEDI‘DSAIC,ANDYCIJHAVE'IOIX)ITVERY, VERY CAREFULLY SO
THATYUJAREbDTSIICDBGTPSCMEIHII\ETHATYOUSUBSEQUENPLY
DETERMINED WAS VITAL FOR THE OVERALL SYSTEM. AND SO IT'S PERHAPS
BEEN ONE OF THE MOST DIFFICULT ISSUES THE CHIEFS HAVE WRESTLED
WITH OVER THE LAST YEAR.

THE CONCLUSION WE ALL CAME TO IN DOING THE ROLES AND MISSIONS
REPORT, AND I THINK EVERY ONE OF MY COLLEAGUES WILL RAISE HIS
HAND TODAY, IS THERE IS TOO MUCH CAPACITY. WE'VE GOT TO GET THE
CAPACITY DOWN. AND THEN WHEN THE CAPACITY IS DOWN, THEN WE HAVE
’IOFINDOUPH(WVBESTTOMANAGEITSOTHATWECANDEMI\ISTRAIE’IO
THE AMERICAN PEOPLE WE'RE MANAGING IT IN THE MOST EFFICIENT WAY
ANDWECANI@KFORMDREEFFICIEZ\CIES, THINGS WE CAN SEND OUT TO
PRIVATEVDRKANDOIHERSAVINGSWECANMAKETOMAKE'IHESYSTEM
EVEN SMALLER.

BUTWEHAVEbUPFOUM)THERIGHTSOLUTICNYET.LEITDJGEACH
SERVICE DO IT BY THEMSELVES DOESN'T WORK. THERE'S GOT TO BE
DISCIPLINE; WE ALL RECOGNIZE THAT. WHETHER THAT DISCIPLINE CAN
BE ACHIEVED BY FORCING GREATER INTERSERVICE COOPERATION OR BY
THEESTABIISHMENTOFANOVER-ARCHB\JG(IIMAMDSTRUCIURE, WE HAVE
NOT COME TO A SOLUTION TO THAT QUESTION.

ADM. KELSO: I'D BE GLAD TO, SIR. BUT FIRST OF ALL, MRS. COX, WE

ADM. KELSO: -- CAPABILITY, BECAUSE IF WE DON'T HAVE SOME PUBLIC
CAPABILITY, 'I'HENWEW]ILBEAT'I’HECOST’IHAT—-WHATEVERTHE
PRIVA'IESECIOR'SGOINGTOGIVEU.ANDWEHAVEHADTIMES,
PARTICULARLY IN OVERHAULS OF SHIPS, WHERE HAVING THE PUBLIC
SECIORWASVERYIMPORTANTTOUS'IOIIJTHAT.SOITHD\JKWEHAVE
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TO MAKE SOME JUDGMENTS IN THE SPLIT BETWEEN THE PUBLIC AND THE
PRIVATE SECTOR. IT'S CERTAINLY GOT TO BE COMPETITIVE BETWEEN THE
TWO TO KEEP THE COSTS DOWN IN THE LONG RUN.

MS. COX: THANK YOU.

GEN. MCPEAK: SIR, I THINK THIS ISSUE FOCUSSES ON AVIATION, BY
AND LARGE. I'M NOT IN A POSITION TO COMPETE FOR THE SHIPYARD
WORKLOAD. (LAUGHTER) SO -- BUT IN THE AVIATION BUSINESS, WE
CERTAINLY DO COMPETE, AND WE ARE INTERESTED IN DOING MORE
INTERSERVICING, WE'RE INTERESTED IN -- IN -- ESPECIALLY IN A
HEALTHY COMPETITION WITH THE PRIVATE SECTOR. FOR US, IT'S AN
INDUSTRTAL BASE ISSUE THAT WE NEED TO TAKE CARE OF.

AND SO, IN THE END, AS FRANK SAYS, WE NEED SOME BALANCE. WE NEED
SOME IN-HOUSE CAPABILITY, SOME OUT-HOUSE CAPABILITY. BUT WE
WELCOME MORE INTERSERVICING, WE WELCOME MORE OUTPLACEMENT OF
THIS WORK. NOW, WE -- WE --

MR. COURTER: LET ME ASK YOU, IF -- IF I MAY JUST JUMP IN THERE,
BECAUSE WE HAVE HEARD THOSE WORDS OVER AND OVER AGAIN FOR THREE
MONTHS. BUT THEN, WHEN YOU FOLLOW UP, WHAT THEY REALLY MEAN IS
"WE BELIEVE IN INTERSERVICING PROVIDED WE'RE THE ONES THAT GET
THE WORK. "

GEN. MCPEAK: YEAH. I AGREE THAT THERE ARE A LOT OF BUREAUCRATIC
PRESSURES IN THIS BUSINESS WHICH ARE HARD FOR THE POLICYMAKERS
TO RESIST. I ALSO AGREE, AS YOU UNDERSTAND, THAT WE GET A LOT OF
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HELP FROM THE LEGISLATIVE BRANCH ON HOW TO DO THIS, WHICH
SOMETIMES MAKE IT -- MAKES IT HARD FOR US TO PURSUE THESE
LAUDABLE OBJECTIVES. SO THERE ARE MANY FACTORS AND TENSION HERE.
BUT WHAT I WOULD JUST SAY IS THAT SPEAKING FOR THE AIR FORCE, WE
WELOCOME THIS MORE COMPETITIVE APPROACH, BOTH IN-HOUSE AND OUT-
HOUSE.

WE CONCLUDED WHAT'S OBVIOUS TO EVERYBODY: THAT WE NEEDED TO CUT
EXCESS DEPOT CAPACITY. BUT WHEN WE STARTED TO LOCK AT IT ON A
CASE BY CASE BASIS, WE FOUND THAT IT DIDN'T MAKE SENSE AS A
PAYING PROPOSITION VERY OFTEN. IT'S ABOUT A BILLION DOLLARS TO
CLOSE AN AIR FORCE DEPOT -- ONE BILLION DOLLARS. TO PAY OFF THE
RETURN ON THAT IS A HUNDRED YEARS PLUS. IT -- FROM MY POINT OF
VIEW, I WOULD PREFER TO OPERATE THOSE DEPOTS AT WELL BELOW
CAPACITY, JUST FROM THE STANDPOINT OF THE ECONOMICS OF THIS
BUSINESS, FROM, YOU KNOW, WHAT MAKES THE MOST SENSE FOR THE
AMERICAN PEOPLE. IT MAKES MORE SENSE TO CONTINUE THEM IN
OPERATION AS INEFFICIENT ENTERPRISES THAN TO CLOSE THEM AS A --
AS A COLD-BLOODED FINANCIAL: MATTER.



NOW, WE FOUND THAT WAS TRUE OF ALL OF OUR DEPOTS, AND IT WAS
ONLY AFTER WE LOOKED AT MCCLELLAN WITH -- AT GREAT LENGTH AND
TRIED TO BE VERY IMAGINATIVE ABOUT HOW WE MIGHT DO THIS THAT WE
FOUND IN THE CASE OF MCCLELLAN BECAUSE THE WEAPONS SYSTEMS THERE
ARE AGING ONES -- PRINCIPALLY THE A-10 AND THE F-111 -- AND IF
YOU PHASED IT OVER THE MAXIMUM OF SIX YEARS AND SO FORTH THAT
YOU MIGHT GET TO SOMETHING THAT LOOKED LIKE A PAYING PROPOSITION
ECONOMICALLY .

NOW, I SUPPORT THE DECISION OF SECRETARY ASPIN TO TAKE MCCLELLAN
OFF THE LIST. HE HAS A MUCH BROADER PERSPECTIVE ON THIS,
INCLUDING HIS CONCERNS ABOUT THE -- THE WHOLE IMPACT FROM ALL
THE BASES AND THE TIMING OF THE THING AND SO FORTH. HOWEVER, OUR
ANALYSIS SHOWED US THAT ONLY THAT DEPOT MADE SENSE ECONOMICALLY
TO CLOSE. IF WE WERE GOING TO GO BACK, BY THE WAY, AND LOCK AT
THIS ISSUE AGAIN, WE WOULD LOOK AT ALL OF THE DEPOTS.

NOW, THE -- THE -- THE APPROACH THE COMMISSICN HAS TAKEN HASN'T
BEEN PRECISELY THAT. FOR INSTANCE, IT'S MY UNDERSTANDING THAT
YOU'RE LOOKING ONLY AT THE MISSILE PART OF OGDEN HILL. I THINK
THAT IF WE'RE GOING TO RE- OPEN THE BIDDING, YOU OUGHT TO LOCK
AT THIS AS A COMPREHENSIVE PROBLEM ACROSS THE BOARD. AND I'M --
I'M CONFIDENT THAT YOU'LL FIND WHAT WE FOUND -- THAT IT JUST
DCOESN'T PAY OFF IN FINANCIAL TERMS TO DO THIS.

SO WHAT WE WOULD LIKE TO DO, I THINK, IS -- IS TO CONTINUE THE
EMPHASIS OF -- ON INTERSERVICING, ON COMPETITION AMONG THE
SERVICES AND THE PRIVATE SECTOR, AND, YOU KNOW, JUST LET THE
THING RUN DOWN IF WE HAVE TO OVER TIME.

MR. COURTER: JUST TO PUT THINGS IN PERSPECTIVE, IT'S MY
UNDERSTANDING THAT JUST ABOUT 2 PERCENT OF THE WORK IN OUR
DEPOTS IS INTERSERVICED. AND THAT -- YOU KNOW, AND THAT IS -- IS
FAR DIFFERENT THAN -- THAN THE STATEMENT THAT "CONTINUING OUR
EMPHASIS IN INTERSERVICING."

I KNOW YOU'RE TRYING HARD -- (LAUGHS) -- AND I KNOW THE
RESISTANCE. I'VE BEEN OUT THERE. I'VE FELT IT. I'VE SEEN IT.
IT'S BRUTAL. IT REALLY IS. BUT WE SOMEHOW HAVE TO DO BETTER.

I'M SORRY I JUMPED IN. IT WAS --
MS. COX: (LAUGHS) THANK YOU.
MR. COURTER: COMMISSIONER HARRY MCPHERSON.

HARRY MCPHERSON: INTERSERVICING REMINDS ME OF CAMPAIGN REFORM.
(LAUGHTER) EVERYBODY'S FOR IT UNTIL YOU START GETTING SPECIFIC.

JIM COURTER ASKED A FINE, PROUD GENERAL OFFICER WHETHER HE WAS
FOR IT, AND HE SATD "ABSOLUTELY," AND IN THE NEXT 15 MINUTES
DESCRIBED WHY HE DOESN'T INTERSERVICE: BECAUSE YOU JUST CAN'T
GET YOUR WORK BACK FROM THIS OTHER -- THIS POTENTIAL
INTERSERVICING PARTNER ON TIME. IT'S NOT WELL DONE. IT'S JUST A
LOUSY JOB IN EVERY WAY. THAT WAS AFTER HAVING STARTED OFF SAYING
HE'S FOR INTERSERVICING. SO I KNOW IT IS VERY TOUGH.

IT'S NOT -- THIS IS NOT JUST AN ABSTRACT QUESTION. YOU HAD -- AT
THE TIME YOU TESTIFIED BEFORE US FIRST YOU HAD A REPORT FROM A
COMMITTEE, A TASK FORCE THAT WAS CHAIRED BY GENERAL LENT (SP)
THAT TOLD US -- TOLD THE NATION THAT WE WERE SPENDING SOMEWHERE
BETWEEN 25 AND 50 -- WE HAD ABOUT 25 AND 50 PERCENT TOO MUCH
DEPOT MAINTENANCE CAPACITY: 25 AND 50 PERCENT TOO MUCH. AND THE
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LINE ITEM FOR THAT IN THE SERVICES, IF YOU TAKE DEPOT

MAINTENANCE -- SHIPYARDS AND AIR DEPOTS AND ALL THAT -- IS ABOUT
DOLLAR 13-1/2 BILLION. NOW, I KNOW IT DOESN'T -- YOU DAN'T HAVE A
DIRECT PROPORTION THERE OF THAT. YOU -- IF YOU CUT OUT 25
PERCENT, YOU WOULDN'T SAVE FOUR BILLION, OR WHATEVER -- THREE
BILLION -- NECESSARILY.

BUT IT IS BIG MONEY THAT WE ARE SPENDING ON EXCESS CAPACITY,
MINEY THAT COULD BE SPENT ON READINESS OF THE FORCES, MONEY
THAT, AS FAR AS I'M CONCERNED, COULD BE SPENT ON HEAD START
PROGRAM. I MEAN, THERE'S A LOT OF TAXPAYERS' DOLLARS THAT ARE
GOING INTO STUFF THAT ISN'T BEING -- ISN'T REALLY NEEDED RIGHT
NOW. AND LESS OF IT WILL BE NEEDED AS WE GO ON, WE HOPE.

AND SO YOU'VE -- AND SO INTERSERVICING IS IMPORTANT BECAUSE IT
MEANS THAT YOU CAN MORE EFFICIENTLY USE THE DEPOTS THAT YOU HAVE
AND CUT OUT SOME OF THEM. AND I -- GENERAL MCPEAK, I CAN
UNDERSTAND HOW YOU -- WHY YOU FEEL AS YOU DO -- MY INSTINCT IN
ALL OF THIS -- AND I MUST SAY THIS HAS BEEN THE MOST
EXTRAORDINARY EDUCATION I'VE HAD IN A LONG TIME -- MY INSTINCT
IS TO CUT BACK AND NOT TO ELIMINATE BASES BECAUSE -- AND DEPOTS
BECAUSE THERE ARE REAL HUMAN BEINGS OUT THAT HAVE BEEN WORKING
THERE FOR 20 OR 30 YEARS, AND -- MAYBE IN MANY CASES, AND A
NUMBER OF SHIPYARDS, ADMIRAL KELSO, WHERE TWO OR THREE
GENERATIONS OF THE SAME FAMILY HAVE BEEN WORKING IN THAT
SHIPYARD. AND I DON'T WANT TO CLOSE, I WANT TO CUT THEM BACK.
BUT I'M TOLD OVER AND OVER BY OUR STAFF AND BY THE EXPERTS THAT
WE -- WHO HELP US THAT YOU DON'T SAVE MONEY THAT WAY, THAT THE
SERVICES DO NOT SAVE MONEY KEEPING THESE BIG LOGISTICAL
ENTERPRISES OPEN. IT IS TAKING MONEY FOR THE LIGHTS, AND THE
HEAT, AND THE ATR CONDITIONING, AND THE TOOLS, AND THE SECURITY,
AND ALL, THAT STUFF THAT COULD BE BETTER SPENT OTHERWISE.

I REALLY TAKE YOUR POINT AND YOUR COMMENTS, MR. SECRETARY, THIS
MORNING, AND I -- IT'S -- FOR THE BENEFIT OF THE NON-WARRIORS IN
THE CROWD, AND EVEN IN WASHINGTON THERE MUST BE A FEW OF THOSE,
MY -- OUR FUNCTION WHEN WE LOOK AT OUR TEST, AT THE HURDLE WE
HAVE TO GET OVER IF WE CHANGE YOUR RECOMMENDATIONS -- THE
SUBSTANTTIAL DEVIATION HURDLE -- IS RATHER LIKE AN APPELIATE
OOURT HURDLE. IN OTHER WORDS, WE'RE NOT TRYING THIS CASE FROM
THE START. WE'RE NOT -- WE'RE NOT LOOKING AT YOUR LIST OR WIPING
IT OUT AND STARTING WITH OUR OWN LIST. I WOULD DO IT DIFFERENILY
IN MANY CASES, AND WITH ALL DEFERENCE TO YOU, MR. SECRETARY, AND
TO YOUR COLLEAGUES, AND TO THE STAFF AT THE PENTAGON THAT WORKED
ON THIS, THIS IS NOT BRAIN SURGERY, AND IT IS NOT -- THERE IS
NOT JUST ONE WAY TO DO IT. THERE ARE A NUMBER -- MANY, MANY
CASES WHERE CHOICES HAVE BEEN MADE BETWEEN TWO OR THREE BASES
THAT MIGHT HAVE BEEN MADE THE OTHER WAY, AND IT WOULD NOT
CRIPPLE THE UNITED STATES AT ALL. WHICH AIR BASE OUGHT TO BE OUR
ATR MOBILITY CENTER? SHOULD IT BE PLATTSBURGH, GRIFFISS, OR
MCGUIRE? WELL, YOU ALL HAVE CHOSEN PLATTSBURGH. PRETTY GOOD CASE
TO BE MADE FOR GRIFFISS, GOOD CASE TO BE MADE FOR MCGUIRE. IT'S
NOT GOING TO MEAN THAT WE DON'T GET TROOPS TO EUROPE OR WHEREVER
WE HAVE TO SEND THEM IF WE PICK ONE OF THE OTHERS.

HOWEVER, WHEN YOU LOCK AT IT, DID YOU SUBSTANTIALLY DEVIATE FROM
THE FORCE STRUCTURE AND THE EIGHT CRITERIA WHEN YOU CHOSE
PLATTSBURGH TO BE THE ATR MOBILITY CENTER. IT'S A -- IT WOULD BE
VERY -- THAT'S GOING TO BE A TOUGH QUESTION FOR US TO ANSWER.
IT'S GOING TO BE HARD FOR US TO SAY YES, YOU DID.

SO I RECOGNIZE -- WE ARE NOT TRYING THIS CASE FROM THE GET-GO.
WE ARE LOOKING AT IT ON THE PELLET LEVEL. AND -- AND WE
RECOGNIZE THAT, ALSO RECOGNIZING THAT WE ARE NOT LIKELY, IF WE
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MARE A FEW DIFFERENT CHOICES, TO BE JEOPARDIZING THE DEFENSE AND
THE NATIONAL SECURITY OF THE UNITED STATES.

NOW, LAST QUESTION. I ONLY HAVE ONE QUESTICN. I'VE BEEN MAKING A
SPEECH, SO MY QUESTION IS, WHEN YOU LOOKED AT -- AT ECONOMIC
IMPACT, MR. SECRETARY, AND YOU -- YOU PRESERVED MCCLELLAN, DID
YOU -- DID YOU IOOK AT THE ECONOMIC CUMULATIVE -- OR THE -- THE
OVERALL ECONOMIC IMPACT OF THE CLOSINGS IN CHARLESTON ON THE
ECONOMY OF THAT CITY?

SEC. ASPIN: MR. CHAIRMAN, LET ME -- LET -- LET ME ASK THE -- THE
-- THE QUESTION IS YES, WE DID (SIC). I MEAN, WE CONSIDERED --
WE WENT BACK AND WENT THROUGH THE WHOLE LIST WITH THIS NOTION OF
CUMULATIVE IMPACT IN MIND IN THINKING THROUGH, OKAY. AND -- AND
AS I EXPLAINED IN MY STATEMENT, THE CUMULATIVE IMPACT CAN COME
FROM WHEN YOU OVERLAY EACH OF THE SERVICES ON THE LIST AND THEN
SEE WHETHER YOU'VE OVERHIT ONE COMMUNITY, AND THEN WHEN YOU DO
IT BY LOOKING AT THE PAST, AT THE -- AT THE 1988 AND THE 1991
ROUND OF BASE CLOSURES. AND WE CAME TO THE CONCLUSION THAT THE
ONE AREA OF THE COUNTRY THAT HAD A CASE WAS THE NORTHERN
CALIFORNIA -- SORT OF SACRAMENTO TO SAN FRANCISCO DOWN TO WHERE
FORT ORD USED TO BE. THAT -- THAT KIND OF TRIANGLE WE HAD HIT
PRETTY HARD ON THIS ROUND, AND WE HAD HIT THEM PRETTY HARD IN A
COUPLE OF PREVIOUS ROUNDS.

CAN I JUST MAKE REFERENCE TO THE -- TO -- TO YOUR EARLIER
COMMENTS, HARRY, JUST A SECOND?

FIRST OF ALL, I -- YOU'RE ABSOLUTELY RIGHT, AND I THINK WHAT THE
STAFF IS TELLING YOU IS RIGHT. YOU DO GOT TO CLOSE THE BASES
RATHER THAN DOWNSIZING ALL OF THEM. AND I THINK THAT'S A
PRINCIPLE OF WHY THIS BASE CLOSURE COMMISSION WAS SET UP. I
MEAN, THE MONEY TO BE SAVED IS IN ACTUALLY SAYING WE GOT FIVE OF
THESE DEPOTS AND WE ONLY NEED THREE OF THEM, OR AT MAX AT -- AT
-- AT THE MOST WE NEED FOUR. AND HOW -- AND WE REALLY OUGHT TO
ELIMINATE, RATHER THAN DOWNSIZING ALL BY 20 PERCENT OR
SOMETHING, YOU REALLY WANT TO TAKE OUT AND ACTUALLY ELIMINATE. I
THINK THAT -- THAT IS THE RIGHT ANSWER.

YOU ARE ALSO CORRECT IN THE SENSE THAT IT IS OFTEN A VERY CLOSE
CALL AS TO WHICH ONE YOU DO, BECAUSE YOU CAN MATHEMATICALLY --
THE THING THAT'S MADE BASE CLOSING SUCH A -- BEDEVILED US FOR SO
MANY YEARS AND WHY WE ENDED UP WITH THIS PROCESS THAT WE HAVE
NOW WHERE THE PENTAGON MAKES THE CHOICE, AND THEN YOU -- AND
THEN THE COMMISSION HAS TO OVERSEE IT IS THAT YOU CAN
MATHEMATICALLY SHOW, AS YOU -- WE -- WE ARE DOING IN THE CASE OF
THE DEPOTS, THAT WE GOT TOO MANY DEPOTS. WHAT YOU CAN'T DO IS
MATHEMATICALLY SHOW WHICH ONE OF THEM OUGHT TO BE CLOSED. IN
OTHER WORDS, IT'S A JUDGMENT CALL, OFTEN, AS TO WHICH ONE OF THE
-- OF -- OF THE FACILITIES GET CLOSED, ALTHOUGH YOU CAN SHOW
MATHEMATTCALLY THAT YOU OUGHT TO CLOSE ONE OF THEM.

TARKE THE DEPOT CASE YOU TALKED ABOUT, MCCLELLAN. YOU GOT
MCCLELLAN, YOU GOT A.P. HILL, YOU GOT TINKER, YOU GOT WARNER
ROBINS, AND YOU GOT SAN ANTONIO. IN THE LONG RUN, WE'RE NOT
GOING TO NEED ALL FIVE OF THOSE. THERE'S NO QUESTION WE'RE NOT
GOING TO NEED ALL FIVE OF THOSE. THE QUESTION IS HOW -- HOW DO
YOU DO IT, AND WHICH ONE DO YOU DO?

SO YOU CAN SHOW MATHEMATICALLY THAT YOU GOT TOO MANY, YOU CAN --
IT'S A TOUGHER THING TO SHOW MATHEMATICALLY THAT WE WANT TO
CLOSE BASE A OR BASE C RATHER THAN BASE B OR -- YOU KNOW, WHICH
ONE OF THEM? YOU GOT -- YOU GOT THREE. YOU CAN SHOW
MATHEMATTCALLY YOU ONLY NEED TWO. HOW DO YOU KNOW WHICH ONE
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YOU'RE GOING TO -- GOING TO CLOSE? THAT'S ESSENTIALLY WHERE THE

- JUDGMENT COMES IN, AND THE MILITARY KIND OF JUDGMENT ABOUT, YOU
KNOW, HOW THEY FEEL ABOUT THE THING AND -- AND -- AND OTHER
KINDS OF CALCULATIONS THAT -- THAT -- THAT ARE FINE. IT -- IT'S
JUST NOT SUCH A CLEAR -- A CLEAR CASE, AND -- AND I UNDERSTAND
IT. BUT THAT'S IN A SENSE WHY THAT HURDLE WAS PUT INTO THE --
INTO THE -- INTO THE PROCESS.

FUND THAT WOULD ENABLE YOU TO MOVE AND GET RID OF THAT
O0ST-OF -CLOSURE HANGUP, I THINK PEOPLE LIKE GENERAL MCPEAK AND
OTHERS WOULD BE MORE WILLING TO LOOK AT. BUT SO IT'S SOMETHING
YOU'RE LOOKING AT FROM THE -- I'M SURE FROM THE BOTTOM UP.

LET ME JUST MAKE ONE -- TWO FURTHER POINTS. FIRST, I
OONGRATULATE YOU ON FOCUSING ON THE IMPORTANCE OF MOVING RAPIDLY
AFTER THESE DECISIONS AND ASSIGNING SOMEONE WITH, YOU KNOW, REAL
SIGNIFICANCE IN YOUR DOD OFFICE THAT CAN FOLLOW UP AND BE
RESPONSIBLE AND HAVE THIS WHOLE PROCESS MOVE AHEAD RAPIDLY, AND
SOMEONE THAT'S A HEAVY MOVE THE PROCESS ALONG.

I THINK IT GOT LACK OF ATTENTION IN THE PAST, AND I'M SO PLEASED
THAT YOU'RE AWARE THAT I'M A VETERAN, AS JIM IS, OF THE '91
PROCESS. AND WE JUST -- THAT'S ONE OF THE CONCERNS WE'VE HAD ON
OUR MIND.

MY THIRD POINT IS TO JUST SAY AS WE LOOKED AT THE NATICONAL
CAPITAL REGION PROGRAM FOR THE NAVY, IT BROUGHT OUT TO THIS
COMMISSIONER, AT LEAST, THE, REALLY, SIZE OF THE STAFF AND
SUPPORT. I ADDED UP THE NUMBERS INVOLVED, ADMIRAL KELSO, AND THE
SPACE NEEDED FOR YOUR RECOMMENDED MOVES. THAT'S 2.7 MILLION
SQUARE FEET. IT'S SORT OF ACRES OF BUREAUCRACY. (LAUGHTER)

AND SO AS -- AS WE LOOK AT THIS PAINFUL PROCESS OF, YOU KNOW,
CLOSING DEPOTS, BASES, AND COMMUNITIES AROUND THE COUNTIRY, I
HOPE WE'RE LOOKING AT THIS OVERHEAD PROBLEM, BECAUSE REALLY, I
KNOW IT'S TOUGH, BUT WE'RE MAKING TOUGH DECISIONS AS YOU
RECOMMENDED IN THE FIELD, AND IT JUST SEEMS TO ME WE NEED TO
SHRINK THAT DRAMATICALLY AS WE GO FORWARD IN THIS PROCESS OF
DOWNSIZING.

ADM. KELSO: I'D LIKE TO JUMP IN, MR. CHATIRMAN.
MR. COURTER: OKAY.
MR. : ALL RIGHT, LET ME SAY --

MR. STUART: I PICKED ON YOU, SIR, BECAUSE IT WAS IN THE NATIONAL
CAPITAL REGION.

ADM. KELSO: THAT'S -- I -- THAT'S FINE.

ONE OF THE REASONS THAT WE TRIED TO MOVE OUT OF THE NATIONAL
CAPITAL REGION IS TO CONSOLIDATE SOME OF THOSE THINGS WITH OTHER
FUNCTIONS TO REDUCE THE BUREAUCRACY IN WHERE THEY'RE MOVING TO.
AND ONE OF THE SAVINGS OUT OF IT IS THERE ARE LESS PEOPLE
INVOLVED, AND WE HAVE BEEN IN THE PROCESS OF DOWNSIZING THE
BUREAUCRACY BY 30 PERCENT OVER THIS PERIOD OF TIME, AND BY '94
IT'LL BE DOWN ABOUT 30 PERCENT BY WHAT IT WAS WHEN WE STARTED IN
ABOUT '89, SIR.

MR. STUART: WELL, THAT'S --

ADM, KELSO: SO IT IS COMING DOWN. YES, SIR.




MR. STUART: WHEN WE'RE SPECIFICALLY TALKING ABOUT THOSE MOVES,
ONE OF THE ISSUES THAT COMES BEFORE US IS WHETHER THERE IS AN
ALTERNATIVE SITE FOR THE BUREAU OF PERSONNEL, BECAUSE IT -- IT
WOULD SEEM IF ALL THAT IS HOLDING MEMPHIS IS THE ARRIVAL OF --
OF YOUR BUPERS PEOPLE, WHETHER THERE'D BE AN ALTERNATIVE SITE,
AND WILL YOUR PEOPLE TAKE A LOOK AT THAT POSSIBILITY?

ADM. KELSO: WELL, COMMISSICONER STUART, WE DID LOOK AT WHERE TO
-- WHERE TO MOVE THINGS, OBVIOUSLY, AND WE THOUGHT THAT MEMPHIS
WAS THE RIGHT PLACE TO PUT THE BUREAU OF NAVAL PERSONNEL. FIRST
OF ALL, IT'S -- OUR ANALYSIS SHOWS THAT IT'S COST EFFECTIVE TO
MOVE IT OUT OF WASHINGTON, TO MOVE IT TO MEMPHIS SO IT WOULD
LESS COST TO US.

THE BUREAU OF NAVAL PERSONNEL IS A -- IS A -- IS A VERY
IMPORTANT ENTITY, IN MY MILITARY JUDGMENT, --

MR. STUART: ABSOLUTELY.

ADM. KELSO: -- TO THE NAVY, THAT IT BE AN INDEPENDENT
ORGANIZATION, THAT IT'S NOT SUBSUMED SOMEWHERE ELSE, AND IT HAVE
THAT KIND OF A CAPABILITY TO BE THAT. I THINK IT WILL FUNCTION
WELL IN THAT. SO WE LOOKED, AND WE CHOSE MEMPHIS FOR THOSE KIND
OF REASONS TO MOVE IT TO, SINCE IT WAS COST EFFECTIVE AS WELL TO
MOVE IT OUT AND LET SOME -- AND USE THAT SPACE HERE IN
WASHINGTON.

MR. STUART: ONE OF THE ISSUES THAT WE AT LEAST UNDERSTOOD IS

THAT IF THE BUREAU OF PERSONNEL WERE NOT MOVING TO MEMPHIS, IT
MIGHT BE POSSIBLE TO RECOMMEND TO ALL OF YOU TO CLOSE MEMPHIS.
AND OUR JOB IS REALLY TO LOOK AT CLOSING UP FACILITIES, AND I
JUST WONDERED IF THERE WAS AN ALTERNATIVE.

ADM. KELSO: WELL, I -- I THINK YOU HAVE TO LOOK AT WHAT WE --
THE TOTAL PROCESS OF WHAT WE DID. WHAT WE DID WAS CONSCLIDATE
THE NAVAL AIR TECHNICAL TRAINING CENTERS INTO PENSACOLA. WE WERE
LOOKING FOR A PLACE TO PUT THE NAVAL BUREAU OF PERSONNEL. AND IT
WAS COST EFFECTIVE TO MOVE THE BUREAU THERE TO MEMPHIS AND TO --
TO RUN IT. AND AS I SAID, IT'S ABOUT THE CENTER OF THE COUNIRY
FOR PEOPLE TO COME TO. IT FIT THE BILL FOR WHERE WE WANTED TO
PUT THE BUREAU OF NAVAL PERSONNEL. AND I THINK IN MY JUDGMENT
IT'S A GOOD DECISION TO DO SO, SIR.

MR. STUART: THANK YOU, SIR.

GEN. MCPEAK: I WOULD JUST LIKE TO -- TO MAKE A SLIGHT AMENDMENT
HERE, BECAUSE ALTHOUGH IT IS ALWAYS PAINFUL TO CLOSE BASES, I
DON'T FEEL ANY PRESSURE IN THAT SENSE TO SHRINK FROM THAT
PROCESS, AND I -- NOR DO I THINK THE AIR FORCE HAS. WHEN I
JOINED THE AIR FORCE IN 1957, WE HAD 135 LARGE INSTALLATIONS IN
THE UNITED STATES AND ALASKA AND HAWAII. WE CLOSED ABOUT 40 CF
THEM BEFORE THE BASE CLOSURE PROCESS STARTED -- THE COMMISSICN.

WE CLOSED BASES DURING VIETNAM. THESE WERE WORLD WAR II BASES
THAT WE LEFT TO HANG OVER THE WORLD WAR II SITUATION. AND SINCE
THE BASE CLOSURE COMMISSION HAS STOOD UP, WE'RE CLOSING DOWN
MORE WORLD WAR II BASES AND SOME BASES BUILT DURING THE COLD WAR
ERA, ABOUT 30 OR SO IF YOU APPROVE THE RECOMMENDATIONS WE'VE
MADE TO THIS COMMISSION. SO THAT BY THE END OF THE PROCESS THAT
YOU APPROVE, IF YOU APPROVE THE NUMBERS WE'VE SUBMITTED TO YOU,
WE'LL HAVE SOMETHING LIKE HALF THE NUMBER OF MAJOR INSTALLATICONS
IN THE UNITED STATES WE HAD WHEN I STARTED IN THE AIR FORCE,
ABOUT HALF. IT'S ALWAYS BEEN PAINFUL IN EVERY COMMUNITY, AND WE
HAVE NOT SHRUNK FROM THAT PROSPECT, TO TRY TO DO WHAT WE THOUGHT
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WAS RIGHT FOR THE OOUNTRY.

NOW, IN THE CASE OF DEPOTS, WE SHOULDN'T TALK AS THOUGH THERE
WERE NOTHING BUT SAVINGS TO BE REALIZED BY CLOSING DEPOTS. IF
THAT WERE TRUE, WE'D CLOSE -- THE SITUATICN, I MEAN, WOULD BE
SELF-CORRECTING. THE FACT OF THE MATTER IS THERE ARE COSTS
ASSOCIATED WITH CLOSING THESE DEPOTS. AS I SAID, ABOUT A BILLION
DOLLARS PER DEPOT, AND IT TAKES A LONG TIME FOR THE PROJECTED
SAVINGS TO MAKE THIS A PAYING PROPOSITICN. IF YOU RIDE THE TRAIN
BETWEEN HERE AND NEW YORK, YOU'LL SEE A LOT OF CLOSED FACTORY
BUILDINGS THAT PEOPLE HAVE JUST BOARDED UP AND WALKED AWAY FROM.
WE CANNOT DO THAT. WE HAVE TO REMEDIATE THESE INSTALLATIONS AND,
IN THE CASE OF DEPOTS, AT VERY HIGH COST. THE DEPOTS CONTAIN
EXTREMELY EXPENSIVE, SOMETIMES ONE OF A KIND, EQUIPMENT AND
TOOLS THAT WILL SIMPLY HAVE TO BE RELOCATED. WE CAN'T DYNAMITE
THEM AND WALK AWAY FROM IT.

SO, THERE ARE VERY LARGE CLOSURE COSTS HERE. IT IS NOT THAT WE
ARE SHRINKING FROM A RESPONSIBILITY TO CLOSE IT. IT'S THAT WE DO
THE ARTTHMETIC.

MR. STUART: I THINK, GENERAL, WHAT I WAS DRIVING AT WAS, WOULD
THERE BE SOME OVERALL FUND THAT WOULD BE AVAILABLE TO MAKE THESE
DECISIONS EASIER SO IT WOULDN'T --

GEN. MCPEAK: WELL, THERE IS, SIR. THERE IS A BASE CLOSURE FUND.
THERE ARE MONIES AVAILABLE. BUT WHEN IT COSTS A BILLION DOLLARS
TO CLOSE AN INSTALLATION, YOU PUT A PRETTY BIG DENT IN THAT. SO,
I JUST SAY THAT YOU SHOULDN'T CHARACTERIZE OUR APPROACH ON THIS
AS BEING SKITTISH OR RESPONDING TO CONGRESSIONAL OR OTHER
PRESSURE, LOCAL COMMUNITY PRESSURE, OR ANYTHING ELSE. WE'RE
TRYING TO DO THE BEST JOB WE CAN HERE FOR THE TAXPAYER DOLLAR
THAT'S BEEN ENTRUSTED TO US.

MR. STUART: (OFF MIKE.)
MR. COURTER: COMMISSICNER BEVERLY BYRON.
BEVERLY BYRON: THANK YOU, MR. CHAIRMAN.

I HAVE A SERTES OF QUESTIONS ON OTHER ISSUES OTHER THAN DEPOTS,
BUT LET ME ASK THE SECRETARY FIRST, BECAUSE I KNOW THE CLOCK IS
RUNNING. IS YOUR TIME AS SUCH THAT YOU HAVE TO WALK OUT OF THE
ROOM AT 11:30, OR CAN YOU BE A LITTLE FLEXTBLE?

SEC. ASPIN: WE'RE HERE TILL NOON.

MS. BYRON: OH, WONDERFUL. LET ME FIRST OF ALL SAY TO ADMIRAL
KELSO, GENERAL MCPEAK HAS YOUR ENGINES BECAUSE WE HAVE SEEN THEM
IN HIS DEPOTS. AND LET ME SAY TO GENERAL SULLIVAN --

GEN. MCPEAK: AN HONEST COMPETITION WAS -- (LAUGHTER) --

MS. BYRON: I'M NOT QUESTIONING THE COMPETITION. I'M JUST TELLING
HIM WHERE HIS ENGINES ARE. GENERAL SULLIVAN, WE HAVE SEEN YOUR
DEPOTS, AND I'M NOT GOING TO SPEND A LOT OF TIME TALKING ABOUT
DEPOTS. I KNOW MORE ABOUT DEPOTS THAN I EVER NEED TO RNOW. ONCE
WE HAVE FINISHED THIS BASE CLOSING COMMISSION, I CAN GO RUN A
DEPOT, I HAVE SO MUCH -- I AM VERY GOOD ON WHEELED VEHICLES. I
KNOW THE INTERSERVICING OF COMMUNICATIONS EQUIPMENT. SO --

BUT WHAT I'VE HEARD AGAIN AND AGATN, GENERAL SULLIVAN, IS THAT
YOU HAVE 80 FACILITIES THAT ARE NOT DEPOTS, BUT THEY DO DEPOT
LEVEL WORK. AND THE DEPOTS SAY IF THOSE FACILITIES WERE CLOSED,



YOUR DEPOTS WOULD BE FULL. NOW, THAT'S OBVIOUSLY SOMETHING
THAT'S GOING TO BE LOCKED AT WITH YOUR BOTTOM-UP REVIEW OR
TOP-DOWN REVIEW OR MIDDLE-LEVEL REVIEW OR WHEREVER. IT SEEMS TO
ME TODAY IN THE HEARING TESTIMONY THAT THE DEPOT SEEMS TO BE THE
TATIL WAGGING THE DOG, AND I THINK WE NEED TO GET BACK TO THE
MATN CONCERN AS WE LOOK AT BASE CLOSING, AND THAT IS WHAT OUR
NATIONAL SECURITY ASPECTS ARE GOING TO BE.

I'M VERY CONCERNED AS WE LOOK AT THE LIST THAT'S PRESENTED TO
US, AS WE KNOW WE'VE TALKED ABOUT RESERVE AND GUARD FORCE. IN
THE ATR FORCE, WE HAVE ALWAYS HAD AN EASY MESH OF RESERVE AND
GUARD. IN THE NAVY, IT GETS VERY DIFFICULT TO PULL IN A RESERVE
COMPONENT. ON THE BASE CLOSING LIST ARE SEVERAL RESERVE
COMPONENTS OR REALIGNMENTS OF RESERVE COMPONENTS, AND I THINK
SOME OF THE MEMBERS OF THIS COMMISSION ARE TROUBLED WITH THE
FACT THAT IF WE ACCEPT THE LIST EN TOTO AS PRESENTED TO US, WE
WILL HAVE NO NAVAL RESERVE PRESENCE IN THE NORTHEAST SECTION OF
THE COUNTRY, AND THAT TROUBLES THIS MEMBER.

WE'VE TALKED ABOUT THE CONCERN AS WE DRAW DOWN OUR SERVICE.
THERE IS NO QUESTION THAT WE'RE DRAWING DOWN, THERE IS NO
QUESTION THAT WE'RE DRAWING DOWN IN PERSONNEL. WE'VE GOT TO
CLOSE BASES. WE HAD THE GOOD DAYS WHEN WE HAD A 300 -- ALMOST
DOLLAR 300 BILLION DOD BILL. LAST YEAR WAS 289 (BILLION DOLLARS);
THIS YEAR THEY'RE TALKING ABOUT 260 (BILLION DOLLARS). NEXT YEAR,
HEAVEN KNOWS WHERE -- AND WE'VE GOT TO HAVE MONEY LEFT TO TAKE
CARE OF THE PEOPLE, AND THE TRAINING, AND OUR MISSIONS, AND SO
THE BASES HAD TO BE CLOSED.

WHERE I HAVE PROBLEMS WHAT THE SIZE OF OUR NAVY IS GOING TO BE,
WHAT THE SIZE OF SUBMARINE FORCE IS GOING TO BE, AND ARE WE
IOOKING AT THE STRUCTURE AS ORIGINALLY PRESENTED TO US WITH THE
WEST COAST CARRIER HOME PORT PLAN EXISTING WITH A NUCLEAR
CAPABILITY OF OUR CARRIER FORCE -- A TWELVE-, A TEN-, AN
EIGHT-CARRIER FORCE? ARE WE ADDRESSING THAT AS PRESENTED TO US
WITH THE NUMBER OF PIERS THAT ARE GOING TO BE AVAILABLE TO BE
NUCLEAR CERTTFIED FOR THE CARRIER FORCE. AS WE LOOK AT OUR
SUBMARINE FORCE, WHAT IS THE COMPONENT AND WHAT IS THE SIZE OF
THAT SUBMARINE FORCE GOING TO BE? ARE WE LOOKING AT SOME CHANGES
THAT COULD BE FINE TUNED AS WE GO THROUGH THIS EXERCISE? THE
CLOSURE OF ALAMEDA AND THE TESTIMONY THAT WE HAD AGAIN AND AGAIN
-- THE ALAMEDA ATR STATION WAS ONLY SCORED AS AN AIR STATION.
THERE WAS NO CAPABILITY GIVEN TO THE FACT THAT IT HAS TWO PIERS
CAPABLE OF HANDLING THREE NUCLEAR CARRIERS.

ADMIRAL KELSO, CAN YOU KIND OF TOUCH ON THOSE? AND THEN I HAVE
ONE OTHER AREA THAT I WANT TO GET INTO.

ADM. KELSO: WELL, WE LOOKED AT ALL OF THOSE ISSUES, AND AS THE
SECRETARY SATID IN HIS TESTIMONY, WE CHOSE THE FORCE STRUCTURE
THAT WE WERE GIVEN TO LOOK AT AND TRIED TO SIZE THE CAPACITY FOR
THE NAVY TO THAT FORCE STRUCTURE. THAT WAS BASICALLY ASSIGNED
OUT BY THE PREVIOUS SECRETARY OF DEFENSE, AND THAT WAS WHAT WE
WERE ASKED TO USE, AND THAT WAS WHAT WE USED IN OUR PROCESS --
THAT WE HAD ENOUGH CAPACITY LEFT IN ORDER TO FIT THE FORCE
STRUCTURE THAT WE WERE GIVEN IN THE BASE CLOSURES THAT WE
RECOMMENDED. SO WE DID LOOK AT THE LEVEL OF SUBMARINES, THE
LEVEL OF CARRTERS THAT WERE IN THAT FORCE STRUCTURE, AND WE HAD
ENOUGH SPACES TO TAKE CARE OF THOSE IN OUR -- IN THE CLOSURE

AND I'LL JUST USE AS AN EXAMPLE, IN THE BRAC, I BELIEVE IT WAS
THE '91 PROCESS, THE HOSPITAL AT MYRTLE BEACH WAS CLOSED AND THE
COMMUNITY WAS TOLD THEY NEED NOT WORRY, THAT THEIR -- THE
RETTRED COMMUNITY AND THE RESERVES AND THE COMPONENTS IN THAT

SO, ANYBODY WANT TO --

SEC. ASPIN: YEAH, LET ME TALK ABOUT THAT, BEVERLY, BECAUSE THIS
WHOLE ISSUE HAS COME TO THE ATTENTION OF THE WHITE HOUSE TASK
FORCE THAT'S INVOLVED IN THE HEALTH CARE. AND WE HAVE BEEN
| SENDING THEM INFORMATION BECAUSE THEY ARE CLEARLY INTERESTED IN
| THESE FACILITIES THAT ARE BEING CLOSED, NOT ONLY QN THIS BASE
CLOSURE LIST BUT ON THE TWO PREVIOUS ONES, TO TRY AND MAKE USE
OF THEM AND TO TRY AND MAKE THEM PART OF THE OVERALL PACKAGE.

SO I UNDERSTAND WHAT YOU'RE SAYING BECAUSE -- AND PEOPLE IN THE

I CAN. AND I'M EVER MINDFUL OF THE QUOTATION THAT GOES SOMETHING
LIKE, "I APOLOGIZE FOR SENDING YOU A LONG LETTER. I DIDN'T HAVE

KIND OF GUIDANCE.

- MR. SECRETARY, I ABSOLUTELY AGREE WITH YOU, AS ECHOED BY
COMMISSIONER STUART THAT THE PROCESS FOR ACTUALLY CLOSING BASES
ONCE THEY'RE ON THE LIST, THE FINAL LIST, THE APPROVED LIST,
NEEDS TO GET MUCH, MUCH MORE EMPHASIS THAN IT HAS. I SPEND A IOT
OF TIME IN THE SHADOW OF PEASE ATR FORCE BASE, WHICH SOME CLAIM
A SUCCESS AND OTHERS CALL A FATLURE. REGARDLESS, THE PROCESS
NEEDS IMPROVEMENT.

SECONDLY, I APPRECIATE THE CAUTIONS THAT EACH OF YOU HAS GIVEN

THE THOUGHT THAT OCCURRED TO ME WAS THAT WE NEED TO PLACE

SHOES AND FOLLOW THE PATH THAT YOU DID. I ASK YOU, ESPECIALLY
GENERAL SULLIVAN, THAT YOU ALSO NEED TO PLACE YOURSELVES IN OUR

OFTEN WE'RE FACED WITH TRADE-COFFS OF EFFECTIVENESS VERSUS

Q I KNOW THIS HAPPENED UNDER THE PREVIOUS ADMINISTRATION, BUT DO

NOW ON THE DISBURSEMENT OF THE FY92 ECONOMIC SUPPORT FUNDS
AMOUNTS, AND WE PLAN TO SEND OFFICIAL NOTIFICATIONS TO CONGRESS
SOON.

THE FY93 ASSISTANCE LEVELS REQUIRE REVIEW, PRESIDENTIAL
DETERMINATION AND A CERTIFICATION TO CONGRESS. THOSE ARE ALL

Q SOMALIA. APPARENTLY, AIDID IS SURROUNDED BY ITALIAN

MR. MCCURRY: MY UNDERSTANDING, I THINK SOME OF YOU MAY KNOW,
IT'S JUST A SHORT WHILE AGO TODAY ADMIRAL HOWE DID ISSUE AN

FROM MOVING OUT OF SAFEGUARDS, AND ULTIMATELY PROCEEDING WITH A
NUCLEAR PROGRAM THAT COULD BE DIRECTED AT NUCLEAR WEAPONS
AQQUISITION IS OUR FIRST OBJECTIVE, PREVENTING THAT.

BEYOND THAT WHAT'S AT STAKE, OF COURSE, IS THE TREATY REGIME,
THE NONPROLIFERATION TREATY REGIME, WHICH HAS OVER 150
ADHERENTS, AND THE INTERNATIONAL SAFEGUARDS REGIME, ADMINISTERED
BY THE IAEA IN VIENNA. ALL THIS, I THINK, IS AT STAKE AS WELL AS
THE BROADER QUESTION THAT YOU OPENED WITH, AND THAT'S NAMELY
REGIONAL STABILITY BEYOND THE KOREAN PENINSULA.

MR. MUDD: IS AN ASIAN ARMS RACE TOO BROAD A PHRASE TO USE AS
ENCOMPASSING THE DANGER?

MR. GALLUCCI: I THINK THAT IT WOULD BE PRUDENT TO BE CONCERNED
ABOUT THIS OVER THE LONG RUN. I THINK OUR INTEREST RIGHT NOW IS
TO GET ON WITH THE DISCUSSION, IS TO ENGAGE THE NORTH KOREANS

IMPLEMENT AN AGREEMENT THEY REACHED SOME TIME AGO CALLED THE
NORTH-SOUTH DENUCLEARIZATION DECLARATION, WHICH WOULD PROVIDE
FOR A NUCLEAR-FREE KOREAN PENINSULA.

MR. MUDD: WHEN NORTH KOREA LAST WEEKEND SATD THAT THEY WOULD
SUSPEND THEIR WITHDRAWAL FROM THE TREATY, WHAT DOES THE WORD
SUSPEND MEAN? I MEAN, HOW LONG DOES A SUSPENSION LAST?

MR. GALLUCCI: THE WORD SUSPEND WILL MEAN, IN THE FIRST INSTANCE,
WHAT THE NORTH KOREANS WISH IT TO MEAN. THEY HAVE SET NO TIME

OBLIGATIONS. FOR OUR PERSPECTIVE, THIS INTERIM PERICD THAT WE
