The Ministry of Commerce and Industry has recently crystalliz-
ed a plan enumerating the various industrial branches where Is-
rael possesses comparative advantages on a long-term basis. The
plan also indicates the branches and spheres where Israel is in
need of foreign investors, and the governmental aid available to
investors.

There is no country in the Western hemisphere today where
the government does not take part in directing the development
of the economy, both as regards the objectives and the means of
achieving them.

There are various possibilities of governmental intervention :

1. in the macro-economic sphere — by influencing interest rates,
rates of exchange, taxation, etc.

2. in the direction of individual enterprises by assistance with
investment capital, tax concessions, vocational training for
manpower, aid with research, etc.

3. intervention designed to influence and encourage entire bran-
ches, regarded as economically competitive on a long-term
basis. These branches are to explore the comparative advant-
ages of the Israel economy as regards available production
factors.

The method of choosing branches for priority development re-
presents the third type of intervention, which was considered
more suitable to the Israeli economy.

Though it is difficult to find criteria making the forecast of
successful individual branches completely reliable (since the im-
portance of enterprise, personal contacts or historical ties in a
certain branch or a certain market is of considerable weight in
this connection), it is possible to forecast — with certain reserva-
tions — the success of branches possessing the following advant-

ages on a significant scale :

a) Research and academic manpower potential

b) Technological and professional manpower at competitive
wage levels

¢) Existing raw materials and natural resources

d) The existence of large-scale international and open markets

e) A low transportation component relative to the value of

the goods

f) The possibility of acquiring marketing channels and good-

will
- g) The possibility of exploitation of inter-industry external
economies and of intra-industry economies of scale

h) The exploitation of Israel’s special geographical, political

and economic connections in various developing countries

It should be possible, with the aid of the above, to select for
development industries able to compete in foreign markets and
to attain the economy’s export targets. It is necessary to stress at
this point that the comparative advantage of a branch may even-
tually disappear followiwng new technological developments, chan-
ges in international consumption trends, or institutional and
political changes, while other branches may acquire advantages
they do not possess today.

For the purpose of determining the priority branches, we have
made use of the selection and mapping methods of Professor A.
L. Guttman from the Institute of Applied Social Research, who
evolved a new system of examining links between industries and
various factors, enabling the drawing up of a chart of branches
according to their order of priority, the selection of branches in
accordance with this order, and the critical spheres requiring
attention.

Those branches provisionally selected for preferment, although
they do not represent the entire future development potential of
Israeli industry, are given below :




GOVERNMENT AID AND ENCOURAGEMENT
FOR PRIORITY BRANCHES

‘The Government of Israel will be ready to subsidize the acce-
leration of development in branches earmarked for preferment in
two ways :

(1) By directly encouraging exports through incentives, de-
pending upon the volume of export turnover, and through low
interest rate on credits financing exports. This policy wil] in
practice be applied to all exporting branches of industry, but in

(2) Encouragement. will be given in the spheres today consti-
tuting bottlenecks thecking development of the preferred bran-
ches.

The Government will be ready to help in these spheres in the
following manner :

By providing assistance for the financing and organization of
marketing companies.

By subsidizing efforts to penetrate mew markets, assisting
with the maintenance of marketing agents and agencies, and
helping to provide initial advertising for the branch as a
whole.

By subsidizing market research.

By assisting with the long-term financing required for ex-
ports, especially in the equipment branches, where the
practice of granting long-term credit by suppliers of equip-
ment to their customers is deeply rooted.

By utilizing the contacts of the State of Israel with develop-
ing countries through the Israel experts and instructors work-
ing in these countries for the creation of marketing contacts
and the acquisition of goodwill.

By aiding agreements with foreign companies and foreign
investors dealing with the production or marketing of goods
made by the priority branch or else constituting clients for
these goods. Such aid could be on a very large scale, includ-
in even help in financing the buying out of foreign comp-
anies operating in the spheres concerned.
