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Sadat: Allow me, Mr. Prime Minister, to say a few opening words
in the name of my people, my delegation and myself.
I welcome you here In Ismailiya with your distingush ed

delegation. This is a very happy day for me. It is also my birthday
today. Therefore, it is a very happy occasion for me to meat together
w ith you here in Egypt with a view to ending all the suffering that
both our pecoples have suffered. The whole world is focussing on us, on
this meeting. Previous to this, my people has expressed its desire
before the whole world for peace - peace based on justice. This is
also in a sense a great occasion because this is perhaps the first time
we sit together since Moses crossed the waters not very far from here,
We sit together to tell the whole world that we are working for peace
and that we shall establish peace. Love will prevail and love will
always guide our relations rather than the bitterness and hatred of the
last 30 years. In saying this, I am expressing the feeling of all our
people; they welcome you here and let us hope that this meeting will

be a contribution towards the momentum for the sake of the peace process.

Let us here teach the world a new way of facing problems between two nations

let us tell them that sincerity, honesty, goodwill and,above all, love can

solve any problem.

I enjoyed very much the wvisit of Ezer, the Defense 'Minister.
We had very fruitful talks. We differed on some points and agreed on
some points. Now we meet again with you, the Prime Minister, heading
the distinguished Israeli delegaton. Let us hope that the spirit that formed
my initiative last month will guide us all towards the establishment of

permanent peace so that love will prevail again in this area.
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P.M,: Mr, President, 1 ask your permission to bring to you at the

outset on behalf of the people, the Parliament and the Government
of Israel sincere felicitations on the occasion of your 59th birthday,
We know you were born in the small village in poverty and you
rose through your own efforts and sacrifice to your present high
office and national and international responsibility. We have for
you the deepest feeling of feéspect as a man, and as a leader. In
our tradition we hope for a person that he live until 120, I know
that this may be difficult to do but it is an ancient blesssing. The
source of this tradition is our forefather Moses - the father of the
Prophets. He lived for (20 vears and therefore when we wish to
extend our good wishes to a man we wish him as many years as Moses

lived,

When Moses took us out of Egypt. it took him 40 years to crossc
the Sinai desert. We did it in 40 minutes. As you know, Mr, President,
at the moment when Moses came to the lordan River, to the borders of the
Promised Land, he was ordered by God not to cross. He did not see the

Land of Israel, only his successors .

Again, Mr. President, we wish you many long years and good
health. Egypt needs you, the Middle East needs you, the world needs
you, We extend to You our greetings for a long life and a long
Presidency. My hope is that before you become 60 years of age we shall

see peace,
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We come to you as friends with an open and a be

heart. Both our peoples want peace. We don't want any more bereavement

lieving

and mourning. Both our peoples have had enough of these. On your
historic wisit to Jerusalem and to our country, our people took you to

their heart. It is the wish of both our nations to have peace. Let

us make peace

We want a comprehensive peace settlement. Let all our
neighbours join in our efiort. We will do our best to bring them into
cur effort. The world locks upon us, Mr. President. Therefore, we

carry our faith in our heart. This is a propitious moment to propose

and make peace.

I remember when you left me at Ben Gurion airport, at the
foot of your plane, I said to you: "Mr. President, iet us make peace,"

and you replied spontaneously: "I am sure of It."

Not only shall we make peace, Mr. Przsident; we shall be
friends. We shall cooperate with each cther, assist each other. This
is the vision which we all share. And therefore, Mr. President, this is

a good day for all of us, a happy day. i
Mr. President, now , with your permission, allow me to inform
our friends on the agreements we have already reached in our private conversa-

tion just before. It ls the beginning of the success of our talks here.
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We shall form two working committees - one, on clvilian
and political issues; and the other on military and security issues.
The Foreign Ministers of our two countries will head the f[irst; the
Defence Ministers, the second. One will sit in Cairo, one in
Jerusalem. The Chalrmen will rotate every week, one week your
Defence Minister and our Foreign Minister and vice versa, We shall
give our colleagues time - they will need time - to work out all the
problems. May [ say, Mr. President, we have already started on the
right foot. It is a very good omen for the future. Not all the
problems can be solved in a single day. Our colleagues will have to
discuss many issues, many details. OQOur colleagues are responsible
and able men and we shall rely on them.

I thank y;::u Mr, President.

If I may now, Mr. President, with vour permission outline

our peace proposal.

We shall start with the problem of the future relations between
Egypt and lsrael. The assumption s that we shall conclude a peace
treaty with complete nermalization between our countries, including
d iplomatic relations and the exchange of ambassadors, as befits two ancient

and cultured peoples.

In Jerusalem, the President said to me that he is in principle
ready to declare the Straits of Tiran as an international waterway open
to all Ehipping?_ of all maritime states, open to all flags. The President was
also gracious enough to tell me that when we have the peace treaty, the
Egyptian army on the east side of the Suez Canal will not pass the line

of the Passes and that the rest of Sinai will be demilitarized.

On the basis of these two assumptions we make
the following proposal:

(The Prime Minister reads the major points from the
paper detalling the proposal for an Israeli-Egyptian treaty - see
Appendix A}, The Prime Minister went on:

With respect to the question of settlements and the local
defence force, these, Mr, President, will not infringe on the sovereignty
of Egyptian territory, But | have to point out that we cannot - even
a5 we respect your dignity and honour - we cannot leave our settlements
and our civilians without self-defence. This is the resolve of our
generation with all the experience behind us. We respect your principle

and we ask you to respect our principle.

On the civilian airfields: We can envisage here cooperation

of Israeli and Egyptian civilians and all nations can use these airfields.

On the U.N. force - in the strip between Eilat and Sharm
el-Sheikh, in 1967 the U.N. force statmned there were thrown out over-
night. That was a cause of the Six Day War as aiscmf the concentraticon
of Egyptian forces in Sinai. And there were other military concentrations
on our borders - 9 miles, Mr. President, from the sea., We want
to safeguard the future situation so that it won't happen again and we

must make sure that Tiran will remain for ever an international waterway.

I wish you to know, Mr. President, that in making our decision
on this matter my Government is abolishing the policy of all the governments
of Israel since 1967 - the Government of Levi Eshkol, the Government of
Golda Meir and the Government of Yitzhak Rabin - that because of the

experience of twice of having to go to war because of that territory,
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demanded that the strip in guestion should be under Israeli control .

I myself was in Golda Meir's Government in 1968 - 3 Minister without
Portfolio - and was part of that decision. Now, Mr. President, in
this Government we are ready to forego that position. As | explalned
to my colleagues last week, I said that the President of Egypt cannot
sign away any part of Sinal to be under Israeli control. I explained
this to them and they understood. We have changed the previous
decision and we say that it should be under U.N. control, but it
should be done in a way that the U.N. force cannot be removed
without the consent of both parties and the unanimous decision

of the Security Council,

Mr. President, I would with your permission like to say
here what [ said to you in private: We rely on you, we believe in
you and when you say no more war we believe you. But now we
are dealing with a peace treaty. We must think about the future.
We don't know who will be my successor or your successor or
even his successor., Therefore, there must Se objective decisions adopted
by both parties since our agreement must extend bayond one generation.
It must embrace a number of generations, We ask, therefore, for assurances
that the U.N. forces will not be suddenly removed as they were in the

past because this would again bring war; it will be a causes belli for

another war.

[f, Mr. President, you reconsider and you decide that you don't
want a U.N. force, perhaps we can consider doing something together -
common patrols. This is an alternative proposa! 1 put to you: Cne, either
a U.N. force that cannot be removed without the consent of our two
countries and the unanimous agreement of the security Counecil; or,

alternatively, common patrol.
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And now a word about the length of the propos agreement.

I told President Carter when I visited Washington last week that we
took a leaf out of his book on the Panama Canal Agreement and that {the
agreement between us should stand until the year 2001. Dayan told

me that one of your colleagues said to him: but we shall not be alive
then. That is correct. That is the idea. Qur suggestion is, let it

be an agreement for more than one generation. If, Mr., President, you

have any other period of duration in mind we shall consider it.

These are our proposals. We shall listen to you as

free men as you consider them.

Mr. President, I wish to emphasize that we are taking
risks, great risks. We rely on you completely. However, when
we speak about the future, when we speak about the Passes, when
the IDF moves out of Sinai there will not be in that area a single
Israeli soldier or a single Israeli tank., Mr. President, the Egyptian
army is a good army - the Israeli army is also not too bad - and under
the new conditions your army could reach our borders in 8-12 hours
(P.M. turns to Aluf Shafir for confirmation and this is indeed cdnfirmed}.
This should, Mr, President, be taken into conslderation when ow
proposals are considered. We are ready to take risks for peace, but we
have to have security arrangements so that our children on both sides

can play and smile,

This is our proposal about the future relations between our

two countries.
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And now, Mr, President, 1 would like with your permission
to outline for you our proposal on self-rule for the Palestinian Arabs,
We have worked out a plan for self-rule in Judea, Samaria and the
Gaza district. 1 would start at the end. Mr. President, on serious

matters one should always start at the end.

On the question of sovereignty - and Mr. President,
we agreed between us always to SPEBJ'R to each other in complete
candour - it is therefore my duty and honour to tell you that
Israel claims sovereignty as of right over Judea, Samaria and
the Gaza district. Now, we know, that there are other claims of
sovereignty. Therefore, the question arose how can we reach an
agreement. There i5 the Israeli claim for sovereignty and an Arab
claim. There are clashing claims. The heart of our proposal, In
order to achieve peace, is to leave the question of sovereignty open
and to deal rather with human beings on both sides. Therefore,
it means you will not have to sign away any territory that you claim
belongs to the Arabs, and we do not sign away our claim to our
ancient land where our roots lie with all its ancient names like

Shiloh, Beth-El, etc.

We believe that the Palestinian Arabs need self-rule. They
have never known what it is to rule themselves. For centuries they
have been ruled by the Turks, then the British, then the Jordanians and
then ourselves., We have a military government there and if I may say so,
Mr. President, it is a very benevolent government, However, as General
Gamassy said, the military should defend, not rule. If our proposal is

accepted, for the first time in history, the sons of the great Arab pcople
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people will enjoy self-rule and the sons of the great Jewish people
will enjoy security. Mr. President, we dare not put again our civilians
in danger as they would be were the lines of the past restored. Were
that to happen ‘tftl:é}_f'wmult.i in no time be on the other side of the

line, across the border,Soviets guns and Soviet Strelas . We want to

live in peace with our neighbours, Therefore, we give the Palestinian

Arab; self-rule and the Palestinian Jewy security.

How are we going to arrange this?
(the Prime Minister outlines the proposal contained in the
paper on "SelFRule for Palestinian Arabs, Residents of Judea, Samaria
and the Gaza District, which will be Instituted upon the Establishment
of Peace" - Appendix B. The Prime Minister went on to explain .
the reference to the stateless persomsas referring to the Palestinian Arabs

in the Gaza Strip).

As you see, Mr. President, under the proposal the Palestinian

Arabs will deal with all problems of daily life. We shall not interfere
whatsoever, Every aspect of daily life is included in the Departments

of the proposed Administrative Council, Security will be our responsibility.
This I must emphasize, Mr. President, is the most vital mtereal‘ for us.,
We must bear responsibility for security, otherwise we would be facing

intolerable risks.

All that I have explained until now regarding our proposal
Is the administrative expression of the concept. Its parllamentary
expression is that we give the Arab residents of Judea, Samaria and the

Gaza district a free option of citizenship, either Israeli or Jordanian.

N




If a person opts for Israell citizenship, he will be granted all the
dghts and he will vote for and be eligible for the Knesset. I[f a person
chooses Jordanian citizenship, he will vote and be eligible for election
to the Jordanian Parliament. Of course, there will arise guestions from
the wvotes [or the Jordanian Parliament and we would like to clarify them
in negotiations with Jordan. Therefore, we suggest a committee be
established on matters of legislation, regulations and bylaws, composed
of representatives of the Administrative Council and the Jordanian and

the Israelli Governments.

Both peoples are free to acguire land and settle. Israeli
citizens will be allowed to acquire land and vice wversa, as we state
in the document: "Residents of Israel will be entitled to acquire land
and settle in the areas of Judea, Samaria and the Gaza district. Arabs,
residents of Judea, Samaria and the Gaza district who, in accordance
with the free option granted them, will become Israeli citizens, will

be entitled to acguire land and settle in Israel.”

There is a problem of refugees. It is a human problem.
We would like to solve t . We have under our jurisdiction 350,000
refugees. We shall extend all help to the Administrative Council
to solve this human problem so that in a few years time the people
will enjoy proper housing and permanent jobs. [ understand that King

Hussein was also prepared to solve the problem of the refugees in Jordan.

I was asked in the United States what about the Palestinan
Arabs in Lebanon. Mr. President, my sincere answer was that reasonable
numbers will be accepted. Again, we suggest in our proposal that
a committee of the Jordanian and the Israeli Governments and the Administrative

Council be set up to decide the question of immigration Into these areas.
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With regard to both committees - thé one dealing with legislation and
the other with i lgration - we suggest that their decisions he adopted
unanimously,

(The Prime Minister then went on to explain ths paragraph 22

dealing with freedom of movement and freedom of economic activity).

We also suggest the appointment of liaison officers on behalf
of the Administrative Council to represent the Council before the
Israell and the Jordanian Governments. TFor example, if I am still
prime minister, I will invite that representative to our Cabinet to
consider and deliberate on common problems. The Jordanians should
do likewise,

(The Prime Minister then referred briefly to paragraph 25,

dealing with the holy shrines in Jerusalem).

Mr. President, in summing up, I would like to refer to our
suggestion that all these principles be subject to review after five
years.

Mr. President, may 1 tell yeu that we have brought to you
a fair proposal. 1 heard this a2ppreciation from President Carter and from
the Vice President, also from the British Prime Minister Callaghan and
from prominent Senators and Representatives in the United States, All
were sworn to secrecy until [ see you. I told them that after the
President of the United Stﬂtes) the first one who will see the actual
proposals in their detajls will be you, Mr. President. I have had some
problems with my wwn [riends in Parliament who have complained that
I have not brought Parliament into my confidence, May be they are right;
may be I should have first brought it to them., But I sald to my

Parliamentary colleagues, you must see it first: and, therefore, yesterday,

/13
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until midnight, there was a very hot discussion with our Defence and

Foreign Affairs Committee.

A second point I wish te make is this: I do not

complain, and I presume that on both sides there may be difficulties.

But 1 want you to know that I already have difficulties on my side with
respect to the proposal I bring to you today. Some of my dearest

friends are demonstrating already against me. One group which I like
very much has declared that they will fight tooth and mail. 8o, yes,

we have difficulties. We are taking risks. But, Mr. President, we have
done our best to bring to you a f[air proposal. It is not a blueprint,

We shall discuss it together. This is the only way to reach agreement

and of course it will demand an intellectual effort on both our sides.

Thank you very much, Mr. President, for your attention.

Sadat; Let me say, that with this you have already proposed your proposal. .
We have to discuss it and form our proposal also through negotiation

and reach results because as you stated clearly you have difficulties and

we have difficulties. There are points we differ on. The proper way

is to exchange proposals and discuss them. For me it is a 5ucc;f:ss

our meeting here. Whatever the differences are. More than that, there is

@ lso - and 1 emphasize - there is also the reality that we are now discussing

substance rather than procedure.

P.M.: Yes indeed, we got tired discussing procedure.
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SADAT: This is really a success. We might not have reached this stage
for years. But now as a result of the new facts, because of my visit

to Jerusalem, now we are heading into the substance.

I must thank you, Mr. Begin, for the proposal on the two

commissions - the political and the military. They can sit and meet
after we have given our counter-proposals. 1 think we should
-oncentrate at this meeting on certain principles for the two committees

to work .n so that we can keep the momentum going.

I want to tell you, Premier Begin, as | told you in private,
Egypt has certain obligations to the Arab world. We are committed
towards the Arab Summit at Rabat on two points: withdrawal from the lands
occupied in 1967 and on the sovereignty of the Palestinian question. I must
say there are some problems, but we still must go into the smallest
A

details =»f our two committees. I would have liked that whenever we

reach anything on the draft of the Israeli-Egyptian declaration, 1 would

have liked that we could have made it at the Cairo Conference itself.
This would have given more show in the Arab world. But we can declare

it from here.

We have started this peace process and after my visit to
Jerusalem I think we have both achieved a lot. But there are still many
details and lots of work to do to reach a peace settlement. At some
time I thought that whenever we reach agreement on the declaration

may be it could be issued at the Cairo Conference as | have said.
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I say this since we must prepare everything here in Cairo. We have

no objection to go to Geneva but we prefer the Cairo Conference.

P.M.: To prepare the substance of our agreements.

Sadat: Quite right. Here is the draft of the Egyptian-Israeli declaration

proposed by the Prime Minister (Appendix C). I think we should give

the delegation - especially the Egyptian delegation - time to consider

the text. We cannol cover everything at this meeting. Let us therefore

here try and reach the principles. Then, whenever we find it necessary,
we can meet again to continue. Therefore, let us now give the Egyptian
delegation time to consider counter-proposals. We too should begin

at the end, with the declaration, then we shall put our counter-
proposalfto the main subjects you propesed,

P.M.: Very good, Mr., Fresident.

Davyan: I have two questions that I would like to put: about the

Palestinain question, if 1 understood correctly, you (Sadat) said it

is up to them, the Palestinian Arabs to negetiate, or the Jordanians.
Will it be suffient as far as you are concerned if we reach agreement |
on principles and from then on, if they are willing to sit down with us, that
we negotiate with them? The other question is about the two committees:

I was happy to learn that the proposal to establish them has been accepted. i
Can they start work almost immediately? When do you want them to start

working ?
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Sadat : About the Palestinian participation, I agree with your view
that here we shall dagree on principles. We cannot work on the details
for them. It is the same thing with Syria. I cannat discuss the Gollan
Heights or the security measures that will be worked out between
you and Syria. If they ‘choose not to come, it is thelr decision.

On the Palestinians, it is different. If we can reach
agreement on the principal steps, after that they should come
to discuss the details with you, since we shall not indulge

ourselves and then be accused and attacked.

With regard tothe committees, whenever at this meeting

we reach agreement on principles they should start work at once .,

P.M.,: I quite agree with the President.

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Weizman: Mr., President, if 1 may, there is a reflection 1 would like
to make: it is not a question.
First, let me say, that the 24 hours I spent with
General Gamassy, 1 personally enjoyed every minute but I won't
say 1 enjoyed everything from the point of view of substance. Gamassy

from you, Mr. President, and something that was sald by General
Gamassy. When you said that you want so many troops and installations
on this side of the Canal, I asked, you will recall, why do you need
them? You said "it is for defence against you." Well, 1 must tell

you quite frankly I don't really understand this. We are all saying

that there is a new confidence, that we are in a new period of trust

and mutual understanding. If this be the case then the further our

armies are away from each other and the less close our arms are in

proximity to each other the better it is.
If we really believe each other on the military level too, then

1 have to tell you that if you say 'l must defend myself from you,“'then

I must say "we must defend curselves against you."

On Friday., 1 was speaking to the American Ambassador
in Tel Aviv and I told him that we - General Gamassy and [ - did
not feel very well together on Wednesday, in the helicopter after our
meeting with President Sadat, @n our way from Cairo to Ismailiya, we sat
facing each other and I said to General Gamassy that I am sorry that
I am not speaking, because I'm thinking and he said to me "eo am [."
Ambassador Lewis said to me that President Sadat was offering us
everything., He was offering peace. I agreed, and said to him that

two months ago nobody would have believed that such talks could take place.
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However, I asked him, that you, the U.S., have peace with Russia
so why do you maintain such a large army with contingents in West
Germany and the Sixth Fleet and so forth. He sald to keep the peace.
I said that in order to keep the peace military men must trust each

other and not only should the politicians. In fact, we, the militay,
- General Gamassy and myself - should trust each other more.

As I said, Mr. President, this is just a reflection.

Sadat: Permit me to make a comment. I quite agree with you,
Ezer, that peace is completely different from any other state of
mistrust. I will tell you openly: I need not have any single
soldier in Sinai. As the Prime Minister said, when our border
will be the international border, believe me I am not happy to pay
the cost of military concentraticn, Gensal Gamassy was speaking
about a division In the Sinai. We never put a division in Sinai,
only a batalion till 1967. Whenever we may have peace we will not
need it, believe me. But the fact remains, this is Egyptian land
and there must be forces as you have forces in your land. The
conception after my visit to Jerusakem should prevail and guide us.
We need more understanding about our problems. Let us leape it

to the two commititees to work it out.

Now, Mr. Prime Minister, friends, I suggest we adjourn.

I should like you to have a glimpse of the Canal.

As I have stated before, ] have really initiated my initiative when
| visited Jerusalem so as to get rid of the barrier of distrust and the
psychelogical problems that existed between us during the previous
30 years. More than that - I really aimed that a new spirit should
prevail when we are searching for peace, for a permanent,
genuine peace in the area.

We are in the phase, now, as I said yesterday to the
Palestinians who visited me, in which we have to take the problems
in our own hands and discuss them like civilized people and not
hide behind America or the Soviet Union. We are independent nations

Tell the Egyptian people we shall be friends; we will be friends,

Mr. Prime Minister, I have prepared a declaration for you to see.

I hold my word to you that we should have the Cairo Conference
and the committees be a part, within the framework of the Conference,
However, what concerns me now is the declaration because with it,
either I am going to win the battle with my people and against the
rejectionist camp, or not. If I lose it, I will tell them even then -
if I should resign = I will tell them even then that you (the people)
should have good relations with Israel - you Hhould have good relations

with Israel so that our future generations will not suffer in the future.

I am awfully sorry my friend Begin, but I had to give you the

F.M,: I would like to say something first.

Mr. President, I am very grateful for your remarks. We are
now at a very serious moment, perhaps itk one of the most serious
in our lives.

BP.M.: [ now want to comment on certain things you said concerning
the late Ben Gurion of blessed memory. We were opponents, Mr. President,
We were opponents for 30 years. We had sharp differences of views.
However, one day - it was towards the end of his period in office -
we flew together from Brussels on the same plane. Ben-Gurion turned
and said to my wife: "My late wife Paula used to have admiration for
your husband and she knew people." He said that after 30 years
of opposition.

Mr. President, 1 skefte you in the name of absolute truth that
there is a misunderstanding that Ben-Gurion wanted to impose peace.
Let us recapitulate in what years he lived, the years during and after
the Holocaust and the struogling and suffering that followed. You should
know, Mr. President, that I leost two little nephews in the Holocaust.
We all bled. Ben-Guricn was then the leading figure of the Jewish Agency.
We were in the underground. It was the most tragic period in our lives.
We couldn't do anything. We had no country. The British ruled the
country. And then on 14 May 1948 finally we prevailed and through Ben-
Gurion we proclaimed our independence. On 15 May we were attacked.
We had no tanks. We had two artillary guns in the whole country,
we had some rifles and some machine guns., We did not have with
what to defend ourselves, We faced extinction. Here sit two men who

were part of that struggle, Dayan and Welizman.
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Sadat: Yadin also.

P.M.: That is correct. Yadin too. We faced the abyss. We were 600,000,

no more. We were invaded on every side. Kang Farouk of Egypt ordered

that invaslon together with Syria and Jordan and the other Arab countries.

Sadat: Irag also.

P.M.: That is correct. We lost six thousand of our men, of our

finest youth, Mr. President, that is 1% of our population. In terms of today's

LJ,--'F 5.

J.J-it would mean 30,000 killed. They were the flower of our youth, I used

to see them going to the front carryving a few machine guns and rifles.
Ultimately, we sustained our independence. Then came a period of

permanent bloodshed and deadly incursions. What Ben-Gurion did, and I sup-
ported him, was to embark on retaliation. He had no other option. The
Green Line was militarity indefensible., They crossed lo murder our

women and children. They came to Ashkalon and Jaffa. My own grand-

child was bombed. It was permanent bloodshed, Mr. President.

Now when the walls crumble, prejudice should be disgarded.
Ben-Gurion did not want to impose on vou peace conditions. After your
Hev@!uti*?lq{- Ele sald to Nasser from the rostrum of the Knesset that he wants to
meet to™ reme% him. MHe stretched out the hand of peace, Therefore, I want
to note the inaccuracies. Ben-Gurion did not want to impose conditions in
his day. And now 1 speak for the Government of today - we don't want
to impose anything - but after our experience and four wars and the
Hnlccaust we must care for our people. We must care for ourselves., We
cannot wound our own people. Mr. President, you came to us. We
received you with respect and love. We are here (in your country) and we

breathe friendship.
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You say you are disappointed with our proposal. I will not say that
I am disappointed with your reaction to them, although I could. Let
us therefore talk together until we solve all the problems. Let us
keep up the momentum. If necessary, we will meet again. Maybe
I will come again to Ismailia. Let there be permanent talks in the
next six x-.;eehs or 50,

(The discussion then turned to the draft of the Eayptian
Declaration. The Prime Minister reads aloud the first paragraph and then
he continues:)

We suggest, Mr. President, that in this paragraph mention
also be made of the reception you received in Jerusalem,

Sadat: Certainly.

P.M.: In paragraph No. 3 of the introduction, we should epeak about
peace treaties, not peace agreements. (Following a brief discussion on
the Egyptian side, Sadat aqrees.)

PN Now with respect to Paragraph No. 1, I will explain to you why
we cannot accept it, Resolution 242 does not commit us to total
withdrawal. It was written in the original in English and in the first
draft it was written “"from all the territories,"” Then the word "all" was
deleted and 1herga after that, the word "the" - the definite article was
deleted. Therefore it is written in the text of 2472 "from territories."
This, under international law, has a very definite meaning. The Security
Council did not want the resolution to say "from all the territories." We
do not claim against the principle of withdrawal. Indeed, we are speaking
of withdrawal of hundreds of kms. to the international boundary. We
accept the spirit of withdrawal, but 242 does not demand total withdrawal.
Therefore, we cannot give such a declaration. I talked to Harold Wilsan

the former British Prime Minister. He was Premier when Britain drafted 242
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He said that he could bear me\u-pf that our interpretation is the only

correct one., Another architect of the resolution is Arthur Goldberg and he said
exactly the same thing. He told President Carter: I am one of the

authors of the 242 and that resolution does not commit Israel to tetal

withdrawal.

S0 we have the American and the British interpretation - and
these were the people who were at the cradle of 242, Therefore, Mr.
President, we cannot say withdrawal from all of Samaria, Judea, Gaza
Strip and all the Golan. I know that you use the term West Bank. The West
Bank is in fact a misleading name. The West Bank actually stretches from
the Jordan river to the Mediterranean sea am;I it was always called
Cis-Jordan. The East Bank ofk is Trans-Jordan. The territory of the

whole of the West Bank is only 75 kms. from the Jordan river to the sea.

Therefore, it is a mistaken name - the West Bank - if it is m-membow‘é

Judea and Samaria.

The Arab people in Pslestine preserve the ancient names whose
origins is Hebrew, like the village Bitar near Jerusalem, which is Betar
where Bar-Kuchba fell after the Romans brought their legion from Britain to
crush the Jewish revolt. The historic names are preserved and therefore
we prefer to use the historic names and to call the area Judea and Samaria.

And, therefore, also we cannot underwrite the declaration on total with-

drawal. We cannot deo it.
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With regard to the end of this paragraph - "the inadmissability
of acquisition of territory by war" - you know, Mr. President, that I would
agree to this preamble if the words "aggressive war" were included.
Mr. President, was the 1967 war an aggressive war? Your predecessor sent in

hundreds of tanks into Sinai, just a few miles from Ashkalon.

PROPOSAL FOR A PEACE TREATY
BETWEEN EGYPT AND ISRAEL

The ideas presented in this proposal are based on the
assumption that a peace treaty is to be concluded which
will bring about the complete normalization of the relations
between Egypt and Israel, including the establishment of
diplomatic relations.

In Jerusalem the President said, inter alia, to the Prime
Minister:

a) that it is his intention to declare the Straits of Tiran
to be an international waterway:

b) that the Egyptian army will not move eastwards of
the Mitla and Giddi Passes and that the whole area

east of the Passes will be demilitarized.

Our suggestions are:

a) Israel will withdravs its forces to the internaticnal
boundary between Palestine (of the Mandate period) .
and Egypt, in two phases:
l. Phase A: Withdrawal to the line, El-Arish - Rass-
Muhammad, east of El-Arish and west of Rass-

Muhammad .,

2. Phase B: Withdrawal to the aforesaid boundary,
This phase will be implemented in 3-5 years from

the signing of the peace treaty.

Upon the implementation of Phase A there will remain

in the area between the line El-Arish - Rass-Muhammad

and the international boundary:

1) the airfields: "Etzion", "Eitam" and "Ogphira™:

2) the early-warning staticns at Jebel Hillal and

Jebel Harim;

3) mobile land and naval IDF units.

Upon the implementation of Phase B the area between

the line Rass-Muhammad - El-Arish and the international
boundary will be demilitarized under the supervision of

a UN force under the UN flag.

The Israell civilian settlements in the UN zone will

remain in place znd will maintain a local defense force.

Two of the three zirfields will be turned into civilian
installations. The third will remain a military airfield.
The civilian airfields will be administered by Israeli

civilians and will be placed under UN supervision.

Israeli civillans, as well az Arab residents of Sinai, will

be permitted free entry into the UN zone,
