Fatah at the Amman conference, which said that with the help at
the beginning of the Israeli radical leftists they will receive
partse of Israel to start with and the remainder they would take
themselves. We will not give up a centimeter. They also vowed
they would not rest until they 'liberated' Jerusalem, which is
the eternal capital of Israel.

A policy of withdrawal brings great danger to us and to them.
Who is as loyal to your country as Israel, which has to be =strong
and safe on its borders, in order to guard your interests at the
gates of the Middle East.

Remember Fatah's declaration in Algiers! Do not delude
yourselves. Do not delude the world. Do not delude the people

of Zion.

Strengthen our ability to continue the resurrection of Israel,
and in this way express your policies with respect to Israel, and
show what it means to you. You will in this way and with great
honor, solve the basic problems, &and not &t an international
conference, which will introduce foreign factors - China and
Russia, who will block the gates of the Middle East to you, and I
fear also Europe. Cease vyour pressure on Israel and increase
vour support for us. Make public your solution for the problem
of the refugees, and if they agree, the problem of their return
will be solved. After their return, the way will be clear for
direct negotiations which will be able to settle the matter of
Izsrael in Judea and Samaria with more readiness and under-

standing.

Go and succeed! Because this and only this will pave the way for
you to bring peace to the world, which is your sacred mission.
But do it with care and not at our expense!

SINCE THE destruction of the Sec-
ond Temple, the Jewish People both
in Israel and i the Disspora had not
been so filled with joy and gatety m
on the day Jerusalem waa liberated
during the Six Day War.

The news that the lsrael Defence
Forces had entered the walls of the
O City and had liberated the Tem-
ple Mount and the Western Wall
moved Tews from the four corners of
the enrth and released them from
the trauma of the 2,000year exile,
The exciting tidings from Jerusalem
breathed into the hearts of the rem-
nant of sword and gas chambers +i-
sion and hope, and aroused unpree-
edented feelings of national pride.

He whose ears were attuned and
whige heart was opened, heard and
felt the historical reversal that had
occurred before his very eyes, on
that great day of Jerusalem, We
rend in the Midrash:

Even the election of
jurlges was done by the elders of the
tribes of families, sometimes when
they themselves decided to wage &
defensive war,

This was a gloomy period in the
history of the Jewish people, when
anstchy reigned. From a spiritual
point of view, the situation is best
reflecied in the rabbis” commentary
on the first verse in the Scroll of
Ruth: * *And it wes in the duys
when the judges judged” - Woe to
the generation whose judges have to
be jusdged.” From an economic per-
spective, both on national and secn-
nty levels, the verses in Judges 6:3-6
beat reflect the situntion: ** And so it
was, when lsracl had sown, that
Midian came up, and Amalek and
the children of the East came up
against them.. ond lusel became
very poor because of Midian, "

SECOND FERIOD: THE KINGS,

Vehamuarger mentioned in 11 Kings
24:14) which funclioned during the
First Temple period in lieu of the
Sanhedrin of the Second Temple pe-
ried {in accordance with the Talmu-
dical and midrashic interpretation of
theae verses).

For about 240 years, from ihe
time of Rehoboam, the son of King
Solomon, until the exile of the 10
tribes, the monnrchy in Isrmel was
divided into two kingdoms: the
Kingdom in Judea and Benjamin,
and the Kingdom of lsrael. Mine-
teen kings reigned over the tribes of
Juden and Benjamin, and 19 kings
reigned over the 10 tribes of lerael,
the latier also enjoying the erown of
memarchy; no anarchy exivted ns
had been the case in the dayt of the
Judges.

THIRD PERIOD: THE LONG
EXILE, The second period of exile,
a8 opposed to the Babylonian exile,
was nol assigned, cither in the Tom
or the Prophets, a definite time-span
in which it would end, as we read in
the Tatmud: “The earlier [exiles],
whae sins were revealed, [the time
of] their redemption was [also] re-
vealed; the Inter ones, whose sins
were nol revealed, [meither wna)
their redemption disclosed " [ Yoma,
¥b)

However, this bitter exile wns
fareseen in the Torn, in the Proph-
ets, and In the Writings: In the Tora
a8 it is written, " And God will scat-
ter you among all the nations from
one end of the earth to the other
end.,.” (Deut. 2H60L65). In the
Prophets, “And [ will scatter them
with a whirlwind among all the na-
tions whom they have not
known...the land will be deso-
Iate..."

“In the days of Rabbi Joahua ben

Pappus and Lufianus set up isbies
from Acre 1o Antioch, and they pro-
vided the Disspora pilgrima with
gold, silver and all their wants.

If all of you draw up‘'a letteY to Send to various organizations
and people for a speaking tour, Gershon, we shall be more than pleased
to mail out your letters and recommendations from the Israeli VIPs
mentioned before to try and obtain definite lecture engagements for
you.

Getting youth involved in the Temple Mount problems
is the best way to go because most of the older generation just do
not want to become involved and cannot understand the tremendous
importance of our objectives.

We can only reiterate that it is of extreme importance that all
of you read the book PERFIDY by Ben Hecht so that you can better
understand what is happening, did happen, and can best correct the
terrible situation that the Israeli leaders, or as we refer to them-
the ruling cliques or ghetto mafia, are creating.
