Those of you who will be in New York this summer should plan to visit the major
comprehensive exhibition of Le Corbusier’s work at the Museum of Modern Art, which
has been co-curated by Jean-Louis Cohen. And all of you, I hope, will have
exciting, restorative, and productive summer experiences.
