Over the course of almost
| four decades, one could
speak of a “different"
Germany, in particular,
following the agreement by
the government of Germany
after World War Two to
pay reparation sums to the

State of lIsrael and its
citizens who were
Holocaust SUIvivors,

qideml}* those who used
is term believed that its
use would lead to a reality
which would actually create

a different Germany.
Even though a
westernized form of

democracy has been in
existence now in Germany
for almost one and a half
generations, one
nonetheless  gets  the
impression that nothing at
all has changed there since
the war, starting with the
showease trials that were

arranged against Nazi war
criminals, and culminating

th the events of today in
ﬁlich a person suspected of
eing a Jew was severely
beaten and then set afire with
"schnapps”.

A "different” Germany
exists neither in Germany,
nor anywhere on the face of
the earth. Such a country

exists only in the
imagination of those
wishing to justify the
righteousness of  the

German nation becoming a
legitimate partner in the

family of nations, and to | society, when dealing with

justify the purchase of

German products without any
aftack on one's conscience.
This applies also to those
who continue to enjoy the
music of Wagner, viewing
themselves as being broad-
minded and blessed with
possessing wide horizons.

It seems to me that it's
possible to  establish
certain characteristics which

differentiate between nations. |

These characteristics are
dependent on the range of
factors which affect the
mentality of its individuals:
language, customs, religion
and culture. These collective
attributes are
permanent and are subject to
change only over a long
course  of historical
processes, Thus, it appears
that democracy, not only as a
type of authority, but also as
a philosophy and a way of
life, can become a part of
only certain nations, while it
simply just doesn't become
a proper part of the "blood
and soul" of other nations,
This supposition of
course has repercussions
with our relations with
neighboring Arab countries,
and with our expectalions
of what they should be:
examples of cases in which
retarded or
people in Arab society were
abused (I personally was
witness to such during army
reserve duty), and the
decapitation of human

| beings, including one's own

relatives. These events are
not uncommon and give
support to the fact that
Israel is dealing with a

its Arab neighbors, whose

rather |

handicapped |

cruelty is a norm of life and a
part of their collective
experience.

Thus, when Israel's prime
minister declares that
"following democratic
elections in the territories,
the P.L.O.-Tunis will lose
its strength and its
influence." he must actually
be saying to himself (in
the depth of his heart):
anyone who  expects
democratic elections would
just as likely expect that
Attila, king of the Huns,
will turn into a sister of
mercy. In Arab elections
the struggle for power will
center on P.L.O.-Tunis and
the Hamas. All other Arabs
unaffiliated with one of
these two camps will be
either destroyed by the ax,
or will descend
underground.

The case of Algeria proves
this. This country lived
under the influence of
French rule and culture for
many decades; however,

when democratic elections |

were attempted, Algeria
almost turned into a second
Lebanon. What saved Algeria
from almost total anarchy at
the last moment was the
putting of the "elections"
into reverse gear at the
last second. It's too bad that
Isracl’'s public relations-
information functionaries
have completely ignored this
precedent,

There are those amongst
us who choose to talk about
the "imminent birth" of a
nation for the Arabs of Eretz
Isragl, and who compare it
with Israel's period when its
State was about to be born.
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Yossi Sarid, M.K., added 1o
this with his beautiful use
of language by paraphrasing
the words of Herzl: "In
Madrid we have begun the
establishment of an Arab
Mation". What a sick
comparison: during the time
that the people of lsrael were
in the process of nation-
building, they established
the kibbutz and maoshayv,
the Weizmann Institute of
Science in Rehovot, the
Technion in Haifa, the
Jewish National Fund, the
Philharmonic Orchestra, and
countless other institutions.
What have our Arab
neighbors, who argue and
plead to become a nation-
in-making, established and
created? Workshops 1o
sharpen knives and axes,
and advanced techniques to
start forest fires?

It is crucial that we inform
and explain to the world the
recurring message: if peace
between us and our Arab
neighbors is intended to be
the same type of peaceful
relations that exist, for
example, between the United
States and Canada, or
between Denmark and
Sweden, then there is nothing
for us to aspire to in our
lifetimes, in this generation.
Such a peace might
become possible, perhaps,
when the Arabs’ national
characteristics will have
gone through a severe
change. And that in and of
itself is a  long-term
anthropological process.

Aharon is a true civil servant. He dealt with high politics and
did not deal with internal matters. "He was a classic director
general. He knew what his priorities were, The office was
managed in a centralized, authoritative and definitely efficient
manner”,

Monetheless, in the opinion of many commentators, Ben-

| Aharon was a very strong director general, acquiring the title of

Shamir's most senior advisor. "In this area he was quite active.
He was in daily contact with the Embassy of Israel in
Washington, and with the Jewish organizations. He had a
strong American orientation”,

In a sense, each previous occupant of Ben-Aharon's office

| shaped the post in accordance with his outlook and personality.

A director general with strong party backing tends to expand
his responsibilities and free the prime minister from various
tasks. The director general, even if he doesn't enjoy the same
as the prime minister, can influence and be involvedin
important processes no less than his boss. The most
influential director general of the prime minister's office was
Simha Dinitz. It is said that the late Pinhas Sapir (Secretary of
the Treasury of Israel, and a political power-house in his own
right) had humbly asked Dinitz to arrange a meeting with
Golda Meir. On foreign policy matters, Ben-Aharon had no
less clout than Dinitz: maybe he had even more. Regarding
internal policies (especially those relevant to Jewish
communities), Ben-Aharon belied the expectation that he
would be actively involved, while in fact he exerted very little

influence on these matters.

Yossi Ben-Aharon: A capsule biography

Ben-Aharon was born in Jerusalem in 1932, When the
family could not make a livelihood in Tsrael, his parents
traveled to Port 5Said in Egypt where they were the only
Jewish family., He studied at a British school; his mother
taught her children Hebrew and the Jewish prayers. She
steadfastly refused to settle down, never even buying any
new furniture,

At age 16 he graduated from the Port Said High School,
with honors. After the U.N. Partition Resolution of 1947 was
announced, he and his family returned to Israel. During
Israel's War of Independence in 1948, he served as a
wireless operator in the army and relayed messages from
besieged Jerusalem to other parts of the country. His career
in Israel's Foreign Ministry began in 1958 after he won a
competition for an administrative post and became the
administrative officer at Embassy of Israel in Rangoon
(Burma).

Typical of himself, Ben-Aharon learned to become a
"shohet” (ritual slaughterer for kosher meat) before leaving
for Burma. "I decided to prepare myself for that post in the
event that we wouldn't find any 'shohet' in Burma", Ben-
Aharon was in Burma during the height of Israel's romance
with that country. Israel's second president, Yitzhak Ben-Zvi,
paid a state visit to Burma during the Sukkoth holidays.
Ben-Aharon assumed the job of cantor during Ben-Zvi's
visit,

Following his return from Burma, Ben-Aharon served in
the Foreign Service for many years in Africa. Ben-Aharon, as
an observant Jew, suffered discrimination from those in his
department who did not particularly like religious Jews.
They tried to post him to locations where religious
observance would be difficult, but Ben-Aharon fought them
and won.

In 1967 he was offered a job in Israel's Embassy in
Washington, D.C. as the resident Arab Affairs expert. This
was an exciting job. Ben-Aharon worked directly and
individually with the Arabists in the U.5. State Department.
"At the time, no Jews occupied these positions. I worked with
the heads of the Jordanian, Egyptian, Lebanese, Syrian, Iragi

and North African Desks. All of them had served in m,
countries and some were speakers of Arabic. These were th
people who shaped American policy in the Middle East". Ben-
Aharon quickly won their respect: he was of Middle Eastern
origin, and he knew his material. The exchange was mutual.
Ben-Aharon received up-to-date information on developments
in the Arab States. "To this date,” Ben-Aharon notes proudly,
"there are people in military intelligence who remember my
reports from way back then".

A few weeks before the outbreak of the Yom Kippur War,
Ben-Aharon returned to the Foreign Ministry in Jerusalem and
was appointed Deputy Director General of the Middle East
Department. He volunteered during the Yom Kippur War and
served in Intelligence, winning respect for his reports,
Mordechai Gazit (who served then as director general of the
prime minister's office) decided to transfer Ben-Aharon from
the Foreign Ministry to the prime minister's office. Under
Gazit, Ben-Aharon worked on the diplomatic negotiations
surrounding the interim Disengagement Agreements of 1975,

When the diplomatic process had concluded, Ben-Aharon
returned to the Foreign Ministry during Yigal Allon's term
Foreign Minister.

(b) An alternative paradigm — the democratization of Arab
politics.

The ability to induce stability presupposes first identifying
and then removing the sources of instability. These have little
if anything at all to do with Israeli occupation of this or that
portion of territory.

The nature of the Middle Eastern regimes which apart from
Israel are all in one form or another military dictatorships,
constitutes the true source of regional instability. The internal
logic that sustains such regimes is the antithesis of peace, for
the ruling dictator does not owe his continued c—::-ntmrﬂf power
to the quality of life that he provides his citizens, but rather --
to the power of his armed forces, Thus, to bolster his rule he
must bolster the armed forces. To do so, he must allocate
them ever-increasing resources. However, even a dictator needs
to justify such allocations, because otherwise he should be
building roads, schools and hospitals. Therefore he needs to
identify an external threat, a m{:.: which he can conveniently
assign to the "Zionist entity”. Now, when one has a resource-
pered military establishment, constantly readied to deal

soon as the threshold of deterrence is lowered, war will erupt!

Left-wingers reject withdrawal

Again we do not need to cite a right-winger in support of this
view. Foreign Minister Shimon Peres, when he was Defense
Minister, was once interviewed on the issue of Israeli
withdrawal from Judea and Samaria. Peres replied that
| withdrawal would "place the country in a situation of total lack
of deterrent ability, which would itself constitute an almost
| compulsive temptation to attack Israel from all sides”.

In fact, pressuring Israel to withdraw to frontiers which have
been described by Abba Eban (an outspoken dove) as
"Auschwitz" borders, creating a "compulsive temptation to
attack," would leave the country with only one operational
option for her defense — massive preemption on minimum
provocation — which is hardly a recipe for lasting stability,

Thus, pressure on Israel to make territorial concessions risks
escalation rather than a reduction of regional instability and
violence.

An alternative paradigm, which addresses the root causes of
regional belligerency and zero in on the dictatorial nature of the

| surrounding regimes. is timely and essential.

h an external threat (i.e., prepared to make war), then as |

The vital point that must be hammered home time and again
is that true peace will be possible only when democratic
processes gather momentum in the Arab world. History records
no cases of war between two democracies. True democracies
respect minority rights and human freedoms. Socialist
democracies or Islamic democracies or guided democracies are
grotesque distortions of democracy sustained by popular frenzy
or Moslem extremism.

When human rights and individual freedom have become
important enough to Arab regimes and dominant
considerations in the formulation of their foreign policy, then
and only then will true peace — as opposed to a paper peace —
be possible.

Hence, democratic reform in the Arab World should be the
focus of a new alternative paradigm for ending the state of
belligerency between Israel and her Arab neighbors. This
paradigm will supplant the fallacious formula of "land for

eace” which centers on Israeli territorial concession.

ocratic reform has proven to be a dependable formula for
pacific behavior by states, while "land for peace” has always
proven to be a recipe for instability,

(c) Spelling out Israel's continued strategic value to the West
in the post-Communist era — a new basis for an old
relationship.

During the Cold War, Israel was a natural ally of the West in
the ideological and strategic conflict between Western
Democracy and Communist Despotism. This accounted for
Israel's strategic value. Conventional wisdom maintains that
the downfall of Communism has reduced Israel's strategic
value to the West, This view is short sighted. Israel's affinity
to the West — an affinity based on democratic, social, cultural
and political values — is an asset which will be called upon
again. Communism was neither the first nor will it be the
last dangerous challenge to such values,

A contest of ideologies

During the course of this century two doctrines menaced the
very core of liberal Western civilization: one doctrine was
Nazism, the other Communism. Now a third doctrine --
Moslem Fundamentalism — is emerging and it poses no less a

| threat to the West than its totalitarian predecessors.

Moslem Fundamentalism is no less antithetical to Western
liberal walues, no less implacable in its hostility to
adversaries, and no less missionary in its expansionist zeal,
Consequently, a titanic ideological contest between two such
antagonistic systems is inevitable. For all intensive purposes
the struggle is already in progress. In this conflict, Israel is to
play an equal if not greater role than the role which she
fulfilled in the East-West struggle, It will be a primary task of
a refurbished Isracli media campaign to drive this point home
to both domestic and international opinion.

Israel needs to overhaul thoroughly the manner in which she
presents herself and her interests to the media. The battle for
the hearts and minds of the public is by no means lost and if
Israel fights the battle intelligently, she can win. The
consequences of defeat are the transformation of Israel into a
pariah state (however unwarranted that may be), isolated and
spurned by the international community. "Ein brera" — Israel
has no choice but to win this battle, ®

The end product is a gigantic media hoax, a monumental feat
of journalistic alchemy which transforms the threatened into a
threat, distorts historical justice into injustice, and deforms
historical truths into falsehoods. Israel, a valiant democracy,
beleaguered by cruel tyrannies which seek her destruction, and
worthy of unmitigated free-world support, is constantly
portrayed as a cruel plunderer, trampling upon the legitimate
rights of others.

The campaign to undermine Israel's international image
attempts not only to alter perceptions, but to achieve tangible
results as well. If Israel’s traditional bases of support and
sympathy are eroded, she will find it increasingly difficult to
stay afloat amidst the maelstrom of perils which she confronts.

Israel shares part of the blame

It may be comforting to harp on the marked bias of the
media. One can easily expose the double standard which
emphasizes any real or imaginary Israeli infringement of human
rights, while blithely glossing over far more glaring violations
in the Arab world, Israel's predicament, however, cannot be
attributed solely to an inherently hostile international press.
Israel's information policy and, more specifically, those
entrusted with representing Israel and her policies in the
international media, are also to blame.

A new approach

With these three issues in mind, it is time to come up with a
revamped Israeli media drive.

{a) Puncturing the "Land-for-Peace” illusion,

One can appropriately cite the disastrous historical precedent
of the Sudetenland in 1938, where the principle of trading
strategically important territory for empty promises of peace
resulted in the destruction of Czechoslovakia and the most
terrible war in human history. However, even if the reader is
not prepared to accept the very close historical parallel between
the Nazi demand of "Land for Peace” and the current Arab

If the Arabs demand Land for Peace, and only Land for Peace,
one must conclude that they reject the formula of Peace
Peace. It is land which the Arabs covet and they are prepared
offer peace in recompense. They are attempting to obtain lan
(something which they value more) by supplying peace (a
commodity which they value less).

Moreover, if the Arabs declare that unless they are given
Land, they will withhold Peace, i.c., continue the state of war,
then we must conclude that their compromise offer of Peace for
Land actually masks a most uncompromising threat of War for |
Land. |

Let's look at these two undeniable conclusions together, For
the Arabs, land is more important than peace, and they are
prepared to make war for land even prior to territorial
concessions when strategic geography works to their
disadvantage. Once Israel makes concessions, and geographic
conditions work to the Arabs' advantage, there will be no
reason for them not to violate the peace (i.e., make war) for
additional land -- which they value more than peace. '

It was not some fanatical Israeli war-monger, but Prime
Minister Rabin, who pointed out this logic in an address before
a joint session of the U.S. Congress: "Up until 1967 Israel did
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The 1967 borders, monstrous in shape and their snake-like length,
are clearly a violation of 242's call for secure boundaries

as land - for something as basic and fundamental as the right
to live in peace.

4. States have no right or claim to territory which they have
used - and may use again - as a springboard to wage
aggressive war,

5. Palestinian Arabs are not mentioned in 242 and they can
raise no territorial arguments, because they have never
constituted a "state," and because they were not direct
belligerents in the 1967 war. They had no legal or moral
standing in the eyes of the 1967 U.N. resolution. They were
either subsumed under other categories or referred to as
"refugees" (a term which embraces not only the 500,000

approximately 600,000 Jewish refugees from Arab
ountries who were deliberately dispossessed and
disenfranchised between 1947-1953).

Both Jewish and Arab refugees have the right to seek
material compensation, but resolution 242 never intended that
either group be handed a piece of territory to establish an
additional sovereign state as a form of political compensation.

6. Syria and the Palestinians cannot seek succor in the
general territorial provisions of 242 when they consistently
rejected 242 for years following its approval in 1967. Up to
this very moment, Syria and the Palestinians continue to both
condone and actively support military assaults and terrorist
strikes against Israchi citizens and Israeli territory. Acting in
contravention of 242, they simultaneously attempt to coerce
Israel into submitting to an unbalanced and infantile
interpretation of 242.

7. The general and undefined principle of territorial
withdrawal can only be interpreted tﬁmugh the prism of the
more specific and demanding principles of secure and
recognized boundaries as well as the fundamental principle of a

‘gimj Arab refugees from the trust territory of Palestine, but

"just and lasting peace”. In other words, resolution 242 not
only does not mandate, but specifically opposes, withdrawals
that lead to insecure boundaries. Indeed, boundaries that are
inherently unstable are a fundamental violation of 242's call
for just and lasting peace. Therefore, the final boundaries must
not pose a permanent physical threat or constitute an
enticement to war. Arab control of the Golan, Judea, Samaria
or Gaza would therefore be incompatible with the resolution.

8. Twenty-five years have passed between the approval of
242 and the current peace talks of 1992. The call for an
indivisible peace remains constant, but the strategic view of
what constitutes "secure and recognized boundaries” has
changed. In 1967 the U.S. Joint Chiefs of Staff concluded in a
top secret memo - JCSM-373-67 - that Israel's minimal
defense needs required Israeli retention of the entire Golan
Heights, all of Gaza, all of Judea and most of Samaria.

Since that time, the Arab threat to Israel has increased. Of
the three major attributes of war - force, maneuver and terrain
- the Arabs have increased their quantitative advantage while
narrowing Israel's qualitative edge in all categories save for
one: terrain.

The Arab forces have more men, materiel and armaments,
Now, more than ever, Israel needs to retain any terrain
advantages, for the following reasons:

a. to discourage surprise Arab land attacks;

b. to disperse population and industrial targets in the face of

Arab threats to employ unconventional weapons.

9. The Lessons of the Gulf War:

Land in the Missile Age has more, not less, strategic value,
especially for defensive purposes. Despite massive Western air
superiority, Iraq's Saddam Hussein exploited the vast expanses
of land at his disposal to hide weapons and installations.
From Israel's point of view, territory had important
ramifications. Had Saddam’s Scuds been launched from an area
such as the Golan Heights, for example, the warheads would
have been more accurate and considerably lurger because there
would have been no need to redesign missile configuration and
to exchange foel for explosives. Had there been Arab
sovereignty in Judea, Samaria or Gaza, Israel would not have
been able to adopt a "flexible response” to incipient Iragi
threats but would have had to adopt a "massive retaliation”
approach both to perceived missile threats, actual missile
attacks and perceived troop movements.

The Gulf War has demonstrated that land can provide an
important buffer for a democratic society and its decision
makers. Facing increasing conventional threats as well as
unconventional threats, Israel does not contend that retention
of the Golan, Judea, Samaria or Gaza makes it impervious or
invulnerable to any attack. Missiles flew over the land barriers,
and they may, G-d forbid, do so again. Such weapons,
however, are not an immediate threat to Israel's existence,
unless they carry nuclear warheads. Conventional conquest, on
the other hand, remains the basic threat to Israel and terrain
continues to be important. Territorial depth remains a deterrent
to Arab temptations to cut Israel's midsection or bludgeon its
northern territories. If Israel were to abandon defensible terrain
her only resort would be the "Doctor Strangelove Option” - an
automatic trip-wire defense doctrine predicated on preemption
and mass destruction. This is hardly a recipe for stability.

A more sensible approach, which maintains the spirit of the
original resolution, would reject the recipe of "land for peace”
and embrace the formula of "land ensures peace”. L
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The U.S. State Department and Arab
interpretations of the key U.N.
Security Council Resolution 242, have
put the cart before the horse.
Resolution 242 accorded priority to
peace and to secure boundaries.
The distorters of 242 seek to cajole
and coerce Israel into dangerous
withdrawals which will make both
peace and secure boundaries impossible

sovereignty, territorial integrity and political independence of
every state in the area and their right to live in peace within
secure and recognized boundaries free from threats or acts of
force”.

The U.N. resolution calls for the end of all belligerency,
because peace is not divisible. It is not like a loaf of bread
which may be sliced. The territorial component of peace has
been left vague save for two guiding principles: secure and
recognized boundaries and some withdrawal of Israeli forces.
The document specifies "territories” - not "all territories” or
"the territories”. Possibilities for new border arrangements
different from the 1949 Armistice lines were deliberately left
open, as were options for Israeli home building in what the
world calls "settlements”. Likewise, neither "Palestinians,"
nor a "Palestinian state" are mentioned in 242. None of this
happened as a result of oversight. Key participants in the
creation of 242 - U.N. Ambassador Arthur Goldberg and
Undersecretary of State Eugene V. Rostow - reported fierce
debate over every comma of 242. The final version - offered
by Britain's Lord Caradon - was

1
detected a sense of weakness in the way we treated the Arabs in
Judea and Samaria, because in our democratic framework which
rests upon foundations borrowed from Western society, there is
an unwritten contract between the ruler and the ruled. Deep in

their hearts, the Arabs do not believe in this contract, They
ridicule its foundations and we in our idiocy try to impose this |
system upon them, even though it is alien to them. Shamir
crossed out this entire section of the speech. He dismissed it as
an abstraction, as philosophy”,

Ben-Aharon explains that the Arabs, consistently and
irrespective of the facts, present us as usurpers. "They are
always the persecuted, and we are always the persecutors. We,
in an assymetrical fashion, fetter ourselves with unilateral
limitations. Our legal system is not equipped to handle Arab
murder, Israel's legal system is suitable perhaps to Denmark".

Ben-Aharon is now touring the C.I.S, The liaison office of
the Israel Foreign Ministry which dealt with Soviet Jewry
during the Communist regime offered Ben-Aharon a "treat”.
They arranged a trip for him to Russia, just a little something
to cushion the fall, even though it won't erase the "black and
blue marks" (of his ouster from the Foreign Service).

Q: Perhaps the differences between the Likud government
and the Rabin government are cosmetic. Israel basically
acceded to anything the U.S. government asked for.

Ben-Aharon: "We fought the Americans tooth and nail
They wanted an international conference as the framework of
the negotiations, but we did not agree. We prevented the UN. |
from securing a toe-hold, and now Peres is letting them in".

Q: But you went to Madrid. Wasn't that an international
conference?

Ben-Aharon: "That was a compromise. It was clear that
we had to proceed with negotiations. Nevertheless, following
the opening session we went on to direct negotiations between
the parties",

Q: You were the ones who agreed that autonomy would be
merely a transitional stage towards the final agreement. What
is your comment on this?

Ben-Aharon: "This is the legacy we inherited from
Menahem Begin. You have to lay the blame on Begin's party.
The disaster inherent in the concept ‘transitional stage' is that
people borrow ideas appropriated from a European context and
attempt to superimpose them on a different reality. When the
founders of the modern State of Israel took the ideas of
Socialism and Communism from Russia and Poland and
applied them here, trouble resulted, The same holds true for
autonomy. But there are various versions of aulonom yges
Shamir maintained that we are obligated to the Camp Dav
Agreement; however, we have to tailor any and all agreements
to the autonomy plan to existing realities. In Judea, Samaria
and Gaza - we do not have to adopt Camp David word for
word”,

Q: Nonetheless, one gets the feeling that you are playing
coy. You disqualified the P.L.O. from the negotiations but
you basically conducted negotiations with P.L.O. members in
Judea and Samaria, who never concealed their affiliation and
the identity of who was giving them orders.

Ben-Aharon: "The P.L.O. is one of the subjects I argued
about with Baker. An agreement was reached with the
Americans that if the Palestinian delegation would identify
itself as receiving orders from Tunis, we would leave the
negotiations. | was not happy with everything that was done.
But we established a clear line of demarcation. We can talk
with the Arabs of Judea and Samaria, because they have
interests upon which we can build an agreement. They live
together with us and share with us a common reality. As for
those Arabs living outside Israel, you can give them whatever

The choice was in character for Ben-Aharon. It is hard to
speak of him as a nice guy or as "Mr. Sociability”.

Aharon always had a warm spot in his heart
for the residents of Judea, Samaria and Gaza

One diplomatic source adds: "During Shamir's era, they
fawned on him like lambs. But once Shamir was gone they
bared their teeth and tore him to picces without an afterthought.
In September, Ben-Aharon was told to pack up and leave. A
special task force in the Foreign Ministry had pored over every
comma and codicil in his employment contract. They found a
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loophole that provided them with a legal out so as to block his
return to the Foreign Ministry, from which he had been on loan
to the prime minister's office. This marked a sad close to Ben-
Aharon's 30 years of civil service to the State of Israel.

There are those who had called Ben-Aharon a clone of
Shamir. He had authored many of Shamir's speeches and had
shared the most intimate diplomatic secrets. Although Ben-
Aharon was consulted before every major step. he tried to steer
clear of political dirt. A good rapport existed among those
surrounding Shamir, A proper balance was also struck between
the professionals and the politicians in Shamir's immediate

circle: Eli Rubenstein and Yossi Ben-Aharon were the
professionals, and Yossi Ahimeir and Shmuel Slavin were the
political advisors.

One can sense the personal empathy that Ben-Aharon felt
towards Shamir, his direct supervisor since 1981. Even now,
there are those who would say that Eli Rubinstein and Ben-
Aharon formed a composite alter-ego to Shamir. Ben-Aharon
reflects Shamir's put feelings regarding truth and justice,
Rubinstein reflects Shamir's sense of realism and the realization
that he would have to conduct negotiations and make
compromises, One of the senior officials in Shamir's office
described the relationship between the trio, "Rubinstein and
Ben-Aharon, the two opposites, complemented each other.
Shamir would consult them before every political step he took.
It is common practice for politicians who relain two advisers --
one serves as the good cop. and the other as the bad cop. Ben-
Aharon was chosen to be the bad cop”.

T he decision made by the government of Israel
to deport more than 400 terrorists is
praiseworthy. No less worthy of praise is the
backing given by Israel's High Court of Justice in
support of this action, without going into the
legalities, in spite of the povernment's decision -
as it was made - which almost placed the court
into an impossible test. One could even say that as
a sign of these very days (the time of the
Chanukah celebration), nationalistic considerations
were chosen now by Israel's executive and judicial
branches, taking precedence over a Hellenistic legal
approach. According to the second approach,
international law is more important than national
interest; even the personal safety of Israel's Jewish
citizens comes second.

We hope that this wide encompassing move will
be influential as a deterrent, and if not, that the
government of Israel will not give up the
continuing and unconditional war against
terrorism, until its end.

There is much importance that this long-range
decision was given approval by Meretz'
government ministers (albeit with signs of regret),
and with the approval its Knesset faction. Here
we see a group, Meretz, whose singular hatred of
the people active in settling Yesha, has no
bounds. Meretz was forced now by circumstances
to support a policy which the Yesha Council [of
Judea, Samara and Gaza] has advanced for many
years; a policy which even in the days of the
Likud government was barely implemented, if at
all.

Despite the not-so-small number of deportees
expelled, this time we dare to argue: too few and
too late. It would have been right and better to
deport all the inciters, all the thousands of them,
including members of the P.L.O. whom the
government of Israel is trying now (o raise up
and elevate. Thus, without any doubt, it might be
possible to decrease the acts of terror up to the
point that the LD.F. and other security forces
would be able to bring about an end to
terrorism by means of supplementary actions.
If the government of Israel won't change its

strategic goals and won't take additional steps
leading to the deportation of other Hamas
activists, then the present action taken will in the
end lose its deterrent effect over the course of time.
For five years now the only step taken on the
Arabs' part has been a clear, stragetic goal in
war: to bring about the establishment of a
Palestinian state to be built over the ruins of the
State of Israel. And the first stage of that
Palestinian state will be built on the lands of
Yesha - Judea, Samaria and Gaza. Despite this

clear goal on the Arabs' part, the Israeh side h’
11

been acting only according to a modest tacti
directive, namely keeping the level of violence at
a lesser extreme.

Given such a situation, whereby the Israeli side
hasn't even established for itself the goal of a
strategic victory in this struggle, then it should
come as no surprise that this war [against the
intifada] is the longest war that the LD.F. has ever
had to fight, and an end is not in sight. Even
moreso, this is the first war [fought against the
State of Israel] in which the enemy has obtained
no small measure of success in its aims of war. The
enemy has managed now to drag Israel to the
negotiating table and sits opposite her as an equal
among other nations. The "taking" belongs to the
enemy (and all their supporters), while the "giving"
belongs to Israel alone.

This situation being what it is, wherein the
enemy has become encouraged by its gains in the
intifada, it is therefore easy to suppose that if there
won't be any supplementary actions to the recent
expulsion of 400 Hamas inciters -- one such acti
being the end of all "peace talks" until acts of
terror will cease - then the situation will most
likely return to its previous stance within a shori
amount of time, Additional Jewish victims will be
cut down, while the actualization of a policy of
giving in [to the enemy and their demands] takes
place. The current direction of Israel's war against
terror will make it possible for the "path of
peace” - according to the Rabin- Daroushe-Meretz
interpretation - to take its form.

If president-elect Bill Clinton had the time or incli-
nation to undertake a preinauguration world tour, there
is little doubt he would be warmly welcomed in Israel.

Israelis across the spectrum — from peace-at-all-costs
liberals to die-hard settler activists — hailed the Arkansas
governor's victory as a plus for their country, Certainly,
apart from official messages of gratitude to President
George Bush, few people denied being relieved that the
incumbent would not be given another bash in office.

But the response was more than simply gratification at
the beating given to what many regarded as the most
unfriendly US administration in Israel’s history. Bush's
successor has promised good future relations between the
two countries, and although the Democrat’s detractors
charged the campaigning candidate with trying to be all
things to all men, his opening stand on issues Middle
Eastern eamed him pole position in the hearts of this
dispute-weary nation. (See Clinton's promises inside.)

Liberal-minded Israelis are also happily content that
Clinton’s humanistic stand on issues such as abortion,
homosexuality and matters ecological will set a welcome
precedent in the evolving world order with which they
long to identify. Conservatives, to whom traditional
Jewish values — the sanctity of life and family, Biblical
morality, and the right to a strong and secure Land of
Israel — rank most highly, have also been encouraged.
"Since Hubert Humphrey ran in 1968 against Richard
Nixon," enthused Hadashot, "the Democrats have never
had such a pro-Israel platform as that of Clinton”.

In short, on his pledges alone, the new American
president promises to introduce a unifying dynamic into
the divided opinion fracturing the Jewish state. The New
Ynf.k Times suggested that Clinton promised to be "a
President who can heal with his words",

And there’s the rub. For it is not implausible that this
long-hounded people will eagerly lower its guard once it
feels its environment to be less threatening — the indica-
tions are already there. For Israel, however, this could be
a deleterious mistake. She would be well advised to pat-
iently monitor developments in the months ahead.

The peace trend popular under Israel’s Labour govem-
ment - {0 concede its rights in exchange for Amb peace
pledges — does not bode well for the future, Prime Min-
ister Yitzhak Rabin sincerely believes this to be the best
approach, and he has been prepared to expend a substan-
tial amount of political capital to convince his country-
men he is right. Observed former US undersecretary of
state for political affairs, Joseph Sisco:

"Rabin wants the talks to succeed, but he is determined
that should they fail or founder, Israel will not be judged
the recalcitrant party by the United States, which he sees
as inexiricably linked to Israel’s security and survival."

THE (NEW) MOST POWERFUL MAN IN THE WORLD

It became clear in the weeks preceding the US elec-
tions that Rabin’s course was set to continue largely
unchanged should Bush be returned to the White House.
Optimism generated by Clinton’s win, however, has now
created a climate in which Jerusalem could be tempted
to make further concessions on the strength of the new
president’s verbal undertakings alone.

American political observers - both Republican and
Democrat — believe that the president-elect overstretched
himself by making too many pledges on his campaign
trail, and that eventually, as he gets to grips with the
realities of running an economically lacerated super-
power, he will have to "choose among his promises”.

An immediate danger, therefore, is that by the time the
Clinton administration’s de facto policies on the Middle
East are established — and they will remain mostly fluid
as he moves to placate pressing domestic demands -
Israel will have slipped further down the road of
concessions and compromise. Then, when she tums to
collect on Clinton’s promises, they will no longer be
there,

THE ECONOMIC FACTOR

The fact is that Clinton’s biggest campaign pledge,
undoubtedly on the crest of which he rode to victory,
could have him over a barrel not long after his ascend-
ancy to the Oval Office. He emphatically told his nation
— and the whole world - that were he elected, his
primary objective would be to shore up the sinking US
economy., His success or failure as president, and
whether or not he wins a second term in 1996, will hang
more on this promise than on any other,

At the same time, his strong pro-Israel statements have
deeply angered the Arabs, Former Israeli Prime Minister
Yitzhak Shamir was not isolated in his belief that Bush's
defeat marked the end of an administration openly biased
in favour of the Arab states — every Arab leader bar
Saddam Hussein let it be known that he felt exactly the
same way.

Of course, these Arab nations will not stand by quietly
while Clinton considers how many of his promises to
Israel to keep. And they have an exceedingly powerful
weapon to wield against the new administration — huge
investments, businesses, arms and other purchases.

These nations may well make it impossible for Clinton
to stick to his word by threatening to transfer their
invested wealth to Europe.

In this case the question would not be whether Clinton
is anti-Israel, but rather, whether he can be strong
enough to stand by Israel, if such an act of Arab eco-
nomic blackmail makes it difficult, if not impossible, for
him to shore up his nation's economy as he has im-
passionately sworn to do?

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PHANTOM HISTORY

Ancient Middle Eastern history holds an
immense interest for a vast audience. Tour-
ists, Bible readers, linguists, economists,
politicians and, of course, citizens of the
region’s countries could be affected by any
changes to the modem understanding of
this history.

A new book by Peter James, in collab-
oration with four British history and
archacology academics, suggests that the
modern  understanding is  dramatically
wrong and leads to some quite perverse
conclusions.

Centuries of Darkness — with foreword
by C. Renfrew, Professor of Archaeology at
Cambridge - claims to have unearthed "250
years of ‘ghost history' in the model of
ancient Egypt’s history during the first and
second millenia BCE. What the authors
effectively say, is that the dates ascribed to
events in ancient Egypt are, on average,
premature by 250 years. Furthermore, be-
cause of the status and wealth of Egyptian
archacological artefacts and papyri found
not only in Egypt but elsewhere — Israel,
Greece and Turkey, to name a few — the
histories of the surrounding nations have
been distorted to fit the modemn theories of
Egyptian chronology.

Like a ripple in a pond, the ermor dis-
seminates through the histories of other
nations further away. Centuries explains
rather well how this occurs, and is therefore
worth studying. Bible students should find
the implications most interesting — one
chapter attempts to rework "Bible arch-
aeology without Egypt”.

The authors also deliver some stinging
criticisms: Egyptologists, they say, are
being "stubborn” and "arrogant” by refusing
to make any substantial changes to their
model of Egyptian chronology, although a
number of questions remain unanswered.
The reliability of radic carbon-dating is
doubted, and the authors refer to "a
notorious case of selective publishing”
relating to some of the carbon testing done
at Tutankhamen's tomb,

One is left feeling that — as far as its
chronology is concerned — much of pre-
Roman history, from France to Iran and
Saudi Arabia to Spain, stands on rather
shaky ground. The problem is serious: an
enormous gap exists between the biblical
model of Israel’s ancient history and the
"academic model”, dependent as it is on
Egyptian chronology.

There is much more to mention than
space allows, The conclusion of all this,
however, is that a serious threat to
orthodoxy has been published by someone
from its own or related fraternities — in
regard to ancient mid-East history.

In this day of revisionism regarding the
history of Isracl and its peoples - with the
accompanying attempts by Arab nations to
rewrite the deeds of title to the land,
Centuries of Darkness is well worth a read.

Kahane's son applauded the deed and said he
would welcome more.

Israeli police immediately apprehended and
questionsd Kahane supporters, and an MK
called for criminal charges to be brought
against Kahane Chai and Kach leaders.

To be sure, a newspaper survey found that
not all Israelis completely disapproved of the
attack; some said that it was hardly surprising
that the hundreds of attacks on Jews had
eventually provoked a radical response.

The disproportionate international media
attention given this attack — where Arab
attacks on Jews are often treated as "routing”
and hardly newsworthy — also drew sharp
criticism. ’

One non-Israeli’s reaction to the attac
showed how ready individuals are 1o view
events through emotionally warped spectacles,
and to jump to biased and unfounded conc-
lusions: Jewish radicals, he exclaimed, were
"the same as Hamas" — the fundamentalist
Islamic Palestinian Arab terror group.

But Hamas, and the PLO, have cold-
bloodedly murdered numerous men, women
and children in their unabated anti-Isracl
campaign. Their blind hatred of Jews and the
State of Israel has driven them to slaughter
hundreds of their own people as they sow the
seeds of terror and intimidation o secure
popular "support” for their goals,

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THE GOLAN UNDER SYRIA — ISRAELIS REMEMBER

UPPER GALILEE - High above the
Huola Valley, under a shimmering sky,
Israel’s white and blue flag cracks in the
wind over silent Syrian fox-holes. Pre-
served as they were when Israeli soldiers
overran them in 1967, the trench-tunnels
crisscross the slope between clumps of
rusty barbed wire which today still fence
off living, lethal mines,

Here, in the shade of Eucalyptus trees, a
man stands wrestling with emotions as he
stares out over the valley he knows so well.
Uzi V was one of the tank commanders
whose divisions threw Syria off the Heights
24 years ago. As his steel-clad guns battled
up the slopes, troops and young officers
had fallen around him. In the end Israel
had won, but at enormous cost.

d now, all those lives. memories and

ater, fear and uncertainty are again
circling in the north. Fear that Israel is
buckling under intense pressure 10 returmn
the Golan to Syria, and the fragile hope
that peace which has for so long eluded
the Jewish people is at last within reach.

The US government persuaded Syria to
join the "peace process” when Washington
publicly refused to recognise Ismael's
jurisdiction over the Heights. Syrian
President Assad was further encouraged
when Israel recently announced it was
negotiating with Syria on the principle of
the UN's "territory-for-peace” resolution —
242,

A few weeks ago Michal F, a Hula
Valley kibbutznik, told of the trauma of
living under the Syrian guns before 1967,
Syga had used the high ground to fire
irﬁrimimn:l}r on the Israeli communities
below. Farmers were shot in their tractors,
and children spent months in cramped
bomb-shelters as the artillery thundered
overhead.

Michal revealed the conflict within: "We
want peace, and maybe to achieve it we
have to give back the Golan. But if we do,
I shall leave my home because I do not
believe the Syrians will keep their word."

Uzi, up at the former enemy stronghold,
grappled with the same thoughts.

"This is a very steep canyon, and the
enemy, when they were up here, really felt
they were very strong,” he said. "Being up
here and looking down, you can maybe un-
derstand the feelings they had; and the
feelings we had looking up., and being
scared of the strategic power of the Syrians
above us.”

Pointing far below, to where small
hillocks convoluted upon one another,
almost lost in the shimmering sun, Uz
explained.

"That's what we did in "67, The battle
started at two in the aftemoon, when the
sun was in the west and the Syrians could
not sé¢ our maneuvers, And this helped us
very much in our ascent.”

Then Minister of Defence Moshe Dayan
had not wanted to send his men up, fearful
of what it would cost. It had taken some
time to convince him that he had no choice.

"When we started at 2pm, the Syrians
were proclaiming that their forces were on

their way to Haifa.," Two hours later, "the
Syrian ambassador was running and yelling
that the Israeclis were on the border of
Damascus already, and this [exaggeration]
Syria reported over the radio. Luckily the
Syrian soldiers heard it, and as a result they
said, *The Israelis are already in Damascus;
what do we want o do here’, and they ran
away!"

Nonetheless, the battle for the Golan had
not been easy. Over 100,000 Syrian troops
had been stationed along the 77km front. It
took 12 hours to break through. At around
midnight, when it became clear the Syrians
were being thrashed, America and Russia
intervened and stopped the fighting. "They
didn't give us much time; but we had, in
those 12 hours, taken over all the territory

you can se¢ today,”

Uzi said that what the current talks
about the Golan boiled down Lo, was that
the Syrians should be allowed to retum to
their positions above the settlements. How-
ever he did not know many Israclis who
would agree, "because no-one trusts Syria."

In a powerful groundswell of feeling
against increasing governmental willingness
to give up ground on the Golan, between
50,000 and 100,000 Israclis demonstrated
in Tel Aviv on November 16.

"Looking around this fortification can

give you some sort of indication of what it
will be like again if, God forbid, the
Syiians are allowed back here. We cannol
trust and we should not trust them. They
are changing their schemes according o
how the wind blows," Uzi said.

Assad was today "talking pro-American
and pro-West now that nothing remains of
Russia and the East. But otherwise he
would still be with Russia; nothing would
have changed".

Syria in fact had no choice but to talk
peace with the United States, Nonetheless,
Uzi said, he was not happy at the prospect
of a US brokered settlement under these
conditions, even though he was, like all
Israelis, desperate for peace,

“I have mixed feelings. 1 am feeling,
from experience, that we are unable to
trust the Syrians. But I would like to find
a way to give a chance (o peace, and I
don't know what to say. So don't ask me
what is my opinion; should we give back
territories; should we not give back
territories? 1 cannot say, 1 don't know
what 1o say.

"I know tiat this is very nisky, and that

we should not give even one millimeter. 1
know that we have paid for it. We suffered
20 years of shelling and shooting and
bombing. The Syrans did not let us
develop, they did not let us reclaim land or
work in a proper way down in the valley.

"] know that this is a risk of life if we
move back and the Syrans return to their
natural way. Bot I don’t know. 1 would
love to have peace. And I'm sure that every
Israeli has mixed feelings. Maybe there is
a chance, maybe there is. But 1 do not
believe that Assad changed his skin. He can
change the colour but not the nature of it."”

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DISCLOSED - HOW AMERICAN INTELLIGENCE WITHHELD VITAL
INFORMATION FROM ISRAEL ON THE EVE OF YOM KIPPUR ’73

Israel’s ability to repulse a full-scale Arab attack hinges on two interdependent factors — the quality of its fighting
forces, and sound intelligence. Although their battle performance has proven the exceptional calibre of Israel’s soldiers
—~ they are outnumbered nine-to-one by the Arab standing armies (Egypt excluded) - this advantage falls away without
a well-informed early warning system. The nation needs 48 hours to mobilise; something Israel’s allies know too well.

The 1973 Yom Kippur War took Israel by surprise. As its reserves were being called up, the thinly-spread standing
army was nearly devastated by overwhelming Arab forces. Although Israel won the war, the cost in lives was extremely
high. It could have been much lower.

In the following article, which appeared in The Jerusalem Post (Oct 23, 1992), BRUCE BRILL, a former National
Security Agency employee, tells how US intelligence officials repressed for over 30 critical hours its knowledge of the
imminent Syrian and Egyptian invasion of Israel.

In the early 1970°s'T worked
as a Mideast intelligence ana-
lyst for the US National Sec-
urity Agency (NSA).

We called ourselves
"spooks”, implying that our
work was intriguing as well as
secret, although our intell-
igence-gathering efforts were,
by and large, quite routine. Yet
over the course of my years at
“The Agency”, | was privy to
some sensitive and disturbing
bits of intelligence.

The American intelligence
communify is a society unio
itself, with social guidelines
sricter than those of ordinary
society. Even personnel peri-
pheral to Agency intelligence

work — cleaners for example — |

need intensive security checks
and clearances before they are
allowed to set fool in the NSA
complex. The hierarchy of sec-
urity clearances begins at Top
Secret level and goes up from
there, Most intelligence
remains off-limits to even the
cleared analyst by means of
the requisite "need to know"
restriction.

Only a select few who sit at
the top of the hierarchy are
privy to the vast bulk of intel-
ligence processed by the
Agency. By controlling the
type of information passed on
to National Security Council
policymakers, these few
Agency heads effectively wield
an immense amount of influ-

ence by proxy, with profound |

national, if not global, im- | onnel knew of the planned

plications. Their hidden
agendas remain hidden - 1o the
public, 1o the Congress and
even to members of the Nat-
ional Security Council itself
(unless, of course, there is
collusion between cenain
members of the NSC and
Agency higher-ups).

Whether George Bush, who
headed the CIA in the mid-
1970s, was in cahoots with or
duped by intelligence manipu-
lators, raises some unsettling
questions about the man bid-
ding to remain US president
for the next four years,

The traditional antagonism
of the US State Department to-
ward Israel is mirrored in the
US intelligence community.
For example, US intelligence

can pinpoint every new hous- |

Like America, Israel is a
strong democracy, a symbol of
freedom, an oasis of liberty, a
home to the oppressed and
persecuted. Yel in this world
where the Cold War has ended,
peace is still a long way away in
the Middle East

Israel is still surrounded by
nations in pursuit of weapons of
mass destruction; still at risk of
Scud attacks by Saddam Hussein,
and now facing new, more advan-
ced Scuds from Syria: still suf-
fering the economic hardships of
the Arab boycott; still waiting for

er of peace from her Arab
@
e currenl peace negoliations

taking place in Washington offer
the best chance in a decade of
bringing lasting peace lo the
region. When [ met with Prime
Minister Rabin during his recent
visil to the US, I made clear 1o
him my determination (o continue
the peace process if elected. 1
want to be very clear on this:
there will be no hiatus in the
current negotiations.

This summer's elections in
Israel have given the govermnment
a mandate to move forward, and
Prime Minister Rabin has wasted
no lime breathing new life inlo
the negotiations,

He's agreed to stop all

settlement activity and
shill the funds 1o spending on
infrastructure and educafion in
Israel. He's freed 800 Arab
prisoners and reversed 11 deport-
ation orders of Palestinians. He's
pledged a gradual reopening of
streets in what had been some of
the most violent commercial and
residential areas of the territories.
He's eased restrictions on Arab
labourers entering Israel.

Israel has reaffirmed  its
recognition of the UN resolutions
that are the foundations of the
peace process, and supported
those specifically applying to the
negotiations with Syria. And it
now has under consideration a
plan for full autonomy for the
Palestinians that includes early

elections. Now it is time for the
other side lo reciprocate.

I do not believe that we ought
to pressure Israel into making
unilateral concessions in the
peace process, as this administra-
tion has tried to do. [ believe we
must stand by Israel in its historic
effort to integrate hundreds of
thousands of refugees inlo its
society, And I believe the US
should serve as an honest broker
in the peace negotiations. For in

| the end only Israel, the Palestin-

ians and the Arab nations can
make lasting peace with one
another.

I think that we have to give
this peace process a chance o
work. We have o nourish it; we
have to support it; we have i
maintain it continuity. It is time
now to encourage the Arab states
to reciprocale in some fashion for
what the Israeli side has done.
But I think that future course has
o be charted within the context
of this peace process, and [ don’t
think the US should do anything
that would run the risk of dis-
lodging that. I still think we've
got a chance to make it work.

The peace negotiations will no
doubt take time, bul there is a
simple step the Arabs should
have taken long ago: ending their
illegal boycott against Israel.

That boycotlt is economic war-
fare, and that war must end now.
It is time the administration made
it clear that the US will no longer
turn a blind eye to this practice,
by putting an end to US govern-
ment contracts with anyone who
participates in the boycott. That's
why I suppornt Senator Al Gore's
initiative to prohibit Defence
Department coniracts with any
foreign companies that participate
in the Arab League's boycotl
against [srael,

I would strongly encourage
and urge the Saudis to end the
boycott. I think that would be the
best gesture the Arab nations
could make to respond to the
unilateral gestures that Prime
Minister Rabin has made. 1 think
it would do an unbelievable
amount of good to clear the air
and bring the parties to focus on

the specific issues that we all
know will be tough to work out.
S0 I will strongly, strongly urge
them to end the boycolt.

We need to promote action lo
stop the spread of dangerous
missiles in the Middle East, and a
strong international effort and
tough sanctions (o keep weapons
of mass destruction out of the
hands of nations like Iran, Irag,
Syria and Libya.

Since the Gulf War, the
Middle East has been a weapons
bonanza. The US has sold a lot
of weapons there, and so have
other nations. | am  concerned
about that, which is one of the
reasons [ want 10 make sure that
we don't do anything to upset the
qualitative balance in the Middle
East in arms sales that might
occur with the Saudis, and why 1
want to be very careful aboul
whal I say aboul that

I do believe that there needs
o be an aggressive effort focus-
sed on the Middle East, including
joining with other nations o
develop an international regime
of non-proliferation on weapons
of mass desiruction, and also an
effort among the major arms
sellers of the world to try 1o
reduce arms sales in volatile
regions.

The problem, of course, is that
many nations know that if they
don't sell the weapons, someone
else will. And many of the people
whao ask for these weapons have
been steady allies of the US. But
I do believe that we have o
make an urgent, urgent effort
soon to develop a really strong
regime against the spread of
weapons of mass destruction,
especially among dictatorships,
and 1o try o reduce arms sales in
the wraditional arms. 1 am very
concerned about it.

The US must not waver in the
meantime in its financial, security
and moral commitments to Israel.
That is why I said early on that it
is in our nation’s best interest to
continue military and economic
assistance, because this vital aid
encourages long-term stability in
the region and demonstrates US
commitment to Israel’s security

and sovereignty.

I am especially disturbed by
the long-term outlook for the
spread of weapons of mass de-
struction., It iz very menacing.
That means our commitment must
include not only an effort to

reduce this spread, but a
reaffirmation of our strong
commitment to maintaining

Israel's qualitative military edge
over its foes. The sight of
children huddled in basemenis
with gas masks during the Gulf
War brought home to every
American just how vulnerable
Israel is, and just how volatile the
region is.

Clearly we must meet our
security commitmenis (o0 our
coalition partners in the Gulf, but
any of those actions must be
taken in close consultation with
the government of Israel, and any
arms sales must nol undermine
our commitment o Israel's
qualitative edge, As I have said
repeatedly, any sale of F-15s 1o
Saudi Arabia must only go for-
ward in this conlext.

I believe we can and should
provide for the adequate defences
of our coalition pariners in the
region in a way that does not
threaten Israel's security. [ would
support the sale of some versions
of the F-15s to Saudi Arabia, but
we must not sell any offensive
version of the F-15s to Saudi
Arabia that could threaten Israel,
tilt the military balance, or erode
Israel's qualitative military edge,

There is another threal Io
Israel that has long gone
unaddressed. It is a threat that
can weaken [Israel militarily,
economically and politically. It
can hinder our ability to respond
to crises that might affect Israel.
That threat is the weakening
American economy. Without a

growing economy, without a
strong, stable and secure
American middle class,

America's commitment to Israel
will always be under pressure.

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IRAN NUKES UP

Associated Press reports (Oct 13,
1992) that Iran has paid Kazhakstan for
four nuclear warheads and is awaiting
their delivery. According to the
Washington Post (Oct 12), the reports,
based on statements by Iran’s leading
opposition group, the People's
Mujahedeen, "match US intelligence
reports received several weeks ago.”

One month earlier on a visit to Israel,
Kazhak Prime Minister Sergei Teres-
chenko pledged to President Chaim
Herzog: "Nuclear weapons will not be
sold, not to Iran or any other country.
Kazhakstan is peace loving."

Meanwhile in  September, Iran
announced that it had purchased a
nuclear reactor from China. In an attempt
to placate the troubled worldwide re-

sponse, it pledged to submit the reactor |

to international safeguards.

The US State Department, however,
opposed the sale which "would inevitably
result in an enhancement of Iran’s nu-
clear infrastructure”,

AP further reported that Russia,
despite US opposition, had sold Iran two
nuclear reactors and three submarines,
(The first new sub arrived in Iran in the
last week of November,)

Acting Secretary of State Lawrence
Eagleburger protested the sales, saying in
classic understatement that Iran "has a
ceriain relationship to temorism that we
consider to be anathema”,

Following the break-up of the Soviel
Union, Kazhakstan agreed to give up the
nuclear weapons on its soil provided that
Washington would guaraniee it against a
nuclear attack by Russia, China or the
US. According to repeated reports
however, Kazhakstan is under pressure
from other Muslim countries not 1o
surrender its nuclear arsenal,

FUTURE ALLIES?

On November 3, Ismael Television
broadcast news footage of the leaders of
Iran and Kazhakstan shaking hands over
an agreement, the contents of which were
not divulged. The report followed recent
disclosures of deals between the two
Islamic countries involving the sale of
nuclear know-how to Iran (see above).

After the USSR fell, Kazhakstan — the
largest by far of the three CIS Islamic
members ~ became the world’s fourth-

largest nuclear power.
| Both Iran and Turkey have actively
| wooed the newly independent Islamic

states since the USSR's demise. While
Turkey — a secular state unlike unstable,
fundamentalist Iran — initially appeared to
be leading these nations towards its style
of government, the pendulum of influ-
ence has begun to swing the other way.

Iran, a non-Arab Muslim nation, today
leads the rejectionist front against Israel.
It has unerringly refused to recognise, in
any way whatsoever, Israel’s right to
exist in the Middle East, and has actively
opposed the Middle East peace talks, or
any other form of "compromise” with the
Jewish state,

Teheran also sponsors the Hizbullah
terror group currently waging a war of
attrition against Israel in the north,

While Iran may not be Israel’s most
obvious and primary foe today, its
fundamentalist and revolutionary Islamic
character means it will remain one of the
most dangerous and powerful forces
opposing peace in the Middle East - as
long as Israel is "permitted” to exist as a
sovereign state.

Iran’s friends can be no frends of
Israel. It is not inconceivable that the
gelling of the Iran-Kazhakstan relation-
ship could lead to a new alliance of anti-
Israel Islamic states. Other prospective
| partners? Libya and the Sudan.

 VICIOUS ARMS CIRCLE

Yugoslavia: To bolster Tito against Stalin,
the US poured arms into Yugoslavia. Today
these weapons are destroying Sarajevo and

| killing hundreds of innocent Muslims.

Iran: The Shah of Iran received bountiful
arms from the West. Khomeini used these
weapons against Irag.

Iraq: To halt Iranian expansion in the Gulf,
western nations armed Saddam Hussein. Sad-
dam used these weapons to invade Kuwait,

Afghanistan: US arms supplied to combat
Soviet expansionism in Afghanistan are today
utilised by the victorious Party of Islam 1o
subdue other Islamic groups in the country.

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DISCLOSED - HOW AMERICAN INTELLIGENCE WITHHELD VITAL
INFORMATION FROM ISRAEL ON THE EVE OF YOM KIPPUR ’73

Israel’s ability to repulse a full-scale Arab attack hinges on two interdependent factors — the quality of its fighting
forces, and sound intelligence. Although their battle performance has proven the exceptional calibre of Israel’s soldiers
— they are outnumbered nine-to-one by the Arab standing armies (Egypt excluded) - this advantage falls away without
a well-informed early warning system. The nation needs 48 hours to mobilise; something Israel's allies know too well.

The 1973 Yom Kippur War took Israel by surprise. As its reserves were being called up, the thinly-spread standing
army was nearly devastated by overwhelming Arab forces. Although Israel won the war, the cost in lives was extremely
high. It could have been much lower.

In the following article, which appeared in The Jerusalem Post (Oct 23, 1992), BRUCE BRILL, a former National
Security Agency employee, tells how US intelligence officials repressed for over 30 critical hours its knowledge of the
imminent Syrian and Egyptian invasion of Israel.

It theearly 1970"s T worked
as a Mideast intelligence ana-
Iyst for the US Mational Sec-
urity Agency (NSA),

We called ourselves
"spooks”, implying that our
work was intrigning as well as
secret, although our intell-
igence-gathering efforts were,
by and large, quite routine. Yet
over the course of my years at
"The Agency”, I was privy to
some sensitive and disturbing
bits of intelligence.

The American intelligence
community is a society unto
itself, with social guidelines
siricter than those of ordinary
society. Even personnel peri-
pheral to Agency intelligence
work — cleaners for example -
need intensive security checks
and clearances before they are
allowed to set foot in the NSA
complex. The hierarchy of sec-
urity clearances begins at Top
Secret level and goes up from
there. Most intelligence
remains off-limits (0 even the
cleared analyst by means of
the requisite “need to know”
restriction.

Only a select few who sit at
the top of the hierarchy are
privy 1o the vast bulk of intel-
ligence processed by the
Agency. By controlling the
type of information passed on
to National Security Council
policymakers, these few
Agency heads effectively wield
an immense amount of influ-
ence by proxy, with profound

national, if not' global, im-
plications. Their hidden
agendas remain hidden - 1o the
public, to the Congress and
even. 1o members of the MNat-
ional Security Council itself
(unless, of course, there is
collusion between certain
members of the NSC and
Agency higher-ups).

Whether George Bush, who
headed the CIA in the mid-
1970s, was in cahoots with or
duped by intelligence manipu-
lators, raises some unsettling
questions about the man bid-
ding to remain US president
for the next four years,

The traditional antagonism
of the US State Departiment to-
ward Israel is mirrored in the
US intelligence community.
For example, US intelligence
can pinpoint every new hous-
ing unmit set up in Judea or
Samaria, yet could lose a
Scuod-laden vessel bound from
North Korea to Iran on the
open seas. The Hebrew lang-
uage, oo, was the only one
used at the Agency for overt
spying, with Hebrew linguists
told to declare they were
"Special Arabic" linguists.

While working at the
Agency as an Arabic and
"Special Arabic” traffic analyst
in the early 1970s, I learned of
the planned October 6, 1973,
invasion of Israel by Syria and
Egypt — 30 hours before the
US notified Israel.

Upper-echelon Agency pers-

onnel knew of the planned
attack hours, if not days, prior
to that. Not passing this vital
information along in time re-
sulted in the unnecessary
deaths and maiming of thou-
sands of young Israclis,

The US intelligence com-
munity’s anti-Israel policy has
until now been successfully
kept secret, even at the
Agency itself, since the "need
to know" rule governing such
policies is strictly applied only
to select non-Jews.

It was, therefore, quite by

accident that 1 discovered the |

existence of chambers at NSA
that are off-limits to US citi-
zens with the highest security
clearances, simply because
they are Jews. Clearly, efforts
towards Israel's demise are
made here, These Agency in-
ner sancta are so totally im-
mune from any monitoring,
that such unconstitutional go-
ings on continue freely,

Are there inner sancta of this
kind off-limits t0 blacks,
Orientals, or other American
minorities? There is no reason
to believe that there aren’t,
since there is absolutely no
answerability to prevent il
Such discriminatory practices
fly in the face of the US Con-
stitution’s Bill of Rights.
Likewise, working against
Israel, the only democracy in
the Middle East, hardly seems
very American.

Since these things became

known to me only after the
Yom Kippur War, I naturally
assumed that Israel, America's
publicly declared friend, w
have been notified immedi
through the proper channels
about the imminent attack on
October 6, 1973. Now I live
haunted by the possibility that,
somehow, 1 could have dis-
covered that the intelligence
was not being forwarded, got-
ten it to the Israelis, and
thereby saved some measure of
the anguish that became
known as the Yom Kippur
War.

Yet I didn't, and I agonise
over it each Yom Kippur. I
was a loyal American military
intelligence analyst who
contributed towards Israel’s
planned demise. 1 received
honourable discharge from
army and am still a free man,
Jonathan Pollard, by contrast,
is still in prison.*

The writer worked for the
Narional Security Agency at
Fort Meade, Maryland, from
1971 1o 1974,

*Jonathan Pollard, an
American citizen, was con-
victed seven years ago of
"spying" for Israel and was
sentenced to life imprison-
ment. His crime? Forwarding
vital intelligence information
to Israel which US intell-
igence supervisors had tried to
keep secret.
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THE GOLAN UNDER SYRIA — ISRAELIS REMEMBER

UPPER GALILEE - High above the
Hula Valley, under a shimmering sky,
Israel’s white and blue flag cracks in the
wind over silent Syman fox-holes. Pre-
served as they were when lIsraeli soldiers
overran them in 1967, the trench-tunnels
crisscross the slope between clumps of
rusty barbed wire which today still fence
off living, lethal mines.

Here, in the shade of Eucalypius trees, a
man stands wrestling with emotions as he
stares out over the valley he knows so well,
Uzi V was one of the tank commanders
whose divisions threw Syria off the Heights
24 years ago. As his steel-clad guns battled
up the slopes, troops and young officers
had fallen around him, In the end Israel
had won, but at enormous cosl,

d now, all those lives, memories and
y ater, fear and uncertainty are again
circling in the north. Fear that Israel is
buckling under intense pressure to retum
the Golan to Syria, and the fragile hope
that peace which has for so long eluded
the Jewish people is at last within reach,

The US government persuaded Syria to
join the "peace process” when Washington
publicly refused 1o recognise [Israel’s
jurisdiction over the Heights. Syrian
President Assad was further encouraged
when Israel recently announced it was
negotiating with Syria on the principle of
the UN's "territory-for-peace” resolution —
242,

A few weeks ago Michal F, a Hula
Valley kibbutznik, told of the trauma of
living under the Syrian guns before 1967,
Syga had used the high ground to fire
hiimimmly on the Isracli communities
below. Farmers were shot in their tractors,
and children spent months in cramped
bomb-shelters as the artillery thundered
overhead.

Michal revealed the conflict within; "We
want peace. and maybe to achieve it we
have to give back the Golan. But if we do,
I shall leave my home because I do not
believe the Syrians will keep their word.”

Uzi, up at the former enemy stronghold,
grappled with the same thoughts.

"This is a very steep canyon, and the
enemy, when they were up here, really felt
they were very strong,” he said. "Being up
here and looking down, you can maybe un-

derstand the feelings they had: and the |
feelings we had looking up, and being |

scared of the strategic power of the Syrians
above us."

Pointing far below, to where small
hillocks convoluted upon one another,
almost lost in the shimmering sun, Uzi
explained.

"That’s what we did in "67. The battle
started al two in the aftemoon, when the
sun was in the west and the Syrians could
not see our maneuvers. And this helped us
very much in our ascent.”

Then Minister of Defence Moshe Dayan
had not wanted to send his men up, fearful
of what it would cost. Tt had taken some
time to convince him that he had no choice.

"When we started at 2pm, the Syrians
were proclaiming that their forces were on

their way to Haifo." Two hours later, "the
Syrian ambassador was running and yelling
that the Israclis were on the border of
Damascus already, and this [exaggeration]
Syria reported over the radio. Luckily the
Syrian soldiers heard it, and as a result they
said, ‘The Israelis are already in Damascus;
what do we want to do here’, and they ran
away!"

MNonetheless, the battle for the Golan had
not been easy, Over 100,000 Synian troops
had been stationed along the 77km front. It
took 12 hours to break through. At around
midnight, when it became clear the Syrians
were being thrashed, America and Russia
intervened and stopped the fighting. "They
didn't give us much time: but we had, in
those 12 hours, taken over all the temitory

you can see today."

Uzi said that what the cumenl talks
about the Golan boiled down o, was that
the Syrians should be allowed to retum to
their positions above the settlements. How-
ever he did not know many Israclis who
would agree, "because no-one trusts Syria."

In a powerful groundswell of feeling
against increasing govemnmenial willingness
to give up ground on the Golan, between
50,000 and 100,000 Israclis demonstrated
in Tel Aviv on November 16.

"Looking around this fortification can
give you some sort of indication of what it
will be like again if, God forbid, the

Syrians are allowed back here. We cannot. -
trust and we should not trust them. They
are changing their schemes according o
how the wind blows," Uz said.

Assad was today "talking pro-American
and pro-West now that nothing remains of
Russia and the East. Bul otherwise he
would still be with Russia; nothing would
have changed".

Syria in fact had no choice but to lalk
peace with the United States. Nonetheless,
Uzi said, he was not happy at the prospect
of a US brokered settlement under these
conditions, even though he was, like all
Israelis, desperate for peace.

"l have mixed feelings. 1 am feeling,
from experience, that we are unable to
trust the Syrians. But I would like to find
a way lo give a chance to peace, and I
don’t know what to say. So don’t ask me
what is my opinion; should we give back
territories; should we not give back
territories? [ cannot say, 1 don't know
what to say.

"I kmow that this is very risky, and that
we should not give even one millimeter, |
know that we have paid for it. We suffered
20 wyears of shelling and shooting and
bombing. The Syrians did not let us
develop, they did not let us reclaim land or
work in a proper way down in the valley.

"l know that this is a risk of life if we
move back and the Synans retumn to their
natural way. But I don't know. I would
love to have peace. And I'm sure thal every
Israeli has mixed feelings. Maybe there is
a chance, maybe there is. But 1 do not
believe that Assad changed his skin. He can
change the colour but not the nature of ir."

* 12,000 Israelis reside in 32 communities
— incl ten kibbuizim — on the Golan, while
about 600,000 Israelis live in the towns and

agricultural communities below the Heights.
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PUSHING THE EDGE

On November 4, UN inspectors on the
Golan Heights reported not unsubstantial
Syrian violations of the disengagement
agreement signed with Israel following
the Yom Kippur War.

The agreement was intended to, among
other things, limit and control Syrian
firepower menacing Israel, "Thinned out
areas” were demarcaied forbidding the
deployment of artillery pieces with
ranges exceeding 20 km within that dis-
tance from Israel. Surface-to-air missiles
and launchers were not permitted within
25 km - their range — of the border.

According to the UN teams - which
routinely inspect both Israeli and Syrian
forces in the region — Syria has deployed
more than 20 surface-to-air missiles,
eight rocket-launchers, and eighteen long-
range cannon in these thinned out areas.

Furthermore, reported the newspaper
Hadashot, Syria would not allow the ins-
pectors into seven of the frontier sites,
Official complaints have been lodged in
Damascus but, peace talks or no peace
lalks, no response is anticipated from
strongman Hafez el-Assad.

The Syrian Army today comprises 11
highly-trained divisions, with an esti-
mated 4,000 tanks, over 700 fighter jets,
24 FROG-T7 missile Iaunchers, 24 §5-21
missile launchers (/100 km range), 24
Scud-B launchers (300 km range), 24
Scud-C launchers (500 km range), and a
top-rate air-defense system that includes
SAM-5 missiles with a 500 km range,

If Syria wants peace, why, when its
economy is in ruins, is it spending
billions of dollars on even more arms?
Why has Assad ordered another 800 T-72
tanks, 48 Russian MIG-29 fighter jets, 24
Sukhoi-24 bombers, SAM 10 and SAM
11 air-to-air missiles, and hundreds of
advanced North Korean Scud-C missiles?

How does this correlate with a
November 23 news report that the US is
looking at striking a deal with Assad
whereby Syria will no longer be on the
blacklist of states sponsoring terrorism?

And why, in the face of all this, is
Israel continuing to "negotiate” for peace
with a nation whose actions blatantly
contradict its words?

PERSPECTIVES ON

behind the attack. It had been carried out, he
said, as an act of vengeance for the murder
two years ago of radical Rabbi Meir Kahane.
Kahane's son applauded the deed and said he
would welcome more.

Israeli police immediately apprehended and
questioned Kahane supporters, and an MK
called for criminal charges to be brought
against Kahane Chai and Kach leaders.

To be sure, a newspaper survey found that
not all Israelis completely disapproved of the
altack; some said that it was hardly surprising
that the hundreds of attacks on Jews had
eventually provoked a radical response.

The disproportionate international media
attention given this attack — where Arab
attacks on Jews are often treated as "routing”
and hardly newsworthy — also drew shamp
criticism, ’

One non-lsraeli's reaction to the attac
showed how ready individuals are to view
events through emotionally warped spectacles,
and to jump to biased and unfounded conc-
lusions: Jewish radicals, he exclaimed, were
"the same as Hamas" - the fundamentalist
Islamic Palestinian Arab terror group.

But Hamas, and the PLO, have cold-
bloodedly murdered numerous men, women
and children in their unabated anti-Israel
campaign. Their blind hatred of Jews and the
State of Israel has driven them to slaughter
hundreds of their own people as they sow the
seeds of terror and intimidation o secure
popular "support” for their goals.

No Arab leader has ever condemned a
Palestinian act of terror. So-called moderate
Arabs today “talking peace” with Israel
persistently blame everything and ewcryh-ud).
but their own people for the killings.

By contrast, Kahane Chai and Kach are
abhorred by most Israelis. They have been
forbidden by law from entering the Knesset.
The Israeli press has strongly denounced their
anti-Arab policies and sloganeering. The
government has not only distanced itself from
these groups, it has actively condemned their
politics and actions,

It is to be sincerely and eamnestly hoped
that this murderous attack, in an environment
saturated with suspicion and hatred, will not
trigger off a cycle of violence in which more
innocent people will die. Those observing and
passing "judgement” from the sidelines, how-
ever, should bear in mind that inaccurate and
unmitigated "comparisons” only serve to fur-
ther muddy the waters and cloud the vision of
those wanting to see true justice done,

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PHANTOM HISTORY

Ancient Middle Eastern history holds an
immense interest for a vast audience. Tour-
ists, Bible readers, linguists, economists,
politicians and, of course, citizens of the
region's countries could be affected by any
changes to the modem understanding of
this history,

A new book by Peter James, in collab-
oration with four British history and
archacology academics, suggests that the
modem understanding is  dramatically
wrong and leads to some quite perverse
conclusions.

Centuries of Darkness — with foreword
by C. Renfrew, Professor of Archaeology at
Cambridge — claims to have unearthed "250
years of ‘ghost history™ in the model of
ancient Egypt’s history during the first and
second millenia BCE. What the authors
effectively say, is that the dates ascribed to
events in ancient Egypt are, on average,
prematare by 250 years. Furthermore, be-
cause of the status and wealth of Egyptian
archaeological anefacts and papyri found
not only in Egypt but elsewhere — Isragl,
Greece and Turkey, to name a few — the
histories of the surrounding nations have
been distorted to fit the modem theories of
Egyptian chronology,

Like a ripple in a pond, the eror dis-
seminates through the histories of other
nations further away. Centuries explains
rather well how this occurs, and is therefore
worth studying. Bible students should find
the implications most interesting — one
chapter attempts to rework "Bible arch-
aeology without Egypt".

The authors also deliver some stinging
criticisms: Egyptologists, they say, are
being "stubborn™ and “arrogant” by refusing
to make any substantial changes to their
model of Egyptian chronology, although a
number of questions remain unanswered.
The reliability of radio carbon-dating is
doubted, and the authors refer to "a
notorious case of selective publishing”
relating to some of the carbon testing done
at Tutankhamen's tomb,

One is left feeling that — as far as its
chronology is concerned — much of pre-
Roman history, from France to Iran and
Saudi Arabia to Spain, stands on rather
shaky ground. The problem is serious: an
enormous gap exists between the biblical
model of Israel’'s ancient history and the
"academic model®, dependent as it is on
Egyptian chronology.

There is much more to mention than
| space allows. The conclusion of all this,
| however, is that a serious threat 1o
orthodoxy has been published by someone
from its own or related fraternities — in
regard to ancient mid-East history.

In this day of revisionism regarding the
history of Israel and its peoples — with the
accompanying aftempts by Arab nations to
rewrite the deeds of title to the land,
Centuries of Darkness is well worth a read.

If president-elect Bill Clinton had the time or incli-
nation to undertake a preinauguration world tour, there
is little doubt he would be warmly welcomed in Israel.

Israelis across the spectrum - from peace-at-all-costs
liberals to die-hard settler activists — hailed the Arkansas
govemnor's victory as a plus for their country. Certainly,
apart from official messages of gratitude to President
George Bush, few people denied being relieved that the
incumbent would not be given another bash in office.

But the response was more than simply gratification at
the beating given to what many regarded as the most
unfriendly US administration in Israel's history, Bush’s
successor has promised good future relations between the
two countries, and although the Democrat’s detractors
charged the campaigning candidate with trying to be all
things to all men, his opening stand on issues Middle
Eastemn eamed him pole position in the hearts of this
dispute-weary nation. (See Clinton's promises inside.)

Liberal-minded Israelis are also happily content that
Clinton’s humanistic stand on issues such as abortion,
homosexuality and matters ecological will set a welcome
precedent in the evolving world order with which they
long to identify. Conservatives, to whom traditional
Jewish values — the sanctity of life and family, Biblical
morality, and the right to a strong and secure Land of
Israel — rank most highly, have also been encouraged.
"Since Hubert Humphrey ran in 1968 against Richard
Nixon,” enthused Hadashot, "the Democrats have never
had such a pro-Israel platform as that of Clinton".

In short, on his pledges alone, the new American
president promises to introduce a unifying dynamic into
the divided opinion fracturing the Jewish state. The New
York Times suggested that Clinton promised to be "a
President who can heal with his words".

And there’s the rub. For it is not implausible that this
long-hounded people will eagerly lower its guard once it
feels its environment to be less threatening — the indica-
tions are already there. For Israel, however, this could be
a deleterious mistake. She would be well advised to pat-
iently monitor developments in the months ahead.

The peace trend popular under Israel’s Labour govem-
ment — to concede its rights in exchange for Arab peace
pledges — does not bode well for the future. Prime Min-
ister Yitzhak Rabin sincerely believes this to be the best
approach, and he has been prepared to expend a substan-
tial amount of political capital to convince his country-
men he is right. Observed former US undersecretary of
state for political affairs, Joseph Sisco:

"Rabin wants the talks to succeed, but he is determined
that should they fail or founder, Israel will not be judged
the recalcitrant party by the United States, which he sees
as inextricably linked to Israel's security and survival."

THE (NEW) MOST POWERFUL MAN IN THE WORLD

It became clear in the weeks preceding the US elec-
tions that Rabin's course was set to continue largely
unchanged should Bush be retumned to the White House.
Optimism generated by Clinton's win, however, has now
created a climate in which Jerusalem could be tempted
to make further concessions on the strength of the new
president’s verbal undertakings alone.

American political observers — both Republican and
Democrat - believe that the president-elect overstretched
himself by making too many pledges on his campaign
trail, and that eventually, as he gels to grips with the
realities of running an economically lacerated super-
power, he will have to "choose among his promises”.

An immediate danger, therefore, is that by the time the
Clinton administration’s de facto policies on the Middle
East are established — and they will remain mostly fluid
as he moves lo placate pressing domestic demands —
Istael will have slipped further down the road of
concessions and compromise, Then, when she tumns to
collect on Clinton’s promises, they will no longer be
there.

THE ECONOMIC FACTOR

The fact is that Clinton's biggest campaign pledge,
undoubledly on the crest of which he rode to victory,
could have him over a barrel not long after his ascend-
ancy to the Oval Office. He emphatically told his nation
— and the whole world — that were he elected, his
primary objective would be to shore up the sinking US
economy. His success or failure as president, and
whether or not he wins a second term in 1996, will hang
more on this promise than on any other,

Al the same time, his strong pro-Israel statements have
deeply angered the Arabs, Former Israeli Prime Minister
Yitzhak Shamir was noi isolaied in his belicf that Bush's
defeat marked the end of an administration openly biased
in favour of the Arab states — every Arab leader bar
Saddam Hussein let it be known that he felt exactly the
same way.

Of course, these Arab nations will not stand by quietly
while Clinton considers how many of his promises to
Israel to keep. And they have an exceedingly powerful
weapon to wield against the new administration — huge
investments, businesses, arms and other purchases,

These nations may well make it impossible for Clinton
to stick to his word by threatening to transfer their
invested wealth to Europe.

In this case the question would not be whether Clinton
is anti-Israel, but rather, whether he can be strong
enough to stand by Israel, if such an act of Arab eco-
nomic blackmail makes it difficult, if not impossible, for
him to shore up his nation’s economy as he has im-
passionately swom to do?

Israeli airforce navigator Ron Arad
(35) has been held prisoner by Arab
terrorists in Lebanon and Iran since
October 1986. During the years of nego-
tiations for the release: of western hos-
tages from Beirut, Ron's name was re-
peatedly called out by Israel, which time
after time set free hundreds of Arab
prisoners in the hope of securing their
own man’s freedom with the hostages’,

It has been months since worldwide
relief and elation welcomed Terry Waite
and the other captives as they stepped
beaming and waving from the airliners
which brought them safely home. Night-
mares hecame wonderful dreams for so
many who had nearly lost hope. Hun-
dreds of Arab prisoners were also joy-
fully reunited with their families. And
IQ, Reuters pictures of the laughing,
tedr-streaked faces have begun to yellow,

But for Ron's wife, Tami, and his
five-year-old daughter, Yuval, desperate
hopes of a joyous reunion of their own
have become thin, fragile straws.

To the world, the hostage crisis is
over. Promises made to keep alive inter-
national efforts to free Ron Arad appear
mostly forgotten. Whatever his reasons,
the resignation of the UN's chief hostage
negotiator, immediately following the re-
lease of the final western prisoner, sent a
clear and distressing message to Israel.

Every now and then there is a burst of
hope. On September 21, the Lebanese
government assured Israel that Ron was
still alive. UN Secretary General
Bhoutros-Ghali then announced he would
raily shoulder the responsibility for
securing the young man’s release, Re-
ports on November 18 stated that "top
American officials” had received indica-
tions that Ron was alive,

But although welcome, these flimsy
bits of news can only turmn the knife in
the wound nursed daily by Ron’s family.
As ume continues to erode public con-
cern for the navigator, every effort should
be made to pressure humanitarian and in-
ternational agencies to demand his release.

Together with Ron Arad’s family we
strongly urge all who care, to write to
their heads of state, the American
president and president-elect, and the UN
Secretary-General, entreating them to do
everything in their power o see Ron
returned home. It has been far too long.

Five days later a government proposal to
repeal the law banning meetings with the
FLO was submitted to the Knesset - its
acceptance considered a mere formality.

The two events were in no way directly
related; certainly Israel was not about to
succumb to Mitterand's entreaty, "good
friend” of Israel though many believe him
to be. Prime Minister Rabin and Mitterand
had, the media reported, "agreed to differ”,

Nonetheless, the steady erosion of the
maxim "no negotiations with terrorists”, has
suggested that Israel is moving towards
some form of direct interaction with the
PLO. In effect the organisation has partici-
pated in the "peace talks" all along, al-
though Israel until recently chose to main-
tain the facade that it was dealing only with
"approved” non-PLO negotiators.

The Egyptian-brokered "deal” (Oct 8)
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whereby Israel agreed to join multilateral
talks attended by Palestinian National
Council members was only one of the more
obvious reversals of the Madrid formula,

But while Isracl's position on the PLO
may be softening, the same cannot be said
of the PLO’s position on Israel. The Pal-
estinian "Covenant” calling for the state's
violent dismemberment remains unchanged.
So does the PLO's use of terror against
both Israelis and Palestinians,

On November 21, Israeli police thwarted
a massive attack when they intercepted a
primed car-bomb and captured two terror-
ists, one of whom was Fatah (PLO).

Then a PLO cell was exposed after Pal-
estinians accidently detonated a bomb they

were about to plant at the Western Wall. |

Their leader was recruited, trained,
instructed and remunerated by the PLO.
Mitterand's plea that the PLO be recog-
nised as officially representing the Palestin-
ian people ignores a few glaring realities:
Firstly — no PLO official has ever been
democratically elected. Secondly — the PLO
ensures that an intimidation-free environ-

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ment for fair elections cannot exist. Since
the start of the intifada, more than 700
Palestinians have been murdered for
"collaborating” with Israeli authorities.

Ahmed Daka, a Black Panther leader
whose group had killed more than 70 Pal-
estinians, told a reporter shortly before he
was shot dead by soldiers on November 21:

"I only take my orders from the military
command of Fatah...if the central commit-
tee decides the suspect deserves to be
killed, we kill him",

"He insisted,” wrote the interviewer,
"that the PLO leadership in Tunis backed
his actions fully."”

It is one thing to offer Palestinians
autonomy, thereby giving them the opportu-
nity to live in peace with Israel. It is quite
another to grant any form of recognition
whatsoever 1o an organisation still bent on
terrorising innocent people — both Jew and
Arab.,

To do so can only reinforce the fallac-
ious belief that continued violence will
ensure the PLO's eventual victory - and
Israel’s concomitant eradication.

THE MASK 1S THE METHOD

The arrival of Arab negotiators ar the
peace table in Madrid and Washington must
be interpreted through the prism of the
Orienmal cultural code. The very fact thar
Arabsopenly engage in dialogue with lsraelis

ns, in the paradox of Mideastern politics,
they will ever more cautiously disguise

their motives and intenrions ar the moment
that they allegedly expose their public
position. Exuding at times good-will and
affability as befis traditional Eastern
hospitality conceals the long-term gains that
ostentatioussociability isdesigned o reap. In
this spirit, it is truly remarkable how the
Arabs have perfected the art of seeming to be
conceding when they are demanding (noless
amazing perhaps than the lsraeli inclination
to consider concessions as gains rather than
losses). Another tactic to note concerning
the less-than-candid Arab approach is the
pose of accommaodating the lsraeli demand
for direct negotiations, but only to exploit
this for the purpose of inviting third-party
(that is, American and European and even
Chinese) intervention to compel lsmael into
capitulation.

The masking of Arab diplomacy and

negotiations is designed ro maneuver Ismael
intoa corner from which there isno political
retreat. Once that happens, then the
territorial retreat will be execured. And
when tharoccurs, the inauguration of regional
peace will be celebrared by all the joyous
parties — except for one.

The Arabs will no doubr continue to
proceed with cunning and convicton with
their program to de-Zionize Israel, To
contend, Israel requires both profound moral
faith in its nadonal case and the capacity o
cultivate an ‘oriental’ grasp of the regionin
which it lives.

The demystification of the Middle East
and its Muslim-Arab peoples and politics is
the first requirement in comprehending the
character of the present lsraeli-Arab peace
talks. Arab diplomacy, rooted in a particular
cultural context, is a public emanation of a
rradicionally abusive mentality roward non-
Muslims, a dogmatic fixation on the
presumption to dominate, aninstinctive grasp
of the locus of power, and a capacity to
masterfully conceal more than is ever 1o be
revealed. In short, the Madrid Peace
Conference and its unfolding aftermath isa
theater of the political occult.

The overall Arab campaign against lsrael
utilizes a war-and-peace straregy whose
virality and utility are hardly in question. In
Washingron, Moscow, Ottawa, and elsewhere
on the Madrid Conference negotation
circuit, the highly lucid Arab delegations
unleash their verbal weapons at the very
same time that Palestinian terrarists unleash
their deadly knives on Jewish vicrims in
Israel. As the Syrian and Lebanese reams
make pretenses of wanring peace, the
Hizballah fanatics in southem Lebanon
conduct Jihad and aim their karyusha rockets
at lsraeli civilians in the towns of Upper
(Galilee. Syria acquires more Scud missles
and continues to develop itschemical warfare
capacity while its negotiators, defiantly
earnest in tone, declare their county's
commitment to end the conflict with lsrael.

The Arabapproach is toconduct the peace
talks with Israel as a war of diplomatic
attrition. The lsraeli side, after all, is by its
political culture unfit to sustiin a firm
permancnt negotiating stance and, sensitive
to leftist cricicism ar home and abroad, slips
inevitably into one-sided concessions o
assure thar the mlks continue. The Rabin
government has initiated many measures o
appease the Palestinians, repudiating a policy
of expulsion for terrorists and agreeing to the
participation of non-resident Palestinians in
the multilateral ralks on the issue of refugees
Consistent with the Islamic ethos that informs
the peace-and-war strategy, lsraeli
concessions are interprered as weakness and

are reciprocated from the Armb side with
further Syrian diplomatic milicancy and more
brutal Palestinian viclence.

ARAB DIPLOMATIC SUBSTANCE

Theheart of the Arab negotiating position
has on the surface moderared since 1967, At
that time, and from lsrael's founding in 1948,
the collective Arab stance was "no peace, no
negotiations, no recognition of lsrael’, They
decided to dismantle all of lsrael or liberate
all of Palestine, and they said so.

The new Arab position that crystallized in
the 1970"s, and was applied by President
Sadar in the Camp David Accords, pursued
more limired diplomartic geals through the
medium of rhetorical facade. Now the Arabs
demand the return of only the '67 Israeli
territorial gains and a Palestinian smce in
Palestine, but notall of Palestine. The ruse of
an anesthetizing peace treaty — a piece of
paper — is the formal price w pay. But were
these Arab demands to be mer, the palirical
and straregic conditions would already be at
hand for the uldimate elimination of lsrael.
Nonetheless, the Arabs will claim for their
new negotiating position the halo of peace
when it is, in truth, merely a prudent method
to achieve an old goal.

With the Rabin government's full
acceptance of UN Resolution 242 as valid on
all frones, specifically regarding the Golan
Heights, Israel has completely succumbed to

culturally and geographically misconstrued:
the Arabscannot give peace to lsrael because
they do not believe in it, and the Israelis
should not give temitories o the Armabs
because they cannor afford it. It follows that
the satiated Arabs should give land 1o tiny
Isracl while the Israelis, who put great value
on ending the conflict, can give peace
Arabs.

The complewe list of Arab claims and
demandsagainst Israel is nota political recipe
for peace with an integral and solid Jewish
state. Terricorial withdrawal and Palestinian
refugee return would emasculate lsrael's
already precarious strategicand demographic
existence. A Palestinian state would dissolve
Zionist ideclogy, while a peace treaty would
evoke global enthusiasm and support for the
Arabs penerally and the Palestinians
particularly. Israel would become a pariah in
the era of peace.

Indeed, an Israel thar can can smash the
PLO in Lebanon and destroy an Iraqi nuclear
reactor near Baghdad cannot casily be
destroyed by Arab forces. Moreover, an Amab
world reeling from the folly of Saddam
Hussein in the Persian Gulf area, and
temporarily lacking active Egyptian mili
participation, isnotan Arabworld necessanily
prepared for war against Israel. Another way
was needed and it is the diplomacy of deceit.

JUDEA (JUDAH) is named after the fourth
son of Jacob. The geographical area was the
possession of the tribe (descendants) of Judah,
the largest of twelve tribes, The boundaries of
Judea are mentioned in the book of Joshua: In
the south from the extremity of the Dead Sea to
the area allotied to the tribe of Benyamin. The
border of the two tribes’ territory was delineated
by Ma'ale Adumimand Jerusalem. The territory
of Judea was bordered on the northwest by that
of Dan and in the southwest by that of Simeon.
Eventually, the cities of Simeon were attached
fo Judea (Joshua 19,1-9).

Sites in Judea have played important roles
from long before the days of Joshua.
Hebron, where the patriarch Abraham
urchased a plot of land, might be called
first Jewish “settlement”. Hebron
boasted a continuous Jewish community
until the violent Arab riot of 1929 when 69
Jews were murdered and their survivors
fled in terror. After the Six Day War, Jews
returned to rebuild Hebron's Avraham
Avinu Synagogue and reclaim its old
lewish neighborhoods.

In the Hebron Hills, the metropolis of
Sussia was a Jewish center after the
destruction of the Second Temple. Today
its remains lie newly rediscovered — in
the shadow of a new community by the
same name.

Theoriginal Etzion Bloeccommunities were
founded before 1948 by a variety of
settlement movements, including Shomer
HaTzair and the Mizrachi religious
Zionists. The valiant fight and eventual
fall of the Etzion Bloc, protecting the
southern approaches to Jerusalem, is an
important chapter in Israel's fight for
independence. After the Six Day War, the
children who had been evacuated from the
Etzion communities returned, now grown,
to reestablish their homes on the same
spot. Today, the area is again a vibrant
mosaic of thriving communities,

Ma’ale Adumim, once the marking point
between the tribes of Benjamin and Judah,
has grown from just a few families to the
status of a full-fledged city — “Ir Ve-Em
Be-Yisrael.”

Schools included here are of all kinds: state schools, state national religious, talmud torahs, etc,, representing a broad
spectrum of approaches to education. Special Education programs and extra-curricular activities exist in every City and
Regional Council.

Fifty-nine institutions of higher learning include Colleges, Yeshivot — Pre-Army, Hesder and others, Midrashot, Field
Schools, and Kollels.

The spread of the school-age and pre-school population indicate the educational demands for the near future. Ho wever,
today many classes and some entire schools exist in caravans or other forms of temporary facilities. Some schools suffer
from overcrowding; others lack basic equipment such as science facilities and computer labs. Special education programs
are insufficient to meet even present needs. Extra-curricular activities for childrenand youth require additional equipment
and staff in order to attract more children who would otherwise be idle and unsupervised in the afternoons. Existing sports
facilities are also spartan.

Senior Citizen clubs have been inaugurated in the main population centers. These programs are a life-line for the people
they serve; financial assistance to help maintain and further them is important.

Libraries, so vital for active reading communities, exist only in regional centers. Fortifying existing collections with studm.
reference books as well as additional general reading materials and equipment would be invaluable to the communities
they serve.

While minimal medical services are available in all communities, there is a crying need for emergency facilities, including
mobile intensive care units. Given the population and the distance from major hospitals, regional clinics need supplemen-
tary equipmentand services for gynecology and pre-natal care, basic surgery facilities and medical labs. In one city, Beitar,
anew dental clinic is in need of equipment. Some areas lack such basics as ambulances, rescue equipment and fire engines.

In addition,

7 communities need playgrounds, mostly in new neighborhoods;

3 communities need mikva‘ot;

2 communities need supplementary funding to finish mikva’ot under construction;
Existing synagogues are insufficient for the population they serve. Most exist in caravans,
prefabs or bomb-shelters.

* 6 Synagogues are being built and can only be completed with additional assistance.
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SAMARIA stretches from Jerusalem in the
south to the Jezreel Valley in the north, and
from the coastalplainin the west to the [ordan
River.

Samaria was the heart of the Land of
Israel for generations, Shchem, which is
the geographical center of the region,
was visited by the Patriarchs again and
again, Following the Exodus from Egypt,
Shchem became an urban center for the
tribt of Ephrain.

maria was the backdrop for many

ilestones in Jewish history. Towering
above Shchem are the mountains of the
curses and the blessings in the time of
Joshua: Mt, Eval, with its barren slopes to
this day, and Mt. Gerizim, home of the
present-day community of Har Bracha.
Elon Moreh was Abraham’s first lodging
in the Holy Land, and Beit El was the site
of Jacob’s famous dream. Shilo was ls-
rael’s first capital, and the home of the
Tabernacle until King David moved it to
Jerusalem. When the northern tribes
separated into the Kingdom of Israel, the
city of Samaria — Shomron — became
their capital.

Today, Shilo and Bet El are growing
communities. Elon Moreh and Har Bra-
cha are only a few of the new Jewish
villages surrounding the city of Shchem.

g 2 kibbutzim and moshavim in the
Jordan Valley have 15,000 dunams under
cultivation, growing winter crops. The
communities of Itamar (Tel Chaim) and
Eli are named for priests who served in
the Tabernacle at Shilo. Ma’aleh Levona
looks down on the hillsides and valleys
where the Macabees lived, hid, and fought
against the Syrian-Grecks. Mevo Dotan,
farther north, marks the valley where
Joseph wandered looking for his broth-
ers . .. and was sold to other wanderers.

In Samaria, schools of all types offer a full range of choices to meet the educational needs of a varied population. Besides
the two Child Development Centers, each city or Regional Council offers special education programs, and some have
programs for gifted children.

Thirty-one institutions of higher learning include Colleges, Yeshivot— Pre-Army, Hesder, etc. — Midrashot, Field Schools,
and Kollels. These include a post-high program for Ethiopian girls (Kedumim) and an Ulpan for converts to Judaism (Elon
Moreh). The College of Judea and Samaria (Ariel) is fast becoming a major campus on a par with the universities in Israel.
The Israel Academy of Liberal Arts (Eli) is an innovative approach to advanced studies.

School-ageand pre-school poopulations indicate the rapid expansion of educational needs. Classes and even entireschools
meetin caravans or other temporary facilities. Science and computer labs and audiovisual equipment are only some of the
standard facilities which many schools lack. Special education programs are insufficient to meet even present needs. Extra-
curricular activities for children and youth require additional equipmentand staff, and upgraded sports facilities for many
locations, in order to attract more children who would otherwise be idle and unsupervised in the afternoons.

In areas with significant retired populations, as well as three- and four-generation families, Senior Citizen clubs have been .
established. These programs create an all-important sense of community for those they serve, and the means to maintain
and further this important project must be found.

Fortifying existing regional libraries with student reference books as well as additional general reading materials and
equipment would be an invaluable cultural asset to the communities they serve.

Regional clinics need supplementary equipmentand services for gynecology and pre-natal care, basic surgery facilities and
medical labs. This region is vast and full of both major highways and winding rural roads. Given the population and the
distance from major hospitals, medical emergency facilities, i.e. mobile intensive care units, mobile field hospitals are
compulsory. Two remote cities (Emanuel, Alfei Menashe) have no dental facilities at all; others lack such basics as
ambulances, rescue equipment and fire engines — essential in high-risk agricultural and forest areas.

In addition, 12 communities need playgrounds;
3 communities need funds to complete swimming pool projects;
4 communities need mikva’‘ot;
5 synagogues are partially built and require help to finish construction. Others exist in temporary facilities,
often caravans, prefabs or bomb shelters.
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THE GAZA COAST — KATIF BEACH
stretches along the southern coast of Israel,

After the destruction of the Second
Temple, Gaza became one of the centers
of Jewish life. Jews lived there
continuously until, along with Jews in
the Old City of Jerusalem, Hebron and
other communities, they fled for their
lives in the wake of periodic violent Arab
riots from 1920 to 1936.

After lsrael's independence, the area
me known as the "Gaza Strip” and
was administered by Egypt until the Six
Day War. Kfar Darom, a kibbutz
originally established in 1944, wasone of
the first communities re-established
following the Six Day War, along with a
number of other pre-1948 communities
that were rebuilt in Judea and Samaria.

In the 197('s new communities were
established in the Katif-Gazaarea. Netzer
Chazani was the first. Continuing the
Israel Governments policy throughout
the 198('s, three clusters of communities
were founded in three important parts of
the region.

Most of the communities are engaged in
greenhouse agriculture. Katif Beach is
particularly suitable for the
implementation of high-tech methods in

. agriculture, and has contributed as much
as forty percent of Israel’s tomato export.
Also notable are Katif's organic produce
and its unique “bonsai” — miniature
ornamental trees.

THE GOLAN HEIGHTS forms the east-
ern part of biblical Bashan. The name first
appears as one of the cities of refuge east of the
Jordan (Deut. 443). The eastern slope of a
volcanic formation, its black basalt stomes
distinguish it from other parts of lsrael.

Golan was once covered by forests. The
biblesings of its oaks, “Alonai HaBashan”
(asin Hez. 27 6). Beginning withthe Phoe-
nicians, whotook the wood for their ships,
through the centuries the woods were

ed. Today, only four areas of

land are left and protected as na-
ture reserves in Odem, Bashanit,
Yehudiye, and Nahal Meitar. Since the
Six Day War, trees have been steadily
planted and animal life renewed to the
once barren area.

Outstandingamong thearea’s richarche-
ological discoveries are the remains of
Jewish communities that were abundant
in the Golan after Jews were expelled
from Judea during Talmudic times.

With Israel'sindependence, this ruralarea
—anatural high ground looking over the
Hula Valley of Eastern Galilee —became
a strategic focal point in Syria‘s fight
against Israel's existence. Syria's harass-
ment was constant, including the build-
ing of a canal in the 1960's to divert the

.water flow of the Jordan's tributaries

away from Israel’s territory, so that it
would flow into the Dead Sea unused.

On the third day of the Six Day War,
|srael’s forces went up to the Golan to
counter the Syrian stronghold. Despite
heavy losses, the Israelis secured the
Heights in two days. The Syrian popula-
tion fled; only the Druze in six villages at
the foot of Mount Hermon remained,

A month after the war, the first group of
Israelis established the first Jewish com-
munity there in more than 100 years,
Meron Golan.

The Golan Heights communities have a unique science club called “Youth in Search of Knowledge”. This program has
attracted the participation of over 800 children, close to one-third of the school-age population. Its success is great despitl..
the lack of facilities and limited equipment.

About 230 children regularly participate in music learning programs, studying an instrument and playing in musical
ensembles. Their dedication makes them succeed under makeshift conditions. These children would be able to achieve
even more with an enhanced program and proper facilities.

Seven institutions of higher learning include Pre-Army and Hesder Yeshivot, a Midrasha, a Mechina college-preparatory
program, a Field School, and Kollels.

Today many classes exist in caravans or other temporary facilities. Some schools suffer from overcrowding, and some lack
basic equipment such as science and computer labs. Not all the special education needs of the student population can be
met with existing resources. The Midreshet HaGolan Yeshiva High School, a dormitory school, is using a very old prefab
building for a dining hall.

A much-needed meeting hall is only half-built in the northern Golan Heights, requiring funds for completion. A planned
auditorium in the South Golan Heights also awaits funding.

In this area far from the country’s urban centers, libraries serve an important function. The area would greatly benefit from
the addition of a proper student reference library, as well as supplements to its general reading material for all ages. .

While all communities have basic minimal medical services, all areas are in need of facilities for handling medical
emergencies, including mobile intensive care units. Especially in view of their distance from major hospitals, regional
clinics need supplementary equipment and services for gynecology and pre-natal care, basic surgery facilities, dental
equipment and medical labs.

Some areas lack ambulances and rescue equipment. An additional fire engine is sorely needed in this area, green with
forests and highly sustible to fires.

In addition,
* 15 communities need playgrounds, mostly in new neighborhoods;
* 3 communities need mikva‘ot;
* 2synagoguesare partially built and require help to finish construction. Others exist in temporary facilities,
often caravans, prefabs or bomb shelters.



JERUSALEM

RECLAIMING THE OLD CITY

The name JERUSALEM, so essential to the prayers, hopes and dreams of the Jewish people from time immemorial, is
synonymous with the Old City, the home of the Temple Mount. Since the destruction of the Second Temple until today,
there have been periods in history when Jews were forced out of the city, only to return again and again at the first
possibility. The centrality of Jerusalem has remained a part of the Jewish people.

Through the ages, what are currently known as the “Jewish” quarter, “Moslem” quarter, etc., were never exclusive districts
restricted to a single ethnic group. At different times in the past, the “Jewish” quarter existed in other parts of the city,
occasionally in more than one area at the same time. In 1900, 19,000 Jews lived in all parts of the Old City, constitutng the
vastmajority. Indeed Jews lived in small neighborhoods scattered throughout the Old City. It was Ottoman policy to locate
institutions and housing complexes of different ethnic groups side by side in order to preventany one group from gaining
astronghold. However, by 1936, during the British Mandate period, eruptions of Arab violence drove from most of the Old
City, ghettoizing the few remaining Jews in the area known today as the “Jewish” quarter. By the eve of Independence, less
than 2,000 Jews remained within the Old City walls.

1948 until the 1967 Six Day War, the Old City of Jerusalem remained Judenrein. Since then, althoughthe “Jewish”
quarter has been replenished with 3,200 Jews (including 1,500 visiting students), today’s numbers are far below Jerusalem’s
Jewish pooulation of a hundred years ago and represent only 10% of the Old City’s current population. Nevertheless, until
recently, ro concerted effort was made to rebuild Jewish life in the rest of the Old City.

Today, somie of the buildings that had been in Jewish propriety in the “Moslem” quarter prior to the fateful 1936 Arabriots,
have been purchased, along with a number of other buildings, on the open market.

Recent projects rebuilding Jewish life in the “Moslem” quarter and integrating the age-old treasured capital include:

But “what we do not have yet, even after
several rounds of negotiations,” the report
goes on 1o say, ‘is & sense that the parties
have seized upon the common interests that
might produce a substantive breakthrough
Lo peace agreements.”

The demise of the Soviet Union and the
destruction of Saddam Hussein's offensive
capabilities “broke the back" of the Arab re-
jectionist front, allowing Secretary of State
James Baker to achieve “what his predeces-
sors could not: & sustained process by which
Arabs and lsrselis could ... negolste the
many aspects of their conflict.”

The 36-member study group, which coin-
prises such disparate individuals as Rep. Les
Aspin, Jeane Kirkpatrick and Walter Mon-
dale, lays out & detailed strategy for achiev-
ing peace. But the key to success - if success
there I8 going to be - is contained in two
words: “sustained process.” 1f & substantisl
breakthrough to peace is to be achieved, it is
going to take & sustained and concentrated
effort on the part of the United States, the
only power in the world that has the
strength and prestige to catalyze & Middle
Esst peace.

It will be a delicate balancing &ct Lo
weave between Arab and larseli interests, W
ensolrage progress without counterproduc-
live preasure or giving the impreasion that
Uncle Sam is going to deliver one or fore of
the parties. Like all balancing scts, it is go-
ing to take full-time concentration. Unhsppi-
lv, cancentration on foreign policy problems
is ot something the presidental candidates
are siressing this season.

First, President Bush took his secretary
of state - the one individual who had & grasp
of the entire process - out of the game to run
his campaign.

Second, both Bush and Bill Clinton are
falling all over themselves to say domestic
considerations should come first - as if do-
mestic and foreign affairs could be divorced
from each other in this age of interdepen-
dence. If all the foreigners to whom we owe
money called in their markers and went
home, the country would collapse, but that's
another story.

In the Middle East, the decline of Bush's
prestige and the popular reaction sgainst
further foreign commitments, “including the
commitment of the president’s atlention,”
the report points out, casts a “pall over the
pesce process at the very moment thal &
change in the lsraeli governiment has rein-
forced the sense of opportunity thal now ex-
ints.”
This is bad news. Prime Minister Yitzhak
Kabin's mament of opportunily s not end-
less. Already, Israeli opposition forces arc
gathering to challenge his land-for-peace
proposals, the sine qua non of an agreement
witti wie arwbs. 1t would be an unmitigated
tragedy If momentum towards peace were Lo
falter beeause of US inattention.

Bill Clinton has eriticized the Bush sd-
ministration for being wo tough on lsrael,
but Democrats always say that, and with the
election of Rabin, few major differences re-
main between lsrael and the Uniled States.
There is no need for a radical shift of policy
if the Democrats take over.

What is t be feared is the possibility of
time lost if Clinton is elected and & year goes
by Lefore & new and inexpenienced adininis-
tration gels its act ogether.

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Setting the Terms on Mideast Talks

AS ihe Arab-lsraell peace lalks recon-
vene i1 Washington this week we need lo
BsE & simpie gquestion: Are they dolng
gny good?

Yesterday's slatement by top U.S. offi-
cials, advising the Palesunlans 1o defer
thelr demands for lerriloriel concessions
in the West Bank and Gaza, was a hopelul
move. Bul It may nol be enough. The peace
lalxs 50 far heve been largely counlerpro-
ductive, They are llkely W remain 50
unless cruclel changes are made.

American policy makers have locused
on the Palestinlan-lsraeli dispule as the
issue Lhal needs o be resolved before all
others. Bul the Washington-based nego-
tiations have reached a point of diminlsh-
Ing returns: The harder the U.5. and Israel
push 1o resolve the Palestinian problem,
the more the Lalks unravel.

There even appears lo be an inverse
relationship between the conclliatory poli-
cies adopted by the government of Yitzhak
Rabin and the willingness of the Palestin-
i&ns to compromise or choose the path of
non-violence.

In the three months since Mr. Rabin
was elecled, the Paleslinlans have re-
verted to Lhe posilions they Look in negotia-
tions with the Shamir government. They
are demanding that Jerusalem and the
jurisdiction of the lsraell seltlers in the
territories be included in Lhe areas under
Palestinlan soverelgnly. They are &lso
demanding & tolal hall to Israell bullding
in Easl Jerusalem.

In the same three months, Palestinlans
have killed more than 60 fellow Palestin-
lans and 22 Jews. The killings reflect the
nearly uncontrollable factionalism among
the Palestnlans, and the inabllity of mod-
erale {actions 1o impose any discipline on
the Palestinlan death squads.

With such viclence &s & backdrop, we
can expect Palestinian ofliclals 1o argue in
Lhis current round of lalks — as they did in
Seplember — Lhat the Rabln government's
policies &re not materially dilferent from
those of Yitzhak Ehamlr,

Instead of grabbing Lhe opportunity,
the Palestinians reacted 1o all of this as If
they had been stabbed In the back. In
particular, they portrayed the new U.S.
agreement Lo provide loans o lsrael as &
biller betrayal, ignoring the [act thal they
had actually succeeded in gelting most of
the selllements Lo siop. Paiestinlan lead-
ers scorned the lsraell actlons as trivial
and Insignificant. Some leaders even wenl
s0 far &s 1o clalm that Mr, Rabln was worse
than Mr. Shamir.

When the Lalks resumed In Washinglon
in August, the siluation went [rom bad 1o
worse. The Palestinians spurned the Is-
raeli proposal W create 15 joint commillees
1o handie the transfer of euthority from
Israel to the Palestinians. They also re
jecled lsrael's fasi-irack election plan
for an “sedministrative council™ of 15 to 25
Palestinians to oversee autonomy. The
Paleslinlans contnued o insisl on &
“legislative assembly” that would have
Lhe power 10 pass laws — & proposal that
Stale Department olliclals view &s a back-
door elfort to create an independent slale
in all but name.

In the past four weeks, Paleslinlan
negolialors have begun complaining of

Arabs from
YESHA moving
into Jerusalem

There is an annual population movement
of 1,000 Arabs from YESHA who are permit-
ted to move into East Jerusalem. Israel's Inte-
rior Ministry's population bureau reported in
September that for the past five years 1,000
identity cards (identifying the recipient as a
resident alien) have been issued as part of a
family reunification scheme. Other sources
indicated that the number of illegal Araben-
trants into Jerusalem is higher.

The idenrity cards are much sought afrer
as they allow for greater freedom of move-
ment, increased employment opportunities,
the right to vote in municpal elections and
more variability for marriage possibilities.

There are 400,000 Jewish residents in
Jerusalem and some 150,000 Arabs.

Confusion Concerning Targets of
Concessions

A second problem of Israel's policy isone
of multiple audiences. Israel, whilst signaling
to the Arabs, is simul taneously playing to the
galleries in Washington and roa lesserexrent
Western Europe. Istaeli generosity isdesigned
to secure Amencan and European approval
and ward off a charge of “intransigence”.
Such approval is notoriously fickle; witness
the evanescent gratitude towards Israeli for-
bearance during the Gulf War. Western
governments and particularly the Bush
administration quickly forgor Israel’s absten-
tion form staging counter-strikes against Irag.
Since the Arab side perceives that the con-
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cessions are addressed ro Western capirtals it
too directs its response to the west and less
towards lsrael.

Undermines Values

Israel’s government has cheapened the
value of its own concessions. In defending
the wisdom of its policy to lsmecli public
opinion, the government has sought to por-
tray the concessions as consonant with [s-
rael'sown priorities. Thishasendangered the
grotesque dichotomy berween political and
security communities. The “politcal” pejo-
rative has been attached not only to Jewish
communities erected during the Likud gov-
emmentsbuteven to those originally erecred
by Labor governments and sited in accor-
dance with Labor's Allon Plan. The absurd-
ity of this policy ismaost evident in the case of
the Golan communities. Votersin the Golan
supported Rabin in the recent elections con-
fidenit that Rabin the security maven would
stick to his pre-election promises and con-
sider them untouchable. In order to dangle

the prospectof territorial concessions to Hafez
¢l Assad of Syria, Mr. Rabin has informed the

namno
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Golan residents thar their communinies are
only incidental to security. The deportarion
orders against rwelve ringleaders of rerrorism
have been rescinded because the govern-
ment informs us that depormarion isn't an
effecrive measure anyway. Faisal Husseini
and Hanan Ashrawi can consort openly with
Arafarbecause the Israeli governmenriscon-
cerned “with subsrance nor personaliries”
The great football coach George Halas was
accused by one his stars of rossing around
nickels as if they were manhole covers. The
Rabin povernment, in its CBM clearance

sale, is tossing around manhole covers as if

they were nickels.

Excessive Solicitude
Instead of worrying firstand foremost about
Israel's interests, some of the brains surround-
ing Rabin are concemed abour the legiti-
macy of the Palestinian delegation.

THE CHOICE IS OURS: YESHA AT THE CROSSROADS
Introductory Comment by Marc Zell, Adv.*

The prodigious task of rebuilding the foundations of Jewish existence in Israel's ancient
heartland, YESHA, ** has been underway for nearly a quarter of a century with phenomenal
success. Today some 300,000 Jewish men, women and children are flourishing in some 142
cities, towns, villages and neighborhoods in a region where it was once illegal for a Jew to
tread, let alone settle. Yet despite these considerable achievements, virtually nothing was done
to explain to the Jewish People and the world at large why it is both necessary and just to
resurrect Jewish life in YESHA. The results of this neglect are ominous: today nearly every
member of the United Nations, including in particular the United States of America takes it as
granted that the Jewish People are trespassers in their own homeland!

YESHA's Foreign Desk (The International Relations Task Force) was established over
two years ago by concerned Jewish citizens from communities throughout YESHA to set the
record straight -- to convey to the world the reality of Jewish life and aspirations in Israel's
heartland. The importance of this effort was underscored by the Labor Party's victory this past

June which swept into power the most ideologically left-wing government in Israel's 44-year
history.

As stated by the editor of the Labor Party's English language propaganda organ
recently, the ultimate objective of this Government' s foreign policy is nothing less than the
return of Arab sovereignty to most parts of YESHA and an effective end to Jewish presence
there. These developments have justifiably alarmed many friends and supporters of Israel and
YESHA both within the Land of Israel and abroad. But as, Yechiel Leiter, Executive Director
of YESHA's Foreign Desk and former mayor of the Jewish community in Hebron , cogently
explains the Labor Party victory presents us with a unique opportunity to bring our message to
the world and to lay the groundwork for a truly viable peace -- one that will bring prosperity to
Jews and Arabs throughout YESHA and the Land of Israel without jeopardizing the survival of
the Jewish State and without subverting the ultimate mission of Zionism: the return of the
Jewish People to its land and the fulfillment of its historic mission in human history.

It is upon us, the Jews of YESHA ,that the challenge of the moment rests. But we do
not and cannot stand alone. We are speaking of nothing less than the future of the Jewish
People in its own land and upon that rests the future of the Jewish people the world over. That
is a matter that is properly the concern of every Jew and friend of the Jews wherever they may
reside. There can be no thought of remaining silent in the face of the forces that are now arrayed
against the Jews of YESHA. The time to act is now and the responsibility to act lies with all of
us, as Mr. Leiter argues below. If each of us, Jew and non-Jew, accepts this weighty challenge,
the accomplishments of the last quarter century will be only the beginning. The choice is ours.

REFLECTIONS FROM THE HEARTLAND:

The Future of the Jewish Communities in YESHA (Judea, Samaria & Gaza)
In the Aftermath of the Labor Victory — Commentary and Plan of Action

The feelings of the international community in the wake of the 1992 Israeli elections must be
similar to those experienced by a mountain climber when he finally reaches the top of Mount
Everest: after years of unrelenting hard work to persuade Israel that it must relinquish control of
Judea, Samaria and Gaza, the world has finally been rewarded by the Israeli public's agreement.

Or at least, that is how the conventional analysis of the election results reads.

But is this analysis accurate? Were the Israeli elections really a referendum on giving up
territory, and if so, did those who favor land for peace really win?

If one puts aside the blinders imposed by the demands of political correctness, it seems clear
that there was no referendum on the Land of Israel.

In fact, for perhaps the first time in Israel's history, the 1992 election campaign centered
around domestic issues: immigration; the gross mismanagement and even corruption of the
Likud government; electoral reform, which caught on among the public like wildfire; and
especially the disastrous state of the economy, with its 11.6% unemployment rate — the highest
level in the history of the state.

Much like the United States electorate today, Israelis wanted a change.

But to the degree that the fate of the Land of Israel did play a role in the campaign, the
election was a smashing victory for the right.

On the level of pure mathematics, the parties to the right of the Likud increased their
representation by 150%, from seven seats in the last Knesset (including Tehiya, Tsomet and
Moledet) to 17 seats today (Tsomet, Moledet and the National Religious Party). In fact, the
National Religious Party, which decided to openly join the right wing for the first time in its
history this election, and explicitly proclaimed this decision to its voters in every piece of
election propaganda it produced, became the only party which effectively did hold a referendum

among its voters on the issue of compromising on the Land of Israel — and it gained a seat as a
result.

Furthermore, the Likud bloc — i.e. all those parties which declared that they would prefer to
form a government headed by Yitzhak Shamir — gained a majority of the Jewish vote: 59
seats, as opposed to 56 for Labor and the left-wing parties. It was only the five seats won by

the Arab parties, which openly support the PLO, that enabled Labor to block the formation of
another Likud government.

But the election was a victory for the right on a much deeper level: because Labor was able
to win only by adopting the Likud's platform.

For 15 years, Labor, under the leadership of Shimon Peres, ran on a platform of "land for
peace," declaring that its intention was to give away sections of the Land of Israel in exchange
for peace treaties with the Arab states. During these 15 years, sustained hyperinflation brought
the country's economy to its knees, while Operation Peace for Galilee aroused a degree of
dissent never before seen in Israel during a war. Yet despite this, Labor was unable to wrest an
electoral victory from the Likud.

This time, Labor decided to try a different tack by putting the more hawkish Yitzhak Rabin
at the head of its list.

A glance at the rest of Labor's electoral slate proves that Rabin did not win his party's
primaries because mainstream Labor suuporters identify more with him than with Shimon
Peres. No fewer than 37 of the 44 current Labor Knesset members have said that they favor a
Palestinian state in Judea, Samaria and Gaza (the ancient Hebrew name for Gaza). Rabin’s slate
of ministers and deputy ministers consists largely of personalities (such as Uzi Baram, Ora
Namir, Yossi Beilin and Haim Ramon) who are ideologically indistinguishable from Meretz,
the most left-wing non-Arab party in Israel.

Then why did the party faithful vote for Rabin as their candidate? Only because they realized
that they did not have a chance of winning the election if they ran Peres against Likud again.

Rabin, in contrast, represents the right wing of the Labor party. He was the man who served
as defense minister under Yitzhak Shamir in the National Unity Government, the man who was
labelled by the left as "Likud IL." Therefore, he was potentially electable.

Furthermore, Rabin did not offer "land for peace” in his campaign. What Rabin offered the
electorate as the solution to the problem of Judea, Samaria and Gaza was autonomy — exactly
what the Likud had been insisting on for 15 years. In short, he offered a plan which the general
public sees as a way to achieve peace without giving up territory. And so the average voter,
who for 15 years had been afraid to vote for Labor despite his desire for change, believed that
this time, he could vote Labor without fearing for Israel's security.

Thus the right really won the election — becatise Labor came to understand that if it wanted
to win, it had no choice but to adopt the terminology of the right.

The settlers and the intifada
This quiet revolution in Israel’s political ideology was in large measure due to a relatively

small group of people — the 125,000 Jewish civilians who inhabit 142 communities in Judea,
Samaria and Gaza (or nearly 300,000 if neighborhoods of Jerusalem over the green line are




included). These communities have helped to crystallize the Israeli electorate's opposition to the
"land for peace” equation, because almost nobody in Israel supports the idea of dismantling the
settlements — and the settlers have proven that they intend to stay.

The left disputes this claim, on the grounds that for the past 15 years, the majority of the
people who have moved to Yesha (the Hebrew acronym for Judea, Samaria and Gaza) have not
been ideologically committed. They came for financial reasons: because they could buy a nicer
house for less money over the Green Line (the pre-1967 border) and still be just as close to
their jobs in Tel Aviv.

And obviously, there's nothing wrong with that. Since it is impossible to appeal to everyone

on purely ideological grounds, the measure of the settlement movement's success is precisely
the fact that many people who started moving out to the territories were not ideologically
motivated — that people were moving from Tel Aviv to nearby Samaritan towns for the same
reasons which caused them to move to suburban towns within the green line: quality of life,
money, job, and so forth.

But because of the apparently non-ideological character of the residents, everyone predicted
doom at the beginning of the intifada. The expectation was that people would begin abandoning
the settlements in droves.

And yet, it didn't happen. When the intifada came, and the settlers were stoned and knifed
and shot at, and their property was damaged, and their children had nightmares, they still chose
not to leave. And in making the choice to stay when they had the option of leaving, they became
ideologically committed.

They persevered through four and a half years of incessant violence perpetrated by Arab
terrorists against Jewish civilians. One hundred and twenty-five Jews have been killed by
intifada activists to date, in addition to more than 700 Arabs accused of "collaborating” with
Israel. More than 5,500 people have been wounded, and there have been close to 200,000
reported incidents of attacks on Jews — stone-throwings, fire-bombings, arson and the like.
And today, when the level of violence has fallen from 4,000 reported incidences a week three
years ago to about 100 a week — and this is called a success, that we are living in our own state
and confronting "only" 100 attacks on Jews a week! — still, nobody has left. In fact, the
Jewish population of Yesha has virtually doubled since 1986!

And even when international villification was added to the daily quotient of violence —
when for four years, a hostile Bush administration labelled Jewish settlements the obstacle to
peace in the Middle East and made their elimination a cornerstone of American foreign policy,
ignoring Arab terrorism, ignoring Arab intransigence, ignoring Arab dictatorships — people
still refused to feel delegitimized.

Bridges to peace

Why do US President George Bush and most of the rest of the Western world think that
Jewish building in Yesha is an obstacle to peace, but Arab building is not?




The only explanation is that they are starting a priori from the position that Yesha does not
belong to the Jews, should not belong to the Jews and will not belong to the Jews. The only
questions to be answered are how it is going to become an Arab land, and which Arabs will
ultimately rule over it.

But for a person who leaves all the options for the final disposition of Yesha open, ranging
from Arab sovereignty to Jewish sovereignty, then the Jewish communities are no more an
obstacle to peace than Arab towns.

If Bush has decided in advance on the final shape of a peace agreement between Israel and
the Arabs, then he is clearly not fulfilling even the most minimal requirements for being an
honest broker, much less acting as Israel's ally. In fact, he is taking a pro-Arab stance which
would be difficult for any unbiased person to accept — because if the idea of Arab sovereignty
can be entertained, why is the possibility of Jewish sovereignty intolerable? And even if,
ultimately, a Palestinian state is set up in Yesha, why is that a reason to stop the settlements?
Why must such a state be judenrein — free of Jews — as Jordan, Saudi Arabia and the Gulf
states already are?

But settlements are more than a merely neutral force in the peace process. They are an
actively positive force for peace, for two reasons.

First, on a more pragmatic level, the yardstick for measuring the Arab interest in peace —
the change in the Arabs' attitude toward a Jewish presence in the Middle East — is their ability
to acknowledge that we have as much of a right to be here as they do. After more than seven
decades of strife, beginning with the massacres of Jews in mandatory Palestine in the 1920s
and 1930s and proceeding through four wars of aggression — an average of one a decade since
the establishment of the state — Israel has legitimate grounds for skepticism on this score.

The only way for the Arabs to prove their attitudes have changed is by denouncing the
concept that Arab lands should be judenrein. The degree to which they accept this concept is the
degree to which they are interested in destroying the state of [srael. And their attitude toward the
idea of judenrein is largely measured by their attitude toward the settlements, since opposing the
existence of the settlements is tantamount to opposing the idea that Jews could live in Yesha
even if it someday becomes an Arab state.

But settlements are also bridges to peace on a much deeper level, because they enable Arabs
and Jews to live together. Israel is virtually the only country in the Middle East which provides
this opportunity — it is illegal for Jews to live in many Arab states. But only by living together
— by shopping in each other's stores, by passing each other in the streets every day — can each
side's myths regarding the other be dispelled.

What's wrong with land for peace?
What is it about the idea of land for peace which the average Israeli finds so appalling? The

vast majority of the international community seems to believe that this is the only solution to
Israel's problems — though these same countries flatly refuse to consider such a solution for




themselves. One does not, for instance, see Britain rushing to hand Northern Ireland to the Irish
Republican Army in exchange for a promise that it will end terrorism.

Israel's aversion to land for peace has its roots in the fact that, even assuming the Arabs are
genuinely committed to peace, their reasons are not altruistic. They have not suddenly fallen in
love with Israel and the Jewish people. Even Anwar Sadat — a man of rare courage and vision
— made peace with Israel for practical reasons rather than because of a sudden reversal in
ideology. Signing a treaty was a means of getting back the Sinai: by recognizing Israel, he
moved Egypt into America's sphere of influence, and was thereby able to persuade the US to
intervene on his bekalf. He understood that without this intervention, recovering Sinai would be
impossible.

If practical politics change — if, for instance, another superpower arises that could play
patron to the Arab states — then the Arabs' interest in peace with Israel will also change. And
particularly when dealing with dictatorships, a peace treaty can never take the place of secure
borders, because treaties are liable to be scrapped as necessary with any change in the political
situation.

Therefore, Israel has to ensure that its borders will be defensible no matter what occurs on
the other side of them.

The borders of Israel prior to 1967 were not defensible by any standards. The country at that
time was nine miles wide. A car could have crossed it in 10 minutes; you could have walked
across it on foot in three hours.

A country that size couldn't even contain a good-sized American city. If you had tried to put
Philadelphia, Los Angeles, Washington, Chicago or Detroit within the borders of pre-1967
Israel, whole neighborhoods would have fallen off into the Mediterranean Sea!

Worse, Judea and Samaria are a mountainous region overlooking Israel's coastal plain.
Anyone who sits on top of those hills controls the plain below, where most of Israel's
population lives.

Ever since the Gulf war, it has been fashionable to say that strategic depth is meaningless in
this age of long-range missiles. In this context, it should be remembered that a hostile army on
the Samaritan highlands wouldn't need a Scud to ravage Tel Aviv — a couple of 12-year-old
kids with hand-held Stingers or comparable missiles would be enough.

But more importantly, the fact is that the Gulf war proved exactly the opposite: it showed
that strategic depth is critical for any country's survival.

For starters, the war demonstrated that missiles do not affect sovereignty. At no point when
the Scuds were landing in Tel Aviv was Israel's sovereignty threatened. In fact, these missiles
posed so little threat that Israel decided it could afford to accede to America's perceived interest
and refrain from retaliating, for the first time in its history.




In contrast, Kuwait — a country the same size as pre-1967 Isracl — never suffered a single
Scud hit. Yet it was overrun in a mere six hours, by tanks and infantry.

Furthermore, the US waged the most massive aerial assault in history against Iraqg — worse
than the carpet-bombings of World War II. The US forces flew 120,000 sorties and dropped
over a million bombs, They hit Iraq until there was not a working lightbulb in Baghdad, but
Saddam Hussein did not surrender. Saddam did not give in until American infantry and
armored troops had occupied 40 miles of Iraqi territory — the entire width of the state of Israel
with Judea and Samaria.

Thus, if ever there was proof of the critical importance of strategic depth, it was the Gulf
war.,

Political vs. security settlements

One could still argue, of course, that Isracl doesn't need settlements to defend the high
ground — it could just put the army there.

However, it is difficult for soldiers in any army to put the same passion into defending a
buffer space as they do into defending their own land and people. In reality, therefore, the army
goes where the settlers do.

Yitzhak Rabin understands this better than most other people. This is why he defines the
Jordan Valley and Golan Heights settlements as security settlements. He obviously doesn't
think the settlers are equivalent to army troops, should the Jordanian or Syrian army invade. But
he does think it is important for the army to sit along the Jordan River and the Golan Heights —
and he knows the army won't be there without the settlements.

Thus the only issue is what you think you need for security purposes. Rabin doesn't think he
needs the army on the Samaritan highlands to defend the country, so he labels the Jewish
communities in this region "political.” But if you belive that Israel's security requires control of
these highlands, then these communities are security settlements as well.

What is autonomy?

Upon being elected, Rabin said he would try to give the Palestinian Arabs autonomy in
Yesha within nine months.

But what exactly does he, or anyone else, mean by "autonomy?"

The most honest answer is that nobody knows. It's a nebulous terminology which, to a large
extent, people understand as they want to understand it

Former Israeli Prime Minister Menachem Begin, when he agreed to this concept in the
Camp David accords, proposed a Talmudic distinction between "human autonomy" and "land




autonomy,” whereby the Arabs would be autonomous individuals, but the land they occupied
would not be autonomous.

This distinction, however, fails to shed any light on the question — because if the
inhabitants of a region can determine what takes place on their land, then the land is, for all
intents and purposes, autonomous as well. If, for instance, a Jew can't go into an Arab city
safely to have dinner or do his shopping, then that city is de facto an autonomous Arab entity.

And if enough autonomous Arabs are living between the cities to make the connecting
portions autonomous as well, then what you have is a state — because a state, by definition, is a
corporation of cities. And once an autonomous — i.e. self-governing — state exists, to prevent
this state from declaring full-fledged independence is virtually impossible.

Can Rabin be trusted?

Even the current government is committed to opposing a Palestinian state in Yesha. Why not
just trust them to avoid this outcome?

As an added safeguard, the election produced the bonus of a strong right-wing opposition.
Had Likud been embarked on a dangerous course along the road to autonomy, there would
have been no numerically significant opposition — certainly not one that could fairly be
characterized as half the country. But with more than 50 seats in opposition, nothing unilateral
or far-reaching can be done. Rabin can't relinquish control of Yesha with only 67 seats in the
Knesset, five of which belong to the Arab parties, because to large portions of the country,
giving up Yesha is like slapping quotas on immigration — something that runs counter to the
fundamental tenets of Zionism.

But even with the restraint imposed by a strong opposition, can Yitzhak Rabin be trusted to
ensure that autonomy doesn't slide into independence?

His first six weeks in office have not given the impression that he is a responsible leader. He
has worked speedily and effectively — indeed, with gleeful enthusiasm — to stop the growth
of the Jewish communities over the green line, but what has he been doing about the other
problems he has a mandate to address, such as education, unemployment, or good government?

He has not even bothered to appoint a Labor Minister to tackle the unemployment crisis yet,
preferring to use this ministry as bait to try to attract one of the small religious parties into the
government. After attacking Likud throughout the campaign for bad government because of the
excessive number of ministers it appointed, he has acquiesced in the appointment of 28
ministers and deputy ministers — only five less than the Likud appointed, despite the fact that
he has six fewer coalition partners to satisfy. And he has appointed one of the most
controversial figures in Israeli politics (Shulamit Aloni) as Education Minister, despite the fact
that this appointment torpedoed a goal he himself believed was crucial — the entrance of three
small right-wing and religious parties into the coalition, in order to supply broad-based support
for his negotiations with the Arabs.




But worse than any of these is his record on security and diplomatic issues.
After campaigning on a promise that Israel would never relinquish the Golan Heights, he
has publicly announced his willingness to accept territorial compromise on the Golan.

He has overwhelmed the Arabs with unilateral concessions, and received absolutely nothing
in return. These concessions ranged from the release of 800 convicted terrorists, many of whom
were the brains behind entire terror cells, to a freeze on new construction in Yesha that
encompassed not only public building but private building as well.

He has virtually assured the neglect of defense matters by keeping the defense portfolio for
himself, since, as prime minister, he cannot possibly have much spare time to devote to it.

He has come close to alienating Israel's strongest suporters in the US with his ill-thought-out
remarks to the American Israel Public Affairs Committee and the Conference of Presidents of
Major Jewish Organizations, in which he accused these pro-Israel lobby groups of hindering
rather than helping Israel's diplomatic efforts in the US.

He has shown himself to be a mediocre negotiator during his talks with George Bush about
the loan guarantees. Bush was desperate to regain the goodwill of both the Jewish and funda
mentalist Christian communities (the latter are ardent supporters of Israel) before the elections in
November. For a brief window of time, Bush needed to give Israel the loan guarantees even
more than Israel needed to receive them. Yet Rabin apparently did not even try to bargain. He
let Bush insert a clause in the agreement that allows the president to revoke the guarantees at

any time, thereby giving Bush a $10 billion club to wield against Israel throughout the peace
talks.

Even worse, Rabin agreed to something that no Israeli government has ever agreed to
before: a linkage between humanitarian aid and the Jewish presence in the Land of Israel — a
price on Jewish values. If Rabin is willing to trade a Jewish presence in Yesha for $10 billion,
how much money would it take to buy Syria the Golan Heights? Would $20 billion buy the
Golan? Or $50 billion purchase the Jordan Valley?

And Rabin will be under strong pressure to make additional concessions throughout the
negotiations — both from the 37 dovish Knesset members in his own party and from the
United States administration.

If there is one lesson which the elections should have taught us, it is that even the most
conciliatory policy which could possibly be acceptable to a broad spectrum of the Israeli public
— the policy now being implemented by the Rabin government — is not enough to satisfy the
United States. Bush and Secretary of State James Baker do not accept the distinction between
political and security settlements. They do not accept Rabin's claim, and Israel's right, to the
Jordan Valley and the Golan Heights, nor do they accept Rabin's plans to continue building in
the environs of Jerusalem. They do not even accept Israel's claim to the eastern half of
Jerusalem, the site of the Western Wall.



Rabin's weakness and lack of forethought — as demonstrated during his first six weeks in
office — make it extremely unlikely that, in the face of such heavy pressure, he will be able to
resist a slide from autonomy into an independent Palestinian state.

With the best will in the world...

But even with the most responsible leaders conceivable, autonomy would still present a
danger. Because however hard Israel's leaders tried to prevent the autonomous entity from
evolving into an independent state, chances are that they would not be able to stay in control of
the situation. The Soviet Union was a much more powerful country than Israel, and was willing
to use incredible brutality, as Israel never would to pursue its aims — yet it still lost control in
Afghanistan. The United States, with the most powerful army in the world, similarly lost
control in Vietnam.

Even with the best will in the world, the Palestinians will hardly have any more control over
terrorists than the Israeli army did. But the Palestinian negotiating team is now talking about
creating a 20,000-man police force for the autonomus region — a force, incidentally, larger than
Israel's, to police a population one-fourth the size. Who are these people going to be? The team
members, such as Faisal Husseini and Hanan Ashrawi, are all part of the mainstream PLO,
Yasser Arafat's Fatah faction. And Fatah is the group responsible for most of the recent

terrorist murders in Israel. This means that tomorrow's "policemen” are going to be today's
murderers.

So what happens if, for instance, "rejectionist” Palestinians — the Islamic fundamentalists,
or George Habash's PFLP faction — station themselves on the Samaritan highlands with hand-
held missiles and begin shelling Tel Aviv, as the PLO shelled Israel's northern border in the
years leading up to the Lebanon War, and then flee and hide among the surrounding populace?
Will the Fatah police force search for and try to arrest them, or allow Israeli forces to comb the
region for the criminals? And if not, will Israel send in the army, knowing that it faces
international condemnation for violating the rights of the autonomous entity?

Or what happens if the autonomous Palestinian entity begins equipping itself with
conventional and non-conventional weaponry on the scale needed by an army, in defiance of the
demilitarization agreement? Will the world move in to stop them, or let Israel do so? Or will it
do nothing, as it did when Germany moved troops into the demilitarized Rhineland in the
1930s, and slap sanctions on Israel if it attempts to take any action?

What happens when the autonomous entity declares itself an independent state — and is
immediately recognized by most of the countries on the globe (indeed over 100 countries have
already extended some form of diplomatic recognition to the Palestinian State declared in
1988)? Does Israel then send in the army, knowing the price will be international ostracization?

The reality is that in every case, Israel would be forced to accept the fait accompli.
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Israel's rights

However, it is misleading to think that the whole question comes down to whether Israel's
security needs outweigh the Palestinians' legitimate rights.

The heart of the issue is the legitimate rights of the Jews — because this territory is our
home.

There is no other people that can legitimately claim this land as its own.

Israel is where our people was born, where Abraham, Isaac and Jacob lived, where
Solomon ruled and Isaiah preached.

And Judea and Samaria constitute the heart of this land. Our patriarchs and matriarchs —
Abraham, Isaac, Jacob, Sarah, Rebecca and Leah — are buried in the Cave of Machpelah in
Hebron; the matriarch Rachel lies buried in Bethlehem. Hebron is also the city where David
first ruled, until he was able to move his throne to Jerusalem; and Shiloh was the capital of the
Jewish kingdom for 369 years before the seat of power moved to Jerusalem.

But not only was the Jewish people born in Israel, it maintained its connection to the land
throughout 1,900 weary years of exile. For 1,900 years, three times a day, our grandmothers
and grandfathers, and their grandmothers and grandfathers, prayed that they would be able to
return to Zion. And they were sustained by the belief that they, or their children or their
children's children, would someday witness that return.

There has never been any other people, in any other land, that has continued to yearn and
pray for its return to its homeland for such a long period.

Even Napoleon, when he stumbled upon a synagogue during the fast of the Ninth of Av and
saw the people weeping for the Temple which had been destroyed 1,700 years earlier,
commented in astonishment: "A people that remembers so long to mourn the loss of its
homeland will surely regain that homeland."

But not only did the Jewish people mourn its lost homeland for 1,900 years, it also
. maintained an unbroken Jewish presence there — despite famine and persecution — throughout
the entire time.

The Jewish presence in Yesha is not a usurpation, an ugly break with the past. It is a
continuation of 4,000 years of history — a resurrection of the kingdom that was lost 1,900
years ago, a fulfillment of the promises of the prophets. It is the natural continuation of the
Zionist enteprise.

In turning our backs on it, we would be turning our backs on the beliefs, the hopes, the
prayers and the prophecies of our grandparents. We would be turning our backs on their dream
and their struggle for a better future.
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Is there another solution?

But even having right on our side is not enough. There must be a clear vision of how to
achieve peace in practical terms.

Clearly, appeasement, in the form of "land for peace," is not the answer. As former senior
Pentagon official Frank Gaffney said on the subject, "Feeding the tiger doesn't curb his appetite;
it simply tells him where to come for more food." And the Arab world shows no signs of
having become any less tigerish. There is still terror on our streets. The Arab leaders still refuse
to recognize Israel as a state, or even to set foot in the country for the sake of the peace process.
They still maintain an economic boycott — not only of Israel, but of American and European
firms who commit the heinous crime of doing business with Israel. Most Arab states will not
even let citizens of other countries enter their borders if Israel is stamped on their passport!

But if autonomy isn't the answer either, then what is the solution?

The key lies in a simple, basic fact which is somehow usually overlooked in all discussions
of the problem: the fact that the land which is usvally discussed — Judea, Samaria and Gaza —
represents only a fraction of the historic land of Palestine. Even the PLO defines the borders of
"Palestine” as the area which the League of Nations mandated to the British after World War L
And this territory under British rule did not just include the land from the Mediterranean Sea to
the Jordan River. It also included the region formerly known as Transjordan, which is now the
kingdom of Jordan.

This region was lopped off by the British in 1922, in clear violation of the terms of the
League of Nations mandate, and a kingdom was established there to be a satellite of Britain by
importing King Hussein's family from Saudi Arabia.

Not only does this territory cover almost 80% of mandatory Palestine, but its population is
overwhelmingly Palestinian — about 70% by even the lowest calculations. And if we take what
the Jordanian foreign minister said at Madrid at face value — that there is no distinction
between the Jordanian and the Palestinian people — then the Palestinians are 100% of the
population!

That means that de facto, there already is a Palestinian state. However, there is one major
problem: It is ruled by a despotic monarch — who is not a Palestinian, but a Bedouin from
Arabia. And because it is ruled by a despot, there is no self-government for Palestinian Arabs
in eastern Palestine.

So what could be more logical than to fight for Palestinian self-government in eastern
Palestine? Not autonomy, but self-government! Jordan, which is already a Palestinian state in
fact, should become one in name as well, and democracy encouraged to develop.

Instead of truncating the Jewish state — with all the fears for its security that would entail,
as well as the abrogation of the Jews' legitimate rights — in order to establish two countries that
would probably not be viable in any event because of their small size, why not establish




Palestinian self-government in Jordan? Why not depose a despot, in accordance with the ethos
of the New World Order, instead of supporting a fight against the Middle East's only

democracy, waged by the group which invented international terrorism against the innocent
civilian?

This vision of peace does not require transferring the Arabs out of Israel. On the contrary —
not only should Arabs be able to live in the state of Israel, but Jews should be allowed to live,
as they are not today, in the Palestinian state in eastern Palestine. Jews should be able to live in
the land east of the Jordan River, where two and a half of the twelve tribes settled when Moses
first brought our people into the land of Israel after the exodus.

These Jews would be citizens of Israel, and they would vote for the Knesset in Jerusalem,
while the Arabs in Judea and Samaria — as well as the Arabs living inside the green line, if
they so chose — would be citizens of eastern Palestine, and vote for their parliament in
Amman, the capital of Jordan, Naturally, both sides would be guaranteed civil and individual
rights, and if, after a period of time, Jewish or Arab residents of each other's states proved their
loyalty to their adopted home, they would be able to obtain citizenship, if they so desired, in
their country of residence as well.

This scenario not only supplies the crucial requirement of two states for two peoples, but it
also represents a magnanimous territorial compromise: it gives the Palestinian Arabs control
over 80% of the land earmarked by the League of Nations to be the Jewish homeland.

But what about Gaza?

Gaza is widely thought to be a pressure cooker, with too many people in too small a space.
Even if the Gazans are able to exercise their political rights via a parliament in Amman, wouldn't
the appalling conditions there still make it a breeding ground for violence?

The truth is that this myth of population pressure is a smokescreen for the real problem. The
population level of Gaza is far from being unsupportable by Western standards. In fact, the
population density of Tel Aviv is 40 times that of Gaza!

The real problem is that the people are spread out in shanties — and this a problem that
could easily be solved by the construction of modern apartment buildings. As a British

parliamentarian once said, a single day's oil revenue from Saudi Arabia would solve the refugee
problem permanently.

But so far, Israel has not even been allowed to use its own resources for this purpose. A UN
resolution passed in 1977 — pushed through by the Arab states and the Third World, with only
Israel voting against — prevents Israel from moving the refugees into permanent housing. And
the PLO has even forbidden the Gazans to move into existing apartment complexes built by
Israel prior to the UN decision.

All of these problems would seem to be solvable with a modicum of decency and a moderate
financial investment. But if one accepts the myth that a viable community in Gaza is not
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possible because of overcrowding, how would setting up an independent state there help the
problem?

Obviously, if one accepts this myth, then the only answer is for some of the Gazans to leave.
No Israeli Government would accept them coming north to Ashkelon, Jaffa or Haifa. And the
only place they could reasonably go would be the Sinai — a virtually empty region that once
accounted for 90% of the territory of Israel, but which Israel gave up for the sake of peace. The
former Gazans could then choose to be citizens of either Egypt or the Palestinian state in
Jordan, just as their brethren in Judea and Samaria could be citizens of either Israel or Palestine.

But the problem is not space. The problem is enough good will on the part of the Arabs to
either build the infrastructure which Gaza so desperately lacks or move the Gazans into the only
available tract of empty land.

No solution will work, either in Gaza or in Judea and Samaria, other than the establishment
of a Palestinian democracy east of the Jordan River, Only a democratic Palestine in Jordan can
offer real self-determination over a viable tract of land. Autonomy for the Arabs in Yesha is
clearly a dead-end street. The Palestinians will not accept any version of it which does not
include the promise that it will lead to an independent state — they unanimously say this
themselves — and no Israeli government would accept such a state on its borders.

Therefore, such a solution ought to be implemented soon — because what is currently filling
the gap between the two sides — between the Arabs' demand for autonomy leading to an
independent state and the Isracli government's desire for autonomy which would somehow not
lead to such a state — is simply violence. Arabs killing Arabs, Arabs killing Jews, the Israeli
army retaliating ... all making it harder with each passing day for either side to conceive of
living in peace with the other.

Instead of promoting autonomy, wouldn't it be better to promote an idea which is initially
less popular, but which would ultimately save lives?

How can this idea become a reality?

This solution to the Palestinian problem will undoubtedly seem unworkable to many people
at first — a pretty daydream which could never come to pass.

So it is worth recalling the fate of another, even more far-fetched idea.

About 100 years ago, when Theodor Herzl — the founder of modern Zionism — looked out
of his hotel room and saw the masses of Frenchmen streaming through the streets of Paris
screaming "death to the Jews" in the wake of the Dreyfuss affair, he came to the conclusion that
the only solution to the judenproblem was a Jewish state. This notion was far more radical and

far more ludicrous in the eyes of most Jews at that time than the idea of a Palestinian democracy
in Transjordan is today.

It took 50 years, but then there was a state.
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If we believe in it and we work for our goal, as Herzl did for his — then a Palestinian state
in Jordan could also be a reality. The argument boils down to one which has existed throughout
Jewish history — from Abraham's decision to obey God's command to leave the land of his
birth, through the Maccabees' decision to revolt against the Greeks, to the argument between the
Zionist and the non-Zionist camps 100 years ago as to whether Jews should begin resettling the
land of Palestine: should we be active arbiters of our destiny, or should we passively accept
what fate deals out?

The first step is to change the parameters of the discussion. And this means stating
forcefully and clearly that Yesha is ours. If the Arabs claim Yesha as their own, and we do not
dispute their claim, then how can we blame the world for deciding the case in the Arabs' favor?

Trying to win the argument solely on security grounds is futile. Not only does security carry
little moral weight against claims of legitimate rights, it is a difficult case to make even on its
own merits. Few Americans can even picture, much less understand the needs of, a country
smaller than the most of the 50 states, while the the fact that Israel has survived four wars has
given the average non-Israeli an exaggerated view of Israel’s military power.

And what do we lose by stating our claim? International good will? If even the concessions
made by the Rabin government aren't enough to gain international acceptance — if the housing
freeze, the freeing of convicted terrorists, and all the rest still isn't enough for the US
administration — if the United States still can't even accept our claim to all of Jerusalem, much
less the Golan Heights and the Jordan Valley, then it seems clear that Israel cannot rely for its
survival on the nations of the world. It must protect and defend its own rights.

And even if the Arabs have changed, and no longer wish to destroy Israel, this would only
constitute further proof of the efficacy of standing firm. If they have changed, they have
changed for only one reason: because we haven't given in — we've continued to populate
Yesha with Jews. If we continue to stand firm, eventually they will accept the Jordan River as
the border of the state of Israel, which it has been for 25 years,

Already, great progress has been made in changing the parameters of the discussion within
Israel. Now that Labor has adopted the Likud's platform of autonomy, Likud will be forced to
take a stronger stance on the Land of Israel in order to maintain a distinct identity. It will have to
adopt some kind of platform which will prevent autonomy and ensure the sovereignty of the
Jewish communities of Yesha.

In short, it will have to advocate the most practical step the government of Israel could take
to forcefully state that Judea, Samaria and Gaza are ours — the annexation of Yesha and the
application of Jewish sovereignty there. Instead of the Jewish settlements being granted
autonomy within an autonomous Arab entity, the Arab communities would be given autonomy
within the sovereign Jewish state.

The current Labor government, however, will certainly not take such a step. In the interim,
therefore, it is essential to ensure the viability of the existing Jewish communities — because




the degree to which the settlements are expanded and strengthened is the degree to which
autonomy becomes less likely.

Thus during this period of contested autonomy and opposition to the settlements, the fate of
the area will be determined by our ability to continue the 10,000 housing units which Rabin
didn't freeze and to populate them with another 50,000 Jews — to build playgrounds, day care
centers, clinics, schools, swimming pools, basketball courts, — to build up all the institutions
which make up a community.

What can the American Jewish community do to help?
The American Jewish community can contribute to this effort in several different ways.

One of the easiest is simply to stop supporting organizations which openly discriminate
against Yesha.

Relatively few American Jews — many of whom give generously every year to the UJA —
realize that the UJA treats Jews in Yesha as second-class citizens. The residents of Jewish
communities over the green line are the only Jews in the world who are not eligible for financial
assistance from the UJA. They are also the only Israelis who are ineligible for aid, since grants
for a variety of community facilities within the green line benefit Jews and Arabs alike.

Furthermore, every one of the settlements was set up with government approval — some by
a Labor government, some by the Likud, and some by the National Unity Government. In other
words, they had the approval of a broad spectrum of Israelis, as represented by the two major
political parties. Why then should the residents of these communities be penalized for carrying
out a policy established by an Israeli consensus?

Not long ago, the Council of Jewish Communities in Judea, Samaria and Gaza hosted a
high-level official of the UJA, who explained that while donations to the UJA were used to
reconstruct Jewish cemeteries in Eastern Europe, they could not be used to feed living Jewish
children in Yesha, because there was no consensus over this. But when he was asked whether
the settlements would be eligible for funding if a Palestinian state were set up in Yesha, he
replied, "Of course! Then there would be no problem!"

The excuse commonly given by UJA officials is that IRS regulations do not permit them to
give money over the Green Line — something which lawyers have checked and found false.
However, this excuse should not be credible even to the legal layman, since there are registered,
tax-exempt organizations in the United States which do give to Jews in Yesha, and there are
even organizations which give only to Jews in Yesha. Furthermore, if there were a legal barrier
to giving over the Green Line, it would also apply to organizations which help the Palestinian
Arabs in Yesha, since US law requires such restrictions to be non-discriminatory.

The UJA's decision to blacklist projects over the green line has been extremely detrimental to
the efforts to build a community in Yesha, because it created a situation in which the
government must spend more to construct facilities in Yesha than it does to construct the same
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facilities anyplace else in Israel — a fact which has been exploited by the Israeli left. If a pool in
the Negev development town of Dimona, for instance, were to cost $500,000 to build, the
government could supply half of this amount and tell Dimona to get the rest from the UJA. But
in Yesha, this option doesn't exist — so the government has to make up for this lack of
supplementary funding.

The present government, however, is highly unlikely to do so, since it has shown all too
clearly that its goal is to choke off the settlements, not to help them grow.

Contributions from the Jewish communities of the diaspora will therefore be vital,

If you cannot afford to increase your giving, however, there is still a way to help: Instead of
making your annual pledge to the UJA, give your money to an organization which helps Jews
everywhere in Israel, including Judea, Samaria and Gaza — an organization called the Israel
Community Development Foundation. Even if you want to earmark your contribution for Tel
Aviv, why let the UJA, which discriminates against fellow Jews, take its hefty administrative
cut from your donation?

But contributions alone are not enough. The communities of Yesha need investors —
entrepreneurs to set up the businesses without which no community can be economically viable.

In addition, your support of the settlement movement's public relations effort is critical. Talk
to your friends, write letters to your congressmen, write letters to your newspaper — remind
your fellow Americans, in any way you can, and at every opportunity, that Yesha belongs to
us.

Visit Yesha on your vacations, so that the Israeli public will also witness your support. And
if you can, buy a house there. You can rent it out to new immigrants, who are in desperate need
of affordable housing, and thereby help the population of Judea, Samaria and Gaza grow to
critical mass.

Best of all, for those of you who are able, come on aliya yourself, or send your children, to
settle throughout the land of Israel. If we can settle a million Jews in Yesha, instead of the
125,000 who live there today, then the Arabs will eventually bow to reality and focus their
dreams of self-determination on an attainable goal — Jordan. And then our vision of peace —
the vision of Jewish sovereignty west of the Jordan River and a democratic Palestinian Arab
state to the east — will not be a dream anymore. It will be a reality.
