husiness andience is more aware than ever before of Israel’s strony economic growth, and
the many opportunities that U.S. invesiors can find today in Isracl.”

The goal of the *Advantage Jsracl” campaign is to cxpand Israel’s reach in the United

States and to further its rrade and invesiment objectives. The campaign was launched in

the fall of 1993 by Edelmim's Intemational Public Affairs division in New York, with

Beth Belkin, Director of Communications for the Isracl Economic Mission, which is .
heudguartered in New York City.

“1994 and 1995 were banncr years for Isyael's cconomy, with growth approaching seven
percent, Fdelman communicated the *good news’ of Israel’s thriving economy to a wido
audicnee in the United States, both directly and through the media,” said David Rubin,
Government of Isiae) Foonomic Minister o North America. “The campaigu has had a
significant impact on raising awareness of Israel as a land of economic opportunity, and
prompting U.S, business devision-makers to forge new ties with Isracl.”
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The pssassination of Prime Minister Yitzhak Rabin pused a challenge 10 the [sracl
Economic Mission's mandate of incressing investment in lsracl. During this time of
political and emotional turmoil, the Tsracl Economic Mission and Fdelman were charged
with communicating to U.S. business decision-makers that Israc] romained a safe, stable
&nd profitable placc 1o do business.

“During this very difficult period, we needed more than ever 1o reach out and inform our
audiences that Israel’s government remained committed to the peace process, and o the
economic policies that have facilitated our econumic cxpansion over the last five yews,”
said Beth Belkin. “The Fdelman tcam rose to the challenge and helped reassure investors
in the U.S."

immediutely afler the assassination, Fdclman spearheaded a netional op-ed campaign
designed ta communicate this message. Other strategies utilized thronghout the year
included orchesirating spocial events for the financial and media communities; alerting
business reporicrs to positive economic developments in Jsruel; publicizing new
technological developments from Israel, and promoting new buginess links between 11.5.
companies and Isracl.

This is the first case in which an Isracli court has held foreign members of
directors jointly liable on a negligence theory of failing to monitor the covert
criminal activities of the day-to-day- managers of the enterprise (NAB).

In an Israeli court, the findings of damages about $10 million is rare. In this case,
the judge found damages in the amount of $160 million despite the fact that there
was some question raised with respect to the credibility of the presentation of
evidence by the plaintiff,

Mr. Nakash appeared to do everything required by Israeli law with respect to his
representation on the board of directors of an Israeli bank. The liquidation of the
court case never showed evidence to the contrary, yet Mr. Nakash is held liable ‘

and negligent.

Allegations have been made that the Judge in this case, Judge Bazak did not
recuse himself from this case although possible conflicts of family and financial
interest existed.

Mr. Nakash is the only defendant whom the Liquidator has sought to-enforce
judgement outside of Israel.

DATE: MAY 28, 1996

]. Summary

For the first time, the U.S. Treasury plans to offer inflation-indexed bonds. The Treasury has not
yet decided which inflation index to use 1 set prices for the bounds, nor whether t0 sell 10 or 30
year bonds, of both, although plans call for bonds to be issued in denominations as low as $1000.
Secretary Rubin expects that with indexed "the government's cost of financing will be lower than
it otherwise would be." Plans call for bond sales every three months.

2. History

US economists have advocated inflation-indexed bonds for a long time. Milton Freedman,
James Tobin, Alan Blinder and Alan Greenspan have all supported indexed bonds at various
times over the years, although there has been little public demand for the such bonds recently,
due to low inflation.

3. Details

Govemment Goals-

1. According to Treasury Secretary Robert Rubin, the government's primary goal is to cut the
Government's cost of borrowing by selling bonds to the institutional retirement and pension
fund market and to private investors. As of 1995, more than $675 billion was invested in
retirement funds. Until now, US Government bonds have not been popular as long term
savings instruments, as their returns are lower than stocks or corporate bonds.

9. The Government hopes the new indexed bonds will also increase the national savings rate.

3. Some analysts believe that Secretary Rubin proposed the new ponds in order to indicate to
the financial markets that the recent rise in long term interest rates is not justified, and that
financial market expectations of higher inflation are incorrect.

| Inflation: The Treasury has not decide whether to use the consumer price index, a core
index excluding food and energy prices, OF other methods.

2. Bond marker. Most investment firms believe the new bonds will increase the demand for
bonds, particularly in 1ax-deferred pension plans. Others, like the New York government
securities dealer Aubrey Lanston and Co., are concerned that offering the indexed bonds
would signal to foreign investors that the US was having difficulty controlling inflation, as
these bonds "typically have been offered in countries where inflation was a problem."

3. Stock Market: Some economists believe that indexed bonds will drain funds from the equity
market, especially if the market turns bearish later this year. Many investors in mutual funds
and other equities are trying to protect their assets from inflation, and would welcome the
opportunity to preserve the value of their savings with & risk-free instrument.

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4. Inflation: Some analysts anticipate believe that by comparing the prices of indexed and non-

It was a pleasure meeting with you August 4 during my first visit to Israel as a newly-
minted Under Secretary of Commerce. The U.S. applauds vour goal of sustainable economic
growth in Israel through greater competition and comprehensive market reform. We share your
view that the path to market reform is through deficit reduction, a liberalized tariff policy, the
removal of non-tariff barriers, and deregulation and privatization of government-controlled
enterprises. As in Israel's courageous pursuit for peace, we will support you in every way that we
can in your goal of economic liberalization. 1 have repeatedly stressed in my speeches and press

conferences our support for your efforts and our firm belief they will create a more prosperous
and stronger Israel.

I very much appreciated the opportunity to review with you our most important
outstanding bilateral trade issues. I appreciate your suggestions that we put in writing some of
the key issues we discussed. I firmly believe that resolution of these issues not only will further
strengthen our economic ties, but dovetails with your plans for market reform through a more
open economy. As we discussed, I have included below a list of our most important issues:

Increased U.S. Market Share in Israel

As part of our special relationship with Israel, we seek your Government's engagement in
a joint effort to increase the U S. share of Israel's import market, Israel currently imports over 50
percent of its goods from the European Union, and its $8.5 billion annual trade deficit with the
EU continues to grow In contrast, our 19 percent market share in Israel is unchanged despite full
implementation of the Free Trade Agreement last year, We believe a good starting point in our
joint effort to increase U.S. market share would be for Israel to honor its obligation under the
terms of the $10 billion U S. loan guarantee program to use its best efforts to substantively
increase procurement of U S. goods and services. For example, in the energy sector, the Israeli

Electric Corporation is receiving $1.5 billion in loan guarantees and U.S. firms are competing for
a number of IEC contracts




WTO Telecommunications Offer

[srael's last offer in the ongoing negotiations in Geneva for a more liberalized
telecommunications regime under the World Trade Organization was disappointing, Israel's
offer was very restrictive and essentially maintains the state telephone company Bezek's
monopoly over domestic telephone service and the telecommunications infrastructure. No
economic sector is more important to the United States than telecommunications, and we place
the highest priority on the successful conclusion of the Geneva negotiations. In order to achieve
this goal, we must have significantly tmproved offers from Israel and other countries with
advance telecommunications. The U.S. offer—which allows for 100 percent foreign indirect
investment across the full spectrum of local. domestic long distance and international telephone
services markets in the United States--is premised on the belief that it is in EVETY nation's interest
to spur the most rapid posible transition to greater private sector reliance on private investment
and competition. We hope that Israel will be able to imitate most aspects of our offer Bezek is
competing in India and the former Soviet Union. It can stand competition in Israel. Hong Kong,
with a smaller population than Israel. has four telephone operators.

Auto Regulations

This year upon our urging, Israel shifted income tax and registration fee formulations for
new cars from engine displacement to a valuation-based system. Additional changes for
calculation of compulsory insurance were to be implemented at a later time, The issue of
insurance reform remains under study by a committee in the Ministry of Finance. We are urging
Minister of Finance Meridor and Minister of Trade and Industry Sharansky to implement the
necessary changes so rules which disadvantage U.S. auto sales can finally be removed.

Ministry of Defense (MOD) Purchase of U.S. Autos

Under a competitive bid to supply new autos to generals in Israel's armed forces, the
Ministry of Defense awarded the tender to General Motors. The MOD wants to finance the
purchase of Chevrolet Cavaliers with U.S. funding to Israel under the Foreign Military Financing
(FMF) program. However, the Ministry of Finance will not release the necessary funding to
MOD. We strongly encourage the MOD purchase of U.S, vehicles.

Standards

During visits to Israel last vear, USTR Kantor, Secretary of Commerce Brown, and
Secretary of Agriculture Glickman received assurances that Israel would liberalize packaging
and labeling standards which restrict U S. exports to Israel. However, no changes have been
made, and Israel's packaging standards continue to discourage U S. exports without benefitj ng
the Israeli consumer. The lack of progress on standards is contrary to our mutual goal of
expanding bilateral trade liberalization, and to Israel's commitments under U.S -Israel FTAA

General IPR Protection

The U.S. has given the highest prionity to the effective implementation and enforcement
of intellectual property rights protection by all of its trading partners, including Israel. Effective
[PR protection is also key to Israel's goal of attracting high technology foreign investment. The
previous Israch government initiated comprehensive reform of Israel's outdated PR legislation
over a year ago. We hope that you will make enactment and enforcement of comprehensive [PR
laws a high prioritv. The lack of strong enforcement deters U S. companies that might otherwise
consider irivestment in [srael, particularly in the software and pharmaceutical sectors.

Agriculture

During USTR Kantor's October 1995 visit to Israel, the U S, and Israel reached a
framework agreement on improved agricultural market access. Since then our negotiators have
been working to conclude a comprehensive agreement. While we are now close to an
agreement, several points on U.S. market access in Israel need 10 be resolved. An agreement on
agriculture is our number one trade priority with Israel. Our request for market access 1s at least
as favorable as that provided to any other country reflects the special relationship between Israel
and the U.S. As Israel's greatest supporter—-economically, militarily, political ly, and morally--we
believe that our exporters should be treated at least as favorably as those of other countries, We
hope you can give these negotiations the final push they need.

There are other issues, such as port fees and U.S. beef imports, which Ambassador Indyk
and the Embassy will discuss with the relevant Ministries. If this is not successful, I hope he can
bring these to vour attention.

Thank you again for the opportunity to review our bilateral economic agenda and your
bold plans to move the Israeli economy into the next century. Please be assured the United
States will be your partners in this effort as we are in the effort to secure a just and lasting peace.

assistance program to Israel from the Commodity Import FProgram
(CIP) to the cash transfers, the covernment of Israel (GOI)
provided certain assurances regarding the impact of the shift on
U.S5. exporters to Israel, and access of U.S. suppliers to the

Israeli markets. These assurances were based upon the conditions
then existing.

In the context of the economic assistance progran, I would like to
take this opportunity to convey to you, on behalf of my Government,
our assurances for FY 95, as follows:

1) The GOI shall take all steps to ensure that the dollar level of
Israel’s non-defense imports from the U.S. will be at least equal
to the level of U.S. economic assistance program.cbliqaticns during
the year, so that U.S. suppliers will not be disadvantaged by the
termination of the CIP, and the level of cash transfers made to
Israel does not cause an adverse impact on the total amount of non-
military exports from the U.S. to Israel.

2) With regard to the GOI procurement of large capital equipment
items which U.S. suppliers might furnish, special measures will be
taken as necessary to ensure that they may compete on terms at
least as favorable as those of fered by prospective third country
suppliers.

3) Although the GOI will no longer be responsible for purchasing
grain or shipping it to Israel, the GOI chall use its best efforts
to induce private Israell importers whenever feasible, to purchase
U.S. grain and other agricultural products and to employ U.S.
flagged vessels.

The GOI believes that Israeli importers are likely to continue to
purchase a large share of their grain in the U.S. and to contlnue
to use a fair share of U.S. flagged vessels, whenever U.S. prices
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are competitive with world prices.

In the Summer of 1995, the GOI will review again the experience
under the cash transfer procedures, and a report of the findings
will be provided by September 1995.

over the past few years, the 1evel of Israel’s non-defense imports
from the U.S. has grown as indicated in the report submitted to AID
in September 19%4.

My government is prepared to discuss with the USG what reasonable
steps it could take to make American sources of supply more
attractive to Israeli importers.

This includes the cost of building new facilities , infrastructure and
other necessary arrangements ( including some expenditure still required for the fence
along the border line with the Gaza Strip) .

Non Defense Expenditure:

police ministry - expenditure related to the cost of relocating of police stations,
building new stations outside the Palestinian population centers , and forming a new
police district for Judea and Samaria .

Agriculture - Further expenditure related to the cost of establishing the office in
charge of inspection of agriculture products coming from the West Bank and Gaza
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into Israel , according to the economic protocol between Israel and the P.L.O .

Water - This item includes the cost of establishing separate infrastructures which will
supply water to the settlements and to the Palestinians , but by two different systems.
