May I, in the first place, reiterate that Israel never
intended to sign a separate peace treaty with Egypt. I said so on many
occasions, in your presence and in your absence alike, privately and
publicly, in my country and abroad.

We want peace with all our neighbours and we want to ()
solve, positively, the problem of the Palestinian Arabs, inhabitants of
Judea, Samaria and the Gaza District. That is why we, both, invited

Pollowing the signing of the Egyptian-Israeli peace treaty

a8 year ago, we opened and continued our bilateral negotiations, thus proving

the good faith which Israel has shown all along the way. Theoretically

speaking, we could have said: "As no Palestinian Arab representatives

participate, let us delay our negotiations urtil they do." It never occurred

to us to make such a proposal and thus postpone our autonomy negotiations .

for an unknown period. We entered into these negotiations with the
determination to make a common effort with you and reach a complete
agreement in terms of the Camp David accord.

In the joint letter which you and I addressed to President
Carter on March 26, 1979, the very day we signed our peace treaty} we stated
as follows: "Egypt and Israel set for themselves the goal of completing
the negotiations within one year so that elections will be held as
expeditiously as possible after agreement has been reached between the .
parties."

With all my heart I wish that this goal will be achieved, but
I must stress that it is neither a target date nor a deadline, as can be
proved by the appropriate minutes of the negotiations preceeding the finalization

of the text.

We still do not have to lose hope that until the date mentmnei

above we may reach an agreement provided all parties faithfully adhere to,
and carry out, the Camp David framework.

The Israel delegation cannot be blamed for any deviation
from the Camp David agreement or for any proposal which may be deemed
to contradict it. But it is my duty to inform you that several proposals
made by the Egyptian delegation do not follow the clear definitions of

the accord., To prove this thesis I will give several examples:

15 The Egyptian delegation suggested officially that the
self-governing authority be composed of an Assembly
from which an executive council will emanate as well

as a judicial authority.

I am certain you agree with me that such an arrangement
is not to be found in the text of the Camp David
agreement. In our deliberations at Camp David we
agreed to write "self-governing authority (administrative
council)"”. We repeated that formulation in our joint .
letter to President Carter. We should use the Camp
David language as President Carter one day said in

my presence to his advisers. It is not a so-called

legal or "legalistic" issue; it is a decisive matter

of substance. An Assembly, an executive and a judiciary

would mean, In fact, a Palestinlian state, all but in name

To this we could not agree; this we cannot accept.
We spoke quite a number of times abnut. what it would
involve for us, our security and our future and for
others as well. [ agree with you completely that in
our considerations we should take into account both
regional and global developments as all of us face

common dangers.

Jerusalem: We, of course, talked many times about this
sensitive issue. President Carter recently made a state-
ment to the effect that Jerusalem should remain undivided, -
,with free access for all religions to their holy shrines.
This is exactly the situation as it prevails now and it

is guaranteed by law forever. Jerusalem is not mentioned
at all in the Camp David accords. I know that you wrote
a letter about it to President Carter; so did I. The
President of the United States then wrote a letter to me.
If we stand by our letter, where do we commit any

breach of the Camp David agreement?

You mentioned the problem of securty. Certainly, it is
all=important to us, with the P,L.O. on the rampage,
"sromising" us lately a hot summer. We both know what
it means in human lives. But, at Camp David, we

declded that after a withdrawal of Israeli forces -

which we will, of course, carry out - "the

remaining Israeli forces will be redeployed into

specified security locations." However, the Egyptian

delegation recently submitted a proposal that those
remaining forces will have to ask and receive permissign

Fﬁm the self-governing authority to carry out a move. Such
an idea was not even mentioned in the Camp David

agreement.

But here, too, I have to emphasize that this is not
a legalistic problem. The issue is decisive. How many
people may be killed until permission is granted and what

may happen if it is refused?

Having given these few examples, I would like to reiterate
my deep wish to reach an agreement with you on the issues of the full
autonomy for the lnhabitants of Judea, Samaria and the Gaza Distriet, if
possible, before the end of May. We can do so, I repeat, if we are al].
determined to carry out what we agreed upon at Camp David. Let us continwé
with our efforts; they can be crowned with success.

Reference to your cable dated March 14, 1980

l. I wigh first of all to stress that we are

determined to go ahead with the negotiations concerning
all aspects of the establishment of full autonomy in the
West Bank and Caza, in order to achieve tangible results
before May 26.

2. In this regard, we are abiding both by the texts and spirit
of the Camp David Agreements, and by the procedural
understandings reached between us.

3. I wish therefore to draw your attention te the fact
that when in the last Accadia meeting, we discussed
the formation of working groups on ministerisl level,
we focused on the working group dealing with security
which your government has not yetagreed to establish
and which, in our opinion, would be a most positive
contribution towards helping overcome many of the
difficulties facing the negotiations.

4. As to the two committees which we agreed to establish

in the Hague meeting, the economic and legal committees,

we have chosen to represent us in both very able and

senior ambassadors who will enjoy full powers to deal with

all matters entrusted to them. It was never our understanding,
nor the American understanding, that you had set as a pre-
condition that these committees be at ministerial level, In
fact, the Hague communique specifically mentioned high level
representation which does not necessarily meen ministerial
level. Furthermore, the ministers would not have found, due to
their many other obligations, encugh time to spare for these
meetings which we want to be intensive.

5. I agree in principle with your proposals concerning

the program of the meetings, although it is my opinion that

it is not so much the frequency or length of the meetings,

but the political will to come to a satisfactory agreement,
which will determine the fate.of our endeavors. I therefore
hope that your govermment will approach the next delicate phase
of the negotiations in the appropriate spirit so as to bring
them to the positive conclusion which we hope for, and which was
stipulated in the Camp David Accords: namely the establishment,
for the duration of the transitional period, of a self-governing
authority with full autonomy in the West Bank and Gaza.
